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Facing East, in the centre, draw deep deep deep thy breath, 
closing thy mouth with thy right forefinger prest against thy 
lower lip.  Then dashing down the hand with a great sweep 
back and out, expelling forcibly thy breath, cry ΑΠΟ 
ΠΑΝΣΟ΢ ΚΑΚΟΔΑΙΜΟΝΟ΢.1 

With the same forefinger touch thy forehead, and say ΢ΟΙ,2 
thy member, and say Ψ ΥΑΛΛΕ,3 thy right shoulder, and say 
Ι΢ΦΤΡΟ΢,4 thy left shoulder, and say ΕΤΦΑΡΙ΢ΣΟ΢;5 then 
clasp thine hands, locking the fingers, and cry ΙΑΨ. 

Advance to the East.  Imagine strongly a Pentagram. aright, 
in thy forehead.  Drawing the hands to the eyes, fling it forth, 
making the sign of Horus, and roar ΦΑΟ΢.6  Retire thine hand 
in the sign of Hoor pa kraat.7 

Go round to the North and repeat; but scream 
ΒΑΒΑΛΟΝ.8  

Go round to the West and repeat; but say ΕΡΨ΢.9 
Go round to the South and repeat; but bellow ΧΤΦΗ.10

ΓΑΡ ΠΕΡΙ ΜΟΤ Ό Α΢ΣΕΡ ΣΟΝ ΠΕΝΣΕ ΚΑΙ ΕΝ ΣΗΙ 
΢ΣΗΛΗ ΌΑ΢ΣΕΡ ΣΟΝ ΈΞ Ε΢ΣΗΚΕ.12 

Repeat the Cross Qabalistic, as above, and end as thou didst 
begin.
