Tn undervsiand the content »7 {his lessnn correcily we newd to rvemembetr what
wag said before about the nature of experience. Wo Baid that all experience takes
place ip the world ol metivity, and we are pow going to discuss experiences in iha
"thought Tealm”.

One usually associates an experience witk some ceopndition had within the bedy -
ov what seuld be defined sz having some kind pf "feeling". The world of thought is
one deveid of such feveling, T one cen have experiences in this remlm woieh ace
just as zoncrete or seemingly Teal as oxpsviences in the bedy arez. In this partie-
cular arss (the mental) some experiences can resch out into this putward field as
though sme unsesn poWST wWas working upen ev through it, whilet *thought which bezrce
no Telatien te Reality will praoduce pe such effects. A persen ocan build up an entite
world of experiences based upes his own concepiions which besr no rela®icn <o the
Cosmic Scheme, so0 the wise builder should be well oriemteted in things spivitual
before he atiempis such meiheds or he will finpd himself in am illusery state of
isnlation.

Phe eonesreta warld of the mepiel vegien is somstimes called Theta or Ths
Fighth, end reference %o this can ba found in myths veferring to a "City oT Ths
Eight', or Eighty, because it iz in the cervect undersianding of this that cne can
build his own world in & harmeniocus relationship o the same "FPour Sguare City" nf
the Divine Rezlms.

By correqt thought processes one gquicksns, as it wers, the rvadiztion activisy
rats fron withiz his own cenire thus influencing the tonme guality of ths whola
bedy. A& quickening process can mlso be observed in the world of experisnees, This
moans thei & subile fovce becomes "superimposed" on every observable thing im the
world of effects and one begins te leave the sensory world. By prolonged Fractice,
or seli-discipline, sometimes talking many centuries, the individual graduslly with-
draws from This sensory eresa and diseovers +that he has tndsrgone & kkind of metamor-
phosis, Ee bacomes transformed from & "buman being® inte & being of ancther dimen=
gion of experience. This ie the "guickening" and change spoken of in the Holy
Scriptures.

This process is carried out with the right use of the time and space factor
in regard to semsory oxpsrience. Thue, whilst there still temains =n aweranes: oFf
the sxistenoe of the time end space Tactor one beecomes Tres from it. This invelves
a2 kind of contradigtion because, while ons experiebces the "absence" of time and
space, one obssrves or wiinesses this facter taking place even though he iz not
alfected by 21t. This experience could by described as 2 being of ons world peeping
in on anetheT = Deing "in the world tut not of it",

The theought world can divesily influence the sensory werld or experiencss had
in what is geperelly understond o be the “nAormal physical state. Dirvected thought
under proper conirel doss immediately affect the ensrgies within the elagtro-—
magneiic nctave in which humans normally operate. In this state, at a fairly
advanced level, ome begins to understand ths possibility of creating an entire world
»f experience for oneself in wilch others capn shars and Beeome awars. This iz the
world of concrete thought, and the ideas thsvein are rsalities. When others bscome
drawn inte your world of thought, it is described, in human terminelegy, as "coming
under a specific Master". This means that humans whe graduate to this part of thaeir’
OWD awareness can draw upon this experience of ths "Megter" far their owm benefit,
and this indicates bow & Hievarchy is built up from this level. A similar process
takes place from the apex downwards giving us a wonderful interplay of the gxchange
of knowledge from sphere to spherve like a "Jacob's Ladder".

One succeeds iz ihis work by acguiring the ability to use one's thought Iro-
cesses to "gontrol" the effects. This means that one should be in & position to
maintain the eorrect theupht patterne until he reaches the peint whete effects no
lopger influsnce his thinking. In other words, he ceases to react %o circumstances
et hig envitonmant.

It mighi appear that this would leave npe eceld and ipdiffevent, and perhaps
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that ie why those wheo ave ustrained in the irue methode have Tought shy =l ihis
very impertant step, feor, efter all, this is omly The beginning, and complete
release from the false world apd the cycle of reincarnatien will mot come until
the last vestige of ettractisp ic such conditions has besn passed.

From our print of view, shp sooneT people ars deliversd from fheir
i114giens the detter for sll concerned, tut this cannet be foreced epenly Decause It
ie already bDeing genily pushed from within., That iz why bumep stapderds fipally
collapse ceusipg the many & brief pariod of terrible consequances. Melchisedel, the
Great Purifier of lignte, perioTms Eig tesk with terrifying precisien.

Kzny people cannoi underetand why we do not give any exarciges or riftusls for

The material Sciencss are also working together to find out whether or net 1ife
pxists on other planets, and radic messages are being transmitted %o stars in the
hope that they will be picked up by ether intelligent beings who may e out thete.

To soms, these "spece visiters" are physical beings firom physiesl space-ships;
‘o others, they are "spirituzl" er "neychic' beings having upusuel poweTs to walk
through walls and to convey messages 19 & listening audiemnce by means of "“voice
trensmission"”.

Flying saucets, masters from £pace, =iTangs religions = suddenly penple are
balieving in an impending disasier and the dawning of a pew age. What is true and
what is false?



. From the peoint of view of the matarizl sciences, ihe Tims taken %o send
messages to and from evem the nearest star takes so long a5 to be zlmest impessible
until new techrigques are discoversd. They can oply pick out areas at vandom not
¥powing precisely wheve o begin to make contacts. A Tew oihers are 3o gonfident
of their contacte with "space masiers" and "space—sbkips" by "psychic" means thai
they claim %o be Eving "advenced teachings" from these sources. Tet, 1f one takas
+he trouble to do & 1little ressarch into all this teaching, it ecan be fiound inm
materizl slready 56 hand in certain quarters. Why mast ithese "supericr badings"
repeat the teachings of these wie have already been with us in the flesh? They gn
not tell us anything new. In this light, it would eppear that they do not reelly
exist, except in she minds of these whe make the claims.

We ourselves have spokem of the Eievarchy and of beings on sther planes, and
wer have said that it is peosmsible o experience the othar planets or sphieres within
our system. We have alsc mede it clear that the Rezlity can be experviemced only
from withim. All evidence coming via the =Zsnses is subject io your own assessmant
or conception of it. Thereforey all the teachings, space masiers, U.F.0.s end
planets are thipgs appearing ip thes avea of 1lhe senses, and one builds theories
around ithem to =atisfy his own hopes and desires believing that thets is o ftrue
evidenocs which might shatter such grandiose illusions.

Individually, some
kinds of music, oertein flowsts or frisnds constitute fovms of joy or pleasure. We
eould say then that "Joy" was the fulfillment experienced by the participatiocn in
the manifesietion o activity of iits sbstract counterpart.

The misery experiensed is that due to nne's living in that whioh is
associdied with the false ideas - nothing more, Misery is unreal because it is
but a shadow, and shadows possess no veal substance apart from the deductions one
malkesz from what we call sensery parcepticn.

This leads us %o the gquesiicz of whether semse percepiinn Taally exists. If
Sense percepiion is the mesgns wherseby an illusion is experienced, is sense parcep—
tiop itself an illueien?
