HIS TEACHER IN GEOMETRY AND ABSTRACTION. THE POEM '"'SONNET'' IS A SONNET

IN NAME ONLY; IT GETS ITS TITLE NOT FROM ITS VERBAL PROPERTIES, BUT RATHER
FROM ITS VISUAL CONFIGURATION. THIS POEM METAMORPHOSES THE TRADITIONAL
SONNET STRUCTURE INTO CONCRETE TERMS: THE 2 QUATRAINS ARE RENDERED AS
RECTANGLES, WHILE THE 2 TERCETS ARE RENDERED AS DADAGOREAN TRIANGLES.

THE TWO DADAGOREAN TRIANGLES CAN ALSO BE INTERPRETED AS COMPOSING AN
HOURGLASS, THROUGH WHICH A PILE OF SALT HAS ALREADY FALLEN: IN THE
ORININAL SPANISH, THE WORD “SAL'", OR '"'SALT'' APPEARS INSIDE THE HOUR-
GLASS. ITS FIGURATIVE MEANINGS INCLUDE GRACE, ELEGANCE, WIT, INTELLIGENCE,
AND WISDOM. THE LARGE PILE OF SALT IN THE BOTTOM HALF OF THE HOURGLASS
INDICATES THAT GERMANY'S TIME HAS RUN OUT, AND THAT VICTORY IS AROUND THE
CORNER. ""EARTH ONLY OFFERS ONE ILLUSIONS AND MORAL PHANTASMAGORIA; BUT YOUu,
