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GESTURES OF THE ART

The use of gesture in magick is as ancient

as the art itself., All is movement, Partaking

in the essence of the All, the magickian dances

to notes struck before the groundwork of conscious-

ness solidified. Those who would know must do.

Those who would do must dance. The heart beats,

the blood flows to rhythms established before the

mind came to stand in the between places and inter-

pret. The sorcerer taken by ecstasy writhes in a

sacred call and response tuned to those who swim in

the Great Darkness,

The gestures presented are the records of

others who have touched the pulse of the Old Ones.

In all certainty, this is their touching; much less

certainly this may be used as yours. In all things

a balance must be struck between the individual and

the general; this is most important in the Great

Art, Doubt All; believe No Thing. '"All is permit-

ted, nothing is forbidden." Question!

It is my suggestion that the gestures be per-

formed before their so called explanation is read.

Note your feelings upon doing the gestures. Keep

a record. This is yours unique. Create and reject

at Will, Through this will come success.

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#1 EARTH - The God Set fighting

Set and Horus are twins of Egypti?n deriva-

tion. Set is identified with DarknessTM and Night.

Horus dwells in the Light2 and is associated with

the Day. The cycle of Day and Night is an enact-

ment of their combat. This is an affirmation of

the dynamic interplay of opposites, creating and

destroying the universe simultaneously. The sign

is attributed to the "element' earth. There are

four "elements" in magickal theory. An '"element"

can be viewed as a grouping of phenomenon, a means

of organizing the universe into particular classes.

The "element'" earth represents solidity and sta-

bility. The physical reality in which we spend our

day to day lives. The "element'" earth is symbol-

ized by cold and dryness, Gnomes, the Disk, North

and the Physical sensation of touch.

1N‘,O.X. (Nuit, Pan-Set, Babalon) Representing
the creative spark (Pan-Set) eclipsed on one side

by Nuit, nothing, the "dark" female force of the

Aeon and on the other side by Babalon, the physical

manifestation of Nuit. The whole representing the

Night of Pan; the dark, primal part of us that

resides deep within the subconscious.

2,,V.X. The inverse of N,0.X. Representing
the springing forth of Horus (the Child) from the

darkness of the womb. The formula representing

the Rising Sun, conquering the darkness as it

rises. (i.e., the process of "enlightenment" or
"awakening".)





#2 AIR - The God Shu supporting the sky

Shu is of Egyptian origin. On his upraised

hands, the Heavens in the form of a star-bedecked

woman (Nuit) are held aloft. He kneels between

the earth and the sky. The beetle Khephera, fore-

runner of the rising sun, leaves the darkness and

enters the world through the opening made by the

head and shoulders of Shu as they pierce the outer

darkness. The boat of Ra (a great solar god) also

passes into our world through this opening.

The "element' air represents the mobility of

the intellect. It is symbolized by heat and mois-

ture, Sylphs, the sword, East, and the sense of

smell.
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#3 WATER - A representation of its alchemical

sign, the inverted triangle

Alchemy, the synthesis of opposites, is the

process on which New Aeon magicks are founded.

Water in alchemy is the feminine principle. The

sign itself is a representation of the female

sexual organ.

Water provides the means through which the

creative idea manifests. The seed of thought needs

water in which to germinate. It is through water

that the seed is nourished. Without water, the

earth remains barren,

The element water represents the mutable,

flowing aspects of nature. It is symbolized by

cold and moisture, Undines, the cup, West, and the

sense of taste.
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#4 FIRE - A representation of its alchemical sign,

the upright triangle

Fire in alchemy is the masculine, creative,

dynamic principle. It acts as the compliment of

water. The triangle stands erect on the forehead,

the location of the Third Eye or Eye of Horus. It

is from fire that the creative idea springs. The

idea alone is of no practical value until it is

real-ized through its union with water. The seed,

nourished by water, sprouts and grows toward the

Sun (Son). The synthesis of the opposites fire

and water gives birth to air, the magickal child.

The element fire represents the creative force

underlying and finding manifestation in Nature.

It is symbolized by heat and dryness, Salamanders,

the wand, South, and the sense of sight.

