In the 1950's the go 2hcad was given to build the Aswan Dam, the modern day

Egyptians knowins full wcll that its construction would undoubtedly moan the
flooding of the Nubia, rcsulting in the loss of many ancicnt monumcnts and much

anccstral heritage, UNESCO began an all out campaipn to raisc funds from all

over the world to try to save as many Nubian monumcnts as possiblce

The United States was largely responsiblce for saving much of the great statuary

of Abu Simbcl, and in apprceiation of this, the Egyptian governmont offcred the

littlc Templc of Dondur to Amcrica. The temple had been taken apart in 1963 by
the Egyptians, but did not rcach Ncw York until August 21, 1968. It was packed

in 640 crates and weighed over 800 tons, It was houscd in a vinyl air structurc

until the climatc controlled environment could be crected at the Metropolitan
