Then sand it to a nice smoothnesss You may wish
to paint on magical symbols and also your Craft name in runes, These may be
painted dircctly on the wood, but if you make a mistake it is more difficult to
correct, Another way is to-use black ink on white papers Now since your wand
should be about the thickness of your thumb, the runes should be ahout 5 sii-
teenths to 3/8 high, Now cut each group into a strip about % inch to 13 or 2-
inches longe These may be pasted on the wand perhaps a couple inches from the
ends on opposite sidess Vhen all is thorouchly dry, you may coat it with shellac,
or varnish .or even clear nail -polishe This will protect the runes and symbols
from rubbing off through wear, When complete, spend.at least a few minutes each
day holding, t-he wand, caressing it, concentrating your personal:l.ty into it.

Pluto has been somewhat of an occult enigma since its discoverye Its attributes
and rulerships have been debated, often bitterly, for the past forty some yearsSe
The current (and most intuitively workable) hypothesis defines Pluto as the
planet of sex, death, and regeneration; of things hidden and subterancan = =
those primordial forces of evolution and inner compulsion that represent a dark
aspect of the Gode I believe the attribution of grains 5Such as rye and wheat to
Pluto tend to bear out the previously ascribed qualities, particularly if fune
. goldal prain parasite/symbiotes such as ergot are addec},to the Plutonian cataw

lopue,

Pluto's abduction of Persephone into the underworld is a mythogenic narrative
too well known to the present reader to require elaboration here, What is somee
- tivtes overlooked is the fact that the myth quite securely connects Fluto as an
essential component to the continuing cycle of the death and regeneration oi
the cereal grains, plant life, and ultimately (and metaphorically) all life,
~ Thus Pluto's legendary connection with cereal grains seems well establisheds

There are, however, other levels of meaning and other perspectives to be taken
regarding this primal legend and Pluto's herbal attributese The Eleusinian Myse
teries grew up around the Demeter-Pluto=rersephone legends and became, over the
centuries, a profound initiatory experience, Central to the rites was the con-
sumption of a potion made of barley water .conteining a decoction of ergot, the
progenitor, of_course, of our own LSD, the discovery of which virtually (in cosw
mic time) accompanied the 'discovery of Pluto, | :

One of the common threads amid bewildering variety of experience catalysed by
ergotr and its derivatives is the experience of death and dissolution of the ego
( which from an epocentric viewpoint amounts to total annihilation) and its
subsequent reconstituticn and regeneratione Ergotophiles are taken on a voyage
through their own psychic underworld that ¢losely parallels the experience of
Persephone as. bride of Pluto, '

There is also a preat deal of evidence to indicate that the experience involves
a triggering of pgenetic memory, and so opens the floodgates of evolutlonary
force, Moreover, the saprophytic cousins of ergot such as amanita muscaria and
psilocybin subsist on decay, and were ence commonly associated with dark, deadly
subterranean origins, Ergot also serves as a vasoconstrictor which may be con-
sidered an appropriate effect for an attribute of the higher octave of lMarse

Pluto may indeed be the dread, dark lord whose experience is, to say the least,
cathartic, Through the agency of the ergot derivatives, however, it is possible
to put oneself on the pathway to the experience while providing for the possibilie

A few months apo, last year really, I gave a lecture at the U, of Aze on Witche
craftes One of the people who contacted me was a merber-of one of the live-in
relicions in town. You know the kindsg you convert and move in to thelr house in
love and fellowship and have a good 0ld time until you decide it isn't for yous
Well, this person, who we will call Dob, wanted to: join a coven (at the time he
was still livin: with his former religion)s I told him that it wasn't that casy,
that we don't take people off the street, that you had to study for a long time
to decide if the Craft wos meant for you and if you are meant for the Crafte 1
gave him a book 1list and my address for him to ask questions, and wandered off
with the feeling that here was a person whe was searching for himself, and didn'®
know it, He went from reli-ion to rclirion looking for something without realie
sing that it was himself, Remember the charpge: if you can't find it within, your
searching will avail you nought, Needless to say, he never callecde

While visiting the Lady Arwen, she.gave me a letter from Tucson, saying that
since I was close by, maybe I could help this persone Yup, from Dob looking for
a Pagan commnity with which to.learn, share, and grow closer to the Gods. Well,
I thought about this for awhile and remembered that he had lived in a number of
commmew~type religions, and realised that he was searching for another commmnces
type religiones Well, I seemed to recalise that Pagan communities tend to fall
apart, Christian commnities tend to fall apart as well, Is there'a connection?
The Amish live in a sucessful relizious commmnity, bat they do so by denying
the outside world, The Amish would be happy if the world would vanish, leaving
