Whidbey Island (AP) Three 
U.S. Air Force jets appeared 
to experience "simultaneous 
mechanical failure," wh"!-. 
they approached a "huge sil­
ver disc," which had been 
traveling in a south-wester­
ly direction over the main­
land side 01' the island. 

According to Dr. James 
Killan, a private pilot who 
had witnessed the incident, 
"The thin!:; passed me at a 
distance of about a mile •••• 
I followed it until the:3 
jets closed in; as they fl ew 
past the saucer they seemed 
to stall, and went into ste­
ep dives. I veered off, but 
I saw at least two parachut­
es open before the jets cra­
shed. " 

Dr. Killan had been re­
turning from New York in a 
pri va te plane wi th hi s wife 
and two children when the 
disc passed him at what he 
estimated as "8-12 hundred 
mph. "

The "flying saucer " as 
witnesses described it, fi­
rst appeared just after 
sunset northwest of Everett 
residents of the area rep­
orted a loud humming follo­
wed by the disruption of ~ 
electrical activity , inclu­
ding radio, telephone and 
electrical ignition system> 

A resident described 
one of the vessels as an 
"upside-do~m grapefruit ha-
11' 11 , measuri ng over 1000 I 

in diameter, ana told of a 
"spooky, purplish l~ght " e­
manating from it. 

'lhe huge diSk-like cr­
aft travelled in a slow sp­
iral toward the south-west 
passing over downtown Seat­
tle before circling back N. 

) to Ravenna park where at 
10 :15 it l anded. 

Despi te ofHcial sil­
ence, informed sources reo­
orted that the vehicles were 
tracked by NORAD, and that 
jet interceptors were scr­
ambled. Whidbey I sland res­
idents have also reported 
an unusual amount of activ­
ity at the Naval Air Stat-
ion. 

The Saucer was ooserv~ 
ered to hover several min­
utes over the park before 
landing at the Thermo-Gle<p. 
Pick-nickers in the park 
were terrified by the appe­
arance of the saucer; an
