STALE WORDS 
The stale words “police 

brutality" are too feeble to des- 
cribe the worst of it, 

Police power did not single out 

those who attacked them, Time 
and again cops pursued people flee- 
ing at top speed, or pounced on 
startled civilians without warning, 
and smashed the handiest victims 
with clubs, fists aad shoes. 

The pattern of uniformed sav- 
agery followed that of the recent 
Fairmont onslaught, even to the 
glib *«neo-fascist' phrase from 
Alioto's lips, To many, the police 

attacks on isolated persons seemed 

even more violent than atthe Fair- 
mont, 

Some viewed it as an attempt 
to terrorize “the hippies” into 
leaving town, in compliance with 
the Mayor's express wishes, 
Others speculated that the Sunday 
bloodletting was one of a series 
of practice runs in preparation 
for the Fillmore black ghetto this 
summer, 

COMMUNITY 
Police brought guns, teargas and 

mace out of their arsenal, They 
-ised motorcycles and cars as 
deadly weapons, 

Whatever the intent, the police 
clubs and chemicals hammered 
‘the Haight once more into a com- 
r rity, determined to protect it- 

alf. . 
Tn "Monday's noon meeting at 

the Straight Theater, some talked 
-of projecting love vibrations and 
others talked of throwing Molotoy 

“‘Neo-fascists’’ raged through the Haight- 

Ashbury district Sunday night, almost all are 

To Mayor Joseph Alioto, D Duce of San 
a ''neo-facist'" is a youth who 

throws a bottle at a cop. 
"To others, Alioto's cynical words, mouthed 

cocktails, but all knew clearly 
the difference in “we” and “they.” 

Even before the Sunday Jugger- 
naut, many Haight residents grit- 
ted their teeth when robbed 
or raped but refused to call the 
cops because that was too often 
worse, Now almost all the Haight- 
ians seem to know they're ontheir 
own, and the black men after Sun- 
day smiled quietly at them and 
said, -*'Your're learning, baby, 
you're learning,” 

What they learned was that you 
don't have to do anyting illegal or 
impolite to get smashed in the 

face by cops' fists and clubs, 
In the Haight, asinthe Fillmore, 

you only haye to be there, Don't 
mention rights, don’t ask quese 
tions, don't even open your mouth 
or you'll get a blistering stream 
of mace shot into your eyes. 

HOW IT STARTED 
Perhaps only one person knows 

who began the violence--and he 
nasn't stepped forward yet, 
whether it's a Haight resident, 
a tourist, or a cop. 

At abeut 4 p.m. & group of people 
were in the middle of Haight Street, 
drawn there by a jaywalking in- 
cident, or by a dog hit by a 
tourist's car, or by a search for 
a lost contact lens, When police 
ordered them to disperse, many 
didn't cooperate. 

Then either the police began 
to get rough and someone threw 
a bottle, or someone threw a 
bottle and the police began. to 
get rough. In elther case, the 
bottle-throwing continued for 
hours and the cops escalated their 
use of force without apparent re- 
gard for its object, 

Throwing a bottle at a cop is 
felonious assault, No one is 
alarmed if police arrest someone 
who tries to brain them, But hor- 
ror, outrage, and more bottles 
spew forth when citizens witness 
barbarism like that which took 
place at Levas grocery store at 

1773 Haight at about 6:30 p.m.

“The mayor of San Francisco 

is not placing any restraints on 

police handling of demonstrations 

and crowd problems," Ernest Be- 

sig, Executive Director of the 

American Civil Liberties Union of 

Northern California(ACLUNC) 
told BARB this week, 

“This removes any effective 

civilian check on police activi- 

ties," he stated, ‘‘and we have 

seen the results in the police ex- 

cesses at the Fairmont and again 

in the Haight-Ashbury, 

Attorney Besig used the word 

“excesses” pointedly because, he 

said, “even conceding that there 

was. a need for police action at 
these places, the police tactical 

unit roamed far afield of the scene 
of the alleged unlawful activity 

and attacked persons having noe 

thing to do with the event,” 
Besig indicated that Alioto was 

dodging the responsibility of ren- 

dering a report to ACLUNC on 
the police handling of the Fair- 
mont Hotel incident, 

Alioto’s excuse for failure to 
answer letters dated January 12th 
and February lst was “that he 
had hundreds of letters on his 
desk.” Besig pointed out that Alio- 
to defended the actions of the poe 
lice, */both in the Fairmont and 
the Haight-Ashbury incidents,” 

In a letter to Alioto dated Febe 
ruary 20th, the ACLUNC Direc- 
tor listed several complaints ‘‘ree

farv Winnert was elected Station Manager at the 
last meeting of the board of The Jack Straw Memorial 
Foundation, It was a mere title chanae, for since 
last Necember, he has in effect been resnonsible for 
the dav-to-dav activities of the station alonq with 
the Proqram Director Pamela Plumb. 

