POVERTY CAMPAIGN 
The Seattle contingent of the Poor 

People's Campaign is making its way toward 
"Ressurection City", the shanty-town under 
construction in the heart of Washington, D.C. 
The Seattle bus caravan, with 27 Indians from 7 
Western Washington, 30 black people, and 4 
whites (one of the whites in the caravan from 
Seattle was Curtis Chappel. Curtis was 
arrested last Oct. 21 in the demonstration at 
sthe induction center and has recently refused 
induction), and other bus, train, and 
mule-drawn wagon train caravans from all 
parts of the country will be converging on 
Washington for the Memorial Day 
demonstration...expected to be the largest 
march in the history of Our Nation's Capital. 

Support demonstrations in communities 
all over the country are anticipated; tentative 
plans for a local Memorial Day cemonstration 
are being made by the Seattle Poor People's 
Campaign committee, chairman Mrs. Ann 
Stever, 715-37th Ave. So far, $2,300 have 
been raised from the community in the 
two-week existence of the committee, but 
additional funds are necessary to finance the 
caravans of local poor people on their march 
on Washington as well as to continue the 
organizational work at the local level. 

Eldridge Cleaver is running for P 
Caucus and the Black-Brown Caucus of the Peace and 
Freedom Movement joined Black Panther spokesmen in 
announcing the candidacy of the author of "Soul On Ice”, 
who is in prison recovering from wounds suffered in a gun 
battle April 6 in which Panther leader Bobby Hutton was 
killed by Oakland police. Cleaver is likely to remain.in prison 
throughout the campaign and several years after. 

Kathleen Cleaver, Panther Communications Secretary 
and Peace and Freedom assembly candidate, suggested at the 
press conference that Eldridge was reluctant to accept the 
candidacy. Evidentally Panther Chairman Bobby Seale 
convinced him the ”the people" wanted him. The Panthers 
also hope to draw added support for the reinstatement of 

Other candidates for the national Peace and Freedom 
nomination to be held in July include Dick Gregory, 

Benjamin Spock, and Robert Williams. Some Peace and 
Freedom organizers feel that Cleaver's candidacy indicates 
that the PFP (which formed a coalition with the Panthers| 
only recently) has become too closely allied with the Black 
Panther Party. Others identify Cleaver's candidacy with that 
of Eugene Debs in 1920, who polled close to a million votes

CONZE 

Phillip Cartwright, dean of the College of Arts and! 
Sciences announced last week that President Odegaard 
of the University of Washington has asked Senator 
Magnuson to intervene to expedite the U.S. government 
review procedure in the case of Dr. Edward Conze. The 
plight of Dr. Conze, professor of Indic Studies and head 
of the U.W. Buddhist Studies program, was first brought 
to light by THE HELIX in a series of two articles. This 
was followed last week by three articles in. the 
WASHINGTON DAILY. 

As a result of these revelations, Dr. Conze's 
students began circulating petitions in his support. They 
had collected over 600 signatures which will be sent to 
the Department of Health, Education, and Welfare's| 
Exchange Visitors Waiver Review Board before which 
Dr. Conze's application for permanent residence status 
is pending. Faculty reactio n in Dr. Conze's support was 
also strong, and there have been demands for an 
investigation into the handling of his case by the Far 
East Dept. 

In an interview with the WASHINGTON DAILY, 
Dr. Conze said that Dr. George Taylor, who is currently 
on leave as chairman of the Far East Dept., deliberately 
held up his request for waiver of deportation and 
exerted pressure through connections in the State Dept. 
to have the waiver denied because of Dr. Conze's 
anti-Vietnam war views. In addition to his 
anti-administration opinions, Dr. Conze feels that 
Taylor is denying the waiver because Conze was a 
member of the German Communist Party from 1929 to 
1933. The application for a waiver of deportation was 
submitted for Taylor's approval two years ago, but it 
was not sent until last February. 

It was also revealed last week tha t the Far East 
Dept. has been accepting funds from an organization 
which publically admitted more than a year ago that it 
was receiving C.I.A. money. This is the Asia Foundation | 
which describes itself as a private philanthropic 
organization. Dr. Taylor is still conviently incognito on 
his honeymoon and therefore unavailable for comment. 
It still remains to be seen whether Dr. Conze's petition 
will be accepted or denied for some technicality.

