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In an apparent effort to imitate their New York clansmen, Seattle 
Police attacked two Black Panthers in a courtroom Wednesday. The 
Panthers, Willie Jackson and Curtis Harris (co-captain of the Seattle 
Panthers and their candidate on the November ballot for State 
Legislature) were attending the trial of Panther Buddy Yates on charges 
of armed robbery. The case had come to trial several times during the 
summer but had to be continued for lack of evidence and witnesses. 

Detective Yorsten, the 
investigating officer, (and as it 
turned out, the only prosecution 
witness) entered the Justice Court 
of Judge Manolides justifiably 
worried about the progress of his 
case against Yates. Harris and 
Jackson entered the courtroom 
and sat just in front of the pensive 
detective. Yorsten testified in a 
hearing later the same day that for 
no reason Harris (whom he did 
not know or recognize) turned to 
him and said “I’m going to blow 
your head off” and used obscene 
language such as “PIG” and 
“МЕ.” However, Harris’ version of 
the event was considerably 
different: shortly after he sat 
down, Yorsten made comments to 
him about his candidacy and said 
people like Harris should be under 
the jail not running for public 
office to which Harris replied, 
“And people like you should be in 
the graveyard." Although court 
was not yet in session and the 
room was quiet no one else in the 
courtroom heard any of the 
conversations between Harris and 
Yorsten,not even a person sitting 
directly behind them. Regardless, 
Yorsten jumped up, told Yates's 
defense attorney that his life had 
been threatened, and left the

Disappointment, anger, 
dismay and frustration-Huey had 
not been acquitted. Disgust--what 
kind of а nonsensical verdict: 
guilty of manslaughter, not guilty 
of assault, and a ruling of a felony 

on a previous conviction of a knife 
attack. 

Huey said, “1 don’t understand 

the verdict." Later he commented, 
“They didn’t have the guts to 
decide the case on its merits. It 
was a racist sellout.” 

They didn’t have the guts, 
those jurors, they were ordinary 
people asked to have inordinary 
courage. They were a 
Langendorfer white sandwich loaf 
jury, just homogenized bread. 
They were conscientious, they 
exhausted themselves through 
four days of intent listening to 
evidence and battled deliveration. 
They wanted to do “the right 
thing.” 

had shot Frey. That this jury 
could in one moment put a gun 
which never materialized in fact or

STATEMENT OF ELDRIDGE CLEAVER, MINISTER OF 
INFORMATION, BLACK PANTHER PARTY: 

The Black Panther Party finds the verdict unacceptable 
because it's clearly a political compromise verdict and an 
example of the way Black people's rights have been 
abrogated for the expediency of the times. 

On the one hand, the jury brought in a verdict of 
innocent, on the other they brought in a verdict which would 
pacify the pigs of the power structure, thirsty for Huey’s 
blood, so they set themselves up as the balancing agent to 
keep peace rather than the weighers of evidence. 

They exposed the shabbiness of justice in America as it 
relates to Black People, particularly freedom fighters, so we 
can only redouble our efforts to set Huey free. We don’t feel 
the fact that his life was spared is a great victory. It has been 
a compromise and there is no room for compromise. We are 
exhausting every legal facility. 

But this is a clear indication of the power of the people 
when they are mobilized. So our job is to mobilize people to 
rescue Huey from the clutches of the pigs.

Harris sensed something was 
up, tried to leave the court for “а 
drink of water" but Yorsten stood 
in front of him saying in his best 
Sargent Preston style, “This case is 
not over yet, Nigger." A black 
woman also tried to leave but was 
told to take her seat. 

As Harris and Jackson were 

leaving the courtroom after the 
continuation of Yates’ case, 
Yorsten stood up and grabbed 
Harris by the arm, Harris tried to 
-shrug his arm free and was set up 
by the other plainclothesmen. 
Three or four police threw Harris 
to the ground, sprayed tear gas in 
his eyes (Yorsten also got a blast), 
and dug their fingers in his eyes. 
Jackson was also roughed up and a 
black girl, Kathy Holley, was 
struck on the breast and face. On 
the way to the City Jail for 
booking, a Sgt. Church slapped 
Harris several times and called him 
Nigger. The sargent at the booking 
desk pulled Harris across the desk 
slamming his face down and yelled 
“Now talk," Harris was finally 
booked for threatening the life of 
an officer Jackson for impeding an 
arrest. 

