А wellindoctrinated, highly organized, 
militant group, 5000 strong, disrupted a 
speech by the Vice President of the United 
States at the Ice Areana last Saturday. The 
crowd resurrected the frightening spectre of 
Berlin 193874 Entertainers and comedians 
warmed the crowd up to fever pitch, 
spotlights, banners (in the good old red white 
and blue, of course) and  monstrous 
photographs of the Vice President set the 
stage for the following spectacle, local 
politicians made obediently dullintroductory 
remarks so as not to overshadow the Speaker, 
as the Speaker entered the the Arena a cry 
went up, 5000 voices strained together, 5000 
hearts beat ia unisen as the Speaker took the 
podium. 

At this point, those few who chose not to 
agree with the Vice President, did an 
unthinkable thing; not only did they attempt 
to communicate with him but they tried to 
"arrest (him) on charges of crimes against 
humanity." “Traitors”, the drowd yelled in 
reply. This incident threatened to scar an 
otherwise ecstatic collective ritual. The 
dissenters were forceabley removed from the 
Arena. No arrests were made and little 
violence was visible, although many loyal 
party members were ready to tear the small 
group limb from limb. However, the Speaker 
wisely restrained the angry crowd while his 
privite police force aided by local Law 
Enforcement Officers quickly and efficiently 
threw the noisy protesters down the stairs. 

The protest group, largely members of the 
Peace and Freedom Party, has followed the 
Speaker from state to state in their private 
Lear Jet; oddly, the group does not seem to 
be able to affort cab fare for a large number 
of them were seen walking to the Olympic 
hotel after their eviction from the rally. Such 
is the inherent paradox of the schizophrenic 
facist-communist youth group from 
Portland. 

WANTED: 
Hubert Humphrey was placed under citizen's arrest in 

Seattle Saturday night on the charge of crimes against 
humanity. Over a hundred Peace and Freedom and Draft 
Resistance people gathered in the City Arena to give the 
Veep an appropriate welcorne to his own rally. For two hours 
there was a lively interchange between the gallery and the % 
triple Н stooges. Trying to buy us off, ВШ Dana - self-styled s Р 
“Јипдагіап Hew” - offered equal time to any spokesman we ке | 
would choose. PFP Veep candidate Cal Winslow let Dana 
know that we intended to go on disrupting just as long as the 
killing continued in Vietnam. But, of course, the killing 
didn't stop. 

The fugitive himself showed up sometime after nine, the 
Arena having been stirred to a fever pitch of boredom. The 
Eichmann of Joy had hardly begun to speak when a voice 
from the gallery interrupted over a previously concealed 
bullhorn that had entered in pieces in various purses and as a 
pregnancy. Unsuspecting what was to follow, Humphrey 
invited this voice to do its bit and then shut up. 

Thereupon, the voice charged Humphrey with crimes 
against humanity, namely complicity in the death of tens of 
thousands of Americans and hundreds of thousands of 
Vietnamese. Humphrey then was warned that he had best 
surrender himself quietly to stand trial before the people of 
the world at the United Nations. We have not come to talk 
with you, but to arrest you - was the gist of it. 

This speech concluded, HHH quickly found that he was 
not going to be able to deliver his lies in peace. Hoots of 
laughter greeted his charge that we were a highly organized 
and disciplined band of hecklers, in fact, the same who have 
followed him across the country. Yes sir, we run pretty fast 
keeping up with that jet! Humphrey finally became so rattled 
that he began railing against the newsmen for "provoking" 
us. Next, the SS boys launched after the gallery in the est 
Chicago style. Cal and Barbara Winslow were shoved headfirst 
down the stairs, but it takes more than stairs to break a PFP 
bone. A New York Times reporter later told Barbara that this 
was the first time in this campaign that Humphrey had to 
clear out an entire section of an auditorium. 

Strangely, even though the place was crawling with more 
pigs than the state fair, Humphrey escaped. Anyone 
supplying information leading to the arrest and conviction of 
this hardened criminal-or any of his gunmen-- will receive a 
large reward: freedom.

