Outside the Circles of Time by Kenneth Grant (London: Muller, 1980).

A soft murmuring voice heard faintly in the distance. A humming sound in
the background. In his restoration of the true order of time, Kenneth Grant has made it
possible for me to breathe. I cannot breathe except in a vortex of time. Until quite recently,
it was impossible for me to breathe at all. This is a magical statement, if you know where to
find the door to the inside. Vum Zaz Ool Vum.

The existence and experience of magical manikins is more essential to the

soul of the tsetse fly than any amount of words. When I encounter you/them in my psychotic

dream states, I make them come alive so that I.can become one of you/them. In fact, I dis-

. cover that I am one of you/them already. I am more brittle than you/they are, like an insect
I am having my world and my wings changed, I have to gruow new legs, wings, feelers. I never
age because like an insect I, as a manikin can always be rebuilt.

BOOK REVIEW COMMENTARY: Outside the Circles of Time, Kenneth Grant (London: Muller,
1980) pp. xii, 316.

I am writing this commentary as part of the total review of this new book by the Outer
Head of the 0..T. O. With the re-discovery of Atlantean psionics and the development of
contemporary modes for handling the structures of magical time, we enter what might be
called phase II of the Necronomicon Physics. Phase I had as its field the development of
a magico - psychological exploration of the N - energies within the context of the lab.
~ Now, we are seeing the diffusion of these energies through a networking continuum of
 temples, orders, and individual magicians. Kenneth Grant's contribution has been in part
- to give very supportive encouragement to this development.

In order to understand Maad's approach it is necessary to understand the unique approach
of the Finn mentality with its basis in a fusion of surrealism and psionics. Because of
this foundation of consciousness, the human limitations of the subject or the ego are

no longer significant. Rather it is the viewpoint of the archetypal and magical self,
which finds expression. In the case of Maad, it is her unique ability to find total
identification with the subtle levels of archaic life. Within this lifestream, she is
able to see the work of Kenneth Grant. She sees it not from the narrow limits of the
humanoid intellect (the negative and abstract intellect) but from the viewpoint of the
energy about which he is writing. This constitutes a unique approach and a degree of
total objectivity which is elsewhere impossible to find.

Because this review will be continued in future issues of INSTRUMENTUM, it is simply
necessary to point out that each section of the book under review represents a different
person or entity of consciousness. The book, therefore, is a magical machine and serves
as a magical helper, or collection of helpers. To read each chapter is literally to

lose one's selfhood in each chapter and to become by some Yuggothian transformation the
entity of each chapter. This is what Maad appears to have done as part of her magical
exploration. Her unique character and personal psychology have made this possible, for
the mind of the Finn is the essential shamanistic experience.

The existence of magical mannikins appears to be both a mystical genetic and a psycho -
analytic fact which leads to an extension of the energies from the stage of the Necro-
nomicon Physics phase II to the third phase of its manifestation, which can be best seen
as the materialisation of technocracies of living or psychoid obsession. These armies
composed of method - beings, or helpers, are projected outwards from the surreal powers
of the night and march upon the terrestrial surfaces of the brain. They constitute a
secret laborvatory for the invasion of the earth's zone by occultlycceil-like fields of
humanoid complexes. The cells being the simplexes or basic units, magical monads, and
strangely 'fixed ideas", which the magician generates at all times. These larvae are the
children, which Maad as the magician sees manifested. Maad the book reviewer then is
able to see them from the outside, which is really inside the circles of time. But she
has brought them to birth outside the circles of time, or within the field of her goddess
awvareness and activity.

These magical experiences are like the beads which constitute the subessence of the total
magical experience. When strung on a thread they become the sutra - self or essence of
the magician. At any point, the invasion from this zone may occur. Few will welcome it,
but those who do should have a copy of this book nearby. Then they will know what is to
be understood as possible. They will have realised the surreal selfhood of the soul,
which is outside the circles of time.

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Randomizing the English Alphabet '
for Oracular Use - by Fra, O.v.N.

After using the English Alphabet oracle of five 6-sided dice for
a number of years (see "1" Vol.I, No. 1IV), I have realized that there
is a definite flaw in the system. By using five 6-sided dice, one
does get a distribution of numbers between 5 and 30 which one can 2
relate to the 26 letters of the English alphabet, however, the distrib-:
ution is not linear, but is bell-shaped., i.e, the probability for a
particular number (or letter) to be rolled is not the same for each
number between 5 and 30. It is more probable that a 17 (M) or 18 (N)
to be rolled than it is for a 5 (A) or a 30 (Z) to be rolled.
Statistically, this is easily proven.

To overcome this problem, a method must be devised which totally
randomizes the possibilities so that there is an equal probability
for each number or letter to appear. Since there are 26 letters in
the English alphabet, and a 26~sided die is a structural impossibility,
the problem is not an easy one to solve, i.e, if there were only
say 20 letters in the alphabet, one could use a 20-sided die, which is
available.

In the system that I have devised, the problem is solved by using
two 10-sided dice, one 20-sided die and one 6-sided die., The two
10-sided dice are used initially to determine whether the number (letter
that is derived is within 1 and 20 or within 21 or 26, The two
10-sided dice are called percentile dice, for they randomize a
percentage (i.e. 1-100). Each of these two dice should be a different
color, one representing the 10's and one representing the 1's, 3y
rolling them together and reading them as indicated above, one can
determine a number representing a percentage. Now, the percentage of
times a number will be within the 1-20 range (i.e. in a total range of
1-26) would be approximately 77% and the percentage of times a number
will be within the 21-26 range would be app. 23%.

Therefore, one begins by rolling the percentile dice. TIf the
result is 1-77, roll a 20-sided die to determine the final number
between 1-20, Lf the percentile dice comes up 78-100, roll a 6-sided
die to determine the final number between 21-26 (i.e. 1-6)

Summary:
Step 1 - Foll percentile dice (i.e. two 10-sided)
If the result is 1-77 go to step 2A
If the result is 78-100 go to step 2B

Step 2A - Roll a 20-sided die - use result on table A
Step 2B - Roll a 6-sided die - use result on table B
