it is to compose the advance guard of civilization."

While the red man knew that the Earth Mother could

cradle all men to her fertile bosom, the white man's

revelation told him that '...the Indians must stand

aside or be overwhelmed by the ever-advancing tide of

emigration. The destiny of the aborigines is written

in characters not to be mistaken. The same inscrutable

Arbiter that decreed the downfall of Rome has pro-

nounced the doom of extinction upon the red men of
America.
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The white man ignored Chief Seattle's plea to be

just and deal kindly with his people.They laughed away

his admonition that the dead are not altogether power-

£ess. In an era of bloody madness that has been my-

thologized as glorious, the West was won and the Amer-

Indian nations were nearly decimated.

"For a mighty nation like us to be carrying on a

war with a few straggling nomads...is a spectacle most

humiliating,an injustice unparalleled,a national crime

most revolting, that must, sooner or later, bring down

upon us or our posterity the judgment of heaven, ''ob-

served a conscientious John B. Sanborn, who bore the

role of a peace commissioner with what dignity such a

ironic title might provide.

Does the fact that increasing numbers of white

Americans believe themselves to be haunted by Indian

spectres provide yet additional evidence of the rebirth

of AmerIndian medicine power?

Or are such phantoms the inevitable result of the

guilt that the collective unconscious of the United

States is experiencing as a more sensitive and aware

nation comes to grips with the question of whether we

are the posterity upon whom the Indian Wars and avari-

cious Manifest Destiny have brought down the judgment

04§ heaven?

A major portion of any traditional Indian's medi-

cine is his deep and abiding belief in personal con-

tact with the unseen world of his grandmothers and

grandfathers. His medicine tells him that this invis-

ible world is possible, that the dead and the living

depend upon one another in countless ways which fash-

ion and uphold the world.

Don Wanatee, a Mesquakie, told me: '"We have main-

tained the basic ways of our ancestors, so therefore

we are in direct contact with them every day.As a mat-

ter of fact, the beliefs that we practice today are

basically for them, because we believe that the dead

take care of the living, as the living take care of

the dead."

If the AmerIndian medicine people whom I have in-

terviewed during the past year are correct in their

interpretation of the signs [0f Indian astral contacts

and psychic phenomena] which have begun to proliferate

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OUR AMERNATIVE HERITAGE

There are two basic traditions inherent in native

American peoples which we should be cherishing by

holding up as lofty ideals and patterns and by putting

into practical application. Our future depends on it.

It concerns our past, present and future purpose for

being here on Earth in this Mark Age period and pro-

gram.

"The white people could learn a lot from the In-

dians. And if they don't they are doomed.' So teaches

one of today's most vigorous and experienced Mohawk

leaders, Ray Fadden of New York.

KARMA OF THE RACES

The prophecies of many religious scriptures -- Ju-
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daic, Christian, Hindu, Muslim and of native peoples

everywhere on the planet -- indicate that if each seg-

ment or racial pattern of man does not unite, does not

share and does not exchange the best that is inherited

and perpetuated in each one of them during these lat-

ter days -- or, as the AmerIndians call it, purifica-

tion time -- then all on Earth will be doomed.

The higher plane plan and interaction of the red

and white races were revealed through Nada-Yolanda,

primary prophetess and channel for Mark-Age, in Febru-

ary 1962 while in the Southwest. This spiritual in-

tunement regarding our native peoples and the invading

European conquerers was published in her spiritual di-

ary, Volume Four of Into The Fourth Dimension, and

again in Volume Two of New JerUSAlem.

"In spite of the numenous mistakes and misdeeds of

the conquenens and pioneens of 2this continent, <the

Christians symbolized a divine plan to reintroduce the

Christ Light, to nebalance the nrace that then was in

change o4 guanding this Land; which i8 a holy Land, an
oasis gon trwuth and greedom, a promised Land."

BALANCING OUR KARMA

Obviously a balance must be achieved from out of
the many errors created on all sides in the past sev-

eral hundred years. Therefore, the Hierarchal Board,

or spiritual government of our solar system on the

etheric planes, inspired a definitive and gradually

progressive plan to be initiated.

