Bro. Thom Metzger, editor of the Rochester, NY "Burnt-
over District" edition of the MOORISH SCIENCE MONITOR,
has published a book, Drowning in Fire (Signet), which

might be called the first Moorish Orthodox Horror Naovel.
Set near the New Jersey Pine Barrens, the story features
"tri-racial isolate" drop-out protagonists loosely based
on the "Jukes and Kallikaks" oppressed by the racist
Eugenics movement of the 1920s. The real history in the
novel is actually more horrifying than. the fiction; the
author's sympathies lie clearly with the swamp'denizens
and their Egyptian Hoodoo cult, rather than with the doc-
tors, politicians, lawyers and other daytime types who
usually supply the hero-class in such fantasies. Ignore

- the pulp-schlock cover art & blurb. This is hot gospel.
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Bro. Peter Lamborn Wilson has finished a greatly expanded
version of the article on Moorish Science Temple history
which originally abpeared in GNOSIS magazine as "Shoot-

out At The Circle Seven Koran". Enlarged from 12 to 50
typed pages & now titled "Lost/Found Moorish Timélines in
the Wilderness of North America", and will appearfas Chap--
ter I of the author's forthcoming book, Sacred Drift;
Essays on the Margins of Islam (City Lights Books, San

Francisco, Spring 1993, inshallah). Major additions to
the text include a complete analysis of the sources of tﬁe
CIRCLE SEVEN KORAN; extensive coverage of. the Mobrish
murder trial (from 1920s Chicago newspaper); numerous
facts and opinions from correspondents writing in response
to the GNOSIS article, especially on MST history after the
death of Noble Drew Ali. As it stands now the article 'in-
cludes more information on the MST than any other single
source known to us. Sacred Drift will boast cover art by
present MSM editor, Harpo ben Ishmael (Koehnline)-Bey, &
is dedicated to the brothers and sisters of the MOC. PLW
recently read the essay on our radio show, "THe Moorish

Orthodox Radio Crusade" on WBAI-Pacifica in New York.

If we take as given, the assumption that

otherground media is the element of noise in
big brother media’s stream of information &
that such noise introduced to a system
provokes changes & distortions: & that the
accumulation & collectivization of these cells
of noise will slowly erode the.consensus quo.
Then, isolated individual information cells will
eventually snowball into a global information
avalanche. If sides are drawn & there is an us-
media & a them-media, then each is a
metaphor for the other. If ambiguity is
pervasive then Lhe combined spectacle is
theatricalized. Being such inefficient human
animals we can only hold our breath
underwater (read underground) for so long. wWe
cannot expect to seize the media from the
deep dark recesses of the underworld. We
must inhabit the media with a polymorphic &
long-lived presence.

In the dreamtime of the hypercuiture, there can
be no single llne of thought, no immanent
thread of actlon but a simullaneous enlivening
of all networker cells & Lhe suggestion of
unlimited possibilities. In a state of oppression
Lthe dream is an escapist relapse bul once the

Hyperkulture has a unique

motive for activity has expanded into the
unthinkable on its own accord. in its own Ume
& power., a vision of hyperculture will appear
that doesn’t appear so chaotic & fragmented.
Instantaneous access to the growth of
information. Cassette, computer, copier,
fax, telephone, radio. cable TV. satellite.
tourism, festivals. Already cheap technology
access to the electronic smorgasbord is widely
available in western countries. Just as the
corporate information machine can
manufacture influence over us, we can register
our opposition by publishing images. data &
sound, by dragging the monolith down &
replacing it with ten thousand different &
contradictory realities.

view, it regards all forms of marginalized
dissent & experimentation as PURE NOISE. &
gonsequently non-processed information has
no value or use. (Or so they thinkl) There are
lhose whom argue that It doesn’t matter how
radical or “noisy” the medla; it will nonetheless
be coopted by the mainstream as mere
curiosities & eccentriclties. This may be true in
the short term but most of the undermedia
lives on. If fact, because those on the
periphery are perennially ignored, the culture of
olherness has unlimited territory in which to
evolve (or mutate) in isolation. Not an isolation
of removal & quarantine but a high-powered
isolation in the midst of the barrage. In the eye
of the hurricane.

The ability to accept and understand noise as
untapped resource will enable all hypermauts to
install the mechanism which will eventually
replace the genericized 2-dimensional view of
information & events. It Is a mistake to target



the mainstream for seizure & overthrow when it
has become painfully obvious that the
imperlalistic mentality which constructed the
prevailing Iinformation conglomerate also
planted the seeds for its entropy & eventual
destruction. It cannot & will not be able Lo
contain the natural diversity of the globe.

