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lo all but a few scholars ot
the academic fields of mind and
spirit, Magick 1s not an end unto
1tsel+, but the means by which
practitioners hope to accomplish
their ends. Magick 1s the art,
cratt, and science whereby changes
are manifested in one’'s
environment and/or oneseldt,
whether the magickal tool 1s the
athame, the hammer, the pen, or
the human brain.

It 1s assumed - and hopefully
correctly - that the practitioner
has a clear idea of the changes he
intends to mani fest. To form this

idea realistically and
practically, he must learn the
extent to which his magickal
effort has the potential for
change:; the degree of success this
particular work can achieve.

How 1s Magick used to change our world? Is 1t merely an
attunement with the universe; a deeper, pre-verbal, essential
understanding of subtle energy dynamics, of "the way things
really work "? Is it a body of techniques that extends further,
into the manipulation and generation of energies which can aid or
hinder the manifestation ot change”

How has Magick changed the world? By the i1nner growth and
illumination of persons who have stood at the cusp of change
throughout history? By unseen powers altering the balance of
probability” By contributing one more true perspective on the
nature of self and universe? By the transformation of the base
into the sublime”

And, conversely, how has the world changed Magick” Have
ethics, politics, religion, and academia i1ntertwined with Magick
so completely as to smother it as a separate endeavor, or have
they exalted 1t to a more universal study” Has science gutted
the body of magickal lore, choosing to recognize only 1ts most
mechanical, verifiable aspects as worthy of note, consigning the
rest to a purgatory of intellectual rejection under the headings
of Charlatanism and Superstition” Have the forms and styles of
these groups and individuals foremost 1n the Magickal movement,
through the gifts of new technologies, new communication,
festivals and networking, evolved the realms of Magick into a new
and wondrous phenomenon, a Great Work of unimagined potential, a
Magickal Child wholly new in the world with a unique and shining
nature™

We meet once again to share the wonder of discovery, and to

engage 1n the Grand Study, at once ancient and newborn. At the
WinterStar Symposium artists, healers, musicians, scholars,
ministers, and authors - students all - meet in blended joy and

purpose, to assess the past, attest to the present, and access
the future together.
