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- A STRIKING CORROBORATION -

On the 18th day of January, 1948, the Control known only as '*Mr. X", speak - 
ing through the trance medium bark Probert, and in reply to several questions by 
Dr, Philip Cosman, contributing Editor for Round Robin and Flying Roll, made the 
following statements:

The great idea is to keep the mind away from the body. Most ailments 
are due to meditation upon the physical self. The mind creates your physical 
ills, but it can destroy them also.

There is no such thing as freedom from the physical, on any plane of 
being. All is gradation. Dense matter shades off into finer and finer parti - 
cles. You cannot divide the universe into matter and mind. These two are 
gradations of the basic realness. Only in this way can either be understood. 
The gradations bocome mind, and become dense matter.

Diseases produced by germs come before the germs, in a metaphysical 
sense. That is because the thought attracts the disease germ. Germs and 
bacilli belong to the etheric world and not to tho physical. They become 
physical and enter it when they are attracted by it; then they feed upon it 
like vampires. Consider what you call a cured case of tuberculosis. It is 
really an arrested case. If the morale is lowered, if the right mental con­
ditions are set up, the disease will return.

Germs are foreign to the physical body; that is why they cause such 
havoc. They exist and have their sustenance in the psychic vzorld, and there 
they do no harm. But in tho physical they set up a state of irritation, since 
they are acting there as foreign bodies. But being etheric or psychic in 
their basic nature, tho mind or' psyche can resist thorn. If the mental funct­
ioning is right the mind cun and doos resist all attacks against itself and 
against the body also. The physical body is not capable of suffering, by 
itself and without the psychic (etheric) body. .. In the case of a child, it 
is only the body that is young - the entity itself may bo very old, and .... 
brings over with it many traces and inheritances of former lives. The dis - 
ease germs do not know they are in a child; they only know they are in a con­
dition or position that irritates them. ...

So far, the trance control. Now, in the Magazine LIFE, for January 26, 1948, 
page 53, appears an article, with five large-scale photographs, entitled VIRUSES 
DESTROY A CELL. These photographs, the article states, were taken by use of the 
improved electron microscope, and "constitute landmarks in biological research". 
The viruses are shown attacking a cell from outside (incidentally, the flagellae are 
visible) and also destroying it from within. "The first thing revealed was, that 
viruses multiply when they get inside a coll". They are shown to "swarm around 
tho cell as if it were a magnet." Some viruses are known to be harmless, others 
are deadly, and their means of multiplication is as yet unknown to contemporary bi­
ology.

v’e invite attention to the fact that tho observed data, recorded in these 
-photop»aphs, fit perfectly into the basio concept proposed by communicator "X"
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He speaks of germs and bacilli, that he would have included the viruses, bacteria 
and spores if these terms had been brought into the conversation there is no doubt 
whatever. The pictures show what happens to a single cell, but the biologist at 

least can imagine v/hat happens to millions of cells attacked simultaneously. The con­
cept offered by "Mr. X" offers a completely new vista in histology and physiology.

1!7hat seems tobe the case, as it is envisioned by the communicator, is that 
bacilli and other micro-organisms exist as parts of the otheric body, and in that 
condition are innocuous. But since the etheric body is, as it were, interspersed 
throughout the dense body, these invisible life forms come into contact with the 
physical cells. On making this contact the life-forms "condense" (materialize?) 
and become visible under the microscope as as physical entities, which attach to the 
cells in search of food. Once they have entered the cell they multiply rapidly, 
and soon burst the wall. The cell debris is thrown into the circulation, producing 
toxic material. This in turn produces the various diseases, according to the chem­
ical constitution of the bacilli.

It is widely believed among students of matters occult, that (to quote Dion 
Fortune), ’the next advance of medical science will be the recognition aof the exist- 
ance of the etheric body.’ There are many signs that this expectation is already 
being realized. To the occultist, the etheric body or double is "primarily a body 

c.of magnetic stresses, in the framework of whose meshes every cell and fibre of the 
physical body is held as in a rack."

Perhaps we should add, in this connection, that the substance called ectoplasm, 
which figures in most of the physical phenomena of the seance room, is not a mani - 
festation of the etheric body, but is intermediate between the etheric double and 
the dense body (Hyle, or First Matter). This further factor will also be reckoned 
with, in time, by the enlightened science of the future.

Readers will note also the rationalistic basis provided, by the statements of 
"Mr.X", for the effectiveness of mental healing and mental therapy generally. The 
invading germs appear whenever they are made welcome, so to spook, by the mental or 
psychic condition- of the patient. Micro-organisms respond to nsychic energies, be­
cause they are themselves psychic entities (etheric) in origin. They can be ex - 
polled or destroyed, or hold at bay by the mind for tho same reason.

Contemporary medical theory has no reply to the question as to the origin of 
’diseaso-producing'micro-organisms. Infection and contagion (basically the same) are 
recognized as faots, but the origin and basic nature of viruses, germs and the like,
are not known.

Round Robin has no intention of becoming involved in any controversy, in this 
extremely difficult and technical field. But wo have v/hat seems to us a most in­
teresting and logical contribution from the communicator "X", and the photographs 
from LIFE, described above, fit with it so neatly and perfectly, that the whole
matter deserves whatever p can be obtained.

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THE THREE GREAT AN ETHERS TO THE

, INJUSTICE OF THE GODS

(Karma, Vicarious Atonement, and Huna) 
ty

Men have always seen "the good die young" and the "wicked flourish as a 
green bay tree." The fine and exact justice attributed to the Gods is seen to be 
contradicted. Efforts to find an answor have given three explanations and one ne­
gation:

The negation is Materialism. Karma is perhaps the most logical of the 
other three answers. It is the exact justice of an "eye for an eye", but it demands 
reincarnation as a means of explaining why the Divine Justice is so slow or so 
utterly lacking in the lives to be observed hede and now.

