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HUNA AND THE TELEPATHIC
EXPERIMENTS _

IN BEGINNING THE TESTING OF HUNA, the ancient psycho-religious
systom of the Polynesian kahunas, as this system is now understood,
the First consideration was the immediate needs of the individuais
joining together as HUNA RESEARCH ASSOCIATES.

Many were primarily interested because of the promise of bodily
healing, some needed healing for financial circumstances, and others
were beset by tangled conditions in their family or social surround-
Ings.

With no kahuna or trained user of the Huna methods available.it
was necessary to undertake healing as individuais, each doing what
he could with the information in hand. But to augment that approach,
experiments were made with:

1. Telepathic or distant healing by the leader and others.
2. By the telepathic mutual healing group work.

The first item as listed above was similar in most ways to the
"absent treatment” work in various modern schools of mental-spirit-
ual healing, and included most of the ’prayer' mechanics, but had,
for almost the first time, a clearly dcfined reliance on the tele-
pathic means of establishing contact: (a) between the healer and the
one being treated, and (b) between them and the High Selves to whom
all prayer-actions for healing were addressed. (Note: no effort was
made at any time to send *’suggestion™ in any form along the lines of
telepathic contact from healer to patient).

THE PROBLEM was, first, to make the telepathic contact with the
patient; second, with the High Self of the patient and of the heal-
er, In order to make the Huna-type prayers and send them (also tele-
pathically) to the High Selves (Aumakuas, the third of the three
'selves’ that go to make up the man in the Huna system).

The telepathic contact was undertaken by means of signatures,
photos, or a lock of hair. The Huna belief is that an invisible
thrcad of some substance (aka) remains attached to the things we
have touched, and that such threads can be picked up by the sub -
conscious self of the healer and filled with vital forcé (mana),so
that thought-forms can be carried by the mana-flows between healer
and patient.

Contact with the High Selves was to be taken on trust - the
theory being that each person is connected to his High Self by an
aka thread of substantial strength, and that contact can be made
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along this thread at will, provided a guilt fixation does not prevent
the low self from using thic avenue (Tala or path of light) to the High
Self.

TESTS FOR CONTACT were made between the healer and the patients
by scnding telepathic impressions back and forth at set times. In a
number of tests it was evident that the connection had been made, and
It was taken for granted that tho patients who failed to pick up the
telepathically sent images or impressions were in contact even if they
were not sufficiently scnsitive te pick up the impressions. (This last
conclusion seems to have been justified. A number of patients who did
not register the telepathic images sent to them, nevertheless, respond-
ed well to tho treatment that followed over a period of days).

WITH CONTACT ESTABLISHED, the healer and patient began work at a
set time each day, both making an agreed upon set of mental pictures of
the conditions desired to be brought about, and both instructing their
low sclves to carry the thought forms of the visualization to the High
Selves as the “prayer”. (in addition, a surplus of vital forcé was ac-
cumulated by an action of mind before the visualization was begun, and
this was utilized in sending the thought forms, also supplied to the
High Selves to be used to bring about changes in the already crystal -
lized future of the patient, thus causing the future, when changed and
whcn arriving as part of the present, to contain the desired condi -
tions - this being part of the Huna mechanism used as basic theory).

THE RESULTS WERE EXCELLENT - only a small part of those undertak-
ing this dual treatment failing to get somo degree of help. There was
complete healing in some cases and betterment in other cases.

RESULTS ONLY ABOUT HALF AS GOOD were obtained whcn the patient was
unable to take part through lack of understanding (or when being treat-
ed at the request of a loved one but without the individual’s knowl -
edge). Results under this heading were about the same, on an average,
as those reported by individuais who treated their own cases without
the help of a second person to act as healer.

THE CONCLUSION was reached that there was a definite advantage in
having more than one person involved in the healing action, and from
this carne the decision to test healing work by telepathic contact as a
GROUP.

THE GROUP ORGANIZATION was begun as of Thanksgiving, and the tests
ran (for the first unit of the test) until Christmas, 1948. Each of the
Huna Research Associates sent a letter with signature in ink, stating
needs, and these letters were kept together in a box to be used to
help make the aka thread contact at the set time of niutual-prayer-treat-
ment..

EACH LETTER was used as it carne in, to establish contact with the
writer; and the healer, acting as center for the mutual actions, vis-
ualized the desired conditions described in the letter as a part of the
preparation. When the first period carne, the healer at the center
took all the letters in his hands to make the telepathic contact. An
agreed upon ritual was gone through for eight minutes, each partid -



pant endeavoring to share vital forcé with the others, and all joining
in sending vital forcé to the High Selves of the entire group. All sent
general prayers for the good of all and for world peace, and for their
individual needs. The healer ran through the letters, recalling the
visualized desired conditions and endeavoring to act as a center thru
which all prayers could be sent to the "Great Company of High Selves"
(Aumakua, in the Huna lore).

THE HESULT of this telepathic mutual healing group experiment was
so good that it was decided to keep it on and use it to the advantage
of all. Not only were there more that the expected benefits, but a
feeling of "church" developed, and individual experiences of a relig-
ious nature were marked and often considered a great "blessing” from
the High Selves. The feeling of having help and companionship was
strong. The telepathic signais sent out were picked up in the form sent,
or in changed and symbolic form.

THE GROUP EXPERIMENT WAS CONTINUE!) from Christmas to Easter, 1949,
and bidts fair to become a permanent part of the HBA work, with its own
membership as a group within the larger group. Many who have no parti-
cular need join in to do what they can to help the ones whose need is
pressing. All visualizo the "Happy Normal" condition for everyone, in-
cluding themselves and the world at large. This is considered a form of
insurance against having the future of the individual appear with un-
wanted conditions. (The Huna belief seems to have been that the future
is crystallized, to a degree, in the futuro of the world and of the in-
dividual. However, this future, if not desirable, may be rebuilt and
bettered. The individual is supposed to be constantly supplying
thought foros of hopes and fears and dcsires to his own High Self.and
these aro thought to be utilized in some way in building the crystall-
ized future for the individual)

GENERAL CONCLUSIONS as of Easter, 1949, are that participation
in the Group work is a decided advantage over working alone. That
ability to sense telepathic reception is not necessary to gain the full
benefits. That conditions which have been forming for a long time de-
mand proportionately longer time to correct by breaking down the crys-
tallized future and rebuilding it. That there is no such thing as in-
stant healing, technically speaking (AIll healing action involves changes
in the future of the individual, and even if these are accomplished in
a moment, there still is the lapse of a moment or two between the
prayer-acticn and the response in the way of healing. That any finan-
cial or social condition which can be changed only by making corres-
ponding changes in the future of one or more people, other than the one
needing the healing of purse or circumstances, are more complicated
and may take more effort and time. That Huna theories are correct so
far as can be judged from the testing up to this point.

"How many miles to Dublin?" And how far does the complication of
the one substance go? Vihat is the pattem, and how does it work out —
and how many variations are there between ourselves and the ultimate
form of matter in its primal state?

Again we go to the wise man, and he says:"There are five patterns
of matter in our universo.

First, there is matter in its primal state, It is like the great
primeval sea, the mother of us all, virgin matter.The transformations
that make up our universo are like a bubble in that sea. Matter in its
primal state siraply means the kind of matter from which all the other
patterns of matter are made. There may be other transformations pos-
sible besides the five known, and speculation could take us far in
that direction. However, we will leave that to the laboratorios, and
explore our own bubble first.

Next, there is the first transformation: the first new pattern bo
be made from this matter in its primal state.

Next, there is the second transformation: another pattem made
from matter in its primal state.

Then there are the third and the fourth transformations: there
are five kinds of matter in our univers complex.

Now let’s look again at this idea ... Immediately one important
difierence between it and many others stand out. Did you see it?

Many western occultists have a picture of the universo that runs
like this: the Tirst plafie has a pattem. The second plafie is said to
be made up of combinations of the basic pattem of the first plarie.
The third plafne is said to be made up of ocobinations of tho soocnd-
plane pattem, and so on

This is different. In this concept of the universo under dis-
cussion, each “‘plafe or kind of matter is made up of matter in its
primal state according to a particular pattem. There are no inter-
mediate conditions.

