Interestingly encugh, our own narmes for trans-
port systems todsy stil] retein a trece alement
within them from that former time.

Now words such as "traffic'", "“trein', end
“traller" take on new significence, each containing
the old nave RL label.

It could be thet becsuse of the dim memories
stemming from that solar age, the later cultures,
particularly the sun kingdans of South America,
cema t0 look on the Sun as thelir god.

An spparent symbol of sun power is the ruler's
crown or tiara. This suggests an obvious con-
nection betwean both RA snd RO.

As well as being used
for work purposes, to "emuse" (freak shows) seems
to have been one other of thelr tasks. This mey
explain the word VI-SEE-M (ther). This agrees in
part with Shaver's explanstion concerning the myth-
ological beings, Centeurs etc. of the Greeks.

These anciemt paupiu appear to have imowm of
the wave form gemerated by the hwram volce. This
might accownt for such words as "row', "whistle"
snd "wail". Now, the W is the comon denominator
in these thres words,and for good reasom as we

shall sea.

Richard S. Shaver blamed all wars and other
humen tragedies on dero snd thelr ray machines.

If such a plen exists, has it been published in books
or iz other literature in the past? There is some
evidence thet the great British writer, H.G. Wells
hed access to the dero's master plan to destroy
Western Civilizetion. :

Walls liked to predict the future in his famous
sci=f1 novels. When he wrote THE TIME MACHINE in
1895, he informed the public in an indirect way that
the dero ware killing and eating humans.

WAR IX THE ATR is cme of the most incredible
bocks written in the past 100 years, and it is &
greet crime that the bock publishers have refused to
sell it to the Mmericen people. When ¥Wr. Wells wrote
it in 1907, conditions in the world were not as bad
as they are todey. Western civiliszation wes at its
height in culture and civiliszed bebevior and there
was a universally accepted belief that Wan was im-
proving as a specles. Wells was one of the few
people living before World War I who was able to see
through this dreem world and he was able to accur-
ately predict how the dero would destroy our civil-
ization by fercing human beings to slsughter sach
other.

The attack on Fearl Harbor by the Japanese on
December 7, 1941, which resulted in the destruction

Arong
the predictions which disturbed hir included
Well's description of the world wars, the use of
eircraft to destroy citles and the ccllapse of
civilization after these wars toock plece.

a new pyramid buried beneath
the sands of the desert
south of Cairo dating back to
the year 2380 B.C., the new-

A Mysterious
‘Dinosaur’ Lurks
in Congo Swamp

Chicago

An elephantsized animal with
claws, a long neck and tail seen in
the swampy jungles of western
Africa may be a dinosaur, an expert
on “hidden animals” said yesterday.

Scientist Roy Mackal of the
University of Chicago said inhabit-
ants of a remote section of the
Congo call the swamp-dwelling
beast “‘Mokele-Mbembe.” They de-
scribe it as 15 to 30 feet long with
large, clawed feet and lengthy neck
and tail.

“We don't know exactly what it
is we're talking about,” Mackal said.
“A small dinosaur fits the picture.
But we hesitate to claim that. You
can make an equally good case for a
large monitor lizard.”

Mackal, author of 2 book on
“hidden animals,” has spent more
than & decade searching for Scot-
land's legendary Loch Ness mon-
ster.

He and James Powell, a herpe-
tologist living in Plainview, Texas,
spent February traveling through
swampy jungles in a largely un-
mapped area asking the inhabitants
about “Mokele-Mbembe." They plan
to return next August.

Mackal and Powell did not see
any of the creatures, but the
natives told them the animals have
smooth, brownish-gray skin, a long
and flexible neck, a very long tail
and threeclawed feet as big as

Irying pans.
“We would show them picture

12

books of normal animals — buffalo,
elephants — and they would identi-
fy them. We would also show them
pictures of reconstructions of ex-
tinet animals. When they saw a
plcture of the brontosaurus, or of
any of the sauropods, they pointed
at it and called it ‘Mokele-Mbembe.'

“The response cut across all
ethnic, geographic, cultural and
educational lines. We admit we're
biased by the consistency of the
descr — we think it's a real
animal rather than a bogey man

type of thing."

The brontosaurus and other
dinosaurs are believed to have died
out 70 million years ago.

Science 80 Magazine, published
by the American Association for
the Advancement of Science, said
in an article printed yesterday that
the creatures reportedly feed on
the nutlike fruit of a riverbank
plant and keep to deep pools and
submerged caves in the area.

Mackal said there have been
reports on the creatures for two
centuries and the best came in 1969,
when pygmies allegedly killed one
that was disturbing their fishing on
Lake Tele. He and Powell have
offered a reward for any bones
from that animal.

The two researchers hope to
return to the Congo next August 1,
at the start of the rainy season, and
take their equipment into the re-
mote area in dugouts to set up a
base camp for the search.
