How McDonald’s Thwarts Terrorism

rew people realized that
on the sleepy summer day in
1984 wneu James nuberty entered
a ooutnern cvalifornia Mclonald's
ana proceeded to slaughter
21 occupants tnat the american
institution of fast-food would
undergo a profound transition.
olnce the tragedy there
has been & growing concern that
lax security at these establish-
ments will invite a repeat of
the summer 1984 episode. Support-
ers of increased security measures
oint out tnat just as the Tylenol
oisonings of a few years ago
have recurred so mignt similar
carnage at fast-food restaurants.
in response to these critics,
Mclonald's nas announced the
creation of an anti-terrorism
security force and nas appointed
one-time lelmares lnc. vice-president,
Elmo Leeds, to head up the
department,
we were avle to contact
Mr. Leeds, and; he was kind
enougn to discuss witn us the
new security measures soon to
vecome efiective nationwide.
accoraing to ir. Leeds,
scuwonald's researcn teams have
spent many million man-hours
and dollars searcning for an
answer to tne security protlem.
not all avenues were successful;
however, aand ueeds calls
many such trials "dismal
failures"., Mr. Leeds

elaborates on two such failures:
"The two ideas that came
to mind when we first started
this project were, one: the
installation of metal detectors
at all entrances of our
restaurantis; two, arm our
employees. both ideas were
catastrophic, Ihe metal detectors
required at least a nalf dozen
operators per franchise and
slowed customer processing
time eignificantly. Few people

The second idea was even worse, srming semi-illiterzte,
minimum-wage workers with automatic weapons Just made things
worse, Our researchers found that in the event that our

upon the idea of using Kevlar,
a meterial lntroduced by Lupont
age a long-wearing substance
for use in automobile tires
and frequently used in bullet=-
prool vesis, to protect our
customers.

Our first step was 10 replace paper napkins
with ones made of Kevlar. C(neap paper absorbs
mustard and spilled soft arinks just fine; but,
they don't hold up so well uncer a nail of bullets
(See Fig. 1). 1f the customer places the napkin
down the front of their snoirt, they will have
adequate protection for botn the heart and lungs.
If they place the napkin in their lap, they
will be protecting tneir kidneys and genitals.
Or if they feel especially paranoid, they
can cover both regions with two Kevlar
napkins.

Our next step was to provide our
customers with some form of head pro-
tection. OUne of our boys hit upon
the idea ol enlarging the hamburger

containers so that they could enclose the average
person's head (See Fig. 2). by substituting
Levlar impregnated with a stiffening agent for
the styrafoam normally used in such containers,
we found that we could render the containers
bullet-proof. Ine final toucnh was to add pop-
out eye and neck noles Ilor the customer.
These noles can be popped out in less than
a second and the entire container helmet
can be securely placed upon the head in
another 1.63 seconds.

For the protection of the limbs,
we applied the same principle to our
soft drink cups. The cups have been
enlarged enough to accept the average humen &rm or leg; and, each
cup has a series of leakproof perforations which allow the bottom
of the cup to be removed in a fraction of a second (See Fig.3).
0f course, the average customer presently only purchases one soft
drink with their meal; so, in order to obtain full protection for
