Magick vs. “The Devil”

Like the early Christian movement of old, Occultism in
the United States suffers from a poor public image and bad
press, Particularly in California, where perhaps the largest

variety of Occultists accumulate, There is also a large
population of pseudo-occultists here in Southern California

as well, A good many, perhaps more that half, of the persons
claiming to be Witches, Magicians, and so forth, are not,

I have been a practicing Magician for over 6 years now,
and during that time I have met nearly all of the genuine
serious Occultists in the Southern California area, as well

as droves of phoniles.

Occultists, like the ancient Gnostics, are frequently
accused of a wide assortment of crimes and perversions, Also,
like the Gnostics, these accusations are 99% spurious, They
are the result of yellow journalism, sensationalist TV or
Motion Picture productions, and occasionally paranoid Christian

fundalmentalist bigotry.

Magick does not and never has "worshipped the devil"” or
anything remotely akin thereto, I know of no Witches who
"worship the devil" either, Satanism is and was primarily a
Roman Catholic disease, Historically speaking, virtually all
of the Satanism reported by Church men was either wishful
thinking or inaccurate reporting, as the largest single body
of Satanists was within the Church 1itself, True, there are
a few serious Satanists here in the Los Angeles area, most of
them are rather pitiful wretched misfits,

Like other religions which displaced older ones, Christianity
took everybody elses' Gods and made them demons or devils.,
This 1is an anthropological fact, not merely my opinion, Since
Hermetic Magick predatad Christianity by several thousand years,
the entities we work with are actually other peoples' Gods, for
the most part. Some ancient peoples' religions had real "demons”
(ie: negative aspects) which were worshiped or placated in various
manners, This 1s not Magick, 1it's Religion,

A Magiclan need not worship anything, This is rare, but it
does not greatly effect any given persons' ability to do Magick.
Most present day Magicians, and likewise most Kabalists today are
Christian, of one denomination or another,

Virtually all of the medeival Magickal Scholars were Church
men, for several reasons: (1) They were almost the only literate
people in Europe at the time; (2) They had the lesure time and
scholarship required; (3) They had access to the books and other
documents concerning the Art; (4) They had little fear of the
Inquisition finding them out, as they were usually the people who
ran the Inquisition, However, nearly all of these Scholars
(with a few notable exceptions) did not fully practice what they
researched and wrote about, They might have followed or practiced
a Magickal Philosophy, but most of them did not actually use
Magick in an operational sense, as we do today., To them, Magick
was a fleld of inquiry, not a tool to be used to achieve an end,

Some of these Church men had a morbid curiosity about
Magick and erroneously linked it with Satanism, This is the
source of much of the present day dogmatic refusal to examine
the subject, found in most allegedly Christian sects,

Magick is not a threat to any person, Christian or

*» PAGAN ARRESTED wee

The Police have struck again! A-Pagan, while driving his truck
to a meeting, was stopped for a defective tail light. and hils truck
searched, resulting in the discovery of his Athame. He was then -
arrested for carying a concealed weapon. This gross abuse of the
Police power 1is typical of Southern California Police Departments,

In the first place, this Wiccan was not carrying the knife on
his person, but rather under the seat of his pick up. ~‘econd, the

Police had NO probable cause to search the truck, as it was a minor
equipment violation, not even the usual traffic stop. Furthermore,

this Athame was obviously not a weapon, as 1t was decorated,

The section in question concerns knives with blade lengths of
over 3 inches when concealed on the body. It does not cover "hunting
knives" or others carried in sheathes and worn on the belt provided
that the sheathe and knife is not further covered by clothing, such
as a Jacket.

Since the Pagan was not carying it on his person at all, but had
it in the truck (and not even readily available at hand), the Police -
action 1s totally un-supportable,

Although there is a strong temptation to defend against these
charges by use of the First Amendment exemptions, we recommend that
the defense be based as outlined above; (1) probable cause and (2)
not on the person and not actually concealed at the time of arrest,.

True, defense along these lines would not create a precedent
which could be used by other Aquarians, which might be so unlucky tc
find themselves in a similar predicament., Even if a successful defense
was achleved using 1lst., Amendment arguments, no precedent would be
generated, as 1t appears that the case will go before a local court,

IF the case were lost and then won on an appeal, a precedent might
be created, if the appeal was won on lst, Amendment grounds and 1if |
the level of the court hearing the appeal was high enough. Y

We are not particularly enamoured of the légal profession (or
at least the specimens which we have encountered locally) and therefore
we recommend that this person defend himself, either alone or with the
help of a Public Defender, As most Lawyers would ask several hundred
dollars to "defend"” the case (usually copping a plea for a reduced charge,
-=- commonly known as ''plea bargaining" )., This fee for "defense" 1is some-
times larger that the fine imposed if convicted, For this reason, as
well as many others, we do not recommend the retention of paid Attornies
unless the Aquarian in question has plenty of money. A reasonably
intelligent person can defend or plea-bargain on his own, and usually
has a distinct advantage in jury cases, as the jury tends to identify
with the citizen defending himself against the overbearing trickery of
the prosecutor, Many trlal lawyers hate to go up against a citizen
in cases of this sort, where the defense 1s clear-cut, Therefore, if
defending yourself, insist upon a jury trial. In muddy cases, some

expert help might be to your advantage, if you can get it without having
to glve an arm and a leg.

The best possible defense, is of course, not to get into a jam 1in
the first place, Carry your equipment in a brief case or some other
lockable container, Keep that container locked when transporting it
in a vehicle, If the vehicle has a luggage compartment which is separate
from the passanger area, put the container in such a baggage area., Under
