This magazine, and the organization which 1t represents,
is partly the result of several broken promises on the part of
a person who styles himself a "High Adept" of another organization,
While I was undergoing training cthere, (after puting in several
years of work and a great deal of money), it became apparent that
regardless of the promises made to me, I was becomming less and
less an equal partner, and more and more a victim of this "Officer's"™
egomania, therefore I resigned and founded this my own organization.

In addition to Magick, I learned a great deal about how NOT
to run a Magickal Lodge. Unlike this other organization, The
Temple of Truth is NOT interested in recruiting only pretty,
young, impressionable (and preferably rich) people. Neither
do we use a 'written exam' as a screening device, outline for
interrogation or quickie psychoanalysis., We also shun the
fingerprint, mug-photo, "E meter" routine, all of which was used
to intimidate potential members into accepting the "Word" and
"Discipline” of the "Grand Master" without question. We also do
NOT turn down persons who already have some degree of enlightenment
and/or prior Magickal experience,

Mature, experienced persons are no threat to us, simply
because (if for no other reason) we do not pretend to be the
Fount Of A1l Knowledge (Magickal or otherwise), History, it
appears is repeating itself. This sort of thing has happened
before, not just in Magickal Lodges, but in all sorts of

Occult and Religious groups, in all times and places,

We recognise that there are many different paths to personal
enlightment, one or more of which may be valid for any given
individual. We recognise and are prepared to give full faith
and creedence (on a reciprocal basis) to those other organizations
(representing these other paths), which in fact do not exploit
their members, the public, or use fear, coercion, secrecy or hate

to bind their membership to. them.

These conditions eliminate a surprisingly large number of
Occult and Pseudo-Occult organizations (and individuals).

The remaining, i7ithout regard to whatever other differences
may exist in doctrine, method, technique, et cetera, are
acknowledged and welcomed so long as they are effective,
beneficial, honest and nen-coercive. We may disagree on any
number of points, we may not even like them particularly, but
we refrain from attempting to influence their activities or

teachings, because that is essentially their business and not
ours,

On the other hand, we will not tolerate attempcs by others
to influence our activities, or defame our persons or practices.
This is only logical and just,

Having studied the rise and fall of several Magickal
organizations, we endeavor not to make the same errors, hence
we claim no "Secret Masters", accept no one single book as
Holy Writ or Dogma, and we refuse to state that we are the only
functioning Magickal Lodge in the Los Angeles area. Likewise,
we refuse to claim either a Golden Dawn or an 0,.T.0. derivation,
We refuse to coerce our own members by any means whatever into
being “good" (whatever that is supposed to mean) unless their
activity threatens the Lodge. We likewise do not use a rank
structure, degrees, titles, Oaths of Secrecy, and so forth,
because we feel that sooner or later such structure will become
susceptible to mis-use and cause envy, jealousy, false pride
and self-delusion, all of which lead to a loss of Magickal
effectivness and eventually the splintering or destruction
of the Lodge.

We are interested in what works, consequently we are
quite eclectic and inter-disciplinary in our approach. However
we don't hide under a rock, We feel that if Magick is to be
effective and beneficial to Mankind, it should be available and
used, rather than just taken out, gloated over and played with
once a week or so, hence our Shop. Many persons decry the
operation of an Occult Shop as ‘commerical’', etc. Cur reply
is: "If your Magick is so great, why don't you use it to help
people?” Please Note: "...Help People...", not hurt people.

This brings up aa important point: Except for the defence of the
Lodge, we will under no conditions engage in what we consider to
be "black magic” (egs:s Any Magick which attempts to control an
individual or limic his scope of action, opinion or thought, for
any reason whatever, with or without that individuals' prior
knowledge or consent.,) There are already far too many people
doing just that right now,

We don't even attempt to help all of the people who come
to us, We pick and choose those whom we think we can help.
To the pathetic, insecure little people who are desperately
searching for a new Messiah to follow or worship, we say:
"Sorry, we don't work that way." To the lazy, greedy, shallow
and obnoxious people who expect us to give them "The Secrets of
The Ancients” on a silver platter in half an hour with no effort
on their part; we also says "We don't work that way", and would
not even if we could, To all the scared, guilty, irresponsible
people who expect us to intercede between themselves and either
Karma or the American Legal System to prevent them from receiving
the Punishment which they have so dilligently and repeatedly eartned

for themselves, we likewise says 'Hé don’ t work that way either.”

The Aquarian Anti-Defamation League, Inc. is defunct. The only civil
liberties and public education organization covering the entire Aquarian Age spectrum
of legitimate metaphysical/occult/psychic movements has died a sad and lingering death.

