Using an orbiting satellite Laser Proves

and laser beams, scientists E «
have empirically proven what Blg One Co""ng
LDS has known all along.
The Big One is coming soon.
Newsweek reports in its July
10th issue that Maryland’s
Goddard Space Flight Cen-
ter has developed a system
for measuring activity along
the San Andreas Fault which
they claim is more precise
than traditional methods.
David E. Smith of Goddard
and his colleagues set up
two laser tracking stations
on opposite sides of the
fault. At each station, pul-
ses of laser light were
beamed at a satellite 600
miles overhead. Using sim-
ple triangulation computa-
tion, Smith determined the Steady shrinkage: A quake to come
shrinkage to be an alarm-
ing 14 inches in 4 years.

The San Andreas Fault,
which was responsible for
the Great Earthquake of 1857
and San Francisco’s 1906
earthquake, is part of a world
wide network of faults sepa-
rating gigantic continental
and oceanic plates. Convec-
tion currents welling up from
the hot interior of the planet
cause the plates to move.
Along the faults of these
moving plates, enormous
amounts of energy are ac-
cumulated.

One place this energy is
being stored is in a 32,000
square-mile Southern Cali-
fornia land uplift discovered
in 1976 by the U.S. Geologic
Survey.

The uplift, between Los
Angeles and Bakersfield,
extends from the Pacific l
Ocean to the Arizona Border |
and is 90 miles wide at the
center. The amount of the

— uplift is approximately eight
San Andreas Fault: Daily grind iInches.
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More than 300 seismolo-

gists are now working to-
gether on a $1.4 million pro-

-ject to study the uplift. Dr.

Robert Hamilton, chief of
the Geologic Survey’s Office
of Earthquakes, comments,
“It is the episodes of uplift
and collapse which present
a geological puzzle, the sig-
nificance of which cannot
be determined.”
