It is a picture of philosophical expression
of a man in agony, lying on a road, Way of the Life. The background
of the picture is divided into two main parts. One part is representing
by a violet color an infinite atmosphere of hope, and the other part
represents the countless colors of life. The whole atmosphere of the
second part expresses an idea of a landscape where autumn and spring

are united togather.

Regarding this tableau which represents a Cosmic
Creature in Agony, I am unable to give myself the authority of jud-
ging as to what extent it may be useful to your work.
