Central light, which may make fome diftovery; by which
the Redemption fhall appear to be drawing near. Then
fuddenly there defcended to my Iaternal feeing, from an
high and lofty Sphear, a M-wmtain molt Diaphanous, fo greac
and large asto cover onc quarter of the Earth: And round
about it were numberlefs lictle Hills, of a dark Opacous lub-

Now
there were (hewn tome feven States or Regions which were
allotted to the Dead.

g X1V, The firlt Order 1 fhall mention, is of thele that
bave Lived and Died in 2 moft Wicked and Disbolical Spirity
withour any Chaoge or Repentance: Such as Blalphemers,
Cootemners of Ged, Apoftatcs, &¢. Thelehave cheir places
in the Tormenting, Anguifhing Pire, of the dark Luciferian
Kingdam, where they areto be Punifhed till the decreed Ages
of Agesare expired, within thofe Sphears or Circles ; Which
is. dreadful enough to endurs, to frightall from coming here.

5. XV. Thelccondis .of thole, that havelived in the nu;d -

: ward -
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ward Birth after the Flefb, but known nothing of heing Born
again from dut of the Dead and Earthly Tmage: Cleaving
to this Woerldly Principle, and cxrend their delighe and love,
no farther than to what is Temporary, living wholly as withe
out Godin the World: Thele have their places in the lower
and grofler part of the Airy Region.

XXL In the fict place we are to confider how thefe
three Ranks of fuch as have departed this World, fhort of
Redemption, fhail come to recover the Regeneration or Re-
mainiog part of the Work, which they might poflibly have
attaired in this Lifey for which end the Mediatorfhip of
Chrilt was eltablithe by the Father, and continued in the
Melchigedeck-Order,  And as Souls are daily Dying in this
imperfel State, fo Chrift is daily recewiog the Efficacy of
his Blood, that mult [till attone for them,  Itis alfo further
made manifelt, thar the grear Saints that are mede Kings and
Pricfts, as they have Thrones, o they have Seats of Judg-
meat, and are allo> made Saviours with their high Prince and
Saviour, being of the fame Merciful, and meck Nature, as
joined aad made one Spirit with hidl. Aadzbeir intejceflion
with him, is of accepration and efficacy, for thefe their fel-
low Members that have lag'd behind, and their tipe,
either in chis Life orin other Centres: So that s laid fora
Foundation-truth that the great Saiots may help the lefs,

whe-
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whether ln the higher World or the lower. Now as it was
queried in my felf, (o it may be by others how thnfe that
are departed, (hall ke brought to Repent and believe in Chrift
For Salvation? It was here (hewn to me that there were Then
Prophets, Paltors and Teachers, that did cxerci® their Fan-
€tion and Office, as well as in thele Regions below. Fur it
is well to be underltood, that this Converting and Rege-
nerating work is to go forward on, till that which is per-
felt do fo enterinto every Member, that they come to be in
Congruity with their perfet Head : who muft fee the full
Fruit of the Travail ufPhi: Soul, throughout the whole Cre.
ation. For Chrilt the Head does nor sccount himfe!f perfedt,
till every Member be co-joined with him. Therefore allo
the high Saints do Sympathizs with the groaning Creation,
becaufe tillall are breught in, their Joy cannot be full. If
it be asked, What Scriprure is there for this? I recommend the
fame that was open’d to me from the Revelations, Chap. 5.
8. Where the 24 Elders were in Office to receive the Gol-
den Vials of the Prayers of the Saints, and to pour them
before the Throne, Whereby it is implyed that the Prayers
of the Saints, of a leffer degree may pafs through them that
are of a higher. Then another Scripture I (hall faperadd, is
that, 1 €or. 15.29. Where you find the Liviog, did enter
into the Covenant of Baptilm for the Deads as being capa-
ble of helping them forward ia their Procels to Chrift, by
Concurrence and Uoion of Spirite with them. And had we
more of this Concurrence of Spirits one with another, the
Kingdom of our Lord had not beenfo long detained and
kept back 5 bur a quicker difparch might have been made,
but we are in hopes that as the day-Star (hall more Univer-
fally arife in Hearts, this Light ihad [o fpread it felf, as that
the koowledge of thefe grear Mylteries thall find more kiod
entertainment io the World, that lyes Buried in o muchlg-
norance and Darknefs.
