§. I. JHEREAS irhath been
{founded in my Ears,

that no New [pring of Revelatino

from him who is afcended into the
Heavens, doth come down, behold
1 JESUS the Lord have given and
ratfed up, and will yer more evi-
deatly give and raife up Witnefles
to contraditt the Unbelieving :
Who while they continue {o, will
be excluded from this great and in-
eftimable Priviledge of taking from
me; and thercby of knowing the
hidden fecrets that lye in God the
Fountain of Eternity. Now then
to thee, who haft alrcady born a
true Witnefs for me, Idogive a
further Commiffion to go forth,
from a Book within Unfealed;
wherein thiou (halt meet withanun-
mecafurable Dcep of Revelation, to
publifh for the Univerfal Enlighten-
ing of the Ignorant and Blind in
Mind. For from this the Spirits
Iiay (hall break up apace, that {o
it may bc known, that God in his
Chrift,hath not forgotten to reveal
himfclf to the Inhabitants of this

Iower World in truth and righte=
oufnefs : But together wish this,

§. 2. Now then I am to make re-
port of lome particulars revealed by
the Spirit of CHRIST : Of which
the Pirlt was this, Thar the time
Vas very near -approaching, in the
which the Earth fhould cait forth
the Dead, that have been buried
in the Body of Sin.  Forthis enda
terrible Blow and Stroke upon tha
Nationsof the Barth will tuddenly
come. God faith, heis wearicd
out with the Sinful Abomination.of

this World, to which he purpofeth
fhortly toput anend. For it hath
accordingly been {founded.in my in-
ward FEar, thatche Ends of all Sin-
ful Worlds,are by the great Creator
of them now determined. Upon
which faying, I queried in Spirit
with my LORD, in what other
Worlds befides this Vifible and
known World, the Evil of Sin did
yet remain? Whereupon it was
replied, that fuch as go out of this
World in their fgmfs and unmorti-
Bed Earchly Life, without Clarifi-
cation, obtained through the Water
of Regeneration, and the Blood of
Chrift fhed inthem,and foAttoning
for Sin and T'refpailes; (which not
being cntirely done away before
they goout of this Life, will ftill a-
bide with them in their nature and
uality after [veath;) dopafsinte
?uch Worlds, Stations or Centres,
which are moft agreeable and na-
tuial ro them, and do accordit;)%!‘y

bear great varieties, and fundry
degrees of Punifhments,proportion-
ed to the Impurity that is left in
them. For as much as Sin dicth
not totally with the Body, except
while in it there hath been a Dying
tc it, by the Spirit of Righteoulnefs
fpreading over it. So that from
hence a Cry doth go forthto all Na-
tions, Peoples and Laoguages, to
Purge out the corrupt L=aven of
Sin, that it may not go with them
into that World, or Worlds, where
their Lotmay be.

§. 3. For it hath been revealed un-
tome,that thereare feveral Regions.
or Worlds thac do receive the Souls
of all Degrees and Raaks, to the
Number Eight.  The Ficft of thefe
is this-Mortal Vifible World - The
Secondisthe Affral orderial World:
TheThird is the Waterifb Elementa-
ry World:. And the Fourth is the
Eiery Dark World, Thefeare all

the Worlds where Sinful Luftings
may be, with Punifhments anfwer-
able, till Sin fhall expire therein,
through the Mieditorfhipand Propi-
tiatian of CHRIST the Almighty
Redecemer. For into the next Four
Worlds nothing of Evil or Sin can
enter, or in the Inhabitants of them
dwell. TheFirft ofthefeisthe Ps-
radifical World, being all Ceeleftial,
and avery pleafant State, where
there is a growing up to higher de-
grees of Perfeftion ; to compleat us
for the Kingdom of Moxnt Sion :
W here Chrifi’s the Lord’s King-
dom is in greit Magnificence, with
all the Angelical Principalities un-
der him, and with the Elders, as
Patriarchs, Prophets, and A poftles.
The Third Heaven'v V.orld 1s the
Royal and Priucipa! Seat of God the
Father, with the Freroal Virgin
Wifdom, and the Seven Spirits.
This bears the Title of the Great

