vine Wiſdom; for by acquainting my 
felf with her, all defirable good in Spt- _

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ritual things would meet upIn me. The 
Report and Fame that Solomon gave 
of Wiſdom, did much «excite me to feek 
her Favour and Friendſhip; demurring 
ia my ſelf from whence ſhe was de- 
ſcended, ſtill queſtioning whether ſhe 
was a diſtin& Being from the Deity or 
no? Which while ja this debate with- 

in my Mind, there came upon me an 
overſhadowing bright Cloud, and in 
the midſt of it the Figure of a Woman, 
moſt richly adorned with tranſparent 
Gold; her Hair hanging down, and her 
Face as the terrible Cryſtal for bright- 
neſs, but her Countenance was ſweet 
and mild.

Then replyed 
the Word of Wiſdom, Ye ſhall find all 
with and in your own Treafure-Houſe, 
into which the Free-will-Offerings are 
brought; therefore be not careful as to 
that : your buſineſs is to order and ma- 
nage the Materials provided to your 
Hands. This put me upon great Impor- 
tunity for $kill and Underſtanding : for 
it was a New Work to us, and we muſt 
obtain a ſpecial Gife, or we ſhould be 
non-plus'd in it. Then this Word ſpake 
to me, Am not I with thee who deviſed 
the firſt Tabernacle in the Figure and 
Shadow, and made thoſe two choiſe 
Ones wiſe-hearted, for the effeQqing of 
that which was but a Worldly SanCtu- 
ary? Am not I come to give you 4 
wiſe and underſtanding Heart? Why 
lean you not upon me for this Ability 
and Sufficiency > Nothing would ſuffice 
but Cohabitation with your God, and 
it. could no other way be effefted, but 
by this New and Living Sanctuary by me 
framed. Therefore asa tender faithful 
Mother I have not concealed any thing 
that might throughout accompliſh thee 
for free and mutual Society w'th thy ” wa'Y ; "Gd 
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God, and beloved Jeſus: Now take 
good notice of what | (hall inſtru&, and 
give Rules for, in order to this'pure and 
perfe&t Tabernacle erecting. Which 
muſt be a Tranſcript from what is in 
the Superior Heavens, which the Maje- 
ſty of Glory fills; that the one may 
come expreſly'to anſwer the other - and 
that ſo the ſame which bears Record in 
Heaven, may alſo in thy reſtored and 
New Earth bear it ; where the Everlaſt- 

 iog JEHOVAH loveth to be, ifhe 
may but find a Receptacle ſuitable for ſo 
great, ſo wonderful, and fo infinite a 
Security. Now then confider to what 
a choice, eminent, and worthy Ser- 
vice thou and thy fellow Workmen are 
called 3 labour that my Stone may ſpring 
in you, which only can make wiſe Ar- 

tiſts to comprehend the Nature and 
Manner of this Work; firſt then know 
here is no leſs then a Creating Power, 
with which ye muſt be endued withal, 

' before you can make any thing of this 
Work : according to that ancient Pro- 
phecy which ſaith, The Lord will CRE- 
ATE upon every dwelling Place a Taber- 
nmacle for a Shadow by Day, and it ſhall 
be a Flaming Fire by Night. Here is 

the 
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the New-Covenant Prediction come to 
be fulfilled 'in thy Day , that ye may 
rejoice 1a that which I create, and bring 
forth in the Birth-Power of All-Wiſdom 
which ſo readily can take out the Pat- 
tern, in which the High and Lofty One 
doth inhabit. Thts is not after the man- 
ner ofa Terreſtial Formation by viſible 
Gold, Silver, Purple, Scarlet, or Linen; 
which Mecthaphorically Imaged out the 
true and real SanQuary of God's Being, 
which is to be created in thy Internal 
Part. There the Holy Ark thou mult 
make by me, who can extra it Magj- 
cally, caſting the Mould from qut of 
that ſuperior and undiſcovered Golden 
Ground, which at my Command, caſt- 
eth up all precious Matter for thee to 
work upon. Which unconceivable and 
uaknown muſt be, for no common Eye 
ſhall ever this, cſpy - it is the peculiar 
Gift which only doth appertain.to thoſe 
which are called; by Name this Holy 
Thing to ingrave Wonder-working. 

