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Worſhippers, who with the Lamb had 
overcome., could ſtand within that 
Temple, as Kingly Prieſts of the high 
Tabernacle-Order for to be. Then this 
Word hercupon followed, What have 
you through this Glaſly Gate beheld, 
but ſuch things as might make you ſtrive 
hard, and even force an entrance within 
the Glaſſy Screen. For theſe Preſenta- 
tions are given forth from the Celeſtial 
Globe, to ſet a Work that tr:n5torming 
Stone, that muſt all-powe: itullv Anato- 
mize the groſs fleſhly Body ; ihav no way 
can paſs through here, til! it is changed 
like to that Door, which yeu did fee: 
which till then is, as a bright Bar of Se- 
paration. This Privilege only you have, 
a Proſpect, as Moſes had, of the Figurative 
Land: but hereinto you can by no means 
come, till you have endured the Re- 
fining Fire of the Saphire Stone. Which

Thus I did by all come, to learn and 
know how ftrait the Paſſage would be 
iato that Temple, which all over was

Which awaked, and et all 
wy Intellectual Powers freſh awork, to 
Nothingnize what in me was found in 
the non-conformity, to the Rule day by 
day ſet before me. Such a force of At- 
tractive Sweetneſs did take hold upon 
my Heart, that ] Uid defire upon 
ſome other to ſhed of the ſame abroad z 
that they might not faint or be weary :

Which ſeemed to be a pretty {c!fih Que- 
ſtion ; but however our Lerd overlook- 
ed that, giving an high ercoauragement 
to whomloever ſhall by torfaking of all, 
give proof of their Love to him, and 
eſteem of the Heavenly Treaſury above 
the Earthly, Now upon the Call and 
Cry, which I had follwed me to draw 
off, and come away from what would 
make a Prey of us.

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This is the'earthly Mans Portion, till he 
þe .Born again into the Spirit; then he 
comes to. a' clear Underſtanding and ' 
ſound Judgment, and calleth over what 
Heavenly Revenue doth belong to him.

was becauſe the rew Heavens were not yet 
Framed : which do repreſent a Mind re- 

newed, and a cart purited, For that 
Scripture was opened to me, If Chriſt 
be riſe2 in you, than hath Sin no Pow- 
er Over you , but its Body fnks _ 
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dies away. For till the Body of Sin be 
aid, there can be no aſſuming of a ce- 
eſtial Body, at leaſt for duration, Then 
22ain the great Prince and Shepherd had 
another delign to gather up holy, ; choice 
Spirits, that had lived in mortal Bodies, 
to come up after him, to make up the 
XMonnt $ion Church, in the inviſible Hea- 
venly Sphere, And thoſe that have 
kept faſt the Word of Truth in Pati- 
eace, and have fought the good Fightof 
Faith ; 3; if that they dye in the Warfare, 
they ſhall looſe nothing of what they have 
fo tar wrought; there 1s a Reſervation 
and a Place for ſuch, to perfe& what is 
lacking. For, 

1. Chriſt himſelf did not go out of 
the Body into the higheſt manſion of 
Glory, but he firſt entred Paradife: So 
likewiſe thoſe, whom the Father hath 
given to him, muſt whether ia the Bo- 
dy-or out of the Body, make their firſt 
remove thither, to be fully made meet, 
to be gathered up to the Fountain-head 
of all ſpringing Wiſdom and Glory, A 
known Number h-re is to make up the 
Flock for this upper Fold ; whereof are 
the Patriarchs, Prophets, and Apoſtles, 

who 
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who are nominated to be Elders among

This 
Elias is not an abſtracted Ghoſt, but is in 
Conjunction with a fliming Body of 
Light, This was that, which the Apo- 
ſtles eyed much in their Days, and had 
the Reyelatioa thereof z but it was re- 

lerved 
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ſerved-for the latter Ages. This pure 
abſtracted ghoſtly Power did come upon 
them, and did great things through their 
own Bodies, but did not work to the 
height of a choſtly Body 3 for then Mor- 
tality would have been over Cloathed 
with Celeftiality : Therefore it' was re- 
ferved for a future Seaſon. This Apple 
is not yet fallen upon any one, but js 
growing to the full golden Colour, to 
give a full Body and Spirit to them ; 
For whoſoever {hal} eat of this golden 
Apple, ſhall be tranſmuted into a Body 
as of frne Gold. And fo who ſhall firſt 
partake hereof, 
foon operate, to tran{late them from 
terreſtial Things. 
ſtion with me, But who of all Fleſh li- 
ving now ſhall this great Elias perſo- 
nate? Or evcr come his Day «to fee ? 
Many various Viſtons, and Propheſies, 
and many Perſons tending hereunto have 
been, both intourmer and prefent times, 
Bat oh, deareſt Lord! when, and how, 
and upon whom ſhall this be accompli- 
ſhed 3 ſeeing all ſo univerſally are {flow 
of Heart to believe © To know poſt- 
tively I dare not vil, left I hould 
grieve the holy Spirtr, remembring that 

Rebuke, 
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Rebuke, which Chriſt -gave when his 
Diſciples asked, Whether he would at 
that time reſtore the Kiogdom ? Who 
did not ſcem to be pleated, that they 
did urge the thing ſo cloſely. Which 
made me ſober upon the like occaſion; 
though through the Viſion and Revela- 
tion upon it, I had ſome temptation to 
encroach upon that, which is ſaid to 
have the Mind of Jeſus : which had its 
Times and Seaſons, which waiting upon, 
great things might be revealed.

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Then again this Word was ſpoken tO 

me, That the great AMelchizedeck King» 
who-hath charge over the Houſhold of 
Faith, doth defizn before his own per- 
ſonal Maniteſtation in the World, to des 
pute and raiſe up ſome, who ſhall be as 
the Seven principal Shepherds: to go 
forth in the Power and Spirit of Elas, 
to turn the Heart back again of the va- 
grant loſt Prodigal Children, to the Fa- 
ther of their eternal Spirits; and there- 
by to reconcile the two different Prin- 
[ciples - That the Enochian (tate may be 

"revived for a free walking with God, 
by the Light of the one eternal Day, to 
paſs inand out; not making reflec” on upon 
this courſe material Body, being ſuper- 
naturally Cloathed upon with that, 
which giveth holy Boldneſs to. appear 
in that moſt pure Sphere. Thus the 
Enoch and Elias Spirit are to ariſe upon 
ſome, who will mutually together agree 
to break through this vile Principle ; 
though it be with Mountains eg: 
and with Rocks breaking, and Earth 
guakings. All which make way, for 
the dividing from that low terreſtial 
ſtate to inco*porate with the very Bo- 
dy of God.

If you will hereunto 
fixedly wait, thcn alſo given may be 
the deep magical Book; in which Wiſ- 
doms Spirit will make you Skiltul in 
the circling Planets , -appertaining to 
that inviſible Element, which governeth 
all belonging to the New Jeruſalem , 
with all its Jobabitants there. Now 
then as any ſhall defire 1a Enoch's and 
Eliars Spirit to break away from this 
terreſtial Globe, let them faithfully O- 
bey this deep Revelation, } with the 
Councel hereunto annexed.

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Then anſwered my Spirit, True, O Lord :

theſe New Heavens. Why deareſt Lord, 
is this Cryſtalline Orb of Light, letdown 
only for yiew ? It we may not partake 
ſomething of the Nature ofit? How is it 
that we have been fo long lodged ont of 
the (ight of thee 1n this remote Principle? 
If it muſt ſtill be, how can this vile 
reſtial ſtate be grateful to Spirits, whka 
did pre-:xiſt in thee before all Worlds; 
coming now to underſtand what 1s thcir 
true Eternal Dignity; to live 1a fuch lu- 
cified Bodies, free and unclogged of 
Corporeity? After I had thus pre- 
ſented our deplorable Condition, 
through the light and [ence of what was 
in the [dea of my Spirit, I could not but 
move this Queſtion to ' my Sovereign 
Creator, Wy ſuch a pure Spirit cemerated 
out of the higheſt and ſuper deli ent Mat- 
ter, ſhould unite with ſuch courſe, pear, 
Corporal Forms, aFed by a mortal, ſenſual, 
rational Soul, that ———_— it by the Star- 
ry Region? To this deep Queſtion, the 
Spirit gave this Aafwer readily, That the 
Immenſle Deity did hereby prepare high 
and worthy Ends, in ſowing pure Spirit 
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into corruptible-Fleſh, As firſt for its 
Probation, it cometh into ſuch Bodjes 
to exerciſe, and to put forth its Supert- 
our Might, for Mortifying, and to cor- 
rect and check all the natural] Propenfity 3 
which the mortal Spirit would tempt 
that which 1s Eternal, to joyn with it 1n. 
The which not yielding to, but maiatain- 
iog its own Superiority, 1a curbing and 
ſuppretiing all of the earthly part, -God 
1s hereby greatly pleaſed, and bighly ho- 
noured. Therefore think not much, that 
for the preſent there is ſuch incongruou(- 
neſs betwixt that which is TatelleCtaal, and 
that which is Terreſtial. That which is E- 
ternal, may command and ſybdue all what 
ever is [emporary. Therefore be not 1g- 
norant of your own Spirits Soveraignty, 
but call up its true Authority, for the 
Spiritualizing of what would be clouded 
with Senſuality. For if you yield hete-- 
unto, and are overcame, then your Ta- 
lentlijes as dead and buried. And what 
account can auy ſuch give to their Lord, 
when he comes, who are thus ſlothful,

ther learn, and receive this, That in the fc 
productions of Spirits, there is great m 
difference, ſome greater, and more deep- g 
ly compreheniive, and intelligent, and t 
ſtrong to encounter with the averſe Y 
matter, to which they are united. For | F 
know, this prerogative of Will, which t 
with God, the Fountain of all Spirits is 
to be left free, 1s not here to be called 
to an account by his Creatures. Who 
gives Spirits ſuccetlively to Bodies, ac- 
cording for what he hath for them more 
eminent and "extraordinary work to acr 
and do, in the lower Region of this 
World. Therefore God hath let: 
himſelf this Liberty to give to one 
five Talents, and to another but two, or 

one. But if tO that one, any (hall be 
faithful 
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faithful to improve it, while he lives in 
thisBody,doubt not but 1t 1s of very dear. 
acceptatian with their Lord,to enter into 
his Joy,though ſomewhat different accor- 
ding to the Spirits degree. Thus Abraham 
and Lot were both trom a pure righte- 
ous Seed, yet Abraham's Spirit of Truth 
did much excell. And fo ye may recol- 
ect 1nnumerable laſtances throughour all 
Ages, as Enoch, Moſes, Joſhnab, Elias, 
who had anſiverably orcat Service to do 
for their God , though ſo unſuitably 
matched by Bodies; yet ſuch was the 
greatneſs of their Spirits, as they made 
their very terreſtial Man to keep pace 
with their Spirits.

ral Region, as ſome do believe, being 
bare abſtracted Spirits, without any Fi- 

gurative Bodies. Oaly Adam and Eve 
may be conlidered as the whole Uni- 
verſe, and all included in them, as the 
repreſentative Heads of all ſucceſiive Ge- 

nerations, 
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nerations, who were mortalized aftet 
their ſimilitude. For which cauſe, Sin, 

- aud Curſe, and Death eater'd, but none 
for Adam's Franſgrefiions ſhall be con. 
demned : for {hall not the Judge of all 
the Earth do and paſs righteous Judg- 
ment? Shall any ſuffer for what they 
could no way avoid? God forbid, as in 
Sin all Men and Women were conccived 
and born, ſo likewiſe in a Seed of Truth 
and Righteouſneſs, which is inviſibly jn- 
troduced for to deſtroy and overpower 
the Serpently Seed, both growing up to- 
gether, which of them doth obtain the 
maſterſhip, doth remain in each ones 
P.iaciple. The moſt wife God having 
laid in a ſufficiency of Spirit, who in the 
days of Noah, fijl, My Spirit in thens 
was tired out. ſtriving ſtill with them, fo 
God will clear and acquit himſelf of all, 
that of this Nature can becharged upon 
him. Then further it was opened unto 
me from that Scripture, That as Sin hath 
abounded, Grace ſhall much more abound. 
This Grace was revealed in the Gift or 
Infufion of the Spirit of Chriſt, as the 
promiſed Seed of reſtoring Life unto 
Adam and Eve, upon their very depe- 
neration, that they might not be as with- 

out God, in that co:poareal Jmage, 
| which 
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which they now were changed into. If 
the Eternal Word, which was from the 
beginning, had not been their Light and 
Litc, and fo likewiſe generative to their 
tuture Poſterity, they had been in the 
fame condemnation with the fallen An- 
gels, but the Eternal Word did even 
then incarnate himſelf for their help and 
recovery, andto fave them from ſinking 
t1:0 that horrible Lake, which the Scr- 
pent had prepared for them, Thus did 
the Eternal Love immediately move to- 
wards them, to free them out of' the 
Dragon's Power, whoſe defign was to 
make them of their own Hierarchy, in 
their Princely power of Darkneſs, out 
from which the Lamb of God did re- 
deemthem, Who from the Foundation 
of the World was the Salvation of God.

But while this new thing ſprang 
13 my underſtanding, which ſeemed to 
dificr from whatTI had formerly received 
as Truth, I be{ought the Lord my Tea- 
cher, to aniwer this Objection that was 
raiſed thereupon.

firſt awakened. In Anſwer to this, [ 
found Light at hand to reſolve me, As 
thus, 1t did not ſeem good to the Wiſe 
Creator toobliterate, and ſo preſeatly to 
wipe off the Stain, with which they by 
this at of Diſobedience had blemiſhed 
themſelves. Some marks of Diſpleaſare 
the moſt Holy did {till include them un- 
der as a Terreſtial Body, and to bring 
forth in Travel and Sorrow, what ſhould 
have been by Magical Power, and Joy, i 
Celeſtial Angelical Forms : but now as the 
effcCts of diſregarding the Command of 
God, they brought forth a mean and de- 
ſpicable Image, according to their owa 
Likeneſs, Buttheal further queried, þ:3t 
this Corporeity might have been Sinleſ: it 
Origiaal Righteoumeſ was allo infaſed, 
by the immortal Spark of Life entring 19, 
to incorporate with the outward Elemen- 
fary Birth. That Spirit which had ſa pure 
zn Exiſtency, and was in free Liberty, 
(111d come jnto 8 necefiitated thratdom 
a: in Cain was manifeſted,,, As to this £ 

al' 
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alſo obtained Satisfation, that Cj» had 
the Eternal Light of Life with him, that 
did fore-warn him, and convince him of 
the end and danger of Sin, and that he 
was under Probation, and that the Serpent 
had liberty ſtill to i. mpt a new ſutably 
to the Condition he wrs fallen into. Who 
had an abſolnte Liberty of Will and Suf- 
ficiency of Power to ſtand his Ground, as 
God ſaid to him by way of Reproof, If 
thou dolt well, ſhalt not thou be accept- 
ed; but if not Sin lieth at thy own 

| Door. Which plainly doth declare, that 
Cain ſhould not have yielded himſelf Sins 
Captive- So thatin all Temptations, you 
may know whither to fly, even to that 

_ eternal Word within you: who is migh- 
ty to Save, who Is and Was from the Be- 
ginning, the Firſt, and the Laſt, Viſible 
and Inviſible, Deity i in Humanity, and De- 
ity out of Humanity ; all making and ten- 
ding to the fullflling and Manifeſtation 
of the Myſtery which hath been hid in 
the Trinity, Which Arcanum will be 
daily revealing in this latter Age, Then 
aroſe a further Query to'be anſwered, If 
Chriſt as a Seed of Life was iafaſed into 
every individual Birth throughout the 
Line of Terreſtial Propagation, — 
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a Sufficiency was found toibear down and 
overcome, what the Serpent had intra- 
duced of this Venome and Sting of Sin 
add Death: What further need was there 
of Chriſt to aſſume a Body and to be pro- 
claimed in the World as a Perſonal Savt-

Secondly, Then again for this Cauſe, 
Chriſt was to be manifeſted in Fleſh in 
God-like Power, as very needful to be- 
come that great High-Prieſt, to attone 
and make expiation for the Sins and De- 
fetiveneſls under the firſt Covenant, 
which was given 1n Paradiſe; all fince 
having ftaned after the f1militude of A- 
dam's Tranſgreſliion. The holy Seed in 
them being weak, through the Body 
which is included, and falling under the 
groſs Element : which hath and doth in 
ſome much more then others, choak and 
ſ\mother the Lite, and doth greatly cloud. 
and darken univerſally this pure Light 
whereby the good part doth rarely get 
the Victory in any, till they attain to a 
200d degree of Illumination and Purifi- 
cation. For, this Spring of Light doth get 
through but by degrees : for tho in it (elf 
its of great Potency, yet need enough 
there 1s, for Sins committed 1n the times 
of Ignorance and Minority ; before the 
Spitit-comes, to make the Soul under- 
ſtand it (elf, from whence it is relapſed : 
1 ſay, for the Remiſſion of theſe Sins paſt

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through the forbearanac of God , not 
leſs then ſuch a Sacrifice was your 
Jeſus for you to become. 

In the Third Place, Then as Chriſt ful- 
filled all Righteouſneſs in his Humanity, 
tor an Example to his fellow Brethren, 
{9 they might come to the unity of 
the ſame perfect Life, by the ſame per- 
fect Spirit, which was in him through 
the dying Life. For thereby your Lord 
Jelus obtained a ſuper-additional force 
and power of Spirit to give, and ſhed 
abroad 1nto you, for the working out 

. a fall Liberty and Salvation, - For Ire 
his pure Life-Seed was under oppreſſion,

Fourth Place, Now then further con- 
ſider, that th's was the very great and 
primary end of Chriſt coming into a Body 
of Fleſh to transfigure, and to ſhew the 
way of Immortal:zing of it, as he did 
his own after his ReſurreQtion, when he 
aſcended into the Kingdom of his Father. 
Then this was alſo noted to me from hence 
that had not Chriſt come down into a 
Body, the higheſt Saint could have attain- 
ed no higher Statethan Paradice: though 
endued with all the iaternal Excellency 
from the Word of Lite, as a Seed incorpo- 
ratiag with it, For their higheſt dimenſi- 
ons was Adam's Paradiſe, beyond which 
Region neitherPatriarchs nor prophets did 
arrive before Chriſt's appearing ta the 
World. Therefore you ſee Chriſt imbo- 
dying himſelfin a Terreſtial Form brought 
torth many conſiderable Advantages, if 
they may now be confidered of by the 
wiſe hearted, fo as to wait and expect 
the fruits of that additional Spirit, that, 
is ſome degrees higher, than any Seraphick 
Flame of Light. Believe it, and know it, 
that this Breath of Fire breathed and 

ſucked 
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ſacked in, will melt away all your grofs 
Metalline Corporeity.

