Ivho is it that can ſet Bounds to the 
Almighty, and can ſay unto him, That 
ke ſhall not Diſpenſe with the Rigour of 
his own Law, or alleuiate the Severity 
of his own Sentence ( Allowing even the 
moſt Rigorous Interpretation of it but 
that the Fierceneſs of his Virath ſhall

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of GOD in Himſelf, a»d GOD in Nas» 
ture, For that in Himſelf he waries 
not, moves not, is not Angry, Con- 
demns none but in Nature he may be 
ſaid to Vary and to Move; and in it, 
as corrupted (that is, remov'd farther 
from him, its right Centre and Biaſs) 

to be Angry, and by Conſequent to Con- 
demn whatever is Oppoſite to him. Which 
Wrath therefore, and Condemnation, 
not being founded inthe Eſſential Truth 
of the Divine Nature, but being meerly 
Accidental, aud grounded in the Con- 
traricty, Vanity, and Mutability of the 
Creature ;, it doth not appear, (however 
expreſs'd it may be) that it mult be Ever- 
liſting, inthe ftrifeſt Senſe of the Word. 
Nay it doth appear, that it ought to be 
Everlaſting only in that Ground, in which 
it ſtands, or in a lower and looſer Senſe 
of the Word. 
Now if this lower Senſe be not expreſly 

againſt Scripture and Nature, and may 
ſerve to vindicate the RefFitude of God 
againſt the greateſt Enemies of Religion: 
however F right ful it may appear to ſome, 

zt 
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t is hzmbly hoped, that very few, zf 
any, will much condemn it in their cool 
and calm Thoughts. But that it is not 
againſt the Scriptures, 1 leave the Cri- 
ticks, and all thoſe that underſtand the 
Propriety of Either of the Originals to 
Decide. They that underſtand the Lans 
guages, in which the Scriptures were 
written, are here the only Capable 
Fudges: and let theſe ſpeak. Some of 
them have alrealy ſpoken their Senſe,and 
the ſenſe of Antiquity. And Perſons of 
the moſt celebrated Fame, and higheſi 
Dignity in the eſtabliſh d Church of Eng- 
land and Ireland, have made no con: 
temptible Advancements hereto. Which 
they would never certainly have done, 
had they ſeem in the Scriptures, what 
Jome do think they ſee there. 

And that it is uot againſt Nature, 1 
leave all the Natural Philoſophers, and 
as many 4 have any Underſtanding in 
the Principles of True and ſolid Phyſs- 
ology, to determine. And ſurely there 
may be ſpme Warrantable Prejudice a- 

gainſt the Contrary [entiment (of a ſtrif 
Elernily, 
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Eternity, applied to a Dying Life, or 
a Living Death) as mot according to 
Nature, when the Naturaliſts are by the 
AMaintaincrs of it ſo generally Decried, as 
they are, for not belicving it.

If Scripture andNature be not againit us, 
we hope we ſhall not be afraid, or aſham'd, 
though we ſhould have as many Opponents | 
as either Origen, or Athanaſius had.

As in Adam All die, 
ſo in Chriſt ſhall ALL be made alrve, and that 
1 Tim. ii. V. 6G. Where it is aid, that he was 
Fivena Ranſom for ALT, to be teſtified in due 
tim? So that theſe Scriprures, with ſeve- 
ral others, did a little confirm me. 

V. But then 1 could nor fatishe my ſelf 
concerning the fallen Angels, as not finding 
Scripture ground, to clear up their Reſtitu- 
ion, thar had brought all this Miſchiefup- 
on Mankind.

many times Hints and Excitemcnrs by rhe 
Spirit, to attend this Maniteſtarion, 2nd nor: 
to negleCt it; for 1 had this word ſprung up 
in mc: Neglect not to lock into this Thorou&b 
Salzation, for thouzh it has been a yſtery 
frem Ages ſealed up, and unknown ;, yet now rs 
the Age and Time for its Publicatiin. Which 
drew my Spirit torth much into the En- 
quiry ; tor I knew no other way to be re- 
ſolved rhan by that Spirir, that fearches rhe 
deep things of God's Counſel : which Spirir 
did drive me fo deep into this immenſe Love, 
that 1 was, as 1t were, all cver cloathcd 
with 1t.

