And I can 
not therefore but excite and perſwade all into whoſe hands this: may come, 
to keep cloſe to that Anointing which will be an Intelligencer, and Opener 
of the mind of Eternal Wiſdom. In which (az in a clear Glaſs) may be 
known, and ſeen, what is expedient for ſome in every Age ts be acquain-

The Aſcent to the Mount of Viſon. 

May 24. 1698. 

$. T. STI wasrecollefting, and caſting up, in my mind 
A the tribulated State of the Nazarite Flock, belong- 

ing to the great Shepherd, I was put upon a ſup» 
plicating Inquiry, how long the Time of this Cloudy day might 
laſt? And 1t was Ecchoed in me: turn thine Eye into that 
Central light, which may make ſome diſcovery ; by which 
the Redemption ſhall appear to be drawing near. Then 
ſuddenly there deſcended to my Internal ſeeing, from an 
high and lofty Sphear, a M:nnt4iz moſt Diaphanous, ſo great 
and large as to cover one quarter of the Earth : And round 
about it were numberleſs little Hills, of a dark Opacous fub- 
ſtance, and (Lo) there was a great Shaking and Trem- 
bling, as if they were to be moved out of their places. 

S. IT. Then of a ſudden came a Flaming Blaſt out of this lof- 
ty Mountain, which enkindled ſome of theſe Hills, and from 
them ran circling about the reft, Which made a great crackling 
noiſe among them: Then there was a VoicTheard asout of the 
Mountain : "Thus 4 Conſumption is determinated uo» the dark 
and deed Mold. Then were they changed into a pure white 
Earth, clear and tran'parent. And after this, did the Glori- 
fhed Jeſus ſtand upon the top of this Mount, with innumer- 
able Attendants, and uttered a mighty Voice of Thunder, 
laying : Come, beh1d and ſes, and rejoice, O ye Heavens, in what 
I an going to Create an New, Then immctiately did there 
ſpring up inthe room of the little Hills, certain figurative Bo» 
dies, firſt tothe number Seven, and then” (by the Multiplica-

voral .rays of Light from the Glorious Body, Which did cen- 
ter into theſe Figures 3 whereupon it was ſaid, :he Lord 7rom 
Heaven is nov become 4 quick:ning Spirit. By which they did 
ſtand up and move and walk. 

6. III. Then deſcended the bright Body from the Moun» 
tain, and became their Lezder, conduCting rhem to ons fide 
of this Mountain, which had three Gates with TInfcripr:ons 
on each of them, direQing the Inhabitants of the V-r2h, 

_ Edft and Weſt, to enter, that ſhould flock hereunto, Then 
ſeveral Perſons appeared, that had paſt through this Tranſ- 
figuration,. and fiery Tryal, being come out of great Tri- 
bulation, ſome of which were known to me in Spirit, and 
were linked together as ſo many precious Radiant Stones, 
which the Lord did wear about him as his Girdle, and 
ſo he entered into a Vaulted place within the Mountain, 
all compaQted like unto a City : Where a great Body of An- 
cients did mect, and: Congratulate theſe Comers :_ and with 
the Angel Trumpeters, did.give great Acclamations, and pre- 
pared Feſtival entertainments for them. Now the fame of 
this ſa went out into all parts of the World, that there was 
a"very great Flocking cogether, ſome out of good Will, Love 
and Zeal to get entrance here : others out of envy and deri- 
tion, to have.diffurbed this peaceable Region.: upon which 
the mighty Lord and King of this City, raiſed upa Flaming 
Wall for it's defence, which many did attempt to break through, 
but none could, except. ſuch as were refined as Gold, while 
Athers were ſmitten and driven back. 

$. IV.. The Inſcription, upon this City was Salvation : 
For that Sawvtiowrs it, was ſaid were to come forth hence, . Who 
were led out by. the mighty Prince and. Saviour, and ſtood 
with him upon this Mountain of Perazim.. Then were given 
Trumpets into the hands of theſe Sayiours, toa Ecrtain Num- 
her, who yere firſt deſigned to go forth,and to call in the 
Nations from the North; and Exft, and Weſt: Then: was it 

: que-- 
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queried by the Perſon, to whem this was revealed, whether 
ſuch Subordinate Saviours, under the great Saviour fhould- 
appear. in this preſent Generation , upon which there was 
ſhewn mea Square Golden Table, in the Hand of the great 
High Prieſt, which did contain the Record of ſo many Per- 
ſons (as Radiant Stones ſet in it) who were nominated here- 
unto. Andit was exprelt that ſome of theſe wereto be raiſ- 
ed up before this Generation ſhould paſs away, and others 
in the ſucceeding Generations. Moreover it was ſaid, there- 
need to be no enquiry who they are, for they will be turn'd 
into another Spirit, after the Similitude of their Head 5 and 
will be ſufficiently manifeſted-in Purity and Power: And the 
Principal charaCters of theſe, becauſe of the deceivableneſs of 
the Times, will be the + flaming Eyes, which ſhall pierce 
fo deep as to fee through all falſe coverings : and to make 
manifeſt Truth, and ſoundeſs of Mind, ſtanding clear from 
all mixtures. Por it was ſaid, this will be the moſt neceſla- 
ry gift both in this preſent, and in the approaching Age: 
Whereby they may fit as Judges from the Infallible Urim 
and Thummim. This I was commanded to declare, and to 
make known the mind of the great King and Saviour; For 
that the time of his Kingdoms appearance is at Hang.

