HARMONY WITH NATURE 

SOLAR ZODIAC and GALACTIC

Party UFO Study Group of the Hous e of Lords , London in April, to 
the Ps ynetics Foundation, Cos ta Me s a, California in Ma y, to the 
World Future Society conve ntion, Was hing ton, D. C. in June, and' to 
the United State s Ps ychotronic As s ociation conve ntion in Atlanta, 
Ge org ia in July, 1984. 
Los Ange le s  "Time s ", Dec. 15, 1960: "Ame rica s hould beg in fig uring 
out how to mee t  the ps ycholog ical impact of a dis covery that intel­
lig ent be ing s live on other planets • • •  Such a dis covery could bring 
profound changes  or e ve n  collaps e of civilization on earth. • • 

Whether or not earth would be ins pired to an all-out s pace effort 
by s uch a d is cove ry is moot. Societies s ure of their own place in 
the univers e have disinteg rate d whe n confronted by . a s upe rior s o­
ciety and othe rs have s urv ived e ve n  thoug h chang e d. Clearly, the 
better we can come to unde rs tand the factors involve d in res ponding 
to s uch cris e s  the be tter prepare d we may be ." 

Our g overnme nt paid the Brooking s Ins titution of Los Ange les 
$96, 000 for this re port, and s he lved it, only a month before Jack 
Kenne dy was s worn into office . One of its authors was the late Ed-
win Nours e who hims e lf s aw landed Ma rtian Flying Saucers at Edwards 
Air Force B as e ,  California in the s pring of 19.54! -- along with Pre s ­
ident Eis enhowe r and other as s orted VIPs invited the re by the Air Force. --;------ ---- . . - - ·- - . -

But actually I g ot inte re s te d  in Flying Sauce rs in 1949, when 
I read the articles in "True Mag azine" by Ma jor Donald Keyhoe. I 
was living in Honolulu, Hawaii at the time , ·and in radio work. Pro­
bably the mos t s triking of his articles was the interview and pe r­
s onal tes timony of Commander Robert McLoug hlin of the u.s. Navy. He 
was head of a detail of me n at White Sands Proving Ground, New Me xi­
co, s uperv is ing the launching of our firs t primitive rockets -- our 
kinderg arten attempts to get into s pace. 

He and his me n had s e en and tracked g lowing objects trave lling 
horizontally at extreme altitude s ,  ove·r 50 mile s , on a The odolite, . 
a s pe cial, 25-powe r teles cope, with calibrations for figuring alti­
tud e and s peed -- the f irs t official s ig hting s of UFOs , you mig ht 
s ay. The n, while tracking the flight of one of the little Navy rock­
ets , two g lowing objects flew in from s ome where and accompanied our 
rocket up and over the top of its trajectory, then flew away. The 
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only log ical conclus ion was that s omebody was keeping our rocket 
launchings under s urveillance, monitoring what we were doing . 

A PHILOSOPHER- SCIENTIST IN ONE EASY LESS ON 

As far as Commander MCLoug hlin knew there was n't any civiliza­
tion on earth that had that kind of flying equipme nt, obvious ly 
operating out of s ome unknown bas e s omewhere, perhaps overhead. So 
the Navy officer became a s cientis t/philos opher. His conclus ion 
was that extraterres trials were obs erving our firs t attempts to g et 
into s pace. 

This is a conclus i on that orthodox s cience is s till bucking at, 
here in the United States and els e where in the world. Their pride 
will not let them acknowle dg e that there are advanced being s who are 
well beyond us in evolution. Part of that problem i s  that the s e 
s pace travellers dont travel from here to there as we do on the s ur­
face of the earth. They dematerialize at the point of orig in and 
then a few moments later rematerialize at their des tination -- in 
this ins tance, the atmos phere of the earth. This is ps ychic pheno­
mena, materialization and demateri ali zati on or mat and de-mat. Of 
cours e orthodox s cie nce s ne ers at this phenomenon; s o  they have re­
jected from the very beg inning the bas is for belief in the appearance 
of the Good Guys and the B ad Guys from outer s pace , or from other s ys ­
tems . They have no framework into which they can refer what they are 
s eeing , or what other reliable people are reporting . It is s till 
that way today for mos t orthodox s cientis ts . Breakthroug hs are being 
made here and there, of cours e. 

Without trying to draw any particular conclus ions mys elf, I 
s tarted accumulating UFO s ig hting material in 1949. B y  1954 I had 
accumulated a s mall file of it and a few books . I was head of the 
Theos ophical Society i n  Honolulu, a world- wide org anization devoted 
to the s tudy of occult s cience. The advent of the Flying Saucers 
was a proper s ubject for s uch s tudy and I s aid s o  at lodg e meeting s .  

"Why dont you g ive a lecture on Flyi ng Saucers ? "  as ked one of 
the members , and I ag reed; s o  at that time I had to s et down and as k 
mys elf, "Do I belie ve in thes e thi ngs or dont I? " - - and the evi dence 
then indicated thay they we re belie vable. Thus I g ave my firs t lec­
ture on Flying Saucers at the Honolulu Y.W. C. A. , June 27, 1954. Now 
we are approaching the 30th annive rs ary of that firs t lecture. 

The u.s. Navy was my employer at that time, editing and publis h­
ing the hous e org an of the Naval Supply Ce nter, Pearl Harbor. I did 
not have a s ecurity clearance nor need one as editor of the "Center 
Relay" . Other civilians in the command s taff did, however, and one 
of them took me to hi s office -- becaus e I had be en appearing on TV 
for interviews about Flying Saucers - - and showed me a s tandard Navy 
form for reporting UFO s ig hting s , put out by the Atlantic Defens e 
Command, Norfolk, Virginia, as I recall. Here was s ome part of the 
u.s. g overnme nt taking thes e thing s very s erious ly and as king for re ­
ports on them. Since then, of cours e, we have learned that many g ov­
ernment ag encies are involved in this dis turbing phenomenon. 
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I MEET MEMBERS OF THE INNER C IRCLE 

In Augus t 1951 Mrs . Crabb and I came to the mainland on a vaca­
tion trip and fle w down to San Dieg o, California to mee t  the founde r 
of Borderland Scie nce s Res earch As s ociate s , Meade Layne . The re was 
a s e ance at the home of Ma rk Probe rt that nig ht. This was our firs t 
opportunity to mee t  and talk to the Yada di Shi'ite, Profes s or Luntz 
and othe r me mbe rs of the Inne r Circle of 16 s pirit controls who us e d  
Mark's e ntranced body for commun ication. By that time Me ade had bee n 
inve s tig ating Ma rk's me diums hip for s ix ye ars and found it very re­
markable . 

He and othe r vis itors like ours elves found ours e lves talking to 
s ophis ticated human being s  who had no hes itancy about ide ntifying 
thems elve s , and e ve n  s itting for their portraits by Ma rk, who was 
als o an exce llent painte r. He could s ee them clairvoyantly. The 
Controls did not care to ans wer pe rs onal que s tions -- as in re adings 
-- but rather on philos ophy and s cie nce. 

Back in 1946 the re had bee n  a Flying Saucer s ighting ove r San 
Dieg o the nig ht of Oct. 9th. This was nine months be fore the te rm 
became popular in June 1948. This s pace s hip, with running lights 
and no motors or prope lle rs , made a leis urely tour ove r the city 
for s ome time. Hundreds of pe ople s aw it. One re as on was that the y 
we re looking up for the mete orite s howe r from the Giacobini- Zinne r 
come t tail. The earth was s uppos ed to be pas s ing throug h it the n. 

Meade La yne did not s ee the UFO but Ma rk Probert did, from a 
window of the downtown hotel where he was working at the time, and 
told our founde r-director about it. Me ade put an ad in the pape r 
and received ove r 40 replies from pe ople who s aw s omething unus ual 
in the s ky�that nig ht but came up with all kinds of differe nt e x­
planations of what it was be caus e they could not ide ntify it. So 
he turned to Ma rk the next day and as ke d for a s e ance. To his s ur­
pris e ,  the Controls s aid the Vis itor was a Kareeta from oute r s pace! 
They we re he re to obs erve the plane t and its pe ople .  They we re e s­
pecially conce rned about the deve lopme nt of the atom bomb and its 
threat to mankind, and had de cided to reve al the ms e lve s on a wide 
s cale . Mr. La yne playe d his part in this re velation by re porting 
the incident, and the Inne r Circle e xplanation, in his Round Robin 
Journal of B orderland Res e arch. I have bee n  e diting and publis hing 
it mys e lf now for 25 years - - s ince 1959 whe n I took ove r. 

THE GUARDIANS FROM VENUS 

It s hould not be s urpris ing that there are Flying Saucer contac­
tee s in our organization. One of the more talente d of thes e was a 
mechanical e nginee r for one of the big rubbe r companie s in Ohio, Ralph 
Holland. He was told that his home planet is Ve nus . Thus he had 
s trong ties with the Ve nus ian Viknors , the major inte rplane tary race 
mos t directly concerne d with the we lfare of mankind on this plane t. 
In 1952, unde r the pe n name Rolph Te lano, Holland s e nt Me ade Layne 
a body of material about the patrol activity of the Viknors , and 
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their res pons ibility for protecting the planet from being taken over 
by the Bad Guys from outer s pace. 

"Us ually they are intercepted and turned back at the outer limit s 
of the s olar s ys tem, " Ralph Holland was told. 

THOS E MYSTERIOUS , GIGANTIC ANTI- MATTER EXPLOS IONS 
What about thos e Invaders who are not intercepted and turned 

back? Are they ruthles s ly hunt ed down and s hot down ? I believe s o. 
We have a picture of one. This hug e s pace s hip was s een flying 
wildly over the Midwes t in 1947. To me that indicates evas ive action. 
It finally blew up wit h a tremendous r oar over Norton, Kans as , at an 
es timated altit ude of 35 miles . The explos ion was s o  g reat it cracked 
the walls of buildings , broke windows , cracked the pavement in the 
s .treets of Norton, and was heard and felt in s ix s t ates . 

Years earlier there was a s imilar tremendous explos ion of a s pace 
s hip over Madrid, Spain, February 10, 1897. I believe Charles Fort 
dug this one up the Madrid papers . "Debris fell, walls cracked, win­
dows s mas hed. For five hours a g lowing cloud of debris hung over the 
city where the thing exploded. " The Madrilenos panicked. 

Then there was the Tung us ka s o-called meteorit e of 1908. Some­
thing like an atomic bomb exploded over the Siberian for es t  and 
flattened all trees within fifty miles . The s hock wave went around 
the world three times . People out s ide at the t ime of the explos ion, 
45 miles away, had their clothes blown off. But Capt. Bruce Cathie 
of New Zealand obtained information that a s pace s hip was s een fly­
ing a cours e before the explos ion which indicates to me ag ain, eva­
s ive action. The accompanying picture indicates that, from Cathie's 
book, "Harmonic 695" . 

There are more, lots mor e, but no earthly s cientis t can g ive us 
an intellig ent explanation for thes e tremendous explos ions . The only 
was we can g et information on them is throug h telepathy, mediums hip. 
It is not s ur pris ing that thes e advanced being s ar e mas ters of tele­
pathy. They are as far above us in communicatimability as we are 
above the native jung le drums of Africa, or the s moke s ig nals of t he 
American Indian. Think how far we ar e above them in our electronic 
equipment, but They can and do make us e of our ps ychic abilities . 
This is the only way we can g et information -- outs ide of dir ect con­
fr ontation -- and it happens . It happens . 

