FLYING SAUCERS AT EDWARDS 1954 

The early 1950s were exciting years for the UFO-awakened in 
California! George Adamski was having his sightings and contacts 
at Palomar and out in the desert. Orfeo Angelucci was using Glen­
dale for a take-off for space trips to one of the Asteroids. Paul 
Vest had his interview with a Venusian in Santa Monica. Visitors 
to Giant Rock were being taken up into hovering space ships via 
a magnetic-etheric tube, through George Van Tassel's mediumship, and 
Meade Layne was being overwhelmed with sighting and contact data 
in San Diego. 

Then there was the Saucer flap at Edwards Air Force Base in 
the Muroc Dry Lake area of the High Desert. This was in the spring 
of 1954 and apparently lasted for months. Frank Edwards, radio news 
caster in the Midwest, had word of a January landing of UFOs "at 
some military base in California". 

President EisenhDwer was induced -- or inspired? -- to take 
a vacation at Palm Springs, scarcely a hundred miles by helicopter 
from Edwards AFB. So he could confi� for h�self the reality of 
Visitors from outer space by direct observation? It seems more than 
likely. As far as I know the only news media hint that the President 
might have gotten away undetected for a look-see at the spaceships 
at the Air Base at Muroc Dry Lake was in "Time" magazine for March 1, 
1954. He disappeared for four hours on Saturday night -- perhaps 
Feb. 27th but more likely Feb. 20th -- from his vacation headquarters 
in Pa� Springs. The 75 domestic and foreign news media reps on hand 
to cover the President's Southern California visit nearly went crazy 
trying to learn Ike's whereabouts. "Time" wrote that the Associated 
Press man even put on the wire the President had been assassinated, 
and retracted it moments later! When he was safely back in his 
ters they were given the limp excuse that he had broken a cap a 
tooth chewing on a chicken bone at supper and had slipped away.to a 
dentist to have it fixed. 

Ike was offered the opportunity to make a name for himself, un­
paralleled in history, in extending the hand of friendship to Visitors 
from outer space, the first leader of a great nation in histori�l 
times to do so. But he remained steadfastly loyal to the military­
industrial-religious oligarchy that put him and kept him in office 
for eight years. To my knowledge he never �roke security on the UFO 
landing at Edwards AFB, while in office or in the years of retirement. 

Gerald "Dr. Kappa" Light did break security by writing to BSRA 
director Meade Layne �ediately after his return to Los Angeles from 
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Edwards in mid-April. How Meade handled this shocking news item is 
revealed in the following pages. Others who made the privileged visit 
to Edwards in the spring of 1954 �aid the truth to close friends, no 
doubt, and some even made a few guarded remarks in public. There is 
no use trying to get anything out of the three Angelenos who accompanied 
Light to Edwards. Other Saucer researchers have tried. Letters are 
not even acknowledged. 

In our printed lecture "Flying Saucers Uncensored" we reviewed 
the Edwards 1954 landing rather extensively, including the positive 
and suggestive observations of certain astronomers· who might have 
been invited to the show at Edwards. There was Dr� Robert s. Richard­
son, astronomer at Palomar and Mt. Wilson at the time. In "This Week" 
magazine for June 20th he had an article on the "Mysteries of Ma.rsu, 
in which he strongly suggested the existence of intelligent life on 
the Red Planet. At that time, did he know for sure that UFOs come from 
that planet? 

The supposition becomes even firmer when we are reminded of the 
cryptic remarks of Air Force General Nathan Twining in May 1954: 
"The best brains in the Air Force are now working on the mystery of 
the UFO. • • which continue to baffle them. If they come from Mars 
and are that far ahead of us, we have nothing to fear." 

Why Mars? Unless both Richardson and Twining knew for a fact 
that the Edwards- landed UFOs were from that planet. 

Another astronomer who just happened to be in California at that 
time was Frank Halstead, of the University of Minnesota. Later in 
1954 he stated publicly: "Aircraft of some sort have visited the earth 
from outer space. The best scientific minds in the world agree that 
some planet out there is sending these things to look us over." 

Prof. Norman Berrill, of Canada's McGill University, had an ar­
ticle in the June 1954 issue of "McClean's Magazine" on the likelihood 
of there being advanced civilizations who had mastered space travel - ­
as well as being far, far beyond u s  in other matters. Was he also an 
Air Force guest at Edwards earlier that year1 

English Flying Saucer researcher Desmond Leslie was in the U.S. 
on a visit in the summer of 1954. Having read the BSRA material on 
the Edwards landing he made a few discreet inquiries himself while 
in Southern California. He later told George Hunt Williamson of his 
findings, reported in "Saucer Symposium" in "Valor" magazine for Oct. 
9, 1954: "While in California Desmond Leslie did a little Saucer re­
search himself. He discovered that the rumored saucer at Muroc was 
actually there, and was kept under guard in Hangar 27. He spoke to 
one AF man who had himself seen the craft, and his investigation showed 
that on a certain day, a 100- foot object landed on the runway at Muroc. 
Suddenly men coming back from leave found they were not allowed to go 

