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At the present time we have optimistic estimates from officials 
of the National Aeronautics and Space Administration that we may be 
s en din g Astronauts to the Moon in 1968. That ' s only two years awayl 
We already have physical contact with the Moon with S urveyor I, with 
excellent pictures of the barren and lifeless surface._ 

What next? · As we turn our attention to the planets of the solar 
syst em and beyond those to the next larger system, the Zodiac, are 
beings in these larger systems turning their attention on us? I think 
so. Let us assume tha t the universe is aware of us, even as we are 
becoming increasingly aware of !tZ 

We have awe-inspiring photos of the earth from hundreds of miles 
out. Surveyor sent back one photo of the earth as seen from the Moonl 
These are New Age pictures . T hey be gin a new cycle of human unfold­
ment. If you want a date for the beginning of the Aquarian Age, let 
that be it, Aug 23, 1966, ·the day our Lunar O rbiter s atelli t e  sent 
back a pi ct u re of the earth from the Hoon• Thi s new pe rspecti ve of 
our little school room in the solar system is activating slumbering 
centers of our creativtty. This new, higher form of energy will make 
itself increasingly evident for the n e xt forty_ years. 

If you know your astrology you know that Aquarius is an air sign. 
Is it any wonder that we are having such fantastic aerial developments? 
Air represents the fi ner , lighter forces i n  N ature. What planet rules 
the Zodiacal sign of Aquarius? Uranus. You-ran-us! Vast and revo­
lutionary change s are focused through Uranus; for it ma kes all things

The symbol for this in our so lar system has 
always been Venus. But Uranus is the higher octave of V enus. Its 
subtle influence d ema nds of us that we rai se our pe rs on al affe�tion 
for a few people to the hei gh t s of impersonal, universal love. 
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AN EXPANSION OF CONSCIOUSNESS 

This is like asking us to hoist ourselves by our bootstraps. W� 
cannot d o  it alone. There is help, plenty ot i t. Thi s-new Aquaria n  
energy stri ki n g  u s  through Ura nus is quickenin g and shar pening ou r 
minds. This enc o u rages us t o  welcome the new·, t o  st ri ke o ut in new 
dire-ctions . The eart h  has alr�a dy been explored; so t he New A ge im­
pulse forces to expl o re ourselves even as t he astronauts rea c h  out in 
tho.ught toward ne'" o bjec ti ves bey o nd the Moo n. 

Rather a diz z yi n g pros pe c t  i sn't it? s·ut d oesn't thi s rapid ex­
pansion i n  c o ns ci o usness invi te us , men o f  ear t h , t o  play a new role -
in the unfolding cosmic drama o f  the Aquarian a ge? · I think so. Here ­
to fore·you and I have been co ntent to t hi nk o f  ourselves as citizens 
of the United States o f  A merica -- o r  some o ther natio n .  But the or­
bi.tlng s atellites , Russi a n  and Ame rican, race across dozens of· national 
fronti ers every m o men t a t  17 , 500 mi les an h o ur. T his is gradually 
fo r c in g us to thi nk o f  ourselves as ci tiz en s  of �arth. 

But an even mo re ra dical revoluti on i n  c onsciousness will be for­
ced on us by t he ou twar d trips beyo nd t he Moo n·to the planet s . We 
will be claimin g citizenship i n  t he sola r system,·perhaps even the 
cosmos! Here in America we kn o w-t hat ci ti z ens�ip -- for the white 
people at least ·-- bes t o ws wo nde rf ul p rivileges; but we are also train­
ed to accep t t he res p o nsibi lit ies of ci ti z en ship. If the re were no 
sense of resp o nsi bility the re wo uld be n o  privilege. Now the New Age 
demands of us, the Visito rs from beyond the sun d emand of us , that 
we be responsible citiz ens o f  the so lar sys tem. tvith t hat so lar or 
even cosmic respo nsibili ty will come privileges beyon d our wildest 
d reams. 

I have frien ds whose fondest dream is t o  t ake a vacation trip to 
Havai-io They work f or i t'an d s�ve thei r mo ney . Others, like Mrs. 

