AFTER what he believes were 
a couple of bungled attempts 
on his life, Riley Crabb packed 
his files and an overnight bag 
and headed for Godzone. 

Just out of San Diego, California, the 
D1rector of Borderland Sciences tells 
me he left a house, regularly spied on 
from helicopters, and where the 
phones were bugged - both done by 
shadowy organisations who like to 
keep their fingers on the pulse of the 
UFO business, and anything else Riley 
and his worldwide Borderland Science 
followers dug into. 

Looking at him in the Orewa flat he 
shares with Phyllis (the penfriend of 
20 years he finally wed), it's not hard 
to believe Riley Hansard Crabb gave 
some of the first lectures on UFOs 

(when sightings were in their infancy) 
and helped create worldwide aware· 
ness of the phenomenon. 

He's.tall, grey haired, and alert with 
bright eyes and a crisp manner. 

The Riley and Phyllis Crabbs of this 
world are an enigma. 

They want to know the truth about 
the little green men, and spend a life­
time researching them. 

They are prepared for and even wel­
come the pooh-poohs from disbeliev­
ers. Then they show films which in. 
turn show objects which may or may 
not be the craft these same greenies 
fly round in. 

I don't need a lot of convincing 
there's something no one has been able 
to explain out there.

And, having seen spook harassment 
at first hand in America, I can under­
stand Riley's feelings - digging round 
in murky waters ca&t more 
than a rap on the 

So it was only after we'd talked and 
eaten cookies for some time that he 
and Phyllis showed me the letter from 
a "Justice for Mllitary Personnel" re· 
questing an Executive Order from 
President Reagan to end the UFO cov· 
er-up. 

The JMP, as they call themselves, 
are mostly retired brass who say they 
want clearance to talk to Congress 
about their pas� dabblings in muddy 

waters and they don't want to be 
zapped for talking. 

Riley believes the letter to be genu­
ine. It asks the President to take into 
account that the start of the cover-up 
40 years ago was confined to a very 
few folk within the military and the 
government. Today thousands are 
involved. 

The brass say they intentionally or­
dered pilots to shoot at UFOs hoping to 
get one for research purposes. 

Pilots who reported UFOs were si­
lenced; commercial ones smeared if 
they described what they saw. Citizens 
were slandered when they dared re· 
port the objects and Congressmen and 
Senators debunked when they sought 
information. 

If all this sounds a bit remote from 
everyday Orewa goings on, it is. 

But just recently Riley says he had a 
call from the US about a mutual 
friend's line of investigation and the 
friend disappeared. 

Unreal? Certainly. Checkable? 
Probably not. We haven't had the UFO 
situation thrust upon us the way it has 
happened in America and (to a lesser 
extent) Europe. 

One Aucklander who has been in· 
volved, Captain Bruce Cathie, re­
c�lved threats wheh his first book wn 
published 20 yean ago. It was to him 
that Riley went on arrival here before 
joimng up with Phyllis. 

Both had recently lost their spouses. 
They enjoyed the same UFO investiga­
tory bent, so they joined forces in 
matrimony.
