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ITRODUCTION

In 1946 there was no general occult publication in
fmerica comparable to such British magazines as “Light"”
or "Cccult Leview”, 1t was iieade Layne's intention to
fill this need with the mimeographed quarterly "'Flying
Loll’, Ie chose this rather umusuel title from "Occult
orders where it usually designates a single manuscript
of instruction and information, passed about in tumm
to members end copied by them, and derived from Zech-
ariah 5:2 in the Dible. This indeed gives the term
Flying LKoll an ancient and honorable origin.

lost issues were 32 pages, 7x10in, with flexible
card stock covers, Judging from the list of names of
subscribers, page 59 of the second number, there were
around 150 copies of each issue mailed out., At the
time, lir., Layne was already publishing his Tound Ro-
bin"” journal of borderland research for LSRA and had
been since 1945, The two separate publications devoted
to fairly similar metaphysical material became too much
of a burden by the middle of 1948; so Flying Roll was
discontinued after the 1l0th number and its subscribers
and material were merged into the bi-monthly Round
Robin,

To the student of the occult conditioned only to
the bland and lsundered publications of the Rosicru-
cians, Theosophists, Arcane School, or tc Eileen Gar-
rett's “Tomorrow”’, the Flying Roll material will be
breath~taking, even shocking. It certainly lets a
breath of fresh air into certain areas of occult re-
search, even in the bare-body, anything-goes freedom
of 1971, a whole generation later:

Continued demands for copies of the occult Flying
Roll have finally forced the present leadership of ILSRA
to tzke one set of original copies of the ten issues
to the printers for photo-offset reproduction, two
issues at a time, changing only the page numbers toward
full book sequence. Complete they will amount to over
330 pages of fascinating material, Only the individual
indexes will be re-typed to conform to the new page
numbering; otherwise, you see it as is, or was, with
the addition of a few illustrations of some of the
central characters for the sake of the record.

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AT LEFT is a copy of a portrait photo of the
late founder and former director of BSRA, N,
Meade Layne, He began his public borderland
work with the publication of the "Round Robin",
a mimeographed journal, in 1945, His sincere'
and liberal-minded effort to review and report
on the Borderland Sciences: Psychic Research,
Radionics, Radiesthesia, Fortean falls, Occul-
tism, Flying Saucers, Dowsing, etc., slowly
gained a following and in 1946 he decided upon
the title, Borderland Sciences Research Asso-
ciates, It was in this year also that the
unusual trance mediumship of Mark Probert was
brought to his attention, and through Mark the
contact with the members of the Inner Circle,
including the Yada di Shitite., Mr. Layne con-
tinued as director of BSRA until June 1, 1959.
; — He passed away at a rest home in San Diego at
N. Meade Layne the age of 78, May 12, 1961.

AT RIGHT is the present (1961) direc- o
tor of BSRA, Riley Crabb., For reasons
of ill health, Mr., Layne asked Mr,
Crabb to take over directorship in May
1959, He had been a member since 1951,
Mr, Crabb's background qualifications
for such work include 25 years of meta-
physical study in the Theosophical and
Rosicrucian schools, editor and publi-
sher of magazines and industrial jour-
nals, industrial work with Minneapolis-
Honeywell and the Naval Missile Center,
Pt, Mugu, California and personnel work
and counseling in U,8, Civil Service.

The present writer (who is also editor of the Round Robin)} not long
ago wrote to o number of his petsonal acquaintances, suggesting the pub-
lication of a Flying Roll in the field of parapsychology, psychism, oc-
cultism and'outlaw' phenomena of the Fortean type. The response to
this was highly favorable. Almost without exception, the persons ad-
dressed offered to contribute material, and to purchew one or more cop-
ies of the ROLL (probably a quarterly) at any reasonable figure.

The term FLYING RCLL is of course borrowed from the Occult Orders,
where it usually designates a singls monuscript of instruction and in-
formation, passed about in turn to members and copied by thaem.

Since not all resadere of this received the first !'personal letter:
it may be best to explain as briefly as possible, The purpose is
simply the pooling of specialized knowledge and ideas -~ a kind of tmde
journal in a new field, or a *‘Notes and Queriest publication, or o re-
port or bulletin of useful facts and viewpoints,

Material in the FR will not, as a rule, be of the sort which cagn
or should be published elsewhere - for various reasons. It may be
somoewhat technical or highly specialized, and so of interest to only
a few readers; it may be material which no ordinary periodical would
think worth publishing- but which a few students find all-important;
or it may often consist of facts which should not be publicised, as a
matter of public policy. Nearly all specialists in the border-line
sciences possess knowledge and experiences which would be valuable to.
others, if only there were some means of disseminating them, to the
right people.

This last expression brings us to the tconfidential! aspect of
the Flying Roll. No such thing as secrecy, of course, is possible;
the idea is only that the FR is sent out to a limited number of re-
sponsible persons, who will make Tight use of it (if any), and who
will not circulate it indiscriminately, or in the public prints.
writers who wish to make use of material appsaring in FR will, of
course, communicate with the author concerned, or with the FR editorn

The intellectual and moral maturity of each of us is assumed, as well

as some measure of specialized knowledge.

We hardly need to suggest that case histories, unusual faets,
quotations and references ahould be documented if possible, or at
least the writer should himself possess satisfactory evidence, and
be willing to assist other responsible investigators . . .And while
none of us objects to the fantastic and improbable, the real matter
of concern is the relevance, the meaning and importance of the hap-
pening. But of course, a fact that scems senseless to me may be in-
telligible and important to you, and so I should report it anyhow,
and maybe you will help clear it up. I only mean to say that FR is
serious-minded,and does not care for sensationalism per se, or 'be~
lieve it or not' jtems of no possible import,
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Though the idea'is repugnant to the average scientific worker,
there is a certain kind of problem which is fast becoming a defi-
nite crux., It is the kind of problem which seems to belong to
theoretical and applied science, to occult or esoteric studies,
and to philosophy (ontology and epistemology especially), all at
the same moment. The kind of phenomena studied by Charles Fort
illustrates what is meant - and so do poltergeist phenomena (tn-
creasing and often dangerous), ard at least the (genuine) phy-
sical phenomena of spiritism. There is a whole world of these
border-line studies, not yet assimilated by ‘orthedox’ scientific
procedure, Tesolutely outcast by orthodox religionism and 'c ommon -
sense! thinking alike — and yet of encrmous importance.

To deal with probtlems of this kind, a highly ecclectic train-
ing is needed — scientists with occult knowledge, or occultists
well ~grounded in science: and yet this type is seldom met with
. . . When it comes tc dealing with outlaw phenomena of the For-
tean type, no scientist 'pure et simple’ seems able te function
at all, and, curiously enough, occult theory is equally silent.
The pretensions of occultism are very gre@t, and its right know-
ledge is great also, but there are vast lacunae concerning which
no voice is lifted anywhere. It is in these lacunae, these curi-
ous interspaces of our studies and acceptances, that the Fortean
data exist - and exist in abundance. But all this data has te
be reckoned with by the human intelligence, some time and somehow.

The need, of course - or one great need- is for a highly
liberalized scientific spirit. The great mass of {so-called) ox-
tra-scientific material must be rigorously examined. ‘'Supernormal’
and clairvoyant means of investigation will have to be recognized
and employed (or so this writer believes)., As to spirit communica-—
tion, whether you accept it or reject it is less important than
the fact that the issue is 1live and urgent, and its pressure in-—
creases, and the adherents of spiritism (or spiritualism} increase
daily, and science is being involved whether it will or no, and on
the contrary side something like a systematic campaign of persecu-
tion is being worked up, As students and truth-seekers we shall
have to reckon with this issue - and its influence extends into
every department of human thought and canduct.

Much of all this lies in the future -~ but it is all about us
in the present also ~ and the future seems to gather momentum and
speed, and to thunder in upon us like a tidal wave. There is emer-
gency both material and spiritual in the affairs of men, maybe of
our planet also -~ or at least this conviction is widespread and
there seems much to justify it. We cannot predict the forms
which this emergency may take, though we can forsee many possible
ones - but we can all agree that very few humans are mentally pre~
pared for any form of crisis, Once again, it ie our own notion
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that it is only the esclectioc, the occultist-ascientiat-philosopher-
religionist who will have a real idea what it is all about - and,
inoidentally, some chance of survival in the probable social debacle.

All of these reflections and ciroumstances lie baok of this
very small proposal of ours, to put out this Flying Roll, as one
minute ald and prop to persons -of somowhat-like mind to ourselves.
We have no dogma or doctrine to promulgete, We confess that we view
with alerm, but we sound no trumpets of ocosmioc disester. But like
all students of the border-world, of the misty mid-regions of Weir,
wo live in a kind of vortex or swirling ocenter of strange happen-
ings, Not that we have been abduoted by Deros into underground re-
gions, or are notably visited by spirits, or have had Damascens
visions; we desire none of these things, and try to keep our feet ]
on good firm earth, But for all that we hear and feel and almost see
with our own eyes the ground.swell of the Invisible = and all who
are after their own maxmer speolialiste in these ways of thought,will
know well enough what we mean,

temporary investigations in parapsychology = and sowforth-and=-

a brightgrosn vitality globule may be the more valuable. But proba-
bly we ought to apologise for thls pmragraph, because nearly every-
one to whom this Roll is belng sent, knows more about writing= and
other things< than we do.

As & rule, no one can "prove" anything about supere
normal communications - but certain things happen, and are deserve
ing of most profcouad conslderation, and here we report some of
them from time to time.

Our omn notion is, that the lssues raised by spiritualism
are the mort imvorwent in the world today = because they affect
every department cf taoughb, and supply the sanctions of conduct.
But FR doss 1ot preocent spiritualistic happenings in that light,
but only as faotual reporving.

'There's a reason' for whatever goes into the Flyl
Rolle Some of it is sure %o seem foolish or unintelligible
at vimes, to many of us, but it's in the FR hecause some
not=foolish investigator thinks it worthy of note.

DRUGS AND SUPERNORMAL STATES

(Rote: The Editor has condensed in the first paragrapl below, the
first 4 paragraphs of Mr Gaddis's article, due to requirements of space;
the following paragraph therefore, is not representative of tihe author's
own style of presentation.)

That we may supplement our normal mental powers with the assistance
of chemicals end drugs, is a definite possibility., Behind it lies the
fact that certain drugs, and A hormones produced within the body, have
specific effects on definite glends, Prolactin affecta the mammary glands,
The iodine compound, thyroxin, produced by the thyroid gland, is the chem-
ical key to intelligence, Calcium metabolism, which relies ont secretions
of the parathyroid glands, regulates the conductivity of the nerves. Vari-
ous drugs produce different mental effects, which vary with the individual.
and often in the smme individual. larijusna may stimulate latent musicel
ability; mescalin often produces colored visions; cocaine inspires extra-
ordinary happiness; wiile forms of hashish slow up the sense of time. A
classical case is that of a woman who under the influence of morphine read
three books of & complex character in one day, and remembered practically
every word she had read. All these states are not in the drugs used, but
in the mind of the user. The drugs serve to bring the states to the sur-
face. They ere like chemical keys, or bullets that strike and affect cer-
tain brain centers end bring forth varied mental states,

We lnow that man has certain powers and abilities that are described ..
as supernormal, If so, there must be a broin center, nerve center or gland
that aots as a regulator in producing these phenomena. And if that state-
ment is true,itqu;}g!g‘ﬁhat there must be & drug or chemical compound

that would act upon this reguletor and thus produce supernormal powers at
will.

What organ or gland is the key to these perceptions? Preseat evidence
points to the pineel gland. I[nown to occult students as the "Third Eye",
it is a mass of nerve cells containing gritty particles (brain sand),
shaped like a pine-cone and located near the center of the skull directly -
above the extreme top of the spinal column. It is supposed to be a ves-
tigial organ, once an eye, thet has probably taken on new duties, and
like the pituitary body, it appears to be connected with both physicel
and mental growth., It produces a slight secretion which classifies it
as a gland, There are many references to the supernormal aspect of the
pineal glend (and the pituitery es well) in ccoult works, but there sx-
ists little scientific information.

We mow that certain plant chemicals have a profound effect on the
subconscious mind. These drug-induced mental states often disvley super-
normal aspects, Many early races mede studies along in en attempt to ot
tein supernormal powers. The ancient Incas had special collegss for this
study, and it may be observed that they discovered the properties of quin-
ine which they kept & secret for centuries. There is massive evidence
thet certein primitive peoples can induce induce extra-sensery povers with
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DRUGS etc.(contd.)

the aid of certain drugs.

The effect of drugs upon telepathic oand cloirvoyant abilities has beern
studied at Duke University by Dr. J. B. Rhine and his assoclates. It was
found that caffeine had a stimuleting effect, vwhile sodiuvi amytal, a seda-
tive, reduced the mental impressions. lowever, it is pointed out that
drugs have no influence on the intensity of the impressions themselves,
but rather determine the strength of the impressmons that reach the con-
scious mind. It is apparent that caffeine malkes the brair more responsive
to receiving the impressions by simply increasing mental alertness.

