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THE KOCH TREATMENT FOR CANCER :
AND ALLIED ALLERGIES V

Nearly three years have elapsed since the first appearance 
(1950) of this booklet, and during that time the Koch treatment has 
made notable progress in public recognition. Although for obvious j
reasons no exact figures are available, according to our best infor- Q
mation some 4000 doctors throughout the United States are now ad- j
ministering it, on occasion and with such discretion as seems ad­
visable to them. Several conventions have been held -- of which, i
however, the press took no notice -- numerous papers presented and >
at least two books published in this country alone. And at least %
one other publication, widely circulated, has continued to publish 
monthly reports of fully documented case histories involving the 
successful use of the Koch therapy. <

As a logical accompaniment of this progress, the campaign of .,«*
abuse and intimidation has taken on a new vigor in the press and in ?
publications subservient to the influence of organized medicine; ■
while at the same time the, public has been mulcted of some $15 mil- j
lion in the interests of ’’cancer research”, which so far has pro­
duced no results whatever, and only a fifth part of which can be J
traced to any truly humanitarian activities.

The distinguished originator of this treatment, William F. Koch, 
H.D., Ph.D., continues to reside in Rio de Janeiro (1953), where 
the government has provided him with every facility for his studies 
and activities. In South America and on the European continent he 
enjoys the highest reputation, though practically forced into exile 
by the jealousy and ignorance of his own countrymen. Yet even here, 
as has been said, the Koch therapy gains ground daily, and the treat­
ment has been improved in various details. Many physicians, too 
influential to be intimidated, are now employing it openly and with 
most marked success.

No further explanation is needed to justify the reprinting of 
this booklet, which has been widely circulated and which has, we '
believe, served a good and useful purpose. Like all publications 
of the Research Associates, it is offered for public information i
and service and not as a commercial enterprise. And the factual 
data in its pages is drawn from records which are still accessible, "i
and well known to those who have interested themselves in the matter. 
These do not, unfortunately, include the rank and file of the Ameri- 
can ifledical profession. The facts are therefore not news, but they f
may well be new to many who pay with their suffering and their lives 



for the ignorance of those who profess to aid them. Mor have the 
facts in this booklet been sensationalized in any way, since they, 
are in themselves sensational as any victory over pain, and lingering 
death. As startling as the conquest of the “incurable7’ diseases -- 
cancer, tuberculosis, leprosy, and their allied allergies. Facts 
which to millions of the afflicted are like the rainbow above the 
flood “= once they are made known; and other facts, adverse and 
destructive of this hope, which are black as a conspiracy against 
humanity and God.

The first page of this booklet, in its original issue, has,been 
replaced by this introductory note, and from that point it continued 
by means of hypothetical questions, addressed in old fashioned style, 
if you please, to Mr. Abel Reeder -- whom we believe to be an able 
reader indeed, if this matter in any way comes home to him. He takes 
the stand then, and the interrogation begins;

Let us suppose and assume, Mr. Reeder, that for nearly three 
decades past a SUCCESSFUL CURATIVE TREATMENT FOR CANCER HAS BEEN 
KNOWN. Let us suppose an agent has been discovered and prepared,, 
which when properly employed results in the total and permanent dis­
appearance of cancer, and of cancerous and tumorous conditions. Let 
us assume that among patients trea/ced for the afflictions and mortal­
ity rate is reduced by at least 85%, exclusive of deaths due to other 
causes and to the natural termination of the life span.

Let us assume that certain revolutionary discoveries have been 
made in the field of biochemistry and that these render the action 
of this agent scientifically intelligible and furnish a complete, 
theoretical basis for its remedial action. Let us agree that this 
substance is chemically described as a catalyst, the molecule being 
O=C=C=O, and that its action is to restore the oxidation mechanism 
of waste products of the body. Hereafter we shall refer to this 
agent as the catalyst.

Let us accept that, as alleged, experiments with this catalyst 
were continued for more than ten years, in the United States, Canada, 
Africa, Europe and South America, and with striking success, not 
only in cancer but in leprosy, tuberculosis and the dreaded Wild Fire 
of the upper Amazon, which has a mortality rate of 100%.

Let ua assume that it is true, as the record discloses, that 
the discoverer of the catalyst, William F. Koch, M.D., Ph.D., and 
all his collaborators experienced and still experience the greatest 
difficulty in making these facts known to the public and to the 
medical profession, and that he and many of his co-workers were and 
are stigmatized as quacks and charlatans. Countless obstacles were 
raised against them. Trickery and violence were often employed, 
money expended, and every possible legal recourse and device resorted 
to, to suppress the knowledge and use of the catalyst, and to obstruct 
and discredit those who sought to use it in the treatment of disease.

Let us assume that it is true and provable by court records that 
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this persecution stemmed from individuals and cliques within organ­
ized medicine and within the leading medical association of the 
United States, and that it is true that it was and inspired by greed 
and professional jealousy -- since the revenues derived from the 
present treatment of cancer and other diseases of a deadly nature 
are very great.

Let us further assume that it is true, as alleged, that the 
catalyst can now be prepared by synthetic methods from a wellknown 
substance, refined glucose, that it is inexpensive, and that al­
though its preparation is difficult it can be administered by any 
doctor who will obtain the necessary instructions and observe them 
with meticulous exactitude. That the general use of this catalyst 
in the proper manner would eradicate all of the most deadly diseases 
which current medical practice does little more than alleviate. . . 
and that it is true that medical men familiar with the facts believe 
that this suppression and persecution are a disgrace, and a crime 
against humanity and against science. Assuming and supposing that 
all these alleged facts are veritable and true, and these allega­
tions made as described, what would be. . . etc. . . etc.

This pseudo-legalistic jargon has served its purpose, I think. 
And now that we have run away without quoting Mr. Abel Reeder’s 
answer, or even finishing our hypothetical question, we are going 
to interview very briefly, a distinguished friend, Dr. Cotton Smith, 
M.D. (a nom-de-guerre, of course). This doctor has a brilliant 
academic career and professional record, was formerly an instructor 
in biochemistry in a class-A university medical school, and was in­
timately associated with Dr. Koch and the development and use of 
the catalyst during the past ten years.

A.R: ”1 take it, doctor, that you have observed the effects of 
this catalyst in many cases, and have used it in your practice, and 
are convinced that cancer can be successfully treated by this means?”

Dr. C.S; ”1 have used it and studied it exhaustively, and am 
willing to say unequivocally that all types of cancer, in all forms 
and all stages so far as my knowledge goes, can be successfully 
treated by this means, and with out recurrences, as well as a large 
number of other diseases of most serious nature, and with restoration 
to normal in almost every instance.”

A.R: ’’That is a very strong statement, doctor, perhaps a few 
definitions would be in order. How would you define cancer?”

Dr. C.S; ’’Cancer is a lawful growth, not an ’anarchy of cells’, 
which has resulted from a pITing up of incompletely oxidized body 
products, all of which contain nitrogen. The natural.immunity has 
dropped for some reason, usually some other sickness, injury, debil­
ity, or advancing years; and this limits the available immunity fac­
tor so that it is not sufficient to clean out the waste products 
and keep the body properly protected.”

A.R: ’’The ’available immunity factor’? Will you explain
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what you mean by immunity?37
Dr. C.S: ’’Immunity is a condition depending on the presence in 

the body of several chemical substances. It is a condition in which 
the concentration of these is maintained at the right point. These 
substances keep up the burning or oxidation of waste products at a 
normal rate. Diseases deplete these factors, thereby allowing some 
form of illness to step in. The prompt administration of a nascent 
catalyst restores the order or reverses the trend.”

A. 11: ”ln other words, the sequence is that toxins accumulate in 
the system because certain chemical reactions in the body are retar­
ded. This retardation comes from some sickness or injury. The waste 
products then are not oxidized and accumulate in definite areas of 
the body. This is called lowered metabolism, and it may and often 
does result in cancer. Is that approximately correct? And what 
about the apparent connection of cancer with injuries or continued 
irritation of any certain part?”

Dr. C.S: ”Yes, that sequence is approximately right. And where 
cancer appears to result from injury or irritation^ its real cause is 
the accumulation of toxins at the irritated place."

A.It: ’’You used the term nascent catalyst; will you explain what 
is meant?”

Dr. C.S: ’’Some substances will produce or hasten a reaction merely 
by their presence, without any apparent change in themselves; these 
are called catalysts. An element is said to be nascent at the time 
it is being liberated from combination with something else. Its 
chemical activity is then greatly increased.”

A.R: ’’Then the substances used so successfully in the treatment 
of cancer are nascent catalysts. Will you tell us something more 
about them?”

Dr. C.S: ’’They are synthesized from an ultra-pure glucose through 
a. highly technical system of chemical transitions. The most meticu­
lous cleanliness must be observed, otherwise the catalyst, being an 
oxidizer in a dilute solution of 1 x IO1 would be spontaneously 
destroyed. The slightest impurity in the atmosphere, such as smoke, 
dust or foreign gases, will neutralize the results, Practically all 
volatile substances will do this. I have known a minute leakage of 
gas in a kitchen to have this effect on a patient. It has been neces­
sary not only to use the ordinary air filters, but to go into areas 
remote from cities and manufacturing plants.

"’The resultant injection is sealed in a brown glass tube con­
taining 30 drops (2 cc) and then the injection is made immediately 
following the removal from the ampule. A very noticeable shaking of 
the body occurs immediately and may last three or four minutes. If 
the body is in good condition there is little pain, but if it is 
burdened' with toxins the pain is more severe. Adverse effects 
from these injections are unknown to me -= they are absolutely harm­
less. A singular fact also is the complete disappearance of scar 
tissue (from previous cancer operations, presumably) following the 
healing.”
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A.Rs ’’Returning to your personal experiences — when did you 
first hear about this treatment, doctor?'3

Dr. C.S: ’’About 1937. I first learned about it from a promin­
ent doctor in Seattle. I went east and began a course of intensive 
study, returned to the west coast in 1938, and began to use it on 
my patients in cases of cancer, tumor and infection with a high de­
gree of success. Next year I returned to the east for more detailed 
study and afterwards used it with even greater success. The follow­
ing spring I became intimately associated with Dr. William Koch, the 
originator and sole discoverer of this treatment, and made many trips 
with him throughout the west coast in the interests of his discovery. 
It was in 1935 that the treatment was used in foreign countries, 
England, Belgium and Brazil.”

A.Rs ”In passing, doctor, will you comment on the use of this 
treatment in the Amazon area.”

Dr. C.S; ’’Numerous 'incurable' diseases were met, especially 
the strange endemic disease known as Wild Fire. This was checked 
immediately within the area of treatment on the upper Amazon. In 
the Belgian Congo, where Dr. Koch had gone with Dr. Idaisin, head of 
International Cancer Research Institute, leprosy was successfully 
treated. In two months use of the treatment, 87% of cures resulted. 
And Dr. Koch took the treatment himself when he was stricken with 
the dread Mediterranean (Malta) fever. This was only one of many 
cases in which Dr. Koch used himself as his own guinea pig.

’’During 1942 and '43 I lived in Dr. Koch's home and worked with 
him long hours on intricate details of the treatment. In 1943 he was 
attacked by his enemies for refusing to prostitute his discoveries 
to commercial ends -- although he offered his preparation without 
cost to his colleagues. He personally offered it to the Surgeon 
General of the United States Army at the beginning of the second 
world war, but it was 'contemptuously' rejected. And in spite of 
Dr. Koch's successful treatment of leprosy in other countries, he 
was denied admission to our own leprosy colony in Louisiana.

’’Legal proceedings were then instituted by the United States 
Food, Drugs and Cosmetics Administration for alleged violations of 
the Food and Drug Act. Thirteen Federal indictments were brought^ 
the trial lasted about nine months and ended in acquittal., It waj| 
my privilege to act as the first defense witness at the trial. Here 
I saw doctors of prominence from all over the world offering volun­
tary testimony in Koch's defense -- about 600 in all, but due to 
lack of time only about 60 were called to the stand. My knowledge 
and use of these new chemical elements of life-saving quality have 
continued with marked success. I should add that diabetes and leu­
kemia are other diseases in which the preparation is used successfully.

’’The Koch treatment is now being successfully employed in almost 
all European and South American countries (1950.) as well as in Asia. 
Only in the United States have sufferers from these diseases,been 
denied the benefits of this treatment. But even here, in spite of 
the use of legal injunctions against it, the use of the Koch treat­
ment is rapidly spreading.” (See Note A, Page 18)
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A.R: "And this is the man who prominent physicians and the gov­
ernment prosecuting attorney have repeatedly described as a quack 
and an impostor; Can you tell us anything about Dr. Koch himself? '

’’For 400 years the name of Koch has been outstanding in medical 
work. The tuberculosis germ was discovered by his uncle and numer­
ous members of the family have made permanent highlights in the cure 
of disease, both here and in Germany. Dr. Koch himself i<zas Professor 
of Chemistry and Histology for 15 years at the University of Michigan 
Medical School. He resigned this post to engage in the research 
work which has won for him the characterization of ’the greatest 
living doctor’ and ’a modern Pasteur’ -- phrases of the distinguished 
head of the Dow Chemical Laboratories.

"To date all available information FAILS TO REVEAL ANY KNOW 
DISEASE THAT IS NOT CONQUERED BY THIS PREPARATION WHEN PROPERLY AD­
MINISTERED. But, as I indicated, a long and meticulous training is 
necessary. The remedy cannot be administered successfully by one 
not highly trained in its intricacies. This informant will furnish 
positive proof, either thru the sworn testimony of patients, or do­
cumentary evidence of the truth of these statements.

"It may be'well to point out here that Dr. Koch’s thesis is that 
Nature is trying to produce an organ in the human body that will pro­
duce this catalyst now provided by the Koch injection. Only ONE 
injection is usually required, occacionally two, and in rare instan­
ces, three.

"Dr. Koch has also developed a technique whereby, thru intri­
cate blood tests, he can predict with reasonable accuracy whether an 
individual will have cancer, and if so, approximately the time.. This 
technique, however, is still in the earlier stages.of confirmation. 
The test turns upon modification in the sedimentation rate of the 
blood."

A.R: "Can you tell us a little more of the results of the Koch 
treatment in tuberculosis?"

Dr. C.S” "Over the period of a year more than 80% of far advan­
ced tubercular cases treated with this catalyst recovered. The re­
covery process is cyclic and follows certain high laws of the cosmos. 
So does the development of cancer. Cancer, curiously enough, de­
velops in conformity to a mathematical principle involving multiples 
of seven. In the simplest aspect, as illustration of this, a cancer 
will be active for one day and quiescent for the next six. This 
same strange phenomenon is also seen in the reverse action. In the 
words of Dr. Koch, ’the last to come are the first to go’."

SECRET PROCEEDINGS OF THE CANCER COMMISSION
The "In Camera Proceedings of the Cancer Commission, Ontario, 

Canada, 1938-39-40" is a volume of 395 closely printed pages cover­
ing the presentation of the Koch treatment, with explanatory notes 
by Dr. A.H. Arnott. The committee had been appointed under an Act 
of the Ontario legislature, for the investigation of cancer remedies. 
"It is brutal," said Premier Hepburn, "to keep secret any remedy 
which might be helpful to cancer patients."
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But this record of In Camera (secret) proceedings vzould never 
have been accessible to the public except for Dr. Arnott’s initiative 
in publishing. It is packed full of the most amazing facts drawn 
from case histories and presented as sworn testimony to the Committee, 
and it is also a most distressing record of the shifty and evasive 
attitude of the officials concerned — an attitude certain to awaken 
in critical readers a suspicion of powerful and hostile forces*

Concerning Dr. Arnott, there is a lengthy paragraph on pp. 40- 
41 of the Proceedings, detailing his degrees, honors, and medical 
achievements. Eis experiences with cancer taught him that the prin­
ciple of ’having patients operated on early enough to ensure success” 
is "an academic stipulation for which there is no practical applica­
tion7. And further, "Where the first operation fails to eradicate 
the disease any subsequent operation must prove worthless to the pa­
tient” (p.41). -- these"second operations, in fact, being almost 
always fatal. Dr. Arnott soon embarked on an exhaustive study of 
Dr. Koch’s treatment, collaborated with him in two works dealing 
with natural immunity and its chemical basis, and was otherwise close­
ly associated. He also was intimately associated with Professor 
Maisin of Louvain University, Belgium, head of cancer research there, 
and perhaps the best-known world authority on this subject. We di­
gress here long enough to quote Professor Maisin’s statement to him: 
”Dr. Koch’s formula is a new method of treating disease. It is open­
ing the door to the development of immunity to disease. The Koch 
formula should not be called (merely) a cancer cure. It is a very im­
portant step in medicine and is likely to change the whole picture 
of medicine and pathology.”

Such a man weighs his words with extreme care -- and the state­
ment we have quoted is most remarkable, and deserves our closest at­
tention. What we are dealing with in the Koch formula is basic and 
revolutionary and changes the whole picture. It is a new method of 
treating all disease. New chemical substances have been discovered 
and a new chemistry must be learned and applied. It is difficult for 
the layman' to understand what this means for the chemist or physician 
imbued for decades with established concepts of organic chemistry -- 
what a long and bewildering taks is set for him. Where the opposi­
tion to Koch has been honest, much of it has stemmed from this fact.”

"There is no such chemistry, no such substances and reactions -- 
imagination -- invention of quacks” and so on. This is the familiar 
combination of mental inertia with fanatical devotion, either to a 
credo or a non-credo. This Koch treatment and its vindication is 
more than victory over cancer, tuberculosis, syphilis, leprosy, Malta 
fever and related allergies, magnificent as such achievement is. It 
is the bell-note of a new era — if so much of a future is granted 
to our race. But as yet, who realizes it? Who is awake? Until we 
awaken and realize, neither this nor any other high event is really 
ours. (

Let us go back to Dr. Arnott, talking to Commissioner Deadman, 
from the "Proceedings of May 18, 1939”: "Here is what it is. There

has been great difficulty in deciding on the best '"hing to do and 
that is what has taken all these years. Sometimes the thing would 
work like magic on one kind of cancer and not on another, and then 
variations took place in different parts of the country. It was 
very confusing. Dr. Koch came to the conclusion that the molecule 
that produces cancer because of its bulk and shape is vulnerable at 
three different positions. When the carbon and oxygen atoms do not 
go on to their destination burning up into the form of water and car­
bon dioxide, they clump together and form polymers. They are the 
same thing but they are inert in that form. These big clumps do not 
go on; they stay around. They stick to the surfaces of cells. En­
ergy radiates from the cells doing the business of the body and it 
is supposed to have no obstruction (just what Georges Lakhovsky had 
said twenty years earlier in Paris, in his electro-magnetic approach 
to cancer), but when these polymers stick in the surface the energy 
is echoed back into the cell and re-echoed. Then you have the func­
tions of the cell out of control, a normal thing but out of control. 
To get the function of the cell back to normal you have to burn up 
these polymers. . . Yes, Dr. Koch demonstrated these things in the 
laboratory. He is a chemist, a crack chemist. He has a Ph.D. and 
majored in bio-chemistry."

