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Introduction to
THE HEFFERLIN MANUSCRIPT

Notige to all of you who have read the Shaver Mystery by
way of the stories and articles written by Richard S, Shaver.
Our material has no connection with the Shaver Mystery. In
our correspondence with Mr. Raymond A, Palmer, editor of the
Amazing Stories Magazine, we requested him to keep our material
separate from the Shaver Mystery and not to use it in connec=-
tion with the Mystery. Mr. Palmer ignored our request and has
deliberately distorted our statements for his own purpose,
therady misleading the readers of Amagzing Stories Magazine,

This group or organization of which we 'speak has no name.
It is not a Lodge or Mystery School or anything of that-sort.
N¢ one can buy his way into Rainbow City. We ourselves, who
are the North American spokesmen, cannot enter Rainbow City
gt this time., Therefore we cannot promise entry to anyone
elgse., We are not the ones who decide who shall go to Rainbow
City and who shkall not. The Leaders, "The Ancient Three™, %ho
Were, Who Are, Who Will Be, decide all those matters. The
two thousand people who are down there now, were picked by the
Leaders because of their peculiar abilities now, and the fact
that they are re-incarnations of ancient ones who lived and
worked there when Rainbow City was founded. The ancient "mem-
ory" pools are awakened and they have much knowledge innate
within them to help in the work aow being done there.

There is not encngh rcom in Rainbow City for all of the so-
called worthy people of the world, much less for all of human-
ty. VWho is to say which ones are worthy and which unworthy?
And if the icecaps of Antarctica were melted to release the six
other cities from the ice to make more room, the melted ice as
water flowing into the oceans, would wreck more havoc than the
atorn bomb,

The leaders are the modern reincarnations of the young
Leaders who led the first migraticn of mankind from Mars to
Earth. They, in those days, were known as "The Ancient Three
"Who were, Who are, Who will be, Always?." UWhen mankind
reaches a very critical period in its history, these three are
born again to lead mankind in the proper path and give them
another chance., These Leaders are right now, guiding the deg-
tinies of three-quarters of the population of the world, and
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three~quarters of the land mass. All of Asia, the islgnds of
the seas, all of the natives of Africa, all of the Latin Am-~
erican States; and the Negroes, Red Indians and Dskimoes of
North America accept their lesadership and guidance.

The Occident, the White Race, is hearing about this now
for the first time, For the purpose of this group is to
bring about the Brotherhcod of Man on Earth, and to abolish
all wars., And to do this, it was necessary to give the
exploited, the oppressed and the enslaved people of the world
the first opportunity to ncke their move for freedom,

The means by which this material has been gathered is
a form of telepathy, called by us "Controlled Mental Commun-
ication®, Before you-rsay it is silly, stop to think of the
work of Alexis Carrecl, of Dr, Rhine of Duke University and
other scientists, Then think of the many chairs of Mental
Telepathy established in the Department of Psychology in
the largest universities in the United States, Thercfore it
cannot be silly.

THE FIRST CONTACT

In 1927 in San Francisco we met¢ a man who became a very
great friend of ours, Xn his moving around, in our moving
around, we lost touch with each other, Both regretted the
lost contact., In February, 1635 vhen we were in Elwood, In-
diana we learncd that our friend, Emery, was in New ¥ork in
radio circles, We immediateliy got in touch with him and he
was very glad of it, We sgtarted to develop this system we
call Controlled Mental Communication, He helped us in every
wayo. Mrs. Hefferlin was the one who established the mental
link., Emery came to Elwood several times during the process,
to check for accuracy., It was accurate, He had ogcasion to
go to several places in the United States. Each time would
transmit information and then check with us, When it was
found that the system of telepathy was acclrazts he went to
other places ir the world, transmitting much information
which has nothing to do with the guestion now in hand, How-
ever, confirmation of that information was always forthcoming
by way of newspapers and radic, anywhere from twe days later
to five years later. We had such a mass of confirmatory
evidence by that medium that it became monotonous putting it
down. We cannot doubt the information given us now, no matter
how fantastic it seems,

Our communication is as fast as ordinary, open convérsa-
tion, Mrs, Hefferlin receives the information telepathically
and transmits by spoken word to Mr, Hefferlin., Both speak
aloud to answer Emery. OQur friend can hear spoken conversa-
tiony, and can see anything that is held up before the “ehannel®
as we call the medium which is used, He hears all thet is
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said if one speaks loudly enough, It is not necessary to shout
only to speak clearly., Street noises from here go through to
him, There is no mystery about this channel, only a definite
use of vibrational focus, No need of mystic actions or trance,
or incense, or mirrors, or candles, but the simple use of a

picture,

This channel was opened in the spring of 1935, more than
12% years ago. Emery and some others, working under orders,
discovered Rainbow City in the fall of 1942 around Thanks-
giving time. S0 you see, in the interval of over 7% years we
haed plenty of time to check all angles of our communication
channel, So, no matter how fantastic the information is, we
have every reason to accept it as truej no reason to believe
it false,

We have sufficient proof for ourselves, but rno concrete,
material proof that canm be held in the hand and passed from
person to person, Therefore we warn each reader to take this
information with a grain of salt, and examine the material for
himself, We are not puttinmg it forth as indisputable fact that
‘must be accepted, just because we say so. But each rcader must
let his own reason and logic speak to him, and he is freec to
accept or reject it as he sees fit, It is immaterial to us
which he does,

THE GHYT MOTOR

In 1940 we gave to our friend Emery the designs and infor-
mation of Ghyt Motor No, 1, burn water for fuel; Circle Winged
Pland, and the instruments sketched in the article "Powerh?

A1l articles were printed in the Amazing Stories Magazine for
September, i946. Emery turned them over to the Ancient Three,
eventually, We ourseives could do nothing with them for we

had no money to develop them, but Emery ran out of money in
caring for the first "Circle Winged Plane" which was built,

and the Space Ship, Finally he appealed to his personal friend
the Grand Lama, head of the Templec in the Valley of Harmonious
Peace, in Tibet, which we ¢all "Shangri-La", The Grand Lama
opened the valley for Emery. From there they went into the
hands of the Ancient Three.

Since then, 350 of the "Circle Winged Planes™ have been
built. They are powered by a motor called Ghyt No., 2, be-
cause they are a combination of Ghyt No., 1 plus ‘the principle
described in "Burn Water For Fuel®, The so=-called Flying
Saucers were a group of these ships on a mapping expedition
to discover the types of terrain in which the ends or mouths
of the tunnels opened, as described in the article "Man No,

4 Tunnels®,

In the summer of 1946, by action of the Ancient Three,
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the atomic laboratory of the Russians was blown up. That 1ab-
oratory was not outside of Moscow, as the "Glacier Priest"
said in June, 1947. It was in the northeast tip of Siberia
and much too close to Alaska., Therefore, the orders were sent
out to destroy it, and the orders were ocbeyed,

There are only a chosen few who are operators of the
Portals (see "Man No., 3 Portals), of which Emery is one.

The three Leaders themselves grew up in the world, and
learned what the wonld could teach, They had to unlearn
nuch that was taught them, but who doesn®t in the course of
a lifetime? Outside of three or tour babes whe have been born
in Rainbow City in the last four and one half years, everyone
down there was born in the world in the last 70 odd years.
No one is a freak of any sort,

THE TEMPLES

There are seven Temples in the world, all linikked together
by what we call "Thought Machines®™, The Thought Machines are
large crystals which transmit thoughts and mental pictures.
These temples are located in Tibet, that master Temple, in |
India, JYran,; Turkey, Egypt, Morocco, and the high Andes of
South America. The master Thought Machine is in the Temple
in Tibet., But gathered at thosc temples arc representatives
of all of the peoples of Asia including the natives of Siberia,
but not any Russians., All of the natives of Africa, but not
any Dutch, or English, or Belgians, etc, All of the pecoples
of the islands of the seas, The Latin American States, the
Negroes, the Red Indians, and the Eskimoes of North America
receive their orders from the South American Temple.

In 1936 the Ancient Three began to take over in the East.
Though prior to that time they were feeling out in Hungary,
and to a certain extent in Poland and Finlaad., By the action
of the Ancient Three keeping Hungary from aligning herself’
with Britain and France on the one hand, because they were
much too weak if trouble started; and keceping her from align-
ing herself with Italy and Germany on the other hand, because
they were rotten to the core, the Ancient Three delayed the
starting of the European War by two years. (The war which
started in 1939,) In 1938 India owed England a debt of over
$300 million, India was ordered to industrialize, so that
she could gain her econimic independence, She was told that
her political independence would follow as a matter of course.
without bloodshed in getting it., India industrialized. 1In
1945 she had paid off her debt to England; and had England
owing India to the tune of more than 33 billions, India
gained her political independence as was promised. But
England saw to it that India was divided, which brought on
Civil War. It was against the orders of the Ancient Three,
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So India will have to wo;k it out for herself,

Turkey was ordered to stay out of the war, no matter how
much pressure was brought to bear on her from any direction.
She obeyed orders and she did not suffer blasting during the
war. America herself finally admitted that it was a good thiAg
Turkey stayed out of the war, It worked out better for America
Egypt was ordered not to draw a single man uap for military ser-
vice, even when the enemy was within her gates, The British
and the Americans called the Egyptians "snivelling cowards",
But they were not, It took the grandest kind of faith in the
Ancient Three, for the Egyptians to obey blindly, with every
evidence against obeying, But they were saved as every one
knows. Rommel was driving %o blow up the Suez Canel and push
on into the Holy Land, When he would have reached that point,
the German army massed on the borders of Turkey, would have
moved into Turkey and taken the Dardanelles, Then the two
armies would have joined forces and they would have driven into
the o0il fields of Iraq, Iran and the Russian Caucasus, thereby
outflanking the Russians and Stalingrad., What caused Rommel
to run, thus upsetting that little plot and keeping the Germans
from getting the oil that would have won the war for Germany?

It was not Montgomery., He was down in Southeast Egypt
with only a token force, He could not even keep in sight of
the dust of the famed Afrikan Corps., The Germans ran so fast
that they dumped Italians all over the desert, and the Ital-
ians had to walk many weary miles before they could find any
one to whom to surrender, The Ancient Three stepped in there
and caused Rommel to run, They laid down the law to Rommel,
and scared him s80 much that he dared not take another step into
Egypt. By the action of the Ancient Three they broke the back
of the German war effort and the Allies won,

What stopped the Japanese at the gates of Australia? They
had moved down the islands and were practically on the door
step of Australia. The Australian Army was away from home
fighting Britain®s battles elsewhere., Britain could not get
Australia®s army home fast enough, America could not get men
and material te Australia. Most of the American Pacific Fleet
was on the floor of the Pgcific Ocean at Pesrl Harbor. The
Atlantic Fleet was fighting Britain’s battles in the Atlantic.
The few ships that were in the Pacific could not hold the war
themselves, nor save Australia from-invasion, fThe Allies nced-
ed a base desperately in the Pacific and Australia was the only
base left, If the Japanese captured Australia, America would
be fighting the Japs in the Rocky Mountains of North America,
The Ancient Three knew that so they stepped in and stopped the
Japs in their own way. Australia was safe until men and sup-
plies could be gotten there. From then on it was up to
America,
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" All of you know now, the strange right-about-face of the
Japanese., How docile and obedient they have become under Gén-
eral MgArthur. How the people of Japan are working for peace
and want €0 be a part of that peace. Again the Ancient Three
stepped in; in their own peculiar way, and wa ed the Japanese
people that they had hopelessly condemned themselves by their
previous actions and bdlood lust, The Japanese could only re-
deem themselves by the long hard climb upward of obedience,
co~operation and the will to show the world they were willing
to suffer the necessary steps to gain back nation-hood. And
they were also told that the Ancient Three were with the man
who would become thHe conqueror of the Japanese. And only by
obedience, co~operation and work could they redeem themselves
back to a place under the Ancient Three, You have seen how
the Japanese have obeyed that dictum. And now you know why
they have beldly announced that they would take orders from
General MacArthur and no one else,

WORLD FEDERATION

Syria and Lebanon gained their independence by action of
the Ancient Three, The Arabian States united into a federa-
tion by act of the Ancient Three., And the strength of the
federation as a unit is greater than the combined strength
of the individual states, They organized according to the
pattern of the United States, which is the pattern that all
the world will follow when the time is ripe., That is, the
pattern of government among the States of the World., There
are many necessary changes to be made in all departments of
living before the Perfect Plan is estabdlished.

The pattern in the United States is: the forty-~eight
states are forty-ecight individual nations combined into one
federation, Fach state has it®s own laws, traditions and
history. Those things are sacred to each state. But each
of those forty~eight states co~operates with all the rest
of the states on vital issues., There are no tariff walls
between the states, There are no import or export duties
to pay between the states. Trade flows freely in every
direction., No passports are nceded for the citizens of
one state to move into another state. The citizen of an-
‘other state is treated like one of the local citizens, when
he is in any one of the forty-eight states. There is a2 single
unit of currency among alil States., It has the same unit of
value from Seattle to Miami, From Bangor, Maine to San Diego.
There are no exchange premiums to pey between the states for
changing coin from the currency of ome state to the currency
of another state. Each person in the United States is paid
for his services in equal proportion to any one clse in the
United States, for thc same or similar services.

