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Good evening to vou, fellow borderlanders, members of the San Fran-
cisco Interplanetary Club, This is a new talk tonight, as I haven't
put this particular material together before, Even if it is a little
rough in spots I'm sure you®ll find it well worth your time and atten-
tion, The subject is so big we can only pick at the fringes of it.
I believe, however, I can give you a pretty good idea of the problems
facing people who are in what they call Exobiology. This is the exotic
biology, the study and practice of keeping living organisms alive in
outer space,

Or we might say, How to keep sane though off the Earth!

My work as director of Borderiand Sciences Research Associates is
to assemble material. Our headguarters at Vista, California is a clear-
ing house for all kinds of exotic information, I was appointed directo:
of our organization by the man who founded it, Meade Layne, because I
presumably had a broad enough background that I could take isolated bit:
of exotic or unusual information and say, with some intelligence, "See,
this is what this means.”

Much of this is opinion, and it is presented as a body of informa-
tion from which vou can pick and choose to suit yourself, I%11l first
of all be reviewing a stack of news clippings, isoclated items, and go
on to say what I think each means,

Mrs, Crabb and I lectured in Pacific Grove last night, Before we
left the home of our hostess in Monterey this morning, Mrs., Louise Bane
handed me this picture and news item from the San Francisco “Chronicle®
for Sept. 23rd., The heading is "The Thing in the Sky™, A4s you can see
in the npicture there is a long vapor trail across the sky and in the
upper right hand corner is a glowing object which could very well be a
Flying Saucer, The U,5. Air Force interpretation of this whole phenom-
enon is that it was the result of a rocket firing at Vandenberg Air
Force 3ase a couple of hundred miles down the coast. "Atmospheric con-
ditions,’” they called it.

This newsitem reminds me of a similar incident in the Los Angeles-
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San Diego area about a year ago, liere also there was a tremendous,
cork screw type of cloud formation in the sky off the coast, This at-
tracted the atiention of thousands of pecple becauss it was after sun-
set, but the rays of the sun caught this thing thirty miles above the
earth, As usual, the Air Force was callied in as the authority to ex-
plain this. Their story was that this phenomenon was the vapor trail
of a rocket launching at Vandenberg 4ir Force Base, two hundred miles

north of Los 4ngeles.

Now it was true that thefe had been a rocket launch that afternoon,
but a close reading of the news releases revealed that this cloud for-
mation appeared in the sky about ten minutes before the rocket launch
at Vandenberg! Someone was doing some sky writing at thirty miles
above the Pacific that day, but I dont believe it was any of our Air
Force or other earth made eguipment. The U,S, Air Force is commissioned
with the responsibility for explaining these things and you can believe
their explanations if you like., I dont,

REFRIGERATED SPACE RIDES

To get into the material of this talk let's turn to this item which
appeared in Newsweek Magazine in 1962, "Body Freezing, the Space 4ge
Miracle™. The article quetes Dr. Juan Negrin, of Neurosurgeons Lenox
Hospital in New York City. He says that they are developing now a
method for using "full body freezing to suspend life", He refers to
an experiment with hamsters, frozen for five hours and revived. The
little animals seemed to be perfectly normal after the experience,
Dr, Negrin then says, "Full body freezing will be a practical way to
send man on a trip to the outer limits of the solar system, because the
physical reguirements, the stress, of going in the body while trying to
keep it warm and alive is just too much for these long voyvages, Vhen
man finally builds 2 space vehicle to reach other stars the astronaut
will travel in a frozen state, The possibilities are unlimited.,

74311 our work in low temperatures leads us to believe we will be
able to do this in the foreseeable future,”

This is a materialist approach to the almost insoluble problem of
space travel. It is possible something like this may even be attemnted
on the first Apollo shot to the moon in 1970, because the problems of
keeping an astronaut alive in space have not yet been solved.

If you get the San Francisco Chronicle you may have read this re-
view of Ettinger’s book on "The Prospect of Immortality”, where he dis-
cusses at book length the possibility of becoming immortal by avoiding
death, VWhen you feel that death is approaching, have your body frozen
with instructions that you will be thawed out many, many years later, ’

As far as I am concerned, the prospect of coming back to a smelly
old carcass that was just about wern out anyvhow, isn’t very appealing,
I think I%d rather go through another physical birth again, and grewbup
developing a new body better adapted to the age in which I was livine
than trying to keep an ¢ld one alive that just doesn't fit the times?’ I
suspect most of you would agree with me, and with the poet, Wordsworth:
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and his "Intimations of Immortality’:

“"Qur birth is but a sleep and a forgetting;
The 8Soul that rises with us, our Life's Star,
Hath had elsewhere its setting,
And cometh from afarg
Not in entire forgetfulness,
And not in utter nakedness,
But tralling clouds of glory do we come
From God, who is our home;
Heaven lies about us in our infancy!

Shades of the prison-house begin to close
Upon the growing Boy,

But He beholds the light, and whence it flows,
He sees it in his joys

The Youth, who daily farther from the east
Must travel, still is Nature's Priest,
And by the vision splendid
Is on his way attended;

At length the Man perceives it die away,

And fade into the l1light of common day.”

What a painful contrast between the inspired vision of Wordsworth,
and the material approach of orthodox science, freezing the body in a
vain attempt to achieve immortality, I suppose this is the best science
can come up with at the present time, Science will keep trying to under
stand life, as it must. Eventually, it will come to this other point
of view, The scientist will cross the Cosmic Barrier, and know and ad-
mit that he is an immortal Soul, with a consciousness temporarily con-
fined to the "prison-house®™ of the personality, and the three-dimensiona
physical body.

PHYSICAL 30DY SPACE TRAVEL IMPOSSIBLE?

