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FLYING. SAUCERS ON THE MOON

By Riley Crabb, Director, Borderland 
Sciences Research Associates, an ill­
ustrated lecture given in Vista, Cal­
ifornia, June 9, 1962.

The subject of this talk is most timely in view of the fact that 
our President has committed the resources of this nation to the race to 
the moon. Our goal is to put a man on the moon by 1970, something less 
than eight years away now. The name for the moon project is Project 
Apollo and I am personally acquainted with at least one person working 
in this project. He is one of our Associates. From what he says, and 
what has been released in some of the technical journals concerned with 
space, we may not be able to make it in eight years. Every Apollo Pro­
ject problem which is solved seems to set up two or three more problems 
which are insoluble! We’ll get into some of those tonight.

It is comforting to know that we have successfully orbited Scott 
Carpenter, in the second completed flight. You know, the first time you 
do something like that and it succeeds, it is luck. But if you do it 
twice in a row and everything works, you’re in» You know you’ve proven 
your techniques to that point. Nevertheless, the tail end of Carpenter’s 
three-orbit trip indicated very clearly what a dangerous, ticklish busi­
ness this is, to put someone up in space and to bring him back safely. 
With the astronaut moving along at 17,000 railes per hour things happen 
fast. In the re-entry alone there is a sequence of events which, if not 
performed correctly and on the second — one miss in three or four items 
means the man doesn’t come back alive.

The other important thing made clear in Carpenter’s trip verifies 
what we in BSRA already know and have known since 1946. Deep space is 
not for man in his normal physical body. Space scientists are aware of 
this and even admit it publicly at times; nevertheless, we are pushing 
ahead into this 4th dimensional realm of deep space. Thus —■ and I’ve 
said this before — the solving of the space travel problems will be 
done with what used to be called magic; and the space scientists and 
astronauts will become magicians.

400 years ago the Reformation separated Science from the Church in 
Europe because the Church had become too dogmatic. Organized religion 
was stifling creative thinking. Science had to divorce itself from 
religion if Western Europe was to progress. In doing so, science dis­
owned all relationship with the invisible, with ceremonial magic and 
the abracadabra of the seance roa®. Now, in spite of itself, science 
has come full circle and is face to face with the science of the occult, 
with magic. In the long run this will be a good thing for mankind.

Well, we’re headed for the moon. Billions of dollars have been 
appropriated for Project Apollo. The demands of the space race will 
dominate science and industry for decades to come. But, Western Science
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from its verj beginnings, from the founding of the 'Royal Society in j-on- 
don in the 17th Century, lias taken the position that this is the only- 
inhabited planet in the whole universe, Strangely enough this idea is 
identical with Church dogma, that the earth is the center of the universe 
and everything else revolves around it, :
THE LIFELESS MOON 1 ; w f MWll

So the orthodox view under which science is buried today is that 
the moon is a burnt-out, lifeless cinder in the sky, orbiting about 250, 
000 away from the earth. One of the major points I want to make tonight 
is that the moon is inhabited by intelligent beings and has been for a 
long, long time. - ; fW®

One reason for ray belief is that ever since astronomers began de­
veloping large telescopes about 200 years ago, they have been seeing 
lights moving across the surface of the moonf But because of this dog­
matic, hard-headed position of the moon being lifeless, and really be­
cause no astronomer wants to lose prestige with his fellow astronomers, 
not a one of them will interpret their sightings this way. I believe 
the evidence for the moon being occupied is formidable. It is a Flying 
Saucer base. } a ; ; < -

We’ll present pictorial evidence later. Let’s review some of the 
written material now. This gives evidence that the men onthe moon have 
signalled the earth within the past 75 years. From the witings 
Charles Fort we learn that on the night of November 23, 1887 astronomers 
saw flakes of light moving across the dark part of the moon toward the 
crater Plato. nA blizzard of lights gathering into light drifts in 
Plato. Then the denizens of Aristarchus, of Kepler and others from the 
Lunar Alps, each raising his torch and marching on a triangular path, 
making the triangle shine in the dark«0 Other formations, other figures 
have been seen in the crater Plato; but this formation, according to 
Fort, had never been seen before there, nor since. And not an astronomer 
in the western world would venture the public opinion that this was done 
by thinking, intelligent beings.

In 1889 a black spot was seen in the crater Copernicus. On May 11th 
astronomer Gaudibert saw an object as black as ink upon'the ramparts of 
the crater Gassendi. It had never been reported there before and on the 
next lunation of the moon it wasn’t to be seen. Who put: it there? What 
was it? And who took it away? In 1893 a shaft of light was seen shining 
from the surface of the moon. We say a signal. Astronomers say sunlight 
reflecting off a shiny natural surface, 5

Let us now skip down to modern times for a moment, to 1952 when 
O’Neill was looking at the moon in New York, an amateur astronomer. He 
was flabbergasted to see what looked like a gigantic bridge on the 
edge of Mare Crisium, one of the so-called seas of the moon. According 
to O’Neill the bridge was at least 12 miles long and it had to be at 
least a mile and a half wide for him to see it — as a black line. The 
sun was shining under or through the arch of the bridge. The size of 
the arch indicated that the bridge was at least a mile high, 5,000 feet 
above the surface of Mare Crisium. Apparently no one had ever seen this 
before» If it was erected by a race of beings on the moon they certainly 
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put it up in a hurry. A month later the great British astronomer, the 
late H.P. Wilkins confirmed O’Neill’s sighting. During an interview 
on British radio Mr, Wilkins was asked about this moon bridge.

"Oh, yes, it's there," he replied. "I estimate that it is 20 miles 
long and from one to two miles wide.”

Wilkins thought it was an artificial structure because, from both 
ends, it tapered to the middle, just as many of our bridges do.

"And when you say it looks artificial,” said the radio man, "what 
do you mean exactly by that?”

"Well, it looks almost like an engineering job,” replied Wilkins.

The announcer was astonished to have a public authority imply an 
inhabited mon. This material is from page 78 of Keyhoe8s "Flying Saucer 
Conspiracy”. The radio interview was relayed to America by one of the 
news wire services, but the wire service corrected Wilkins8 statement 
to conform with the Government’s Silence Policy on Saucers. The news 
story said the great bridge on Mare Crisium was a natural bridge! Are 
we so immature here in the United States that such knowledge is too 
strong for us? Knowledge that the moon is inhabited?

Back about the time the United States was becoming a new nation, 
the end of the 18th Century, much of the startling information about 
the moon was developed by the astronomers Herschel, a father and son 
team. In South Africa they built what must have been the largest re­
flecting telescope in the world, up until that time, the 1790s. Her­
schel claims he actually saw an animal running across the surface of 
one of the moon craters. A hundred years later, out of the material 
of the Herschel sightings, a great, fanciful story of the "inhabited" 
moon was built up in the New York papers. To the journalist who wrote 
it the whole story was science-fiction but many people believed it. I 
believe our moon project will prove those old stories true after all,

THE COMMUNICATION ATTEMPT OF 1869
Just four years after the end of our Civil War there was a great 

eruption of lights on the moon. There were so many lights seen that 
British astronomers actually organised a moon project, financed by the 
British government. This survey of moon lights went on for two years, 
and in that time the astronomers recorded sightings of 2,000 lights! 
%iany of these sightings were of well known geometrical figures — crosses, 
rectangles — familiar symbols which could be recognized throughout the 
solar system. In 1871, after two years of moon research, what was the 
conclusion, the summary of findings by the astronomers? No one would 
draw a conclusion, not in public at least! The British government with­
drew its support of the project and the findings were filed away and 
forgotten.

My personal opinion is that if the British government had come out 
with an official statement indicating that the moon was inhabited, the 
effect on our western civilization would have been staggering. At that 
time there was a very conservative government in Britain, one that was
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ecaunitted to the pitiless exploitation of the masses, to mental and 
physical slavery. The imagination of the people would have been freed 
and stimulated to an alarming degree if news of the soon sightings had 
been widely published, and backed by governmental authority. This same 
thinking by conservative leaders in the United States is behind the 
present day Silence Policy on Flying Saucers. They fear an uncontrollable 
change in public consciousness. \

GOOD AND EVIL ON THE MOON
You might very well ask now, why was the signalling from the moon 

discontinued after 1871? The most obvious answer is that the signals 
drew no response from us, so why continue? Wait for a later time when 
the grip of materialism had weakened its hold on our minds. \ ? ?OII

I»11 venture another opinion as to why the communications attempts 
of 1869-71 discontinued. Occult science teaches that there is good and 
evil throughout the universe, that everywhere this endless conflict be­
tween light and darkness goes on. Reasoning from this principle I be­
lieve there are good guys and bad guys on the moon. I believe this 
coramuni cation project of a hundred years ago was set up to awaken man­
kind by the good guys. They wanted to rend the veil of ignorance which 
clouds our minds. There was a struggle for control of the light side 
of the moon and the bad guys won out. And with one or two exceptions, 
the moon conservatives have dominated moon policy ever since. \

Surely you’ll agree with me that we have nc monopoly on evil on 
this planet; though perhaps it would be better for the rest of the solar 
system if we did; and that this was the only institution of its kind in 
our little universe. Time, investigation and experience will tell. :

Speaking of investigation, isn’t it strange that since the develop­
ment of the larger telescopes in the last 25 or 30 years astronomers 
have tended to bypass the moon as beneath their notice, and have concen­
trated on the planets and the galaxies. But now we need detailed know­
ledge of the moon and the space between the moon and the earth. This is 
called cis-lunar space. We have this interesting quotation from Clyde 
W. Tombaugh, a leading space scientist and astronomer at the Army’s White 
Sands Proving Ground in New Mexico. Tombaugh distinguished himself by 
discovering the planet Pluto back in the 1930s. We quote. ;

"It is strange that with all the thousands of years man has been 
studying the heavens he has almost ignored space right around the earth. 
What I am doing is exploring this unknown area between the earth and the 
moon.”