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#5, #6 SPIRIT - The rending and closing of the veil

The veil is rent by love, by union. The veil

itself is the feeling of separateness. On the
purely physical, the veil is rent by sexual inter-
course. Two become of one body, In the intellect-

ual, two become of one mind. If one initially

postulates a separateness between the individual

and the universe, the rending of the veil repre-

sents the merging of the two, The veil can be

seen as the culturally conditioned aspects which

obscure the part of one's self in intimate inter-

course with the universe. The closing of the veil

represents the basic incommunicability of the

experience. Spirit is the experience of union

itself. The signs taken together represent birth

into a higher consciousness,
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#7, #8, #9 #10 - These four gestures are in actu-

ality one gesture that moves

through four positions or states,

As a whole, they represent the

creation of the universe.

The point of pure equi-

librium displaying no motion. Pure potential energy

All stands poised on the brink of the Abyss.

The dark star hanging motionless

in space. The hawk poised in effortless flight,

about to dive.

#8 THE SWASTIKA

The beginning of organized movement. The

establishment of direction. The generation of the

Swastika, the universe in motion. The wheel spin-

ning at such a speed that to an observer it seems

#9 THE TRIDENT

Explosion! The formally circular energy hurls

itself upward and over the Abyss, concentrating

itself and becoming the Star.

#10 THE STAR

Cults of the Shadow by Kenneth Grant. Frederick

Muller Ltd., London 1975. 244 pp.

There is an increasing number of 'seekers"

who are becoming serious students of Magick,

Tantra, and various systems of expanding con-

sciousness. In my opinion, Cults of the Shadow

should function as a basic text and mandatory

preparation for any such student whose interest

is inclined toward the Left-Hand Path.

Mr. Grant provides a historical survey of

cults employing the Vama Marg, including the Afro,

Egyptian and Yogic systems. Following this back-

ground presentation, he then summarizes recent and

contemporary methods.

Some of the material is a recapitulation of

that given in The Magickal Revival and Aleister

Crowley and the Hidden God; this inclusion permits

Cults of the Shadow to stand independently, and

provides a more thorough understanding of the

earlier works, Like his other books, the present

volume transmits information on a multiple-level

basis.

As a historical work, it links the dim past

with the living present, revealing major manifest-

ations of the Ophidian Current as variations on a

single, powerful theme. It unifies rather than

divides--a rare and perhaps unique approach in

contemporary occult writings.
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The book presents lucid exposition of tech-

niques, philosophies and processes that, until

recent times, have been transmitted only orally

to Temple initiates., It is not intended as a

practical manual, as Mr. Grant states; but for

those to whom initiation has come, it is a wvalu-

able guide to the validity of experience,

An interesting feature is his explanation of
the African cult, aligning the major deities on the
Tree of Life and providing a comprehensive connect-
ion with the qaballah. Another positive subject is
the overview of the Cult of the Black Snake, a con-
temporary school of Magick operating in Chicago.

Also of note is the treatment of H.P, Lovecraft
and Salvador Dali--two contemporary and "unsung'

Magicians of note. Mr. Grant briefly outlines his

own technique of dream control, a most subtle

method of employing the forces treated in the book.,

The chapter on Frater Achad serves as a

warning of the ever-present dangers of the Left-

Hand Path., The ruin of a promising incarnation

is sad testimony to the power of ego and obsession,

and the fatality of the idee fixe,

In all, the appearance of another book by

Mr, Grant is a welcome event, Anyone who aims to

build a sound library of occult literature cannot

afford to omit Cults of the Shadow.

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OVERTURE TO DEXTH

D. P. MacDonald

In February of 1936, Budapest Police were

investigating the suicide of a local shoemaker,

Joseph Keller. The investigation showed that

Keller had left a suicide note in which he quoted

the lyrics of a recent popular song. The song was

"Gloomy Sunday'.

The fact that a man chose to quote the lyrics

of a little-known song may not seem very strange.

However, the fact that over the years, this song

has been directly associated with the death of

over 100 people is quite strange indeed.

Following the event described above, seventeen

additional people took their own lives. In each

case, "Gloomy Sunday'" was closely connected with

the circumstances surrounding the suicide.