Startinq last October, the station had bequn to 
drift into sort of a headless state, I was getting 
involved in other writings, and the work I was doina 
with P.J, Dovle at King County Jail and Monroe Re- 
formatorv. I was all pooped out, Manager: God! vou 
can't quess what it means in an organization as un- 
orqanized as KRAR: calling up at eleven to grumble 
at the announcer; drivina around the north end to 
find the telenhone-less nrinter; folding nroqram 
quides when there was no-one else; keeping up all 
that dismal corresnondence with the FCC; beina nice 
to neonle when vou didn't want to he nice to anvone; 
interviewing nrosnective announcers; and naving 

those bills--those Christlv, eternal bills. 
The monthly deficits I've made un denend on the 

season, Months like November and Februarv--it might 
he as little as $200. Rut durinq the summer--o woe-- 
sometimes, I have had to pav a thousand dollars a 
month out of mv own account just to keen KRAB αοῖπα, 
hecause I thought (and still think) that it is a 
great idea; and worse, because I hated aoina out and 
raisina monev, 

But I can't do it anymore. And that is the crux 
of the nroblem of me noinq. For there is no-one in 
siaht who will cover these obnoxious bills anytime 
and all the time. Sarv and Pamela have to live on 
the nittance thev make from KRAB; and none of the 
Board of Nirecto-s are that financially frée and in- 
denendent. N miserv, 

The Board of Nirectors of the Jack Straw Memorial 
Foundation have--since 1965--heen more and more in- 
volved in the details of oneration of KPAB, The 
Roard is hv fact and bv FCC law, the owning and on- 
erating overseers of the station, They have heen 
meeting faithfully once a month to discuss and pass 
on the affairs and controversies which face the sta- 
tion, to select new staff members, to nass on anv 
exnenditure of more than $190, and in general, keen 
the station in an intelliaent state to deal with its 
nast and future nrohlems.

la 2 5111 Peace and Freedom 
Berkelev, Calif, Feb, 15 (liberation news 

service)--A statewide Peace and Freedom meet- 
ina, comnosed of representatives from 23 dif- 
ferent counties, set the weekend of March 16 
for the Partv's first statewide convention, 

Technicallv it will he a convention of the 
Peace and Freedom "ovement, an organization 
whose memhershin is onen to all Peace and Free- | 
dom Party reqistrants plus all persons over 18 | 
who would he registrants except for disenfran- 
chisement hv reason of aae, felony convictions, 
or citizenship. The convention will be held at 
the Pichmond Auditorium, S. F. 

A hiq issue, settled earlv, was whether the 
convention would be "open," with one vote for 
evervone who came, or delegated, The body voted 
to have a convention composed of delegates nro- 
nortioned to the number of Peace and Freedom 
reaistrants in a qiven county, in a ratio of 
200:1. Thus San Francisco, with 19,347 reqis- 
trants, will have 97 delegates. 

Each county organization will work out its 
own procedure for choosing its deleaates, 

The delicate question of black representa- 
tion at the statewide convention was tentative- 
[lv settled bv acceptance of a complicated for- 
mula nronosed by a Black Caucus which formed 
at the meeting. It amounts to the following: 
if the Black Caucus at the convention nresents 
a nosition on an issue they consider to be one 
of black self-determination, that position will 
stand unless overturned bv a two-thirds vote of 
the whole convention, 

Berkeley, Cal., Feb, 15 (LNS)--At a 
joint panel discussion with members of 
the Peace and Freedom Party Feb. 11, El- 
dridae Cleaver, Minister of Information 
of the Dakland Black Panther Party for 
Self-Defense revealed that a merger is in 
process hetween the Black Panthers and the 
Student Nonviolent Coordinating Committee. 

SNCC nationally will adopt the tactics 
of the Panthers in striving to orqanize 
armed self-defense in the ghettos. Also, 
where possible, it παν adopt the Panthers 
tactic of alliances with white groups 
such as the California Peace and Freedom 
Party. 

The meaning of the merger lies in the

NESS and intelliaence of the high school neonle I had been talking to

office at 4126 Roosevelt Wav. I asked him to what did he attribute the 
success of D-R-S with them. He answered "they haven't been comnletelv 
brainwashed vet," After that he outlined what he himself conceived to be 
the role of his orqanization--to make information available, 

High school neonle are really neat these days. Thev need little help 
in understandina what's heing done to them, They are concerned to at- 
tack the total lie that has heen handed to them, Thev come from Queen 
Anne, Ingraham, Ballard, Rainier Beach, Franklin, West Seattle, Sealth, 
Roosevelt, Shorecrest, Cleveland, etc. ne afternoon I was there and 
thev listened to a Rev, Miller of Northwest Renaissance Hour classic 
freakout. Tt seems one dav Rev, Miller was moved to visit Sealth and 
there he dreamed he saw the revolution. (A little qroun in contact 
with D-R-S and SDS was kicked out of a reserved meetinq room and off 
the campus, where they met and snoke together) Rev. Miller's love and 
nitv and nravers went out to all those he saw with lona hair "some 
wav down over their shoulders" just like Jesus, Thev loved and pitied 
him back. Thev're hanny neonle, Mavbe someone will do a painting of Je- 
sus with a crewcut and set Rev, “iller's universe hack in order for him. 

These arouns, thounh thev are spied on, though they aet their liter- 
ature torn un by the school authorities, and though they are harrassed 
and heat on by administration finks, tvnicallv lettermen, are puttina 
down roots in these alien environments. These people do not even wish 
to he in high school for the most nart, but trapped there by all the 
forces arraved against them, thev have decided to fight back, to give 
the lie to all the ridiculous bullshin ahout "freedom" they are fed in 
the name of the killers. They behave as free neonle, Diq their beauty. 