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TOWARD 2 

LIBERATION 
"Everywhere the old order's back was forced to the wall 

by pressures it could not control. The days of May were days 
of unfathomable unrest.” 

These lines didn’t come out of Paris during the French 
Revolution or Moscow in the Bolshevik upheaval. They were 
lifted, instead, from Fendall Yerxa’s column in last Sunday’s 
P-l. Yerxa used them to set the tone for his summary of a 
week which brought turmoil to France, Kosygin in a hurry to 

‚ an ever more liberal Czechoslovakia, and near-obeisance to 
members of LBJ's cabinet when they were confronted with 
angry marchers from the Poor People's Campaign. 

Yerxa's emphasis, however, is on the youth and spon- 
taneity of what he calls the “insurgency.” This is what makes 
his opening lines significant. Yerxa is an old New York Times 
man; he's now a professor in that good gray citadel of 
verbose mediocrity, the UW's School of Communications. 
Despite his past and present, Yerxa is able to see whose back 
is to the wall. 

Perception of this sort has not come frequently in the 
bigtime press during the days of this tumultuous May. At 
best, the reporting of campus rebellion has been confused 
and scattergunned, and at worst rebellion has been equated 
with water fights and panty raids and kissed off. 

Even the underground press has underplayed or over- 
looked some essential developments in May's days of 
upheaval because of the attention naturally focused on 
Columbia and Stanford. A!most nobody has mentioned the 
small groups of students who keep going back to sit in at the 
administration building at Roosevelt University in Chicago 
and who are busted every single time. 

The situation is similar at places like Delaware State 
University and Cheyney State College (Pennsylvania) where 
black students are slowly winning endurance tests. Delaware, 
at last report, was shut down; Cheyney has re-opened with 
most black demands met. 

Then there's a heroine who almost has been forgotten in 
the bigness of the rebellion at Columbia-Linda LeClair of 
Barnard. She was “convicted” for living with her man off 
campus, but allowed to remain in school. Then she sat in at 
Columbia, and Barnard said it didn't want her any more. Late 
last week, Barnard's dean, surrounded by an angry crowd of 
students who threatened to shut the place down, let Linda 
back in. 

PROTESTS SPREAD 
At Florida State University, Berkeley's Free Speech 

game is being replayed Southern-style. When students pro- 
tested against censorship of the campus paper, the president, 
admitting he was not only up against the wall but almost 
going through it backwards, said he’d quit. His offer almost 
settled matters except that some alumni and jocks forced the 
president back through the wall forwards again and told him 
to retract the offer. The protest continued. 

Black students won demands at both Northwestern and 
Princeton. The Northwestern protesters took over the ad- 
ministration building for a time. At Princeton, 60 black 
students staged a two-day sit-in. 

The action came back to Berkeley briefly last Friday. 
Many more than the thousand students who had scheduled a 
protest against the war joined in the actual event. Gov. 
Reagan made a lot of noise before the protest but began 
blending quietly into the wall when he found he couldn't do 
a thing about it. 

Stanford seems to be hung up on words for the 
moment. The administration mumbles almost incoherently 
warnings about future camp-outs on the campus lawns and 
nobody really pays much attention. 

One of the least-publicized events of the past two weeks 
took place in Topeka, Kansas, where General Hershey 
came to town to talk to Rotarians and had to be kept under 
wraps because of protests from students in the area. Nobody 
was busted. 

N.Y TIMES OVERLOOKS 
As this week opened, the action was starting to 

concentrate again on the biggest campuses-and Paris was the 
biggest campus of all. Despite reports from the straight press 
(particularly the New York Times) that labor wasn't 
sympathetic to the protests of students who already had 
taken over most of France's universities, Paris was crippled 
by Monday as the result of a spreading general strike. 

A personnel problem at the Times also resulted in the 
overlooking of widespread student demonstrations in Madrid, 
Spain. At the end of last week, scanty wire service reports 
out of Madrid were hinting at a disruption like that in Paris. 
The Times' Madrid correspondent, who had been reporting 
rather accurately on previous Madrid student uprisings, was 
in Czechoslovakia for the hot summer of liberalization. 