All this took place at 10 in the 
morning, and somehow, the 
superhuman defense crew of Al 
Ziontz, Mike Rosen, Chris Young, 
and Gary Gayton got the 
indictment scheduled for 2 pm the 
same day in the court of Judge 
Noe. From the beginning the City 
must have known they were in a 
bad spot: the prosecutor assigned 
to the case was Jim Leach, the 
most ineffective and muddled of 
the City Attorneys. About forty 
Panthers, four TV camera teams, 
various newspaper and wire service 
reporters, lawyers апа clients 
filled the courtroom (to say 
nothing of the plainclothes cops 
and befuddled Helix crew). Most 
of the hearing was decided in the 
backroom; it was agreed that both 
Harris and Jackson would be 
released on Personal Recognizance 

rather than on bail-(Iudge Noe is 
a pioneer of Justice in his efforts 
to reform the antiquated bail 
structure of this city.) While the 
hearing was in progress Cadet 
Policemen came in, stayed briefly 
and left, probably sent up to have 
a close look at the enemy. Yorsten 
was the only prosecution witness, 
speaking in quiet, pinched tones 
looking around the courtroom 
furtively, perhaps constipated. 

Al Ziontz, Harris’s defense: 

attorney did a brilliant job of 
cross examination, harping on 
Yorsten's imprecise language and 
memory, forcing him to admit he 
had forgotten several things and, 
at one point, forcing the detective 
to openly contradict himself. (The 
audience in the court gave an 
appreciative gasp.) Harris was 
called to the stand in his own 
defense and brazenly pointed out 
some of the plainclothesmen in 
the court who had struck him. 
Throughout the hearing, Judge 
Noe was attentive, occasionally 
tearing sheets of “paper from a 
gummed pad in idleness, wiggling 
his eyebrows whenever the 
prosecutor botched up some 
obscure point. An absurd relaxed 
atmosphere for a decision which 
could allow the Police to define a 
word as a weapon and treat an 
insult as a loaded gun. The hearing 
has been continued until October 
8 when final briefs will be filed 
and Judge Noe will hear Ziontz’s 
arguments. for filing charges 
against the police for unprovoked 
assault.

In a bent way, much of whatever impetus I feel to 

write (& whatever corrupt things) stems from a couple of million Protestant cultural 

forebearers--whose efforts I may be obsessed with sabotaging--and their concern that 

people didn’t just retire to bed for a few months after bare subsistence needs were 

taken care of. : : 
In spite of the newspaper columnist's vision of a future in which 1/l0th of the 

populace is made up of white smocked cybernetics geniuses and the other 9/IOths is 

made up of computer repairmen in overalls, it is becoming generally conceded that 

somewhere in the future there will be a hell of a lot of spare time. It has even been 

suggested that we-Children of Tomorrow and all--are forging new paths in the wide 

world of Leisure. : 
Actually, I know very few people particularly suited for coping with Nothing. 
Better than their fathers were, certainly, but still we were trained, even programmed, 

to work on committees and develop insecticides.

supporting the Black Panthers and “their” 
candidate Eldridge Cleaver. (He had overlooked 
the fact that Cleaver is running nationally and 
locally on the Peace and Freedom Party ticket.) 

Boutelle, Vice-Presidential candidate for the 
Socialist Workers Party, an. allegedly Trotskyite 
organization, was speaking at the Seattle SWP’s 
nominating convention at the East Madison 
YMCA. 

A Black man, Boutelle described himself as 
both a nationalist and a socialist. He stressed the . 
need for change in the American situation “by 
any means necessary" and called for a labor 

party. 

decided to run him, a Black man, second on the 
ticket to Fred “Big Red" Halstead, Boutelle 
commented that the SWP only “discriminated 
against capitalists," in addition to pointing out 
that they were both workers and they did belong 
to the Socialist WORKERS Party. 4 

Preceding Boutelle at the podium was Peter 
Camejo, one of the few SWP’ers nationally with 
any class or style. He began delivering a quite 
witty speech concerning the manner in which the 
establishment control s peoples’ minds. 

However, the first part of the meeting 
threatened to be a bomb. In fact, at exactly 
$ 30 p.m., Tom Leonard came up to the 
podium, interrupting Camejo, to announce that 
there had been a bomb threat and everyone had 
to leave the building for awhile. 

When the loyal trooped back in fifteen 
minutes later, Camejo termed the threat as just 
another "false promise from the right.” 

Camejo stated that Blacks would be the 
vanguard of the revolution, while those in the 
YSA would be the future leaders of the 
movement. 

Other speakers were Debbie Leonard, SWP 
candidate for U.S. Senate, and Will Reisner, 
candidate for state legislature, 37th District 
(running against, among others, PFP’s Walt 
Crowley). 