These quotes are fromatelegram sent 
August 28th by General McConnell to 
General Estes of Headquarters, USAF 
Communications Center, Subject: Second 
Lieutenant Hugh Е. Smith, key organizer 
of an October 12th anti-war march to be 
led by Gls and veterans in San Francisco. 
The message was intercepted at a base 
near Washington by two soldiers who 

. wish to remain anonymous for obvious 
reasons, The full text ran as follows: 

“I am informed that facts and circum- 
stances of this matter have been dis- 
cussed with you by General Manss and ` 
Cappucci and that there is secretarial 
interest. (1.е., the Secretary of Defense 
is interested), Smith is organizing a 
“Peace in Vietnam” demonstration for 
men in uniform to take place in San Fran- 
cisco. He applied for and received permit 
for a demonstration to be held on 21 
September. Subsequently, permit chang- 
ed to 12 October, Strongly believe this 
demonstration should be quashed if pos- 

ible because of possible severe impact 
“son military discipline throughout the 

"services, There is no AFR (Air Force 
Regulation) specifically proscribing this 
type of activity, AFR 35-78 is pointed 
solely to civil rights demonstrations, 
Since there are national policy consider- 
ations in such an order it should emanate 
from DOD or at least Air Force level, I 
recommend this be done at once so that 
Smith will realize that if he proceeds he 
subjects himself with certainty to crim- 
inal punitive action, In the absence of a 
regulation or order specifically prohibit- 
ing such activity believe any criminal 
prosecution would be tenuous to say the 
least, particularly in view ofthe political 
climate of the day. If the foregoingisun- 
attainable I reluctantly recommend that 
we be given authority to proceed with 
dispatch with the AFR 36-3 action which 
has been recommended by the Command- 
er 349th MAW and concurred in by 
General Sherrill, Commander 22 AF, I 
realize this would result im a discharge 
under honorable conditions, but the dis- 
position of Smith 1s relatively unimport- 
ant as comparedto the highly undesirable 
impact on military discipline 1f Armed 
Forces personnel are permitted to dem- 
onstrate in uniform against National 
Defense policies with impunity." 

The Pentagon must have changed its 
strategy since the telegram was sent, 
because Lt, Smith and his two co-workers 
Airmen John Bright and Mike Locks 
have faced not criminal charges or dis- 
charges buttransfers. Smith is still on 
orders for Taiwan which would put him 
outside the Bay Area before the march 
is held, while Bright and Locks were 
given Temporary Duty Assignments to 
Utah for 45 days, After a press confer- 
ence and some legal threats, the Utah 
assignments were rescinded, Meanwhile 
Smith’s lawyer is filing a suit against 
the Air Force for using a duty assign- 
ment to prevent legal expression of 
dissenting political views. Apreliminary 
hearing was held last Thursday and the 
case will be continued in Federal court 
this Thursday.

MEXICO CITY (LNS) — Repression of the student 

movement in Mexico continues, with any groups of 

more than three students subject to immediate arrest. 
Several youths have been killed. When General 

Barragan, chief of the Army, was asked by reporters 
to explain the shootings, he said: “One of my men 
was insulted by a student. My men are in no position, 
at this point, to take that kind of treatment.” 

Although street fighting still continues, the 
repression reached its most dramatic moment 
September 18, when the Army invaded the National 
University with 90 tanks and 10,000 men to rout 
about 500 students who had held the campus for 
nearly two months. 

The government is now taking a hard line, in short, 
“Let nothing stand in the way of the Olympics.” The 
games are scheduled to open in early October. 

There has been dramatic evidence of support for 
the student movement from broad sectors of the 
population. On September 15, when the president 
gave the traditional cry, or “grite” (Padre Hidalgo's 
"Viva Mexico," repeated on September 15 every year 
since 1810), he was met with boos and catcalls. All 
over the city, the people, the “pueblo” gave their 
own "'grite." For the first time, large segments of the 
population refused to let a rotten and incapable 
president represent them. 

Thousands of students are in jail, thousands are in 
hiding, and they continue to suffer attacks from the 
government and from reactionary forces. 

The activities of the right-wing terrorist group, 
MURO, have consisted of random shootings at local 
high schools and colleges and at least one kidnapping. 

Reported missing is Beberto Castillo, 
Representative of the Coalition of Teathers. Ten days 
ago he had been taken from his home into 
surrounding hills, beaten severely and left there. He 
returned to the university with the aid of local 
peasants and was treated by medical students. He is at 
present unable to be reached and is considered once 
again the victim of the MURO. 