Through two of the Hierarchy's agents on Earth,

Nada-Yolanda and E1 Morya-Mark, co-directors of the

Mark-Age unit, the Hierarchy guided and instructed a
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hieronic energy exchange to bring about a new set of

vows and dedications between those Indian astral

forces, with their centuries of spiritual insight and

activities, and those Earth plane light workers in the

U.S.A. who presently are incarnated in order to anchor

the new JerUSAlem for the New Age.

During Mark's and Yolanda's cross-country trip in

June 1971 they were given decrees, visualizations and

projections of spiritual hieronic energies to cleanse

and to prepare all peoples in the U.S.A. for greater

work along new paths in a common and united goal. This

activity is fully detailed, as part of the Linking Of

Lights series, in its Volume Six, "A New Path With The

AmerIndians."

Black Cloud,head of the spiritual Indian forces on

the astral planes, made the following pledge to the

externalized Hierarchy on Earth,while Yolanda and Mark

were participating in a ceremony at the foot of the

Sandia Mountains in Albuquerque, New Mexico.

"1Z has taken approximately nine yearns to prepare
these (Indian astral) people, these forces, the under-

standings, the councils and the various factions,since

the coming togethen of this New Age plan and program.

These powerns and authornities 50 convened will wonrk

unifiedly now for an overall spirnitual plan....These

people will Look now only forn the will of +Lthe Great

Spinit instead of trying to collect those debts which

were incuwwred because of the conquest of these peoples

and thein Lands."

IMMEDIATE VERIFICATIONS

Physical manifestations of this inner plane work

began to be obvious immediately. Verifications of it

appeared in speeches,demonstrations,Congressional acts

in both Canada and the U.S.A., plans to restudy and to

reshape the Bureau of Indian Affairs, as well as in a

generally new and popular understanding of our native

Americans by other ethnic groups.

Within a month of Chief Black Cloud's unification

of all spiritual Indian forces on the astral planes

surrounding the Earth, leaders of the Hopi Indian Na-

tion in Arizona responded to his inner plane direc-

iv



tions. At Hotevilla,one of the most traditional of the

Hopi villages, a leader, David Monongye,called a meet-

ing of the tribal elders in the kiva, an underground

chamber used for ceremonial purposes.

Here was stated emphatically and clearly why the

Hopi people are on this land (and on this planet, for

that matter) and why there must be established a bet-

ter balance and understanding in our mutual use of our

Earth's natural forces. In this way the Hopis again

reemphasized their traditional stand that all peoples

have a great heritage to gain from our native

Americans.

When fifteen elders, ranging from fifty tc ninety

years, were assembled along the wooden benches in the

kiva, John Lansa stood and began to speak in the Hopi

language, which later was translated into English by

Thomas Banyacya, the official interpreter of the tra-

ditional or orthodox Hopi peoples.

"What the white man calls mother nature is every-

thing important to the Hopis. It is the land, all liv-

ing things, the water, the trees, the rocks. It is

everything. It is the force or the power that comes

from these things that keeps the world together.

"We sit here in the kiva, which is the womb in the

earth. This kiva is our church and our school. Here in

the kiva is where our leaders work. In here we have

our ceremonials, here in the earth so that nature will

work in harmony with people. When we have ceremonials,

this keeps the natural forces together.

"A-long time ago,many generations before the white

men came, the Great Spirit came to this place. He was

the first one to come here. The Hopis asked permission

from Him to come and live here. The Great Spirit told

the Hopis they could live here but they would have to

follow the rules and live according to His teachings.

The Hopis said they would and asked the Great Spirit

to be their leader. The Great Spirit said that the

Hopis had to have their own leaders.

"The Great Spirit told the Hopis that this place

here is the spiritual center of this land. This is the

most sacred place, right here in this mesa. This is

where the Hopis must pray. They must pray for all

things on this continent, because this is the spiritu-
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al center. The Hopis pray for balance so that all

things will be well and healthy....

"Our prayers go in all directions for everything

so that there will be balance. We are not to use the

earth in a way that is destructive....Hopi means peace.

You cannot upset the balance of things. The white men

don't understand this.When they burn the coal it fills

the sky with poison gases. This will hurt the growing

things. They are polluting the watershed. All of this

will make upheaval.