There are several relevant axioms perpetuated
by permaculturalist Bill Mollison. “The problem
is the solution.” / “Make the least change for
the greatest possible effect.” / “The yield of a
system Is theoretically unlimited. The only limit
on the number of uses of a resource possible
within a system Is In the limit of information
and the Imagination of the designer.” /
“Everything gardens, or has an effect on its
environment.” / “Work with nature,...so that we
assist rather than Impede natural
developments.”

According to the Qalan hypothesis the earth is
a self-regulating organism. Can the same be
said of information? Does it lead a life of its
own or is it merely a disposable by-product of
Cculture? If we continue the analogy of
agriculture, can the information glut be
composted & recycled? Wait a minutel For
centuries artists scientists & inventors have
been reusing the detritus of society for their
own benefit. Further, by maintaining a
consciousness of Infinite hypertextual links
between all information. the fragmentation &
oppression of our daily lives can be reordered
into a meaningful globally oriented lifestyle.

In the dreamtime of the hyperkulture,
milleniums pass without the continual division
of action into specialization & virtuallstic ego-
play. In some traditional African cultures there
is no separate word for music, dance &
planting. The Impulse to fragment the radical
medla / information Interface by terminology Is
certain deevolution.

drop-out drop-outs Qurus drove
themselves or their disciples crazy, free love
got out of hand, & communities fell apart.
Knotted hearts returned to the clties to start
over while jobs. entertainment, & convenience
lured others back.

stayed and staid Those who stuck it out
continue along quietly, familles unto
themselves, happy & healthy, & a few of the
original communes stlll exist. But the 60°s
suspiclon of technology still clings to
& a lot of these people, reinforcing
e, thelr
&30 cultural
isolation.

inside out Some %
of us who grew up on ==

The hipples who retumed to the citles to affect
change from the Inside set the sensible &
responsible approach of 70°s & 80°s dlssidents.
But there. is some evidence that the political
changes Incurred by these drop-out drop- outs
are equalled by cultural conformities they
subtly adopted. Some of these activists put
more energy Into their politics than into their
cultural advancement. Maybe their diet
remained progressive. but they listened to the
same music they liked In the 60°s. kept the
same art on the wall, read the same mags!,
sent their kids to public school, & some still
refused to use computers or wear make-up.
Surrounded by concrete civilization, some lost
site of the crucial connection to the earth.




trend bending The punks dropped out
without leaving the city, but urban stances
quickly become stylized, & punks became
blind to their own conformity. But trendiness is
a vehicle of cultural information exchange: the
word fanzine was coined, hairstyle inferred
lifestyle, 8¢ music (noise) led the parade. The

-~underground-2 experimediasts are the punks
of the cultural revolution. It has become trendy
to do mail art, own your own four-track cassette
recorder, hang out at the local kinkos
publishing a mag. read Factsheet Five. And
rightly so. These things have facilitated “the
liberation of public space” (an Immediast
principle). ¢

soft weaponry Magazines, libraries.
performance stages. computer networks, the
mail — these places are the vehicles of cultural
Informatlon exchange which the experimedia

underground (“the undermedia”) employs for
its own purposes.. The dominant culture ls
continually creating & perfecting tools which
the altemative culture quickly co-opts. This is
downright subversive, & is the kind of “non-
violent public Insurgence” advocated by the
Immedliast Underground. HNearly unlimited
possibilities for appropriate subversion lie in
the potential for use of these public tools. As
information technology becomes more
accessible. this potential has no choice but to
be tappecl deeper & deeper until the flow of
alternative culture & politics can perhaps
overrun the dominant culture. Added to
influence "from the inside” — artists employed
in the advertising & fashion worlds, former
radicals now on city councils. progressive
teachers in the public schools, etc.. — the
products & actlivities of the undermedia are so
exposed aboveground nowadays that the
dominant culture is begin affected from the
outside as well.

imaginary dissidence Those of us who
celebrate the radical potential of the new
technology must nonetheless keep In mind Its
negatlve consequences: the toxiclty involved In
its production. the environmental & biological
effects of Its use, the ways in which the
government, blil collectors, & other members
of Big Brother's family use that technology to
keep tabs on & control cltizens, etc. Further,
we must realize that the undermedia hasn’t
-seized” these public spaces, for they are
equally If not more accesslble to capitalist
culture. which in most cases owns & operates
them. Too, there's the economic imbalance Iin
the access to modern tools. We can-t all afford
a color computer, a decent scanqgfy a laser
printer, or the phone bills of amodem.