KARMA is (1) all conclusive. The law of Karma offers no escape for any sen­
tient being lower in the scale of intelligence than the maker of the Law, who is 
Ultimate God. (2) The Lords of Karma must, by logical reasoning, be placed next 
highest to God. They must be ruled by the Law, even if they are given the task of 
administering the Law, recording every act of every sentient being, and seeing that 
there is proper and exact karmic retribution in some incarnation or other. It is the 
duty of God to administer karmic justice in person, for the Lords of Karma. (3) Not 
until a sentient being has learned to stop sinning, and has lived out all karmic 
punishment, is he free from the wheel of reincarnation and eligible for reassimila­
tion in the God-Body.

VICARIOUS ATONEMENT: (l)Lacks the theory of reincarnation, and so Is faced 
with the problem of demonstrating exact Divine Justice in one life. (2) Because men 
see on all sides the evidence of a lack of exact justice, a substitute has to be 
offered for a continuation of life in reincarnations. This substitute is heaven and 
hell. (3) But, because men could not face the impossibility of becoming sinless
in one life and still be saved under the various schemes for human salvation, vicar­
ious atonement waB offered. However, the death-bed repentance and resultant salva - 
tion upset the Idea of exact justice completely. Purgatory was introduced to take 
care of this difficulty and to act as a substitute for the element of reincarnation 
in the scheme of Karma. Again the highest Angels under the paternal God were set 
the task of keeping the records of human sin and seeing that atonement was made by 
either a term in Hell or a term in Purgatory to pay for such sins as were not for­
given by vicarious atonement of the Saviour.

HUNA: (The secret psycho-religious science of the Polynesians): (1) Divides 
man into two parts; the animal man with its less-evolved spirit or soul (ruling 
over the body), and the more evolved spirit or soul which resides with the other 
spirit in the body (but which has little to do with the body, being as a guest in 
the bodily house). These compare well with the modern subconscious and conscious, 
but are considered two separate spirits. (Note; A third or superconscious spirit 
is also recognized. It is the most highly evolved of the three which make up the 
man. It does not live in the physical body), (2) A separate level or degree of 
divine justice is postulated for each of the three parts of the human triad of 
consciousnesses.

DIVINE JUSTICE ONE is applicable to the animal self of man. As an animal, 
this self is subject to the laws that govern justice on the animal level. This "low"
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justice is to be seen on all sides. The strong devour the weak. Fish eats fish. 
Animal eats animal. Man eats them all, and is in turn eaten, by germ organisms. Like 
it or not, the consciousness responsible for the life we see about us on every side 
evidently considers this form of justice correct on the physical level. If the 
theory of evolution of consciousness from ■ crystal to mould spore to molusk to man 
is correct, all of have taken our turns at eating and being eaten in the long up­
ward climb, millions of times over - and we are still at it.

Not only is there NO JUSTICE AT ALL on the low level, if measured in terms 
of our concept of exact justice, but, and this is a rude shock to most of us, the
evidence indicates that there is no demand on the part of the Gods for an exact
justice in the life of the animal man. Man can get "an eye for an eye” if he is 
strong enough. The Gods offer him no aid. The "good die young". The wickedflourish. 
As most of our sins are those of physical imposition on others, the need for exact 
justice becomes less,

DIVINE JUSTICE TWO applies to the second spirit of man. This spirit can reason, and
therefore can know the difference between good and bad (as it conceives it on its
level of consciousness). Because it can know good from bad, and can thus evolve 
the basic ideal of exact justice, it can respond to it. However, there is no proof
that this exact, or MIDDLE JUSTICE is as we conceive it to be. There is nothing at
all to indicate that there are recording Angola or mechanisms of Karma to administer 
the middle justice. On the other hand, it is quite possible that the efforts 
forced upon the conscious self in learning to protect itself and the animal man with 
whom it resides, may act as a spur to growth and evolution, just as we see that such 
a spur keeps the lower forms of life evolving to meet new conditions.

Man as a conscious self or separate spirit, however, is given by HUNA a form 
of what may be called exact justice. This is built around a concept which matches 
well the modern idea of the complex or fixation of ideas For example, a man in - 
jures his fellow maliciously. Knowing good from bad, he foels guilty. The subcon - 
scious self is impressed w ith this feeling that a bad thing has been done. It ex­
pects to be punished , BECAUSE? ON THE ANIMAL LEVEL, ALL ACTS OF AGGRESSION ARE 
ALWAYS MET WITH ACTS OF DEFENCE OR PUNISHMENT, THEREFORE IT PUNISHES ITSELF by caus­
ing sickness or accident or other abnormal conditions. This punishment is shared by 
the conscious self, of course.

Exact justice is not delayed too long, in the case of a complex or guilt 
fixation, according to Huna. But no future incarnation is required for the justice 
to work out. In Polynesia tho person who had injured another and had been filled 
with a sense of guilt which became complexed and caused illness to follow, went to 
a Kahuna. The Kahuna sent the person to make amends and get forgiveness for the 
injury done. Only in making amends could the conscious self be convinced that it 
was no longer guilty. On the other hand the one injured might be willing to forgive 
without amends being made other than apologies. In any event, the guilt complex was 
removed by this execution of exact justice (with the possible element of forgiveness, 
gratis), With the complex drained off, the illnessceased.

In the knowledge of the complex, the Kahunas had something that made unnec - 
essary the recourse to Lords of Karma and Angelic Recorders who wrote largely in the 
akashic records. In other words, the man, through the agency of his two lower 
selves, administered such exact justice as might be found.