The other idea of the universo must be drawn as a ladder. The
symbol for this kind of a universo is a wheel, with matter in its
primal state at the hub. A wheel is without beginning or end — and
yet it may have been made,and it may come to an end, in time.



There is also the symbol of the baker baking bread. According to
the usual ’tadder idea, the baker made one large batch of dough. That
was the first plafie. Then he mixed in some seasonings, and said: Now |
have the second plafie. Next he put in some raising and said: Now | haro
the third plafie. Then he added something else, and said: Now the dough
is the fourth plafie. And so on down the ’tadder In each case, the
addition was mude to the whole batch of dough.

But according to the different idea, he made one batch of dough.
Then he took part of it and made cinnamon bread. He took another part
and made raisin bread. Then he took another part and ande still another

kind of bread, until, including the original plain bread, he had five
kinds to sell. It was all the samo batch of bread, and most of it was
baked plain, but the recipe was changed for each kind -- although each

kind was made from a portion of the dough pulled from the original
batch. All tho kinds were related, but tho recipe was varied. A chemi-
cal analysis would have proved the dough to have been the same.

That isn’t the best possible example, and it isn’t practical to
try out at home, but hero is one that is.

Take a pile of toothpicks (or matches). Say that it represents
matter in its primal stato — the universal stock-pile.

Now take some of tho toothpicks and lay them out in a row at one
side of the pile, but lay thom straight, like pickets in a fenco.

Next take somo moro toothpicks from tho main pilo, and make a row
of littlo crosses (two toothpicks to oaoh cross) in another direction
from the pile. If you cali the placo whero you put tho first line of
toothpicks ’'north”, then make this cross-row ’ast

Thon take some more toothpicks from tho central pilo and make sane
littlo six—pointod stars in the ’south’”, with threo toothpicks oach.

Finally, take some moro toothpicks from the central pile and make
some little oight-pointod stars, of four ’picks’ each, in the ’tvest

Now you know how tho people of this ’country’ think matter was
contrivod — it was all mado out of matter in its primal stato, but
each timo the now ’kind’ was mado according to a different pattern,
with a different numbor and arrangement of fundamental partidles.

So they say the "worlds”, or universos, made in the different
kinds of matter are parallol, rathor than consecutivo. They exist
togothor, yet largoly indopondont of ono another. They do not inter-
iore much with one another, because the pattern of their construction
is different. Only whero the patterns aro partly alike, whero thoy
aro similar, is contact possible — contact and interaction that is
sometimos called ’intorpenetration’s

But that is anothor story, and we will como to that later.

not natural, after all, that one should relate a story of years of per-
sccution, fraud, rascality and violence, in the impersonal tone of re-
peating the muitiplication tablcs. When these outrages are directed in
last analysis against the common citizen, common humanity, against re -
lief from long illnoss and painful death, then these faets come home to
us also; the wrong is done to us, and resentment is rightfully ours,
even though the faets themselves be presented in the most impersonal
and detached manner. That departments of the Federal Government and
great agencies created for the public welfare should ally themselves
with these iniquities (as the thousands of pages of court records abund-
antly illustrate), filis every decent man with sorrow - but also with a
stern resolve that this crawling corruption be stamped upon and ended,
and its reappearance made impossible —

So, the book BIRTH OF A SCIENCE is not suave and gentio reading,
no lullaby or bedtime fairy tale- But to repeat, it is not a polemic;

1 was not attrac-
ted by his personality and | am sure he did not come to me for any per-
sonal reason but because | was General Electric to him and engaged
upon defence work or because he wanted thru me to get in touch with
others. Can you supplement what you received last night?"

"l will try. He seems to want to get in touch with his own
people.”

"l don't know what that means."

"l think i1t is his former associates and 1 get the inpression
there were four of them.”

"Would Dr. Alexanderson be one of them?" (The pioneer in radio
communication and inventor of 'The Alexanderson Alternator.” He, whose
boy was kidnapped. 1| know him.)

"Assuredly. Are you sure he was not Jewish?"

"Now, that you press me, | seem to recall that there was same-
thing Jewish about him."

"Didn't he have his own cypher?"

"Not exactly a cypher but he kept his note books in a short-hand
of his own devising. | have a copy of the key."

"The reason | mention this is because | see a notebook and | see
writing around the edges of one of the pages and some of the characters
which 1 am sure, resemble Jewish script. He signs it C.P.'. He seems
to want to cali attention to this note book, that it contains informa-
tion which may be valuable in connection with National Defence. He
insists he was always known as *C.P." Is that right?"

"Would David mean anything to you?"
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"l now get the fiame Roger or Rodney. Would that mean anything
to you?"

"NO_"
"I am sorry, that is all 1 can get.” He refused to accept a fee.

The following day | had a sitting with Mrs. Mary Murphy Lydy (now
deceased). The lady gets the spirit voices in broad daylight! 1 sup-
pose there is no greater miracle in the world today. Any scientific
man that is not willing to bow his head in humility after having been
a witness to this, is no longer a scientist, nay, not even a man. My
witnesses were: Mrs. Juliette Pressing, co-Editor of ’The Psychic
Observer’, and Mrs. Grace Schafer, writer, poet and painter. The room
was as well illuminated as a sun porch, besides which, the médium
stood under a 150 watt bulb. She looked to be about sixty-five at the
time of our visit, walked with a limp, and as her legs were bandaged,
I rather imagine she suffered from varicose veins. She stood and
rested her arm upon the back of a kitcben chair and with her left fin-
ger and thumb held the aluminum trumpet by the wide end. The voices
were audible not only to the sitter but to all in the room. This
sounds incredible, but so it is. The only other médium that can pro-
duce this phenomenon to my knoviledge, is Mrs. Sophia Williams of Chi-
cago, the médium that Hamlin Garland used in his search for the
buried crosses. My brother carne thru first of all. | then asked for
Steinmetz and immediately a voice announced that he was 'C.P.'. The
following conversation then ensued:

"l have an idea, Dr. Steinmetz, that when you materialized for
me on Sunday evening, your message was incomplete. Is that right?"

"Yes. | want to get in touch with my own people.”

"l want to get in touch with Arthur H. Compton, C-O-M-P-T-O-N."
The last was spelled out slowly, loudly and deliberately.

"Have you a message for him?"

"No. Tell him that | am still carrying on. He will understand.”
That was all.

It was then, and only then, that | suddenly awakened to the mean-
ing of Mr. Clark's remarks. The'David'" was William David Coolidge and
the 'Rodney' was Milis Rodney "Jhitney, my own superiors in the re-
search laboratory of The General Electric Company. They were known to
their intimates respectively by their middle fiames. Steinmetz assured-
ly would have called Dr. wlhitney 'Rodney' and Dr. Coolidge 'David’,
just as he used to cali Alexanderson, ‘Alee'.
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Dr. Whitney at that time was vice-president in charge of research
and Dr. Coolidge, director of the laboratory. He is best known for his
invention of the ’Coolidge X-ray Tube'. Both men are now retired as
I, too, am retired. Dr. Arthur H. Compton, of course, is the famous
Nobel-Prize Winner, is the aurhority of cosmic radiation and was deeply
involved in the development of the atomic bomb. At this time he was
director of the Ryerson Physical Laboratory at The University of Chi-
cago. | wrote a full account of the foregoing seances to Dr. Compton.
Here is his reply:-
The University of Chicago,
Ryerson Physical Laboratory,
October 13, 1941.

"Dear Mr. Wright:

Thank you for your letter of September 28 with regard to Dr.
Steinmetz. In the form that the message comes, | must say that it
means nothing to me. 1 shall, however, see if it is possible to
follow up the matter here. If anything develops, | shall let you
know.

Yours very truly,
Arthur H. Conpton.”