This means that, although we continue to hear of increasing numbers of
persecution cases against Aquarians throughout the country, we can do nothing for them
or anyone else. The new Board of Directors was unable to devote the necessary time,
energy and money to keep A.A.D.L. afloat in the face of massive indifference from the
Aquarian community. A.A.D.L. was bankrupted by the investigation of the fraudulent
witchcraft "persecution” case in Dayton, Ohio (which I suspect was an F.B.I. "COINTELPRO"
operation) back in 1976, and limped:along "in the red" for several months thereafter.

We still owe our lawyers several hundred dollars for past services and can no longer
publish a newsletter, send telegrams, publish press releases or engage in any other work.

The post office box in Minneapolis is closed, the Board of Directors has
retired and the Corporation will probably be formally dissolved. The files are safe and
sound in my possession. The booklets and other publications from public, above-ground
organizations will be censored for names, then turned over to a suitable library in
Berkeley. All confidential materials will be destroyed.

There is a very slim chance that. I may resurrect A.A.D.L. someday, but I'm
not even going to think about it until I have several thousand dollars to spare. Sorry
folks, but if so few people in this country care enough about First Amendment rights for
members of minority belief systems that they are willing to sacrifice some time and money
fighting for freedom, then I'm not going to continue to beat my head against the wall.
For perhaps the last time, I offer the Aquarian community this thin hope:

THE EXORCISM

The Exorcism is the Magician's primary defense. It is used upon any
ocasion that seems to warrant it, such as the presence of an Entity that was

not called, or the Entity which has been called is reluctant to leave, The
Exorcism is not usually used with God Forms, but in an emergency it is

permissable to use it with any Entity.
In a normal Contact or Possesion operation, the Exorcism would be used

after at least two 'Licenses to Depart' have failed to cause the Entity to leave.
Under such conditions, the Operator would .have the Receiver face him (turn
away from the Triangle) reverse the Receiver's Lamen, so that the Pentagram
of Solomon is showing, and Show his own Pentagram to the Receiver, saying:

"BEHOLD THY CONFUSION ! BEHOLD THE PENTACLE

OF SOLOMON, WHICH I HAVE BROUGHT BEFORE THY
PRESENCE ! BEHOLD IN ME THE PERSON OF THE
EXORCIST, ARMED BY GOD AND FEARLESS IN THE MIDST

OF THE EXORCISM; THY MASTER WHO IS CALLED OCTINIMOS !
OBEY ME INSTANTLY, ON THE PAIN OF THE CURSE OF

CHAINS, AND THE CURSE OF THE FIRE !" (This is usually enough,

however the Magus may continue thus:)

"GO! RETURN FROM WHENCE THOU CAME, WITHOUT HARM TO ANY
LIVING THING! DEPART AT ONCE! DEPART, DEPART, DEPART I SAY,

AND BE GONE........ .

If it has been necessary for the Magus to go to this extent, it is usually wise
to burn some Brimstone and/or burn the sigil of the Entity., Under NO conditions

should the Magick Circle be broken until it is certain that the Entity has departed
and that the Receiver has fully recovered.

Note: There are many different versions of the Exorcism, any of which can be
used if they largely resemble that which is given above. If another version
suits you more, use it, General rule: Use what ever pleases you and gives

you and your Receiver a sense of security.

THE EXORCISM

The Exorcism is the Magician's primary defense. It is used upon any
ocasion that seems to warrant it, such as the presence of an Entity that was
not called, or the Entity which has been called is reluctant to leave, The
Exorcism is not usually used with God Forms, but 1in an emergency it 1s

permissable to use it with any Entity.

In a normal Contact or Possesion operation, the Exorcism would be used
after at least two 'Licenses to Depart' have failed to cause the Entity to leave.
Under such conditions, the Operator would .have the Receiver face him (turn
away from the Triangle) reverse the Receiver's Lamen, so that the Pentagram

of Solomon is showing, and S$how his own Pentagram to the Receiver, saying:

If it has been necessary for the Magus to go to this extent, it is usually wise
to burn some Brimstone and/or burn the sigil of the Entity, Under NO conditions
should the Magick Circle be broken until it is certain that the Entity has departed

and that the Receiver has fully recovered.

Note: There are many different versions of the Exorcism, any of which can be
used if they largely resemble that which is given above. If another version
suits you more, use it. General rule: Use what ever pleases you and gives

you and your Receiver a sense of security.

He purchased a flowing Syrian
robe for $88 in a costume shop, rented a
blue Cadillac limousine from Hertz for
$31 a day, and accompanied by a fellow
reporter in a conservative business suit
who claimed to be Sheik Ongha Biran's
interpreter, he set out for the nation’s
august chambers of legislation.

“Uniformed security guards at the
Dirksen Senate Office Building,’” re-
ports the Enguirer of 11/1/1977, **were
the first to fall for the hoax. They flagged
the blue Caddy right past them into the
official parking area.

HEW has proposed that anyone 55 years