City, called the NNew Terufatem ,
where
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whiere the Gla(ly Sea do¢h cncome
g{lﬁ about. Then above thisisthat
‘orld ealled the Still Eterniry:
Out of which were generated all of
thefe Worlds above-mentioned. Of
all which Imultgive an accouar,
according as Thave had them
fhewed and opened, fromthe deep
Centre,andyiginal Being of them.
Idid not know when I publifhed
my two lalk Trearifes, that of the
Enochisn Life, and the other of the
Paradifical Laws that my God would
ever have had made ule of me any
more in this kind ; the Day of my
Life being {o far {pent, and grow-

inZ to its cvening Relt. Bur m

LORD dech ftill follow me wit
frefb Revelations, and Inkindlings
from his own immenf{c Deep,which
run as aFiery Stream through me,
fathat [find there is no ruﬁﬁfnﬁ

be made manifelt inthis laft Age
of Times.

§. 4. But before Igo upon this
large and copious Matter, it will be
proper to Anfwer a grand Objeti-
on, that isexpeted to becaft in up-
on the Reading hereof ; Namely,
Since the Holy Scripture maketh no
mention of {uch Variety of Worlds,
how f{hall we give credit hereunto ?
In Anf{wer tothis, itis given from
him, who Was,and Is, and Will be
the true Infpirer, to opennew Vo-
tumes of his Mind,which are not to
be lefs reputed and credited than the
foregoing Scriptures : The Old
Teftament having been appropria-
ted to the Miniltration of the Fa-
ther, the New tothe Son; now the
Third Day is come,in which the Ho-
ly Ghoft will have His, which will
Excel all before it,to Unfeal and Re-
veal what yet never was known or

under(tood, that will be communi-
cated
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cated to, and by fuch as arein an
extraordinary manner fan&tified
and fet apart for chis holy Funétion.
For from this Spirits Day, muft go
forth a New Spring of things yet to
be revealed, both as tothe Prefent:
and Future State, that hath lain hid
withinthefe mentionedWorlds. The
Account of which T am more par-
ticularly to give,according as i¢ haelt
been hown to me from the Spirit of
Infpiration. For I write here from
no other Ground, than what the
Spiricof CHRIST, in the Glafs of
ifdom, hath prefented to mine
Inward Eye, which pierceth into
the Deep of God’s Mind. And
which is no longer to be concealed ;
for the Holy Unétion is f,iven for
this egd; to drop his g;:: den Oil,
which will diffolve all thofe Seals,
that have ftood fo long for an hi.
ding, and fhutting up ofthofe My.
fterious Truths, that a Commiffion
is now given to bring forth ; inor-
der.
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der to their being proclaimed, and
infcribed upon the Pillars and Tem-
ple of God’s Houfe. Whether be-
lieved, or not, it muft ftand as the
Engraving of God’s Hand.

§. 5. The Firft in Order is this
Corporeal Vifible World, in which
we now live: Where good and e-
vil Births have been produced from
Adam, and {o {till {hall go on ro be
procreated,till the Numbers {ha'l be
finifhed and filled up, that arc in-
deed as to us numberlefs, but num-
bred by God. Here is laid a Foun-
dation for his manifeld Wifdom, in
a wonderful way and manngr,to be
made maopifelt from thes firft ground
of Natural Generation, Which
Births after alimited time muflt pafs
through +he Death of the Elementa-~
ry Body, to fuch Regions as their

Lot willfall to.

§ 9.

§. 6. As for fuch Ranks of Souls
that do dye Unregenerated, thefe,
having no part in CHRIST. and
having lived ignorant, and as with-
out God in this prefent World, do
go to their own direful Place, with-
in the Circumference of the Evil
Worlds; where they will be pro-
ved and tried, till the general Refti-
tution of all Lapfed Worlds, by the
Mighty God and Saviour fhall come
tobeeifeCted. But of this we will
not further now infift, having elfe-
where more largely declared it.

§. 7. Now therefore beginning
from below, Iproceed to make
known to the true Simplified Inqui-
rers, what the Firft and Loweft of
theic Worlds or Elements ts: This
1s entitled the Dark Hellith World,
and by the only Supream Creator
and Judge, is allotted a Receptacle
for Lueifer,and the reft of the Apo-
ftatized Angels of that Hierarchy.