_ Hereupon my Spirit was as ,one over- 
turned, being appcinted to ſuch a Ser- 
vice, wherein no Earthly Material, ,Tool 
or Inſtrument was to be uſed. For all 
Wiſdom and Underſtanding from the 

Rational 
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Rational Terreſtrial Man wzs prohibited, 
and to be wholly laid aſide, and only 
the Wiſdom which is from above, that 
indeed is Pure, was to take place and 
give [aſtruftion in this great Afffair 3 
which tended to the ſettling of the Hea- 
venly Promiſe through the erecting of 
this Holy Tabernacle. Thus being in a 
deep plunge and concern in my ſelf, how, 
and when to ſet upon the Work, as be- 
ing preſſed out of meaſure, to proceed 
upon it, praying with all Prayer for my 
ſelf, .and that other Perfon nominated in 
this Work, I received this Divine 
Charge, to perſiſt unweariedly without 
Interruption. For that if there were a 
falling back, or but a {lackiog in either, 
it might (top the Wheel. Therefore I 
was torewarned to be well fatisfied in 
the Spirits, that IT concurred and united 
withal, leſt that ſhould be mutable and 
not hold out to the finiſhing Work : 
for we ſhould be'tryed, and if we were 
not perfect in One Accord, it could not 
proſper in our Hand, and then it were 
better to engage (ingly; if not clear, 
and cordial as one. Then was brought 
before me fomething of a ſtaggering, 
which would be very hburttul, it at any 

t1MeC 
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time it ſhould in either of us prevail, 
before we obtain the fixation in the Bo- 
dy of the Power ; for it was ſhewed me 
there would not want ſtrong belingrings 
to weaken our Hands in the Work 5 for 
the whole ſtreſs lay upon following and 
cleaving to. our Guide, and keeping to 
the Paradiſical Laws which in the Mini- 
ſtration of the Spirit can only be fulfil- 
led. Now thele things fiaking deep up 
on my Spirit, drew forth many Inquiries 
and: Heart-ſearchings, and Suſpitions, 
leaſt the Work ſhould in any wiſe be 
impeded, for I ſaw the Dragon upon 
his violence to ſnatch at the Birth, which 
made me cry, O ſave it out of his Hands, 
and carry us out of his reach. Then 
Wiſdom fſpake this Word, No place 
out.of dinger, but the Ark and Taber- 
nacle, where. your Strong Hold is the 
Sandtuary,which i is provided foryourRe- 
fuge.Thendid 1 apply my ſelfto ask how 
long it ſhould be before we might here- 
with be invironed, that ſo we might no 
longer be in Fear and Jepordy. It was 
replyed, That it is much in .our Power 
bothto haſten or to prolong it : there was 
a poſibility of a quick Work to þ: 

made 
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made of it, if we would follow it ful- 
ly, intirely, with all Might; for it 
was of that nice, difficult, curious Na- 
ture, that every laterruption detarded 
itz God could make a Tabernacle to 
deſcend ready finiſhed upon thee, but 
Itis his pleaſure to give thee the Honour 
of the Workmanſhip and Building here- 
of, that thou mayſt hear and learn of 
Wiſdom how to form and bring forth 
this incloſed Tent for the God of Jacob 
todwellin. Then this Query did riſe up 
further in me. But ſeeing the manner 
of this curious Work, O Wiſdom, is to 
be effected by a Spiritual Magician, who 
by a Vertual Power muſt do all 1a it, 
how can we be capable hereof, till we 
come to be made ſuch? For who can 
make themſelves ſo ſublime and perfect, 
as to reach to ſo high a degree of Wil- 
dom as isrequired in this Work?