The True Shunamite 

As ſoon as I awaked in the Morning | 
this Word ſpake in me, What is to be 
done for thee ! Wouldſt thou be ſpoken 
for to the King This Word 1 ponder- 
ed often upon, what ſhould be' the mean- 
ing hereof, and for what intent it did fo 
ſpeak, Which after ſome days was thus 
reſolved, that ſuch who ſfignatur'd are 
with Spiritual Generoſity and Largeneſs of 
Love, anſ{werably to that Shunamite, who 
was ſo careful of Zxliſha, as to provide 
for his Entertainment 3 even ſo grateful 
would Chriſt the true Spirit of Prophecy 
be unto them who haye ſuch a Proof of 
Love and Eſteem for him, as to furniſh 

, out a moſt holy ſeparate Place, for this 
Prophet ſtill to turn 1a into. Firſt then jt i 
was given me herefrom to obſerve, that . 4} 
this Shanarmite, as ſhe did underſtand A 
him to be a Man of God, gave him great 
Reverence, ard would nor lodge him 1n 
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her own mixed Family ; as judging none 
there worthy of his Converſation: and 
therefore did ow purpole bu:1d a place of 
Apartment for vacancy, that this holy Seer 
might have opportuaity for enquiry with 
the Deity : Therefore the took care he 
ſhould not be diſtu:bed. Then further 
this Word came unto me, as not only for 
Council, but for Information : that Know- 
ledge was taken of ſuch atrue Shunamite, 
who was 1n_ Council with her Eternal 
Mate, that had prepared according to 
this ſfimilitude, for this Spirit of Prophe- 
cy, a moſt holy inward place; with a 
true Spiritual furniihment, of what was 
nece{jary to tempt - this true ſearching 
Seer to take up here his abode, Then 
vias it ſhewn me, what I did not know 
to be in my ſelf fo clearly, thus figured 
out d{tinctly by way of Allegory. Firſt 
a new Edifice on purpoſe was framed by 
the wiſe Maſter Builder in us. Then a 
Table-Hearr, in which the Law of Love 
was writteo, Then a Bed for to give 
eaſe and reſt to our Beloved, that he 
might not be as a wayfaring Man. Know 
this incach of us, ſo furniſhed out as his 
own home, where we might retire to 
21m in the Light and Spring of Under- 

ſrandiag. 
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ſtanding. Which is the Candleſtick and 
Candle fix:d in us before-hand, without 
which no comfortable abode for this 
Prophet would be in us. Then again, 
the Stool figaihes a quiet fixation with 
us without Wearineſs, a bleſſed conter- 
tation, Ia that there is þat one Seat, it 
ſkews that here is an excluding of all 
other out of this Place. The Eliſha 
Spirit admitteth none to fit with him in 
his Lodging: for this fitting or waiting 
poſture 15 proper for the Spiritual Di- 
viner, that night and day may miniſter 
hereupon. Upon this I did receive an 
approbation or Sealing Word for good 
Hope and rich Confolation to us, who 
-ould witneſs that large graventie of 
Spirit in Lave to this Prophet, before 
whom we are called to ſtand. Who did 
put indeed and verify ihis Queſtion a 
ſecond time unto me, ſaying, What ſhall 
be done for you, who have carcd all 
this Care for me, in giving me a viace of 
Apartment, where nothing-might mivgle 
with me? Tell me now, what I ſhall 
{peak on your behalf. whether to the 
King, or Captain of his Hoſt? The King 
here repreſeats God the Father, the 
Captain your Lord Jcfus, the Eliſha 

3 Spirit, 
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Spirit, the Holy GhoG. Either of them 
both can be heard at all times. Therefore, 
ſee that ye be free in Humility with your 
Prophet. Now having ſuch a Grant 
made to me, I conſulted how to act the 

art of a, wiſe Shynamite; though I 
could, and might take herefrom great 
Liberty, yet I am taught to weigh all my 
Requeſt, that nothiog raſh or unadviſed 
may proceed from me. Oh my Lord 
and great Prophet, I cannot compare 
with the Shunamite in all things, who 
ſaid, That ſhe was in her own Land and 
People. But we may be ſaid to be on ſome 
eccount, as exile Captives, while 
living in Elementary Bodies, alſo in a 
Land under Babyloniſh tribute, which is 
very grievous to the Supernal part. 
Who knows its own true Nativity, as 
ſeeing through the Glaſs of Eternity, what 
Wwe once were 1n pre-exiltency. But now 
as Exiſting in Forms of Mortality, it can- 
not be ſaid, that we need nothing fur- 
ther, in the higheſt degree of this Ter- 
reſtial (ſtate, Therefore 1a bluſhing Fear 
and holy Modeſty, I did declare the 
Senſe hereof to my Prophet, If now my 
Lord will ſpeak for this nnto the great 
and mighty King, and Captain of the

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Lord's Hoſt, that we may have releaſe 
out of all Babyloniſh thrall, and be 
brought back again, to our own People, 
to dwell in the Heavenly City.

Which is the one pure Ele- 
mentary Births for that which is born 
from beneath of fleſhly Corporeity, can 
never be gathered among thote Celeſtial 
Deniſons.ti]] immortaliz'd with pure and 
Fthereal Bodies, Ah my Lord, if io, 
what hopes can there be for us, who are 
ſo united unto this out-Birth. Then ſaid 
the Prophet, Be quiet and ſtill, and af- 
ter a whyle this pure Birth, that is all "of 
Spirit, may freely Spring, in which you 
will paſs, where you ſo much long, and 
defire iorto dwell, But then this was 
further revealed, that many would be 
the croſs workings of this Worldly Ele- 
ment, therefore very wary we mult be 
to avoid all Minglings with it. For we 
ſtood here upon a very nice point, therc- 
fore know, and be only converſant with 
this God- Man, from whom 1s diffuſed, 
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that which is of pure Birth Impregnancy, 
that will excell in PerfeCtion all of for- 
mer Births. Yet ſaid the Prophet, conſider 
further this,If you do attain to this Birth, 
know while ye are in this Principle, 1t 
is not out of all danger, Hezards do 
attend it, as in the caſe of the Shura- 
mite, While but in the Childiſh ſtate. 
The Four Elements may ſpecially be in 
ſtrife againſt the Life hereof, when the 
Eliſha-Power may be with-drawn away. 
Therefore keep up all Love, and ſweet 
Correſpondency with this Spiritual Pro- 
phet, that ye may a Refuge have. in what- 
ever may happen for preſent or future 
time,or may fall out upon you;maoking uſe 
of this his great Friendſhip at all times, 
when need doth require : who hath a re- 
viving Breath for Life ſtill to inſpire, 
So then according to what hath bcen rc- 
vealed herefrom, do you make ule here- 
of in a wiſe and underſtanding Spirit.

I did (ee a Viſion, which was thus 
preſented, as the, form of a Rand, which 
ſeemed to be graſped very cloſe: out cf 
which ſprung a living Creature, peeping 
through the Fingers, a0 {0 by degrees did 
-quite break through the b ingers. Firſt 
appeared the Head, as inthe Likeneſs of 
a young Dove ; but the B 2dy wagof the 
colour of a Ruby, having Wings and 
Fire-ſparkling Eyes : which as {von as it 
got through the Hand, it mouated a- 
way as into the Air, where ſaw it no 
more. This thing (cemed very [trange 
to me, aud for ſome days the meaning 
was concealed, having other Ideas 19- 
tervening, wherein my IntelleCtuals were 
exerciſed, But this being brought to 
remembrance, there was ſomething con- 
{1derable to be underſtood from it, as by 
the Spiiit of Wiſdom and Light Was 
made out very 1gnthcantly.

The Interpretation of this Viſton. 

As firſt, by the Hand, which repre- 
ſents Strength, Power, and Adtivity, as 
when God is faid to do any- marvellous 
or unujual thing, it ſtill gaeth under 
the denomination of his Hand. As it was 
upon Ezekiel, when he was in the Viſions 
of God, his Hand was ſaid to be upon 
him. And again, The Hand of the Lord 
ts nor ſhortned, but faid to be ſtretched 
out as a ſtrong over-ſpreading Hand. 
Therefore after the ſimilitude of a Hand 
the Creating Power doth go forth, as in 
Viſion it was ſhewn thee, what in time 
might be effeted. Then this Queſtion 
was put to me, What now dolt thou 
believe that living Creature tobe, which 
was ſo wonderfully formed in the Hand?

Then did this 
Word paſs through me, after the man- 
ner of a Spirit's Speech. ſaying, The

that which is of great i import, as namely 
a Cherub Birth. Whereof the Eliſ; 
Spirit hath Propheſted ſhould be brought 
to paſs, where the leaſt expeQation 
might be. As in the caſe of the Shure- 
mite, who was (trangely furprized, when 
the Prophet did her greet herewith : 
Even fo urn will the Earth be 
bleſſed with ſuch a Birth, that ſhall be 
hatched under the mighty Hand of 
Power : which will aſcend ſtraitway to 
this Mountain high.

Which as | was conſi- 
dering of in my ſelf, that Scripture 
was [truck upon me, It is the Stone, 
that 1s cut our, without Artificial work- 
ing, or known matter. Therefore ſajd 
the Spirit, fo conſider of it: this is that 
holy Breath, that none indeed can tell 
from whence it comes, nor whither it 
goes 3 it reſteth upon whom it ſelf wil- 
leth, and there contracts incorporeal 
matter; thatſo a Body Cherub-like may 
o forth from under the overſhadowin 

land, Know of ſuch like the New Hea- 
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vens and Earth are henceforth only 
to be furniſhed withal. - Therefore for 
certainty that Word will be made good, 
Behold the Face of all things will renew. 
But how? No otherwiſe, but by the 
Powers,that (hall go forth from this Che- 
xub-Birth. That when once got through 
will numerate, as thoſe mighty Angels 
of the Reſurrection z who will be of 
great force to pour out the Vials of 
Wrath upon the Dragon and Beaſt, 
Who hath had his Root and Seat 1n man's 
inward part, and there hath made all 
the defilement. Therefore Vengeance 
npon the Beaſt wili be ere long taken, 
becauſe he hath been ſo mingled, not 
only with groſs Senſuality, but alto 
with the Serpently Property, That all 
now, . who are herein tound, who are 
defigned for the Kingdom of Heaven, 
mult ſuffer under the Violation of this 
bleſt Birth, whoſe rifing will be the fall 
of what is Flelhly. For ſaith he that 
maketh all things, Yet once more an 
End is come of all Fleſh before me, A 
New Creation is to ſucceed out of, and 
trom under the hiding Power of the Al- 
mighty Hand, in fach who now cloathed 
are With this preient Creation, in ſuch 
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rough Beaſt-like Garments, whereof they: 
are aſhamed, Therefore jt is that ſuch 
mean periſhing Coverings, which are not 
ſo much as Moth-proof, they do ſeek to 
make comely to each Mortal Eye: but 
here 1s a Birth of another Nature and 
Conſiſtency, that neither needs, nor will 
accept of any of this vile matter from the 
groſſer Elements; knowing well, tha: 
courſe Linnen, which is ſpun out from 
thence, will no way becoor (uch, as mutt 
paſs into that City: Which is fo bright 
and clear ; where nothing is worn, bat 
what is Ethereal! and trauſparent. The 
Light there is ſuch, as ſoon makes a Gdil- 
covery of what is contrary. Then faid 
my Spirit, Ah my Lord, thou haſt ſpo- 
ken of great things to eome, happy is that 
Ape, who ſhall ſce fucha Birth- day as this. 
But this queltion, my dear Lord, reſolve 
to me; which is this. What hath made 
this Spiritual Birth thus long to (tick in 
the World? Arf. Bicaule this out 
Birth by way of Natural Generation, 
hath now had ſuch a loag circling Life, 
in the deep imprefiicn of the Stars z that 
it is rooted asa {tiong Oik, that would 
give way to no other, but to the ]3« 
ming Ax of ihis Birth of the Spiric, 

Which 
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Which by reaſon of long cuſtom, and 
habit is grown too ſtubborn and ſtrong, 
for the young plant ſeed'to deal with 
It, Tt meeting with many diſadvantages, 
both as to place, and Perſons, and conſti- 
tution of things in and from this Princz- 
ple. That (ot need to be no wonder, 
that this Birth find ſuch difficulty in any 
for to get through:But this old oakyBirth 
ſhall not beonly lopped by degrees, and 
the root of the matter left (till to ſprin 
from generation to generation, 1n thoſe 
who areallotted for Redemption, No, 
know you, Jeſus will not haveit run by 
natural Courſe to the end of Time. 
Thus his Trumpet hath already ſounded 
to awaken ſome, that did as others f]:ep 
in the duſt ; who are riſen to a better 
hope, ſeeking to be cloathed with im- 
mortal Robes, Toſuct, as firſt dolook, 
and do keep cloſe under this hand of 
power ; this Cherub-Birth will appear, 
and then let not ſuch fear, that their old 
terreſtrz3l Birth fhall their more ſuperior 
and heavenly Image outwear. The wiſe 
za heart are given to underſtand theſe 
things, who are diligeat to enquire, 
when this Birth will be perfected.

About the break of day there ap- 
eared to me, as upon a Mountain, a 

ſtately building of great fortitude and 
ſtrengths it was compacted fo within it 
ſelf, as nothing by many miles could 
come near to it. All the ſcituation of it 
was green, and pleaſant, but the aſcent 
to it was ſo high, as it ſeemed imvoflible 
for any to come up thereunto, who had 
fot the Wiags of a Dove, Neither could 
I diſcern any Road or Path-way thither. 
After the repreſentation hereof was paſ- 
ſed away, leaving much thoughtfulneſs 
in me, I had for that preſent time this 
word given to me. That this ſeparated 
Building was called the City of ſtrength. 
Some three nights after, as I was in a 
flumber, this high Mountain appeared 
again: and I ſaw two Perſons beckoni 
Out o: that place to come up, then Iat» 
tempted to aſcend or to walk up to them; 
but found my Corporeity ſo weighty 
upon me, as I could not by any means 
at that preſent make up thither 2 which 
cauſed great anx1touſneſs in me, for =_ 
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will was very carnelt to make up to that 
delired place.

A further Diſcourſe upon this higb 

Alountain. 

Upon which I moved my Lord, who 
was nigh in Spirit, why ſuch inviting 
Ideas ſhould ſo attrat both Heart and 
Eyes 2 and yet no might or power to 
come up to that holy Mountain, upon 
which this glorious City ſtood + which 
would be ſtrength and fortitude ftom 
all ſufferings and evils, which while be- 
low this Mountain, we ate obnox10us to. 
Upon which complaint the- ſpringing 
word thas ſaid, how is it? that thy ſoul 
1s hereat diſquieted, that thou canſt not 
pofſels ſo immediately, what is made 
known to thee 1n Vion and Prophecy ? 
The ground hereot is known to Wiſdom, 
who alſo will ſatisfie thee, why this can- 
not yet be attainable. 

Firſt corfider thy preſent Exiſtency, 
that it is in a very low degree, inferior 
to the Angelical Spaear, nay hardly 

meet 
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meet for what might be enjoyed in the 
Paradifical Orb. That pure leavening 
Unction hath not gone through Body, 
Soul, and Spirit, fo as to change through- 
out into its own Nature, which hath 
hindred you: For nothing of corporeal 
matter could ever thither up aſcend, 
though” the Will and Spirit put forth 
with great eardtſtneſs out thereun- 
to. Bur then again, be it given ye to 
undetſtand, that this preſentation doth 
ſignifie the reviving the remembrance 
of what hath been propheſied in fore- 
going Ages. For Similitudes will go 
before to uſher in the real thing. The 
Preludiums of which have fo long ſlept, 
that ſome freſh warnings hereof w1!! be 
given to them, that wait for and believe 
1n their day, to ſeethe Kingdom of God 
in its height of glory. As this City ts a 
true figure hereof, which ſeems yet to be 
at a great diſtance from this low World, 
as to 1ts mighty height. Which is a 
Confirmation to that old Prophecy, the 
Mountain of the Lords houſe is eſtabliſh- 
ed above all monntains, and thereto will 
be the flowing of Dove Spirits, as to 
their own habitation. From hence. a 
ſweet and freſh Manifeſta:ion, by way of 
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a renewed Prophecy, did open from thoſe 
words, That it ſhall come to paſs jn thelaſ(t 
days,and which thus ſpake: That the Lot 
of this fulfilling Prophecy might be wit- 
defſed by ſome 1n this Age.For which end, 
this Tranſient Viſion of the City was 
ſhewed, for to quicken and revive the 
hopes of thoſe, who were Mourners to 
ſee themſelves remote herefrom; becauſe 
of the wonderful diſtance, and height 
in the ſituation thereof - which cauſed 
ſuch anxiouſneſs through their own 1a- 
ſufficiency to reach up thither z as not ſee- 
ing any poſibility to come to God's Ho- 
ly Palace, where only was our hoped for 
freedom. 

But whileI was in this demur and fear, 
a ſwift Meſſenger from this high and 
lofty Place didTteach out his hand to mez 
and ſuddainly this Houſe, which was fo 
far off, was now to me as nigh. For I 
did fee it paſs by me, as 1n a clear 
Glaſs-caſe, as if it had run upon a Cha- 
riot Wheel, ſo ſwift that I could only 
ſpy through the Glaſs, a light tranſparent 
Glory : Which left me in no little Con- 
cern, becauſe not taken in hereinto. But 
that word was ſpoken preſently for ſup- 
port, Thou canſt not follow now, but 
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ſhalt afterwards. Then did the Comfor- 
ter commune of theſe things further un- 
to me, revealing the myſtery of this City, 
as to its conſiſtency, Its Building 1s of 
a threetold quality, as to the making 
out of its glorious Variety. The firſt 
toundation-matter was all Saphire-like, 
of ſuch virtue and clarity, as it <Xktracts 
the Jaſper ſtone, and ſo conſequently the 
the ghoſtly Ruby, of which three this 
City is compacted. And 1s exalted 
above all degrees of created beings, that 
none can come to dwell here within this 
deified place; till a high Chymical, Vir- 
tue do proceed from each (tone in this 
Building, for a ſeparated operation. For. 
theſe (tones will attract.only out of the 
Soul and Spirit, what is their owaz: 
Therefore expect no leſs then taree ba- 
ptizing fires to paſs upon you, before 
ye can be [nhabirants ia this tranſparent 
City of Glaſs. The Saphire, which is 
the Fathers fiery Property operates in the 
Spirit of Salts (ſearching quality, to fiad 
out all corruptibility. Then fecondly 
Chrilt the FJaſper-light ſends our his 
warm fire Blood-ſtone, both to. purge, 
cleanſe, and heal. Thea the third diſpen- 
five Power avill let out, ſynch a flood of 
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Oyl, of his own high perfumed Nature; 
mingling all through the foregoing Ce- 
leſtial fires ia a b'efſed light flame, as will 
burn away the firſt groſs Elemental Mat- 
ter, which hath prevented the Spirits 
aſcent into thiz Mountain of the Lord's 
Houſe, But however, draw you near to 
the foot of this City-mountain, whica 
while ye fit therein waiting, this very 
Mountain may melt, and before you 
bow. And this City, which is called 
everlaſting Righteouſneſs, and Strength, 
will through its pure conſtellative vir- 
tue exhale and draw you up into it ſelf. 
Where ye then ever will be with the 
Deity 1n Berill flaming Bodies and Spj- 
rits, according to the ghoſtly Purity of 
might, as thoſe who are ready for this 
ſpiritual and ſuddaio flight.

As I was conſidering of the openings 
which I had, of that Viſion relating unto 
the Cherubim-birth, which was hatched 
under the Hand of the Power : This 
Query aroſe in mc, how the Spirit of 
this New Creature was ſuſtained ?- And 
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which way it could draw in that fuod, 
that conſtituted it tv be of that ſtrength 
and cxcellency of Body, and Spirit, that 
it could mount away, as a ove into an 
unknown Orb ? Ah,my Lord, what man- 
ner of Birth is this ? Shall ſuch a Birth 
ever be. known to have exiſtency 1n this 
terreſtial ſphere ? Sure ſuch a Birth is 
only meet to be born, where 1s a pure 
and unmixed Element, which may not 
be 1n ſtrife againſt it. For verily 1t 1s 
hard and very dificult for fi:ch a Þirth 
to benurſed and brought up to perieCte- 
on, where all things work crols. riſing 
up againſt it, Becauſe it is a ſtrange 
Child that beareth not this worlds 
Image 3 as for example in our Lord Je- 
{us, his Birth being extraordinary, and 
marvelous, ſo ſoon as it was but noiſed 
abroad, Councel was taken for to dc- 
{troy him : nay he had much ado to live 
out his determined time ; but as he pre- 
ſerved himſelt by his inward virtual Bo- 
dy upan every ſtorm and aſſault. The 
world that lieth in the evilof darkneſs, 
could not bear ſuch a Light to live a- 
mong(t them, whoſe life was that which 
did reprove them; Therefore it is no 
needleſs queſtion to ask of the moſt high 
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Wiſdom, how in this Age fach a Firth 
may be fnccoured and ſuſtained, till it 
hath got a body of might and fortitude, 
which no weapon can deſtroy or hurt. 
The reſolve muſt be fetched up from the 
deepeſt of all centers, as it is a matter of 
tze moſt primary conſequence to them, 
who have ſuch a Birth in ſuch a dange- 
rous Principle for to bring up; a Birth 
which is from the power of the over- 
ſhadowing hand. Hence then for fatis- 
faction to this Query, faith the all know- 
ing Spirit, be it given you to nnderſtand, 
That every Birth of what kind ſoever, 
brings along with 1t, through the wiſe 
Proviſion in Nature its own vutriment.