VI. Then it was thus witch me, that if

VII. Tho controverlial Points is a ſtrange 
and unpleaſant Work to me, becauſe I am 
wrapt up fo much in the ſweet Love Har- 
mony, that 1 carc not to enter into any 
Conreſt, bur am fatished in this unſhaken 
and foundational Iruth: Yer for rhe ſake 
of ſuch as docarneſtly deſire to be informed, 
and reſolved in this Matter, as being of a 
render Spirir, our of all Bitterneſs, Raſhneſs 
and Fury; and who ſtanding in a Childiſh 
Simplicity, are willing to have the Mind of 
God unfolded,or ſearched our ; I find my ſelf 
engaged to pive forth, what has been fo 
freely communicated ro me. And being it 
1s a Matter of that Momcnt and Concern, 
wherein God himſelf requircs the clearing 
up of the deeper, and yer more hidden Re- 
ſerves of his Good Will and Love: So by 
the pure DiCtate of his Spirit, I ſhall goon 
to fix the Pillars and Foundation of the Cre- 
ation by the Second AD A M, by whom all 
things are to be renewed. 

VII. Now whereas it is charged, that Re: 
demprtion is to reach no further,rhan to ſuch

Which indeed may be 
long and tedious enough, according as, the 
height of their I rantgreſſions have been 
here : So will they find that Worm of their 
acculing Conſcience cannot ceafe, till the dg- 
tcrminared time, when the celcſtial Love- 
fire thall brcak forch ro extinguiſh it. For 
it has bcca litrie underſtogd or known, what 
the Purgatioa Work will be,and how mug 
is to be - = in orher Regionsaad Worlds : 
becauſe it hach pleaſed the Father of Lights 
to,relerve and conceal, what hath, is, and 
ſhall be agitated there in theſe inviſible Re- 
1ONs. 

. IX. Therefore let none be ſo Raſh as to 
judge, that nothing more is to be known, 
than what has been reported of : for Gad 
doth not bring torth or reveal his Counſel, 
and the whole Extent of his Mind, all in one 
Age, no not in ſcyeral Ages : As for i1- 
ſtance, what he did reveal in the Patriarchs 
days, and the firſt Ages of Time, tad rheir 
Ceflzrion and Period, and fo as occaſion - 
was, new Prophelics and Revelations did 
ſucceed, rix after Chriſt's time, Now we 
arg not £0 think that there was a ſtop, agif 

C 4 no 
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no more Diſcovery ſhould be made,of what | 
is furtherneedful to be known.Of the which 
many Witneffes both dead and living are, 
that have further and new Diſcoveries, rc- 
lating to the Reſtoration. 

X. Now as to that dreadful Sentence,that 
many do paſs for all Eternities, It is very 
much ro the Impcachment and Violation 
both of rhe Juſtice and Truth of God, which 
15 not to be violated: for God gave that Ercr- 
nity of Life and Being, from Himſelf into the 
Creature. And tho? Sin, as an Accident did 
happen, being awakened by the ſubtle In- 
troducement of the Serpent, and ſo became 
a limited Tranſgreſhon ; which did admit, 
that ſuch ſhould rcjc&t in their Life-time, 
that Grace thar brings Salvation ; yet this 
is but aftcr the Similirude of rhe Sin, under 
the Old Law and Covenant , for in the New, 
God undertakes to blot our all Tranſgrefſion 
and Sin, and to be a Law of Life written 
within. And this ſtands firm, while the 
other Covenant is nullified. So that toafſert 
this 15 very Injurious to the Grace of G OD: 
for tho' he may puniſh for the Sin of Un- 
belief, (which is the grand Iniquity,) and cha- 
ſten and rebuke; ver it 1s reckoned but as 
for a Moment , if you compare it with thc 
many Circles of Eternity, becauſe it is but juſt 
with God, to ſtve _ recover what is of his 

own 1 
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own; which can never be Anwvbilated : And 
that is the Breath of his Life, and the Eſſence 
of his own Being. 

XI. And then it would be alſo exceed- 
ingly leflening of the Love-Beniyniry in the 
Maniteſtation of the great Gift Chrift 7 K- 
SUVS, that he ſhould be fo very weak and 
incapable to repay, fave and recover, what 
was loſt by the 1 ranſgrefſion of the tirſt 
AD AM. 