8. V. His Morning the Mountain that deſcended was ſet 
| before me again, and I was brought in Spirit to 

the Sowrhfide of it, where were three Gates, at each of whicl» 
there ftood an Angel, which gave a call to the Nazerite Flock 
to enter into one of the Gates, which open'd into the Para- 
diſical Land: Which was Richly repleniſht with all that was 
pleaſant and delightful, to fatisfie all che divine ſenſes: Then 
it was Queried.;_ Whetlier this might not be a place for Spi- 
cits departed-out of cheir groſs wooees* And it was a——_ 
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ed bythe Eternal new Adem, that this was prepared for the 
Inhabitants, as yet bearing Corporeal Figures, but perfeQly 
refin'd' in Spirit and Alind, for as there 1s a Paradiſe in the 
Higher Sphear of the Heavens, 1o there is in this lower that 

_.an{wers' to it in a Myſtical and Spiritual manner : where the 
offspring of a new Generation ſhall multiply, herein from the 
Eternal Adaw, and his Virgin Spouſe, who will have their 
Children, brought vp in the Myſteries of all divine Sciences, 
which ſhall make vaitly todiffer from the old Adam and Eve's 
Progeny, who are under the Curſe of Terreſtrial Labour, 
Toil and gorrow : from the'which diſcharged theſe redeem- 
ed ones (hall be. ; 

$. VI. Furthermore, the Angel of the 24. Gate, was come 
miſſion'd to givea call to thoſe who had a deſire to be made 
Skillful in the 'Fheoſophical Science, and to be exerciſed in the 
divine Magia : This was nominated to be the Principle of 
the divine Sophia, who uttered her Voice and gave an Invi- 
ration to attend upon her Diſcipline and Counſel, and as ma- 
ny as She ſhould find willing and obedient they ſhould poſ- 
ſeſs the Treafures of her Land, and thereby ſhould become 
Stewards to diſpenſe out of that Stock and Store. Then 
through a PerſpeCtive Glaſs, were ſhewn me ſome Perſons 
that did willingly comply, and offer themſelves to this No- 
ble and Worthy Employ. Some of them /as Principal Stones) 
were made known tome: To whom She did firſt give Rules 
of Faith, as the Foundation they were to build upon ; that 
ſo whatever they ſec their hands to, whether it were in in- 
ward or in outward Nature, accordingly as they ſhould hit 
the Mark, by the Arrow of Faith, ſo the work ſhould be per- 
fetly conſummated. Motives were multiplyed abundant- 
ly to thoſe Magical Children ; as that hereby they would re- 
,cover the loſt Paradiſical dominion, and all the Properties and 
Immuniries, that would ſet free the Imbondaged Captivity. 
A call there 1s fof ghis, to all that can make their eſcape our 
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of the Worldly Principle, and can paſs through the Flaming” ©: 
all. Here the glorious Lord will his Banner of Power and 

Strength ſpread over them; and all ſorts of Proviſion (ball- . 
meet them Plentifully : their cloathing ſhall be Munigon« 
ſtrength of everlaſting Righteouſneſs, 

$. VII. Now further there was a Trumpet: Cry,to the A- 
dept Philoſophers, chat have lain in obſcurity in outward 
Nature, and are ſhut upin it, as having no vent to ſhew forth 
the Wenders ofthe Creator. To you this Meflage and Call 
goes forth from the divine Impgyial Wiſdom, that you 
make no longer delay, nor halts in your way : For know the 
time and ſeaſon. is come in which you are to be made manifeſt, F 
and join'd to. thoſe who are internally taught the Theoſo- 
phical Art, For the Tree of Faith hath ſpread forth its Bran- 
ches, and is ready to.caſt its Fruit, and doth invite you there- 
of to come and Eat: And as divine Artiſts, ſuch a Compo- 
ſition make of the Leayes thereof, as may be for Medicine 
and Healing, to all that Obnoxious to Corruption doth lie. 

6, VIII, Fhe laſt Gate of this fide of the Mountain, was 
the Apoſtolical Gate, which opens into that Centre, where 
the Holy Ghoſt will reſt upon; ſuch-as. are Eleted and Choſ- 
en hereunto ; thac ſhall revive the Antient Miraculous Pow- 
ers, in ſuch wiſe as. they ſhall not be: Traghent, but go for- 
ward on to. Fixation. and. perpetual Duration, 

6. IX. Now, the third fide: of the: Mount that lay Eaft- 
ward, was alſo deſcribed tome by-the Guardian: Angel chat 
kept the 3 Gates: ; that each Gate gave entrance into three 
ſeveral Courts. The -F:7/þ was tobe filled with Prophets and 
Propheteſſes, that. were diſciplin'd and train'd up there, by the 
great Head Prophet Chriſt Jeſus. Who was accompanied 
with all the Antient Prophets, as with: Moſes and Samnel, E- 
lias andiall that were from the Foundation of the World, to 
Chriſt's time. -.\V ho:took a Golden Horn and poured. forth 
a Rick-Oily: Spikenard upon their Heads, that ran down -

the Skirts of their Garments: of which it was aid ; © Theſe 
« ire the Anointed of the Lord, that ſhall bear Witneſs and 
* Neciare what is to be made manifeſt throughout all the 
& approaching Ages of Time, which-relate to the Kingdom 
* of the Emmaneed, 

6. X. The Second Court opened 2: and thereinto deſcend- 
cd the great Melichizedeck, with his holy Order, Conftitu- 
ting and Ordaining a certain Number to enter upon this Ho- 
ly Prieſtly Profeſſion. that were Dedicated, Contecrated, In- 
augurated, and made Miners of this New erefted SanQtua- 
ry, and moſt holy place : Where the Eſſential Furniture (not 
the patterns only, but the very Heavenly things themſelyes) 
did here open: and the Prieſtly interceffions did aſcend up 
in a moſt Harmonious Celebration of Joyful Acclamations 
paſſing through the high Order, of the great Melchizedeck- 
Prieſthood: - Whoſe Miniſtration from Petition was turn'd 
into a8 new Language of Triumph and Praiſes. 