I think one of the bes t evidences of the pres ence of the Guardians 
is the s pectacular s ucces s of the Apollo prog ram. We haven't los t a 
man in s pace! How many Rus s ian cos monauts have been los t? 101 15? 
20? -- but not one Apollo as tronaut -- except the three who were burned 
in the caps ule on the launch platform at Cape Canaveral. I believe 
the only reas on it went as well as it did was becaus e the Guardians 
were helping and g uiding us , in the cons truction and tes ting of equip­
ment, in the earlier prog rams , and in the f lights to the Moon and back • . 

John Glenn g ot pict ures of accompanying Flying Saucers ; s o  did Scott 
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Carpenter . This is some of the best evidence for the r eality of 
the Flying Saucers and the presence of the Guardians. They want us 
to succeed. They want us to free our selves from this planet. As 
Jack Kennedy said the day before he was killed in Dallas, "Never more 
to be bound to this planet, Earth�. 

I believe that is one of the reasons he was assassinated. The 
space prog ram threatens to free us from control, from organizations 
and ins titutions here on earth who dont want us to be free from their 
contr ol. "Powers ,  thrones and principalities" as Paul called them. 

WHY DONT THEY LAND ON THE WHITE HOUSE LAWN? 
One of the early contactees was Dan Fry, an eng ineer. Here ag ain, 

telepathy, during hi s one flig ht and later messag es from Alan, who 
helped to g uide him in his UFO researches back in the 1950s . One of 
the first questions Dan as ked was , "Why dont you land on the White Hous e 
lawn and show your pres ence? " 

Telepathically Alan replied, "If we did we would be immediately 
surrounded by your military . We would be ques tioned for days , for 
weeks as to why we were here and what our purpos e was , and then your 
military would want to make a deal with us. We would have to trade 
our superior weapons for thei r cooperation. " 

Furthermore, if the Rus s ian leaders found out about the contact 
and possible cooperati on of the s pace ali ens , their mi litary would 
start a preemptive war before we could make such weapons tactical. 
People little realize how delicate is the balance of power between 
Russia and the United States. 

At the ti me Dan Fry was receiving and releasing his messag es, 
I was working for the Navy at Pear l Harbor and was acquainted with 
an officer who had just finished a tour of duty at the Pentag on in 
Washing ton, D. C. I asked him about the results from a "landing of 
Flying Saucers on the White House lawn" and he said that was exactly 
what would happen. Our military would want to make a deal with the 
aliens and it would precipitate a great war. 

This is one of the major r easons the Guardians cannot .. land 
openly. The world is an armed camp, with their hig h morals and 
ethics they are not interested in taking part in our endless con-­
flicts. If the Guar dians tried to deal directly with Reag an in wash­
ing ton, or Marg aret Thatcher in Eng land, or Mitterand in Fr ance, or 
Chernenko in Russia, they would be dealing with nations that are ma­
king billions every year in the manufactur e and sale of munitions. 
In fact, our president and secretar y of state are s ales men for the 
thr ee billion a year munitions industry. That's the pr oblem, is it 
not? 
THERE IS ONLY ONE SOLUTION 

There is only one person in the world with whom the Guardians 
could deal dir ectly and without precipitating a war, and that 
is the Secretar y General of United Nations. He represents all 
nations. The solution would be for a Flying Saucer to enter the land-
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ing pattern at John F. Kennedy Airport on Long Is land, by pre­
arrang ement, and land openly in the daylig ht, with Perez de Cuellar, 
his wife, and other officials of the United Nations ready to welcome 
the arrival of the fir s t ambas s ador from the Interplanetary Confedera­
tion. Then they s hould all r ide in limous ines from the Airport in to 
United Nations headquarters in New York c ity, with televis ion camer as 
from many nations covering the event for the world. 

This is the way outer s pace contact s hould be handled. I per s on­
ally am looking forward to the day when it does happen. Thes e are 
my conclus ions after thirty years of covering this s ubject. 

CONFIRMATION FROM AN INS IDER 
Ten or 15 years ag o, in a community r oom of a church in Mes a, 

Arizona, I g ave an illus trated lecture on Flying Saucer s . An old 
friend, the late Neva Dell Hunter, was in the audience. She had g ov­
ernment connections in Was hing ton. I believe her father was an of­
ficial in the g overnment back in the 1930s . She had with her a mili­
tary man in civvies , a colonel as I recall. He looked the type, erect, 
neat, brown hair s hot with grey, clos e-cut. 

"About ten years ag o I lis tened to a tape recording of a lecture 
on Flying Saucers you g ave in Hollywood. I wis h I knew all you know 
about them, " he s aid. "The cras hed UFO in northern Mexico in 1949. 
It was n't as larg e as you s aid it was -- only 33 feet in diameter, 
and we us ed three different cr ews of men to trans port it in to the 
United States . "  

Her e was an official of the U. S. g overnment treating me as an 
ins ider, one "in the know". I s uppos e one cr ew of s oldiers broug ht 
the UFO to the border. A s econd crew probably hauled it to Kans as , 
and a third crew to a hang ar of the ATIC (Air Technical Intellig ence 
Command) at Wrig ht-Patters on Air For ce Bas e in Ohio; and no one in 
the thir d crew knew what it was covered up on the truck, or where it 
came from. 

This is the mos t s ecret s ecret .our g overnment has , and this 
"s ilence policy" has g one unchang ed -- and unchalleng ed publicly 
thr oug h s ix chang es of adminis tration! . Ther e is a g ood reas on for 
it. All of our ins titutions, s acred and s ecular, political, econo­
mic, relig ious , s cientific, ar e bas ed on the false as s umption that 
this is the only inhabited planet in the univers e. This is jus t not 
true. But if the great majority of the people come to fully realize 
this , then thes e ins titutions will be dis credited and g o  down. It 
will be the end of civilization as we know it now. 

This is the reas on why the Guardiana -- and the I nvaders -- r e­
frain fr om coming in publicly and in great numbers -- unles s They 
are forced to by the s tart of an all-out atomic war. This they can 
stop r eal fast by turning off our electricity -- which was not done 
to another p,lanet in our Solar Sys tem, Maldek1 which g ot into the 
"armed camp' situation we are in today but was not interfered with. 
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Their planet did blow up, between Mars and Jupiter, and the asteroids 
are still orbiting there, over a thousand of them. One of the largest 
is our Moon, we are told, and when Astronaut Armstrong landed there in 
1969 it was said that he had "returned to the scene of the crime", the 
crime of sabotaging a planetary school room. 

Now it is a universal law that advanced beings of one civiliza­
tion do not interfere with the evolution of another civilization. 
This has been dramatized for us many times in the Star Trek TV ser­
ies;but other planets do not want to be disturbed by the results of 
our suicidal course, and apparently appealed successfully to a higher 
authority. They have the right -- and the might! -- to interfere 
this time! 

THE UNFORTUNATE PLANET OF THE F IFTH ORBIT 

Consider this message received, through the Ouiji board, by the 
Williamson group in Prescott , Arizona, August 17, 1952: "I am Zo. 
I am head of a Mars contact group but my home is Neptune. • • Earth 
is backward, too many wars • • •  We are here to warn you. If there 
is dissension among you we will not contact you. Be calm and quiet! 
We have only love for all men. We hold certain councils on Uranus. 
We must now decide what to do about your planet Earth. Your bombs 
will destroy universal balance. Your Hydrogen bomb could make an as­
teroid belt out of you. This happened many years ago to planet of 
the fifth orbit. We knew what they were doing but we did not inter­
fere. 

"We cannot stand by and see another waste. After their destruc­
tion there were terrible disasters on Mars. Great volvanic eruptions 
took place. Many of our people perished. We would have been thrown 
out of the Solar System and lost if we had not quickly constructed 
two artificial satellites. Some of your scientists have not ed that 
Phobos and Deimos reflect too much light to be made of earthy sub­
stance. They are right. They are metallic in nature. They readjusted 
our unstable condition and saved a planet," 

It is significant -- and very disturbing to orthodox science -­
that Johnathan Swift wrote an accurate description of Mars' two arti­
ficial satellites in his book, "Gulliver's Travels " ,  in 1726. This 
was 150 years before they were seen by astronomers! How did Swift 
get the information? By telepathic contact with advanced beings from 
outer space, how else? 

The souls of those failures from Ma ldek -- and they were failures, 
millions of them -- were dumped here on Earth to go through the same 
experience all over again. There are a lot of failures here from other 
Systems. One of the teachers of mankind through Alice Bailey, the Ma s­
ter DK, wrote that the scum of the Galaxy is gathered togethere here 
on Earth. Maybe this is why the great Irish playwrite, George Bernard 
Shaw, observ ed: "The world is an insane asylum and we're all inmates. " 
We are here for rehabilitation; so it shouldn't be surprising to find 
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oblique references to this planetary blow-up in Western literature 
and the fact that Maldekians are here on earth. We found one in the 
writings of George Gordon, Lord Byron. 

MANFRED FROM MALDEK 

Byron was a Scotch Lord back in the late 18th Century. He was 
also a student of occult science, a Cabalist, no doubt; for there 
in his dramatic poem, "Manfred", is a description of a magickal 
ceremony performed in a Swiss chalet high in the mountains, on a dark 
and stormy night. Beings of the Elements came to his call. If they 
came in full form to talk to him he must have had a materializing 
medium handy. How I would like to have been in on this, especially 
when Lucifer showed up, last? 

"The Star which rules thy destiny 
Was ruled 'er earth began, by me. 
It was a world as fresh and fair 
As 'er revolved around sun and air. 
Its course was free and regular. 
Space bosomed not a lovelier star. 
The hour arrived and it becam e 
A wandering mass of shapeless flame, 
A pathless comet and a curse, 
The menace of the Universe. 
Still rolling on within a force 
Without a sphere, without a course, 
A bright deformity on high 
The monster of the upper sky. 
And thou beneath its influence born, 
Thou worm, whom I obey and scorn. 
Forced by a power which is not thine 
And let'lt thee to make thee mine! 
Forced for this moment briefly to descend 
Where these weak spirits round thee bend 
And parly with a thing like thee. 
What wouldst thou, child of clay, with me?" 

There•s a veiled reference to Maldek, I believe, written by one 
who's soul knew its planet of origin, even if the personality didn't. 
When "Manfred" was published in London in 1817, the first printing of 
20, 000 copies sold out the first day! And now we are faced with the 
same kind of Judgment Day crisis here on this planet. How many will 
pass? About 6 0%, according to figures released by the Theosophical 
Society; and 40% will fail. 

THE LUNAR MAF IA 

Now a word about the Bad Guys, the Men in Black, who are most 
appropriately called the Lunar Mafia because that appears to be their 
home base -- as well as the interior of the earth. We are told their 
major exit and entry point is at the South Pole, in Flying Saucers 
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which can travel as fast as 3, 000 miles per hour, we are told. They 
have a way of appearing to contactees and scaring the hell out of 
them, or anyone who has a fragment of a Flying Saucer or a good pic­
ture of one. 

THE "UNIFORM'' OF INTERNATIONAL D IPLOMACY 

Often they appear at a contactee's door dressed very formally, 
black topcoat with velvet collar, homburg hat, black suit and shoes, 
swarthy complexion, slightly slanted eyes, and poor English. Other 
times they may appear in the uniform of an Air Force or other military 
officer -- of course the unwelcome visitor might be a normal earthian, 
a government agent, wearing whatever masquerade seems suitable for 
the occasion. 