.back on the base and were given orders to. 'get lost'. Others had 
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their personal belongings brought to the 
them at the gate. Men on the base that 
day were not allowed to leave. Leslie 
says he believes the Saucer has not 
left Muroc. President Eisenhower had 
a look- see at the craft during his Palm 
Springs vacation. " 

LANDING AT LOSS IEMOUTH 

While Air Force personnel and 
their privileged guests were gawking 
at landed UFOs and the pilots in Sou­
thern California - - under tight secur­
ity, the Martians arranged another 
landing on the other side of the world 
in more public surroundings. It was 
the beach at Lossiemouth, Scotland, on 
Feb. 18, 1954! Writer- ornithologist­
astronomer Cedric Allingham was the 
fortunate mortal to be in the right 
place at the right time·, and with the 
right mental and emotional equipment. 
True, his out-of- focus pictures of the 
landed spacecraft and the pilot with 
whom he tried to communicate for half 
an hour leave much to be desired; but 
they are far, far better than anything 
offered to the public by the u.s. Air 
Force! 

The full story is in Allin�ham's 
book, "Flying Saucers From Mars , Bri­
tish Book Centre, New York, 1955. 

Cedric saw the glowing object in 
the sky above the beach area about noon. 
Through binoculars he could see port­
holes and other details of its struc­
ture, and got pictures of it. It came 
down to land near him on the beach about

four hours later. He had one witness to the landing and contact. 
The Martian could not speak English, but with his sketch pad and pen­
cil, drawing in the sun and orbits of the planets, Allingham found 
to his surprise that the Visitor came, not from Venus as.he suspected, 
but from Mars. 

Allingham could only guess at the propulsion system of the Mar­
tian craft. A slight humming noise coming from it as it swept in 
from over the oeean made him think of motors, but ·the corona dis­
charge around the 

_
IFO ( Identified Flying Object) in his first picture 
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bespeaks some fo� of 
electro- magnetic pro­
pulsion; for all de­
tails of.the craft 
were blotted out in 
the brilliant light. 
The same was true· of 
Coniston UFO picture 
taken by young Stephen 
Darbishire three days 
earlier. Allingham 
says the landed IFO 
at left was about 50 
feet in diameter and 
20 feet high. . The 
dome appeared to re­
volve while the craft 
was in fligh�. 

The metal hull 
was warm to the touch. 
The presence of a pow­
erful electro- magnetic 
- - and perhaps anti­
gravity field as well 

around the craft became obvious when the Martian detenminedly waved 
the Englishman back and away before takeoff. It rose slowly about 50 
feet, tilted slightly and left at tremendous speed. 

It isn•t likely that U.S. Air Force officers and technicians· 
at Edwards AFB in California in 1954 were any more ready to under­
stand Flying Saucer lift and propulsion systems than was Cedric Alling­
ham , or the members of Borderland Sciences Research Associates! So 
the BSRA material in the following pages is concerned more with the 
philosophical and political aspects of the Flying Saucer phenomenon. 
We've included Dr. Light's letter to Meade. There is Meade Layne's 
Personal Bulletin No. 4 - - a copy of which I received in Honolulu in 
April 1954, and there is the special Mark Probert seance of April 17, 
1954, in which Meade and others discuss the Edwards-Muroc landing 
and its implications with Ramon Natalli and the Yada di Shi1ite 
(Yah-dah aee Shee- ee- tay). We have included also a copy of Special 
Report 10-C-53. 

This latter is of interest because it was a seance set up espe­
cially for four engineers from the aero-space industry in San Diego. 
From the Yada di Shi'ite they hoped to get significant information 
from the "other side" on the properties of gravity fields and related 
space-time problems. If nothing else, the reading of 10-C-53 demon­
strates the great difficulties we have in adjusting our thinking to 
the demands of the Space Age, and to communicating with Beings who 
are free from the 3-D continuum in which we live. This is a Cosmic 
Barrier which all must cross eventually.

The Saucer landing at Edwards was a 
challenge to the Air Force and news re­
leases in 1955 indicated the challenge 
was taken up with the funding of an anti­
gravity research project at Martin-Balti­
more. It was simply called the Advanced 
Design section. It was headed by a bril­

. liant young physicist named George Trim-
ble. Other physicists were recruited from 
England and on the Continent. 

It seems more than likely that the 
Martin anti-gravity project was success� 
ful in building flyable hardware, utili­
zing anti-gravity and electro-magnetic 
principles. Ten years later, by 1965, 
Saucer researchers were receiving reports 
of UFO sightings in which the craft had MARK PROBERT' in trance and 
identification markings with Arabic num-under control 
erals and English ·letters on the sides. 
These reports came from the south Mid-west 

and in 1972, during the Kansas UFO flap of August, glowing space 
ships hovered over towns for hours at a time. It isn•t likely 
that alien space craft could remain in 3-D configuration that long 
without serious challenge by Air Force helicopters and jets. By 
now, in 1973, the U.S. Air Force must have an electro-magnetic and 
radar grid system which covers the entire United States like a 
blanket! I know from personal experience that when my little UFO 
magnetic detector here in Vista sounds a warning, a military-appear­
ing helicopter can be circling over the house within minutes! 