·crabb and myself are lo okin g  fo rward, some d ay ,  :
·
to a trip around t he 

world as a vac a ti on reward. But lioul d n 1 t it be even more wo.nder ful 
to be able to d ream , a n d  plan, a n d  save f o r a vacation trip to Mars o r  
Venus? Dare I su g gest a trip outside the sola r system in· our time. 
Will some of us be makin g inter-stellar v o yages ·�o Sirius, the bright� 
est 'star in the heavens, t he Sun behind ou r sun? I think so . But be­
fore we can prop o se these i deas at the po pular lev0l -- and not just 
to a convention of the elect· here at the ClaTemont -- we must be taught· 
to realize tha t o ur t hough t s  are of greater consequence than our ac­
tions.· The publi c at large must be taught t hat we are not alone in the. 
unive rse. T he ear th is one of a f amily o f  planets in the solar system. 
We must unify o urselves by i n ter-weavin g o u r  thoughtst with those of 
our fellow-humans on Mars, Venus and tha othe r  plane t s. 

Thi-s expansion o f  consciuusness began with a ve.ngeance t hi s  year , 
1966 , wit h  t he persis ten t  a ppearance of Flying Saucers a ll over the 
count·ry; and most importan t  of all, the natio nal p ress, TV and radi o 
are finally t reating the sighting s  as str aight news stories, f actual 
observa tions by relia ble pe o ple. Mos t recent, and hai r-r aising, is 
that two-par t  Flying Sa ucer story in the Oct. 4th and Oct. 18t h  issues 
of Loo k Magaz i ne. If you haven't, get them a nd read them l 
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This "Aboard A r ... lying Sauce r" story by John G. Fuller in Look 

Ma8azlne is dramatic and national confirmation of what we in Bo rde r­
land Sciences Research Associates were told 18 years ago! Back in 
1948, Lao Tse of our Inner Circle, told us: 

MAKING AN EXAMTIIATION FOR THE RECORD 

"You ask why the Flying Saucers are here in large numbers? I · 
shall tell you. Always, when a civilization, a culture has reached 
its height and is destined to collapse, the E thereans have appeared 
in numbe rs. They come to make an examination and a final rec ord , for 
th ei r own knowledge, of the status of that civilization -- somewhat 

as you might do with disappearing t ri bes and raceso And it is true 
also that they have been alerted and disturbed by your release of 
atomic ene rgi es. " 

So, in these recent i s sue s of Look Magazine we h av e  Faller �ell1 
ing us of the p e rsonal experiences of Barney and Be;tty- Hill in 1961. 
Their car was s to pped on a New. Hampshire highway. They we re hypnoti­
zed. They were taken aboard a nearby Flying Saucer for a most th orough 
physical examination. Then they were given the post-hypnotic sugges­
tion that the wh�le experience wo uld be forgotten, Finally, they were ·· 
t aken back to their car and sent on their way . by these s cie ntifi c Visi­
tors from some unnamed p lanet in some unknown solar system. Barney 
and Betty were treated h�manely, but as impersonally and cooly as if 
they had been animals in some experimental farm. 

But the experience of 1961 lias too disturbing to remain dormant 
in their subconscious. They finally went to a psychiatrist for help 
a couple of years later. Under hypnotic regression, with Dr. Simon'·s 
expert help, the whole traumatic experience was b rou ght to full con­

sciousness. The part that concerns us and today9s subject of S pace­
craft from Beyond the Sun is the following ex9hange between Betty Hill 
and the Leader of the a li en spacecraft: 

"And so then I said., • •  I knew he 'vasn't from the e a rth , and I 
wante d  to know where he did come from. And he asked me if I knew any­
thing about the universe� And I told him, no, I know practically no­
thing • • •  And he went across the room and pulled out a map, and he 
asks me had I ever seen a map like this bef6re • • •  There all the s e 
dots on it, s c atte re d all over it.