On the other hand, any stimulent .- caffeine, benzedrine, etc. .. will
ect against other types of supernormel cbility by increasirg alertness
end physical sensual impressions. We shall find, as we coatinue, that the
real key lies in the sedative rather than the stimulent for reasons that
will become evident.

For a discussion of cosmic consciousness induced by nitrous oxids,
ether and choloroform, which he termed the “ansestlietic revelation'. see
Prof, Williem James' book Varieties of Helizious Experience, Fltzhkgn
Ludlow, author of The Hesheesh Eatar, reports e case of drug-iuduced .
astral projection. Le writes: "Tais wes neither an illusion of the senses
or a dream,"

Several French scholers have mede & study of drug-induced cleirvoyaice
with remarkeble success., The former Mexican minister tc Paris, Dr.Catrsr,
and Prof, Marie, of Bogota, Colwnovias, assisted these students Ly sendin
the plants to Paris by special govorament pormission, Tho drugs -uscid
were peyotc and yayo.

One of them, Dr. A. Rouhier, & noted chomist, found that most alkeloid
plants induce visions. But he discovered that while Indisn hiemp end poppy
sced induced vivid droams end odd mental offosts, these hallucinations
wore not to be confused vith tho visions produced by poycto and yaye.They
are in a class by themsolves. Poyoto, knowvm as the "marvel-showing"
plant, produces round discs which arc called moscel buttons, lloszalir,
one of the alkalolds of peyote, induces colorod visions, but tho basic
principle is anhalonium.

Drs Rouhior tosted the influenco of poyoto on a nwnmkter of Europcans.
One of his subjects was an engincer in Peris. A women vhc was prosent
tried to influcncc the subject by taking his hands and concontrating
her thoughts upon & visit she had mede the day before to e sielr rele-
tive. The subjeet then proseeded to describe in detail the bedroom,btut
stated that there was no one in $he bed. Dr. Rouhier accompanied the
woman that evening to the relative'!s home. Everythins in the bedroom,
even the position of a certain bottle of perfume, had been described
perfectly by the subject. Inquiry revealed that the ill relative had
actually been out oi the room at the time of tho experiment, the nurse
having disobeyed the doctor's orders to keep the patient in bed. Dr.
Rouhier published his report in the Revue etepsysigue.

Charles W, Donville~Fife, in his book Among 1iild Trites of the Amazons
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DRUGS, etc. {comtd,)

states: "Preparations of yaye have ., . . the curious effect of placing
anyone who takes them in a condition in which full consciocusness is
lost, and the subconscious mind is thus opon to receive telopathic
cormunication}"

Peyote is proforable to ynye, as it leaves the user awake and con-
scious, but the yaye plent, a native of Columbias, has the same general
offoct as peyote., Both aro hypnotics, Distant scones can bo obsorvoed,
Savage Indian tribeg who have nover left their native jungles, desoribe
in dotall the cities and stroots of faraway countries.

A French ex-soldier who had. lived in South America for twenty years
geve Dre Rouhior some interosting information on tho Indian mothods
of using yayce, Tho plent is brewed in water; suger ceans brandy is add=-
ed to the juico and givon to tho subjoct, who is thon takon to a placo
whore it is boliovod troasuro is buried, Ho is asked if he can seo the
treasure, If so, the Indians start digging ~- ofton with romarkable suce
COS8Be.

Capt. Custodio Morales, commander of a military post, volunteored
for an oxporiment with yayo undor Dr. Bayon. The captain at once bew
came conscious of tho death of his father and the illness of a sistor
living in a distant part of Columbia, Weoks later lotters arrived con-
firming the doath end illnoss, Colombian missionaries have roported
many obsorvations of tho powors of yayes They roport that the Indians
tako tho drug in ordoer to "visit" distant places, and they also often
prodict future ovonts while undor its influonce.

Dr. W, C, Jaaschko writos: "Many distinguishod Buropeans have tekon
yayo out of ouriosity, eithor to sec whothor lost objoocts could be
found or to get nows of relatives at a distance, and thoy wore ameazed
by the success of their attempts., It soems, accordingly, thet the yaye
plant oxcltes tho morvous systom and pubs it into a kind of hypnotic
condition,"

Dr, Nandor Fodor, sovoral yoasr ago, roported that he took on in.
Jootion of moscalin and saw & "glorious panoramm of symbolic visions.
Thoro was an intelligent soquonce in tho prosentation and it appoared
to me as if I wero being taught, I was conscious of a guiding influe
ence , o o but this influence was not & personnlity."

Ho then pointed out that moescalin does not inhibit tho normal con-
sciousness, but causos a disassociation or an awarcness of a cosmic
plano, This question of invisible mentors or guides or "Dwellors on
tho Threshold", so common in astral projection experiences, and the
mattor of whethor thoy are entitios or inner montel "consors", is an
intoresting ono that thoe writor plans to discuss in a later article.

Alcohol and its effect on supe:mormal abilitlos is seldom reforred
to for obvious reasons, Noverthecloss, it doos havo an effoct, Horace
Leaf, of England, once discussod the mattor and stanted that one of
tho bost mediwns he over mot could only oporato with the aid of alco-
hol, It might be peinted out that tho late A.P,Roberts, of Milwaukoo,

Wigconsin, tho famous "psychic dotectivo"™ who solved hundreds of mystors
jes for the polico of mid~-wostorn cities and left a record of positive
rosults from his mediumship seldom equalled, wns o hoavy drinker.

The writer has made soveral experiments on the effect of alcohol on
astral projection ebility, and he is certain that it is helpful. Alco-
hol is a depressant, not a stimulant; it acts to inhibit the emotions.
Fear, one of the greatest barriers to successful projection and often
the cause of painful repercussions, is often eliminated, while, in ad-
dition, the physical body is placed in a passive state and is easily
enabled to pursue the proper mental exorcises necessary te projection.
This state is attained at the point when one first begins to feel the
influence of alcohol on the brain, The drugt!s action ls, of course,
limited to the physiceal brain, and once the two bodies are separated
the astonishing mental clarity so evident in consclous projection is
achieved.

The moral perversion of whole naotlions is not simply one more
display of humon depravity, Its roots lio deeper, It is a display
of non-humnn or sub.humon characteristios, This danger has been
suppressed byt rot oredicated.

Theso considerations, however, have not escoped the anttention
of various campetent observers with occult training, as also of
mony porsong having o vague smattering of occult ldoas, Those who
'view with alarm?! this alleged sndling of e oycle have envisioned
the following sources of danger:

(1) Non-physical: astral personnlities and other astral
entities and elemental belngs, all probably with free
acoess to the earth plene. llethods: obsession, pos-
session, hypnotic and telepathic suggestion, on both

conscious and subconscious levels.

(2) Intelligent beings from circumambient space.
(3) Beings from the earthts interior.

(4) Adepts and other prectitioners of !black magic' (the
perverted use of natural foroces),

(5) The basioc and a-moral instincts of mmanity (popularly
regarded as the sole source of trouble).

(6) The reported human incernation of subhuman typos, or
types from another evolutionary order, akin to "changlings"
et cot,

However absurd most of these suggestions may seem to ?'common-
sense! the uncormon sense of the Illuminist (or soientisteocculs
tist-philosopher) does not dismiss them without consideration.
At present thers is much concern, emounting to & mild hysteris
in some guarters, over source 3, and our present comment is
confined to this hypothesiss. This is the familair Dero contro-
versy, originating with the tales of one Shaver as told to the
editor of a scientifiction magazine, It is unnecessary to say
that the whole mater was tainted from the start, by its com-
mercial exploitatlon; howover, we may bear in mind the following
peints: :

(1) The disappearance of the narrator, Shaver, for the alleged
seven~yeur perarod of his underground bondage, has been
verified,

(2) The hypothesis of vast underground caverns, and even of
the thollow earth! has been expounded not only by writers
of fiction, but in all seriousness by writers intent on
establishing it as a fact,

(3)There is mush Tibetan lore, and some accounts by explorers,
dealing with underground people, which are worthy of close
examination, o

(4) Certein of the 'darmed facts' recorded by Charles Fort and
others of like mind lend themselves to this hypothesis;for
instance, the entity that made the 100 mile track of huge
foot=prints in the snow. Harry Price suggests that this
was a poltergeist phenomenon, but if so, it was a geist
sui genmeris, not elsewhere reocorded.

This monstrocity came from somewhere, and vanished some-
where -presumebly into space or underground- unless, of
oourse, it was some kind of teuporary materialization from
astral levels,

(5) Folk lore and ocoult lore, and spirit communications, in
the Balken areas and in North Africe, contain much material
bearing on this subject =~ tho such records are now almost
unobtainable.

(6) So far as this writer knows, Western ocoultism is very
closc=mouthed ot else very ignorant on this subjeot (of
undorground races), and spiritism is in no better case,
However, the oharacter of spirit communications is
changing and much new material is coming through, I have
recently been able to observe a remarkable case of clair-
voyance (including olairaudience), partly reported by ge
elsewhere. My personal impression of the genuinsly super-
normal nature of these communiocetions is so favorable that
I do not hesitate to report certain phases of them here.

The VAU Communications: This name has been assigned because of
the Enochian letter by which the Communicator identified himself.
The communications wore at first by bbéript seen clairvoyantly,but
later took the form of clairaudience and of trance, with full temw
porary control of tho body end speech of the sensitive (Janet 8.).

Tho Cormunicator oxpressod complete willingnoss to answer ques-
tionas, and whon interrogated about the so-ocalled Deros repliod
froely, A short transeript from the notes follows:

(the Communicator) in roply to gquestions:

Mr Shaver himself is not a very reliable person; nevertheless
his story of his personnl exporiences, though fantastiec, is
true. (This rofers to his original contect with the Deros, as
well as his escape from prison, ML)

Yos the Deros exist. Yes, they have physical bodies much like
your own. Yes, thoy inhablt ocaverms and underground regionse.
And the machines exist.

The Doros aro degenerate doscendants of Atlanteans.

The caverns arc widely distributed, but thero are fool and
I will nome them, Tho Black Forost, Alpino regions, Contral
Amerioa, Korea, Siberin, Iron, especiclly San Sebastian and
nearby regions.

The situation is this: The Deros are nearly mindless, degenor-
ntes, llence they are oasy prey to astral entities, All this
gathering trouble originates among the latter. Tho machinos
arc now comploted oroations, as thought=forms on tho astral.
Those forms are being projected upon the Deros with the idea
that the latter can bo controlled to the point of constructing
the machinos in dense matter. Or of conveying tho vision of the
machine to earth people until some one constructs a working
model, Such construction weuld be a very groat disaster. Iwo
precoutions aro nocossary: pey no attontion to the visions,
and pay no attention to the Deros,

Invoke the powers of good. Tho Deros constitute o nexus with
ovil foroos of the astrals If you attend to them in any way,
you strengthen this bond, and oreate one for yourself.

(We may note that the above statements combine the two ourrent
hypotheses obout the Deros, Gronted tho existonce of these beings,
it 4s quite conoceivable, on occult and psychological grounds, that
they would be perfect tools for astral mischief-makers. The Com~
mumicator nlso asserts that the extreme cruelties practised in the
War were the result of a kind of astrel invasion, of ths minds of
national leadors - an obsession deliberately invited, ML)
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DEROS & VAU cOoMM, (contd,)

"There are ninds that cannot rise above the lower astral - Hitler
for one- thoy are opon to tho worst influences, Such porsons as
Ahnban Toru, however, aro born obsessed." (This from tho Cormunicae
tor. I do not know who Toru wns, but the C, described hin as a
ruthless conquoror of anciont timos, ir tho Hediterranoon aren ML)

Wo have also to reckon with the roportoed fact, that a large nume
bor of persons have reported independont clairvoyant visions, sleep
dreans, oand astral experiences which contalned (apparently) identiml
featuros - particularly the vision of certain 'machines' or mochone
isms of unmown use, not foariliar to the subjocts.

If this roport is correct, thore aro at loast threo obvious hy-

potheses i«

(1) The sonsational roport by Mr Shaver may havo produced similar
offocts (hallucinations, dreams, ete,) in the nminds of sovere
ol hundred people.

(2) There moy be an astonishing play of telepathic rapport, in
which the groundwork is prepared by the Shaver story, ond
the minute dotails of the similar visions built up from o
single originating source, i.e., the mind of same one person,

(3) There moy be in anctual objective existence, on the earth
plane, some unknown mechoanism which is seen clairvoyontly by
many poople. Out of the depths of our ignorance we might add,
that an apparatus existing on the astral levels, oither in
substance or am.strongly maintoined thought=-form, night cone
ceivably act as the originating source.

Whatever the faots may be sbout the Shaver story (and they re=
nain very dubious), this involuntary psychism, and carmon vision
conneoted with 1t seom to be faotual date, and present a formid-
able puzrle.