CLINICAL CASES FROM ’’PROCEEDINGS"
Case of Anna Ralph: Endarteritis obliterans. Record includes rheu­
matism, valvular heart trouble, cystitis, an automobile accident. 
Left foot black, cold, skin for 9 in. up leg dark red and mottled.
1 cc. glyoxylide, Feb. 7. Foot warm and normal in 10 days. Entirely 
normal fourteen months later. (This was inflammation of the artery. 
"When it occurs in the artery supplying the muscle of the heart you 
have coronary thrombosis, and these severe cases get better just as 
quickly. Arnott).
Case of Hrs. Ella Drews: Cancer. Abdomen invaded widely 2/3 invaded 
by lobulated mass; liver and stomach involved; extension into the 
brain. 1 cc. glyoxylide given Hay 15, repeated Oct. 8 (1924). health 
completely restored in one year. Alive and well, April 1939. Be­
came a champion bowler. Case had been pronounced hopeless by Grace 
Hospital, Michigan.
Case of Rita Long. Age 3%. Glioma (cancer) of left eye. Eye re­
moved May 1933. Glioma of other eye in 1935. Koch glyoxylide given 
Nov. 25, 1935, 1 cc; second treatment Aug. 18, 1936 -- at which time 
she had gained weight. The cancer disappeared, sight normal, child 
in school, no glasses necessary. Nov. 21, 1936.
Case of Mrs. George Grove. Lymphosarcoma, recurring rapidly after 
surgical removal. Quickly brought under control by the Koch treat­
ment; patient alive and well Hay 18, 1939. Treated May 19, 1937. 
The Handbook on Cancer of the Canadian Cancer Control Society asserts 
that cancer is a group of diseases, and that there is no relationship 
between lymphosarcoma and glioma. Yet in both cases there was re­
currence after surgery, and both were completely cured by the same 
basic treatment -- which certainly strongly suggests, even if it 
ooes not prove, that there was a strong basic similarity. Lympho-



sarcoma is a galloping cancer, so-called, and very deadly.
Case of Abram Johnson. Cancer of the mouth, hard and soft palates 
and under jaw area. Completely cured in seven months.
Case of ltrs. C.W. Neff. Cancer of the breast. Extensive operation 
followed by X-ray. Recurrence 1% years later with extension to other 
parts. Koch treatment given Sept. 1926; recovered and was in good 
health in 1939.

It is easy, very often, to discredit an alleged cure in a single 
case, or in a small number of cases. Faulty diagnosis can be alleged, 
and/or many other circumstances which confuse the issue and cast 
doubt on any single alleged cure. Workers in psychic research,’which 
has its pathological side, understand this situation quite as clearly 
as medical men; there is no such thing aS an experimentum crucis, 
either in medicine or in psychic research. But in this volume of 
Proceedings the case histories go on and on for some 400 closely prin­
ted pages! They cover not only the successful treatment of cancer 
but of many other diseases and allergies.

Estimates place the reported number of complete recoveries from 
cancer and other ‘'fatal" allergies, during the last 12-15 years, at 
more than 500,000 -- including 600 in the Amazon region and 400 of 
leprosy in the Belgian Congo -- the whole number being attributed 
directly to the Koch treatment. Such is the "quackery" which his en­
emies have slandered for their personal gain I

The factor of the wide range of application of the Koch glyoxy­
lide is most astonishing at first thought; nevertheless it could have 
been predicted from the basic theory. And that these results actu­
ally ensued is conclusive proof that the theory is essentially cor­
rect. At the risk of dullness, let us look into the theoretical side 
a little further.

:sLEAST COMMON DENOMINATOR IN ANTIBIOTICS”
Albert L. Wahl, 11.D., C.M., in addresses before national and 

international medical groups in 1947, printed in the same year, sums 
up in part as follows:

"Many departures, if not all, from normal physiology, are believ­
ed primarily due to a deficiency in the oxidation process of the body, 
leading to the accumulation of fluorescent toxic (poisonous) mole­
cules. . . which would ordinarily be burned in normal metabolism 
(but) which become absorbed in the colloidal system and act as ant­
oxidants .

"They absorb the energy of the cells and reradiate it into cer­
tain other functional units capable of receiving it, and these units 
are stimulated beyond control. Immunity hinges on normal oxidation 
and normal metabolism. To restore it, the antoxidant must be destroy­
ed. To do this a chain reaction must be set up, in which the oxida­
tion catalyst acts as a carrier and the toxins are reactors. The 
introduction of oxygen into the molecules of the toxins is equivalent 
to detoxification. . . The entire abnormal hyper-functioning system
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cancer or other disease) then collapse! /
?,'-he conjugated system of carbonal and ethylene linkages found 

in the parabenzoquinone (the Koch remedy) is believed to be the 
least common denominator of most of the antibioticsIt is also 
present in vitamin C and K, and potentially in E, and is believed 
to be the active radical. It is also present in testosterone and 
progresterone and is thought responsible for their anticarcinogenic 
(anti-cancer) activity. The same vital radical is believed respon­
sible for the action of streptomycin and the sulfa drugs. . .

’’The author has treated approximately 250 cases with parabenzo­
quinone 6x (1 to 1,000,000). Usually one 2cc dose is all that is 
required. The age range of the patients is from 5% months to 97 
years. The cases include acute and chronic infections, allergies, 
and anthropathies, glandular dyscrasias, leukemia (with a related 
oxidation catalyst), Hodgkin’s disease, Raynaud's disease with gan­
grene, and neoplasms. Results in all cases have been promising.

”1 have seen more cures of so-called incurable conditions with 
this treatment in less than one year than I ever expected to see in 
my lifetime! . . the high dilution, the single dose, the retrace 
type of recovery pattern, the similarity between the carcinogenic 
and the therapeutic molecules, and the ability of the latter to re­
produce the disease when employed in a different potency and admin­
istered daily -- all seem to place this treatment under the Lav; of 
Homeopathy (the Law of Hahnaemann).” (p.36-37)

Further comments on the basic chemistry cannot well be intro­
duced here. But see Note B at the end of this article, and the books 
of Wahl and Koch mentioned in the short bibliography.

FURTHER VOICES OF THE DEFENSE
The history of the Koch treatment and its epical struggle for 

recognition is perhaps the most remarkable chapter in the history of 
medicine, and not least in the records of the whole age-long strug­
gle for human enlightenment. In a large sense, and in essential as­
pects, this ba.ttle has now been won. The Koch treatment, in theory 
and in practice (though often under different names) is now widely 
known throughout Europe; and the collapse . of the attack on it in 
this country and in Canada has left the field fairly clear, although 
certain proceedings which impose restrictions are still,pending in 
the Supreme Court. Still, the situation in detail and in the the 
United States remains very bad. Physicians who have grasped the, 
theoretical side and who are also technically competent to adminis­
ter the treatment are comparatively few, and those who will take the 
numerous professional risks (of criticism, hostility, and active 
interference) are fewer still. This situation can be remedied, 
slowly, by the pressure of public opinion. Let the masses of our 
people realize that a cure for cancer, for tuberculosis, leprosy, 
syphilis, leukemia and a number of.other dreadful diseases is actu­
ally known and in use, then the voices of the afflicted millions 
and of all who fear and suffer with them, will not be denied.
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Physicians will be compelled by such public pressure to perfect 
themselves in the required techniques -- either with or without en- 
dorsement of medical organizations. Obscurantism is always undermined 
and destroyed by right knowledge, provided some vital interest is in- 
volved which will give motivation for the attack.

Because the knowledge of the Koch treatment does not really exist 
for the public at large, but has been slurred and slandered, and ob­
scured by technical verbiage, Round Robin makes its minute contribu­
tion in the form of this article. Not to prolong controversy nor to 
incite it, but perhaps to hasten its end in some small measure. I 
feel that RR readers and our BSRAssociates will want at least a sket­
chy outline of the whole picture, the entier situation in substance 
if possible, before investigating for themselves, or forming even a 
tentative opinion.

The paragraphs which follow are partly controversial, but they 
are quoted with intent of enlightenment only. The reader has a right 
to hear these voices raised in protest, and to know who has spoken 
both pro and contra in so desperate and vital a cause.

THE LUTHERAN RESEARCH SOCIETY
The name does not indicate any official connection with the Lu­

theran Church, as stated in the publisher’s imprint of this 64-page 
booklet of Dr. Wahl's "Least Common Denominator In Anti-Biotics". 
There is a brief forward reading as follows: "The Lutheran Research 
Society considers the paper by Dr. Albert H. Wahl one of the most im­
portant in medical circles in recent years. The Society feels the 
privilege to be able to contribute this paper to an intelligent pub­
lic which has long been denied full details. . . we feel that it is 
a step forward in the right direction. We abhor and denounce with 
all the vehemence at our disposal the monopolistic groups which have 
denied the use of this healing chemistry to mankind for many years. 
We are not unaware that criticism and discussion will result. . . 
we only ask in the name of suffering humanity that those so ready to 
condemn -- and Dr. Wahl was one of those a few years ago -- take time 
to investigate. . . The thankful hea.rts of those who benefit are a 
warm repayment. . . ”

On his opening page Dr. Wahl writes: "'In the philosophy of med­
icine the last word has not been said, nor is it presumed that the 
present writing encompasses the final dictum. But 'God has worked a 
new thing' and this new thing is substantiated by extensive clinical 
observations. The facts press hard upon our present concepts, not 
only of clinical pathology, but of the chemistry of immunity, and 
clamor for a revision of our philosophy of medicine. . . they force 
upon us the~urgent necessity of revising our isolationist principles 
of disease concepts. . . the phenomena observed in this research have 
made the writer feel that he has never before practised medicine. . . 
the most startling element is the utter simplicity of the method of 
treatment, from which resulted unorthodox results in so-called in­
curable diseases. . . ”
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INTRODUCTION TO KOCH. NATURAL IMMUNITY
If such a thing as a final, unanswerable argument for the effi­

cacy of the Koch treatment of cancer be possible at all, the ’’before 
and after'5 photographs of this text should supply it. The pictured 
ravages of the disease are appalling; but the smooth, clean, unscar­
red, healed bodies of the patient are like a miracle of hope and 
blessing. Dr. A.E. Arnott writes the 14 pages of introduction to 
this small book (200 pp), and a few lines may be quoted here.

’’The time for clear thinking and plain speaking about cancer is 
long overdue. . . that the condition is environmental in cause and 
local in nature, where surgery, radium and X-rays can meet the whole 
field of requirements has been proven doubtful. . . where the dis­
ease is a hereditary one, this same treatment must forever prove 
futile, since the patient has already produced children and often 
grandchildren. . . the FACT of supreme importance is, that advanced 
cancer in its major forms has disappeared without treatment, some­
times. This fact should direct all future research for a medical 
treatment. . . spontaneous and complete regression of a severe type 
of cancer has been observed by me. . . and proved to me that the cure 
of cancer by medical means was possible.'7

Dr. Arnott recounts several cases of special interest in his 
early use of the Koch treatment: (1) Severe shingles in a child of 
12, long arrested thyroid development. Complete and almost immediate 
cure. (2) Infantile paralysis, paralyzed four days, apparently dying; 
results ’’marvelous" and within ten minutes M (3) Severe phlebitis, 
cure within a fortnight. Cataract of both eyes, vision improved 
over any experienced during "many years previous". (4) Severe cor­
onary thrombosis; pain disappeared completely and finally within 3% 
days. The patient was Arnott’s brother.

"My brother and I resent the fact that the continued claims of 
surgery to domination in the diagnosis and treatment of cancer, suc­
cessfully block the use of the Koch treatment in coronary thrombosis. 
. . no longer should we tolerate the study of cancer exclusively by 
laboratory workers experimenting with mice, nor permit surgery and 
radiology to monopolize the treatment of the disease. . . "

Dr. Koch was persecuted for "using a secret remedy" but the pub­
lication of the book "Natural Immunity’ only increased the abusive 
comment. Nevertheless, the Journal of the American Medical Society 
for Sept. 27, 1913, gave extended editorial praise to certain resear­
ches by Koch. . . Some of the first cases treated by him in 1919 
"are still alive and well" (1938). . . Many physicians have used the 
treatment with a recovery percentage ranging to over 80% in advanced 
malignancy cases. Recovery percentages depend partly on cooperation 
of the patient and the good judgment of the physician, as well as on 
the efficacy of the remedy. (In any recovery, process' there is., of 
course, a complex of conditions affecting both percentage and speed.. 
The cooperation of the patient required the elimination of poisoned 
processed foods from the diet, giving up smoking and other common 
drug habits, removal of infected teeth, anything in fact which added 
to the overload of toxins in the system.)
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TEE FAMOUS DETROIT TRIAL OF 1943
The present writer has before him a page of printed reproduction 

from the Detroit ’Times” of Feb. 6 to March 12, 1943, 16 in number, 
being headlines and articles up to a half-column? also similar re­
productions from the Detroit ’’Free Press”, Feb. 10 to March 19, 1943, 
15 in number. Let us remember that these newspaper accounts are 
drawn from sworn testimony of witnesses in the Koch trial. We quote 
the headlines to give an idea of their nature and variety2

Three Cancer Cures put in Record at the Koch Trial -- Hospital 
Executive gives Case Histories as Defense Witness -- Doctor Tes­
tifies Koch Formula Aided 16 Cases -- Medication Cured His Own 
Infection, Ee Informs Court -- Koch’s Medicine Credited as a 
Cure For Many Ills -- Tampa Doctor Defends Remedies - = Koch Med­
icine Credited with Rebuilding Lung -- Cancer Doctor Says Koch

THE KOCH TRIAL
A blistering and devastating attack upon the government prose­

cution in the Koch trial, and on the attitude and tactics of organ­
ized medicine toward the Koch treatment, is the pamphlet entitled 
The Koch Trial, together with further Argument for Investigation In­
to Organized Medicine, by A. Fitz Roy Anderson. Sept. 26, 1943. 
The events of this trial are incredible, yet undeniable; for they are 
in the official records. This indictment of the persecution (our 
government), set down by an able and relentless hand, burns ancTTa- 
cerates by the mere recital of facts, of recorded testimony and the 
speeches of the government persecutor. We will not quote here, since 
everything in the pamphlet is about equally quotable, and though it 
is bitter and painful stuff it should not only be tasted but well 
bitten into, for the health of our own bodies and souls. I do not 
exaggerate. You and you and I have unspeakable enemies. If there 
are a million cases of cancer in the United States today, how many 
shall we say have suffered and died from this disease in 10 years 
or 15 years past? How many of tuberculosis? How many of these mil-

lions of dead might be alive and in health today?

If there is a certain and inexpensive cure, who is it that pro­
fits by its suppression? How large, in terms of millions of dollars, 
is the “take" of the medical profession from the prolonged treat­
ment of cancer alone, by X-rays, radium, and repeated surgical oper­
ations, with an appalling percentage of failures as a result. These 
are commonsensible questions -- everyman’s questions -- and the 
answer is obvious. (See Note E, end of this article.)

But does this cure exist? This present writer is convinced, 
that any intelligent and honest person who will collect the necessary 
data and spend five hours in the reading of it, will say yes, cannot 
possibly say no.

Though the charges against Koch were alleged violations of the 
Food, Drugs and Cosmetics Act, these depended on proof that the pre­
paration offered for sale was not a cancer remedy. And this proof 
was not given. After a trial lasting nine months, costing the tax­
payers millions of dollars, in which every resource of the Govern­
ment was exploited to the full, the case of the prosecution was 
lost and beaten.

Whoever still alleges that the Koch treatment is quackery and 
fraud, must prove what the government of the United States, aided 
by the vast wealth and influence of organized medicine, was,unable 
to prove. Yet a "temporary injunction“ against Dr. Koch still pends 
m the Supreme Court, where it has been ’temporary'3 for six yearsi 

KOCH IN THE "CONGRESSIONAL RECORD”
On Monday, June 7, 1948, Senator William Langer of North Dakota 

spoke extensively of the effectiveness of the Koch remedies before 
the United States Senate. He began by stating that he has before 
him an article published by the Lutheran Research Society, entitled 
"The Koch Treatment"; that he has personally watched this treatment 
over a period of years; that it deserves attention; and that he asks 
consent to have the document printed in the Record. It was so or­
dered and Round Robin reprints here in part, with a summary of 
other portions.

The article begins by stating that the farmers of British Col­
umbia are being saved millions of dollars annually through the con­
trol and eradication of virulent cattle diseases, such as Bang’s dis­
ease and John’s disease "thanks to the integrity and foresight of 
Canadian physicians, veterinarians and government experts.

"Be it known as a further warning against trying to suppress 
the truth, that farmers in the United States are rising up in indig­
nation demanding the same advantages. Cattle raisers in South Am­
erican countries, notably Brazil, have for years demonstrated the 
validity of the Koch treatment.

"In April 1948 members of the Michigan State Legislature peti­
tioned Congress to investigate the injunction imposed by a Federal
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Court on Dr. William F. Koch, Ph.D., M.D. . . inasmuch as recently- 
discovered methods of treatment confirm Dr. Koch’s research (etc. 
25 signatures). Michigan farmers are not letting their herds die. 
They are using the Koch treatment anyway (although) injustice tem­
porarily denies the learned physician the right of recommending 
Koch’s treatment."

Quotations follow from Dr. Albert L. Wahl, Dr. Wm. J. Hale of 
the Dow Chemical Company, who calls Dr. Koch a "modern Pasteur", 
and Professor Joseph Maisin of Louvain University. The article then 
sums up the story of how the Koch therapy began to be applied to an­
imals. The finest dairy herds were being ravaged, the Koch treatment 
was used and astonishing results followed. But "educational, scien­
tific and administrative authorities took the position that such re­
ports were fantastic". Practical men, farmers who had seen with their 
own eyes, "testified that results x^ere being realized exactly as, 
claimed. Their cows responded almost immediately". In a mastitis 
case, one dose was administered by hypodermic and "recovery was in­
stantaneous", the cow’s milk was being sold to the Creamery within 
a week.

"The Minister of Agriculture named a committee, field work was 
started in November 1944 and completed in Sept. 1945, with two labor­
atories duplicating and checking the results. These were nothing, 
short of astounding. Everything that the Koch Laboratories anticipa­
ted came to pass, and the Government of British Columbia published 
the final report. It contained a summary by Dr. Arnott of the,Koch 
treatment, and a commendatory final clause, 'that the observations, 
justify the recognition of the working hypothesis of biological oxi­
dation on the Koch treatment meriting its further use’."

The article read into the Record by Senator Langer then refers 
to the treatment of Cancer by the Koch method since 1918; but Dr. 
Koch "soon discovered interests existing in the United States which 
did not welcome discoveries from these deadly enemies of society to 
reach the public. Since that time he has had constantly to beat 
down opposition in order to continue his work for the relief of suf­
fering humanity”.

This is followed by a summary under six heads, of the fundamen­
tals of the Koch science, and this in turn by Dr. Wahl’s account of 
the recovery of his sister from lymphosarcoma by means of the Koch 
treatment, "disease regarded as invariably fatal" (Hodgkins disease). 
Wahl himself at that time opposed the treatment, but the father in­
sisted on it. This disease is fatal in from three to six months and 
the patient was in the last stages of it, yet "she recovered after 
one dose, in characteristic fashion".

Nevertheless, "the American Medical Association is not yet con­
vinced, after 25 years. But that is an old story." The article 
concludes with a biographical note concerning the distinguished re­
cord of Dr. Koch, and recounts some of the tributes paid him by well 
known writers and scientists.
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Another eight»page brochure, "How The Koch Treatment Fights 
Polio' , was issued by the Lutheran Research Society, Lawrence Reilly, 
Director, Eox 3381, Jefferson Station, Detroit 14, Michigan. Under 
date of Aug. 5, 1948 a copy was sent to every Congressman. The 
letter by Dr. Reilly includes the following paragraphs.