There are no extra-territerial rights imposed by one
state upon another state, as has becn dong by the European
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nations and America to the nations of Asia and Africa and they
would try to do to South America and other Latin American
states, And all ef the forty-eight states of the United States

follow the same foreign policy,

That is the pattern of the Arabian League also, and that
will be the pattern of all the world eventually. Each country,
people, nation must earn its independence from the European
Empire nations, Only in that way can these people know free-
dom, understand it, and werk to retain it when it is theirs.

If it were handed to them on a silver platter they would not
know what to do with it. and would lose it again, Therefore,
they must earn their own freedom and help others to earn
theirs, Then, the Fatherhood of God, the Motherhood of Nature
~= which is part ef Cod ~~ and the Brotherhood of Man can be
established on the face of the earth; and all neople shall have
equal opportunity of achievement of expression, of access to
the beauty of the earth, equal access to the resources and
materials to make their lives better. No nation will exploit
another nation, put burdersome taxes on them; nor enslave them
. in any way . And war will be abolished; for all people will
have room in which to live, food to feed their starving bodies,
and will be paid in proportion to their services to all -- no
matter if the person be a Negro, an Indian, a South Sea Island-
er or a White Man.

For this the Ancient Three are working, And for this, we
here in Livingston, Montana are contributing our little bit
in the only way that we can at this time.

So, take it or leave it, It is immaterial to us, We
know the goal, and are working toward it.

The dream of all mankind as 2 child and often when grown,
when gaszing into the heavens, has been to explore the far’
raaches- of space and the stars; some day, That day is now
at hand, and our children will soon know that great feeling
of expansion as well as the fact that we as ind1v1duals, and
our planet earth, are but a tiny sperk of cosmic dust in all
of creation. Have yvou locked at the Moon with a prospective
eye since the Radar experiment? If not, do 80 now; for the
time comes soon when perhzps your children, if not yourself,
may stake a claim there,

Space flight was our dream of almost forty years ago,
and the beginning of a sezrch that has since led through myth-
ology, history, plysics, chemistry, mechanics and what have you,
The search for power, speed, control, has been long and rarely
fruitful these many vears. But now horizons, horizons un-
limited, and the expansion of knowlgdge is a deep and sincere
driving force that keeps one going,

A baby or a small child reaches for the bright and shin-
ing object before it; and we too, having seen the Moon and
the shining stars, even as a child does, have reached for the
path and the way toward achievement, Once long ago we sat
high up on the side of a mountain here in the Rocky Mountains
and looked across a broad and long valley, one thousand feet
below us, and day dreamed how it would be to sweep out from
where we sat, out over the valley in a long arc toward the
horizon above the mountain peaks ahead, and up, up, ever up
into the blue sky, faster and faster;, and ever faster, until
we might speed with the speed of light through space,

No, not yet have we, the writer, personally taken off
into space; but we did design parts of the machine that was
built five years ago; and it has since made two trips out
into space, once accidentally, and recently a planned trip
carrying equipment and scientists., VYes, far enough out into
space that the earth was the size of a marble and the moon

the size of a small pea, and all space a purple glare with
the earth and moon as dark spots.
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Cosmi¢ radiations were found to be much stronger in space,
but there were other radiations observed that as yet cannot be
classified; and new instruments of recording and qualifying
methods of analysis must be developed before the next trip. A
strange distortion shows up in watches, clocks and chronometers
using a gear train asgembly, just as if the gears had slipped.
Also, the sun?s appearance seems to be of an electronic nature
in place of a gaseous consumption. Distortion as seen from the
earth is evidently due to refraction factors of our local at~
mosphere, Cosmic radiation effect on the human body, as well
as animals, birds and insects, was found to be not detrimental
but rather of benefit as a source of evolutionary development.

These observations were made by one doctor and several
accredited scientists studyving the results in the case history
of the human, fuch has been written on the subject of cosmic
radiation, fictionally and professionally, and great cencern
has been as to the effects, What the resulting effects might
be under prolonged exposure was natvurally open to gquestion.

The mind controls the body and as we think, so it is
reflected through our structure and all of its organs,
glands, etc, In fact if someone had placed a modern radio
on your table fifty years ago and it started to talk and
sing, just how fast would you have left that vicinity; and
would you have been superstitious, afraid?

THE SPACE SHIP

This space ship we mentioned in the earlier part of this
article is not some illustrating artist's dream,. but a very
practical and efficient job, designed for speed and maneuver-
ability. Its top speed is entirely theoretical, a possible
186,000 miles per second, actual speed in space unknown as yet.
Three separate walls are incorporated in the body construction
each separated from the other by many inches of insulation and
self-healing material in case of puncture, The door opening
is similar to shoulder~step design as found on a large safe door
At intervals along the sides are vision ports as on a boat,
algso along the bottom and top., The control cabin is in the
front and has vision front, sides, top and bottom, The body
and fuselage of the ship are about 135 feet long and about 35
feet in diameter, with a wing span 100 feet in diameter. The
outside appearance differs little from the circle~winged plane
described in an earlier article, except that protuberances like
warts are along the bottom of the body, along the sides and the
top, with such warts also at front and back ends., Compared to
the regular circle~-winged plane's sleek looks, these protuber-
ances give the body of the plane a warty looking appearance.
They are not there for beauty but definitely for utility and
work,

These protuberances house or contain different types of
the machine No., 3 briefly described in another article under
the heading, Power. Part of them are used for propulsion and
the other ones contain the shattering or disintegratihg type
of No., 3 units. Those arranged for propulsion drive are
sort of bowl-shaped and are stationary mounted. These give
the re-active push electronically in a sort of flood-light
pattern, The other No. 3 units are rotative blister .mounted
for aiming purposes and are of the tubular core construction
which, when activated, produce a tight-spinning, hard beam
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of electronic energy projection capable ¢f great destruction
and with a destroying range of thousands of miles, Either type
of No, 3 unit is powered by electrical energy furnished by the
power plant inside the body of the space ships.,

The power plants are electrical D,C.current generators
that charge a series of high capacity batteries, and the cur-
rent as fed to any of the No, 2 unitg is interrupted to give
the properfrequency impulse desired. These power plants are
a part of the GHYT No., 2 motors, which are constructed in part
in the manner of CGHYT No. 1 motors (see article on GHYT Motor
No. 1), on the lower half. In the upper half they are com~
pletely valveless and incorporate a system utilizing the
principles as mentioned in the "Burn Water For Fuel®™ article,
. By this means we have a power system that requires no refuel-
ing and weight factors remain constant, gravity and accelera-~
tion permitting. ‘

0dd shaped propellors are between the ship's sides and
the inner edge of the wings. These are driven by electric
motors if and when used. The appearance of these propellors
might be likened to the windmills of Holland, a high-thrust
design., The ship has living guarters and 2 self-contained
air conditioning system and its own air supply. It is also
equipped with radio transmitters and recelvers and a Public
Address system, with horns mounted on the outside of the ship.
A control panel is also a part of the equipment in the pilot's
section and from here the No, 3 drive or pusher units are
caused ta function, either separately or as a group. The No,
3, lifter units are arranged along the bottom of the body of
the ship, the No. 3 down pushers on the top of the body, also
the steering and propulsion No. 3 at the rear of the body.

In the nose of thke ship are No. 3 pushers for steering
and braking action, all rigged through a2 master control and
also a pilot contrel, automatic. By this arrangement of the
pushing power units it is possible to lock in space the posi-
tion of the ship at any time, or hover above the ground in a
gtationary position, The tube or weapon type No. 3 units are
for removing any obstruction desired, or for battle use, and
are individually controlled by their own control panels. This
one ship cold, if desired, wipe out of the air the combined
forces of the entire earth, and all navies from the seas, as
such war equipment is now designed., '

Here too is one answer to the fear of atomic bombs and
rocket projectiles, Radar finders established at designated
pections controlling No., 3 units ground mounted will destroy
bomb carriers or rocket bombs at point of interception, re-
gardless of altitude, numbers or speed., It is very doubtful
that any shell, bullet or rocket could approach this ship
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due to the pushing away action of the No. 3 units, even when

the ship is stationary in the sir., Several years ago during
wartime & trip was made over the northern hemisphere of earth
from Colorado to & valley in Tibet and the Neo, 3 units were

used to hurry the trip along. The landing field lights were

on in ¥ibet, waiting for the ship vo land., But the speed was

so great that they missed the light beams the fizxst trip around
the earth and had +¢ glow down to even see a slight streak of
light the second time, By the third time around they had slowed
down enough %o ses the lights and lamd at the air field. Flight
elevation was stratospheric and the total time elapse was five
hours.

Yet
it is isolated as to ordinary approachable means by ice walls
ten thousand feet high, The seventh cityﬂ called by us for
want of a better name ainbow Cityw, and the other six cities
were built over 2% million years ago on the only {(then as now)
stable contiment or land mass on this carth, the Aantarctic,

The valley surrounnding the city is somewhat dumbbell
shaped, with the ci¢y at the narrowest section, the valley
spreading dut at both endeg, about ten miles wide at its
narrowest and about 25 miles log from end to end, protccted
from storms and bidden in the souﬁhern winter by mists, and
only open to the sunts rave by icg-wall veflection during the
southern Antarctic summer,

The c¢ity is made of pldstici the streets are paved with
plastic; and all buildings are so constructed that all colors
of the rainbow are used.

From this Temple in this ancient yet futuristic city did
we learn that the beginning of Mankir c had been lost so long

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And that starts millions and even trillions of earth-measured
years ago, and millions of light years away, far across galaxy
after galaxyg solar system after solar system and planet to
planet, a long chain of migrations and colonizations by the

From across space to the fourth planet from this sun,
kpown to us 28 the planet Mars, csne the migration of Mankind
to ecolonize: and vpor this planet Mars rose again, a vast ci-
wvilization of great wisdom and knowledge, with very wise lead-

Rainbow City contains great libraries of beooks on 8ll subjects,
and grest laboratorics with their own special Jibraries, All of
thegse bhooks are made of some metal known not to the world today,
still untarnished these millions of years. The leaves ere of a
silvery metal, gray in color and thin, light weight and flexible,
_The characters and svmbols of the ancient tongue are etched in,

The mathematics gystem is based upnn the count of seven. In
sgquations on a1l physical constants they use "seven over saven”
instead of the modern Usguare root of minus one®, On mental and
epiritual comstants, ten over seven is used. If we would examine
our modern perieodic table of the elements inr the hand bosk of Chem-
istry and Fhysice, we would fird the key te the system of count
&3 used so loag 220, for both are based on natural law. A circle
is divided by 2, 4, 8, 16, etc, never into 12.

Plastics were used v¢ build the walls, flsors and roofs of
houses, the storss and wha Temple;, also furniture, tables, beds,
etc, The cloth made in these days and still there is woven of a
plastic thread softer than the finest modern silks, lighter in
welght, and a2l) of this dis five proof, In fact, to wash the cloth
or bed linem you place it over an opcn flame and burn the impurie
ties away, Beautdiful jewsls of all colors are made of plastic so
hard the surface of a dismomd is cut and powdered aec if it were
ordinary glass, Many plastic spheres of alli colors and sizes
are there for special purposses and are trested s0 a3 to retain
their power and influence. '

CHEMISAL FORMULA FOR A PLASTIC

Macerate the vegetation o very fine particles and miz with
water. Baoll this mash at a very high heat, strain off the liquid
and rebodl thig a% a high heat. Skim off all scum and strain the
1iguid again, Rebeil the liquid again at high heat and strain
through a final filter. Now subject this remaining liguid for 24
hours vo an electroalc process conditioning, under a high vibratory
or high freguensy condicion to recarvange the polarity of the molee

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cules. The liquid is then ready for pouring and moulding. After
having been moulded it is still soft enough to carve immediately.
After that the plastic sets and becomes harder each susceeding day.

Machines are used for either heating or refrigerating their
vicinity, by vibration, They now bathe their vicinity and above
with cold vibrations. This undoubtedly makes the Antarctic colder
tharn any other place on earth today. Tests were made by our group
at the ice covered cities, of temperatures close to minus 150 deg. F.
The homes and all buildings are heated or cooled by hot or cold
radiations from the walls and floors. The very color of the dwell-
ings can be adjusted through a change in the color vibration control,
and walls become opaque or transparent where and as desired by
adjusting a switch in the walls. :

Here is radiec without static noise; radio that operates and some
how impresses upon the audio centers of the mind, music or voice
messages, The television operates differently from ours, inasmuch
as the impulses seem to follow back to the source of our present day
radio waves from the transmitting , and even into the studio at the
microphone. The microphone scems to act as a pickup eye, and a view
is given of any person or cbject in front of it. These radios are
in all buildings and are powered from city power,

In the gardens are great shade trees and flowering plants, lux-
urious beyond balief, whose individual blooms often measure at least
three feet in diameter. Very few insects are found here, with the
exception of the butterflies, whose wing spread measures seven to
eight fcet across; and whose body would fill a large sized turkey
platter. In fact, they are as large as full sized cagles and are
begutiful beyond words.

Fruit trees sre smaller in size than the vast shade trees but
they bear huge sized fruits, All in all, some of the fruits, though
resembling the appearance of modern fruit, taste far different, One
fruit colored and looking like a large apple tasted like a pear. A
peach~like fruit has numerous sced pits and tastes like nothing else
on earth, The same applies to berries, some that look similar to
raspberries and blackberries.