That space travel may be, or is, absolutely impossible to us in our
physical bodies is guardedly admitted by some of our space biologists,
I think this is the reason why Russia has slowed down in its push toward
the Moon, because they have learned that it is impossible with our pre-
sent limited understanding of life,

Here iz another recent news item, "Animals and Plants To Get Space
Tegts’™, These space researchers are going to send up trays of frog'®s
eggs, many kinds of plants, hordes of single-celled animals, cell cultur
rats and mice, and monkeys, The idea is to use these life-forms in 25
experiments, to learn more about whe effects of weightlessness and the
other exotic conditions of outer space,

" We are just beginning to look for answers in an area already ex-
plored by the Russians! Among all the space firsts, the Russians were
the first to orbit a human being, the first to orbit animals, and plant
life, So they have their answers and the answers are not encouraging,
The Soviets are not so keen to get to the moon so soon,
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Apnother project in this 25-experiment program by the doctors is
to discover what goes on in the deeper portioms of the brain during
long periods of weightlessness, 3So they are going to implant elesctrodes
in the brains of monkeys and send them up in orbit for 30 days. All
this is to be accomplished within the next two years, by 1966, This is
from an Arizona paper and here is a picture of one of the little mon~
keys in the kind of cage he may very well be in on his space flight.
There are the electrodes and equipment which will send back the read-
ings. The University of Arizona has received a grant of $45,000 for

this project.

ROBOT CONTROL OF ASTRONAUTS

Another item from the "™Arizona Republic™ of Phoenix, Early this
year a neuro-surgeon was there, Dr. Loyal Davis of Chicago., He said
to the conference of neuro-surgeons gathered there for a conference:
YAstronauts who land on the moon might have electrodes placed in their
brains and receive electrical signals from the ecarth, No one knows
what the astronauts will find when they land on the moon. The shock
of a new environment might be so great the men, despite rigorous train-
ing, might become emotionally dumb, or fremzied.” Then he went on to
say that the brain experts have already experimented with controlling
thought by electrical impulses of a radio type.

I am something less than enthusiastic about having electrodes
planted in my brain, and having some scientist 240,000 miles away on
the surface of the earth telling me what to do. 1 dont imagine you
would like having that done to you either, would you? But this is the
material approach to the problem of the "break-off”, the change of con-
scivusness that occurs in deep space, The excbiologists already know
for sure that we cannot go out there and still remain sane, from the
normal, earthly point of view, DBut their material approach chills me,
I shudder at the thought of placing my 1ife in the hands of a cold-
blooded scientist who imperturbably cuts up animals, uses them, abuses
them, for the sake of what he calls progress,

A1l this is an indication of the tremendous changes that are going
on in our society today as a result of the space program, There is a
great acceleration which is frightening to many people; .there is a con-
servative reaction which wants to hang on to things as they were., Ve
can sympathize with them, but we are on an acceleration curve now which
is unsettling to all segments of our society. By and large, however,
the results will be for good. They will be beneficial,

Here is a good example of a standard becoming outdated, the pres-
sure for change and orthodox science having to yield to it, The stan-
dard for length, the cast bar for the meter, this has been in a guarded
place in Paris since 1876. It was accepted as a standard for leneth
all around the world. This standard was deserted by science in 1960,
The meter bar is no longer accurate enough for our accelerated society,
for the extremely close measurements the space age requires! I'm quot-~
ing now from an item in the Los Angeles "Times" for Sept, 18, 1964:

"The Atomic Standard Time Likely After October, Back in 1960, the plat-
inum-irridium bar kept at the Bureau of Weights and Measures in Paris
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was replaced as a standard of length by an atom of Krypton 856, So many
millions of vibrations per second of Krypton, in 1960, was considered to
be the new standard of length -~ the first change in 88 years! 3But so
fast is our society speeding up now that Krypton 86 has become outmoded
in only fourxr vears! DNow the scicentists have decided that the ticking -of
Krypton is not accurate enough; theyfll start using the ticking of Ce-
sium in October, The reporter writes, "The new standard will allow the
second to be determined 100 to 1,000 times more accurately than the
present one of Krypton 86,% He also included that famous limerick on
relativity:

There once was a girl

We are moving into an area of understanding where the old, material
standards are not of much help to us. It is really coming home to many
people now that moving into space means literally and actually leaving
the material world behind -- reluctantly. This reporter, for example,
and the antiguated idea that nothing can travel faster than light., He
is metaphysically illiterate when he writes: "Unfortunately, nothing
travels faster than light, in space, so that route to eternal youth is
out, ¥

How little that reporter knows, Those of vou who have read Dan
Ery%s books know from the examples he gave that the speed of light is
relative, Proiect two rockets from earth, side by side, and accelerate
them to where they are traveling at the speed of light. Once the earth
is gone, to passengers aboard the two rockets, they are standing still, -
relative to each other; but to us here on the earth they have disappear-
ed. Any physical object accelerated to the speed of 1ight does literall
dematerialize or disappear, from our point of view; but from the point
of view of the person dematerializing, he is still guite real, As far

United States Problem. Prolonged periods of weightlessness are danger-~
ous to the human body." HNow you know that if you are confined to your
bed for ten days or more, you begin to lose calcium from your bones, we
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deteriorate in other wavs alsc. The Hussian cosmonaut was up there

in space for three days., in that time they discovered that calcium

was leaving his bones at a greaster rate than it does to an ordinary
sick persoem here on the surface, This suggests that a much longer trip
to the Moon might remove so much calcium from the astronaut?s bones
that his legs might not support his weight when he climbed out of his

To quote Harry Helson, medical editor of the Los Angeles "TimesY:
"It is strongly suspected that the rvigors of space travel can cause
changes in the circulatory system, the gradually accumulating effects
of whidh may not show up until the passage of time.” He wrote that in
April of this wvear. Almost two years earlier, June 1962, another "Tinme:
writer asks, "Was Astronaut s8lind and Deaf?’ and goes on to write:
"Astronaut Scott Carpenter may have been "partially anesthetized, blind
and deaf? while in his third orbit of the eatth recently. At least
that is what one is led to surnise, after reading an article in the cur-
rent issue of Research Review, published by the Air Force Office of
Scientific Hesearch. Personnel at Mercury tracking stations reported
that Carpenter seemed 7tired and confused? during the third and last
orbit, Carpenter himself rejected this idea after the flight,

g 111 the minority view among space psychologists and exo-
olo e material-minded, orthodox scientists are still thinking
in term ging along a complete earth environment to keep the Astrc
naut alive and well in space, Jut those broader-minded psychologists
who have studied and practised hypnosis and other little-known powers
of the mind -~ self-suggestion, telepathy, ESP and so on -~ are urging

Drugs can also do these things and our drug-addicted doctors auto-
matically think of a pill or a hypodermic needlej; but as Dr., Dorcus
pointed out, the drugged astronaut may not be able to awaken completely
and respond quickly in an emergency; whereas there is no time lag or
wearing off period in coming out of a hypnotic state.