Mercury is supposed to be the closest planet to the sun, but'the 
Herschels claimed to see one even closer and called it Vulcan. Constant 
search of the heavens close to the sun since then has not verified their 
claim. Modern astronomers have seen many unidentified objects between 
the earth and the sun, in their search for Vulcan. These sightings have 
stirred much bitter controversy among the experts. The researches of 
M.K. Jessup, author of ”The Case for the UFO”, indicate that astronomers 
were seeing gigantic space ships operating close to home, in the area 
between the earth and the moon, cis-lunar space. Astronomers cannot be­
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lieve these are space ships operated by intelligent beings because of 
their hide-bound dogma thatthis is the only inhabited planet! But lis­
ten to Jessup’s view.

"It is no longer necessary to explain the Visitors as coining from 
Mars, Venus or Alpha Centauri; they are a part of our own immediate 
family, a part of the earth-moon binary system. They didn’t have to come 
all those millions of miles from anywhere. They’ve been here for thou­
sands of years. Whether we belong to them by possession, like cattle, 
or whether we belong to each other by common origin and association is 
an interesting problem, and one which may soon be settled if we keep 
our heads."

So here we have two reputable researchers, Tombaugh and Jessup, 
keenly concerned about what is going on in cis-lunar space. This area 
is tremendously important to us and may already be inhabited by a race 
or races who make it their normal environment. Juding from Frank Ed­
wards’ story in the July 1962 ’’Fate " Magazine, these creatures resent 
our intrusion into their happy hunting ground.

THE LOST RUSSIAN ASTRONAUTS
In the ’’Fate” article Edwards says a pair of astronauts, man and 

woman, were launched from a Russian space base on May 17, 1961 and 
orbited for seven days. Tracking stations in the free world followed 
them and monitored the voices of a man and a woman from the capsule. 
Reports from them were routine until that last day when they were re­
porting, on May 24th, the sighting of "something that at first startled 
them and then terrified them. . . the woman’s voice interjected:

”’I’ll make it and hold tight with my right hand! Only this way 
can we maintain equilibrium! Look out the peephole! Look out the peep­
hole! I have it. . . ’

"A few seconds later the male voice yelled: ’Here! Here there is 
something! Thene:is something! It’s difficult. . . ’ After a pause of 
several seconds he continued, ’If we do not get out the world will never 
learn about it! It is difficult. . . ’

"At that point a Soviet station cut in to announce that it was 
8 p.m. Moscow time. When the Soviet station ceased transmitting the 
hour the transmissions from the space capsule and ceased and were not 
r enewed,"

In the same article Edwards reports the launching of Russian astro­
nauts, male and female, on a voyage to the moon, October 17, 1S61. 
Routine transmissions from this capsule ceased after seven hours, with ■ 
no explanation. These two items sound like interception and kidnapping, 
especially the first one. Certainly there is something going on above 
us and we are finally getting equipped to find it out.

Back in 1954, after Tombaugh had developed sorae high speed track­
ing equipment there at White Sands Proving Grounds, it was discovered 
that we already had two artificial satellites orbiting the earth, one 
at 400 miles and one at 600 miles! How long have those satellites been
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there? Nobody knows. Who put them there? V 
Nobody knows. Are they still there? ThoscX 
in our government who do know aren’t talk— \ 
ing. The information is classified, secret? ?

But in 1955 two amateur astronomers 
watching the moon, at the same time but from 
two different places, saw a huge shadow on 
the soon, This was reported to 11,1. Jessup 
and you’ll find it in the introduction to 
his «UFO Annual for 1955":

«Two observers' saw a spot on the moon, 
the night of July 5, 1955. One reported the 
spot at the exact center of the moon’s disc;' 
the other said it was at the moon’s edge. 
That established two base lines, one on the 
earth, one on the noon, With these two lines 
and the known distance from earth to moon it 
was at once'possible to locate the UFO in 
space — 95,000 miles out toward the gravi- * r < - ' <
tational neutral.

This kind of sighting, 
repeated many times by 
many astronomers, both 
amateur and professional, 
has led Jessup to his 
bold and logical conclu­
sion. Ue dont have to 
look to the other planets 
for the origin of our 
Visitors, Cis-lunar space 
is their normal habitat,’

back to those satellites
discovered in 1954, five years 
before we had the opportunity of 
launching cue, Aviation Week mag­
azine released the information. 
In doing so the editors claimed 
they were natural satellites?
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This drew an indignant denial from Dr. Lincoln LaPaz, who had apparently 
originally discovered then. Dr. LaPaz, being tied to the government’s 
security program, refused to say anything about these orbiting UFOs of 
1954. To say that they were not natural objects, meteorites captured 
by the earth’s magnetic or gravity field, would leave only one other 
conclusion. But this conclusion would shatter, the... philosophical base 
of Church, State and Science. No responsible official in any of these 
three foundations of our society today, will assume responsibility for 
stating publicly that we are property, that outer space is inhabited.
When it does happen, as happen it will in the next few years, the infor­
mation will shatter our civilization as it is presently constituted. 
This new idea, this change in consciousness, should be absorbed slowly 
over a whole generation, perhaps longer, if it is not to destroy us. 
The Saucer phenomenon broke on the public consciousness via the newspap­
ers in June, 1947. If we reach the moon by 1970 that’ll be just about 
right, twenty-three years.

THE MOON LANDING BASES
I’d like to refer to another item from Jessup’s research on the 

moon. The large craters there are of course fixed landmarks. There’s 
no question about their size and locationj however, our telescopes have 
picked up numerous smaller craters, four or five miles in diameter. 
These little, so-called craters have a disconcerting'way of disappearing 
at times. Instead of being a black hole in the moon, the little crater 
suddenly appears to be a low,, dome-shaped structure that casts a shadow 
on one side! A brilliant white spot has replaced the black one. Jessup 
believes these white domes are actually great space ships sitting on the 
ground there on the noon. The so-called crater is a saucer-shaped dep­
ression, a landing base. When the Flying Saucer takes off the base then 
becomes a hole in the ground, or merges into the flat landscape.

In «The Expanding Case for the UFO’* Jessup reproduces noon drawings 
from a 19th Century astronomy magazine. These are of the Hyginus region 
24 hours apart, by the same observer. The large, ring-shaped object at

LIFE 01 THE MOON? UTTEH BILGEJ
The possibility of intelligent life on the soon doesn’t even come 

up in current research. The other night Mrs, Grabb and I watched a re­
view of the moon Apollo Project on television. It was the ’’Science In 
Action” program. A space engineer from Hughes Aircraft was the guest. 
He reviewed, the moon program, and told of the Surveyor/project and the 
proposed soft landing of an instrument package. This Would send back 
much-needed information about the surface of the moon. / \ J< • > P•siBl

All through this space engineer’s talk, however, it was implied 
that there would be no interference with our equipment once it is landed. 
The scientist wasn’t even questioned about the possibility that our own 
Flying Saucer would be picked up and carted away to a moon laboratory 
for examination, or that false information might be beamed back to our 
receivers by the man in the moon! ; • • <

Yet we have astronomers like Schroeter, for instance. As far back 
as 1750 he noted a smoky appearance above Hyginus I. How can astronomers 
claim the moon has no atmosphere when definite smoke and haze some times 
obscure certain areas? Later astronomers have hazarded the guess that 
Hyginus K was the ’’Pittsburgh” of the moon, because considerable indus­
trial activity was going on there. Lights seen moving across the dark 
side of the moon appeared to be well above the surface. We say these 
are space ships in flight. The only explanation given by astronomers 
is that these moving lights might be meteors. But this is a contradic­
tion and the astronomer knows it. If the moving light he sees is a-; 
meteor that means the moon has an atmosphere, er.the meteorite wouldn’t 
burn! To this also the astronomer refuses to agree. ;

Speaking of lights, in 1822 astronomer Gruithuisen saw a regular 
formation of gigantic ramparts 23 miles long. This area also was ob­
scured by clouds at times and couldn’t be seen. Beer and Hadler saw 
an even larger square enclosure near the crater Fontanelle. The walls 
of this gigantic structure were 65 miles long, a mile wide and 250 to 
350 feet high.. Regular rectangles like this are not natural formations.