Among those included are two people who shot

themselves while listening to a gypsy band playing

the tune, Several others drowned themselves in

the Danube while clutching the sheet music of

"Gloomy Sunday'". One gentleman reportedly walked

out of a nightclub and blew his brains out after

having requested the band to play '"The Suicide

Song"'.

The adverse effect of "Gloomy Sunday" was

becoming so great that the Budapest Police thought

it best to ban the song. However, the suppression

of "Gloomy Sunday" was not restricted to Budapest,

nor was its seemingly evil effects. In Berlin, a

young shopkeeper hung herself, Beneath her feet"

lay a copy of "Gloomy Sunday".

In New York, a pretty typist gassed herself
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leaving a request that "Gloomy Sunday" should be
played at her funeral,

Many claim that broken romances are the true

causes of these suicides. However, this is debat-

able. For instance, one man jumped to his death

from a seventh story window followed by the wailing

strains of "Gloomy Sunday'. He was over 80 years

5ld! In contrast to this, a 14 year old girl drowned

aerself while clutching a copy of '"The Suicide Song'",

Perhaps the strongest of all was the case of an

2rrand boy in Rome, who, having heard a beggar hum-

ming the tune, parked his cycle, walked over to the

seggar, gave him all his money, and then sought his

death in the waters beneath a nearby bridge.

As the death toll climbed, the B.B.C., felt it

qecessary to suppress the song, and the U.S. net-

work quickly followed suit., A French station even

brought in psychic experts to study the effects of

'Gloomy Sunday" but had no effect on the ever climb-

ing death rate.

The composer, Rezso Seress, who in 1933 wrote

'Gloomy Sunday', was as bewildered as the rest of

~he world. Although he wrote the song on the break-

1p of his own romance, he never dreamed of the

~esults which would follow. However, as fate would

nave it, not even Seress could escape the song's

strange effects,

At first he had a difficult time getting someone

-0 publish the song. Quite frankly, no one would

1ave anything to do with it. As one publisher stated,

¥t is not that the song is sad, there is a sort of

~errible compelling despair about it. I don't think

it would do anyone any good to hear a song like that."

However, time passed and Seress finally got his

song published. Within the week '"Gloomy Sunday"

became a best seller, Seress contacted his ex-lover
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and made plans for a reunion. The next day the gir:

took her life through the use of poison. By her

side was a piece of paper containing two words --

"Gloomy Sunday'".

When questioned as to just what he had in mind

when he wrote the song, Seress replied, "I stand

in the midst of this deadly success as an accused

man. This fatal fame hurts me. I cried all of

the disappointments of my heart into this song,

and it seems that others with feelings like mine

have found their own hurt in it."

As the months went by and the excitement died

down, the B.B.C. agreed to release '"Gloomy Sunday",

but only as an instrumental. This version was |

later made into a record. A London policeman

heard this particular arrangement being repeatedly

and endlessly played in a nearby apartment. He

considered this to be worthy of investigation.

Upon entering the apartment, he found an automatic

phonograph playing and replaying the tune, Next

to it was a woman, dead from an overdose of bar-

biturates., It was this incident which prompted

the B.B.C. to reimpose its ban on the song. To

this day it has not been lifted.

As a final note, "Gloomy Sunday'" was introduced

to the U.S. market in 1936, However, getting it

recorded was no easy matter. Bob Allen and members

of the Hal Kemp band were the first to record

"Gloomy Sunday" in the U.S. They were noticeably

affected while making the record. It took twenty-

one takes to turn out a record good enough to

publish. Few people who have ever listened to the

melody and lyrics fail to confess that it has a

horribly depressing effect,

Finally, it is not surprising to note that Rezso

Seress, the composer of "Gloomy Sunday", committed

suicide in 1968,
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A SYSTEMATIC APPROACH TO

ONE-ON-ONE MAGICKAL ASSAULT

Magickal assault, one person contending with

another, is a tricky subject. This article 'covers

one solution to the problem. It is by no means

the only one, but it does work.

The first step is to obtain some sort of

talismanic link with the individual who is the

object of the attack. This link will act as the

conductive medium through which the attack will

flow. Talismanic links may be divided into three

types; Physical, Mental and Astral.