I spoke with Rev. Nuaent for a lonq time one night. He tried to aive 
me the hackqround on his decision to forsake the safetv of his role as 
what he referred to as a quote "man of qod in order to take a stand." 
He said that one of the bia factors in his decision was that he felt 
if he opnosed the Selective Service svstem he could not cooperate with 
it in anwrav, And it was this that I began to see as drawing the various 
tactics and life-stvles of the resistance together.

It extends 
non-cooneration anywhere this nhonv right is asserted by one person over 
another in the name of some lav.

In its high school nroaram in cooneration with SDS it is reaching out 
hevond itself to a new kind of consciousness which is not avaiahle to 
it hv itself. ^ consciousness canable of throwina out ALL the choices 
which have seemed to limit us too lona.

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AMES BALDWIN ON STOKELY| 
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From dreams of love 

to dreams of terror 
By JAMES BALDWIN 

I first met Stokely Carmichael 

in The Deep South, when he was 

just another non-violent kid, 

marching and talkir nd getting 

his head whipped, This time now 

seems as far behind us as the 

Flood, and if those suffering, gal- 

lant, betrayed boys and girls who 

were then using their bodies in 

an attempt to save a heedless na- 

tion have since concluded that 

the nation is not worth saving, no 

American alive has the right tobe 

surprised-—to put the matter as 

mildly as it can possibly be put. 

Actually, Americans are not at all 

surprised; they exhibit all the 

vindictiveness of the guilty; what 

happened to those boys and girls, 

and what happened to the Civil 

Rights movement, is an indict- 

ment, of America and Americans, 

and an enduring monument, which 

we will not out-live, to the breath- 

taking cowardice ofthis sovereign 

people, 

Naturally, the current in which 

we all were struggling threw 

Stokely and I together from time 

to time—it threw many people to- 
gether, including, finally, Martin 

Luther King and Malcolm X. 
America sometimes resembles, 
at least from the point of view of 

the black man, an exceedingly 
monotonous minstrel show; the 
same dances, same music, same 
jokes. One has done (or been) 
the show so long that one can do 
it in one's sleep, So it was not in 
the least surprising for meto en- 

counter (one more time) the 
AJenerican surprise when Stoke- 
ly—as Americans allow them- 
selves the luxury of supposing 
—coined the phrase, Black Pow- 
er, He didn’t coin it, He simply 
dug it up again from where it's 
been lying since the first slaves 
hit the gang-plank, I have never 

known a Negro in all my life who 

was notobsessed with Black Pow- 
er. Those representatives of 
White Power who are not too hope- 
lessly brain-washed or eviscer- 
ated will understand that the only 
way for a black man in America 
not to be obsessed with the prob- 
lem of how to control his destiny 
and protect his house, his women 
and his children, is for that black 
man to become in his own mind 

the. something less than a man 
which this Republic, alas, has al- 
ways considered him to be, And 
when a black man, whose destiny 
andidentity have always been con- 

trolled by others, decides, and 

states that he will control his own 
destiny and rejects the identity 

given him by others, heistalking 
revolution, In point of sober fact, 
he cannot possible be talking any- 
thing else, and nothing is more 
revelatory of the American hy- 

pocrisy than their swift percep- 

tion of this fact, The“ white back- 
lash’ is meaningless 20th century 

jargon designed at once to hide 

and to justify the fact that most 

white Americans are still unable 
9- believe that the black man isa 

man—in the same way that we 
speak of a ‘credibility gap’ be- 
cause we are too cowardly to face 
the fact that our leaders have been 
lying to us for years, Perhaps we 

suspect that we deserve the con- 
tempt with which we allow our- 

selves to be treated, 
In any case, I had been hoping 

to see Stokely again in Paris, But 

I now learn that he has arrived 
in New York and that his passport 

has been lifted, He is being pun- 
ished by a righteous government, 

in the name of a justly wrathful 
people, and there appears to bed 
very strong feeling that this pun- 
ishment is insufficient, If only, I 
gather, we had had the foresight 

to declare ourselves at war, we 

would now be able to shoot Mr, 
Carmichael for treason, On the 
other hand, even if the govern- 

ment's honorable hands are tied, 
the mob has got the message. I 

remember standing on a street- 
corner in Selma during a voting 

registration drive, The blacks 

lined up before the courthouse, 
under the American flag; the 
Sheriff and his men, with their 
helmets and guns and clubs and 
cattle-prods; a mob of idle white 
men standing on the corner, The 

his deputies beat two black boys 
to the ground, Never will I forget 
the surge in the mob: authority 
had given them their signal, The 
Sheriff had given them the right, 
indeed had very nearly imposed 

on them the duty, to bomb and 
murder: and no one has ever ac- 
cused that Sheriff of inciting to 
riot, much less of sedition, No 
one has ever accused ex-Gov- 
ernor Wallace. of Alabama—ex 
in the name only—of insurrec- 
tion, although he had the Confed- 
erate flag flying from the dome 
of the Capitol the day we march- 
ed on Montgomery. The govern- 

ment would like to be able to in- 
dict Stokeley and many others 

like him, of incitement to riot: 
but I accuse the government of 
this crime, It is, briefly, an in- 
sult to my intelligence, andtothe 

intelligence of any black person, 
to ask me to believe that the most 
powerful nation in the world is 
unable to do anything to makethe 