New York cops may have learned something from their 
first invasion of Columbia, if press service reports can be 
believed. The fuzz were called in last Saturday to remove 
students and Harlem residents from an apartment house 
owned by Columbia. No blood was shed, according to the 
press reports. But Mark Rudd, SDS leader at Columbia, was 
arrested and details of the bust were slim. 

The violence provoked by New York City cops in their 
riotous invasion of Columbia late last month only now is 
starting to reveal its bloodiest details. In last week's issue, the 
Village Voice describes how the copy of New York Times 
reporters was doctored to play down cop violence. Both the 
Voice and the New York Free Press identify Arthur Ocks 
Sulzberger, Times president and publisher, as a member of 
Columbia's board of trustees. 

It was the New York Post, usually a vapid afternoon 
rewrite of the morning Times, which first uncovered cop 
violence for readers of daily papers. The first real disclosure 
came, unbelievably, from the CBS-TV station in New York 
and (oh no) Walter Winchell, that menopausal Neanderthal 
freak of all freaks. Winchell, who is like 70 something, was 
roughed up by a cop. He's been complaining ever since about 
the violence at Columbia that morning. GG

The Columbia rebellion broke out again almost 

in full force Monday of this week. Led by Mark 

Rudd, 200 people - students, parents, and 3 

lawyers - occupied Hamilton Hall. Kirk's demand| 

that Rudd and other leaders of the earlier rebel- 

lion appear at the dean's office or face suspen- 

sion brought about the new invasion and sit-in. 

Again, Kirk called the cops. And again, the 

cops built up their forces through the night and 

finally struck early in the morning. Hamilton was 

emptied with less violence than in the previous 

cop riot. But later in the morning, violence hit 

Columbia again, nightsticks swung freely and 

heads were bloodied. 
Sometime during the night, one of the cats 

who had been in on most of the past month's 

action at Columbia suddenly turned to Rudd, 

pulled out a badge and arrested him on at least 

four charges. 

Kirk tumed up somewhere on campus later 

Tuesdayand issued a statement to the press. In 

it, he said he would never grant amnesty to the 

students.

Following speeches by Jimmy Garrett, of the Black 
Panther Party of Northern California, E.J. Birsker and Carl 
Miller of the BSU and Ed Morman, of U of W SDS, the 
students marched to the university stadium, expecting to join 
with a large group of black ralliers from the community, 
there was no significant black community participation in the 
action, it was over-whelmingly white. After entering the 
stadium the marchers waited in the stands while three 
officers of the BSU went to the reviewing stand and 
presented their demands to Governor Evans. While this was 
happening the main group of marchers amused themselves by 
singing "Take me out to the ballgame”, whistling the Colonel 
Bogy March and shaking their signs in time with the bands on 
the field. The demonstrators left shortly after the demands 
were presented. 

Governor Evans agreed to meet with BSU 
representatives and President Odegaard Monday. 

MONDAY SIT:IN 
Monday, inthe aftermath of Doctor Odegaard's 

refusal to meet with them till later in the week, 

the BSU decided that a militant action was the on- 

ly way to force the university to act. Through- 

out the moming, white students picketed the ad- 

ministration in support of the BSU demands. Wh- 

ile some students picketed others (members of 

SDS, the Vietnam Committee and Black and White 
Concern) met with the BSU. The agreed-upon plan 

was for the white students to continue their sup- 

port action outside the ad building while blacks 

sat in. 
At 5:20, 10 minutes before the building closed 

BSU members and some black high school students 

began filing into the building. At that time some 

of the white students also went in. Vice president 

Thieme, meeting at the time with members of the 

faculty senate executive committee in the reg- 

ents room, net the blacks in the lobby and invit- 

ed them to come into the meeting, the meeting 

ended soon after. Six members of the faculty 

senate remained behind. The U of W Daily said 

that the six remained " trying to hammer out a 

compromise," E.J. Brisker, president of the BSU 

announced at 6:40 that the faculty members had 

agreed to "sit in" with the demonstrators. 

A large crowd made up of supporters of the 

action, hecklers and the curious had gathered 
by this time and watched as supplies and two 
white supporters were hoisted to the third-floor 

room via ropes. The group inside was around 

50-60. Throughout the sit-in Odegaard remainéd 

in his office.