At this point, it is not known whether the 
SWP collected enough signatures to make the 
ballot.

NEW 
PARTY 

In the wake of the tragedy that was the 
Democratic Convention (the Republicans have 
apparently adopted farce as their Conventional 
literary genre), the loose coalition of dissident 

Democrats, left-liberals, and disillusioned 
McCarthy supporters has been trying desperately 
to transform itself into a viable political 
movement. The New Party, the fledgling political 
party now rising from the ashes of Chicago, is, 
thus far, the nearest approximation to that 
movement. Organized on a national level by 
Marcus Raskin of the Institute of Policy Studies 
in Washington, D.C., the New Party is now on the 
ballot in 20 states. McCarthy's reluctance to run 
on their ticket has left the NP without a national 
presidential candidate but local New Party 
organizations will run locally determined 
presidential candidates or a slate of uncommitted 
electors. 

Locally, the New Party is being organized by 
Hascal Humes and Shirley Siegel. At their state 
convention, more than the required 100. voters 
registered to ensure the New Party a place on the 
state ballot. At this point, the local organization 
has no presidential candidate...in fact, one of the 
local candidates claimed he didn't want one, 
saying "It would detract from the seriousness of 
the party."

All was magnolia blossoms and victory cheers for the new right 
the evening of September 17 as Governor George Wallace was 
assured a spot on the Washington State ballot by a convention 
attended by well over 500 registered voters. Washington had the 
singular honor of being the SOth state to give its voters a chance 
to “Stand Up for America!” according to the convention 
chairman, John DeCarlo, one of Wallace’s chief aids. 

The American Party convention, 
which the chairman called “the 
official George Wallace for 
President convention” was held in 
the Colonial Manor. The large 
meeting room was packed. The 
people attending the convention 
were clean-shaven, well-fed, 
middle-aged and uptight. There 
were real estate men, Boeing 
production line workers, Doctors, 
people sporting ‘‘National 
Riflemen’s Association” patches. 
There were more men than women, 
and most women there came with 
their “menfolk.” There was nothing 
strange about the convention 
participants, really. The only beard 
was on the face of an 80 year old 
man. The rest looked like every 
Rotary Club, Elks Lodge, 
Commercial Club and Merchants 

Association meeting that's ever 
been photographed. 

The Convention took a matter 
of minutes: "You're all here for 
one reason tonight-- to nominate 
the next president of the United 
States." Exhorted Chairman 
DeCarlo, “Now tell me you fine 
people; is this Wallace country?” 
"YES!" screamed the crowd. 

But all is not happiness on the 
new right. Across town on primary 
day another group was meeting and 
nominating local candidates; the 
Conservative Party of Washington 
state was likewise meeting in 
solemn convention. Despite the fact 
that the Conservative Party had 
carried the ball in Washington state 
for Wallace so far the Governor was 
having nothing to do with 
home-grown enthusiasts. The 

The Viper 
race is shaping up nicely with the - “American Party" convention ("the 

official Wallace convention”) was 
arranged by a staff flown to Seattle 
earlier this month from Alabama. 
Needless to say the Conservative 
Party was a bit miffed at Wallace’s 
refusal to run with local candidates, 
but there was nothing the ‘locals 
could do but hold their ‘own 
convention and endorse the Wallace 
nomination. Roughly 300 voters 
attended the Conservative Party 
convention thus assuring a ballot 
position for their gubernatorial 
candidate. The party will also be 
running someone for state land 
commissioner and Congress in the 
6th District, plus several legislative 
seats. The star of the Conservative 
ticket will undoubtedly be their 
candidate for Lieutenant Governor; 
Don Tait of the Yakima Eagle. That 

Peace and Freedom Party 
nominating а full-time draft 
resistance organizer, Mike Leavy, 
for the same position. Mr. Tait will 
undoubtedly add much heat and 
color to the race. 5

Most of the polls do not show 
George Wallace with any particular 
strength in Washington and it 
remains to be seen if the "American 
Party" will actually be involved in a 
vigorous campaign here.

IF YOU’RE TIRED AND A BIT RUN 
DOWN 

A group of students and faculty members at 
the University of Washington, tired of Henry 
Ford education, are attempting something 
different (hopefully) in the way of higher 
education. The thing is called the Experimental 
College and began last Spring Quarter. This Fall, 
it will have about 40 classes. It is sponsored and 
funded by the ASUW and is directed by an 
Anthropology graduate student, Larry Bailey. 