The students also report the killing of two riot 
policemen at the hands of persons unconnected with 
the strike. The New York Times confirms 
information from the students that one riot 
policeman was killed by an Army Lieutenant. 
Another policeman is said to have been shot by a 
traffic patrolman while they were participating in a 
raid upon a building. They further report that among 
police seriously hurt is one whose own gun exploded 
in his face.

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There are various sanctions designed to punish those who sell HELIX. 
Last year one dealer after selling an issue to a passing car was eventually run 
down (by a cop) and mazed, then to spend a few days in Jail for obstructing 
traffic. In Yakima, -- though it is clearly by all very specific Ist amendment 
precedents unconstitutional- the paper has never been freely sold on the 
streets because in all instances the sellers have been arrested for not holding a 
peddlers license. (The cost of the license — which is itself illegal- is such that 
its hardly worth it.) Now on the U.W. campus some campus police are 
telling sellers that it is illegal to peddle the paper there. This action again is 
itself clearly, most certainly and exactly illegal. The press cannot be 
obstructed in any of its legal actions which includes circulating itself. That is 
even on private property which is used publicly, Ist amendment rights cannot 
be withdrawn. Especially. then on public property such as the University are 
those rights assured. But now something we would have never expected 
someone has been busted for buying a HELIX. Here is the story. 

THE STORY 
It involves the fortuitous meeting of Greg Philibert and Jean Teacey. 

Jean-who counts for two being pregnant now six months—was selling that 
paper in front of the parking lo t across from the Pizza Haven on University 
Way. Greg, a part-time instructor at Seattle Community College and a 
draftsman at Boeing, had an hour before being picked up from work by his 
wife, had left her off at home and had then proceeded to the district to buy 
some rubber cement. Pulling into the lot he parked next to a squad car in 
which he noticed two youths being held and questioned in the back seat. 
Since this is not at all untoward he proceeded to reach into his pocket for 
the 35 cents that landlord requires for the safety of one's car. Having only 
some bills and one loose quarter he needed to make some change. Then he 
spotted Jean who had lots of change. Buying a Helix and so breaking the 
dollar Greg proceeded to the coin slot. There he was met by officers Pancky 
and Jankousky and what follows. 

One of the officers asked “‘What did you buy?” Greg answered 
predictably, “I just bought a Helix." The cop then retorted, “Νο, we know 
you bought dope...what have you got in your pocket?" Again, “nothing 
except my change.” ‘And on, "let me see your identification!" Greg 
proceeded to show them his ID while he examined his ACLU card which 
contained instructions on what to do if and when your are stopped by the 
police. He was instructed to come to the police car. The cops who 
apparently found nothing on the kids they had earlier held in the back seat 

now on the make. Both Greg and Jean were told to get into the 
backseat. Greg, following the instructions on the card, asked first if he was 
under arrest. When they would not answer he would not enter. The cops 
then asked to make a pat search. He submitted. Again he asked if he was 
under arrest. This time the answer was. affirmative and they were both 
handcuffed with their hands behind their back and then shoved into the 
back seat. At Wallingford they were separated, stripped and then again 
thoroughly searchéd. When nothing was found one of the officers had the 
curious idea to check the back seat of the squad car to “check if anything 
had been stashed." He came back with-a paper bag full of stems and seeds. 
By this time Greg was ready for anything. When the cop confronted him 
with the bag Greg “looked him straight in the eye and didn’t flinch,” as if to 
tell him something about his integrity. After that Greg didn't say a word. 
Both were booked on Suspicion of Narcotics and taken to the city jail. There 
they spent the weekend along with several others who were there on various 
trumps. (Including one Dave Doto who was busted for carrying 6 saccarin 
tablets.) U N H A p p Y 

"You can’t imagine how pissed I was getting busted for buying a 
Helix...going to buy rubber cement, buying a Helix and then winding up for 
the weekend in that crab infested hole.” On Monday, ACLU attorney Chris 
YOung visited the city jail, pointed out the more blatant parts of the arrest's 
insanity, and quickly the charges were dropped. 

This incident is being reported because it involved the paper directly. It is 
not exceptional. Busts similar to this one are a regularity in the district. In 
most cases the harassment runs its course and then the charges are dropped. 
It is now time for a few people — those quietly going about their pleasures 
and their tasks at home and away- to wise up and say something and then 
do something. The passive vessels that meander about the ave., don't seem 
interested in organizing their own resistance. But with a little help from 
some legal aid such as the ACLU and some political direction such as the 
Peace and Freedom Party might offer, something might be done...if the 
elections don't get in the way.