HOPI PROPHECIES

"The Hopi prophecies are drawn on a rock on Black

Mesa. The prophecy says that there will come a time of

much destruction. Thig is the time. The prophecy says

there will be paths in the sky. The paths are air-

planes. There will be cobwebs in the air.These are the

power lines. Great ashes will be dumped on cities and

there will be destruction. These are the atom bombs

America dropped on Hiroshima.

"The prophecy says men will 'travel to the moon and

stars and this will cause disruption and the time of

great purification will be very near. It is bad that

spacemen brought things back from the moon....

"The Great Spirit says in the prophecy that man

will not go any further when he builds a city in the

sky. People are planning to build a space station.When

that happens the great purification will come next....

"The Hopis are to try and tell all peoples how to

live, and then each person will decide if he will be

a good person or a bad person.The bad people (Kahopis)

will be destroyed. Many of them will die of fright. It

will really be very bad at the time of the great puri-

fication."

ASTRALS TO RELEASE EARTH DEBTS

The war of Armageddon,which is synonymous with the

latter days, is fought mostly on the emotional and

mental planes. The astrals who remember their Earth

plane lives often influence and impress their progeny

with the hardships, conflicts, hatreds, and prejudices
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they had suffered when embodied upon the Earth and

which were imposed on their following generations.

Therefore, Chief Black Cloud's role as the ruler

of all spiritual Indian astral forces is of extreme

importance as we coordinate all planes and dimensions

of man's existence in our solar system. For, as the

Earth and all life forms upon it go into a higher fre-

quency or consciousness (termed the fourth dimension

by the Hierarchy through the Mark-Age channelings), it

is absolutely necessary that all mankind ( defined by

the Hierarchy as the Son of God) be united,coordinated

in mind, and cooperative in attitude and actions.

You

know not all the simple choices that come at 2zhis

gnreat moment. But know 4in your hearts zthat those

choices which you make are part of the one great plan
go@ all things, equally good, equally night, -equally

"You will know of what we speak,in the propen time

and place. You will give of youwrself Zoially, because
in giving of younself you become part of the new Life
and open the new paths we all shall walk as one 4in
unity and brotherhood. Regardless of the foam,we still
are of the Life and the Light. Regarndless of form, we
are alive in the gnreat spirnitual adventure in the path
we weave togethen as brotherns and sistens.

"Therefore we are in the Spirnit Father and Mother
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God. Togethen we shall make known the decree of this

wisdom and this will, and shall bring it to pass when

it 48 the time. Together we exchange what Little i 4in

each one of us,for the greater good of the whole,which
48 the pathway that Leads back to the heavenly grace

and the place of onrigin, owr Sonship, our Son ALight,

our Son-making mastery. ,

"Life 48 Light. Light is everywhere, within and
without. Look to the Light. See and hear the truth....

Nothing 4is amiss, for everything is Zzogether 4in the

one Great Spinit...."

COMPLETING ASTRAL COORDINATION

Black Cloud's pledge and coordination efforts were

completed a year and a half later. On Thanksgiving Day,

November 23, 1972, he contacted Nada-Yolanda during a

meditation, with these thoughts:

"Let us collapse time and capsule all events, mak-

ing this day as though it were the §inst thwe Thanks-

giving Day. Our Indian astral forces are in agreement

and united that we should begin anew in '72. Starting

grom now, we will work in thwe spinitual hawmony and

brotherhood, as we intended and trnied to do on that

st feast day more than three hundred years ago.

"Let us erase the kawma that exists, burnying our

grievances, oun mistakes and our misunderstandings of

one anothen through £Love and cooperation. Let us go
gorward grom this day omwarnd giving thanks to the Great

Spinit, sharning together the harvest of all our Labonrs

as true sistens and brothens of the One, our Fathen-

Mother God."