But the dominant milleu Is suffocating: urban
dissidents can’t even see the ways in which
they have had to adapt various ~“civilized~
stances. attitudes, & behaviors as protection
against mental & physical pollution.

The country - certainly provides enough
dominant reality to rebel against. if one still
feels that urge: The parts of the machine are
everywhere there is electricity or stores: tv,
radio, public schools, advertising, & just about
all commerclal products reach rural people all
loo easily. But life takes on a calmer pace & a
more wholesome flavor once outside the city:
the dominant reality might not even bother you
as much. You might find vourself spending

more enerqy in creating your own reality than In
destroving the status quol Qranted. in the
country there are new hardships. lonelinesses.
agricultural pollution. redneck attitudes...but
there’s a difference between bad dreams &
nightmares, a dlifference you have to
experience. The minute one leaves the urban

environment & hits the country, an alternate
perspective becomes apparent. Somehow the
even the difficultles are saner, easler to deal
with. There is less to filter out. fewer lrreieyant
tangents to get stuck following. The
relationship to land Is more solid. permanent,
practical. Simply by:.growing some of your own
food, you get healthiey; more grounded.

“After Tourism Comes the
Hyperkulture Village” With the postal
system & electronic media added to the use of
local libraries & city trips as potential vehicles
for Information exchange. city drop-outs
needn’t be hicks anymore — we can bring
much of the advantage of city life Into the
country with us. The village model proviles a
compromise to the city vs. country debate. The
diversity of lifestyle that you find in the cily can
exist In a place which Is nonetheless small
enough to provide the support & other
advantages of a small community. Familles,
friends, or Indlviduals can set up separate
homesteads for themselves: thus vegetarians
don’t have to live with meat eatzrs. lesblans
can keep their womynspace uncontaminated. &
slobs can leave their own dishes unwashed
while neatniks straighten up & organize their
own matter. - ’

Al the same time. villagé resources can be
shared — tools. bulldings. machinery, vehicles,
& knowledge. And raw spaces, with a
collective dedication of time & labor, can be
formed into meeting places, cottage Industries.
cultural centers, art studios, woodshops.
gymnasiums. dance floors. recording studios, .
computer labs. Of course thils:
sharing will require cooperation \
via meetings. decision making. <§
& other forms of responsible
intercommunication.

rural artifacture  Creatlvity is required in
the country, but not so that you stand out
among 500 other artists in your neighborhood:
the urban Inspirations of competition &
recognition are replaced by the edge of survival
itself. Actually, Ingenuity Is what’s required:
creatlvity plus skill. Country people generally
fix their own plumbing. roofs, & cars. raise
their own meat & vegetables, etc. Theyre more
tied to their own survival, rather than depen-
dent on someone or something else to get
them thru. Poverty breeds ingenuity for artists
& country folk alike, & the Ingenuity in the
country is fantasticially admirable.

Ruralists approach daily problem solving with
an open mind, open eyes & ears, & the
Intuition of a dowser. Any object, new, old.
found, recycled. broken, unidentified is a
potential resource, & thru a network of friends,
relatives, & neighbors, nearly any kind of
informed advice or referral can be found. If it
can’t, you leam how to do or make it yourself.
Similarly, the hypermedia(rti)st with an idea to
express or an image to manifest. places before
her an unlimited pallet of forms & approaches,
sometimes settling on a hybrid or invented
solution. Where logic fails, intuition &
improvisation take over for country linkerer &
hypermediast alike.

Resources & materials for creative hypermedia
expression exist anywhere one has the eyes to
look. For those of us who get ideas & receive
images from our materials, nature’s market has
infinite wares. Not only are these sources
usually free, but if you're set. up right. they
replenish themselvesl Mother Earth’s energy
renewal process Is tireless. In fact. with proper
nurturing, she will give the rural hypermediast
SO much to work with that an art supply store
seems like an overpriced cultural joke.

bartering facts The acquisition of
knowledge & exchange of information in the
country follows practical routes & assists the
products of ingenuity. You can‘t aiways pick up
the phone & get on the bus to find what you
need; you got to make do with what you have
& know. or you go to your neighbors. The
latter may entail an interpersonal challenge:
swallowing your neighbors’ racial prejudices
because they’re the only neighbors you havel

That’s an aspect of survival out here, & survival
is a common denominator of being human.
Over the years of helping each other out in
emergencies. exchanging vegetables, etc.,
maybe you may slowly affect some change in
your country neighbors thru plain talk &
common sense. Tolerance is always necessary,
but hopefully you can plant your own neighbors
in the hyperkulture village, like-minded enough
that only minor amounts of it will be necessary.