Looked at in this Huna way, the need for VICARIOUS ATONEMENT is no longer 
felt. The sinner atones to the one he sins against. One peculiarity of* Huna is its 
apparent insistence that man is allowed FREE ’’rILL as a conscious spirit. He may do 
good or bad, and he learns in the doing. The superconscious spirit and still higher 
(postulated Gods CANNOT TAKE A HAND IN THE AFFAIRS OF A MAN UNLESS HE INVITES THEM 
TO DO SO. (Long range control of events such as birth and eath are the exception).
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DIVINE JUSTICE THREE has to d o with the Huna concept of the superconscious 
self of the man and its part in his life. This more evolved self, when invited by 
"prayer" to take a control part in the triune life, may do so. Huna does not assign 
to the superconscious the duty of administering any form of justice. However, it 
cannot heal the lesser man, or adjust his social or economic tangles IF THERE IS A 
GUILT FIXATION IN THE SUBCONSCIOUS. This is because the superconscious does nearly 
all its helping through manipulation of the subconscious (causing it to bring about 
many healed states. (Changing the foreseen future is an exception).

This justice of the third or superconscious level, if it differs at all from 
the justice of the second or conscious self level, may differ by including more 
love or forgiveness. As we of the conscious level cannot understand how the super­
conscious thinks, we have no way of knowing. And by the same token, we have no 
possible way of understanding the mentation of entities of levels of consciousness 
still higher than the superconscious. It would appear to be a fact that the only 
level upon which our diea of justice is correct and operative is that of the con­
scious self.

IF THE HUNA CONCEPTS ARE MORE NEARLY CORRECT, we have eliminated from the 
problem the ideas of Karma and Reincarnation (the latter reduced to a very few in­
carnations natural to evolution from one level of consciousness to the next), also 
the id ea of record-keeping Angelic Beings. The need for vicarious atonement fades, 
and all doctrines of original sin become lost in the discard.

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RADI-ES(PHESIA: THE SCIENCE OF THE PENDULUM

There has been in recent years in American occult circles a scattered and 
tentative interest in the use of the pendulum for the discovery of truth. re 
hear, for example, of a naturopathic doctor in North Carolina who uses the pendulum 
almost exclusively for the diagnosis of disease. A Florida fruit grower employs it 
to determine the sex of fruit trees; a medical astrologer supplements her horoscopes 
with pendulum health analyses.

There exists, however, no American literature on the theory and practise of 
the pendulum. To the writer's knowledge at loast, there is no book written in Eng­
lish exclusively on the subject.; only a few magazine articles have been printed 
that treat of it, and these in occult periodicals of very limited circulation.

It is of interest, then, to discover that in Europe there is a vast litera­
ture on pendulum divining, which is known on the continent as radi-esthesia. In 
1913 there was held in Europe the first international congress of radi-esthesists. 
Literally hundreds of books have been written since then on the subject; entire 
magazines are devoted to a critical examination of it; societies for its study exist 
in France, Italy, Germany, Austria, Belgium, and Switzerland. A Swiss medical doctor, 
Dr. Nebel of Lausanne - well-known in Europe - goes so far as to state that "radi- 
esthesia is the qnly true method of diagnosis". Hundreds of French medical men 
who are members of the French .Association of Radi-Esthesist doctors would seem to 
share his views to some extent at least.

It should perhaps be explained to those who have never had first-hand con­
tact with the pendulum that its modus operandi is simplicity itself. One merely 
holds at the end of a string a small weight, called the pendulum, which is usually 
either a small ball or a pear-shaped object. The subject of which the pendulum is 
made is of no importance* It can be of wood, ivory, glass, metal, or plastic. The 
string is held at its free end, the pendulum being suspended two or three inches 
above the object to be examined. ’Without any voluntary movement on the part of the 
experimenter, the pendulum soon begins to swing, either in a lengthwise or circular 
motion. These movements are said by specialists to have definite significance, and 
the proper interpretation of them constitutes a large part of their science.

The method seems almost too absurdly simple to have any scientific validity. 
Yet if we examine the theory on which on which European radi-esthesists rest their 
case, it seems less like quackery than we might at first suspect.

Literally, the word radi-esthesia means sensitivity to radiations. The basic 
hypothesis is that every object in the universe is constantly emanating radiations 
characteristic of itself, and that these radiations can be picked up by any sensitive 
instrumentality. It is conceivable, then, that the human organism is capable of re­
ceiving these radiations. The pendulum merely acts as a focus of attention, perhaps, 
whereby the obscure inner perception is objectified. The radi-esthetic faculty 
would seem to be, then, of the same general nature as clairvoyant or clairaudient 
sensitivity, though different from both of these because more of a total organismic 
response.

Perhaps we have the most instructive parallel in the well-known phenomenon 
of water divining or "dowsing". Certain specially gifted individuals can discover 
the location of underground water merely by walking over the terrain with a forked 
twig. When the tvrig begins to twitch, the diviner knows that he is standing above a 
spring of water. Apparently the dowser is unconsciously and instinctively using 
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the basic principle of radi-esthesia. A radi-esthesist who wishes to discover the 
presence of oil, for example, proceeds as follows: he carries a small bottle of oil 
in one hand, and the pendulum in the other. 1,rhon the radiations from the oil under­
ground meet similar radiations from tho oil in his hand, they enter into consonance 
or sympathetic vibration, and the pendulum reacts by moving.