This letter meant to me that had the message come in another
form, it might have been intelligible. Also, it meant that Dr. Comp-
ton was in touch with médiums or a médium thru vhom it might be pos-
sible to 'follow up the matter’ and finally, a willingness to let me
know the result if he obtained any corroboration. A few weeks after-
wards, Dr. Compton lectured before the research staff of The General
Electric Company. | approached him after the lecture, introduced
myself and asked if he hac anything to report. He confessed that he
had been having sittings with Mrs. Sophia Wiiliams, that he had tried
to arrange a sitting with her before coming to Schenectady but had
been unsuccessful on account of his activities for the National Re-
search Defence Council. | met him again about two months later in
the Tudor Room of The Hotel Commodore, in New York. At that meeting
he confessed to me his regrets that thus far he had been unable to
have further sittings with Mrs. Mlliams for, "Mr. Wright,” he said,
"l have no doubt whatsoever but that Steinmetz returned to help us
in our war work." Brave words from an eminent mani

A few months after this | was present ata sitting for Materiali-
zation in New York, the médium being Mrs. Bertie Lilly Candler. "Sil-
ver Leaf"”, her Amerindian guide, said to me: "Gilbert, Edison and
Steinmetz are standing behind you. Do you know you are going to
make an invention soon?” | replied that | was glad to hear i1t for
that was my bread anc butter, thinking she referred to my regular work.

I then spent considerable time in The Schenectady Museum looking
thru what was left of Steinmetz' notebooks. Most of them, 1 dis-
covered, had been disposed of to private collectora. 1 saw nothing
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resembling the drawing seen clairvoyantly by Mr. Jewett Clark.

There then appeared in "The New York Spiritualist Leader” an
item which annoyed me very much. It ran as follows:

"At a trumpet seance last night, the médium being Alexander de
Chard, Edison carne thru and stated that he was still interested Iin a
device to make possible conimunication between the two worlds without
making use of a living instrument. In his life time he had been in-
terested in such a possibility. He now said he had successfully im-
pressed his ideas on Gilbert Wright of the Research Laboratory of
The General Electric Company who would have the device perfected
within three months."”

I inmediately wrote to Miss Marge Hall, the editor, denying that
there was any truth in the above statement and asked that my denial
be made public. It was. However, no sooner was my letter in the
mail, than | began to wonder if | had been altogether truthful. I
had not been working upon such a device, in fact, on philosophical
grounds, | had always regarded such a possibility as nonsense and
that the search for a physical means of communication was a hopeless
quest. 1 had, nevertheless, written two letters on the subject, one
to Mrs. Gwendolyn Kelley Hack, the noted writer, traveller and psychic
researcher, author of "Psychic liysteries at Milésimo Castle” and "Ven-
etian Voices" and the other to Mr. Frank Hoge, of The Bell Telephone
Research Laboratories, in which I said that the only feasible start-
ing points were, in my opinién, either the Geiger Counter which would
require the control of one electron only, or the Crookes Radiometer.

The following summer | was at Ephrata Spiritualist Camp, Pa.
and had a sitting with Hugh Gordon Burroughs, the famous voice médium.
At that sitting Steinmetz announced himself:

Said I: "You are just the very man I -.;anted to talk to. You
probably know that 1 wrote to Compton?"

"Yes."

"Altho | have assiduously tried, | cannot find your note books.

I have reason to believe that they were disposed of by private sale."

"The note books are not so important now, We think we can get
over what we want to without them.” Note the ‘we'.

"Dr. Compton has been expecting to get a message from you thru
that médium...""

"In Chicago, you mean?"

"Yes, |1 cannot for the moment recall her fame.”
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"Neither can I. That’s strange.” (Mrs. Sophia Williams, of course.)

"Speaking of ’‘impressing’, 1 was very much annoyed by that false
message that purported to come thru de Chard in New York to the effect
that Mr. Edison had successfully impressed me towards making an inven-
tion whereby we on our plafie would be able to communicate with yours
without the use of a living instrument.”

"My dear Sir, | am glad you mentioned that for that was not a
false message. Protest as much as you please, we have been impressing
you for some time. Mr. Edison is here now and will speak to you.”

"This i1s Mr. Edison. As Dr. Steinmetz has said, we have been im-
pressing you for some time. We find that you are the only man in The
General Electric Company whom we can impress.” Here | broke iIn:

"1 thought that perhaps the Gei...”

"The Geiger Counter...” (He took the word out of mymouth). "We
thought of that and also the radidometer. (I had not mentioned it).
We have another idea in mindnow...”

"With the Geiger Counter you could use the Morse code.”

HWe don’t want the Morse code. We want a device like a loud
speaker that will hang on the wall.”

"How can | best prepare myself for receiving your instructions?”

"By not trying; but you ought to keeo a pencil and writing pad
by your bedside.”

"But to return to the de Chard message, it was promised that we
should have the instrument before the public within three months.”

"We underestimated the time. 1t will be towards the cidose of
the war.”

”0Oh, Lord! That means ten years!”

"No Sir! Off the record, the war will not last ten years!”

"But, Mr. Edison, are you sure that you and Br. Steinmetz will
be conferring a benefit on Humanity by any such instrument? We have
enough Hell as it is. God help us i1f all the demons in the Astral
plafie break thru!”

"They won’t. You take care of your end. We’ll take care of ours.”

This is typical Edisonian speech.
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I now had a sitting with Mr. McBride Panton for clairvoyance.
There was no possibility for collusion with Burroughs, as Panton was
having lunch in another building while the Burroughs sitting was in
progress. | have deleted all irrelevant matter.

*...1 am now taken to the middle west - to Chicago. There is
someone there with whom you are trying an exoeriment (Comoton?). |
see a plague about a foot square. It is chocolate colored (Selenium?).

I am now taken to the world of metais - Tungsten? - Uranium? | am
stopped at Uranium. (Any connection with the Geiger counter? Uranium
is used to demonstrate the effect). |1 come East again. Would you

know Edison and Steinmetz? (I make no reply.) It seems that they and
you and this man in Chicago are trying an exoeriment together. Hamlin
Garland comes to my mind (He used the mediumship of Sophia Williams.)
I cannot get this man's fiame (Compton?). This seems increcible, but

I get the impression that all of you are trying to invent a device to
make possible intercourse with the other side without making use of

a person like me.” (You will notice that the ground has shifted. Re-
call my interpretation of Steinmetz' visit and of Mr. Clark's remarks
was that Steinmetz had returned to help us in our war efforts. This
was also Comoton's interoretation. Steinmetz subsequently denied
thru another médium that he had ever mentioned the war. He said

from his first contact with me, he had in mine only the question of
this device. The 'war effort' interpretation had arisen in our own
minds. This shows the importance of keeping cidse to the text and
not allowing our imaginations to run away with us. It was the Ameri-
can flag that threw me off.)

*_..1 am now back to Steinmetz and Edison. They have ¢iven up
the idea of the radiometer. (I had not mentioned anything concerning
this matter to the médium and one would not expect a psychic to be
familiar with such matters. In fact, the whole seance bristled with
technical terms.) They have also given up the idea of the Geiger
Counter. They now favor a chemical method (i am a chemist). As I
understand it, communication will take place while the reaction is
going on. There is a French influence here and possibly a little
Italian, but 1 have to go far back in time." (i guess this to be
Basil Valentine, the alchemist and my guide.) "Would Faraday be mixed
up in this? He is alive, isn’t he?” "No", | replied, "Faraday died
in 1867-" "Why should he be in this?" he asked. "Well", | replied,
"if 1 were Steinmetz and Edison, Faraday would be the first man I
should cali upon for assistance."

There was some other matter dealing with my relations with
'Margery' Crancon, whom | knew well, but since it is not relevant I
leave it unrecorded.

The next sequence begins in September, 19A2, when | again cross
Compton's path. 1 had purchased a book from Adrian Wynnoble, of the
Psychic Book Center, New York. On returning home, 1 found inserted
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between the leaves, a few pages of typescript with a hand-written ad-
denda. But before proceeding to relate the contents, let me state
that it is still a mystery how these pages carne to be there. The pro-
prietor, a man to be trusted, denies any knowledge of them and we can
only assume that a prospective customer glancing thru the contents of
the book used these pages as a book-marker and inacvertently left them
there.