Ic
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Tt may be al(o called the Direful and
Black Kingdom, over the which
Lucifer is King, ruling there in the
Pride of bis Might in the Wrathful
Fire. Now from hence it is given
givenus to underitand, that fuch
oulsasin thetime of rhis Life are
Infefted, and decply Effenced in
this Satanical Principle, being ftain-
ed with all that is Diabolical, going
hence without being Renewed and
Transformed in fome degree,by the
Love & Light Principle, muft when
they die out of the Bad'{l, expect
this Hellifh World to be their Habi-
tation and Portion ; with all thofe
Punifhments that the Evil Angels
will delight to infli& upon them.
O that thisdreadful Place and Com-
pany, could warn and terrify all
that of this Diabolical Spirit are /
For who would ever endure, were
it buc for a Year, or afew Years,
fich intolerable Sufferings, if
they might by any means be pre-
vented ?
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vented 7 Which may be done, if
in holyFear they do efchew all thofe
Evils that dolead hereto. So ha-
ving no more to fay to this Dark
Kingdom, we muft {taw: it cothe
Fiery Purgation, until the Venom
of Sin in every Evil Froperty. fhall
by the means of it expire, both as
to Angels of the Hellifh {ource,and
to {uch Souls as have been deceived
and captivated by them. For the
Creating Fiat will move the Myfte-
ry yet once again, for the making of
all things New. Then fhall the
old things of Hell, Death, Sorrow
and Pain come nomoreinto remem-
brance. Gnd is faid to be Ever-
lafting and Unchangable in Love,
but not {o to be in Anger and
Wrath: For Lovemuft drown and
fivallow that up.

§. 8. Cut now the Elementary
Worlds, with their Peculiar Furni-
ture or Inhabitants feverally allotted

o
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tothem, arenext to be fearehed in-
to. Be it then known,that each E-
lement bath a Spirit of apother
kind than what is known, or canbe
feen amongft Mortals. The Fiery
Region haih aSpirit proper to it
that is,of the only nature and quali-
ty of the Fire : 'The Warer likewife,
and the Air each bath its proper
Spiritrto inhabit cherein: Which
are to fill up the Wonders of Gods
Creation, having cheir {everal Offi-
ces known tothe Creator,the which
are not yer manifelt to Mortals.
Only thus muoch is revealed, and de-
ferveth tobe kaown, that thefe E-
lementary Spirits do Ceoperate
and Qualify with the Elementory
Nature of Man, both for Good and
gwnil, according as the Propeniity of
the Mind doth either way incline.
But we thall leave this Myftary till
the One Everlatting Element thall
ftand open, for unvailing thefe Se-
crets; and {0 proceed to let you
know
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know the State of fuch as depart
out of this Body : Which I am to
order according to their feveral
Ranks and Degrees. The Firft I
have already mentioned, who de-
part out of the Pody in the Diabo-
lical Spirit. The Second Sort is
fuch as are Ignorant of God, and of
their own Eternal Being, look=
ing no further than ro an Earth-
ly Animal, and Rational Life, in
which they are fwallowed up ; yet
do darkly fee fomething beyond,
Believing in God and Cirilt Hifto-
rically, and are convinced by the
Light of Nature that they ftand in
need of a Saviour, and fo fallly do
take hold of him. Thefe when
they dye, pafsno higher than the
Airy Region, where they are to a-
bide till they receive piwer and
ftrength to mount higher: For in
thele Elements, the Proper reft is
nce Feuad. Now for the Third
Degree of Souls, they are thofe

that
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that are more knowing and believ-
ing in GOD, and CHRIST, who
being truly Convinced of their De-
prav}lt_y and loft Eftate, and of the
neceflity of Redemption, yet can-
not come off clearly from theWorld-
ly Principle, fticking in the ourward
girl:h,fﬂ as they cannot pafs through
the ftrait Gate of the New Birth of
Regeneration ; and yet do notwith-
ftanding entertain hopes of Salvati-
on through CHRIST, thatat Death
they may prefently enter without
more a do into the Heavenly King-
dom. In which Millions of Souls
aredeceived: For they thatare of
this Rank and Sort, have but fome-
what an Higher Degree in the Ele-
meatary Regions, where their Re-
ceptacle and Manfion mult be, till
time (hall wear out all of the grofs
matter of the Impure Elements.
And as they feel not much Pain, A-

ony, or Sorrow, {0 but little Plea-

ure or Joy; becaule they cannot
rcach
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reach the Vifion of God. But Re-
demption will operate in thefe,and
and work through great Com-
unétion, and Refle&tion, for the
oft time and opportunity which

hath been mifled to gain an lrigher
State.