thee ; which now is required to be ſtir- 
red up, to the utmoſt ſufficiency there- 
of, to join the Chariot of thine Internal 
Spirit with me, and fo be the Wheel 
withia mine, doing only what you ſee 
me do; who am riſen out of thy deep : 
Central Earth, all things anew to create. | 
Seven Pillars hewn out 1n the firſt place | 
here muſt be, for this Perfect Sanctuary, 
all Cryſtallive, out from that Rock | 
which is the Eternal Jaſper-Stone. N: xt * 
is that fine-twined Lianen, which for 
Curtains about this Tent is ordered to | 

be imbroidered by the Golden Thread, 
and wrought by the Needle of my | 

Eternal 
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Eternal Spirit. In the third place, it is 
to be paved all with Molten Gold from 
that Everlaſting Mountain which thou 
didſt ſee 3 the Covering alſoof the ſame 
Orential Gold muſt be. All which 
though Metaphorically I do them thus 
preſent to thee, yet all ſhall be accom- 
pliſhed in a perfect Myſtery, as the Deity 
ſhall all over-ſhadow thee, who long 
hath waited this Tabernacle to ſee per. 
fected in thee, that ſo the Covenant 
within the Ark might fiad a place of Se- 
curity. Here thy God will chooſe.to 
put. his Name only : Where nothin 
muſt come near that is defiling. An 
therefore appointed are over the 
Thronely Mercy-Seat, flaming Cheru- 
bims, this Holy Place to guard: Whoſe 
cry is only Holineſs to the Lord Moſt 
High, who within this Tent defires wittx 
thee todwell, and with Power, Majeſty 
and Glory it to fill: but know, that 
here God will admit none into this ſepe- 
rated Court to come, but the High- 
Prieſt which hath the Crown of the A- 
nointing Oil: therefore confider the 
wonderful Purity, that is required when 
thou comeſt near to thy God to inquire, 
who will from between the Flaming

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Seraphinis commune with thee in all 
Matters and Things in which thou art to 
receive Commands. For now the real 
ſam of all that which is required in this 
thy approach, is purity in the higheſt 
degree, that can be extracted from that 
Original Sourſe, out from which floweth 
the Golden Streams of All - Holineſs, 
which will be found withio thy ſelf, and in 
their rifing, ſo cleanſe and ſanQifie them 
all over, as therefrom this Holy Faber- 
nacle will it felf form, and grow upon 
thee, till it ſhall have ſwallowed up all 
foregoing Tabernacles, as Aaron's Rod 
did devour the reft .of the Magicians 
Powers. So know that God will he and 
live intirely to himſelf within thee, as his 
perfe@ Tent; enduring noVefſcl, or Inſtru- 
ment, orSpirit,to come here, but what hath 
the Inſcription of Perfe& Holineſs upon 
it. For who may here aſcend but what 
can dwell in a Flaming Pillar of Fire, 
and not be confumed 2? and be able to 
ſay, Evermore let me in this ſweet, 
aimable pleaſant Fire, O'God, with thee 
abide, till I know nothing within me 
Rtirring, but the Ark of thy Strengthand 
the Power of thy Omnipotency, which 
will be, and is, - the finiſhing Glory of 

thy 
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thy Sanctuary, Where unutterably and 
perpetually my Spirit may be folded up 
as.in an unknown Referyvatory within 
this Holy Place of Purity. 

In order to the attainment of which 
Perfect State, this Word I heard, Ab- 
ſtain thou from all Meats which are offer- 
ed unto Idols, and feed upon nothin 
which 1s Common or Uaclean, which 
15 not purged by the Fire that burneth 
upon my Altar : a true Faſt ye are to 
keep - in your Spirits from the groſs 
creeping Things, and flying Fowls of 
Imaginations that are apt .to flutter in 
the Air of your Minds, and would feed 
upon that which is hurtful; making 
ye Ilofirm and Weak, for this Taber- 
nacle-Work. For as ye are called and 
choſen to the Order of the Holy Prieſt- 
hood, there to attend inftantly Day and 
Night, maintaining the Fire upon the 
Altar from the pure Spikenard, which 
is to be made up of all Spices, intoa per- 
fuming Qil, this is thy Service to caſt 
hereia Fuel, or Food for this Holy Fire, 
to Feed npon: then all Offerings paſſing 
through this Fire are made acceptable 
becauſe of the Perfume, and ConfeQi- 
quary Art of the Moſt High and True 