Therefore he 
inciteth and calleth tq look after another 
Birch, that may be all of Quinteſſen;ial 
matter, of the very Nature of the Deity, 
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ſuch a pure thing may have corporal hn- 
manity a while, for its viſible caſe. As 
your Immanuel had aſſumed, as the gar- 
ment of Sackcloath; in which he hum- 
bled himſelf for the fins of the world, 
and for that end facrificed it: Who, 
though he took it up again, it was for 
the manifeſtation of greater wonders by 
It, through various changes, which 1t was 
made the ſubject of. For in that ſome- 
times he was known, and then again in 
ſuch a fizure unknowable to them, who 
were daily converſant with him, Who 
after that the pleaſure and deſign oi the 
Father was in that body finiſhed, theu 
the power of theinward ſpiritual body 
was manifeſted to anatomile the viſible 
humanity, for that was not to paſs into 
the Heavens, From all which learn we 
to diſcern, where the Chriſt like birth 
with his ſpiritual body is, though cloud- 
ed with a corporeal figure. Aud that ye 
may not be miſtaken, take the'- ſpecial 
ſigns, to know where 1t is truly ftix<d 
or impreſled. 

Firlt then know, this over thadowing 
hand, through which this bicth doth 
ſpring, incompaſſeth only, what is Para- 
dilical ground : there it drops in,its golden 
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ſeed. This ground in its true native 
Virgin pureneſs, mult be ſeparated from 
the common curſed maiter, of what pro- 
duceth the earthly birth. Theſe two 
different foyles are to be found in the 
firſt Adam's generative «fi-ſpring, bur it 
is ſo mingled and overrun with the dark 
muddy element, that great care, labour 
and painful induſtry is uſed for its reco- 
very out, by the wile and learned Spirit 
1a the heavenly Chymiſtry , rightly to 
prepare for this holy Birth, Which will 
be ealily known from the courſe and ru- 
dimental, that is in the image of the 
earthly. 

For firſt, here is a pure copception, as 
from the high and pureradical iofuſiveSpi- 
rit,that quickens the Virgin ſoil,and ſo co- 
operates it into a ſpiritual Body, that it 
may be all of one, and the ſame pure, 
clear, undefiled. ſubtile matter with the 
quickning Spirit : that you may know, 
what that is, which coatributes to the 
Chriſt-like Births, wherewith it will be oce 
and the ſame, that it may degenerate 
in nothing, from the firſt perteQion and 
pattern of his Life. , But only this hea- 
venly man may be cxcuſed, from that 
perfonal ſuffering in the tragical part, as

an outward death. Which will not be 
required upon the ſame account, havin 
fimſhed the myſtery of the myſtical 
death, through this Birth taking place, 
and beariog dominion over the outward. 
But now to reſolve that Queſtion, What 
this Birth that is from above, which 1s 
coagulated into one unmixed matter 
muſt live upon in the honſe of humanity. 
Which for a time it muſt þe brought up 
in, as Chriſt himſelf was, and tempted 
with the evil fruits, that will be daily 
preftcred from the maiket of chis world, 
but jet 10nodarger, though in minori- 
ty. For it is lett under the guardian 
Spirit, who warns it What to abſtain 
trom ; waoſe nature and compoſition is 
of ſuch heavenly « ſſcntialicy, that it 1n- 
clines naturally to obey the Paradiſical 
laws. Which 1s the ſecond character of 
this New Creature. 

Then again 1n the #4ird place, whi'e 
but In its [nfancy, 1t will tuck of no other, 
but 1ts Eternal Virgin Mother; lav it to 
any other, and it will be (ick to Death. 
And it at any time contrary Food is 
torced upon it, 1t doth preſently Vo- 
mit it up. Then when grown to a fur- 
ther degree of RP, rot only 
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the pure Milk of Wildom, its Mother, 
thoſe living- Precepts of her Word, bur 
the very Body of the Deity, which 1s 
the ſpiritual Fleſh Chriſt ſpoke of, and 
the Blood the Milk of the Word. But 
when come to that Age, asto be able to 
take and feed upon that Body, that 1s 
Extracted out of the very Being of all 
Eternal Spirits, of what kind muſt this 
be brought forth? but even ſuch a Ce- 
leftial Body, as Chriſt told them,” could 
never taſte of Death. For as he did 
Iive by the Father, by feeding upon the 
very power of the God-head. $9 like- 
wiſe that Birth, which was cf this cx- 
traction, ſhould live eternally, by feed- 
mg it ſeif upon his divine Fl: th. Your 
Fathers, ſatth he, did eat Manna, and 

" are dead, but I the Þread of Life will 
faſtain you, and thereby immortalize 
you, if ye henceforth do feed upon no 
other, but me the Tree of Life. It was 
further revealed to me, That the Mould 
3nd Parad:fjcal Matter was found in us, 
3nd brought out of all diſperfions 1nto 
one holy Iamp, formed and quickned 
by that pure azure ſtream or breath, 
which did preſcnt it ſelf by way of Viſt- 
en. And this io proceſs of tirlte might 
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Come to be rio leſs than God manifeſted 
In our fic{hly forms. of Corporeities ; 
therefore let us be careſul and watchful 
over it, and to hide it under the {h-1- 
tering hand of the eveflaſting power ; 
foraſmuch as it is encloſed with a 
terreſtrial form, as its houſe, where the 
light of the Sun, Moon and Stars of this 
Viſible Region did break in, and there- 

by would aſſume a government over it : 
which might bind, and keep it under, 
as upon the outward elementary Spirit. 
This was my fear and jeoperdy. Con- 
cerning which, the everlaiting Comfor- 

ter did fatishe me, declaring, This was 
a free birth, not ſubject in any r<{pett to 
the rudiments of this world, becauſe, 
that nothing of thele eſſences did there- 
with mix. N-: depravity in the Nature 
of fin was here infuſed. Therefore this 
Birth may ſtand upon its royal freedom 
for to be boron free from fin is a great 
and mighty thing. Therefore know 
your New Birth-prerogative, and come 
not under the power of what this holy 
inſpiring breath is come to let at liberty 
from. Fer the true Heir is a Son of Lt- 
berty, ia bondage to nothing, when 
2nce he comes to know himſelf, he will 

then 
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then aſſume that Sovereignty, which 
{[}all make the corporeal life bow unto 
him. Nay, as this encreaſeth,and grows 
up to its princely greatneſs, this Land 
will be too (trait. For out of Egypt 
God will call this his Heir, through all 
terreſtial Walls and Gates, to come up 
unto that free City, where the Trinity 
11 Majeſty will give out their ſealed 
Commiſtons, for what this Birth of 
might and excellency hath further for . 
them to do in this low Region. For 
that which hath been, as the high b1ild- 
ed wall of Perdition, betwixt theſe Pi1n- 
ciples, and the Mountain upon which 
the New Jeruſalem [tands, by ſuch ſtrong 
Angels as theſe, you {ſhall fee broken 
dowa without tool or weapon: and pal- 
ſage made, which the Eagte Eye of this 
Birth will ſpy, and will be A Skiltull, 
as to know its way through the cloudy 
Air, to mount S702 Hill, the myſtery of 
God in both Principles to fulfill. 



eApril the 27th. 1677. 

In the Morning after the DuQor had 
prayed, I awaked and ſunk down into 
the center of Life. And there appear- 
ed unto me a pure azure blue {tream, 
which was ſaid in me, was that Spirit 
and Breath of Life, that muſt pit the 
grofſcr Element” to flight. Then it was 
Fatkne opened to me, that irom this 
perfect thing, would go forth an en- 
Tiching Miſt, that ſhould renew the face 
of all things, in ſuch whole inward 
ground was meaſured out by the Golden 
Reed of the Spirit. Then wes further 
{hewed me, the twofold nature and pro- 
perty of this Breath : That as it could 
quicken and be a ſeed of Life in matter 
meetly prepared for it: S9 likewile this 
Breath would extinguiſh that Lite, which 
worketh 1n contrariety againlt it. Ac- 
cording as it is written, 0h Death, T will 
be thy Death. When all concluſions be 
tried for the expiation of the earthly 
birth, there is no other, that can fo 
eternally anatomize it, as the Body of 
Sin may be ſaid tg ceafe, and-not tobe, 
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but by the Spirit of the Lord, blowing 
upon the fleſhly form of it, which ſeem- 

-Eth to be ſo goodly. Verily this Life 
tiath been too hard for all other weapons, 
that have beea tried upon it, fince the 
full outward death could not conquer 
this Life of Sin. As Chriſt told the Jews, 
if they did not befieve on him, as the 
reſurrection of another Life, they ſhould 
die 1n their fins; So as the mortal death 
cannot quit from that ſecond death which 
follows that eorrupt Birth-feed, which 
was not in this Life demoliſhed. Put 
then from hence, this doubt will ariſe, 
Who # it, that hath left this Teſtimony 
behind them, of all paſt Generations, that 
before the mortal death did overtake 
them; they had firft cleared themſelves of 
that wile and corruptible birth of fon ? 
Sure ſaith the objeCtive Spirit, if this be 
ſtrictly examined, how few, or ſcarce 
any will be found, but did mortally die, 
before the inward body of fin was totally 
expired. If ſo, how then could they 
immediately paſs, where nothing, that 
ever was of the pollated Nature of Sin, 
could come in. As to this obſcure and 
deep Query, of which I my (ſelf with 
others, have Þcen univerſally ignorant, 
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as not finding out the ſeveral reſerys- 

. tories, that Spirits did paſs into + The 
letter of the Scripture not opening fo 
poſitively, what relateth hereunto, .as 
plainly to determine this doubtful mat- 

_ ter ; But it hath been kept dark, in the 
foreſight of the moſt holy wiſe God. 
Who hath left himſelf free, to give the 
key of the knowledge hereof in what 
Age, and to ſuch in that Age, as fhail 
be worthy of ſuch ſecret, My Spirit 
hath been often ſolicitous with the Lord 
for this thing, as in cale my Body mighe 
break from my ſuperior Spirit, and the 
Mortal part die before the evil eſſznces, 
which are called Sinn be extinguithed, as 
to their very originality, then into what 
Orb ſhall ſuch a Spirit enter? that may 
be almoſt but yet not quite got free from 
every relick of (in. The Key of this un- 
known Door was hereupon put iaty the 
hand of my Guardian Spirit, the myſtery 
hereof to ualock, that this great fecret 
might be revealed, and that hereby the 
Elect might be undeceived. Who havg no- 
thing leſs believed, but that though they 
ſhould not come to ſee, and feel fin $- 
nilbed, through everlaſting R7ghteonſneſs 
'£aming 1n, as a Conqueror : Yet wher 
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got looſe from this temporary life, they 
ſhould ſtrait aſcend into that principal 
City of the great King. Which was 
once my belief, according to that tradi- 
"onal manuduction that I was under. But 
ſiace of meer great and unparalled Love, 
another deep is diſcovered, from out of 
which a fure and pure word of Revela- 
tion hath ſprung both as to this and v- 
ther Obſcure things. And that the 
opening of this Truth might notgo forth 
only 11 the authority of a private Re- 
velation, when indeed there 1s need 
enough, for all Spirits to be tried, that 
do take this Covering. For this cauſe 
a Scripture foundation was given to con- 
firm and ratifie, what was fo freely 1n- 
ſpired into the mind. As firſtthat word 
was given to me, to conſider of, as in 
the14th of John 2d verſe, In my Fathers 
houſe are many Manſions; if it were not 
fo, TI would have told you, I go to pre- 

- pare a place for you, and when T have done 
that, I will come and receive you to my 
fel, From which words, it was given 
me thus to underſtand, that by Houſe 
the Spirit doth fignifie the Locality of 
God's inviſible Kingdom, that hath va- 
rions Regions, for dwelling places, as 
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it is ſaid, there are many Manſions, in 
which are degrees of Glory. Solomon 
11 the mirror of Wiſdom had an account 
thereof, when he had built that Magni- 
ficent Houſe and Temple for the Moſt 
High. Which made him as in a Spirt- 
tnal Extaſy cry out, The Heavens of Hea- 
vens cannot contain thee, $9 it 1s ſaid 
of our Lord Jeſus, that he aſcended up 4- 
bove ALL Heavens, By all which we 
may conclude, that there are degrees of 
Heavens, and yet all within the Celeſti- 
al Sphere. For Adam, before he had 
awakened the ſirful eflence, was an in- 
habitant j1 one of the Heavens, which 
had the Title of A Paradiſe, becauſe of 
its ference and fruitful (uy. But yet 
God's local Habitatioa was not here, but 
he ſeat forth his influencing milt; and 
here did with Adam and Eve frequently 
commune, while they were undehiled: 
but they being once found, in the de- 
ravation of this purity, this Heaven 

could not bear their corruptible Image, 
for the worm of mortality could not 
here live, Upon which God ſaid, Let 
them out of choſe Maniions , that are 
near to me: let them be driven out for 
the preſent. Therefore let this ſuffice 
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from the Scriptures themſelves: not to 
ment!on thoſe particular Idea's and Ma» 
nifeſtations, that to ' ſome it hath been 
given to ſee theſe ſeveral Heavens; 
which upon others cannot be impoſed 

_ for to believe, who yet have not thoſe 
anointed Eyes given to ſee withal. But 
ſurely there are ſome ſtanding in the fi- 
vure of the Body, Whoſe Spirits have 
roved to and fro, to ſee theſe ſeveral 
Manſions, with Spirits of all ſizes and 
degrees, who are herefor dcfigned ; Only 
hereout excluding thoſe, who are for 
the Dragon's Kingdom. Who do pals 
away in a reprobate ſenſe out of the 
Body. Thoſe left-hand Goats have no 
portion within theſe Eternal Gates : a 
deep Gulf is fixed. It is only of the 
Sheep and Lambs that I am to treat, 
who have found out this new, and only 
Life-path-way. Who though they are 
not come to the top-ſtone of perfection, 
before they ſee the diſſolution of the 
body ft; Yet having attained to a 
good degree, they may come unto the 
yery next Throne Region : and there a- 
while ſtay, till they have drawn, and 
aſſumed a heavenly clarity, that is ſuch 
an Eſlentiai Body, againſt which no ex- 

: ceptions, 
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Ceptions, by the highelt Courts of Dig- 
nities can be objecced. Theſe now are 
the higheſt degrees of thoſe, who be- 
fore Perfection be wrought, do ceaſe out 
of the Mortal Body. Then again there 
are of a lower degree of growth 3 Now 
what reſervatory is there for them , who 
may be bit young in the New Birth? 
As to this, it was clearly imparted unto 
my [Intelle, that (ſuch did eater into a 
more inferiour Manſion than Paradice, 
for that was too pure and ſcrene for 
ſuch. Therefore a lower degree 1s pre- 
pared for them, tili they do attain to an 
Increaſe of the Divine Nature, They 
want not here their true Paſtoral Teach- 
ers : for the Spirit of Chriſt is every 
where with his own. T herefore it was 
ſaid, that he went and preached to the 
Spirits in Priſon, that were diſobedient 
in Noah's days. For ſhould all the old 
world have been cut off at once, and 
ſealed under a final condemnation, the 
Attributes of God's Love, Mercy, Good- 
neſs, Truth, and Long-ſufferiog would 
have been obliterated : wheretore he mifft 
have yet had reſpect unto ſuch after the 
diffolution of their bodies; as had a 
ſenſe in them awakened, for compunat- 
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on and ſorrow for what Evils they had 
committed 7# their Bodies, To confirm 
this, that we might not be altogether out 
of hope for {uct as may die in the'tirſt be- 
ginnings of Regeneration it is given me 
to declare that if theſe paſs out of the 
Body, ſuca cannot go indeed immedi- 
ately to God. For ſuch will fiad it other- 
wite : they muſt wait till they have got 
ſomewhat more, then what they weat 
out withall in this world ; and then 
{hall they be admitted to ſee God. Surely 
there 1s a Provifion made, for a pertect 
Salvation 10 another Principle, bcſides 
this, For which we have that word in 
Peter, 1 Pet. 3. 19. by which alſo he went 
and Preached unto the Spirits in Priſon. 
Alſo theſe words ſeem to ſpeak fully to 
this 1 Pet. 4.6. For this cauſe was the 
Goſpel preached to ther which were dead : 
which generally is applied to ſuch as are 
living, and yet dead in fjns. But by the 
foregoing vere, it concerns the firſt Po- 
ſition, werſe 5. who ſaich, the Apoſtle 
ipeaxing of Chriſt, is ready to judge 
the quick and the dead; ſo that it im- 

plieth, there 1s a Miniſtry belonging to 
the dead, that are not here made perfeCt. 
Much more might be ealarged upon ſome 

par- 
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particular ſights we manifeſtations, that 
have hereof been given to ſome in the 
Spirit. From hence ariſeth this ObjeCti- 
on, Tf this be a Irnth, why was it not po« 
ſrtively declared, and clearly revealed, as 
a foundational Do@rine? To which 1t 
may be anſwered, That the Infinite Wil- 
dom did judge it meet to conceal this 
myſtery, becaule none might take advan- 
tage to turn the Grace of Gad into wan- 
toanels : and thereby to neglect the pre- 
ſent opportunity, for working out their 
own Salvation in this preſcnt time; which 
would make fora far and more exceed- 
ing weight of Glory. Theretore left it 
was for the Worthy to have this Secret 
made knowa to them by the Spirit of 
Revelation, who God foreknew would 
not take Liberty to continue 113 (11; that 
this Grace after Death might b* made 
manifeſt towards ſuch, as did (;and in 
need hereof, But now to preat, holy, 
and aſpiring Spirits, theſe lower Vianſi- 
ons 1n their Fathers houſe are too mean : 
who cannot be ſatisfied, to be fo many 
degrees remote any time after death, 
from their God, and Lord Jeſus, fince 
Liberty is proclaimed to work through 
all, while we are 1n this terreſtrial Body. 

= For 
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For there will be more joy and accla- 
mations in Heaven, for one ſuch as ſhall 
hniſh their work here, ſo as to make a full 
conquelt, then for milions of Souls, that 
in the 1nviſible Regions muſt perfect 
what was lacking to compleat them here. 
Oh ſaid the Spirit, it will be well worth 

' your Labour and great Travel, to break 
open this deepGate,and {o to put onChritlt 
your Lord, as in his all-powerful body, 
that ye may make hereof, but one af- 
cending flight. This was the Mark, 
that was after Chriſts aſcending fo eagerly 
aimed at, and by ſome in that Ape react » 
ed to. For Chriſt could not loſe the 
eftect of his prayer, in that he did make 
his requeſt, that thoſe whom the Fatker 
had given bim, might be with him where 
he was, that ſo taty might ſee, and pol- 
ſeſs the ſame glory, which could not be, 
till they had gotten the victory. For to 
none elſe is the admiſtion given in- 
to his Kingdom, according to that in the 
Revelations, to him that overcometh, will 
I grant, faith Jeius, to ſit with me in my 
"Throne. But this may be objected fur- 
ther, Thoſe, who had the Hely Ghoſt 
poured dowa ia ſuch an eminent manner, 
had their way made very eafie, who was 

as 
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as their fiery Chariot, that cut their 

Age, had ſuch a high endued Power, 
It might ſoon give them a tranſlation out 
of all mortal impediments. As to an- 
{wer this: The Holy Ghoſt in that day 
was given, after a viſible manner, as a 
ſcaling Character, ditplaying, and acting 
forth himſelf in Gifts, and Power, and 
miracles: but now the ſame Spirit works 
in its beginning after another manner 3 
where it falleth, it doth all its mighty | 
works Within, before it will ſhew forth 1 
his power Without. Forif the Apoſtles # 
had not been purified by the Holy Ghoſt, 
and inwardly ſprinkled with the Water { 
of Life for Soul cleanſing, they could 4 | 
not have rejoyc-d in that allured hope =. 
of entring into the joy of their Lord | 
and Maſter. Then was it plainly open- 
ed to me by the Spirir, that the Holy 
Ghoſt would not now in this latter Age 
act out his Mighty Deeds by any OPe, 4 | 

till their Hearts were pe: teirly puri- My 
hed by Faith. That Scripture be- þ 
ing repeated to me: who after þ 
believing, were ſraled with Holy Spir 2 
rit of Promiſe. Though in thit oay, 4, F: 
ſoon upon Chrilts alcending, the Spirit 8 af 
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of working power was ſuddainly (how- 
red down upon ſome, as in the Acts men- - 
tion 1s made, who had no foregoing work 
of fanRificationupon ther. Upon which 
itmade the Apoſtles themſelves aſtooiſh- 
ed, that the Holy Ghoſt ſhould be ſent 
down upon the Geatiles alſo, who did 
not believe 1n the Lord Jeſus. But thar is 
now ceaſed, The giving forth of the 
Holy Ghoſt in this day, will firſt produce 
iaward effects, and be a Sfirit of burn- 
ing, ſeaſoning the Veſlcls wikin, and in- 
flaming it with the pure fireof Love and 
Joy. And then b-ing all. divinely Jea- 
vened, there will be found allſufficicncy 
to do the moſt wonderful things 3. eafil 
flowing forth from the ſubſtantial body : 
which by degrees may work it ſelf fixed- 
ly, through the humane form, in great 
ſplendor and glory. So from hence we 
are taught, how the Holy Ghok hath his 
firſt inſpiring work upon vs: To make 
all clean, pure and perfe&t within our 
Minds and Wills. For we ſhall be Wit- 
nefles, what he doth fiſt in, and for us, 
betore he will ſhew forth by us the Sea! 
of his great Power to what lies without 
us - Who by ſignal Working Powers, 
and Gifts are to be convinced and brought 
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over to the Faith, which will work bythat 
Love, that will ' be ſhed abroad by 
the Hgly Ghoſt. Whole firſt eokind- 
Jings and ſtirrings, ye are, faith the 
Holy and True, to cheriſh and wait up- 
on ; till ye are leavened throughout 
with Righteouſneſs, Light, Love and 
Joy - Which will make way, for the go- 
10g out of Wildoms Power, and God's 
allſufhciency jn a more marvelous man- 
ner then ever. Blefled highly are they, 
whoſe lot it ſhall be to come up to the 
Mount of God's Habitation, through all 
theſe degrees. This word take along 
with you ; for certainty, that it 1s poſ- 
ſible, for the cloſe, wiſe, perſevering, 
diligent Spirits to fee this great and 
mighty falyatioa in the Lord Chriſt's 
Kingdom , in and through the ghoſtly 
power working mightily. 
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April the. 28th. 1677. 