XII. Therefore let none judge they do 
God right, ro make him ſuch an tavererated 
Avenger againſt his Creatures, that never 
had known a Being, but trom his Willing 
them to Be; and that the Ercraal Wrath 
muſt everlaſtingly without Ccſfation, kindle 
upon them. Ir would have been certainly 
much more Kindacſs and Favour in the 
Creator, to turn them into a Non-entity or 
No-being again. Whence God cannot take it 
well from any, thar ſkou!d render him fuch 
an unreconcilable Farher to his OF ſpring. For 
though they have proved Rebeltions, and 
Obſtinate, with great Delſpirctulnets to his 
Grace, yet he cannor ceaſc to bc a Father to 
that Ercrnal Spark and Spirit, that is of his 
own 1n all Mankind, vea and in Angels roo. 
Ir is ſufficient that tome are baniſhed for a 
Time and Times : and fome, that have been 
more hichly Rebclliouns, even within the 

Circles 
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Circles of Eternircy. Which, I have been | 
made to underſtand, have rheix Limitation, 
aS1t they were in the number of outward 
Func. For the Conlideration of this Sen- 
tence,may ſufficiently fright any Soul, from 
thghring and negleCting the Time and S:a- 
ton of the Love-ofters ro tnem. T herefore 
Licy need no terribler S2ntcnce than Chrilt 
has paſied, Dep-rt from me ye Workers of tni- 
guity, where 35 Weeping ws; gr:ſhing of Teeth, 
Luke XII. 27, 28. Bur this is nox to be 
reckoned, for ever as Worlds without end. 
Love and Lighr, I confels, is without Limits 
and Bounds, but Death, Darkneſs, Curic 
and Puniſhment,muſt have unavoidably heir 
end and period. For only thar, whugl has no 
beginning, as Love, Wiſdom and Goognel;, 
thar mult abide and can haye ng ead, and 
muſt drown and ſwallow up whatever is its 
oppoſite. O that I could pertuade, or ra- 
ther the Love, that dwelleth in me, might 
opca and blow up ſuch enlivening Flames, 
as may devour theſe harſh and inconſidered 
Concluſions, as do make God fo unrecon- 
cilable to Thar, which is iflued from him, 
as Bcing of his Being. ; 

XIV. Let metierefore entreat you, whom 
this comes to, that you pals a tavourablc 
Cenſure upon your Fellow-Creatures ; tho' 
you have bcen as the Beloved 7 cob,and your

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Brethren abiding in Eſ-u's Nature. I: is aid 
Obad. v. 18.

XV. Blefſed are thoſe that ſhall be Pyi- 

bliſhers, and go forth with rhis Everlaſting

them that are Dead and in Priton, 2s well 
as the Living. Ler this not ſeem ro be a 
hard Saying : for Chriſt werr to preael1 to 
the Spirits in Priſon, that were fo long diſ- 

obcdieat 
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obedient before. This Goſpel is given me 
to underſtand, rhar iris the Love and good | 
will, that is to be preached fo long, till all 
Regions, Centers, and Worlds ſhall be 
given up to the Power, that ſhall conſtrain 
em, to yield up themſelves to be Mertamor- 
hoſed into a new created being. + For 

which, O God, haſten rhy Meſſengers, that 
may proclaim this Blefled 7ubilee. 
X VI. Bur herc it may be objeCted : Thrs 

Dettrine may be dangerous for to publiſh Uni- 
verſally, that after thrs Life there may be hopes 
of Reſtitution into the ſame Giory and Liberty 
ith the Children of Light. In anſwer ro 
this, I ſhall refer you to a T rcatiſe, cnt- 
tuled, The Erght Worlds, &c, whercin arc 
opened the Degrees of Punithmenrs and Pu- 
rifications 1n order toa preparation for ad- 
mitrance into higher ranks and ordcrs be- 
ionging to to the redeemed. And as for 
the taking of liberty while in the Body to 
be morc highly wild and wicked, we may 
conclude, rhere will be no fuch occaſion 
taken {rom thence, becauic they mult pats 
through ſuch bitter Anguithes and Tor- 
ments, as is enough to deter any from being 
diubolical in Converſation; as not knowing 
how long their term af Suftering may be, 
under the Power and Soveraignity of the 
crizel and dark Prince, that rulcs in the aicry 