F' XI. The Account given of the third Court was this. The 
Thrones out of the Heavens deſcended here, and the King of 
Kings, and in the Splendor of his Majeſty with numerous Spi- 
rits that-Crowned were to fill that Court with Princely Pow- 
ers, that were taken out of the two mention'd Courts, and 
certain Numbers out of the two other ſides of the Moun- 
rains, were taken out and Crown'd, and received Power and 
Dominion to Reign with Chriſt upon the Earth. Thus ſhall 
the Kingdom of God in his Saints come to be made Manifeſt, 
and Eſtabliſhed, ſo as to overtop all the Kingdoms of the 
Earth. And this came as an Exeitement to wait and Believe 
and be found in all readineſs for the Conſummation of this 
Prophecy. 

S. X[I. On the Fourth fide of the ' Mountain, which lay 
Weſtward, was the great Secrets of the Deceaſed, the vari- 
ous Regions that they were lodged in, and the Glorious Man- 
{ions that did appertain to ſuch as departed in a high _ 
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of PerfeCtion ; with all the great Wonders of the great Weight: 
and Glories of Eternity, It was told me, all of this was to 
be concealed yet, and ſhut. up from the Knowledge of the 
preſent Age of Time:. And was but only peculiar to-ſome 
that ſhould have a. Light, and diſcoyery of theſe Marvelous 
things, as they were capable to takethem in ; Standing inthe 
Paſſive meekneſs, and pure Faith-expeQtation for the accom- 
pliibment of all what has been here declared; For the time

$6. XIII. His great Myſtery and Secret, of the various: 
degrees F the Deceaſed, and ſeperated Souls, 

which opened an the fourth fide.of the Mountain, being per- 
mitted me ro diſcloſe to the Worthy. and Believing, that d:- 
firef to have ſo much of the Counſel of God made known, as 
has been revealed herein, to fuch as are weaned from the Mo- 
thers Breaſt. of Tradition: even to them, it- is given forth to- 
know, what is reſerved for the latter Ages of time. Now: 
there were ſhewn to me ſeven States or Regions which were 
allotted to the Dead. 

$. XLV. The firſt Order I ſhall mention, is of theſe that 
bave Lived and Died in a moſt Wicked and Dzabolical Spirit, 
without any Change or Repentance :. Such as Blaſphemers, 
Contemners of God, Apoſtates, &c. Theſe have their places 
in the Tormenting, Anguiſhing Fire, of the dark Luciferian- 
Kingdom, where they are to be Puniſhed till the decreed Ages: 
of Ages are expired, Within thoſe Sphears or Circles ; . Which - 
is. dreadful enough toeadure;, to fright all from coming here. 

S..XY.. The lecond is.of thoſe, that have lived in- the ou. 
| | ward: 



ward Birth after the Fleſh, but known nothing of being Born 
again from out. of the Dead and Earthly Image: Cleaving 

to this Worldly Principle, and extend their delight and love, 

no farther than to what is Temporary, living wholly as withe 

out God in the World : Theſe have their places in the lower 
and groffer part of the Airy Region. Where tho' they have 
not much Torment, yet on the other hand they have but 
litcle reſt ; and ſuch lovers they are of their Bodies that ma- 
ny of them viſit their dead Corps, and abide ſometime with 
chem, as finding more eaſe there than in that other place 
alotted them. 

6. XVI. Now a third ſort are ofthat Rank and Qrder, that 
have been believing in God and Chriſt, and under Convition 
of their leſt State without him, and who have made ſome 
progreſs in the Heavenly Warfare: Having gone ſo far asto 
live a Sober Rational Life, but have come ſhort of that more 
inward and Spiritual work of Remwopation, not having reacht 
ro Mortification and ſelf Abnegation, but dying much ſhort 
of it. Yet their Manſien is more pleaſant, being in the ups» 
per part of the Airy Region, annexed to Paraaz/e: Where 
they want not for Motives and Stirrings up to go on, and 
recover what they omitted and loſt, while living in the 
Body. 

Ss. XVIT. As theſe Centers were opened and paſt before 
me, it was much upon me to be informed out of that depth 
of the Eternal Wildom, that here opened it ſelf, what be- 
came of all the Children that died, either in Infancy or Mi- 
nority- Then the Viſion open'd, ſhewing me a very plea- 
fant Flewery and delightful Sphear, with a wonderful bright 
Light, that covered it as a Firmament, and the word ſaid 
this is th: Childrens Sphear and Kingdom. Tt appeared like 
a little World fll'd up with them, from the Womb, to the 
Stature of about 12 Years. This was inferiour to Paradiſe, 
bift was appropriated to Wr/dom; tobe under her Govern« 
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Tp) _—— 
ment and Dominion, who appointed here' ſeveral _—— '"l 
Angels to Diſcipline, and Educate them, in the Faith of Jel- *Z 
us: For being ſtained with original Sin, they were to be- 
lieve in, and receive the Lamb of God as their Redeemer 
And ſo, by Union with him, they become Virgias without 
Spot or Blemiſh, Hereby it was ſaid that Wiſdom did make 
out her ſelf, in the Fathers new-created Wonders, jn theſe 
Children being tranſplanted out from the Earthly, into the 
Divine and Spiritual Orb of Light. 