"Hand over the picture, or else! " 
If the contactee or researcher refuses to hand over the picture 

or artifact, he may be kidnapped and wake up the next day or a few 
hours later with a black eye and the evidence gone. 

Here is what Flying Saucer researcher John Keel has to say about 
the Men in Black: "They are the intelligence arm of a large and pos­
sibly hostile group. They move in immediately on terrestrials who 
have been contacted by other groups. Their main purpose is to dissuade 
individuals from continuing to accept further contacts. To achieve 
this they often issue stern warnings, threaten the well-being of chil­
dren belonging to the contactee, threats of one kind or another, de­
liberate near attempts to kill the contactee. He may go to bed at 
night and wake up smelling gas in the house, go to the kitchen and 
find all the burners on. By whom?" 

During Keel's investigations back in the 1960s a woman called him 
at his home. "The Men in Black are out in front of my house, " she 
said. "They have set up a camera and are taking pictures of the house. " 
Then they folded up their camera, got back into -- or disappeared 
into--their black limousine and drove away. Some of their actions are 
totally inexplicable to us. 

One night Keel was following one of their black Cadillac sedans 
on Long Island. Usually the license plate has three Xs on it. Sud­
denly the car disappeared from in front of him and was behind him! 
Their mastery of matter appears to be complete. They can appear and 
disappear anywhere in any form they choose. In our slides we have 
copies of photos taken by Flying Saucer skeptic Jim Moseley, of the 
typical black Cadillac sedan, parked in front of the home of a re­
searcher in New Jersey. The Man in Black is standing in the doorway 
of a house or store across the street, watching the researcher's 
home. This went on a for a week! The researcher's wife, Mary Robin­
sane, became so frightened she refused to stay home while her husband 
was at work and went to stay at neighbors.

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THE CHALLENGE OF THE FLYING SAUCERS 

When Commodore Perry sailed his side-wheel er gunboat into 
Tokyo bay in 1854, he chal lenged the Japanes e to come o ut of their 
sel f - imposed is olation of o ver 200 years and j oin the community 
o f  nations. One liberal Japanes e shogun was as sas s inated for ad­
vocating government recognition of the aliens from overs eas . Never­
theles s ,  a rebel l ion was started . It turned into a revolution, 
the military- religious o l igarchy of the Shoguns and the Buddhis t  
p riests was overthrown, the Emperor Meij i was res to red t o  power, 
Japan got a parliamentary for,m of government, it embraced the ad­
vanced technologies f rom the West - - and look at Japan today! 

This is the challenge of the Flying Saucers from outer space 
t oday . Can the civil ized nations .af the world adap_t to the advanced 
technologies - - and the phi losophies - - of the Guardians and the 
Invaders? Must we have a revo lution to throw off the shackles of 
the Mll itary- l�dustrial- Rel igious Oligarchies which run us at a 
profit today? 

Many people would welcome the change. Look at the logical 
s equence . For 200 years we have had the United States . There is 
the British United Kingdom . There is the Unicn of Soviet Socialist 
Republics . There are the Estados Unidos do Brasil,  de Mexico, the 
United Provinces of Canada, etc . We have taken the next step in 
human evol ution for this planet, the Unit ed Nations, world govern­
ment .

But the advanced beings coming here from outer space dare not 
land openly at any o f  the capitals of the maj or nations , Peking, 
Moscow, Washington, London or Paris . If they landed in Washington 
and the Rus sians found out about it, they would s tart a war �edi­
ately before we could put advanced technology of that kind into tac­
tical weapons . This is how delicately balanced our civilization is . 
And if great space ships were known to land in Moscow, the Pentagon 
would start a preemptive war with Rus sia bef ore the Rus sians could 
incorporate outer space technology into their weapons sys tems. The 
only solution to the problem is public contact with the S ecretary 
General of the United Nations .  He is the only person on earth who 
represents all the nations, where a contact could be openly made with 
out starting a war.  

Of course that Brookings Ins titution report says, in effect, 
that it would mean the end of civil ization as we know it ; but our 
civilization is coming to an end anyhow . The question is: Are we 
going out with a bang or a wh�per ? Great changes are coming . Are 
we going to wait until we are kicked down the road of evo lution? 
Or are we going to march forward vo luntari ly ? That is what lays be­
fore mankind now and we have only a few years in whi�h to decide . 

Here is a comparatively recent example of Guardian patro l acti­
vity, from South America . Why wasn ' t  this a page one story in the 
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Los Angeles "Times" and other metropol itan dailies across the coun­
try? Probably because the wire services have strict government or­
ders not to carry such news stories! 

THE BOLIVIAN UFO CRASH OF MAY 6, 1978 
I quote now from my Journal of Borderland Research , January- Feb­

ruary 1979 is sue , reviewing Larry Arnold ' s  article in "UFO Report" 
f or January 1979: At the southernmost tip of Bol ivia in a country 
famed f or embracing the ancient and stil l - enigmatic ruins of Tihuan­
aco along the shores of Lake Titicaca , lies the political Department 
of Tarij a • • •  the most inacessible of the nation's nine Departments . 

"Juan Orozco , a woodcutter living in the frontier of the Argen­
tine border and Tarij a ,  Bol ivia , was with friends when a loud whist­
ling noise interrupted their work . They looke up. Orozco later to ld 
the Buenos Aires newspaper ' Clarin ' , and suddenly ' something appeared 
f lying about 120 meters high. It was surrounded by flames . After­
wards we heard a thunder that made us tremble. Our ears ached!. 

"A few mi les and several minutes across the border was was the 
smal l  mining village of La Mamora , s ituated in the midst of a moun­
tainous , woodsy and scantily populated area typical of Tarij a. At 
4: 30 p,m. on the same afternoon the community ' s stagnant tranquil ity 
was pierced by a ' loud and high-pitched whistle ' .  Heads turned and 
eyes strained to f ind the source of the shril l  s ound . 

"They didn ' t have far to look . No more than 90 meters (300 feet) 
above them was an astounding s ight: a metallic cyl inder that glistened 
' more than if i t  were chrome ' and sparkl ing with reddish orange l ights . 
Its front end had a conical shape and bluish smoke was pouring from 
the back . 

"The strange aeroform was moving so s lowly - - only about 220 
miles per hour -- that many of LaMamora ' s  900 res ident s , including 
four mining engineers and the chief of the Bolivian Nati onal 
Guard , had time to examine the and noisy descent . No win­
dows , doors or other structural details could be seen . The obj ec·t 
res embled more than anything else a s lowly fal ling chrome-plated ar­
til lery shell 13 feet in diameter and 2 0  feet long. And its ' target ' 
appeared to be El Taire , a peak approximately 12 miles away! 

"Three minutes and 15 seconds after the fiery device was first 
heard above LaMamora , its j ourney ended against El Taire as ' an in­
tens e flash of light too place leaving several people momentarily 
blinded ' .  This tremendous glow (or firebal l )  was seen throughout a 
radius of 93 miles from the point of impact - - a distance encompas ­
s ing more than 900 square miles . 

"Seconds after the crash, a gigant ic exp los ion occurred on the 
s ide of El Taire . The shock wave broke windows 45 miles 
away and was heard throughout square miles of west central 
S outh America. Two ear- spl itting sounds , a bl inding flash of light , 
and a glas s - s hattering sonic wave - - yet the res idents of the Royal 
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Cordillera were not yet spared all the devastating effects of the 
mysterious object's �pact on El Taire. The detonation was �ediately 
followed by a type of rumbling even more fearful, an earthquake! 

"The quake registered in a very extensive area of 75,477 square 
miles --almost the size of the State of South Dakota. The Argentine 
cities of Oran and Tartagel, south and southeast respectively from 
El Taire were shaken, and the seismic force was so strong that move­
ment in the earth was perceived in cities as far as 165 miles away. 
Pedro Romaniuk, an Argentine UFO investigator, states that Aguas Blan­
cas, a town 400 miles away in Chile, also registered the force of the 
earth reeling from the impact of the projectile. 

IT WAS NOT A METEOR OR A SATELLITE! 
"What was this devastating missile seen and heard by thousands 

of South Americans? •• most meteors streak toward earth at 32,000 
to 47,000 miles per hour ••• these velocities are not even remotely 
close to the 220 mph reported by the eyewitnesses ••• Furthexmore 
the shiny projectile's. extremely shallow of descent, 27° to the hori­
zon, is practically impossible for a meteor whose parabolic trajectory 
becomes increasing�yvert1ca.l (90° to the horizon) as it nears the 
earth's surface ••• government agencies and the press in Bolivia and 
Argentina soon discounted the satellite hypothesis. 

"The consensus among the hundreds of persons who viewed the ob­
ject, including those who saw it actually crash, was that 'the arti­
fact was intelligently coiiiD&Dded towards the base·Qf El Taire. The 
observers. believed the accident was not casual but intentional. • • 

AD interesting sidelight to the explosion is that along with the silvery 
projectile a second body, noticeably smaller, closely followed the 
cylinder. After the crash, the smaller partner was seen to fly--away� 
from the scene!" 

Evidence of patrol activity by someone, obviously. I say the 
Guardians of our planet. An Invader from outer space, perhaps from 
outside the Solar System, hunted down and forced to self-destruct 
against a remote mountainside. This aspect of the Flying Saucer phen­
omenon has always been ignored or covered over by Air Force propa­
gandists --such as J. Allen Hynek; but this was one of the major 
points put forward to the Secretary General of the United Nations in 
the 1960s, U Thant, by Co� Von Keviczky: there are both Good Guys 
and Bad Guys in outer space, and the Bad Guys represent a threat to 
our civilization. 

Let us not forget the remaining evidence of the El Taire explo­
sion. The fre.sh crater was 1,300 feet deep, 1,600 feet wide and al­
most a mile long. There was no debris! Over 10 million cubic yards 
of granite dematerialized! Vanished-! Anti-matter1 Lack of "incr�in­
ating evidence" of sky explosions of Flying Saucers is another charac­
teristic of the results of research in this most fascinating and dis­
turbing science field. They usually disintegrate caopletely. 
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THI INVADERS, WHO All THSY7 AND WHYl 
Solar sys tems run down, burn out, planets too . ·The beings on 

the planets use up the water and air ;  s o  eventual ly it becomes un­
inhabitable, l ike our �on . The Planetary Logos or Spirit withdraws . 
Perhaps they get tired, l ike we do, only on a larger scale .  There 
are beings on that planet who have not finished their human-level 
e volution - - but they have mastered space travel ! So they are fan­
ning out through nearby solar syst ems ,  constellations, gal axies , 
looking for a new home . 