It's a good bet that the home of every UFO researcher and every 
known Contactee is pinpointed on detailed area maps of this nation. 
If a magnetic vortex or space/warp triggers the surveillance sys­
tem, government agents know it immediately and are on their way.

11My' friends ., in the pas s lng years· that we have had the honor and 
pleasure of speaking to you it is., ! think if looked back upon, quite 
plain what we were trying to say. That is� your civilization is at 
a very dangerous point, bordering on the razor's edge of annihilation . 

"My flliends , you have undoubtedly been keenly aware that we 
have been holcling back much of ":o�ha t 1-1e could have said because it is 
and ha s  been our polic y no·c to sow seeds of fear, becaus e unless 
we c ould see your civilization doing something active about the coming 
debacle it would be cruel instead of reasonable a�d kindly to tell 
whs.t we have learned; the whole stor-y. Now, we do not s ay your ciVi­
lization is necessarily even now going into destruction. There is 
yet time to bring about a peaceful and intelligent way of life . All 
cha�ges taking place in individual things or things en masse tends 
towa1� some chaotic conditions� but this does not mean that it  must 
all end i n  chaos.

Mr . Layne founded Bo rderland Science s  RILEY HANSARD CRABB 
Research As s ociates in 1945 in San Diego , Cal .

Attend any gathering 

ot "UFO people " that you want, and simply 

liaten. Rumore abound. 

Perhaps worae, however, ie that some 

ot theae rumora manage to circulate tor 

7eare (even decadea ) vi thout making 

even a reuonable effort to get to the bot-

toaa ot them. 
One ot the moat persistent of these

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rumors is a story that President Eisenhower 1 

in the early part of 1954, visited Edwards 
Air Force Bas e ( then known as Muroc ) in Cal­

i fornia and either viewed the bodiea of dead 

aliena and the wreckage of their crashed 

craft, or met with live aliens on some sort 

of diplomatic mission to earth. The story 

takes many fo�s 1 vi th the common thread 

being that the . president �steriously disap­

peared one evening while on a vacation to 

Palm Springs , California, and that he was 
spirited up to MLlroc to view (or meet) aliens .

( 1 )  President Eisenhower did indeed make 

a trip to Palm Springs between Februar,y 17th 

and 24th, 1954, and on the evening of Satur­

day, February 20th, he did disappear. Sever­

al members of the press caught wind ot the 

fact that the preaident was not where he 

should be and rumors ran rampant that he had 
either died or waa seriously ill . The stor.y 
even managed to get onto As sociated Presa 1 
Ne� York state wire before being killed mom­

enta later. To quell the fuse ,  wbite House 

Press Secretary James Haggerty called a late 

evening press conference at the Mirador Hotel 

to announce "solemnly " that the president had 

been enj oying fried chicken earlier that eve­

ning, had knocked a cap off a tooth, and had 

been taken to a local dentist for treatment. 

The president turned up for church early the 

next morning, casting aside whatever linger­

ing doubts there may have been about the aff­

air. According to Haggerty ' s  personal diary 

for Feb. 20, 1954 : 

"At Palm Springs - Pres broke cap off 
tooth - had it fixed at local dentist -
Dr. C . A. Purcell - AP, from Syracuse ,  
flashed ' Pres .  Eisenhower died tonight 
of a heart attack at Palm Springs ' -
someone fooling around with teletype -
moved on open state wire - caused some 
hell but AP killed it 2 minutes later -

In addition, it is a tnatter of record that 

Ike had returned from a quail-shooting vaca­

tion in Georgia less than a week betore leav­

ing for Palm Springs .  

( 3 )  lrJhile the incidence of a local dentist 

being called upon to treat the President or the 

United States is unusual enough that it should 

constitute a rather memorable event for those 

involved, Dr. Purcell ' s  widow ( during a June, 

1979 interview with Moore ) was cUriously unable 

to recall any specifi cs relating to her hus­

band ' s  alleged treatment of the president . In 
response to simple questions relating to the 

time of day, the nature of the president ' s  pro­

blem, the number of times her husband had tre­

ated th� president , or even whether the presid­

ent had been brought to her husband ' s  office 

or her husband had been taken to the president ' s  

rooms at Smoke Tree Ranch, she could only reply 

that she was "unable to recall " .  Yet her mem­

ory appeared flawless when asked to relate 

details of her and he r husband ' s  attendance 

(b,y presidential invitation ) at an outdoor 

steak fr.y the following evening, where her 

husband was introduced to tbe press and others 

as "the dentist who hnd tre ated the president ." . 

'fhi s would appear to suggest n cov•3 r story, 

the details of which would have eusily been 

repeated at the time , but quite naturally for­

gotten a quarter century later.