And there were lines • • •  going fro� 
one dot to another. And there was one big circle, and it had a lot 
of lines c oming out from it. A lot of lines going to another circle 

quite close, but not as big. And these were heavy �ines. And I asked 
him what they meant, And he said that the heavy lines were trade 
routes. The other lines, the solid lines were places they went oc­

casionally. And he said the broken lines we re expeditions • • • And I 
asked him where was his home port, and he said: W�ere are you on the 
map ? I looked and laughed and said_I dont kno,v. So he said: If you 
dont know where you are, then there isn9t any point of my telling vhere 
I am from. And he put the map away • • •  " 

Tragic, isn9t it, that werre all so ill-informed? It hasntt been 
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too. important in the past, to most of us, w:tere our ea rth is in r e la­
tion to o th er sun systems; but· I suppose this "rlll be r� qui red of 
eve ry world citize n  of the New Age. ,,,e do have ono ancient and honor­
abl e road map of the heavens. Tltis is the Tree of Life of our We stern 
Myste ry Tradition, to l{hich we will refe r later. 

HO'ef TO GET THE HELL OFF THE EARTHt 
Thousands of advanced humans have used the Tree of Life to map 

out a safe escape from the ea rth , and a safe return; but it was a well 
ke pt secre t in the Mystery Schools of Atlan tis , in Egypt, in the Holy 
Land and down to Europe and America of the present day. Now the de­
mands of the space age will make it public knolfledge. If we are to· 
take our place as a welc ome member of the f amily of planet s in the 
solar system, we mus t know where we are, not only in the solar syst e m  
but in the next larger family of suns, t h e  Z odiac. � �nve from 
Pisces into Aquarius the pressures of thi s new re gi on in sp�ce will 
de m and it of us. 

Oh, you wont necessarily be going in a material space· ship l The se 
New Age dev�lopments wont be limited to physic al achievements alone . 
Oh no. The Apollo trips to the Moon, th e manned �xcursion to Mars 
are only preludes to personal expl o ra t ions of t h e high e r  dime nsions 
of the mind and hea rt! 

You aren 9 t going to fre e  ·yours elf from the earth b y  loading your 
mind down wi t h  physi c al fac ts. 've could spe nd hou rs here d e t ailin g 
the monument al pl ans of the space engineers of the National Aeronautics 
and Space Administration, u n ti l the lower mind staggers to exhaustion 
with the overload. N o. The Aqua rian stimulus is openi ng our higher 
minds. We hunge r  for information tha t  only th e spiritual w o rld c an 
provide. 

True, th e astronomical picture of the universe is stimulating, 
but what can th e material-minded a s t ronomer tell you of how

.
it got 

he re and who made it? The scientist has failed to establish a !!ViB& 
between ourselves and the universal orderZ As Theodore 

Heline has said rece n t ly, "The hea rt is left cold, t h e  inne r life 
undernourished. \tJe ne e d  sustenance on dee per levels. u And he remi nds 
us of the profound observations of Sir F rancis Bacon, nnw one of the 
advanced men, "men beyond mankind", wh o . are helping to lead us into 
the New Age .  

I am a Baconian H e retic. I am . one o f  the growi n g number of peo ple 
who believe that Francis Bacon wrote the gr e at Plays .under the pen 
name of W'illiam Shakespeare .  But bless you, tha t was only one of many 
p e n names use by t hls journalistic ge nius . Others .we re : T. Bright, 
Edmund Spenser, Burton, Harlow; Greene, Peele ,  Ben Jonson and - believe 
it or not -- the Man in the Moon! 

Young Francis Bacon was frustrated by the "barrenness of academic 
knowledge" while at Cambridge in 1573 and 1574. Y e ars later he1 took 
occasion to derid e  the fruitless pursuit of \dsdom in books whe n  he 
wrote the drama, "Love's Labor 70s t". T h e re he has Bi ron remark: 
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"Study is like the hea ven ' s glorious sun, 
That will no t be deep-searched wlt h  saucy loo ks; 
Small have continual plodders ever wo n, 
Save base authori ty from others ' books. 
These earthly god f a th e r s  of heaven ' s lights, 
That give a name to every fix�d stur, 
Have no more pr o fit of t heir. s hi ning night s 
Than th ose tha t wal k  and wo t no t what they are. 
To o much to know is t o k n ow nau�ht but fame; 
A n d  every go dfather can give a name." 