In concluding these notes, I wish to mnke the point olear, that
in my opinion the veraoity of Mr Shaver, or his possible hallucina~
tion, is not the mein lssue, The point is, that a certain problem
has been raised, whioch reaches out in all direotions (as indicated
in the 'bear in mind! items mentioned above), Even if we are able
to dismiss the whole Shaver account as flotional or delusory, it
has served to foous attention on a serious problem of borderland
research, There is a formidable mass of (alleged) dete inter-rela-
ted with it ... A to the clairaudlent cammunications referred to,
of course nothing definite can be said; it should be added,however,
the present writer was the only person present who had any detalled
knowledge of the Shaver story; the others had merely heard it mene
tioned ~ and that he fully expected a negative reply, to the effect
that the whole business was fictional or hallucinatorye The theory
of a telepathlio pick-up from the sitters is therefore less likely,
though not entirely ruled out... The apparent laouna in ooccult know-
ledge bearing on underground races is noteworthy and puzzling... I
rest temporarily in the opinion that a serious isgue has been raised

apart from the veridicity of the Shsver acoounts.ss and in tho be-
liof that it is not at all a matter for impulsivoe *invostigators?,
who arc already diving into perilous caverns (from which some of
them have not roturned) ece nor for hasty conclusions, in view of
the jittery memves of meny porsons and the inoreasing size of the
flunatio fringe! which is a menace to themselves and to tho cause
of oompetont investigoation, The commercial exploitation of this
kind of subject matter should bo discouraged ... for much the same
reason that one discoucragos amatour chemists from nitroglycerine
and TNT,.

This subjooct bolongs to tho most recondite date of .ocoultism,
but since information is scanty, and late information hitherto
non=oxistent, it scems worth while to pass on what has now come
to hend, This was rocoivod from the VAU communicators, elsewhere
referred to in this Bil, and was cortainly outside the mental
content of any of tho sitters.

The only available information on Enochian is to be found in
the 4th volume of Regardie's Golden Dawm, p. 260 ff's Longthy come
mupicetions in the Enochian language woro reccived by the oceuli~
ists Deo and Kolly toward the close of tho 16th century. They obe
tained from some source certain large tables of squeres fillod with
letters. Sir Edward Kelly would then moko use of a large crystal or
shewstone (in whioh he roported to seco an Angel with a wnnd, who
would point out certain letters" on the differont charts , and these
Dr. Dee would write down. These formed messegos, which in many cases
were dictated backwards "since they woro considored too dangerous to
communicate in e straightforward manner, enoh word boing a powerful
conjuration,”

Curiously enough, subseguent study rovealed that this Enochian
is a true languago, with syntax and grammar. "Rogardless of their
origin", writes Rogardie, "the systom does represent realities of
tho inner planeos,® and their governanoce is not wholly on tho Ase
tral levol, but "extonds to planes whioh are spiritunl and divine
in nature." ... "It is a very poworful system, and if used care=-
lossly will bring about disaster and spiritual disintegration."

no trace of the Enochian system or Angolical language in Europe ...

In somo incomprshensible manner, this palr of Psychiocs stumbled on
e thread, perhaps of subconscious memories of former lives o + !

The magical erudition pequired for operative use of this system
ie very considornble, and whoever knows onough to use it will probae
bly have the judghent to use it rightly; for this reason it socems
allowable to moke the present addende.

I add here, that I have recently boen permittod to oxamine a
thesis on Enochian, and a vocebulary, prepared by a former Adoptus
Minor of the Golden Dawm and probably not shared by any other pere
sonse oxcopt possibly some surviving Chiefs of the Order., Elemsne
tary as one's own knowledge may be, respoot and astonishment muet
inevitably increase, parl passu with the study of this subject.

I now quote from the VAU communicator speaking through o modium
entranced, Tho notes aro almost verbatim,

“This language is of pre-Atlantean times « far, far before
the Sanskrit, It was in common use in Lemuria, as Lemuris,

"With regard to Dee and Kelly -an Angel truly ceme, but all
was not given., Much secret work is done in this lenguags,which
no one of this earth deserves to know or ghould know, The Azteo
Calendar, which has never been translated , has three very ime
portant words of Enochian, though not recognized as such, sinoe
the symbols were never given, There 1s a stone whioch for many
years scientists have boen trying to translate, which was takenm
from one of the ancient Egyptian pyramids: it is an Enochian al-
phabet and contains many mystic symbols unknown to oococultists of
todey, It is not wished that this be translated, and it will never
be translated, for on it are many important faosts about the atemio
theory, the seoret of atomlo energy, and the use of the atom in
every oonceivable way, There are also tablets which are now in the
Moymon Temple in Salt Lake, whioh these people have never inter-
preted because it is anoient Enochian and tells the history of
the rece. This tablet, carrled in en ancient sea=faring vessel
was dropped overboard many, many, many thousands of years ago,
and when found in a field became identifled with the beginnings
of the Mormon religion. It was found by Joseph Smith, who did
not understand it - bubt from it he received powerful radiatlons
and from this arose the good which that belief sontains,"

Readers of the Fl ROLL will, of course, evaluate this
materiel according to ir own lights; I say only that to all
appearances some excarnate Intelligence of a very high order,
fully integrated and independent, waas the author of the sommmni-
cations The only clue to identity (if it can be so far dignified)
hes been given as explloitly as possible, in the notes on the
Deros. Those of you who haove found the foregoing of some inters
e8%, may also be interested in the two following expressions, ofw .
fered voluntarily by the VAU source, end not elicited by question-

ing:
"Boware of Russis, for she is & netion without Love."

"Inter~-planctary ocommunication will be estebllished within
throe years."

To conolude those somewhat disordorly notes: The Enochian
Alphabet, end account of the language is given in the Masonio
Enoyolopedia, does not rescmble in a single lotter or faot the
Enochian system here referred to. Tho only souroce kuown to us,
and acocossible to the publio is the 4th volume of the Golden
Dawn.

In recognition of indebtedness, and as servioo to those in-
torested: The Golden Dawn: 4An Account of the Teaching, Rites,
end Coremonies of tho order of the Golden Dawn. By larsel Re-
gardie, In four volumes, The Aries Press, 1940, Chicago.(This
work, along with six others by tho same author, and with the
Mystical Qabalah of Dion Fortune, constitute the only material
on modern esoteric Qabalizm. No help is to be dorived from ore
dinary works of reference, or from books dealing with the axo-
terio Qabalah),

It is the hope (though certainly not the expectation) of
this writer, that competant philologists will somo time tumn
their attention to this whole ourious problem of Enochian
language and its still surviving elements.

Readers of the Round Robin may recall our summary of a lobter
from physicist Hoyes, of the Stanford laboratories, reporting negae
tive results, and some of the difficulties which arise in trying to
verify the existence of an omnergy emanating from carbon held in the
hand, I am well acquainted with Mr Hayes and have no least doudbt of
his oompetence, and, of course, do not feel qualified to comment di-
rootly on his methods, But for the benefit of other experimenters,
the following points may be suggested. '

1. Moisture and temperature of the hands, After holding the C
and magnet for five minutes or so, these factors may bo nltered.
Both hande should be briefly immersed in tepld water, dried to the
samo extent so far as this can be Jjudged.

2. Pressure: it is not advisable to usoe électrodes which are
grasped in the closed hand (for the gal,) oIt is much bottor to
press the thumb or ocne finger of each hand against the bind post,
taking oare to exert an even pressure (the same for each hand).
Better still, e contact suitable for thumb or forefinger, attamched
to a pointer or similar registering device, so that exaetly the same
pressure could be exerted by sach hand.

3. The defleotion is not maintained at a conatant value, but the
pointer tends to return to neutral position. It seems probable that
the reading should be taken for the maximum deflection, since there
may be a flash discharge of energy instead of an even flow.

4, It is oommon knowledge that mindebody conditions are regise
bered as galvano=reflexes, and of sourse the subject should not be
told of any expeoted or possible reailts, or have his emotions af-
feoted in any way by the test.

6. The mein point at issue is to determine whether there is any
increase of defleotion at all, on either side of the midwpoint. The
question of left or rightehand defleotion calls for further study,

6. It is obvious that the same subjeot should experiment only
gnoe, since it is alleged that the 'charge! in the nerve centers
remains for some 12 hours,

7¢ It seems likely that some subjeots will not be affected at
all by holding the C and magnet, even though the effect is 'genuine!
in other canes.

8, We should not bs misled by alleged results of past investie
gations , nevertheless it is proper to note that apparently a good
deal of work was done on this problem, by reputable solentists, and
a number of reports made to medical journals, Information about these
comes from Brian Brown's sumary, and the reports themselves have
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Vitio Experiments (contd.)

not yet been recovered from the old publieations.

Subjective experiences of persona experimenting with the C-
megnet combination are of course worthless, or nearly so,from the
scientific standpoint, It seems likely that a physiological chemist
could study the effests, if any, on the nerve ganglia of animals,
and get rid of the subjeotlve factor entirely, as well as of the
complioations arising from pressure, molsture end temperature.

It ie diffioult to get qualified experimenters to spend time
on umisual and problematical effeots, and we should all feel grato-
ful to physioist Hayes for his efforts, which have at least reveal-
ed many of the diffioulties, We hope that the data of the earlier
investigators may yet be unearthed for close ree-examination.

We
do not yet know enough about the nature and meke<up of the human payche
to explain the most elementary phenomens of psychlem and ocoultiem = =
and untll we know a great deal more, no 'soientiflio proof! of survival
1s going to be possible,

Quite obviously, we have to know just what the powers and capasities
of here-living people may be, defore we can attribute a given phenome
encn to any discarnate belng.

Probably every psychic research man in the world, and all intelli-
gent spiritunlists, are awere that identical phenomena are produced
by the herewliving and the there-living, COn the theory that we are
ourselves spirits incarnate, this overlapping of powers would be ox=
pected.

If Western psychology had at any tims proceeded from this latter
assumption, a road would have been open to it. But it mpoved from the
contrary assumption, that survivel and discarnate existence had to be
proved «~= and proved by arbitrary methods, usually of the most unsuit-
able gort,

v Being wholly unable to heandle psychic phenomena, psychology and
'scientific! thinking as o whole had to find some way out., This,of
ocourse, consistod in denying point blank that the phencmena exiat or
over have existed -~ and in lai. adl the alleged or real phe-
nomena as fraud, halluecination, sis, autosuggestion, dissoci=-
ation, oomplexes, automatisms -~ mumbling these words like incantse
tions, confident that, even if thoy wero themselves wholly mysteri-

cus, at least thoy were powerful againat all ghosts and spirlts.

But there is no point in rehashing hero the history of modern
goience, from the standpoint of its enormous stupidities in the fleld
of psyshism, We recur to our opening gquotation.

Letts illustrate this by referring to apparitions.

Considor, imprimis, the apparitions of persons., We have them, of
living porsons, of dead persons, of dying persons, of persons trying
to project thought forms, of porsons in peril and distress, and also
of normal, henlthy, happy, busy persons going contentedly about their
own affoirs. Thon, some of those apparitions are vaporous, others
shadowy and thin but semi-tangible, still others entirely 'solld! and
normnl-seeming to the touch, Soms of tham can move objests about;

Wetro not trying to olassify - bubt to point out our total inabll-
ity to moko any classifications at all, People gabble about ghosts,
spectres, doubles, thoughte-forms, earthebound spirits, etherie bod-
les, astral bodles, apporitions - we lump them all here under this
last term.

We know that there are thousonds of occultists, millions of poople
who have read about 'occult! happenings, or studled in Schools,under
Teachers, Masters, bolonged to Orders (not only one, but a dozen or
8o in rapid succession) = glidb folk stuffed with book Imowledge or
ros clandestinae = and then other folk, really very smort, who have
beon outside thelr bodies, sre operative occultists, practical ma-
gicians ~ we know that any or all of these folk may rise up in a
kind of informative frenzy, giving us nice occult distinctions, as
between kobalds and doppelgangers, telling us all the Why, What,
When, How of each and overy apporition we over saw or heard about.
Since nene of thoso folk are scientists in the orthodox sense of
the word, or 'psychologists!, theoy have, between them, a really

But our sciontists, psychologists, intellectuals, intslligentsia,
orthodox religionists haven'!t got . They haven't oven found
out that all those data exist, Nelther have tho majority of our
scholars and philosophers. If you think that this last melancholy
fact damns all the alleged data, reduces it to dreams oand old
wives'! tales, that!s your privilege and GOD be with you!

We recur to Max Freedom Long and his gem of purest ray.
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We recur to apparitions, reminding you that we only brushed (so far)
with our finger tips the lowest tassel of the infinite fringes of the
Coamio Veil « of the vell of Maya- which it is our whols business ¢to
try to part and peer through, here and there, by the opening of a mil-
limetre perhaps.

We recur to epparitions of animals - and of objects « just to aime-.
plify the problem for'psyshologists'.