WHY CANT DR. KOCH BE FREED?
"Read the enclosed record which is an extract from the Official 

Court Testimony dealing with Polio alone. . .
''Ask yourself what countless clergymen, physicians, and ordinary 

sick people have asked themselves, ’Why cant this man be freed to 
bring this marvellous work to the world?’ Read of the sick and the 
dying, then listen, if you will be so kind, to the plea of our So- 
ciety, of the Ministerial Federation of America, of the many letters 
from doctors which reach our office, and help look into this matter. 
It is not just for us that we ask; it is for you, your families, and 
the American people throughout the nation. We would like to know 
why the leaders of the American Medical Association who oppose all 
science not issued through their office, have the monopolistic power 
of influencing the Food and Drug Department and the Federal Trade 
Commission to continue active opposition to a great scientist whom 
even their records will show has really accomplished marvels,in med­
icine. We have the evidence that this is the case. We consider it 
un-American and against the best interests of humanity. Please lift 
a finger to stop this type of activity where the life and health of 
the nation are at stake.

"The cases which follow are well confirmed. They will be in­
cluded in a forth-coming book entitled ’The Birth of Science’, writ­
ten by two physicians and myself, giving the facts of the entire 
case."

To give an idea of the contents of this brochure, we quote 
headings only, or with a line or two of amplification. Each case, 
however, is described in its essential aspects in the publication 
itself. Each case is covered by the sworn testimony of the physi­
cian treating it.

'»Bulbar polimyelitis, with extensive paralysis. Patient J.K., age 
17. In last stages, terminating fatally. Almost complete recovery.
*Acute poliomyelitis. Patient W.N. 2-^yrs old. Paralysis of both 
legs complete for 24 hours. Recovery within 24 hours. Now weighs 
(at 18) 180 pounds. Statement by mother included.
*A.cute poliomyelitis with paralysis. Robert Lawhead, 8 months. Ad-. 
vanced state. Recovery within one week. No ill effects after 8 yrs. 
*Same. Inman child. Case 6 to 8 days standing before treatment. 
Recovery in two weeks (Sept. 1941). At present in normal condition. 
^Chronic poliomyelitis with paralysis and atrophy of three years dur­
ation. Patient, Myrna Robinson. Discharged by Warm Springs, Georgia 
Sanitarium without treatment, as beyond help. Casts and braces used. 
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k ’’really miraculous” improvement ”in a few months. Does toe dancing 
now”.
*Acute poliomyelitis with established paralysis. Leman Atkins case. 
Testimony of mother and patient included. Advanced case. Extreme 
pain. Age of patient not given, but was small child. Complete and 
rapid recovery.
*Chronic polio with paralysis and atrophy of 21 years duration. Mrs. 
Violet Nicola, age 23, statement by patient included. She was stric­
ken at 18 months of age. Had 23 surgical operations; was constantly 
in cast or braces; could not walk unassisted prior to 1943. After 
glyoxylide treatment ”1 removed my braces within three weeks, dis­
charged my full-time housekeeper, did my own work and made my visits 
to the doctor alone. I walk better now than I did then. I had 
three treatments. I am now married and have an adopted baby girl.
I am a stenographer and bookkeeper, an assistant secretary to the 
California Auxiliary Highway Patrol, and secretary to the Kern County 
Kennel Club. I have not had any other treatment, except vitamins, 
than the Koch treatment. I can dance and do dance. I do not wear 
braces or use crutches or wear specially made shoes. When I first 
went to Dr. Hendricks I weighed 89 lbs., I now have an average weight 
of 113 lbs. I feel perfect now. 1 am extremely happy.”

REVERSING PATHOLOGICAL TRENDS
’’Reversing Pathological Trends of Rheumatic Fever and Coronary 

Thrombosis”, by D.I-I. Arnott, M.D. with ’’Introduction on Natural Im­
munity via Aerobic Glycolis”, by William F. Koch, M.D. This is a 
47-page booklet of which the introduction occupies the larger part. 
The first pages, though extremely interesting, are highly technical. 
These are followed by 37 case histories in synopsis; most of them 
cancer cases but including dementia praecox, shingles, psoriasis, 
polio, tuberculosis, syphilis, arthritis, arterial sclerosis -- all 
cases restored to normal health under the Koch treatment.

There is also a classified diet list; the diet is vegetarian, 
raw as much as possible. There is a thorough preliminary cleansing 
of the system and a removal of toxic centers such as dead or decay­
ing teeth. Coffee, tea, pepper, other spices, turpentine and per­
fumes, nail enamels and cosmetics, canned foods, smoke and smoking, 
motor exhaust fumes and a number of other things must be eliminated 
from the environment.

A very interesting feature of cancer cases is their rhythmicity. 
Concerning the case of a 2^ year-old girl with malignant gliomata of 
both eyes, Dr. Koch writes:

’’This child demonstrated mounting aggravations each day of the 
last quarter of the moon. This was the mother’s usual menstrual 
period. With the next change of the moon the subjective symptoms 
improved somewhat, but the progress of the growths made during the 
bad period would remain stationary until the next last quarter, when 
another advance in the disease was made. The change was sharp and 
invariable whether the mother menstruated or not. I do not consider
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this characteristic an environmental affair, v/ell recognizing the 
fact that light reflected from large surfaces, like the moon and the 
ocean, is circularly polarized and can .affect photochemic responsive 
ness. The rhythmicity is probably a part of the larger order of 
things which takes in the moon changes as one of the concomitants. 
However, environmental affairs. . . may set up variations of rhythm. 
The victim of cancer is a poor oxidizer and susceptible to any form 
of allergy. . . ” •

The section by Dr. Arnott includes seven case histories. “The 
real cause of rheumatic fever is allergy. . . For over two years I 
have been able to correct this allergy by using glyoxylide. . .

ADDENDA TO ’’THE KOCH TREATMENT FOR CANCER35

Rote A, page 6
Dr. C.S. at this point added these words; '’Following the Koch 

trial a number of physical attacks were made upon me and intimida­
ting tactics were employed. I was robbed and beaten in my office 
and on the street by assailants whose motives were clear to me. Sim­
ilar attentions were paid other physicians who agreed with Dr. Koch. 
Needless to say, these measures are not effective in preventing our 
use of the Koch treatment ?17

The expressions employed by Dr. C.S. in the above note are in­
deed models of restraint. Not only in his case but in a number of 
others, there is a record of terrorism and violence directed against 
the followers of Dr. Koch only. No cases have been reported of at­
tacks on witnesses for.the prosecution?

Among the former group there has also been one death from,poi­
soning and one from being run down by an automobile, both victims 
being physicians of distinction and prominent in the advocacy of,the 
Koch treatment. Mail has often been opened and cartons of certain 
chemicals often arrive empty — but without any indication that gov­
ernment officials or any lawful agency were concerned? It is natural 
and inevitable that suspicions should be directed toward individuals 
or organizations or both, who have much to lose in the spread of the 
Koch treatment.

(Dr. Koch himself was the target of at least 13 unsuccessful 
attempts, on his life, before his passing of coronary thrombosis at 
his home in Petropolis, Brazil, Dec. 8, 1967. Cannot we conjecture 
that this scientific disciple of the healing Forces of the Christ 
was protected from assassination and martyrdom by the heartfelt gra­
titude and thankful prayers of the thousands upon thousands of men, 
women and children who were restored to health by his medical science? 
I think so. RHC.)
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MORE FROM TEE ”117 CAMERA SITTINGS”
Dr, J.W. Kannel, Ft. Wayne, Indiana, testifying before the Can­

adian Cancer Commission in, 1939, gave some hint as to vzho ’’those in­
dividuals or organizations” might be, during his explanation of the 
effectiveness of the Koch Glyoxylides.
Commissioner Young; ”1 think Doctor Kannel v?ill appreciate this. No 
matter how much we may be impressed by his evidence, which has been 
given in a very candid way, it is necessary that we should regard 
these cases judicially. Have any of your case records which were 
submitted in London (Ontario) or have been submitted today, been the 
subject of review by any investigating body in the United States?” 
Doctor Kannel: ’’Not that I know of. As I understand it, in the Uni­
ted States they are adverse to Dr. Koch’s theory and treatment. The 
American Medical Association and the Journal are controlled by Dr. 
Fishbein very largely, and there seems to be a great deal of preju­
dice over there. There should not be, but it is very evident to me, 
the way I have it figured out, that the immense investment in radium 
and X-ray equipment is something which may hold Dr. Fishbein in check, 
and cause him not to recommend that thing. So, they really disregard 
it over there, all they can.

’’May I say this; that our Allen County Medical Association, of 
which I am a member -- our la.te Dr. Schroeder, who was a rectal spe­
cialist there, used the same Koch treatment, and they threw him out 
of the Society, because he talked too much about it. I do not say 
anything about it. I let them do as they please.

’’We have another very broad-minded surgeon there, who is a great 
surgeon, and he and I have talked together, and he said, ’Doctor 
Kannel, if you are getting results from Koch’s treatment’ -- pardon 
me -- he said, ’Oh to hell with the rest of them, if they do not 
like it.’

”1 try to be ethical. I do not want to incur the displeasure 
or enmity of the rest of the medical profession. I never advertise, 
but because I have cured through Koch’s medicine Miss Lola Miller -- 
these people have come to me; many of them after they are almost 
through, and after they have seen every other doctor, and X-ray man, 
or a radium man, and these men say they cannot do any more for them, 
then they come to me. I have had three cases of cancer of the face, 
which when they came to me, the whole side of the face had been burned 
and sloughed out, and they died from haemorrhage when the jugular 
vein rotted off.

”But I cannot keep from giving them a dose of (Koch) medicine 
because they say, ’Doctor, you cured so-and-so, and I will tell them, 
’I cannot do that for you; I do not want to take your case.’ Then 
they will say to me, ’Listen, I want it; it is my last chance,’ and 
then you give it to them. They say, ’Will you give it to me.’ and 
what can you do? All I can tell them is, ’Well, if you want to^go 
to the expense of trying it, I do not believe I can refuse you,’ 
You have to give it at times when you know there is no chance, and 
that cuts down your percentages of recovery very largely, but out

of seventy-two cases there are twenty-one alive and well today, as 
far as I can find out. These others I referred to, who died a few 
years afterwards, I think made a perfect recovery from the cancer, 
but died in some other cause/'
Chairman: ”1 think perhaps we had better finish up with Doctor 
Kannel.
Doctor Kannel: ”Mr. Chairman, I feel very much encouraged since I 
have combined the (Koch) cancer treatment with my surgery. Pre­
viously to that I was very badly discouraged. Now, when anybody 
comes to me and I think there is hope, I can tell them so; but with 
the twenty-four year’s experience previous to 1925, J. could not offer 
any hope, because all my patients died.
Commissioner Valin: "You never saw a case of cancer of the breast 
cured by surgery?”
Doctor Kannel: ”1 do not think I have had any. I do not say I have 
seen any cases that were cured.

’"I go to the Mayo’s (Rochester, Minn.) about every two years -- 
that human slaughter house as I call it and I saw a man operating 
on five cases of cancer of the breast in one day. I asked him, ’Will 
this cure the cancer cases?’ and he said, ’No, it will only arrest 
them,’ and I said, ’VZhat do you do following this?' and he said, 
'Give them X-rays and radium.’

”1 said to him, ’Then what is the use of mutilating the body. ' 
and he said, ’Well, we do not know anything else to do.

’’You know, they operate up there for everything that comes along 
if they can make a diagnosis to that effect..

’’Doctor Charlie Mayo is dead now, and William Mayo is dead. 
Charlie Mayo sent a patient to Koch because it was a case on which 
he refused to operate. He recommended the Koch treatment and said 
Koch had something he did not know anything about i ( And didn^t want 
to know: TJiC) 'Because the’man came in to me on his way back from 
the Mayo’s and he said, ’Doctor Kannel, what do you think about my 
seeing Koch (probably practicing in Detroit at the time. RI-IC)? Doc­
tor Charles Mayo said he could not do anything for me and recommen­
ded I go back and see Koch,’ and I said, ’That is a good bet.’” 
Doctor Arnott: ’’Was he a doctor?”
Doctor Kannel: ”No, just a layman.- I do not mean to be over enthus­
iastic. I would not for the world mislead anybody, but I think it 
is a debt we owe to humanity to give them the things which have been 
discovered instead of trying to discredit them, that is why I came 
here. If we could save one out of every four or five, we are doing 
well.”
The Chairman: ’’From your experience, Doctor Kannel, do you think this 
treatment can wholly supplant surgery and X-ray and radium, or should 
it be used with that?”
Doctor Kannel: ”1 think the time will come when it will supplant X- 
ray and radium. I do not know about surgery because some of the

cases co e to you whe they are having haemorrhages, which require 
liga ent to stop, and surgery will have to step in, to give tempor­
ary relief; but that does not cure the patienti You cannot cure 
cancer by cutting it out3 I have determined that by experience, but 
you can clear up the toxemia in the blood by Glyoxylide *

"There was a question here about whether it was an infection, 
in connection with this other doctor’s case (Dr. Candiish). Ori­
ginally, I do not think it is infection until the tissue in the can­
cer growth breaks down and becomes permeable, and it can get all 
through the bloodstream, too. Then it is a real infection. Origin­
ally it was a toxin which produced the growth. It is nature’s effort 
to make antitoxin in the body of the patient, but it falls short 
sometimes, because the cancer sometimes exists in the body for twen­
ty years, but is not active. Why? Because nature has been able to 
create enough antitoxin to hold it in check, but it fails as we get 
older, and then Dr. Koch supplies the necessary antitoxin with his 
chemical composition. I do not know the composition of it. I am 
not especially interested in that because I am not a chemist, but I 
am thankful and willing to use it when we get results. That is all."

Note B, Page 14
"Time55 Magazine, for Sept. 6, 1948, printed an ignorant and 

contemptible attack on Dr. Koch -- and then by some happy chance 
went on in the same column to remark that "the seven highest paid 
physicians in the United States last year had gross incomes up to 
$180,000, and net incomes up to $96,000. Physicians were in the 
top 3% income bracket. 2.8% of them grossed $50,000 or more.^ The 
average income of all doctors was $18,500 gross, $11,300 net.”

And we are aware that the most vicious practices arising in med­
ical organizations originate with cliques and minorities.

The Koch Method

Dr.William Frederick Koch pronounces 
his name to rhyme with joke. His patients 
have found very little to laugh at in his 
practice—which is bluntly described by 
the Journal of the American. Medical As­
sociation as “Koch's cancer quackery”— 
though the families of his patients have 
often seen the point, too late. For years 
the federal Food & Drug Administration

has had a suspicious eye on Dr. Koch. But 
last week, he was still doing business at 
the same old stand: his “Koch Founda­
tion,” an old brownstone house on De­
troit’s East Jackson Street. And Dr. 
Koch’s business was still brisk (about 
$100,000 a year).

Ever since 1919, a year after his gradu­
ation from a reputable medical school, 
Dr. Koch has been peddling “cancer cures”

(Time, Dec. io, 1934: April 20, 1942). In 
1942 he and his office-manager brother 
Louis were indicted for introducing a mis­
branded article into interstate commerce. 
The jury disagreed. The second trial, in 
1946, ended when a juror became ill.

For $2$ (sometimes a bargain rate of 
$1$), testimony showed, Dr. Koch sells a 
two-cubic-centimeter ampoule of a drug 
he calls “glyoxylide.” Until the law began 
reading them, the labels promised cures 
for “cancer, allergy, and infection.” Food 
& Drug accuses him of claiming to cure 
“practically all human ills, including . . . 
tuberculosis.” Glyoxylide, according to Dr. 
Koch, is the “internal anhydride” of gly­
oxylic acid. Chemists know all about gly­
oxylic acid, but they never heard of any­
body having isolated its internal anhy­
dride. Food & Drug Attorney William W. 
Goodrich said Government chemists could 
find nothing in it but distilled water, 
called it a “formula for nothing.”

The Government’s parade of witnesses 
gave some shocking testimony. They had, 
they said, followed Dr. Koch’s instruc­
tions ip treating cancer patients: first a 
“detoxicating regime” of enemas and a 
diet of fresh apple and vegetable juices, 
then injections of glyoxylide. Koch in­
sisted that no other drugs be used except 
“the smallest amount of morphine by 
mouth only.” Many of the victims might 
have died anyway, but his instructions 
denied them even enough morphine to 
ease their pain. An osteopath told of try­
ing the Koch treatment on five cancer 
patients (including his wife); all died.

Last fortnight the Federal Court was 
asked to nol-pros the case. Koch, the 
petition said, has changed the labels on 
his drug; they no longer claim a cure for 
anything. The Food & Drug Administra­
tion will continue to keep a suspicious eye 
on Dr. Koch. But interfering with his 
$100,000 business will not be easy; Koch 
is, says Lawyer Goodrich, “probably the 
smartest, brightest quack in the U.S.”

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this, however, does not palliate the abuses, or relieve or benefit 
the public. The records in the Koch case are a scandal and a dis­
grace, but what is far worse, they reveal a public menace and the 
most heartless exploitation of human suffering.

MHO PROFITS BY SUPPRESSION?
Apparently the greatest single beneficiary of the orthodox 

cancer treatments -- drugs, surgery, radiation, death -- is the 
Roman Catholic Church. It owns and operates over 40% of the American 
hospitals in which such treatment is given. While Meade Layne wa.s 
preparing and issuing his second edition of '’The Koch Treatment For 
Cancer", Father Emmett McLoughlin was writing his autobiographical 
'People’s Padre” in Phoenix, Arizona. McLoughlin founded and direc­
ted St. Monica’s hospital there, now Memorial Hospital.

"In the hospital field — one of the largest industries in the 
nation,” writes McLoughlin on page 221, "the Roman Catholic Church 
has quietly assumed a dominant role. It owns 772 hospitals (1954) 
and in 1951 treated 5,177,094 patients. Some 12,490,844 people were 
entered in all the nation's non-government general hospitals. The 
Hierarchy controlled more than 40 percent of those admissions.

’’There are 1170 state-approved nursing schools in America. Of 
these 366 are Roman Catholic, and they train about one-third of the 
country’s nurses. More than half of these are non-Catholic girls 
but all of them are trained in the Roman Catholic code of hospital 
ethics. They are taught that every unborn fetus must be baptized 
into the Catholic church; that no means of contraception, regardless 
of family finance or circumstances, mental of physical health, must 
ever be explained; that a wife and mother must be permitted to die 
on the operating table rather than have a therapeutic abortion, even 
when it is authorized by the laws of the state.

"In 772 hospitals the Canon Law of the Roman Catholic hierarchy 
supersedes the laws of the forty-eight states of the Union. And 
American women die. And American doctors say nothing.„ And the 
American Medical Association says nothing. And the United States 
government gives millions upon millions of dollars of non-Catholic 
taxpayer’s money to Roman-Catholic hospitals under the Hill-Burton 
Act to build more Catholic hospitals, to defy the laws of the land 
to permit more women to die, because to save their lives would be 
against the laws of the Roman Catholic Church. And the United States 
Public Health Service permits this to happen because it is afraid 
of the hierarchy’s pressure and the ’Catholic vote’. And the state 
boards of health are submissive because they, too, are afraid of the 
local Roman Catholic pressure. I know that this is true because, 
at this writing, I am still secretary of the Arizona Board of Health. 
This tremendous power over the very lives of Americans is held by 
a religious minority group that in its most exaggerated statistics 
does not claim more than 20 percent of the population. . .