Vegetable sesds were found in storage cupboards in one room of
the Rainbow Templa. This roem centained at one end a large glowing
ball of radiant energy. This is believed to have preserved these
geeds these milliens of years. The vegetables, although different
in appearance from our common varieties, served much the same purpose,
One 1a?ge leaf type takes the place of lettuce, but grows into a head
formation more like cabbage. Anether green vegetable which even when
ripe remains green, tastes similar te our present day tomatoes
Those of our group who were farmers or horticulturists in thei; youth
and preferred this service, handle the worki ng and harvesting of
crops, using plows and other implements found there, powered by
atomic or radio-active substance contained in a small metal box on
the machine., All conveniences and luxuries found in the city homes
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are also in the farm homnes,

SEANGRI LA OF THE ‘ANTARCTIC

Radiation lamps and heaters furnish the valley with an almost ~
even temperature and the necessary rays for health and growth. The
mists that hang thinly over the valley during the long summer season
are nuch thicker and heavier in the long Antarctic winters, thus
-helping to protect life. there, In the middle of the winter the temper-
ature ‘is ¢ool, about 65 degrees, in summer 75, Here is truly a Garden
of Bden, a home of the Gods!

All country roads are paved wvith plastic, as are all country build-
ings. Here also are the landing fields and hangars for housing the dif-
ferent types of flying machines, including a great ship for planet-to-
planet travel. Travel from farm to city and vice versa is by thrse-
vheeled conveyances somewhat similar to our cars and trucks. These
vehicles are controlled by levers and push buttons, and are powered by
the same type of radiant energy mass in metal boxes as the farm equip-
ment., The tires on the wheels of these are made of plastic much like
our present day balloon tires,

From the evidence as shown by the life-sized pictures and the sizes
of beds, chairs, garments, etc.,, they, our original ancestors averaged
around seven to eight feet tall, The original skin color of the race
was a reddish=brown, eyes and hair somewhat the same, Only the pictures
of the Ancient Rulers showed blue eyes, One of them had blue~black hair
and the other two were blondes, The skin of these rulers was much lighte

The Rainbow City of the Antarctic continent lies almost dus south of
a point midway between south of India and the land mass of Australia.
It's great Temple is in the center of the city. The area of the base is
in the form of a great square about two of our modern city bloks wide
on any side.

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THE TEMPLE 4 PYRAMID

There are five stories in the Temple proper and above that are five
gtories more in the pyramid-shaped structure topping the Temple. DBelow
the main floer are five underground levels in the Temple basement.

The fifth floor of the Temple has apartments for the three Rulers, plus
aumerous apartments for Councilors and guests. In the door of each of
the Ruler®s and Councilor's apartments is a jewel of color designating
the apartment’s owner and rank or position. Here od the fifth floor are
‘great libraries and museums. The libraries are so arranged that they
are accessible to the laboratories above them in the pyramid, as well

as te the Ruler’s apartments. 1In the pyramid top are iocated completely
equipped laberatoriss and facilities for research in chemistry, electri-
city and all other allied sciences, as well as an observatory for astro-
emy., Below the fifth story, the second, third and fourth storieg house
museums of all tvpes of machines Ffor all sorts of purposes.

WORSHIP

One quarter of ¢he first floor is deveoted to the room of worship.
Although this voom is highly carved and elaborately decoreted it has
only a simple altar st one end. The altar is a cube set into the floor,
On its top are two sockets for candles, a bowl For incense, a sloping
ledge for a book, ard a flat ledge for offering.

In & room opposite the Room of Worship is the room of the Glowing
Sphere that radiates out ir all directiomns, The corridor leading to
this room goes almest the full Isngth of the room and herse are cup-
beoards that house the plant seeds, After turniag the corridor coraer
one must go back the Tull lemgth of the room to reach the Glowing Sphere,™

The rear rooms of the first floor are devoited to hospital and medi-
eal ressarch, It caniains charts of the human system, showing the entire
circulatory system, the nervous systen, &nd all of the ducted and ducte
less glands, Omn the level immediately belew are the dis-secting rooms,
with the necaosseary instruments for the study of the human body, It is
here that the doctor-surgeon of our group spends much of his time study-
ing the records and charts. He was once the court physician at- the
‘Palace in Budapest, Hungary and he finds great interest 3im this, his
otm depariment of regearch, ‘

On the same level of the basement are the rooms containing the
Power Contrel Tanks and the control pansls for the distributioa of power
throwghout the city. Now, here are the school rooms for the primary

grades and the machines for opemring the mental understanding of the

witten and spoken language., Eleveators run through the five floors

of the Temple, the five lower levels and to the third level of the

pyramid. Mozt of the walls avre elaborately decorated, whether carved

or meulded we do mot know, But that plastic is now ektremely hard and
tough, All heat ig radiated from floors, walls and ceilings. There

are po light fixtwws,; as light oo is radiated from floors, walls and
cellings. A simple push on a button chooses the kind of light that is
desired, In here there is wno difference between night and day because

one has the cheice of cheoosing that particulsar light., This same light ~
gsource seems to revitalize the air and to act as an air conditioner
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as well, Draftless, shadowless psace and gquiet is here for rest and
relaxation, study or contemplation, thought or concentration,

GLASS HOUSES

By means of switches set im walls these walls become opaque, colored
or clear as crystal glass, giving a view of outside, with ene~way or
two-way vision as desired, Here, too, even 2s found in the houses, the
kitchens have vibratory type heaters and cookerz. All refrigeration
either box or cabinet type, as well as room cooling, ig also vibratory
in pature, There is me fluctuatien in temperatures in the refrigerators
as compared with eur modern day types.

Here, too, there are no locks on the doers, such as those with
which we are familiar., The Ruleyr apartment doers are operated by a code
wvord and pressing on a certain section of the deor, The carpets, rugs,
hangings, furniture, rebes, bed covers are all of plastic, Cleanming
them is very gimple Ffor there is a special container in each apartment
similar te those in the houses in the city. These special containers
have & vibratory flame activated by a push button. Throw anything into
it and leave the fiame on for a short time; shut the flame off and
when the item is cooled take it out, It is cleamed of all impurities
by vidbratory 7lame and sterilized; this is an ideal laundry system.

THE CGITY

On all sides of the Temple are avenues and all buildings in the
vicinity are two~and-a-~bkalf storieg high, then two stories high; and
as one goeg farther from the Temple, ome story bhigh., Close in near
the Temple there are buildings stocked full of all thimgs, similar to
our present day retail stores, Here in this city there are no apart-
ment houses or tenements, no crowding, each house has a spacions lot
for flower gardens and lawns. Each house, evean as the Temple apart-
ments, is completely furanished with everythiung that any of them may
need, with the stores as additional supply as needed.

Seme of the leower levels of the Temple have vegetable vats for
the growing of produce by chemical means, and reconversien laboratories.
At ancther secticn of the Temple on the first level below, are the
storage garages {or the wheeled vehicles for those living in the Temple,
Here tvo are sheps for minor repairs.

A 411 of the heavy imdustry of the city is carried-on in the under-
ground ef five levels surreunding the Temple basement, belew and ex-
tending for miles undergreund far beyond the reaches: of the surface
city. There are houses, stores and gerdens, workshops of all types
and kindsz in these levels. Sunlight is simulated by special ray lamp
lighting, end the air ie fresh and pure even as found in the Te;nplea
?@er@ are large parks and playgrounds for the children. liere too
flovers grow blooms as large as those in the Temple gardens and here
too the great butterfilies floast as on Tsilent wings of night' fronm
flower t¢ flower. A

T@a sayingﬁeft@n referred to in history that there were giants in
these days could well have applied here: for everything is of larger
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than to us-normal size, as though the average man height im those days
was about 75 feet tall., UVithin the cerridor entrance te the ground level
floor of the Temple, clese to the back end, are three massive pillars
supporting the ceilimg at this spot., Almost directly behind these pil-~
lars and on the corrider’s end wall, are pictures of three beings, twe
males, one on cither side of a fewale figure. These pictures seem to

be of o human cast in face and figure, but still have a haunting reptil~
ian touch as well, as if of a smooth blending of the two types.

SNAKES IN THE GLASS

Immediately below this area on the first and second levels are
rooms in 2 central pesition relative to the Temple basement, and belew
these rocms are the third and fourth levels of a section, This sectien
from the first level to the fifth level irclusive was hermetically
sealed off froem the upper structure, as well as from the rest of the
Temple basement levels,

Ir this upper room were found three humanoid serpentine bodies, in
upright transparent containers and behind these, three mere of the same
type, evidently consorts of the other three. The first three were the
eriginels of the three pictures above on the corridor’s emd wall., In
the area of the second level immediately below this-room, were found
great numbers of similar humanoid serpentine bodies, and in the areas
bencath this second level, the third and fourth, reposing on beds
stacked in tiers four high, lay vast numbers of these same types of
figures, In the fifth level were animals and vegetatioen.

This sealed up gection contained a strange mist like gas, the
purpese of which was to hold in suspended sleep of preservationm all
life this area contained., Through research efforts our scientists
discoeversd that these humanold serpentine bodies were reconstructed
robot containers made from the flesh substance of the original bodies,
whieh lemg ago had been serpent bodies with arms. The types ef ani-

In the human Ruler’s apartments on the fifth level or floor above
ground, well comcealed in the wall of the living room of each comparte
ment, 'is a small cleset~like room. By a strange assortment of coils of
odd shapes and other strange appearing apparatus concealed in the walls,
very strange and exceedingly interesting things ocecur., A television
sgreen is at one end, and levers, a dial and green colored lems crystal
are arranged at a centrol panel in one side wall. 3By following the
book of imstructions as feund in a cencealed drawer at the control
panel, the mechamism became operative, and here was the key to most of
the research that followed.

"PORTAL ACTION®

This reocom, by some electromic means, could act as a television
viewer of any place on earth, and abeve and below the surface., It can
view the interior of anything desired, and using some form of a space-
time warp can view the past. Future viewing was found te be impeésible
evidexntly because there are tee many variant possibilities that may
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vivtso sy i -
hdppemws LTelevision viewing with sound included made the other impor-
tantogictions of these rooms possible. This we call for want of a better
fadiey sPortal Action,
woexli”

*ir.'When we say Portals we mean that in more ways than one. Dy sonme
form of electronic vibrational manipulation this room can be caused to
make contact,through a Portal door at one end of the room, with almost
any place on earth! Yes, we mean that when the machine is directed to
some place as viewed on the screen, and a lever is thrown into position,
the end or Portal door can be opened and you can step out in that
locality. Mythology, folk lore and religion seem to give some hints
to substantiate these Portals, and we must consider that mythology,
folk lore and religion are but a resume of the past. Here is one example
"Vulcan made for the Gods the golden shoes with which they trod the
air or the water, and moved from place to place with the speed of the

'wind, or even thought.” This item is quoted from Page 4, Bullfinche?'s
‘Mythology, by Grosset and Dunlap. Well, what do you think?

MORE ON THE PORTALS

The apartments of the three Rulers, in Rainbow Temple, are of
different color and each is exclusive of the othér, but inter-connected
by doors. One apartment is furnished in blue, another in green and
the third in red; each is the private color identification of itts
owner. The closet-like Portal rooms are about six feet by ten in size
and are neutral in color.,

One one side of the wall of the closet room is a dial set in the
face of a control board; above this is a green colored crystal lens,
In the end wall is the television screen., Beside travel the other use
of the Portal was for research into the past. Not as a time~traveler
in a material way but only as a means of seeing and hearing at any
time into any point or interval of time of the ancient past. In this
phase it is impossible to use the second door, as only the audio and
vision side works. '

The purpose of the crystal lens is for establishing mental control
and direction of the Partal by concentrating one's gaze into it and
holding the mental vision in your mind of the place you desire to go.

- The dial and some lever switches on the control panel below the crys-

tal lens are for adjusting the power and position of the image on the
view finding screen and controlling the Portal action. One lever locks
the Portal at any place under view, and another lever allows the second
door of the room to be opened. Upon stepping through this doorway when
opened, you find yourself actually at the place on View in the screen}
Fantastic? Yes, but true in this time period. Seven League Boots have
nothing on this means of going places in a hurry,

An experienced operator of the Portals can pick up a man or an ob-

i:ject in Chicago and another in London, and deposit them in Tokyo or any

ot?er place in the world in a few minutes. There seem to be enly a few
things that will prevent or stop Portal penetration at this time.