The drug-and-gadget oriented doctors will not give up easily, how-
ever; and the mind-oriented, forward-looking space scientists will have
to overcome very powerful, conservative oppesition before the whole
field of ESP can be approached boldly and publicly. This was openly _
admitted by an Air Force scientist in Miami, Florida, May 11, 1964. 1In
talking to the 35th annual meeting of theldierospace Medical Association
he said they absolutely must study ESP (extra-sensory perception) and
other mental processes.

“Not only do we have a scientific responsibility for doing this
research, we also have a moral responsibility for doing so, even in
the face of strong ultra-conservative opposition.”

CONTROL OF THE ATTENTION

The problem of the expanded state of awareness is very complex,
however; and we have every right to ask, are Lowell and De Vaucouleurs
deluding themselves when theyclaim to see canals on Mars? Others dont
see them. Orthodox researchers are applying the same scepticism to
the non-physical or extra-physical things seen by the Astronauts. Do
Venus and the moon, and the other planets really have halos when seen
through the horizon atmosphere of the earth?

tions?

Only time will tell, with repeated observations by reliable wit-
nesses to back up, or refute, the original reports. One thing for sure,
the further removed we are from physical matter as we know it, the more
careful we must be.

Then Lauritzen goes on to claim that this happened to the first Rus-~
sian asronauts. They were "lost in space because some unknown force
destroyved the cabin and instruments., . . & man said that something
strange had come into the cabin; and even if it was invisible, it was
destroying the instruments,”

Later on, Lauritzen says, ""the Russians learned that it was neces-
sary to hypnotize the astronauts so that they only thought of the things
they had to do.”" Maybe they should study Norman Vincent Peale’s "Power
of Positive Thinking®! Lauritzen also claims that all of our American
Astronauts have been so hypnotized to avoid such things as disintegrating
Mercury and Gemini capsules., If so, it certainly is a well-kept secret!

It is no secret, however, that the winners in the Astronaut selectic
program were absolute tops in their emotional stability under stress,
but even more important than that was thelr mental attitude toward the
project. These men were chesen above all others because of their total
dedication to and concentration on their chosen goal, This is positive
thinking, the only kind which is going to get & man or woman successfull-
out to the moon and back again, in or out of the bodyl

Lauritzen®s idea that human thought-power increases tremendously
when free from the earth gravity field is sound reasgoning to me: but it
might be equally true that physical objects in space may be more loosely
held together because of that same lack of gravity; therefore it wouldn?
necessarily take much kinetic energy in the form of a negative or fearfu
thought to break up or disintegrate a physical object,

This phencmenon of disintegrating instruments and cabin is not new
to our exobiologists, This may have been in Dr, Levy's mind when he
spoke of the disturbing effects of isolation on human thought-processes
and observations.at that 1958 meeting, long before we or the Russians
put anyone in orbit, "Time Magazine” for May 26, 1958 had an extensive
article on the problems cf space travel, Included in it was this very
revealing item on that destructive "unknown force:

"A man studying a dimly 1it instrument panel or radar scobe in dark
ness and total silence scon begins to see blips where shere are none,
Airmen repovrted: *The instrument panel kept melting and dropping to the
floor'., . .

How we¥re not here to debate this matter of survival., That can be
the subject of several other lectures and anvhow the available material
is endliess., Yhat we are concerned about is Control of the Attention.

If study of that Control leads us beyond telepathy, beyond ESP as the
orthodox scientist wants to study it, by all means lets do so. This is
basic science rather than applied science, In this research field of -
ES? the space scientist must hold himself €o the problem of the Astro-
naut?®s total attention on the success of the mission. ¥We are not so
limited, I make so bold as to venture the opinion that our space ven-
tures will not succeed unless and until our space scientists take in the
larger field of study of Consciousness itself! What this will lead to
they probably dare not suspect, but some have no doubt passed on their
private opinions to the Administration in Washington, Here is a signi--
ficant observation by the architect of our space program, the then vice~
president, Lyndon Saines Johnson, in a speech in June 1963:

"Je are not reaching for prestige in space, we are reaching for
peace, And this is consideradly more urgent than many realize or others
will vet admit, Space is clearly the great breakthrough of human know-
ledge -~ for centuries to come., ¥We do not know --~ and the Soviets do
not know -- what the Stars will tell us. Ve do know that to default the
gxploration of the universe of space would surely be as catastyophic &n
its consequences to us as if we had defaulted exploration of the aton.
Our superiority in any scientific field will be brief and fading if we
do not win and hold competence in this new and decigive realm of
discovery,”

I think the Stars will tell us that space is already occupied by
intelligent beings, some human, like Judge Hatch, and some non-human,
like the angels; and if we are to successfully traverse space, even the
comparatively short distance to the moon, we will have to seek their
cooperation.

This has been implicit in the guiding philosophy of S5RA since its
beginning, and especially since our founder and first director, Meade
Layne, organized the material published in our book, "Coming Of The
Guardians”, Even orthodox scientists are grudgingly admitting the pro-
bability of other inhabited planets in the universe., Half of these
planets would be shead of us in evolution, half of them behind us. The
scientist is willing to admit that the more advanced cultures of other
planets have mastered space travel, but none are as yet willing to state
publicly that some of those advanced beings may be in the atmosphere of
this planet, or even walking about on the surface, ready and willing to
offer advice and guidance on the conduct of our affairs,

The problem is a meeting of minds, communication, and we?ll have tc
go bevend telepathy in our studies of the mind to prepare ourselves for
the larger -- and I hope more peaceful -~ view of life that space travel
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presents, Let us not default the problem; let us step fo rga@a sgayaeew
cusly to meet it. '