That was a 19th Century sighting by Beer and Hadler. The interest­
ing thing about the gigantic square today is that it is incomplete. 
Someone or something has destroyed it. Was it a space base destroyed 
in some lunar war between the good guys and the bad guys? And broken 
down so that the modern myth of the ’’lifeless” moon would be preserved? 
If there is an evil relationship between the earth and the moon, as I 
suspect, then this makes sense. Those who control evil and profit by 
it on this planet would not want the fact of their moon base made public. 
Such knowledge would help destroy their control over mankind. : • g

There seems *o be some indication that small areas of the moon do 
have vegetation. Astronomers have watched the floor of the crater Plato 
night after night. In the first quarter the floor of Plato will be 
quite bright, like bare ground. Then as the moon comes on tothe full 
the floor of Plato darkens; within 60 or 70 hours it changes color con­
siderably. Some observers are bold enough to guess that this may be 
vegetation. Remember that the aeon’s day is 14 of our days long; It 
may well be that moon vegetation sprouts, grows, reaches maturity and 
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dies within that 14 day period. The technicians are willing to admit 
that there may be concentrations of air and moisture on the floors of 
some of the soon’s deeper craters, a condition which would not be true 
out on the vast plains of the moon, called ’’seas”. The crater Eratos­
thenes is 8,000 feet deep.

SMCS SHIP TAKEOFF
One night in 1760 Astronomer Schroeter was watching the crater 

Cleomedes. He was surprised to see what appeared to be a cloud of dust 
swirling along the surface. Then suddenly appeared a well formed hole 
on the floor of the crater. This hole must have been several miles 
across for Schroeter to have seen it from the earth. Astronomers come 
up with the limp answer, volcanic activity. This in itself is an admis­
sion by them that the moon isn’t as lifeless as they claim. But we 
say a giant space ship took off from Cleomedes at that time and Schroe­
ter saw the after affects. Thus we can say that the moon has been in­
habited or used as a space base as long as 202 years ago. Occult 
science says the moon has been inhabited for millions of years and that 
in fact we lived on the ¡noon when it was a planet in orbit around the 
sun.

M.S. Jessup had some interesting observations to make on this point 
Here’s another paragraph from ’’The Case for the UFO”: ”It is relatively 
unimportant whether we decide that civilization was brought to us from 
space, perhaps from the exploded planet between Mars and Jupiter, or 
whether civilization reached space from some earthly development in a 
previous, pre-historic upsurge. Such relics as the Great Pyramid indi­
cate the advancement of that forgotten age. And it is perhaps a little 
less strain on our sensibilities to'assume that space life, especially 
if limited to the earth-moon system, originated right here on earth. 
Our two greatest mental hazards at the present moment are to overcome 
the blows to our racial ego, and to free ourselves from the idea that 
the Saucers and space life now reaching our cognizance necessarily come 
from a planet.”

That’s one of the main conclusions Jessup came to, that in the 
Flying Saucer phenomenon we are dealing with a human race which has 
learned to live in space, the space right around our planet. I wouldn’t 
be surprised that some people right here in the United States know this 
for a certainty. These could be people in official places, technicians 
and scientists who just aren’t saying anything publicly yet. They may 
very well be in touch with these space dwellers. Jessup is inclined to 
agree with Richard Shaver. If you read those stories in Amazing Stories 
in the 1940s, you’ll remember Shaver’s hypothesis that atomic wars made 
the surface of our planet uninhabitable; for two reasons, the radio-acti 
vity from the bombs and the shattering of the ionized layers above us, 
this let in too much sunlight of a destructive kind, causing rapid aging 
and so forth. This was before the Flood. Shaver believes that the ad­
vanced members of this ancient race took to space in their Flying Sau­
cers, and the slaves fled to the Caverns and stayed there. Jessup sus­
pects that some violent change on the surface of the planet forced our 
pre-historic ancestors — advanced in science — to take to the skys 
and learn to live there« Most records and all memory of their presence
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have long disappeared from our histories and from our memories

LIME, THE GHEATEST PUZZLE OF ALL
At ”E” above is the puzzling little crater Linne, a bright spot

near the right hand edge of Mare Serenitatis. Distinct and sudden changes 
in Linne have been noted and exclaimed over for two hundred years. At 
times it has appeared to be a simple crater, a black hole in the moon. 
At other times it has the appearance of a brilliant dome structure, 
and still again it is totally obscured by a grey cloud? Jessup devotes 
a chapter to Linne alone in his ’’Expanding Case for the UFO”. There he 
reviews the data of two centuries of close observation by astronomers, 
includes a recent photo of Mare Serenitatis in which Linne shows as a 
mist-covered area devoid of detail, and a copy of the detailed drawing 
of Linne in H.P. Wilkins’ book ”0ur Moon”. Wilkins viewed the moon

13 sec. North, on the ex- \ 
tensive plain named Mare Serenitatis. x< 
But the existence of this crater, 
with a diameter of approximately six 
miles, has not been serene. Situated on

But three-quarters of a century earlier, on November 5, 1788, 
Schroeter saw "not a crater but a darker spot, diffused and without a 
sharp border.« Jessup points out that this observation by Schroeter 
went unnoticed by other astronomers until late in 1866, when Linne dis- 
a ppeared, —

«Schmidt, who had known Linne since 1841, saw in October 1866 no­
thing where Linne should have been except a glimmer, a small whitish 
cloud. This persisted through November. So Schmidt announced the first 
authenticated disanpearance of a lunar crater, . , Almost uniformly, 
the (astronomical) literature of 1866 to 1870 refers to the ’obscuration 
of Linne as being a ’white spot’ which, on December 15, 1866 had no de­
fined edges, was almost eleven miles in diameter, and cast no shadow. 
If Linne was still there underneath, it was a changed Linne.”

Compare these observations picked up by Jessup in his researches. 
The German astronomer Lohrmann on May 23, 1823: . (Linne) is the
second crater on this plain. . . near a ridge beginning at Suipicus 
Gallus; it has a diameter of somewhat more than a mile (German mile, 
about English miles) is very deep and can be seen under every illu­
mination.« -
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English astronomer Webb on Jan. 12, 1867: ”0n the site of Liane 
nothing but a small illdefined whitish cloud, not quite so large as Snip. 
Callus. There seems to be some slight marking as from a small shadow, 
towards its center, but far too indistinct tc say whether caused by a 
hill or a hollow. The white cloud was by no means bright or conspicuous, 
although perfectly distinct.”

Then Jessup includes several pages of charts and observations by 
astronomers indicating the changes in the size and appearance of Linne. 
Here is his final summary: nThe consensus of Schmidt and most of the' 
other observers was: (1) in the first half of the nineteenth century, 
Linne was a crater somewhat deeper than average; (2) sometimes between 
1842 and 1866 it disappeared; (3) after 1866, at sunrise, when shadows 
are longest and nearby craters are most prominent, Linne was invisible; 
(4) at high-angle sunlight, Linne became a bright spot of variable size 
and brightness, sometimes well defined, sometimes nebulous, sometimes 
convex, sometimes with a minute crater in the center of the cloud, some­
times with a small hill which cast a shadow; (5) Schroeter, in 1788, saw 
Linne in about the same condition as after 1866; (6) there are other 
bright spots on the moon which have similar characteristics, sometimes 
including the same minute black crater. . . It is especially notable 
that, while the new Linne was constantly altering its appearance, at no 
time did it revert to its original deep cup shape. . . In 1954, Wilkins 
said: ’Today Linne is a pit on the summit of a low dome, and situated 
in the center of a white area. If Lohrmann, ladler or Goodacre correctly 
described it as it really was in their time, then a change of some sort 
certainly occurred for to day... Linne is the reverse of a crater, being in 
fact a hill or dome with a minute pit on its summit.’”

Of all drawings or phtos of the sur­
face of the moon this one is most
impressive. It was made by Bri­

tish astronomer H.P.Wilkins
looking through Europe’s 

largest refracting tele­
scope. It is the interior 
of the crater Gassendi.
Io my unprejudiced eye it 
looks like the layout of
a university campus or a 
small town, as any map­
reader would agree. Cer-
tainly those geometrical
lines, ruler straight, and 

with rows or regular struc­
tures alongside, were not
laid out by animals! The 

shaded areas are ink-black
shadows. Note the grouping of' 
large structures in the center, 
and the massive shadow they cast 

True the kidney shapes little re­
semble our rectangles but they could 

be artificial structures, nevertheless! 
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let there isn’t a professional astronomer in the Western world who will 
stand up on a public platform and admit the crater Gassendi contains 
a town, a community of streets and dwellings.