A physical link is some material item related

in some way to the object individual. By tradition

a strand of hair or a nail paring is the best.

Handwriting is also good, especially if it is some-

thing that the object individual concentrated on

as he produced it. This puts more of "himself"

into it, relating it strongly to his own mind.

Items of personal property will also work, the

more personal or favored, the better.

The second type is the mental link. This is

easily obtained if the object individual is known

to the attacker. Pet expressions, recalled with

their pronunciation and intonation, are excellent,

since they conjure the image of the object individ-

ual, his ideas, habits, and manners to mind. Ideas

or problems which concern the object individual

should be considered. If these are very important

to him, enough that he keeps them ever in his mind

they will work.

The last is closely related to the second.

This is the Astral or emotional link, If there -

exists a mutual emotional tie between attacker and

attacked, regardless of its nature, then a link is

established. Some feeling toward a third party,
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which is the same for both persons, is also usable,
although in such cases great care must be taken to
keep the wrong person from being harmed,

The choice of link depends on the attacker.

It is he who must work with it so he should pick

the type that seems best suited to him and his

purposes. The degree of success depends on the

ability of the attacking Magickian to work with his

tools. Once the link is obtained, the attack may

begin.

The first step of the attack itself is to est-

ablish identity between the attacker and the link,

thence proceeding to identification of attacker-

link-object individual. First, consider the link

strictly as an object,an "item" in the universe,

Examine it as one would a rock. Note its size

and shape, its concepts and ideas, its nature and

substance. View it objectively, then move toward

contemplation of the mental, or purely conceptual

hlature of the link, Think of the item as if you

were in the place of the object individual. What

does He think of this? What ideas does this hold

for Him? See the link as an extension of the

object individual and as the object individual

himself would see it.

This 1is the process: byswhich the link is used

to connect attacker and object individual. It

creates a synchronization between the Magickian's

mind and that of the one attacked. It is through

this line that the power of the attack progresses.,

The next step is to strengthen the link until

its existence is as automatic as possible. This

is accomplished by brute concentration, The mind

is made to operate in harmony with that of the

object individual's. With effort and a little

time, the mind of the attacker falls into the

groove, as it were, in the area concerned with

the link.
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Once this automatic synchronous linking action

is obtained, the actual substance of the attack

may begin. The energies basic to the nature of

the attack are superimposed onto the link. The

best energies for the purposes are ones which have

some harmony with the link itself. The only limits

of degree are those inherent in the attacker. The

assault is as irritating or devastating as the

attacking Magickian is weak or strong in the area

in which he is operating.

A Magickal attack executed along the lines

given above has several advantages. Since the

attack comes against the object individual from

a source within him, it evades many, if not all

Magickal defenses. The source of the damaging

energies appears to the object individual to be

internal. Familiars do not recognize it as alien

and so do not leap to the defense, Also, talismanic

protections fail since they need not be passed.

Further, owing to the internal nature of the

attack, it is hard to detect while in progress.

The object individual may sense the energies but

since the source is apparently some part of himself

he does not immediately realize the true threat

is external. Thus even as his mind itself tries

to counter it seeks an origin in the wrong place.

Finally, since the nature of the method of

attack places the attacker within the object

individuals mind, albeit only to a small degree,

the attacker may be able to establish a feedback

loop. This feedback loop generates energies in

harmony with those of the attack, but the point

of origin shifts to within the object individual's

own mind. This allows the attacker to depart the

area, cut the link, and let the attack continue

automatically. This feedback loop would ingrain

itself in the object individual's mind until its

original source and the source of the attack

become lost. It eliminates the chance of discovery
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Also, since the feedback loop would be made by

another mind's artifice, the object individual

would find it harder to destroy once he found it.

As was said before, this is not THE WAY, it is

but one. Each individual has his own way of oper-

ating, so it is best to find one's own methods.

If nothing else, the above may form a guide by

which another may forge his own weapons and draw

his own plans of attack.

The name of Austin Osman Spare has been coupled with that of his

contemporary, Aleister Crowley; both have been described as English

satanic occultists.