lives of its' black citizens less 
appalling, It is not unableto doit, 

it is only unwilling to do it, Amer- 

icans are deluded if they suppose 

Stokely to be the first black man 
to say, ‘The United States is go- 
ing to fall, I only hope I live to 
see the day? Every black man in 
the howling North American wil- 
derness has said it, andis saying 
it, in many, many ways, over and 

over again, One's only got to lis- 

ten, again, to all those happy 

songs, Or walk to Harlem and talk 
to any junkie, or anybody else— 
if, of course, they will talk to 
you, It was a non-violent black 
student who told Bobby Kennedy 

a few years ago that he didn’t 

know how much longer he could 

remain non-violent; didn’t know 

how much longer he could take 

the beatings, the bombings, the 

terror. He said that he would nev- 
er take up arms in defense of 
America—never, never, never. If 
he ever picked up a gun, it would 
be for very different reasons; 

trembling, he shook his finger in 

Bobby Kennedy’s face, and said, 
with terrible tears in his voice, 
‘When I pull the trigger, kiss it 

goodbye!’ 
That boy has grown up, ashave 

5ο many like him—we will not 

mention those irreparablv ruin- 
ed, or dead—and I really wonder 

what white Americans expected to 

happen, Did they really suppose 

the incredible courage which went 
into those sit-ins, wade-ins, 
swim-in, picket-lines, marches, 
was incapable of transforming 

itself into an overt attack on the 
status-quo? I remember that same 
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day in Selma watching the line of 
black would-be voters walk away 
from the court-house which they 
had not been allowed to enter, And 
I thought, the day is coming when 
they will not line up any more. 

That day may very wellbehere 
—I fear itis here; certainly Stoke- 

ly is here, and he is not alone, 
It helps our situation not at all 

to attempt to punish the man for 
telling the truth, I repeat: we have 

seen this show before, This vic- 
timization has occured over and 
over again, from Frederick Doug- 

lass to Paul Robeson to Cassius 
Clay to Malcolm X, And Icontest 

the governmen''s right to lift the 

passports of those people who hold 

views of which the government-— 

and especially this government— 

disapprove. The government has 

the duty to warn me of the dan- 

gers I may encounter if I travel 

to hostile territory—though they 

never said anything about the 

probable results of my leaving 

Harlem to go downtown and nev- 
er said anything about my travels 
to Alabama—hut it does not have 
'the right to use my passport asa 
political weapon against me, asa 

means of bringing me to heel, 

These are terror tactics, Fur- 

thermore, all black Americans 
are born into a society which is 

determined— repeat: determined 
—that they shall never learn the 
truth about themselves or their 

society, which is determined that 

black men shall use as their only 

frame of reference what white 
Americans convey to them of their 

əwn potentialities, and of tha 
shape, size, dimensions and pos- 
sibilities ofthe world, And I do not 

hesitate for an instant to condemn 

this as a crime, To persuade 

black boys and girls, as we have 

for so many generations, that 

their lives are wortli less than 
other lives, and that they can on- ̂  
ly live on terms dictated to them 
‘by other people, by people who- 
despise them, is worse than a 

crime, it is the sin against the 

Holy Ghost, 

Now, I may not always agree 

with Stokely’s views, or the ways 

in which he expresses them, My 

agreement, or disagreement, is 

absolutely irrelevant. I get his 

message, Stokely Carmichael, a 
black man under thirty, is saying 

to me, a black man over forty, 

that he will not live the life I've 
lived, or be corraled into some 
of the awful choices I have been 
forced to make: And he is per- 
fectly right, The government and 
the people who have made his 
life, and mine, and the lives ofall 
our fore-fathers, and the lives of 
all our brothers and sisters and 
women and children an indescrib- 
able hell has noright, now to pen- 
alize the black man, this so des- 
pised stranger here for so long, 
for attempting to discover if the 
world is as small as the Ameri- 
cans have told him it is. And the 
political implications involve no- 
thing more and nothing less than 
what the Western world takes to 
be its material self-interest, I 
need scarcely state to what ex- 

tent the Western self-interest and 
the black self-interest find them- 
selves at war, but it is precisely 

this message which the Western 
nations, and this one above all, 
will have to accept, ifthey expect 
to survive, Nothing is more un- 
likely than that the Western na- 

tions, and this one above all, will 
be able to welcome so vital a me- 

tamorphosis. We have construct- 

ed a history which is a total lie, 

and have persuaded ourselves 

that it is true, I seriously doubt 

that anything worse can happen to 
any people, One doesn't need a 

Stokely gloating in Havana about 

the hoped-for fall of the United 

States, and to attempt to punish 

him for saying what so many mil- 

lions of people feel is simply to 

bring closer, and make yet more 

deadly, the terrible day, One 

should listen to what's being said, 

and reflect on it: for many, many 

millions of people long for our 

downfall, and it is not because they 

are Communists, It is because ig- 

norance is in the saddle here, and 

because they are Communists, It 

is because ignorance is in the 

middle here, and we ride mankind. 