Not even Monday's "world war 11”, declared by ASUW 

president Thom Gunn, surpassed the preceeding Friday's 
actions in confusion and, at times, absurdity. Friday was the 
traditional "Governor's Day” program, an annual event of 
long standing at the University. The ROTC cadets do their 
thing for the governor at the stadium. The day is also devoted 
to the campus left's equally traditional, equally annual 

protest against the presence of ROTC at the University of 

Washington. A new element and emphasis for the protest was 
provided by the intervention this year of the black liberation 
struggle. 

Since May 13 the Black Student Union -has been 
negotiating with the University bureaucracy over a list of 
proposals presented to President Odegaard May 10. The 
demands, which were "accepted in principle" by the 
university, ask for recruitment of a specific number of black, 
Mexican American and American Indian students by the 
opening of the next school year. The recruitment is to be 
carried out by the BSU, Further the proposals ask for a 
"Black Studies Planning Committee", to develop a 
department of black studies, the recruitment of black 
teachers and administrators, black representation on the 
music program and consultation with the BSU by the 
administration on all “decisions, plans and programs affecting 
the lives of black students.” 

The BSU officers found themselves, after Odegaard's 
"agreement in principle" in a seemingly endless round of 
meetings with professors, department heads, administrations 
representatives and all other concerned with the proposed 

changes in the university. Most of the burden for explaining 
and beginning the black studies planning committee fell on 
the BSU. When BSU representatives suggested that they 
shoulc be paid for the time they were speding helping the 
university to understand the black studies program, they 
were laughed at. This may have been the last straw for the 
BSU; by last Thursday they came to the conclusion that the 

university was giving them a run-a-round and was not really 
interested in implimenting the black studies and recruitment 
program. If the negotiations dragged out through summer 
quarter, the BSU felt, the delay would make it near 
impossible to recruit the amount of minority group students 

which they wanted. 

THURSDAY DEIVIANDS 
Thursday morning E.J. Brisker of the BSU phoned the 

following demands to President Odegaard: 
1) That President Odegaard pledge $50,000 for the 

institution of the Black Studies Program. 
2) That the fund would be administered with the aid of 

the BSU. 
3) That a black studies planning committee composed 

of three students, two members of the faculty, and one 
administrator be inaugurated, and that the student members 
of this commission be paid by the University commensurate 

with their participation. 
4) That President Odegaard publically state his reply to 

the demands. 
Thursday afternoon the BSU informed SDS, the 

Vietnam Committee and members of "Black and White 
Concern" (an anti-racist group which grew out of the “soul 
search” inter-racial dialogue program) of its actions. The BSU 
wished to present all of its demands to Governor Evans at the 
Governor's Day program. It was conceeded by all that any 
action on Friday would have to be carried out with a great 
deal of skill. In the aftermath of last year's anti-rotc 
demonstration, a wild confrontation which resulted in two 
draft card burnings and the arrest of the SDS president for 
disorderly conduct, the administration had informed students 
that any disruptive demonstration would result in arrests and 

expulsions, which in the context of petitioning Governor 
Evans, could have no important good effect. The agreed upon 
plan called for white students to rally in front of the HUB 
and march to the stadium, where they would join a group led 
by BSU members made up of participants from the black 
community. 

FRIDAY CONFUSION 
Friday was a very confusing day, it would be difficult to 

report all the meetings which took place, decisions which 
were made and plans which were made and unmade. In the 
afternoon, before the scheduled white rally, the area in front 
of the HUB was jammed. People were drawing and writing on 
the cement, passing out flowers and leafleting. A historic and 
unusual leaflet appeared at noon; for the first time in 
recorded history the remote and dignified university 
administration took to the streets with a leaflet of its own. 
Entitled "Let's Stop a Crisis”, the document claimed that the 
Thursday demands violated agreements reached by 
representatives of the BSU and the administration. It 
outlined what the University said was constructive progress 
made in the week's negotiation sessions. The leaflet was 
signed by Charles Evans, chairman of the university senate; 
Philip Carwright, dean of the college of arts and sciences; 
Professor Eugene Elliott, special assistant to the president 
and Charles E. Odegaard himself. The document ended with 
the message that "today's rally (i.e. the action at the stadium! 
violates the constructive atmosphere of Monday's discussion. 
Yesterday's demands do not provide a basis for continued 
progress..let us all keep working together in lifting our 
University." Representatives of the BSU called the leaflet a 
distortion of the truth, but the document created enough 
doubts in enough minds about the BSU's Thursday demands 