Classes are open to anyone for $2 per quarter 
for any number of classes. Registration is in the 
HUB lobby during the first week of school (Sept. 
30-Oct. 4). The only credit offered is for research 
under the direction of ex-UW Professor Monty 
West, who is now the Experimental College guest 
professor. All regular classes are non-credit. 

The range is wide. Astrology, Palmistry and 
Physiognomy are being taught by local off- 
campus people. Monty West teaches Yoga and 
Amerindian signlanguage. There are classes in 
Jazz Dance and Humanism as a Way of Life. 
Both beginning and advanced film making are 
taught. 

A visiting professor in Political Science is 
teaching Political Science and The Next Decade. 
Another course, entitled “Multiplicity, 
Equanimity and Creativity," deals with the 
irrational factor in science. A professor from the 
medical school is teaching a study of heroes and 
there is a sort of free-for-all called "The Universe, 
Poetry and Old Orange Peelings." One last 
example-Clay Grubb is teaching Eastern 
Philosophy and the Existential Problems, which 
he says in part resembles group therapy. 

In addition to offering classes this quarter, 
the Experimental College will publish a weekly 
newsletter, sponsor a Guerilla Theater Group and 
bring Skip James to Seattle. 

So far, except for a few brushes with the 
University administration, the Experimental 
College has been left to make it or not without. 
any interference or help from the UW 
establishment. Some administrators see it as a 
threat, others see it as a hope, but for the most 
part, they don't see it at all. But the 
Experimental College is picking up more faculty 
support and may turn out to be more than 
another idealistic student project. There already 
was considerable administrative concern over the 
hiring of Monty West by the Experimental 
College, because the administration considers Dr. 
West an “embarassment.” But he will be on 
campus again this year and evidently does not 
embarass the students. 

New course ideas and teachers are badly 
needed. Anyone may teach and the range of 
University facilities is wide. The phone number if 
543-5785 and the mailing address is Box 93, 
HUB, UW, Seattle, Washington 98105. 
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The Open Door Clinic, where the door has 

never been locked and the phone has always been 
answered and where the need for bread is 
perhaps more persistent and more crucial than 
almost anywhere else, now has $25,000 in help 
coming from the State of Washington. 

Even though the state has granted the 
$25,000, the clinic still needs more money-- 
another $25,000-to meet adequately the needs 
of the people it serves, said Lee Kirschner, its 
founder and director. 

And, Mrs. Kirschner emphasized, the state 
grant does not mak@ the Open Door Clinic an 
establishment agency. Set up on a reimbursement 
basis to pay operating expenses of the clinic, the i 
$25,000 still allows the clinic to function as it ; 
has since it started. In other words, as Mrs. . 
Kirschner said, “Giving us our heads to solve it 
our way.” 

The bread will be supplied by the State 
Departments of Health and Institutions without 
any rules or regulations to govern the Open Door 
Clinic in the way it does its work. There is no 
implication in the granting of the funds, Mrs. 
Kirschner said, that the clinic will have to make 
any information available to the police about 
people who come to the clinic with drug 
roblems. 

Mrs. Kirschner and the clinic’s staff of 130 
volunteers. will appeal to. private sources and 
foundations for the other $25,000 which the 
clinic must have to meet expanding services. In 
its beginning months, for instance, the clinic 
ir gets one medical clinic a week; now it has 
ive. 

Among other urgent needs are furnishings, a > 
filing system, the means to rent rooms for 
crashers when no other space is available, and 
regular pay for staff members who work 40 to 50 
hours a week. 

“The money will go for the kinds of things 
you need to do the job properly and efficiently,” 
said Mrs. Kirschner. 

To help make certain all needs are met, the 
Open Door Clinic is setting up a program for : 
obtaining suggestions about improved operations 
and hearing complaints. The staff plans to meet 
not only with the board of directors to discuss . 
clinic needs but also to rap with people on the 
street. Е 

А suggestion box has been placed at the clinic 
this week so that people who use the facilities 
there can participate in the expansion. 

Mrs. Kirschner called the grant a "statement . 
of confidence” in the Open Door Clinic. 

“Although we are different,” she said, “we 
are responsibly different.” 

One of the most vital programs devised by the 
clinic staff as part of its expansion will be 
development of a system for treatment of 
amphetamine users. It will be the only such 
program in the United States. 

of the state. 
On Friday, September 13, the state raided several sites where nets 

were located and guards were posted. Approximately sixty state pigs 
bravely overcame three guards at one site and four guards at another 
and confiscated the Indian néts and boats. While the pigs did their work 
at the fish site, the state patrol pigs set up road blockades to stop 
other persons involved in the fish-in from reaching their comrades. Four 
persons were arrested in this raid with charges ranging from carrying a 
loaded rifle in a moving vehicle to resisting arrest. On the same day 
Hank Adams and Suzette Bridges, two leaders of thy Indians (Suzette's 
father had been arrested in the raid) and Robbie Stern, a member of 

SDS,disrupted Governor Evans' press conference in Seattle and accused 
him and the State of committing genocide agains the Indians. 