News as a warning. Now the Canadian Border patrol 
stationed in the block-house at the Blaine crossing have 
employed the services of a dog: German Shepherd.

JUDGE BEEK'S ` 
CONTEMPT 

Mike Leavy, head of Seattle Draft Resistance and Peace 
and Freedom candidate for Lt. Governor, was found guilty 
on charges of refusing induction in a 50-minute trial by 
“peers.” The sentencing will be handed down from the 

bench by Judge Beeks. The following are some comments 
taken from a leaflet published by Draft-Resistance.... 

1. LAW AND ORDER 
U. S. judge William T. Beeks, Northern Division Western 

District Washington, is hardly reluctant. When the Federal 
judges for this area divvy up the cases, Beeks opts to handle 
the draft refusers. If it is an awesome burden to have to 
sentence young men to America's zoo system, Beeks bears it 
easily. He makes very clear in the courtroom that, morality 
notwithstanding, “the law must be obeyed.” 

We might find Beeks more credible were it not for his 
Army record. As a Lieut. Col. in the Adjutant General's 
division, Beeks was involved in the prosecution of German 
war criminals in the western ision of Germany after the 
war. Remember, the war criminals were prosecuted because 
they obeyed civil law rather than moral law. Western 
Germany to Western Washington--a long trip, but government 
interests are served everywhere. 

2. JUSTICE, WITH A VENGEANCE 
A draft refuser in Beeks's courtroom can expect 

something less than impartiality . In his apparent desire to 
nail the draft resistance, he warps the legal system that we are 
exhorted to respect. Mike Leavy's trial made clear that Mike 
was convicted because he had made trouble for the system 
not because he had missed induction. Mike's defense that he 
was ill on the induction date never received a fair hearing. 
Nor, even though Mike's political-moral views were obviously 
central in the court decision, did his views ever get a fair 
hearing, during or after the trial. As for trial by one's peers, 
not one member of Mike's jury was under 30. In another 
instance of political bias, Beeks kept filling draft refuser 
Earnest Dudley's file with prejudicial material about his 
personal history in an attempt to prove him socially 
undesirable. 

Beeks regularly imposes 5 year sentences. This is against a 
standard 2 years alternative serve in, say, the Bay Area and 
Portland. In San Francisco, even David Harris, an originator 
of the Resistance, got only 3 years in prison. Beeks told 
Russel Wills, one of the earliest draft card burners, that he 
would give him IO days to enlist, or have the book thrown at 
him. Sound bad? There is a way out: Cooperate with the 
system and raise the white flag. Deactivate your stand and 
your wrists only get slapped, not broken. 

3. JUSTICE BLUSHES 
We might gather that Beeks is somewhat less than proud 

of his courtroom vendettas. A favorite tactic of his is to 
postpone sentencing on draft cases repeatedly until he can 
get a courtroom with only a few of the most determined 
supporters of the victim present. Earnest Dudley's sentencing 
was put off 3 times. Mike's already has been postponed once. 

4. UNDER THE ROBES 
We must remember that Beeks the man undergoes no 

special transformation in becoming Beeks the judge. He 
experiences the same willfulness, the same prejudice, AND 
the same political allegiance. Judges are made, not born. 
Beeks the judge came into being т 1961 during Kennedy's 
regime because of his work as top aid in Jackson's campaign. 
Yes, that is Jackson: Jackson the hawk, Boeing's senator. 
Should we be surprised, then, to find that the courts, far 
from being objective, usually are tools of the system?

NEW YORK, (LNS) -- The HUAC circus is coming 
to town once more. And the fireworks should fly in 
Washington. 

Аз of tomorrow, six people will have received 

subpoenas to appear before the House Un-American 
Activities Committee on October 1. Those now set to 
appear before Amerika's anti-commie tribunal are 
Tom Hayden, Rennie Davis, Abbie Hoffman, Jerry 
Rubin, Dave Dellinger and Robert Greenblatt. 

HUAC is up-tight about Chicago. 
The National Emergency Civil Liberties 

Committee (NECLC), in a statement issued today, 
called the hearings an “attempt by the Johnson 
administration to use every mechanism at its disposal 
to legitimize the action of Mayor Daley and the 
Chicago police.” 