MORE PROPHECIES UNFOLD"

During this same Thanksgiving cycle and these rev-

elations through Yolanda, MAIN magazine received the

following information and spiritual interpretations

from a well-known AmerNative writer, lecturer and New

Age light worker, Lightfoot Talking Eagle of Mahanoy

City, Pennsylvania. He wrote ( inserts in parenthesis

are by Mark-Age):

"According to the solar-lunar calendar of the
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universe of the Ancients of Ancients of the Americas,

beginning at sunrise on February 5, 1973 we will begin

walking in the twelfth year of the Cycle of Peace

Eternal, Time of the Voice of the Turtle (high sun

priest, guide and teacher of the great law), Age of

Mother Earth, Women and Youths (Virgo), of the New

Kingdom of the Sun ( New JerUSAlem). This is the dawn

of the great Golden One's golden age of peace, broth-

erhood and plenty for all.

"The great Golden One is from the all-seeing Eye,

a high spirit manifesting in the form of Earthling man,

sent to the holy and sacred land millenia before the

glacial age to teach Earthling man of the Great Spirit

and Mother Earth, also how to live together as broth-

ers in peace and harmony.

"The great Golden One is the voice of the Voice of

creation, manifesting in human flesh and blood form to

the elect and chosen, the golden eagle people. He is

known as the great Golden One because his countenance,

body and raiment radiate a brilliant golden light.

"According to the promise and prophecy, the great

Golden One shall return to teach peace, brotherhood

and plenty for all people.He again walks the Americas,

revealing and manifesting himself to those to whom it

is given to know, to see and to hear."

EVOLUTION OF MAN

In words and thoughts that are similar to the chan-

nelings through Nada-Yolanda in the Mark-Age textbook,

Evolution 04 Man: 206 MilLion Yeans On Eanth, Light-

foot Talking Eagle explains the spiritual legends,

teachings and history of our native American peoples.

"This hemisphere was known to the pre-Columbian

natives as the Majestic Great Spirit's Heavenly Sacred

Land. Eden. So, the primordial native races are sons

and daughters or children of Eden.

"One large area of this was known as Kwaah-tah-hah-
sah-Lah-mah, the Majestic Great Spirit's Holy Forest

Temple of Light. It is where the sacred Voice of crea-

tion communed with the children of the forest and

plains and deserts, and still talks with the children

whose ears are open to the Voice.
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"Before the coming of the white man and the black

man to the holy and sacred land, now called the Ameri-

cas, a number of races walked on the bosom of Mother

Earth here. The first race, the 0o-tah'ns, also known
as Kwaah-tah-hah-mah-mee-aah'ns after the Great Spirit

had designated the name of the land, were given earth

bodies and sent to Earth by the Creator to prepare the

Earth to be the Mother of Earthling man. They also as-

sisted in the creation of Earthling man. Brief refer-

ence is made to this in the Judaic scripture, Book 0f

Genesdis, 1:26 and 6:1-4.

"The giants are called Yuh-dush-guh in the ancient

earth-and-sky language of the primordial AmerNatives.

: In the writings of Lightfoot Talking Eagle is some

corresponding data about the Sun Temples of the an-

cient civilizations.

"Many of the master teachers in the seven houses
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of the temple of the sun kingdom on Mother Earth are

sky garden brothers in spirit, power, force and ele-

mental form.

"Other master teachers manifest in mortal flesh

and blood form in the Grand Temple of the Sun, the

Great Temple of the Sun and the Little Temple of the

Sun....Brief reference is made to the house and the

spirit of truth in the Christian Greek scriptures,

Book of John, 14: 2 and 17.

"The great law -- wherein among others is found

the law of peace, is found the revealed law, the holy

scriptures of ancient pre-Columbian AmerNatives —— is

inscribed on the stars and on stone on Earth. Some of

the great law is revealed to Earthling man in the 04&d

Testament and New Testament, the Egyptian Book of the

Dead, Oahspe and Dead Sea Scrolls.

HOLY AND UNHOLY SPIRITS

In further accord with the efforts of Chief Black

Cloud and Indian astrals in conscious coordination

with the 1light workers on Earth, are the following

AmerNative statements:

"Light, in the way it is used and interpreted by

the ancients, is the ability to see and to recognize

the spiritual and the material,the seen and the unseen

in all creation; and is the wisdom to interpret and to

apply the great law of the kingdom of the Spirit.

"Thus there are holy lights and there are unholy

evil lights. Man must develop the ability to distin-

guish between holy and unholy light."