A new rural history begins with the self-trans-
planting of the hypermedla(rti)st. From the
decimation her predecessors' monocultural
practices have wreaked on the topsoil of
Mother Earth, & on the once-<reative mentality
of human culture, she has learned well the
lesson that change, eclecticism, & adaptability
are the nutrients needed to evolve & sustain a
vital fertile ecology of human existence.

“Iniiation”, as defined in this article, adds to the above definitions the qreative bias of three
levels of FUN: Begnning, Intermediate and Advanced FUN (more on this later). In bypassing
the more common assodations “nitiation” shares with the somber and often Gravely Serous,
perhaps the reader will consider a mare imaginative intent, or reason, for entering a process of
intiation. In no way is this new™ definiion meant to replace or disrespect those traditions
showing obvious gravity and profundity. However. by redefining initiation to embrace a more
creative intent. any ceremony or actiity can be endowed with greater immediacy. color and
personal freedom




Real initiation usually demarcates an important transition from one “stage” of
human life to ancther. ie.. aboriginal adolescent males become "men” after 2 mandatory
walkabout in the Australian outback. A culture forms its initiation rituals out of spritual necessity.
Cultures void of initiatory rituals tend to spawn deviation and subversion as a way for people to

"meet therr spritual needs. In the vast and cumbersome American culture, the given initiatory

traditions exist primarily as functions of the Christian-Judaic religions — bar mitzvahs and
communions — with ther celebratory holidays of Christmas. Hanukkah. Passover and Easter.
Add to this the conglomerate of university fratemities and sororties (alongside ther inhouse
hierarchies of government funding) and you have the roots and branches of an American tree of
initiatory traditions. Yet many Americans remain unsatisfied with these given tradtions.

America was colonized by pioneering sprits: many of these were aiminals by definition of
their native European laws. [t is somehow fitting that now in America one must learn to become
more inventive and creative to meet spiritual needs outside the given mores of church and state.
Note how the USA is a mere two hundred years young when compared to the more mature
republics of Europe, Africa and Asia. As it reaches national puberty. America is actually on
schedule not knowing who or what it is. Like any heafthy turbo-hormoned adolescent. it's driven
to prove and demonstrate its strength, prowess and territorial needs in the global village.

It’s only natural that more mature nations find Americans so obnoxious, dangerous and

insatiable: #'s all tue. We are all these things and much. much more..we are the warld's

leading consumer of all things. Historically. a national entity tends to outgrow its adolescence by
going to war and often, on its native soil. America stands as an exception !o this rule. Since
World War Il most American adolescent inttiatory rituals have fought the psychological warfare
of Sex. Drugs and Rock'n'Roll; the fifties’ beat generation. the sixties' hippies. the seventies'
punks. the eighties’ yuppy-new agers. Here in the nineties. Adolescent America is still stalking
the best fix. the best fuck and the best fight in town. Why else would America insist on being the
most powerful military force on the planet #

If Anmterica is indeed passing through its own turbulent adolescence it may help explain a
certain reluctance to let go of certain addictons. like when adolescents leave home and learn to
let go of ther parents’ money; no more aflowance, no more government grants and handouts.
Proud Americans are being forced to become more seff-governing and autonomous by learning
to rely less on the parental body of govenment. Growing up means earning your keep and
knowing who your friends are. American revolutionaries are now responsible for creating the -
new tradtions. the new rituals, and the new art for celebrating emanapation and preserving the
fruits of our hard-eamed autonomy.



Most traditional religious practices involving a church or temple depend on a “middle man” to
mediate between the congregation and its particufar deity; note the lineage of popes, bishops,
priests and rabbis. This midde medating man acts as a kind of “go between™ for sanctifying the
spirituality of the people with “god’s own benediction.” If you ask me, it's this "“meddle man" that
TAKES ALL THE FUN OUT OF RELIGION by obstructing the people’'s UNMEDIATED intimacy
with their own spiritual sources. Real life is for real people; people that choose to exist and live
according to ther own truths. Real life. it seems, is also not for everybody. Certain people seem
1o need governments, moms and dads to make ther choices for them and certain people will
seem to need meddle men to reach god and pray through. For the reader who asprres to living
the real life, the following gquidelines are presented as three grades of initiation. They can be
implemented drectly inside any activity, ritual or ceremony whatsoever regardess of
philosophical or spiritual orientation. so heip me dog.