The same principle can be applied, radi-esthesists claim, to the discovery of 
the hidden causes of disease. The radi-esthesist holds in one hand some biological 
specimen - such as a saliva specimen on a blotter - of the sick person. In the other 
hand he holds the pendulum, which he suspends over a succession of bottles contain­
ing samples of toxic substo.nces. When the pondulum begins to swing, the radi- 
esthesist believes he has found the true source of the diseased condition. The method 
permits, it is claimed, of many subtleties of interpretation and many refinements of 
technique..

If the French literature on the subject is to be relied on, the method is very 
effective. It is claimed, for example, that the presence of cancer can be detected 
by radi-eathesia months and even years before it can be detected by the usual diag­
nostic methods. Discovering it thus in the bud naturally permits of prompt treatment 
and cure.

The applications of radi-esthesia in Europe have been very numerous, not only 
in the medical field but in other branches of science as well. It has been used in 
agriculture, mining, prospecting, psychology, and astrology. It is said that in 
1940 a certain M. Chouteau of France located 3,500 soldiers for their families. The 
findings were verified by the International Red Cross, and error was found in only 
42 instances. It is claimed also that radi-osthcsists have been 85% successful in 
locating oil deposits. These are only a few of the many uses to which radi-esthesia 
has been put and is being put every day in Europe.

Some months ago Mr. E. Dudley Haskell of Paris came to this country with the 
purpose of making radi-esthesia better known here. Mr. Haskell is a successful 
American-born business man who lives in France. Radi-esthesia has been his hobby for 
many years. He is acquainted with all the literature on the subject, and with its 
principal practitioners in Europe. He has recently founded a non-profit association 
called the American Society of Radi-Esthesia, with headquarters at 208 1l?rest 23rd St., 
New York City, the purpose of which is to disseminate knowledge upon the subject, 
and to provide persons interested in developing their radi-esthetic faculty with 
necessary instructions and guidance. Mr, Haskell says that 85% of all persons have 
some degree of sensitivity to radiations and can become successful radi-esthesists.

Medical diagnoses with the pendulum should, of course, be practised only by 
persons having a professional medical background. However, anyone can use the pen­
dulum for a variety of practical purposes. He can discover, for example, which foods 
nad beverages are suited to him, and which colors, gems, metals and other materials 
are helpful or harmful. He can discover whether missing persons are dead or alive, 
and v/hether an unborn child is male or female. Such at least are the assurances given 
us by the specialists. These are claims which can and should be subjected to rigid 
laboratory examination, since they are revolutionary in implication, with regard to 
the constitution of man and of the universe.

Duke University has painstakingly scrutinized the telepathic and clairvoyant 
faculty. We are wondering if Dr. Rhine has had the European literature of radi-esthes­
ia brought to his attention. But though scientific studies may not be forthcoming 
for some time, students of the occult can experiment for themselves and subject the 
hypothesis to their own critical analysis. Radi-esthesia may prove to be an import­
link between the traditional teachings of occultism and the science made possible by 
atomic discoveries.

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A NOTE FOR NATALLI - ♦

(From A Journey to the Earth1s Interior, by Marshall B. Gardner, 
1920.

’’Professor Mohr of Bonn has written a very important paper on thermometric in­
vestigations of a 4000 ft. boring at Speremberg; ho finds that while there is an 
increase of temperature as we go down, the rate of that increase gets less and less 
all the time, so that soon it will be nil; that is to say, there will no longer be 
any increase, and the point at which the heat would cease to increase would be 
about 13,550 ft.”

(This is most interesting in connection with Natalli*s  statement that 'MMst of 
the caverns lie at 10 to 20 thousand feet below the surface.’ In that case the 
deeper ones would be quite comfortably warmed, but far from unbearably hot, even 
for surface-acclimated visitors).

* "Natalli" is one of the communicators at the Mark P. seances, and describes 
himself as a 16th century astronomer who still pursues his favorite studies. 

(Gardner also hints that the lost continent of Lemuria, fabled to be ’sunk*  
beneath the waters of the Pacific, might well be a continent inside, possibly in 
just about that location. That instead of being a surface continent that sank, it 
has always been right where it is now, under the Pacific but facing inward. If 
communication with it (through decline and failure of its culture or for any other 
reason) was cut off, it would be just as much ’lost’ as if it had literally sunk.

(Also, after making the point that ’Man in the Antarctic is an unknown spec­
ies’, Gardner reports: (Nautical Magazine for 1893)

” • The Gladys, Captain E.B. Hatfield, ... was completely embayed by icebergs 
(43 deg. S.,33 W.) and did not get clear of fog and ice until July 4th, in 40 deg. 
S. 30 W. At 4:00 p.m. of the latter date, signs of human beings having lived for 
some time on one of the icebergs in sight were well in evidence. On the northwest 
side was a beaten track, a place of refuge formed in a sheltered nook on the summit, 
and apparently five dead men lay on different parts of the berg. There were no 
indications of life, but the wicked weather precluded any attempt at further search 
and the Gladys was kept on her course.’ ”

He then quotes a "Dr. Cook, surgeon to tho Belgian Antarctic expedition, 
writing in the Scientific American supplement for June 23, 1900. 'Indeed, in the 
great sweep of the earth's surface which surrounds the south Pole and extends far 
northward into the temperate zone, comprising one-quarter of the entire terrestial 
area, there has not been found the foot-print of man.' ”

He continues: "And let the reader remember also that these were no ship - 
wrecked sailors, for the iceberg was coming from the south at the time; subsequent 
inquiry did not reveal the loss of any ship in the Antarctic prior to this discov­
ery; and if these had been civilized men cast astray they would have put up a flag 
or some similar signal.