The typescript is an account of how Dr. iiark Richardson of Boston,
the life-long friend of the Crancons anc participator in the bi-weekly
seances at 10 Lime Street, over a period of nearly fifteen years, was
startled by repeated knockings in his apartment at Commonwealth Avenue
on the evening of ’liargery's' death. He was alone. The rappings were
loudest on a door leacing to a fire escape down or up which no intruder
could readily vanish without detection. A sudden opening of this door,
after a series of knocks, revealed no one. The oid gentleman, at that
time nearing eighty (since deceased), was so frightened that he kept
the light on all night.

Dr. Richardson was known to me. | had met him some seventeen
years previously at the Crandons' but rarely during the interval.

The document then went on to state that at a sitting with an Eng-
lish médium, staying at a New York hotel, ’Margery' carne thru and con-
fessed that she had been resnonsible for the rappings and expressed
great amusement that he, of all men, who had had so many years ex-
perience in the seance room, should have been scared by these mani-
festations.

That was all. The document was unsigned. A year after | was
able to discuss the matter with Dr. Richardson. He could throw no
light on it. The matter of the rappings and his relationship with
this médium were known only to his immediate family. The handwriting
was unfamiliar.

I took it uoon myself to write to this médium, stating that I
was a man of long exoerience in things psychic, that | had known. both
Dr. and Mrs. Crandon well and that I would be highly appreciative if
she would grant me the privilege of a sitting.

I received a slightly indignant reply to the effect that she was
not a public médium, charging no fee, and was working for a group
without whose permission no seance could be granted. She further
wondered how | had gotten to learn of her existence, for her doings
and those of the group had been kept secret.

I did not acknowledge this letter. As far as | was concerned,
the incident seemed to be closed. A week or so passed and | received
another letter from her.
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(Mr. Wright then gives biographical details concerning this Eng-
lish médium, a cultured woman with artistic gifts. She had.. been
brought to this country by a wealthy American woman, and was under
contract and rather rigid supervision by a group of American investi-
gators, including a famous physicist, and a distinguished psychiatrist
and medical man. She was also observed by a John Hopkins psychiatrist,
the late Adolph Meyer, for over six weeks. He had her on the lie mach-
ine, the electroencelaphon, examined the conductivity of her skin, etc.
C’1t all sounds to me like so much silly PhD stuff. Piles of typescript
reports, of course, but nothing published”, says Mr. Wright.))

She 1s pre&ninently a trance médium and knows nothing of other
forms of mediumship. She was aghast when | told her of some of my ex-
periences and was frankly quite incredulous. She had never heard of
’the cirect voice’, ’apports’, 'materializations’, ’slate writing’ and
so on. She is marvellous from the standpoint of furnishing evidence
for survival. She is iIn the class probably with iirs. Gladys Osborne
Leonard of London or our own Arthur Ford. She is exceptionally good
at ’cross-correspondences’ and ’cross-references but is vastly inferior
to your own Mark Probert as | have since learned.

My contact with this médium is important for two things only.
(1) There is strong evidence that the invisibles wished to bring me

closer to Compton and (2) Steinmetz is reported by Kian Chu, the con-
trol, as being present. Here follows our conversation.

Kian Chu: ”Did you know that you have a German helper?”

J.G.EW. "No."

Kian Chu: ”You do not like that, do you?”

J.G.EW.. ”"No.”
Kian Chu: "You mustn’t feel like that. Do you know who he i1s?”

JG.EW. "l have had a few words with Bardn von Schrenk-Not-
zing.”

Kian Chu: "No, 1t is not he. His flame begins with ’S”. He iIs
a hunch-back. He is small. | have the fiame now, it
IS Steinmetz. You do automatic writing?”

JG.EW.: "No. 1 have tried but | have no talent.”

Kian Chu: ”You ought to have. You tried automatic writing one
evening with your friend, Owen” (The Rev. Owen R.
Washburn of Brattleboro, Vt.) (Right! Fact that I
have a friend, Owen, and that in his presence | tried
automatic writing, unknown to medium.) "This man,
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Steinmetz, carne thru and wrote for you. You did not
believe it, (correct), but your friend, Owen, did. |
want you to tell your friend that you were wrong and
he, right."

I now have a seance with Arthur Fovc? xu New York. Fletcher, his
guide, reporting says: "Lodge is here and a man with a hunch-back. He
is a helper but not a guide.”

The next sequence has to do with the development or rather 'dis-
covery' of my ’bouncing putty It has been widely publicized in the
caily press, ’Life’ and on the screen by 'Pathe News”.

The material 1s as soft as plasticine: softer, foi’ i1t will flow
like molasses when left on the table; but if rolled up into a ball and
dropped on the floor i1t will bounce like rubber, only much higher.
Actually the rebound is 85% of the distance thru which it is dropped.
It takes and holds easily a strong static charge and one variety has
astounc’ing acoustic nroperties. '7hen held ciése to the ear and struck
It resounds like a drum. It is interesting to strike i1t with the
finger nail whilst listening to i1t with a stethoscope. a slight tap
sounds like a sledge-hammer blow.

Now, scientifically, this bebaviour means that it is very sensi-
tive to high frequency vibrations. It reflects them, while low fre-
quencies are absorbed. Percussion sounds, i.e., raps, are one of the
easiest ways the spirit world has of communicating with us; henee the
use of the tamborine in the early days of the movement. A rap is more
audible on a stretebed piece of parchment than i1t is on a wall or
table, for example. It struck me that I might devise a very sensi-
tive instrument for ’rapping spirits by utilizing my bouncing putty
and other resources. | had an Indian drum. | proposed to take this,
place a piece of bouncing putty thereon, stick a tooth pick uoright
in 1t and have the top end smeared with luminous paint. In this way
a’rapping spirit by tapping the parchment would cause the vibration
to be transmitted to the putty which in its turn wculd cause the
luminous match to wiggle back and forth, thus rendering the vibration
visible as well as audible to the observer.

So | brought home from the laboratory a sampie of the putty,
placed it upon the drum and inserted the match with the luminous end
upwards. | then put the whole cidése to the wall of my bedroom where
I was accustomed to hear raps and extinguished the light. 1 did not
get any results but then I am not a physical meédium and | had diffi-
culty in maintaining the match in an upright position. It ought to
have been supported by a wire loop.

Now, a week previous to this, | had noticed in "The New York
Times" Book Section, a review of a book by an engineer and architect
entitled: "Our Invisible Friends”. The author was a liaurice Alien,
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and he was hailed as a second Mrs. Curran. He was credited with pro-
ducing automatic script and the content was said to rival Patience
Worth. Incidentally, it does notl | obtained the book from The Psy-
chic Book Center and, frankly, | was disapoointed. The autbor has
mediumistic gifts to some extent, but it is evicent that the messages
are colored from some source. | found the book tiresome reacing and
was less tban half way thru when the above experiment was tried. That
night as | lay down, | stretched out my arm for the book. It opened
towarcs the last quarter and | carne across this passage purporting to
come from Thoraas A. Edison:-

"An Invention 1S needed.........

A stove, a varnished pack, an endalence,
A dippy piece of putty and a stick...
A little dab of parchment."

Now, this book was unquestionably off the press before | dis-
covered my ’bouncing putty’ and long before it was brought before the
public. My colleagues usually refer to it as ’the crazy putty’ or
‘the dippy putty’ so paradoxical are its properties. The ’stick’ rea-
sonably corresponds to ‘match’. One might demur a little at equating
’a parchment drum’ with a ’little dab of parchment but the scribc
warns us of interference. The ’varnished pack’ is without doubt, a
‘condenser’. ‘Stove’ means the application of heat. ’Endalence’ we
cannot find in any dictionary, literary, medical or technical.

It is tare for me to believe that min6 can communicate with mind
except by means of a living organism in soite of the fact, as we have
seen, that both Steinmetz and Edison have intimated that 1 am to In-
vent with their help just such a ’mechanical médium”. It was to have
been “in three months' and then ’towards the cidése of the war®, so it
Is alreacy long overdue.