§. 9. But here a Query may be
put concerning the Piery Soul that
is Eternal, and breathed forth from
God, and found to lye hidden inthe
Unregenerated Perfons : For it may
be asked, where this Divineand Pure
Spirit doth go upon their Deceale ?
In anfwer to this we give you o
underftand, according to whart hath
been in the Divine Magia made
known,that the Supream Spirit re-
turas to God,that introduced it into
the Elementary Pody. Sothat God
takes that which is his own to Him-
fcif. For thisisan high graduated
Spirit that doth belong to the Soul,
and that bsing ﬁnEther:d and flifled

by
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by the contrary Principle, never
cam¥ into any Dominion to {upprefs
and reign over the oppofite Nature.
And fo with relation to this God
faid of the old wicked World, that
his Spirit thould no longer ftrive
with Man. So that the Soul, which
never was renewed and Born agaia,
may go into Deprivation and Suffer
ing, together with the Aftral and
Elementary Part, for a knownand
bmited time ; ¢ill chat which is E-
lementary (hall be Refined and
Tran{muted. When therefore the
fer ¢ime (hall come,for God to move
and Open the One Element, that
fhalltranfmute all Elements into s
felf, then the New Creation of
ure Ccleftial Bodies in every
acgiun will be made manifeft. Bul
here I muft flop my Pen, for the
Myftery of both Living and Dead
is fo hidden, and deep, that the
Holy Ghoit bringeth to light a new
Record, which this prefent Agy
Can
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cannot well bear, or underftand.
Nor will it be, until there comea
breaking off from the old Traditio=
nalKanowledge,and a weaning from
the Brealts of aftrange Mother ;
that fo they, as new born Spirits,
may draw from the Eternal Word
of Wildom, freth Untion, that
giveth light unto the Underftand-
ing, and by which the Couafel of
the Moft High is made known, and
all the fecrets that can be defired are
manifefted. Which leadeth on te
the Four Heavenly Worlds.

€. ro. The firlt ofthele is the Pa-
radifical World, the Inhabitants of
whichare [uch ashave attained toa
good degree of Regeneration, be-
ing lorn of the Spint, and as have
been partakers of the Baptifm of
Water, Blood, and Spirit for Re-
novation ; that {othereby the Prin-
ciple of the Paradifical World hath
bien opengd in them, belore :l:lay
Em
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depart out of the Bady of Mortali-
ty ; which giveth them a {wift
paflage to enter Paradife. W here
as Plantsthey do{pring and grow
for an higher Tranlplanting into
the Kingdom of Mount Sion. For it
is very rare that any Souls do come
up tobe with CHRIST the Lord,
immediately upon the departing
from the Body. ThoughI do not
fay but fome may reach to fuch a
perfe& degree of Chriftlikenefs, as
that when they Die, this Angelical
World may ftand open to reccive
thern ; and o being admitted into
that high Glorification, may from
Glory to Glory f{till be afcending,
till at length they arrive to the New
Jerufalems State.  And beyond this,
there remains no more to pafs into,
but the inmoft Place of Purity,
which bears the Title of the $£:d
Eteraity ; for that nothing but E-
verlafting Reft, Stilnefs, and Si-
kence is to be perceived here. (:hf
ca
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each of whichWorlds there are foma
Particulars to be at this time de-
clared, from the Faithful Witnefs,
that it may be dilcerned who they
are that are made meet to inhabit
them:

§ 1. It ought then to be known,
how that thofe Souls that are Born
of God, and fo Renewed in every
part,the whole Man being changed
into a Deified Nature, muft nceds
enjoy , and know beforehand the
Joys and Pleafures of thefe Worlds
to which they do belong, according
to that degree which any in this
Life-time do reach to. Such asare
allotted for the Paradifical World
when they Deceafe, will haveitat
fome time or other open, while in
the Bod{r. For the Spiritual Pro-

rty will qualific moftinteriourly ;

o as the true Myiltical Paradife
uts forch its ﬂowinﬁ Glory in the
inward ground of 3 Renewed Mind.

80 that this outward Principle, and
evil World, preventeth not in the
Holy and Heaven-born Souls, thofg
pleafant Golden Springs from run-
ning, to Circle and Water every
Plant , which by the Spirit of
CHRIST hath been renswed.

light often to manifeft themfelves
in the Souls Paradifical Heart and
Mind, as well Now as Hereafter.