G 3 Chymilt, 
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. Chymiſt, that maketh this Eternal Com- 
poſition, giving it into thy Hand tq 
maintain the Celeſtial Fire with: Out 
from which expe& the Cloven Tongue 
muſt iſſue forth, for it is the Spicy 
Flame, which inſpireth with the Holy 
Ghoſt 3 nothing goeth beyond or is like 
to this Oyl of Compoſition, for it con- 
rains all the Soveraign Vertue of the 
Holy Godhead : it is of the higheſt moſt 
ſubtil Tinfturing Property, that it can 
paſs and penetrate through all things; 
the Extration being from the Arabian | 
Spices of all ſorts, mingled with the 
Spirit.of Gold , which makes it of a 
wonderful ſublime and yertual Power: 
With this Oil the Tabernacle, with all 
that doth appertain to it, muſt be here- 
with anointed, as the Teſtimony, Altar 
and Ark.

. ſolikewiſe Skill and Underſtanding in 
this high and moſt wonderful ſecret,

and others. But this requires great 
Heedfulneſs, Purity and Watchfulteſs 
with Love and Faithfulne(s, to enter 
upon it with all Ezrneſtneſs, making it 
thy abſolute Profeſſion and Calling, not 
regarding aor minding any one thingelſe ; 
but keeping clofe withia the Rounds 
of my Sanctuary, where the Basket of 
Bleſſing and Store is for thee | to live 
upon. Oh that there were ſuch a Heart 
in thee as would believe, reſt and truſt 
herein, and not look out befides me, 
then ſhouldſt thou know the length and 
ftrength of Jehova's Arm, what fit 
fhould work, a&, and do, in defiance 
to all Reaſon's falſe Prophets, which 
would not haye thee break off from that 
ruſty Canker-eating Chain, which hath 
linked the whole Earthly Inhabitants 
together, living upon ane common 
Store, not being able' to truſt to me be- 
yond what their Eye of Senſe doth ſees 
which is no-leſs than a fine ſpun piece 
of Idolatry, even among the Reformed 
Party.

Place; none-here can come; it is a Gar- 
der ſo richly furniſhed, that who is it 
amongſt Mortals, who with the Key may 
herewith be entruſted £ Although into 
Paradiſe my Spirit is admitted, yet into 
this All-lnfirous Privy-Garden F could 

have 
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Bave no entrance. True it 1s, that hi- 
therto it hath been concealed 3 becauſe 
it was not proper for thee herein to 
come, until entred thou had(t to be 
Wiſdom's Royal and Profefſed Phy- 
ficianz withal taking the Degree of 
her High Philoſopher, to know the Na- 
ture of her Stone. The Matter where- 
of within this Garden hath it ſelf hid. 
Come gird up thy Spirit, put on the

on purpoſe for this ofe. T his thou wilt 
know is to be obeyed and yielded to, 
though it be even thy dear Senfitive 
Life, which for this Compoſition muſt 
be diflolved : the Death of which is on- 
ly Serviceable for fo Secret an Ute. 
Hereupon a ſoft gentle Fire from the 
Altar is to be taken; and thendiffaſe in the 
Golden Veſſel of the pure Humanity, and 
thou ſhalt ſee what a fragrant Reſtorative 
Ointment this will come to be; where- 
by all Cures (hall be wrought Praftition- 
ally, the Knowledge of this Art being 
engrafted in thee, as a Natural Scyon 
co-inherent within thy inward parts, to 
tranſmute and make all that which was of 
a divided Property,to be of one pure and 
rarified Sort and Coaſtitation; as re- 
lating tothe healing part, which through 
the whole Manhood-is to diſperſe it ſelf 
to ſettle all again in its firſt Primitiyg 
Order. 

Then again here is another fecret 
preatly requiſite to be learnt, as the

FE Rom the 6th, of this preſent, to the 
13th.