This Morning awaking about three 
of the Clock, my Spirit after ſome di- 
vine ejaculations, was inkindled through 
the Love-melting Powers of theSpirit of 
my Lord Jeſus : which did paſs as a 
burning Lamp through all my Intelleftu- 
als, finding there matter to feed upon, an- 
ſwerable to its own light property, 
whereby. refreſhing was found. After 
this I flept till five a Clock, or ſome- 
what more, as by me ſurmiſed. Then 
F was awakened with the beholding 
one in the figure of a man, in a blue 
clear firmament, encloſed as in an oval 
frame, Rainbow-like : his Countenance 
was grave and majeftical, facing me with 
preat majelty. Uponthe light of whom, 
F did feel within me a mighty rapture of 
joy. So TI making to get nearer to this 
Perſon, thus plainly portrateJ, then he 
did further withdraw ; for tuch was the 
fervour of my Spirit, that | would have 
proceeded into the very Circle, where 
he was; Who ſeemed to bein the very 
faſhion of a man from the Loyns up- 

ward, 
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ward, but I ſaw no Legs or Feet ; but 
he fixed his Light Countenance ſtill on 
me, Which was no way terrible, but all 
reviving. Now I was exoe(tivg ſome- 
what to be ſpoken from him, but the 
voice was uttered within me, faying 
thus, This is the Sign of your Lord from 
Heaven, that Jeſus whom you have de- 
fired to ſee. Upon which words, I at- 
tempted again to break through to him, 
upon which this Repreſentation did paſs 
away, that I could no longer grative my 
ſpiritual Eye, with this bleſied Perfong- 
lity. After whoſe departure 1 was left 
fad, for I would willingly have left my 
corporeal form to have eatred into that 
Oval Cloud, where I might have joined 
the Hand of my Spirit with his. But 
then it was 2g2in further revealed to me, 
that if this ſi;he was fo pleaſing and 
orateful, what would the coming in of 
the Fathers glory be, which would be 
much more, then what I now did ſee, 
Then this word ſpake 1n me, go on to 
believe, and ye, who look for me, ſhall 
yet further ſee greater things thea all 
this, 

Some days after this Viſion, it was fur- 
ther manifeſted, to me, that this vi {ible 

weed. 
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Figure of my Lord Jeſus did fignifhe the 
formation of himſelf in our corporeity, 
which would be much more advantagi- 
ous, thea in beholding him 1n a diſtinct 
Perſonality as without us, till we can 
come to ſay, as he is, fo are we. Tull 
which there can bc no fixed view,- for a 
conſtant retaining of his now glorified, 

Perſon in our Eye, Now it was given 
me to underſtand, that the Reaſon I 
could not be admitted, to enter 1n:9 
that Oval Light where he was preſent- 
ed; was becauſe, (aid the Spirit, thou 
art not come to the ſame perfect {tate 
and degree in which you did him fee ; 
wanting yet, your more high, clear a1d 
elementary Body ; ſo that ye could not 
poſlibly make your paſs unto hjm. But 
only hereby, your Je{us knoweth, that 
theſe: tranſient Gghts would have a pure 
magical power upon you, for the beget- 
ting of .the ſame Jikenels within you, 
that was ſh:?wn outward. For it was re- 
vealed to me, that all repreſentations 
that did not wark to this-effcct, would 
be little available, as to the fruition of 
the bleſſed Object it fe'f. Then I was 
cautioned to be heedtul in this reſpect, 
and to. watch how to reggive all power- 

{ul 
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{ul impreſſions hereby : all which was far 
the bringing on the heavenly Birth, to 
every degree of perfection. Then no 
{trange nor unuſual thing, it ſhall be to 
ſee the very expreſs glory of the Maje- 
ſty; when you are Chriſted, and all clo- 
thed upon with him, Then ſhall ye ſee 
That jn your ſelves, which to others is 
inviſible. Philip cou!d nor ſee the Fa- 
ther in Chriſt : while he was looking out= 
wardly, for ſome wonderful appearance 
of God in viſible Glory, he did not con 
ſider, how uncapable he was Gf that 
ſight; but Jeſus invites him to ſee, and 
know the Father in the pure ſimplified 
hvmanity. God will to all firſt mani- 
felt himſclf here, in that which can aſs 
ſume the Chriſt-hke Lile : which is the 
only light and medium, 1n which we can 
{ce God. Chriſt would have directed 
Philip to have looked for this Viltion 
of God in himſelf, but he knew he was 
not clarificd in his Mind aad Spirit for 
that ſpecies: his Eys were not anointed, 
the Holy Ghoſt not being yet given to 
him, Therefore Chriſt directed him to 
tura his Eye inward, to ſee the influ- 
ence of the Divine Power and Preſence 
of the Father in and by Chriſt, Who 

gaye 
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gave him this rebuke : Have I been fo 
long with you, and yet have you not 
{een the Poyer of the Deity acted forth 
Inme? The Diſciples were but of dull 
ſight, and {low of beliet; fo that it was 
not the converſation of Chriſt, although 
all holy, perfect and good, in his Viſible 
Figure. That did give the transformati- 
on, till he did convey his Spiritual Bo- 

. Oy into them, they could not rightly 
know him, nor yet the Father in him, 
Then the Spirit ecchoed this through 
me, O haſte, and ſeek” to be baptized 
by the Holy Ghoſt, that ye may both 
know, and be perfedt 1a the Father and 
in the Son; then mdy you ſee God in 
Chriſt apparently. God in God, ſome- 
timesin an immaculate Nature, and ſome- 
times in the eſſence of a Spirit out of 
Nature, From hence leara to ſee your 
{elves all fully in Chriſt, as anointed by 
the Holy Spirit into him, and then you 
will not make complaint, for want of 
the viſibility of his glorified Perſon. 
When ye ſhall ſee your ſelves ia him, 
and know him in your ſelves, as the ex- 
preſs Image of the inviſible God. Then 
you cannot but walk in the conſtant 
fight of that, which is all beautiful, 

comely, 
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comely, ſweet, and raviſhing. Forthen 
ye will never care to turn your Eyes, 
nor ſet your Foot out of this pleaſant 
Habitation, when the Holy Ghoſt ſhall 
be ever in you, the Tabernacle of God.

The Original Language. 

HIS Morning it was much impreſ- 
ſed upon me, that though all 

Watchfulneſs and pure Converſation are 
the product of a Spiritual Birth z yet 
there mult be ſomething, beſides willed by 
him, who is ſaid, to have received gifts 
to diſpoſe of, as a purchaſed poſleiiion 
for us. He is aſcended to the Foun- 
tain head, where all diverſity of Gitts 
are commandable: that may be of great 
profit and uſe to his Myſtical Body 3 
which thereby may come to the perfect 
Unity. For it was given me to conſi- 
der, that our Lord Jeſus, though born 
into the humanity all immaculate, yet 
was afterward (ignally anointed with 
the Holy Ghoſt, before he went upon 
his Miniſterial Function, which gave him 
power to effeCt thoſe great things in the 
World. So that though he was born of 
the Holy Ghoſt, yet there was a further 
Sealing Power. contributed by the Fa- 
ther. For when the Jews were offend- 

ed, 
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ed, that he made himſelf equal with 
God, he confirmeth it by this evidence, 
that the Father had ſhewed him all 
things, that himſelf could do: from which 
ſight as a peculiar Gift, he did work ht- 
therto ſuch works as did bear witneſs 
of the Supream Power of the God-head. 
While my Intelle&ual Mind was exerct- 
ſed upon this Subje&, and withdrawing 
from my outward animal ſenſe, I did fee 
19 a paper figured out the forms of twoAn- 
gelical Perlors folding up a Vail, or Co- 
vering, which had been ſpread upoa a 
Writing, that was given me to read. 
Which was plain and legible, but I could 
not under{tand the Language; it was 
ſaid to be Seraphick. This Writing 
which was fo fair was turned into a Blank, 
and then again appeared as in a manu- 
ſcript, which [ was very folicitous to 
have read. But it was revealed to me 
immediately, that this was a high and 
peculiar gilt,that did belong only tothat, 
which was born cut of the Lilly root. 
Which maſt be brought up, where it muſt 
bear this Language ſpoken ftrequeatly 5 
till which no knowledge there 1s 1a the 
Divine Magia, For Spirits who had 
theſe deep wonders to ta:w, could not 
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make any intelligent hereof, till they 
had learned this Seraphick Language both 
to hear and ſpeak withall, and ſo I was 
left in the demur hereof, Only this 
Writing I ſaw taken by the hand of a 
Perſon, to whom [I ſaid, give it me, for 
it belongeth not to you, which I pre- 
ſently gave 10 the view of another, that 
was preſent : but neither of them could 
find out the Language of the Writing. 
By which my Spirit did conclude, that 
we muſt proceed to a further learning, 
for to know what is in the heights and 
depths, wherein all lawful and allowable 
ſecrets are couched, to be underſtood. 
Had not Moſes been taken up to God 
forty days, and in that holy ſeparated 
Mount, been all new organiſed, he could 
never have underſtood God's ſpecch un- 
to him 3 fo as to comprehend, and know 
how to make an interpretation, and how 
to bring it down unto the people ; by 
tranſlating jt out of the Seraphick 
tongue, 1nto the formal ſpeech of ter- 
reſtrial organical Creatures. So from 
hence 1t was given me further to ſee, 
that there was a New Miniſtration, 
which I had not looked iato, that was 
of great expediency,

So it was farther ſhewed me. that there 
ſhould not be another Chriſt revealed, 
but the {ame that was, in a more high 
and tranſparent manner, Who, as the 
mighty God and Saviour, is to compleat 
the work of Salvation through 2 more 
perfect Miniſtry, that ſhall be committed 
to elected Angels : thar {hall be fent 
forth in ſuch a Goſpel-ſeal, as none {ha!l 
be able to counterfeit, For this word 
as a ſecret, was given me to hear, That 
the Goſpel, that in theſe laſt Ages, fince 
Chriſt was preached to the Nations of 
the World, was not of that force and 
might, as to overthrow the Seal of the 
Beaſt, and thereby to recover man out 
of his deep. relapſe. For though ſome- 
what of this all-powertul! Goſpel did'for 
a little moment atrer Chriſt's aſcention 
break through with the Holy Ghoſt, as

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ſome firſt fruits thereof, yet it \ſoon 
retired and ſhut up again, But the Spi- 
rit ſaid expreſly, Be ye of good chear, 
whom God doth greatly love : and 
know this gloomy day is far ſpent ; 
there 1s but a ſhort night, before the 
everlaſting Goſpel ſhall break our. 
Then be ye Watchers till this Morning 
do dawn, put on your armour, and 
be not as others, who {lothful are, not 
believing to ſuch a Goſpel-Jday. But 
pray that ye may be intruſted with the 
firſt openings of this Goſpel-breath; - 
which will devour and lay waſte the 
Kingdom. of the Dragon and the Beaſt; 
that ſo 1n the Power and $p! !endor 
of a glorified Chriſt, ye . may come 
to reign on and over the Earth. This 
everlaſting Goſpel will ſoon gather in 
its own heavenly Train : but in Hope, 
Diligence, and Patience do ye remain

So then 
the Doctor (aid, this multitude will not 
be diſmiſt, till they receive ſomewhat of 
that, which the Lord hath made us 
Stewards of Then did the Doctor 
preach that, which was of great force 
and power, fo that they appeared to be 
very attentive thereto. Upon which I 
awaked, and the word ſaid, that there

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May the 19th. 1677, 

This Morning the Myſtery of the 
Glaily Book, which was revealed unto 
me, by way of Viſion in the 1 3th of this 
loſtant, was opened very conſpicuouſly. 
For as | was walking in the ſolitude of 
my Spirit, this ſtirred again in my Mind, 
being preſented with this Scripture, We 
all as with open face, bebolding as in 4a 

Glaſs the glory of the Lord are changed 
into the ſame. From whence it was ma- 
nifeſted unto me, That this Book did re- 
preſent the Spirit of the Lord Jeſus, 
which was the mirror, by which we on- 
ly could ſee the Fathers Glory, And 
further in that this Book was Gifferent 
from all other Books, becauſe there was 
nothing therein written; which was more 
marvelous, and gave me occaſion to 
query with my Lord about it: What 
this Book was, which had no Seals upon 
it, nor any engraving 1n it2 Then was 
it thus reſolved me, I hat it was that 
which would put an end to- all other 
Books: it was beyond all literal Mini- 
ſtrations, they would not be needed, 

when 
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read, but to eat down.” 

when this Chry tal Glaſs was revealed. 
This would be the ſum and ſubſtance of 
all Times finiſhing Myſtery; according to 
that in the Revelation mentioned, of the 
Book which was open in the Angels 
hand, which Johz ſaw, when the ſeven 
Thunders uttered their voices, and he was 
ready to write ; but till the diſpenſation 
of the fulneſs of time, there was a pro- 
hibition.

Thea ſaw I in the Idea of Light, two 

great Fiery Wheels, with two'more leſs. 
Which moved by them, that wrought 
unceſſanty :"as a Clockwork z having their 
Spring-motions : and from thence the 

-.- . Chry(talline Subſtance began to appear. 
Of which tranſparency, that' which is 
called Wiſdoms Glaſs is made out. 
And none eyer did, or can ſee, -any part 
of the Celeſtial Beauty. of -Holiyeſs, 
without .this Wheel comein them'to be 
formed, Which was declared to me, to 
be the creating Power, "and'energy of 
God, who producetlithoſe little Wheels 
to work, act, and move anſwerable to 
the great ones. Then it was'ſpoke jn 
me, Behold and fee in theſe Wheels, the 
whole foundation-work of- the New Cre- 
ation, For hereout will come that Spi- 
rit, who ſhall appear asa flaſhof Light- 

ning, 
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ning, that will burn through Fleſh and 
Bones, Rocks and Stones, that will be 
all at liberty, reſting only in habitati- 
ons of purity, Theſe lefler Wheels care 
not to live out of the great Wheels, as 
the center of their Springing Life: which 
they will (till turn into; tor they muſt 
all connaturally work, aq, and” move 
together. Then was it made out to me, 
that the two great fiery Wheels was the 
eternal out-{lowing Dezty; manifeſting it 
{elf in the working Wheel : which pre- 
ſents the clarited Body of Infinite IV: 
dom, which moves always in Light and 
Fire-celeſtialz al] whoſe works are 
wroug|.t through Fire, becauſe of clart- 
ty. Then was it further opened, wha: 
the two other Wheels were in their prc- 
perty, The one was our own Eternal 
Spirit, as it j8.come back again to live 
abſtracted out of groſs matter and na- 
ture.

vine Lifc- flaſh will move it felt conſpicu- 
ouſly. So as now all four will be 19-

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Senſes,” as a ' rifing Morning without 
Clouds; being as that Wheel, with Eyes 
fixed round about them. .

My Spirit upon this Manifeſtation ſunk 
down, as into a Central Flame, requeſting 
to abide in that, until Jehovah's Wheel 
had abſtracted the groſler part from my 
ſelf. Oh what can us ſeparate here-from, 
but the fervent burning of theſe Wheels ? 
For the [dea's thereof by theſe Myſti- 
cal Similitudes are far from ſatisfying, 
without the very inkindling powers here- 
of be felt,that can only mountus fromthis 
Earth. , t hen was it revealed tomefur- 
ther, that theſe Wheels had not'in any 
of theſe late Ages run in the pure fire 
of conjunttion. For where all four are 
found in any one Perſon 1ncorporating 
rogether,there Wonders will be wrought. 
For then Goſpel Miniſters will go forth, 
as mighty flames of Fire.” Then cried T, 
Ah! my Lord, when, and in whomfhall 
all theſe Wheels meet togechet'? It was 
ſaid. by the Springing word within me, 
that it would be accompliſhed ja pr 
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that were numbredin the Glaſſy Book, 
Which was not to be read, but taſted, 
and felt.

May the 23th. 1677. 

.. As wewere met together. at prayer, 
I had the preſentationof a Golden Cup, 
out” of which did riſe a flame of Light, 
as Fire bubling beyond the Brim of the 
Cup, and it was,thus ſpoke, who ſo are 
able, let them drink of it. Upon which 
I-conſfidered hereof, expeCting a further 
explanation of this Viſion. Which this 
Morning thus opened it ſelf : that the 
Cup, which was all of Gold, preſented 
Chriſt 4n his pure Corporeity, who had 
been tried through all Fires, and there- 
by was made a meet Veflel to retain the 
e{[ential Spirit of the pure flaming Deity, 
that ſprings high beyond the bounds of 
humanity, as the Fire did above the Cup. 
Then it was revealed, and uttered: by a 
ſtill voice, that as T did fee, the riſing » 
of this Fire, even ſo ſhould be the flow- 
ing of the Holy Ghoſt.

In the night being caſt into a ſleep, I 
ſaw this Golden Cup again, which was 
prefented to my ;nteileGual ſight, ſome 
days before, as I was in prayer.

The Perſon that handed this cup to us, 
was in the Garb of an Officer, with a 
Gown 3 and when he came to give it to 
me, ſomewhat he ſeemed ſecretly to 
whiſper, which thereſt were not to hear:

Then as to the Showr, that came while 
we were journying on, It was opened 
tome, that as to the working-wheel of 
Fire, there might be ſome ſtop. For 
there was nothing more injurious than 
floods of Water upon fiery Wheels, that 
is, heavenly Spirits javolving themſelves 
with carthly things : though good and 
lawful to others, yet not to us, who 
had the Nuzarite Vow upon us; and un- 
der ſuch Laws and Inſtitutions, as were 
not made known to others, Therefore 
that which might be juſtifiable 1n them, 
would not be to us, becauſe under great 
Light, Revelation and Direction.

but have ſuch large Credit from you, as 
I had from ſome in paſt-ages ; that could 
lean and reſt upon me, without the 
Crutch of Reaſon under their Arms. For 
alas! you are yet but as Children, that 
are not- able to ſtand alone. You dare 
not truſt your ſelves upon the bare 
ground of Faith, and that makes you fly 
ſo readily, to what is before your ſenſi- 
ble Eye. True, Oh Soul, thy terreſtrial 
man hath a near diſpoſition to the pro- 
duction of this earthly Climate, and runs 
thereunto upon all occaſions, as to its nou- 
riſhing and providing Mother, knowing 
yet no better ; having tound all ſenſible 
ſuſtainment thereby, according to the 
manner of this fallen Creation.

vel, there was an inviſible Fire hidden 
underthe Mud and Water, Which I did 
view ; thinking at firſt fight nothing leſs, 
but that the Fire would there be choak- 
ed: but it did get the Victory, And in 
the Morning, as I was hereat confider- 
Ing, it was opened to me, that this Mud- 
dy Sea was the natural rational Lite, that 
mult be purged by Fire 3 til] all conſumed 
it be in ſuch, wholike worthy Champyi- 
ons ſhall come to ſhew themſelves, in the 
Life of Faith. I did alſo fre a Clear 
Water ſeparated from the Muddy Wa- 
ter: which by the Fire was drivcn up- 
ward, as if it tad been a Spring. From 
whence it was given me to underſtand, 
That there was a pure Heavenly Matter, 
which when the Celeſtial Fire did work 
inany, it would ſeparate from the groſs 
and evil quality. This Muddy Sea was 
ſaid robe the rolling Motions, that work 
from the common ſenſe of earthly 
things, taken into the Ajnd + which 
makes it foul, and muddy. Now what 
can purge this but fire, that lierh in the 
deep beneath : which gradually worketh 
:hrough it, by virtue of an Eternal force,

and might, when once ſtruck in, by the 
Saphbire Stone of the Deity. . Then it 
inkindles every property, and becomes a 
pure Fire Element, which ſuffers nothing 
combultible to mix with it. After this 
T did ,ſee, when the Fire had got the 
maſtery of this pudled Sea, that it be- 
came all as a bright Firmament, and there 
ſprung up a wonderful Tree, 

Fune the 4th. 1677. 
The Saphire Lree. 