Region Pp 
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Regions. Now as for inſtance,we have made 
this obſervation, that the Doctrine thar 
hath been preached of an endleſs Miſery 
and Torment, has wrought very little effe& 
in frighting or terrifying 'em from thcir 
evil Courſes ; But-it has on the other hand 
run many into deſpair, and made the de- 
{peratc torun tic adventure, being the Scn- 
rence 1s 19 irrevocable, as to be reprobated 
throughout all Ercrnitics. Whereas if thc 
Love's Centre were rightly and dulv open- 
ly, and made manifeſt, it would have 
worked far more naturally and kindly, to 
gain upon the Will of thoie that are pcr- 
verſe and obſtinate. And ſure I am, till 
this Love ſhall come to be more diſplayed, 
2nd geclared, there will be little Refor- 
mation or change in order ro Regeneration 
accompliſhed. 

XVII. But now is here another Ot- 
jeftion, that meets me - which is, tht thzs 
leals to a Papiſtical Sentiment;th-t if Souls - fter 
this Life m- y h.cve hopes, by paſſing through the 
Purifications, it may too much Countenance, 
what they have adulterated.

For how many Millions 
arc thcre of Souls, that depart out of the 
Body, in an imperfect ſtate, very ſhort of 
reaching to an Heaven - grown - ſtature, 
being but in part reg2nerated 2 What dit- 
appointments do they then meet withal, 
when rhey arc our of the Body, thinking 
they muſt dirc&tly aſcend from Earth to 
Heaven, and then enter into the Monnr 
Sion Kingdom? But O how few and rare 
are they, that have attained to fuch a de- 
grce of a full grown ſtature tn Chriſt, as 
to come to be glorified with the ſame 
Glory Immediately : which muſt be attain- 
ed to by Degrees; yea, after they are ſer 
looſe from the Body. Therefore it is great 
Kindaeſs of rhe wiſe Creator, that Middle 
Regions arc prepared for thc aſc-nt of thoſe 
Souls, thar dye in a .go:d ſtare , and the 
Furg-/ticn of thoſe that dye in an Em.

For it is out of my 
Element to contelt points of Contraverlſie, 
but only this I ofter to be conftdered by ſuch, 
as in an humble Enquiry. into the Myſteries 
and deep of God's Countels are found ; that 
they may hereby come toa ſound and right 
pogo in what relates to the Eternal 
ather of all Spirits, that Right may be 

done him, as to the Univerſality of his 
Love. 
XXV. And whereas ſome highly illu- 

minated, who have great Veneration for 
Facob Behmen's Writings do obje&t, That he 
in his Principles ſeems to contradiCt this U- 
nivertality as to rhe apoſtatiz'd Angels; 1 
muſt own, that Jacob Behmen did open a 
deep Foundation of the Eternal Principles, 
and was a worthy Inſtrument in his Day.

So that nothing of this evil could-be-ſaid j 
- | to beEvcrlaſtingly generated from God into 
e the Angelical Principle: from whence | 

they were brought forth, as out of tne 
Womb of thc Eternal! Morning. But they 
leaving this meek, ſoft and gentle Nature, 
awakened in themſelves a monlitrous Jhape. 
And how came thus to paſs? by triing, and 
proving the ſtrength of their Firc-Spirir, 
ow far they could extend ir, as to the 

Soveraignity of Power , whereby they j

So that, tho 
God has permitted for Numbers of Times, 
that this dark Prince muſt reign, rule, and 
have his Kingdom, in this World and Aiery 
Regions z yer it ſhall be for no longer a term, 
then that the various W onders as well out of 
the Light Orb, as the dark Abyts be ma- 
nifelted. Which ſhall all ſerve to ſet forth 
the Fathomleſs Depths of the Love An- 
gelical Principle, with their Wonders ; 
when as Lucifer ſhall be enthroned again

rity. . For he did but leave his Habitation,

But before this comes to 
paſs, there will many Ages of ſtrange: Re- 
volutions bappen ; till the utmoſt variety

XX VII. And whercas it is faid : That 

the Dewils are ſo high, that they will entertain

be brought. Let not any think, that the 
higheſt Diabolical ficrceneſs and pride ſhall

XXX1. Ne” | ſhall aonclude this point, 
as having given forth the 

whole Counſel of God, as it was opened to 
me, which I doubt nor but will fatisfie ſuch 
asarc humble true ſeeking Spirits, 'rhar de- 
fire ro know the Extent and Latitude of 

. God's Love. I have only this requeſt, 
caution, and counſel rooffter : which is not