$.. XVIII. Now the Three other Regions, (to wit, Para- 
diſe, Monnt-Sion, and the New Jeruſalem) 1 have already 
givea an account of jn the Book of the Eight Worlds. I 
muſt pronounce, Happy and Bleſſed are they, that dye fo 
fitly qualified, as immediately to pals through all theſe be- 
fore-mention'd Regions, that none of them may detain them, 
but that (as an Arrow) ſwiftly they may fly into this more 
high degree of the Paradiſical Sphear, for they ſhall not 
long reſt here, before their Aſcenſion ſhall bez where they 
ſhall ſee the King of Morne Sion, (tretching out the Golden 
Cord, that ſhall draw them up to fit with him upoa his 
Throne, which he has prepared for them; and fo to riſe from 
one Glory to another, till ia the fullneſs of the Fathers Glo- 
yz, Chriſt ſhall inſtall them, jointly with himſelf, The ever- 
laſting Gates of the New Feruſalem here open, and wide do 
ſtand : Which properly daes belong to the high and lofty 
Majeſty, as his Principal Seat or [Manſion-houſe. Which he 
will in' the concluding part of all Scenes make to deſcend, to 
fill the whole Creation, with the Spleador of it's Glory : 
Even ſo, Awer. 

$. XIX. But for caution, let none thjak they can reach to 
theſe two laſt degrees, at the paſſing out 'of the Body, but 
as Chriſt 3a#hew ſhall come tobe grown upia a perfect Sta- 
ture, covering them'all over with his divine Nature.

$ XX. was Conſidering and RecolleQting with my (elf the 
manifold Myſteries, that among the Dead Jay 

yet hid, which in theſe Ages paſt were to be concealed 
and (hut up: but as the nearer approach is of the finiſhing 
of the fulneſs of Redemption, the Word of the Eternal 
Wiſdom has been pleas'd to make kngwn, what is beyond 
the preſent belief of the World: but to the Impartial ſeekers, 
and Worthy inquirers the. ſecrets that appertaia to the 
States of ſeperated Souls, may be communicated. 

$. XXl. Ia the firſt place we are to conſider how theſe 
three Ranks of ſuch as have departed this World, ſhort of 
Redemption, ſhajil come to recover the Regeneration or Re- 
maining part of the Work, which they might poſſibly have 
attained in this Lifez for which end the Mediatorſhip of 
Chriſt was eſtabliſht by the Father, and continued -in the 
Melchizedeck-Order. And as Souls are daily Dying in this 
imperfeRt State, ſo Chriſt 1s daily renewing the Efficacy of 
his Blood, that muſt (till attone for them. It 1s alſo further 
made manifeſt, that 'the'great $4ints that are made Kings and 
Prieſts, as they have Thrones, ſo they have Seats of. Judg- 
ment, and are alſv made Saviours with their high Priace and 
Saviour, being of the ſame Merciful, and meek Nature, as 
Joined and made one Spirit with him. Andztheir intexcefſion 
with him, is of acceptation and efficacy, for theſe theiy fe]- 
low Members that have lag'd behind, and loſf . their time, 
cither in this Life or in other Centres :- So thats laid for a 
Foundation-truth that the great Saints may help the 6, 

whe- 
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whether In the higher World or the lower. Now as it was 
queried in my ſelf, ſo it may be by others how thoſe that 
are departed, ſhall be brought to Repent and belteve in Chriſt 
for Salvation? It was here ſhewn to me that there were There 
Prophets, Paſtors and Teachers, that did cxerciſe their Fun- 
tion and Office, as well as in theſe Regions below. For tt 
is well to' be underſtood, that this Converting and Rege- 
nerating work is to go forward on, till that which is per- 
fect do ſo enter into every Member, that they come to be in 
Congruity with their perfe&t Head : who muſt fee the full 
Fruit of the Travail of his Son!, throughout the whole Cre- 
ation. For Chriſt the Head does not account himſelf perfect, 
till every Member be co-joined with him. Therefore alſo 
the high Saints do Sympathize with the groaning Creation, 
becauſe till all are brought ia, their Joy cannot be full. If 
It be asked, What Scripture is there for this? I recommend the 
{ame that was open'd to me from the Revelations, Chap. 5. 
8. Where the 24 Elders were in Office to receive the Gol- 
den Vials of the Prayers of the Saints, and to pour them 
before the Throne, Whereby it is implyed that the Prayers 
of the Saints, of a leſſer degree may paſs through them that 
are of a higher. Then another Scripture T (hall (uperadd, is 
that, 1 Cor. 15, 29- Where you find the Living, did enter 
11to the Covenant of Baptiſag'for the Deadz as being capa- 
ble of helping them forward ia their Proceſs to. Chriſt, by 
Concurrence and Union of Spirits with them. And had we 
more of this Concurrence.of Spirits one with another, the 
Kingdom of our Lord had not' been'ſo long detained and 
kept back.z tut a quicker diſpatch might have been made, 
but we are in hopes that as the day-Star ſhall more Univer- 
ſally ariſe in Hearts, this Light ſhall ſo ſpread it (elf, as that 
the knowledge of theſe: great Myſteries ſhall find more kind 
entertainment in the World, that lyes Buried in fo much Ig- 
norance and Darkneſs. COS wilt be leſs co do in _ 
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other Regions, becauſe thete will not ſo many dyein an im- 
perfect State, and the Kingdom of Satan will be weakened 
and diminiſht thereby, who (hall not be able to hold his Do- 
minion, either in the inviſible dark Sphear or the viſible Prin- 
ciple. I ſhall now conclude this Point with this Acclama- 
tion, Rejoice ye Heavens and ſhout ye lower parts of the 
Earth, for the Lord God Omnipotent is about to do Marve- 
lous things, which ſhall be ſeenand admired by ſuch as do 
long for, and Love his Appearance : Which approaching is 
ſtill nearer and nearer. Even ſo come: Come, O Lord,in thy 
Kingdom, Power, and Glory. ; Amer.