This is true of certain of the s pace bei ngs who are coming here . 
We dont cal l  .them Guardians, we cal l  them Invaders! They are behind 
us in evolution because they are an ·elemental ,  reptile or animal type 
of evoluti on .  They dont have a s oul as we do, an ium9rtal vehicle 
of consciousnes s  which survives death of the body . Some of them are 
egg-born reptiles . They dont know their parent s . They have no heart, 
no circulating blood which gives human warmth, love .  So f rom our 
point of view they are utterly without mercy . They have no human feel­
ings of compassion and s ympathy, 8Dd s ome are so ugly they dont dare 
show themselves to us mmuns or we ' d run screaming through the night . 
Maybe they look l ike_crocodiles walking on two l egs -- and yet they 
have intelligence.-- or intel lect -- enough to bui l d and f ly space­
craft .  They have mastered space travel and might be caopared to 
rats deserting a s inking s hip. Earth,.at the 3-D l evel appears to 
be one of the most desirable planets tn s everal o�-many s olar systems . 
It still has plenty· of air, water and vegetation .  Obviously 
dont want an al l -out atomic war which would make the surface un n­
habitable. What they do want, s ome of them, is to return the human . 
race to Stone Age conditions more s uitable f or their level of invol-u­
tion .  This, of course, is against the forward-moving, evoluti onary 
plan of the Solar Logos as I unders tand it. 
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THE TUNGUSKA METEORITE, SO-CALLED, OF 1908 

Seventy- five years ago in Russia there was another UFO explosion 
which has intrigued Flying Saucer researchers; and, like the May 1978 
blast in Bo livia, it was in a remote part of the world, the frozen 
wastes of Siberia, where it would to the least damage to humans and 
their habitations. Forest trees were laid f lat for a radius of 40 
miles or more from the blast site. Here again, the missi le from space 
did not fal l  in an increasingly steep trajectory like a meteor - - or 
a spent artil lery she ll - - but in comparatively horizontal, low level 
flight, obviously under control of -some kind. After reading Russian 
data on the "meteorite", here are Capt . Bruce Cathie ' s  conclusions, 
in his book "Harmonic 695.,: 

" • • •  it approached from a southerly directi on and, when it 
reached a latitude of 58° , it suddenly decided to alter course ; it 
veered off to the east for 20 mi les or so, whereupon it changed direc­
tion yet again, executing a sharp turn west-north-west, just before 
impact which wiped out in a f lash mil lions of trees in the surrouding 
forest area . • • That leasves only one conclusion to a logical mind: 
the obj ect, whatever it was, was under the contro l of some sort of in� 
telligence ; and the point of impact was not a matter of chance - -
it was careful ly pre- ordained or pre- calculated. This leads me to 
conclude that what flew over Siberia that day long ago was either a 
space ship which blasted something into the Grid at that particular 
point, or else a control led missile which was exploded in the area 
for some def inite purpose." 

And that purpose, in my o pinion, was to protect us from an Inva­
der or Intruder from outer space .  To me, the erratic f l ight of the 
UFO before impact suggests evasive action, flight from hot pursuit 
by the patro l craft of the Guardian Viknors. The pursuing Flying 
Saucer need not have been visible to ground observers there in Siber­
ia, but its effectiveness-is obvious. I wonder if the EL Taire UFO 
explosion was also on one of Capt. Cathie ' s  world grid lines? 

THE WESTPORT, NZ ClASH OF 1955 
Speaking of New Zealand, Cathie's home country, reminded me of 

this significant news clip from the Honolulu, Hawaii "Star Bul letin" 
of March 30, 1955 . It comes from the paper ' s  reporter, Edwin Gold, 
in Mangaia, the Cook Islands: "Even in this remote part of the South 
Pacific, news of ' f lying saucers ' is received with interest. And the 
latest report has caused some alar,m here. The Cook Islands are under 
the trust and jurisdiction of New Zealand and New Zealand is the 
nearest source of world news. Recently (Feb. ·1, 1955) the town of 
Westport , on the western side of the South Island of New Zealand, 
reported a visitation by an ' object' seen coming in from the ocean, 
which somewhat resembled the flying saucers. 

"As the object moved in toward land, it looked like a large 
torpedo united to a smaller , the large section leading. The obj ect 
was last seen heading toward a high mountain range behind Westport 
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and then s uddenly there was an explosion which shook the entire region 
and an enormous column of smoke ros e from the mountainside . No ex­
p lanation has been made by officials in Wes tport as to the facts . One 
theory is that a war weapon, being experimented on elsewhere in the 
world, got out of control, cross ed the wide Pacific and hit the New 
Zealand motmtainside ." 

HOT PURSUIT IN THE AMERICAN MIDWEST 

Yes ,  we have incontrovertible evidence of hot pursuit of an in­
UFO here in the United States, and the success _.of that pol ice 

was vis ible and audible to thousands of people in at least 
f our states ! The data on the 1948 aerial explosion is in the caption 
of the accompanying photo.  The noted English col lector of Forteana 
and UFO res earcher, Harol d T .  Wilkins, devotes a couple of paragraphs 
to this one in his book "Flying Saucers on the Attack", published by 
C itadel Pres s ,  New York, 1954: " • • •  a terrific explosion in the sky 
over Kansas rocked bui ldings, broke windows , and did damage over a 
wide area of Kansas, Nebras ka and Oklahoma . On that day, Feb. 1 8, 1948 
a bal l  of fire exp loded over Norton, Kansas and a blue-white cloud, 
the result of the explos ion, was visible for hours and was photographed.  

"The explos ion was so abnormal that it was seen in six states: 
Texas , New Mexico, Oklahoma, Nebraska and Col orado . The authorities 
at Chamberlain Observatory, Univers ity of Denver, were positive it 
was no meteor, and they knew of no astronomical phenomena to explain 
it . This strange sphere of fire was seen over two towns in Oklahoma 
and its speed was reckoned at 600 miles per hour, too s l ow for a meteor, 
which moves mi les in a second. There was first a terrific blast of an 
explos ion that shook buil dings with the force of an earthquake . .The 
blast was f ol lowed by a roar of appalling character that lasted ten 
seconds . Then there appeared, at what was calculated to be 35 miles 
high in the sky, a s trange blue cloud that roll ed and bel l ied forth 
like a monster dragon in extremis! Two hours later a B 2 9  bo�ber ap­
peared and circled under the area of the cloud until sunset . "  

The death throes of a mortal ly wounded dragon . Was Wilkins 
close to the truth of the type of Invaders who were f lying the expl o­
ded Saucer? Egg-born serpents from a line of evolution highly evolved 
but quite different from the human? Yet walking erect on two legs ? 

"There is no confirmat-ion of the reports from two other B 2 9  
pilots that, before the appalling expl osion, they had seen a long, 
cylindrical, shining metal proj ectile with a shiny nose, and a ter­
rific burst of flame at its rear end, " continues Wilkins. "This 
amazing proj ectile was said to have had the prodigious length of 10 
miles and to have travelled 1800 miles per hour ! Truly an incredibl e 
s tory • • •  Had some mysterious cosmic visitant met with a terrible 
accident ? Whatever this phenomenon was ,  there came reports that it 
t ravelled erratical ly before the explosions and in a way no meteor 
would do. • • " _ 

So we offer the opinion that it was trying in vain to evade the

ELECTRIC VAMPIRISM 

We can divide the Bad Guys into two general groups: the Invaders 
f rom outer space who are the source of what we would cal l  Cosmic Evil, 
and the Invaders from inner space who are a source of Planetary Evi l ; 
and these latter apparently have as much right to.be here as we have, 
the ones we cal l  the Lunar Mafia . The j ournal is t  and Flying Saucer 
skeptic John G. Ful ler was forced to recognize their presence when dig­
ging for material in New Hampshore in October 1965 . The Jalberts in 
Fremont lived near highpower lines . We quote from his book, " Incident 
At Exeter": " Joseph had recently noticed a reddish , cigar- shaped ob­
j ect high in the sky , over the power lines . It hovered there motion­
less for several mintues - - exactly how many he did not know because 
he was so absorbed in watching it . After a considerable length of 
time a reddish-orange disc emerged apparently from ins ide the obj ect 
and began a s low , erratic descent down toward the power lines .  As it 
reached a point within a quarter mile of them it leveled off, then 
moved over the wires unti l  it reached a point several hundred feet away . 
It then descended s lowly until it reached a few feet above the lines . 
Then a silvery , pipe- like obj ect came down from the bas e  of the disc 
and actually touched the lines, remaining there for a minute or so. 

"The protuberance then s lowly retreated into the body of the ob­
j ect, and it took off at cons iderable speed and rej oined the cigar­
shaped obj ect and disappeared inside it . 

" Joseph ' s  mother had not seen this but had obs erved a s imilar oc­
currence some 20 miles away, near Manchester .  The only difference in 
their descriptions was that the protrus ion extending down from the ob­
j ect she observed was reddish rather than s ilver colored . Joseph was 
very reluctant to bring this sighting up . His younger brother had prod­
ded him into tel l ing about it ; and when we asked why he was hesitant, 
he told us that the whole thing looked too scary ; and he did not l ike 
to talk aboit it. ' It ' s  the first t�e I ' ve s een one of these things 
touch anything , '  he said , ' and it happened so near to me I really tried 
to put it out of my mind . ' . 

Intuitively , Joseph sensed the menace in the unwelcome pres ence 
of these non-human, elemental types , steal ing electricity ; so it is 
not surpris ing that he was disturbed to where he did not want to talk 
about it . Fuller was not and he remained skeptical until the great 
blackout of November 9, 1965 . Then he went back over his over 200 
pages of notes . "The words ' power lines ' or ' transmis s ion lines ' 
appeared on an alarming number of pages . I began making a notation in 
the margin of the transcripts wherever a reference to this was made . 
There were 73 mentions in various locations by various people . • • " 

Ful ler ' s awakening came when he returned to his motel for dinner 
with a couple of friends. The lights f l ickered momentarily when he 
approached the booth, but remained on. They ordered martinis and pre­
pared to rel ax .  
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"As the waitres s brought the drinks , she had a broad smile on 
her face . She had been helpful in the past in supplying the names of 
people she had heard about who had sighted obj ects and was interested 
in the story as it developed . 

" ' I  suppose this is all your fault , '  she said, putting the martinis 
down on the table . 

" ' What is all our fault ? ' I asked . 
" ' You mean you haven ' t  heard about it ? '  she asked . 
" ' Heard about what ? •  ZiDIDerman asked . 
'" The blackout . The power failure . Al l over the eas t . • 
" ' You ' re kidding , '  I said . The lights in Hampton were blazing 

brightly . I did recall , though , the fl icker as I had left my room . 
" ' It jus t  came in over the radio in the kitchen , ' she said . • New 

York , Albany , Boston , Providence , all lf Massachusetts , are absolutely 
black . Not a light burning . This is no j oke . I mean it . ' 

"This seemed so ·incredible that we hardly took it serious ly . I 
got up , went back to the room and turned on the televis ion set . I 
was startled to s ee the news s taff of NBC-TV broadcasting in faint 
candlelight . The picture was fuzzy and barely discernible .  The com­
mentary , of course , conf i�ed all that the waitress had told us , and 
more . I still found it hard to believe . And , of cours e, the first 
thing which cro s s ed my mind was the long series of UFO sightings in­
volving power lines . • • .I sat glued to the TV set , waiting for some 
word as to the cause of the failure . The news commentators were as 
confused as anyone else . • • The Portsmouth- Exeter area , we learned , 
was one of the few pockets of light in the entire Northeast .  • • no 
announcement came which gave even a c lue to the mystery • • •  Suddenly 
the maj or emphasis on the entire UFO research - - the power lines - ­
was now becoming the focal point o f  a new mys tery - - no less than the 
UFO phenomenon I had been dealing with for weeks . The country was 
moving , it seemed , from one Space Age ghost s tory to another . Or were 
they both the same ? "  

The great blackout o f  Nov . 9 ,  1965 s tarted with a mas s ive power 
failure at a remote-control led substation at Clay ,  New York , ten miles 
north of Syracuse but "there was no s ign of mechanical failure , fire 
or destruction there" ; however , there was a Flying Saucer sighting , 
but no one in authority dared attribute the blackout to a Guardian 
from outer space ! It "was noted brief ly in the pres s , " writes John 
Ful ler, "and then iumediately dropped with no fo llowup coDJDent . Wel­
don Ross, a private pilot and ins tructor , was approaching Hancock 
Field at Syracuse for a landing . It was a�ost at the exact moment 
of the blackout . A �  he looked below him, j us t  over the power lines 
at the Clay substation , a huge bal l of bri l liant intensity , red , ap­
veared . It was about 100 feet in diameter , Ros s told the New York 

Journal -American ' • • •  With Ros s  was a s tudent pilot who verified 
the statement . At precisely the same moment, Robert C .  Walsh ,  Deputy 
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Commis s ioner for the Federal Aviation Agency in the Syracuse area , 
reported that he saw the same phenomenon j us t  a few miles south of . 
Hancock field . Five persons reported the sighting . the 
Federal Power Commiss ion �ediately said they would no 
further word has been given p,ublicity since . • • " Nor will it ever 
as long as the government ' s  'silence policy" on Flying Saucers remains 
in force - - as it has through s ix administrations ; that ' s  why we ' re 
suggesting that we believers go over the government ' s  head to the next 
higher authority , the Secretary General of the United Nations . 