And so i t  i s with the present Gemini pr ogram and the coming Apollo 
trips to t he Moon. Our of the e ar th and its imm e di ate space 
envi ro nment i s  increasing tremendously, but where is the to 
translate this knowledge into a bette r world? I t  certainly isn't in 
the encyclopedias of inform ation accumulating at NASA headquarters in 
Houston, Texa s . These "b"o ks of base a utho rity" c annot sa tisfy our 
thirst for treasure s  of t he spirit. 

We who s tudy the My s t eri e s, the Ancient.Wisdom, know that the 
Astronauts a re bou nd to have s pi ri tual experiences while in orbital 
flight. In the sen s ory deprivati o n  of deep space the bo nd s of the 
flesh a re. loos.ened. Life yea rns t o  re t urn to th e Fa the r' s  House , it's 
real home. This chan ge of c�nsc i ousn ess ha s l ong been known to high 
altitude pi lots a s  "the· break off". But because of the materialistic 
concepts of the spa ce sci entists on the gro und, and of t he men who 
administer the space program, the Astronauts are very reluctant to dis­
cuss t hese trea sure s of perso nal awakening when t hey return to earth • 

. We have recently learned tha t A stro nau t S c ot t Car penter was one 
who " opened " and saw through the Veil while his Mercury capsule orbi t ed 
t he earth. The whole panorama of creation was s pread before him, in, 
both it s good and its evil a sp e ct s. H e  learne·d by direct pe rception 
that space -- s o -c alle d e mpty space -- i s  peopled with - i nt elligen t be­
ings, som e of human type, some non-human. The tro uble wa s tha t he t 
apparently f ound it difficult to re-f ocus on hi s earthly responsibili­
ties when it cam e time to pr epa re for re-entry during his third orbit. 
He made sever a l o perational e rro rs and , a s  I rec all , missed the land­
ing target by a c o upl e o f  hundred mi�es. 

Most of u s  have to go through a long pe ri od o f  cons ciou s prepa ra ­
tion .and condi ti o ni ng be f ore we a re granted the kind of spi ritual ex­
perience Scott Ca rpenter had. He was gi ven a grandstand view of the 
p ro blem s that vex mo s t of us. Once we have such a r eve l a ti on of the 
d e '!pe r my s terie s of our own being, and of t he universe, no mate ri ali s ­

tic approach to life will ever satisfy u s  agai n. There is b red in us 
a dj.vine d i s co nt en t.. I suggest tha t our sp a. c e pro·gram is forcing a 
gradual bu� stead y shift in our thoughts and f eelings, away from phy s ­
ical, outer phen omena toward a much mox·e satisfying inner reality. 

Today9s p ri es ts are t he sci enti s t s .  They are le ad in g th e ch an ge 
away from ma tter t o  ener gy . This has been going on for yea r s  now. 
Has any one here ever seen an atom, or a neutrino? O f 'ourse not! 
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T�e p hysi cist s , these "earthly �odfathers o f  heaven's lights", 
are g iving names to vibrations� They have r e d uced matter t o  energy, 
t o  the first c re a ti on , sound. In the beginning was the Word. To the 
high pri e s ts of t h e super-physi c al space was still a vacuum full of 
nothing, 30 years ago. No w  the y  spe ak g libly of the s ola r wind , great 
bursts o f  i o nize d  .parti c l es -- whatever the· he l l  are -- st reaming 
out from the sun in all direction s and a deadly me na c e  to warm human 
lif e as we kn o�.; it, un less pr ote c t e d by a magne ti c shi e ld like the Van 
Allen belts, and an a tm osphere. So physi cs has r eally beco m e me ta­
physics bu.t n o  s e l f-resp e c t i n g sc ienti D t will admit it. 

METAPtriSICS IS A DIRTY 'vORD 

In Ame rican labo ratories wha t physici s t  would ad mit that he is 
studyin g metaphysic s, or re i n carna ti o n, or karma? But hi s  probings of 
energy will eventually lead hi m to these dogmas o f  oe -· �. �cienceJ 
For the physicist is l ooking for Cause s, and Causes are Moru� . There 
is right and wro ng i n  the universe and an in t elli gent being is su pposed 
to kno w  the dif f ere n c e .  