There's the old, respected, useful, certainly-sometimes<true theory
that apparitions are telepathic suggestions or images, objectified.
There!s the Deja Vu notion, or theory, or samething. There's a useful
and brilliant suggestion of Dr Ryan (Theosophical Forum) that some
apparitions, anyhow, are reflections from the astral light. We think
this covers a whole category, though we're not surs what the category
includes, We don't know the mschanism od such reflk otions - say, a
vision of 8t. George or the Lord Jesus in the midnight skies, seen by
& score or a hundred psrsons, Maybe there's a mechanism for the refleoe
tion in nature of human thought=forms, Maybe they originate with the
dead. Maybe some kind of 'set' of the cosmio apparatus allows us a
glimpse into the memory of Nature ., . « But to leave that point, what
about apparitions that ars reflected by a mirror - that seems to meen
an objeotive entity, no mere telepathic image, Or does it? What about
a house, a stone wall, that can be touched - and then is gone? There's
e theory of delayed telepathic suggestion, too, and lately it's been
gaining ground, How, why and where & mental image can be held up for
an hour or a doy, then suddenly go straight to its mark in some'bdee
'holderts' mind « if you're strong to unscrew the inscrutable, there's
e caso for practioce.

Take the purely subjective apparitioen (so-called, anyhow),arising
from pathological conditions, or fram alcochol, hashish, a score of
other drugs ( see our article by Vincent Gaddis). Just what, if any=
thing, is texplained® by the words 'drugs'! or taloochol! or *patho-
logioal!? Where do these tmages originante? What determines their
nature? Or if youcan trace some of them to suboonscious content,what
about the hundred which have no such apparent relationship, Ov 1if
the threshold is lowored so that the alcoholic actually 'gess! into
the lower astral, what is the mechanism of the lowering? But our
point is, smug gabble ebout pathology and subjectiviam is about as
helpful as the abracadadbre.

Wo agree, of ocourse, that delirium tremens and nervous collapse
produce visions which do not ococur, usually, to normal people. We
recognize diversity, categories, classifications as axisting,though
wo can't define them - and the point is that we need a dozen or a
score of explanations for apparitions alone.

And the point of that is, that it's primarily o psychologiocal
problem, or set of problems, that we don't know anything worth
mentioning about the mnkeeup of the lmen peyche,

How is it that two or three persons will hear a sound, maybe ag .
loud as a thunder clap - and other persons in their company hear
nothing at all? Or two or three will hear an apparition speak, and
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others cammot hoar. Thore's no detectable difforence in tho sensory
apparatus of the poople concormed ~ that is, to seiontifioc oxuminoe
tione Hollucinntion is o long, fino=sounding word, and means about
as much as o rimloss eipher, If telepathic suggestion on the suboon=-
scious side (probably that?s whore it is 'delayed') operatos at oll,
do wo doro assign limits to 1t? Moy I sco the apparition of my do-
consed grondfathor beoause somobody in Caloutta thought about him
last woek? What is tho relotion betweon objeot and ovmer, or objeot
and history, in psychometry. What strange network of conncotlon,
what actunl physiocal wiob of rclationship is it, that secems to bind
everything in this univorso to overything olso?

But in o hundrod yoars of !soienco! we havon'!t found out what makes
o toble tip, or how it happens you can wrigglo yowr fingor whon you de-
cido to do so = from a sciontific standpoint. We aro sure to be told
thot wo don't undorstond the naturc and cobjectives and limitations of
science, and can raply only, that we applied our alleged intelligence
to that particular concept for o long time, ond that right now wo'ro
talking about Max Long!s pregnant remark about Psychology our barron
BpGUSC,

All this tolk about apparitions is an illustrotion for our thosis
- and tho theosis is, thot thoro's o hopoloss impasse in pasychology,
just os thore is in orgonized religlous thinking. Hore and thoro,of
¢ourse, individual workors break through, ncquire new data, try to
got 1t in shapo to convinco the so-celled scientific intolligence.
But most of us don't care whother the 'scientifle world! accepts
(soy) telepathy, clairvoynnce, psychokinosis, telekinosis, matorie
alization, apportation - and so on — or not. There's no lack of
data, anyhow; every psychic research man kmows there ore mountains
of it, librarios full of it = that is, of factual material wo don't
and can't understond in terms of any contemporary knowledge. Stuff
that doesn't £it in, And it's not innocuous, it's dangerous, ond
proguant with moaning, ond rovolutionary and destructive of every-
thing we havo been tought, and potentially oonstructive of o whole
now world. --

All this knowledge and humon oxporience has begun to exoert o
continuous preossure, on human thinlking and human offairs, That
docsn!t mean anything, to the ‘average' man, whether scientist,
philosopher, roligionist, artiot, businoss man -~ the average-
thinking man. It should, ond we believe it does mean something to
rendars of this Roll. This writer knows 1t moons something to the
people whose lot¥ors crowd his mail « mony of them people of aocow
demio background ond intelloctunl distinotion and not all spiritu-
alists or occultists by any means. But they make up the minority who
oro not content to be stymied by tho impasso of which we spoks.

To our woy of thinldng, it is only pcople like these who are
even holf-awnke, who havo some faint glimmering of 'what it is
all about', who have knowledgo enough and intelligonce enough to
be serlosuly alarmed and earnostly constructive., Most of them rece
ognige a genuine outbrenk of demonism in the world « and that none
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of the old remedies are ony good « thot orthodox religionism is pap
for babss but not poison for devils, and the latter ls what we need,
Our notion is, these rooders and friends and correspondents of ours
are exemplors of tho only realism and realistio effort in tho world
today. Thero 1s no ponncen for humaan ills, the fortunes of humankind
lie under imminent threat, socicl reorgonization, o world=state of
scme kind will help,but it is not enough., Social remedies themselves
hove to flow out of a doop roalistic insight - and we hove vory few
roolists in tho sonts of the mighty. Truo reanlists, we mean, whose
thought goos to tho deep sources of soocianl conditions and events.

"I4ts Inter than wo think!" Thers's small chance of doing anything
important for humanity at this hour. But there may be a chance, and
o right service for the future of socloty, in some kind of voluntery
oooperation of tho Awnkoned Folk, or awnkening ones = in the bullding
up of certain foci of enlightonod offort = of illuminated realism,
or realistic Illuminism, At any rate, that is tho ldea back of this

The organizution was proposed in 1908, finally effected in
1934. It is claimed that al) these affiliated bodies derive
from the Brotherhood originating in the palace of Pharaoh
Thotmose 11 (about 30 centuries ago). The Order of the Golden
Dawn was Qabalistic Rosicrucianism; it has now broken up in
America, but its concepts are perpetuated by the Fraternity
of the Inner Light, with headquarters in London (Warden, Dion
Fortune) . . . The Universal Gnostic Church is one_of the old-~
est of these Orders, and claims a connection with Jesus and
His disciples by a secrettradition; Origen, one of the fathers
of the Church, is seid to be their grecatest representative.-
They disappeared under persecution by thg exoteric Chyrch, as
did Esoteric Qabalism, but maintained a 'mouth to ear’' exis~
tence and are still active.

The story now commenly acrepted is that the White Brother-
hood removed from Mt Carmel to Tibet, in the first centuries
of our era. and is still located there, existing independently
of the Buddhistic Orders.. The Great Masters are not,properly
spesking, members of the WB, but form an inner and superior
body.

Throughout the Christian era & great number of disringuished
persons are said to have belonged to occult fraternities, and
the power exercised by these Orders was very considerable. In
17th century England, 18th century France, and again in England
of the l9th century there was a powerful revival of the arcane
brotherhoods.What the present situation may be is probably known
only to the Chiefs of the FUDDS1, but there is reason 'to believe
that it is unique in many respects,and that all existing Orders
are unusually active.

Concerning the alle¢ged charter of the AMORC, this writer can
only gquote S.G,J.Ouseley (Occult Review, LXX1-4.p.138 £.);
‘The entire Rosicrucian question is steeped in mystery and
doubt. Nothing precise is known about the origin of the term or
the existence of any corporeal body &s an historical face. It
is the practise of this Order to claim as ite members a long
list of distinguished names, of men who undoubtedly belonged
to some occult Order or School, but it is impossible to sub-
stantiate the claim on historical grounds. The fee system and
other commercial activities of AMORC have done much te bring
the organization into disrepute. 'No true occultist ever ad-
vertises his occult powers or sells occult information’ writes
Max Heindel. 24 -

Stories of Voodoolsm and the Black Mess are no novelty, end
the actual existencs of these praotises in every large city of the
world is conceded by all informed occultlists of our own acquaintance;

The book originally published as The Enoyclopodia of Ooccult
Bclence, a kind of popular compendium of what M.C. Poinsot describes
as a tonwvolume subject, contains o reference to these Nadaud-Pelle=
tler articles, pnge 494 If, There is a reprint of the 'Ehcyclopedia!l
by the Tudor Publishing Co., of New York, in 1945, the title having
been changed to the Complete Book of the Ocoult. Tho work as a whole
containg little of interest to informed readers, and has alsc some
remarkably stupid blundors, but the referecnce noted goes to confimm,
for our recders, the existence of the Nadaud articles.

The only ine-going study of Satanism, demonism, witcheraft, the
werowolf and allied subjects, so for as this Editor knows, is the
works of Montogue Summers, a very competent scholar (Rider & Co.).
The numerous spiritualist publications, ond 'uplift! writors gone
erally, of course never touch this subjeoct; it is exploited by mone
gers of sensational fiotion, who sometimes have rcal knowledge of it,
but otherwise information of this sort is confined to Esoteric Orders
end to a few adventurous investigators. Within 1limits, and consider=-
ing tho present stage of public ignorance, this reticence is no doubt
laudable, But for all adult, mature, psychicallyeeducated people
this policy is about as sonsible as it would be to agree toignore
homicidal mania, rape and pederasty =- overcoming evil by a con-
apiraoy of silence, . .

BASIC PSYCHOLOGY:

Js Hy Brown, writing on The Subconscious and
Mediumship, in LIGHT for March, 1946, defines the subconscious
as "that level of mind which is just out of reach, where we find
memories which we thought forgotten', and goes on to say that
"there is a general tendency by spiritualists to refuse to ac=
cept the fact" +that the subconscious level is of paremount im-
portance, “Much time is spent in trying to reach the "“higher
planes" of consciousness, and practically none in the analytic
examination of our own mentation. The same charge might be
brought against occultists, although every genuine School or

Order teachea the necesgsity of selfwanalysis as preliminary
to ooccult development.

The intense preoccupation with the "Masters" and the deter=
mination to establish contact with them, probably does more to
stultify genuine occult investigation than any other one factor.

The equivalent among spiritualists is the ingistence on
spirlt comunication, or even on physical phenomena, Most of the
self=deception, blundering, and complete failures of spiritism,
psychism, and occult operations arise from this hopelessly con=-
fused psychology =~ or total lack of psychology. The vast regions
of the Munconscious self! are accessible only via the subcone
sclousness. The concept of the interrelation of the three major
'levels! or aspeots of individualized oconsciousness, lies directly
at the center of all tecinigues of cocult and psychic work, and
it is essential to grasp it clearly,

Physical hyper-tensions may produce the
characteristic effects, and the medical profession is apparently
satisfied with this explanation for all cases alike. This means
that the hypertension has to be assumed as existing even in the
case of the invaild, the ‘saint', or the wholly impotent., The Il-
luminist, dissatisfied with this generalization, correlates the
phenomenon (which ts very common) with other items of his Xnow-
ledge. Let us itemize certain factors:(4) The orgasm can be pro-
duced, by many persons, by the day-dream alone, {2} An effect
capable of being produced in that manner, is & priori liable to
arise from telepathic suggestion, particularly during sleep.(})
Talepathic suggestion, to the occultist, may mean more than a
subjective image: it is often a thought-form which takes on an

etheric embodiment. (4) The form will not necessarily recoil on
its originator, if the ttarget' personality is receptive.(5)Sex
relations are as much etheric as physical - and the projection of
the etheric double is an accepted fact in all occult circles.(¢)
The ‘artificial elemental' is an etheric form vitalized by emo-
tion and directed (at times) by a purposeful will,

Now somewhera in this complex of factors lies the mechanism
of congressus subtilis. When two persons of opposite sex have the
same dream at the same time, the chances against this being sheer
coincidence and nothing more are almost infinite. When the dream
of one coincides with a waking effort on the part of the other,
the element of chance is very small indeed, Exact and dependable
data on these *coincidences' are of course very hard to secure,

yet many occultists can offer pertinent facts. And alleged his-

torical data, especially in connection with the lives of holy men
saints, virgins and nuns, is very extersive., In these latter cases
the tensions resulting from sex inhibitions may be the usual ex-
planation; but the more one examines the subject, the less satis-
factory any single explanation seems to be -et addendum est, con-
gressus spectri vel spectri corporis naturam habens cum hominibus
affirmatus est in connection with certain materialization seances
of somewhat unsavoury reputation. The higher spiritualism is in-
deed wonderful and holy, but its basic truths may be and are
prostituted, like knowledge of many other kinds - and let us not
forget that "ghosts in solid form". {to quote a well-known book
title) may be just that - quite literally and completely. . . To
return to our main topic, we do not think it irrelevant in this
FR, nor good only for the stirring up of unholy curiosity. If we
had the clue to congressus subtjlis it would likely offer a means
of checking other sub-psychological devilment which seems to be
on the increase.

in prayer' to some paternal deity of their own fashiening . . .