’’One need merely glance at the program of the annual convention 
of the American Hospital Association or any of its regional conven­
tions to be impressed with the deference given to the Catholic hos­
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pital group. The day before the official convention starts, the 
Toman Catholic section begins with a special mass by the local bi­
shop. The advertisers and the trade groups serving hospitals spon­
sor expensive dinners for the attending nuns. Throughout the conven­
tion, the nuns are fawned on by convention^officials, hospital exec­
utives, and surgical-supply salesmen. . , ”

CONTROL FROM THE TOP
In the light of Emmett McLoughlin's remarks above it is not 

surprising to find that the "tremendous power" of the Church extends 
to the very top of the American Medical Association -- or at least 
it did in 1962? We quote from an Associated Press item in the Los 
Angeles "Times" for April 30, 1962: "President Kennedy, it was learn­
ed Sunday, has invited seven top-ranking officials of the AMA to a 
Tuesday White House meeting that could bear heavily on the fate of 
the administration’s medical ca.re program. . . The /LIA officials 
who received invitations from the tliite House are: Dr. Leonard W. 
Larson, president, of Bismarck, N.D.; Dr, Hugh Hussey, Chairman of 
the AMA board and dean of the medical school of Georgetown University 
Washington, D.C. . . ”

The presidency of the /TIA is an honorary position offered to a 
new doctor each year; so the real carryover power is in the hands 
of the chairman of the board; and in 1962 those hands were Jesuit. 
Georgetown University is the oldest Catholic Jesuit school in the 
United States. It was founded in 1791 by Bishop Carroll.

TEE WIZARD OF OOZE
It was Koch Glyoxylide that save the political career of the 

late Senator Everett Dirksen. He made a successful race for the 
House of Representatives from Illinois, just after World War II. 
Rut the strain of political work and unhealthy living practices 
brought on eye trouble; and just as he was presented with the oppor­
tunity to run for the Senate in 1950, he found to his despair that 
he was going blind.

By that time the /merican Medical Association had exiled Dr. 
William Koch to Brazil. Conservative Republican doctors were only 
too familiar with the effectiveness of Glyoxylide. They ur£ed the 
politician to go to Koch in Brazil for treatment. He did. It was 
successful, of course; and the would-be senator returned to the 
United States to make his first successful bid for the upper house 
of Congress. Apparently Dirksen’s eyesight stayed restored until 
the day of his death, almost twenty years lateri

Some years after becoming a senator, and developing considerable 
influence there, friends of Dr. Koch approached Senator Dirksen and 
asked his help in lifting the banishment against this modern genius 
of medicine.

But the Senator, only too well aware of powerful invisible in 
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fluences propelling him to the top, refused. In the mellifluous 
tones for which he was notorious, he is reported to have said, ’’The 
doctors wouldn’t like that.” Ke wasn’t interested in being a white 
knight in shining armor, just a journeyman politician faithfully 
serving those interests which helped put him in office.

A. SACRIFICIAL DEATH
There was a white knight in shining armor in the Senate in 1953, 

it was Senator Charles U. Tobey of New Hampshire. He laid his life 
on the line when he introduced the famous FitzGerald Report into the 
Congressional Record, page A 5690, under the date of Aug. 28, 1953. 
Ne quote from the Sept-Oct 1953 ’’Round Robin” journal of borderland 
research, page 16:

’’How does it happen that the August ’53 issue of MAN’S MAGAZINE 
(if our information is correct) has suddenly become unobtainable -- 
and that ’inquirers’ are offering $5 apiece for copies? Can this 
possibly have anything to do with a lengthy article in that issue, 
entitled A Cure For Cancer (Hoxsey treatment), which is by implica­
tion at least a blistering indictment of organized medicine? Are 
these inquirers persons who have cancer themselves, or afflicted 
friends, and who want a little help that orthodox medicine denies 
them? Could bei

’’Could be, too, that said ’inquirers’ are anxious to suppress 
any report of a cure not issuing from and profitable to the American 
Medical Association arid""its stooges? That would be about as wicked 
as any human can get. Still, it costs about $10,000 to die of cancer 
in the U.S. -- and there are about 1,000,000 current cases. And 10, 
000 times a million makes a lot of dollars -- as a permanent backlog 
of work for the medical profession -- which has NO cure for cancer 
but plunders the public for millions for research.

’’Perhaps not the best seller but probably the worst smeller of 
our day — and decades -- is the FitzGerald Report and what happened 
to it, or vhat Senator John Bricker hopes will happen to it, and 
what the AMA hopes will happen to all cancer therapy except its own. 
Mell, DEFENDER MAGAZINE (whose religionism we dont care about, but 
never mind that) prints a five-page article in its August issue titled? 
THE MOST IMPORTANT MEDICAL DOCUMENT OF OUR GENERATION (A Report by 
Special Counsel for a United States Senate Investigating Committee, 
Making a Fact-Finding Study of a Conspiracy Against the Health of 
the American People).

”’In response to insistent public demand, Senator Charles W. 
Tobey appointed an investigator, Benedict F. Fitzgerald of the 
Department of Justice, to look into the matter of the Hoxsey, Liii- 
coln, Koch and other treatments for cancer, and (1). of all organiza­
tions, hospitals, etc. actively concerned with research or with use 
of funds (2) discovery, use, value, etc. of all drugs used in cancer 
treatment (3) all activities opposing the use of drugs and methods 
of probable or possible value (4) prepaid medical plans involving 
cancer treatment (5) inequality of opportunity for patients, students 
and research workers generally.'
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::The complete text of this Report is printed by DEFENDER, and 
it ’brings to light a conspiracy against the health of mankind, pro­
moted by the AMA and certain interlocking groups'.

'Following Senator Tobey’s death (how extremely fortunate for 
the AMAi), Senator John Bricker became Chairman of the Committee 
and ’the report is still lying on his desk’. He is reported as say­
ing flatly that he intends to do nothing whatsoever about the matter. 
He’should be deluged with thousands of letters and telegrams’, and 
we agree. Drew Pearson has a column on the same subject. ‘Unless 
the effort is blocked the next move will be public hearings conduc­
ted by Mr. FitzGerald.

Note For Page 9: Wahl, ’Least Common Denominator”
The Chemist will easily appreciate the difficulty of giving in 

a few words a true perspective on the theory of the Koch treatment, . 
but for those new to the subject the following will give substantial 
clues:

Poisons containing guanadine and imidazole groups, toxic nu- 
cleo-proteins and polymerized toxic molecules, accumulate when oxi­
dation is impaired. To oxidize them harmlessly within the body a 
mechanism normal to the body must be employed. The method chosen 
was the application of the mechanism of direct oxidation of sugar 
and fat to the burning of the pathogenic poisons believed located in 
residual local infections.

"To bring the oxidation within the field of bio-chemical cata­
lysts the breakdown of glucose and fructose was outlined and accom­
plished by dehydrations, with the formation of double bonds between 
carbon atoms and the production of conjugated systems of carbonyl 
and ethylene groups. . . These structures had to be reproduced in 
molecules that could be used practically. . . The most unimpeded 
practical unsaturated structure that could be produced synthetically 
with double bonds between carbon atoms conjugated with carbonyl hap­
pens to be 1:4 Benzoquinone or Parabenzoquinone. . . This is the 
first synthetic antitoxin able to operate on this biochemical basis. 
. . It contains the antibiotic radical, and contains it twice, and 
nothing else -- it has no inhibitory radical."

This molecule of the Koch catalyst, the common denominator of 
the antibiotics, the structural formulas for which cannot be repro­
duced in this mimeographed publication is Q=C=C=:O.

Let us take this occasion to add specifically that there is no 
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secrecy connected with the preparation of the Koch remedies. Diffi­
culties in obtaining either remedies, or full information and instruc­
tions, arise from unscrupulous hostility and opposition, and from 
ignorance, indifference, and greed. And it is to these sources, plus 
a not unreasonable apprehension, that we trace the fact that no pub­
lication in the United States consistently supports the Koch treat­
ment, or features it in any way, or tries to enlighten the public 
on this matter of vital importance. Round Kobin has presented the 
facts in this issue as a matter of duty and public interest.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH GF DR. KOCH
From Maurice Natenberg’s “The Cancer Blackout'

"Doctor Koch’s background is hardly that of a charlatan. Born 
in Detroit in 1885, his degrees are A.3. (1909), M.A. (1910), Ph.D. 
(1917), all from the University of Michigan^ and M.D. (1918), De­
troit College of Medicine. From 1910 to 1913 Doctor Koch taught 
histology and embryology at the University of Michigan, and from 19- 
14 to 1919 he was a professor of physiology at the Detroit Medical 
College.

"Before he was thirty years old, Doctor Koch made a significant 
scientific contribution to endocrinology by his work on the parathy­
roid glands. These tiny glands attached to each side of the thyroid, 
were once carelessly snipped off by surgeons when they removed goi­
ters. Death from tetany inevitably occurred because the parathy­
roids regulate calcium metabolism. The ’Journal of the AMA’ heralded 
Koch’s work in 1913 with a highly laudatory editorial. Six years 
later, in the same pages, he was branded a faker.

"In his work on parathyroids, Koch discovered that removal of 
the glands brings a marked coagulation of blood and tissues. As can­
cer patients display the same characteristics, he reasoned that a 
cancer might be due to a toxic condition related to a hormonal de­
ficiency brought on by injury or irritation. This heightened coag­
ulation is a protective mechanism which also stimulates tumor growths. 
Koch therefore attempted to remove the toxins with tissue thrombin, 
a ferment which brings on a fever whose heat burns off the toxic 
elements in the system. This approach was similar to Coley’s, but 
Koch apparently produced curative fevers a little more consistently 
with tissue thrombin and thereby secured better results.

"When Koch boldly claimed a cure for cancer based on the results 
of treating eight cases, he became a marked man. His claims were 
derided, and he quickly fell into disfavor with the reigning surgeons 
ip the Wayne County Medical Society. (Not to mention the hospitals 
handling the surgeons’ highly profitable businessi)

"Doctor Koch approached the disease from the standpoint that 
the cancer is caused by toxins remaining the blood system. In line 
with his original interpretation of sugar oxidation as a function 
to destroy toxins resulting from metabolic processes which he taught 
at Wayne University from 1914 to 1919, he believed this to be due 
to insufficient oxidation. He also believed that germs also pro­
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duce toxins which are incompletely removed, thus subscribing in part 
to the virus theory of cancer and leading quite naturally to his be­
lief that the solution to the cancer problem lay in securing more 
active catalysts to stimulate the body’s capacity to oxidize toxins.

'’This reasoning led to the creation of Glyoxylide. According 
to Koch, his preparation starts a chain reaction in which toxins are 
converted into antitoxins by the addition of molecules which alter 
their composition. It x#as also Koch’s belief that the cancer germ 
or virus is originally harmless but becomes virulent when poisoned 
by the toxins in the system.

This highly ingenious reasoning, although based on authentic 
physiology and chemistry appears a bit too magical. A substance 
which through some alchemy actually converts a toxin into an anti­
toxin seems incredible, However, opponents of Koch’s theories have 
formulated no scientific arguments to refute it. Uithout any in­
vestigation, Koch’s theories have always been peremptorily dismissed 
as nonsense.

THE FULL TREAT! JEITT
‘The Koch treatment doesn’t consist entirely of Glyoxylide but 

also includes a rigid diet which excludes all foods which are toxic 
or which contain oxygen inhibitors, such as meats, beans, lentils, 
coffee, alcohol and tomatoes. (Almost all canned and bottled foods 
and some frozen foods, now have several oxygen inhibitors in them 
to prevent decay.) Only distilleTwater is permitted and daily en­
emas are prescribed. Neither Gtyoxylide alone nor diet alone will 
cure cancer; according to the Koch school, each must be used in con­
junction with the other (to obtain a complete cure). One injection 
of the catalyst is usually effective for six months, and additional 
injections are not given until decreased oxidation is again evident. 
The treatment has the advantage of not requiring hospitalization. 
XThis fact alone would earn the undying enmity of the hospital trusts) 
It is said to greatly alleviate pain, obviate the use of narcotics 
(which cuts the profitable sale of drugs) amd to stimulate the appe­
tite.

"The Koch theory of cancer is as follows: ’Clinical observation 
discloses the persistence of toxemia over a period as long as twenty 
years previous to the advent of the growth. After the growth has 
come, these toxic manifestations disappear or nearly so. After a 
surgical removal of the growth they return and with recurrence of 
the growth again disappear.’"

Khy do the toxic manifestations return after surgery? One rea­
son is that the surgeon’s knife cuts through such defenses as the 
body has thrown up around the effected area, thus releasing cancer 
cells to spread throughout the system. Another reason is that no 
effort has been made to get the victim to change his way of livings 
The original living pattern of polluted environment, negative emo-, 
tional tensions of hatred, bigotry, jealousy, condemnation, criticism, 
unforgivingness, guilt complexes, and bad eating habits are still 
there.
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”*We designate these symptoms,’ continues Dr. Koch, 'as the pro­
growth symptoms for they differ from those consequent to the activity 
of the growth itself. The strongest and the sufficient proof that 
cancer is a response of protection against a definite toxin, however, 
rests with the fact that removal of the toxin and destruction of the 
toxic sources is followed by complete involution of all cancer tis­
sue, complete healing of the regions involved, return to health, 
with absence of growth and pro-growth symptoms, and the absence of 
recurrence.' (From "Birth of a Science1’ by Kahl, Rehwindel and Red- 
ley; Lowell, Arizona, the Lutheran Research Society, 1957.)

"In the recovery process, according to the Koch theory, the can- 
cer cell is digested and eliminated by being 'split into the*chemical 
elements from which it is constructed, namely, into amino acids, fats, 
sugars, salts and certain toxic substances. The food materials are 
turned back to the blood to nourish the body. The toxic substances 
must also be absorbed but are useless and toxic and they are elimin­
ated through the kidneys, burned up through fever, or passed out in 
the perspiration, feces and mucous secretions'.'’

ANOTHER COURAGEOUS DOCTOR
W. Spencer Way, D.O., Orlando, Florida, his article on the 

"Oxidation Catalyst" in the December 1951 issue of the Journal of the 
American Association of Physicians;

"Oxygen is so important that human life cannot be sustained more 
than a few minuts without it. Despite this fact, its use in medicine 
has been confined almost exclusively to emergencies in which external 
respiration has been embarrassed. Now extensive research on internaT 
respiration has opened up an entirely new concept in the treatment 
of disease.

"Internal respiration is the exchange of oxygen for carbon di­
oxide which takes place at the individual cell level. Without this, 
normal metabolism cannot take place, since it is the oxidation (burn­
ing) of the nutritional elements which makes for their complete assim­
ilation by the cell. Likewise, oxidation of the waste products of 
the cell metabolism makes possible their complete elimination. So, 
if we assume that the cells in question do receive proper nutrition­
al elements — vitamins, minerals, proteins, hormones, etc -- in the 
presence of a normal oxidation process, we should have healthy cells, 
and thus healthy tissue.

Lee and Hanson believe that natural foods with their natural 
vitamins and minerals contain, within themselves, enzymes designed to 
accomplish just this. If this be true, it would' appear that if the 
food ingested over a period of time were deficient in calcium, vita­
mins, hormones, or other vital elements, the efficiency of the cell 
would suffer by reason of its deficient oxidation and the consequent 
accumulation of its own metabolic poisons.

"According to Laing, 'Enzymes may be viewed essentially as a 
three-way combination of metal, a specific protein complex, and one 
or more vitamins. Until recently it was thought that only one vita­
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min was to be found in any one enzyme, but with the discovery that 
folic acid is a vitamin composed in part of another vitamin known 
as para-amino-benzoic acid, it is conceived that two or even more 
vitamins may combine to form one of the three links in the enzyme 
chain«, The nature of the activities of the enzymes depends obvious­
ly upon the kinds of metals, vitamins and proteins involved. It is 
logical when any one of these three components is altered, either as 
to type or quantity, that the resulting activity may be changed in 
character and degree. These enzymes are the tools which the body 
uses to direct its mental and physical activities. They are the 
things which first get out of gear when the processes of the body 
become abnormal. The prevention or remedy of disease must, there­
fore, come through proper use or manipulation of these systems. T'e 
know that we can suppress some of them by drug administration, but 
what we have yet to learn is still more important; namely, how we 
can stimulate the activity of those that are functioning subnormally 
or perhaps hardly at all, even though working in the proper direction.

"It is not surprising that Cuigley reports that in a.study of 
2,707 cancerous persons, all were deficient in calcium, vitamins 
and iodine, and he also reports 20% fewer recurrences when these 
deficiencies were corrected. Furthermore, Wolbach stated that in 
a cancer area there is apparently a local alteration of nutrition. 
Behan states that edema of cancerous tissues is a pernicious compli­
cation. Warburg found that the inorganic salts affect oxidation 
processes of cells and consequently influence their metabolism. He 
concludes, therefore, that calcium would be of some value in the 
treatment of cancer.

' Sweet says cholesterol apparently stimulates the growth of. 
cancer tissue. According to Behan there is accumulation of lactic 
acid in cancer tissues. He believes that deficient oxidation in 
tumor tissues is accounted for by a break in the oxidation process 
and emphasizes that the causes that induced cancer are usually too 
deep and widespread to be controlled by surgery or irradiation alone. 
He states further that accessory methods of treatment are not only 
justified but imperative if the mortality rate is to be reduced. 
He assumes that a method of treatment which might formalize the 
permeability of cancer cell membranes might have a beneficial and 
perhaps curative influence on cancer tissues. Rondoni not only be­
lieves that oxidation deprivation is a preliminary to the develop­
ment of malignancies but also indicates that increased oxidation is 
an essential factor in its treatment. He found that carcinogens 
(cancer) increased the amount of oxygen consumed and excreted by 
the affected tissues in a rabbit.

Davidson devoted ten years to experiments on mice. "Briefly, 
this is his report: He took healthy mice, scratched the skin and 
painted is with gas-works tar, causing a cancer. He fed these mice 
a low-vitamin diet and bred them until, at the end of the fourth 
generation, cancer covered their entire heads and 50% of their bo­
dies, Conversely, taking mice in which he had developed 100% can­
cer and feeding them and their offspring a high-vitamin diet, he 
eventually developed a strain highly resistant to cancer; thus es­
tablishing that the degree- of their resistance to cancer was di­
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rectly dependent on their diet. Ee also discovered that cancer in 
a female mouse became inactive during gestation. This is supported 
by Grile who found that no cancer exists in embryonic life.

THE EXTREME IMPORTANCE OF BREATHINGs
Like the Yogin of the East and the Kabalist of the West, the 

cancer^victim -- if he wants to purify his body of disease will
have to consciously and earnestly increase his intake and output of 
air. As Dr. Koch said time and time again, cancer-sufferers are 
poor oxidizers! Dr. Way gives this supporting da.ta.

’’Reduced oxidation appears to result from exhaustion through 
overwork, exposure to cold, the action of chemical or bacterial 
poisons, particularly if there be a vitamin or mineral deficiency. 
Any depletion of the oxidation mechanism leaves the cells incapable 
of completely burning poisons from within or without (and shallow 
or inadequate breathing should be the first concern of both doctor 
and patient where malignant growths are present^. The longer this 
material is present the greater the difficulty of removing it, and it 
may become so permanent that it is handed down co offspring. This 
fact should be given careful consideration when couples with his­
tories of dominant cancer in their families are contemplating 
marriage and children.

’’Koch discovered that heart muscle tissue was resistant to can­
cer and that an extract made from it retarded cancer growth, much 
in the same way pregnancy did in Davidson’s mice. Ee succeeded in 
isolating its chemical constituents and was able to produce it syn­
thetically. This oxidation catalyst, which he named Glyoxylide, 
has stimulated controversy, but is being increasingly used, simul­
taneously with natural vitamins, minerals, chlorophyll, hormones, 
and a diet composed of foods easily oxidized.”