KILROY WAS HERE, T0O
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One of our operators in the group was an ex-pilot of the early
Chinese~Burma-India theater of Werld War IT named Kilroy, a red headed
Irishman with a puckish sense of humer. He is believed by us to know
something about the "Kilrey was here" episodes, storied in the Saturday o
Evening Post, As te that part of it all we can say is that our Kilroy
bad the method and means of travel at his command in the Portals, but
only time will tell for sure. We personally suspect he knew more than
he cared to admit and if "chickens come home to roest” they will sit
on his head. ' ‘

We used the Portals to transport material and men from and to many
places en earth. These same Portals will reach out through local space
to the moon, but not much farther at present,

LIFE ON THE MOON

What life remains on the moon is a very decadent and dwarfed, de-
generate human type, because of lack of air., They are confined to caves
and underground caverns, and that part of the old cities underground
still usable. Very little expleration was done on the moen and that
was confined to a cavern with a temple areca and altar at one end. The
remains of the human race there still await the return of the old rulers
Compared to almoest any standard of living here now on earth they are
really in a pitiable state of exist ence. Machines are there but dead
from lack of the proper power, This seems to have been a radiocactive
substance similar to radium,

MORE ON THE PORTALS

The Portals have been in almost steady use for most of the time ~
our group has been in the Antarctic., A great deal of shuttle service
was to our base in the Himalayas; we call it Shangri La Valley. VWhen
Hungary was takem over by the Germans the then Regent of Hungary and
his family were moved to Shangri La and then to the Antarctic Rainbow
City by one of the Portals.,

Early in World War II the scientists of Hungary who had developed
the Invisibility Ray as pictured in Life Magazine, also a Paralysis
Ray, Jjoined oeur greup by plane to Shangri La. Later, they, with their
families, were moved by Portal to Rainbow City. There are seven full-
fledged scientists and twelve assistants and all of their equipment
that was movable, now in Rainbow City. Sixty-five of our group are
‘men the rest are women, children and servants; all told there are
one hundred. Thirty-nine of the group are American ex~pilots of the
China-Burma~India theater before the United States entered the war.
Two of the Americans are veterans of World War I and 'belonged to the
old "Gloerymakers™, the fameus Thirty-Ninth.

The rumored Japanese tunnel te Korea was started by captured
slave-labor; but it was checked and blewn up by use of the Portals with
a form of atem bomb develeped by the scientists. The bomb size is about
the diameter of a grape fruit and weight about five pounds, and will ‘
pulverize an area of about five city blocks.

The Portal’s open deor is not visible to anyone outside unless he

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This we do know from observations made via the Portals that Le-

THE TUNNELS

The great underground city beneath the surface at Rainbow City is
built and strengthened by an odd metal, the same as used in the con-
gitruction of the railroad tunnels and terminals. This metal is made by
a machine that takes the raw earth and rock arnd turns it, by some
stomic manipulation, into a soft, plastic-like metal that slowly hard-
ens, When this metel has finally set to its full hardness, an atomic
cutting torch takes five hours to cut one and one half iaches,

This underground city was used for manufacturing, food processing,
and artificial growing, as well as storage space awnd living guarters

&t the fifth lower level of the underground city is the main depot
and traffic office and dispatcher system that controls the entire net-
gork of train tunnels throoughout the world, There is alsc a communie
catlon system for voice and vision to a2ll trains and to all terminals
and their branch lines. The tuunels of the main lines are always dual
one above the other, and operate on a one-way system of handliné trai;;,
The tunpels are lined with the tough metal which supports and reinforces
the underground city. DBach tunael has a diameter somewhat over one
hundred feet, The trains are about one hundred feet in diameter and
eacﬁ goach length i3 three and one half fimes its diameter, each
gngine two times its diameter.

ENTRANCES COVERED

One treain alonme can carry enough troops and their equipment,
modern gtyle, t0 completely make up a small army. These trains are
five-decked inside and have a tremendous capacity of load and storage.
Autom&tic equipment for safety, capable of handling emergency and nor-
mal usage at the tremendous speeds involved, is built into all trains
and termzaﬁlso As we have said before these trains float free from
all contacts with the walls by some means what we have not solved yet.

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SPACE SHIP, PLANES AND FIRST ENTRY INTO RAINBOW CITY
By Gladys Hefferlin, from The Hefferlin Manuscript

Controlled Mental Communication was the means by which I
gathered information from Emery for our articles om Space Flight,
Rainbow City im the Antarctic, and the Ancient Three from Mars.

It was this telepathic communication which played such an important
part in all of our subsequent activities. '

Now, prior to our first meeting with Emery in San Francisco
in 1927, Mr. Hefferlin had been doing much research work on ad-
vanced type motors. The result of that work was the GHYT No. 1,
which is a gasoline, hydraulic, turbine motor. Mr. Hefferlin
also devised a method whereby the electrolysis of water could be
instantaneous instead of the slow, cumbersome method normally used.

When we first met Emery in 1927 Mr. Hefferlin was busy even
then on the first tests of small models of the Circle-~Winged Plane
-=- 20 years before anyone heard of Flying Saucers! You will find
in the September 1946 issue of Amazing Stores Magazine, full de-
scriptions of the Circle-Winged Plane, GHYT Motor No. 1, and the
method og instantaneous electrolysis of water, called '""Burn Water
For Fuel'.

Also in the same issue is an article entitled 'Power', which
describes very briefly an electronic device which condenses high fre-
quency into a tight spiral beam, to be used as a weapon of offense
or defense. This instrument we call No. 3. It is the only known
defense against the atom bomb; for it can be radar controlled and
blast the bomb out of the sky before it ever reaches earth. All
of these things were created by Mr, Hefferlin. Because we had no
funds to develop them ourselves Mr. Hefferlin wrote the articles
which were published in Amazing Stories. The electronic instru-
ment, No. 3, also plays a part in this story.

Emery left San Francisco and we left shortly thereafter. His
path carried him into Asia and Tibet. Our path carried us into
the Rocky Mountain states and farther east. But when communication
between was resumed in 1935, Mr. Hefferlin still had not been able
to proceed with the production of the plane, the motor, nor No. 3,
due to lack of funds.

In the spring of 1940 Mr. Hefferlin turned over to Emery the
plans for the Plane, the Motor and No. 3. Emery built the first
circle~winged plane in southwesteirn Illinois, financing it himself.
Because Europe was already at war and America might be dragged
into it, Emery contacted the Army Air Force High Command in Wash-
ington, D.C., hoping that they could use the plane, but they were
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not interested. Emery took the plans to Hungary. It was thought ~
that the plane might be a strong factor in the defense of Hungary.
So funds were furnished by the government of Hungary to build an-
other plane with further developments, that could be used in space
as well as in the atmosphere. Also, electronic instrument No. 3
was worked out by the best engineers of Hungary, with Emery super-
vising. He carries the plans with him at all times.

NO. 3 FOR PROPULSION

No. 3 was developed on the long tube for weapons and on the
flare type for lifters and propulsors and repulsors for the Space
Ship -- which we also call the No. 3 ship -~ and a large bowl ef-
fect which is placed on the top of the space ship. That was to
give power from all directioms, for lifting, propelling, repelling,
for general maneuvering in air and space, and for actual defense
of the ship itself. Tests were made with the No. 3 weapon units.
Because they were so very deadly, the Regent of Hungary ordered
Emery to take the ships out of Hungary so the Germans would not
get them. ‘

Emery flew the space ship back to America and a Hungarian
pilot flew the No. 1 Circle-Winged plane back. Hungary was in
difficulties due to the war, and was unable to supply funds to care
for the ships. Emery used up all his money housing the ships and
they became & burden to him.

At the time of Pearl Harbor Emery again offered the Circle-
Winged Plane to the U.S. Again they were not interested. Emery
appealed to his powerful friend in Tibet, the Grand Lama of the
Temple in the Valley of Harmonious Peace, which we call "Shangri
La", And the Grand Lama opened the valley to Emery and permitted
the ships to be housed there, where they would be safe.

Later they were given to the Ancient Three to be used in their
work. The Ancient Three ordered that the Circle-Winged Plane be
reconstructed, chaning the pilot blister to the very center of the
top, instead of having it in the nose of the ship as it was in the
first ship built. Mr. Hefferlin gave to the Ancient Three the mod-
ifications of GHYT Motor, using water electrolysis which makes it
a fuelless motor. The motor is called GHYT No. 2. It was incorpor-
ated into the ships that were built, and others which are being
built. And the Space Ship is also powered by the .GHYT Motor No. 2.

In the fall of 1942 Emery was ordered by the Ancient Three to
fly the space ship to the Antarctic continent, and there he would
find & city in a small valley that entirely surrounded by ice-walls
that were about 10,000 feet high. With a select group with him, Emery
flew to the location designated and found the city built of all
colored plastics, which we call Rainbow City. Buried under the ice
are six other cities, each of which is of one individual color,
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such as the Blue City, the Gold City, the Green City, etc. But only
Rainbow City is clear of ice. Exploration and examination of the
city began immediately. All the buildings and streets and roads
leading out of the city to the little villages in the valley, are
all made of the plastic which is of all colors.

WHO WERE, WHO ARE, WHO WILL BE

Rainbow City became the headquarters of the Ancient Three,
who were, who are and who will be; and of the small group they had
with them at the time of finding the City.

Since then, more people have been added to the group, now making
up a community of about 2,000 people, who are engaged in research
work of various kinds, seeking to learn what they can of the city
and its workings, the working of the machines of all kinds down there,
and the operation of the Portals. And of the huge underground rail-
road system, of which the chief terminal is in an underground city
immediately below Rainbow City -~ which is the only underground city
on the Antarctic continent. And the huge, underground tunnel system
through which the trains run, and which penetrates the world in all
directions.

The tunnel system has terminals at various points, into which
the dual -- one above the other track -~ main and trunk lines of the
railroad comes. But aside from the underground city under Rainbow
City, and these terminals that are like huge underground depots,
there are no cities linked into that underground railroad system.
All texrminals are now empty of life, except as the Ancient Three
order a party into one or another for checking the supplies stored
in them. Or to map the tunnel system and see where that tunnel meets
the surface. There are no connections whatever between these tun-
nel terminals and the railroad system, and any underground city men-
tioned by any other groups. That has been thoroughly by the Ancient
Three.

Now, from these terminals go single track tunnels to feed lo-
calized areas, which were on the surface of the planet at the time
the railroad system was in use. Those ends are now buried under
hills, or smothered by dirt, with the exception of one in the moun-
tains of Wyoming, which opens out on the side of a mountain, and one
tunnel end to which Shangri La has access.

The Hefferline were not the first on the Flying Saucer scene.
Charles Fort preceded them by a couple of decades; but the fact
that W.C, Hefferlin was dreaming of space flight and even designing
a Saucer-shaped plane in the 1920s puts this couple in the forefront
of the piloneere elong with Richard Shaver. But like his Dero ma-
terial, how much is fact and how much is fancy is impossible to de-
termine even at this point in the 1970s; mevertheless, the fact that
New Zealander Bruce Cathie comes along with his UFO Grid Theory
in the 1960s and pinpoints a couple of Pole Grid Points in the Ant-
arctic is significant. It isn't likely that Cathie ever heard of
the Hefferlins and their fantastic Rainbow City stoxy of 20 years
earlier; but Point A in the vast Antarctic wastes is close enough
to the location as given by the Hefferlins, from thelr contact Emery,
to encourage closer investigation; and it seems likely that both
Russian and American search teams may have had some such a specific
objective or location in mind when they criss-crossed this huge
area with tractor parties and planes.

: Once the reality of Flying Saucers had been established and
accepted by authorities in the early 1950s, then the leaders of
militaxry operations would be alerxrted to the probability of space
ship bases in the remotest parts of the earth, in the deep under-
sea trenches, and on the moon, Civilian Saucer researchers plot-
ted the courses of UFOs seen in the New Zealand and Australia areas.
Some of those courses pointed toward the Antarctic. As soon as
this possibility was made public, the researchers suffered haras-
sment, enough to force some of them give it up entirely. Support-
ing data for the above propositions must be in the secret files
of intelligence crganisations, both military and civilian, of Rus-
sia, the United States, the United Kingdom, China, India and smaller
nations as well. Their problem in interpretation of thelr data is

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FIRST ENTRY INTO RAINBOW CITY

Emery guided the space ship down into the park belonging to
the Temple at Rainbow City. There was sufficient room between the
huge trees for him to maneuver the ship safely. He was amzed to
see the huge structure towering before him into the air and capped
by a pyramidal structure, whose base was the same size as the Temple.
Lights were shining on the outside of the Temple and in every street
in the Temple plaza.

As Emercy and the small group with him moved to the Temple,
they were mot sure that their eyes were clear. For everything was
a conglomerate mass of colors set in the oddest ways. All the
colors of the rainbow were used in the plastics which made up the
streets;, the buildings and the Temple. Yes, there were bright reds,
screaming oranges and violent purples, too =-- but sparingly. The
predominant colors are the softer, more subdued tones. All in all,
the effect is not at all harsh, but is very pleasing.

The group entered a door set at bround level in the Temple wall,
which opened onto a short flight of steps that led down intn an
anteroom that was below the first~-floor level of the Temple.

Everything was of larger than normal size, indicating that the
people who built these things were around eight feet tall, at least.

Over at the side of the room was a huge, chair-like thing with
great arms, with what appeared to be a keyboard covered with queer
characters set into the arms. Hanging from a hook on the back of
the chair was what appeared to be some form of a book.

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THE TALKING BOOKS

Emery put his hand on the shade of the lamp and it turmed
very slightly under his hand. He pushed harder and a stream of
clear, brilliant light fell in a circle upon the tame-top right
over the book lying there.

He opened the book at random and a voice issued from the book,
speaking in an unknown language. The pages were covered with strange
characters and as the voice continued speaking, little light illu-~
minated groups of the characters, then passed on to the next group.
With the rhythmic voice speaking and groups of characters being
successively lit up, Emery surmised that the voice was speaking
words of the text. Later, he learned that his surmise was correct.