SOLUTION IS POSSIJLE

Here is a praiseworthy attempt, the book "3eyond Telepathy”, by
Dr. Andrija Puharich., It was yabizsﬁeé in 1962 b? Doubleday & Gc.,
Garden City, New York. Some of you may have read Dr, Puharichf?s first
book, "The Sacred Mushroom”. This is about the effects of a kind of
mushroom called Amanita Muscaria. He discovered that this particular
fungus has been used for thousands of years by priesthoods, other reli-
gious types, wz@cai&czers, etc, to induce a state of Divine Inebriation,
of religious ecstasy; or as the modern technicians would say, hallucina-
tions.  Now that we are going into space and the Astronauts are having

This must be kept in mind, this practical side., If you are going
to push your studies into this area of telepathy and ESP, be sure you
dont lose touch with the reality of this life and its problems, using
these studies as an escape. What are those studies as outlined by Dr.
Puharich? 'Let®s look at the first chanter where he begins to give the
wonderful examples of the various types of telepathy, and also intro-
duces vou to several new words. There are two especially, Cholinergia
and Adrenergia. These are Puharich®s terms for the Receiver and the
Sender in telepathy. You'?ll become more familiar with them later,
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THE TELEPATHIC RECEIVER AND THE STATE OF CHOLINERGIA

Cholingergia is the expanded, relaxed state of consciousness which
allows ES? or telepathy to take place., This is a subjective state, in -
which the mind is open to receive suggestions or images from any direc-
tion, This receptive state is indicated or brought about by measurable
changes in the body. Acetylcholine is released in the blood. From this

chemical combination is derived the term: Cholimgrgia.

You release ACTH in wyour blood every night when you lay down to go
to sleep, Let us say this is the chemical which releases conscicusness
from the body. You consciously release this chemical in your bloodstrean
by your desire to go to sleep! So here you'll hear more of cholingrgia
and adrenergia -~ the latter the state of the Sender, Adrenergia, from
adrenalin, the heart stimulant, Adrenalin is released into the blood
every time yvou are frightened or angry. It is prescribed by doctors for
people whose heart needs stimulation.

Puharich starts off with a case of spontaneocus telepathy. Vhile
he was still in the service, as a doctor with the Army, on 2 base some-
where here in the United States, a doctor associate, Lawrence, came into
his office at eight-thirty, sat down, suddenly decided to telephone a
research associate, 311l Harmon, in bed asleep elsewhere on the base,
Dr. Lawrence picked up his telephone and started dialing this man's
number.

At the same time, four miles away, in the cholinergic state of
sleep, Harmon suddenly woke with the irresistible urge to call DPr, Law-
rence, Sy the time sill decided to reach over to the telephone by his
bed and pick up the receiver, Dr. Lawrence had completed his dialing and
the line was open, The two men spoke, recognized each other, and were
surprised to find that the telepathic message had preceded the phone
callf! Spontaneous telepathy. Dr. Lawrence was in the adrenergic state,
concentrating within himself, visualizing the man he was about to call,
and 3i11 Harmon was in the cholinergic state, asleep, relaxed, his con-
sciousness free from the body and expanded,

THE TELEPATHIC SENDER AND THE STATE OF ADRENERGIA

Naturally, both conditions are necessary for the 'successful sending
and receiving of a message, but in this second chapter Puharich concen-
trates more on the centripetal state of mind of the sender, This is an
inward turning vortex resulting from tension and excitement,

Jack 5ullivan was a2 pipe-welder, working at the bottom of a fourtee
foot ditch on the Washington street job in Soston in 1955, He was all
alone, The other workmen had laid the last section of pipe for the day
and gone: Sullivan was welding his last seam. Suddenly part of the ditc
caved in, burying him under tons of dirt, pushing his shoulder up agains
the hot weld., He was in the adrenergic state, all right -- what the
psychologists call the Fright, Flight or Fight situation: but Sullivan
couldn®t run., He could only move one hand up to try te push some sand
between his burning shoulder and the weld -- but he only added to his
pain by burning his hand., Fortunately, his welding mask over his face
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gave hinm an air pocket for breathing, %e shouted for help but soon real-
ized he was wasting air; for with the welding generator running a@ full
speed up in the stres t, no one aonzé ﬁ@&? him aﬁyéﬁa‘

~ In this desperate si*uaﬁlsn, full of the threat of éﬁata, oullxvaa'
could only talnk of his friend, Whittaker, five miles away on the Chel-
sea street job in doston. So he@e was a call for help -- but not con-
sciously sending it out to a receiver. This is the great mistake made
by all researchers in telepathy: the idea that to send a telepathic
message you visualize your message going ocut through the atmosphere to
a receiver miles away. One of the basic laws of occult scxence is that
to go out, in consciousness, you must go in, , , ,

Sullivan was formlng that 1mage of his frzeﬁd thﬁtaker, in hls
own mind! Nothing was going anywhere because mind is everywﬁere? And
herefs another prznezple to keep in mxné, the one who is most likely to
receive a telepathic message from us is someone who is closest to us ~-
who has what the Hawaiian occultists call an Aka cord connection. Ve
live in a vast spider web of psychic or etheric threads which connect
us to everything we've ever touched, every one we've ever known, It is
along those threads, or channels, that the thought impulses move, ‘

Qur pz@eaweaéer was seuﬁdzng a cry for help along all his éka threa(
connections and his close friend Whittaker was the one who got the mes-
sage,  Even though Whittaker knew that Sullivan shouldn't have been at
the Washington street job -~ it had been shut down for several days --
the subconscious urge to guit work a little early and drive by that par-
ticular location to see if Sullivan was there was irresistible, He :
went in spite of his logical mind telling him no one was at that job,

Welding is routine work, hand work which becomes automatic, This
frees the mind, allowing it to wander in a cholinergic state., The =
bright flicker of the arc adds to this effect, In fact we use an arc
light in our stroboscopic light to produce this same relaxed effect, ;
So Whittaker was in a pretty good receiving state, an expanded, aholzn»,
ergic state in which part of his relaxed mind field could be sucked in
or drawn in to Sullivan®s tightly wound field where his eall for help
could be ampressed on the flui& stuff,

The aentr&yetal suction of Sullivan'®s mental vortex drew Whittaker
to the spot. He sensed something was wrong when he drove up and heard
the welding generator roaring away and no one apparently on the job,