Several years ago George Van Tassel, operator of Giant Hock airport, 
received a close-up picture of the surface of the soon. It was sent to 
him from Europe. It was released in Europe as having been taken through 
our giant reflecting telescope at Palomar, but no such photo was released 
here in America. The photo shows a huge, E-shaped structure on the sur­
face of the moon, with lines leading to it which could be roads.

One of the best tovic films of a Flying Saucer was taken by a young 

Marine, Ralph Mayher. He was living in Miami, Florida back in the early 
1950s, at the time one of the Miami 'TV stations offered a prize of $100 
to the first person to come in with a bona fide picture of a Flying 
Saucer. Ralph won the price. He and his wife and kid were outside one 
night, watching the skies, and sure enough they saw a glowing object 
moving silently along, several thousand feet above them, Ralph ran 
inside, got his 16mm movie camera with telephoto lens, came back out and 
shot a 100ft roll.

Later, when the film was developed, it was found to have quite a 
few feet of film of this fiery object, with the well-defined sancer- 
shaped leading edge and a fiery corona trailing off behind. This is 
a typical shape seen and reported by hundreds 
who have seen Flying Saucers. A confirma- 
tion of the Mayher Saucer came from two 
Wavy pilots who were flying in to Miami 
that evening from Pensacola. They re- '"'1 — ' J
ported seeing a glowing object in the ; k7
sky above Miami about the same time 
that Ralph took his pictures — about 
3,000 feet altitude as I recall.

Mayher’s story and pictures were in one of the men’s magazines — 
after he left the Service. He probably wasn’t allowed to say much a- 
bout his sighting until lie was a civilian. -He took a job with TV sta­
tion KW, Cleveland as a newsreel cameraman, and also became a Special 
Adviser to National Investigations Committee on Aerial Phenomena, Major 
Donald ICeyhoe’s UFO research group in Washington, D.C.

Mayher told Keyhoe that in November 1957 an agent of the Central
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Intelligence Agency, John Hasen, took his Flying Saucer film from him 
and turned it over to the United States Air Force, There were two gov­
ernment agents involved in this ana both warned the ex-IIarine not to 
reveal that the film had been taken from him J Nevertneless, rlayher did 
reveal it to Major Keyhce and on March 13, 1953 lieyhoe wrote to the 
director of the Central Intelligence Agency, Allen Dulles, asking for 
an explanation of their behavior. All he got for a reply was an evasion, 
not from Dulles but from the CIA Executive Officer, J.S. Earman, who 
wrote, among other things: ’’Since this subject is of primary concern 
to the Department of the Air Force, we have referred your letter to that 
Department for a reply.” This was on April 4th. ; ■ •

On April lOth'Keyhce received a similarly evasive reply from Major 
Lawrence J. lacker, an Air Force Public Relations Officer. In fact, 
Tacker ignored Keyhoe’s query about the CIA’s attempto silence llayher 
but instead sent him a classified UFO report made five years earlier

Cut once let the possibility of outward motion 
away from the earth become as clear to the average man at a cricket 
match as it is to the scientist in his laboratory, once let the sheer 
isolation of the earth become plain to every man whatever his nationality 
or creed, and a new idea, as powerful as any in history will be let 
loose.

3ut there is a minor­
ity, apparently descendants of Judah, who cling to the past, look to 
the old Jehovah to wreak vengeance on their foes and to restore Israel 
to its original greatness. Considering the trouble they’ve caused the 
Western world for lo these many centuries I’m wondering” if the real name 
of their God isn’t Lucifer, rather than Jehovah. In the «Secret Doctrine« 
II. P. Blavatsky says that one of Jehovah’s other titles was: Regent of the 
Moon? And then we have have liax Keindel saying, in his «Cosmo-Conception« 
that the Lucifer spirits cane from the noon; and that they were stragglers 
who fell behind their life wave on the noon and are doing make-up work
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here on this planet, though the moon is still their home base!

THE LVCIF3H SPIRITS
They are neither humans nor angels, according to Max Heindel, but 

half way between, Demi-Gods. They fell behind their own Angel life-wave 
on the soon, but are still far ahead of us in evolution. »They were 
halfway between man who has a brain,” says Heindel, »and the Angels who 
need none. . . The only way they could find an avenue through which to 
express themselves and gain knowledge was to use man’s brain.”

When the human life-wave moved to the earth from the moon at the' 
beginning of the Lemurian epoch, we still had the moon consciousness, 
loony. We were still in an inward-turning dream state, unconscious of 
our bodies or the external, physical world.

»The Lucifers had no difficulty manifesting to man’s inner con­
sciousness and calling his attention to his outward shape, which he had 
not heretofore perceived. They told him how he could cease being simply 
the servant of external powers, and could become his own master and like 
unto the gods, ’knowing good and evil*. The Lucifer spirits also made 
clear to man that he need have no apprehension if his body died, inas­
much as he had within himself the creative ability to form new bodies 
without the mediation of the Angels. AH of which information was given 
with the one purpose of turning man’s consciousness for the acquirement 
of knowledge.”

Ies, Max is merely restating the story of Adam and Eve and the Ser­
pent or Devil in the Garden of Eden, from Genesis in the Old Testament; 
but I’m saying that it is literally true —- more factual than the daily 
dose of propaganda in your newspaper!

The Lucifer spirits from the moon bring us pain and suffering by 
appealing to our passions, our vices. Their purpose is selfish because 
they can gain knowledge only as we acquire it. The Devils need us and 
we need the Devils. That’s a hell of a situation, isn’t it. And to 
think, that knowledge of life can come to us only through the use of 
the sex energies. The abuse of them brings pain. That’s how we learn. 
Pain is the great teacher in the world today. 3ut out of that pain comes 
independence,freedom; »the inestimable blessing of emancipation from 
outside influence and guidance” says Max Heindel in »Cosmo-Conception”.

How you are beginning to see the intimate relationship between sex, 
the soon, and the space race. When the hidden side of the moon is re­
vealed, the mystery of sex will be revealed, too. I’m thinking here not 
of the intimate, normal relations between man and woman; but of the top 
secret relations between the Lucifer spirits and those world organisa­
tions which profit from the abuse or misuse of sex. The most obvious 
examples are, of course, the drug traffic, white slave traffic and pros­
titution, production and sale of pornographic literature, the erotic side 
of the entertainment industry — movies, night clubs and burlesque; and 
the huge liquor and tobacco industries. These last two are the largest 
part of the drug traffic. The obvious outlets are the sex capitals of 
the world, Hollywood, Hew York, Paris, Home, formerly Shanghai, etc. 
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THE HIDDEN SIDE OF THE HOON \ J
Occult science agrees with orthodox science, the moon. is a dead 

satellite. 3ut it is not lifeless! Blavatsky points out that even a 
corpse has a certain activity going on inside it, and emanating from it. 
From pane 156, Vol. I, "The Secret Doctrine": ’’The Moon is now the cold 
residual quantity, the shadow dragged after the new body (the earth), 
into which her living powers and ’principles’ are transfused. . . Con­
stantly vamuirised by her child, she revenges herself on the earth by 
soaking it through and through with the nefarious, invisible and poison­
ed influence which emanates from the occult side of her nature. For 
she is a dead yet a.living body. The particles of her decaying corpse 
are full of"ac’tive and destructive life. Therefore its emanations are 
at the same time beneficent and maleficent. . . And like all ghouls and 
vampires, the moon is the friend of the sorcerers and the foe of the 
unwary. From the archaic aeons and the later times of the witches of 
Thessaly, down to some of the present tan.trikas of Bengal, her nature 
and properties were known to every Occultist, but have remained a closed 
book for physicists.”

Blavatsky wrote in 1837. 3y 1967 the moon will no longer be a 
closed book to physicists. In rending the veil of the hidden side of 
the neon the physicists will rewrite their present textbooks, including 
the one on gravity, and we’ll have a net? heaven and a new earth.

THE REGENT OF TEE MOON
On page 334 of «Cosmo-Conception" Max Heindel writes that "Jehovah 

is not the God of the Jews alone; He is the author of all lace-religions 
which led up to Christianity. Nevertheless, it is true that Ke did take 
a special interest in the progenitors of the present degenerate Jew — 
the Original Semites, the ’seed-race' for the seven races of the Aryan 
(or Caucaisn) Epoch. . . “hey were Eis ’chosen people». . . set apart 
and forbidden to marry into other tribes, but they were a stiff-necked • 
and hard people, being yet led almost exclusively by desire and cunning, 
therefore they disobeyed the command. Their Bible records that the sons 
of God married the daughters of man — the lower grades of their Atlan­
tean compatriots. They thus frustrated the designs of Jehovah and were 
-cast off, the fruit of the cross-breeding being useless as seed for the 
coming Race." - ' ’ '

Heindel says that the satellite of a planet is set aside for the 
backsliders, the ones who fall too far behind the race, either because 
of inexperience or by choice. This makes our moon the earth’s jail. • 
If Jehovah is Regent of the .'loon, as both Heindel and Blavatsky claim, 
that means He is also in charge of the "degenerate, evil Beings there, 
and He also rules the •Angels*” 1

This kind of information doesn’t make me eager to head for the moon. 
We’ve got enough trouble makers right here on the earth’ The men who 
engage in the sex-for-profit business; isn’t it truly aliasing how many 
of them appear to be descendants of Judah? ¿nd hw they still hold them­
selves apart from the rest of mankind, claiming to be God’s chosen people?