Let us attemptto face the fact that 

we are a racist society, racistto 

the very marrow, and we are 

fighting a racist war, No- black 

man in chains in his own country, 

and watching the many deaths oc- 

curing áround him every day, be- 

lieves for a momentthat America 

cares anything at all about the 

freedom of Asia, My own condi- 

tion, as a black man in America, 

¿ells me what Americans really 

aen «'

feel anu really want, andtellsme 
who they really are, And there- 
fore, every bombed village is my 
home town, 

That, in a way, is what Stokely 
is saying, and that’s why this youth 
can so terrify a nation, He's say- 
ing the bill is in, the party’s 
over, are we going to live here 
like men or not? Bombs won't 
pay this bill, and bombs won't wipe 

it out, And Stokely did not begin 
his career with dreams ofterror, 
but with dreams of love, Now he's 
saying, and he's not alone, and 
he's not the first, if I can't live 
here, well, then, neither will you, 
You couldn't have built it without 
me; this land is also mine; we'll 

share it, or we'll perish, and I 
don't care, 

I do care—about Stokely's life, 
my country's life, One's seen too 

much already of gratuitous des- 

truction, one hopes, always, that 

something will happen in the hu- 

man heart which will change our 

common history, But if it doesn't 

happen, this something, if we can- 
not hear and cannot change, then 
we, the blacks, the most despised 
children of the great Western 

‘house, are simply forced, with 

both pride and despair, to re-

Df 1968 is the year of the "'yippees.'* 

A yippee is anyone who wants to be. A yippee! sounds like the 
name, Say it loud, and you'll see what | mean. Yippee! 

The yippees will be in Chicago this August for the youth festival, 
or Youth International Party, YIP, 

The yippees were born at the Pentagon last October, although 
they have been developing in the womb of Mothet America since the 
late 1950's, 

The yippees are the children of the middle class, children who 
refuse to ''grow up," refuse to accept the world their parents 
created. The yippees have had white middle class America, and 
they didn't like it. 

A yippee is a stoned-idealist, moved by a vision of a future utopía. 
He is a romantic. It is not fear which moves the yippees; it is faith 
and hope. 

The yippees are fighting for their own freedom. The yippees 
know in their bones what America has done--rivers of blood, man 
against man, death of spirit, denial of dignity. The yippee is free 
because he is engaged and committed to change. p 

The yippee sees America as a huge prison, with her institutions 
(bureaucracies, office buildings, armies, universities, schools) as 
bars. The yippees are drop-outs from that world. They were raised 
on horror stores of Eichmann, the bureaucratic cop-out, 

The yippees are with the Vietnamese, peasant guerrillas wherever 
they are, and the black and other struggling people of America in 
this mid-20th century saga of the battle of Man vs, Machine, 

To America’s insanity, the yippees ask: “Why?” Yippees are 
naive, 

The answers? 
“You're freaky-looking.'* 
“The Chinese are coming." 
*'Watch out for the commies,” 

Rubin Raps @ ` 
I did a little research and found 

that an incredible number of peo- 
ple are already hip to the yips 
and plan on making it to Chicago 
to join in on the festivities, I'm 
told that Hugh Romney is planning 
on doing a caravan with the en- 
tire hog farm commune cross 
country, and the San Francisco 
Mime Troup as well as local 
theatre groups will conduct spon- 
taneous happenings on the street, 

“We demand the politics of ecs- 
tasy, We are free Americans and 
this is the wedge that splits the 
image that America is a middle 
class, monolithic monster. We 
don’t accept the theatre of the 
Death Convention, We will cre- 
ate our own reality” 

I asked if he thought that there 
will be a coalition with the Black 
Liberation movement in America, 

“The revolution of the blacks 
if a revolution of colonial people 
which we applaud, It is ahistori- 
cal inevitability and its impact 
will be to break up the American 
monster, This will make it possi- 
ble for America to be liberated” 

The yippies will allow the new 
alternative to happen by itself, 
They will stage happenings, con- 
certs, or whatever they feel like 
doing, 

“There will be no leaflets or 
structure tothe various activities 
and we are hoping for at least 
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250,000 people to jointhe YOUTH 
INTERNATIONAL PARTY inspi- 
rit this August, 

“Our trip is going to be one of 
spiritual liberation, We will form 
a solidarity with anyone moving in 
that direction, One of our func- 
tions will be tobreak up the whole 
idea of authority” 

“What about the chance that the 
local folk will not react favorably 
to the giant yippie theatre piece” 
I gingerly inquired, 

"Chicago is a violent city, It's 
a nice city to visit but I wouldn't 
want to die there, The people who 
are in deep political bags should 
prepare themselves for a repeat 
performance of Century City, Ar- 
tists, longhairs and yippies should 
prepare for the type oftreatment 
they receive wherever they live, 
only worse, But we should all try 
to move in a positive direction” 

“And just what will that direc- 
tion be?" I asked, 

*Dancing in the Street, singing, 
mutual aid and responsibility, and 
magic, Magic is very important? 

In summing up he told me the 
following: 

“We will not sit back and quiet- 
ly let America be stolen from us 
by a group of senile old men, We 
are a liberating force in this coun- 
try, This will be a yippie festival 
and we are not ashamed of who 
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involved in a cultural revolution, 
In the process he is seducing the 
10-year-olds with happenings, co- 
mmunity, youth power, dignity, un- 
derground media, music, legends, 
marijuana, action, myth, excite- 
ment, a new style, 

The yippees are out there block- 
ing traffic, throwing blood, burn- 
ing monéy, tying up government 
telephone wires, milling in, fuck- 
ing up the draft, throwing live 
snakes into Dow Chemical exec- 
utive cocktail parties, 

You probably don't agree with 
this description of yippee, but 
that’s because you are a yippee, 
and you have your own fantasy, 

The New Left created the teach- 
in, the hippy created the be-in, 
and the yippee is creating the 
do-in or live-in. America's first 
youth festival will be a do-in 
and it will take place Aug. 25 to 
Aug. 30 in Chicago in Grant Park. 