to significantly limit the number of student marchers; 
following the rally, about 200 made the trek to the stadium. 
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CHICAGO (RP)- The House Unamerican 
Activities Committee faces what could be a 
mortal blow, when it stands trial in a test of 
its constitutionality here in June. The pending 
showdown, which HUAC lawyers are trying 
mightily to dodge, is the result of a recent 
3-judge federal court decision in the civil suit 
of Dr. Jeremiah Stamler, M.D., and Mrs. 
Yolanda Hall against the Committee, 

In unanimously rejecting a motion to 
dismiss the civil suit, the judges also ordered 
that HUAC must make available documents 
needed to review its 30-year history. 

"After two and half years of litigation, 
which included efforts to punish Dr. Stamler 
and Mrs. Hall by indictment for Contempt of 
Congress, the Committee will now have to 
defend its practices and purposes," says Dr. 
Paul Dudley White, chairman of the Jeremiah 
Stamler Legal Aid Fund. 

The action brought against HUAC by 
Attorney Albert E. Jenner, Jr., will test the 
Act of Congress which established the 
Committee, the HUAC proceedings that took 
place in Chicago on May 25-27, 1965, and 
subpoenaes served on Dr. Stamler and Mrs. 
Hall. 

Meanwhile, criminal charges stemming 
from the May 1965 hearings are still pending 
against Stamler, Mrs. Hall, and a third person, 
Milton M. Cohen. 

In order not to render moot their civil 
case against HUAC, Dr. St amler and Mrs. Hall 
had refused to be questioned by the 
Committee. 

Stamler, a bio-medical research scientist, 
was named winner of the Albert Laskar 
Award in Medical Journalism for his 
co-authorship of a series of articles on the 
prevention of heart disease, on the same day 
that he was subpoenaed to appear before 
HUAC.

AN OPEN LETTER TO MAYOR DALEY 
(The following is the full text of a letter to Chicago's Mayor, Richard J. Daley, from 

Abraham Peck, editor of THE SEED, a Chicago underground paper.) 
On Thursday, April 25, a mass arrest was made at 2120 N. Clark St. Six members of the 

Chicago police department burst into a meeting of the Youth International Party (YIP) and 
questioned and/or searched the 70 people in attendance. Eighteen were charged with 
disorderly conduct, one with resisting arrest, and one with drug possession. 

The daily newspapers reported the event as a "hippie party." Why?The apartment was 
variously stated to have been under surveillance for a period ranging from four days to two 
weeks. Why?Was the operation by the police department a bona fide attempt to confiscate 
drugs or was it... something more? 

There are over 100 "underground" newspapers in the nation, and every one of them has 
run articles on the proposed Festival of Life scheduled for Grant Park during the last week 
of August An attempt was made to gain a pe 
commissioners when a delegation of interested Chicagoans and New Yorkers came to the 
Civic Center in early March. No response has been forthcoming. 

Whatever your feelings on the legitimacy of this ”Do-In,” whatever inconvenience it may 
cause the Democratic National Convention, whatever trepidation you have about it 
siphoning policemen out of the potentially volatile South and West Sides, you MUST realize 
that it is too late to stop thousands of young people from coming to Chicago during the 
month of August. If they have a place to go and do the things that form the basis of the 
subcultural life-style, much grief on both sides might be avoided. The alternative is to have 
them disperse through the entire city and become involved in the incidents that you most 
fear. Do you wish to be known as the mayor who Revolutionized Chicago? 

It is your choice. The forces at your disposal are more than sufficient to stifle any efforts 
by YIP organizers to lay the Festival's groundwork. But are they sufficient to contend with 
a different type of guerrilla activity?Are they sufficient to answer public outrage as the sons 
and daughters of the white middle class, your white middle class, are arrested, beaten, or 

rse? 
The SEED has opposed many actions of the city government during its year of existence. 