Because the state has confiscated over $25,000 worth of fishing 
equipment over the last several years and collected over $5,000 in bail 
since September 4, the Indians and non-Indians have decided to 

I suspend fishing until October 1, and to begin a major effort to gather 
funds and manpower. The Indian Rights Committee has been formed to 

1 collect funds for fishing equipment, defense, bail, food and for a large 
fish-in confrontation with the state beginning on October 13. Efforts 
will also be made to recruit people from all over the country to come to 
Franks Landing on the Nisqually River starting October |, and 

|| continuing until the struggle for Indian fishing rights is won. 
Participants will be asked to defend Indian fishermen and their nets 
from state officials. 

The issue of Indian fishing rights is a simple manifestation of a much 
larger issue. In the years 1965-1966, it was twice as deadly to be an 

| Indian in America as it was to be a soldier in Vietnam. There were 
| 6,373 deaths among 472,000 U.S. soldiers in Vietnam, and 10,178 

deaths among 400,000 identifiable Indians in America. There has been 
a systematic effort on the part of various governmental units to 
extinguish Indian culture and heritage. The Red people are clearly 

۲ among the most oppressed people in this society. They represent 
Å another important group that will join with the other oppressed people 

of the society to destroy their oppressors.

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The bank foreclosed its mortgage on Indian Henry's sister in 
the dead of winter, and she went off to the reservation. But 
Henry was damned if he would, and decided to weather it 
out in the cabin on the mountain. With what little money he 
had he bought a pack of arctic dogs, and the bacon and dog 
food he would need to keep himself til spring; packed the 
food on the sled, and tied up the dogs and headed for the 
frozen meadows. It was hard going with the dogs. They were 
unruly and didn 't, in fact, like the cold. When he got to the 
cabin and built up the fire, the pack: of eight crowded so 
close upon the stove he had to kick them back to cook his 
food. They wouldn't go out unless he pushed them out, and 
then they howled at the door most pitifully; it was too cold. 

But when they had eaten, they would get to playing. The 

chairs were broken the table turned over, the blankets pulled 

off the bed and torn up. Like wind in a pile of leaves, they 

flung themselves about, snarling, barking, growling, till 

Henry’s shouts to order were drowned out. They slept all 

over, two or three of them on top of him. Then they 

duplicated. By the time the snow began to melt and the 

glaciers to recede, there were not less than thirty dogs in the 

cabin. Indian Henry declared to them he had had enough of 

them; they were going back down to Puyallup in a line. And 

every damned one was going to be sold, Henry told them, to 

a cruel master. That made the dogs gloomy. 

Henry tied them to a beam nailed against the side of the 
cabin while he packed his board for the trail to the town. But 
these were substantial dogs. One and all they set their 
shoulders against the thongs that held them, and they pulled 
the cabin off its foundations. Henry leaped out of the door 
yelling, but that only set them to pulling harder. Down the 
meadow into the woods the cabin went, Henry coming after, 
trying to hold the cabin back, then throwing stones to stop 
the dogs. The cabin crashed into the trees, and burst into 
splinters, and the dogs were free, and with a great yelping, 
rushed in a pack down the canyon. 
“Ungrateful, graceless, mongrels," Henry yelled after them, 
but they would stop for nothing.

and that could mean something. Because Paul Sawyer has 

been in the thick of what might be called a scene, maybe 

even a Seattle scenealthough it doesn’t necessarily. collect 

on streetcorners or rear itself where it might be most 

] easily inspected yet behind all the energy exhibited on the 

streets and in the homes and in the festivals within the 

dance halls and all that, Paul Sawyer has been working for 

about the last two years that he’s been in Seattle. I know 

because I’ve had a lot of consequential contact with Paul. 

An example would be this paper, it was Paul who when I 

first met him through the context of accummulating 

curriculum for the Free University some year and a half 

ago, it was Paul who suggested that a paper might be a 

nice thing and that opened my head to the possibility. 