Jerry Rubin told LNS last night that he plans to 
use the hearings as a stage for a theatrical assault on 
HUAC and аз a platform to call for disruptive actions 
on election day. Two years аро, їп August 1966, 
Rubin and others then appearing before HUAC set a 
precedent for such activities by disrupting the 
hearings and refusing to take the tribunal seriously. 
Rubin appeared in the uniform of an American 
Revolutionary soldier. 

A spokesman for the NECLC suggested that the 
six will probably use different approaches. Yippies 
Rubin and Hoffman, whose approach has always been 
the media-bathed politics of spectable, will no doubt 
be the most lively. 

Rubin said he plans to wear a uniform again, 
though he hasn’t decided what it will be. “The best 
thing would be to come nude, and have a fuck-in 
right there in the chamber . Of course, that would 
probably mean a year in jail.” 

Since its formation in 1938, HUAC has been used 
mainly as a tool for Southern racists to rebait the civil 
rights movement. 

The best exposition is a glance at some of the men 
who have spearheaded it: 

**Martin Dies, chairman from 1938 to 1945. was a 
racist from Texas. Under Dies, HUAC declared that 

your enemy. You enemy, right now, is the white racist pigs 

who support this corrupt system. Your enemy is the Tom nig- 

ger who reports to his white slavemaster every day. Your 

enemy is the fat capitalist who exploits your people daily. 

Your enemy is the politician who uses pretty words to de- 

ceive you. Your enemy is the?racist pigs who use Nozi-type 

tactics and force to intimidate black expressionism. Your 

enemy is not the hippies. Your blind reactionary acts endan- 

ger the BLACK PANTHER PARTY members and its revolution- 

ary movements. WE HAVE NO QUARREL WITH THE HIPPIES. 

LEAVE THEM ALONE. Or—the BLACK PANTHER PARTY will 

deal with you!

“communism is a world-wide political organization 
advocating (among other things) absolute social and 
racial equality.” 

**John Rankin, representative from Mississippi, 
was the man responsible for making HUAC a 
permanent body and was the power behind it for 
many years. He once called Walter Winchell a 
“communistic little kike.” 

**John Wood, representative from Georgia, an 
ardent segregationalist, was chairman in the 1940's 
and early 1950's. He once said of the Ku Klux Klan, 
*The Klan is an old American tradition, like illegal 
whisky selling.” 

**Edwin Willis, representative from Louisiana, 
chairman since 1964, led the Southern opposition to 
the civil rights bill in Congress in 1964. 

**Joe Pool, recently deceased, representative from 
Texas, recently served as temporary chairman. He is 
remembered for many jewels of bigotry, including a 
vitriolic attack on the underground press. 

**Two northern chairmen included Rep. J. Parnell 
Thomas of New Jersey, who served two years in jail 
for conspiracy to defraud the government, and Rep. 
Harold Velde of Illinois, who opposed mobile library 
service in rural areas because “the basis of 
communism and socialistic influence is education of 
the people.” 

** Another HUAC chairman, Rep. Francis Walter, 
was involved in a project designed to show that black 
people are genetically inferior. 

Despite the fact that the function of a 
Congressional committee is to produce legislation 
HUAC has been respomsible for only one law during 
its 30 years of existence. Its single piece of legislation 
was the McCarran Act, which established a 
mechanism for labeling organizations subversive. 
HUAC has been used primarily „as an instrument of 
intimidation, as an informal black-listing set-up, 
particularly during the McCarthy era in the 1950's. 
And, until two years ago, when Rubin and crew 
refused to deal with it as legitimate, it seemed to do 
its job. In the past, those subpoenaed were bullied, 
pleading the Fifth, with their heads bowed. But, after 
the confrontation in August 1966, many thought 
HUAC had breathed its last; it had been made a 
laughing stock.

TURN ON 
WITH WALLACE 

GUERILLA THEATER FOR WALLACE 
(Editor's Note: The following story is written by 

an associate editor of the Kentucky Kernel and was 

first published by the College Press Service.) 