The unholy lights referred to, as Mark-Age 1light

workers understand it, are the lower astral beings who

are filled with negativity and -nonspiritual ideas and

goals. These are the ones the Indian astrals, through

Black Cloud, are helping to be transmuted and to be

raised into the light.

"From out of the holy and sacred land and Mother

Earth, now called the Americas, came the master teach-

ers of the great law to teach the world's people about

the Great Spirit, the spirit of Mother Earth,the great

law, and how to live together as brothers in peace and

harmony.
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MARK AGE PERIOD & PROGRAM

"The appointed time has arrived when the basics of

true civilization must again circle the Earth and be

taught to the world's people.

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MEDICINE MIE N 'S EMAGICY

Among the American Indians, the truly successful

medicine man uses a seemingly hypnotic stimulus con-

sciously directed at the seven major physical glands

(or psychic centers) by exciting the activity of the

five senses. By carefully controlling the balance of

the body and mind, with the judicial use of the four

primary elements and the three kingdoms (physical,

mental, spiritual), and the application of a stimu-

lating environment of sound, sight, smell, taste and

feeling, he guides all the materials, elements and

forces of the body, mind and soul of the patient to-

ward healing.

It goes without saying that the older the medi-

cine man the greater should be his esteem and pres-

tige, if he has been proven successful in his past

performances. The wisdom of the ages is at his dis-

posal in both the physical as well as the spiritual

worlds, for he already has arrived at his own psychic

centers, and understands the infinite inter-play of

cosmic forces in body and mind.

The picturesque sandpainting first enchants the

gense of sight, with the mineral, vegetable and ani-

mal kingdoms represented in the painting. This symbol-

ism, as well as the sequence that follows, is often

adhered to even among the non-sandpainting tribes.

Therefore, the ritual of the prayerful 'sing" or

""chant" in all tribes has an affinity to the rhythm

of a primitive lullaby, awakening an ancient reverie

of the long ago through the sense of hearing.
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The patient helps to paint with sand, if he is

able, but finally sits in the center of the sandpaint-

ing, or equivalent symbolism. In some tribes the cho-

sen spot is a ceremonial blanket, or holy ground. Feath-

ers, usually eagle, are most effectively and dramati-

cally used by the medicine man, who, from time to time,

gently touches the patient for the physiological as

well as psychological impact, taking him by surprise

with this soft eerie contact to arouse the gense of

touch.

Sweet smelling herbs are ceremoniously placed in

the sacred fire, where the smoking incense intensifies

the awareness of the sense of smell. And deep within

the lungs the air carries the fragrant message to ev-

ery living cell.

Carefully prepared teas made from spring water,or

melting snows are given, or herbs, jimson weed, peyo-

te, mushrooms or whatever the medicine man deems nec-

essary to activate the semse of taste. All is done in

accordance with tradition, location and time of year,

depending on the particular tribal custom. The ulti-

mate purpose is that not a single creation of the Great

Spirit is left without being duly recordedand acknowl-

edged with utmost reverence and devotion. The full

power of the mystical rhythm of such a ceremony is

felt by all sincere initiates, who entertain no doubt

as to the final esoteric impact.

This type of ancient hypnotherapy has yet to pro-

duce a negative side effect, for its cadences are

based on the attributes of the positive-negative equa-

nimity or balance of the mystagogue conducting the sa-

cred ceremony.

During the ceremony the patient becomes the apex

of the whole cosmos; and amidst the outpouring of lov-

ing attention, he becomes the center of the circle of

prayer, the object of adoration at the sacred altar of

creation. He is, thereby, made whole again, for it is

done unto him as he believes....Another key from the

Indian medicine man's "magic cures."

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SACRED LAND RETURNED

With so much imbalance and inharmony between the

established governments and the displaced AmerNatives,

it is a ray of hope and a sign of progress to learnof

any wrong that is righted.

Through an error in a 1907 survey, fourteen Yakima

tribes in the state of Washington were denied access

to their sacred lands, including the peak of Mt.Adams,

known as pahto (the place of life and the place where

the spirit returns when life is over).

During the summer of 1972, five hundred tribes

gathered in a ceremony with Washington Governor Dan

Evans to celebrate the return of 21,000 acres of sa-

cred land to the Yakima Nation.