BEGINNING FUN
ANY activity, intemal or external, having the effect of getting one high. This amounts to knowing
how to have fun, how to tun yourself on and how to motivate oneself; seff-motivation. Getting
high is preliminary for entering a creative state. The mare one finds out how to do this
autonomously — that is without others and without digesting drugs — the sooner one finds the
ignition switch to ones own creative engines. Beginning Fun is about being responsible for
raising your own energy and for exciting your own creative state. '

INTERMEDIATE FUN
Level Two FUN is where the high starts getting you. where you are unexpectedy transported
and exalted to a higher plane of grace, animation and ecstatic functioning; this is where you are
*as high as a kite.” There is a sense of danger and chacs to this much fun. INTERMEDIATE
FUN finds people having “too much fun” and getting “too high for ther own good.” Remember
playing real hard as a kid when all of a sudden. out-of-the-blue somebody gets hurt by
accident? INTERMEDIATE FUN. Second level FUN reaches the outer limits of how much fun
you can have before flipping out of your body, where the experience of the energy outgrows
your body and seeks external expression for an outside effect. (Poltergeist might be a very
twisted form of INTERMEDIATE FUN.) People who never graduate from INTERMEDIATE FUN
into ADVANCED FUN naturally confuse the two; however, there IS life after bliss, my friends and
it's called: '
ADYANCED FUN

ADVANCED FUN is advanced ritual wark. It's about real responsibility to yourself, to others and
to the earth below. Third level FUN is where you choose to connect back with someone efse or
goup o the earth below while maintaining your second level high. This type of responsibility is
defined by an ability to respond and a willingness to stay responsive, tvo very
important attributes while surfing the wilder waves of ecstatic experience.  One of the more
perilous side-effects of having too much fun is the passivity and dispersion often resulting from a



loss of individual integTty. Ecstasy as a goal has its human limitations. ADVANCED FUN is
about cultivating the resiliency to stay high for longer stretches of time by virtue of circulating the
energies through others and the earth below. ADVANCED FUN begins when you share the:
high. When you are ready to render FUN contagious by turning your friends on and. when you
are ready to send the energies down to feed the earth below. you are prepared to transmit the
power of inttiation as a charismatic adept of change.

Having loads of fun doesnt mean your troubles are over. On the contrary, they have just
begun. Living the real [ife is often an upstream. uphill struggle in a sodety still selling its people
the idea of trading in the time of ther lives for minimum wage. In America. psychic survivors
lean to cuftivate enough imagination to see through advertising and enough inspiration to
outgrow the infantile fixation for excessive consumerism. There’s a distinct advantage bestowed
upon people who know how to have fun insofar as its capacity for expanding consciousness is
concerned: fun wakes you up. temporarily. Temporarily. To stabilize the process of waking up,
the. expansion of conscousness must reach farther than itseif and into the development of
conscience.

As consciousness expands and sheds more light onto our lives, a developing conscience
integrates the experience by showing us the areas of our real concems: what we actually care
.about and what we have no business whatsoever caring for. [t does so by the exposure of life's
iresolvable quandaries. wherein we alone must choose between right and wrong. good and-
evil and not according to social conditioning but through the reborn sensibilites of our new,
awakening cental neural (not nervous) systems. Human quandaries are not problematic
insofar as they are unsolvable; they seem more like immutable sharpening stones. honing the

blades of our personal visions to a cutting edge.

Acting out stories and myths, reading prayers, playing
music,engaging in sexual experimentation, exploratory drug use and symbolic death
make for cool ritual | have found. Also, if the space is or has been made SPECIAL and
distinct as a ritual space in some way, the ritual can be more focused and profound.

Indeed, ritual can be an opportunity to check out experiences not ordinarily
available in everydaylife. Props, smells and colors all set a mood. And that's the idea -
engineer a space that is conducive and fertile to the production of an intensive
experience of a fragment of life, and then going in and experiencing the shit out of it.
Then you're MORE OF A PERSON living out your passions and desires, and you're
right in there eating away at life, even if yer not a part of the mainstream. Show'em it
_ can be done.