"Other ships in this vicinity sighted icebergs with sand and earth on them"... 
etc. He concludes with the words of Mr. C.E. Borchgrevnik, a 'speaker before the 
sixth International Geographical Congress held in London'. "This earthy matter 
(the speaker said) rocks and stones, together with signs of human life, all found

the other mansions improve, till at a great depth they reach that of perfect bliss, 
where the sun never sets, and where by the side of large lakes that never freeze, the 
deer roam in large herds,and the seal and walrus always abound in the waters.’ "

And a note on the 
illusions of the 
astral - also by 
Millen Cooke.........

'In the first place, the region in which we are ordinarily 
conscious ought to be as "justly famous for its illusions"as
any other region. The fact that it is not (with a few except - 
ions) is a monument to human ability to mistake fragmentary in­
formation for Truth Entire.

Secondly: If the region from which mediumistic reports come appears to be more 
slippery with illusions than our own, could the fault lie with our own inadequate 
or under-developed sensory equipment? In other words, don't we suffer from the 
illusions, and doesn't the phraseology seek to dodge (unconsciously) the unflatter­
ing fact that we ourselves are unable to see our way around. Actually, regions do 
not have illusions for which to become famous. This would be a quibble, except for 
the possibility that not all persons possess identical sensory equipment. It would 
seem to follow, that just as in this world people suffer from varying degrees of 
illusion, the same ought to be true of any region where sensory equipment of any kind 
is a means of gaining information about the environment. Seme beings are bound to be 
more mixed up in their conclusions than other beings - human or otherwise - and others 
whose perceptions and judgments will be clearer and more factual.

In the third place: It is not at all clear from the available evidence, that "all 
mediumistic reports" come from the same region. Indeed, much evidence could ve col­
lected to the contrary, even within the limits of the orthodox terminology and the 
definitions of Theosophy and its off-shoots.

Mediums are known to employ a wide variety of methods, ranging from those involv­
ing inorganic physical devices, to wide-awake, broad daylight telepathic reception in 
full consciousness. To lump them all together under the inference that they all get 
the same effect, that is, contact the "same region", is to deny the very terminology 
that permits the use of such terms as Deva, nature spirit, and astral.

It is not known 
certainly that Professor Twining was the communicator, but the tone, manner, and 
subject-matter are strongly characteristic of him and ho did not reject that identity.

The writer describes the 
white aircraft over Chattanooga in January 1910, lights cruising the sky over New 
England in 1908 (many reports), a searchlight tight directed downward over Mass., 
a luminous object, with sound of motors over some area in 1909; a sky ship with 
powerful searchlights over Boston harbor a few months later; a luminous object 
moving slowly over Ireland (Dec. 1909). In 1878 a farmer in Virginia saw a white 
horse ’swimming’ about a half mile overhead. In 1905 a ten-foot flying pig was seen 
by ’many Welshmen’; it had "short wings and webbed feet." Ln 1873 a huge serpent 
form was reported over Kansas and Texas. In 1881 there were reports of ’uniformed 
soldiers' and ’helmeted angels’, from Virginia and Delaware. On April 9, 1897 a 
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large cigar-shaped object appeared over Chicago; it had wings and carried colored 
lights; later it was seen over Texas, Colorado, and the Midwest. Scientific observers 
also saw it, and one worthy savant asserted it was the star Alpha in Orion. News­
papers, jokers, other fools had a holiday, just as of late with the "discs", but of 
course without offering any rational explanation. On the evening of April 19 this 
craft or a similar one appeared over West Virginia, carrying red, white and green 
lights; it was a "huge cone-shaped arrangement 180 ft. long, with large fins on 
either side."

As we have explained heretofore, RR seldom quotes tho various 
mediums and psychics who send in information, simply because the 
Editor is not in a position to recommend (or criticise) what they 

have to say. As to Mrs Colburn, however (San Diego resident), we are confident that 
her psychic powers aro genuine and exceptional. She hasbeen getting clairvoyant 
glimpses, at intervals for some 15 years past, of certain unknown visitors to our 
planet. They come from or are connected with somo kind of air crafty it is not clear 
that these latter aro the discs or Lokas, but there are factors which make it seem 
probable. Those persons are very tall (8 ft. or more), lean and slender of build, 
they woar a tight-fitting garment of olivc-drab color, with much black about it, and 
their voices are deeply gutteral. The clairvoyants can sometimes he a ts thorn talking 
but can make nothing of what they say. She is impressed with tho feeling that they 
are far advanced in the sciences, and come horo for scientific purposes; they want 
to take away some articles or substances, and also a few of the earth-plane people 
(supposedly as specimens for study). They are neither hostile nor particularly 
friendly, but wholly impersonal. The visiting craft are few in number at present, 
but a considerable fleet is in reserve and they intend to effect a landing.

Most of this jibes very closoly with what has been said by the Mark P. controls; 
the only important point of difference is that this clairvoyante is convinced that 
the visitors come from a world of donse matter like our own, and not from an etheric 
region. (That an otheric world is probably as real and solid to its inhabitants as 
ours is to us, does not affect her opinion on this point).

It may be of interest also, to add that Mrs. Colburn has had many glimpses of 
strange pooplo of quite a different type - short, squat, broad of body, ape-like in 
appearance, yet well advancod in scientific knowledge. They lack moral or spiritual 
development and ere extremely cruel. The clairvoyante hears the sound of machinery 
while seeing them, and feels that they understand electricity, but has not soon the 
mech<anisms or craft belonging to thorn. She docs not sense any connection between 
these people and the ones first described above.