I now have a sitting with Goldie Guernsey at Schenectady. Edison
announces himself. 1 ask if the passage in Maurice Alien’s book was
intended for my eyes. He answers emphatically in the affirmative and
adc’s that he gave me the ’bouncing putty’ whether | know it or not. |
laugbingly ask him if he wants his flame on the patent with mine. "Per-
haps, like the patent lawyers, he does not believe much in ’split pat-
ents, for according to patent law, two inventors cannot share one idea
between them?” "Perhaps his fiame only should be there?" He does not
reply to these digs. | then ask him if my interpretation of the
Maurice Alien message is correct. "Does *stove mean the application
of heat?” "It does." "Is a ’varnished pack’ a condenser?" "It is."
"Vhat does.‘endalence’ mean?" "It means the biinging of ends to-
gether - ’end’ anc ’commence’.” | suspect here what the psychologists
cali ’clang associations. Goldie evicently offers as much inter-
ference as iiaurice Alien himself does.

Perhaps the writing out of this vri.lll help. | do not believe iIn
telepathy nor mind reading. Thou”ht 1s an activity of the mind. It
Is evoked from the mind and cannot be imparted to i1t. | believe this

Is good Philosophy. It is ¢ood Personalism and EXxistentialism, anyway.
All the so-called evidence for telepathy and its opposite, mind reading,
can be explained in terms of clair-sentience. After counting a million
and a half cards, Rhine is beginning to come arounc. | pointec out to
him some years ago that his experiments did not prove telepathy. The
spirits agree, | find. Ray Burns' famous guide, Dr. Aylesworth has
said frequentiy: 'We do not pretend to be mind readers.” Spirits can
only judge of what is going on in our minds by what we say, what we do,
or what we write. So this full expression of my thoughts may be help-
ful to Steinmetz or to Edison if either is looking over my shoulder.

I then go to Ephrata with Mons. L. A. Huguemont. At a private
sitting with Bertha Eckroad, Steinmetz comes thru and likewise In a
private sitting with Elizabeth Fabian. In neither sitting is anything
significant said but veiled refcrences are made to 'the device'. Then
In a sitting with Edith Greene, Grace Schafer, Dr. Julien Ortiz and
L. A. Huguemont being present, Edison comes thru and Steinmetz is re-
ported as being present. Edison refers spontaneously to ‘the bouncing
putty' and says it is to be used. We now have an adventure.

Mr. Huguemont and | are walking together across the campus. We
hear a voice behind us:

"There are Mr. Wright and Mons. Huguemont now." We turn around.
A short elfish man with bright intelligent eyes was approaching us.

"Are you gentlemen Mr. Wright and Mr. Huguemont?"

"I am Mr. Wright anc this is Mr. Huguemont”, 1 replied. He seemed
at a loss as to what to say next and then...

(The newcomer introduced himself, explained that he had just come
from a seance with Mr. Ford, where he had been toid that Mr. Wright
and Mr. Huguemont were on the camnus and that he was to meet them. Mr.
Wright assured him that he and Mr. Huguemont were responsible persons
in the employ of the G.E. The newcomer then went on to say "rather
shamefacedly":—)

"You will find i1t hard to believe this but during the last year
I have been in touch with Steinmetz who has been impressing me with
the view to developing a device whereby we can comraunicate with the
spirit worlc! without making use of a living instrument.”

"I am not a bit surprised"”, | replied. "He has been after me with
the same object in view for the past seven; Edison, too. Let us sit
down and 1 shall tell you my story first of all." | then outlined

briefly the contents of the preceding pages, emphasizing the part my
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’bouncing putty’ was allegedly to play.

"My God! ’Bouncing putty’!”’, said the newcomer who had introduced
himself as Harry C. Gardner, an inspector in the Elmira, N.Y. plant of
The Remington-Rand Company. "When | was preparing to come away, my son
wrapped up an extra shirt for me in a newspaper. As | put it into my
suit case, | noticed an Item staring me in the face. It read: "SILI-
CONE RUBBER AIID BOUNCING PUTTY’”. 1 tore it out and put it in my side
pocket. It sounded as tho i1t might interest me. Here 1t is. | haven’t
read it yet."

Mr. Gardner then went on to explain how he had built a ’sound box
which could be used to dispense with the trumpet in the usual trumpet
sittings. It was a box of about seven inches, by seven, by fourteen,
lined with soundproof material, having a hole in one side sufficiently
large to allow the passage of a broom handle and a microphone in a re-
mote corner. The microphone was connected to a ’louc speaker’ which
coulc be olaced in another room at some distance. The ’sound box’ was
placed cidése to the médium in the dark room and connected to the ’loud-
speaker’ on a platform in the auditorium. The sitters’ voices could
be heard but not clearly whereas the spirit voices were loud, clear
and well articulated, showin® that the ectoplasmic larynx had been
formed and was functioning within the box.

I had to disillusion Mr. Gardner as to the originality of the
iIdea. Such a device was built many years ago by Dr. B.K.Thorogood,
director of The Franklin Technical Institute, Boston, to prove the
independent nature of the ’Walter voice in the ’iiargery’ mediumship.
The Thorogood box, however, was much more elabdrate and free from the
obvious objection which would be raised by all doubters, namely, the
hole in the side. The Thorogood box consisted of a copper-welded box
about 12" x 12" wherein was placed the microphone. Four solid inches
of sound-proof packing was wrapped around this which again was placed
In a steel-welded box. Another eight or ten inches of sound-proof
material followed and as an outside casing, a wooden box. It opened
like a safe, that is to say, the adjoining surfaces of box and door,
were notched as a safe is notched. The whole resembled a packing case
of about 3’ x 3 x 3 and weighed 150 Ibs. It is unthinkable that any
sound could penétrate from the room to the microphone chamber; but
apart from surmises, the experiment was tried. Shout as loud as one
pleased, no sound carne out of the speaker three floors below, whereas
in the presence of ’Margery’, the ’Walter voice was quite audible.
How did the ectoplasm penétrate to the microphone? We can only sup-
pose it seeped between the adjoining surfaces of door and box. The
box, by the way, was secured by a Yale lock during the experiment;
the key, in Thorogood’s pocket.

Mr. Gardner explained that Steinmetz seemed to be aware of the
shortcomings of the present design but had hinted that ’this was only
a beginning’; more was to follow.
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As | was leaving the next day, we arranged an early morning sit-
ting with Ernest Holden. At that sitting, Ecison carne thru and Stein-
metz was reported to be present. Edison intimatec that we were to
work together, 1 to supply the chemical knowledge and Gardner, the
mechanical and electrical, and a statement was made that the bouncing
putty was to be used. At the time we had no idea whatsoever in what
manner 1t was to be used.

Gardner and | soon met in New York for a memorable sitting with
Mary Olson. My guide, Basil Valentine, carne thru and said he was assis-
ting Steinmetz and Edison. Steinmetz carne thru and said assuredly the
bouncing putty was to be used. | asked if the fact that i1t took and
held a strong electric charge was of importance. He replied in the
affirmative and added that ’they must have that electric charge’. He
said they were having trouble in finding a suitable ’covering’. This

was puzzling, but I was moved to make the following statement. | said
I had found that i1f | impregnatec! cheese cloth with the material it
did not flow out. ”Yes”, said Steinmetz, "I saw you make the experi-

ment. Very clever! But cheese cloth is not exactly right.” This,
however, gave me a hint. He repeated that the bouncing putty was to

be used and that he would impress me. Edison then carne thru and ad-
dressing Mr. Gardner, said: 1 think 1t might interest you to see the
blue print of the device that | was working on befare | carne over here.”
We both exclaimed that nothing would please us more; but where, on earth
were we to find it?

"You might try Ralph Fascht (this was spelled out) of 165 Pine-
hurst Avenue, New York, or Bill Gunther of The Consolidated Edison
Company. His offices are in The Empire State Building. Incidentally,
he is iInterested in Spirit Photography, or perhaps, best of all, Edith
Ellis, 152 West 58th Street.” | have never known such specific direc-
tions to be given thru mediumship. Mrs. Gwendolyn Hack, who was pre-
sent, took the notes.

I took Mrs. Hack to lunch and Gardner ’phoned Edith Ellis. She
said she was going over a play with an actor-manager, who wculd soon
be gane, but she would give him three minutes. Actually when they did
meet, she gave him three quarters of an hour.