§. 12. From hence it was given
me to underftand, thac as the My-
ftical Paradile, foalfo the Myftical
Sion doth therewith alfo ftand o-
pen in the ground of this pure
Heart, gradually fhooting forth,
and revealing it {elf in ic. And
goncerning this more than Glorious
World, the Kingdom of Chrift, in
which he with hisPerfe@ed Saints
doth Reigo, it is {hewn me how
the fame Light and Pure Principle

dath open i¢ {clf in thofe Souls,
where
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where the Paradifical, or Angelical
Life doth {pring Spiritually. For
every World, or Principle, doth
attrall to it felf itsown, which be-
longeth unto it ¢ And the Powers
and Influences of each are fenfibl

felt, according to the Conftellati-
onsthat any oneis under. Thevile
and wicked fort are pulled and
drawn by the Magick of the Dark
World : But the Heaven-bora Souls
are infpired and qualified by chefe
Upper Worlds, as by fome is well
known ; fothat Peredife, and the
Mount Sion World, are manifefted
in their own Oviginal Light in the-
Centre ofthe Soul. From which I
do givea Delcription ofthefe Invi-
fible Worlds, as they were ficft o-
pened within ; from whence Love,
Power, Joy and Peace do {pring,
which maketh Heaven to be the
Souls prefent dwelling with Chrift,
and all the Angelical Train, though

not vifibly feen,yet eflentially enj:g:
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ed. But this is only tobe known
by Spiritsthat are deeply introver-
ted, and carried out and beyond a
Creaturcly Life And when any
worthy ones in this Light Principle

Tried in like manner all muft be,
untilthe Cenqueft ke wroughit out.
Therefore we are charged ro for-
fake our finful Native Country ard
Peaple of : hat {ort, with our Fatiier
Adzsm and Eve’s Yamily , and to
return unto our firft and antient
Degree, as free Denizens of that
City, of which God is the Lighr,
and which Wiidom through the
Eternal Spirit doth ruleand govern
in all Love-foveraignity. This
then being premifed, I come to
give the Particulars after what
manner Wifdom’s Children are to
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be Educated. Inthe ftate of cheir
Infancy and Minority, as {oon as
they are Spiritually Born, care isto
be taken that this holy Birth draw
the {uftenance of Lite from noo-
therthan its own Virgin Mother,
whofe Breaft muft at all times {a-
tisfie and nouriih it.

Robe made up of a Diaphanous
Mateer, from the One Eternaland
Unmixed Element which can no
more fade, as did the Ficflt Adam’s
Paradifical Body, that was, though
Celeftial yet Alterable, whence
that withdrawing it {eif he became
Naked ; for he had thea loit his
Virgin Body, wherein his ftrength
did Iye.

Inthe which
Circle of a boundlefs Eternity, the
Infiniteand All-powerful God hath
much more to do in all Worlds,
than what hath been declared in
Scripture, or yet by any other wavs
made known, finding all Prophe{jes
and Revelations in Scripture Re-
cords, doextend no further than to
the Limits of the Seventh T houfand
Years Sabbath. Whart betwixt this
Age, and that great Jubilee, will be
fucceffively produced, both in .uis
our Vifible, and in thofe Invilible
Worlds that I have mentioned, can-
not now be particularized: Rut in
fhort, there will be for cestain, meft
firange and wonderful Alcerations,
throughout the whole Globe of E-
terpity, for higher Admirarion,
thanis yet confpicuous.

ever to (ncreafe yet upon the Earih,
as willin this very Age be known,
and be witnefled : I muft now draw
to the Conclufion of this World,
called the Still Eternity. Concern-
ing which, I have this to declare,
from what I was, when taken up
taco it, admitted tothe knowled
of: I was then (hewn, and taught
thefe three Particulars, worthy to
be obferved. Firflt, that no En-
trance for Habiation is here found
to any departed Spirit, though ar-
rived to never o high a Degree of
PerfeQton.