Again, this Word came to me from 
the Lord, Up, ſtay not here : the Ark, 
though in the Houſe of 0bed- Edom, that 
15, ina Nazarite Hea,t, yea, here the 
Bleſling is not ever to reſt and abide, but 
itmuſt move forward; for there is yet 
much Land to be pofſeiied, which only 
the Eye within the Ark ' can ſpy. 
Fheretore be ſure ſtill to enquire at it, 
who can tell you where the moſt pleaſant 
Situat1ns are : for toſome the Lot may 
fall out to poſſ2ſs a more rich and fruit-

Divine Will. Oh itis worth ſeeking, to 
be enlarged with the Borders of theſe 
Everlaſtiog Habitations, to poſſeſs the ut- 
moſt Bounds hereof, which is a Joſeph's 
Bleſſing: * Who as thou mayeſt read in 
the Hiſtory, TJoſbna 17. 15. grew lo 
ſtrong and great, that they would not 
be contented with one Lot, though they 
had Beth-horan the Upper, and Beth- | 
horan the Neather, which was indeed 
a fruitful Soil: yet they pitched forward | 
for the Mountain or Forreſt - Trees, | 
which they by greatneſs of Power ob- | 
tained above their fellow Brethren.

by and through the Reſurrection from 
the Dead. Till which time, ye muſt ſuf- 
fer under a Vail, in Conformity like to 
your Jeſus; who was of no reputation 
in the World; as giving him no Credit, 
nor Honour, till by Death they faw the 
Vail reat, and the Earth ſhake 53 then 
they began to be convinced, that this 
muſt needs be the God-Man. Even ſoon

A further Con- 
firmation hereunto, was the Idea of an 
Ark, that was ſhut up, floating up and 
down,not upon muddy, troubleſome Wa- 
ters, Which once covered all Mountains 
and Hills, whenas the Deluge was upon 
the Old World : but theſe Waters were 
pure and healing, like the Waters under 
the Threſhold of the Sanctuary, that 
where-ever they came, qnickned unto 
Life. And it wasfſaidto me, Behold the 
Dove is in the Ark, and will be this place 
of broad Waters, that ſhall cover the 
Earth, no more to kill or deſtroy, but 
to fave alive, according to the New 
Covenant, that all ſhall know God from 
the leaſt to the greateſt, When out of 
this Ark the Dove ſhall flye with the 
Everlaſting Goſpel, as the Olive-Branch 
which carrieth in it that oily Property

1enched, but ſtill maintain fervent heat 

to declare and ſpeak, as indeed from a 
Cloven Tongue, that may tinge, where- 

ever it ſcatters ſuch high enkindled 
Breath abroad. Ah, Words of ſuch an 
outflowing Power, will carry force to 
purpoſe upon the Hearts of the prepared 
Hearcrs, to whom this Jaſt Trumpet b 
the Dove ſhall found, Bleſſed is that Ark 
where fre{h the will out fly tro pronounce 
Salvation, Peace, and Good-will from 
on high. Fear not, but believe, ſuch a 
Miniſtration may be nigh to thoſe, who 
in this new framd Ark do moſt cloſely 
and oblcurely lie, till the Birth-Doors 
ſhall. come for to be opened by the ſtrong 
Angel.

In the Night ſeaſon, I ſaw my ſelf, as 
if had been tranſmuted into a Bird of 
preat Jargeneſs, like to a Hawke ; and 
tound all my ſenſhble Faculties and Un- 
derſtanding in that appearance, flutter- 
og in ant Airy Region, and this Com- 
miſlion Word I had, Go forth, andtake 
a Prey, which attempting, I found. a 
whole Flight of Birds, in ſome way of 
reliſtance, I being alone, they thought 
they ſhould have encompaſſed me about, 
and fo out-maſtered me. Then I called 
for my Bird-Mate, who was immediate- 
ly, as in a large flying Body with me, 
and ſo we jointly commanded the whole 
Flight of the lefler Birds in that Region, 
and. then they voluntarily cam* to ſhelter 
under our Wings. And methought it 
was a mighty Change, which I did not 
know how I came into, but all Care, 

Fear 
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Fear, and Sorrow were fled away. I did 
feel during this time no low matters of 
an Earthly Sence at all to touch me. I