Ia Viſion was ſhewn me a wonderful 
Tree, which was ſtrange and amazing, 
being out of the courſe of Nature of all, 
which formerly 1 had ſeen. The Body 
of it, was of the Fire Element, and the 
Branches thereof were cluſtered with va- 

r1ous ſparkling Stones of all manner of 
Colours, which were of ſuch a dazling 
Glory, that nothing leſs, than the re- 
flexion of this Tree could give the ca- 
pacity of ſiztt. For as the day doth ex- 
ceed the night for Light, ſo did theſe 
Stones for luſtre exce], what are of the 
choiſeſt of this Creation. It no ſooner 
appeared, but it did again diſappear: but 
i left its light Rajes upon my Mind, for 

ſome _ 
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ſome certain time. Whereupon this word 
was ſpoken, This is the great original 
Saphire-Tree, which 4s a Light ſpringeth 
»p out of the Dark Valley. 

June the 5th. 1677. 

Being much inquyſitive to have the 
Myſtery of this Oriental Tree, that ſprung 
out of the pure Element, opened further 
uato me; as I was waiting in the Fire of 
pure ſilence, it was revealed, that the 
Tree was ſhewn to make known, that 
this was a degree beyond all in Paradiſe: 
For no ſuch luſtrous Tree could be mani- 
felted in that Sphear. Trees of Lifeand 
Righteouſneſs might ſpring thereout, but 
this Tree was a Diadem of Glory, that 
doth grow out of the Element of the 
New Jeruſalem. Then was it upon m 
heart'to plead thus with my Lord, Ah, 
my Jeſus, what doth this fignifie to us 
as to our preſent ſtate ? This ſurely pre- 
ſents, the highelt latitude of Glory, which 
thon thy ſelf art capable of, We have 
many removes yetſurely to paſs through, 
before we can come to the Cluſters of 
this Statcly Tree. As we now appear, 

what 
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what is more contemptible, and vile £ 
And if ſo in our own Eye, what 1n thine ? 
Therefore what Time will or may be al- 
lowed for our tranſportation into ſuch 
Fire Stones of amazing Glory. This and 
much more, which would be too nume- 
rous to record, was my Expoſtulation. 
To which the Spirit made reply thus, 
that this Vegetable Stcne muſt have ſe- 
veral Tranſplantations, before it could 
riſe, to ſuch a degree of Celeſtiality of 
Glory. 

As firſt out of the dry, hungry, bar- 
ren Earth to a Ground moiſtned with the 
dew of Paradiſe : there it hatha certain 
ſeaſon to work through, as a Plant of 
Righteouſneſs, ſending forth its fruitful 
operations according to the heaven- 
ly conſtellations, which work with it. 
Ic ſhifteth it (c1f into various forms, as the 
Center doth open for Multiplication of 
the Vegetable Lite: to bring it forth 1n- 
to manifeſtation of thoſe more eminent 
Fruits of the Spirit, As in cluſters of 
Love, Patience, Meckneſs, Faith, Hope, 
Joy to perleverance. All which are to 
ſpring up unto Perfection, as making way 
for a higher Transformation. For when 
theſe Fruits are grown to their full Rio. 
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neſs 1a any, then expect ſuch a pure con- | 
junction as doth make up the very mat- 
ter of this Saphire-ſtone. Which may be 
adventured to be caſt into that moſt ho- 
ly burning Element ; that thereout all 
theſe may'come forth, as ene entire Bo- 
dy of Glory. 

Pune the 6th. 1677. 

This Morning, about four of the Clock, 
awaking with a raiſed Mind, ready to 
entertain diſcoveries from that invilibie 
Orb, to which my whole Heart tended 
to; I found my ſelf (ſuddenly carried out 
of my animal ſenſe, and ſeveral idea's did 
open to me from the Upper Region. I 
faw in the Firmament of the Heavens 
Bright Figures, like Half Moons, and 
great rolling up and down of the Starry 
Heavens, which ſeemed to be in a trou- 
bled Commotion. Then there were great 
fears at the ſight hereof, among the 
lower Spirits of this Region. Then [ 
ſaw ſomewhat like a Standard fer vp 
with a Writing upon it, proclaiming }ar 
with all the Inhabitants upen the Earth. 
And about thete I did {ce Bows and tharp 

Arrows, 
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Arrows ; and becauſe I ſaw this Piller 
or Standard at a diſtance, I thought it 
was, or might not be real: and ſo I went 
toit, and touched it with my hand, and 
read the Writing, which was, Controver- 
fe with the Nations of the World.

Forlet 
your Condition ſeem never ſo mean and 
low, yet verily deſigned ye are to work 
through all viciſitudes, till Palms of 
Victorious Glory in the hand of the great 
Alpha and Omega be given to you, which 
will make you to be the admiration of 
all in. the higher and neather Regions. 

Then theſe Rules were given expreſly in 
order hereunto. 

1ſt. Suffer gladly the Tranſplanting 
Power to crop off all, what it hnds ſu- 
perfluous, dry, and fapleſs. 

2dly. Permit no other Pruning Hook 
to come near any Branch of your ſaupe- 
riour Life-trees, but that flaming word

Seck and make application to 
the Moſt High, for an impregnable fence,

[n the 4th place, Then again watch 
not only againſt the Invaſions from what 
Miniſters from this viſible Principle, but 
from a near and more inward Center, 
whereout the Serpent may move, and 
twiſt himſelf, while yet you are, but in 
the Paradiſical Property. For in this 
firſt Tranſplantation lieth all your danger. 
Therefore if all the Fruits of this myſtical 
Life-tree, can but reach to a Golden Hue, 
ſo ſolid as to become a fixed Seed, then 
ye ate out of all hazard and fear. But 
calt iliis Seed into Earth, Air, Water, 
or Fire, it will attract to it ſelf, out of 
every thing a bright conſuming Glory.

No ſaid 
the Spirit of Councel, the Terreſtrial Man 
cannot have any ſhare herein, either tO 
conceive or bring it forth: Rut yet fuch 
may be the high act of Love in the Moſt 
Holy, as to open his Mighty Name Jeho- 
wah through that mean form'of Morta- 
lity, and ſend forth ſomewhat of a deifi- 
ed expreſs of his Exiſtency, 1n terreſtrial 
Creatures; ſo as to make them ſjgnifie 
unto the World, what power 1t 1s that 
moves through them.

I did hear, It 1s well you now do believe, 
Lhat all Spirit and Mighty Power is with 
me, to provide for thoſe whom my Fa- 
ther hath given me in charge. Tam no 
engroſier to wy ſelf of this Jeruſalem 
treaſury, but do will, that ye thould be 
joint-heirs with me, in the ſame Body of 
Glory. But it the vehement, firong, 
thirſty Ones, who can'draw out that Life, 
which I now do live in, and that in the 
bigheſt degree of Perfed jon. Which 
makes me ſtand up 1n the head fountain-, 
capacity to Impower glits of great con- 

ſequence, | 
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ſequenc?. according as you are able to 
partake of them. Oh that you would 
lie cloſe in your Spirits, to that Breaſt 
which is in pain, by reaſon of its fulneſs, 
till it hath emptied 1t ſelf, with the 
{weet luſciouſnels of the Goſpel Milk. 
Whea taſted, 1t will make you bealways 
lingring and ſtrongly deficons hereof. 
The office of my Spirit 1s like a trueand 
faithful Nurſe, to lay and to give the 
Mouth of your owa Eternal Born-Spirit 
hereunto; but then of it ſelf it muſt 
draw, and ye muſt not be diſcouraged, 
though at firſt, it doth net come (© fluſh, 
But ſome pains muſt be taken by you in 
this Spiritual Exerciſe, before the Breaſt 
of Life will open fluently : Bat when 
herein you have once got the victory, 
the Bottles of Heaven, will run iree, 
emptying forth the very marrow and 
trength of the Deity, What elſe think 
ye, can make great, ſtrong, and power- 
tul in the Divine Nature, but itiis very 
Lite-ſubitance, which by the Mouth of 
the Spirit, highly magical 1s conſtantly 
attracting ? Then will ye be anſwered, 
ja what you have been to long in Soul- 
travel for, : 
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Fuly the 19th. 1677. 

This word was with me early in the 
Morning, Paſs on ye Worthies of the 
Lord, through all meaſures of my Spirit, 
till you come to all (even Degrees.

Therefore my Spirit, I am 
moving upon the Face of your inward 
Deep, till the whole myttery of the Ce- 
leſtial Figure ſhall again be reſtored, 
Therefore | am calling the Eye of your 
Minds inward, that ſo ye may take

Come 
forward on, and put forth that little 
orain of Power, which you have al- 
ready in your ſelves, and ſee what you 
can make hereof, The more you act 
it forth, the more it will | encreaſe. For 
as the Miniſtration of Immediate Reve- 
ation doth more clearly immerſe you 
into the knowledge of what is unknown : 
So the _——_ of the higheſt degree 
of Faith muſt necc{Þrily therefrom be- 
gin to work, and that in ſuch a way, 
3s may be a ſealing to what 1s reveal- 
ed for manifeſtation. For a let into 
inviſible Species of things cannot but 
quicken up Faith, and make it ſtrong 
in God : by which it may eaſily, yea

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Fuly the 2oth. 1677. 

This day upon a foregoing Word, 
which opened it ſelf in me, as we were 
met together to breath the Life to Ke: 
other,a ſuperaddition thereof was gen 
me. The word was from that of Jeſus, 
crying in the great day of the Feaſt, 1f 
any man thirſt, let him come unto me, 
and drink; then out of their Bellies ſhall 
flow Rivers of Living Waters, ( ſpeaking 
of the Spirit.) The Jews Feaſt beingthe 
Feaſt of Tabernacles, was highly at that 
day ſolemnifed ; from which the Lord 
did take an occaſion to invite to another 
manner of Feaſt, preſenting himſelf as 
the principal Diſh to feed upon, and 
Well of Life to draw the Waters of Sal- 
vation from. It was again revived to 
me 1m this word, You are come to the 
feſtival day of the Spirit, Set by it, 
eſteem it: ſpare not to take your fill, 
Tell me, Oh ye that beloved are, what 
trom this Reavenly Table, where all va- 
riety of Spirit is, what 1s moſt reliſhable 
to your Heavenly Palate? Had not I 
known you to have been 13 the vehe- 

ment 
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ment hunger and thirſt after that Food 
which is all Spirit and Life, you ſhould 
never have drawn near to my Table. 
For to others this kjad of Fare has been 
little underſtood, or talted of; and there- 
fore not defired. It is the pure Birth of 
the Spirit, that can only live upon that, 
which 1s Spirit : as none can know the 
things of God, but the Spirit; fo none 
can taſte God, but what is born of God. 
What elſe did your Lord Jelus live up- 
on, during the time of his abiding in 
the humanity, but the Eſſential Power 
of the Deity ? He ſtill drew 1t in, as the 
Iavifible Eread of Life, which he had to 
eat that the World kuew not of. Now 
ſaid the Spirit unto me, 7t will be to you, 
according to what you believe or thirſt 

for, or after; whether for the Milk, or the 
flirong Meat of the Spirit. For this is 
called the Feaſt of the Spirit, becauſe it 
multiplies it felf into Corn, Wine, Oyl, 
Milk, Hony, Marrow, and Fatneſs. There is 
nothing that can be named for refreſhing 
and ſtrengthning, which the Spirit of Jc- 
ſus doth not afford to the ſtrong in Faith. 
Then again a further Information was 
given, concerning the Miniſtration of Re- 
yelation ; that though this Mount of Di- 
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vine Vifon, was not tobe for ever the 
fixed Reſt, of ſuch who are under ſuch 
a dilpenſation, which muſt be own:d as 
a high and rich Prerogativez Yet warn- 
ing I had this day, hereupon, (till to 
wait, For the Spiric did expreſly (peak, 
that we were come, but to the ſhallows 
of that unmeaſurable Neep : our Feet did 

. but yet ſtand upon the Golden-ſea brim, 
and that we muſt yet abide a while up- 
ou this Chryſtalline Stone, till launched 
into the deep ocean of all Manifeſtatt- 
on and Knowledge, of what is within 
the Vail. Where all things of the Tem- 
ple Glory are to be ſeen, not as in Meta- 
phors or Figures, but in their awn <x- 
preſs Beings, as the heavenly things them- 
ſelves. Then through-the Oracle-ear, 
this word did found to me, Ye have not 
yet known, what it is to be wholly con- 
tracted into the Spirit; that is, as if you 
were without a Body of animal ſenſe, 
and changed 1nto an unmixed Body of 
Spirit. Forthus it was with John, when 
he ſaw and talked with the Alpha and 
Omege. Then the word of Jcfus was made 
ood to him 3 as one of them, who did 

not (ee death, till he had ſeen the Son 
of Manin Majeſty, coming 1n the New 
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Fernſalem Glory. But this he could ne- 
ver have beheld. if he had not been chan. 
ged, for the time being, into' a Spirit. 
Which had ſo penetrated through his 
groſs material Body, as that he knew 
himſelf only ina Body of Light. Therefore 
he called it the Lord's Day ; ſuch a day, 
as the dark Night of an earthly Body muſt 
fly away from: For it could not abide, 
when though, but in the Viiion of fo 
immenſe a Glory, that diſperſing itſelf ſo 
variouſly irto the Images of what, ſg 
long had lain unſeen, Even ſo verily, 
deeper may be your entrance into the 
Heavens to hear and ſee, what there 1s 
reſerved, as your Dowry, among thoſe 
High-Throne Principalitics, which Johx 
did fee, Fear not, I ſay, through this 
bright day to paſs 3 though the night of 
your Body of carthly ſenſuality ſhall by 
degrees pals away-—Care not to hazard 
all that 3 ſo as ye may be taken up ſtil! 
1u the Viſions of the mighty Alpha, where 
new Scenes of Glory may open to you 
daily. 
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July the 21th. 16577. 

As we were in Prayer met together, 
this word paſſed through me , which 
plainly thus ſpake: Theſe are the wreſt- 
ting Spirits, O Father, that will not let 
me be at reſt, till they have poſſeſſed 
the Kingdom with me. This word did 
not a little revive me, and added are- 
newed ſtrength to urge the more full 
Manifeſtations of this Kingdom 53 and 
that we might ſtill our force unite, who 
have been hitherto ſo proſperous in our 
way through recourſe by prayer, Which 
being done in Faith, hath great and migh- 
ty iatiuence with Gad; 
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Fuly the 22th. 1679. 

This Morning I had this further Pre- 
ſentation pourtraid out to my Internal 
Eye, The Figure of a Fleſhy Heart with 
many Eyes, and a Mouth, from 
whence iſſued out-a white Stream like 
a Breath. From which it was faid, draw 
near, and receive in what floweth out 
here, which I afſaid to do magically, as 
well as I could. Then when I was come 
to my inward underſtanding Spirit, to 
know what this might (igaiftte, This word 
did paſs through me, This Breath is thy 
Spirits Meat, by which ye are to live 
day by day. 

This Vifion contained very much in 
it: which was made out.as it was caſt up, 
and called over again in my Mind, afreſh 
teaching being herefrom given unto me, 
How this was the new Heart, which would 
be as the Well of deep Waters, in whom- 
{oever it was fixed, Many were the wor- 
thy Properties, which do belong to this 

' Heart: For it was the Figure of the ver 
Heart of God the Son, lively diſcribed 1a 
the riſing J/ag/4, Then were the ſeve- 

ral 
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ral Working-Powers and Properties ma- 
nifcted unto me; and I was alſo. made 
to underſtand, what I never before did 
ſound. For it was whiſpered to my 10- 
ward Far, ſaying, Thou little thinkeſt, 
or perceiveth what lieth concealed with- 
in theſe Triangles. An immenſe Treaſury 
is here couched: Who can fathom his 
own heart, much leſs this; which is ſo 
all-ſecing? 

Now to give the ſeveral Properties of the 
Heart, full of Eyes. 

Firſt Propertz.Noſlumber doth happen 
on them| at any time. For flumbring and 
{lecpy Eyes argue a (tate of weakneſs; 
but theſe are perfect Eyes, ſtrong Eyes, 
in their full ſtrength and clarity. 

Second Property, They are watchful 
Eyes, waking Eyes; looking every way 
unto the heights above, and down to 
the depths beneath, and tothe bredths, 
and lengths of what in all the World 
are ({ceable. 

Third Property. Theſe Eyes are dif- 
cernating, and piercing Eyes: The won- 
derful exc<llency of theſe Eyes 1s this, 
becauſe their faculty is to pierce into 
E- things 
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things fo, as nothing can be hid or con- 
cealed from them. This all-ſecing Heart, 
was with the Prophets of old; from 
whence they were called Scers. When 
Gebazi would have hid from Eltſp, 
the gifts of reward received from 
Naaman; faith Eliſha, weat not my 
Heart with thee? There is no hiding 
from the Eye of the Heart. Samucl 
from this inward fight could tell Sax, 
that his Alles were found, and how that 
he was deſigned for a more weighty buſi- 
neſs, than to look after thzm 3 having 
rhe matter of a Kingdom to propound 
to him from the Lord. 

Fourth Property. The Eyes of this 
Heart are clear, ſingle, pure Eyes, aad 
purged from every Mote ; It is the pe- 
culiar property of this Heart to ſee Gad : 
and this Heart hath a Mouth in it to 
ſpeak from; and ic ſpeaks to the Moſt 
Holy : and it hath an Ear to hear alſo 
therefrom. So that it is both a ſeeing, 
hearing, and ſpeaking Heart ; therefore 
God fets a value upon ſach a good 
Heart. _Such a Heart Caleb hid, and Da- 
vid had: which Heart much anſwers to 
God's own Heart; for it is God's owa 
Heart, in man's Hcearr. As it yyas faid

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by one, We have the Mind of Jeſus: it is 
as if he had faid, we have the Heart of 
Chriſt. Therefore the New Covenant runs 
all upon a New Heart : Gods Heart, 1n 
man's Heart, making man's Heart a New , 
Heart, All the Revenue of Eternal Life 
is Entailed upon what iſſues from a re- 
newed Heart. made new from God's 
Heart, indwelling in man's Heart. Here 
verily you are come to the grand bulineſs ; 
for what the whole tenure of all Pro- 
phecies and Promiſes points out unto, 1s 
to this ſeeing , hearing, ard ſpeaking 
Heart : as it belongs' to the New Crea- 
ture, which 15God's Heart in Man's Heart, 
making it a new Heart. For God's Heart, 
or Chriſt's Heart, is thewarm Life-moti- 
on, that fAloweth through man's own in- 
ward Heart. Thus God's Heart in man's 
Heart, makes mans Heart a new Heart, 
anda good Heart :and makes man's Heart a 
ſeeing, hearing,and ſpeaking Heart, When 
man's Heart is made fingle, clear, and 
pure, puritied from every mote of im- 
perfection, and from all ſin and ſelf; then 
It can ſee God, and hear God, and ſpeak 
to God. For it hath the Heart of Chriſt 
in his own purified Heart. David fore- 
Jaw the worth of ſuch a Heart, when ” 
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ſo earneſtly prayed, for 'the creating a 
clean Heart in him. Tt 1s a meer a& of 
Creation, by f(t raiſing or putting forth 
a power to diffolve the old dark earthly 
ſtony Heart: which the new Heart of 
Chriſt muſt come 1n the place of. For 
there cannot. be any agreement betwixt 
them, while they are together, For till 
the old Heart is worn out by degrees, 
Oh, what (trife, war, and contention 1s 
between them, ſo long as the earthly 
part can hold jt out, (as 1s found by the 
Saints experience) till the Heart of Jeſus 
comes fully to be fixed in the/old Reart. 
Then from the fight of Chriſt's Heart- 
Eye in our new Heart, the pure Life wi!l 
ſtir efſentially:and ſuch Spiritual Motions 
will ſpring, as great Peace, Love, and 
Joy will come in upon you, as a bubbling 
Water of Life.