d. XXII. I was further diſcoyered that the Elders before 
the Throne, did receive Commiſſion from the 

Supream Kiag and Lord, as being his moſt near Privy Coun- 
ſellers, for to put into Office and Government, ſuch in the 
upper Worlds as might be as the Nobles and Principa- 
lities of high degree, in the Heavenly Court. theſe had 
Power and Command given them, to gove!:n and manage 
the Afffaits of the lower Regions of the Deceaſed, who had 
xeference to them on all occaſions, For theſe matters are 
tranſacted and agitated in various,manners, unknown to Mor- 
tals, according to the manifold Wiſdom that is underſtood 
there. For the increaſe and bringiag all into Sabjection and 
Obedience, . for the bringing in and perfecting of Chriſt's 
Kingdom There. For Chrift muſt Reign vill all in thoſe 
Centres be made to know his Supertority. Nay, the Extent 
of this Government of the: Saiats, reaches to the Binding 
a1d Chaining up of Lucifer, and thoſe that are yet under. his 
Juriſdiction, Otherwiſe they 'would make ſtrange diſtur- 
bances and commotions, by invading of the Priviledges 
which are abqve his Sphear, This was made known tome, 
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in order that I might underſtand better what was the pur- 
pole and deſign of the great Jeruſalem King, as to the put- 
ting of this lower World into a new Model of Government 3 
beyond what has been fince Chriſt's time, Hitherto the 
Diabolical Spirit and the Worldly Spirit, have had the Su- 
periority: but it has been ſignified to me that the time of 
this Reign of the Beaſt and ofthe Dragon, is very near expi- 
ring : When Chriſt will bring dowa his Court, and all Power- 
ful Government, here upon Earth. And it ſhall be managed 
by ſuch as he ſhall Depute, by impowering with his own 

' Spirit, expreſsly by which he will at in them as if they 
ſtoed in his very Peifon, It was further propoſed to me, 
that ſome who are alive in this preſent Generation, ſhould be 
Anointed and Seal'd with Power here for, and taken into 
his ſecret Counſel, , At firſt a ſmall known Number; but 
which ſhould dilate and increaſe 'till they were Numberleſs, 
Then was it pronounced in my Ears from the Heavens, Blef- 
ſed are thoſe thar are the firſt Fruits, that go forth to enlighten 
and bear Rule over all the degenerated Plants, that are not 
yet ingrafted into the true Vine. ; 

$. XX[[I, Then was it queried ia,me, (becauſe there was 
yer ſoligtle appearance of this,,) hoy long it might be, before 
This would come to effe&t > The ſoft ſpringing Word, repli- 
ed, that there was already aſfeed of Light ſown, and aa u- 
nited Golden Grain of Fat, which would aſſuredly- put 
.forth their Heads, that thetime of the Lily may be known. 
Oae full Circle of a thouſand Years is already run out, and 
when the full poiat of the ſeventh Hundred Year ſhall be ſu- 

radded to it, then the Thrones and Dominions here below 
ſhall begin to bow and (ſtoop to That Reign and Kingdom, 
which ſhall (by the Spirit ia meek and Holy Souls) be ſet a- 
foot, For knowledge ſhall have a wonderful encreaſe, ſo 
that the Princes and Kings of the Farth ſhall be taken hold of 
thereby, to pramote the Reign of Chriſt; and to throw their