THE REALITY OF PICTORIAL EVIDENCE 

Other people saw Flying Saucers over New York City during t�e 
b lackout and John Fuller writes : " • Life ' photographer Arthur Rickerby 
took a s trikingly dramatic picture of the New York skyl ine j us t  after 
the blackout . In the wes tern sky a bri l l iant , silvery obj ect appears 
that has not in any satis factory way been exp lained , after it appeared 
in the November 19 , 1965 is sue of ' Time ' . "  What Ful ler means is that 
the glowing , disc- shaped obj ect photographed over the T�e- Life bui lding 
at the height of the blackout could not be exp lained away ! Al l the 
authorities could do was ignore it . 

But Ho l lywood actor Stuart Whitman could not ignore it _as he 
looked at the strangely darkened and silent city from his hotel room . 
" I  heard a sound like a whippoorwil l  whistling outs ide my 12th f loor 
window . I was dead sober when I saw these two UFOs trying to coDIDUili­
cate with me . One of them was orange and the other was blue . They 
gave off a strange , luminescent light . So I couldn ' t  s ee if there 
were portholes or who was in them . Then I heard them speaking to me 
as if they were on a loud speaker . They spoke to me in English .  It 
may not have been audible to anyone els e .  They said they wanted to 
talk to me because I appeared to have no malice nor hate . 

"They said they were fearful of earth because earthlings were 
mes sing around with an unknown quantity � .and might disrupt the balance 
o f  the universe or their planet . The people in the UFO said the black­
out was j ust a little demonstration of their power and they could do 
a lot more with almost no effort . It served as a warning . They said 
they could stop our whole planet from functioning . They asked me to 
do what I could to fight malice , prejudice and hate on earth , and then 
they took off . 

" I  couldn ' t say how big the obj ects were , but when they took off 
I felt elated . I wasn ' t  even shocked . And I know I wasn ' t  as leep 
because I was awake and standing by the window the entire time . I 
dont know why they picked me as a contact . But I ' l l swear on a Bible 
that I saw them out there and that they talked to me . "  

The Guardians told Whitman why they chose him for contact , becaus e 
he had no mal ice nor hate ! And the other important quality for pos­
s ible useful contact with an earthian , emot ional stability . Whitman 
didn ' t panic when he saw the l ights and hea�d the voices in his inner 
ear , no shock , no panic , only curios ity .  The his toric meeting was re-

"WHERE I COME FROM SOMEBODY IS WAITING" 
CLOSE ENCOUNTER IN 19 55

At an exhibition cal l ed "Love or Chao s "  at Char lottenburg , 
Copenhagen , s everal hundred peop l e  each day vis i ted the FUFOS s tand 
to l is ten to a continuous lectur e suppo rted by s l ides , and the many 
que s t ions indicated that inter e s t  in UFOs i s  s t eadi ly increas ing . 

One mo rning when s evera l  scho o l s  wer e vis iting the s tand , I - ­
not iced a di stinguished gent leman , about 60 year s o ld ,  who l i s t ened · 
to the lecture s everal times and became extreme ly int er ested each 
t ime the s l ide- show came to the s ec tion about humano ids , a s er ie s  
o f  s l ides produced o n  the bas is o f  a subs tantia l  number o f  inter ­
views wi th witne s s es . Even though the lectur e was interes t ing , I 
c ould not unders tand why an o rdinary l i s t ener would attend i t  s evera l  
t ime s , ·so my cur io s ity was arous ed ; and I s tarted t o  talk t o  the man . 

At the beginning he was very res erved , and did not want to go 
into deta i l s ; but when he saw that I took him s er ious ly , he eventual ly 
t o ld his story . For an hour he to ld about his exper ience whi le I took 
notes and indeed . . it was a s trange s t o ry .  

" I  once saw and talked to a man l ike the one shown on the s l ide s . 
In 19 55 I was working as a lumberj ack in the Gul f  
o f  Bothnia in Ves tra Norland in Sweden with two 
br other s who supp l ied t imber to a sawmil l  in mid­
Sweden . One ear ly morning in July , about s ix o '  
c lock , we wer e busy cutt ing tr ees , when we heard 
a · s ound l ike a big animal t�rashing i t s  way 
through the fores t ,  or l ike branches br eaking and 

A moment later we saw a cigar - shpaed 
obj ect haphazardly in between the tr ees 
and branche s  and leaves were fal l ing to the . · 

ground . My immediat e thought was that it was a 
smal l  airp lane ,· which had lost i t s  wings and was 
now prepar ing , without contr o l , for a crash land­
ing . 

"Approximately 300 -400 meter s away f lowed a 
river , which the aircraft eviden t ly was heading 
for . It was obvious that the aircraf t  would hit 
the gr ound wi thin few s econds , s o  we s tart ed to 
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run in the direc tion where it had d isappeared. 15- 20 meters before 
we c ame out of the forest, the aircraft cr ashed in a c learing 4 0- 50 
meters from the river. 

IMPLOS I ON LEAVES NO DEBRI S 
" I  d ont kno w what we had expec ted, maybe a deafening c rash, 

when the impac t with the g ro und caus ed the petro l to explod e. But 
it d id not happen. No t a so und was heard but a g ig antic flash of 
lig ht eng ulfed the who le area like a vast flashbulb, so that the sun­
lig ht almos t disappeared. The lig ht was s o  intense that we in fact 
c ould s ee the trees . F or a s ec ond I could see the g rains of 
the trees t ese were mo re than one . meter in diameter -- like an 
X -ray. Sec onds later c ame a vacuum wave suc king everything to wards 

· the c entre of the lig ht. All three of us tum bled forwards , branc hes 
and leaves flying pas t us . I n  all pro bability it lasted only a frac ­
tion of a second ,  but I still remember how I cr ashe d  into a tree , 
time s to pped, and my whole life was reviewed in my mind in a flash. 
Even the normal so und of the fo rest had stopped. 

"When we had recovered s o me what, we went out into the c learing 
to s ee- what had happened. No t hing was to be s e en at the po int of 
impact, o nly a few piles o f  t imber were sc attered aro und. We loo ked 
be wildered at each o the r and decide d to ret urn to wo rk. At the en­
trance to the forest one of the bro thers s udde nly s ho uted: 'Here's 
a dwarf dres s ed in a· unifo rm! Obviously the plane has cras he d in 
the rive r and he mus t have be en hurled o ut. ' 

"For awhile we stoo d  paralysed g azing at 
the lifeless body. He was small of bui ld, 
abo ut 1 10- 120 centime ters .  Aro und his body a 
white· lig ht vibrated like a ha lo .  Whe n  o ne o f  
the bro the rs tried to to uch the man to see 
whe the r he was s till alive he retreated with a 
s cream. He was d eadly pale and s aid he fe lt 
as if he had receive d an e le ct rical s ho ck. At 
the same time the st rang er o pe ne d  his eye s and 
s aid in perfect Swedish:  'Do no t to uch me . It 
will only bring yo u difficulties .' 

"His Swed is h  was so  pe rfe ct that the bro ­
the rs who s po ke a Swe dis h diale ct co uld no t 
unde rs tand ve ry much from what was late r said. 
'Now yo u know who I am , ' he s aid. He knew in 
be fo rehand what we we re go ing to ans we r and 
jus t de mo ns trated that his q ues t io n  was co r­
rectly g rasped. Sudde nly I be came q uite calm 
and s t udied him clos e ly. 

"He was no d warf . He was ve ry we ll­
built with bro ad sho ulde rs and norma l  fe a­
L ure s .  His s kin was ye llo wish like that o f  
an As ian. The eyes we re dee p  so cke te d and 
black, witho ut any white aro und. His face 
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was badly brui s ed with a c oup l e  o f  big 
wounds on the chin and on the forehead . 
It did no t bl eed but the skin watered 
around the wounds . The top o f  his head 
wa s s l ightly downy and the hai r  was al­
mo s t  white . The earlobes were one w i th 
the neck and res emb led a shark ' s f in .  
The l ip s  were wrinkled , narrow and 
l es s . When he smi l ed reas suring ly - ­
which h e  d id a lot - - he revea led a row 
o f  smal l  tee th in the upper as we l l  a s  
the lower part o f  his mouth . I espec ia l  
l y  noticed that hi s canine teeth were 
f lat and as broad as two of our front . 
t eeth . Hi s hands we re sma l l  with f ive 
s lender f ingers wi thout nai l s  and when 
he moved his hand it looked as if the 
ring f inger had grown together to the 
l it t le f inger , if no t they were syncro ­
n i zed . 

"His uniform was o f  a reddish metal and appeared g lued to hi s 
body . It was f l exib le and fo l lowed the movements o f  the body c l o s e ly .  
Head and hands were free , but at the feet the c lo thing continued int o  
a coup le o f  c l o s ed sho es , s i ze 3 5-3 7. The foo t s o l e s  were ribbed and 
vibrated , and fo r a moment I thought o f  caterpi l lars on a tank . 

"The s tranger l ooked at me and nodded s l ight ly . There was no 
doubt tha t he knew what I was thinking . With tho s e  shoes he could 
ro l l  f o rward s  and backwards wi thout moving his fee t . Around the 
wais t  he had a broad s i lvery meta l be l t  with an unusua l ly large 
buckle ,  which shone s l ight ly in a l ight - b lue shade , which later when 
he was dead , turned dark b lue· . In the midd le o f  the buckl e  was a 
s ign in yel l ow ,  UV .  I t  looked l ike a V which was incorporated in 
a U .  

"He knew I was s tudying him and he said : ' It i s  becaus e o f  the 
c lo thing I can s tay with you awhi l e . Int ernal ly , I am de s t royed . '  
H i s  right hand disappeared into h i s  clo thing at the hip , where no 
p ocket could be s een . He brought out a rectangular obj ect . It was 
the s i ze o f  a box o f  matches with 12 smal l  dent s . With a s late 
p enci l  attached to . the obj ect he engag ed the different indents s ev­
e ral times . When comp leted he threw i t  s evera l  yards away . 