The problems o f  ce l estial navigatio n and t h e  inter-planetary t ri ps 
e v e n  now b e in g  programme d i n  Hou s ton are for c ing space s cienti sts and 
the as trono mers t o  examine the stars more closBly than th ey have e v er 
d on e .  Eventually t h e i r  astro nomy i s  going t o  b e  come a�tro l o gy. Yes , 
the "an cient and honorabl e science of th e  stars" is quite certain to b e  
popular again. Wh en e art hly pro b l ems hav e threat e n e d  t o  o v ervh.elm man 
he has always tu rn e d to the stars, to the c o nste l l ati o ns of the Zodia c ,  
for guidance. Despite its b oasted scientific attitude toward life, 
this c i vi lizati o n  mu st do th e same and the sci e n ti st s  are leading the 
way. Continued and close examination of t he vibrations comin g t o  u s  

·fr om the Pl e i ad e s , fro m  the Great Bear, and from Sirius -- not to me n­
tion other constellations -- wi l l  e vent ual ly reveal an i n t e lli g e n c e  
superimp o s e d  o n  t he vibrations. Most of us d o nt know i t  bu t w e  are 

·
locked in the grip of the 12 rays coming from the Zodiac. If we want 
mo re li ght sh e d  on the mystery of bein g , thi s is where we'll. find it. 
On e or two unorthodox radio astronomers have hazarded the gu ess that 
certain i nvisibl e  but detectable radio si gnals from deep spac e may be 
beamed si g nal s for the guidance of Flying Saucers! I believe t h e y  are 
very clo s e  t o  the truth. 

THE MASS LANDINGS IN 9th CENTURY FRANCE 

One of the mo s t  interesting pieces of comparatively e arly Flying 
Saucer lit era ture wa s published i n  P.ari s, France i n  1670. A lay priest 
o f  the Roman Catholi c Chur ch was the au tho r, the Abbe de Vi llars . H e  
titled his littl e ma s terpiece of occul t literature, "The Comt e d e  Ga­
balis", the Crun t of t he Kabalo.; for thi s mysterious C ou nt , an Adept 
from the 'iestu rn Lodge_, is the ccn t ral figure. The ·mate rial i n  t h e  
boo k  i s  mai n ly a serieG of discourses b y  t h e  Cottte d �  Gabalis. The s e  
are instructions in metuphysics for his student, the Abbe. We have 
alread y ref erred t o  the Sun behind the sun in this talk, Sirius. It 
was our own reading of the C omte 's discourses that stirred our i n t er­
est in t hat treme ndous, binary star system, the brightest star i n  our 
h eave ns. In the o p ening "Invoc�tion to the Flame" there is a direct 
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A�cordin� to the Count the Sylphs "carried aut their plan" of try­
ing t·� ��.,aken those southern Frenchmen to th� possibility of a New Age 
of Enlightenment, free from ruthless dictators and religious tyrants. 
"The people who saw these m.en descending (from the space ships) came 
running from every direction, convin ced beforehand that they were sor­
cerers who had separated from their companions in orde r to come and 
scatter poison on the fruit and in the springs. Carried away by the 
frenzy with which such fancies inspired them, they hurried these inno ­
cents off to torture. The great number of them who were put to death 
by fire and water throughout the kingdom is i ncredible . " 

HAVE 1m CHANGED? NOT MUCHI 

Of course we're too modern now to subject Flying Saucer eontacteea 
to torture or drowning. \ve are more sophisticated and more subtle than 
the F renchman of the 9th Century; we use character as ·���ation. Air 
Force spokesmen imply that people who see Flying Saucers a1� �eluded 
dupes or outright fraud s . Neighbors subject Flying Saucers sighters 
to all kinds of ridicule. F rank Mannor, the Michigan farmer who watch­
ed a Saucer maneuver around over his land for four hours one night last 
April, went through hell afterward. Drunks drove by his house after­
ward, at night, and heaved beer bottles through his car windows. He 
and his wife recei·Ved threatening and obscene telephone calls from 
people who refused to identify themselves. Some of the�e callers were 
spurred on by their reli gious leaders, no doubt. 