(A half-hour spent in reading the correspondence received by
the FR Editor might well be o shoek and disillusionment to the
encded of both sides).

In the
following article Mr Long gives us an intimate account
of personal experienccs in the matber of sex repression
a8 releted to the attempted owakening of Kundalini, No
attempt is made to generalize from these oxperiences,
but we remindthe reader of the great extent of the 1it-
eerature bearing upon the Sorpont Fire and its guidanoe
thru the various chnkras - or in more familair lang-
uage, on the sublimntion to psyochio purposes of the
basic sex energies, centered in the astral or etheric
nerve plexus at the bnee of the spine. This concept

is basic to the whole of the Yogl disciplines. The
value of +total repression is & moot point emong West-
ern occultists. Awanleon and Leadbeater disagres flat-
1y as to the possibility of awakening the ochakras in
the "wrong order". Yet faoctual accounts of personal
experience are very rore, and henoce wvnluable in like
degreo. We invite attention to the congeries of men-
tal stotes, the blending with the dream world, and the
bearing of this on certain cases of insanity - all of
which ore conspicuous in Mr Long's artiocle - without
referonce to the score of other points which will at
once occur to all experienced students. Nor do we need
to suggest how deeply western asceticism and the eox-
periences of the Christian mystics are bound up with
sex repressions - as ore also the concepts of psycho-
enaolysis, of tho suboonscious, and of the whole struc-
ture of the humen psyche. That Mr Long chooses to
treat his subjoot casually even with gantle humor,

is refreshing and attractive,.

We invite brief comments, and particularly
personal experiences with the power of the thrice-

Since the advent of the Flying Roll, I have held my breath
hoping that it could and would actually turn out to be a wehiocle in

which advanced and acoredited students of the Psycho-Religious field
might dare to discuss probloms taboo for painfully many years. My hope
seems on the wny to being realized. If we con share such knowledge
and experionces ond spsculations as are ours, we moy moke some value
able discoveries - or, at worst, cleoar up some festering misconcope
tions in various dark ccraors of the ficld,

I need not remind you that in Theosophy there has been proe
pounded o slightly doctorsd version of tho Hindu beliefs concerning
the"serpent fires", §lightly similar beliefs mny be found sterming
from other sourcos. We greatly nccd to know whother there is some
basic truth hidden under tho ancoumuiated religious dogmas overlaying
the "kundalini®.

Without furthor discussion, let me lay before you my own
experience in trying to get to the bottom of the subjeot, This will
start the ball rolling ond be the bali to bring up pearls of great
price from tho secret annals of other investigotors.

In 1915, as a man of 25, oand single, I joined the T. S.
and epplied to Mr A, P, Warrington for guldance in putbing to the
teat the soveral claims of Thoosophy. I offered to live the life -
to the letter, if he would plot it for me and run a choock on the
results. With some reluctonce he agreed,

The progrom advocated for me included doily meditation
and conoentration, based on the Glta and similar books, vogetarian-
ism, utterly moral living and thinking, cnd camplete sexunl abstiw
nence, The last included a complete retention of the semina.

Circumspectly, I consulted a physician and asked if such
o program met with his approwal., He approved all, but said he had .
not yet mot a man who had maintained such retention over long peri=-
ods, and that he would like to check on me for effects, if any were
observed which scemed unusual.

After on emissio nocturnn eighteen days from the start, I
built & amnll electric contact ring to wear at night. In the event
of on ulepe (*) it cdused a small buzzer to awaken me.

Thonks to the instrument, my experiments went forwerd with
entire sucocess for a periocd of nearly four months. The results were
quickly evident. Sex soon took on a “"Springtimo” glow. The girl stu-
dents with whom I associated daily, became laughably glamorous. I
noted with chuckles how theya scended their thrones end became white,
mysterious and almost holy before my sex-stimulated senses.

In my meditations I found that when I succeeded in clearing
my mind completely of extroneous thoughts, it simply remnined empty
and I tended to fall asleep. I took to mediteting om o “secd" text
or thought. Little came of that, or of efforts to concentrate on

similar "seeds"., The vegetorian and scanted diet was satisfactory, es
was careful dnily exercise, and hard study periods.

Hoving been wormed not to do so, I made no effort to try to
roise the serpent fires of the kindalini, But I watched and waited
hopefully, half expecting to experience o sudden fiery uprush along
my spine and a gush of open consciousness leading slightly toward
"masterhood" whatever that might be.

Apart from Theosophy, I had been reading Hirem Butler's
famous book on sex, "Practical Ways to Attain Suocess." He advocated
samplete continence, promising men that they would re-nbsorb seminanl
fluids after thoy had turned to clenr globular structures in the pros-
tate gland. Such absorption was to give marvelous psychic development
end nearly magical worldly success.. For the women he promised an even-
tual end to menstrual flows, and the same results in psychic and world-
ly advancement. So, I expocted results, of some sort or other.

For a month and a half nothing mmch hoppened. The doctor
checked me as "etill all right", Mr Warrington urged patience and pre-
dicted good results to come. (He told me that he lived the life success-
fully months on end.)

Then came o period of stress in which, beginning shortly
after midnight, py buzzer would sound off and awaken me. When I got
back to sleep it would awnken me ogain. This became continuocus, I
met the diffioculty by golng to bed at six each evening, sleeping aos
long as the buzzer would allow, then rising and doing my studying.
Toward dawn I usually managed another hour of sleep. My dreams be-
ceme filled with such seductive women that I hardly dared sleep lest
I forget in my dreams my experimental purposes. The struggle becams
gradually intenss., Then came an important development. I began to
carry my waking consciousness of my experimental purposes and.waking
conditions with me into the dream consciousness.

Soon I could fall asleep and still know that my dreams were
only dreams, And, because I had to reject sex~temptation dreams, I
learned to use my will to control the nature of my dreams, I would
whll one dream to go, and make a mental picture of a scene, stage
play or whatever I desired. Once the mental picture was made, the
sleoping consciousness would toke it and carry on. A stage play would
go from secen to scene. I got fine music., I enjoyed high and brile
liont enterteirment. Truo, the sleep consciousness wns illogical,ond
had to be controlled lest it wander off on some tangent ideo and jumble
the show. It had a delightful way of paciing hours of show into min-
utes of actual time, so that I could dream a day of events in a few
minutes of sleeps

I tried to imagine Theosophical masters, so that I could talk

to them and try to learn things. I imagined them and placed them sor-
rectly in my dreams, but they turned out to be as illogical as my dreem
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THRICE-COILED SERPENT (contd.)

congciousness., They could tell me nothing new or helpful, and, if ale
lowed to do as they pleased, thoy changed and illogiocally beceme ordin-
ary characters in the drame of the moment,

While this wos going on, & peculiar set of physjcal results
developed, Hiram Butler was found to be right about the globules to
be found in the prostate. Care had to be oxerted lest they be passed
if stroining at a stool. 1 exerted all possiblo care.

Another result was observed in a strange thing that would
happen to me if I chanced to stand face to faco with a womon at close
range, say three foet, Thore would seem to be n sudden electrical
discharge which shocksd me in the solar plexus region and wos as pain-
ful as if I had been shot there with an air rifle pellet., I would
wince violently, and had to invent excuses for doing so. I found, by
carrying on painfully, that not all women ocaused me to get such a ro-~
aotion when near them, but about one in sevon to ten did. Tho women
seemed to feel nothing,

Then there was a gradually deveoloping something that the
women studeonts did dwot seem to feel. I wos working my way through
school and attended a lunch and refreshment stand for an hour each
noon period. Girls begon coming to buy food and then hanging around
silently as if attracted by some mysterious something. They come
daily, and their number gradually grew to over a dozen. They sat
around on the brick arceade seats, or stood around, seldom noticing
ench other, but often glancing cbsently or wonderingly in my direc-
tion. I judged that some inner sense told the feminine in them that
here wns & male before whom they should present themselves. Naturally,
I did not allow myself any reaction. The group changed its member=-
ship for the most part, only about four girls coming regulorly, and
never did the group exceed twonty in number. At that, the crowded
space on the arcada proventod most from coming nearer me thon ten
feet, except when buying food, at which time I took care to keep well
clear and not chonce being "shot in the stomach by the electricel
effoct,." (Nothing more ever come of this angle).

I had expected my mental powers to increase and my studies
to become easier. After a first seeming improvement, nothing defin-
ite wos noted. Nor did eny worldly success present itself. I con=-
tinued to count my pennies most carefully.

The anticipated ewakening of the sarpemt fires also failed
me, I endeavoured to learn from my Theosophical friends more details
of the serpent lore, and found thot none of them seemed to know def-
initely what might be expected. All warned me not to try to arouse
kundalini lest I perish as a result. I did try, however, in such
ways as I could invent, by meditotion and concentration on the vari-
ous spinnl centers. There were never ony speocific results which I
could lay to my efforts.

As weeks passed, my psychic adventures with dreams and the
dream world continued. I practiced walking through the wanlls of my
dream houses, finding it diffioult at first and simple when I got the
hang of it. Always and always I retoined +the waking and the dream
conseciousness, I rested fairly well in that condition, but needed
more time in bed,

EventuallyI discovered that people in my drcams were not al-
woys e part of it, but were evidently individuals with wills of their
OWil.

They looked like dream people, but could be told from them
because I could will the fcrmer to cct as I desired, but not the lat-
ter. Sometimes these intruders into my self-dictated dreams elected
to toke parts very nice.y in the dramas I started and sat back to
watch proceed, At other times they tried to run away with my show.
Sometimes they appeared dangerously antagonistic, even frighteningly
devilish end prone to attack me - ot which times I neatly esocaped
them by rousing to full consciocusness and, I suppose broke off the
dream which made them able to appoar.

As e side-product of my nightly experiments, I learned to
carry the same dual consciousness for short periods while awake. At
such times I could see dreams which my dream self seamed always to
be invonting behind the scenes. These dreams were jJust like the night
dreams, except that I seldom tried to dictate their content. They had
the same illoglcal turns and twlsts, and expanded or contracted the
time element unpredictably., I decided that I dreamed oonstantly, day
and night, but that only when asleep at night could I normally see
the dreams,

One day I had rather & startling experlence. I wns seated
alone in the school library turret room, when I took to wntching o
dream as it unwound., It was o dream of school life with little or
nothing to. brand it as a dream. Suddenly I seemed to be caught in
the dream and my sense of direction, so to speak, was lost. I was
unable for the life of me to determine whether the droam was my real
condition or not. I studied both dream ond the sense of being seated
alone in a book~room., In my anxiety I took fright, and with a great
effort of will, managed to order my impressions and draw out of the
grasp of the toowrecl dream. There and then I decided that & very .
simple step into insanity would be to get caught thus in the dremm
world end to remain unaware of the real surroundings.

In such insanity there would be a lack of obsessionnl enw
tities, & lack of physiocal causes for insanity, and a very definite
breeking down of the facuity of memory. I still wonder how marnythere
are in our asylums who have slipped into the dream world by some ac~
cident, end have besn unable to reftuimn - havo lost all memory of the
real world surrounding them. I also wonder if there iz not some way
to reach them in their droam world and bring them safely back. How
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THRICE-COILED SERPENT (contd,)

can we awnken them, with an awnkening similar to that experienced each
morning by most of us?

From there on, I wos more cautious in handling my dreoms by
day, but felt few misgivings concerning them at night. Gradually my
dreams became the playgrounds of more and more of the atrange and
willful intruders. Moat of them seemed to be unawnre of my presence
as boss of the dreom unless I tried to will them out of it, in which
case they sometimes wont and somotimes turned up their noses at me and
stayecd. Now and thon a devlil type appeared ond went for me if willed
awey. 1 never elected to lock horns with ono, not being at all sure
that I would not get tho wors® of tho encounter, It was easier, simp-
ler and safer to rise to the woking consciousness levoel completely, It
is of interest to recall that never once did one of the grotesque dev~
i1l=like things seom to lurt the othor intruders. The devils were
simply avoided, and that seocmed to do the trick. I evaded and avoid-
ed them, in my own way, also.

Toward the end of the school year, ond aftor new develop-
monts had about ceansed to come, I began to weary of the experiment.
More and mors I indulged in snatches of sleep not supervised by dual
consciousness, At such times I depended upon my buzzer, ond all
seemed well enough,

Mr Woarrington could offer me no fresh guidance. He decided
thet I must have been insufficiently spiritual in my approach, and
that I had, therefore, been caught in what he termed "the tinseled
wprld of sense". He was not very explicit about this world or about
the spiritual volues which were lacking. In fact, he seemed hardly
at all acquainted with the ground I had been covering cautiously and
incautiously.

My doctor found me physically in the pinlk,but worried about
my night adventures, and fretted because I had gone into matters quite
foreign to his experience. He could only beg me to be very careful
lest I “slip a cog".