From information left in the DSRA cancer file, it appears that 
the basic ingredient of Glyoxylide is glycolic acid. Apparently 
Dr. Koch discovered or isolated glycolic acid crystals, according to 
letters from naturopathic doctors schooled in homeopathy. Koch’s 
original laboratory work was complicated and required the skill and 
dedication of a top-flight chemist, which he was; but the prepara­
tion of a homeopathic remedy itself is not particularly difficult. 
To continue Dr. Way’s article;

’’This confirms the findings of Fischer who kept cancerous mice 
under a pressure of two atmospheres for 14 hours and cured their 
cancer. If agents acting, as catalyzers for oxygen were used, the 
results were even better.”

We consider the above the most important and revealing item in 
Dr. Way’s article! Just think, merely by doubling the atmospheric 
pressure Fischer so accelerated the intake and absorption of poison­
burning oxygen that the cancerous mice cured themselves! We wonder 
if any followup research was done on the probability of arrested 
cancers in deep sea divers and others who work in heavy air pressure 
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as a matter of daily routine. In any event, this lab man seems to 
have made and successfully used a "Bessemer Converter' for living 
organisms. It was a. little over a hundred years ago that Bessemer 
in Germany and Jones in Pennsylvania came up with the idea of burn­
ing the impurities out of ordinary iron with oxygen and thus making 
good quality steel. Air was forced into the mass of molten metal 
in the huge kettle to burn up the junk. It worked. As for Fischer’s 
experiments with mice, he only confirmed what the Spiritual Teachers 
of mankind, East and best, have known and demonstrated for thousands 
upon thousands of years : forced or deep and rhythmic breathing puri­
fies the body and balances the vital forces, bow that the Koch 
catalyzers are no lon.ger easily available, the unhealthy would be 
wise to consider using the ’glyoxylide” in which they are totally 
immersed, AIPJ

SUiffi'IARY OF TREZJTMENT
“In the light of the above findings,” concludes Dr. Way, ’’does 

it seem reasonable that a doctor should be criticized for instituting 
the above measures, when a patient who has been given up by orthodox 
methods of Roentgen rays, radium and surgery, comes to him desiring 
a different approach? We feel justified in taking these so-called 
hopeless cases and doing the best we can therapeutically, in an ef­
fort to reverse the pathological body chemistry, at the same time 
being careful not to let them suffer.

"So far as possible, the lower digestive tract is washed clean 
(enemas). The patient is placed on a liquid diet for two or three 
days, supplemented by natural vitamin and mineral preparations (par­
ticularly calcium and vitamin A), and the hormone of the opposite 
sex. If the lesion be in the digestive tract, care must be taken 
to manage the nausea and vomiting and/or diarrhea before injecting 
Glyoxylide. When all the free toxins have thus been flushed out, 
making sure the kidneys function well and the heart is supported 
when necessary, Glyoxylide is injected. Enemas are continued, es­
pecially when indicans appears in the urine. A. great deal of pain 
may be controlled by hot fermentations, and the control of flatu­
lence. The Glyoxylide anti-toxin itself appears to allay the pain 
in many instances.

“The diet consists of natural foods, easy to digest and oxidize. 
Those foods which hinder the oxidation process, such as animal, pro­
teins, are eliminated, brewer’s yeast, Knox gelatine, powdered bone 
meal, and vegetable proteins are substituted in their pls.ce. A hem- 
atinic appetite stimulant can be given before meals for.anorexia. 
If and when temperature is elevated, the usual antibiotics such as 
penicillin and aueromycin are not contraindicated. Distilled water 
is used for all purposes.

‘’Many recoveries from acute and chronic diseases, heretofore 
resistant to all treatment, have been the reward of our efforts. 
Patient response, repeatedly demonstrable, appears to be the most 
potent argument,"
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ANOTHER FEARLESS DOCTOR SPEAKS OUT
Dr. Wendell C. Hendricks is a well known physician and surgeon 

with offices in Hollywood and in Bakersfield, California (1952). We 
quote the following passages from his 23 page pamphlet, ’The Koch 
Treatment"', with his permission.

;!In 1938 while practicing medicine in Arvin, California, I was 
confronted with the problem of treating a large number of cases of 
hay fever and asthma. Having nothing satisfactory with which to 
treat them, I set forth in the attempt to find a solution to the, 
problem. After attending many post-graduate clinics and consulting 
with numerous specialists I returned to my practice with little or 
no gain of knowledge in a satisfactory treatment of allergy.

: ALLERGY has taken a prominent place in twentieth century medi­
cine and the term has become a by-word in medical circles and with 
the general public. During the past twenty years considerable atten­
tion has been given this classification of disease and many scientific 
experiments have been carried out to determine its origin and cure. 
Volumes have been written on the subject and many new drugs have 
recently been discovered for its alleviation. Of all these drugs not 
one has been found to give more than symptomatic relief and for only 
a short period of time. The true cause of allergy is lowered oxida­
tion process within the body, causing the affected individual toTe 
sensitive to foreign substances entering the body. Only when the 
oxidation mechanism is restored to its original highest state of ef­
ficiency can the sensitivity be eliminated.

'’INFECTIONS as with allergy, whether they be associated with a 
’germ' or 'virus’, can only be overcome by restoring the oxidation 
of body tissues, thus placing the body in the best possible condi­
tion to render the destructive action of germs and viruses inert.
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Infections are classified by name, according to the area of the body 
affected and the symptoms are produced. Certain toxins have affin­
ity for specific types of tissues; some affect only a single organ 
while others affect the entire body. Disease, regardless of its 
name or location, can only be eradicated by restoration of ’natural 
immunity’ within the body.
} ’’CANCER is defined by the Hendricks Research Foundation as a 
condition withint the body where the oxidation has become so de­

pleted that the body cells have degenerated beyond physiological 
control'. This depleting action may be fche result of long standing 
virus infection or allergies. The body becomes so over-whelmed with 
toxins that it automatically sets up a 'natural defense' in the form 
of a tumor mass, to harbor these poisons and remove them from gen­
eral activity within the body.

A tumor is nature's protection to the patient, and unless the 
source of the toxins is removed, the toxins will continue to accumu­
late and the 'mass' will grow larger and larger. Our intention is 
to remove the cause of the cancer (at the physical-etheric level) 
by oxidizing the body toxins into anti-toxins, as previously stated. 
This allows the tumor mass to shrink in size as there is no more use 
for it, i.e., no further accumulation of body toxins.”

To the student of life there is a glaring weakness in the re­
medial action offered by the doctors here, who are only students of 
the body, albeit very good ones. Psychosomatic medicine suggests 
that the cause of cancer is in the mind and the emotions. Cancer 
or any other 'disease is only the visible end result of an invisible 
chain of reactions leading into other levels of consciousness. Some 
of these more obvious invisible causes of visible diseases would be 
such negative emotional and mental states as bigotry, hatred,Jeal­
ousy, condemnation, criticism, duplicity, not to mention outright 
immoral and criminal activity. Ue'll touch on these occult causes 
in the next section.

"Treatment with z.= ray or Radium is not the answer to the problem, 
as these modalities do not cure cancer (as admitted by world-renowned 
cancer specialists). X-ray and Radium blast the cancer mass and 
spread cancer toxins to other vital areas of the body, thus^creating 
a much greater problem. Surgery, except as an emergency life-saving 
measure, is not a cure for cancer, as it merely removes the accumu­
lated mass of toxins, it does not remove the cause, and thus nature 
finds a new location to set up the protection against body toxins and 
a new tumor occurs, and on and on.

"KCCH OXIDATION CATALYSTS are harmless chemicals which are in­
jected hypodermically. The Koch catalysts help the body to restore 
its natural immunity and oxidize allergy and cancer producing poi­
sons, as well as reducing infectious toxins to harmless structures, 
and thus correct the very cause of the disease. Their purpose is 
not to destroy a disease tissue or even a germ, but rather to re­
store the normal function of the body such a. high degree that dis­
ease toxins can not remain there. They raise the resistance of.the 
tissues against toxins and allergins, etc. and thus nullify their 
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destructive action, converting them into anti”toxins and anti-aller­
gins. Instead of an ’atomic bomb’ action, where the enemy is blasted 
to kingdom come and all surrounding territory is ruined beyond repair, 
the Koch catalysts act as ’mediators to correct an unpleasant situa­
tion diplomatically, without harm or devastation'.

"The question is frequently raised, how can one form of treat­
ment be so beneficial for so many types of ailments? The answer is 
simple. The Koch catalysts have no special affinity for certain 
types of tissue or forms of disease. When injected into the body 
they enable the body to produce its own defense mechanism and thus 
bring about a curative action. It makes no difference what part of 
the body is affected or what is affecting it, the disease destruc­
tion action of oxidation goes on in whatever area of the body it is 
needed.

"Each case which undergoes treatment is a distinct problem in 
itself. Although the general scheme of heredity, disease progress, 
and the recovery process shovz conformity in their characteristcs, 
each patient must be studied individually and the treatment applied 
with due consideration for the particular features of each case. The 
element of cooperation is important and no patient should take the 
Koch treatment unless he is willing to give full cooperation to the 
doctor in charge. After he has taken the treatment he should not 
follow the advice of friends unless the advice conforms to what is 
outlined for him by his physician. More dangerous is it indeed to 
follow the advice of some well-meaning physician who neither under­
stands the treatment nor has all the data on the case.

"The recovery process is cyclical and the periodicity is expres­
sed in units which are divisible by three, whether they be hours, 
weeks or months. Each cycle is composed of two phases: a positive 
phase, during which the patient feels better and realizes his improve­
ment, and a negative phase wherein there is temporary aggravation 
of his symptoms or a reaction of chills and fever. When these re­
actions occur they usually only last a few days, and are not only 
harmless but beneficial to the patient. Hany patients recover with 
out any reaction.

’It is difficult for the average person to understand how a sin­
gle injection can continue its action over a period of several weeks 
or months. When the starter button is pushed on an automobile and 
the motor starts to run it is,not necessary to continue pushing the 
starter button: All that is necessary to keep the motor running is 
an adequate supply of fuel, and the better the quality the smoother 
the motor will perform. The body needs only to get the oxidation 
mechanism started. The Koch catalysts may be considered to be the 
starter, and after getting the recovery process started all that is 
necessary to keep it going is to provide the body with fuel, adequate 
nutritious food (and positive, helpful, loving emotions'), along with 
other supplementary substances which might assist the recovery pro­
cess. When it does become necessary to repeat the injection, it is 
usually because some factor has arisen to deplete or destroy the ac­
tion of the catalyst. Repeat injections, when needed, are seldom 
given more often than 2-6 month intervals. Cancer cases often require 
more injections than allergies or infection.
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TEE WILL TO LIVE
T’o patient, be he rich or poor, great or small, can expect to 

recover from his illness by this treatment or any other treatment 
unless he has the will to live. It is impossible to cure a patient 
in spite of himselil Every patient who undergoes treatment must have 
the will to live,

'The patient must:
1. Have a definite major purpose for recovery.
2, Be willing to cooperate in every way with his physician 

and give up habits which caused or contributed to ill health.
3. Be vailling to ’give something’ in return for health.. To de­

dicate himself to the task of helping others to receive 
the same benefit he has obtained.

4. Keep himself tuned in with God-The Infinite, the source of 
all power of healing.

CASES TREATED
I have personally treated over three thousand patients with 

the Koch catalysts and I consider the Koch treatment the ’outstanding 
medical discovery of the age’.

OCCULT SPECULATIONS ON TEE SUBTLE BODIES 
IN HEALTH AND DISEASE, ESPECIALLY CANCER

Ue believe that many of the LSRAssociates will be interested in 
occult theory and clairvoyant investigations°concerning cancer, and 
possibly in making their own critical comparison of these with the 
strictly scientific concepts summarized in the foregoing articles on 
the Koch treatment. It is the Editor's opinion that neither point 
of view excludes the other, and that a restatement is possible, or 
will become so, which includes both points of view so far as the 
basic nature of the disease is concerned.

The following article is a reprint from ’’Flying Roll’’ Gamma II, 
September 1947. It is a digest of an article under the same title 
from the "Inner Light Hagazine”, formerly a publication of the Fra- 
ternity of the Inner Light, London, England. This is a Qabalistic 
organization founded and directed by the late Dion Fortune, in the 
tradition of the Golden Dawn. The digest was prepared for ’’Flying, 
Roll” by H.B. Williams, who is a highly informed student of Esoteric 
Qabalism.

AN OCCULT SPECULATION
”If there is anything in the occult hypothesis that the physical 

body consists of molecules held in a framework of electrical stresses 
called the etheric body, etheric double, scinlecca, body of light, 
subtle body, or linga sharira, according to the terminology employed, 
it is possible that we may find in this etheric double the clue to 
the cancer problem.

’’Supposing we are on the right track on this, how would our hy­
pothesis work out? We can conceive of that unit of primary force 
which we call the spirit of man clothing itself with mental, astral 
and physical substances, and we also can conceive of a warping taking 
place at any point in the process of development, resulting in a sub­
sequent deformity of organization« If we conceive of the two rela­
tively subtle bodies, the mental and astral (emotional), as acting 
as transmitters of the life force, we can further see that in the 
event of any deformity of either or both of these vehicles -- and it 
is impossible that the subtler of the two should be deformed without 
passing on the deformity to the denser, of which it is the mold or 
framework — that in this eventuality the vital forces, being trans­
mitted through twisted channels, would, when they reached the physi­
cal plane, make their appearance in unexpected spots.

’It is upon the astral plane, says the occultist, that emotion 
is to be found, and so it is upon the astral plane, of thought­
forms and pictorial imagination, that we will look for the source of 
the trouble from which the cancer arises.

’Supposing conditions are such that in the sphere of profoundest 
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feeling -- feeling that lies at the very root of life itself, the 
path of the life force toward fulfilment is partially blocked, not 
so completely as to abolish all function, but to such an extent that 
subsidiary channels are forcibly opened, is it possible that con-. 
centrated life force would come through the astral into the etheric 
at the wrong spot, and start there an activity of cell growth ap­
propriate enough in a foetus but all wrong in any other structure?

’’But even so it will not explain all the knovm phenomena of 
the appearance of cancer, and occult concepts have to be laid under 
levy again to carry the next stage in our speculation. This an-. 
cient tradition teaches that there are two kinds of living entities 

those which have an immortal soul and those which have not.
Those which are immortal are so by virtue of the fact that they pos­
sess as nucleus of their organization a spark of the Divine Life. 
The other kind of being is held to be built up out of coordinated 
energies which have become stereotyped in the coordination -- a mat­
ter which cannot be entered into here but is described in detail 
in my book the Cosmic Doctrine.

-?The main mass of the new growth must in the very nature of 
things, if it is of any size, have some sort of coordination, even 
if it is only due to continuity of tissue, and the life force which 
provides it with its diabolical energies, being different in concen­
tration if not in kind from the life force of the organism as a. 
whole, we may conceive of this modicum of life force remaining iso­
lated within the sum total of vital energies which for want of a 
better term we call the soul. It would exist therein somewhat a.fter 
the manner of a dis-associated complex in the mind, exercising an 
indirect influence upon all activities going on around it, but tak­
ing no organized part in the life of the whole being -- in fact, 
parasitic in every sense of the word; and just as a parasite seeks 
new quarters upon the death of the host, so does the Cancer Elemen­
tal when the death of the tissues it ensouls leaves it just as dis­
embodied as any other disembodied spirit»

’’Cancer may not be infectious in the ordinary sense of the word, 
but districts, houses and families may be literally haunted by Can­
cer elementáis who seek suitable hosts upon whom they may fasten 
themselves parasitically. In such cases the disease would not or­
iginate in the aberrance of over-abundant life forces, but would 
make its appearance in people who are psychically sensitive.

’It is sufficiently realized that people who are psychically 
sensitive are also etherically sensitive, tho’ this is better known 
in India, where the Hatha Yoga methods are designed to develop the 
etheric double. IJhereever there is an emotional rapport, there is 
always some degree of interchange of etheric force, and it is quite 
possible to conceive that where a part of the sum total of etheric 
energies consists of an etheric parasite of the nature of a cancer 
elemental, that this form of parasitic life might pass over with 
the exchange of etheric energies, just as wandering cancer cells 
travel in the lymph channels and set up secondary growths. This 
would explain the well-known phenomenon of devoted friends or hus­
band and wife developing the same form of the disease. Equally,
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people who are sensitive to ’atmospheres’ would be likely to pick up 
a cancer elemental like an earth-bound ghost in the neighborhood of 
the scene of the death of its host.

"It is well-known that bright light effectually prevents many 
psychic manifestations and will disintegrate ectoplasm. I therefore 
advise that the room in which lies the body of a person who has died 
of cancer be brilliantly lighted by an unshaded electric light un­
til such time as the body is finally removed.'5

HEALIHG ARTS OF TEE FUTURE
Gustave Geley, distinguished author of ’From the Unconscious 

to the Conscious , wrote? "The organism is the idioplastic product 
of the subconscious psychism.” It is the opinion araony many con­
temporary students of such ma.tters that the term sub-conscious should 
be dispensed with entirely, since no level or form of consciousness 
is sub- or super-, but only different in its focus of awareness, 
like the consciousness during sleep, where there is only a shift 
from one level of awareness to another. Apart from this stricture 
on the terra subconscious, the concept of the organism formulated 
by Geley is in complete accord with occult thinking, and to my mind 
at least is equally good science. It is upon this complete unifica­
tion of the chemical body with the psyche that the healing arts of 
the future must entirely depend.

SUBTLE BODIES IM HEALTH AUD DISEASE
The following paragraphs were taken from ”An Occult View Of 

Health and Disease by Geoffrey Eodson, Theosophical Publishing 
House, 38 Ormond St., London Ucl, 1925. The author is of course 
well-known for his clairvoyant powers and as a lecturer and writer.

'’In the physical body there are at least three systems of cir­
culation, i.e., those of the blood, the lymph and the vitality. 
In the astral, all the matter of which it consists circulates over 
the whole body, being vitalized and specialized by each of the force 
centers (chakras, ’eyes’) in turn. Epilepsy appears to be a dis­
ease which has its roots in the mento-astral region, and its causes 
in magico-sexual practises in the far-off past.

"An endeavor to study it has shown, in some cases, the presence 
of an unhealthy area in the astral body, due to the presence of what 
might be described as a large scar; this is sometimes about six in­
ches in diameter, and consists of ’dead’ astral matter. E'hen in the 
course of circulation this patch enters the region of, or just above 
the brain, it seems to cut the line of connection between the con­
sciousness and the brain; one is reminded of a sun spot in watching 
it. This process may be sudden or gradual, and the nature of the 
epileptic seizure will correspond. Probably the physical elemental, 
feeling the sudden break, makes violent endeavors to hold on, and 
so causes the convulsions which usually accompany such attacks.

’The effect of repeated negative thought and emotion has been 
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found to be that of producing growths in the physical body. Cases 
of growths suspected of being cancerous, when examined clairvoyantly, 
showed the condition of the astral (emotional) body in the neighbor­
hood of the growth to be very similar to that described in reference 
to epilepsy, but with the difference that it was not in circulation.

"The peculiarities observed in two particular astral growths, 
was that they were not in circulation, but remained relatively sta­
tionary over the physical breast, which was the part affected. The 
process by which the physical growth was formed seems to have been 
as follows:

"A sensation of pain was felt in the breast, possibly due to some 
glandular inflammation. As the patient had had the other breast op­
erated on for cancer, her thoughts immediately turned in that direc­
tion, and fear of a repetition of this entered her mind, together 
with general anxiety, nervousness and depression -- all centered 
upon the breast.