He examined the pillars. Upon the first was carved a repre-
sentation of this solar system, with the third and fourth planets
in colors ~-- the third green and the fourth red. Leading from the
red planet was a group of elongated dots and other marks that
looked like pointers headed toward the base of the green planet.

On the same pillar was a series of markings (straight lines)
in arithmetical order, after each group appeared a character,
evidently depicting the numeral system. There were circles divi-
ded into different ways, and characters in relation to them. There
were squares and triangles and cubes, with different sets of char-
acters following. .

At this place I shall insert information which we learned
later on; for I shall not refer to this again. This information
is translated into terms familiar to us. (All information trans-
mitted mentally must be couched in pictures, words, or thought-
concepts with which the receiver is familiar. Otherwise the re-
ceiver has no equivalent vibration in his mind.)

The count is based upon the number seven. The circle is al-
ways divided by halves, quarters, eights, sixteenths, etc., not
by twelves. In certain equations they use ''seven over seven' in
physical constants. They have no term equivalent to our ''square
root of minus one'.

In other equations where they use mental and spiritual con-
stants, the use the term ''ten over seven'. There is another term
that is used, "eleven over seven''. The term we know as "pi'" is
always translated "'twenty-two over seven''. But I cannot clarify
that term; nor can Emery transmit it in terms equal to my under-
standing. '

Also on the same pillar were a group of characters, the same
kind which appeared in the Talking Book. That was evidently the
alphabet. Close by that pillar was a table with many piles of
books upon it. Each pile carried a little piece of plastic with
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a carven character cn it. Comparing the characters on the plastie
with the characters in the counting system, Emery discovered that
each pile of books was numbered in “arithmetical crder, beginning
with No, 1.

Inasmuch as it was vitally necessary to learn the language
so they would be able to understand the wmany things there in Rain-
bow Cltyg Energyg as leader of the expedition, set every one to
work studying the bocks im ithe first pile. Thc group ﬂﬁdu there
headquarters in the Space Ship during this firsi period of study.

pedition. )

they were compiled., There were Lh saparete characters
used in f rming the wordes., There was a picture of the solar system
and it had its name., The various planets were poxnted out, each
with its nameo There were pi lctures oeo«cLLng the Temple structure,
with its name. Then a single house, with its name, and another teim
below it, There weve ofher stiuctures with a nama attached to each,
and the same term under ezch. Zmergy judged that the specific name
for the structure was the first one; then the geneval term under
which structures of various kinds were grouped.

There were many othew unouns pictured and named. Then, they
turned to the werbs, pictu ces of action, and their equivalent
terms under each pilcture., There were also simple a‘luhnc‘uc PLo=

blens9 3uc b as additien tables, each with its simple marks show-
ing the addition, and what they counted; ithen the synbol that re-

l{:
presenced the group number.

Wnen they had finished with the first set of books, they went
over to the second set. These were duplicates of the fivst set,
with the ome additionm of wvoice. The zlphabet was repeated, each
letter repeated several times by vaice znd illustrated befora the
next letfer was soundad. Then the aliphabet as a whole was repeated.
The words under the pictures were sounded distinetly, and the words
illustrated at the same time, mlso the verbs. Then the simple
wmbers were sounded, and the simple ?ddition tables, and simple
subtraction tables. L2 it any wonder that we have sald in other
articles that the city had baen left in preparation for a return

of Manlkind some day?

Fortunately for Emery, he had a knowledge of 'a nmumber of Euvo-

pean languages, as well agoa inowiedge of Oviental languages. e
learned that the root words of certain sacred Asiatic languages
were basically the same as the root woxds of this ancleni language
of Rainbow City. When he discovered this, he was much surer of
his learning of this original language and it was much easier for

him %o help the others learn,
The talking books gave them pronunciation and inflection, and
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led into other books more technical and deeper in many subjects,
including mathematics, There are wany subjects there that no one
has touched yesi because there are not encugh people to cover all
subjects, and their time in Rainbow City has been so very short
== only six years at this writing.

After the group had studied quite a3 ways in the books, they
read the instruction book on the chair-like machine, and then fol-
lowed them. They each sat in the chair with their hands fastened
down on the arms, The huge cap was lowered over their heads and
the power turned on., This machine sent a gentle vibration through-
out their brains and nerves, and they found that later they could
continue the learning of the language with greater ease and with
greater flexibility in speech. Also that their comprehension of
the contents of the books was greater.

Now, all this learning took some time, before they were ready
to go farther in the expleration of the Temple and the City.

BURN WATER FOR FUEL
By W.C., Hefferlin

All of us are familiar with brooks, lakes, seas, etc. The
world is full of an inexhaustible supply of water, to drink and
to enjoy, but to burn it! Well, some jokes even mention thdt, too
Yes, for cenburies back, even teo far back te find the beginning,
water has been one ¢f our important prime movers. Inventions and
processes bevond count have been and many still are, used much in
the original style, from before the first water wheel fo tide mo-
tors and steam engines of all types. Steam turbines today generate
electrical power to drive huge seagoing ships. The latest locomo-
tive use on railrecad trains is driven by a steam turbine!

Water 1s used to pui out fires and the fire department 1is
quite familiar to most of us, Water is usad also to help keep us
cool. But zomething that will stop flame and heat will also burn?
No, that's not double talk; it's true. Any high schocl student
taking physics knows the pessibilities, How?

Examine the mnature of water. Its chemical symbol is H,O,
which means that two parte of Hydrogen and one part of oxygén
(that stuff we breathe) are in combination. Hydrogen is a gas, very
explosive, and has been used to Lift balcons and Zeppelins. In the
presence of oxygen it will burn violemtly. There have been developed
down through the years many methods of extracting either or both
from water, One of the simplest, but slowest, methods is known to
students as Electrolysis of Water. This is done by running sbout
12 volis of direct curvent electricity between platinum plates in
a vessel of water containing a trace of acid in solution. tiydrogen
will bubble oIf cne plate and oxygen off the opposite plate. We
refer you to Hoffman s apparatus familiar to all physics students
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and the following laws of electrolysis that were established by -
Faraday a century ago.

"I. That the mass of an electrolyte decomposed by an electric cur-
rent is proportional to the quantity of electricity conveyed through
"II. When the same quantity of electricity is conveyed through dif-
ferent electrolytes, the masses of the different ions set free at
the electrodes are proportional to their equivalents."

. Quotes from pages 329 and 425, Carhart & Chute Physics, Copy-
right 1912. Michael Faraday was born in 1791 and died in 1857.

This process had never been speeded up until the fall of 1921,
when following a hunch and with some reasoning attached a new and
different method was evolved and first tests made with a simple setup.
A glass laboratory vessel was used, commonly called a thistle-stemmed
contort flask, one Bunsen burner and a High Frequency Tesla coil,
one rubber, two-hcle flask plug and one glass valve inserted in the
rubber plug, two wires, steel wool, and scme water.

Now we are ready for the simple test. The flask bowl was half
filled with water and held by a bench stand and clamp at a 45° angle.
One wire from one pole of the HF coil was was slid down through the
thistle neck into the regular neck of the flask; the other wire from
the opposite pole of the machine was inserted into the regular flask
neck through the rubber plug at the neck's upper end. The Bunsen
burner was lighted and placed under the bowl of the flask to boil
the water. When the steam was showing inside the flask the HF coil
vas turned on, causing an electrical spark to jump between the wire
ends or eclectrodes inside the flask and through the steam.

A red color showed at one end of the discharge, the cathcde
or - end, indicating hydrogen; a blue color showed at the other
end, the anode or + end, indicating oxygen. The glass valve in the
rubber plug was opened, but no flame could be lighted from the gas
rushing from the valve, Next a small bunch of steel wool was placed
between the inside wire ends but separated from them. Then the HF
current was turned om again. The first dischexrge area color remained
the same, but the second discharge color arxea in the flask showed
very brilliant red and blue colors. Still gas coming through the
glass valve could not be ignited. So then a second steel wool bunch
was inserted in the flask neck and separated from the wire and other
steel wool. Again the HF current was applied and at first and second
discharge areas the past colors were noted in their respective order.
But at the third discharge area there was only one color, yellow-
white. It was burning!

Still we could not ignite a flame from out of the valve. So
the valve was closed, the heat removed, but the HF current remained
on and the third area watched. The steam content of the flask grew
less as the flask cooled decwn, when suddenly -~ BANG!

The neck of the area at the third discharge was gone, rubber
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plug and glass valve. We never did find even the rubber plug.
Maybe the janitor did.

The rest of the neck and flask were unharmed, But a razor
blade could not have cut wax any smoother thanwhere the third area
started. That proved that instantaneous electrolysis of water was
a fact and our hunch was right. Plenty of hydrogen and oxygen
were available in a hurryl

When hydrogen is burned in the presence of oxyger it produces
a very high temperature- flame and there and there are no fumes.
They just combine and form water again! - The possible uses of this
fuel can be expanded favr and wide, from heating the furnace to
cooling the refrigerator; from running the auto to driving an air
ship.

A small and compact unit could be made and installed in a sub-
marine. One emergency use inside a submarine would be to furnish
oxygen to the air and hydrogen to the buoyancy tanks to vaise it.
And any water -- salt, fresh, dirty ~- will do for awhile in an
emergency.

THE "GHYT" or GAS, HYDRAULIC, TURBINE MOTOR

Do you remember away back when one and two cylinder ''side
winding' cars -~ automoblles if you please ~- were common and the
four cylinder jobs were quite the latest, with the left hand drive
replacing the English vight hand drive? Well, our first was a twc
cylinder right hand drive Reo, chain driven, with plenty of brass
cnwindshield and lamps. How the four cylinder cars would streak
along madly at 20 or 25 miles an hour, leaviung a trail of dust
which the two cylinder drivers had to eat. That started it!
Speed, speed and more speed! Study, research, analyse, design,
throw out and begin again.

What power movement was basically sound and of the highest
efficiency ia transmissicn, with the least oil requirement? A
hydraulic turbine, of which there are two general types: Low pres-
sure and lots of liquid, or high pressure and minimum amount of
liquid required. Steam and hot air and gas turbines designs were
discarded due to the cbvious fact that there is too much slippage
and too many turbins wheels required to abserb the slippage loss.

l-le

10C pounds pressure of air or 100 pounds pressure of water at
a nozzle opening with your hand held in front of the nozzle shows
a parallel example of applied force and the slippage factors. Both
the steam and gas turbine develops its power at high rotative speeds
and requires a fine degree of accuracy and large amount of costly
machining and balancing. All strictly out for large scale assemly
line runs. 4nd leook at the costly metal zlloys used!

Now here is the headache of all times. The explosion tempera-
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ture in a motor ranges around 3000 degrees Fahrenheit, which is ~
the melting point of iron. And a hydrsulic liguid that would noc
turn to vapor from this heat is not known to date. Mercury would
be too heavy in weight.

After a long hunt a simple flame block was decided on. Be-
lieve it or not, metal screens, the same as used in a tea strainer
in separated layers, do a nice job. Now the firing chambexs, called
cylinders, are constructed of oblong shape of steel, two inches on
the side, six inches wide and 12 inches deep. This gives uf 144
cubic inches displacement per cylinder and these cylinders are stacked
on their ends with space for cooling between each cylinder. These
cylinders are welded to top and bottom plates and cooling jackets
on the sides., The only machining required is on the top and bottom
surfaces of the top and bottom plates. This makes up the cylinder
block or middle section of the motor.

THE TURBINE

The turbine unit itself consists of: Turbine wheel of a mo-
dified Delaval tupe (high head pressure), properly enclosed, and
the nozzle and throat section. The nozzle openings are opposite
each other and throats parallel to each other, two to one turbine
in opposite side walls of each curbine housaing, so designed and
placed in oxrder tn allow the liquid or hydraulic movement to pass
back and forth by way of the nozzle openings against the upper sur- _
face of the turbine blades, and up and down in the nozzle throats.

In other words, when the cylinder block is in place above the
turbine section the nozzle thrcats become an extension of the cyl-
inders and two cylinders straddle each turbine wheel section. Then
any hydraulic movement from one cylinder to the other would be as a
"V' with a pair of cylinders to each turbine wheel. By using this
construction and filling the turbine units and into the cylinders
ebove them with a hydraulic fluid to within six inches of the cylin-
der tops; we have a complete hydraulic seal below the explosion
area of each cylinder, and no pistons, connecting rods, and no metal
to metal surface for friction loss. The turbine shaft and turbine
wheel revolve on roller or ball bearings submerged at all times in
the hydraulic fluid.

To avoid slopping and splashing of hydraulic liquid in the
cylinders, honey comb inserts with the previously mentioned screen
layer between each cell layer, are placed in the cylinders piled
in alternating layers one on top of the other, for about 10 to 11
inches of the cylinder depth.

Upon the top surface of the cylinder block is placed the motor
head block containing two poppet valves, one fuel injection nozzle,
and one spark plug per cylinder, Above the intake valve is one cam
shaft, and abeve the exhaust valves is a second cam shaft. These ~

open and close the valves in sequence of order. These cam shafts
are electric motor driven and the ignition timer is run by the ex-
haust cam shaft. The electric motor is of variable speed type and
helps start the motor. Also as a part of the cylinder head unit
and above the cam mechanism is mounted what today is called a Super-
charger, driven by the exhaust pressure on one side and compressing
air into the suction manifold from the other side. Belted, geared
or chain driven from this Supercharger is a combination electric
motor and generator to both start compressing the air and after the
turbine has sterted to rum, to recharge the batteries.