He jumped out of his sar, walked over to the ditch, arnd saw one of
Sullivan®s hands sticking fee %¢y up out of the dirt, ané éag him out,
still alive. ,

Again, this is spontaneous telepathy and I emphasise this because
it doesn't give the vesearcher much to go on., What we are looking for
is conscicus control of the attention. To learn how that control is
achieved we must be able to predict the behavior of the mind, to set up
situations where we can prove the Laws of Mind, Researchers have found
this very, very difficult to do and spontanecus telepathy, which we've
all experienced, doesn't help much, It does excif curiosity.
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Another good example given in this chapter is spontaneous telepathy
between mother and son. This voung man was engaged in hazing activities
for his fraternity at San Jose State college, One of his duties was to
take freshman pledges out into the mountain wilds a hundred miles from
the school, early in the morning, and let them out to find their own
way back to school, He missed a curve in the mountain road and his car
crashed down into a gully. Not a serious accident but it threw him sud-
denly into the adrenergic state of extreme tension and fright, In those
few seconds he wasn't consciously sending out a call for help; he was
concentrating on bringing that car to a safe stop! This was about five
ofclock in the morning.

MOTHER KHOWS

150 miles away, home in bed, his mother was shocked into wakeful-
ness. “John has had an accident!”™ Of course, as soon as she woke up,
she shifted from the cholinergic state to the adrenergic, and cut her-
self off from receiving a clear picture of the accident., She knew some-
thing dangerous had happened to her son, but she didn't know how bad it
Was.

She called the college immediately, but no one knew for sure where
her son was at that time. She did receive comforting news about four
hours later that he was okay and the car not badly damaged,

Here again is the ideal Aka cord connection, between two people
close to each other, DNow, his image of extreme danger might have flash-
ed out to hundreds of sensitive people in that general area -- and even
around the world! -- and awakened many people; but the wmother was the on
one to interpret the danger signals correctly, and to try to verify it
by telephone., The telephone, by the way, is a much more dependable and
accurate method of communication than telepathy.

This all reminds me of a joke from my World War II davs. The induc
tion center psychologist was making a random sanmpling of marine recruits
to check on their mental stability and so on. To one, rather unlikely
loocking Gyrene before him he asked:

Do you sometime hear strange voices, and you dont know who they
are or where they come from?%

"Yes," replied the young recruit nodding, "I sure do.¥”
"When is this?" the psychologist leaned forward expectantly.
#0h," the recruit shrmgged, “when I answer the telephone.®

TELEPATHIC WEIVWORES AND HUMAN RELAY:

In Chapter 3 Puharich gets into another aspect of telepathy which
attracted his attention by accident. He had the famous medium, Eileen
Garrett under test in his laboratpry in Maine, in the Faraday cage, It
was his practise to put an electric charge on the cage to increase the
shielding against static and outside interference,
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During the course of his testing Mrs. Garrett for ESP, he discovered
that she could sometimes sense when the electric charse was put on the
cage., Her average of "hits"™ in this was two out of three, On this par-
ticular day the test had run about twenty minutes when Mrs. Garrett turn-
ed to Puharich.and asked, "Who is Dr., Wilson?” L

“Oh, he's a friend of mine,” replied Puharich,.

No more was said about this random remark, but as soon as the half
hour test was over and Puharich walked out of the Faraday cage, hls
secretary said there was a phone call for hinm,

“Dg, Wilson is on the phone.™

0f course the doctor immediately remembered Mrs, Garrett’s earlier
guestion to him. It turned out that Dr, Wilson was about fifty miles
away, on a driving trip, and wanted to stop by for a visit, to which Dr.
Buharich agreed, Then his secretary told him Wilson had called earlier,
during the ESP? test, but she had thought it better not to disturb him,
Then he played back a tape recording of the test session and found that
20 seconds after Mrs, Carrett had said, "Dr, Henry Wilson', there were
three faint phone rings recorded, whzcﬁ he had not heard hzmself. As
this was the only call that had come in during the session, it appeared
that Mrs., Garrvett had received Dr, VWilsonfs tkeught before he placed his
call., Puharich was not in the cholinergic, receiving state; Mrs, Gar-
rett was, S8he got the message and acted as a relay between Wilson ané
Puharich, a simple, three-stage telepathic network, ~ -

PREVENTING A SUICIDE

One of Dr, Puharich®s most tested subjects was the famous psychic,
Peter Hurkos. During a test, Hurkos suddenly got a vision of a wrist
hanging down with blood dripping from it, suggesting a suicide. Pghar-

the attendant for a pair of reading glasses and, as soon as he had the
opportunity, smashed the glasses and slashed his wrists with one of the
" pieces, TFortunately, the attendant was close by and saved Art from
hieeéing to death, It was actually 28 days from the time Hurkos had the
vision until the actual event took place, Now it is posbible that %1th~~:
out the forewarning, Art Middleton might have tried suicide sooner, but
nevertheless Dr, Puharich feels that this is a case of true clairvoyahce
aqﬂ I agree with him, It is also another example of a teleﬁathxc netWOrkA"
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THE INDIAN 8 PE TRIC

This iliustrates a telepathic network where there is one seﬁder and
many receivers, The example ig given of two Western scientsts in India
doing research, These doctors investigated a performanmee of the Indian
rope trick to see if it was real or an hallucination., A4s a double check
on what was seen, or not seen, they sc¢t up a 16mm motion picture camera
to film this famous magical ritual, ,

Hundreds of people watched this performance and the doctors were a
part of the audience. The fakir came out with his basket and the rope.
He coiled one end of the rope and hurled it straight up. The upper end
of the rope disappeared and the rest of it stayed upright, apparently
without support. Then his little boy assistant came out, clambered up
the rope and disappeared also. These Western scientists saw all this
with their own eyesf Then in a few moments, down came an arm, then a
leg, head, body, other arm and leg. The fakir picked up the pieces,
put thoem t@gether, and the boy ran around again, aizve and well,

This was a fascinating show, They all saw it, no question aheutqit,
including those like the Western scientists who thought they couldnft be
hypnotized! The doctors had their 16mm film processed and had a showing
of it, To their amazement they found that they had been hypnotized.