Heindel writes that the cross-breed between the Original Semites and 
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the Atlanteans ’’were the progenitors of the present Jews”. So when the 
present day Jew speaks of the so-called ’’lost tribes of Israel”, he is 
referring to us and to our Aryan ancestors. They are the ones who stayed 
faithful, married among themselves, and fathered the Aryan races of the 
West. Countless thousands of Hebrews have overcome their racial exclu­
siveness by choosing birth in or migrating to other lands of the West, 
aid have become good citizens of their adopted nations. In my own mind 
I have come to think of a Jew as the ardent Zionist who still thinks of 
his race as ” God’s chosen people”. Among these is a strong, anti-Gentile 
element, determined to revenge themselves on us. They play a large part 
in the present earth-moon crisis.

"THE ETHEKIC WOIiXDS
The race to the moon is going to bring this problem of the ethers, 

the etheric world, into public view. The basic premise of Borderland 
Sciences Research Associates — of which I happen to be director at the 
present time — since 1946 has been that the Flying Saucers come from 
the Etheric regions. These regions are deep space, surrounding all plan­
ets and all satellites.

We contend that deep space is indeed inhabited by intelligent beings. 
When they have business with material creatures like ourselves, they 
materialise themselves and their ships in our atmosphere to get certain 
work done. Then when their mission is over they return to their — what 
is to us — invisible state. They materialize and dematerialize. Of 
course if you dont believe in psychic phenomena or the possibility of 
invisible beings, you wont accept this. We have offered this mat and 
de-mat hypothesis since the Flying Saucers first hit the headlines in 
1947 and nothing else has been offered since to cause us to change it. 
In fact, the phenomena seen and analyzed since then give every indica­
tion of proving our basic premise. To us this makes good sense and good 
science. Slowly but surely, space science is coming round to our point 
of view.

When you get to where you really understand what Materialization 
means, you realize that the Flying Saucers arekit -.going any place or coming 
fro® any place; they are here? They just change their rate of vibration 
and become visible to us. A change of vibration is a c'hange of location.

This hypothesis comes close to M,K. Jessup’s contention that the 
Visitors inhabit the space between the earth and the moon. But it’s 
going to take some doing to understand the Etheric matter of the 4th 
dimension from whence they come. I’m not completely clear on it myself 
but if you’ll flounder along with me perhaps we can establish a useful 
frame of reference.

In occult science we say that etheric matter is physical matter but 
•fce vibratory rate is higher. That is why it is normally invisible to us. 
The physical matter with which we are familiar -- because it registers 
on our senses — is composed of solids, liquids and gases. Going up the 
scale of tangibility we start from solids as being the densest or heavi­
est. In these, stone and wood, the molecules seem to be comparatively - 
inert. Then we have liquids, soft, yielding, fluid, in which the mole­
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cules still tend to cling together- The third level or state of physi­
cal matter is gas, for instance the invisible stuff around us which we 
breathe. If you dost think this invisible stuff is real, just try doing 
lithout it for three minutes. That’s my answer to the guy who says I’ll 
believe in Flying Saucers when I see one. Zou cant see air, either; but 
when it comes along in the form of a hurricane you’d better believe it J 
The molecules of the gases are the opposite of liquids in that they tend 
to fly apart.

’ BIB BEGINNING OF HIS ITSEWb j•• 1:
Next, going up the scale of vibration or tangibility, there is 

physical matter in the fourth state. This is fire. Science is now work­
ing with and recognizing certain forms of fire as matter in the fourth 
state. They call it plasma. Ball lightning and the fire-ball of the 
atomic explosion are matter in the fourth state. This also corresponds 
to the ether of science; though so few scientists have read or studied
anything about ether — or even believe in it — that their ignorance is
appalling. / : ■ 7 • ■ . ; : / ■ J'l ' - r

¡latter in the fourth state is the beginning of what we call ether,
or the Etheric World. This is a complete world in itself, very real 
even though invisible to normal sight, and very physical! Occult science 
teaches that that this Etheric World has four very distinct planes or 
levels. Each level is quite as different as rocks are different from 
water. Let’s organize the planes or levels or states of matter into a

The fifth level of physical matter, and the second of the Ethers, 
is called the AEther of the Vise by occult science. This is the level 
of the sex energies, of propagation. To know the mystery of creation 
is to know good and evil. Genesis 4:1: ”And the man knew Eve his wife; 
and she conceived, and bare Cain, and he said, I have gotten a man with 
the help of Jehovah.” That is, by reflecting his masculine creative 
power off of Eve’s feminine ¡noon center, He who understands this fifth 
level of matter is indeed wise. “ j ; - : ; V

The moon has been a sex symbol for as far back as we know. In our 
modern ignorance we think of the noon as essentially feminine, passive. 
But Blavatsky points out that many pagan cultures worshipped the moon 
as an active, masculine force. In a footnote to page 228 of the ’’Secret 
Doctrine”, she writes: ”In the oldest systems we find the moon always 
male. Thus Soma is, with the Hindus, a kind of sidereal Don Juan, a 
’King’ and the father, albeit illegitimate, of Buddha—Ms do a, which 
relates to occult knowledge.” The moon is bi-sexual: masculine when it 
is waxing; feminine when it is waning.
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The sixth level of physical matter we call Light Ether, after the 
Rosicrucians. It is this plane or level that carries the vibrations 
which effect our sight and the other senses, except touch.

The seventh level or state of physical matter is the Primary, the 
Reflecting Ether. This topmost physical level -- the fourth plane of 
the Etheric World —■ reflects the archetypal ideas from the'higher worlds, 
emotional, mental and spiritual. This is where pure energy, coming down 
fie scale of tangibility, begins to assume physical form.

This terminology, this structure I’ve just erected, must be learned 
if you are going to understand the Flying Saucer phenomenon, and if you 
'are going to understand the problems of our own space travel. Space 
science is beginning to reveal these higher sub-levels of the physical. 
It is going to make use of them.

THE SOMNOLENT ASTRONAUTS
When the astronaut leaves the earth he gets away from physical mat­

ter in its solid, liquid and gaseous states. Technically, this starts 
at 50,000 feet. From there on up all physical substances must be sup­
plied in the space ship as none'are available outside, not to our present 
technology at least. Above 50,000 feet, then, the Astronaut is travel­
ling in almost pure ether. This is fine physical matter unconditioned 
ly the three lowest states. It fills all space between the earth and the 
moon and completely surrounds the two globes. This ultra-fine stuff 
seeps through the capsule and the Astronaut’s pressure suit, affecting 
its consciousness. This is why he tends to slow dow and fall asleep up 
there.

Down here it/the pressure of our solid, liquid and gaseous environ­

ment that holds us in our liquid, solid and gaseous bodies. 'Take that 
pressure away and off we go — sleep, trance, hallucinations, whatever 
you want to call it.

GA3RIEL BLOWS HIS HORN
To understand t/hy this happens we’ll have to turn to occult science 

again. In that terminology the Archangel Gabriel is the ’’Angel of Annun­
ciation”. If we ever think of Him at all, it is in connection with Mary 
and the coming birth of the Christ-child. That may have been His respon­
sibility two thousand years ago, and it may be today in connection with 
every pregnancy. That makes Gabriel Guardian of the Moon and also 
Guardian of the land of Dreams. He tells us when we can go to sleep.

Now in occult terms we’ve identified the level of consciousness 
into which the Astronauts are moving on their orbital flights. This 
vail undoubtedly more clearly identified by the time the first Apollo 
spacecraft is launched in the first moon flight.' We’ve also identified 
a'Solar God responsible for the Life Ether level, Gabriel, and an earth - 
God concerned withthe moon and sex, Jehovah. Of course there are other, 
lesser ones: Diana, chaste Goddess of the Moon, and Hecate, the Egyptian 
goddess of childbirth, and also of spells and enchantments.

Orthodox science may turn up its nose at these mythical characters
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but we who prowl the borderland of the invisible are grateful for any ■ O 
hint which helps identify these invisible forces. ; p

Now we can begin to see the ghostly fingers which clutched at Scott 
Carpenter during his third orbit around the earth on May 24, 1962. Inp-v 
Ms personal story in Life Magazine Scott refers to the tape playback of 
his voice, and notes the change of which he wasn’t aware himself at the 
time: ”1 dont sound afraid or confused but oddly dejected. All the 
elation so audible in earlier portions of the flight is gone. The tone 
of my voice has dropped measurably and my sentences all end on a minor 
key.”