That's the same time the Nat- 
ional Death Party meets to crown 
LBJ. Quite a coincidence! The 
world will see what the youth of 
America thinks of the Death Party 
and its war games. Our youth 
festival will bea living alternative, 
Take your choice, 

Imagine the sight: thousands up- 
on thousands of yippees, from 
200,000 and beyond, making their 
way to Chicago by thumb, Mag- 
ical Mystery Tour bus, bicycle, 
car, truck, foot--from big town to 
small hamlet--carrying sleeping 
bags, guitars, blankets, food---an^ 
coming together in the middle o.

Rev, Miller, who has his own 
talk show weekday mornings at 9 on 
KTM, offered throughout 1967 his own 
rewards and/or just deserts: to the 
citv of Seattle. With consistent 
hvsterical style he has warned the 
city's citizens that "evil men and 
seducers shall wax worse and worse 
deceiving and being deceived" and 
that they -- the citizens -- should 
"have no fellowship with the unfruit- 
ful works of darkness." Nealecting 
the examnles of Sodom and Gamorah, 
Jerusalem and Hiroshima these citi- 
zens -- the sojourners in Seattle's 
veil of tears -- have for the most 
nart failed to "desist and heed" 
Rev, Miller's nronhetic outpourina, 

MOST EMPHATICALLY Rev. Thomas 
Miller is a man of STYLE, He is 
quided hv some of the same rhetori- 
cal compulsions that drove Savona- 
rola like an infernal daqger through 
the soft helly of Florence, But 
while the monk circuited and seduced 
the hodv of a areat city-state, Mil- 
ler will forever onlv bumn about 
his own flannel-aranh cosmoloav. 
And completely vacant of humor and 
void of irony there is nothing re- 
deeminaly quixotic about his bump- 
ing. There are no metaphysical spec- 
ters lurkina in his windmills, onlv 
the tired banal villains of the 
southern circuit rider, 

Rev, Miller's talk show is emh- 
atically his talk show. ("And how 
I do praise God/") But with him is 
Ris ves-man or straight-man Pastor 
Brown, Together, this doqmatic duo 
under tremendous nressure to retain 
the "spiritual and financial" sunnort 
0f their listeners, must come un with 
some live ones, Their arsenal con- 
sists of a microphone, two bibles, 
and a how] of straight nins which 
thev in times of qreat and just 
nassion stick into the microphone.

To quote Rev, "iller,.,"The HELIX 
is one of these underaround newsna- 
ners which ënqaqes in ohsenity and 
the use of these four letter words 
and in one of the issues which I saw 
the Lord Jesus Christ nictured on 
the hack of this underqround newspa- 
ner heing crucified on a hvnerdermic 
needle..,.there was this nicture on 
the hack of the Helix, There are 
manv hlasnhemies throunhout this He- 
lix publication, this underaround 
newsnaner,..these ohseneties,., these 
four letter words " 

In this we see revealed one of 
Pev, Miller's nrincinle stvlistic 
devises: when he has nothing to sav 
he tends to reneat himself, This, 
we susnect, lev, Miller unconscious- 
lv confuses for the old testament 
cadence in which Jehova admonishes 
his "peculiar peonle" to -- it qoes 
somethina like this -- "annihilate 
the nhilestines to the everv man 
even the women, children, cattle, 
Sheen, vea,..even the women, child- 
ren cattle, and sheen." Though 
this is a nale immitation of Jeho- 
va's prose, Miller's divine rhetor- 
ic falters bv comparison, 

Rut Miller does take seriously 
the Lord's command to nenocide.... 
with this amendment: Miller's "necu- 
liar people" are those Americans who 
share with him his "bomb them hack 
into the stone aae" sentiments, 
Some general said that.) Or to 

quote a nrayer of "iller's.... 
"Re with our soldiers and strengthen 
their resolve for victorv and father 
mav thev through the providence and 
through the leadershin of this nat- 
ion receive the kind of victory 
which is a qlorv and an honor to 
these which are aivinq their all for 
our freedom and for the safequarding 
of the liherty which thou hast given 
to all men in Jesus we pray amen," 
The Miller species of fanaticism un- 
derstands an "honorable victorv" to 
mean that time when either "them dir- 
tv reds see that our wav's God's wav 
or their dead," (This is not a quote 
of "iller's only a fancy paraphrase 
nf what must amount to one of his 
internal ohsessions. In Miller such 
sentiments are relatively innocuous, 
In the Pentaaon thev are catastronh- 
ic, riaht now.) 