Yet both you and it share a common desire to avoid bloodshed and needless hardship. It 
might be advantageous to thousands of people if you or a relevant city official would meet

NEW ORLEANS (LNS)--District 
Attomey Jim Garrison's office has set June 
11 as a tentative trial date for Clay L. Shaw, 
who is accused of involvement in a conspiracy 
to assassinate President Kennedy. The Shaw 
trial has been delayed on several occasions, 
but it can be delayed again only if a defense 
appeal to the Federal courts is successful. 

Shaw lost a motion for a change of 
venue, which would have moved the trial out 
of New Orleans, in March and subsequently 
appealed the ruling to the state Supreme 
Court. The court refused to hear the appeal, 
on the grounds that trial court proceedings 
must come first. 

In order to appeal to the Federal courts, 
defense attorneys must show that there is 
Federal jurisdiction. 

Shaw was indicted by the New Orleans 
Grand Jury and a three-judge panel in March, 
1967, but defense attorneys have succeeded 
in delaying the trial several times. Shaw is 
formally charged with “conspiring with David 
Ferrie, Lee Harvey Oswald and others to 
murder President Kennedy."

April 28th, the first day of daylight savings time, we left 
for the National Resistance Conference...after arranging 
forty-three pieces of luggage and four people (one heavy 
hippie, one short resistor, one horny black militant, and one 
sorority chic cleverly disguised as Suzy Creamcheese)...we 
left!! 

The first day of the trip was one hassle after another. 
Stopping for lunch at a house of pancakes, we were harassed 
by waitresses and hostile stares from all sides (the whole trip 
was one long hostile stare)..and we were on the road 
again..we finally gave up in Mesoula, Montana (where we 
found the resistance alive and well). 

We crashed at a fellow resistor's house...placing 
ourselves accordingly in the living room...the short resistor 
and the heavy hippie in the middle-the horny black militant 
and Suzy Creamcheese on opposite sides of the room. 
Everyone sacked out immediately and dreamed 
accordingly...the short resistor of being a silly millimeter 
longer, the heavy hippie of being even heavier, Suzy of doing 
a nasty on the steps of the Pentagon, and the horny black 
militant had wet dreams. 

4:30 the next morning: Suzy awoke to find horny 
sitting on top of her stomach..." HUH?..."Get outta of that 
bed, Woman!"”...and we were on the road again..... 

Dinner that night was in rapid citySbuth Dakota...home 
of the life-size dinasours on the hill...after supper we passed 
the time getting lost in the badlands (“but I tell you this IS 

„the right road!" “We've been on this road for forty-five 
minutes and where has it gotten us?Don't just sit there, man, 
make a U and let's go back!”) 

We finally arrived at the conference six hours late...it 
was a miracle that we arrived at all, really, because everyone 
in the car thought the conference was being held in Chicago 
when it turned out to be in a bible camp just outside of Lake 
Geneva, Wisconsin. 

The conference was held to discuss what the resistance 
really is (some groups did not even advocate non-cooperation 
as a part of their program), to decide when the next national 
draft card turn would be (the date is November Tåth), to set 
up effective and efficient national communications, to 
discuss finances (Dave Harris suggested a national concert 
tour featuring Joan Baez, Simon and Garfunkel, The Doors, 
and Judy Collins. The money from this tour would be 
distributed among the resistance groups across the country 
according to size and need). Through workshops, organizing 
tactics, summer programs, pros and cons of resistance 
communes and other topics were discussed. 

Almost every group had one thing in common: They 
wanted everyone else to know that they were the most 
organized and best functioning group in the country. The 
introduction period when a representative from each 
resistance spoke briefly on what his organization was doing 
and the problems they were having doing it turned into a two 
hour ego tripping session. 

On the second day of the conference, one of the cooks 
overheard someone talking about draft card turn-ins. She 
notified the other cooks of this find and they all promptly 
burned their spoons and walked out...that night we had cold 
leftovers... 

I would say that on the whole the conference was a 
success. Everyone met lots of groovy people, there was a lot 
of cats getting stoned before, after, and during the workshops 
(despite the pleas of the sponsoring resistance to “Leave 
Mary Jane at Home”, grass was abundant) and no one learned 
anything political.