But it was Paul essentially who started it by planting the 

thought. It was Paul for instance who was responsible for 

the Overall Cooperative Structure. Which maybe we don’t 

remember too well now but when that thing was 

happening one year ago, it was responsible for starting at 

Eagles a kind of experiment which wasn’t profit making, 

which was a cooperative of several bands including the 

Crome Syrcus, the Blues Interchange and the Union Light 

Company to put on light show-dances or indoor 

celebrations. : This little interview is 

constructed as a farewell to Paul who’s going as least as 
far as Berkeley and maybe further. So, Paul, Why? 

PAUL SAWYER (PS): First out is going to be Kesey’s - 

Farm in Eugene for two days to just do some 

contemplation there. There are a couple of things 
in the back of my head to do, one is to check out in 

Berkeley whether some fruition of the cultural revolution 

might come forth in some forms that might be interesting 

maybe religiously. There’s a gal that we know very well 

who has a lot of dough who wants to start an artist’s 

commune, who has brought three and a half acres on 

Grisley Hill and wants to get some notions of how to put 

that together. Then Tm interested maybe in an 

experimental church project in Boston that might or 

might not materialize. Sitting right in the middle of 

Boston Common and all of the hip activities at the foot of 

Beacon Hill. 
PD: You’re originally from Boston, right? 

PS: Yeah. 
PD: How long ago was that? 
PS: I came out and went to California in 1955, so it’s 

thirteen years on the West Coast. And I’ve lived now in 

what I consider the three major centers of the West Coast; 

Bay Area three years, LA for 8 years and 2 years in 

Seattle. And each time I leave one of these centers, I have 

a good deal of grief I think really Гуе always seen 
my vocation in terms of kind of a religious calling in a 
very traditional sense and now I understand the call in a 
very mystical sense. The liberal church has always been in 
kind of secular reaction to traditional language, Now 1 
think that is what you are that is what happens in fact 
vocation-wise: a calling, and Гуе come to understand the 
calling more and more in terms breaking forth almost at 
the edge of the thing that feels significant. I think this 
becomes increasingly important to try to understand it to 
comprehend it and articulate it traditionally as a 
preaching role but away from the intensive didactic 
teaching and more toward a perceptual, a poetic thing. 

PD: You made an experiment of this sort with a 
congregation here in Seattle which in terms of your being 
called there wasn’t a hell of a lot of listening. You 
eventually left the congregation because the congregation 
there or part of it didn’t respond to this kind of 
homelitics. 

PS: That's next; the Seattle thing. There were two 
tings going that were a little contradictory. First of all 
when I came up from LA I was leading myself into a sense 
of retreat from the busy work: the institutional business 
of churches that fairly consumed me in LA because the 
Institution had gotten pretty big with all the regular 
trappings of big church life. I came to what seemed to be 
a fairly easy straight forward job where people were eager 
to do the work and I laid it on them that my interest was 

in teaching and preaching and communicating as best I 
could. What I ran into was a cultural lag of probably two 
years time between California and Washington and I came 
also in the midst of the generation rift which obviously 
had become more severe than ever. At the time -that I 
came I very much saw myself as a bridge; someone trying 
to stay in communication both ways. But I'm afraid 
there’s become no bridge to stand on. If you are going to 
communicate in any direction you've got to make that 

commitment. Father Malcolm Boyd said there are just too 
many young people to fool around with people over 
35-you know just too many turned on intelligent 
religious young people. It gets scary to a standard parish 
made up of families with teenagers to see the kids moving 
off in directions they don’t even comprehend at all. Most 
of them are comfortable with a middle class life and 
business-piling up more things and having a church which 
almost is a status thing that salves their conscience, you 
know. 

PD: Or are you bored by the whole problem? 
PS: Гт bored by the committees, you know, and busy 

work, keeping the life tied up. 

PD: How about the Free University? 
PS: The Free University was in my mind. Again I did 

it because I needed bread, primarily because I was 
continuing to do what I was doing, to sit in my yard and 

look at the trees and write poetry. When I got into the 
Free U situation I was intrigued by the kinds of 
possibilities. For the crossing of different kinds of groups, 
from new and old left politics hippies and crashers, 
dopesters, speeders and organization freaks, and all kinds 
of different types, including serious student types. Also 1 
was interested to see how an institution like that could 
function anarchically (sic) and I truly tried to boil the 
thing down to the least amount of organization, you 
know--just simplify it completely, almost make it a free 
running place. A couple of things happened. A lot of 
people got up tight because they were afraid the place was 
going to get busted, because occasionally there would be 
dope found in there and also because of the crashers and 
the free food program they were having for awhile. But I 
just let things go on. When we got pressured, ۲۵ pull 
back, you know but as long as there wasn’t any significant 
pressure, Га just keep it going. 
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There'are so many things that have spun out of 

the energy tangential to the Free University. 1 think what 

really needs to be done is not something which is 

imitation of a University setting with teachers and 

courses and what not. People can come and change with 

each other and keep it very fluid. Have courses and just 

have them happen and planned and taken by those who 

are interested. 
PD: Something else, were we to talk about the visible 

scene that is happening in the public relations sense, it 

seems that so much of it has been the responsibility of a 

few people yourself very much included. The question 

could be, in order for something else, is there in Seattle 

the human resources for creating it? In other words, HOW 

is it going to happen? And of course, what might it be? 