LEXINGTON, KY. (LNS) -- George Wallace, a 

man who has contributed greatly to the political 

polarization of this country, visited the University of 

Kentucky recently and was greeted by a complete 

reversal of the polar stereotype While eight 

straight-looking anti-Wallace pickets paraded and a 

number of neatly attired members of a campus action 

group passed out anti-Wallace leaflets, some 35 

scroungy bearded, beaded, sandaled, long-haired 

“hippies” (as they called themselves) demonstrated 

for nearly two hours in support of the former 
Alabama governor. 

Carrying placards reading “Turn on with Wallace,” 

“Keep America Beautiful, get a haircut!""Sock it to 
us, - George!” “America, Love it or Leave it!” 

“Hippies for Wallace,” and shouting®slogans like 

“Law and Order Now!” and “We're for Po-leece 

Power,” the group was curiously received. 
Some of the crowd of 10,000 who turned out to 

hear Wallace were able to perceive the tongues in the 

hippies? cheeks. But many were unable to cope with 
the reversal of stereotype. 

After watching the hippies parade for several 

minutes, one elderly woman asked uncertainly, 

“They ARE hippies, aren’t they?” 

Another said, “If someone like that is for Wallace, 

I don’t know if I’m supporting the right man or not.” 

Even Wallace was somewhat bewildered by the 

group when they gained his attention during his 
oratory. It was a typical Wallace speech, complete 

with catch-phrases, Wallace witticisms and emotional 

appeals to the working man. 
As the atmosphere grew tense, as the fervor spread 

in the crowd, the hippies came through to lighten the 

mood. They started to chant: “Sock it to 'em George, 

sock it to 'em George.” 
Wallace, thinking the shouts came from one of the 

usual groups of adversaries who attend his speeches, 

pulled out several patented retorts from his 
repertoire: “АП right, you're not goin' to get 

promoted to the second grade..you people don't 

know how many votes you get me each time you..." 

Then, pointing toward the group which was sitting 
high in the balcony he said, “You need a haircut," 
though he was too far away to see how correct he 
was. The. hippie group began chanting even louder -- 
“We want Wallace." 

Wallace hesitated, took а step backwards, 
approached the mike again and said, “Oh, I think 
they’re for us up there,” which brought wild applause 
from the group. The little man with the slock-backed 
hair had been goofed on and didn’t know it. 

Later at the airport, when asked about the hippies 
he said: “If they're for me, Га be glad to have them."

Seattle north of East Thomas and East 
Roy, plus Mercer and Bainbridge Islands). 
Judith who will be 25 this month, came to 
Seattle in 1966, was part of the Free 
University Steering Committee in its first 
year, was in on the beginning of HELIX, 
and of Draft Resistance-Seattle, has been 
and is active in SDS, serving as its faculty 
advisor too, as well as advisor for about five 
or six other campus groups. 

NO ALTERNATIVE 

Judith came to Seattle from New York, 
by way of Chicago and London. She 
started out, like many future New Leftists 
her age, in the civil rights and “Бап the 
bomb" movements. She says that as she 
worked and read, she came to realize that 
war and racism were not just accidental 
products of an otherwise attractive society, 
but bound up with clearly oppressive 
institutions. She feels that there is just NO 
alternative to building a radical 
movement-that liberalism cannot really 
cure America’s ills, end alienation and 
repression, end war, no matter how 
principled and sincere the liberals are. And, 
she adds, "many politicians who talk to 
liberals are not sincere-the war in Vietnam, 
the Cold War, are liberals wars, "for 
example, "In addition, liberalism tries to 
change things from the top down, by 
reforming with the advice of supposedly 
enlightened elites, like university 
professors. Real change which will make 
America liveable must come from the 
people.” 

DO YOUR OWN THING? 

We asked Judith whether she thought 
the Peace and Freedom Party might end up 
just as bureaucratic and anti-people as the 
two major parties. She said she thought 
however appealing “doing your own thing” 
might seem that the slogan was being used 
in a reactionary fashion, urging young 
people in particular to remain disunited. 
“Freeing your mind may be necessary to 
real freedom, but you can’t be free in an 
unfree society,” she stated firmly. “It is 
absurd to state that no one can bring you 
down if you are spiritually free--the power 
structure has many tools to do that.” She 
pointed out that she was not surprised that 
“Revolution” was played at the Humphrey 
rally, and noted that it was followed by the 
DOORS; “People everywhere want to be 
free...” “That song may seem 
anti-Humphrey, but remember that it 
contains the line “It's clear that it has to be 
done individually. The ultimate stroke of 
course is the use of “Do your own thing" 
to sell shoes (Thom McAnn). Still, we 
recognize the need not to take ourselves 
too seriously now-if only to remain sane.” 