THEOLOGIANS PRAISE

INDIAN RELIGION

At the First International Congress of Learned

Societies in the Field of Religion -- a five-day con-

ference that drew 3,000 participants from the United

States, Canada, Europe and the Far East -- our North

American Indian religion was singled out by two theo-

logians who said their ecological and spiritual wis-

dom could teach lessons to modern man.

Ake Hultkrantz of the University of Stockholm de-

clared: "The modern concern with ecological problems

invites us to a closer observation of the Indians on

the religio-ecological level. The harmonious combina-

tion of nature and religion that they have achieved

impresses every outsider. They evince in their way of

living and in their religion that human beings have
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to live with nature and not against it, as is the case

in our modern technology."

J.W.E. Newbery of the University of Sudbury in On-

tario, Canada added, "The Indian is ... not a pagan or

an idolator, but knows the divine Spirit is every-

where." When the white man came to this hemisphere,

the Indians' sense of nature was so sensitive that "to

cut a tree, or kill an animal, was not an act to be

undertaken carelessly." We need to return to this

sense of balance and sanity.

MERGING - OF TWO RELIGIONS

Rev. John S. Hascall is an Ojibwa and a priest in

the American Roman Catholic Church. When he says mass

it is in a tepee combining Christian rituals with a

revival of native religious traditions.

In late summer of 1972 Father Hascall and more

than six hundred other Indians of similar persuasion

gathered on the Stoney Indian Reserve in the foothills

of the Canadian Rockies for the third annual Indian

Ecumenical Conference. This was organized by the Nish-

nawbe Institute, an educational and cultural center

in Toronto, and was financed by the Anglican Church

of Canada, the United Church of Canada and the W.Cle-

ment Stone Foundation of Chicago.

Among the delegates from dozens of tribal nations

in the U.S. and Canada were ordained clergymen, medi-

cine men, Indian doctors and lay persons.

"Our people are beginning to realize that we have

a religious faith that is as good as any other," spoke

John Snow, a chief of the Stoney people. "After many

years of seeing it condemned as pagan, and accepting

such judgments ourselves, we are ready again to take

pride in it."

Indian religious practices vary widely from tribe

to tribe, but spiritual leaders agree that all share

certain common elements. Among these is the belief in

a Creative Force or Great Spirit, reverence for other

people's beliefs and respect for one's neighbors and

the natural world.

Indian religions place emphasis on dreams and vi-

sions as means of receiving religious insight. They
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are closely linked to "Indian medicine," a term that

embodies both prayer as a power and the curative nat-

ural elements such as in herbs and roots. They do not

separate their sacred and secular realms.

"For us, everything is sacred," said Wawashkesh,

consultant to the Nishnawbe Institute. "We are insep-

arable from earth and the universe."

YOUTH RENEW PR1DE IN PAST

The True American Native Students (TANS) are help-

ing young AmerIndians to understand and to preserve

their culture, their native tongues, their tribal re-

ligions.

An eighteen-year-old high school senior, Gordon

Regguinti, half Chippewa, summed it up at the National

Congress of American Indians (NCAI) in Minneapolis

this autumn: "We've got to get the education from the

white man. We've got to learn his politics, his laws.

We've got to to keep our Indianness in our religion.

We've got to live in both worlds."

INDIAN WEDICIHENE

A small segment of established medical men is be-

ginning to recognize that in order to heal a person

completely he cannot be separated from his culture and

traditions.

Currently pending before the National Institute of

Medical Health is a request for a $60,000 grant that

would pay for sending troubled AmerIndians to their

tribal medicine men.

In explaining this, Howard E. Tommie, 32-year-old

president of the Tribal Council of Florida Seminoles,

said: "In the culture clash that is evident among In-

dians today, a certain amount of preserving our iden-

tity has got to come from us.

"Most Indians...think Indian medicine is not some-

thing to get completely away from. Evaluation by a

psychiatrist is fine, but the Indian Board and those

who have to do with today's programs have indicated

that some sort of treatment should also come from our

own people." (See Healing Haven section for medicine-

men methods, pages 18 and 19 in this issue.)