It is not necessary to be ovor-crodulous in these matters, but it would be an 
even more serious mistake to ignore them or treat them contemptuously. It is the 
cumulative effect of alleged data which is significant - the interlocking and agree­
ment of psychic 'revelations’, with each other and also with a long serie sof strange 
happenings in the physical world about us. The unpleasant scientific-apes whom Mrs. 
Colburn describes come uncomfortably close to the "Dero", his kith and kin - the 
"investigation'* of which hasbeen the most stupid and dangerous psychic adventure of 
our time. The giant "Ethereans" have been reported by many psychics, by independent 
clairvoyance and by trance communicators. The "thinning of the veil" is accepted as 
a fact by nearly all students of occult matters. The phenomenon of the flying discs 
has not yet found a single syllable of intelligent explanation, apart from that 
offered at length in this publication, and more briefly by other sources. (Of course, 
that too is not intelligent explanation,, to the ignorance of the public and the 
resolute stupidity of our "intellectuals"). For all that, this business must be 
reckoned with; these incredible phenomena "march"; the repercussiions upon our whole 
world of life and thought may be enormous. Elements are appearing in our world for 
which the mind of our age is not yet conditioned - end it is now too late to hope for 
such conditioning, for the masses of mankind, except by hard and bitter ways. It is 
useless to recoil from the fantastic and incredible, if it happens to be also a 
veritable and verifiable fact. — This is the attitude of these publications, and 
the fast unfolding finale of world-history, in which we are trying to add some mite 
of serviceable effort.

Since the disturbed 
area must have been some 250 miles in diameter, and extended nearly to Nantucket, 
seismographs on the Atlantic coast would certainly have registered any earth dis­
placement of the necessary magnitude.

Joseph
der Irish - Henry Bennett, a county Longford farmer, with "something of an inter­

national reputation as a water divinor,"does his water divining with­
out leaving the house, by use of maps only, has letters of thanks from a dozen for - 
eign countries. He has now branched out into divining Uranium, has found ’miles of 
it’ in an unnamed British possession, and is negotiating terms with the British 
government. .. New outbreak of poltergeist activity at Rye, England, in The Standard 
Inn - overturning of tables and s cattering of bedding and clothing: "experts" from 
the SPR are standing by, to see what they can see. (Clips from Mrs Helen Lotreck).

This dowsing performance of farmer Bennett is obviously of one piece with 
pendule diagnosis by charts and similar radiesthetic achievements. The M.P. seance 
communicators have long insisted that no wand or any other instrument was necessary - 
that it functioned only as a center of control for consciousness and because of the 
operator's belief in it. The diviner (says "Lingford" in effect) sends out his con­
sciousness much like a radar beam, the object sought intercepts the beam, and the 
effect of the ’bounce-back' gets through into consciousness. If this is true, space 
is not an obstacle, and the diviner who realizes that fact can function anywhere in 
the world, tho’ he probably would need maps or charts as a clue or guide. It is 
alleged, of course, that this is the easy and natural way of functioning for persons 
on the astral levels, excarnate, or projected; since we are just as much spirits as 
we ever will be, tho' somewhat hampered by our dense bodies, it is logical to suppose 
we have many powers in common with the 'other-side people'... The recovery of lost 
treasure should be no more difficult, and no more questionable in moral character, 
than the divining of oil and uranium deposits. The possibilities of this new "science" 
are almost unlimited, and not a tenth part realized by the public. And it is probab­
ly more common, more available to the average person, than any other form of extended 
sensory perception (ESP). It is a kind of workable clairvoyance or ciairsentience, 
not dependant on contact with spirits - or, everyman his own ghostie!... In astral 
travelling, the whole consciousness is (usually) "transferred" - i.e., you begin to 
think about and to see the Sphinx instead of Grand Central station; on the other hand 
you can put out a kind of tentacle, aKA cord (of Huna), a "ray" projected by your 
will, and the power of seeing and hearing can bo transferred (so to speak) to the far 
end of this projection. Anyhow, space has, for us, only the reality of a thought-form 
("the essence of space is conductivity" says "Betty")... Tho phenomena of radiesthes- 
ia are rooted in this same concept, and the practical results seem to prove the 
correctness of the idea... The divinatory pendule, once silliest of toa-party bobber­
ies, has become pregnant with the mightiest issues of philosophy!'.

The sudden rally before death is caused by the soul regaining consciousness on

’’Obsession in psychiatry means that the mind of the patient is dominated by 
fixed ideas to which an abnormal mental condition corresponds. In pyshcical re - 
search obsession is an invasion of the living by a discamatc spirit, tending to a 
complete displacement of normal personality which is more or less permanent. The 
difference between mediumship and obsession is not in principle, but in purpose, 
duration, and effeot" (Mondor Fodor, Encyc. of Psychic Science).

' Dr. Titus Bull, for 20 years head of tho James Hyslop Institute, published 
in 1932 somo of the conclusions arrived at from his study of obsession cases during 
that time. The implications of those are most startling.

"An obsessing personality is not composed of the soul, mind and will of one 
disembodied being, but is in reality a composite personality made up of many beings. 
The pivot obsessor, the one who first impinges upon the sensorium of the mortal, 
is generally one with little resistance to the suggestions of others. He or she 
therefore becomes an easy prey to those who dosiro to approach a mortal in this way.

”... Somo people may bo born with tendencies which make it easier for them to 
become victims of montal alterations later in life... There is an influence wheih 
can be exerted upon the minds of mortals by ideas embodied in thoughts from their 
departed ancestors. In other words, some departed ancestors, whenever possible, 
attempt to mould the lives of those incarnated who are akin... There is a typo of 
mortal whose mind is oasily influenced by tho strongor minds of the family group.. 
... The more clannish the family group, the more likely is this to bo truo on both 
sides of the veil. It is, however, not to bo considered as spirit obsession in the 
true senso... Tho intervention of shock, however, or anything that could upset 
tho nerve balance of a mombar of such family group, 'would place him in actual dan- 
gor of becoming a vicitm of true spirit obsession.... The primary obsessor, in 
this case, would likely be one who claimed tho right by ties of blood, who had no 
desire to do anything but to keep tho mortal in line with family ideals."