Mr. Gardner found her to be a very oid waman. One does not gain
this impression from her picture on the jacket of the Wilfrid Brandon
books. She explained that she did not know much about Spiritualism
and knew few Spiritualists, that Spiritualism was a side line with her;
her real work being play and scenario writing. Once ortwice during
the conversation she became entranced and her control, Wilfrid Brandon,
took over. She or Wilfrid, it is hard to say which at times, told
Mr. Gardner he was interested in Masonry and was thinking of joining
the order (correct) and that he would do so soon. When he brought her
around at last to the purpose of his visit, she admittcd sin knew all
about the Edison drawing. ”It was not a blue print” but said it was
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in the posession of Commander Wynne of Brooklyn. "He was not to
worry. She would get it for him." Harry left her with the convic-
tion that she was perfectly sincere and that she iully intended to
get the drawing for him, but, as he said to rae: "Gilbert, 1t is one
thing to make a promise like that and quite another to carry it out.
Vlhat guarantee have we that the Commander will hand it over?" Months
passec and he hac no word from Edith Ellis and then he received a
letter apologizing for her silence which was caused by the death of
her husband and the settling of his affairs. She attached a letter
of introduction to Commander Wynne with a request that he hand over
the drawing to Harry C. Gardner. Mr. Gardner went to Brooklyn and
S3w the Commander who turned over the drawing or, more correctly, a
tracing as the original had been lost. So Mr. Gardner and | are now
in posession of possibly the only drawing of &dison idea extant!

I say this confidently as | am now in touch with Miss uary Childs
Nerney who has been assigned the job by the executors of the Edison
estate to culi Edison effects with a view to publishing a book on
the tnventor work in the realm of the psychic. It vill be a
'‘Scientific Book of the tdonth choice. Apparently his notes were
scanty and thus far she has not found any reference to the drawing
in question.

Now for the background. Shortly after Edison’s death a society
was formed to investigdte occult things from the physical standpoint.
They called themselves: The Society for Etheric Research and it was
incoroorated under the laws of Delaware. The original members were:

Commander 'Vynne.

Ralph Fash (Not Fascht as soelled by Edison. He died some time
ago; a fact apparently not known to Edison.)

Bill Gunther, and

Edith Ellis. She was psychic even then!

They did not get anywhere. The Edison device did not work.

It consists of a cubical box in which is placed a microphone.
In the top of the box is a hole from which rises an aluminum trumpet.
The dimensions of the box are 4" x U" x 4" and the trumpet about 18"
in height. The wide end has a wooden plug inserted therein and an
aerial comes down thru the midcle of the plug to half way down the
trumpet. The outside of the trumpet and the aerial are connected to
two termindis respectively of the microphone. The trumpet is filled
with potassium permanganate, whether in solution or in crystal form
Is not stated. It is clear what Edison had in mind.

The aluminum wall and the interior wire form the opposite poles
of a battery or primary cell - the potassium permanganate being a
strong oxidizing agent and is the electrolyte. The imagined ethe'ic
waves which were to actuate the microphone were thus to be amplified
by the electrolytic action of the battery. "So communication wculd
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be taking place while the reaction was going on!” Recall Panton’s re-
mark. It would seem to be an echo of what was once in the inventor’s
mind. Oh these Akashic,records! Also note that in the Olson seance,
Basil Valentino says he is helping. Panton says: “There is now a for-
eign influence, French and perhaps a little Italian, but | have to go
back far.” Basil VValentine flourished about 1260 to the best of our
knowledge and his first books were published in French.

Commander Wynne speaking: "Although the Edison device did not
work, here is something that did! And he turned over to Mr. Gardner
an original Belgian patent, written in French and granted to a Belgian
boy of fifteen by the fiame of Henri E.G.B. Vandermeulen. Mr. Gardner
does not know French and now we may see perhaps why Mons. Huguemont
was drawn into this as well as 1. Herein follows M. Huguemont’s trans-
lation:

Supplement du Bulletin du Conceil de Researches Metapaychique de
Belgique.
January 1, 1931

Instructions for mounting the Vandermeulen Signalling Device.
I. Invention of Device.

This apparatus was conceived on December 16, 1929 by the Henri
Vandermeulen, who died on July 31, 1929, at the age of 15. It was con-
structed by his father, who completed the work on Sunday, December 22nd,
1929, according to the accurate indications given by the inventor and
communicated to his father by means of a ouija board.

Il. Construction of the signalling device.
The signalling device consists of four main elements:

(1) Two prisms of glass, 15cm. in height and 3 cm. in width,
one of vhich is completely coated with rosin (P and PR in
the drawing);
(2) An ordinary dry cell for ringing the bell (A);
(3) An ordinary comercial electric bell (B):
(4) A triangle made of iron or tinned copper wire, which must
be very fine and light and equipped with a suspension hook (T).

The prisms rest on a wide base, insuring their stability.

The rosin-coated prism can be obtained by covering by means of a
brush, the three faces and the base by means of commercial rosin ren-
dered molten on a low fire, the prism being heated prior to the coating.

"Jhile cooling, the rosin tends to crack; to avoid this short-
coming 1t is advisable to add, while still in the molten state, one
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cubic centimeter of turpentine for every 25 grams of rosin, the quan-
tity which is required to cover one prism including base. The rosin
must be very hot but must not boil.

‘flhen the coating is about 1 cm. thick, the whole is heated so as
to equalize the rosin on the glass surface.

The prisms having been thus prepared, are placed on the board
which is to act as support, so that there is a distance of 5 cm. between
the circular feet and so that one of the faces of the bare glass prism
be parallel with one of the faces of the rosin-coated prism; one of the
edges of the latter must be directed towards the copper wire which con-
nects the glass prism to the positive pole of the cell.

This copper wire of about 1 mm. diameter starts from the positive
pole of the cell and is bent downward nrior to terminating at the prism
P (bare glass), around which the end is securely fastened; it must pass
2 cm. in front of the edge of prism PR.

The drv cell A, consisting of one of the two elements (depending
upon the resistance of the bell), is placed on the prolongation on which
the prisms are mounted, and the bell B is mounted on the wvertical board.

From the prism PR goes a copper wire, which surrouncs solidly that
prism at a distance of about A cm. away from the upper end. This copper
wire is connected to one of the terminais.

The end of the copper wire, which is attached to prism PR, is
terminated by a little hook, another hook is attached, terminating the
light triangle T, which is made of very thin iron or tinned copper wire,
so that the triangle will hang at a distance of about 15 mm. from the
prism's edge, anc 5mm. from the horizontal positive wire. The base of
the triangle is about 6 mm. below this positive wire.

In this way, the triangle hangs between the prism PR and the
positive wire, and at rest its base must be parallel with that wire.

Finally, the negative pole of the cell is connected by means of
a copper wire to the other terminal of the bell. When mounted in this
manner, the signalling device is ready to opérate.

I11. Operation of the Device.

The entities which desire to communicate must cause the bell to
opérate by pushing the light triangle T against the horizontal positive
wire.

To this end, they project against the two prisms a flux of energy
which electrifies positively the glass prism P and negatively the prism
PR.
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The Dositive electricity of prism P passes along the positive
wire attached thereto, while the negative electricity of Prism PR
flows thru the wire and the hook to the light triangle suspended there-
to, and acts as switch.

The triangle which i1s negatively charged is thus repelled by the
negative rosin-coated prism and is drawn by the positive horizontal
wire; the triangle and the wire make contact, anc' the circuit of the
cell is thus closed; the current flows thru the bell and causes it to
ring.

IV. Purpose of the Signalling Levice.

The purpose of the signalling device lies in informing persons
who are busy otherwise, that an entity desires to make a communication.
To this end, the entity causes the bell to ring, and 1T the person
called has the requirec faculty of taking a message by ouija or auto-
matic writing, the latter may be received.

On the other hand, i1f a person is near the apparatus and a present
entity desires to make a communication, 1t informs that person, and the
latter may then receive the message by the means that have been out-
lined.