¢al Spirits : and fo on did proceed to
the reft of the above-mentioned
Worlds. The Second thiag we are
to note is, chat this thut-up Princi-
ple, and higheft Court of the Tri-
Un God, and of his Virgin Wifdom,
with her offspring of SimplificdSpi-
TILS,
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ries, is 0ot to be opened till che Wil
and Pleafure of God, the Creating
Father fhall be to move himfelf,
thrau%h thele mild, and pure Spi.
rits; for fome New Manifeftation;
and Modikication upon what in the
Created Worlds isfound defective
that 0, by a Renewed, Crearing
Power going forth in this manner,
out from the Still Eternity; a-
nother face of moreexcellent Beau-
ty, and more tran{cendent Glory,
may, for an everlaiting Fixation,
come over that which under a
Lapfe, and an Apoftacy hath been.
Buc how finite and fhort is all that
can be faid, or even imagined, in
comparifon of thofe more amazing,
and (tupendous Charges, that {till
add tothe Glory of God’s Werk-
manfbip, in his New Creation?
As to the Third particular that we
are to take notice of, which 15, the
Order, Union, and Equal Degree of
thefe Spirits, in this Globe of Etes-
nity
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nity, we can but juft hint at it
This Unity, and Coequality of
theirs, is manifefted by their Opera-
tions. They arein their workiog
Motion moft A&ive ; but all their
Ats and Powers do go forth in a
moft profound Stilnefs, the Deity
co-operating through them ; by
which an Influencing Stilne(s doth
from them pafs forth to the Inhabi-
tants of the other Worlds. And
yet thefe Spirits remain all the
while unmoveable, within their
own Principle and Centre, moving
according as the Deity glanceth
forth in them with the Governing
Eye, which giveth them their all-
feeiag Commiffion, the which, in a
delightful Obedience, they never
fail to exccute ; neither can they do
otherwife, being unalterably Fixed
in the Moving Power of the Holy
Ghoft.

1In the firft
place then, weare hereby called up-
on to confider, with the decpelt
humility, the efficient Cauf¢, and
Founder of thefe Worlds, thart pro-
duced them all out of an Aby(Tal
Deep, and an Eternal Nochingnefs.
Secondly, We arc called upon to
Greater
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appropriate to God what is more
Immenfe than Immenfity, and
Greater than all Greatnefles, High-
er than all Heights, Deeper than
all Depths, Perteter thanall Per-
fetions ; who maketh his dwelling
inan Eternal Circle of Love, Power
and Wildom,filling all thefe Worlds
with the fulnefs of his Godhead,
made manifelt in the exprefs Imags
of his Glory, namely, in the Sscond
Number ot the Three that bear Re-
cord in Heaven. Thirdly, we are
excited to confider, what w= Mor-
tals are, from whom our Defcent is,
and what manner of Spirit we con-
fift of, and exift by. Foruntil we
underftand our own Eternal being,
we cannot know God, the Being
ofall Being. Foras weare the in-
breathed Soul from God, we live in
his Effence. Which is the Glafs
through which we may fce and
know theiavifible Deity,and there-

by alfo know our {clves, as wecon-
fitk
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it of the higher Principles, and
Worlds above, as likewite of thofe
Below. For they all Qualify with
the Immortal, and alfo with the E-
lementary, Part in us,for moft wife,
and wonderful Ends. O how great
is the Myfterious Greatnefs of the
Soul, that lieth vailed, covered, and
unknown toit {elf? The Body of
outward fenfibility thuts it up from
underftanding its own Power, as it
isan Effence derived froni God, und
an out-flowing Breath from the
Moft High Majelty. The Earchy
Life bindeth it dew n in all Men,un-
til Chrift in Spirit do enter in to
make it free in his own Liberty, by
quickening the Dead Effence of
thefe Principlesof Light, Love, and
Power. AndLby thisthe Soul is re-
ftored toits pre-exifting and troe
Nativity in God ; which is apt to
be forgotten, if not conrinually re-*
vived inthe Mind. In which be-
ing cxercifed, 1t will pur 3 check

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and awe upon it, from the conf
deration of whatit is, and to whom
it muft return, as to its Eternal
Centre.

Being come to the Conclufion of
this Subjelt, I muft be permitied,

and Comfort of God’s Favour,
while they live, as if they did not
live ; butare eftranged from this E-
lementary Body while they are in
it; do, when thecy pafs out of it,
obtain a fwift paflage through the
Elements, which are nct able to
cleave to, or detainthem long, but
are {wallow’d up, and chang’d in~
to the Paradifical Pody.