Which the 
Soirit of a good H-art feeds upon mira- 
culouſ(]y, while this Worldly Heart doth 
ſee nor talt nothing hereof. So ſtrong, 
ſo high are Z:ons Walls that are built 
for thele holy Hearts, that no groveling 
Spirits, nor low earthly Hearts can taſt 
any thing of their Seraphick Life, Whoſe 
natural fvil It is tolive like the Hearts oi 
Beaſts, breathing after their periſhing 
Fodder, and ſenſual Pleaſures ; hut this 
Heart from Jeſus 1n a Regenerated good 
Heart is created for better things, Jr 
knows its own true temperature to be 
ſuch, as can no more luſt after, what 1s 
terreſtrial.

For the Right-born Spiric 
trieth all by its taſtz it can know old 
{tores that has not that juicie Life and 
vigour in it : like Fruits that have been 
long plucked off from the Tree, orlike 

aFlower 
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aYlower that hath loſt its true Life-ſcent 
by being cut off from the ſpringing Root 3 
and ſo both Fruits and Flowers, though 
once freſh and good in their proper time, 
yet when laid up,and their moiſture gone, 
and dried up,are no longer ſo. And this 
1s well known and diſcerned by ſuch a 
Spirit, as has liberty to go into the Vine- 
yard, and Garden of God to pluck freſh, 
and gather according to preſent ſpend- 
ing. And although there has been a lt- 
ving upon an old Store laid up, yet 
know 1t 1s not to be ſo always. The 
ſeven years Famine of the Pretious Word, 
and Miniſtry of the Spirit is come to an 
end with ſome already. Who have made 
uſe of it for thoſe ends deſigned : which 
was to ſow their ground with it, and 
that by the hand of the true Seedſman, 
the Spirit, - who hath made choice of 
good and well-prepared ground to caſt 
10 that , which will, bring up a freſh 
Crop of Spiritual Plants, and ſo ſtill, 
As it was In an inward Idea ſhewn me, 
A Field of Corn, whea ripe, it ſheds it 
ſelf into the ſame ground, out of which 
it ſprang, and fo renews Food again - 
Even ſo the Eternal Grain of the Living 
Word {owes it (elf, and thereby we have

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it freſh jn all its ſpringing variety. Now 
who once have a Secd of a right kind, 
and a Ground or Holy reftiacd Mould, 
choicely ſeparated from all vile andearth- 
ly mixtures, they may promiſe them-

Thou haſt had thy iorode, as a fubtile 
Spirit, for to prove ard tempt all of her 
Race; propounding this as an impcflibi- 
lity, ever to ſee corruptibility made ſub- 
lime. Thou haſt by thy craft thus raced 
out that grain of Faith, that ſhould pro- 
duce this White Lilly Body. For my 
way of redeeming proceeds from with-

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It is a deceit to believe, that I aur come 
fo redeem any other way.

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And ſuch as are born again out hence, ca# 
well agree with no other Air. Theſe 
pleaſant walks of the Spirit, are all very 
lofty.: and thoſe, who (tand tn the low 
bottom of this Principle. cannot fee into 
that pure Sphere, nor yet be walkers 
there, For they are among pure Spirits, 
all of one fort, ſuch as Foſhna was to have 
the priviledge to walk amongſt. If he

Let it be 
fixed under the warm ſhade of the al- 
mighty Tree for fruitful1eſs, From this 
preſentation I was given to underſtand 
ſomewhat, that anſwered to that matter 
of doubt, which was often raiſed in me, 
what was the Reaſon, that ſuch a fair 
progreſs ſhould be made of prowth, in 
this Tree ricily flowred from the very 
Life-lap with beauteous appeararces. 
Which in way of ſimilitude an{wers tothe 
ſtate of a Soul, that hath the Life-root 
in her, but its plantatioa being out ef 
the warm ſhelter, ſtarding blezk, and 
Open to the ſharp blaſts, on every fide 
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cold ſtorms beating upon 1t, cuts off the 
tender Bloſſom, which would come to 
ſubſtantial Fruit. This was ſhewn me 
to be the very cauſe, why ſo many 
holy good Trees of Righteouſneſs, could 
not reach to the full grown Fruit, but 
withered off in the very prime of their 
ſpring. For by fruitfulneſs here, I was 
1ven to underltand ſomething above, 
and beyond a pure and lively Con- 
verſation, and a ſhining forth in thoſe 
known Ornaments of Love, Joy, Meck- 
neſs and Patience. Theſe | may call 
the \weer ſcented Bloſſoms ; here n24ny one | 
ſtops, and goes no further on: but (heds |} 
them abroad. And then by the mor- 
tal Life commixing with the cold ſharp 
Element of this viſible Region, are they 
generally cut off, before any ſuch high dc- 
gree of all-jruitful Power. is got up unto. 
As was expreſſed in former Ages, when 
their Frujt was apparent from the root 
of God's Almightineſs. Ozr Lord means — 

this fruitful Birth of Power, when bel 
telleth them of the abſolute neceſſity ©; 
their abiding in him, as the Branch upon 4 
Tree, As much as 1t he had ſaid, ye 
can do no mighty works, till you com: 
to be brought under me, as that out 

ſpread 
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ſpreading Tree of Life. If fo, as he to!d 
his Diſciples, ye abide in me, and 
my words abide in you, then ask what 
ye will, and it ſhall be done.

the Faith-opreation of the mighty God. 
Who to this Tree (hall mske all Shrubs, 
and eyen Cedar Trees of the outward 
Principle to bow : when as your Bran- 
ches ſhall ſprout out with ſuch Chrilt- 
like fruittulneſs. Suffcr ye gladly then 
the gentle pluck, even by that good 
hand, though ye are hereby ſevered trom 
the very Root of this Earth. B: cauſe 
ye well fee, that the Deſtroyer and Deſ- 
poller of all your defired fruinfulneſs, 
lurks at the bottom of that ground, as 
a ſubtle Serpent, making new cttcrs of 
Temptations to beguile you. Theretore 
the Holy Watcher cries ſtill, fly away 
from his Iachanted Tree, 
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Auguſl the 20th, I 677. 

I have great Soul-wreliiings about a 
reſtraint from the Eroad Walks of the 
World. The former part of the Night 
I ſpent thus, being made ſenfible of the 
divine pleaſurablenels of keeping to the 
Narrow Track of the Spirit. Iwas then 
greatly thoughtſul, how we that were, 
as in the midſt of a thicket ot wild 
thorny Briars, ſhould paſs out as un- 
touched , to pet into that privacy of 
walking with God, accordirg to the late 
words of Counce|l received frecm the 
Spirit 3 Which word followed me ſti'l. 
Ia the mid(t of theſe ſolicitations that 
ſprung in me, I was overſtt with a drous 
fiaeſs upon my animal ſenſe.

After which, a- 
bout four a Clock, I found my ſelf all 
inſpired for Prayer; that I might learn 
to underſtand what the Divine Will was 
hereby. And as | was conſidering 1n my 
Mindof that departedSpirit,that appeared 
magically unto me 3 This morning it was 
ſpoken to me thus, I have now proved 
thee, whether thou wouldſt be for me,- 
and for no other Spirit inferior to me, 
who am the Lord, thy Redeemer, that 
hath given and ſhed my ſaving Name 
into thee, Which is a conſiderable carneſt

of what I farther intend, as thou abideſt 
in Nezarite Chaſtity, kaowing no Spirit, 
more but what can mate it ſelf with me, in 
high Celeſtial Unity. Therefore hereunto 
watch, that at no time ſupplanted thou be, 
of what is deſigned by holding out in 
loyalry upon every account. For I ſhould 
not take it well, that you ſhould run 
into any one. if diſtin& from me, though 
an Angel, whoſe Habitation may be in a 
more high and heavenly Sphere, Re- 
member a check for this was giyen to the 
beloved John: , whoſe heart was apt to 
Tun into the Ange], that ſhewed him the 

reat Viſions: there fore was he bid to wor- 
ip God, and to keepnothing leſs in his 

Eye, than the Supream Deity, albeit that 
it is ina glorified humanity. 

From hence I took cccaſion, for to

An Interpretation was given to me of 
this Viſion, and thus it was interpreted. 
That this Viſton alluded to, and did pre- 
ſeat the Workmanſhip of God renewed 
ia Chriſt Jeſus, and fo ſucceſſively in 
thoſe, who are created again in him, 
Now the draught without is Chriſt the 
Lord, 1n all his holy and perfe& Deport- 
ment, as he lived without fin in this 
World :. 1n that he is become our exam- 
ple 3 that, according as it is written, we 
might be, as he was in this World. Now 
this Pattern of Perfeftion was given to 
us - but the euriofity and difficulty there- 
of put us, to whom it was offered, to a 
plunge; not knowing how totake it out 
without a Guide. And ſo likely we might 
ſpend, and run out our whole time, be- 
fore we had attained half thereof; al- 
ways learning, and yet not perfected.

This Night 1 ſaw my felf making hard 
towards a place, wherein I was aſſured 
of all deſirable good, asrelating to Com- 
pany and Place. And as I was (ſtriving 
to reach thereto, there came a ſtubborn 
prancing Horſe in a Cart, and there was 
one went by to guide him; but the Horſe 
was fo headſtrong, that he would no 
way be governed, but would run in a 
hoſtile way towards the Gate, that gave 
entrance jnto this ſecure place. Seeing 
which, I ranwith all might and haſt, leſt 
I ſhould be ſtopped; and juſt as I was 

entring 
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entring 1n at the paſſage, he came furi- 
ouſly upon me to grind me with the 
Wheels. So that I was put to it hard, 
but I pafled through to great admiration, 
as if I only had a Spi:it without a Body : 
ſo ſwift was my eſcape out of this dan- 
ger. For I ſaw it a perfect defiga to 
have prevented my going in 3 then took 
{ care of the well minded Perſon, that 
would have otherwiſe ruled this head- 
{trong Beaſt, if he could have managed 
him; but ſuch was his iokindled rage, 
that he would ſtand croſs the Gate to 
hinder him, that was to be his Goyer 
nour. from following after me. But he 
wiſely crept upon his Knees under the 
Carr, and ſo gor iv, and ſhut the Gate 
upon this tyrannical Beaſt. 

This Viſion had a conſiderable ſpeaking 
in it anto us, when we cannot but under- 
ſtand, there is a foreſeeing watchful Fye, 
that does warn us of all cuil eccurrences, 
that 214 enſue, whil: y:t we are but in 

our travelling way. Irue it is, we are 
running hard to enter within the evers 
laſting Gate: but much lumber and ſix 
there is which hath loaded the Cart of 
the Hind, which is drawn by the prancing 
Hor ſe of the ill; that dath drive furi- 

ouſly, 
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Onſly, and will not be under check or con- 
troul, by that which doth ſee its danger. 
This Principle with all its cares, buſt- 
neſſes, and employs are dangerous to ſtep 
In, as a grinding Wheel, to prevent our 
p:fling into that pleaſant place: Where 
not any of thoſe Inhabitants are found 
in any working dreſs. For they lived 
there by a Creating Breath, that renews 
all freſh ſupplies. There needed neither 
Building, nor Planting, nor Vine-dref- 
fiog, nor Sced-ſowers : for it was uttered 
by voice to me, that paſſed through me, 
This is the place of Jehovah's reſt. Who 
ſo can get through herejnto, ſhall have 
ceflation from all their works 3 conſider- 
ed as they relate either to the Mind in- 
teriour, taking thought or concern about 
its Salvation: orto the Body exteriour,for 
Food and Raiment, Health, or whatever 
elſe makes the Life worth living in: it 1s 
to be here. But then my Spirit object- 
ed, Ah, my Lord, who ever could paſs 
in here, while on this ſide of the mor- 
tal death ? Happily ſome there be, who 
io Purity and Faith, baving finiſhed their 
terreſtrial Life here, after their bodily 
diſſolution, may ( unknown to us TIaha- 
bitants of this working reſtleſs World ) 

entes 
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enter 11 there. But no Prefident we 
have of any that could ever paſs, but 
through that known univerſal death of 
the Corporeal Body. For that would be 
a great and marvellous thing, beyond 
ever what was yet heard of; that ever 
any went in and out amongſt us, that 
could give an account of paſſing out, 
from us into that Paradilical Sphere: it 
being ſhut up, ever ſince Adaw's turning 
out; therefore in this preſent time we 
muſt not look for it. For this weighty 
matter of doubt, I beſought the Lord 
earneſtly for a reſolye in, whether or no 
ſuch a Tranſlation might be hoped for, 
and believed in, before death was taſted 
of ? My Spirit did very watchfully wait 
for an Anſwer hereupon : which after 
ſome time was thus given to me to un- 
derſtand, and from the Word of Know- 
ledge was uttered, True it is, OhSoul, 
that none hath entred theſe Gates in a 
mortal ſhape : neither can any, more than 
a Camel can paſs through the Eye of a 
Needle: unclothed ye muſt be of fins 
body, the groſs bulk thereof cannot paſs 
in. And though ye have been Let hither- 
to by this full fraughted Principle, yet 
pollibly ye may grow ſo wiſe and ſubtile, 
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as to paſs through, by the virtue of that 
pure leavening Name, Which like Oy! of 
Gold will all overflame you, and fo turn 
Groſs Earthly Matter into an MZtherial 
Spiritual Body : for none but ſuch can 
came to be to near the Trinity. Neit- 
:her 1s it the death of the outward Bo- 
dy that caa fit it hercunto 3 for if the in- 
ward body of (ia be not as well put off, 
25 the outward, it wil avail little, as to 
thy entrance 1nto this Supernal City. 
Therefors now, if in the throng of all 
preſent Temprations, ye caa but get the 
conqueſt, then this bleſſed change will 
be from a Terreſtrial Glory to a Celeſti- 
al, What though this hath not been evi- 
Jenced, neither before, cr ſince the 
Lord's appearing in fl:(h, let not thar 
fi1k down your hearts ivto diſcourage- 
ment. For there is ſuch a Fire:ſtone to 
bnru, that now is kindled: that will effe® 
greater things, than yet ever have been, 
Therefore ſiretch out the Neck of your 
Faith right forward hereunto; for the 
fearful, doubtful, and impure will be ſhut 
out of all hope of entring here. Thete- 
fore ſaid the Jult One, Faith in God 
will remove this laded Cart : which did 
appear to fland in your way The uy 

( 
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of the Beaſt and Dragon alſo are very 
preat againſt you, animating ſuch as are 
neareſt unto you, and-ot deareſt con- 
cern to ſtop your way: But be ye both 
adviſed, by watching all opportunities, 
through Patieace, Wiſdom, and Lowli- 
neſs of Mind, to keep on your way. For 
by the creeping through is ſignified great 
Aumilit 'y by which theSerpents ſubtilty may 
be ſupplanted. Let this then now ſtir up 
all care and watchfulneſs; for ye will be 
put oft-times ( while ye are in this pro- 
ceſr) to great diſireſr, but keep the bleſſed 
iſſue always in your Eye, and that will 
renew ſirength continually. bÞor all of 
this high concern muſt be effeFed through 
immutability, preſſang hard ; though the 
Wheel of this oppreſſive Principle threatens 
to grind you. Tet be conſtant and perſe- 
vere unto the end, and ye will receive 
the Crown of Life.

I ſaw multitudes of People this Night 
preſented to me of ſeveral Habits, and 
Languages, all in buſinefs and traffick : 
ſaving a few that were together gather- 
cd out of thele. Who were in aceſlati- 
on from all matters of entanglement, in 
a waiting, interceding poſture. Of whom 
it was ſaid, That theſe few ſhould be- 
come a ſtrong Nation, and riſe up to 
take the Prey'from the ſtrong and migh- 
ty. For if there were not ſome allotted 
only for the Sanctuary Attendance, in a 
Conſecrated Spirit of anointing to ap 
proach the immenſe Glory, nothing 
of the Mind of the Moſt High would 
come to be known in their days. Here- 
from it was ſhewn me, that by thoſe 
Multitudes, which were of all ſorts

Yor the Ward 
thus ſpake: Such who ate al of one re- 
fined mould, who do ſeek nothing elle, 
but the plucking down of the men of 
fin from his great Seat, which he hath 
gotten in the World ; and this muit S# 
done by ſequeſtrivg from the cuntuled 
noiſe of all, what may promote here- 
unto. For to ſome it will be given thus 
clofely to ſet to the work. Or elſe what 
can be brought to effect of the primary 
ſtate for to regain the antient Liberty, 
and finlefs Innocency; with higher dr- 
grees of what isnow the ſaperadded ate.

Life, for to give attendance hereupon. 
Which will be worth your daily ſetting 
to, that hereby you may undermine the 
Strong Tower of him, who would keep | 
up his regency 1n the divided property 
of part good and part evil, Forſolong 
as this 1s allowed him, he will have _ 
greateſt ſhare of this Worlds Kingdom. 
Now then, who would not fer cloſe to 
this more ſupertour Buſineſs, to find out 
what lieth hid in the Magia Storehoule ? 
Arts of a wonderful degree preſent them- 
ſelves here. For as ye can wade through 
this deep Ocean, great myſteries will 
flow out. As ye may (ee comparatively 
what the ſpirit of a man hath attained 
to by external induſtry. This hath 
brought forth all, that is delightful to 
the humane ſenſe : whereby all are delu- 
ded, who have looked hereinto. Oh, 
the luſtrous ſtate, that now this Princi- 
ple iswrought up to! it is become ſuch a 
Golden Bait, that rare it is to find any, 
who are not biting and nibling hereup- 
on; If therefore the wiſdom of that, 
which is but Earthly, hath found out and

Teachers, to make be- 
lieve the impoſitvility hereunto, By which 
he doth keep his Scat of Supremacy uui- 
verſally hereby inthe Mind;For fo long as 
this is, he knows no Power of Soveraing- 
ty will outvy his. Therefore this Coun- 
ce] of my Lord was expreſly given ? 
And further, this word, this Morniog, 
was added hereunto, That we ſhould 
drink 1n this Pure Doctrine from the Spi- 
rit, whoſajd, Be ye found faithful to the 
intereſt of your Lord's Kingdom ; that it 
may, through you, while in the World, 
be ſo manifeſted in Wiſdoms Force, and 
All-ſpiritual Might, through ſtudy jag out 
all Divine Arts: as hereby you may pluck 
down the Proud and Lofiy from their 
ſeclf-ex3lted Spirit in the Diabolical Might. 
Your iruc Labour herein ſhall have ſuch 
ſucceſs, as you may bring great 2cclama- 
tion, and regown to your Lord and Sa- 
viour, through all Worlds, and to your 
ſelves Peace and Joy, Honour and Digni- 
ty, becauſe many hereby will flow in ioto 
my Great Name, When they are con- 
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vinced that you do bearthe Standard of 
my Spiritual Might, in Truth and Righ- 
teouſneſs, Now therefore be vigilant 
according to what hath been revealed, 
for the Love that ye have for my King- 
dom : to appear ſo in this World, as all 
of the Old Dragons may come abſoiute- 
ly tobe ſhaken, and overthrown there- 
by.

HIS Day I was calling myſelf to 
an account ; being ſenſible of that

Service. Hencetforth then ceaſe to be the 
Servants of Men: for f{ince the day of 
your free aſlignment of your ſcives, His 
you are, to whom you did your ſclves 
bequeath. Upon this word I found a 
great conflict in my ſelf, having a great 
defire to depart, and to throw off every 
weight, that would tie, and engage my 
Mind, Forl did well ſee an abſolute ne- 
ceſlity to be alone the Lord's fervant : and 
to give myſelt up in conſtancy to that new 
revealed Miniſtery ; though I ſhould here- 
by incur all Creatures enmity.

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our Lord propoſed to the two Sons of 
Zebedee, who were ambitious to be equal 
ia the Kidgdom with him : Who told 
them, They did not conſider what they 
did ask. For if they did come to un- 
derſtand , what a Death-cup they muſt 
firſt drink of, they -would not , have 
climbed (o high in their deſires. There- 
fore he dealeth plainly with them, and 
ſhews them both the neceſlity, and poſli- 
bility thereof; but gives the diſpoſal of 
thoſe Throne-inſtatements to his Father 
only. It was alſo at this time ſpoken 
in me, that we had begun to drink of 
this Cup, wherein the deadly draught 
was, Which would crucifie us to this 
world 3 but as yet we had but drunk 
the Upper part of it: the Portion being 
ſo bitter, we indeed could never pet it.