Crowns at His Feet. And a Solomon's Heart ſhall revive again, 

whereby hands will be put to Build up ſuch a Temple, as

$. XXIV. As I was (till conſidering of this great Revolu 

tion how it ſhould be brought about; there was a Lamp'de- 
ſcended from the {even Lamps before the Throne, and: pat 
jato the Hand of a certain Perſon, which did' at firſt fight 
burn but dimly. Then came the Angel of the Love, that 
poured in a Golden Oy], that ſent forth a mighty ſtrong O- 
dour, which immediately made the Lamp burn with ſuch a 
Blaze, dropping Flakes of Light into the Oyl, that cauſed 
many more Lamps to ſpring; which made a good part of 
the Earth look as a bright Heaven. Thea was it ſaid to me, 
This ſhall be the fore-runner whereby the Foundation ſhall 
be laid, for the bright Sun of Righteouſneſs to appear and 
ſhine forth, ia his Temple Body, which is his Spouſe and 
Bride 3 who ſhall not want to:be accompliſhed with all man- 
ner of Gifts and Powers, much more radiant and great than 
whatever yet has been known and declared. All this is t » 
confirm the Viſion of the Mountain of Perazixe, that open'd 
towards the four Corners of the Earth, and tho' ſomewhat 
was for a time \to be ſhut, up from the Unworthy, yet as this 
Bleſſed day (hall approach nearer, permiſſion is given to make 
the States of the Deceaſed inthe inviſible Regions more pube- 
lickly manifeſt: For the Seals that are upon the Book of 
God's wonders mult have their-Day of breaking open. For 
there is a waketfull time, in which thoſe that lye in a dead 
Sleep, ſhall hear the Thunder-cries that. are now upon their 
uttering forth: which ſhall magnifie the Powerful day of the 
Holy Ghoſt. The viſitation of which has been already known 
to ſome. Which is a bindiag Law for ſuch as have received 
of this UnCtion, to ſtand in a readineſs all theſe Prophetical 
Leyings to. obey. From which, O Lord, let not any of th 
zletred 8tones herefrom Swerve, But that they may hold ra 
their Crown tg him, whois the Yea and Amer. July 
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: July 21. 1698. 
or Ere follows another Manifeſtation given forth, which 
- I did not apprehend at the Writing of the former 
* that it would be ſo fully and ſuddenly open'd unto me, 
* But an occaſion was given hereto by ſome Queries of a 
*© choice and elect Stone ſent to me concerning the ſwallow- 
©** ing up of Mortality :in Immortality : Whether or no ſuch 
* a time might not be expegted, whereinthis vile Body mighe 
« know a Tranſlation even ta this Life ? me: 

$. XXV, Which gave me occaſion to introvert and fink 
into the deep Centre of Wiſdom, where I met with various 
Diſcoveries hereupon, from that Inte)ligence that appeared to 
me in the- Figure of a white and bright Dove, having three 
Eyes, from each of which went forth ſparkling Flames. They 
were placed one onthe Breaſt, and one under each Wing. Im- 
mediately this Word was given out, Behold here is the triune 
Eye; Denomioated from the Father, with the Eternal, Wiſ- 
dom, and the So0a concurrivg in the Holy -Spirit. In whom 
has been treaſured up what is now to be. op2n'd and re-. 
vealed, concerning 'the great things that are to:be brought 
forth in this latter Age of the World, For ia whatever Hea:t 
and Mind this holy Dove ſhall-faad-entrance aad- reception, 
i ſhall ' be as; the Heavenly Court and Council wherein 
the divine Wiſdom ſhgll unfold the greateſt of Secrets, as 
vpon:the day :appronching hezeunto they ſhall be expedient 
to be known, There,wyasa' Pxophecy run through we in this 
ſenſe: Whartis:to'be eſtabliſhed for the Foundation ſtructure 
ofitbe:Ttmple Body, is to have .cach Stone this. three» 
fold Eye ofthe Dove tor;their ſceing and eolivening,ſo that by 
{nding forth theft bright Raies, they may draw in ſuch Stones, 
as lye: yet dead: and;Buried in the Earth. For the chief and 
elect Stones that are already Cemented together as in one ac- 
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cord they abide, ſhall generate and 'multiply Spiritual livg 
Stones numerouſly; So that herefrom may be expected the 
Reign of our Emmannel. 

$. XXVlI. The beginning -and method of which was thus 
platform'd out to me, as in the Mount was ſeen inthe threefold 
Court there; in Perſons ſo iadued and qualified to be Pro- 
phets, Prieſts, and Kings 5 which are to be laid as the Fourda- 
tion of that ever Springing Creation, that are bora into a 
State of Eternal Generation. Theſe ſhall know length * of 
Days,as it was in the Patriarchs before the Flood, even to A4e- 
thuſalah's Years. This good old Golden Age will preſage that 
Chriſt has ſet his Foot to Reign upon the Earth ia his Spirit, 
made manifeſt in his Temple-Body, whom he has eſpouſed 
to himſelf as his Bride. Who will riſe and ſhine in her Or- 
namental Gifts and Powers, Cloathed with that flaming 
Robe that the Moth of Corruption cannot eat out. 

XXVII. Soin anſwer to the Query made by that worthy 
Perſon, the ſwallowing up of the outward Body, into an 
immortal Figure of Glory for conſtant manifeſtation and du- 
ration I do not expe to ſee, till the Lord of Glory him- 
ſelf (hall appears then ſuch as are alive atthat day ſhall be 
transfigured inſtantly, and be made like him, for they ſhall 
ſee him as he is. Not but that there may be upon ſome ex- 
traordinary occaſion, a Transfiguration for to give a proof of 
the verity and poſhibility of it, as in the caſe of Chriſt him- 
{elf, but this only tranſient. And further we are to note, 
according as has been ſeen in the clear Glaſs of divine Se- 
crets3 that ſuch of the long-lived Stones as ſhall reach to the 
Patriarcha] Ages, will be found in a more fit capacity to tran- 
ſcend all theſe Bonnds and Limits of numbers of Years, by 
putting on of that Glorified Figure which can never need to 
fear the diminution and alteration of its Beauty and Pex- 
fcRion: as they ſhall bear up 1n the unwavering Faith hereo 
they may hold out till the Perſonal Glory ſhall deſcend ; 
while others that may alſo be Spiritually uaited in the Tem- . 
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ple-Body through doubtfulneſs, and ſenſible feeling of in- 
- irmitiesz with other temptations incident to the Corpo- 
real State, .may not be able to hold out beyond the Mortal 
Lite; but this will no way hinder but that they may maia- 
tain their Spiritual Affinity and Fellowſhip with thoſe others, 
that out-live them in 'the Body : and ſhall be privileged 
more particularly to deſcend with Chriſt, and to rejoice to- 
gether with them in the Nuptial Uaity. Therefore coun- 
{elPd and calld upon, we are to keep up in the Faith and 
ſtrive hard that ſo we may attain the Prize, and.reach the 
Crown Number, each one (tanding in their Lot as it ſhall in 
divine Wiſdom be decreed; and as the meaſuring Line cf 
Life (hall be (tretched out upon them: Having no more to 
do but to watch and wait each one, inthe inward Court of 
a pure Mind. ; 