" ' Dont touch it , ' he said smi l ing ly . ' I t wi l l  t e l l  my fe l lowmen 
what has happened , so that they dont come looking fo r me . Where I 
c ome from s omebody i s  wait ing for. me . ' 

"The s t rang er lay for awhi le as i f  as leep . H i s  hands were 
t ight ly cla sped , and it was evident he went through great pains . 
Suddenly the bro thers became s omewhat c onfus ed , looked at each o the r , 
and went back into the fore s t  without a wo rd . Later - - years after 
when reca l l ing the inc ident , I am convinced tha t .  the s t ranger one 
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way or the o ther as ked the bro thers to l eave , without saying a word . 
I sat talking and l i s tening to him for two hours befo re he died . "  

THE TEACH INGS OF OUR INNER C IRCLE C"ONF IRMED 

What they ta lked about for tho s e  two hours I could no t g e t  the 
witnes s to reveal . I begged him and urged him but there was no thing 
to do , j us t  a few fragments l ike the s e : 

- The s t ranger came from a p lace in the vicini ty o f  the cons t e l ­
lation w e  cal l  "The - Eag le" . ( S imon & Schus ter ' s  l i t t l e  paperback , a 
Go lden Nature Guide on the Cons t e l lations , Sun , Moon , etc . , New Yo rk , 
19 56, $1. 00 , shows Aqui la , the Eag l e  con s t e l lat ion, to be no rth of 
Sagittarius , with the bright s tar Al tair near i t s  center . )" 

- S everal rac es f rom space have vis t ed us , some s o  far advanced , 
that we could only s ee them when they materia l i zed o r  demateria l i zed 
to vi s it a para l l e l  univers e in the o rbit o f  the earth . 

- S ome v i s i to rs kept peop le on earth under surve i l lance and had 
done s o  for thousands o f  years . 

- Others took samp les o f  earth , wi th a view to later s et t l ement s . 

- S t i l l  o thers had contact wi th mankind for cen turie s . 

In this context it is rather Lmmateria l what was talked about 
even if it would have been interes t ing with further informat ion about 
thi s conversation . I could unders tand f rom the witne s s  that it had 
not been what was no r.mally being told in connect ion with o ther encoun­
ters of this kind . The witne s s  continued : "Jus t before the s trange r  
d ied , h e  gave m e  a fo lded bag - from the inv i s ib l e  pocket and said : 
' When I am dead , the l ight will di sappear from my body and with the 

h e lp of the o ther two men you sha l l  put . me in thi s  bag and carry me 
into the river where I shal l  di sappear . Then you wil l  rins e yours e l f  
thoroughly with water s o  that you dont g e t  i l l . ' · 

"He was now breathing heavily and I could s ee the end was near . 
The ha lo around him became weaker and gradual ly disappeared . His 
l ight blue buckl e  gradua l ly go t darker .  He looked at me for a moment 
and smi led . Then he said s omething in a language I have never heard 
before o r  s ince . Suddenly he swi tched into Swed i sh ,  and I got the 
las t coup le of s entences : 

' You have come without any wish to 
and depart agains t your own wish . 
Our l i f e  i s  l ike a vapour . '  

"He said a few more words but hi s vo ice was s o  weak that I d id 
no t catch them . I am conv inced he prayed to s ome dei ty before dying . 
I was very moved . 

'�ith the he lp of the bro thers we got him into the bag and car­
ried him into the river . The bag sme l l ed of sulphur and burned our 
hands as if they were raw f l e sh . He was quite heavy , between 90 and 
100 ki los . When the bag came into the water it s tart ed bubb l ing 
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around it and we real i zed that s ome chemica l proces s had started . 
After f ive minut es no thing remained , and I thought that maybe the 
s t ranger had hoped to crash in the river to a quick death , ins t ead 
o f  lying for a coup le o f  hours suff ering , whi l s t  a minor in the mind 
asked s ome s i l ly que s t ions . He would p robably have prefe rred to die 
a lone , thinking o f  his home l ight yea rs away . 

" I  KNEW H IM IMMEDIATELY FROM YOUR SLIDE" 

" I  think that wa s a l l , "  said the wi tne s s  and prepared to l eave . 
" I  s tayed for a coup l e  o f  years with the bro the rs , but we s e ldom 
ta lked o f  that specia l day . I think , however , each o f  us went through 
it every day . The bro the rs are dead now , but I remembe r  it l ike i t  
happened yes terday . Even 2 2  years later I knew him -immediat e ly from 
your s l ide . I t  i s  s t rang e , I thought I was the only one who knew thi s 
type . Over the years I have s een many p ictures and drawing s o f  vis i ­
tors from spac e , but I ' ve s een nobody l ike him unti l .  today . "  

The witne s s produced a piece o f  metal and he ld it to my no s e .  
" Look . " I was bewi ldered . It res emb l ed a big crochet hoo k .  "What 
i s  it ? "  He laughed knowing ly . 

"A coup l e  o f  days after the inc ident I wandered around where he 
had been lying . The rectangular obj ect was gone , but the penci l  
s late was lying in the gras s ,  shining . I have kept i t  a s  proo f that 
I was no t dreaming . "  

He l eft . And whi l e I gazed as toni shed after hi m ,  he di sappeared 
in the crowd , an anonymous who wi th his s to ry  and penc i l  s late could 
hit the front page s  of the world ' s  newspapers . 

The words o f  the s t ranger to the witnes s s eemed fami l iar . They 
appea r  in the Old Tes tament P s eudopigraphs , 4th Book o f  Ezra 7 : 138 - 8 , 
according to which Ezra is taken home to the Lord who owns the h ighe s t  
heavens , and who s e  home i s  in the sky : "You have onl y  been a l l owed 
to l ive a limited whi l e , so that a l l  mo rtal s  made in the human p icture , 
may l ive . "

BLOM : Firs t a c las s ic que s t ion . What s tart ed your act ive int eres t 
in UFO s ? 

JURI : I t  began in 1 9 6 9 - 70 . On Nov . 2 ,  1 9 6 9  I obs erved a c igar- shaped 
obj ect f rom which emerged three or four shining sphere s . We were three 
witne s s es to this incident . 

GEORGE ADAMSKI ' S  telephot o  o f  a 
c igar- shaped Mo ther Ship· material­
i z ing Scout Saucers over Pal omar 
mountains·,  Cal ifo rnia , March 5 ,  
1 9 5 1 , from "F lying Saucers Have 
Landed'' by Les l ie and Adamski . 
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BLOM : Did you know anything about UFO s  befo re 
this ob s ervat ion ? 

JURI : Yes , I was very intrigued by the mys ­
t ery .  In 1 9 6 7 - 6 8  Soviet authorities pub l i shed 
s evera l  art ic les on UFOs and s ome were trans ­
lated in Es thonian newspapers . In 1 9 70 I be­
gan my f irs t f i e ld inves t igat ions . Other 
young peop l e  came to me and talked about UFOs 
and asked for books . At the time I only had 
two under� round books in Es thonian . One o f  
them was D e  f lygande tefaten" by K .  Go s ta 
Rehn , trans lated f rom Finnish to Es thonian 
and Sami sdat- printed . I a l s o  c ontacted Tunne 
Ke lam who wro te articles on UFOs in l ocal 
newspapers .

BLOM : Didn ' t you fear your activi t i es would be di s covered ? 

J UR I : Yes , we were very afraid o f  the authorities and I us ed the 
p s eudonym Tuul o· El l is in print . We rece ived very few books from 
abroad but lots o f  magazines which were eas ier to smuggle by mai l .  
B ooks d idn ' t always reach us . Mo s t  o f  the material we rece ived f rom 
F inland . Our information-net increas ed ,  we had con tact s  with p eop l e  
f rom Moscow , Ukra ine , Leningrad , Let t land , Li thuania , Fin land and 
Sweden . Material po s t ed in Sweden never Teached us . I t  had t o  be 
s hipped via Fin land . Our pub l i shing grew ,  we print ed books on para­
p sycho logy and phi l o sophy . 

BLOM : How long could you keep up thi s  act ivity wi thout interference 
f rom the KGB? 

JURI : About two o r  three years . S evera l  p eop l e  in our group were in­
t e res t ed in phi losophy and s ome· had become vegetarians and teeto ta l e rs . 

BLOM : How did the KGB f ind you ? · 

JURI : S omehow they found out there were s ome young peop l e  gathering 
who didn ' t drink and who had pecu l iar phi l o sophica l  ideas . They 
s tarted que s t ioning my friends about wh&t I was up to as I was a 
l eader o f  the group . My friends warned me and mentioned the KGB vi s i t s . 
I now had to be very careful . Very l i tt l e  material was kept in my 
apartment . If s omeone wished to bo rrow a book I to ld him : be at my 
p lace at this date and hour prec i s e ly and the book wi l l  be there . 

But on Apri l 2 , 19 7 5  I woke up and no t ic ed s ome men who tried t o  enter 
the front door of my hous e .  I Lmmediate ly rea l i s ed it was the KGB 
and hurriedly burned dangerous let ters and document s .  They came to 
s earch my apartment and s tarted enquiring about my UFO intere s t s . 
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UFOs exi s t  only in the We s t , no t here , they said . You are no t to t e l l  
anyone about UFOs . You are no t to tel l anyone about UFOs . ( Intere s ­
t ing isn ' t it , that the Rus s ian l eade rs have a S i l ence Po l icy on Fly­
ing Saucers , as do the American l eaders , and for the same reason : f ear 
o f  los s o f  o f  cont ro l over the peopl e ,  to a superior power from 
Outer Space ! I f . you pers i s t  we wi l l  make it impo s s ib l e  for you 
to l ive here in Es thonia . Al s o  you dont drink . Thi s  is not good . 
You mus t have re lig i ous reasons . 

BLOM : They were afra id o f  your phi l o s ophy ? · 

STRANGE IDEAS ARE FORB IDDEN 

J URI : · Yes , they thought o f  me as re lig ious . Aft er thi s  vi s it I could 
no t get anything pub l i shed in Es thonia . Al l editors refus ed my ar­
t ic l es That was the end of my j ournal i s t ic career .  Ins t ead I took a 
part t ime j ob transpo rt ing cat t l e  to Central Ai sa . When I came back 
f rom thi s  j ob I was ca l l ed to the po l ice . They asked about my income 
as I didn ' t writ e  anything . I to ld them I was blackl i s t ed by the KGB . 
You must have mental prob l ems to be l ieve in such thing s ,  we wi l l  put 
you in a mental ho spita l , they said . Then I s tart ed quot ing Marx 
and Lenin and they were confu s ed by my knowl edge . To put an end to 
my s trange ideas hard work was the bes t ,  they thought . I s tart ed 
wo rking as a nightwatch . 

BLOM: But you didn ' t s t op writ ing ? 

JURI : No , I smugg l ed art i c l e s  to· Finland and a l s o  pub l ished s ome in 
Es thonia , us ing my f riends ' names . They got the money and gave it 
to me . But thi s  was no s o lution to my prob l em .  S oone r ·  o r  later I 
would be discovered and impri s oned , perhaps in a mental ins titut ion . 
In the US SR they can s end you to pri s on if you haven ' t  been working 
f o r  two months . The s econd t ime thi s  happens you are s ent to S iberia . 

BLOM : Do you know if any Rus s ian UFO- r_es earchers have been impri s oned ?  