none day among other instances," continued the Count, "it chanced 
at Lyons that three men and a woman were seen descending from these 
aerial ships. The entire city gath ered about them crying out that they 
were magici a ns and were sent by Grimaldus, Duke of Beneventum, Charle­
ma gne's enemy, to destroy the Frenc� harvests. In vain the four inno­
eents sought to vinaicate themselves by saying that they were thei r 
own countrymen, and had been carried away a sho rt time since by mirac-

·ulous men who had sho wn them unheard-of-marvels�- and had desir ed them 
to give an account of what they had seen. The frenzied · populace paid 
no heed to their defence, and were on the point of casting them into 
the fire when the worthy Abogard, Bishop of Lyons, who having been a 
monk in that city had acquired considerable authority there, came run­
ning at the noise, and having heard �he accusati on s of the people and 
the defence of the accused, gravely pronounced that both one a nd the 
other were false. That it was not true that these men had fallen from 
the sky, and that what they said they had seen there was impossible." 

Clever man, the Bishop of Lyons� he saved the lives of four inno­
cent people. Even more imp orta nt , he preserved the apthority of the 
Roman Catholic Church. "The people believed what their good father,Ag­
oba rd said ra .. her th..£n the:!.r o'rn eyes, were pacified , set at lib erty 
the four Ambassadors of the Sylphs, and ra ceived with wonde r the book 
which Agobard wrote to confirm the judgment which he had pronounced. 
Thus the testimo ny of these four witnesses was rendered vain. " 

The negative bias of the Piscean Age was too strong to be overcome 
in the 9th Century with even this powerful testimony. This attempt of 
Z edechias and the E there an s to �,en the minds of men faile d, then, al-
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most; for there was no ce ss ati on in the endle ss wars, brutality and 
corruption of th e tim�s. Yet a philosophical seed had b een planted 
by the Visitors; for the Count went on to te ll the Abbe of the results 
of the visit to the Etherean realms by the three men and the woman: 

" Nevertheless , as they e scap ed with their lives they were free to 
recount what they had seen, w.hich was not altogether f ruitless ; for, 
aa you will recall, the age of Charlema gne was prolific of heroic men. 
This would indi cate that the woman who bad been in the home of. the 
Sylphs found credence among the ladies of that pe ri od • • • which com­
pelled the people of those times to apply themselves somewhat to Philo­
sophy; and thence were derived all the stories of the fai ries which 
you find in the love legends of the age of Charlema gne and of those 
which followed • • •  " 

THE DA�tfN OF PROTESTAN TISH 

Here is a clue to the seeds of protest ag ai ns t the corruption of 
priesthood of the Roman Catholic Church. They were planted in the 
hearts of Frenchmen of Languedoc. and elsewhere in So uthern F ranee by 
Visitors from outer space in the 9th Cent ury. Two centuries later the 
so-called Albigensi an heresy was in full-blown revolt a gainst the dead 
dogmas of the Church. 

So liberal was the atmosphere of western Provence, Languedoc, then 
that the Kabala could b� openly acknowledged and taught by such leaders 
as Abraham ben Isaac, president of t he Court of Law in Narbonne. The 
oldest known book on the Kabala, the "Bahir", was in circulation. 
Then a reli gious fanatic named Lothario di Conti grabbed the t hrone in 
Rome and launche d an all-out political and economic war agai nst the 
French he re tic s , more generally kno,.,n in those times as Catharists. 
In Peter of Castelnau this new pope, Innocent III, found a religious 
maniac as ruthless and greedy for power as himse� f. Castelnau was ap­
)ointed Papal Legate with full power to enlist the aid of the king of 
France in destroying all liberty in Southern F rance . \vhen Brother 
Peter w a s assassinated on jan. 14, 1208, I nno c ent III conceived the 
brilliant scheme of launching the Fou rth Crusade, not against the infi­
dels in the Holy Land, but against good Christians in S outhe rn France1 
The bloody, and succes s ful, war agains t Christian h e re ti c s dragged on 
long aft er Innocent III's death. But self-conscio usness does not end 
at the gYav e and in 1245 the gre at pope's rev enge was complete. From · 
the Ca th oli c heaven he could watch in triumph as his fanatical follow­
ers ove-rwhelmed the last Catharist citadel on Montsegur. To make thei-r 
triumph complet e the good Catholics roasted the remaining 20a protest­
ing Christians alive. The stink of their burning fle�h perfumed the 
air of Southern France for day s afterward.