One night I fell asleep without carr over the woking
congciousness, In my dream I encountered ome of the intruders « a
most heavenly wench” indeed, And she came directly to me in a most
friendly woy. Forgetting all thought of dan§er - in faot never re-
calling the fact that I wns experimenting - I took her hands, or per-
haps wos about to embrace her, I shall never know, for I was sud-
denly and desperately awakc. My buzzer had failed me becauso of an
emisgio sine ulepe., I was much upset by this mischance.

And that is my report, 1ncludin% ell important points,
Where do wo go from there? Who will add Their findings, experie
ences and speculations to the common pood of information upon

whioh we can begin to build? If you cannot spesk openly, write to
mo, I will aot a8 a collection center for data, handle it with the
greatest care, even act as father confessor; and try in due time to
present impersonally the combined findings in equally impersonal
form. Doctors con do this, why not explorora of psyenic realms? This
knowledge is so greatly importent, if we can ouly win through to itt
Of this I am convinced.No gresater m;rster thon that of the sexes cone
fronts us. At present we know so painfully little about what concerns
us so deeply. o % -4l -» »
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On the Diagnosis
of
PATHOLOGICAL PSYCHISM

LI B

The human personality is a mind-body complex, an entanglement
of psychic and physical factors. It is a resultant of forces which
are themselves variables. Osty describes man as a 'psycho-dynamio
focus!; for all purposes of our earth life he is psycho-physico=
dynemic, whatever he may be ideally, or in terms of religious phie=
losophy. For every mental state, a physical concomitant = and vice-
versa. This principle is enunciated flatly by contemporary physi-
ologists, and the cccult therapist must and does accept it. The mind=
and-body distincticn, tho real, is indeterminate.

I% would be stupid to infer from this, that one cannot have a
sound mind in a diseased body, or a diseased mind in a healthy body.
These conditions appear to exist; but we can never be quite sure
that the health is genuine and perfect, or just what health and dise
ease ‘vonsist in. But as a practical working basis, we know that
disease, & poisoned blood stream, alcoholism, drugs, shock and vari-
ous other physical causes have the effect of opening the psychic
centers, or 'lowering the threshold! of consciousness, The psychism
which results is of the pathological type.

The psychism is described in that way, because of its origin.,
It is usually very peinful end distressing, but there seem to be
cases where this is not true and experiences of an agreeable nature
result, For the moment we are concerned with pathological psychism
of an evil sort, demanding curative treatment. If the occult thera=
pist is called in on a case of this kind he should examine the medi-
cal findings, and satisfy himself that some body condition is at the
root of the trouble., His own share in the treatment may be limited
to curative suggestion, and this may be directed, not to eliminating
the psychism entirely, but to changing the nature of the visions or
other experiences, Devils and hell~torments may perhaps be trans-
muted to scenes of beauty, end this is of very great aid to the medi-
cal treatment through its eff'eot on the patient!s mind.

If we have a case of abnormal receptivity, or semnsitiveness,
originating in a diseased physicel condition, it is possible that
the visions or hauntings come from the enviromment, A supersensi-
tive person who lives in a haunted house, or associates with vam-
pirdsh people, or is exposed to hostile influences, will suffer ac-
cordingly., A complete change of enviromment will usually end the
trouble, tho without diminishing the abnormel sensitiveness, It is
therefore the business of the occultist to study the whole environe
ment very carefully.

None of the instances so far mentioned constitute a true
tpaychic attack!, Such atteck is rare, but one has to reckon with
its possibility, and with the fact that it may, either by coincim
dence or intention, coincide with a depleted physical condition, or
itself be the cause of body break=down., If the theraplst decides

that a true attack is under way, he must next determine whether it
originates with some here-living person, or with a discarnate en-

tity.

A personal on-the=-spot investigation, including at least two in-
terviews with the ‘patient' is indispensable - except perhaps for the
Adept, who has his special means and ways of working. All the usual
minutiae of collscting a cese history must be gone through with, and
the inquiry may be supplemented in two ways, (1) by psychometry(2) by
the astrological chart or horoscope.

It is not our purpose here, to argue the case for either of these
two means of investigation, but merely to point out the usual prooce-~
dure of the ocoult therapist. He may not be able to work either the
psychometry or the chart for himself, but can cell on the help of
those who have the ebility. The astrological method is alsc too ex-
tensive for discussion, but it seems worth while to say something
about the preperation of psychometric specimens, for the reason that
most persons are ignorant end ocareless in this respect, and because
psychometry is widely practised.

The best psychometric cbject is a orystal (or precious stone)
since it retains magnetic inf'luences in a remarkable degree;metal
objeots next, and stone third. Artificial silk, ocotton, paper, wool,
wood are ell poor., Natural silk and linen are fairly good. Flat
glass and rubber are worthless, Letters are very suspect, but pho-
tographs are good if the psychometrist can work from them (not al-
ways the case),

Failures and confusion arise, however, not so much from the
choice of material, as from the facts that the objects are not
virgin - i.e, untainted by magnetism of other people. The ideal
object would be semething crystalline ( e precious stone for ex=-
ample ), or metal ( a oross, a penknife ), which has been handled
by the subjeot only, and kept about the person. Do not touch it.
Pick it up quickly with tongs or with a piece of v:nrg:m silk
( white or black, not colored ) and wrap it in the silk. Pack it
in e wooden container, and be sure that any paclking used is also
virgin. Do not concentrate your thoughts on any phase of the prob-
lem in hand While handling the specimen.

In psychometry as here considered we are not dealing with spir-
itistic phenomena. The readings given from objects ( personal
trinkets ) by psychics and mediums usually involve same form of
spirit assistance, and this indeed is necessary if results are
to be obtained, since most of the objects offered by sitters are
hopelessly contaminated. The unaided psychometrist could in=~
deed read from them, but would probebly pick up data from e
half dozen different persons, with no way of sorting it out.
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(Bush Magic Modernized -- Photograph Phencmena
of Shrappnel-Smith - Etldorpha Experiment --
The Meru Case - - 'Stim' Machines - - Doreal
Booklets - - (The God-Raoce, the Deros, the

For cymbalo read gong. Incredible as it may seem, we have
known of instances among modern Europeans where severe injury was
inflicted by this kind of bush-magic, the entire body becoming
bruised and swollen. There is, in fact, considerable evidence (in
the opinion of meny students) that a nexus or rapport exists be-
tween the first item mentioned, and its original or subject. A
phenomenon enalogous to repercussion results from the powerful end
sustained vibration set up, aided in some way rot understood by us
by the mental powers and intent of tha atbecker, The operation is
aided by strong imaginative visualizetion,

We invite attention, in this matter, to the Experimental
Note in Flying Roll Alpha, March 1946, page 8, re the ability to
see or even to visualize the presence of the Hyle, as a continuous
medium £illing all space and establishing a complete continuity be-
tween all physicel bodies . . . If one thrusts at a solid object
with a cane or long wand, it is easy to note how the sensation ap-
pears to reside at the end of the wnnd, rather than in the hand,
since the- attontion is tremsferred to the former location, Consider
now the relationships which cxist between the ends of the wand; if
the end which is held be thrust forward, or raised or lowered, the
other end has & corresponding movement. It is only neocessary to
take care, that the wand have no fulcrum or pivot, since in that
case the direction of many movements (of end A) is reversed at
end B, and evon the position of the fulcrum must be reckoned with,
with regard to the magnitude of the movements . . . We ocan now be-
gin to understend the sgying, that itsonly necessary to "wiggle
onets own end of the stick" to affect objects at a !distance’.,
There is really no distance in the sense of discontinuity;thero is
a universal plenum (Hyle, ether, space=as~entity) . . « The first
seoret is, actually to seo or powerfully imngine this plerum or con-
tinuity; then to 'push the stick' with the attention at the !far!
ends Ono must know and realize that the contimuity of all objects
is no . fiction, but basic physical fact, The essence of this plenum
is conduotivlty, the 'stick! with which you thrust is a vibratione
line or rate; your power or thrust flows instantly through it; the
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contact you make is real, vital and actual, provided you know what
you are doing, understand the basic mechanism involved and have comw
plete confidence. That is because you, the operator, are part of the
mechanism or appaeratus; knowledge and confidence both oreate and are
the power of the thrust.

Now these are the elementary concepts underlying the opera-
tion described in paragraphs 1 and 2, above, in tembtative and reserve
ed language, Fortunately, the operation is not effective in the hands
of every tyro, or we would not present it even here, But it is alsoc
true that sheer violence of illewill, when aided even by blind faith
in the efficacy of the working, sometimes brings about results; for
this reason we resort, regretfully, to the pseudo=disguise of the
Latin, And we surely do not neod to warn readers of thls our Flyin
Roll that the consequences (kcrmic or other) of disseminating ﬁow—
Tedge of this type may be serious. On the other hand, let us all
take note that these identical basic facts, of a continuous plenum
characterized by intense conductivity, lies at the root of all ap-
parent actio in distens, that is to say, of all good workings, of
healing and mental or psychic help, and beneficent suggestion of a
telepathic kind, This of course is the universal law, The foroes
of Nature are impersonnl; black maglc is only their perversion ®
selfish ends, and white magic is their right use, We have here emne
tered a little upon the rationale of the former, but whoever wishes
to expound these principles to others, let him use only the white
workings for his illustrations. It is not necessary (say, for the
lecturer in physics) to use the reck as his illustration of lever-
age, nor the black whips of Geburah.

Phenomena of going, ospecially since the pictura photographe

Shrappnel-Smith has boen specified (the res ceterac may well be
a lock of hair, nail parings, fragment of an
undorgarment or similar object), About ten years

ago & physicist named Shrappnel-Smith (about whom we have no date)

was reported in the newspapers as having devised apperatus,whereby
one could determine whether the subject of a photograph was living
or dead. Whether this deponded on some kind of emauation from the
photograph of & living person, which ceased at death, or whethor

it was a visual appearance, porhaps detectod by special photographe

ic methods, is unknown to this writer. But i1f some nexux between

s photograph and its subjeot ocan be demonstarted by scientific

means ( as S-S affirmed) then the bush-magic operation described

above, as well as other workings of a more pleasing type, becomes

in a measure intelligible. It is, in its degree, a confirmation of

the doctrine of tho plenum in which all things are etornally inter-

locked, Nor would it be the first time that primitive magical opera=
tions have turned out to be rooted in genuine and true knowledgo.
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Wo point out the obvious - that all phenomena of telepathy,
clairvoysnce, claireudience, and psychometry may be deeply involved
with the existence of the Hylo or energy=plenum.

We also ask the cooperation of occultists onm the following
point, We have been informed that in the photograph of & living per=-
son, in which the eyes havo not been retouched, there is a minuto ape
pearance resambling a point of light, and that this disappears with
the death of the person photographbed. This is evlidently something
else (if it exists) than the rcfisction-point camonly seen in photo-
grorhs. Close examination of many good photographs, of persans still
living, and of others knowmn to kave disd, should be undortaken = and
without prejudice, for this is precisely the kind of phenomenon that
can exist under the very noses of occultists, to say nothing of the
nasl of scientists, for decados and centurics. Let us bear in mind
That the phenomenon may exist without being invesisbleand there may
be various camplicating conditions. We are also anxious for any
references to this subject, arywhore in the whole body of occult
lore. The implications are very wide, and we hope many inquirers
will pursue the matter,

Etidorphe Concerning the experiment described in Etidorpha
(Authorts ed., Ltd. Copyright 1896, John Urli Lloyd
Cinn,) Ch, xxx pe 193 ff. whereby it is said to be
possible to see the back portion of one's own brain, This experiment
is practiceble; that is to say, what appears to be & portion of the
brain becomesa visible, greatly resembling the illustration given on
Pe 200 of the book. The theory may be summed up:

"If the nerve sensation, or force expression, should travel
fran the brain to the retina, instead of from an outwerd object,
it will on the reverse of the retina produce the image of that
which lies behind, and then if the optic nerve carry the imnge
back to the braln, the mind will bring to the sense the appear-
snce of the image depicted thereon,"

The experimenter faces & black space, or board or mirror,
and holds a lighted candlo in such a way that the flame is just bee
low the tip of the nosc, obout six inches from the face, He then
looks upwnrd and moves the candle transversoly baskward and forward
in front of hls face, the flome making a parollol line with the oyes.
Probebly a black open space or o black non-roflecting surface is bete
ter than a mirror, since refleotions are thus eliminated; the image
jtself appears ag if projected in spaco,.

Persons unaccustomed to physiologiosl experiments should
not attempt this, or at least should not prolong their inspection,
since the 'lowering'of the threshold' of consciousness often has
unpleasant results.