’’The primary effect of this was at the astro-mental level, wheree 
it produced a dull grey patch in the aura over the breast5 gradually 
this became more concentrated and definite, till what may be descri­
bed as an island formed on the astrl body, consisting of astral mat­
ter vibrating at a much lower rate than the rest of the body, its^ 
slowness being due to the haunting fear and depression. In one of 
the cases this condition was further complicated by anger and bit- 
rerness at the affliction. The rest of the matter of the astral 
body circulated around the ’shores’ of this island, which became 
denser and more unhealthy day by day; a stage was then reached when 
the etheric double of the breast was sympathetically affected, and 
it, too, began to densify. This continued until it ceased to act as 
a vehicle for prana, which flowed around instead of through it, and 
consequently the nerves and tissues were deprived of vitality, and 
conditions favorable to a morbid growth were set up.

"Naturally, this all increased the pain, so that a vicious cir­
cle was induced, in which pain caused fear, and fear increased the 
astral and etheric ’islands', they again increasing the pain.

"It seems likely that if the operation which was ordered had 
been performed, the condition would have recurred; it was essential 
that in this, as in the epileptic case, the astral and etheric bod­
ies should be cleansed, and, as a matter of fact, as soon as this 
was done the physical symptoms disappeared entirely."

He doesn’t say so here, but we must assume that iir. Hodson ac­
complished some form of Spiritual healing in "cleansing the astral 
and etheric bodies” of his subject. Ho physical force would be ef­
fective in those invisible realms, except perhaps concentrated radio 
waves in the higher frequencies or a strong magnetic field. It 
could be said of the successful Spiritual healer that he establishes 
a magnetic resonance with the mind and emotions of his subject and 
overwhelms and washes away the negative vibrations with his own 
balanced power, wisdom and love.

"Endeavors have also been made to study arteriosclerosis, and
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frequently there has been a very cloudy, not to say muddy condition 
of the astral body. It is possible that as the life force descends 
through the astral into the physical, it becomes contaminated by this 
condition, and carries with it deleterious vibrations which clog the 
system, and that this may affect the arteries in a corresponding man­
ner, causing them to be reduced in size by the deposit on the inner 
walls.

’It is within the realm of possibility that conditions similar 
to those described may be caused by influences extraneous to the per­
son concerned? environment is a powerful factor in health and disease, 
and though it would seem that the karmic possibility must first be 
present, I myself have no doubt that one person can contribute very 
materially to the ill health of another. . . very often the people 
who are doing the most harm in this regard do so from the highest 
motives. In their intense desire to shield and protect the loved 
one they continually surround him or her with a heavy cloud of thoughts 
of fear and anxiety. In some cases they seem to project a shell of 
their own physical magnetism around the patient, holding him or her 
as it were in a prison; a prison of love it may be, but none the less 
a prison. I have sometimes come to the conclusion that quite grown­
up sons and daughters are, to all intents and purposes,•still within 
their mother’s womb.5'

THE PRESENCE OF KAIIilC POSSIBILITIES
In his splendid book,”The Science of Seership”, Geoffrey Hodson 

devotes a chapter to the clairvoyant diagnosis of disease. Chap. III. 
One case brought to his attention was a woman, aged 67, with cancer 
of the left cheek. Here is his analysis, and comment.

”In this instance the morbid condition of the tissue can be 
traced through the emotional into the mental body. In this latter, 
round the left side of the mental counterpart of the physical head, 
there is a patch of matter which is dark brown in colour, and black 
at the edges. This mental ’growth’, which closely resembels a splash 
of mud upon the face, consists of a type of elemental essence, far 
coarser than that of which the rest of the mental body is composed. 
By comparison with the brilliance and rapidity of movement of the 
mental body, it appears almost inert.

:TJhen examined closely, it is seen to possess an independent 
life of its own, which is completely separated from that of the rest 
of the body. The matter of the 'growth' is vibrating at a different 
rate from that of the mental body as a whole; it is at a stage of 
evolution far below that of the latter, as though it belonged to a 
kingdom of nature several degrees below the human.

Contact with its consciousness produces a sense of repulsion, 
as from something foul and inimical. There is a distinct sense of 
entityship, the instinct of which is to grasp finer matter, to eat it, 
to absorb it into itself; it feels like the matter of a previous 
evolutionary age. This condition is produced at the emotional, 
etheric and physical levels.
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A VAMPIRE FROM TEE PAST
;'At the under-surface of the etheric double of the growth a 

number of tentacles penetrate the skin in a curved direction, clo­
sing upon and gripping it tightly* These tentacles are projected at 
irregular intervals round the edge of the growth, whilst the whole 
of the under-;surface is seen to be in motion in a sort of brownian 
movement, causing it to resemble the rough surface of a starfish. 
There are millions of tiny flesh-like protuberances, which are em­
bedded in the skin of the mental, emotional and etheric doubles, and 
a process of absorption takes place through these.

In terms of consciousness, such an abnormality is entirely 
foreign to the present state of the patient’s mind, and its presence 
therein is due to a karmic reaction from the past.° In that past 
the sufferer indulged in a similar kind of parasitic absorption of 
life from another person by means of black magic. The disease is 
connected with the grosser forms of vampirism and elemental magic.

’‘Investigation shows that the karma of cancer was engendered 
during one of the darkest periods in the History of mankind. Mhole 
tribes, communities and even nations, engaged in black magical prac­
tices of the most obscene and devilish character. This was a stage 
of evolution when forms of elemental life connected with the deeper 
layers of the earth, and with very low orders of evolution, were 
nearer to human consciousness than is the case today. These elemen­
táis were used with great freedom by the humanity of those ancient 
days.

’Such scourges did these tribes and communities become that ar­
mies had to be sent out against them, and they inspired dread in the 
bravest. They were cannibals, conscious were-wolves and vampires. 
In the days before the continent of Atlantis was overwhelmed, mil­
lions of people were infected with the virus of these evils, and 
physically innocent persons, once victimized, found themselves ul­
timately forced to join in the practices of which they were the vic­
tims.

The karma results today would be worse even than they are were 
it not for the fact that numbers of egos became detached from their 
personalities, and thus lost the power to continue their malpractices. 
This happened most frequently to those innocent ones who were drawn 
in by infection against their will. Millions of egos only succeeded 
in breaking free at death, and to suffer from cancer is their expia­
tion.

’Cancer is thus an elemental disease. The tissue forms the body 
of an actual elemental entity, of the type employed in the practices 
referred to. It has been almost incurable because it is the duty 
of the creator of an evil elemental to become its destroyer before 
the karmic debt can be paid and release obtained. Further, an 
elemental belonging to an earlier evolutionary period is so coarse 
as to be almost immune from any effects of forces pertaining to the 
present age. The cure for cancer lies primarily in the exorcism and 
destruction of the elemental. Certain radio-active substances are 
valuable because they project a type of energy into the body of the 
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elemental which has a destructive effect upon it.

KITES, MAGNETIC OR HAGICKAL
"A bombardment of electrons, for instance, would relieve, if 

not cure, certain types of cancer; but, except in cases where the 
karma is outworn, methods must be employed which at the present time 
are considered to be occult. Even then the karmic cause is so pow­
erful and so concentrated as to make this very difficult.”

Note here that in this case under examination Hr. Hodson gives 
no indication of whether or not he tried an occult cure, or if he 
realised that the course of the disease was not to be interfered with 

"Happily, the black magical karma of humanity as a whole is 
slowly being outworn; spiritual forces are being liberated by evol­
ving humanity, which tend to cleanse the underworld of human karma. 
Unfortunately, this process is being delayed by the continuation of 
the practice of vivisection. Vivisectors are continually generating 
disease-karma by their inhuman cruelty.

"A highly magnetized surgical instrument would be effective 
where operations on cancer are performed. Electrical magnetization 
added to occult, would give greater chance of success. To subject 
the cancer to the discharges from the South pole of a powerful mag­
net might be effective. The application would need to be made at 
least twice daily, for not less than two hours at a sitting, with the 
pole of the magnet about one inch from the surface of the growth. In 
all cases the most profitable line of treatment and of research will 
prove to be that of the use of radio-active substances applied in­
ternally and externally, bombardment by electrons, and the applica­
tion of electro-magnetic forces.

. "Attempts to discover a. cure for cancer by means of experiments 
upon animals and with serum are foredoomed to failure. Unfortunate­
ly, they constitute a karmic chain which tends to keep alive the very 
scourge they were employed to destroy. Even if the slightest bene­
fit were ever gained by vivisection, the adverse karmic reactions 
would far out-weigh them.

"Clairvoyant examination of highly diluted homeopathic remedies, 
such as those referred to in Chapter II, shows that these are extreme 
ly active at the etheric level. Streams of minute particles, travel­
ling at high speed, and charged with various types of energy, are 
continuously emitted from them.

"The internal and external application of energy in this form, 
and of a nature which reproduces the vibratory rate of the cell atoms 
of the growth, has already proved successful in some cases."

If lir» Hodson’s reference to homeopathic remedies strikes ^_a re­
sponsive chord in your memory, turn back to the brief review of Dr. 
Albert Uahl’s "Least Common Denominator In Antibiotics", page 9. 
There you will read again that the Koch remedies, Parabenzoquinone 
and Glyoxylide, were administered by injection in a homeopathic di­
lution of 67., which is actually a ratio of one to one million! So 



finely diluted or attenuated is the PEC or Glyoxylide throughout the 
distilled water that the homeopathic"illiterate doctors of the AMA 
could say with all conviction/ "The Koch remedies are nothing but 
distilled water^' And in their conceited., monumental ignorance, 
who could convince them otherwise?

PHYSICAL-ETHERIC MATTER
A better understanding of the functioning of homeopathic reme­

dies, and of Koch Glyoxylide, can be had if you enlarge your concep­
tion of the physical world from the normal three sub-levels: solids, 
liquids and gases, to the seven sub-levels recognised by occult sci­
ence. The Mystery Schools are generally agreed on the existence of 
these though the terminology may differ.

Chemical Ether is the magnetic plasma of orthodox physics and 
the ectoplasm of psychic research, matter in the Fourth State count­
ing up from Earth or Solids. This is where catabolism takes place, 
the breakdown of matter into simpler forms for re-use. Life Ether 
is the level of creative or generative energies, which have a much 
wider use than the word sex implies. Light Ether is that level of 
physical matter which carries the light, radio, TV and other waves, 
such as the radiant energies released into the Etheric Double by the 
homeopathic remedies. The Etheric Double, being more volatile in 
its nature than the physical body, is more easily brought into bal­
ance by high frequency particles and waves which themselves are man­
ifestations of still higher levels of consciousness. Once this re­
balancing is accomplished the balancing or healing of the body fol­
lows as a matter of course.

Theoretical physicists, looking over the physical-etheric scale 
of matter for the first time, can have themselves a ball trying to 
decide just which sub-atomic particles correspond to which sub-level 
of physical matter. This we can say for sure: The 3-D physical world 
ends with the molecules of gases. The location and behavior of mol­
ecules can be predicted in space and time. Molecules of matter are 
made up of aggregations of thousands of atoms. But, as physicist 
Werner Heisenberg ruefully admitted in 1934, single atoms are so 
fluid in nature that the location and behavior cannot be predicted
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act 
in a 3-D space-time frame. The very/of looking at a single atom -- 
or trying to look at one -- changes its behavior and locations Thus 
Heisenberg’s Law of Indeterminacy. If this were not so or possible, 
Spiritual Healing and Psychic Surgery Would be impossible. Fortune- 
ately, we are not all held to the self-limiting view of the physicist, 
and of the allopathic physician; they look at the universe from the 
bottom, from the physical world upward, thus its unpredictability or 
indeterminacy. We look at it from the top downward, mind over matter 
rather than matter over mind. If we would change the world, or change 
our bodies, we must learn to change our minds!

The chart of the seven sub-levels of physical matter on the pre­
ceding page is only the beginning of understanding of the creative 
process. This starts in the Spiritual World of formless Light, It 
is given form and direction in the Mental World. It is charged with 
energy in the Emotional World, and finally manifests in the Physical. 
Thus it is no wonder that medical science has been a total failure 
in vainly trying to cure cancer with drugs, surgery and radiation. 
They are working on the end-product which had its birth far, far be­
yond the reach of their destructive, material, expensive tools. 
Of course X-rays, cobalt rays and radium rays are invisible forces 
operating at the etheric levels of matter, but isn’t it ironic that 
orthodox medicine uses only these hard rays which destroy all cell 
life without discrimination. The academic flatheads refuse to make 
use of soft, harmless radio waves or of the beneficial radiant ener­
gies released at the etheric level by the homeopathic remedies.

CLAIRVOYANT PERCEPTION OF ETHERIC LIGHT
The radiant or radio-active effectiveness of the Koch remedies 

was proven in thousands of cases of cancer and other diseases. It 
was also proven by the vigor with which the AMA and the FDA contin­
ued to persecute the inventor and the users of the remedies. A third 
proof is in the clairvoyant perception and analysis of homeopathic 
remedies by Geoffrey Hodson.

These were four in number, made up from cultures of fopr intes­
tinal bactiera, Morgan, Proteous, Gaertner and Dysentery. These were 
attenuated and percussed in distilled water to the potency of 30X, 
way up in the etheric range of vibrations where matter becomes energy!

Hodson writes, in Chapter II of ’’The Science of Seership”, “’The 
degree of dilution was such that no known chemical or bacteriolgical 
test disclosed the presence of anything but aqua distillata, with 
which the dilution was made. A number of such specimens were en­
closed in small glass tubes, with no other marking but a single re­
cording figure, and were investigated by clairvoyance.”

When he opened up his Third Eye and looked at tube D, he saw; 
’’Indigo, with heliotrope haze. Tube G; Bright blue, sky to sapphire, 
shot with silver. Tube P; Myrtle to bottle green. Hint of emeral 
in flecks. Little yellow flashes. Tube M: Bright red to dull ma­
genta and muddy brown, bright red at surface.”
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Ue regret that the Koch remedies were not known to Mr. Hodson 
and his fellow Theosophical investigators at the time, or at least 
were not chosen as subjects for clairvoyant investigation. It would 
have been interesting and inspiring to have had a visual image of 
the etheric properties of Dr. Koch’s Glucose, Parabenzoquinone and 
Glyoxylide preparations, especially the radiant colors which are so 
effective in breaking up cancer formations and cells? Perhaps visi­
ble, physical colors projected onto bare skin and into the aura have 
therapeutic value, too.

LIGHT, THE BLOOD PURIFIER
A hundred years ago, at his Philadelphia clinic, Dr. S, Pancoast 

was curing as many different kinds of diseases with color-filtered sun­
light as did Dr. Koch with his remedies in the 1930s,.40s and 50s. 
See ’’Blue and Red Light, or Light and Its.Rays As Medicine", pub­
lished by J.M. Stoddart & Co., Philadelphia, 1877.

Now a revival of this technioue has been given a start by an 
English doctor, R.J. Cremer. He has been using white light to cure 
jaundice in premature babies since the mid-1950s. The explanation 
given is that the light actually penetrates the skin, into the blood 
vessels and really breaks down poisons accumulated in the blood. 
Thus they can be safely eliminated from the systems Sound familiar? 
Now the new? technique has been clinically verified here in Southern 
California, we learn from an article by the Medical Editor, Harry 
Nelson, of the Los Angeles ’’Times'’, Nov. 3, 1968:

'’One cause of brain damage in premature infants is being con­
trolled at Los Angeles-USC Medical Center by a novel treatment which 
is attracting national attention. Premature infants are highly sus­
ceptible to jaundice, a condition due to a buildup in the blood of 
a substance called bilirubin. If the bilirubin level gets high 
enough it causes permanent brain damage. In infants with bilirubin 
above a certain point, the usual treatment is to drain all the in­
fant’s blood and transfuse a new supply. Doctors consider this a 
drastic procedure in a tiny premature and they are reluctant to do 
this except as a last resort.

”As an alternative to transfusion, doctors at County USC’s new­
born center recently began exposing jaundiced babies to white light 
from fluorescent lighting fixtures attached above their bassinets. . 
. The penetration of the light through the infant’s skin causes a 
chemical reaction in the bilirubin flowing through tiny capillaries 
and veins just benaath the skin. The effect, according to Dr. Joan 
Hodgman, is to break down the bilirubin into byproducts which are 
thought to be eliminated. The bilirubin level falls and, it is be­
lieved, the danger of brain damage from this cause is reversed.

’.’The idea of using light to decompose bilirubin did not origin­
ate with Dr. Hodgman’s group. Laboratory technicians have known, for 
years that test tube samples of blood being studied for bilirubin 
must be kept in the dark or else bilirubin breaks down. . . Bilirubin 
is produced when red blood cells die. It cannot get out of the blood­
stream until it is transformed into byproducts which can be eliminated.
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In normal individuals an enzyme breaks down the bilirubin. This en­
zyme does not become active until after birth. In premature infants 
it takes longer for the enzyme to become active.

'’Thus if the enzyme does not make its appearance for several 
days after birth, the bilirubin accumulates and may reach a level high 
enough to cause damage to the brain and central nervous system. . . 
The damage does not always show up in a gross and obvious way, accor­
ding to Dr. Hodgman. Sometimes it may be a relatively subtle uncoor­
dination of muscles. She says the light treatment is much safer and 
simpler than the exchange transfusion method. . .

Safe, simple and economical treatments are what patients want, 
but in view of what has happened to Dr. Koch and other brave medical 
pioneers and martyrs, is it likely that light treatment will be ac­
cepted and approved with any enthusiasm by the American Medical Asso­
ciation? Especially if it is a threat to the sale of profitable 
drugs?

DUO-RHYTHM COLOR PROJECTION
Incandescent and fluorescent lights were not available to Dr. 

Pancoast a hundred years ago, in Philadelphia. Patients had to sub­
stitute blue or red glass for clear in some window on the south side 
of the house, and lie in filtered sunlight. Dr. George Starr White 
picked up where Pancoast left off, but using the early incandescent 
bulbs.' Twas only after several years that he discovered pulsed or 
rhythmic, on-and-off light was much more effective. He was actually 
duplicating with light the health-giving press and release principle 
of massage:

And, in his clinic in Los Angeles in the 1920s, Dr. White es­
tablished that light alternations between complimentary colors were 
most effective of all; so he developed his Duo-Rhythm projector. It 
could be timed so the patient would breathe in on the indicated color 
and out on the complimentary. He would choose one of three sets of 
paired complimentaries; Blue and Red, Green and Magenta, or Orange 
and Violet; and of course the alternating complimentaries were pro­
jected on the bare skin for fifteen or twenty minutes or longer, two 
or three times a day if needed.

Light is all-powerful in the universe, an emanation of the One 
Reigning Consciousness. This is so obvious that people take it for 
granted, thus overlooking one of the simplest and most easily avail­
able forces for keeping body, mind and eomtions in healthy balance,^ 
at little or no cost. Almost every home now has one or more sets of 
flashing, colored lights for Christmas decorations but who would 
dream of using these to maintain a healthy body?

BREATHE RIGHT -- AND STAY WELL
Remember Dr. Koch’s observation, ’’All cancer sufferers are poor 

oxidizers?” Here again hurried, worried, modern man or woman is^Tike 
ly to look contemptuously upon the simplest and most readily avail­
able ’’medicine” known. That is deep, steady breathing. Become a
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good oxidizer. Jesus was! How else could his system have handled, 
the healing energies which radiated from him if it hadn’t been puri­
fied by years of deep rhythmic breathing. This no doubt he learned 
in the therapeutic Mystery Schools of Egypt and Asia Minor and taught 
to his disciples in the Upper Room of the Kirbet Cumran monastery by 
the Dead Sea. Anyone who studies the disciplines of the Mystery 
Schools, either East or Vest, soon learns that deep and/or forced 
breathing is basic to all of them, breath.is life! I am sure the 
disciples learned that lesson and learned it well.