Fuel is sucked from the fuel line by individual diaphragm
pumps inserted into the walls of each cylinder. These pumps have
two diaphragms opposite each other with a space between tc allow
for a metal bar to slide back and forth. In slots of this bar at
proper intervals are wedge shaped metal inserts free to move in
opposite directions from the travel of the slide bar. One diaphragm
surface is expsoed to the internal cylinder pressure, the opposite
diaphragam is the fuel pump with ball check valves. The metal
sliding bar with the wedge inserts is moved by the fuel lever so
as to position for any required movement of the fuel diaphragm but-
tonn. By this means is the fuel metered into the cylinders.

The diaphragm fuel pump of one cylinder furnishes fuel injéc-
tion into the opposite cylinder. High pressure cylinder furnishes
power impulse for fuel injection into low pressure cylinder.

The three sections of the turbine motor are sealed to each
other by soft metal gaskets and leakage is prevented by a V-shaped
bead on one planed surface and a V-shaped channel in the opposite
planed surface. Slotted studs are used and wedge shaped keys in-
serted into the slots tighten the assemblies together.

In the turbine or bottom section unift the turbine case may be
removed to allow for blade inspection or turbine wheel removal.
The turbine wheel drive shaft is in multiple sections which butt
end to end and are splined inte the center hub of the turbine wheel,
the bearings being between the splined ends. Endwise movement of
shaft allows for the dropping cut of the turbine wheel required.

Returning our attention to the inside of the firing cylinders
and the screens, etc. When the main switch is tuimed on and the
valves open and close, compressed air is forced imto the cylinders
and by moving the fuel lever several times, fuel is injected into
the vicinity of the spark plug. Ignition takes place forcing a
downward movement of the hydraulic liquid in that cylinder, expo-
sing the screen layers. These absorb the flame and heat. After
the exhaust valve has opened and before it has closed the intake
valve opens and the compressed air scavenges the cylinder of foul
gas and receives the first heat from the screens. Upon the closing
of the intake valve, the opposite cylinder fires, forcing the hy-
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draulic liquid back into the first cvlinder and compressing the
heated air. The fuel injected into t"is mass of hot compressed

air is ignited again by the spark plug. Such a method has the ad-
vantage of drying the gas and cracking it at the same time.

A SMOOTH SOURCE OF POWER

Inasmuch as this turbine motor operates on pressure developed
and does not depend upon the speed (RPM) of the turbine drive, the
machine requirements on the turbine wheels and their housing is
done away with to some extent. The turbine blades may be stamped
by presses and a hollow turbine wheel may be used, with a slotted
rim of the required width pressed on and hub pressed into center.
Only on the turbine shaft and the cylinder head and its equipment,
plus the joint sealing surfaces, is machining required extemsively.

The exhaust pressure is high which drives the supercharger at
full speed, and the exhaust impact into the open air is broken up
by the blades of the supercharger. This can.also be used as a form
of jet drive, '

In the turbine motor, if six cylinders are used, the power im-
pulses transmitted along the shaft will overlap, producing a drive
with little or no vibration, and is as smooth as an electric motor.
Such a motor used to drive a propellor either in water or in air,
would reduce ''prop slippage'. On ra’.roads, drive wheel slippage.
It can be used to drive any form of cansporiation, and the only
oilage required is in the cylinderhead mechanism,

Any type of liquid fuel, rom alcchol to furmace oil and dis-.
tillate, .iay be burned in thi motor at full efficiency, by re-
tarding or advancing the timer, which in turn raises or lowers the
compression pressures to the fuel requirements. For example, a 200
pound firing pressure delivered against 20 blades per turbine at a
four inch radius, and three turbine wheels in a six cylinder motor,
translates itself into plenty of horse-power thrust at the driving
end of the motor. .

POWER, A CONCENTRATED BEAM OF SPIRAL ENERGY

. Cyclotrons, atoms, neutrons, electrons and protons. A space
drive?

DNow with our A-bomb just with us, we turn our
eyes to the moon and beyend, and figure on such power to act as a
propulsive drive for space ships, with all the dangers of radiation
unknown.

One must duly wonder why it requires so many tons of steel,
iron and copper, plus quite an amount of electricity to produce the
stream of protons from a cyclotron. If we examine the method of
procedure of design we find that the universal pattern as written
in the skies, for example the Spiral Nebulae, has been followed for
expansion and not for concentration of power, The' sling-shot idea,
although it works, wasies far too much energy; and the losses
against and through the outside walls are far teo much. True, the
linear accelerator as it was used, was weak in comparison. Now if
we reverse the sling-shot idea and concentrate all energies toward
a ccmmon focal point like a clock-spring, we still retain the sky
pattern of the Spiral Nebulae and have a working force at the center,
with a minimum of metale and far less electrical consumption in
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comparison to the output.

THE POWER OF THE CENTRIPETAL TWIST

The linear accelerator was like firing a bullet through a gun
without the riflimg ribs (smooth bore). The bullet turns end over
end and his little penetration into a mass of wood. But what hap-
pens when we use rifling ribs in the gun? The bullet is given a
twist (spiral action again) and it will penetrate a mass harder than
itself!.Even Nature points the way on earth. For example, a fragile
straw is driven through a tree by a hurricane wind. You cannot push
a drill through a hard mass; but rotate a twist drill even slowly
and it will cut its way through easily. The law that applies seems
to be quite universal in nature.

How to make use of this law? Any Highschool student taking
Physics will know what is meant when it is pointed ocut to him. It
has been written about and in some cases has been demonstrated in
the class room. Yes, '"building blocks" from the past.arE used,

For our purpose we will refer you to "First Principles of Physics"
Henry S. Carhart and Horatio N, Chute, Copyright 1912, Chapter XI,
pages 300-301, on Electrical Distribution: ''The electrical charge
of a conductor is confined to its outer surface. The distribution
of the charge is, therefore, affected by the shape of the conductor,
the surface density belng greater the greater the curvature."

These laws apply relative to the fact that High Frequency
electricity will leak into the air from either sharp points or
sharp edges.

Now, construct of non-magnetic metal a hollow fube and inside
this tube insert disks of a non-magnetic metal.

THE CIRCLE-WINGED PLANE

_ Again and again do new design planes and wings become more
evident as progress marches along. In this article we describe
still another that has answered a lot of headaches and utilises
principles overlooked by many designers. This plane is designed
for speed, strength and maneuverability.

- Models of this circle-winged plane were built and tested with

the current models available in 1927 in the city of San Francisco,
from high buildings, to check on tail-spin and gliding ability.
It was found impossible to tail-spin the circle-winged job, and
its gliding ability was found to be at least four times that of
any other type, with no stalling factors. They almost seemed to
fly themselves!

The principles involved? Easy, when it is pointed out to you.
How many of us at some time have taken a playing card and held it
between our fingers and flipped the card edgewise into the air?
Remember how it slid through the air with very little applied force?
Yes, that's it, a wing designed to be almost flat with knife edges,
circular in shape, with an inner opening, like a flattened cooky or
doughnut.

The circle design has the strongest and best pressure distri-
buting and equalizing ability, and the weight is supported so that
the pilot does not have to "teeter" every balance factor against

up~and-down air drafts and sudden weight shifts from any direction.

A stream-lined fuselage is hung from the outside edges of the
wings, the fuselage having retractable landing wheels, two in front
and two in the rear, and four-wheel brakes. Above the wing and
from the plane body in back are two rudders. The wing's outer
edges are pivot-type, fastened at the fuselage. The inner circle
edge is moved upward and downward by pivot fastenings on a lever
arm coming from the interior of the plane. In fact, all wing and
rudder movements are controlled by either I beams or tubular con-
nection through lever action to the pilot's controls.

The motors are contained within the fuselage, and the propel-
lors are on each side, and between the fuselage and the inner cir-
cle of the wing. The standard type of propellor was not found
suitable for this plane; but a slow-moving, deep pitched type, with
extreme air-grabbing ability was the best.

At the pilot's option this plane can be skimming forward
through the air and by swinging the rudders can be used to spin
like a pin-wheel. The pilot's blister is in the center of the in-
ner circle area of the fuselage's top side. Take off and landing
speeds are materially reduced, and the plane with GHYT No. 1 motors
has clocked better than 1000 miles per hour at 20,000 feet eleva-
tion. The ceiling of this ship is above 60,000 feet altitude.

Rate of climb and dive speeds are controlled by raising and
lowering of the inner circle of the wing. It was found impossible
to side-slip this plane, and any attempts to do so by the pilot
produces a bucking movement of the plane. On level flight the
riding ability is as smooth as the latest Streamliner train, with
the ability of an antelope to move in any direction at will.

Trulk it is a pilot's dream come true.

The entire ship is pressured for high altitude. The wing dia-
meter from one outer wing edge to opposite edge is 100 feet. Llength
of fuselage, 135 feet. Passenger capacity, 40 people. Fuel tanks
are contained in the wing and have honey-combed cells intermally.

Instructions From The Book of IMRI
Lesson #1
Taking Divine Fower

Breathe decply three times. Filling the lungs with oxygen has
a tendency to clear the mind and ease the nerves.

Then raise the arms above the head, and with finger tips search
out a place where a tingle concentrates upon the tips, or where you
feel the tingle in the arms., Slowly move the hands until the place
of ereatest concentration of tingle is found. Holding the hands at
that place, draw the Power to you by willing it. The word thought
held in the mind will take the Power desired, such as "health",
"peace," "strength," safety," etc.

After taking the Power, as much as wanted, lower the arms
and keep hands closed, that the Power may not leak off the fingertips,
The Power is vibrations, and the word-thought held in the mind
separates the vibrations desired from all other vibrations.

The fingertips and toes are natural leakage points for the
vibrations to escape, until the body has had an opportunity to
absork these vibrations. Therefore, it is necessary to hold the
hands closed for a short time after taking the vibrations.

On drawing the Power, the hands and the arms act very much
like a directional antenna on a Radio, The vibrations vary in
strength from different directions at different times. Sometimes
they will be stronger from the zenith; other times you will get
them stronger from near the horizon.

Even though you may think you are not feeling the Power in
the fingertips, it will be flowing up the arms. It feels like
the little tingle that accompanies restored circulation after it
has been cut off for a short time.

The raising of the arms, even without a particular word -
thought held in the mind will draw Power or cause Power tc flow
into the body.

The mind acts as the selector of the type of vibrations,
and as the director in the projection of the Power.

The vibrations are very rapid as they circle the earth,
The mind draws and shapes them, and the body slows them down to
a mere physical rate. The body acts as a step-down transformer
in that case.

As one becomes a practiced operator one will be able tc draw
more Power at one time and gage the effects better, and will
feel the Power more strongly.
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Lesson #2 -- Projecting the Power

Breathe deeply, as in the previous lesson. Having as little
air in the lungs as possible, take the Power, choosing the vibra-
tions desired. When much Power has been taken, slowly lower the
arms and extend straight before one,while filling lungs with air.
Then will the Power to leave the hands and go to the one you wish
to receive it, Be sure the hands are pointed in the general di-
rection in which that person is,

If his place is not known, then it may be sent by spreading
the fingers and moving the hands fan wise.

The magnetic lines of force that circle the earth are the
natural pathways over which the Power travels,

There is no such thing as 'distance' on the projecting of the
Power. Near and far are the same,

Lesson #3 «~ Neutralizing.

Be sure all old air has been expelled from lungs by breathing
deeply several times. Then, with all air expelled from lungs,
bring fingertips together until they are lightly touching the same
fingertips of the opposite hand. When air must be taken into the
lungs, separate the fingertips and take one deep breath, Expel
the air and bring the fingerstips together again while holding the
lungs empty of air. Again separate the fingertips and take one
breath., Expel air and hold fingertips together again.

Then closing the fingers into the hands, take three deep
breaths slowly. Expelling the air from the lungs, again bring
fingertips together three times as instructed.

Then again the three breaths and again the joining of the
fingertips three times. There shall be three groups of three
times, bringing the fingertips together; with the three deep
breaths between each group. That is one cycle.

Be sure to hold lungs empty of air as long as possible before
taking the next breath, and hold fingertips lightly together while
lungs are empty of air. Be sure also that fingertips are separated
when taking each breath of air into the lungs.

When the foregoing instructions have been followed, close
hands that the Power gained may not be dissipated from the finger-
tips before the body has absorbed the Power.

A little while later, repeat the full cycle; and after another
little while repeat again. There shall be three cycles.



Lesson #4 -~ Revitalising.

The instructions for revitalizing are the same as for neutra-
lizing, with this difference; the lungs shall be full of air when
the fingertips are together.

Lesson #5 =~ The Law of the Candle

Fire is the purifying agent of the material world, Celestial
fire is the purifying agent of the Spiritual World. Fire which
can be seen by the physical eye is composed of three sets of vibra-
tions. The first set, and the slowest in rate of speedd, is the sat
composed of the vibrations of heat.

Throughout all steps of Spiritual evolution, Celestial fire is
used as the purifying agent of the Spiritual plane.