The film showed the fakir coming out with basket and rope. He threw the
rope up into the air, It fell back down to earth again. The boy walked
up to the fakir and stood there by him for a few minutes, doing nothing;

Here again Peter Hurkos is the test subject. Dr. Ducas of Brown
ﬁniversitg mailed a package to Dr. Puharich, Neither one knew what was
in this tzghtiy wrapped package, Peter Hurkos handled it for a moment,
to allow his psyche to get en rapport with what was inside. He sensed
a tremendous explosion in connection with the object, The original owne
was dead, also, whatever it was, it had been damaged and repaired, ‘

Puharich then opened the package and found that Dr. Ducas had sent
~them a vase, found in the ruins of the ancient Roman city of Pompeii,
destroyed by the volcano Vesuvius in 79 A.D, The original owner of the
vase was dead, all right! And there was no doubt about its having been
damaged in an explosion. But as Dr, Pubarich pointed out, there wasn't
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He gives another 2nteresting example of the so-called memory of
objects, a letter, to one of ?uaarzﬂu?g friends, Hurkos handled this
te psychometyize it., He said the letter was from a woman, He described
her and also sensed a physical difficulty arising which would reguire
an operation within six months. Hurkos drew a rough sketch of the part
of the body in which the trouble was developing

It turned out that the letter was from the wife of one of Puharich's
associates and he said that as far as he knew his wife's health was
sound. Et%ﬁgﬁt long, however, before this woman began to have abdominal
cramps., These finally forced her to go the Mave Clinic in Rochesgter
for an examination, They recommended and carried out an operation which
removed one of her Fallopian tubes. If was blocked., The sketch which
Peter Hurkos had drawn six months earlier was of a Fallopian tube,

Here again was a case of true clairoyance, showing that in Mind there

Psvchic Harry Stone was another capable telepath tested by Dr. Pu-
harich, Still testing the memory capacity of cbjects, Puharich found
or discovered several interesting variations.in networks Five men
were chosen as senders. Stone was the receiver, While Stane was out of
the test room, one man, the subject, hid the object, a dime; and all
five senders concentrated on the spot where the dime was hidden., Stone
came in and within a few seconds would go to the object and find it.

Puharich assumed that Stone was reading the minds of all of the
Adrenergic senders, five of them. But in one test the subject went to
four spots and finally to a fifth, before hiding the dime, Again, the
senders concentrated on the hidden dime; but to Puharich’s amazement,
Stone went to all four places.

Our usual term for leaving the body consciously is "astral Projec-
tion™, Puyharich prefers "mobile center of consciocusness™ to distinguish
from consciousness locked in the bedy ~- imprisoned by the five senses,
He gives in detail the experiences of Bob Rame, a television writer and
producer of New York City. Rame discovered by accident that he reacted
very strongly to this Dupont glue, Ketone. This houschold glue or cemen
contains ethyl acetate, This is the gas which releases as the glue drys
and there is a warning on the tube; for the user not to breathe this in
closed places, Bob Rame didn't read the warning and he passed out while
gluing some plywood shelves in his children®s playroom.

Cersmonial magic is merely a way of evoking power and &1recting it to
accomplish certain goals.

In Chapter 8 Dr, Puharich analyzes in detail the rituals of the
Shaman, the psychiatrist or witch-doctor of the Tungus, tribes of Siber-
ians in the far north., They are Pagan magicians, as are the Hawaiian
Kahunas, the witch~doctor of the African, the medicine-mah of the Ameri-

He is surrounded by the nature gods of the forest and under the guidance
and protection of the honorable elders of the tribe on the‘xnner Planes,
In Hawaii -~ where I had some opPortunity to observe and study pagan :
magic -~ these tribal and family gods are called Aumakuas, In the fores
are other Shamans and they take the beginner in hand as a neophyte and
teach him the chants and the rituals, qualify him to speak the word of
power, and to develop superhuman resistance to heat and cold. f

When the Shaman is qualzfled he comes back to the tribe, The elder
put him or her threug% nine days of trials to prove that their would-be
spiritual leader is superman 6r superwoman, This is why Western scien-
tists are studying this material now. Our space age researchers have
already said publicly that the astronaut has to be a superman. He must
be able to endure cold as does the Eskimo in the Arctic wastes., He must
be able to endure heat as does the Bedouin in the Arabian desert, He
must be, able to live and function at altitudes of 20,000 feet or higher
as does the Sherpa, the oriental guides of the Himalayas. It has been
observed that pagan magicians can do these things at will, They have
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overcome the ordinary limitations of the flesh and shown the enormous
adaptability of the human organism. The succgessful magician may have
been born with some natural atptitude for manipulating invisible forces,
but he has also enhanced that titude by directed training, and it is
to this training that Western science is now turning its attention.

When I was going with Mrs, Crabb, in Honolulu in 1949 before we
were married, a Tahitian chief was brought up te Hawaii to put on a
demonstration of the mastery of fire-walking.

The
events were pretty well documented in Fate Magazine, Over 500 people
made the walk over the hot lava rocks: the majority of them were Cau-
casians., Technicians from the sugar company laboratories brought a py-
rometer along with them to check the heat of the pit, After the fire
had burned out and the stones were flattened out for the walk, the tem-
perature was still over 700 degreesf! Another sceptic brought a raw
steak with him and tossed that on the coals. It was cookedon both sides
in five minutes, This is what the initiates walked over, As I recall,
the temperature had dropped to only about 500 degrees when it was over,
the first afternocon,

People who actually walked across said they actually felt the sen~
sation of coolness on their bare feet, And by the way, no one could
wear shoes for this. The chief said the gods wouldn®t like %t! But
their faces were blistered from the intense heat, even while the fe ¢,
in contact with the hot rock, felt only coolness, I believe some 20
people out of the 500 did a@taaizy burn or blister their feet to sonme
degree, My technician friend and sceptic, Jimmy Engle from statiocn KHON
blistered his feet. He was doing all right as he walked across from

His feet
weren't burned a bit., This is a remarkable example of the selective
inteliigence of the gods, isnft it,

Now this is the experience of a hard-headed Wegstern scientist
“with several inches of biographical credits in the Who's Who In Science,
"of the early 1900%s. Brigham regretted not having taken the advice of
his Hawaiian friends and removed his boots in deference to the gods.