THE BREAK-OFF POINT r </-l
The summons of Gabriel to the dreamland of outer space has become 

so common among high-flying jet pilots and high altitude balloonists 
that they have a name for it, the ”break~off”, or the breakaway point. 
This began with the first experimental rocket plane flights in the late 
1940s. Air Force doctors termed it a hallucination then; now they dont.

Early in 1957 a Navy balloonist reported it this way, on reaching 
100,000 feet: ”A sense of complete detachment from the earth, . . a 
quite distinct feeling of exultation, of wanting to fly on and on, . , ”

In August, 1957 an Air Force doctor. Major David Simon, made a ■ 
balloon ascension to that altitude and stayed above 70,000 feet over­
night, even sleeping in his pressure suit in the capsule. Here is his 
description of the Break-off.

”1 felt as if I were no longer a part of the earth this morning. 
My identity was with the darkness above. As I ate, the sky around me 
and above me grew darker. I knew that I was returning to altitudes I 
had visited the day'before. It was right. That was where I belonged. 
I was separated now, emotionally as well as physically. . . Now, I thought 
there are no more dangers, I aa secure and safe far above the earth. 
I am at last completely identified with space.”

After over 30 hours in the cramped little capsule Dr. Simon’s 
physical condition was deteriorating rapidly. His hold'on the physical 
was slipping, and he was ordered down.

We all experience the Break-off when we go to sleep. We expect our 
consciousness to slip away from our body and it does. This is voluntary 
and expected. With the Astronaut it is involuntary and is a cause of 
great concern to the space program. Millions of dollars are spent and 
thousands of people are directly concerned with getting the man up there 
and keeping him fully conscious to carry out the mission. At this time - 
it looks as though it cant be done. BSRA said this as far back as 1955, 
long before any orbital flights were made» We said then that anuncon 
ditioned human being cannot successfully travel in deep space, for at 
least two good reasons. First, the radiation, which might not be immed­
iately fatal but would eventually cause serious physical disorders and 
even death. The second reason is loss of memory. The human -mind will 
not survive tne trip intact. If taken to another planet an earth being 
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would have to build a totally new personality. Whether or not this 
would be true of a short trip to the moon, I dont know; but we have this 
interesting observation by another Air Force doctor, 3HIGGEH Don Flick­
inger.

’»One of the problems facing space scientists is whether human be­
ings can return from orbital or interplanetary trips with their minds 
intact. There is a possibility that the first man to return from such 
a trip may be mentally blank and unable to recall his experience.”

Dr. Flickinger said this to a congress of neurological Surgeons 
at San Francisco on IIov. 1, 1958. He told the doctors space science 
wasn’t concerned about a short trip of a day or so, but longer ones of 
several weeks. -I dont know where he got his information. Tie got ours 
through a trance medium, Mark Probert, in San Diego J ■

THE DEEP FBEEZE
It may be that space science has already given up on this and is 

going to sort of skip through deep space. Here are a couple of hints 
from the daily news, first a Nev? York ’’Herald Tribune” story of December 
1961. The heading reads, ’’Space Voyagers May Be Frozen For Long Trips”, 
and the sub-head, ’’Suspended animation seen as permitting men to travel 
for thousands of years in space.” Then the article goes on to review 
work being done successfully now to freeze blood, skin and other living 
organisms for varying periods of time, and thawing them out later. An 
English scientist, Audrey Smith, is proposing that people planning deep 
space travel to distant stars be put through a deep freeze at the start 
and thawed out at the end of the flight. Then there would be no bore­
dome, no deprivation of any kind. The flight of the ship would be auto­
matically controlled frpm the starting point.

The other solution being offered, seriously, is the use of'self­
hypnosis. Dr. Boy M. Dorcus, dean of the life sciences at UCLA, suggests 
that hypnosis is a potentially useful tool for man to survive and func­
tion more efficiently in space. This news item is from the LA Times for 
June 27, I960. Dr. Dorcus made this suggestion at the Air Force Space 
Medicine Center at Brooks Air Force Base in San Antonio, Texas. I visit­
ed this new Space Medicine center during our 1960 lecture trip back east.

In an effort to fit man to space, Dr. Dorcus told Air Force doctor's 
that the Astronaut could use self-suggestion to lower his metabolic rate 
and oxygen needs. He could maintain uncomfortable positions for lengths 
of time which would be unbearable under normal circumstances. Also, by 
the use of self-suggestion the Astronaut can compress time while on the 
long trip. Then there wouldn’t be any boredom. A three-year trip to 
the nearest star would pass at the snap of a finger.

Even for'the short time he was tip there, Carpenter became keenly 
aware of this. ’’Flying through space, I felt a curious compression of 
time as if the speed at which I traveled had some effect on the length 
of moments and packed them too tight upon one another. . . ” This is 
approaching the 3SHA position of 1946: that in deep space there is no 
time, no here or there. Time and space concepts are developed by people 
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like ourselves, who live on a rotating surface, where it takes time to 
get from one place to another, and with, alternating periods of light and 
darkness. These conditions are so basic to life here on the earth that 
we aren’t consciously aware of them — until taken off into the eternal 
night of deep space.

THE OCCULT ASTRONAUT •
Such a violent change -- as space travel -- in life’s basic values 

means violent changes in the personality. If the Astronauts practise 
self-hypnosis and use it to adjust themselves to space, they will become 
logins. When John Glenn and Scott Carpenter were here in San Diego re­
cently, they said the space race would bring knowledge and progress un­
dreamed of at the present time. I wonder if either is really aware at 
this time in mid-1962 of how radical a departure he has made from normal 
life? I doubt it.

What will be the state of mind of these gentlemen when they find 
themselves consciously out of their bodies? That is the $64 question. 
Let us suppose there is a successful takeoff from Cape Canaveral. The 
rocket lifts up and over into orbital flight. The third stage parts . 
successfully and the Astronaut is on his way. Everything is go. He 
puts the spacecraft on automatic pilot, suggests himself into a trqnce 
and become rigid.

There is a snap and suddenly he is aware of his own body in its 
pressure suit there in the contour chair. Wow, what a new thrillf ' Boy 
would he like to share this experience with somone, his wife, back in 
their motel at Coco Beach. Just as suddenly he is standing beside her. 
this is terrific until he realizes she is paying no attention to him. 
He reaches out to embrace her and goes right through herj Kind of dis­
concerting to be without a body, isn’t it?

We can laugh about this; but this is just what is going to happen; 
and when it does the space scientist is going to have to admit to the 
reality of this invisible, Etheric realm around us, interpenetrating 
ours, and yet distinctly separate. This is one aspect of the revolution 
in consciousness being forced on us by the space age.

The first such report of bi-location by an Astronaut may well be 
laughed off, but it will happen again and again under laboratory condi­
tions. The would-be space man is undergoing training. He is in a space 
flight simulator at the Aerospace Medical Center at San Antonio. Doctors 
are monitoring his physical and psycho-physiological reactions, and 
watching him through a port in the capsule mockup. Breathing rhythmical­
ly the young man suggests himself into a trance, slips out of his body 
without realizing it but suddenly finds himself peering at himself over 
the shoulders of the doctors in the next room? He overhears their re­
marks to each other and watches them at work. Then, drawn back into his 
body by the pre-hypnotic suggestion that he wake up at a certain time, 
he returns to the physical, leaves the test chamber and reports his ex­
periences to the doctors. He proves the truth of his observations while 
out of the body by telling the doctors what they were doing while he was 
in trance and presumably totally unconscious.
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What are the doctors going to do? Reject their top man by calling 
him a liar? They may want to do this at first but as the statistical 
data piles up, space medicine, the life science of space, is going to 
prove the reality of the 4th Dimension, This is the break-through in 
understanding lying immediately ahead of us.

THE SEX INITIATION
This is the Moon Initiation toward which mankind is headed and 

America is leading the way. This is the 32nd Path on the Tree of Life 
of the Western Mystery Tradition. Actually this is the first Path which 
lies ahead of anyone who signs up for a course of instruction from a
Mystery School and prepares for initiation. This Path takes one from
Malkuth to Yesod on the Tree of Life. Malkuth is the earth; Yesod is 
the moon. Formerly this path was taken only by individuals. Now the 
space race is taking mankind on 'this Pathi The whole earth is going 
through an initiation.

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MAH A SPACE BEING
Time and again we have been told that we are space beings« Members 

of Mark Probert’s Inner Circle have been our chief source of information 
an the Flying Saucer phenomenon and on space travel for 16 years now. 
Time and again at the seances they have insisted, man is a spaee being.’ 
We come from space at birth; we return to space at death. Life in the 
flesh is a temporary sojourn in a highly restricted environment for pur­
poses of education. : < ■

We can learn to be at home in space, not as earth beings but as 
space beings. This was the minority view at that Air Force medical sym­
posium in San Antonio two years ago. When Dr. Dorcus and other psychi­
atrists urged that man be altered to fit space, they were in the minority. 
The majority of doctors and technicians there were of the opinion that 
man had to carry a miniature world with him to survive in space — all 
the comforts of home. This may hold true for the Apollo-moon program, 
but I believe the minority view at San Antonio may become the majority 
view when the deep space trips to other planets are attempted.