There are other ingredients of 
the Miller style which we miqht note 
hv number, (1) A fasination with 
the lanquane of force and destruc- 
tion. "Me shall be more than conq- 
uerors," "We shall bring them into 
captivity." "We are demanding an 
investiqation and an exnlanation," 
(2) The Hearst-like journalistic an- 
neal to irrelavent facts to support 
nreiudices disquised as arquments., 
"Yesterdav at lpm Pastor Brown and I 
visited the Onen Noor Clinic at 
38nn 12th ave. NF and talked to a 
Mr. Kord Rosen-Punge (whose shoes 
were not nolished.)" (3) The tota! 
lack of humor and ironic flare, Mil- 
ler's laugh is neither ecstatic nor 
a qirlish ginale. It is a proud, pa- 
tronizing, stiff-pricked snicker. 
(4) Mock-surnrise. "I can't believe 
that the Mavor has read the namphlet 
I mean, I simply can't believe that 
the Mayor has read the namnhiet," 
(5) The fanatics inabilitv to see 
how anv arquments contrarv to his 
own singularly true belief should 
even be heard, (6) The quick change 
of cadence or rhetorical masks, His 
voice will rise to a creshendo of 
anocalvntic horror over the nowers 
of darkness, Then in the next sen- 
tence he will cheerilv report on the 
wonderful progress of his own Amer- 
ican Council of Christian Churches, 
(7) The freauent dron in the voice 
through the sustained vowels of one 
word like "Jeeeessuusss," He seems 
to despair and plead at the same 
time. (R) His parallel structures 
usually involve bv trite necessity 
two subjects to each clause, "Are 
destrovina confidence and faith in 
the word of God in the minds and 
hearts of the vounq neonle." (9)The 
use of invalid syllogism. "(A hinnie 
savs LSD helped him, All hippies are 
evil liars, Therefore, LSD is no 
qood.)" (19) The Worship of the 
Word, 

This verbal rut is the kev to his 
entire style. "Me don't sav that. 

fh noi Me don't sav that," "That 
Standards have not broken down it's 
the morality which has broken down," 
“Apen Housing the the liaht of the 
Mord of God." "The True and Pure 
Mord of God." "In conformity to 
God's word," Although Miller makes 
frenuent use of quotes from the Bi- 
hle we must not he mistaken. Miller 
is nrincinallv sneakina the Sosnel 
(qood news) according to himself, 
He handles words like a desnarate 
child. That is, his verhalisms are 
desiqned to do magic word; because 
Miller savs a thing is so; it is. 
His special stvle of gerrymandering 
scrinture, as I have noted, qives 
heavy emphasis to the catastrophic 
images in the Nld Testament, Prot- 
estant Sola Fidelis means faith. in 
the hot microphone, (On T.V. Miller 
would be absolutly farcical.) 
"There is qoing to he a semblance of 
religion but none of the power of 
reliaion." Annearance (semblance) 
for Miller is the "Word made Flesh" 
that is, the carnal word or sensu- 
ous extensions of the word in danc- 
inq and singina, Reality (power) for 
Miller is the dead word loudly sno- 
ken, 

Most evangelists are nreoccunied 
with sex and violence. Miller is 
too. But only as he feels the con- 
sonants cut across his own tonaue 
and the vowels dribble off his own 
lins. Miller has a maqic head, What 
he qives out through his mouth he “οσα 
takes in through his ear, This is ` 
how rarified spiritual bodies feed 
themselves, He is addicted to words 
in lieu of a spent life.

and haunted that son-of-a-bitch, Krushchex, until he agreed 
to stop laying down all that bad shit. I gave to mv country. 

My country, in return, started peeling o 
she took off her wig, and said How do I look? 

I was HIGH FLYING, BARE NAKED...OUT THE WINDOW. .. bare 
naked... flying HIGH, 

Virtually any straight job vou take in the main works of 

the AMERICAN MACHINE is either a) making H-bombs and napalm 

b) making reverse chrome bathroom mirrors, or c) freeing 
someone else to make napalm and mirrors, Even in those jobs 

a lot of the labor could be done by machines, except that 
society isn't built to cope with the unemployment that 
would result. 

I'm not saving that there aren't things that badly need 
to be done; but the equation between "right to exist," and 
production of aoods or services which someone wants--or can 
be made to believe he wants--is no longer credible. And, 
further, people are seeing that it is no longer credible. 
(The equation is not mine: it came over on the Mayflower, & 

was used as an early labor inducing device.) 
Up rises the spectre of millions of people with sixteen 

hours a day to make love, worry about meanings and things, 

her onion gook; 

and and dance, HOW THE HELL CAN YOU INSTILL ANYTHING LIKE 
DECENT CIVIC SPIRIT IN PEOPLE LIKE THAT? You can see why 
your country is going through some ferocious chanaes. 

Those who have had the (opportunity, I think) to work at 
the SF post office during the Christmas rush, got to see 
the Great Western Transition in microcosm, Three or four 
thousand outradious circus children wandering around sort- 
ina mail, exchanging poems and getting high. The estab- 
lishment attempted to respond with job-security intimida- 
tion and the soothing sounds of Muzak, both of which work- 
ed on the other employees, "I Simply Can! t Understand you 
People." 

When I resigned my job ($2.90 per hour for a slightly 
confused high school dropout) an old employee looked at me 

as if I were crazy. 
"But why? You'll just have to get another job." I ex- 

plained that I wanted to wander around for awhile, and 
didn't mind living poor. He looked at me as if I'd just 
broken natural law, "But you'll have to grow up sometime..." 

That was his growing up; becoming resigned to dreams 

turning to dust in the service of PRODUCTION, without even 
attemptinq to salvage pieces. I wouldn't really want him 
to find out that the way he'd lived his life was not part 
of a God imposed rule--he'd lost enough. 

Maybe, at one time, it was economically justifiable to 
do things like that to human beings. Ugly as it is, it's 
probably better than famine and plaque. 

"But I don't believe it's really necessary to behave 
that way now...NOW YOU JUST CUT THAT OUT THIS INSTANT!" 