Committee on a Vietnam Convocation” as well as the Greater Seattle Clergy and‏ 

Laymen Concerned about Vietnam.‏ 
Much of the controversy about the event centered around the question of its‏ 

"public" nature. The University administration was unwilling to open it up to the‏ 

non-campus community. But a formula has been arrived at; the event is open to‏ 

students, their families, faculty and their families and any clergy or layman concerned‏ 

about Vietnam. The sponsorers of the convocation emphasis that the event is in no‏ 
way related to the regular university commencement ceremony.‏ 

Speakers who have accepted invitations to appear include Benjamin Spock,‏ 
Reverend William Sloan Coffin, Muhammad Ali and General H.B. Hester. Because of‏ 

the trial date of Dr. Spock and Rev. Coffin (May 20) on charges of "conspiracy" to‏ 
obstruct the draft and the war, there is some doubt that they will be able to attend.‏ 

The format will resemble that of a regular university graduation ceremony and is‏ 
specifically honoring that who have signed a campus pledge for draft eligible men,‏ 
currently being circulated by the Ad Hoc Committee.‏

On any night of the week if you walk down first ave or up union between 5th and 7th 

or around pioneer square or in an about a half-a-dozen other local “hot” spots you'll hear 
rocking sounds coming out of one door and then blending and being lost in the amplified 
half-noise that comes to you a few doors on. So the city learns to live with and sometimes; 
even delight in the music that escapes to the street. The areas mentioned are active ones: 
lots of people and lots of sound. Now there is one little rock-house-the 13th house-hidden 
on 7th near stewart that emits a little sound which also happens to be hip: i.s. not only the 
musicians but the owners and the clientle dress like St. Vinne's racks. And that makes a 
little sound a big noise to some complaintent who sent the letter reprinted here to Police 
Chief Frank Ramon. (Addressed "Dear Frank”, you are now invited to read it.) On May 15 
a xerox copy of this letter was brought to the owners of the 13th House with the signature 
of the complaintant razored off. The officer carrying the little document warned Dan 
Johnson, one of the house's seven equal share owners, that “Either you quiet down or we 
will put you and the muscians in jail for disturbing the peace.” Dan inturn requested that 
the name of the complainer be revealed to him so that he might go talk to him and discover 
the specifics of his complaint: whether it was reasonable and if so how the problem might 
be corrected. The officer was not interested and refused to indulge Dan the name of the 
noise informer. This calls for a brief analysis. 

1. The 13th House is in a peculiar and favorable situation regarding noise trauma. 
Unlike the areas noted above when the musics playing it's near nothing that's open. (cf. 
map) 

2. The Owners had, already in the past, made a special point of asking those 
proprietors that were open around the corner or through the alley or whatever whether or 
not they were being bothered. They were not. 

3. With the lesson of that Light-Show business last year and the additional evidence of 
probléms for hip-type-shops in the district, it is frankly self-evident that the complaint was 
ledged not against the sound--which by reason of its isolation disturbs nobody--but against 
the people. (You are now invited to read the letter again.) 

. 4. Conclusion: should the police dept. or any other protector of the public head “get 
tough” through one more addition of this old, old harrassment story the defense will not be 
based on biased and half-hidden complaints.

A few days ago | wandered into the 
house of Uncle Henry, and spent several hours 
discussing how a rock group obtains and 
nurtures Being, develops a tolerance for 
Strange, defends its head, and intersects with 
various clusters of peoples whom Henry is 
expected to entertain-enlighten and/or reduce" 
to immediately conscious viscera. Out Front, ` 
Jack, sometimes it gets a little tricky... 

The musicians in Henry are a little older 
than most new rock groups-they average 
around their mid twenties--and a 
consciousness of age runs through their 
approach to organizing and maintaining a 
group. First, three members are married, and 
the group, having gone through the "usual 
hippy changes,” (all quotes are approximate 
as | did not have a tape recorder and my pen 
hand kept growing long and paralyzed) wants 
to get into being a group full time without 
hassling about members celebrating new 
found freedom by splitting for New York on 
the night of an engagement. 

The band has-as a group of 
personalities-an organic feeling, having 
started out (with the exception of an ex-jazz 
bassist) as folk musicians playing "country, 
Rev. Gary Davis...things that were popular on 
the Ave three years ago." The group-in 
varying combinations-has made up a total of 
eight musical units in the past, ranging from a 
bluegrass group (called “The Boondockers,” if 
you can dig) through jug bands to the Electric 
Headband, a rock group which was essentially 
Uncle Henry before He was named. 