PS: I don’t think anybody has got the real clue to that 

yet, I think that is still unfolding. Seattle’s changed, so 

much. I’ve seen so many changes here just in the activity 

of people, and also I think in terms of my own 

head-where I’ve been. In the I Ching it talks about the 

Northwest being the area one goes to retreat and 

contemplate and that the Southwest is the place of 

activity. In terms of my own activity up here, I really 

came here to get away from some of the scene that was 

whirling in California and when I got up here I grieved the 

loss of it. But what happens is that you begin to develop a 

company, a kind of community of experience of people 

together. And just the way I got involved down here in 

the city, with the Free U, with OCS, with the bands and 

the whole psychedelic scene. There were a number of us 

who developed a community in the deeply religious sense, 

that of the experiencing existentially together. Гуе seen 

my life in the last ten years as a sequence of developing 

these kinds of experiences with people. And once it 

happened, there’s no losing that ever, in any place. And 

those relationships continue. I think there is a whole West 

Coast culture and what’s going to happen, I think, is the 

possibility of people, building on their common 

experience together and making it possible for a life 

together somehow. There will be communities of people 

up and down this coast where there are cooperative 

_ working relationships going on. And there is no fear 

finally that anybody will suffer economically or be 

thrown to the dogs on their own in this culture. I begin to 

see, for instance, in my own life, that the two things that 

seemingly matter to me, and I think matter to everyone, 

is first personal freedom, to do what you really want to 

do what you can throw your energies into and to be able 

to саге and to be cared for between people. : Like the 

Sky River Rock thing. You know that was just a dream, 
and the whole thing comes together and works its way 
out, and becomes a beautiful occasion. And the people 

who do something like that together, are then together 

period. And the commercial aspect is just money energy, I 

ess. 
PD: Then what you said earlier about the possibility 

of life on a farm in California is sort of your next 

experiment, possibly a more concentrated experience, in 

this kind of corporate human action. 
PS: Well, Pm interested in what goes on in these 

farms. But I’m urbanized, there are comforts I like. Farm 

work is tough work consistently hard work, and I’m really 
now leaving the farm, leaving an oasis estate, retreat in 
Bothell, Washington. Tm re-entering the city. Going to 
Berkeley, which scares the shit out of me: what that place 
is coming to. It seems to me that Berkeley is a cataclysmic 
place like Watts was for the Black Revolution in 1965. 
That in Berkeley it's coming to a head, the very upfront 
idealistic committed careless caring of young people right 
up front in terms of the maj or establishment and 
Berkeley could blow open in what the Establishment calls 
violence. 

But the city farms, have not really come into their 

own yet and precisely what they're going to be we just 

have the inkling of. The city communes. That's what's 

interesting to me about the venture in Berkeley, to take 

like 3-1/2 acres and form a suburban commune. Where 

people will have relationships with the ongoing culture 
but still live communely. 

PD: Is this near Berkeley? 
PS: It's right up in the hills from Berkeley about 5 

minutes up the mountainside. And it’s being done with 
architects and a lot of bread’s being put into it. Who 
knows what will come out of something like that? I don’t 
know. But Seattle, has already come very quickly through 
to that level, in some ways Seattle has a potential for 
going into it and avoiding some of the bitter conflicts, like 
say in the Bay area of California. Because society down 
there is so polarized, so uptight, so far along. This is a 
very peaceful environment it’s not a confrontation 
environment. There are still niches and room and there’s a 
relative lack of heat from the Establishment in this area, 

compared to other areas of the country. I don’t know 

whether that will continue. : 
It can still make the religious experience a vital 

one in a communal form. I think the rituals, Tm talking 
about people turning on together, people sharing food 
together, people doing something together, whatever it 
might be, that they will come to see themselves as a 
continuing community of human beings living together, 
rather than what I think is really a dead notion that we 
are all isolated, singular, alone, ultimately. I think this is 
like one way of seeing, but it’s not the full picture. We 
really are complete, in some kind of communal form; we 
complete each other, as human beings. Our society has 
divided us so from each other and put us through the high 
ringer. I was just looking out the window today thinking 
what kind of a culture it is that has a guy running one of 
these fork lifts all around his goddamned yard for 8 or 10 
hours a day. And buys his time to do that. That 
everybody’s plugged in. And with this kind of gigantic 
industrial super technological machine usually the end 
product is a bunch of shit. Just a bunch of shit. And it’s a 
conspiracy, really, organized unconsciously in a Freudian 
sense-to do away with the manhood and womanhood of 
people. So how do we break through that, that’s what the 
avatar has been, always. The people who like broke 
through all those assumptions that hold the thing to its 
shape. Usually that action has taken a religious form even 
in our own time. 