IRRESPONSIBILITY? 

The Peace and Freedom Party has 
received a lot of publicity for its 
demonstrations at the Humphrey rally 
Saturday night, and has even been attacked 
publicly by Shirley Siegel, co-chairman of 
the New Party, for tending to discredit the 
"Responsible Opposition.” Judi th. had a 
few things to say about this, “First let us 
note that Free Speech is NOT at issue here. 
We are totally behind real free speech, of 
course. We did not keep the opposition 
from speaking, we simply made our 
presence felt" Аз Cal Winslow, the 
vice-presidential candidate pointed out on 
KOMO, we want to make it clear that the 

war in Vietnam cannot. be made to 
disappear until November 6th, that we will 
not forget Chicago, that we know that ‘law 
and order' is a code message for racism. We 
cannot take Humphrey’s defense of 
*democratic dialogue' seriously, when there 
has been no possibility of dialogue on 
important issues. The people are really 
quite powerless, and this powerlessness is 
covered. up with cries for “responsibility” 
which seems to mean any action which has 
no effect. It is because we are responsible 
that we must protest. It is absurd to talk 
about being rude to anyone responsible for 
the killing of Americans and Vietnamese in 
Vietnam, responsible for the beating of 
young people, delegates, and the press in 
Chicago, responsible for the conditions in 
our urban ghettoes.” 

“Let me emphasize, incidentally, that it 
is not the police who are the originators of 
the repression at home. They are only 
guilty of *doing their job.' The police are 
only the tools of the mild-mannered and 
not so mild-mannered politicians who are 
their bosses. Interestingly enough, Eldridge 
Cleaver, our presidential candidate, pointed 
this out in Soul on Ice. It is not that the 
police are innocent of ‘brutality’ but 
simply that they are not the real enemy.”

Judith urged everyone who wants to 
help on her campaign or learn more about 
the Peace and Freedom Party, to call her

Over the past few years alternative high 
School presses have sprung up апа 
disappeared. This year there is further 
development in this trend. There is a national 
news service specifically for these papers 
coming out of New York City.

ICI (Editor's Note: a warning: this reviewer directed 
AMERICA HURRAH last winter, and claims he is the last > 
person to review the Ensemble’s production objectively. In a Š . 
the spirit of subjectivity and irresponsible criticism, Helix 
publishes the following review.) 

AMERICA HURRAH is not a terribly good play, but it is (1 
the right play at the right time. In INTERVIEW, the first of ' 
three sketches, four plastic-masked interrogators examine the 
qualifications for existence of four applicants; then, each of 
the eight characters in turn discovers that hell is other people. 
In TV, three sexually entangled people have their lives 
transformed and finally taken over by the ghostly grey > 
people from the screen. In MOTEL, two huge vaguely * 
pornographic dolls move into and destroy a motel-room, a 
room which is also a human soul. 4 

None of {ће ideas ог technical devices іп the play аге new 
or even fresh; it succeeds, if it does succeed, by the degree to 
which the actors fill the sketched-in conventional frames with | 
their own feelings. To the extent that Van Itallie's play can jg 
stand on it's own, the Ensemble's performance is adequate; ^ p. : 
where the text must be supplemented by the director and 
actors it is a failure. 

The staging of the original off-off-Broadway production 
by Joseph Chaiken and Jacques Levy is followed slavishly. 
But this staging was valid for the original actors and directors; 
when it is aped without feeling, the result resembles a Mozart 
sonata played by a player piano, without the technical 
accomplishment. In the occasional original solutions of the 
play's problems, life suddenly enters. In particular, Eric 
Alexander, playing a defeated housepainter, lives his 
confusions and unhappiness vividly enough to be physically 
painful. Bill Woolf's adventurous single stage setting works 
for all three plays. 

In Interview, the marionette quality of imitation without 
understanding does little harm. It was, I believe, by far the 
best received by first-time viewers. TV is a different 
proposition entirely. The device of the real world and the TV 
world simultaneously existing on stage creates formidable 
technical problems, but also makes it even more important 
for the director to decide just what it is he is trying to 
communicate. At the Ensemble the actors are so preoccupied 
just with getting through the piece, like a child with the 
Minute Waltz, that all sense of theme is lost and the tension is 
that of wondering when the whole thing will fall apart. 