Dr. Bull further assorts that "Obsessors have three major points of impinge­
ment; namely, the base of the brain, tho region of tho solar plexus, and the cen­
ter governing the reproductive organs. It may bo assumed that there are three 
composite groups, each starting with a pivot entity. What satisfaction is to be 
gained this way includes the whole gamut of human emotions.*'

The pivot entities act as automatic channels for tho others. Many of them 
wore victims of obsession before their passing. Others may become obsossors "thru 
the wiles of others.** Not understanding what has happened to them they may be read­
ily influenced to turn to obsession." Another important point is the "possibility
of obsessions passing on to tho body mortal pangs which were part of their own 
physical life. " They retained in their memory tho possibility of producing pain 
and as often they are unable to inhibit it in the possessed body, it must be beyond 
thoir control. "It is a fair assumption" says Dr. Bull, "that often the migratory 
pains of tho living are caused by the memory pangs of the dead." The prime reason 
why the production of pain is beyond control is "the domination of another and moro 
crafty entity who is using tho pain-producer for his own purposes."

(RR readers may recall an inquiry made by Mr. Clarkson Dye, which showed that 
not a singlo montal institution in California recognized obsession as a possible 
factor in montal cases!! ... Those interested should consult the list of references 
given in Fodor’s Encyclopedia, referred to above, Articlo Obsession.

(in RR IV-1 the Editor commented on various statements made by our Fr. FGH, ad­
versely in many instances, and we hero give the substance of his rejoinder. We do 
not pursue the topics further, simply because they havo no particular bearing on the 
main purposes of this publication and would take up space needed for more signifi­
cant issues. For this same reason we do not print his reply in full.)

Fr. FGH contends that all mathematical tests show that the earth is an oblate 
spheroid, and that all the planets and their moons have this same shape....Pressure 
at depth of a mile is so great that most rocks are quite plastic and would close up 
any cavity. In all mines and bore holes a steady increase of temperature has been 
noted in all cases ... The interior of the earth is not the terra incognita supposed. 
Beneath the rock crust of 20 to 60 miles is a layer of carbides; seawater seeping 
seeping into this is responsible for volcanic activity... The center is a plastic 
nickel-iron core.

Re underground races: The Brotherhood has complete records and assert that such 
races do not exist... The American Arctic land area has not been well explored, but 
the seas between Siberia and N. America have been - also Siberia. The Canadian North 
is now covered with expeditions in search of uranium deposits, strategic sites, etc.

Re an arctic opening: such an opening could not possibly remain undiscovered 
for long. Dust in the arctic may come from the Sahara or the Gobi, or be volcanic 
dust from Alaska or the Pacific. The pollen may come from anywhere.

The real origin of the "disc marerial" is unknown. No wreck of a disc has ever 
been found, and the material may be meteoritic. It may be a remnant of the first 
major world war, when the continent of MU was blown up by an atomic explosion.........
The discs have a lot of berillium alloys in their structure. (The ones seen in Ky. 
were not discs but true space ships, slowing down).

I do not lump all mediumistic reports into the same pot, but I know the limita­
tions of the locale and the minds in it. There as well as here, all knowledge is 
relative. Only in the realm of the Ego does knowledge become absolute. I knew of 
no mediumistic report originating beyond the astral...I have never questioned the 
good faith of anyone connected with the Mark P. seances.

As to the ’’^ise Ones of Shamballah’ ... access to that place is open only to 
the highest Initiates, who have access to the planes of absolute knowledge ( Atmic 
and Buddhic); it is also the abode of Personages not human and beyond the human, 
the true Heads of the Brotherhood. I am sure Fr. Layne is taking in quite a bit of 
territory in claiming to know the limits of even human knowledge.

Quotations by Reed (from Nansen) concerning fall of dust in the arctic evident­
ly refer to an unusual occurrence ... there are no other such reports, ,and I never 
found these in Nansen, whom I have read extensively...

In the next issue we shall try to quote further from the comments of Fr.FGH. 
He takes vigorous exception to our statement that "final knowledge is not within the 
range of incarnate human consciousness." The question at bottom here seems mainly 
one of semantics. The glib use of the word ‘knowledge’ begs the question from the 
start, and the definition of the term is the prime problem of philosophy. The defi­
nition of truth is the culmination of the epistemolgical problem. For the human mind 
to have final knowledge of anything, it must have such knowledge about itself - 
which no philosopher in his senses has ever yet pretended to. From a philosophical 
and logical standpoint, any debate over tho question as quoted is merely preposter­
ous, But if our Frater wishes to define knowledge and the act of knowing, it will 
be a noteworthy achievement and our pages are open to him)



Researches in Rein­
carnation and Beyond 
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Reincarnation has long been - and still is, for many - a 
debatable question. Yet in the light of this book it is 
possible to state that reincarnation is a proven fact, quite 
apart from any religious ©r mystical connotations, in other 
words, by scientific means.

When Researches into Reincarnation came into the hands of
thiB reviewer, the facts presented seemed so striking, and the material and data so 
specific, that he took it upon himself to visit the author and interview him. Return­
ing from an 11,000 mile auto* trip, I stopped off at Sharon, Penna.,and saught an 
audience with Mr. Martin. I found that he was head of a firm of public accountants, 
and that in his college days he had majored in psychiatry, and had studied hypnotism 
as a hobby. He at first had followed the procedure of Dr. Cannon of England, who 
had tried to send the memory of his subjects back to the time of birth, but had not 
been able to project it further. Mr. Martin, however, found that hypnosis was not 
the best way to attack this problem, and was able to devolop a method which has now 
been successfully applied in thousands of case histories, all carefully tabulated 
and filed.