IT while a person is present the bell does not ring, 1t is because
the entities do not wish to communicate.

In the case when a person who iIs near the apparatus desires to
receive a message, several minutes are needed sometimes before the en-
tity who wishes to communicate has enough dynamism to cause the bell
to ring. One sees then that the triangle moves, and finally makes con-
tact with the positive wire.

According to recommendation by the inventor, the signalling de-
vice will not be placed on the market in its entirety. Only the ele-
ments will be found on the market which are required for its construc-
tion. The device will have to be assembled by those who desire to po-
sess it.

The writing of this description has been onerous but this is the
first time | have attempted to write up the story and | wanted the re-
cord complete. 1 am keeping a copy for future use. The document iIs
unnecessarily wordy but patent law makes no concessions to literary
form. The device is really quite simple as can be seen from the at-
tached photostats.

In telling the above story to Mrs. Gwendolyn Kelley Hack, I
learned she knew all about the device, having experimented with i1t at
'Villa Serena above Florence in ltaly, and afterwards at the residence
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of Dr. and Mrs. R. Assagagioli at Arraggo in 1938. Mrs. Hack's notes
taken at the time, state that the machine ‘'worked lustily' in a small
room used freely for meditation and teachings by Dr. A. "On one occa-
sion when Dr. A. was conducting a service and praying for guidance in
the most crucial hours of the Munich crisis, the bell would ring loud-
ly in the next room as tho accentuating or commenting upon a particu-
lar phrase or important remark made by Dr. A. Attempts were made by
Mrs. A's brother, Luigi, to modify the apparatus along the lines of
the 'ticker machine' in order that messages might be received by liorse
code. The power available was ampie but uncontrollable and after much
work was done, the device still remained a 'signalling’ device only".

Up to the present time neither Mr. Gardner fior | have had either
time or opportunity to have one of these devices made.

This long account of the Vandermeulen Signalling Device has been
in the nature of a diversion from the main story, namely the develop-
ment of the Wright-Gardner Sound Box but it is part of the story. My
faith waxes feebly at times. | feel strongly, however, that Edison's
main object in leading us to his drawing and to the signalling device
was to convince us that i1t was truly Thomas A. Edison communicating.
How otherwise could we have got that drawing?

Mrs. Hack and | now have a sitting with 'Eddie' iiackey in New
York. Edison is reported as being present and Steinmetz comes thru.
He 3gain refers to the question of the ‘covering' and says he and Edi-
son are thinking the matter over.

Mrs. Hack has a solum sitting with Mary Olson. Steinmetz comes
thru and asks her to tell me that they are still concerned about the
lcovering'.

In the meantime, Mr. Gardner at Elmira, Williamsport and else-
where has sittings with private as well as with public médiums and
‘cross-references' to the ‘covering' are made.

I have a sitting for voice with Dorothy Haxwell at Freeville,
N.Y. Edison comes thru and again refers to the ‘'covering' but says
nothing constructive. 1 have a feeling that he is waiting on me.
Spirits don't seem to be able to take the initiative. | was much im-
pressed by a remark mace by Ray Burns' Dr. Aylesworth, the last time
| was at Ephrata. "Remember”, he said, "our thinking is conditioned
by yours™ 1 take this to mean that they cannot build except upon
foundations laid by us. If we do some original thinking, then they
can help us but if we refuse to think, they can do nothing about it.
Perhaps the relationship is like unto flower and root. There is a
mutual Interdependence. The flower cannot bloom unless the root fur-
nishes phosphorus but if the root does its part, the flower can trans-
mit the energy it receives from the sun.
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Be that as it may, about this time 'for the fun of It", 1 intro-
duced finely reduced iron powder into the bouncing putty. In this
way | obtained a corapound that (1) was magnetic, that (2) took and
held a powerful static charge, and that (3) still retained its out-
standing acoustic properties. The médium knew nothing about this.

Mr. Gardner and | have a sitting with three médiums in Albany,
N.Y. - Margaret Lewis, Elizabeth Fabian and Bernard Rodin, the first
two being in trance. Steinmetz comes thru and again mentions the

bouncing putty but seems rather depressed because he cannot think what
the next step is to be.

I have a sitting with Margaret Lewis alone in which he is a lit-
tle more hopeful.

Mr. Le6n Huguemont and 1 have a sitting for materialization with
Arthur Taylor in Albany. The first materialized form is that of Stein-
metz. He speaks volubly about the putty and is most enthusiastic. Al-
though he says nothing definite, he seems to be 'on the track'. |1 do
not help him out.

Mr. Gardner and I have a sitting with Margaret Lewis. At last
Steinmetz knows what he wants! | am instrncted to add as much finely
reduced iron to the corapound as it will stand, to make i1t magnetic
without sacrificing any of the acoustic properties or the ability to
take and hold a static charge! We are to line the whole inside of
the box with 1t. Then comes the question as to how we are to prevent
the top and sides from flowing to the bottom. What sort of ‘covering’
are we to use? At last the cat is out of the bag! | suggest my oid
cheese cloth; pinning it down here and there with upholstery tacks.
But Steinmetz seems to think we should use fine copper gauze. We are
then further instructed to wrap the whole box with glass cloth. |
know what that's for. Ectoplasm cannot get thru glass, therefore
glass is used to prevent the dissipation of the energy while it is be-
ing built up into a larynx within the box. A telephone mouth-piece
must be inserted at the hole to furnish guidance for the pseudopod
as it emerges from the solar plexus of the médium. The glass cloth
must be tied down with string as one ties a parcel.

At the next meeting with Margaret we are prepared but only part-
ly. We have the iron-filled bouncing putty on the bottom and we lay
some on the top but the sides are bare except for a layer of felt.

The box is wrapped by glass cloth and the mouth-piece is in place.

We shout into the mouth-piece, whisper or whistle. Nothing, absolute-
ly nothing, comes out of the loud-speaker! Margaret tries, Ledn tries,
and a Mr. Louis Rask - a sceptical G. E. engineer tries. It is no
good; the loud-speaker is 'dead'’!

We then have a seance. The box is placed in front of Margaret.
She has no trumpet. Her guide, Dr. Cushman, speaks to us; Steinmetz
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comes thru and expresses his satisfaction; my wife comes and many
others. Rask is very much impressed.

The next day, being Sunday, we decided to use it at the evening
service. Margaret sat in the cabinet at the rear of the hall with
the sound box on a small table in front of her on the level with the
solar plexus. The loud speaker was on the platform in full view and
in full light. The cabinet curtains being of thin black material ad-
mitted some light from the room. She had no trumpet and she shared
the confined space with a sceptical member of the audience. The ex-
periment was repeated with Elizabeth Fabian as médium. In both cases
messages were given and heard by the audience and in one case a woman
said she had received a particularly veridical message. Dr. Cushman,
Dr. Steinmetz and my wife carne thru. Elizabeth's *Emily was particu-
larly convincing. Isn't it about time that the foolish talk concem-
ing Jimmy Laughton be stopped!

Our next experiment a month or so later, was in some ways more
impressivc, in one way, less. Mr. Gardner had not carried out, on
account of lack of time, Steinmetz' suggestions flor mine. The inner
sides were still of felt but he had impregnated the material with
bouncing putty. The result was that the bouncing putty had lost its
acoustic properties. When we talked into the mouth-piece, our voices
were to some extent audible in the loud-speaker - somewhat garbled,
but still audible. The seance was held in the bedroom of Margaret
Lewis's home; 55 State Road, Rensselaer, N.Y. Mr. Gardner sat in
the darkened room alone with Margaret and without trumpet. lona
Brandt, the materializing médium, and | sat in the next room with the
loud-speaker on a table in front of us, in full light. Steinmetz
carne thru in characteristic speech and manner, We then placed Margaret
on a chair half way within the clothes cupboard. In front of her we
placed the box supported on a small circular table such as is used
for plants. Around her neck we wound a black cloth and draped it over
the box. She was now sitting like a man in a barber's chair waiting
for a hair cut. The loud-speaker was on the dressing table. We had a
red light sufficiently bright so that her face was quite visible. We
three sat on the bed facing her. Margaret went into trance and irnme-
diately Steinmetz spoke to us from the loud-speaker. He was followed
by my wife, Naomi, the médium's daughter, Norma, Mr. Gardner's daugh-
ter, Dr. Cushman and two others. The speeches were short and not par-
ticularly informative but they were all markedly different. The
Steinmetz voice was indubitably his. | can say this with conviction.
The 'sound-box' voices are much more characteristic of their owners
than anything Margaret can achieve with her trumpet.