For the Cup 
is very deep : and at the bottom thereof 
doth lie, that which will us from this 
Principle abſolutely unty. Therefore 
let us not herefrom ceaſe to drink each 
one, to whom this Cap 1s given, and no 

time 
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time let us loſe 3 for through contiqual 
ſipping we ſhall ſee it lefſen, and fo by 
degrees the effe&s thereof, upon that 
which is to die, will be felt. O who 
will be fo valiant and worthy in this 
Ape, as to hold out to the very laſt as 
the bottom of this Cup to ſee? Then 
it ſaid to me, There was at hand imfhe+, 
diately for ſuch another Cup, wheretn 
was the everlaſting Water of Life, The. 
operation of which is not expedient yet 
for to be uttered ; till ſome have of the 
firſt Cup drunk all. O, Lord Jeſu, be 
thou to us, what thou werr, when thou 
did(t take the laſt part of this Cup, 

September the 1 ith, 1677. 

Being in great agony in my Head and 
Teeth, through a mighty flux of Rheum, 
this exerciſed my Faith, and proved my 
Patience internally, for {ome days toge- 
ther : and gave me to fee, I was under a 
mortal influence, as well as all others. 
To which in humility I bowed, uſing yet 
ſome means to free my ſelf from the 
preſent malady and prief that was upon 
me, After which not being anfiyered 

in 
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in the effe&t: but my diſtemper (till abi- 
ding, I was convinced, that I ſhould have 
only applied my ſelf to that Sovereign 
Name, wherein my healing was to be 
found. Upon which l prayed tothe Di- 
vine Omnipotency, owning my neglect 
- in, that I had not looked only 
ofcure therefrom, to bring down help. 

'For which -cauſe I did believe, that I 
ſuffered under the Starry Conſtellations - 
with which 'the Grand Adverſary did 
conjoyn and concur, {and ſend out his 
evil influences 3 rejoycing to ſee any, 
who thought themſelves above his poy- 
ſonous raies, ſhould fall under, and be 
ſubjected thereunto with others univer- 
ſally. Theſenſe of which I deeply took 
in, and found inmy ſelf a diſquietment 
thereat, uttering to my God many Com- 
plaints. Upon which, this word came 
to me, ſaying : When thou haſt cried all 
ways and means, know for a ſurety, it 
is the touchof the Deity alone, that muſt 
thee eaſe. Hadſt thou here firlt fixed thy 
Faith, thou mighteſt have been releaſed 
from thy mortal grief. Therefore now 
get up upon the Legs of thy Faith, and 
ſtand without ſtaggering, and thereby ſa- 
virg bealth may flow in, This was a 

mighty 
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mighty word of ſupport : but much more 
ado I had to rally up my Faith, to eye 
no other, but this Inviſible Power for 
Ever. 

September the 1 2th, 1677. 

The next day I had a ſweet reſpite 
from the raging force of that predomi- 
nant humour, which had fo afflicted my 
exteriour part. And 1n the Night, I ſaw 
my ſelf taken 1ato a place, of which it 
was ſaid, the Night fhall not be known 
from the Day. For though it was 1n the 
Dead of the Night, yet for brightneſs it 
was as the Noon Day ; which light ſeem- 
ed to me to deſcend out of a quite dit- 
ferent Orb, than this vilible Element, 
And I felt preſently therefrom a warm 
Beam ſent from the pure Deity, which 
did me exceedingly lighten; fo that for 
the preſent time, I was as one out of the 
Body of ponderolityz dreading again 
therein to be found, For who can do 
leſs, than deſpiſe their corruptible Image, 
that is ſo ſubject to theſe outward ele- 
mentary diſeaſes of all kinds, when once 
they come to know and fecl | in any mea- 
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fure and degree that one Element, of 
which Celeſtial Bodies are framed, which 
can know neither ſorrow, nor pain ? Oh, 
how may we come to be conſtituted 
hereinto ſo durably, as no more to ſee 
the vile nature of fv or putrefaction? Is 
It lawful to have an expeQation hereof, 
before we lay theſe Bodies in the Grave ? 
Yea, aſluredly ſuch a day there is to be, 
which will ſwallow up the night of mor- 
tality : that all of the one clear matter 
of that inviſib!e Element, ſhall be in ſuch 
changeableRaiment,as that it will us give, 
% ſee the face of God in Clarity. For 
this word was given into me, that thoſe 
who could hold out in-a ſteady ſtrong 
Faith, might know ia verity ſuch a tranſ- 
formation, ſo as to paſs out of Corporae 

| Hity into an /Ethereal Glory ; putting on 
that, which can paſs into the everlaſting 
burning-day; which no ſhadow of the 
night, or mortality of death caa ap- 
proach, But it was further ſaid, The 
putting off what ſhould be in order here- 
unto, would be very hard : yet ſufficien- 
cy will be given to ſome, who are con- 
curring in mighty Faith. Therefore go ye 
on believingly, ſuch a change yet poſlibly 
to ſee.

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September the fyth. 1677. 

Jn the Night I had a Viſion of the 
Noctor, whom I did tee in great concern 
about building a fourſquare Room all of 
clear Glaſs: neither Timber nor Stone was 
in any part to be added thereto. Aadl 
viewed it from firſt to Jaſt, till I ſaw it 
finiſhed by his 'own hand. Who with 
great alacrity ſaid to me: Here we will 
wait 1n all reſervedneſs, till the Glory 
of the Son ot God appear, But I an- 
ſwered, This will be hardly ſecure, for 
we {hall be ſeen through this Glaſs, and 
enviousSpirits will break 1n,and fo diſturb 
our attending here.

Therefore the Word 
pronounced a Bleſſedneſs 1adetd upon 
thoſe who were fonnd encloſed within 
this Glaſly Ark. For it was teſtified 
that Noah's Spirit would yet return again

But Oh, my Lord, Who ſhall be this 
ſecond Noehb, who may aſſume ſuch a 
Fr::nifigured Body £ Whereby an anſwe- 
rable Off-ſpring may be all of clarified 
Spirits and Bodies, to repleniſh the New 
Creation, in which God may be well 
pleaſed. It was anſwered, That £48 
would come, and take up his Mantle 
again, and do the Mighty Deeds, which 
mall make good all Prophecies. But it 
would only be known in its day, who 
ſhould perſonate this Faithful Noah : on- 
ly this kaow, Where you lee Faith be- 
gin to work in any one fo high as to ovyer- 
rua all ſenſibility, ſuch a one ſhall ſurely 
lay God's Foundation for a New World.

This Morning 1 wes conſidering this 
change, that eating on Faiths Tree would 
produce, Which was ncught elſe, but 
the Power of Omanipotence, which would 
beget to an unchangeable Life, if the 
right kind of this Faith could be attair- 
ed. For, by way of {imilitude, a Tree 
with Branches of ſeveral Fruits of Faith 
was preſented to me, and every fort of 
Faith had its proper uſe.

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Tree, as others have; but hereby no 
mighty thing hath been done, nor any 
tran{lation out of this death-vally hath 
been ſeen. Ah, myLord, what a great 
thing is this, that now thou art putting 
us upon?

our hands required, but to become ſuch, 
who are to walk with thee in the New 
Jeruſalem Glory: and to be like pure 
Nazarites, all white jn Bright Bodiee, 
and Seraphick Flames in pure Spirits. 
But Oh, this Choice Fruit, which the 
Flaming Sword doth keep, muſt come 
by gift. As it was ſhewn to me in, and 
by a repreſentation of a Pearl: which in 
way of Viſton I did ſee was brovght 
from an unknown Land, and tendred 
unto me, as free, out of a Perſons Hand, 
which was unknown to me; having other 
ſparkling Stones, which were all tendred 
to me: but the Pearl was of great Emi- 
nency, much outvying the reſt.

The Interpretation of the Viſion of 1h:

I coming to conſider of the Pearl, it 
was by word given unto me, ſaying, This 
figures out the pretious Pearl of Faith, 
that ſhall again be given to the Saints for 
to work miraculouſly by. Who in long 
Patience, and Hope, have waited for the 
Manifeſtation of ſuch Powers and Gifts, 
as become the Glory of the New Cres- 
tion to ſhine forth in. This is that good- * 
ly Pearl, that is the Stock and Merchan- 
diſe that Wiſdom doth bequezth to ſuch, 
who haye ſought to be Traftickers on 
thoſe Subſtantials, as are to be found in 
the other (ide of the Glaſly Sea. For 
nothing, that can be gathered up here, 
out of all this Worldy State, we can 
make any Heavenly Merchandiſe of. 
Therefore our Lord doth oft commend 
unto us this pretious Pearl of Faith, as 
well knowing, this is a Gift worth ſeek- 
tog and looking after. It is ſuch prizable 
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Jewel, if once in our poſſeſſion, thatwe 
way have any exchange for itz do but 
{end it out, from whence it came, and it 
will tura to treble advantage. But when 
I conſidered, that this Pearl had not 
made of late years vpon any one (ſuc 
rich retura; hereupon I queſtioned 
whether to any it ſhould be-given in 
theſe latter Ages, $0 it was givenforth to 
me from a true and certain record, That 
though this ſupereminent and all tranf- 
mutiag Faith was the meer Gifr of God; 
yet there was required thoſe inferiour 
Acis of depending Faith to be put forth; 
by way of perſuance of this, which 
crowns all the lower degrees, that muſt 
be as the aſcending Steps to this Throne- 
dominion, which is called Faiths Victo- 
ry. 80 that thelower degree of Faith in 
w whſt reach after the higheſt, by a reſt- 
leſs ſeeking, and improving the -— 
Faith. attained. For that Scripture was 
repeated by a ſecret Eccho of the Spirit, 
Faith is the ſubſtance of things hoped for : 
The Faith in God will forcibly draw into 
poſlefiion him, who is the Author and 
Spring of this Almighty Faith, that can 
do whatever it pleaſeth. Therefore it is 
ſaid, ſeek, and ye ſhall find, that is, we 
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muſt grow from one ground of Faith ts 
another, aud not give over as fainting 

and diſponding, 1ill we afeend from Faith 
fo Faith; (o near tothe heart of God our 
Father, as to afte& him with ſuch Faith 
as worketh by Love: that ſo the grand 
myſtery of this all-effecting Faith may be 
both revealed and diſpenſed as a Gift 
unto us; andthenwe have the Subſtance 
of whatever hath been hoped for.

As the Doctor was in Prayer, this 
word paſſed through me: Ye ſhall be 
marked with the Fathers Name; then no 
ſlaughtering weapon can harm you. 
Upen which word I much exerciſed my 
Mind ; diving to know the Spirits mean- 
ing, what that Mark would be, and af- 
ter what manner it might be imprinted 
on us. AndlIas attended with all heed- 
fulneſs, the riſing Spring of pure Revela- 
tion, it was thus given me to underſtand, 
That to be marked with the Father's 
Name, is no leſs than to be transformed 
into a Virgin Body. The bearing of 
this Name in the Forehead was ſhewn 

to 
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to me, would be the putting on a viſible 
Form of God, as conſidered in a glor1- 
fied Figure. Which may admit of ſuch 
a kind of pure matter, as hath not been 
ſeen or underſtood : therefore it is well 
ſaid, none can know or conceive what 
they may be changed into. Johr 1a his 
Viſions ſaw the Lord in ſeveral appear- 
ances of Luſtre and Glory, There are 
degrees of Celeſtial Clothing: Efaiah 
had a (ſight of God, that made him cry 
out, he was wndone; ſeeing the diſpro- 
tionableneſs betwixt the brightaels of a 
ſparkling Glory, to a dark polluted Be- 
ing. Likewiſe Ezekzel ſaw the flaming 
Majeſty of Glory, that the very Sera- 
phims covered their Faces at. Upon 
which the Spirit did ſet it home upon 
me, that we might not ovez-rate our 
ſelves, while the Lamp of our Eternal 
Spirits were but yet pnder the covert of 
a dark earthly Pitcher. © For no Glory 
can ſhine out, till that be broken away 
from the internal Flame, that lieth hid 
within. Whichis thetrue and right be- 
gotten Spirit, who when it comes tocall 
over its high and eternal pre-cxiſtency 
conſidering what it was before it came 
to this Body, aud taking in the Divine 
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Senſe hereof, is not at reſt, while 
yoaked and hanked with ſuch courſe 
and putrified matter, as thele fleſhly Bo- 
dies do confiſt of.. Seeing therefore a 
Promiſe js left us, both in general and 
in particular for returning in, to ſuch a 
refined corporeity, as may belt agree 
with the pure Trinity; Let us draw up 
hereunto, with full aflurance of Faith, 
that ſo we may hereby reach to this al!- 
ſecuring Mark : which will redeem u3 
from among the Inhabitants of the Earth, 
and pive us entrance to our own Hea- 
venly Place. What 1s 1t that hath made 
all to die, and leave their Carcaſes un- 
changed in the Region of this Wilder- 
neſs, but the reſting ſatisfied in that cor- 
ruptible form of Fleſh in all its diſcafed 
properties 2? There hath been only a talk, 
and a belief concerning a Redemption, 
but all the higheſt have reached no fur- 
ther, than a Regeneration in Part, and 
an illuminating of the Mind. But where 
is there, that fair Image of the Heaven- 
ly, that ſhall never fade nor die, that 
our Lord verifies he would raiſenp in the 
laſt day ? Which was declared to me, 
to be a ReſurreFion out of the Grave of 
that Mortal Body, which, at preſent, we 
| viſibly 
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viſibly carry as a Sepulcher : in which there 
may miſtically lie hid, ſuch a Spiritual 
Body, az only the Trumpet ſound of all- 
powerful Faith can bring forth into viſibi- 
lity. Thatfo to ſome it may begiven to 
ſee the breaking through of that, which 
may reſemble the Gloriked Figure of him, 
who is the Firſt-born from the dead. 
This is that Body, in which the Lord 
Chriſt did the Will of his Father: and 
we can neyer expect to go on to do it, 
but in the like Figure of all-powerful 
Spirituality, In which the Life-quick- 
ning Spirit may have a ſuitable Organi- 
cal Body to actuate it (elf, accordiog'ito 
jts own original purity, Who by com- 
ing iato a terre{trial Form, that is onl 
animated by a Life, which is from this 
viſible Element, caufeth the great conteſt 
and (irife, fo as the Spirit cannot do, or 
act, according to its own eternal pro- 
perty. The which we now coming to 
underſtand, do fee how by this animal 
Life of ſenſe, we are bounded and limi- 
ecd from this we are madeto eek after, 
our diſappeared and paradifical Body, 
And truly, were it not for the provoca- 
tion and (trong inſtigation which I feel 
again from him, who. would be ro us

altogether this immaculate body ; I haye 
enough ſtrong Temptations from my ſen- 
ſitive part, to acquit all ſuch hopes and 
expectations, and to be ſatisfied with a 
mixed ſtate, as to the one part heavenly, 
and the other part earthly the whole term 
of Life here. But having had ſo many 
remembrances by Voice and Viſion, that 
conſlrainetl me to pry into this Myſtery, 
and having many Teitimonies from the 
Holy Scriptures to confirm what was ſe- 
cretly revealed : which came in, and were 
opened to me, to prove the certainty and 
and lawſulneſs of ſuch a Hope, as cannot 
make aſhamed: T am not ſuffered to let 
gothe Faith, and ſhall only in brevity men- 
tion thoſe, which were brought before me. 
As firſt, That of the 17 of Mart. Chriſts 
own Transfiguration, as the firſt fruits of 
this New Jernſalems (tate. Then that of 
the 3d of Jobx 6, 7, 8, verſes, That which 
is born of the Fleſh, is Fleſh; and that 
which is born of the Spirit, 1s Spirit 5 
though this hath been hitherto under- 
ſtood only of the Birth of the Mind, and 
of the Souls Regeneration, yet a much 
deeper thing hath been manifeſted to me :

tation. And as my Faith did get up, fo 
Reaſons Club did beat me down; ſo pa(- 
ſing ſome hours in great controverſie 
here-about in my ſelf. After my natu- 
ral repoſe, [ſaw my ſelf, with ſome others, 
ſtanding as on a Hill, where no viſible 
fence was, but the loftineſs of the place. 
Which the Inhabitants that were ia the 
Plain below, obſerving us there to walk, 
were 1n great indignation, and ſummon- 
ed us for to come down, to ſhare in 
what was in common. Which not yield- 
Ing to, they provided In{truments of War, 
as Arrows and Guns to ſhoot at us, which 
paſſed over us, and beſide us, ſo that no 
harm betell us. For we withſtood them 
all in great confidence of thar fortitude, 
which thoſe lower Inhabitants could ſee 
nothing thereof, And the ſhout of the 
Voice went forth, The Spirit of Elijah 
will be ſeen again on the Mountain of 
Faith.

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Ottober the 4th. i677. 

This Morning it was thus ſpoken in 
me, ſnto what Heart hath the myſtery 
of Faith wrought. forth it ſelf, in the 
true Nature of Creating Faith? No re- 

ſurreQion it haih had in theſe lsſt Ages. 
Therefore ye do well, who now are 
ſearching for it: be wiſe to undermine 
whet hath, as a Mountain, preſt it down; 
For it is that, which will bring back, 
what was baniſhed out of Paradice: 

Ofober the 5th. 1677. 

I heard rhis Night, in my ſleep, a 
Voice, calling me, ſaying, Draw near, 
that ſo you may know great and deep 
things. Upon which I was awakened, and 
ſaw a clear Glaſſy Trumpet held out: and 
a great Councel was held by ſome, that 

_ all were 1jn privacy in a reſerved place, 
only I did hear their Sounds and Yoices, 
but'l could not ſee their Perſons. Affer 
which, muſing hereupon, becauſe all paſ 
fed away, betore I could make any _ 
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hereof; The word ſaid, Yet for this 
Secret, thy Spicit muſt launch and wade 
nto a deeper Ocean. 
Upon which my Spirit ſunk unto a 

good degree into the (till Abyſſal Cen- 
rer, out from which all Light of Wiſdom 
doth open. And this pure Glaſſy Trum- 
et was made mention of again. Forir 

was ſaid, That none ſhould ever ſound 
this Trumpet, but-ſuch, who. could at- 
tain to walk and move upon Faith's ho- 
ly ground. Then took I occaſion here- 
from, earneſtly to interceed; and while 
Iwas praying for this Myſtery of Faith to 
be revealed,it was ſpoke in me. Thou ſeek- 
eſt that, which is ſo weighty and myſti- 
cal , that time muſt be allotted co draw, 
or extrat out of the full and perfect 
Number of Coefſentiality of Spirit, which 
is attributed to the Holy Trinity. Iato 
this thou maſt ſearch and dive, for thy 
Spirit is of the ſame Eternal Line and 
Nature ; - and it may recover, what it 
hath loſt by deſcending jnto this terreſti- 
al World, of which courſe matter, thou 
Haſt formed a body of fleſh about thee : 
wherewith be content for a while, til! 
the pure ſpark Faith ſhall refine it for 
thee, and make it all ſublime.

The profeſſion of Faith was ſtill ur- 
ged upon me, as the only Gitt, which 
would renew all things out of the old 
frame of Nature, For the teaching un- 
ction did farther reveal to me, the ſuper- 
eminency of this Golden Graia of Faith, 
which 1s the product of the Deity, where- 
ever it ſhall be found. Theretore I had 
a charge in thele words givea me, ſay- 
iog, Suffer not fo rich a Talent as this 
to be hid only in, and with the Sacred 
Trinity. Come, Oh thou reſtleis Mind, 
and I will ſhew thee where, and how 
thou muſt feel this Creating Breath in 
its firſt beginniags of Lite. Theſe Rules 
therefore obſerve conſtantly: Firſt, Then 
know, that the Center of this high ex- 
tracted Spirit of Faith, lies 1a the Gol- 
den Ocean deep of Love. So thea here- 
from take notice, that only a mighty, 
vehement Spirit of Love, ſhall bring 
forth the Life-atiog Body of the Holy 
Ghoſt, which iadeed will all be mant- 
felted ia Loves ſtrong ardency.