$. XXVIII. For the confirmation of theſe Prophetical Q- 
penings there is a Sricpture-evidence, as a foregoing and more 
antient Prophecy. As Iſa. 65. 20 There ſhall be no more thence 
an Infant, nor an old Man that hath not filled his days: for 
the Child ſhall dyea Hundred years old, but the ſinner being 
an Hundred years old ſhall be accurſed. Allo verſe 20. as 
the days of a Tree are the days of my People, and mine E- 
lect ſhall long enjoy the Work of their Hands. And 1ſa. 
25.8. He will ſwallow up Death in Vifory, and the Lord God 
ſhall wipe away Tears from off all faces. And laſtly, that 
place, Kew. 20. 6. Bleſſed and holy is he that hath part in the 
rſt ReſurreFion: on ſuch the ſecond Death hath no power, 

but they ſhall be Prieſts of God and of Chriſt, and (ball reign 
with him a thouſand Years. Theſe Scriptures are a plain and 
evident- proof, that ſuch a; State:ſhall be within the . Hol 
Mountain of the Lord, whea it comes;to beeſtabliſhed, as bas 
by. Viſiog:and Prophecy; been hereof.declared,  , - 

* .'. XXIX. Now it may be asked, by. what means and after 
what manner ſhall this ie ought to pals, for in preſent 
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view the higheſt Saints are ſubjeCt to Infirmities, Diſeaſes and 
Death? True it is ſo, and may continue fo to be, till Chriſt 

' who is the Tree of Life ſhall out of the Ground of renewed 
NaturggSpring: Which he will not fail to do 1n {uch as are 
weaned from that forbidden Tree, from whence the Curſe 
and Death hath been drawn in, which is the old poiſoned 
Root, that can only be healed and recovered again to its own 
Original purity, by the Juice and Sap that is offered, moſt 
freely for an EffeQual & Wonderful Transformation ; for you 
muſt know that till there be a perfect State arriyed to, theſe 
two Trees will both be growing in Natures Ground within 
us; and as the Souls propenſion, and feeding is, ſuch Fruitsit 
will bring forth, This runs Paralel with that Repreſentation 
Chriſt gave of himſelf, as the Bread of Life. 5ohw 6. 50. 
This is .the Bread which cometh down from Heaven, that a 
Man may eat thereof, and not die: and more Emphatically 
in the next Verſe, Ifany Man eat of this Bread, he ſpall live 
for ever : So again Verſe 58. Not as your Fathers did eat Man- 
24 and are dead, Now what kind of Eating muſt this be, 
but the very Qinteſlential Spirit of Chriſt, the trae Tree 
of Life drawn into the Soul by the ſtrong attraCtion, of Faith 
and Love. 

$. XXX. Now in order to the true Participation hereof, 
and attaining to the eſſentiality of the ReſurreRion-Life z 
There is a new Inſtitution that has been Commanded and gi- 
ven forth to ſome, that in the Faith and expectation of this 
great Change have waiting been ; the Practice hereof being 
but among a certain Number that have had open'd in them, 
the Myſtery of Chriſt's Reſurrection-Life. That as hitherro 
the Solemnizatian of the dying Lord, has been obſerved un- 
der the-ſuffering State of the Church : - So now upon the new 
Modification, as having the Eye of Faith upon the Reſurretti- 
on-mark, there is a particular Commemoration likewiſe of his” 
Reſurredion, not only perſonally from the Grave, but m_ 
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of his rifing in us out bf our deadly Mold, Celebrating here 
withal the Marriage- Union, as being riſen with, him from 
the Dead: And this Symbol, as it is received Virtually and ' 
Powerfully, incofporates with and infuſes by degrees, That 
which is incorruptible into the outward Body alſo, to make 
it hold out the Race that 1t 1s ſet to run, within the Circle- 
Retga of our great Immanuel. The good influences of this 
Inſtuution hath been experienod in the Partakers hereof, 
as preatly Advantageous for their growth, and floyriſhing to- 
wards this tranſlated Life: So that it may be well worth 
joining. in a high and holy Communion, in this true Love 
and Reſurrection-Feaſt. 