JURI : Yes , there was a man in Minsk ,  Veaches lav Zait s ev .  We had much 
contact in 1 9 7 6- 7 7 . In 1 9 7 8  he s topped writ ing and I heard from Mo s ­
cow he had been s ent t o  S iberia for f ive years· . Rel igious propaganda 
they cal led it . He had been quot ing the Bib l e  in his UFO res earch ! 

BLOM : How did you escape from Es�honia? 

JURI : We l l , I real i s ed my s ituation was getting more and more dange r­
ous . In 1 9 7 8  my friends f rom F inland he lped me . They s en t  a Finnish 
g irl to me and we were married . The marriage was only a front , o f  
cours e .  I didn ' t know i f  this would succeed but po s s ibly the author­
i t ies were tired of my act ivities . With me gone they could eas i ly d i s ­
rupt the group . I did rece ive permi s s ion t o  l eave my country and ar­
rived in He ls inki , Apri l 2 ,  1 9 7 9 . There I s tarted wri t ing about human 
rights in the Eas t .  MY friends in Finland warned me o f  thes e  act ivi­
t ie s  and in July 19 7 9  I moved to Sw.eden . 

BLOM : Are you pub l ishing art ic le s  in Sweden now ? 

JURI : Very few .  Mos t  o f  my material goe s  to the USA . 
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• BLOM : Have you been contact ed by the KGB in Sweden ? 

JUR I : I was invited to the USA , Canada and We s t  Germany to relate 
my experiences and talk about human rights in the Eas t .  One evening , 
af ter l is t ening to a speech by a Rus s ian d i s s ident in S tockho lm , a 
KGB man came up to me and said , ,. I f  you dont s top your act iv i t i e s  you 
w i l l  be ki l l ed , " and he hit me . I a l s o  no t iced ano ther man but they 
c ouldn ' t  do anything as s everal wi tnes s es arrived . That was in Feb­
ruary 1 9 8 1 .  

NO BOOKS FORBIDDEN IN SWEDEN 

BLOM : How does it fee l  coming to Sweden from Es thonia ? 

JURI : I t ' s  l ike ano ther p lanet ! You dont rea l is e how happy you 
a re here in Sweden . A bi g surpri s e  f o r  me was a l l  the books avai l ­
ab le . N o  books are fo rbidden . 

BLOM : In spite o f  a l l  your hardships you mentioned s omething about 
f ee l ing protected ?  

JURI : Yes . I t  is related to a UFO experience I had on Nov . 2 4 , 1 9 74 . 
This was a Sunday evening and I f e l t  very res t l es s . A s trong urg e  
t o  vis i t  a s ec luded place in the woods made m e  cal l  two friends and 
w e  drove o f f  to our obs ervation pos t . When we arrived there was a 
s trange red l ight above the trees . Not a clear light but a diffus ed 
g low . We went to our fami l iar o ld spot and Lmmediate ly f e l t  l ike 
b e ing watched . After a sho rt whi l e  the surroundings · were i l luminated 
in an unknown way and our bodies f e l t  tal ler o r  bigge r .  

BLOM : Thi s  happened at night ? 

J UR I : It was dark but around us everything became brighter and 
b right er and there was a definite increa s e  in temperature ,  About 
hal f  an hour pas t  midnight we heard a no i s e  l ike when you s trike a 
match , but much s t ronger . From the eas t  came a green bal l  o f · l ight 
pas s ing about two met ers above our heads . 

BLOM : How b ig was it ? 

J UR I : From a half to one meter in diameter . We a l l  shouted " UFO , 
UFO ! " It pas s ed us and disappeared into nowhere after about 100 meters . 

BLOM : Was the light in the woods s t i l l  there ? 

J URI : No . I t  disappeared s ome ten minute s  before the ball o f  l i ght 
pas s ed us . 

BLOM : You were
. 

no t afraid ? 

JUR I : No , we felt very happy � I t  was · a po s it ive experienc e . After 
this all three o f  us have had an inner fee l ing of being protected , 
l ike nothing evi l  can· reach us . 
BLOM: What do you think it was you saw ?  

JURI : Perhaps s ome apparatus from a UFO . They wanted us to have 
p roof we were no ticed . Af ter this experi ence I had no rea l  deep fear 
of the autho ri t ies . An inner vo ice to ld me to be calm . When the 
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t ime is right , I wi l l  es cape from the US SR , I thought . 

BLOM : What about Clos e Encounters in the USSR and Es thonia ? 

A NUCLEAR WAR WILL NOT BE ALLOWED 
J URI : I have publ ished two cases  in FSR ( Flying Saucer Review) 
From Nikita Schnee I heard of a C lo s e  Encounter invo lving a Rus s ian 
o fficer . This happened outs ide Moscow in June 1 9 78 . The humano ids 
this man met told him : "We know a lot about you . If you wtart a 
war that becomes dangerous to the planet we wi l l  interfere and s top 
you:• They also mentioned a catastrophe in the near future . 
BLOM : What is the present s ituation on _ UFOs in the USSR? 

JURI : There has been a general increas e in reports and the author­
i t ies are worried about the cons equences . They want them to go away . 
In Moscow there is  a man , an academic , who wo rks as chief censor . 
His name is Migul in .  He reads a l l  art icles on UFOs before they are 
published . But more and more act ivit ies  have filtered through lately . 

BLOM: How many cas es have you inves t igated personal ly ?  
JURI : About thirty . There are s ome thing -l ike 200 documented cas es 
f rom Es thonia . 

BLOM : What do you be lieve about UFOs ? 

JURI : Personal ly I think they are interp lanetary , but pos s ibly also 
inter- dimens ional . I dont bel i eve they originate on this planet .  
BLOM: How many books have you writ ten ?  

JURI : Twenty- three , but only one has been published , in Finland . 
I t  is about UFO research in the USSR . I have also written about para­
p sycho logy and mys teries general ly .  

BLOM: Wi l l  you continue your UFO res earch here in Sweden ? 
JURI : Yes , but so far I have only held a few speeches . I s t i l l  
dont know many Swedish UFOlog i s t s . 

Juri ' s comment about being into parapsyc_ho logy and the Mysteries 
indicates that Flying Saucers are an awakener ,  especial ly when the re­
s earcher comes to real ize and accept the fact that the craft and thei r  
p i lots are materializations from other p lanes or levels  of conscious ­
nes s , as wel l  as locations related to known planets ,  suns and sys tems . 

There is also a forewarning that if the mi l lions of crypto- Nazis 
in the United S tates crawl out of  the woodwork , ris e  up and get contro l 
of the nation - - as they did in Germany in the 1930s  - - Flying Saucer 
res earchers wil l  have to fo l low Juri Lina ' s examp l e  and head for the 
neares t  border ; and hopefully , with the protection and guidance of the 
Guardians from Outer Space , they wi l l  make it - - as did Juri Lina! 
As sociate Hakan Blomqvist writes for "Archives for UFO Research" ( AFU )  
PO Box 1 102 7 , S - 600 1 1 , Norrkoping , Sweden . The Lina interview ,  with 
b ibliography , was in the January- Apri l  1 9 8 2  is sue . 
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�he c ontroversey was caus e d  by threats to me and a few 
o ther fell ow stud ent s . The day imme di ately after thi s 
sighting I re c eive d  a phone call from a fri end who sai d 
that hi s life was thre at ened i£ he was so much as magnify 
the inc i de nt t o  higher authoriti e s .  H e  said that I shoul d  
re frain from d oing the same . r did , for a whil e any-way . 

A :few we eks l ater·, the e xa c t  dat e I d o not 
rememb e r ,  I was out riding wi th one of the town de te c tive s 
or night poli c e . we drove up into the mountains ne ar the 

Gallinas cany on t o  se e the vi ew of the t own when a light 
appe ared in the sky . At first the light s e eme d  t o  have no 
differe nce to any aircraft ; however ,  it began to move errati ca�Iy. 
and then c omple tely reversed di re cti on wi thout any vi sible 
and normal circular devi ati on in known aircraft . The o bj e ct 
appe are d to b e  de clining in the Ea st ern hori z on near an old 
water t ower . At the t ime, the wat e r  towe r  was about five mile s 
from our posi ti on .  we d ec ided t o  take a chanc e  and rac e d  full 
spe e d  in that dire ct i o n .  By the time we arri ved there was a 
s eri e s  of small brush fire s near the t owe r . Afte r extingui shing 
the s e ,  we d e c i de d  t o  s e arch the are a  :for· the culpri t .  \Ve arrive d 
at a de s e rted ranch hou s e  surrounde d by a wo oden fence � and on 
the o ther s i de of' the fence was a sharp. decline int o another· 
c anyon . Upon re aching thi s fenc e we st o p p e d  t o  obtain our 
directi on to rad i o  in a re port .  Just as suddenly as y ou blink 
an e:�e it be came terribly ho t, and the area imme diately in the 
de cline was turning b�o od red . At. that: moment an object about 
fifty t o  seventy five fe e t  in diame t er shot straight up int o 
the slcy at. :fantas t i c spe e d. The obj ect was bl ood re d .  Later that 
night. after intens e over-a11 search of the. area, we radi oe d in :for 
o.fficial. hel p . The re st :1 can not disclos e ,  because the 
in� stigation was ke pt offi cial and gradually got into the hands 
of the Air Forc e . I trie q to s:te e p  it a11 o ff and .forge t i t  

b ut i t  was the events afterward s  that almost. caused m e  c ompl.ete 
me ntal and phy sical. bre akdown. N ot many will b elieve the re s t  
o f  what r will have to s � ,  but it doe s not matter that much . 
• • • • • • • About two days after the sighting o f  above I to o .  re ceive d  
a phone call in the form af a mi1d thre at. I was to1d that I 
should kee p  all the imformat i on o f  the sighting t o  myself and 
.forge t the whole affair after all . The day after the phone ca11 
a man met me in the street on my way into the town . I neve r 
me t him before but he knew about everything o f  the sighting and 
even gave me added imfor.mat�on that c onfirmed s ome of my own 
res e arch on At1.anto1 ogy .  However� concerning th.e former sub j e c t, 
he convul sed into an open threat t o  keep my mouth qui e t . I re tort ed 
that not many would bel.ieve me any way . I made no ment i on of the 
other pers on ( th e  cop ) who was with me at the time o£ the sighti ng ,  
but I l e t  my thoughts refer t o  it .

Then suddenly I remembe red s ome thing about · 
that car . The ·wind ows , they we re no t cl ear glas s ,  but tint e d, 
a smoky color . Th.e li cense plate on the re ar of · the car did 
not regi s ter any s t at e ; a s  a mat te r  of fact i t  se eme d t o  sh ow· . 
no thing but three ( XXX ) exe s . I might have pas s e d  thi s off as 
a form of Dipl omati c or Go vernment car , but there was s ome thing 
ab out i t  that I knew was not either . That was the tinted wind ows 
whi ch made i t  hard t o  s e e  the oc cup ant s  of the car . 

T oward the las t we eke nd o f  O c t obe r , Whil e having a cup 
of c offe e at my favori t e  cafe , and di scussing p oli t i c s  wi th a 
few Frat erni ty fell ows , a �hot broke the monot ony o f  .the _ 
smoke filled ro om .  The bull e t  came through the front wi nd ow 
and sJ.ammed right int o the wall ab out an inch ab ove my he ad .  
H ad I not been b e nding dOVII7 . to s i p  my c offe e . . . .  I s till have .­
nervous twi t che s attri bute d  t o  the thought of thi s . Howe ve r , 

thi s l a s t  inc i dent was no t enough t o sati s fy the inte nti ons of 
the strang e rs , ( r · · .,1a s beginning to suspe c t  the c onne ct i ons ) ,  
a seri e s  o f  bad luck . stre aks and fre ak. accidents b egan t o . . 
t erminat e the fai th o f  my be s t · frj. ends . Some-how I began t o t ake · 
the hi nt aft e r  I wa s b e d-ridd e n  wi th pneumoni a for two we eks and · 
f: ailed in my s t udi e s . S� _ by the end of the quart er I . 1 o s t  all 
hop e s of re turning t o N e w M e xi co Hi ghlands Univers i ty .