'l'be first thoughts of space travel (f'act or fiction ) came to be associated With 
oar own moon,because of' it s re lative closene s s . As our understanding or such matters 
inereased and the current era of Saucer sight ings and act ivity came into focus , it was 
logicallypostulate that spacecraft could probab ly coce from e.nytthere within the solar 
system . 

later on the more informed Saucer re se archers , noting the " ou+ of tfiis world" be ·  
bavior and performance o f  the cra.f't , came t o  the conclusion that Sau��.- , · .. l'!lt were not 
only interplanetary but . • •  interdimens iona.l as well and that they could and often did 
"emerge '' fiom the ir own octave of phys ical manife station and then , just as easily, "de ­

mat :'  baclt into the ir dimension . In short , that the se craft were able to shuttle to and 
tTom visible and (to us )  invis ib le worlds or planet s ,  within and out side of our solar 
system . 

Aay effort to astronomically locate such planet s as !3ethurmn ' s "(!larion" , for ex­
ample , woul.d there fore be meaningle ss if · ·c larion : r  happens to belong to an octave of 
pbysieal manifestation that is invisible and intangible to us . They· coul.d not be seen 
with our present type s of opt ical te le scope s ,  but they might be detectable With more 
refined de signs of the so called : 'radio te le scope s . , and there is e.very po s s ib ility that 
they � already ·be ing re corded via this instrument . 

I now otfer some thoughts heipful in pin-point ing the origin of Saucer craft that 
come :tram outside our solar system . I carne across research informat ion to this eft'ect 
til : ' Super-Physical Science · • J by J.... . P. Sinnett , $2 . 00, Theo sophical Pre ss , Wheaton ,  Ill . 
Sinnett ' s  wide range of super-physics ,  by the way, doe s not refer to Saucers in aey way 
but his chapter on : :The Sirian Cosmo s ' ! and the rest of hi·& book came to him (about 1910 ) 
tram a rather extraordinary super- sensory source and provides same �xcellent fill-in 
resee.rch information pertinent to current Saucer phenomena . 

Sinnett ' s  information i s  that our sun and it s falilily of planet s i s  itse lf part of 
a super- solar system ,  i . e .  that it i s  revolving aro�d the giant star Sirius , whiCh is 
aboUt ten light years away from us . .  He adds that the Sirian super- solar system (isolated 
1n space frooJ other systems of the same order ) inc lude s up to about 100 solar systems 
like our own ,  all gravitating around the Sirian central sun . . 

It become s immediate ly logical. and apparent that , vithin this vast Sirian system, 
of which our solar system is a part ,  there has been room ,  time and spe cial opportunity 
for vast and varied fleets of spacecraft to evolve and that most • of the Saucer craft 
seen in our skie s \- �doubte�ly hai l from somewhere with in this Sirian system ; even though 
there must be some traffic betvreen the Sirian and other systems. . of the same kind still 
farther out in space , hundreds or more · light ye ars av�ay . 

Apropos of all this S innett ment ions a fact of super-physical astronomy that serve s 
as a corroborat ive climax to what the BSRA has been pat ient ly  maintaining for the best 
pez1; err a decade , i . e .  that Saucer craft are as we 11 as interplane· 

tary . 
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Sinnett �a.ys : ' I am told that , of all th� lCO solar s:,rs'te:ns i:lvolv-ed in the SiriaD 
cosmos ,  only abou� twenty- five a:e at a stAge of growth or devc lopme�t resembling our 
ow systet"J and thus appealing to �he phys :. cal ple.�e sense s !  

Noting the above percentage of physical 'ls . (to us )  inviJible worlds , it is evident 
that spacecraft that can and do "mat and demat l l  are the rule and not t.be exception 1n 
the cosmie scheme of thinc:;s and that it is our pcysical octaVe of manifestation that 1a 
relatively abnormal ar.d open to cautious observat ion by outer spaee beings .