The following date is sumaprized from memoranda furnished the
Flying Roll by VINCENT H GADDIS, a well-known writer and student of oce
cu& proEIems. :

The Meru. Case: An account of this episode is found in Lost Atlentis,
by Jemes Bramwell (Harpers, 1938) Appendix A, The
story was sent to Bramwell during his stay in Englend,
by the owner of the house in question, and was printed as relative to
other matorial on the White emigrations from Atlantis, The house, lo-
cated in Kent, was a rambling 14th century structure and wos said to be
haunted, and the new owner said that he felt uneasy, "as if something
wos walking through the bedroom", Services of two clairvoyants were se-
cured, and after some investigation and inquiries they were able to lo-
cote and describe the entity. According to their report, it was an ar=
tificial elemental, with the body of a bear end the head of & wolf, and
bearing & scal or symbol on its forehead. A party of refugce Atlonto~
ans had set up camp on this site, and had created the Mo, or elemen=
tal, as & beneficont and protective guardian, but had feiled to relcase
it when taking their departurs, It lived in a asmall pond near the gar-
den, but moved in frequent circles around the old caomp site., Nothing
wos done to disintegrate the Meru, but its course wns altered so that it
no Jonger passed through the house; after this the'haunting' came to an
end . « « The Secrot Doctrine states (Voll.II p. 348) according to Brame
well's correspondent, that the Kentish Weald, where the house is locatod
is the bed of a former stream that drained northern Lemuria in the Sec-
ondary Age. If this is correct, it scems possible that Atlanteans flee=-
ing by water might have reached the spot,

(The date presented above rosts on the alleged assertions of
an unknown letter writer, concerning the revelations of two unknown
clairvoyants, It gains weight, however, from the mere fact that Breme
well saw fit to report it, ond it will not seem fantastic Yo ocoultists
who are familiar with the lore of elementals . An artificial elemental
is essentinlly a thoughteform ensouled by a life principle; they are
the guardians(vory often) of Egyptian tombs ond of buried tremsures,and
their existence has alwnys been recognized in occult circles. We print
this because it is a contemporary example of the ago-long existence of
these beings, and because of various inquiries concerning tho Meru Case.

The Stim (%) Machines: The principle involved is that of catching the

ing that music, particularly in simplé ond sustained rhythms, is nearly
as good as the drums of the Congo for the purpose under discussion,Cli-
mactic tonal effects (Ravel!s Bolero), if properly synchronized with
the other factors involved, are also extremely effective . o « All these
subtleties, however, belong to the Fine Art of Living, hence are little
eppreciated in the West . . « Music in old time was above all else &
means of communication between the planos - as its immemorial associae
tion with ritual and ceremony in al% forms of worship testifies, But

in the interests of realism and common sensc, lot us remember that the
plenos are tn fact inmumerable, and not all of them are the obodes of
Angoels, Walpurgis Night, witch daonce and Voodoo drums boar witness,
They 1ift the soul out of the body quite as truly as does Valkyrie
dance or the miraculous spirnling flow of a Bach cantata, to which

ocne cean listen forever and ever . . « And out of tha sound of the
Creative Word the worlds wore born, the old roligions tell us, -~ -
Well, all that is to say that sound and the human spirit are like

body and shadow, or inside and outside of & cup, and no foeling ever
caomes to us which the right notos may not exalt, or contrariwise cast
down, or else prolong with lingering cadences of delight « . . The West
tekes its pleasure quickly and with violence, but the East knew better
than this a hundred centuries ango, as did Atlantis and Lemuria also -
and some vestiges of this knowledge still remain),

But now let us point out what the actual production and usc of
the Stim would mean, in our depraved and vicious world, Or rather, let
us ask our readers to reflect on this point themselves. If ever an appa-
ratus was devised in hell, for the final earth-binding of humanity,. the
STIM is suoh par excellence, These machines, or apparatus of this same
naturo, have oxisted and now exist. All this, mind you, is part and
porcel of this DERO fantosy -~ which in this respect is not fantasy at
0ll, but most vicious and menacing fact (for which conviction we resc-
lutely refuse to set forth further reasons), When we protest ageinst
publicising and exploiting this devil-devised oontreption, we are oall-
ed obscurantists, blocking the paths of science and cutting off the
feir light of new knowledge. The facts of Naturo and of sclonce are
impersonal, neither good nor bad « but we say that there are facts
which bad men should not lmow (have they not already half-wrecked our
world with them?),while the wise and good are few and feoble by compari-
son . . o Porhaps our vision in this matter is as narrow as our earth-
house or this hour of life - but we see in the STIM only an unporellsl=
ed means for human degradation.

Doreal Booklets - Wo continue with .furthér notes from Vincent Goddis,

The Blue Race . in an equally remarkable tho somowhat less noiscme
vein., They constitute a brief summary or review of
booklets issued by the Brotherhood of the White
Temple = Dr. M, Doreal, author.

The elder God-race existing on e arth before the Adamites were
physicel beings, of large size and long life span, and thoy were here
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for several million years. They have never completely abandoned the
earth, and inhabit several underground centers protected by 'warps in
space', These conters aro Shamballa in Tibet, Miteolin in Yucaton,tho
Atlas Mountains of the Sshara, the Gobi desert, 'Canada', the Hortz
Mountains (Germany), and 'under Mt. Shasta', and tho 'Polar Paradise'
near the magnetic north.

(In Flying Roll Alpha, for March, wo reported that the VAU
Communicators, when questioned about the 'Deros!, roplied that thoy
wxisted in widely distribated arecas (underground), but that the foeci
woere: The Black Forest, the Alpine Regions, Central Amerioa, Koren,
Siberia, Iran, especially San Sobasbian (N.coast of Spain?) and neare
by regions, Some of these opproximately coincide with areas given by
Dorenl for the'God-race' survivors . .  Whoever the VAU Cormmunicotors
moy have been, we firmly repeat that they wore intelligences of a very
high order, and many of their data gquite outside the interest and grosp
of their auditors. We are not atbompting 4o idontify the !Deros! with
the 'God~-race!, but the fact that the VAU personalities asserted thet
subterransan races exist, in specific localities, is certainly of in-
terest in connection with the Doreal booklet),

Mt. Shasta is a guard colony for imprisoned ancient Lemuri-
ans of an evil nature, The prison area lies beneath the Pacific and
the entrance is in the Caroline Iilands (perhaps in Metalanim, =
mysterious lost city which covers eleven square miles and was capa-
ble of housing two million persons; its cenals are large enough to
hold a modern battleship. (See the Problem of Lemuria by Lewis

Spence.)

There are eight shafts communicating with underground regions,
one of which is not far from Sulphur Springs, Oklahome, and within a
mile of Bromide Springs; they are proteoted by a 'blue race! of under-
world beings. The late Floyd Collins, who died while trapped in Sand
Cave, near Mammoth Cave, Ky., was returning from contact with the
Blue Race at the time of his death, He is reported (Doreal) to
have seid; "I have seen the most wonderful things man has ever dream=
ed of = something that the world would not dreem of."

Doreal then goes on to mention Etidorpha (referred to else=
where in this FR) as the only book ever written about the Blue Raoce.
(Etidorpha, or the End of the Earth = the Account of a Remarkable
Journey, by John Uri Lloyd, published by the Robert Clark Co., Cine
cinnati, 1895). . The entrance is given as Biswell's Hill, Livingston
County, Kentucky, near Smithland but on the opposite side of the Cume
berland Rover, "The author of the book" seys Mr Gaddis, "was a famous
Cincinnati sclentist, Cincinnati is my old home town. I never met
Lloyd but I knew eshout him., I have a friend, a Cincinnati book deale
er, who knew him well. He calls the book metaphysical fiction. Lloyd
himself did not make the trip",

We have at hand a copy of the limited authorts edition of
Etidorpha (1895), The "Summary end Contents" states: "“Tho work begins
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with e biographical note concerning Mr Llewellyn Drury, a C ncinnati
businegs man of morose disposition and scholarly atbtainments. In a
despondent mood he challenges fate and oocultism, and is unexpectedly
confronted by a savant, who compels him to listen to the reading of a
wanuseript,”

This manuscript is the life history of the intruding guest,
and it was he who made the underground journey. He left his manuscript
in Drury's possession, to be published after thirty years. Drury fin-
ally eveded this responsibility and the publication was taken over by
Uri Lloyd.

Our first instincetive reaoction to this book was something like
this: that the unknown author was a men of original and ingenious in-
tellect, who possessed many ideas, and perhaps meny facts not accepte
avle to the soience of his day, and that he chose to embody these in a
long fictional account of a Jjourney into the earth!s intericr - much
the kind of thing we find in Jules Verne and many enother, tho the neo=
soience of the book is extreme and revolutlonary, But we arc almost
without data in this matter, and we repeat that there is a great aoccu-
mulation of alleged fachs about the cavern dwellers. We have been
told that Lloyd would never commit himself as to the true nature of
the book, even to members of his own family. It ssems true, however,
that Lloyd did not write the book himself, but we have no information
whatever about Mr Drury - or the mysterious savant and his supernore
mal powers . « ¢ We understand that Etidorpha is aveilable in scme
public libraries « = and if any of our readers has relevant informa-
tion, we would be grateful for it.

To rebturn now to the notes by Vincent Gaddis on the Doreal
booklets:

"Doreal claims to have visited Shamballa and the Mt,Shasta
colonles; they are cities of complex machines guarded by a
"worped~space soreen", Of e dimensional nature, these soreens
might be compared to the etheric web that exists between the
physiocal and astral worlds, Nevertheless, the fact that these
centers and their operating machinery are desoribed as physi=
cal secms to be significent, Where there is so much smoke
from so many different sources there must be some fire. Doreal
implies that all those centers are "good". But are they? Dther
information implies that they are not.

"o are ocerteinly on the trail of something new here. For
years since 1800 A,D, over 200 reports = mysterious ships ap=
parently from outer space have been visiting this earth in taboo
areas. Something is going on that menkind little suspects. I
have o number of late reports that are not in tho Forteen records.
They will be publisghed shortly. The report of a rocket within a
"meteoorite" found off the Califormia cooet is of interest in cone
nection with other data I have., The destruction of this vessel
and the records was most certainly engineered by scmebody to pre-
vent more being learmed,
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"So-called spontansous combustion of the human body is actually
attack by entities who destroy with flame . . . this is my honest conclus.
sion, A great number of these occurrences took place in England and
Wales during the winber of 1904~05. 1 place explosive and "gas" attacks
in the same category, and am putting this opinion on record in case any-
thing happens to me,"

"I am advising that Doreal's bocklets be read by all students
of the Shaver matter. I do mot believe ho is correct in all his state-
meonts, but there may be a basis for them, and this should be knowmn to
étudents as a matter of theory (if no more). I do know that most of his
idens on asstral projection arc correct, His method of projection by
throwing consciousness in a curve via the pineal gland is correct (see
Oliver Fox on thig)s « o o «

Flying Roll repeats that the whole Shaver-Dero business has
been tainted from the first, by admitted fictionizing, and by commer-
cial exploitation, and lack of verifiable data. But we do not teke the
ground that there is nothing here but sheer invention; on the contrary
the present handling and situation is wvicious for the reason that there
is almost certainly a substratum of strange and dangerous faots, We must
remember that the whole mass of 'Fortean! data (borderland phencmens)
would fill many volumes; it is a kind of underground world of the
sciences, or infermal substratum to our world of normal life - but not
lacking in reality and significence on that account. The Shaver. fantasy-
and-fact concoction is a very small part of the larger pisturs, and the
main issue has little to do with the possible mendacity of Mr §S. or his
publishers.

¥Wie urge this point of view on those who bitterly suggest, that
the innate viciousness of man is sufficient to account for the evils of
this world . . . We cannot agree with those who think that 'inspiration!’
comes from heaven only, and never from the Abyss - who believe that
saints end geniuses may be 'inspired', but human-devils, never! . . .
We do not think that the human race lives in any snug-andesafe come
partment (mental or physical), walled emid the blue, unvisited by
Powers and Beings inmumerable. . «

Flying Roll proposes for its own motto, THE HIGHER REALISM.
The meaning of this phrase we have tried to expound elsewhere.

We urge the dissemination of occult facts as widely as pos=-
sible, among persons gqualified to deal with them., One reason is simply
that of safety. Isolated investogators who kmow too much, too frequente
ly come to a mysterious demise = but if & hundred or a thousend people
have the facts, they are not so easlly suppressed.
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The Round Robin (edited by the present writer) has recently
presented a series of articles dealing with Huna, or Hawaniisn magic,
and constituting a synopsis of the pemphlet Huna ~ The Workable Psycho-
Religious System of the Polynesians, by Max Freedom Long. Ihis impor=
Tont but little-lnown material has awnkened much interest, so that
some further comment and summary in the Flying Roll may also be wel-
comed.,

I take occasion to point out here, that dats on the Huna is
not accessible in works of referencse, is in fact now almost non-exis-
tent, and that Mr Long is probably the only living suthority with first-
hond knowledge of the subject. His own book, Recovering the Ancient
Megic (Ridor, 1936) is out of print and almost unobtainable, For those
who are interested in such studies, the presentation of Huna material
may be & most useful service. -

Evidence end argument cannot be summorized here; they must
be examined in extenso by the student who so desires. We can only
point out the genmeral nature of tho system, ibs relationships and
practical importance. The basic concepts are by no means indiginous
to the polynesion area. There is reason to believe that they derive
from regions adjacent to the Indian peninsula, but this also means
that they are found in varying forms in many religions and esotferic
systems, The evidence is philological, but also is obvious in the
concepts themselves.