The title of this section is taken from an article of the same 
name in the February 1966 ’Reader’s Digest”. Thousands of reprints 
of this gem of wisdom have been distributed all over the world. John 
Frazier visited 74-year old William ’’Breather” Knowles in his London 
office. The young-looking old men figured that at up to that time 
he had '’drawn 700 million breaths in his life and that only the last 
400 million had been put to proper use.”

Knowles told Frazier that "most of us take 14 to 18 shallow 
breaths a minute. I take only four a minute and fairly soon you will 
be taking only eight.”

Then he asked Frazier to blow or breathe out all the air he 
could. “Dow, purse your lips and blow.”

To Frazier's surprise, he could still blow out a little air; 
so Knowles said, ”What was left was stagnant air. Gases fill lung 
spaces and cheat your tissues of oxygen. Lungs will hold as much as 
six pints of air, yet with each breath a desk worker inhales only . 
about a pint. This means that five sixths of your lung capacity lies 
idle.”

By this standard we are all poor oxidizers to a considerable de­
gree, unless our work and play are such as to force us to breathe 
deeply and for long periods. The results of this deep breathing, 
according to Knowles, are that we t!feel better, have more energy, 
suffer less from fatigue, sleep better, wake up faster and, once we 
get the habit of breathing well, smoke less or not at all..

’Smoking is one substitute for breathing. That’s why it gets 
such a grip on people. We inhale and exhale. The less the smoker 
breathes the more he is inclined to smoke. The better he breathes 
the less he smokes. Eighty percent of my students either give up 
smoking or greatly cut down.”

Knowles has his students ’’draw their shoulder blades together” 
rather than throw out their chests. He wants to free the diaphragm 
from the weight of the lungs and so allow to rise and fall in rhythm. 
Then there a. couple of tests to check on how you are doing. Take a 
deep breath and read a paragraph aloud from this page. Mark the 
number of lines. If you have been a poor oxidizer from shallow breath 
ing, and now determine to increase your air intake with regular ex­
ercises, each day’s test reading should see you reading more and more 
lines aloud on one breath!
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Another good test is the match-blowing contest. Fill the upper, 
middle and lower lungs with air. Light a paper match and hold it 
three inches from your mouth. Open your mouth wide and blow. If you 
cant put it out that way at that distance, ’’You need help!” And the 
best way to correct the weakness is with consciously directed breath­
ing, counting the in-breathing, holding, and out-breathing, and try­
ing to feel the increased electrical charge in every cell of the body.

If you need a dramatic example of the purifying power,of oxygen 
think again of steel, and the iron converters of Bessemer in Germany 
and Jones in Pennsylvania a hundred years ago. Those huge ladles 
of molten iron ore had pipes leading into them. Through these pipes 
air was forced under pressure. It literally burned away the impur­
ities, leaving the pure steel.

Make a ’’Bessemer converter1’ out of your body by forced breath?» 
ing now! Breathe in on three counts; One, Two, Three; hold for 
twelve counts: One, Two, Three, Four, Five, Six, Seven, Eight, Nine, 
Ten, Eleven, Twelve; now breathe out slowly and steadily for six 
counts: One, Two, Three, Four, Five, Six. Start over again and do 
it two more times, three complete cycles in all. ,

One sure sign that you've been starving yourself of oxygen is 
any slight dizziness experienced during the hold period. This is 
when you put the pressure on the system too, to burn out toxins. 
And by the way, dont cork the breath in your lungs by closing the 
throat during the hold period. This will cause dizziness too. Hold 
the air in the lungs by keeping the chest expanded and the diaphragm 
(belly) extended, with the throat open. The breathing cycle ratio, 
for forced or rhythmic breathing in this exercise, is 1:4:2. It 
has been used with great success for thousands of years. For every 
count of in-breathing, hold for four counts, and two counts of out- 
breathing. Thus after a little practice you should be able to in­
crease your 3:12:6 count to 4:16:8, and eventually even higher if 
you want to, 5:20:10 -- 6:24:12 -- 7:28:14 --

Frazier lists a few more of Knowles' tricks: "Take a deep 
breath and hold it when you have something heavy to lift and note 
how much,lighter the object becomes. As you go up a staircase,, 
breathe in on two steps and out on two steps. You'll be less wind­
ed at the top. And if you do get out of breath, pant deliberately 
like a dog for a few minutes and you'll get your wind back in a 
jiffy. If you're cold, do the same thing and see how fast you warm 
up. ”

Knowles reminded Frazier that the second-wind known to athletes 
is really only a shift from shallow breathing to deep breathing. 
It was an Oriental doctor with some first-hand knowledge of Hatha 
Yoga who got him started on the deep breathing kick. Knowles came 
out of the Merchant Marine with a persistent cough about which MDs 
could do nothing, until one suggested he see Dr. 0,A. Ha-nish, who 
pointed out that the young sailor's breathing was at fault, thus 
started his own lifelong dedication to proper oxidation.
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He showed Frazier many written testimonials to the efficacy of 
his system. One doctor wrote: ’For the first time in seven years 
I came through the winter without an attack of bronchitis, thanks, 
to your exercises.’7 Another, Dr. Albert Haas of New York University 
Medical Center, reported ’’rehabilitation of over two thirds of a, 
group of seriously disabled emphysema patients. Breathing exercises 
are an important adjunct to his treatment”.

William P. Knowles’ address, given in the 1966 Digest article, 
was Ingleby, Cherry Rise, Kings Road, Chalfont St. Giles, Bucking­
hamshire, England.

Dr. Ha-nish is also noted for his advocacy of the self-adminis- 
tered distilled water purifying regimen to cleanse the,system. Some 
of his patients are ordered to drink one glass of distilled water 
before and after each meal, until health is restored.

THE POOR MAN’S GLYOXYLIDE, VINEGAR
This remedy for impure blood must be as old as man himself! 

Certainly the origin of the first vinegar, from the first cider, 
from the first jug of apple juice allowed to ferment, is lost in, 
the mists of time. Hyssop, mentioned in the Bible, was the soldier’s 
drink, water flavored with vinegar. Perhaps this was done primarily 
to purify the water found along the way in a campaign. It certainly 
made the water more refreshing as a drink and the secondary effect 
was to cleanse the system of toxins and harmful bacteria. Lord By­
ron is known to have gone on periodic vinegar fasts to clean out the 
excess of mucous in his system, reduce overweight, and restore that 
radiant vitality which so attracted women.

Could vinegar, as it is available commercially nowadays, be 
considered a very weak homeopathic remedy? It’s strength is usually 
diluted to only 4% in water. We wonder how potent it would be if 
it were diluted or attenuated (or etherealized) by homeopathic per­
cussion to a standard million-to-one ratio, 6X, or even higher?

So far as we know, by far the best work on the many therapeu­
tic values of vinegar is the late Cyril Scott’s 47-page booklet, 
"Cider Vinegar". It was first published in 1948 and has gone through 
four editions since. He stresses the need for obtaining vinegar 
made from Cider Apples, if possible, rather than from "eating, cook­
ing or mixed crop apples”. He doesn’t mention wine vinegar nor white 
vinegar distilled from grain; so I suppose one whould at least try 
to get vinegar made from red apples; for these organic elements in 
them are "not lost in Cider Vinegar: Phosphorus, chlorine, potassium, 
sodium, magnesium, calcium, sulphur, iron, fluorine, silicon, plus 
many trace minerals”.

We underlined potassium for on the next page Mr. Scott writes, 
"The old saying: an apple a day keeps the doctor away, is no empty 
slogan; for apples contain some very important tissue salts, includ­
ing potassium, the element of outstanding importance by which the late 
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Dr. Forbes Doss, even at the beginning of this century, successfully 
cured cancer.::

Later, in the section on the curing of obesity, he makes this 
interesting observation, :’it has been noticed that persons who for 
some reason have been taking mercury or arsenic over a long period 
tend to increase in bull^. But leaving aside such obvious causes as 
over-eating, a sedentary life, and a lack of fresh air (not deeply 
breathed!) as also over-consumption of starchy and sugary foods, the 
prime cause of obesity is the insufficient oxidation of the blood, .

Sound familiar? The underline emphasis is ours, of course, but 
here we are back to one of the prime causes or ill-healvh ^nd other 
unbalanced conditions of the body, shallow and irregula^ re »» 
allowing poisons to accumulate in the blood, .out you aren egg 
to be guilty of that, are you?

POTASSIUM DEFICIENCIES COMMONPLACE
That’s what Adelle Davis writes in her wonderful book on diet 

and health, ’’Let’s Get Well". She has a dozen interesting items on 
the importance, and general inadequacy, of potassium. Here’s a good 
one on page 266; ’’Quantities of potassium are discarded during the 
refining of foods, and the richest sources, cooked green leafy vege­
tables, are now rarely eaten. These factors, combined with exces­
sive urinary losses induced by our high salt intake, have now caused 
potassium deficiencies to be commonplace.J'

And if adequate potassium is part of the body's natural defense 
against cancer, as proven by Dr. Forbes Ross in his practice in En­
gland, no wonder it’s so widespread in the United States, living on 
devitalized, processed foods.

"Both sodium and potassium should be adequate, yet neither ex­
cessive. If salt is used in moderation, refined foods avoided, 
and fruits and vegetables generously supplied in the diet, a potas­
sium deficiency is improbable unless the kidneys are damaged (by 
overdoses of anti-biotics, for instance). Because my husband en­
joys salt but looks on salads and many vegetables with jaundiced, 
eye, I keep ordinary salt mixed with an equal amount of a potassium­
chloride salt sutstitute in all our salt shakers. No one has dis­
covered this subterfuge. Such salt substitutes, however, vary from 
horrible to excellent.”

CIDER VINEGAR AS A HEALING AGENT
To get back to Mr. Scott and cider vinegar as a simple,blood­

purifying remedy; ’’According to the evidence now to hand; if an 
operation is necessary following some accident (or diagnosis of, 
cancer), the healing process can be greatly quickened by directing 
the patient to take one or more teaspoonfuls of Cider Vinegar in 
half or a whole glass of water with each meal. This practice should 
be continued for two or more weeks. If desired, the patient can 
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drink the beverage between meals instead. All the evidence goes to 
show the astonishing efficacy of this simple treatment.”

Ee lists some twenty-four conditions which are directly aided 
by the use or intake of cider vinegar, from asthma and arthritis to 
vertigo and urine. He also refers to that wonderfully simple and 
understandable book on Vermont ::Folk Medicine” by D.C.Jarvis, M.D.

Dr. Jarvis augmented book-learning with natural intelligence. 
This made him more interested in healing than in practicing medi­
cine, fortunately for his patients. On page 25 he writes: "The ap­
plication of Nature's laws for providing congenial conditions for 
growth are endless. . . When I began the study of a mixed herd of 
54 dairy cows the owner told me that 23 of them would not start a 
new pregnancy. Some of them had failed to do so for as long as one 
year. These cows had turned into mere boarders, and it was upsetting 
his herd milk-production program. He requested my help.

THE WILL FOR ORDERLY GROWTH
”1 suggested that for each twice-daily feeding he pour two oun­

ces of apple cider vinegar over the ration of each of the 23 cows, 
immediately after the ration was placed in the feed trought. The 
object of the apple cider vinegar, with its potassium and associated 
mineral content, was to create within the animal bodies the will 
for orderly growth and production of offspring.''

And what is the characteristic of cancer cells and other tumors? 
The will for disorderly growths A parasite, greedily living off of 
the rest of the system and contributing nothing to health.

’’The vinegar ration was started on November 1. By the last 
week in the following February each of the 23 cows had started a 
new pregnancy and in due time gave birth to a strong, vigorous calf 
which was on its feet within five minutes of birth and within half 
an hour was nursing at the udder. Each calf had a heavy coat of fur 
and strong, rugged legs. Best of all, the calves were intelligent, 
bringing know-how across the bridge of life from their parents. It 
was not necessary to teach them to drink from a pail. They did so 
without teaching. . .

’’Earlier I made the point that laws which work with animals 
will work just as well with humans. A medical doctor friend lamented 
to me that no child had been born to him and his wife though they 
had been married seven years. They both desired a child very much 
but were beginning to resign themselves to a family life without 
children of their own. As they both were healthy individuals he 
was at a loss to account for this lack of children.

”1 suggested that he and his wife exchange wheat foods and 
wheat cereals for corn or oat cereals and corn or rye bread. In­
stead of white sugar they used honey for sweetening food. They used 
cold-climate fruits such as apples, grapes and cranberries, all of 
which grow wild in Vermont, in place of citrus fruits such as oranges 
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and grapefruit. At each meal he and his wife added two teaspoonfuls 
of honey and two teaspoonfuls of apple cider vinegar to a glass of 
water, sipping it during the meal as one would coffee or tea. .. ks a 
result of this daily increase of potassium intake a pregnancy was 
started, and in due time a strong, healthy child was born to the 
couple.”

Honeygar has become a famous national drink now since millions 
of Americans have bought and read Dr. Jarvis’ little book in both 
hardcover and paperback» One or two teaspoons of honey and the same 
of cider vinegar, proportioned to taste and stirred into a cup of 
hot water makes a refreshing and nourishing drink, day or night.

’’Honey is not only an excellent food,'1 writes Dr. Jarvis, "it 
is a food supplement too. It prevents fermentation in the intestin­
al tract and is quickly absorbed. Honey containes important elements 
for forming new blood. Having a mild laxative effect, it prevents 
constipation. Being also a body sedative, it helps produce sound 
and refreshing sleep. And, returning to foods contributing to the 
pre-birth growth of the infant, two teaspoonfuls of honey, if taken 
at each meal either as a food sweetener or direct from the spoon, 
enables the developing infant to build a good nervous system. . .

’’Iron, copper, manganese, silica, chlorine, calcium, potassium, 
sodium, phosphorous, aluminum and magnesium are all present in hon­
ey. They are all derived from the soil in which plants grow, and 
are passed through by the plant to the nectar which is the base sub­
stance used by bees to make honey. Obviously, therefore, honey will 
vary in mineral content according to the mineral resources in the 
soil where the evolution starts.

As a Doctor of Metaphysics might I suggest that in honey we 
have earth minerals sublimated into organic minerals at their high­
est potency, truly food for the Gods; and Man is God-in-the-becomingi 
The nectar is the very life-force of the plant, gathered with great 
effort into one place, the blossom, to preserve life by carrying it 
on to the next generation. Preservation is the first law of life. 
Is it any wonder that honey -- in its raw state and not pasteurized - 
is indeed one of the most potent "medicines” available to mankind? 
So obtain it. Use it regularly to glorify the temple of the in­
dwelling spirit.

USE VITAMIN E INSTEAD OF AIR??
Well, not quite, but consider the very positive statement made 

by Adelle Davis in the light of what we have previously said about 
cancer sufferers being poor oxidizers, and the need for regular, 
deep breathing. On page 56 of "Let’s Get Well" she writes: ”... 
Moreover, this vitamin (E) tremendously decreases the body’s need 
for oxygen. . . Pain caused by lack of oxygen, common in the heart, 
eyes, legs, feet or any tissue where the circulation is decreased 
by fatty deposits, is often markedly relieved in a few days after 
Vitamin E is added to the diet."' Then in her chapter on "Nutrition 
and Cancer” she gives this dramatic example.
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’In 1946 I had a casual 15-minute conversation with a middle- 
aged nurse who told me that she had cancer throughout her body, was 
in constant pain, and probably had only two months to live. She 
showed me more huge swollen lymph glands than I ever knew existed. 
Because I have long been especially interested in the effect of 
vitamin E on cancer growth, I remarked that if I had cancer I would 
take at least 600 units of vitamin E daily. Only five weeks later 
she stopped to see me on her way home from the cancer clinic. She 
had no swollen lymph glands, no pain, and, according to her doctors, 
no remaining signs of the disease. In addition to taking vitamin E 
she had followed a diet I had planned for her brother who had ar­
thritis. For many years she invited me each summer to her ranch 
to pick apricots, and reported each time that physicians declared 
her health to be excellent.17
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PART III

THE ELECTRO-MAGNETIC APPROACH TO HEALTH

RADIATIONS AND WAVES -- SOURCE OF OUR LIFE
Now it is time to take a look at cancer and allied allergies 

from another, higher, or deeper point of view, that of the bi-polar 
or electro-magnetic aspect of cell life, rather than the chemical 
approach of Dr. Koch and other allopathic doctors. This new ap­
proach to therapy has been too long delayed by the drug-minded doc­
tors of the American Medical Association.

We start with Georges Lakhovsky and his 1941 article on 
''Radiations and Waves ', reviewed by Mark Gallert, H.D. in his book 
’New Light On Therapeutic Energies '.

"Certain natural radiations are particularly toxic, especially 
those originating in earth grograms. Many cancer cases have been 
attributed to these toxic (poisonous) radiations and proven exper­
imentally, notably in Germany by Dr. Rambeau of Marburg. Therefore, 
earth radiations sometimes cause disturbance of the cellular os­
cillatory equilibrium of the organism.

"Under these varied circumstances cellular oscillations may 
cease; the cell is then dead. But within the dead cell, the chon­
dromes (central coils) continue to oscillate electrically on their 
own natural frequencies. Fortunately, this phenomenon occurs rarely 
or all mankind would already have perished from cancer. The chon­
dromes then envelope themselves in a membrane and continue to os­
cillate and multiply independently of the cell. They then become 
neoplasic (cancer) cells.

"To re-establish this equilibrium I thought of creating in 19- 
23 a constant compensating field of very short radiations (2 to 10 
meters in wavelengths) to neutralize the action of the disturbing 
rays and give the living cell the necessary stimulation for a return 
to its normal oscillation.

To this end in 1923 I constructed my short-wave oscillator, 
using two triode tubes for very short waves made especially for 
this apparatus. . . Finally I adopted the oscillator with cross 
leakage comprising two triodes. The oscillating circuit formed a 
single spiral, branched between the two grilles and the two anodes. 
It was fed directly by alternating current from the local supply 
circuit.

’’With this short-wave apparatus I was able to cure plants in­
oculated with cancer. For six years at the Salpetriere I observed 
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and checked the effects of these short waves. Using very low power, 
from 10 to 12 watts, and a limited duration of treatment, I succeeded 
in curing cancer in human beings, but also had to record some fail­
ures. (The ones who refused to change their negative, self-indul­
gent way of living, or who were living out black magical practices, 
or the results of them, started in previous lives?)

"The news of the success of my experiments became, widespread. 
In many countries, as early as 1928, they began to build short-wave 
oscillators of considerable power producing thermal effects. But 
there was a great danger that the chromosomes and chondromes, which 
are barely a ten-thousandth or twenty-thousandth of a millimeter in 
thickness, might not survive under a high-frequency current. They 
offer much resistance, even to a low current which is sufficient to 
dissolve and destroy them.

PROOF WITH A BURNT OUT BULB
It is a simple matter to prove this by bringing a small bulb 

of from 2 to 5 watts with a filament of several hundredths of a mil­
limeter, inserted between metal rods forming an antennae, within the 
radius of a short-wave transmitter. The bulb will light up and some­
times burn out, if it is brought too near the apparatus.

Moreover, the chondromes and chromosomes of all living cells, 
which are infinitely finer than the filaments of bulbs, are sensi­
tive centers of thermal phenomena, which may provoke their fusion. 
Undoubtedly this method is effective in killing microbes in the 
organism and in neoplasic cells. But it can also destroy millions 
of cells of healthy tissue in every irradiation.