Meditation and The Candle

In using the candle to meditate, see to it that no outside light
comes into the room to distract the attention. Have the candle
lighted and placed upon a table. Settle yourself comfortably in a
chair drawn up before the table upon which the candle stands. Have
the candle close to you. Draw to you once, Divine Power and retain
it. Then, looking into the flame of the candle, meditate upon the
subject you have chosen. Looking into the flame helps to concentrate
upon the subject, and helps to eliminate extraneous thoughts from the
mind., This same method may be used to concentrate upon achieving a
desired result.

As we cobey those laws we are rewarded; as we break those laws
we are punighed. It is the law of compensation, which is Karma,
Our obeying or disobeying the natural laws of God produce our
Karma by which we advance or retard ourselves.

Lesson (#6-b) The Path of Evolution

Lesson #7 -- Charging Water for Healing.

Have a glass of water ready. Draw Divine Power to you as,
in first lesson. While holding glass of water in the left hand,
cup the palm of the right hand over the top of the glass.

Then with the right hand still upraised,
focus the fingertips of the left hand into the palm of the
patient's hand. Do not allow your fingertips to touch the pa-
tient's hand. Power will flow from you to the patient., Concen-
trate upon strength, quiet, peace, or whatever the need is.

Lesson #10 - Draining Excessive Charge from your own Body.
Sit in chair with feet flat., Let fingertips hang toward floor.
Excessive charge will drain off the fingertips into the ground.
Do not drain off your natural strength from the body. Be careful.

Or, if you have taken the wrong set of vibrations--for instance,
having taken on 'nerve energy,' which was the wrong set of vibra-
tions, instead of taking on strength, which was needed--you may
drain off the wrong vibrations by letting your fingertips hang
toward the floor,

Lesson #11 - Withdrawing Surplus Power
from overcharged body.

Place your fingerxtips in the palm of the hand of the patient.
Your fingertips must touch the palm. Point your other hand toward
the floor with your fingertips outspread., Continue this treatment
until the patiasnt is relieved; but be careful that you do not draw
out the natural strength of the body.

Lesson #12 -~ Healing by the Laying on of the Hands.

Have patient lying flat with the affected part exposed. Draw
Divine Powexr. Then with the fingertips very lightly touching,
move the fingertips from the outside of the affected area towards
the center, and pull upward and awav from the body., This keeps
the unharmonious vibrations from spreading. Replenish the Power in
yourself as needed. Treat for about 15 or 20 minutes.

In cases of congestion, such as constipation, or colds, move
fingertips toward the natural outlet.

In treatment for nervousness, wmove fintertips up and down the
spine.,

After treating the patient, always cleanse your own hands in
charged water, as explained earlier.

It is well to give the patient a treatsent of Divine Power
after the healing treatment. Aftzr the treatment, warn the patient
to keep his hands closed for a while; and the one hand closed while
receiving treatment.
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In healing with the fingertips, a foreign substance seems to
become entwined around your fingertips. These are unharmonious
vibrations being drawn from the affected area. To remove these,
insert fingers of one hand between fingers of the other at base
of fingers, and push outwards. Shake towards the floor, That
removes the excess unharmony from your fingertips while giving
the treatment.

Always lave (wash) the hands in charged water after treat-
ing a patient no matter what the ailment is,

Lesson #13 Treating The Head

Do not focus the Power into the forehead of a patient., Other-
wise he will have a headache until the Power is wiped away. Focus
into back of neck and along the spine, if it is necessary to work
with the brain case part of the head,

Our material has no connection whatever with the "Shaver Mystery."
In our correspondence with Mr. Raymond A. Palmer, editor of The
Amazing Stories Magazine, we requested him to keep our material separate
from the '"Shaver Mystery," and not to use it in connection with the

torted our statements for his own purpose, thereby misleading the
readers of Amazing Stories Magazine. So much for that.

This group, or organization of which we speak, has no name.
It is not a 'Lodge' or 'Mystery School' or anything of that sort. No
one can buy his way into Rainbow City. We ourselves, who are the North
American spokesmen, cannot enter Rainbow City at this time. Therefore,
we cannot promise any one else entry. We are not the ones who decide
who shall go to Rainbow City, and who shall not. The Leaders '"The
Ancient Three, Who Were, Who Are, Who will be," decide all those
matters.

These two thousand people who are down there now, were picked
by the Leaders because of their peculiar abilities now, and the fact
that they are re-incarnations of ancient ones who lived and worked
there when Rainbow City was founded. The ancient 'memory' pools are
awakened and they have much knowledge innate within them to help in
the work now being done there.

There is not enough room in Rainbow City for all of the so-called
'worthy' people of the world...{who is to say which ones are 'worthy'
and which are 'unworthy'?)...much less for all of humanity. And if
the ice-caps of Antarctica were melted to release the other six cities
from the ice to make more room, the melted ice as water flowing into
the oceans, would wreck more havoc than the atom bomb.

And to do this, it was necessary to give the exploited, t?e oppressed
and the enslaved peoples of the world, the first opportunity to make
their move for freedom.

The means by which this material has been gathered is a form
of Mental Telepathy, called by us "Controlled Mental Communication.
Before you say it is silly, stop to think of the work of Alexis
Carrell, of Dr. Rhine of Duke University and other scientists. Then
think of the many chairs of Mental Telepathy that have been estab-
lished in the Departments of Psychology in the largest Universities
in the United States. Therefore it cannot be silly.

In 1927 in San Francisco, we met a man who became a very great
friend of ours. In his moving around, and our moving around, we
lost touch with each other. Both regretted the lost contact.

In February of 1935, when we were in Elwood, Indiana, we
learned that our friend Emery, was in New York in radio circles.
We immediately got in touch with him, and he was glad of it. We
started to develop this system we call Controlled Mental Communica-
tion. He helped us in every way. Mrs. Hefferlin was the one who
established the mental link. Emery came to Elwood several times
during the process, to check for accuracy. It was accurate. He
had occasion to go to several places in the United States, and
each time he would transmit information, and then check with us.

When it was found that the system of telepathy was accurate,
he went to several places in the world, and transmitted much
material and information, which has nothing to do with the question
now in hand. However, confirmation of that information was always
forthcoming by way of newspapers and radio, anywhere from two days
later to five years later. We had such a mass of confirmatory
evidence by that medium, that it became monotonous putting it down.
We cannot doubt the information given us now, no matter how
fantastic it seems.

One communication is as fast as ordinary, open conversation.
Mrs. Hefferlin receives the information telepathically, and trans-
mits by spoken word to Mr. Hefferlin. Both speak aloud to answer
Emery. Our friend can hear spoken conversation, and can see
anything that is held up before "The Channel,'" as we call the
medium which is used. He hears all that is said if one speaks
loudly enough. It is not necessary to shout. Only speak clearly.
Street noises from here go through to him. There is no mystery
about this.channel, only a definite use of vibrational focus.
No need of mystic actions or trance, or incense, or mirrors, or
candles, but the simple use of a picture.

This Channel was opened in the spring of 1935, more than
twelve and a half years ago. Emery and some others, working
under orders, discovered Rainbow City in the fall of 1942 around
Thanksgiving time. So you see, in the interval of over seven and
a half years, we had plenty of time to check all angles of our
communication channel. So, no matter how fantastic the informa-
tion is, we have every reason to accept it as true; no reason to
believe it false.
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We have sufficient proof for ourselves. But not concrete,
material proof that can be held in the hand and passed from person
to person. Therefore, we warn each reader to take this information
with a grain of salt, and examine the material for himself. We
are not putting it forth as indisputable fact that must be accepted,
just because we say so. But each reader must let his own reason
and logic speak to him, and he is free to accept or reject it as
he sees fit. It is immaterial to us which he does.

In 1940 we gave to our friend, Emery, the designs and informa-
tion of Ghyt Motor No. 1, burn water for fuel, Circle Winged Plane,
and the instruments very briefly sketched in the article 'Power'!
All articles printed in the Amazing Stories Magazine for September
1946. Emery turned them over to the Ancient Three, eventually.

We ourselves, could do nothing with them for we had no money
to develop them, but he himself, ran out of money in caring for the
first 'Circle Winged Plane' which was built, and the Space Ship.
Finally he appealed to his personal friend, the Grand Lama head of
the Temple in the Valley of Harmonious Peace, in Tibet which we
'Shangri-La.' The Grand Lama opened the valley for Emery. From
there they went into the hands of the Ancient Three.

Since then, 350 of the 'Circle Winged Planes' have been built.
They are powered by a motor called GHYt No. 2, because they are a
combination of GHYT No. 1, plus the principle described in 'Burn
Water for Fuel.'

The so-called 'Flying Saucers' were a group of these ships on
a mapping expedition to discover the type of terrain in which the
ends or mouths of the tunnels opened, as described in the article,
"Man No. 4 Tunnels."

In the summer of 1946, by action of the Ancient Three, the
Atomic Laboratory of the Russians was blown up. That laboratory
was outside of Moscow, as the "Glacier Priest" said in June, 1947.
It was in the northeast tip of Siberia, and much too close to
Alaska. Therefore, the orders were sent out to destroy it, and
the orders were obeyed. There are only a chosen few who are
operators of the Portals...(see'"Man No. 3 Portals")...of which
Emery is one.

The three Leaders themselves grew up in the world, and
learned what the world could teach. They had to unlearn much of
what was taught them...but who doesn't in the course of a life time?
Outside of three or four babes who have been born in Rainbow City
in the last four and one half years, everyone down there was born
in the world in the last seventy odd years. No one is a freak of
any sort.

There are seven Temples in the world, all linked together by

what we call'Thought Machines.' The Thought Machines are large
crystals which transmit thoughts and mental pictures.
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These Temples are located in Tibet, that master temple, India,
Iran, Turkey, Egypt, Morocco, and the high Andes of South
America. The master Thought Machine is in the Temple in Tibet.

But gathered at those temples are representatives of all of
the peoples of Asia, including the natives of siberia. Not any
Russians. All of the natives of Africa, but not any Dutch, or
English, or Belgians, etc. All of the peoples of the islands of
the seas. The Latin American States, the Negroes, the Red Indians,
and the Eskimoes of North America receive their orders from the
South American Temple.

In 1936 the Ancient Three began to take over in the East.
Though prior to that time they were feeling out in Hungary, and
to a certain extent in Poland and Finland. By the action of the
Ancient Three keeping Hungary from aligning herself with Britain
and France on the one hand, because they were much too weak if
trouble started; and keeping her from aligning herself with Italy
and Germany on the other hand, because they were rotten to the
care the Ancient Three delayed the starting of the European War
by two years. (The war which started in 19139)

In 1938 India owed England a debt of over three hundred million
dollars. India was ordered to industrialize, so that she could gain
her economic independence. She was told that political independence
would follow as a matter of course without bloodshed in getting it.
India industrialized. In 1945 she had paid off her debt to England,
and had England owing India to the tune of more than three billions
of dollars. India gained her political independence as was promised.
But England saw to it that India was divided, which has brought on
Civil war. It was against the orders of the Ancient Three. So India
will have to work it out for herself,

Turkey was ordered to stay out of the war, no matter how much
Dressure was brought to bear on her from any direction. She obeyed
orders, and she did not suffer blasting during the war, and America
herself finally admitted that it was a good thing that Turkey
stayed out of the war. It worked out better for America.

Egypt was ordered not to draw a single man up for wilitary service,
even when the enemy was within ber gates. The British and the Ameri-
cans called the Egyptians 'sniveling cowards.'But they were not. It
took the grandest kind of faith in the Ancient Three, for the Egyptians
to obey blindly, with every evidence against obeying. But they were
saved as every one kanows.

Rommel was driving to blow up the Suez Canal, drive into the Holy
Land., When he would have reached that point, the German Army massed
on the borders of Turkey, would have moved into Turkey, and taken the
Dardanelles. Then the two armies would have joined forces, and they
would have driven into the o0il fields of Iraq, Iran, and Russian
Caucasus, thereby outflanking the Russians and Stalingrad. what
caused Rommel to run, thus upsetting that little plot and keeping
the Germans from getting the oil that would have won the war for
Germany?
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It was not Montgomery. He was down in Southeast Egypt with
only a token force. He could not even keep in sight of the dust of
the famed African Corps. The Germans ran so fast that they dumped
Italians all over the desert, and the Italians had to walk for many
weary miles before they could find any one to whom to surrender.

The Ancient Three stepped in there, and caused Rommel to run.
They laid down the law to Rommel, and scared him so much that he
dared not take another step into Egypt. By the action of the
Ancient Three, they broke the back of the German war effort, and
the Allies won.,

What stopped the Japanese a%t the gate of Australia? They hed
moved down the islands and were practically on the door step of
tustralia. The Australian Army was away from home fighting
Britain's battles elsewhere. Britain could not get Australia's
army home fast enough. America could not get men and material
to Australia. Most of the American Pacific Fleet was on the floor
of the Pacific Ocean at Pearl Harbor. The Atlantic Fleet was
fighting Britain's battles in the Atlantic, The few ships that
were in the Pacific could not hold the war themselves, nor save
Australia from invasion,

The Allies needed a base desperately in the Pacific, and
Australia was the only base that was left. If the Japanese cap-~
tured Australia, Awmerica would be fighting the Japanexze in the
Rocky Mountains of Noxth America. The Ancient Three knew that
so they stepped in and stopped the Japanese in their own way,
and Australia was safe until men and supplies could be gotten
there. From then on it was up to America.