He still had miles of walking to do, in rough lava country, with no
shoes. That lesson was certainly “burned” into his memory. ~

This experience of Brigham and his Hawaiian friends is an excellent
demonstration of the ”ant&%o&y of the nuclear mebile center of conscious
ness’™ as Puharich calls it, Why not simply say the power of mind over
matter? Or as the corthodox Christian might say, the power or trlumph
of the Christ over the fleshi Jegus aertazaly demonstrated super-human
powers, He is our ideal in that respect. We could also call Him a
pagan magician Decause Christianity, as an @rgaaizeé religion, wasn't
even born yet{ But our Bavior wasn’t pagan in the sense we arc using
the term here, in the contrast between the Shaman and the Yogin or the
Kabalist, Jesus was a Kabalist, a Hermetic scientist of the western‘
Tradition, which demands of its students that they be able to think, to
reason intelligently, to Dbe able to discriminate between right and wrong

The pagan magician performs his occult science by rule of thumb
and solves his problems, not by thinking or reasonirg as we do, but by
intuition or a powerful instinctive process, The pagan has a feeling
for nature and natural processes which makes us envious. If you went
to study under such a teacher, and wanted to know why things work that
way, he might very well consider your question sasrlzeﬂzeus. It 1sn’t




necessary to know why. You just go through your ritual -~ youfve receiv-
ed the power through the laying on of hands, the initiation ~~ and the
god will do the rest, But that isn't the white man's way; he must know
why, And the Yogin and the Kabalist, Hermetic Scientists, know wh¥y.

We must know God, as well as feel Him, and the trained mind wields tre-
mendous power through its knowledge of the Laws of Mind.

BLOOD SACRIFICE UNNECESSARY

So much of abracadabra performed by the pagan magician is utterly
distasteful to us, the blood sacrifice and so on, and is unnecessary be-
cause we can think ourselves into the proper state of praver and medita-
tion. In fact, to us in the West, blood sacrifice is strictly forbidden
by the Christ! In the Western tradition, the magician offers_himself
as a sacrifice to the gods, and no animal or other human substitute is

allowed?}

How does the Western Sabalist put himself in touch with power men-
tally? By visualizing this Tree of Life here., This road map of the
Universe reveals the ten most important power centers in our universe,
and their occult or hidden relationships, Add to these ten the 22 trumps
of the Tarot deck and you have a complete mental system for evoking,
directing and manifesting cosmic energies at the physical level, By
visualizing clearly a specific Tarot symbol, in its appropriate colors,
you form a magnetic link with the specific energy it represents. You
are plugging in to a cosmic powerhouse -~ just hope you can handle the
current when it comes onf

How do you condition vourself to becoming a channel for cosmic en-
ergies without blowing a fuse? Rhythmic breathing is the key. It has
been used by both Yogin and Kabalist -~ and by the pagan magician as
well -~ for thousands of years. Breath is life! If you dont think so,
just try doing without it for a couple of minutes! This is another rea~
son why I say Chapter 9 is the heart of Puharich's boock. He devotes
considerable space to a discussion and analysis of rhythmic breathing,
as a means of developing ESP and of escaping from the confines of the
body and its five limiting senses.

Studies of rhythmic breathing by a trained Yogin at Yale University
indicated that even though his respiration slowed down, his actual oxy-
gen intake went up! 24%! DNow if you know anything about electro-enceph
alography, you know that the so-called Alpha rhythm of the brain moves
at over 30 cycles per second. ©OUn a chart, as shown by the recording
equipment, it loocks something like this when a person is wide awake and

continuously scanning or observing
life around him, The needle shows
a rapidly pulsing electrical current
across the brain, oscillating across
a zero center line, something like
the ¥iddle Pillar on our Tree of
Life. The pattern and frequency
of this Alpha rhythm changes radi-
cally when you go to sleep. It slow
down to about 8 cycles per second and
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the spikes smecoth out consideradly to a Sine Wave of irregular pattern
something like the illustration below. To the amazement of the techni-
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cians in laboratories, in 15 or 20 minutes of rhythmic breathing by the
Yogin under test conditions, he consciously duplicates this transition
from wakefulness to sleep. He changes the Alpha rhythm of his brain
from the spike at a hundred cycles a second to the sine wave at 10 cycles
per second. He does it consciously and he doesn¥t go to sieep! His
consciousness has expanded into the cholinergic statel

The technicians have to accept the Yogin's explanation for what he
does because the physical changes resulting from the deliberate change
of consciousness register on their instruments. There is no doubt about
it, Rhythmic breathing does it., ®Hhis is the secret of power resulting
froem the control of the attention,

¥ou dont have to go the Himalayvas looking for a Guru. You dont
have to go Hawaii looking for a Kahuna. ALl the information you need to
make a start toward freedem from the earth is right here in the United
States, in print. It can be bought for a few dollars. All you have to
de is practise.

HERMETIC SCIENCE IS AN ART

You can buy the boocks, T can go to a music store here in Escondidoe
and buy a violin, and a copy of Mendelssohn's wonderful violin concerto,
but can I actually play the concerto in public performance with the San
Diego symphony orchestra? The would-~be magician must practise his "five
finger exercises’™ every day, just as does the would-be violinist,

That¥s what the Xabalist does to become an expert in the powers of
the mind. That's what the astronauts must do and are doing at NASA head
quarters in Houston and at the Aero Space Medical Center in San Ansonio,
They'd better learn how to control their minds, if they dont want to
lose their minds in the hostile environment of deep space., In a meeting
of space scientists in Paris a couple of years ago, Dr. Eugene Konecci
publicly praised and gquoted from Puharichfs "Beyond Telepathy™, implying
if not saying directly, that this should become a textbook on ESP, the
Space Travel Problem. At that time, Dr, Konnecci was head of the biolog
or life sciences division of HNASA,

Behanan, the Yogin tested at Yale, used the Ujjaye technique of
rhythmic breathing. He said that after about 15 minutes or se there is
a tingling all over the body, with "mental excitation and exhilaration,
This we have come to recognize as being based on the state of adrenergia
writes Puharich, "Following this early excitatory phase, the Yogin then
passes into a state of deep relaxation.” So, while sitting up and in
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a condition of intense alertness he is at ease, allowing his mind to
turn inward "in increased concentration of the type peculiar to Yoga,
This state we recognize from our previous discussions as a state of
cholinergia,” '

TOWARD SAMADHI

Puharich then goes into a page or two of technical discussion of
increaséd oxygen intake and the electridal effects on the body of rhy-
thmic breathing. The net result of "pramayama™, as the Hindus call it,
is to fire the Chakras or force centers connecting the nervous systenm
to the "nuclear mobile center of consciousness” so the mind can be re-
leased and expanded in different ways.