The space scientists are up against a stone wall here and eventually 
they are going to admit it publicly. It is impossible to keep a man 
alive and conscious in his normal body in deep space. This may be pos­
sible as long as he operates within the Etheric aura shared by the earth 
and the moon, but outside it? No. I am sure some of the life scientists 
know this. Why only the other evening I heard a Lockheed technician 
say something like this on TV. At the present time we cannot send a 
man to the moon and expect hi® to survive the trip.

They dont travel in nor­
mal physical bodies! This is a waste of time and energy. They travel 
in thought — or at least in a form whose structure is unaffected by cos-iH 
mic radiation. Maybe the forms of these Visitors are made of cosmic 
radiation. That is why they are at home in space. That is their normal 
environment! I suppose this would be true of the Lucifer spirits from 
the moon, as well as entities from the planets, Mars and Venus.

Did you 
know that your government and mine has paid out good money for this sane 
piece of advice and information?

«U.S. TOLD TO PREPARE FOR FINDING OF INTELLIGENT BEINGS ON PLANETS”
I was agreeably surprised to see this heading on the front page of 

the Los Angeles “Times” for December 15, 1960. The article was a sum­
mary of a 190-page report of a year-long study by the Brookings Institu­
tion for the Federal Space Agency. 396,000 of our tax money paid for 
that report. The FSA could have gotten the same info from me for *1.00.
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The news item originated in Washington, over United Press-Interna­
tional wires, and the Brookings report warned the Federal Space Agency 
that ’’America should begin figuring out how to meet the psychological 
impact of a discovery that intelligent beings live on otner planets. . . 
such a discovery could bring profound changes or even collapse of civi­
lization on earth.”

The job of preparing the people of the nation for the psychological 
impact of this discovery could have been started in 1949J But our first 
Secretary of Defense, James Forrestal, chose to be loyal to Wall Street 
rather than the nation. So, those two Flying Saucer articles in the 
Saturday Evening Post were derisive, slanted propaganda, instead of con­
structive analysis.

’’Whether or not earth would be inspired to an all-out space effort 
by such a discovery is moot,” the Brookings Institution report said. 
"Societies sure of their own place in the universe have disintegrated 
when confronted by a superior society, and others have survived even 
though changed. Clearly, the better we can come to understand the fac­
tors involved in responding to such crises the better prepared we may be.”

Fortunately for us, at the time this report appeared, with its sug­
gestion of impending doom, we had just elected a new, young President 
who was confident this nation could make an all-out space effort and 
save itself from the complete and total collapse feared by Forrestal 
and other leaders of the vested interests. President Kennedy put the 
nation’s space program solidly on its feet in May, 1961. Since then 
the Conservatives in Congress have rallied their forces. The President 
has demanded other changes he considered necessary to adjust the national 
life to the Space Age. The major portion of these have been blocked. 
So perhaps it is still a moot question: Can America voluntarily make 
these profound changes and survive?

Of course the Brookings Institution report is guarded in its con­
clusions: "While the discovery of intelligent life in other parts of the 
universe is not likely in the immediate future, it could nevertheless 
happen at any time.”

We have good reason to believe that at least one member of the 
Brookings Institution staff knows for a fact that there is ’’intelligent 
life in other parts of the universe”. Further than that, since March, 
1954 he has known that some of those intelligent beings have visited one 
of our largest and most secret Air Force Bases, Edwards AFB in the Muroc 
Dry Lake area of the Mojave Desert, California.

THE MUROC LAKDIIiG
On April 16, 1954 our late director, Meade Layne, released this 

Personal Bulletin to Associates. "The following news is authentic, It 
is a personal first-hand report from one of our best-known Associates, 
whose name will be given in a few days. This Associate has spent two 
days at the Edwards Air Force Base. At this base five types of aeroforms 
(Flying Saucers) are under top-level inspection, with the permission and 
help of the Etherians. The process of materialization and dematerializ­
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ation have been demonstrated, There is consternation, confusion and : 
collapse among scientists, technicians and governmental authorities. It 
is believed by our Associate that President Eisenhower will take supreme 
control of the situation if present impasse continues of bitter conflict 
among our own department heads. The President visited the Base during 
his Palm Springs vacation and is believed to be fully informed of devel­
opments. Our Associate visited this Base in company with three well- 
known persons (one of whom, he claimed, was Edward Nourse of the Brook­
ings Institution). He believes the President will make a public state­
ment about the middle of May.”

As you know, neither in May 1954 nor any other time during his eight 
years in office did President Eisenhower break security on the ”silence 
policy” on Flying Saucers; We have no direct evidence to back up that 
BSRA bulletin of April 16, 1954, other than the fact that the President 
disappeared from Palm Springs for four hours one Saturday night during 
liis vacation. The 70 newspaper, radio and TV men there never did disco­
ver where he had gone. This was reported in Time Magazine, March 1,»54.

WHAT SAYS THE HINER CIRCLE?
On April 17th Meade Layne went to medium Mark Probert and asked for 

a conference with members of the Inner Circle. The IS-page transcript of 
this seance is available at 3SRA Hdq for 50/. The first Member to take 
over and speak through the entranced medium was Ramon Hatalli.

’•Have you been present at Muroc lately?” asked Meade ^ayne.

”We have been there many times and have known what was going on 
there. Several months ago there were certain things we had to say to 
you but conditions could not be arranged so we could get toggther; how­
ever, it was better so; and I am of the opinion and I know all of us of 
the Inner Circle are of the same opinion that it would be wiser not to 
put any of this out to the public.”

’’That includes what is in Dr. Light’s letter?” (About his visit to 
Edwards AF2 and witnessing of the landed Flying Saucers)

’’That is what I am saying,” replied Nat alii.

”0f course it is quite plain that what has taken place at Muroc till 
leak out.”

”It is better sir, that it leaks out through somebody else than you.-1'

”Do you feel, Ramon, that Eisenhower is sincere in his attempts at 
what he might try to do? Is pressure being put on him, or what?”

’’This man, like all men of his kind in high government positions, / 
is the leader or is a symbol of such in your country. They are always 
under pressure. They cannot act alone. Rack of him in the shadows stand 
such individuals as Bernard Baruch and next the High Roman Catholic 
Church. These are the two main forces« .Next in line are the.powerful
dictators of Communism. . . ”
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Eisenhower yielded to the vested interests who helped finance his 
campaign and put him in office. Did he not say, somewhere in his writ­
ings, how he sat humbly at the feet of Wall Street gambler Barney Baruch, 
to learn? Natalli said the President would have to be very careful as 
to what he said to the public about the Edwards AF3 visit of the Ether- 
ians, for fear of panic. There was panic all right, among the leaders 
of the nation.

In the summer of 1954 there was other indirect evidence of that 
landing at Edwards AF3. There was a sudden rash of public statements 
by scientists and educational leaders as to the possibility of intelli­
gent life on other planets! This was so pronounced that other Saucer 
'researchers took note of it. hen Stringfield, one of the best and 
editor of the CRIFO Orbit, Cinncinnatti, Ohio devoted over a page of 
one of his July 1954 issues to this phenomenon. Many of these leaders 
in Western thought had apparently visited Edwards during the weeks the 
Space Ships were there. They couldn’t break security for fear of fine 
and imprisonment — and loss of prestige among their colleagues —• but 
they could theorize about^the probability of there being other, highly 
evolved intelligences in the universe.

Orthodox science says that intelligent life on this planet develop­
ed solely by chance; now they are willing to admit those same laws of 
chance operate throughout the universe. The billions of suns in our 
Milky Way galaxy must have millions of planets revolving around them. 
Hundreds of thousands of those planets must have evolved self-consciuus 
life, even as ours. Half of those life-carrying planets would be ahead 
of us in evolution; half of them would be behind us. The ones ahead of 
us may have mastered space travel and inter-planetary communication 
thousands of years ago.

There the orthodox scientists stop short. Have we been contacted 
by these space travelers? No one in public position will commit himself. 
About the best we can get is the guarded analysis of Harvard’s great 
astronomer, Harlow Shapley. My guess is that Shapley is one of the prom­
inent scientists who was dumfounded by the presence of real Flying Sau­
cers at Edwards in February 1954. Later, he wrote this for the Saturday 
Review, ’’Coming to terms with the Cosmos”, excerpted from his book, ”0f 
Stars and Men”.