I don't hate the U.S.: countries aren't people, they 
just do things; and occasionally hitchiking about, short- 
haired and cautious, I get some kind of sense of what made 
Whitman so excited, But, for the most part, my country is 
simplv relevant to my head, 

Remember when they used to dedicate programs to you, 
the leaders of the twenty-first century?

ON LOVE 
Question: What do you mcan by love? 

Krishnamurti: We are going to discover by understanding 
what love is not, because, as love is the unknown, we must 

come to it by discarding the known. The unknown cannot 
be discovered by a mind that is full of the known. What we 
are going to do is to find out the values of the known, look 
at the known, and when that is looked at purely, without 

condemnation, the mind becomes free from the known; 
then we shall know what love is. So, we must approach love 
negatively, not positively. 

What is love with most of us? When we say we love some- 
body, what do we mean? We mean we possess that person. 
From that possession arises jealousy, because if I lose him 
or her what happens? I feel empty, lost; therefore I legalize 
possession; I hold him or her. From holding, possessing that 
person, there is jealousy, there is fear and all the innumerable 
conflicts that arise from possession. Surely such possession is 
not love, is it? 

Obviously love is not sentiment. To be sentimental, to be 
emotional, is not love, because sentimentality and emotion 
are mere sensations. A religious person who weeps about 
Jesus or Krishna, about his guru or somebody else, is merely 
sentimental, emotional. He is indulging in sensation, which 
is a process of thought, and thought is not love. Thought is 
the result of sensation, so the person who is sentimental, ` 
who is emotional, cannot possibly know love. Again, aren’t 
we emotional and sentimental? Sentimentality, emotional- 
ism, is merely a form of self-expansion. To be full of emotion 
is obviously not love, because a sentimental person can be 
cruel when his sentiments are not responded to, when his 
feelings have no outlet. An emotional person can be stirred 

to hatred, to war, to butchery. A man who is sentimental, 
full of tears for his religion, surely has no love. 

Is forgivencss love? What is implied in forgiveness? You 
insult me and I resent it, remember it; then, either through 
compulsion or through repentance, I say, “I forgive you”. 
First I retain and then I reject. Which means what? I am 
still the central figure. I am still important, it is I who am 
forgiving somebody. As long as there is the attitude of for- 
giving it is I who am important, not the man who is sup- 
posed to have insulted me. So when I accumulate resentment 
and then deny that resentment, which you call forgiveness, 
it is not love. A man who loves obviously has no enmity and 
to all these things he is indifferent. Sympathy, forgiveness, 
the relationship of possessiveness, jealousy and fear—all 
these things are not love. They are all of the mind, are they 
not? As long as the mind is the arbiter, there is no love, for 
the mind arbitrates only through possessiveness and its 
arbitration is merely possessiveness in different forms. The 
mind can only corrupt love, it cannot give birth to love, it 
cannot give beauty. You can write a poem about love, but 
that is not love. 

Obviously there is no love when there is no real respect, 
when you don't respect another, whether he is your servant 
or your friend. Have you not noticed that you are not 
respectful, kindly, generous, to your servants, to people who 
are so-called ‘below’ you? You have respect for those above, 
for your boss, for the millionaire, for the man with a large 
house and a title, for the man who can give you a better 
position, a better job, from whom you can get something. 
But you kick those below you, you have a special language 
for them. Therefore where there is no respect, there is no 
love; where there is no mercy, no pity, no forgiveness, there 

is no love. And as most of us are in this state we have no love. 
We are neither respectful nor merciful nor generous, We are 
possessive, full of sentiment and emotion which can be 
turned either way: to kill, to butcher or to unify over some 
foolish, ignorant intention. So how can there be love?

You can know love only when all these things havc 
stopped, come to an end, only when you don't possess, when 
you are not merely emotional with devotion to an object. 
Such devotion is a supplication, secking something in a 
different form. A man who prays docs not know love. Since 
you are possessive, since you seek an end, a result, through 
devotion, through prayer, which makes you sentimental, 
emotional, naturally there is no love; obviously there is no 
love when there is no respect. You may say that you have 
respect but your respect is for the superior, it is merely the 
respect that comes from wanting something, the respect of 
fear. If you really felt respect, you would be respectful to the 
lowest as well as to the so-called highest; since you haven't 
that, there is no love. How few of us are generous, forgiving, 
merciful! You are generous when it pays you, you are 
merciful when you can see something in return. When these 
things disappear, when these things don't occupy your mind 
and when the things of the mind don't fill your heart, then 
there is love; and love alone can transform the present 
madness and insanity in the world—not systems, not 
theories, either of the left or of the right. You really love only 
when you do not possess, when you are not envious, not 
greedy, when you are respectful, when you have mercy and 
compassion, when you have consideration for your wife, 
your children, your neighbour, your unfortunate servants. 

Love cannot be thought about, love cannot be cultivated, 
love cannot be practised. The practice of love, the practice 
of brotherhood, is still within the field of the mind, therefore 
it is not love. When all this has stopped, then love comes 
into being, then you will know-what it is to love. Then love 
is not quantitative but qualitative. You do not say, “I love 
the whole world" but when you know how to love one, you 
know how to love the whole. Because wë do not know how to } 
love one, our love of humanity is fictitious. When you love, 
there is neither one nor many: there is only love. It is only 
when there is love that all our problems can be solved and 
then we shall know its bliss and its hi ppiness.