The Headband/Henry began in 
Bellingham where most of the members were 
attending Western Reserve and bouncing from 
major to major (a couple of members have f 
four or more years of college, and one even 
graduated, though he is reformed now and is | 
allowed to talk to reporters, score dope etc., 
same as everybody else.) 

Their first drummer was a relatively 
old-time professional (ten years of playing all 
sorts of music) and had a lot to do with 
turning the group into a working band. “The 
best thing he did for us was to push us." But 
he was a diabetic and finally got into Cristian 
Science giving up insulin in the process. A 
second drummer was found who, at present, 
is in the process of leaving, while the othbr 
band members hassle with finding a drummer 
with a feel for the things the group is doing. 

First gigs were strange: 
multi-media-events for the art department at 
Western, which led to a similar exhibition at 
Portland State where an off-duty 
policewoman, attending a cultural affair in 
the ordinairily responsible world of academe, 
disapproved of a dance which two people 
were doing while the band played 'Caress Me 
Baby' (a nice song to get out of hand on). 
And backed by nothing more than the 
authority of her own rightous indignation and 
the complaints of a janitor, she managed to 

| close a performance. 
Further Bellingham Follies followed, and 

Henry decided to move to Seattle and crash 
the Big Time-baby. A local Clubowner took 

, them into associateship (saving himself the 
trouble of filing union contracts, paying scale 
etc.), in return for giving the group food, 
shelter and exposure. A lid lasts the house 
twenty-four hours-or the one I know of did, 

f they may be more moderate at other 
times-and a severe blind munchy could ravage 
a fair sized mom and pop grocery. Henry 
finally reformed and gave up exposing himself 
indiscriminately after the food and shelter got 
hung up somewhere along the line. 

The house, as a community, has a sense 
of function beyond promotors and clubs; 
someone (probably me, | don't remember) 
mentioned that the band was worth whatever 
hassle it caused if it just gave musicians a 
chance to play and groove together, and 
provided a non-brutal way to cover rent. The 
house was originally obtained, from a rare and 
understanding landlord, broken down and 
junk strewn; and everyone did a full scale 
cleaning and groovy-object-insertion project 
on it, turning it into a sort of family symbol. 
Music is still the primary art, but the house 
also throws off photographs-see photos in 
this issue-paintings and other non-musical 
secondary manifestations of the heads and 
highs drifting through the inside. My tour was 
one of the few ”and this is Richard's room”

Chronic use of amphetamines almost always results 

in paranoid behavior and increased but non-productive 
activity-often of a compulsive nature such as cleaning 
and recleaning ones kit. Large doses of spøed used over 
time is usually followed by mental depression or let 
down feeling. This probably arises from lack of sleep 
and appetite, and the hyper-activity and expenditure of 
energy while strung out. 

The paranoid state is described as feeling that 
people are watching, that friends are coping out, 
apartments are “bugged” and that bushes and trees are 
fuzy. However these persecu tory feelings are usually 
realistically related to the fact that speed is illegal. One 
other aspect is that simultaneously many speed freaks 
realize they are paranoid and try to make a game of 
cops and robbers out of it. 

Some devices used to conteract the psychotoxic 
effests have been 1) “will power”-often tried but 
infrequently successful, 2) talking someone 
down-sometimes helpful, 3) forcing oneself to eat, 
drink, and sleep regularly-this often fails with chronic 
use, 4) use of depressants to control confusion and 
paranoid behavior. Physicians may prescribe and some 
[street people use barbituates. Other street people may 
prefer opiates (see previous column “The Fix on Heroin 
Health Hang-ups’’). 

The use of unsterile needles and impure drugs is 
another source of disease and has been mentioned in 
this column previously. It can pose a substantial 
problem and should not be minimized. 

One obvious non-medical risk is that non-medical 
use of drugs is illegal and can lead to incarceration.

Keith Rhinehart's defense effort 
stimulated a lot of research, "Louis Reed 
recalled. “our group, “The American 
Brotherhood Alliance," has also done some.