PD: I remember a year and a half ago it was as if you 
almost treated the electronic media and McCluhan as a 
kind of an avatar, sort of unconsciously involving the 
participation of society. I don’t get that as much from 
you anymore. Have you grown a bit skeptical about a 
benign technology: as a benevolent, soft, juggernaut,

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swallowing us up into mutual pleasure? 
PS: No. I think what I see-in a utopian sense, is that 

everybody immersed in the’ technological, organized 
uptight state of things, is afraid of what they see, which is 

the total freedom of being alive. Remember 

- Dostoevsky, remember the story he had in the Grand 

Inquisitor, Jesus comes back, and says, what everyone 

wants is miracle, mystery, and authority. Freedom and 

the dangers of walking the knife edge of the agony of 

freedom, which is the bliss of freedom, is like what 

everybody flees. Because it’s scary, when your life is your 

own, totally, and I think the economics of our culture is 

in such a state that it is now possible to break through to 
that very easily. And that everybody has gotten on edge 

about it, holding back, frightened of what that means, 
personally to them. 

PD: Yeah, I don’t find you nearly as pop as I did when 
you were first... 

PS: This has got to do with the environment you’re in, 

and the Northwest environment is a layed back nature 

trip, at its best. I mean, that’s what the Northwest has to 
offer at this particular time, more than any other area I 

know. Fd just come out of the total shock of electronic 
culture par excellence, with Sunset Boulevard style and all 

the rest, and you have to begin to see the beauty in that 

to survive that culture. There’s no other way to do it. 

Otherwise you are completely in despair, and I think 
coming here in the Northwest was an unconscious pulling 

back on that side of the dimension for myself. 

PS: Га say like Гуе absorbed so much nature in the 
last few years, nature nature, that I could exist for the 
rest of my life without it if I had to. Pve just been getting 
ready for the task, whatever it is. 

PD: This has been like your time in the wilderness, 
then? 

PS: Yes. My wilderness period in Seattle. When I came 
here I said it was going to be 2 years, and it’s two years. 
Гуе stuck to my word. Unlike LA where the place like 
rubbed me so much that I just had to comprehend it. I 
was younger then and it took a little longer to understand 
things. But its really what’s inside us anyway. And I’m 
just recovering what is mine from childhood. Just making 
that stronger. 

PD: Since it’s sort of my trite task to sort of wind 
things up when the tape winds out, I would conclude that 
Paul Sawyer’s probably after a kind of power that is a real 
alternative. It’s not simply a power that’s playing a 
dialectical game of gun against gun, in other words, he’s 
after a religious power. In a sense the power he 
EXHIBITS is a very pleasant power, that is, concerned 
with pleasure. And in a sense the power he exhibits is also 
prophetic in that he involves himself in the kind of 
actions which, while existing in themselves, and enjoying 
themselves, say something about the future. So we might 
enter as a little prophetic postlude, an excerpt from 
something he has been working on for some time, 
entitled, Journal of Poems. 

PS: Yes, Journal of Poems Meteorological Journal of 
the Mind. It was Thoreau who had a beautiful thing in his 
journal where he said, Suppose someone would keep a 
record of the ideas that dropped into his head, it would 
be more important than the journals of of traveling all 
over the world, anywhere, just to keep that 
meteorological journal of the mind. So I kind of took off 
from that and was writing a journal of poems. This 
particular piece came in the despair about the political 
possibilities. 

> And so this piece was 
really a way of saying forget all that political shit, that’s 
dead. It’s through really, the scene is back into ourselves 
again. I have a feeling now that what’s going to happen is 
that this thing is going to work its way out, in the way it 
has always worked its way out among people doing their 
thing together. And that the political life of this country 
is totally irrelevant to the cultural revolution going on, 
and almost all political efforts are not letting go of the 
illusion that politics was the way it could work. Let me 
read this part, which was finally the way I got it down for 
myself just recently.