Motel, the most celebrated of the plays, fails 
entirely at the Ensemble, for many reasons. The theatre itself 
is the wrong shape. The dolls are half-hearted compounds of 
paper-mache and flesh-colored tights (the male doll even as 
he beats his chest in rut, constantly adjusted his slipping 
drawers into a more modest position). The music (“Fire” by 
Arthur Brown) is ill-chosen, the words of the motel-keeper 
are almost entirely incomprehensible, etc. etc. The fault, I 
repeat, is not basically in execution; it is the attempt to 
repeat someone else's vision. The director who can recapture 
another director's intention is rarer than the one who builds, 
however modestly, on his own foundations: the play and his 
understanding of it.

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All the political flattus you should need is spread across the accompanying 

pages. It says some important things I guess but it does not begin to say what I 

want to say - which is perhaps inevitable.

And the sleeping society has become disturbed and 

restless in its slumber. The dream has become a nightmare in which society 

cowers and shudders. It opens its eyes wide in fear and doubt and the nightmare 

passes. Then, always it slips back into a new dream. 

Our social reality is as real as any nightmare. 

War, misery, despair, the snarl of tyrants, real and aspiring, the weeping 

of starving children and frightened men and beneath it all the quickening pulse of 

the machinery of death - these are the midnight forms that prowl our dream.

society which has out grown its institutions, 
political and economic. Riots, wars, poverty 
etc. are not the problems, they are the 
symptoms of a deeper illness. 

The exploitation of foreign peoples, the 
oppression of those at home, the alienation of 
vast segments of the population and the 
disenfranchisement of the people from the 
political and economic processes which 
control them-These are not accidental 
phenomena. They are the inevitable products 
of obsolete institutions. 

Social systems, governments and 
industries, etc., are self aware in an almost 
organic way. Their prime concern is their own 
self preservation. They also possess only a 
limited flexibility. When social conditions 
change, partly as a result of the operation of 
these institutions, these same systems cannot 
adapt without becoming something radically 
different. Radical change is tantamount to 
death for institutions. 

As they approach extinction, institutions 
become reactionary апа ruthless. They 
become a burden on the society as a whole. 

It is the responsibility of the people to 
replace institutions which become irrelevant 
or destructive to society with new 
institutions. The process is called revolution 
and you can read all about it in the 
Declaration of Independence. 

Americas system of political and economic 
interrelationships must be replaced with new 
approaches if we are to survive as a society 
worth living in. 

Contrasted with the reality of Todays 
America, 1984 and Brave New World seem no 
longer the fantasies of pessimistic authors. 
They are the very credible future facing us

and our children if radical changes are not 
initiated immediately. 

Yes I’m scared about the future. If you 
aren’t you should be. 

If you are already concerned then join 
with the Peace and Freedom Party in 
meaningful action. 

I do not have all the answers to the 
situation we now confront, not even most, 
maybe none. That is for you to decide. No 
single, man or party can solve the problems 
which threaten America.

The right to live-needs no explanation or 
justification.

Students and Faculty control of the 

University. 
Rapid Transit-Freeways are not an answer 

to the problem of getting from point A to 
point B. 

Living Space-Communities are composed 
of people and people have to live somewhere. 
Available land is being gobbled up by office 
buildings which attract cars for which parking 
does not exist. Available housing is simply not 
available. Neither is space for new housing. 

Business-This district is unique in the 
diversity of its residents. Business should cater 
to the needs of these people. Small business 
and shops should be encouraged. 

Drugs-Marijuana must be legalized, it's less 
addictive than nicotine and less harmful than 
alcohol. The hard drugs must be controlled 
and their users treated, not imprisoned. Drug 
use is symptomatic not so much of personal 
weakness but of social weakness. 

The Ave-The “hippies” or what ever are 
human beings not stereotypes, they have the 
same rights as anyone else. They are not 
criminals, rather they are victims of an absurd 
society. 

This is your community, your society. If it 
becomes inhospitable to human life, alien and 
destructive, it will be your fault. 

If it is reconstituted and becomes a better 
place to live in for you and your children it 
will be your victory.