Tho subject was seated in an easy chair and asked to relax completely, then was 
told that he was losing sensation in the toes, the heels, the calves, the thighs, 
then slowly in the body, arms, and neck. This procedure may take quite a long time, 
in some cases, but eventually the subject assents to this loss of feeling. Mr Martin 
explains this as an equalization of the vibration rate of the dense body with that 
of the mind. The moment this happens the mind releases itself from the body, in a 
certain sense, and the subject describes his sensations. He is in very light trance 
and able to converse with the examiner.

Presently the subject sees a small light approaching; this enlarges, and he 
feel3 as if he were entering a kind of tunnel or gallery. In this place he sees 
writings on the walls, which turn out to be records of his present and former ex - 
istances. They do not appear to be memories, but actual records. He reads this re­
cord to the operator, and the latter by skilful questioning secures the whole life 
history. The results are nothing less than astounding, and it is difficult to under­
stand why modern psychiatrists do not use this method.

When the subject becomes tired, a peculiar event often takes place. There is 
a transfiguration of countenance, and then a different voice begins to speak, 
announcing that he is the spirit Guide of the subject, and asking that the work be 
discontinued until tho subject has rested. In this way the subject can review his 
different life cycles and the rest periods between them, and relivds them over again.

In Martin's book fifty cases are reviewed, out of possible thousands. The 
effect is to force the reincarnation theory on the reader as the only possible ex - 
planation.

Mrs H.M. Plemon (59 Atlantic Ave.,Long Beach, Calif.) has heard "reports” of 

materializations of human forms appearing (unexpectedly) in the course of purely 
scientific experiments with radar. Somewhat similar reports came to the RR Editor 
about a year ago, but specific information has not been obtainable. Controls at the 
Mark P. seances stated definitely that spontaneous materializations might occur in 
magnetic fields, provided some person of mediumistic powers happened to be present. 
Our guess would be, that the reports are correct, that materializations of some kind 
were actually seen, and that some one of the experimenters happenod to be 'psychic' 
or mediumistic, probably without knowing it. And it is incidents like this which 
constantly strengthen our confidence in these Controls. ,p,e are NOT committed to any 
blind acceptances, of alleged data from the 'other side', but think the Controls 
should have credit for points scored by them. — But chief object of this note is, 
to ask our readers to please send in any information available, about materializations 
occurring under such circumstances.
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Dr. C.^an "The idea of my article was indeed, as you realized, to arouse
Uchelen - comment, and the Editor in many more words confirms that proof in a
Reply to strict sense does not exist, and so was bound t« admit that "no
Editor's reasonable exception can be taken to the principle Dr. van Uchelen
Comment - expounds". The principle is supported by Einstein’s view on the

unreality of things apart from tho observer, and applies no less to 
physical than to metaphysical phenomena. However, there remain one or two questions: 
Did I mean to make an exceptional case out of the difficulty of finding proof for 
theories of causes in psychic phenomena? Yes, inasmuch as the phenomena themselves 
are more exceptional, i.e., less ready objects of study. Those! who are qualified to 
deal with these studies are likewise exceptional, don't you think? As for the sug­
gestions made by Blavatsky and Judge, I stated explicitly that these might be of 
special interest to their students. I did not imply that the quoted statements were 
the last word on the subject (neither we de they so intended by their authors, I’m 
sure). Do I think that HRB and Judge were free from tho personal equation? Of 
course not. Only I do hold the belief that as messengers of Greater Onos much of 
HPB's writings reflect knowledge far beyond that of the average scientist and 
scholar of their day or after - a fact substantiated by later partial discoveries. 
(See the interesting article series by Professor Ryan in The Theosophical Forum, 
published at the Theosophical University, Covina).*

"No man, not even the Editor of RR, can escape being conditioned by authority 
until such time as he is fully liberated, I heartily agree with the Editor when he 
quotes on good authority, that where there is no finality there is no place for 
dogma. Until we KNOT, it remains a question of personal preference whose commonts 
we care to believe, whether of seance communicators or others - is it not? If the 
Editor prefers the former, am I to quote him and say irrefutably "Twaddle’"? Hardly! 
For if he thought otherwise there would bo no Round Robin, which many with me would 
really regret. ...

KUDA BUX Canadian Theosophist for Dec. 15 last carries an article by Francis
again Hillson, on "The Enn with the X-Ray Eyes" - meaning Kuda Bux of fire­

walking fame. The "Yoga" power of eyeless sight was largely natural in 
this case, tho’ Kuda Bux has greatly developed it by concentration. He reads print 
and plays billiards while wearing the most perfect blindfold that can be devised.

"Anybody can d o what I do. It is only concentration and practise. I 
practise every day. I take a candle and place it in front of me. Then 
I gaze at it steadily and think of the one I love best or the last pot- 
son I have seen, until my thought is completely concentrated. Then I 
close my eyes and I still see the candle; more than that, I see the face 
of my friend... I confidently predict that within seven months from now 
I shall be able to see through stone walls ... and I have taken all 
sorts of poison, arsenic, prussic acid, carbolic - they have no effect 
on me, because I know I am taking them and I decide they shall have no 
effect ... (as to seeing) I see with my mind, which cannot be blind - 
folded."
In the Editor’s own small personal experience, nearby objects seen in this way 

(with eyes blindfolded) often appear in a brightly lighted space - far more light 
than is ’actually’ present... The whole subject of "eyeless sight" (Romain) should 
be explored, as having highly practical applications, and (sensibly pursued) being 
free from occult dangers.