The next step was clearly indicated. We must work towards the
end when Margaret or any other voice médium can sit behind the plat-
form desk on which rests the ‘sound-box' in full light. The loud-
speaker may be placed anywhere. A black cloth will be draped over
the médium's shoulders and over the box. But you will say, “"Why all
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in light. Sophia Williams can with the aid of an amplifier; so can
Jack Kelly. You have made little progress for all the fuss.” That

Is true. | am only too painfully aware of it. The history of this
case is typical. Time and again during the past century an inventor
assures us that with the help of well-known spirits he is going to de-
vise a machine for communication with the spirit world. He adduces

all sorts of evidence similar to the above. It is going to be accom-
plished 'in a few months’ or ’just next year'. The experimental work
runs a course similar to mine. Much time and money is spent but no-
thing is achieved. Another two years have passed but nothing further
has been accomplished. Two summers ago at Freeville Spiritualist Camp
Steinmetz thru Arthur Ford says: ”You have gone as far. as you are like-
ly to go with the ’sound-box’. You have let loose a Frankenstein. Un-
less the world is spiritualized, i1t will be destroyed.”* Occasionally
still a carrot appears in front of my nose.

In December, 19A7 | receive a letter from a stranger. He is a
Joseph 0. Johnson and is case supervisor of the Vocational and Adult
Education Department of the State of Wisconsin. He tells me that he
had a sitting with Goldie Guernsey at which sitting Steinmetz carne
thru and proffered some advice on the building of some of his pros-
thenic devices, notably artificial limbs. My fiame and adaress is
given and he is told | am the inventor of ’bouncing putty’. "He must
write to me and obtain samples. The material must be placed between
the articulations.” This is an excellent idea, by the way. It ought
to give the sufferer more control of the device. Quick movements would
carry all articulated parts along as tho they were one member; relax-
ing, they would fall into place. 1 reply to Mr. Johnson and furnish
samples but have heard nothing further.

Another carrotL I now have a ’bouncing wax' so that a ’covering’
IS no longer necessary.

In spite of the fact that Steinmetz, communicating thru Ford,
avows his disinterest in the device, he still continles to encourage
Gardner thru other media. Nothing progressivc, however, has been
forthcoming in the past two years.

Perhaps my inherent scepticism is the stumbling block. | have
never been able to accept the idea that the various planes above our
own are but successive attenuations and that the electron on the
seventh plane is but the ghost of the ghost of the ghost of the ghost
of the ghost of the ghost of the particle that shoots across our vac-
uum tubes. Still, spirits continué to tell us that a purely physical
device for communication is just in the offing and will be a ’fait
accompli’ ere long, and | confess to having been much impressed by a
statement made recently by N. Meade Layne, director of the San Diego
group, that ’one of their pet theories was that matter was continuous
thru the various planes’l So. Back come my ghosts of the electrén.
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I have too much respect for Mr. Meade Layne to laugh. He may be right.

Note by Several of the controls of Mark P. have asserted
M. L... that instrumental communication meant the creation of a
mechanical médium; that such an apparatus must reproduce
the subtle and involved mechanisms, chemicals, forces, and ’wave-
lengths’ emanated by the mind-body complex of the living médium. They
believe that this task is next to impossible, and further, see little
sense In it, since we have the "apparatus” ready for use In the médium
himself. It is true that they hold to the continuity of matter
throughout the various planes, but this iIs not equivalent to saying
that a mechanical or chemical ether-bridge can be constructed, which
will do the work of the psycho-physical human entity. Moreover, most
of the communicators who have expressed themselves on this believe that
the determined sceptic who refuses to deal with the abundant evidence
now at hand, will be equally unirapressed by any kind of apparatus.
And if i1t is knowledge from the astral side we are interested in, they
tell us we can learn on our own plafne everything known to the invisibles,
iIT only we will learn to control consciousness, practise meditation and
so on - which does not appear to me to be very good logic or commonsense.
But | note that the scientist and mathematician Harry Laverne Twining,
a member of the San Diego group and lately deceased, is still interested
in the problem (to judge by his ‘communications’) and seems to believe
It can be solved. —But there are many angles to this matter. The
spectrum of sound, for examole, is said by the communicators to be con-
tinuous as is that of light. Sounds pass out of audibility but can be
picked up on astral and etheric levels if desired; and the astral sound,
the ’sound of thought' may even come through onto a sound recorder,
provided there is a médium present (wherein lies the catch).

We are much pleased to present this scholarly and painstaking re-
search by Mr. Wright. No small part of its valué lies in the insight
It gives us, into the active and serious interest taken by at least a
few distinguished scientists and technicians in psychic and spiritistic
problems, along with their recognition of mediumship as a genuine and
factual phenomenon. It is likely that if the truth were known, this
acceptance (in varying ways and degrees) would be found much wider
than is commonly believed. We must remember that the scientist who
turns his attention to such matters has nothing whatever to gain, and
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often much to lose, by making his interests known. "Science", of
course, not being a person, has nothing whatever to "say" about spirit-
iIsm or mediumship, and no single person or institution has any right

to act as spokesman for the scores of thousands of scientifically trained
minds. All that we actually have, is the personal and occasional opin-
ions of individuais; and these run both pro and contra everywhere, on
a great number of problems of every kind. If weight lie in numbers,
every tyro of psychic studies knows what long lists of flames can be
compiled from the world of the sciences, in support of all the pheriome-
na of spiritism and of the spiritistic explanation of them. The argu-
ment is not particularly valuable, since every egregious error of hu-
manity, in the sciences and elsewhere, has had wide-spread and impres-
sive support. And ’proof’, if you please, is a Protean word, or an
omnibus or portmanteau word; nine times in ten, even in mathematics

and logic, you can pack inte such a bag just what you personally pre-
fer to carry with you.

There was a sense of pressure; aras ached, seemed to lose the power of
motion Nartiallyl 'This last fall patients began to talk about the simil-
arity between DDT and polio. So | obtained the rate for DDT from my in-
strument and the homeopathic high potency of DDT for a remedy. | checked
myself and found DDT very high, took the remedy, and obtained relief
very quickly.”

(Two patients with recently acquired diabetes were checked for DDT,
which showed high in the pancreas. The remedy gave much relief within
thrce days. Ho previous record of diabetes. Their clothing had been
packed away in DDT and later worn without airing or washing. The mother
of Dr. Anderson developed a coid very suddenly; she had added a quilt
to her bed which had been packed in DDT. A garage man with pressure on
chest and severe aencmia checked high for DDT but made prompt recovery.
He had repaired all the spraying machines in his county. Another
patient lost feeling in her fingers, and arms ached severely; checked
high for DDT and was promptly relieved. Her husband had a spraying
machine. Several cases of nausea and lost appetite gave the same re-
action.

(Citrus fruits from Texas and California showed DDT in the skin and
juice. Squash that had been sprayed checked 800 points. Roast duck
which caused illness showed 87 points DDT - as did the patients).

yyjho.DDT affects any organ, any structure in the body. The syinptoms
are definitely different and hard for the patients to describe. Foods
that have been sprayed do not keep well. A breeding magazine states,
that two States have recognized that DDT was producing new diseases in
cattle... It is probable that DDT symptoms may sometimes be confounded
with those of polio. The symptoms and conditions of DDT poisoning are
almost endless ... As to Dr. Koch, | have used his remedy myself; it
has even a broader application than is usually given i1t... It is won-

derful to read favorable comment about Abrams and Koch and the rest,
in Round Robin....”

The great variety of symptoms and effects, and the fact that tho
sources of DDT poisoning are so numerous and obscure - and that the
dangers are as yet little realized, combine to make this subject one