Nothing can God detain from ſuch, 
if they remainin the ardency ofthis meek 
Love-fire, as in a ſtill lime. Therefcre 
through the augmentation of this pure. 
burning Breath of Love, which as an 
aſcending Spirit, can paſs into the very 
ſecret abyſial Deep to draw into it ſelf 
rhat m Faith, by which all things have 
received their exiſtencyz Such a Spirit 
fent forth in the cooperation with Love, 
will efte& that tranſparent formation, 
which may well become the pure Beam- 
ing Glory of the Bleſſed Trinity. Therc- 
fore receive #his from the Irne and faith: 
full Witneſs, That Love i#, and muſt be 
as the circling Ring, in which this ſpark- 
ling Stone of Faith will fix it ſelf as 4 
onal Monument.

God is Love, ard 
therefore how can he be ſtrange or un- 
known, where the fizme of his own efſen- 
tial property is ſound? Nodovbr but ro 
ſuch, all-rransformivg Faith will be given 
ed, as a Golden Ballom to heai char, 
which is demoliſted. As witaels the 
Body of frail Mortality, which is ſhur 
out from all thoſe, that are of Xcherial 
Forms, and Angelical Figures. Let this 
Medicinal Stone be of all value to you, 
for renewing of Immortality, that ye 
may be like thoſe of that high Order, 
who can behold with great freedonz 
the Face of God, and may have room ta 
contiaue among that Royal Society.

Where not 
only Batteries are trom the potent King 
of this low Region: but he doth make 
war with, and by his Agents, as taking 
notice, we arethoſe, which do ſeparate 
from his Kingdom.

As it 
was ſhewn me, that the Heart and Spirit 
that mov« th and afterh the old Creature, 
is copzhle to comprehend nothing 
tigher, then what lieth within the cir- 
cumnference of its own Sphere, and low 
Birth of Life, that cnly reacheth to 
things that are'feen, and knowable by 
the higheſt graduated Life of Reaſon, 
which is altogether to ſeek in matters 
Celeſtial and Eternal, Now that we 
might come to know the Inviſible, only 
wiſe and everlaſtifig God our Father, it 
muſt be through the medium of ſuch a 
Spirit, as may be the very conceprive part 
of the New Heart.

This is the Law of degenerated Nature, 
which lawfully may be broken. For 
the Spirit of the Soul is not for ever to 
be confined to the ſouliſh depravity, - 
when once it comes to know and un- 
derſtand, that it is a pure Grain, Jet fall 
from the Deity into the {oulith property. 

, Then it wilLnot ſuffer it {elf ro be 1mpri- 
ſoned as under a Mountaio-weight. No 
ſooner doth it ſpring 2nd riſe above the 
Ground, as an ear of Corn which doth 

* grow ripe, but a ſeparation from the 
earthly part or ground may be made by 
the mighty Lord of the Harvelt, who 
will come to reap where he hath ſown 
pure Spirit. And that in the very time 
ofthis exterzour Elementary Being, Chritts 
Laſt Day of Returrection and Afcention 
{hall appear through the Might of this 
precious Grain of the Deity (by which 
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I mean the Eternal Spirit of the inward 
man, which is a Spark deſcended from 
rhe Deity, and it difters from the eteraal 
{ced of Chriſt's Deity, which 1s iacor- 
porated with this for its Reſurrection and 
Aſcenſion ſake._) This ſpark of Eternity, 
the Spirit of the eternal Soul belonging 
to the inward man, will-free it felf from 
all, and every corporeal tye. For no 
terreſtrial Image, though accompliſhed 
with all external Righteouſneſs, can ever 
attraſt this ſuperiour ſpirit to be in a 
conjugal Union 3 becaule it 1s too much 
below, therefore it now ſeeks. releaſe 
from it, as being aſhamed of all and eve- 
ry circumſtagce concurring to the outs 
ward Lite, which would held it ſo taſt., 
But Wiſdom and Counſel is come from 
him, who will be Salvation to the ends 
of our Earth. His Spirit it 1s that hath 
called us from the other, to an eteraal 
conjunction, with that wherewith it might 
moſt ſuitably agree; ſo as to raiſe and 
heighten the Spirit, to ſuch a high degree 
of ſublime. purity, as that it might paſs 
as (wift as a thought, into the dee 
ſpace, where the intinite Globe of Eter- 
nity might come to be conſpicuous with 
the glorious Triaity, and with all thoſe 
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innumerable Spirits, who incompaſs the 
Throne-Majeſty, Such Viſions of Glory, 
Spirits have been car:i:d into, while in 
the Body, and ſo'it ſhall come to be a- 
gain, and thilt more frequently and du- 
rably. For upon an earneſt enquiry here- 
unto, it was revealed unto me by this 
Word, The Way of the Eaſt ſhould be pre- 
pared, and the Gate thereof ſhould Stand 
open, to ſuch as could drink of the Brook 
in theWay. And it was ſhewa by an [dea 
alſo, that as yet there was a dark gulf 
fume, from which didriſe a thick ſmoke; 
ſo that at preſent, none could ſee their 
way, till the Son of the Everlaſting 
Morning doth wonderfully incorporate 
with our ſpirits, to diſſipate all of this 
Darkneſs, through which force of Spiri- 
tual Might, we may often come up to 
the Antient of Days, and draw near, and 
make Record of what we do apparent- 
ly hear from him.

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Kingdom. And what will theſe ſtorms 
be, but the ruſhing Powers.coming down 
through the Salvation-Horn, which will 
be blown from God's Mountain- Habita- 
tion? The ſound of whicki is already 
heard, to haſten for preparation, to the 
Enoch's Tranſlation: That we may ab- 
ſtractively in Spirit, and through the 
whirling ſtrong Breath may be litted up, 
where our King and Lawgiver may de- 
liver his Mind to us, as face to face : 
That we may come to know 1a certainty 
all thoſe infinite, and weighty Councils, 
which have been long in great conceal- 
ment, ſo as they may run in as a flaſh of 
Lightning. To which end, the Star 
which I ſaw fall into the Golden Char- 
ger doth predict, the high and mutual 
conjunction betwixt the Body and the 
Head-Throne-Prince. The Veſle! being 
all of pure refined Gold, and ſpiritual 
matter infuſed therein together, what 
muſt this make, but a lordly diſh, for 
each one to feed upon. This Star de- 
nominated was to be, the Roſe of Sharon, 
that to the Spirit would give a plea- 
ſant Tin&ure, to make it both white and 
ruddy. Herein Jlieth the Myſtery of all 
Myſteries, according as it was revealed 

| unto 
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unto me, through the virtue of this won- 
derful Commiſhon, This Ro{;e- Star, 
feeding it ſelf from the matter, which 
is ſo purely extracted, 8s a Lamp feeds 
uponOil, and fo both concurring, makes 
a burning ſhining Light, a Fiame aſcend- 
ang might, When this great and mar- 
vellous thing ſhall come by any one to 
be witneſſcd, there will be no ratter of 
doubt, but the Gate of the Ea(t muſt bz 
found, at which we may go free!y in and 
out, as Princes : Having right to fallow 
the Lamb, and to eat and drink with 
him inthis lordly diſk. Weſhallthen, 8s 
Friends, fi2d entrance 10, where the 
Tent of his G'ory is pitched to ſee, hear, 
and taft, what hath been laid up in fore 
for us from the Foundation of the World.

This Word miniſtred was, Watch and

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under the Banner of which abide cloſe 
and hidden, Be all pleaſing and pliable 
to your internal Guide, who is workin 
to brivg you into high and dear Friend- 
ſhip with the great and mighty Poten- 
tate, to whom all Wcrlds mult give obey- 
ſance. Therefore only care and mind 
him, who is ſo true and faithful, as to 
raiſe and bring you iato {uch Love and 
Favour, that the God of Light may not 
walk as1in a Cloud of Darkneſs, but ſhew 
himſelfmanifeſt to yourJoy in peculiarity. 

December the 4th. 1677. 

This Word did ſpring in me, ſaying, 
Do you well confider, what your Virgin 
Garment muſt be made of; that no Moth 
may eat any hole1a it? For it any thing 
of the earthly Fleece ſhould be inter- 
woven with it, it would damage the 
whole part. Therefore all of one tort of 
fine Lionen, let your Lord know you in, 
upon Which no Moth cn come to eat. 

Then it was further given by way of 
Command, ſayiog, If ye reſolve to tol- 
low the Lamb up to all pertect degrees, 
then obſerve this as a new Command- 
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ment, Take your {elf ofi from all old 
traditional Conformity, which is after 
the manner of men, who are after the 
Fleſh. From ſuch the Spirit calls to 
withdraw, and to walk with him after 
another way, according as divine Precepts 
ſhall! be revealed.

As*we were in the Spirit f Supplica- 
tion attending together, a Xanſient view 
of fall ripe Sheaves was preſented, as 2 
teltification, that we ſhould bring of the 
arſt ripe Fruits, as a pure Offering tothe 
Lord, according to what hath inthe days 
of our forrow, neavinels, and tempta- 
tion been purely fownin the Spirit. But 
it wasallo ſhewn me, that this ſhould not 
be accompliihed, till we had fulfilled our 
{et-timeinthe Wilderneſs. For this is an 
Ordinance that was given byGod to419ſes 
while Tjrac! was yet in the Wilderneis, be- 
fore they came into the good Land, This 
inſtruction was for time to come, ſaying, 
Now behold the firſt Fruits of the Land, 
which thou haſt reaped, thou ſhalt offer 
unto the Lord thy God. So according: 

ly 
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ly the firſt ripe Fruits of the Spirit muſt 
be wholly dedicated and brought into the 
Store-houſe of the Lord; rejoycing and 
making everlaſting melody ia the Courts 
of Holineſs,as the Joy of Harveſt. Ob/ this 
is the deſirable day, but who hath it 
{een £ becauſe they have all dyed ſhort, 
Lefore entring into the good and fruitful 
Land, one Generation paſhong away after 
another, as we have ſeen it. But it 1s 
decreed eternally thus to be? No, al- 
ſuredly no : there is a Generation to 
come, that ſhall not only ſow, but reap, 
and pay their Tythe - Offerinzs to the 
great Melchizedeck King. There 1s a 
Caleb and Joſhua, who will out-live all 
the ſpirits of Ulnbelief. Who have been 
faithful Spies to ſearch, .and find out 
the virtue and glory of Mount S7oz's 
Land. Whereupon the Spirit did the 
Hiſtory take up, and did it myſteriou!{- 
ly, to our ſtate at preſent very cloſely 
apply. As thus, that Joſhua and Caleb

Now then may not 
we 1n the Spirit of Faith, and riſing pow- 
er of Chriſt's Spirit, come to have ſuch 
a pals over Jordan's flowing Rive:? 
Hereupon 1t is cleared up to me, that it 
is moſt lawful and expedieat to take ſuch 
a heave or flight in theSpirit, For which 
end, in obedience to the counſelling 
Word, which to me was dropped in; Let 
us then be, as a goodly Ship, who would 
lauach into the Ocean deep, and would 
{ſwim upon the broav Waters, all tackled 
and trimmed, and pitched within ; that 
no place may be found for bleaking, and 
our pure and white Sails ſtretched out, 
all in a readineſs, lying at the very Ha- 
ven upon the Anchor of Hope ; waiting 
to ſee when the Guſts and Breath of th< 
Holy Ghoſt will tura our Ship abour, 
and blow allSquth,that we may ſuddainiy

be caſt upon the Rock of Pearls and Pre- 
cious Stones in that Land Bexlah, that 
is ſo lictle known. But whonow muſt be 
hither our ſure Pilate, but he that hath 
already there been, even that bright Star 
that can ſteer throughFire, Water,andAir, 
having himſelf broke through all theſe, 
and ſo will do no leſs for us, if we ſhall 
be found ip ſuch a ready poſture, as here 
hath been deſcribed, Now let us give 
all place to this Foſhua-Spirit In our Bark, 
who will make a remove for us out of 

the Wilderneſs. He doth but wait for 
the mighty Birth to be here brought forth, 
that ſo we may pais away jointly and al- 
together. Tt, was further alſo denoted 
to me, that all. the murmuring and un- 
believiag Spirits ſhould be waſted away 
in the Wilderneſs, who have murmured 
through fear and diſtruſt : For theſe can 
have no ſhare with us, whether they be 
with, or without us: all are excluded ; 
none but Joſpua and Caleb will center 1n 
with us to view, and will have poſſefhion 
with us to the Land Beulah.

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December the 9th. 1677. 

A very cvrious Queſtion did ſtir inmy 
Spirit, why ſuch a concealment of the 
Heavenly Thivgs was 1n this time of our 
Lord's mediating Prieſthood 2 And why 
no morevilible Effe&ts were produced up- 
on his Members on Earth, as to the Re- 
ſurretion-day. For ſince the Apoltle's 
Ape, little hath beea wrought in any 
miraculous way, further then by inter- 

. nal Light, and Spiritual renewings, and 
the Love of God ſhed abroad with the 
Blood of Spriokling : which 1: the high- 
eſt degree, that yc<t any have arrived un- 
to. Bat all this did not appear to me, 
to be thit which the perfect Reſtoration 
muſt further make out; nay, what the 
Apoſtles ſaw and heard in their time, 
who hed the firlt Breathings from Chriſt, 
after his Aſceclion. Yet all then, and 
nc< have beenexceeding ſhort, of what 
Is 19 reſerve to be revealed. As I do 
know this from a ſure Word of Intima- 
ti9n, and fo herefrom my «xp.ciation 
taith been preatned, and the Pool of my 
Mind (ticred, and troubled, and fome-

Light. That (o hereby a clearAſpet ni 
b: of what hath been acting ant working 
1n order to the Conſummation of another 
more pure and perfect Creation. Thus 
being upon a' internal ſearch, into mat- 
ters of this high Nature, this Word was 
brought into me, faying, Why art thou 
troubled that ſuch long reſpit” hath been, 
as to the Manifeſtation of the ebivlute 
Reign of the Lamb, that was ſliin, be- 
cauſe his Might hath not been ſhew 1, nor 
his Power wrought, nor his Wonders 
done 1n the Earth? Yet now look fora 
reater Overturn then ever through the 

whole fallen Creation, This long cci- 
ſation ſhall not nullife it, for this King- 
dom will have its revealing Day : tor 
the Golden Sand of the half hours Silence 
is running out apace, which muſt be fiilt 
Expired out in Heaven. It was then gi- 
ven me to underſtand, that this Half 
Hour of Silence hath been ever fince the 
Holy Gholt appeared in Cloven Tongues

For fiace that time, little news 
hath ben heard from Heaven, only the 
B-loved Johz had the laſt, great, aad ſig- 
nal Revelation from Jzſus.

This doing day by.day, minding 
when thoſe Cryſtal Springs do bubble 
higheſt. the ſtrong force of which, doth 
waſh ofi the rough ſcales of Senſe : Then 
ſhall we become all ſeeing into what is 
both near and afar off, as to the workin 
of the divine Myſtery, This word of 
Counſel was allo added, that whoever 
did ſeek this great gift, to know the Di- 
vine Magia 10 1its Eternal Motion, they 
taken up will be, like Enoch to walk 
with God from among Men in an un- 
known Region; where no evil Wind or 
corrupt Air may blow upon them, Theſe 
great and weighty Crown-Jewels, which 
for the laſt Age arereſerved, will be con- 
ferred upon ſuch ſeparated Nazarites, 
whoſe Walks and Converſations are in 
the T-97#:anuet, where the Vail and Face 
of the Covering will be. done away. 
when no need there will be of crying, 
Come up, and ſee, for in the very Eye of 
Light, we then ſhall comprehend, and all 
Javiſible things ſhall ſtand as naked be- 
fore us. But oh thou Lamb of God, 

when 
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when ſhall thy Hand of Might be ſtretch- 
ed out, to bring theſe mighty things to 
paſs for any one.

This Word viſited me, ſaying, How 
reat is the goodneſs, that 1s treaſured up 

for thoſe that love and long for the migh- 
ty God, and the everlaſting Saviour? 
Dreſs therefore, and trim your ſelves eve- 
ry day for your Bridegroom : who doth 
take great pleaſure, when he finds you all 
comely., and ſitting at the deep Maniteſta- 
tion Gate, Oh ſweet Jeſus, it thou wile 
this Gate open, and give us out: from 
thence thy Loves, we will got rembve, 
becauſe of the ſweet and plea{ant favour, 
that from thee doth ifſue forth. Oh 
come with all pulling force, that as a 
bright Cloud, we may be of a difloiving 
Nature, for all Love's imprefiions from 
thee: and that ſo we may ſee our (clves 
one with thy Celeſtial Nature unchange- 
ably. 

IDecember 
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December the gth. 1677. 
In the Night I had hard wreſtling with 

ſomewhat, which had brought an over- 
caſt of gloomineſs upon my Heavens - 
which I could not well bear, but did 
row as againſt Wjad and Tide, to get out 
of the danger of thofe Floods, that did 
violently break iv. And through 
earneſt and ſtrong Sapplications, I was 
haard in that I fear'd. For my Jelus to 
my aid did come in, and in truth made al] 
miraculouſly to be ſtill within me, and 
did charge with great authority all thoſe 
troublers of my Joy and Peace to depart, 
ſaying, Who is it that hath any thing 
fo do here, where my living Name # 
engraven? Have not I choſen thee for my 
own purpoſe? What then do mean theſe 
ſtrange Injedions here to throng? Fly 
O ye dark Clouds from my habitation, for 
t will dwell in all Light with my ſepara- 
ted Spouſe, who hath Covenanted within 
the Circle of a Love-flaming Heart, ſtill ts 
wait for me her Lord. Accordingly, fo 
ſoon as I could thereinto retire, a mighty 
{weet transfufion of Light did every 
where about me meet. And thisdid ve- 
rily uſher ia the whole influencing _ 
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of the Trinity. [ was never maſe more 
internally ſenſible of their environing,and” 
out-ſpreading Banner, which as 1n hy mQ- 
ment was ſtretched out to ſecure me from 
the Waters, which the Spiritual Harlor 
ſitteth upon, and that in ard very near 
us. For the Seat cf all theſe whirling 
Imaginationg, are ſhewn me not only to 
be as anAcctdent,now and then happening, 
but this zdulterous Spirit claims, and 
would have a fixed Seat 10 the Mind, and 
therein bring all her worldly Sorceries, 
to infet the mind, and betray it into the 
eulf of Perdition. Which was preyent- 
ed and kept oft by the ſuddain and ſe- 
cret introducing Power of the  T—_ 
that encompaſs thoſe who are in fear of 
ſuch overflowing from theſe bitter and 
brackiſh Waters, For this | may give, 
as a known experience, and write upon 
it probatum eſt, that we at no time are 
now necetlarily expoicd ro be overcome 
with any evil of Sin, thuvgh it lurks 
and belcagers very clolez Fo: {trong and 
mighty is now the Spirit of the Lamb, 
Who 1s aſhpned toeome in for our reſcue, 
Therefore if we do earneſtly implore for 
the Captain of the Lord's Hoits, who is 
to deliver bis Lambs from the Month of 

ee 
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the Lyon that roareth for his Prey upon 

-Immortal Souls, they will be deliver- 
ed. This often witneſſed hath been, that 
we might not cowardly fall under the 
Hand of the Man of $.n. Fr this Word 
was given, whileI was 1n ſpiritual Com- 
bate, Hold out for V:Ctory, Iam your 
Lite-gnard, anc ye ſhall never periſh out 
of my Hand. There is bothing ſure 
more plealing, then to fee the Enemy of 
Truth and Righteouſneſs ſo worſted and 
kept under Ground, that he may lift 
up his Head no more within your Tent. 
Where then like Jael, rhov ſhalt be cal- 
led Bleſſed of Women, that art fo skil- 
ful, as to (mite Siſera to the Ground, 
never more to riſe again, There 1s a 
Nail within thy Tent, which thou ſhalt 
be taught, how touſe it, that ſo the full 
Execution may be upon the troubler 
of Tſrael, by the united force of Barak 
and Zael together. Barak ſignifies Jeſus 
Chriſt, the Prince of ſtrength, valour 
and m'ght, that makes Siſera to fly into 
rhat Tent, where the Naii by Wiſdom's 
Hand w1!l! ſurely be faſtened. Then nor 
only the Song of Deborah,but of theBride 
and the Lamb will be ſung, Whea thus 
overturned (hall bz rhe wo cerca a

found. This for us the Lord is now do- 
ing, and it is marvellous in our Eyes. 
Being we are called out to be Followers 
of the Lamb in fpiricual War, ill all 
ſhall bow and fall down dead before us, 
that hath contradicted the abſolute Reign 
of Jeſus in us.

lowers. But this Word was given me, 
That though ic hath been ſo permitted, 
yet now the Day of the Lord's contro- 
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veriie for full Vengeance was near, upon