$. XXX1. Now if it be inquired where this Reign of Chriſt, 
in ſuch choice Spirits will firſt appear: It is notlimited or con- 

' fin'd to any Nation or Kingdom, but Perſons out of all Ranks 
and Degrees, high or low, from the Monarch to the meaneſt of 
States, may come to be Sabjects of this Kingdom and Do- 
minion. It is not the Locality of the Place, or Diffe- 
rence of Degree, that can hinder the Combination and 
Entercourſe with the firſt Born from the Dead, and 
with thoſe that are in Joint-Poſſeſſioa with him in his 
Kingdom. If ſo, thea it is no diſtance that can ſeparate the 
Spirits of the Church of the firſt Born here upon this viſible 
Stage: But there will be a ſegſe and knowledge, of the 
State and Condition of each other, how far removed ſoever. 
Several inſtances there are for it, both in Antient Records 
and in preſent experience 3 hence it is that St. Paul being ab- 
ſent, was preſent in Spirit to the Corinthians beholding their 
Order. Nay, further whea this Eſtate ſhallcome to its high Mag- 
nitude, that the Etherial Body ſhall penetrate through the 
Groſſer part, they may walk upon the Waters, or paſs 

®through the Doors, and be, of that ſwift flight, as. to out- 
run the "Chariots and Horſemen. But all of this. we paſs o- 
ver as not knowing the time om this high divine ; __ 
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ſhall be ſet a work, For if the falſe and dark Magicians can 
do marvelous things out of their Centres, much more then 
may the Wonders be brought forth out of the true Origi- 
nal-and Creating power, from the Abyſlal Eternity. Which 
will have their time of Reviving again in this new modell'd 
Reign, as God ſhall move in Nature, and Creature ta this 
laſt Period of time. 

6. XXX[I, Now it remains forther to be conſidered, what 
are the Laws appertaining to this new modell'd State 3 which 
will not Be atter the manner of the old Covenant, written 
in Tables of Stone, which gave not force nor power for O- 
bedierce : for that Law being weak through the fleſh, Chriſt 
became the end of it, and fo is become a fiery Law 1n the Spi- 
rit of Life, ergraven upon the Mind and Heart there Spring= 
ing and Riſing according to the pure. diftate,of the Holy 
Ghoſt. Having reference only to. what ſhall be immediately 
taught from God, asa Fountain (till lowing in. Now asto 
the Particular Laws, I ſhall refer to a Bcok put forth in the 
Year *1695. Entituled the Laws*osf Paradiſe. I Ihalt offer at 
preſent only what is the Sum of them, which is Love to God, 
and Faith ia bim. For this new Creation-State and Life is 
all founded thereupon, and ſo the Building muſt be carried 
on and ſupported by theſe two great Pilijars, from whence 
may be branched forth the manifold Wiſdom, that will from 
the high and Heavenly Court be given out. For as it is 
there, ſo it muſt be hcre: that the principal Elders in the 
Love aad Faith, as they are deputed to bear Rule and Go- 

vernment here, ſo muſt they have recourſe to the King of: 
Kings and his Privy- Counſellours,. and ſo derive down and. 
give forth what has been confirmed, and ſealed by Him unto 
thoſe that are under their Juriſdiction. Thus it ſhall be ac- 
cording to whatis mentiond, Job 22. 28. Thox ſhalt alſo de-< 
cree a thing, and it ſhall be Eſtabliſht 10 #hee. Thats, what- 
ever. they -ſhall believe for., as Springing from the root- 
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taw of Life, Chriſt in us, ſhall be fully accompliſht and made 
g00d, Otherwiſe there could be no maintainig this Soves 

raignty and Power, over the contradictions of Spirits, that 

would: ſtill keep up and make oppoſition by their Traditt- 

onal Laws. Which muſt be ſubdued and brought under.to 

theſe high born Spirits, into whoſe hand the ruling Scepter 

is given. The mighty God confiding in tbem, in their Hu- 

mility, Meekneſs and great Wiſdom, for the management of 
this Truſt repoſed in them. 

0. XXX1IL It may further be asked, Whether theſe Chils. - 

dren of the Kingdom ſhall not ſtand in need of the outward 
Accommodations, as may be meet to ſupply and ſupport the 
outward State, and how they ſhall come by them ? It 1s an- 
ſwered there will be a requiring of theſe things, but with a 
very different uſe of them; as 1n the degenerate Life, they 
take their pleaſure and pride in the abuſe of them, making 
them as their Mammon God : which our Lord does caution us, 
was not to beallowed ina Redeemed State, wherein they were 
to take no thought for thele things as the Gemtiles did; © but 

abſolutely to pin our Faith upon the All-ſufficiency, who 
will give the Bleſfling of increaſe to-ſuch as ſhall make them 

only as Steps, which they ſet their foot upon, that they may 
with greater freedom be advancing to a higher Sphear ; as 
having matters of greater Qonſequence to mind, which are the 
manifold, Affairs that appertain to the Government and King- 
dom of Chri& ; which indeed is ſo conſiderable as will drink 
up their, whvle: time, ſo: as' they will have little leiſure to 
mind . Trivial and Tranſitory things. And therefore 'cis not 
to be doubted, but ſuch ſhall have more than enough ; ſo that 
they ſhall not have only for their own uſe, but alſoas Stew- 
axds to.diſpenſe. out of God's Stdek and Store. For this 

- we have.notionly private experience'in manifold, Inſtances 
hereof,,,f9tythe Building upon this | Foundation of Faith, 
but alſo. many, Scripture Propheſies, that muſt have their ful- 
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filling, which is to be expected in ſuch an Age of time, as this 
is which we have.been Treating of; which will be the true 
Solomon's Lily-Dzy. That in the 45 Pſalm, verſe 15. is fo 
conſiderable, 1 cannot but mention it; Azd the Daughter of 
Tyre ſhall be there with a gift, even the rich among the Peo- 
ple ſhall intreat thy favour. Such likewiſe is that [/a. 61. 5, 
6. And ſtrangers ſhall ftqnd and feed your flocks, and the Sons