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A S PACEMAN ' S  VlEW OF ARMAGEDDON 
In bringing this talk-transcript to a clos e we turn to a voice 

of authority from Space , one who commands great fleets of Flying Sau­
cers and their crews . The information was channeledthrough Mrs . E . P .  
H .  back in the early 1950s . 

"Our presence and our purpos e  grow increasing ly clear to all un­
biased and unprejudiced people of your earth , and thousands eagerly 
await our vis ible appearance .

No person exists on your 
planet ! 

"One thing I would like to make crystal clear ! We Space Men , in 
whatever capacity we may temporari ly serve , are irrevocably pledged 
by the most so lemn oaths to abide by thos e  Universal Laws which alone 
can preserve life on every level of conscious exis tence . To accept or 
condone any variance from thes e  fixed and unchangeable codes govern­
ing al l honorable behavior would be to forfeit we hav·e earn­
ed through ages of unremitting effort . 

"At times you may forget that the warfare rages upon the Astral 
planes s imultaneous ly with the war on the phys ical plane . The mere 
fact that many thousands of mortals have been kil led does not conclude 
the matter ! They stil l l ive ! Our problem is to segregate them , not 
by your earthly categories of race , age , s ex ,  etc . , but in accord with 
their innate purpose and des ires . This greatly compl icates our task. -

"But I say to you in all solemnity ,  your country of America shall 
be saved as by a miracle . It wil l  not be a peaceful deliverance ; but 
through the unfaltering loyalty of mil lions who have p laced their 
faith in the Master , the Chris t  of God , this land wil l  be cleans ed 
of the abominat ions now infesting it . 

"A long and arduous warfare has been waged against the Powers of 
Darkness impinging upon earth ' s  inhabitants from invisible citadel s  
where Lucifer has long reigned supreme over his vas sals - - invis ible 
to mortals -- as s igning his followers tasks of fiendish ingenuity to 
entrap and inveigle human beings into abj ect s lavery to his demands . 

"As it rages on the physical plane there are three types of wea­
pons to be employed : First , the actual material armaments necessary 
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for defense .  Second , mental agility necessary to recognize delu­
s ive propaganda . Third , the spiritual awarenes s and moral stamina 
to move steadily forward in defiance of all res istance , to establ ish 
and maintain regimes of honest government in every phas e of human 
affairs . 

THE RESPONSIBILITIES OF PEACE AND PROSPERITY 
"Not without physical discomfort and suffering may the victory 

be won . Mortals must prove their mettle . Armageddon affords you 
a glorious opportunity to show yourself worthy to participate in 
the respons ibilities as we ll as the provileges of the Golden Age . 

"Our means of thought communication and visual observation of 
any person or place on the entire globe is beyond your present com ­
p rehens ion . It makes pos s ible the fulfilling of a promise many times 
repeated , that all who put their trust in God wil l  be divinely pro­
t ected under al l circums tances . 

"Our appearance in phys ical form or the materializing of the 
ships we use occur only on ins tructions from our Headquarters far 
above bases in your stratsophere . (The Madrid , Spain UFO s ighting 
o f  Sept . 5 ,  1968 would be a good example of this kind of planned 
appearance .  Thousands of Madrilenos were thronging the s treets to 
s ee the runner bearing the Olympic torch , but he was upstaged by 
the glowing Flying Saucer 90 , 000 feet overhead . )  They follow a pre­
determined schedule ,  not as to your clocks and calendars but in con­
formity with careful ly computed sequences of events depending largely 
on mortal reaction to each step in the program . Many factors enter 
into the decis ions made , such as planetary influences of a magnetic 

astral conditions , changing vibratory rates in many parts of 
globe . This is owing to peoples ' awakening to their peril and 

their making desperate attempts to extricate thems elves . This latter 
cons ideration is perhaps the mos t  potent point in our releas ing 
forces in their behalf . You must yourselves instigate the attempt 
to gain your freedom before we. can come to your rescue . 

"Of course we ful ly sympathize with your interest in the mechan­
ical construction and motive power used to achieve the feats of ap­
parent wizardry which mark our arrival in your material world . Even 
though we may , for some specific purpose , invite you for a ride , it 
will be impos s ible for you to ferret out our secret of propul sion ,  
s ince you have rej ected opportunities afforded you to become acquain­
t ed with the laws governing these higher forms of energy . 

•·•Now , what we ask you to do is to believe in our reality and 
our entirely impersonal desire to be of service ! The sooner these 
two facts are accepted by people generally ,  the more quickly and 
easily shall we be able to achieve our goal and the fewer lives wil l  
b e  los t  in the proces s .  We are admonished to save every soul who 
will gladly adapt to the glorious trans formation scheduled for the 
New Age ! Some may be removed from your planet to help for a time 
from planes invis ible ,  as many thousands are now doing . I am refer-
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ring to recent arrivals on the As tral planes , and to a great many 
o thers , dating back to your beloved George Washington , the immortal 
Linco ln , and other men of their caliber . We are submitting our plans 
to the Highest Court of Heaven for approval and we look forward with 
confidence to your who le-hearted cooperation . "

In conclus ion we append the remarks of the Chinese Safte ,  Lao Tse , 
channeled through Mark Probert , al so in the early 1950s : The Flying . 
Saucers have often come s imply in quest of knowledge , just as you 
make expeditions to far- off places , to the Polar reg ions or to Central 
Asia .  They are not here w-ith - intent to interfere in your affairs ; 
nevertheles s , if there is  another world war , employing nuclear ener­
g ies , they may be forced to intervene . The release of atomic foces 
has disturbed their sphere of existence rather s erious ly . 

"Let it be understood that if ever such intervention becomes ne­
ces sary , it will be who l ly impersonal . There wil l  be no taking of 
s ides . It is contrary to the Law that any one plane should inter­
fere with the proces s by which another works out its destiny .  They 
are vas t ly your superiors in science - - though every p lane has its 
special forms of development and progres s ;  so  that we speak of dif­
ferences ,  but not often of superiority or inferiority . 

"The Etherians are large people , up to 15  ft . in height . I 
would say that they be long to the human order of evo lution - - that 
i s , you would not cal l  them Devas or Nature Spirits . Yet the great 
forms you have seen and photographed , in the clouds and on the sur­
face of the earth also , somewhat resemble them . 

uYou ask why they are now suddenly pres ent in large numbers . I 
shal l tell you . Always when a civilization ,  a culture has reached 
its height and is destined to col lapse ,  the Ethereans have appeared 
in numbers . They come to make an examination and final record , for 
their own knowledge , of the status of that civilization - - somewhat 
as you do with disappearing tribes and races .  And it is true also 
that they have been alerted and disturbed byour release of atomic 
energies . 

"But al l pas t civilizations and races have had their day and 
fai led in some way , and pas s ed out of earth existence . So with your 
civilization . The Etherean people came , and observed , and made their 
historical records then . So they come now . "

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E Y ADA Dl S H I' ITE 

This  personality was born in the city of Kaoti (City 
of Temples) in a civilization called Yuga (Vast Body), or 
Yu. This civilization consisted of 1 80 m illion people and 
existed a half m illion years ago. It was  located in the 
Himalaya n Mounta ins. He was taken from his mother as 
a ba by and raised !n the tem ples, to becom e  a Kata 
(Priest) and later High Priest or Yad a .  The word really 
means "Spirit Life" : He was therefore one of the heads 
of a mystica l order called "Shi lte " .  

The "Yu" civi l ization h a d  been founded b y  a m a n  
named N a  S e p  Ni Ha,  meaning the seventh son o f  a 
fam ily named "Ha ". E Yada was kil led in a violent 
quake that completely destroyed the civi lization along· 
with eighty mill ion of its inhabitants. E Yada was a bout 
thirty-four when he died and the "Yu" civilization one 
thousand and twenty-four when it died. 

PROFESSOR ALFRED LUNTZ 

This personal ity was born in 1 8 1 2  and died in 1 893 . 
He was a clergyman for the H ig h  Episcopal  Chuhch of 
England. He was of English and German parentag e  and 
was born in North London. Graduated from the Eton 
School for Bo.ys at the age of seventeen . He worked in  
h is  father's law firm in Hanover, Germany, until he was 
twenty. Attended Heidelberg where he took a course in 
phi losophy and comparative religion,  then on to Oxford 
where he received h is Ph. D. in the Episcopal Theological 
Seminary and later served a donship. He was a devotee 
of Queen Victoria . He was not surprised when he died to 
discover that he had survived the grave, b ut stunned 
when he realized there was no heaven or hell  as he  had 
so eloquently taught and believed. 

LAO-TSE or LAO-TZU 

Th is personal ity lived between 550-600 B. C. 
(b. 604 B. C. encyc.), in a town ca lled K' uhsien. He be­
longed to a wealthy and educated family, and had no 
need to work for the I mperial Library, yet spent much 
time there poring over the books. He later became a 
roa m ing sage. Actua lly he did no writing at all, but his 
sayings were compiled by h is d isciples. Had a wife and 
seven children, and according to custom,  several concu­
bines. At about fifty years of age he a ba ndoned his fam­
ily and followers and was taken into the mystical school of 
the White Brotherhood. He died smiling happily at the 
age of eighty-two. 

He had an extraordinary intellect and was a truly 
great philosopher; a central fig ure in Taoism. 

RAM O N D  NATALLI 

This personality was born in 1 598 and died in 1 652. 
He was an astronomer and belonged to the Royal House 
of Astronomy in Rome, Italy. He was a lso a student of 
law. He was a close friend of the famous Galileo and 
secretly fought the bloody hand of the Inquisition. Ra­
mond Natalli was an agnostic. 

He continued to p ursue the field of astronomy after 
passing into the astral. He was p leasantly surprised to 
d iscover he had survived the death of his physical body. 
He discovered two things of great interest after being 
in the astral world a bout two years - the first was that 
sun spots were atomic storms and the other was that 
atoms consist of photons of varied frequency levels mov­
ing in a series of q ua ntum arcs.

This picture, first foreign flying saucer picture, was taken by 
Newsreel cameraman Enrique Hausemann MuJier, in Spain, 
A pril 24, 1 950. The object was described - as being very lumi­
nous, of very huge size, and spun across the heavens with a 
rotating motion, givin g off streamers or rays of flame like a 
fireworks pinwheei. Yet it seemed to be intelligently guided, 
and did not appear to be indefinite in shape. I t  showed the 
d istinct oval of a d isk-shape and seemed thicker in the cen­
ter than at the edges. The color was a weird greenish orange, 
rather more green than orange, and there was absolutely no 
sound following its passage across the skies. Its speed was 
estimated to be in the neighborhood of four h undred miles 
per hour, and was i n  sight long enough for Mu11er to focus 
his camera and get it  squarely i n  his ran gefinder. This pic­
ture is reproduced by courtesy of  Un ited Press Newspictures, 
Chicago, I ll.