Huna conceives of God-as-Absolute (Alma), and God-as-mani
fest(Aumakua). The term for the latter elso refers to the Supercon-
sciousness, or High Self, the superior element of the trinity which
mokes up the human being. The High Self does not live in the dense
body, but is attached to it in some manner and can control +the body
and the two lower levels of consciousness. It does not use reonson,
but has direct knowledge, or immediate and intuibtive lmowledge,
transcends time and space, and appears to be in continual rapport
with all other Aumakua entities. The goal of the Kohuna, the mn-
gicion priest, is to establish contact with this High Self. Its
characteristics are Wisdom and Power, which correspond to thought
and mental energy on the plane of the middle self. The low and
middle selves eventually (not at the time of death) blend with the
High Self, and may then receive new vehicles (reincarnate),

Reincarnation in Huna doctyine, however, is obscure and
difficult, The Kehunas were mogiclons of an eminently practical type,
and in later years seem to have taken little interest in speculative
matters, They held (very semsibly,as it seems to us) that the only
God man could make effective contact with, was the High Self, and
that such contact could heal both body and mind, and give protec-
tion and prosperity. Precise ideas about the reincernation process,
if they existed, were gradually overlaid cnd lost, and their recon-
struction is difficult,

All this should sound like a twice-told tale to the ego-
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tericists of the West. In the Quabalistic Order with which this writer
wos aeffiliated, the "kmowledge and the comversation of the Angel" wms
the final goal of all endeavor, This was the Holy Guardian Angel, the
High Ego, the Superconsciousness, the Divine Augoeides, the first~born
of the Monad; the powerful Ritual of thc Pentagram is little more than
its invocation and proise. And the mystic who seeks God-union must nl-
also recognize this High Seolf; that is, he seeks expansion of conscimus-
ness. As ho atteins it, he enters into direct and intuitive awareness,
leaving ordinary thought processes behind him ... So we do not say that
Hune, offers, with regard to this concept, any new thing, but rather
Thot it is part and parcel of the most ancient wisdom of the world end
is justified by it,

The Huna system then considers the conscious mind (Uhane),
end the subconscious (Unihipili), This further analysis is also fa-
miliar ground, even to tho cormon man. The power of the conscious mind
is in its ability to recson; it lives in the dense body, but con os-
cape from it during trance., It is subject to control of the High Self,
and its life problem, if it chooses to develop, is to establish rep-
port with this over-soul. Tho subconscious is t'sub! only to the High-
er aspects; it has a consciousness of its own and in many ways funce
tions like an independent entity. It lives in the dense body, but can
escape from it and travel about in a vehicle of finer matter, It has
nonory but no reason -ar rather, it can draw out the inferesnces of any
premise, but seems unable to question ¢« the premise itself. Hence,
its amenity to hypnotic suggestion; let Uhane whisper to Unihipili
Tour body is ill'; straightwany the 'hidden twin', the secret one' de-
viges its category of aches and peins. But here once again, the con-
cepts in thelr essence are twice familiar.

The 'ghost! of Huna is usually only one of the two lower
entities; but if conscious and subconscious entities remain together
after death, the ghost will have both reason and memory - will be a
normal tho discarnate personality (ghost of two wnters). If the sub-
conscious, Unihipili, is separated from the middle self after death,
it will have memory only, without reason. Therofore, it can be cap-
tured by the middle solf or brain consciousness of living persons,by
hypnotic suggestion, and yet remain unawaro of its bondage.

The Kahuna or magician who captures a Unihipili has a wey of
strengthening it thru the magnetism of his own dense body; ho trans-
fers this magnetic charge to food and drink, and the captive 'ghost!
absorbs it in some way %perha.ps thru the etheric duplicate of the
food)s Then, if he wishes, the magician may send the Unihipili
against an enemy, giving it specific hypnotic instructions.

"Go to (go=0nd-so0); you will find him (at such or
such) a place, Enter in ond straighten out."

then Unihipili is shown his boit. A bit of hair will do, or a naile
pering, Betweon this piece-of-solf and i%s original owener, o psy=

thot coxpression. Unihipili bays down this track like a hound onscent.
Then, if the subconsciousness of the victim is the weaker of the two,
cannot withstand the attack, trouble is brewing indeed. To 'onter in
and stroighten out' is to cause fast encroaching peralysis or violent
convulsions, They will end in death, unless the Kehuna who sent the
entity chooses to recall it by his Mann or hypnotic power.

We pause heroc to romind the unbeliever, that this seoming
hocus=pocus is one of the most familinr operations of the. lesser megic,
not in Polynesia alone, but here in our own midst. Qccult therapists
who handle cases of genuine psychic attack will bear witness. The
techniques differ somewhat, but the essentials remain. The occultist
who lets any of his intimate possessions fall into the honds of an
enemy, equally skilled in these matters, is a foolish and sorrowful
man,

The moral and ethical code of the Huna is of practicalityl
For once we find a system which unites brotherly love with self in-
terest in a wey the common msn con understand. The only sin kmown
to Huna, is doing an injury to onother person. And if your subcone
seiousness, Unihipili, believes that you have done wrong, it devel-
ops a guilt complex. It accepts punisiment and even invites it.The
result is two-fold. The complex blocks the path betwsen the middle
self and the High Self, so that in Awmakua there is no help; and it
lays the low and middle selves wide open to atbtack. If the injured
one seeks you out, on the planes of subtle matter, you are easily
done fore, If he does not, Unihipili will still seek and find pun-
ishment in some other way, The remedy of course lies in fdraining
the complex', getting rid of the guilt consciocusness, by some act
of atonement which will enable the siunner to forgive himself, To
make this forgiveness effective, impress it on the subconscious=-
ness, appropriate ritual is used.

Compare these ideas, tho sketchily given, with all that
we know dabout the relation of the subconsciousness to the body and
the conscious mind, There is no space here for such an analysis,
but whoever is contemptuous of this psychology of 'primitives' may
well throw overboard nine-tenths of our contemporary ideas at the
samo time,

It is of no importance, to object that idees of right and
wrong ere relative, and depend on time and place and circumstance.
The point is, that if tyou! or Unihipili, believes that you have
sinned, the guilt complex is estahlished, The belief itself may
be correot or incorrect, from some other point of view.

But if all these Huna concepts are really integrated in
Western thinking - tho most grievously befuddled and obsoured,
chiefly by our pseudo-religionism - just what of high value does
the Huna offer? We repeat that, by all svidence, the Huns magic
worked consistently, while ours works sporadically, poorly, by s
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The Magio of the Grass Huts (contd.)

kind of accident or not at all, It may not be of first importance,in
itself, that the Kehunas attained firs immunity, telepathy, apporta-
tion, materializations, all the major phenomens of spiritism. These
are indeed signs of the Power , but we can somehow live without them.
But we do not live without a thousand ills of the body, and broken
bones in acoidents and without poverty and frustration end sorrow,
And the Kahunas certainly could and did preactise instant healing,

Yof both body and purse."™

To establish this as a fact would mean writing a book on
the evidenoce, All we can say here is, that in our opinion the evi-
dence exists. And these incredible feats of healing, like the phe-
nomensa of a psychic and spiritistic kind mentioned, are the outward
show and workings of the psychological principles of the Huna system.
In this system, as in our own more familiar ideas, there must be er-
rors and many short-comings. But the workable magic is there, prac-
tical and effective, In our own land, as in Europe, there are mar-
vels aplenty, supsrnormal happenings to fill a library of reference.
Many of them are spiritistic in nature, but many are not; or rather,
they are produced by our own incarnate spirits, It is sheer ignor-
ance on the part of spiritualists, to attribute every supernormal
event to discarmate agencies., It is also sheer stupidity and ob-
stinacy on the part of scientism and its followers, to go on mull-
ing over the same age-o0ld phenomena, for 50 and 100 years - still
trying toprove" that tables tip and spirits come a-haunting. But
in spite of all this obscurantism, we have our magic; the healing
cults practise it for mind and body, sometimes for money too! But
no one in his senses will contend that this magic 1s sure, depend-
able, or clearly understood. It is mixed up with sentimentalism,
pseudo-religionism, fantastic metaphysics, appeals to God and His
Angels, and to Masters, Guides, Adepts. As to prayer - everybody
prays, because every wish is a kind of praying, and whoso curses
in the name of God is at prayer also, But of prayer-as-science we
know next to nothing. Yet who cen doubt that there is a sceince of
prayer? Throughout the Oriental world, this is e basic idea, If
ever & single prayer is effective, then a soience of prayer becomes
a logical possibility. All esoteric schools recognize this, and
almost their whole business is learn and use this science. It tekes,
then, the form of ritual - for a right ritual is only & crystallized
and perfected prayer-form, And right rituals bring results, when
worked with knowledge and intention and power. Every religion ac-
knowledges this, and develops its forms and ceremonies., Let us not
waste time, contending over these elementary ideas - as this para-
graph is now time wasting, Lot us return to the thesis, that our
magic 1s a poor and futile and incohoate thing, compared with the
simple and powerful workings of the Huna, where the bare elements
of magioal working 1lie ready to our hands,

Special condi= -
tions must be reckoned with, if such is ever the case - since ordie
narily the thoughteforrs merely recoil on their originator, But there
is a possibllity here of some form of projection, plus telepathio
suggestion; that is to say, we are brought into the whole question of
congressus subtilis, discussed briefly in Flying Roll Alpha. (Dion
Fortune recounts an instance of c.s. but confesses herself baffled by
the problem involved). The subject is an old ome; according to the
Rabbis it was the dream visitations of Lilith to Adam which perturbed
the Lord God so much that he oreated Eve as a counter=stroke . . « «
There is also the comsideration (found particularly among the Hindua)
that astral shells may be seized upon by elementals or by spirits of
a low order, and that these may function as inocubl and succubi at
times. (These are Pisachas and Mohinis, according to our understand-
ing of the matter.) ‘

In conneotion with this subjeet, let us rdd a few further
items, Any offer of procurement or seduction by occult means is an
infallible sign of Black Lodge operations, But it must be remember-
ed that it is quite as difficult (sometimes more s0) to secure ad-
mittance to a Black Lodge than to a tWhits'!'. The fratres of the
former are highly intelligent individuals, whatever one may think of
their morals, and their work is of‘ten extremely dangerous., They have
small need of recruits and are doubly on guard. Solicitation of the
sort mentioned may come from some individual bent on mischief, but
almost never with the sanctions of an Order.

On the other hand we have the curious fact, well kmowm to
operative occultists, that the dabbler in occult experiments who de-
sires to work harm is likely to find the necessary knowledge thrust .
into his hands, almost without his own volition. A book picked up
at random or some casual conversation will tell him what he needs;
it seems to fall into his grasp like some poisonous mamna, It is
partly for this reason that the first steps on the left-hand path
are 30 ensily taken, and (for his encouragament) are far too often
offective,

We append a local incident. Mrs U., a young woman of about ¢
23 years, standing before her mirror in a well-lighted room, suddenly
sees in the glass the form of a man seated on the edge of her bed. The
vision is brief, a sceond or two, but clear-cut. The man seemed to be
dressed in normal fashion, but the skin of his face appeared as if
drawn tight. About six years ago, the same subject saw, in a mirror,
a puff of smoke accompanied by a hand. On another oceasion, when
reaching down to pick up a bell with which she had been playing, a
hand end arm were suddenly thrust before her, as if reaching for the
same object. In this instance no mirror was involved.

Ws make no point of sporadic cases of clairvoyance; no one
can be sald to understand them, but they are frequent and not especi-
ally significant. The role of the mirror, however, is somewhat novel,
Except in the one instance above-mentioned, Mrs U, has had no clair=
voyant experiences by direct sight of the apparition, but only by the
reflected image. The black mirror, of course, (both plane and convex)
is used in scrying, and obviously the ordinary mirror would serve the
seme purpose if the right background for reflection were used. It
seems probable that Mrs U's mind was stimulated into momentary clair-
voyance, as if by acrystal. But this may not be the whole story, for
in descriptions of occult work from the 18th. century we learn that
imagos of absent persons, particularly of Adepts, habitually appeared
in the mirrors of invocation. If these accounts are veracious {which
cannot be proven) something more than clairvoyance must be rockoned
with ... Any object reflected by a mirror is seen by diroct vision
also, while an invisible ray, if reflected, would remain invisible.
The reflecting properties of surfaces, dependent on electronic
qualities or gtructurs, are not well understood, but it is hard to
imagine that the reflection of an invisible object should somehow
be stopped up (or down), so to speak, to within visible limite . , .

In the photography of thoughteforms the mental energy
is able to affect the electrons of the plate or film, producing
an image by an actual physical movement of dense matter . . .

We would like to know wheother there is any evidence that an imnge
cen be projected telepathicnlly onto a mirror surface, in such a

way as to be visible without clairvoyance. To repeat, there are

alleged records of this (as of everything). . We set down these
incoherent remarks, only in the hope that some of our readers may
have useful datae to offer.