"On the other hand, I thought it possible to obtain better re­
sults by administering an oscillatory shock to all the cells in the 
organism simultaneously. Such a shock, very brief, produced by dam­
pened or weakened electrostatic waves, does not provoke thermal and 
prolonged effects and involves no risk of burning living cells! I 
therefore sought to produce an artificial oscillatory shock causing 
a periodic oscillation of the weak or dead cells.”

At the time Lakhovsky was developing his ideas in Paris in the 
1920s, Dr. Carl Wickland was using electrostatic energies to drive 
cancer entities, and other obsessing entities, from patients at his 
clinic in Los Angeles, California. See Wickland's 'Thirty Years 
Among The Dead". But Lakhovsky was an electrical engineer, not an 
occultist; so it isn’t likely that he would have been aware of or even 
receptive to this side effect of his Multi-Wave Oscillator.

"After much research I was able to construct an apparatus crea­
ting an electro-static field covering all frequencies from three 
meters to the infra-red, so that every cell can find its natural. 
frequency and vibrate in resonance. Ue know that in physics a cir­
cuit fed by a damped or weakened high frequency current creates many 
harmonics. Consequently, I conceived an oscillator of multiple wave 
lengths with a broad scale in which every organ, every gland, every 
tissue, every nerve, could find its natural frequency.
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To obtain this result I set up a transmitter (antenna) com­
posed of a series of concentric oscillating circuits linked by a 
silk cord but not contiguous. These circuits are stimulated by 
damped high frequency circuits from a spark gap. Thus each circuit 
of the transmitter vibrates not only on its natural frequency but 
also on numerous harmonics.”

The photograph of the Lakhovsky Multiple have Oscillator on 
page 181 of his book, "The Secret of Life", shows the antenna.to 
have twelve concentric metal rings. These are not complete circles 
of hollow or solid metal but each has a knobbed gap. The gaps are 
half a circle or 180° removed from each other. Thus, starting from 
the outside, largest ring, the M’O produces electro-static waves of 
successively shorter and shorter, and higher, frequency. The dia­
meter of each rod gets smaller and smaller, as does the circle it­
self, also the gap between each circle. This is the genius of the 
Russian electrical engineer who fled the Revolution to Paris in 1917, 
and finally came to America where he died in 1944, a frustrated man 
because of the indifference and opposition of the AMA. His multiple 
wave antenna must create a cone or vortex of electro-static force 
of tremendous energy.

The brush discharge, visible light, easily seen in the antenna 
photo and in dim light, even though not organic in origin, is com­
parable to the elemental energy we call vitality. The Hawaiian 
Kahuna and the Caucasian Kabalist call it mana. The Yogin and the 
Hindu call it prana. If one is tired, there is a notable and quick 
pickup of energy within five minutes, from the boradcast of the MWO. 
Within 15 minutes one can feel a tingling response from almost every 
part of the body.

"Thus I built an oscillator with all the basic wave.lengths 
from 10 centimetres to 400 metres, that is, all frequencies from 
750,000 per second to 3 billion. But each circuit also emits many 
harmonics xdiich, with their basic waves, their interferences and 
their effluvia (was Lakhovsky aware of etheric energies?) can reach 
the scale of infra-red and even that of visible light (1 to 300 
trillion vibrations per second). Since all the cells as well as 
the chondromes oscillate precisely at frequencies of these gamuts, 
they can therefore find on the scale of such an oscillator the fre­
quencies which cause them to vibrate in resonance.

REINFORCING THE VITALITY
”A.s early as 1931 I began using this multiple wave oscillator 

in various Paris hospitals: the Saint Louis, Val-de-Grace, Calvary, 
Necker, etc. . . Among the many cures with this treatment I will 
mention especially those of various cases of cancer which X-ray and 
radium treatments failed to improve. These patients cured six years 
ago have had no recurrence and are in perfect health at this date. 
In all pathogenic cases this treatment gives very good results. As 
it does not attack the microbes directly, it does not destroy live 
tissue, but reinforces the vitality of the organism by accelerating 
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cellular oscillation. It is therefore the reinforced organism that 
successfully resists the microbes and all pathogenic causes. (And 
he might have added that his equipment accelerates the breakup of 
the cancer mass and its quiet elimination from the system through 
the normal channels of elimination which are, in the order of their 
importance, invisible etheric discharges through the skin, out- 
breathing, perspiration, urine and feces.)

"So, while X-rays and radium destroy microbes, neoplasic cells 
and healthy tissues at the same time — which accounts for the ser­
ious accidents which occur during and after such treatments -- high 
frequency radiation (short waves) applied at a distance and without 
thermal effects cure diseases of all kinds, even those of the pro­
state to a considerable degree. Ifaatever the pathogenic cause, the 
multiple wave oscillator reproduces the frequencies necessary to re­
establish oscillatory equilibrium.’’

Isn’t it interesting that the net results of the WO and Koch 
Glyoxylide are so similar? ’’Oscillatory equilibrium” may be another 
way of saying "pure blood". Perhaps Koch’s remedies have been 
etherealized to where their action is more electrical than chemicali

’’In general, it is sufficient to seat the patient or to have 
him stand in the radius of the apparatus (in front of the antenna 
or between two antennae). The duration of the treatment is usually 
from five to ten minutes every other day. These figures are purely 
arbitrary since these radiations reinforcing cellular oscillations 
do not produce organic disturbance, whatever the duration of the 
treatment may be.

"Despite the many cases successfully treated, almost without 
exception, yet it must be understood that my oscillator cannot cure 
all types of cancer in all its stages of development. In many cases, 
when the cancerous tumour has already destroyed important blood 
vessels, my apparatus is powerless to rebuild that tissue before 
the fatal haemorrhage."

Experience of our Associates to date indicates that one should 
stay .in the field of the WO antenna at least ten minutes to fully 
absorb its beneficial energy. A ten or fifteen minute treatment, 
every second or third day, is the clinical approach which calls for 
a full calendar of patients every day. The experimenter who has 
his own equipment at home in a well-shielded room can treat himself 
every hour on the hour if he wants to. But if he is determined to 
die -- and no physical gadget is going to confer immortality on 
anyone! -- then the disease will successfully terminate that life.

One experimenter reported staying in the WO field for as long 
as 45 minutes at a time. It made him dizzy. That was the only no­
ticeable effect; for it did not cure him of his fatal lung cancer. 
But then he wasn’t willing to give up his smoking and the eating 
of processed foods loaded with anti-oxidants. Is this a form of 
suicide? One could make a case for it on philosophical grounds,. 
In any event, if we are not completely responsible for our behavior, 
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we certainly do suffer the consequences of our misbehavior!

A HIGH-POWER MULTI-HAVE OSCILLATOR
Your BSRF brochure (#29, $2.50 a copy) stating that Georges 

Lakhovsky’s original ITE70 had a separate coil driving each antenna 
is most interesting. This is in line with my experience. I find 
that when livening up both antennas to full voltage, to spark each 
antenna down to the third ring with an occasional slopover to the 
fourth ring, it is much more effective than when keeping one an­
tenna (or resonator, as Bob Beck calls it in his schematic) down 
to near ground potential; and it is least effective when actually 
grounding this antenna -- as Mr. Beck does -- through a 1/10 MF 
capacitor?

’'One five minute treatment a week is enough for me and the 
equivalent of two 15 minute treatments with only one antenna up to 
full voltage. However, I drive both antennas up £o full voltage 
with only..one Tesla coil . It has. rather tightly coupled primary 
and secondary windings, wound as an auto-transformer, on a 4 1/4 
inch diameter glass jar, as per enclosed sketch.

"The present spark gap is 1/8 inch, a fixed, constant gap, 
needs no tuning with variable distances between antennas, subject 
or no subject. The sparking is much the same and the gap is not 
at all critical, l/32nd, plus or minus, works just as well. Gap 
electrodes are 1/4 inch tungsten. The present primary capacitor 
is .0015 Micro Farads, but this is also not at all critical, can 
be varied up to .0025 and still give much the same sparking and 
effect on the subject.

”l tried using #28 Formvar wire, heavy insulated, 70 turns on 
each of the secondaries, to shorten the coil and get tighter coup­
ling, primary to secondary, but coil was too short and flashed over 
from end to end.

"Just plug it in and use it, no tuning manipulation of any 
kind required. The input of 115 VAC to the 10,000 volt oil burner 
ignition transformer is only 17 VA through the 75 watt lamp I use 
as a limiting resistor. Never use more than a 100 watt lamp. This 
is all I can take. More power becomes rapidly more depressing. 
And the full 250 VA output of the transformer I used, with a 5/8 
spark gap, was nearly fatal. It took me four months to get over 
the effects of it"; Please.' pass this info on to your Associates 
in borderland research."

Let other, over-eager Americans -- who want instant health 
with the flick of a switch -- and no other effort on their part -- 
be warned by the late Mr. Wright’s experience with his first high- 
power MWO. It verified Lakhovsky’s warning that healthy cells can 
be over-stimulated by high-frequency radio waves and killed. Thus 
in certain concentrations they can be as lethal as the X-rays and 
radium rays the doctors use.

It may be easier to locate Neon Sign transformers of 5,000 to
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7,500 volts output as power supplies for this MWO, at a cost of $15 
to $25 . in this case' the wattage of the ’’limiting resistor“’ light 
could be increased to 150 or 200 watts, or perhaps eliminated alto- 
gether if it is necessary to get enough power to cause random arcing 
between the antenna rings down to the third, fourth or even fifth

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rings of both antennae. Of course the thoughtful experimenter or 
researcher will take care to shield his subject and the equipment 
so the neighbors’ radios wont be bothered by the static. He will 
also be extremely careful to protect against shock from the high- 
voltage transformer. This is what makes the Bob Beck miniaturiza­
tion of the Lakhovsky MWO so desirable for experimentation by the 
amateur electronics hobbyist. His power supply is a six volt bat­
tery and a Model T Ford Coil.

A Florida Associate, and electronics engineer, writes in this 
suggestion: ’’There is one thing you may wish to try on the WO. 
Close the center hole in the driven antenna with a washer and screw. 
Connect this to the driven ring (second ring from the outside) with 
a 500 mmf condenser, 10,000 volt rating. This increases the power 
of the higher frequencies (produced by the smaller antenna rings). 
I think you will be pleased with the results. Mount the condenser 
at the back of the antenna. Mankind has been saturated with the 
lower frequencies for years; 60 cycles and their first few harmonics 
are almost everywhere in more than adequate power. Radio TV, radar, 
etc. also saturate our world but the amount of power available to 
the average person is very small (unless he works close to a 50, 
000 watt radio transmitter, for instance). In 1942 I used to cure 
my sinus trouble in minutes by getting close to the transmitter sec­
tion of a radar transmitter. Few get that close, though, and it 
is a good thing as this power can kill. I have seen birds and 
larger animals killed instantly. It can happen to humans, too.”

This doesn’t seem to be true of soft radio waves, however; 
for radio engineers and technicians make repairs on transmitter 
towers while the broadcasting goes on. These men work in a field 
of 50,000 watts of power and more, for hours at a time, with no ap­
parent ill effects. In fact, on the basis of Lakhovsky's proven 
theory, they may be cured of many obscure ailments without suspec­
ting how or why it happened: The repairman has to jump from the 
ground to the tower. Otherwise, arcing from the tower to his hands, 
while standing on the ground, might burn him. The eddy currents 
of the field around his tools also heat them up to where they some­
times have to be handled with gloves on. This is also a good rea­
son why metal should be removed from the clothing and body where 
possible, while in the field of the MWO; so the flow of radio waves 
will be undisturbed as much as possible.

The Florida technician’s suggestion about powering the center 
of the MWO antenna as well as the second ring is a good one. As­
sociates might try hooking the antenna leads directly to the cen­
ter, without touching the second ring contact and without the 500 
micro-micro Farad, 10,000 volt condenser. This would still put 
more power into the higher frequencies.

BIOPHYSICIST CONFIRMS LAKHOVSKY’S THEORIES’
We are not saying that this contemporary scientist ever heard 

of George Lakhovsky, but see how far electronic medicine has come 
since the Russian engineer published his radical theories about the 
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electro-magnetic resonance of living cells, back in the 1920s. Los 
Angeles ’’Times”, March 28, 1971;

’’The ’magnetic resonance’ of the nuclei of atoms (in living 
cells) has been used to tell the difference between cancer and nor­
mal tissues. This resonance is the reaction of the nuclei to elec­
tromagnetic energy -- first its absorption then its emission. The 
process can be timed.

”E.aymond Damadian, a biophysicist at the State University of 
Hew York’s Manhattan Medical Center, said his achievement may open 
the way to major advances in the diagnosis of cancer in humans. . . 
Like other attempts to find a way of making early diagnoses of can­
cer, Damadian's research began with a hunt for significant differ­
ences between cancer and normal cells.

”Ke relied on a law of physics on which nuclear magnetic reso­
nance is based — that the atoms in each element in the periodic 
table absorb and then emit electromagnetic energy on an individual 
wavelength that is different from that absorbed and emitted by the 
atoms of any other element. In his system, radio waves are aimed 
at atoms in strong magnetic fields. If the wavelength is the right 
one for that atom, the atom will absorb the energy and then emit it, 
returning to a ’resting’ state after wards.

’’The reactions differ according to the kind of molecule the 
various atoms are incorporated in. They also differ when very subtle 
changes have taken place in the molecules. The measure Damadian 
uses is what is called the ’relaxation time’ of hydrogen atoms in 
water molecules within the body cells. . . He found that it takes 
longer for protons (nuclei) in cancerous tissue to ’relax’ than it 
does protons in normal tissue. . . The relaxation time of protons 
in normal liver tissue, as one example, was .25 of a second, com­
pared with .86 of a second for cancerous tissue.

'Damadian’s findings confirm the theory proposed by several 
scientists that water molecules in a normal cell are held in a fairly 
well organized structure by electro-magnetic attraction exerted by 
molecules in the cell. But, it was theorized, when a cell begins 
the uncontrolled growth of cancer, the structure begins to collapse 
because of the cell's increasing disorganization.

’’Damadian thinks the device for detecting cancer in humans 
(His experiments were conducted on mice and mouse tissue) that may 
come out of his work would be a radio•frequency coil to emit the 
electromagnetic waves to be aimed at the. atoms .in the water mole­
cules under study. The device would also include a magnet to create 
the field required for measurement.

"The coil would be wrapped around the patient while the magnet 
would be moved ba.ck and forth over his body. The reading of how 
long it takes the atomic nuclei to relax would be made and then com­
puters would do the matching up and make the diagnosis.*’

But suppose the patient is cured of his cancer by Damadian’s 
diagnostic version of Lakhovsky's treatment technique??!! For it 
does combine two features, a magnetic field and radio waves, each 
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of which used separately is known to have cured cancer. If his diag­
nostic technique is approved by the AMA, sooner or later someone is 
going to be healed of cancer while being diagnosedi Can you imagine 
the consternation this would cause among medical circles? All that 
expensive surgery and medical treatment canceled! So Damadian's 
technique is likely to be damned with faint praise by the AMA, if 
it receives any recognition at all.

But it is interesting and encouraging that the 1970 researches 
of this biochemist parallel and enhance the pioneering work of 
Lakhovsky in the 1920s. Damadian is to be thanked for giving us 
borderland researchers a much more detailed picture of what goes on 
in the healthy and in the cancerous cells when the soft radio waves 
penetrate the interior of the body. One wonders if the Koch Gly­
oxylides dont perform or encourage something of the same electrp- 
magnetic action? The good doctor's last and most potent remedy 
was derived from glycolic acid, and acids in solution generate 
electricity.

MEAT IS TEE KOCH REMEDY?
In the mass of correspondence stirred up by Meade Layne's pub­

lication of the brochure on Koch in the 1950s, there are several 
letters and notes of especial interest.

’’The glyoxylide anhydride when immersed in distilled water 
automatically goes into solution 1 million to one, which is the 
Koch shot of acetate and acid of glyoxlide. Ehen you stop to think 
how much the AMA would charge to treat all this disease and fill 
the cemeteries in the process, you can see why the AMA ran Koch out 
of the country.

’’The ratty F&D dept, claim the Koch remedy is only distilled 
water. So Koch cured 17,000 cases of cancer thus. But any Dr. 
will tell you that a hypodermic shot into your body will cause you 
to break out in abcesses as a result of the reaction of pure water

’’Now they claim Krebiosen is only mineral oil; so they ought

"Dear Mr. Layne: Junior had been a patient of mine and I did give 
him the glycolic acid with instructions on the manufacture of gly- 
oxylide from it. However, the fumes from the heated drying acid 
are not glyoxylide. They are part of the acid and aldehyde driven 
off to produce the glycolic anhydride. These crystals when dissol­
ved again in solution a.re glyoxylide -- with both the hydrated anhy- 
drice and impurities of the original Koch.

"’Junior had been operated upon for prostate cancer at the hos­
pital -- for which he was always going to sue somebody -- and had 
been resident at Tijuana twice with Contreras.

Glycolic acid -- not glyoxylide -- was used by the Royal Air 
Force for colds during World War II. They impregnated handkerchiefs 
with it -- which later disintegrated along with pockets and pants --

So the acid vapors, a higher potency of the physical or solid 
crystals, or liquid, was introduced directly into the blood via the 
lungs. Clever idea even if it was hard on handkerchiefs and pock­
ets, but it didn’t save Junior’s life. He went ahead and died of 
cancer anyway. There is no indication in the correspondence that 
he made any attempt to live up to the other demands of the Koch 
cure, to change his thoughts and feelings from negative to positive, 
or to eliminate poisoned, processed foods from his diet.

The Million-to-One potency or 6X is a standard for Homeopathic 
remedies.

Save a teaspoonful of this mixture 
and throw the rest away. Add ten teaspoons of distilled water to 
this one in your jar and shake a hundred times.

This is the fourth cycle, making a.ten- 
thousand- to-one potency. Save a teaspoon of this. Throw the rest 
away. Again add ten teaspoons of distilled water to your remainder. 
Shake or percuss vigorously a hundred times. This is the fifth 
cycle, making a hundred-thousand-to-one potency. Save a teaspoon 
of this in your percussion jar. Throw the rest away. Add ten tea­
spoons of distilled water to the remainder. Shake vigorously a 
hundred times. Now you have Glyoxylide 6X, with a million-to-one 
potency, your own version of the miracle remedy with which Dr. Will­
iam Koch cured thousands upon thousands of cases of cancer and 
other diseases, because this is not a specific for cancer nor for 
any other disease. It is a blood' purifier, a catalysts It is not 
a poisonous drug requiring an expensive doctor’s prescription.

The file of notes contained a second letter from Dr. Cotton 
Lynch: ’’After fumes are completely given off of glycolic acid, the 
solid residue is a mixture of the acid and anhydride.

The call for triple-distilled water shows proper concern.for 
purity, especially if the Glyoxylide is to be injected directly 
into the blood, bypassing the body’s normal defensive mechanisms. 
But who has a hypodermic syringe and the skill to use it? If I 
had cancer or any other potentially fatal disease, and were re­
searching the effectiveness of Glyoxylide 6X, I’d fill my jar of 
million-to-one remedy with homeopathic sugar pills and take a small 
dose of a half-dozen or so every day for a week.

I would let the pills dissolve 
slowly under the tongue rather than swallow them whole, and take 
them between meals when the remedy would not have to compete with 
digesting food. Taking the pills by mouth or a teaspoon of the 
liquid remedy, does not bypass the body's defenses; for the stomach 
and intestines are set up to cope with any small impurities which 
may be present in the remedy itself.