All of you know now, the strange right-about-face of the
Japanese. How docile and obedient they have become under General
McArthur, How the people of Japan are working for peace and want
to be a part of that peace. Again the Ancient Three stepped in,
in their own peculiar way, and warned the Japanese people that
they had hopelessly condemned themselves by their previous ac-
tions and blood lust. The Japanese could only redeem themselves
by the long hard climb upward of obedience, co=-operation and the
will to show the world they were willing to suffer the necessary
steps to gain back natien-hood. And they were also told that
the Ancient Three were with the man who would become the Conqueror
»f the Japanecse. A&nd only by obedience, co=-operation and work
could they redeem themselves back to a place under the Ancient
Thra2e. You have seen how the Japanese have obeyed that dictum.
And now you know why fhey have boldly anacunced that they would
take orders from General MacArthur and from no one else.

Syria and Lebanon gained their independence by action of
the Ancient Three. The Arabizn States united into a federation
by act of the Ancient Threa. 4Ans the strength of the federatinn
as a unit is greater than the combined strength of the individual
states. They organized according to the pattern of the United
States, which s the pattern that all the world will follow, when
the time is ripe. That is, the patter of government among the
states of the World. There are many necessary changes to bhe made
in all departments of living befeore the Perfect Plan is established,
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The pattern in the United states, is: the forty-eight states
are forty-eight individual nations combined into one federation.
Each state has its own laws, traditions, and history. Those things
are sacred to each state.

But each of those forty-eight states co=-operates with all of
the rest of the states upon vital issues. There are no tariff
walls between the states. There are no import or export duties
to pay between the states. Trade flows freely in every direction.
No passports are needed for the citizens of one state to move into
another state. The citizen of another state is treated like one
of the local citizens, when he is in any one of the forty-eight
states.

There is a single unit of currency among all of the states,
that has the same value from Seattle to Miami, from Bangor, Maine
to san Diego. There are no exchange premiums to pay between the
states for changing coin from the currency of one state .to the
currency of another state. Each person in the United States is
paid for his services in equal proportion to any one else in the
United states, for the same or similar services.

There are no extra~territorial rights imposed by one state
upon another state as has been done by the Buropean nations and
America to the nations of Asia and Africa, and they would try to
do to South America, and other Latin American States. And all of
the forty-eight states of the United states follow the same foreign
policy. That is the pattern of the United States.

That is the pattern of the Arabian League also, and that will
be the pattern of all the world eventually. Each country, people,
nation, must earn its independence from the Buropean Empire nations.
Only in that way can these people know freedom, understand it, and
work to retain it when it is theirs. If it were handed to them on a
silver platter, they would not know what to do with it, and would
lose it again. Therefore, they must earn their own freedom, and
help others to earn theirs.

Then, the Fatherhood of God, the Motherhood of Nature...which
is a part of God...and the Brotherhood of Man can be established
on the face of the earth, and all people shall have equal opportu-
nity of achievement of expression, of access to the bounty of the
=arth, equal access to the resources and materials to make their
lives better. No Nation will exploit another nation, put burden-
some taxes upon them, nor enslave them in any way. And war will
be abolished, for all people will have room in which to live, and
to feed their starving bodies, and will be paid in proportion to
his services to all..no matter if he be a Negro, and Indian, a
South Sea Islander or a White man.

For this the Ancient Three are working. And for this, we
here in Livingston are contributing our little bit in the only
way that we can at this time,

So0...take it or leave it. It is immaterial to us. We know
the goal, and are working toward it.

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STATIC WAS LICKED TWENTY YEARS AGO
By W.C. Hefferlin

For many years, in fact since the advent or beginning of Wireless
now grown up into our modern versions and adaptations called Radio,
Television, etc., one problem (an international -subject and a headache
to all listeners) has been and still is "atmosphere,”" commonly called
static.

When we say "atmospherics" we are speaking mainly in regard to the
familiar crashes, sputters, etc., during summer and storm periods
accompanied by lightning and other natural movements of the frictionally
generated electricity.

The devices and circuits and other attempts at control of this type
of static are legion in number as all engineers, experimenters and
"91d timers" well known, and volumes have been written relative to the
subject and many theories advanced as to its transmission and reception.

To begin with: We will state that for all ordinary purposes there
are three well-known means of transferring electrical energy from one
place to another, namely: direction connection or conduction, induction,
and capacity. These three are in common use in different combinations
throughout all electrical usages and are quite familiar to all of us.
But some would say that any movement of electricity must be one of the
three. This we dispute and will our reasons as far as machinery or
apparatus is concerned, especially relative to static in radio.

To anyone who has studied Physics we can refer them to the section
in electro-statics and electrical distribution. '"The electrical charge
of a conductor is confined to its outer surface. The distribution of
the charge is therefore affected by the shape of the conductor, the
surface density being greater the greater the curvature.,"

"ACTION OF POINTS: By holding a lighted candle near to the
pointed end of a rod attached to an electrical machine the candle flame
will be blown away as by a stiff breeze. The experiment shows that an
electrical charge is carried off by a pointed conductor. The air parti-
cles touching the point become heavily charged and are then repelled;
other particles take their place and are in turn repelled and form an
electrical wind." Quotations from FIRST PRINCIPLES OF PHYSICS, by
Henry S. Carhart and Horatio N. Chute, Copy right 1912, Chapter XI,
pages 300 and 301.

Now this section just quoted lays out the theory of action of
one phase of electrical distribution not used in common practice. As
to the application of sharp point or edge leakage of H.F. (high frequency)
relative to static elimination we will show wherein this applies and
is used.

But first we will study the nature of static itself, with further
quotations from the same book. Page 313: "Franklin in 1752 demonstrated
lightning is identical with the electrical spark. Leyden jars could be
charged an other effects characteristic of static electrification could
be produced.™
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Further experimentation and analysis shows that it is of a D.C.
(direct current) nature and of slug characteristics. When we use the
term "slug" we wish to show the difference between a fast moving current
and a slow moving current; that is the only reason. It is this difference
that counts in what we are about to discuss.

Difference in potential or pressure and opposite polarity charges are
two reasons of static charge movements. Think of a cloud of vapor at one
potential charge, the earth at the opposite polarity and perhaps at times
Zero potential. .

Now with this difference in polarity and potential values, static
potential follows a natural law to attempt to equalize or balance itself.
When given a metallic conductor as an easier path than air, we will have
a current flow, as previously stated, of a D.C. nature in "slug" or
interrupted sequence. This interrupted D.C.or slug passing through a pri-
mary coil of the antenna induces by induction a duplicate current action
through the secondary coil; in capacity connection an opposite polarity
one plate of condenser leading into set.

Radio waves are of a high frequency nature even if the potential
antenna charge 1is only one millionth of a volt. With this past discussion
as a partial background let's furnish an easy path for the D.C. current and
hold back the high frequency current as a major operation. This can be
done quite easily up to a given place, but the absolute separation of the
two distinct types of current is the joker and necessitated the use of the
above Principles of point or edge leakage.

The early experiments following the needle point theory were conduct-
ed by using Epsom Salts boxes and about 300 bank pins pushed through the
wall of the box and pointing to a common center, this center being first
a wire; then later replaced by a copper tube with outer surface insulated
and a binding post soldered to one end of the tube, All pin points were
brought to surface contact of insulation on copper tube. Around the out-
side surface of the Epsom Salt box, through which the pins had been pushed
leaving the heads of the pins showing, metal foil was wrapped so as to make
contact with these pin heads for current passage.

Insulated from, but wrapped around this outer surface was wound about
61 turns of No. 22 wire. The outside antenna wire was connected to one end
of the No. 22 wire coil and ground wire was connected to the coil's opposite
end. A short wire from the radio set's antenna post was connected to the
binding post that had been soldered on one end of the insulated copper tube
used in the center of device as just previously mentioned.

The first tests were conducted on a standard five-tube battery
operated set in a corner drug store and bus depot located in El Cerrito,
opposite the Richmond Annex, several blocks from the county line, about
one mile north of Albany, California, first town north of Berkeley.

The store faced on San Pablo Avenue, and an electrical "feeder line"
for the Power Company ran along San Pablo Avenue. At the store corner
a sub-feeder line made junction, all overhead wires on wooden poles. Our
original purpose was to block off high line leakage noise in order that the
KGO station on East Fourteenth Street in Oakland carrying the ball game
program, could be heard and the scores.
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Next another unit was made and the two outside coils as previously
stated above, were connected end to end and the regular ground was dis-
connected from set and fastened to the opposite end of the coils from
the outside antenna, and a short wire fastened to the radio set ground
post, the other end fastened to binding post of the center insulated
tube of second unit. Results were perfect reception at all times, but
fully 50% drop in volume. So the headache was, WHERE HAD THE VOLUME GONE.

As crude as this beginning was it pointed out that we were on the
right track, so began over a year's steady '"try and cut'" and theory.

Edge leakage was tried out by cementing 'gold leaf" to smooth
fiber "poker chips'" and a special tool with a circular cutting edge
used to cut a circular cut, so as to separate the ''gold leaf" surface
into two sections, edge to edge, with a slight separation between the
cut edges.

A hole was drilled in the center of each disk and these disks
were strung on a threaded brass rod about 30 at a time, the center rod
in contact with the center leaf surface. The outer surface of the gold
leaf on each disk ready for outside contact by the now usual metal foil
outside wrapper, as used in the pin type unit.

The disks were coated with cement and squeezed together by two
small washers and nuts, one at each end of the brass rod. Then the
usual outside wrapper of metal foil was placed around the outside edge
of the disks to make contact with the outside edge of the outer gold
leaf surface. About No. 32 wire was wound around this ouside of metal
foil surface, with insulation between. The signals came through with
more volume than the standard hookup of regular serial and ground.

But some static came through also!

One thing was found to advantage, that any radio set tried out
with the disk units developed extreme selectivity, as the set could
only tune the length of wire between the radio and the center brass
rod connection on the disk unit. The same selectivity applied to the
pin type units also.

You will note that care was taken on the construction so as to
reduce capacity (condenser) action to an absolute minimum by maintain-
ing either a 90 degree or 180 degree angle between important surfaces.
Much was learned as to the actions of both types of units, and they
and their developments were tested at radio dealers and factories, and
in residential sections in Berkeley, Oakland and San Francisco, begin-
ning in the summer of 1926 and continuing through into March of 1928,

In late 1927 the next development of the point leakage type was
instituted, and a machine was crudely constructed to weave a No. 40
wire horizontally back and forth, across a rotating form holding 32
brass rods at its outer edge, perpendicular to the wire pattern.
1000 layers of wire were thus laid across a common center. Melted
sulphur was poured into a form surrounding the upright rods, locking
all wires into a fixed position.
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Then one difficulty showed up at once; Sulphur upon crystallizing,
pulled away at the center! By quite a bit of maneuvering this was some-
what overcome, but very haphazardly and twelve units were constructed.
Then these forms were drilled in the center so as to cut all layers of
wire, 1000 in number in this case, giving 2000 wire ends as fine as needle

points in the center; then an insulated copper tube was put through the
center.

In contact with the brass upright rods, around which the No. 40 wire
had been held the usual tin foil was wrapped and about 61 turns of No.22
insulated wire was wound end to end, and connections made from the oppo-
site ends of coils to binding posts on shell or fiber tube, one for antenna,
the other for ground. Binding posts were also as usual on one end of
center copper tubes, one for radio's antenna post and the other for the
radio's ground post wires. (Note: Molten glass would have solved the
sulphur headache, but to drill through 5 inches of glass? Well, try it
some time!) The wires must be held by a good dialectric that has a
hardness on drilling that is equal to or more than the hardness of No. 40
copper wire.

Extreme care must be exercised because if one of those 2000 wires
ends makes contact with the insulated copper tube, everything, static and
all comes into the radio. Too thick a coat of insulation at center tube
or electrode, and away goes the volume of the set.

Well, now we know where the durned volume went!

Out of the 12 single units, two shoed up clear, no point to center
electrode contacts. These two were put together end to end in the fiber
tube for the dual operation and tests began. (Pray for us, brother!)

Any results? And how!

About 95% clearing action of all outside noises, and about 10% drop in
volume on distant stations. And remember this, a 5 tube Neutro-dyne or re-
generative was the limit in those days. Superheterodynes were not standard
yet and quite freakish in operation. Electric current (A.C.) radios? The
industry was just feeling its way out, and what few showed were tricky and
bad in most cases.

Only one place in the construction is critical and that requires the
utmost precision. And the units are almost indestructible, the outside wire
coils can be easily replaced. The core cannot be opened without destroying
it. With modern plastics we may expect assembly line construction and even
better results than we had. TIts first and primary use would be for long wave,
ship to ship and ship to shore, short wave and broadcast bands. With certain
changes even Television!

In radio construction good "magnetic'" shielding bonded correctly, and we
don't mean "electrostatic' shielding as is used today, in radio construction
with the perfected static units, can produce for the radio listener -- well
just imagine full toned reception with no crashes and bangs, clear and as
distinct as a "crystal upon a black velvet backgroun." Yes, we have heard it,
and it is truly a "gift of the Gods." So now you know the secret of how
static was licked about 20 years ago. But we do know that not yet will it be

on the late fall models.
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