The main source of energy for this purpose is the Kundalini, as it
is called in the Orient., This is Yesod or the Moon center on the Tree
of Life, the generative or sex center at the base of the spine, A4s
this fiery power is released up along the spine and through the other
centers it must be consciously directed by an elaborate mental symbol-
ogy learned with much practise, The Tree and the Tarot cards are the
Western symbology used. This moves the Kabalist or Yogin "into a higher
dimension of personal control and toward his goal of complete indepen-
dence,

"This leads to the stage called abstraction, and is properly speak-
ing the fifth stage of the Yoga technique,” writes Puharich, "Here
the purpvose is to completely dissociate sensations in the mind from
their bhysical origin in the sensory perceptor system.”™ The doctor is
couhting up from the physical level here. Turn to our chart on page
28 and you¥ll find thatthis is the Abstract Mental level, All of these
states of consciousness are part of what we are pleassed to call the
Higher Self, but we ordinary people are not self-conscious in then,
Those "men beyond mankind®™ we call Adepts and Masters are, however, and
they have achieved this independence of the body through study and prac-
tice of the Hermetic science discussed here,

This science recognizes two states or stages of Samadhi, with sup-
port and without support. We can relate these in our Western tradition
to the Worlds of Concrete Spirit and of Abstract Spirit, So in this
universe of ours, there is plenty of space into which you can go roaming.
The trick is to learn how %o park your carcass home safely in bed and
take off ~~ in full consciousness!

; There are two more chapters to this book and true to his technical
background and training, Dr. Puharich goes into a detailed discussion
and analysis of "The Biological Foundations of PSI Plasma®™ and "The Phy-
sical Foundations of PSI Plasma™,., Psi Plasma is his term for what we
have always called ectoplasm in psychic research. This is your vitality
This is the connecting link between your body and the higher levels of
consiciousness, Rhythmic breathing builds up an extra charge of this,
as a platform from which to take off in flights of the imagination,

Ah, ah, ah! Better not sneer at your imagination., This is the only
tool you have in exploring the mind, better treat it with respect and
tender care.




THE THICKNESS OF THE "WVEIL®

"Going through the Veil™ is a term often used in occult science
to describe consciocus projection from the bedy, or for the opening up
of clairvoyant sight. I always thought of it as a sort of philosophical
or metaphysical abstraction, but Pukarich gives it an actual physical
dimension in Chapter 11. He says that "the barrier between the physical
world and the mind consists of six to eight electrons, or about 18 elec-
tron volts, This is the strength of the wall that keeps out the sights
and sounds of the world around us.”

It takes energy "of the order of 10-1l ergs to stimulate the mini-
mal sensatien™ of a pinpoint of blue~green light, for instance., "The
nervous system and the receptor organs are stable for energies below
10-11 ergs; and conversely any energy that exceeds this critical limit
will excite a sensation,”

In an Epilogue chapter on the "Test of the Theory", Puharich sug-
gests an interesting experiment, 4n important part of his Adrenergia-
Cholinergia thesis is that gravity holds us in our bodies even as it
holds our bodies to the earths In the former case itfs the gravity with-
in the atoms of the body cells! He suggests that we make use of a tall
building with high speed elevators. Put your cholinergic receiver in
an elevator at the top of the building, ready to go down in comparative
free fall; put yvour adrenergic sender in an elevator at the bottom of
the building, ready to go up under increased gravity pressure. Start
them off and under these exaggerated conditions of weightlessness and
over-weight, there ghould be a marked increase in their ability to re-
ceive and to send telepathic messages.

The ideal receiving state would be the gravity-neutral between the
carth and the moon., Puharich suggests that here Yan outer space labora-
tory would be an ideal platform from which to conduct telepathy experi-
ments toward earth. In this case the receiver would be in the space
platform, and the sender on earth would be subject to high gravitational:
force conditions. Under these circumstances we would expect to find the
most vemarkable increase in telepathic communication,”

Not only between earthlings in the space program, but with other
Beings from other levels of consciousness and from other worlds! I migh
add. Guarded admissions from some space scientists indicate they are
preparing for communication with non~human deings. With a little appro-
priate background music, Pach¥s "Air for the § String”, I%d like to clos
this talk with an interesting example of a telepathic message from such
a being, It was received by one of my favorite Teachers, Geoffrey Hod-
son, and I used it years ago to end my first space talk, Flying Saucers
gnd the New Consciousness?

“"The mighty cosmic wheel of cyclic law eternally revolves, Its
hub rests on the Absolute; its rim embraces all the universes that ever
have been or ever will be made, Each spcke is a mighty funnel, down

“That music forms the glorious @m@%gf@%@ﬁ of 2ll created life., Its
tones ape heard in every living thing, in every world, It provides the
ultimate stability by which the wheeling systems are secured,

“"Free yourselves from thoughts of worlds, of suns and systems and
universes, and dare to make the flight ont into the unknown., Through
¢he utter silence of the unknown you shall hear the music of the wheel.

Find i1t, and you have found all., Its hub is within yous its spokes pass
%%%@%gﬁ you; its rim includes you as it passes @@%w@y through the cosmic
fields of space, Infinitely large and infinitely small, it exists with-

in the heart of every atom and causes it to 8pin. Fully formed and com-
plete, it turns within the heart of man. Wherever there is life and
motion, there is the wheel.