”... For the sake of simplicity, we are tempted to put all the 
world of physics and perhaps all the biological world into the framework 
of four properties. They are, of course, space, time, matter and energy. 
May there be others, perhaps some of even superior importance? In par­
ticular, is there one other property of the material world that is essen­
tial to make the universe go? . . . would you require a fifth entity? , 
. . That it exists we can hardly doubt. , . ”

As far as we are concerned Shapley is here postulating the Ethers 
about which we have already spoken, though he will not use the term. 
Further on he writes: ”We should turn our attention to the possible ex­
istence and general spread of protoplasm throughout stellar space and 
cosmic times. We can no longer be content with the hypothesis that liv­
ing organisms are of this Earth only. . . ”
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Then Shapley takes up the problem of the limitations of our five 
senses, "man is blind except to a narrow range in the electromagnetic • 
spectrum. . . But these sensory limitations, and the resulting failure 
to comprehend fully much of Nature, may be only a local deficiency. .. 
we are made aware — embarrassingly aware — that we may be intellectual 
minims in the life of the universe.” :-

This is a strangely humble observation from a leading scientist in 
a leading American university. It could easily be explained if he stood 
on the runway at Edwards and watched those Flying Saucers dematerialize 
before his very eyes, He was then invited by the Etherians to correct 
his doubting senses by walking through the area where the ship had been 
standing. Standing aside again with his dumfounded confreres, the Sau­
cer was brought down the scale of tangibility again, into solid material­
ity on the same spot.

"But you are invited to think seriously of the cosmic facts," Shap­
ley goes on to say. "The new discoveries and developments contribute to 
the unfolding of a magnificent universe; to be a participant is in it­
self a glory, with our confreres on distant planets. • . in an existence 
and an evolution that inspires respect and deep reverence. We cannot 
escape humility. . . "

He then closes his article with grudging admiration for those of 
us, who in our search for the ultimate Truth, have accepted the reality 
of Flying Saucers and the Visitors from outer space.

"There are those who would call this attitude their philosophy, 
their religion. They would be loath, I hope, to retreat from the gal­
axies to the earth; unwilling to come out of the cosmic depths and dur­
ations to concern themselves only with one organic form on the crust of 
one small planet, near a commonplace star (our sun), at the edge of one 
of the galaxies, They would hesitate to retreat to that one isolated 
spot in their search for the Ultimate. May their kind increase and 
prosperJ"

rhE INTERPLANETARY TRAVELERS
Visitors to the Probert seances in San Diego were always asking 

questions about Flying Saucers and their occupants in the. early 1950s. 
On August 6, 1953 Ramon Natalli commented at length on space travel and 
travellers, the moon as an immediate objective, and the importance of 
our getting their first.

"The universe swarms with life of many kinds. Some planets have 
inhabitants much like yourselves; but on others they differ much in size, 
form, weight, density and other characteristics. There are giants and 
pigmies and all sizes between. Among your sky visitors there are some 
who come from planets and others who come from space. It is my belief 
you will be able to land a rocket on the moon by 1955."

At first glance this seems like a prophecy which didn’t come true; 
but remember that Natalli was able to observe the development of the Red­
stone rocket at Huntsville, Alabama; there Werner von Braun and his team 
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of U.S. Army technicians had improved greatly on the German V2 rocket. 
Given his lead and ample backing Von Braun could have had a satellite 
in orbit before 1950J And a small cluster of Redstone rockets could 
have put an instrumented package on the soon by 1955. Natalli also 
knew that Russian military science had made the choice for rockets as 
early as 19461 Even if the Washington politicians knew this, from 
intelligence reports, its significance escaped them. Between Washing­
ton’s smug incompetence and the jealous rivalry of the Air Force and 
the Navy, the Army’s successful rocket program was effectively blocked.

Not until September, 1956 did Von Brann’s Army team manage to get a 
satellite*carry±ng Redstone, No. 29, erected on a launching pad at Cape 

Canaveral. This was a full year before Russia put Sputnik in orbit. 
Tired old men, fearful of losing their millions, were in positions of 
power in Washington, Charlie Wilson, Eisenhower, John .Foster Dulles. 
They were more than willing to listen to somber warnings from Air Force 
and Navy brass. No. 29 was ordered down and hauled back to Alabama to 
be put in mothballs.

Then, what we wouldn’t do of our own free will was forced on us by 
those goddam Russians. Sputnik successfully orbited in October, 1957. 
Ike and his millionaire bodyguard ridiculed the Russian achievement, but 
when the Russians proved it was no fluke by orbiting living animals a 
few months later, something had to be done. Old No. 29 was hauled back 
to Canaveral and we belatedly got into the Space Age on Jan. 31, 1958 
with Explorer I. A reliable Redstone was used to put CDR Shepard aloft 
on the first Mercury, sub-orbital flight.

DESTINATION MOON
’’The conquest of the moon is your next great project,” continued 

Natalli in that 1953 seance, ’’and it behooves you to make it successful. 
Its seizure by another Power would mean domination of your planet. In 
landing human beings on the moon there are two main problems, that of 
protection from cosmic radiation, and that of propulsion.

**It would take at least 15 feet of lead to protect you from the cos­
mic rays. These would not be immediately fatal, but life would be very 
short afterward, five or ten years perhaps. Cancer-like growths would” 
appear throughout the body. But such a heavy lead shield would be im­
practicable. So, you cannot use any material you now have, or as you 
now have it. But you will find a way to align the atoms and molecules. 
I think this will be done by means of powerful electrical impulses or 
jolts. In the web of energy so created the magnetic fields will not 
merge, i.e., the object so shielded will be weightless. And the great 
density of the shield will protect from the cosmic rays. There will be 
no limit to the speed of such a weightless object.

’’The first propulsion used by you will be atomic (on the first moon 
flight?). But there is a way to utilize the vibratory rates of the 
ethers, by a kind of resonance or harmonics. The people of the Discs 
(Flying Saucers) could teach you these things.” (Quoted from BSRA Pub­
lication ’’Clips, Quotes & Comments” A4, Aug. 15, 1953. Out of Print)
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Yes, the Beings who have mastered space travel could teach us much. 
The learning, however, «ill force science to rewrite the text books. < gg 
The much-maligned Ethers will have to regain their respectability, het 
us refer more specifically to that second Stlieric plane, the fifth state 
of matter, which is so intimately connected with the moon. • ■ jfg

WHAT SAYS JOHN GLENN
Contrast the above tired philosophy with the forward look of our 

first Astronaut, as quoted in Life Magazine.

”A lot of people ask why a man is willing to risk hat, tail and 
gas mask on something like this. Well, we’ve got to do it. We’re going 
into an age of exploration that will be bigger than anything the world 
has ever seen. . . With risks you gain. . . People are afraid of the 
future, of the unknown. If a man faces up .to it and takes the dare of 
the future, he can have some control over his destiny. That’s an excit­
ing idea to me, better than waiting with everybody else to see what’s 
going to happen.”

I suggest that- if you want to stay sane, healthy and happy during 
the violent adjustments of the next few years, take on something of the 
philosophy of Shepard, Glenn, Carpenter, Schirra and the others. When 
the hidden side of the moon is revealed, you are going to have to face 
some unpleasant truths about yourself and about your nation.

**It does not necessarily follow that the Soviet Union can do much 
better (than the United States) if it expects to master/space with its 
own efforts. Russia will soon find it has bitten off more than it can 
chew. The combined resources of mankind will scarcely be adequate for 
the task. We may regard with some amusement the Russian attempts to go 
it alone, and should be patient with their old fashioned flag waving as 
they plant the Hammer and Sickle on the ¡noon. All such flurries of 
patriotism will be necessarily short lived. The Russians themselves 
destroyed the concept of nationality when they sent Sputnik around the 
earth, flashing across a hundred frontiers. But because this is perfect­
ly obvious, that nationalism is gone, it will be some time before people 
realize it. And all governments realize that the only much-vaunted run­
ner in space is Man. Despite the perils and problems of our times we 
should be glad that we are living in this age. Every civilisation is 
like a surf rider, carried forward on the crest of a wave. Those who 
thought it was already slackening spoke centuries too soon. We are /-//// 
poised now on the precarious but exhilarating balance that is the es­
sence of real living, the antithesis of mere existence. Behind us • ? //
roars the reef we have already passed, beneath us the great wave, as yet 
its back scarcely flecked with foam, humps itself still higher from the 
sea. And ahead, we cannot tell, we are too far-out to see the unknown : --/ 
land* It is enough to ride the wave.51 -;/

Clarkrs inspired message from across the sea wasn’t all sweetnes 
and light. At the time he wrote it America was still being run by tired 
old men, clinging to the past and fearful of the future. He had some < 
uncomplimentary things to say about our preference for the luxuries over 
the necessities of life. 3ut when Ms ’’Rocket to the Renaissance*’ story 
appeared a slim- majority of Americans were making a choice for the fu­
ture at the polls. Months later that'choice was'stated clearly before/■ 
Congress by President John F. Kennedy, on May 25, 196M /

‘»This nation is engaged in a long and exacting test of the future / 
of freedom — a test which may well continue for decades to come. Our 
strength as well as our convictions have imposed upon this nation the - 
role of leader in freedom’s cause. . . This is a great positive adven­
ture. . . (for) it is clear that we are engaged in a world-wide strug- 
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rve and promote the ideals ve share with all mankind, or 
< Is forced upon us* . »
