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The race into outer space is an invasion of man's
inner space. If this is a contradiction, BSRA will
almost certainly resolve it it by approaching it on

the two fronts. First, BSRA has affirmed the reality
of UFOs or Flying Saucers since its verification of

a sighting over San Diego, Oct. 9, 1946! Second,
current research and teaching conducted by the Dir -
ector, Riley Crabb, is producing changes in con-
sciousness by volunteer Associates. These are com-
parable to the '"break off'' experienced by high-flying
pilots and the astronauts during weightlessness and
other exotic physiological conditions of outer space.
Auto-hypnosis is used, and also mechanical equip-
ment operating in the radio, magnetic and light
(color) spectrums. Riley Crabb

BSRA is a non-profit organization of people who take

an active interest in unusual happenings largely ignored by orthodox science, the
phenomena of the borderland between the visible and the invisible worlds. Head-
guarters at Mr. Crabb's home in Vista is a clearing house for the observations,
experiences and reports of the Associates. These may include UFOs, ESP, Tele-
kinesis, Metempsychosis, Radionics, Radiesthesia, Hypnosis, Dowsing, Absent
Healing, etc., and they are published in the Journal of Borderland Research, eight
issues a year, 32 pages mimeo, edited by Mr. Crabb. Membership in BSRA is

$5 a yvear and includes the Journal. Brochures are published on borderland subjects.
Mr. Crabb lectures widely on these subjects on a donation or a fee basis.

He became interested in the borderland sciences in 1934 when he discovered the
magnificent metaphysical library of the Theosophical Society in Minneapolis, and
tried to read through it in record time. He also did his first psychic research then
with Mrs. Nellie Peyton, mystic and seer whose talents were sometimes used by
Minneapolis detectives to locate lost or missing persons.

Military service took Mr. Crabb to Hawail in World War II and he remained there
for 13 years. This gave him ample opportunity to study Pagaﬁ magic at first hand
with such Kahunas as Charles Kenn, David Bray, Kino Lau and others. He was
given a Hawaiian name, Alapai. At his present home in Vista Mr. Crabb is friend
and neighbor of Max Freedom Long, whose book "Secret Science Behind Miracles"
is the standard reference work on Hawaiian healing and magic. Mr. and Mrs. Crabb
moved to the Pacific coast mainland in 1957, He was soon active in the space race,
working as a Visual Information Specialist for the Navy's Pacific Missile Range, Pt.
Mugu, California. In 1959 he tock over as director of Borderland Sciences Research
Agsociates at the invitation of Meade Layne, founder and first director.



FLYING SAUCERS UNCENSORED

4n Tllustrated Lecture For
the San Francisco Interplane-
tary Club, Sept. 24, 1965

Good to be back in San Francisco again for an exchange of ideas on
New Age developments., Just a year ago we were here to initiate a new
talk, "ESP, the Space Travel Problem", Now, within the past month there
has been a new Flying Saucer flap, a rash of well authenticated sight-
ings both here in the United States and all over the rest of the world,
egpecially around August 3rd and 4th., 8o it seems a good time to put
a straight Flying Saucer talk together again.

You; the 8an Francisco Interplanetary Club, are going to get the
benefit of our Clips, Quotes and Comments on "Flying Ssucers Uncensored".
In this latest Saucer flap we've had those meaninglegs promouncements
by the authorities. These remind me of that humorous observation by a
wige man a few years ago, who gaid, "The more I read, the less I know.
Eventually I%m going to kunow everything about nothingl!" If you do try
to understand the UFOQ phencwenon by official releases only, this is what
you'll wind up with, You wont kunow a damn thing about UFQsg,

We?ll start off with one of the best exampleg of this kind of of-
ficial coverup. Of the thousends we have on file this is one of the
best, by Hart T, Goodman, om Dec, 16, 1954. He had been a B-29 pilot
far the Air TForce in World War XI, whj@h puts him &n the category of a
professional observerof sky phenomena., He was a guest at Apple Valley
Inn on the high deserxrt neayr Victerville, California -~ perhaps 20 or 30
miles from Ceorge Van Tassel’s CGlant Roeck airport, and only four miles
from George Air Force Bage!

At sunset that night, oy scon afterward, Goodman saw a silvery,
torpedo~shaped object in the sky high above the Inn. He estimated the
altitude at 25,000 feet. It was high enough that it could be seen easily
with the naked eye, not only by Cocdman but the other fifﬁy guests at
the Inn, standing outside on the veranda, looking up. I¢ couldn't have
been an aircraft or a balleoon, or a guided missile, because it was per-
fectly motionless there in the sky, gleaming with sunset light, a slim,
torpedo~shape about three times as long &8s a B-29 fuselage.

Finally daylight was gone even at that altitude, but the UFO0 was
gtill there, easily visible, because it glowed red in the darkness,
A1l that evening, guests at the Inn had that UFO under observation and
it didnf't move, &omeone thought to call the authorities, at George Air
Force Base nearby, hoping that Big Daddy government would tell them
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what this strange object was. To their disgust, they found that the
Public Information Officer at George Air Force Base wouldn't even admit
the UFO was up there! The Air Force wont admit it but to make such an
admission is against security regulations, So dont blame the PI0 of~-
ficer, He's only following orders, specifially, 4ir Force Regulatinn
200-2 of November 1953, Donald Keyhoe published the order as an appen-
dix to his book, "Flying Saucer Conspiracy¥, in full, Here is part 9
covering "Release of Facts":

"Headquarters USAF will {df{ release summaries of evaluated data
which will inform the public on this subject, In regponse to local
inquiries, it is permissible to inform news media representatives on
UFOB's when the object is positively identified as a familiar object
(balloons, astronomical objects, birds and so forth) except that the
following type of data warrnats protectionm and should not be revealed:
Names of principles, intercept and investigation procedures, and class-
ified radar data. For those objects which are not explainable, only
the fact that ATIC will analyze the date is worthy of release, due to
the many unknowns involwed."

This UF0O of Dec. 16, 1954 was not a "familiar object™; it was
therefore not '"explainable” by the Ceorge AFEB PIO; go he couldnft even
admit it was there in the sky. And while you're waiting for the Head-~ -
quarters, Uni%ed States Air Forece, to give you intelligent, menaingful
summaries of ~lying Saucer sightings, you might buy and read our half-
dozen lectures on the subject. Ve are free to analyze data and give
our opinion of this modern phenomenon,

ON STATION ABOVE THE DESERT

When the guests at Apple Valley Inn went to bed that nieght the UFO
was still there, glowing steadily in the darkness. When they got up
on the morning of Dec., 1l7th that Unidentified Flying Object still was
in the same place, unmoving, above Apple Valley, It stayed there until
noon that Saturday. Goodman said that during the morning they could
see Air Force jets flylng around it., He saw one at least 10,000 feet
above the UF0, The contrall was visgible. With binoculars he could see
Air Force planes. They certainly had plenty of time znd opportunity
to take pictureg of it, but no omne at the Bace would admit that they
had it under observation. With his binoculars Goodman said he could
see what looked like portholes along the sides of the UFO,

Goodman returned to Los Angeles that day and got in touch with
Paul Coates, who had hig own radic and Television shows, Coates could
not believe his story until he drove up €o the Apple ,Valley Inn himself
and talked to several people who had seen the UF0, including the Inn
manager and the cook. They verified Goodmdn®s story. Coates also got
in touch with two Air Force non~commissioned officers who had been at
the Inn and had seen the UF0O, but when he called them at the Base
they wouldn®t admit anything.

Is it any worder that people are still mystified by the subject
of Flying Saucers, when they cant get any intelligent information from
the authorities to whom they look for answers? In fact, the government
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ig perpetuating the mystery with lgs "silence poliey"¥. Regulations
prevent any semblance of truth from being released. The Aiy Force of-
ficer or enlisted man who believes in regulations and is dedicated to
the Service will abide by the regulations. The policy is formed else-~
where, the Aiyr Force is merely carrying it ocut.

JUPITER FLYING OVER OKLAHOMA

It does get kind of ridiculows, as it did in August, when many
people in Kansas, Texas, Oklahema and elsewhere were seeing Flylng Sau-
cers. In response to inquiries the Air Force released the same tired
old story, they were seelng the planet Juplter, ¢r perhaps the star
Aldebaran. The directer of the agtromomical observatory at Oklahoma
City revealed how ridiculous that official explamation of the sightings
wag, for Jupiter and Aldebarsan weren?t even above the horizon at the
times of some of the sightingsl

Two pelicemen sat in thelr petrel car and watehed a UFO hovering
over a reserveir not a hundred yawvrds away from them., A&nd that was the
planet Jupiter? Dozens of times bigger than the earth? But this is
what the Air Force Publiec Information Officers ave told to say, and
they say it, however ridiculous it might be,

HOW TO BREAK THAT "8ILENCE POLICY®

If we are going to break this "silence policy™ on Flying Saucers,
we Saucer believers are going to have to go to the tepl! There is no
uge criticizing or blaming the Alr Force, whiech doesn®t get policy.
Washington does. There is going to be a presidential campaign in 1968,
If a few thousand of us all over the country wrote letters to the cam-
paign managers of the eandidates, and posed this guestion, we might
get a pogitive answerl Is youwr candidate prepared -- if he gets into
the Whitehouse ~=- to receive Visiters from outer gpace, publicly, if
they should land in their space ships at Washington international air-
port? As do the official repregentatives of other nationgs here on
earth?

What would or should the candidate®s position be onm this momentous
gubject? Sclentists are now saying -- as Harvard astronomer Dr, Carl
Sagan is saying in a curvent "True" Magazine sgtory -~ that our planet
ig visited periocdicelly by intelligent beings from elsewhere, He says
we might even have a visitation this century.

If the man in the Whitehouse has promised this im his successful
campaign, then we have set up the possibility -~ even the probability --
of cracking the "gilence polliey” on Flying Sasucers., For if the Presi-
dent of the United States cennot change policy, who can? Or is it our
responsibility as citizens of the United States to insist that our elec-
ted representatives do take a public stand on this lssue, We will have
to insist that our national leader not do ~- as Eisenhower did when
quegtioned by newsmen =- defer to so~called authorities who are already
under strict orders to say nothing! As I recall it was at a 1954 news
conference that the President was questioned directly about UFOs, and
he deliberately ducked the issue by tossing the hot potatoe to the Air
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Force. If any newsman present had been familiar with AFR 200-2 he could
have asked the President some pretty embarrassing questions. But we
cant expect any help from the gentlemen of the press, They are as ap-
pallingly ignorant of the Flying Saucer phenomenon as the majority of
people,

THE CHILES-WHITTED SIGHTING

Some of the oldest UF0 sightings are still the besgt., Take the
hair-raising experience of Eastern Airlines pilots Chiles and Whitted
on the night of July 24, 1948, Look at the blazing headline here on
this Atlanta, Georgia paper, ""Huge, Wingless, Two-deck Plane Proves A
Mygtery™.

These professional aerial observers were on a regular flight from
Montgomery, Alabama to Atlanta. According to the Associated Press
story: "They said the strange ship shooting red flames and with a blue
glow underneath the fuselage, passed their ship at 5,000 feet headed
toward MNew Orleans. The pilots gsaid the plane looked like a Buck Rogers
rocket ship., The pilots -~ Capt. C.S. Chiles and Co-pilot J.B.Whitted ~--
were flying the Houston~to-Atlanta-to-Boston run.

"ilt was in line almost with our flight,? he said, *We veered off
to the left as the object turned to its left, When it came nearer to
ug, within better sight, its fuselage appeared to be about 100 feet in
length and about four times circumference of a B-29 fuselage. It had
two rows of windows, an upper and a lower. Out of the rear of the ship
red flames were shooting 25 to 50 feet. There was a blue glow under-
neath the fuselage., The ship appeared to be doing between 500 and 700
miles an hour heading toward New Orleans,

"tWhen it got alongside of us it pulled up with a tremendous burst
of flame out of the rear., The flames were so bright they blinded us
for a second. Then the ship disappeared into the broken clouds, The
moon was shining intermittently and the ship could be seen for a few
seconds and would then be obscured. The ship had no wings. It seemed
to have an upper deck and a lower deck and was fully lighted inside,

We saw no occupants, '™

"Of the 20 passengers on board Chiles said only one was awake and
saw the other ship. He gave this passenger's name as C.L, McKelvie of
Columbus, Ohio. At Montgomery, Maxwell and Dannelly United States army
fields said they knew nothing about the report.”

it accompanied Pilot Chiles?! letter te Ken Arnold in Boisge, Idaho writ-

ten from Atlanta, Oct. 19, 1948, Ve have the photostats of the letter
and drawing in ocur BSRA UFO files, sefit to ocur founder-director, Meade
Layne, by Ken Arnold, Arnold, you?ll remember, became world famous with
his sighting of nine Discs, flying in formation before Mt. Rainier,
Washington the afterncon of June 27, 1947,

"I certainly do reeall the incident of vour reporting the flying
dises," wrote Chiles to Arnold. "I might add thset gt that time I was
sure there must be something to them as 8o maeny were seeing these
thingsy I looked for them on my rum, at that time it wag Chicage, 1
was never able to see any unusual sights or objects and had dismissed
the subject from my mind when out of the night came this very large
wingless craft,

"The moon was shining through thin broken clouds, almost as bright
ag day, with the exmeption of a lime of Chunder storms some 75 miles
ahead, It was a perfeet night, I was watching the faint flashes of
lightning, visible in them and prepaving ¢to decend to a lower altitude,
I wag cruising at 5000, Thigs ebject scemed to come right ocut of the
distant storms and looked exactly like 2 jet slrecvaft., This was the
only remark made between Mr. Whitted my co-pileot and myself. As this
craft pulled along side of us (we met) i¢ was no mistake a giant ship,
wingless, two rows large squave windowg, and powered by some power plant
approaching that of a jet type. T will enclose a drawing that will per-
haps give you a much better idea of what I am trying to say. The speed
must have been near that of sound but not that of & missile, which I am
told, to several thousand,

*T dont believe there was life aboard after thinking it out. I
doubt if the windows we saw were actual windows, but perhaps breathers
for the firve inside, which muat have been the power plant., That light
inside could not have been so white hot and used foyr illumination,

"I have been given the same thing that you fellows have from about
all sources, as well 23 most every one thinking we were cragy; however,
I can assure them I will pevewr report an object if it follows me each
trip! I was forced to leave Atlanta, my home, because of the calls,
and hundreds of people wanting to see how erazy I looked., The paper
carried a fairly correect story, but there was some news paper in it, M

We wonder how many more good sightings like this, by competent
and professional obgervers both military and civiliogn, have gone unre-~
ported because of the fear of ridicule and abuse, Pilots aren't talk-
ing now, for publiec information, and T dont blame them for carrying on
this kind of voluntary censorship. Of course it serves the cause of
thoge Washington intevests who maintaln the "silence policy" for rea-
gons of their own.

How we might take a militavy sighting., I think it was in 1948
also that newsman Frank Edwards went up to Alaska omn a story -- not on
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Flying Saucer material, At that time he hadn't paid much attention to
them as news material., While he was in a restaurant near Elmendorf
Air Force Base, two Air FTorce pilots got acquainted with Edwards and
told him of their startling UFO experience and its discouraging after-
ma%he

ANOTHER JET-POWERED, TORPEDO-SHAPED UFO!

These two military pilots had been flying a training mission in
the first Air Force jet trainer, the T-33., They were 30,000 feet above
Alasks om a nice afternoon, inm two planes, 3000 feet above them was a
thin overcast of cirrus clouds, They discovered a shadow on those
clouds above them. That shadow was moving along at their speed, around
350 miles an hour, and in the same direction! Talking back and forth
between them on their radios they dzeided to go up through the overcast
and see what was causing this torpedo-~shaped shadow. It didn't show
any wings,

When they came up through the elouds they were about two miles be-
hind this thing, this Flying Saucer, with a jet flame at least fifty
fest long blazing out behind i¢t <= end no wings! The next thing to do
was to increase thelr speed beyond that of the stranger, so:ardund 400
miles an hour or better, to catch up with it for a closer look. Even
as they decided to do thig the UFO suddenly increased its speed to 600
miles an hour ar better and left them flat,

Then these two conscientlious pilots made a mistake. They returned
to their base and told of thelr unusual experience. Air Intelligence
officers had them confined to guarters and subjected them to intensive
questioning for days, trying te break thelr story. But their story
wouldn 't break. Each man, guestioned separately for hours, confirmed
what the other said., You can imagine the effect of this criminal treat-
ment on these gincere, dedicated men, They were angry and bitter,

They told Frank Edwards that 1f they made any more sightings, these
wouldn®t be reported to the authorities! How many hundreds of first
class Flying Saucer sighting stories have been lost to the authorities
by this negative, character-assassinating attitude toward truth?

Here's ancther one from 1948, a year when militury pilots were
still talking freely about their very real, three-dimensional UFOs, ap-
parently as solid as thelr own alrplanes, but infinitely superior in
performance,

"MYSTERY OBJECT CLOCKED AT 900 MPH BY JET PILOTSW

Mitchell Field, N.,¥., Sept, 11, 1948 (UP) - "Two air force jet pilots
reported today they chased a mysterious round flying dbject - traveling
at a speed they estimated at 900-miles~per-hour - for 30 miles and
couldn®t catch it, Wilbert 5. Rogers, of Columbia Pa., told Mitchel
field authorities that he and Capt. Edward Ballard, of Dover, Del,,
sighted the object yesterday over Sandy Hook, N.J.,, while they were on
a routine flight in a T-33 jet training plane,

Y dont know if it was a flylng saucer, but it sure was something
ITtve never scen before,? Lt. Rogers, pilot of the plane, said. 'We
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couldn'’t have caught it in an F~86." (The F-86 Sabre jet is the United
States' fastest jet fighter.)

"Rogers described the object as white or silver-colored and said it
was about the size of a fighter plane. On a flight from Dowver air base
in New Jersey, when they sighted the object they were travelling at 450
miles an hour at 20,000 feet.

"!T pointed it out to Capt. Ballard,? Rogers said, *who suggested
we try to follow it, But we soon found it was no use., It was going too
fast. ¢

"The object moved in an arc from Sandy Hook to Red Bank, N.,J., and
then headed out to sea at Asbury Park, N.J. Rogers estimated it travel-
led the 30 miles course in two minutes; or at a speed of 900 miles-an~
hour. The U.S, air force and mavy have officially said that flying sau-
cers reported previously had been mothing more than weather balloons,

"?This couldn't have been a balloon,? Rogers said, 'because it
was descending and no balloon goes that fast. We got as close as 8000
feet from the object, which kept at a constant speed and didn't appear
to be running away. "

This is one of my earliest Flying Saucer clippings, taken from the
Honolulu "Star~Bulletin”. I was living in the Hawaiian Islands at that
time, We dont get reports of these kinds of incidents today, from mili-
tary pilots, and haven?t for years; but I am sure such incidents contin-
ue to take place., According to the flow of reports we receive at BSRA
headquarters, Flying Saucer sightings are increasing! We get bulletins
regularly from all over the world -~ Japan, Italy, France, South Ameri-
ca, Australia, New Zealand. This last Saucer flap was world-wide, It
wasn®t just in Texas and Oklahmma and the Middle West,

30-FOOT UFO NEAR OUR VISTA HEADQUARTERS

Just yesterday, Sept. 23rd, in your San Franclisco papers you had
a good picture of a Flylng Saucer and the story of the daytime sighting
of a UF0 over the El Toro Marine Corps Air Base about 40 miles north
of Vista, California., But this sighting actually occurred on Aug, 3rd
during the big Saucer flap of 1965, Here is UPIfs report from Santa Ana,
California on Sept. 22nd:

®A county highway department investigator who doesn't believe in
flying saucers has photographed a saucer-shaped flying object that has
yet to be identified. Rex Heflin, 37, has released three photographs
taken with a camera which he says were taken Aug. 3 when the midwestern
and southeastern portions of the nation were flooded with reports of
unidentified flying objects. Heflin sald he was working near the Santa
Ana Marine Corps air facility when he caught a glimpse of a silver ob-
ject which he estimated to be 30 feet in diameter and eight feet thick.
He said it wag visible for 15 seconds and moved from west to east, ac-~
celerating at about the same gpeed as a jet,

"He gaid the object made no sound, but a beam of white light rota-
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ted underneath the saucer. He claims that under a magnifying glass

the beam is discernible in one of the photographs. Heflin said he car-~
ries a camera with him for his work, and that during the time the ob-
ject was in sight, he was able to take three pictures., During the time
the object was near, he said he tried to commumicate with his super-
visor over a two-way radio in his vehicle, but the radio was inopera-
tive., 8ince then the radioc worked perfectly., Despite the object's
proximity to the marine base, radar operators failed to report any
mysterious identification.™

This latter item is of no significance because we know that even
if the radar operators at El Toro did see a blip of the UFO on their
mondtoring ecreens, they wouldn®t viclate regulations by admitting it
publicly. And the dead or inoperative two-way radio while the UFO was
nearby is just another physical proof of its reality. Inoperative radio
and other electronic gear when UF0s are around i3 an old story to ex-
perienced Saucer researchers. This is one of the first preofs you
look for in a sighting!

REX HEFLIN GETS THE TREATMENTI

The day after the releage of his UFO picture and story, Mr, Heflin
got the recognition, official and otherwise, usually afforded any one
who reports a Flying Seaucer gighting and backs it up with physical
evidence. As reported in the Los Angeles "Herald Examiner™ for Sept,

24, 19653

“James Bond would feel wight at home in Santa Ana today, in the
opinion of Orange County highway investigator Rex Heflin, whose life
has changed drastically since he took three photographs Aug., 3. They
showed a 'saucer?® flying near Bl Toro Marine Base in daylight, In the
last two days he has had conferences with representatives of the Air
Force's Project Blue Beook team from Wright-Patterson AFB in Dayton,
Ohio, whose assignment is to study sightings of UFOs (Unidentified
Flying Objects). Also Naval Intelligence, NORAD (North American Air-
Defense) and NICAP (National Investigating Commission on Azrial Phen-
omena). Several others ave yet to come,

"tThey call or arrive at all hours of the day or night,? Heflin
gaid, '4nd a bunch of eranks do everything from threaten to blow up
my home, to identifyihg themselves as the "Flying Saucer People® who
dont like to be photographed.?

“Heflin was mosgt perturbed, however, over an Air Force interview
yesterday. He said a captain arrived in his office,about 4 p.m. and
gtayed until 7:45,

"iHe suggested kites, stretchers carried by helicopters, flying
children?s models and hallucinations,? Heflin said, tand before he ar-
rived to talk with me the Air Force released a press statement,'"

Heflin probably didn't realize it at the time but the Air Force
officer who called on him was pndoubtedly a graduate of the USAF school

of Psgychological Warfare, and an expert in hypnosis and permissive sug~
gestion. It wouldn®t take long for this professional hypnotist to dis-
cover if Heflin was suggestible or paychotic, or hungry for notoriety,
Here is the H@f&ldmﬁx&miﬁ@*@@ verglon of ¢he AF press release:’

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THE SEARCH FOR TRUTH ABOUT UFOS

We are getting nothing but double talk from the authorities; so
we'll have to search for our own answers =-- unless you want to wait a
few years until the race inte space produces them. I cant wait. You
dont have to wait; for we in BSRA have had some very interesting answers
to the Flying Saucer phenomenon for years. I am director of Borderland
Sciences Research Associates, an organization which was founded in San
Diego in 1946 by Meade Layne. Colncident with the founding of BSRA
there was the development of the phenomenal mediumship of Mark Probert,

Mark came to Mr, Layne to try to get some answers to what was hap-
pening to him. He would go into trance and then these different voices,
in forelgn languages, would speak., At that time, Mr. Layne had been
studying occult science for years, He was familiar with the various
kinds of mediumship and was also interested in psychic research,

Mr, Layne found to his surprise that the beings who came and talk-
ed through Mark were intelligent, sophisticated, worldly-wise, cosmo-
politan human beings -~ though temporarily out of the body, shall we
say. They didn't hesitate to identify themselves, nor to be ready with
answers on philosophical problems such as the origin of the Flying Sau-
cers, One of these controls identified himself by the name of Charles
Lingford, He claimed to have died in New York fifty or sixty years ago.

I dont know if any attempt hag been made to verify the physical
existence of this man: nor do I care now: for it is the content of the
meéssage that counts. Anyone can give himself any identification tag.
How are you going to know whether or not it is true? Just consider
Lingfordfs interesting remarks in July 1947, not even a month after the
Flying Saucer phenomenon had broken upon the world as a news story.

"In the course of time you will find that these Flying Saucers
will tell their own story. You know from your reading and study that
there have been many such phenomena., Just now you are having them in
large numbers and over a wide region because the world is jin-a sense
ready for them. All you need to do now is to be pushed a little bit

and you'll wake upé®

What are we to wake up to? That we're not alone in the Universe,
This is the next big step in consciousness for us, and we're getting
closer to it all the time. Orthodox scientists are now admitting that
there undoubtedly are millions of inhabited planets elsewhere in the
universe, But very few of them, if any, will give you a positive answer
to the $64 billion question: Are they visiting earth now? You'll have
to find the answer to t his yourself.

And then Meade Layne ssked Lingford, "You have no reason at this
time to change your interpretation of the Flying Saucers?"

You see, a year earlier through these same Probert Controls, we had
been told that Visitors from outer space were here looking us over.
We were also told that they didn®t travel in material, physical form
between planets, They materialize and dematerialize., This is what
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makes it tough for the scientists to accept,

"You dont suppose for a moment,” Lingford said, "any material thing
such ag you know could travel through space at the rates these Visitors
are travelling, without burning up. I dont mean to say that their ships
are not material, but the material of which they are made can stand the
heat and the speed,"

"Does this construction material exist on our plane," asked Meade.
"or is it an alloy.™

"fes, it is a kind of an alloy," replied Lingford. "There may be
more of these Flying Saucers and perhaps various kinds, I can only say
that the condition or gtate from which they come is Etheric. It is a
materialization and a dematerialization.®

In BSRA we call thig the 4-D explanation of the Flying Saucers,
and Wwe see no reason now to change our hypothesis eighteen years after
we first put it out., In fact, the longer the "silence policy™ contin-
ues,; on the part of the authorities, the more does it appear that our
explanation is the true one and that is why they remain silent., This
means talking intelligently about and believing in what is called psy~-
chism, spiritualism ~- which has a4 bad name among orthodox people here
in the United States.

Then Meade aske Lingfoxd, "Is there any relation between Flying
Saucers and other things which have fallen to earth?"

"There are various waysg of running things by remote control,” re-
plied Lingford, "which you dont know of, There are energies as yet un-
known to science. There are Etheric dwellers who have not known phy=-
sical life, and I am referyring to your Flying Saucers. They come out
of that plane of existence,®

"Do the Discs carry a crew?" asked someone at the seance.

"Large ones do but the small ones do not., These are controlled
from cyraft which have crews on them., Some of these remote controlled
craft break away and come down, They become limp, like paper, and
vanish,'

This in itself i3 a mastery of physical matter beyond anything we
know, I supposge our scientists will learn it eventually. Here now we
will give an example of that kind of Flying Saucer sighting, the disin-
tegration of a remote controlled dise., It occurred Oct, 1, 1951,

A Philadelphia police patrol car, on patrol in the suburbs just
after dusk, the policemen saw this glowing object in the sky, coming
down, slowly, gently. It came to earth in a vacant lot., There were
four policemen to witness this unusual eventy so perhaps there were
two patrol cars. Anyhow, they radioed headquarters and said they had
an Unidentified Tlying Object under observation, and that they would
stay there until they saw what further would happen, So they left their

patrol cars and walked over toe look at this thing there on the ground.
8ix feet acrnss and four feet high, it was an amorphous mass of material
glewing slightly in the dark. They shined their flashlights on it,

It didn't look like anything theyfd ever seen.

Patrolman Collins was brave enocugh o reach out and touch this pile
of stuff, It seemed harmless and was. His finger went right into it,
as though it were jelly. Already 1t was golng up the scale of taneibil-
ity, turning from a selid to a liquid, and then to a gas. The patrol-
men waited, 28 they gald they would, and in twenty minutes their wait
was over., The pile of stuff got smaller and smaller therec on the ground
until it finally disappeared, The dematerialization was complete.

Thig is the simple report of these policemen on the night of Oct., 1,
19%}.@

; With the reports of these kinds of sightings, we have enough to
back up what Charles Lingford sald through Mark Probert in 1947. If
& remote contrelled Disc gets in trouble, it is allowed to descend to
the earth and slowly digappear without hurting anyone, Lingford says
that the material which hes been drawn together is allowed to return
to ite primal state, ""the force and the structure disintegrate.”

"Well, suppose the Disc has a live crew aboard," asked one of the
gitters, "what happens to them?"

"If there are beings in a Fly'ung Sauvcer which disintegrates,' re-~
plied Lingford, "they go back to the BEtherle world from whence they
came,"”

You and I do this, too, when we die, We came from the Invisible
end we return to it., But because we are locked in matter and blind &o
thegse other worlds we look on death as a great tragedy:; when actrally
it could very well be a great blessing.

Then someone asked at this 1947 seance, "Are we going to get the
tyruth from our Authorities?®

"No," said Lingford, "you will get no information from your higher
ups.”®

“"There seems to have besen a 1ull in the sightings lately, why is
that? Are the UFO0s being drawn away?’

"No, they are not being withdrawn, they are being expinired away;
however, the FTlving Saucers will carry on until &Xp#an&tlﬁdo Yun out.
and people become curious sgain.”

"There haven't been any reports for several days.”

"Theyive changed their fleld of operetion,” replied Lineford.
"They have to cover the whole earth, Theyre is a reason for everything
and I believe ons reagon thegse Discs are here is to show the people of
your worlid that there are means of travelling faster and o7 eliminating
2
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friction., They may even allow one or two of these things to lamnd, so
your scientigts can examine them., In that way yout'll find out how to
build a craft yourself to travel into outer space, and maybe then you
can find a new planet to start wars upon,"

"Maybe we'll be forced to leave this one," observed a sitter.

"fes, I believe man will abandon this planet eventually but not
for many years to come, DNatuye is vast and man is a part of it., He
may try to desgtroy himself but he will be unsuccessful gnd this will
make him unhappy. But a time will come, and science knows it, if human
beings are to survive they will have to go to another planet.to survive
on,

"You know, I'm getting tivred. The trouble in my world is the same
a8 in yours, a good deal of talk and nothing really very satisfactory.
You will find that condition in all states of consciousness, yours, and
mine, and elsewhere,”

"There really is no heaven then, Lingfoxrd?" asked Meade Layne.

"If there is, you wouldn®t be happy there. Without boredom there
would be a state of inertia. Man must be unhappy in order to existi"

That's a nice bit of philosophy, isn®t it? We have to be unhappy
in order to exist,

"The moment you become perfectly happy, you become nonexistent,”
continued Lingford. '"Some ¢time ago one of the other Controls hinted
to you that man was an awegsome creature in many ways. I could never
begin to tell you how awesowme man yreally is. Horror upon horror is in
him, and beauty beyond conception, Man®s maeny-sidedness is appalling.

"Y want to add about the Flying Saucers, we haven’t given you any
wrong information, The predictions of that woman about the Discs being
of Rusgian origin are incorrect, There 18 no new information at pre-
sent but the Russian socuxce is ridiculous! I do know that the Flying
Saucers come from the Etheric worlds.”

LANDED FLYING SAUCERS

Now Lingford said that some of the UF0s would be allowed to land
for inspection by our wondering scientists. We have wild tales of
crashed Saucers, in Mexico and Arizona in 1949, Again in 1952 this
happened, A ¥lying Baucer came down and crashed on ,the island of Spitz-
bergen in the Arctic ocean. It was actually seen in the sky by Norwe-
gian pilots. They followed it down and kept it under observation. The
craghed Disc was taken to Narvik, Norway for analysis. This was in
July 1952 and you'tll find brief reference to this sighting in one of
Major Donald Keyhoe's early books on UFOs. Three years later the Nor-
wegian Air Force finally released a statement on it, through Colonel
Darnbyl, of the Norwegian General Staff,

The Colonel admitted they had this Flying Saucer in their posses-
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gion. He said that when it had come down in 1952 they had thought it
was an experimental Russian craft,

"Very, very emphatically," said Colonel Darnbyl, "this machine has
not been built in any country on earth. The materials used in its con-
struction are completely unknown to all experts having participated in
the investigation and at any rate, only to be obtained after physical
and chemical processes unkown €o us.”

And then the Colonel went on to say the information would be shared
with the British and United States governments. This news release or-
iginated in 0Osla, Norway on Sept. 4, 1985, A Dutch Flying Saucer club
picked the item up from the "Stuttgarter Tageblatt™ of Sept. 5th.

_ From the Colonel's statement we can suppose that the complete story
on thig Worweglan UFO, plctures, dimensions, characteristics, is on

file with the Central Intelligence Agency and FBI in Washington, as well
as the ATIC, the Aiyr Technieal Iptelligence Command, at Wright Field

in Ohio, So when the Alr Foree claims it has no phy31ca1 evidence of
the reality of Flving Saucers, this is a lie,

AN ARCTIC BASE TOR FLYING SAUCERS

Algo in this Oslo news relesase of Sept. 4, 1955 were some inter-
ggting observations by Lt. Tyllengen of the Norwegian Air Force, and
a Lt, Brobs, After the 1952 incident they were sent to the Arctic as
special UFO observers.,. They came back with the opinion many landings
were being made in the Arctic,

"I think the Aretlie 1s serving as a kind of air base for the un-
knowns, especially during sunow storms when we are being forced back
to our bases. They take this opportunity to land. Shortly after such
adverse weather counditions I have seen them land and take off on three
separate occasions. I notice that after baving landed they execute a
speedy rotation around thelir discs.”

But we in BSRA have an even better story than that on an American
lending of Flying Saucers.

THE VISITORS AT EDWARDE AIR FORCE BASE

Tn 1954, radio newecastayr Frank Edwards got a tip from someone
here in California that the Aiw Force had a captured disc in its pos-
gession, e said this in a January newscast.

Four months later, on Aprlil 16th, Meade Layne peceived a letter
from one of our Associates who had been up on the high desert, at Muroc
Dyry Lake, where Edwards Alr Force Base i1s located. This Associate
wrote: "I have just returned from Muroc. The report is true, devas~-
tatingly true."™ He made the trip up there in the company of three of-
ficials, one a Bishoep M == do you suppose it was Cardinal McIntyre of
Los Angeles? The second man had been on President Trumants staff,

The third was a reporter of the Hearst newspapers, All drove up to
Edwards in one car. They were admitted to the base. They went through
six hours of questioning and checking of their credentials, They were
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gworn to secrecy, Then they were allowed to go out on the field and
look at five space ships, so our Associate wrote. Apparently, these
Flying Saucers had been there for several weeks, if not several months,

Ledadiang men in all walks of life, apparently, were invited there
by the Air Torce to see these things, sclemtists, economists, religious
and political leaders -~ all brought under security regulations which
threaten fines and imprisonment te those breaking security.

The pilots of the Saucers caused their space ships to appear and
disappear before the eyes of these flabbergasted wmortals, I wouldn?'t
be surprised but what some of these "autherities" in our national life
were on the verge of a nervous breskdown if they didn't actually crack
up, The very rvoots of their exlistence had been shattered! Imagine,
for yourself, standing there and watching a solid object gradually dis-
appear before your eyes. You could see through it. Yet, at a certain
stage in the dematerialization, the material would be like glass, clear
as ¢rystal but still 3-D hard, 8Swuch is their control of matter that
the Visitors could speed up the vibratory rate of their ships even
further, to where the disappearance was wveally complete from our point
of view. Then the startled obgervers could walk through the spot where
each ship had rested and feel nothing there but the usual atmosphere
and the ground on which he stood!

The area was cleared again and the ships were caused to materialize
again and become solid;, 3 dimensional objects. From the point of view
of the pilot-controllers of the UFOg, their ships had never left the
runway; but -~ and this is basic to Flying Saucer or true space science
-~ a change of vibration is a change of location! And this was done
many times for the benefit of ¢the human observers, There could be no -
doubt in their minds whatsoever of this control of matter, by intelli-
gent beings from outer space,

"President Eisenhower ag you kunow," continues the Associate's let-
ter to Meade, "was gpirited over to Muroc one night during his visit
to Palm Springs (he took his vacation there in March, 1954) and it is
my contention that he will ignore the tevrific conflict between the
varioug authorities and go directly to the pecople via radio and tele-
vision 1f the impasse continues much longer. From what I could gather
an official statement to the gountry is being prepared for delivery
about the middle of May."

Well as we all know, no statement was given to the country in 1954
or any other time while Eisenhower wasg in office., He refused to break
security on it, .Here are one oy two more significant sentences:

T could not stifle a wave of pity that rose in me as I watched
the pathetic bewildexment of these rather brilliant brains, struggling
to make some sort of rational explanation which would enable them to
rétain their familiar theories and concepts., I thanked my own destiny
for having long ago pushed me into the metaphysical woods and compel-
led me to find my way out again, To watch strong minds cringe before
totally irreconcilable aspects of science is not a pleasant thing."”



WHAT SAYS BSRA'S INNER CIRCLE?

When our director, Meade Layne, received this letter he couldn't
believe it, even though he'd been closely watching the Flying Saucer
phenomenon for seven years! So he went to the trance medium, Mark Prom
bert, the next day and asked to have a session with one or two of the
Centrols.,

An Italian astronomer came through, a contemporary of Galileo in
the 16th Century. He says hig name is Ramon Natalll and naturally he
gpecializes in scientifie¢ aspects of metaphysics and occult science.
Natalli advised Meade not to publicize the Associate’s letter in our
Round Robin Journal, but perhaps to make a private malling to selected
Assocliates.

"It would be better,” Natalli said, "if this information came out
through someone else tham you at thisg time."

Pemember, this was April 1954, I was one of the Associates who
received a copy of that special wmailing, in Honolulu Hawaii, and I
found it hard to believe it too, then! Finally, in 1958, Mr, Layne
published the whole letter in the Round Robin. There was no apparent
reaction from the authorities or anyone else,

But at this April 1954 meeting with Natalli, through Mark Probert,
one of the Assoclates asked: "Do you feel, Ramon, that Eisenhower is
sincere in his attempt at what he might try to do,(in makine this natinn-
wide announcement on the reality of Flying Saucers) is pressure being
put on him or what?!

"This man, like all men of his kind in high government positions,
igs a leader or a symbel of such in your country," replied Natalli,
"“"They are always under pressure, They cannot act alone. Back of him
in the shadows stand such individuals as Bernard Baruch and some of
the high officials in the Roman Catholic Church. . "

These are two of the main forces keeping the pressure on the Pres-
ident and nothing was sald to the public directly. Yet later on that
summer there were certaln guarded releases which T believe prove our
peint: That certain selected sclentists were there at idwards, They
did see the Visitors'® space ships. They had positive, incontrovertible
evidence that space is patrolled and that we are and can be visited
from time to time.

In May 1954 General Nathan Twining made this interesting statement:
"The best brains in the Air Force are now working on the mystery of
the UFO, which continue to baffle them. If they come from Mars and are
that far ahead of us, we have nothing to fear,“

This is a Vvery positive statement from a prominent general of that
time. Now, with our prior knowledge of the Edwards landing, Twining's
remarks are doubly significant, even hinting at a Mars origin of the
five space ships]/ The next month, in the June 20th issue of '"This Week"
‘lagazine, there was Dr. Robert Richardson?s article gn Mars!
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INTELLIGENT LIFE ON THE RED PLANET

In 1954 Dr. Robert Richardson was an astronomer at Palomar and Mt,
Wilson observatories here. . in California. It is quite possible that he
may have been considered prowinent enough by the Air Force to be invit-
ed to Edwards to see the Saucer display in January or February. Anyhow,
he authored this article om "The Mysteries of Mars®, In it he strongly
suggests the existence of intelligent life on the red planet,

On the other hand, his views might have been stimulated by the un-
natural behavior of the two moons of Hars, especially Phobos, which
behaves more like a man-made gatellite than a natural moon., It is only
5000 miles above the surface of Mars. Its rotational speed around Mars
is three times that of the rotation of its mother planet. This is
againgt all rules of scelestial mechanics for natural objects., Besides
that, Phobos' speed is slowly dimipishing, just like that of our own
artifieial satellites, which eventually will fall back into the earth's
atmosphere and burn up, unless eccelerated again. 4lso Phobos has
changed orbits in the last few yeaprs, enough at least to cause astrono-
me Cly&@ Tombaugh to exelaim "en incomprehensible fact -- simply a
scandal in celestial mechanicgi®

Another prominent scientist was heawyd frow in June 1954, Professor
Nogyman Berrill of Canadafg McOill University. In an article in the June
fasue of Mcllean®s Magrzine™ he wrotae: "Other planets will have their
own evolutionary creationsg ths like of which we cannot imagine, Of
this we may be sure! Well placed planets evolve 1life and life soomer
or later evolves mind, Thewre may not be anything in the universe that
looks like man but there will alwmost certainly be beings of kinds unac-
countable, . . that pogsess intelligence and power. . , and wisdom grown
perhaps far beyond our ewn, In all thet matters. . . we are almost cer-
tainly not alone."

Pid Professor Berrill visit Edwards Air Force Base in March 19547
~Or someone else whom he knew and trusted, who gave him the straight
facts,

Then on July 20, 1954 Frank Edwards came on the air in his ABC
news program, and announced: "I have in my possession a statement by
a representative of a group of secientists associated with a top secret
project,”

I wouldn't dounbt but what this top secret project was a search for
anti-gravity through avalysis of the performance of Flying Saucers.
Anyhow, thisg scientist wrote to Edwawrds: "I can now unreservedly state
that neither our govermment nor any other goverﬁmea% possesses the tre-
mendoug technology necessary to the comstructlon of these machines.
The beings controlling the discs appear to have knowledge of the nulli-
fication of gravity and some advanced, inertialess drive."

Newscaster Edwards alse mentioned Frank Halstead, astronomer in
charge of the observatory at the University of Miunnesota. Halstead had
just returned from a year's viglt to sclentific centers here in Cali-
fornia] Was he also a guest of the Air Force at Muroc? Listen to Hal-
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steads "Aircraft of some sort have vigited the Earth from outer space,
The best scientific minds in the world agree that some planet out there
ig sending these things to look us over."

‘ We have to thank Leonard Stringfield, of Cincinnatti Ohio, for pul-
ling the above references together, which support our story. To me,
these read like the actual witnessing of Flying Saucers by responsible
people, and this is as near as they could come to revealing what they
knew from personal observation,

THE ALL=-QUT DRIVE TO MASTER GRAVITY!

Then the Air Force got bugy. It should after witnessing that kind
of a show! It apparently began to pull scientists and technicians to-
gether to make a plunge into the search for this radical new kind of
propulsion, But it wesn?t untdl a year later, Aug, 29, 1955, that the
London "Daily Express” broke the secret. ;

"™ore than a dozen Buropean sclentists are signed up by the CGlenn
L. Martin Company of Baltimore to help crack the New Frontiers, The
experts will work on problems of space travel and a method of circum-
venting gravity,"

After thig security break the New York "Herald Tribune'” got into
the act three months later with & series of three articles by their
Aviation editor, 4nsel Talbert, He interviewed George S, Trimble, bril-
liant young scientist who was hasad of the new "Advanced Design' division
of the Martin Company in Baltimore, about the possibility of overcoming
Cgravity directly with some new gourge of power.

"I think we could do the job in about the time that it actually
required to build the fipst atom bomb," said Trimble, "if enough trained
scientific brain~power simultanecusly began thinking about and working
toward a solution (to overcome gravity).

"I know that if Washington decides it will be vital to our national
survival to go where we want and to do what we want without having to
worry about gravity, we'd find the answer rapidly.”

Gray Barker received & ¢ip from California, and published it in
his "Saucevrian” Magaaine, that scientists and heads of certain indus-
tries here on the coast had been invited under rigid security, to the
Hotel Statler in New York for a secret meetimg, the code name for which
wag "Aircraft Engine Power®, '"But they weren't there to discuss anything
so common as jet planes, It iaveolved a fantastic new source of power,
utilizing neutronic enewrgy of a highly advanced nature, which could be
expelled from an aircraft to give it rocket-like thrust, It was hinted
the secret had been learned from taking apart an.interplanetary Saucer,"

80 here you have indicationg of a tremendous, secret burst of ac-
tivity along these lines, after this Ssucer landing at Edwards Air Force
Base in California in early 1954, Strong stimulus was needed because
in earlier years scientists like Millikan here in California had scoffed
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at the idea of anyone even trying to conquer gravity, as though it were
gome all-pervasive, universal power beyond our power to understand or
to comtrol, ’ :

THE MOTIVE POWER OF THE FLYING SEHNCERS

It was late in 1955 that Morrie K. Jessup turned his brilliant
mind toe the analysis of possgible or probable UFO propulsion and life,
Many of you in this group have read ‘one or more of Jessup®s classics,
"The Cagse for the UFO", "The Expanded Case for the UFOY, "The UFO and
the Bible"™., Many of you remembeyr that in April or May 1959 he appar~
ently committed suicide by breathing carbon monoxide gas from his own
automobile in Miami, Florida, Jessup was a genius-type college profes-
sor who deserted the hRalls of ivy for the way~out field of Flying Sau-
cers, He never could guite cross the Cosmic Barrier which full under-
standing of UF0 requires, but his efforts to build a bridge between
the visible and the invigible worlds are noteworthy in the UFO field
and well worth reading and study. Take a look at this short article
by Jessup in CGray Barkerts "Saucerian Review" for January 1956,

important

"Probably the most/considevretion of all from the viewpoint of
gscience and engineewring 4s the gquestion of motive power., Jets have
been suggested, ag have rockets., They have to be rejected forthwith
becaunge of the inability of carrying fuel and material for reactional
asjection, Magnetic dyives have been almost universally postulated, so
let us consider thege for a wmoment.

"The Earth does have a very intense magnetic field -- but it is
restricted to the immediate neighborhood of the planet, and is variable
and whimsical in its nature and erratically influenced by sun spot ac-
tivity, Only magnetic and pava-magnetic materials can react to the
magnetic field, or at best to enother magnetic field set up by induec-
tion. To obtain a space drive from such a mechanism, the thrust must
be picked up by a magnet or coll which s reacting with the magnetic
field and mechanically transmitted to the craft, and, through the
structure of the craft, to the people, aniwmals, beings oxr entities
enclosed in the craft and operating it.

"Thus all the tevrrific and unbelievable accelerations which have
been repeatedly observed must be externally applied to such beings,
carnate or not, as may be opevatimg the Saucers, The fact that carnate
beings cannot withstand external pressure and stresses of such magni-
tude has been uged by the scientifically e¢lite as a means of ridiculing
the whole idea of the UFO, OCranting the reality of the UF0, these ob-
served facts do not negate the UFO, but merely demopstrate the impos-
gibility of externally applied accelerations, due to any cause includ-
ing jets, rockets or magnetic drive. If neither the structure of the
graft nor the sinew of its pilot can withstand such stress -- then ac-
tual observation demands another power source.

"Seience to the contrary notwithstanding, there is such a source,
It is the reaction of the gravitational field, which is universal, and,
as compared to the magnetic field, it is relatively uniform and unfluc-
tuating., While reaction to a magnetic field can .only be had from mag-
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netic and metallic materials, reaction to a gravitational thrust can

be applied to ALL materials having mass., Thus gravitational thrust can
be applied to ALL ths molecules of any carnate being or UF0 structure
simultaneously and so elimiunate external pressure, No calculable amount
of acceleration would then be felt by any being subjected to such a
force, which would act uniformly through the interior of his body., HNot

Engineers in Detroit, Michigan the second week of February 1965. Ilere
are a few choice qust@s from his talk, as given in Feb, 15th "Missiles

and Rockets" Magazine,
"A propulsion breakthrough around 1971 is highly probable -~ and

the technical approach probably will be based on producing a force by
some means other than mass expulsion (technical gobbledegook for rocket
powerje » . Murtaugh says these causes must exist simultaneocusly to
preduce a breakthrough:

== An urgent need ~- identified by a real, well-defined technologi~
cal barrier standing firmly in the path of immediate progress.

-~ An economlic¢ incentive of sufficient magnitude to justify rapid
development of the supportint technology «- met previously applied to
this barrier ~- in the face of established processes, facilities and

product lines, , .

"Murtaugh says a breakthrough 18 characterized by the emergence of
af a new technique =-- one that differs radicallv from the technique
leading to the barrier. The importance of this element, says the Ben-
dix scientist, cannot be stressed too highly."

Obviously, the gravity breakthrough must come out of current scien-
tific technologies here in America but Murtaugh found it difficult to
predict which "technolegy will be called en to support the new develop-
ment,” He gave an example from the development of the steam engine by
Jemes Watt, 1769, a radical bresking out of the confines of horse power.
"Wattts dnventions for the steam engine depended for their success on
sdvancements in the metalworking trades. His S-ft-dia, pistons were
enly an inch out of round -« an unprecedented degree of accuraey at the
time,

"Evidence of a barvier is established in the current space program.
. » covering the future of space exploration beyond the Apollo program
and focusing on a maunned Mars landing in the 1980 time period, . . The
urgency of the propulsion barrieyr is indicated by the fact that it is
impeding progress beyond the present lumar goal., . . the prediction of
& propulsion breakthrough is supported by the evidence that the freight-
rate barvier is real and imminent., . . The continuing increase hinges
on making a manned trip to Mars before 1980, Two alternatives might
affect this demand:

=~ Dilution of planetasry explovation activitives by increased in-.
terest in some related field such as cceanography.

-= Subsgtitution of a national objective in a different field -~
for example, education, wmedleine or food production.”

After eliminating rocket power from consideration, Murtaugh nmen-
tioned two techniques for the conmsideration of the Detroit electricians
and engineers: "a self-contained source of "pure’ force defined as re-
guiring no exhaust of propellant mass, and the supplying of thrust from
an Barth or lunar bage. Three Tpure? forces avre known -- gravitational,
electric and magnetic, Each has a place in Finstelin®s universal field
theory and may be viewed as a type of antie-gravity. . .

"Murtaugh emphasizes that a key-step ig in establishing a well-
defined statement of the problem -- iL.,e., the barrier. Perhaps, he _
saye, one of the exiasting difficulties 18 that the propulsion problem
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is usually stated in chemical or thermodynamic terms.m

Bendix engineer Murtaugh was so right! The congquering of gravity
is going to require a new technique and a new supporting technology,
but before that orthodox sciemce is golng to have to change its think-
ing! A mew understanding of matter must be developed -~ is being devel-
oped =-- and nuclear physics is going to have to be replaced with another
kind of physics, Ethewriec Physics! Yes, the old 19th Century theories
of the Ethers filling all space are golng to have to be dusted off, up-
dated and given a new terminology.

"We¥pe interested in all kinds of things," he replied with an easy
smile. "We even have a gatellite tracking station of our own."

"For plcking up an occasiongl Flying Saucer too?™ I suggested
with a laugh,

He laughed, too, but didn't say yes.

"I suppose you would be keenly interested in some radical new
source of poweyr, such as that apparently demonstrated by the UFOs?"

“"We carvtainly would,” he replied.

That was about all that wes said, But I kmew, and he knew, that
a cheap, radical new source of powsr would make the gasoline engine
obgolete] Itwould take care of the smog problem, toof! Of course you
people heve in San Francisco dont have swog!

one! TFortunately, the Cuardians of the Higher Etheric who have the
responglibility for the guidance and protection of mankind, are well
equipped to maintain ppace patrol, not only of the physical skies around
the earth but of several levels of consclousness above the physical!

Anyone who has mastery of these higher physi-
cal levels, the Ethers, will have mastery or control of the physical as
.we know it, The continually recurring power blackouts, some of them,
are an example of this, All electric and electronic phenomena-=« TV,

- radio, radar, etc., -~ are functions of the Ethers. One of the surest
indications that one of these sky Visitors is around is the sudden stop=-
page of electric motors and electronic equipment, for no apparent phys-
ical reason, and its sudden starting up again when the Flying Saucer
moves away.

As orthodox science pushes and probes further into the borderland
of the invisible -~ has anyone seen an atom? ~- we now hear such terms
as super-matter and anti-matter used to explain the phenomena being ob-
served., As far as I am concerned, these are just other names for var-
ious manifestations of Etheric matter. The very recognition of anti-
matter as a polar opposite to matter, will help lead to the identifica-
tion of the force of anti-gravity as the polar opposite to gravity.

One of our foremost and most soundly-based Saucer researchers was
the late Wilbert B, Smith, head of the Radio Regulations Engineering
section, Department of Transport of the Canadian government at Ottawa,
Canada. In a lecture before the Illumineting Engineering Society in
Ottawa, June 11, 1959 "Wib" Smith was openly critical of present scien-
tific ghcrﬁcomings.

"It is a well-known fact that our science consists of a few basic
facts and a large amount of conjeeture, cemented together with great
numbers of fcorrection factors?! and "perturbation factors'., We have
many anomalies in our sclence, but instead of heeding them as Nature's
warning that there was something wrong with our concgepts, we shoved them
into the background and turned oupy thoughts to those things which ap-
peared to be move selfegonaigtent,

"Conseguently, I am convinced, we have missed the boat on many oc-
casiong, and now when we have before us the magnificent fact that space
travel through other means than on the business end of a rocket is pos-
gible, we are unable to cope with the situation, and instead of learn-
ing from these beings who come to usg from elsewhere in flying saucers,
we deny them, ignore them, and hope that they will go away. . .

"Fortunately, & few seriocus imveﬁt*gatofg had the moral courage
to face up to this problem in splte of the cries of 'heresy'! from or-
thodox 'science, and reasgoned that if some other race could do these
things, so could we, « » Suffice it so say that many of our basic phys-
ical concepts were tested and found wanting. Many things which we have
held gascred in scieunce were found to be valid only under specific con~
ditions, . . My own group has concentrated on problems associated with
gravity, refusing to believe that Newton's Law that fevery particle in
the universe attracts every other particle with a force which is equal
to the product of the two m $ and a universal gravitational constant
divided by the squave of the distance between the two magsses?! was the
alpha and omegas of gravity., &inee flying saucers demonstrated what ap-
peared to be gravzﬁy c@m%rmug it cevtainly seemed logical to assume that
such ccntrel could be established (by us). Furthermore, certain as-
pects @f the behaviour of these craft gave us valuable clues to the
real nature of the univewrse and 1ts elegant siwmplicity.

At the present time we do nmot have all the answers, Nor do we
have anything like an integrated theory., AllL we have is a collection
of factes based on observation and the results of a number of experi-

from being a basgic foree in Nature, it i8 really a derived function,
and is the consequence of a dymamlc condition, not a static one. We
know what goes into its makeupi we know itg 'formula? and have a pretty
good idea of how to go about bringing it under control. We have con-
ducted experiments thet show that it is possible to create artificial
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gravity (nmot centrifugal force) and to alter the gravitational field
~of the earth., This we have done, It is a fact. The next step is to
learn the rules and do the engineeriug necessary to convert a principle
into workable hardware.

M. « o I am sure that if even a small fraction of the money being
spent on rockets were spent on proper research looking toward gravity
contyrol;, with the example of the flying saucers before us, and with
the possible help from these people from elsewhere, we could join them
in space much sconer, more safely, and more economically than we will
ever be able to do on the business end of a rocket,'

This intellectually courageous Canadian®s New Science goes back
considerably further than the late 19508 when he was developing it from
hig contacts with Visitors from cuter space., The basic structure of
all life is a vortex or spin center, whether you are looking at an atom
or the Milky VWay galaxy!

Memory of Nature. Hers they saw the palred, positive and negative atoms
28 reproduced on the page opposite from their own drawing, Plate II in
- "0c¢cule Chemistry". Let us continue with their own description of the
balanced pairs of opposites.

THE ULTIMATE ATOM

", « o In the ultimate state of physlcal matter two types of atoms
have been observed; they are alike in everything save the direction of
thelr whorls and of the force which pours through them.

"In the one case (male) force pours in from the ‘outside', fourth-
dimensional space, and passing through the atom, pours into the physi-
cal worpld,

"In the second (femele) it pours 4n from the physical world, and
out thyough the atom ilmto the Toutslde? ggein. That is, it vanishes
from the physiecal world,

"We call the atoms from which force comes out positive, or male,
Those through which force disappears, negative or female., All atoms
so far cbgerved are one op th@ other of thege two forms, The ultimate
atom 1s a sphere, slightly flattensd, and thers is a depression at the
point where the force flows im, csusing & heart-like form. Each atom
is8 surrvounded by a fileld, foyrmed of the atoms of the four higher,
etheric planes of the phy@i@@ls which surround and interpenetrate it.

“The ultimate physical satom ean scarecely be said to be a °*thing',
though 4t is the material out ef whieh all things physical are composed
I¢ is formed by the flow of the life-=forse (the force of which all the
physical plane forces =« electricities -~- ave differentiations), When
this Ferce arises in space ~- the apparent void which must be filled
with substance of soms kind, ef inconceivable tenuity -~ atoms appear,
Presumably, weve thaet flow checked but for a single instant, the whole
physicel world would vanish as & cloud melts away in the empyrean, It
i8s only the persistence of the flow which maintaims the physical basis
ofﬁ%h@\@mivefg@n

EXAMINING THE ATOMIC STRECTURE

A gpace g avtificlally wade by a certain action of the will,
pregsing back end wallimg off the matter of space. Ffhen, if an open-
ing be made in the wall thus formed, the surrounding force flows in
and three whorls immedieately appear, surrounding the hole with their
tediple w@?fal of two and a half @@ilg, and returning to their origin
by a spirel within the atom. These are at once followed by seven finer
whorls, which following the spiral of the first three on the outer sur-
face, and returning to their erigin by a spiral within that, flowing
in the opposite direction == form & caduceus within the first three,.

They show the seven colors of the
spectrum, give out the seven sounds of the natural scale, respond in a
variety of ways to physical vibration -~ flashing, singing, pulsing
bodies, they move incessantly, inconceivably beautiful and brilliant,.

"The (ultimate) atom has three proper motions: independent of any
imposed on it from outside:

1. It turns incessantly upon its own axis, spinning like a top.

2, It describes a small circle with its axis, as though the axis of the
gpinning top moved in a small circle.

3. It has a regular pulsation, a contraction and expansion, like the
pulsation of the heart,

“"When force is brought to bear upon the atom, it dances up and
down, flings itself wildly from side to side, performs the most aston-
ishing and rapid gyrations, but the three fundamental motions persist,
If the atom is made to vibrate, as a whole, at the rate which gives
any one of the seven colors, the whorl belonging to that color glows
out byilliantly.

EFFECT OF ELECTRICITY

"An electric current brought to bear upon the atoms checks their
proper motions, renders them slower. The atoms exposed to it arrange
themselves in parallel lines, and in each line the heart-shaped depres-
sion receives the flow, whioh passes out through the apex into the de-~
pression of the next, and so on.

"Two atoms, positive and negative, brought near to each other, at-
tract each other, and then commence to revolve around each other, form-
ing a relatively stable duality; such & molecule is neutral., Combina-
tions of three or more atoms are positive, negative or neutral, accord-
ing to the internal molecular arrangement. The neutral are relatively
stable, the positive and negative are continually in search of their
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respective opposites, with a view to establishing a relatively perman-
ent union,

ETHERIC MATTER FROM A HIGHER PLANE

"To astral vision ether i1s a vigible thing, and is seen permeating
all substances and encircling every particle. A tsolid! body is a body
composed of a vast number of particles suspended in ether, each vibrat-
ing backwards and forwards in a particular field at a high rate of vel-
ocity. The particles ave attracted towards each other more strongly
than they are attracted to extermal influences, and they fcoheref or
maintain towards each other a definite relation in space,

"Closer examination shows that the ether is not homogeneous but
consistes of particles of numerous kinds, differing in aggrepations of
the minute bodles composing thew; and a careful and more detailed
method of analysis reveals that it has four distinct degrees, giving
us, with the solid, liquid and gaseous, seven instead of four substates
of matter in the physical world, . , "

Although this is net the time nor place to go into a lengthy dis-
cusaion of the comparative merits of vortexlan vs. nuclear physics, we
think it would be wise to include a few guotes from a physicist, Carl
Frederick Krafft, who picked up the Ether Vortex atomic theory and show-
ed it to be much more adaptable to the facts of matter than is the nu-
clear theory!

wave motlion in the ether, to v 8@ to wacognize the elementary parti-
cles of matter as vortex motd in the same ether, Nevertheless, in
modern physlcs litersture the wowd ?vertex? has been about as taboo

as the word fether'®, and foyx @;p@?@ﬁ%iy no reason except emotional pre-
judiece, The phy%&@g profesgion has been inconsistent in maintaining

an antagonistic attitude toward pome hypotheses while swallowing others,
vhole, It cannot be gald thet the ether-vortex concept is superfluous
and of no value, It has not only led to satisgfactory explanations for
many previously unexplalned phenomsna of physics and chemistry, but it
has also provided us with a tamgible concept to facilitate our thinking

about otherwise abstract subjects.

“The distinquishing chavacterigtic of all elemetitary particles of
matter is their localized persistence of individuality, and this is
also the distinquishing characteristic of vortex motion, Wave motion
i8 not localized like the elementawry particles of matter, nor does it
have individuality within the full weaning of that term. . . if a vor-
tex ring is distorted frem the circular into the elliptical form, it
will spontaneously revert into the original circular form. The vortex
ring thevefore does have persistence of individuality and memory of its
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original form. . . the pesilieney of a vortex ring does not depend on
the nature of its material but is an inherent characteristic of the
form of the motion itself,

"A vortex ring not only will tend to maintain its circular form
but will also dynamically and resiliently maintain its dimensioms and
proportions. (As Besant and Leadebeater had actually dtermined by clair-
coyant sight many years earlier,) . There is obviously a lower limit to
the posgible over-all diameter of the wving, because after the opening
at the center is completely c¢losed, the ring cannot become any smaller.
The inevitable crowding of the ether in the region of this central
opening will, however, prevent any such complete closure of the ring
but will tend to expand the ring to a larger over-all diameter.

THE ALL-PERVADING ETHER CURRENTS

4 "In opposition to this expangive force there are other forces ac-~
ting in the radially inward direction and tending to compress or con~
tract the ring to a smaller diameter, One of these inwardly acting
forces is caused by the impacts of external ether currents against the
outer periphery of the ring. Anocther such force is caused by the cen-
trifugal forces inside the rotating filament. The immediate result of
such centrifugal forces will be to make the filament thicker, but since
its volume must remain constant, any thieckening of the filament must
be accompanied by an equivalent reduction of the over-all ring diameter,
The ring will therefore not expand indefinitely but will acquire and
maintain definite size and proportions,

“"Physicists usually try to gummarily dismiss the new vortex atom
theory with the comment that it ls merely a revival of the 19th Century
theory of Lord Kelvin, which proved to be a failure. The broad concept
of vortex atoms did not however originate with Kelvin but can be trac-
ed at least ag far back as 1674, when Nicolas Malebranche stated, in
hig "Search for Truth', that the subtle matter of the ethers was com-~
posed of "petits turbillons™, little vortexes or whirlpools."

But Malebranche was an enthuigastic fellower of Descartes, another
French philosopher, who picked up his theories from the Creeks -~ phil-
osophy from Aristotle and science from Democritus, But Democritus
credited his atomic theories, in part, to Moschus the Phoenician. And
where did the Phoeniclans get their philosophy and science? From the
Egyptians who in turn, according to Plato, derived all of their culture
from fabled Atlantis. And where did the Atlanteans get their inspira-
tion for their marvelous sclence? TFrom Visitors from outer space, no
doubt! Now, back to Krafft, the brave pioneer.

THOSE PESKY ELECTRONS

"Since the new vortex theory deals primarily with the vortex
structures of the subatomic particles {(protons, electrons and neutrons)
it obviously cannot be the same as Kelvin®s theory, because these sub-
atomic particles are very specific in their behaviors and must there-
fore be presumed to have specific structures, because it is a universal
rule, without any exception, that specific behavior can be explained
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only on the basis of specific structure. As long as no other type of
structure has ever been suggested for these subatomic particles, we must
proceed with the assumption that they have vortex structure.”

, Below is Fig. 1 from Krafft's '"The Ether and Its Vortices". I have
added the plus and minus signs and the zero for the cross~over point or
change in polarity from positive to negative, I have also added the A
and B in the two vortit?s to indicate male and female atoms.

"The ether according to Kelvints theory was not only frictionless
but also devoid of any sort of viscidity, so that adjacent vortices
could have no co~ordinating effect upon one another, whereas in this
new theory the vortices are in a viscid but nonfrictional ether similar
to that contemplated by Maxwell, Stokes and Fricke. The effect of such
viscidity on the distribution of velocities in and around the vortex

rings is shown in TFig. 1,

"In the Kelvin vortex rings the velocity of cirgulation of the
ether would presumably be proportional to the radial distance from the
center of rotation but would suddenly drop to zero at the surface of
the ring (the center gap in the 19th Century figure), whereas in the
twentieth-century vortex rings the velocity at the surface of the ring
(assuming that it has a definite surface) does not drop suddenly to =zero
but tapers off gradually in the outward direction., This external cir-
culation is directly involved in all physical and chemical activity,
and when it becomes too crowded, the atom bursts to pieces with the 1li-
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beration of much energy, as in the splitting of the uranium atom., . .

"Another effect of such viscidity is to cause adjacent vortex rings
to exert a co-ordinating effect upon each other so as to bring them in-
to axial alignment and rolling contact whenever possible, which Kelvin's
nineteenth-century vortex rings in a nonviscid ether would not do. If
we assume that face-to~face rolling contact is a necessary and suffici-
ent condition for structural stability, then with two vortex rings it
will be possible to produce two different stable structures as shown in
Fig., 2, with the adjacent sides of the two rings moving either inwardly
or outwardly, but not in opposite directions. These two structures will
algo have different external circulation, This immediately suggests a
much-needed structural basis for protons and electrons and for the el=-
ectric fields associated therewith,

("'rig. 2. -~ The neutron, left above, and the hydrogen atom-two
electrically neutral particles of atomic weight 1 but with totally dif-
ferent properties, In the hydrogen atom, the electron can never fall
completely into the proton, whereas in the neutron it is already partly
within the proton and can be removed therefrom only by its destruction.
Hydrogen atoms cannot be transformed into neutrons by any known method;
that seems to indicate that they are not merely the same protons and
in different states of vibration,)

"The problem now is to determine which of these two structures is
the proton and which the electron. The proton differs from the electron
in having greater mass and therefore more internal energy; that means
that it is a more stable structure than the electron, The greater mass
of the proton cannot be satisfactorily explained by merely assuming that
the vortex rings of the proton are larger than those of the electron,
because we would then have difficulty in drawing a satisfactory picture
of the neutron, The cores of filaments of the two vortex rings them-
selves will undoubtedly contribute some of the mass of the proton, but
if the ether has a density of only 0,027 milligrams per cubic centimeter,
as calculated by 0,C, Hilgenberg, then the inertial efifect of the ether
inside the core or filament would be much too small to account for the
actual mass of the proton.

"An inspection of Fig. 1, however, shows that an ether vortex ring
always occupies two regions -- namely the rotating inner core of the
ring and the surrounding space in which the ether flows in paths that
are interlinked with the core, but not necessarily in closed circuits,
It may therefore be assumed that the ether which is interlinked with a
vortex ring will contribute at least a portion of its mass to the effec~
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tive mass of the vortex ring. . . The mass of a proton must therefore
come almost entirely from some octher scuree, and it may be of gyrosta-
tic origin, so as to multiply the intrinsic mass of the ether many times,
If the mass of a proton is somehow the result of its internal motion, -
then 1¢ would seem to follow that the mass of the free ether may like~
wise be the result of the internal motion or turbulence of the latter,
and that a perfectly quiescent ether would be without any mass and would
therefore be nonexistent, , .,

S0 our Ether must be turbulent, rhythmical, dynamic and not quiet
or static, Someboedy is doing something to metter and the medium through
which it is done is the allepervading ethers, "a sea of energy in which
the earth floats”, and in which each atowm floats!

THE POWER OF POSITIVE THINKING, ON MATTERS

This discursion into anti-gravity, or contra-gravity, which sounds
nicer would not be complete if we left out some reference to Chapter 11
of Dr. Andrija Puharich?s second book, "Beyond Telepathy", published in
1962 by Doubleday & Company, and now unfortunately out of print.

He titles Chapter 11, "The Physical Foundations of PSI Plasma”,

PSI Plasma is his term for the ethers, and the chapter itself is devo-
ted to establishing a mathematical basis for anti-gravity. But Dr, Pu-
harich is not interested in hoisting a hunk of space hardware off the
earth without benefit of rocket motorsy hls concern is releasing con-
sciousness from the body! To me he makes a good case for the theory
or hypothesis that gravity holds our conscliousness or awareness in the
body even as it holds our bodies to the earth.

It is no wonder that Puhawich®s book was publicly praised as a
Space Age textbook at a Parig meeting of rocket scientists in 1963,
This was done by Dr. Eugene Komecci of the Nationmal Aeronautics and
Space Administration. Dr. Konececi's concern is the life sciences ra-
ther than hardware, but we can suppose that the pull of gravity is
equally effective in the sub-atomic particles which compose the living
cells of our bodies, ag well as the atoms of steel, aluminum, plastic
and other non-~living materials in our rocket-powered satellites.

The Kabalists of the Western Mystery Tradition and the Yogins of
the Eagstern Mystery Tradition have always had as their maxim, "Man,
Know Thyself", TFor in knowing himself, man comes to the know the uni-
verse around him; so it is not surprising to me that in his profound
study of human consciousness Dpr. Puharich has come closer to the secret
gravity than have Mr, Krafft and the borderland nuclear physicists. In
any event, I believe the preceding pages have given you some pretty
definite hints as to the direction anti-gravity research must have ta-
ken in 1955 when Martin Co. of Baltimore set up that "advanced design”
division under George 8. Trimble. It is a shift from nuclear physics
to vortexian physics and a recognition of the all-pervading ethers con-
trolling and sustaining all physical matter -~ and from which come the
space ships and the beings who were and are the primary subject of this
talk. Since 1946 BSRA has said that the UFOs are mental constructs
from another realm. Let's stretch our minds a bit more.
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"PHYSTCAL FOUNDATIONS OF PSI PLASMAY

“Highlights;From Chap. 11, Trom Dr,
Andri ja Puharich's "Beyond Tele-~
pathy";, Doubleday & Company. 1962.

"I have used the word plasma in its original Greek sense of '‘form',
« o My usage stems from the observed fact that the individual experien-
cing a mobile center of consciocusness feels directly, and often obser-
ves his form as being that of a normal human body.”

Here Dr. Puharich is referring to the personal experience of many
people who have experienced self-awareness outside of their physical
bodies, and they have turned and seen their body, apparently lifeless
on bed or couch, as an objective form.

", - «» This is perhaps the only level at which we have any idea as
to the nature of the psi plasma. . . We can conjecture that psi plasma
in some unit form begins with the simplest atomic structure -- hydrogeny
or that it awaits the appearance of life itself, that is, at the single-~
cell germ plasma stage of biological existence,

"We have seen that a mobile center of consciousness as a nuclear
mental entity has all ths characteristics that we ascribe to mind,
These include perception, feeling, association, reasoning, memory and
even the c¢reation of ideas. . . Therefore it would be most profitable to
begin our inquiry by trying to understand the interaction of our own
mind with our own physical body. . . sensations of the physical world
come through our special sense organs. . ., by the nervous system which
consists essentially of pulses of electricity. . . The result is a con-
scious sensation of something that exists outside of us.

¥, « o It takes about 100 to 150 photons of blue-green light hit-
ting the surface of the eyeball to get the minimal sensation of light.
« « (but only) approximately six to eight photons actually hit the re-
ceptor elements in the retina to give the minimal sensation of light,
o o Here the mind perceives the sensation of one pinpoint of blue-green
light. . « The neyvous system and the receptor organs are stable for
energies below 10-11 ergs; and conversely any energy that exceeds this
eritical limit will exeite a sensation,

THE EIGHT-ELECTRON VEIL BETWEEN WORLDS

"What does this mean? We can say that this amount of energy is
required to open the door of the senses. . . the barrier between the
physical world and the mind consists of six to eight electrons, or about
18 electron volts, This is the strength of the wall that keeps out the
sights and sounds of the world around us.”

Or to put it the other way, this is the barrier that prevents most
of us from seeing Flying Saucers in their natural realm, the Etheric!
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"What i3 the relation between the electronic neural events and the
objects of our sensation? In order to evaluate this problem we have to
takes up an elementary concept of physics, the idea of group waves. The
fundamental relativistie postulate states that no material particle can
exceed the velocity of light., Accompanying every motion of a physical
particle or wave, there is belisved to be another wave which has been
called the pilot wave., (In Footnote 3 Puharich writes: For a simplified
explanation of group waves see: Sir Oliver Lodge, *Beyond Physics?,
Greenberg, New York, 1931, pp. 115-49. For the application of the pilot
wave concept to biology see: CGustav Stromberg, *The Soul of the Universe!
McKay, Philadelphia, 1948, 2nd Ed., p. 42 et seq.)

“The pilot wave, u, whose velogity iz always greater than the vel-
ocity of light, ¢, we shall egquate with the psi plasma and the mind,
This leads to our first postulate: The velocity of psi plasma is always
greater than the velecity of light, o,

"A consequence of this postulate is that we would expect under the
conditions of normal consciousness to find the pilot-wave velocity, u,
approximately equal to the veloeity of light but always slightly great-

world where everything works in reverse when compared to our common-
sense notiens. This is the second domain,

"Dirac has stated that the positron emerges out of the negative
-energy state. The negative energy state is beyond measurement, but it
is mathematically shown to exist. . . Where does mind enter these tran~-
sa¢tions between the positive and negative energy states.

- THE CONNECTING ETHER BETWEEN ASTRAL AND PHYSICAL

"I want to present a simple geometrical picture of these two dom-
alns, and these in turn necessitate two more domains. Let us begin with
the fourth domain, which in the nineteenth century was called the aether.
Let us imagine that the aether i3 a cosmic fluid and we will henceforth
refer to it 4s the plasma., In the beginning the plasma was at absolute
rest, Not a ripple, current, or motion stirs in this vast body of plas-
ma -~ the fourth domain,

"Then, by means unknown, the plasma is set in motion, How the
plasma was set in motion is not our problem here. Our problem is to
define the kind of motion. I choose to go along with the nineteenth-
century physicists, who described this motion as a vortex., This vortex
of the plasma is our third domain., Let us plcture this vortical motion
in the trumpet form of a whirlpool in water, or a cyclonic twister in
the air. Better still, let us cgombine the two, and picture two straight
trumpet horns placed bell to bell; or two funnels placed mouth to mouth.

This shape is called the PSEUDOSPHERE,

“"Let us place a number of such pseudospheres parallel to each other
and all spinning. In order for the spin to continue we will find that
only alternate pscudospheres will spin in the same direction, the ones
in between will have an opposite spin. Let us consider only one set of
pseudospheres ~- those which spin in a counter-clockwise direction as
we view them from above,

"Since these are vortices, they pull everything into them by a pow-
erful centripetal force., This would leave spaces between the pseudo-
spheres and this would not be permissible, We surmise that the centri-
petal force is so great that the other set of pseudospheres (goine clock-
wise) are drawn toward the first set. The nature of the vortical action
and pull of the first set is such that it will break up the plasma of
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the second set into a group of sphericel bubbles. We often see such
bubbles attracted around a whirlpool. The spheres thus formed, we now
find, will neatly fill up all the space between the pesudospheres. The
vortical spin of the pseudospheres will place these spheres into a spin
whose axis is at right aungles to the axis of the pseudosphere. (See Sir

"If the sphere ascends higher on the column of the pseudosphere,
its spin increases. The gain of energy is a gain in quanta of energy
frem the psi plasma. Thus we see that an énergy exchange between the
psi plasma and the particies can occur in quantal units in the form of
radiation,. Whether a particle ascends or descends the column of the
pseudosphere is dependent on a certain twist, or torque, that occurs in
the psi plasma itself. An increased twist raises it. This twist ex~
presses the fundamental relation between the third domain (psi plasma)
and the second and first domains (negative and positive energy states),
The degree of twist is usually expressed in physics by the frequency
of the radiation exchange between domein Twe and Three.

", « « The important point to vemember is that all exchanges of
energy in the physical werld are governed by the psi-plasma properties.

RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN PSI PLASMA FIELD AND PARTICLE FIELD

"We ean best visualize the electron as a small sphere with a needle
placed through the diameter, and the electron spinning on the point of
the needle very much like a top. We recall that the axis of spin is
at right angles to the axias of the psi-plasma vortex. The elecctron
axisg itself can be considered as a magnet with the top portion of the
needle being the north psle and the bottom portion being the south pole,.
Therefore not only is the electron a spinming toep but it is a tiny mag-
net., . ,» In addition to its properties as a magnet and thoge of total
angular momentum the electron has a fixed electrical charge. . . The
various motions of the electron in space give rise to electric and mag-
nekic fields that radiate from the electron. . ., One of the relation-
ships of great interest to our inquiry is that which exists between the.
magnetic moment (the magmet spin properties of the electron) and its
total angular momentum, - A, Schuster has proposed a general equation
that relates the value of these two quantities which holds as well for
large planetary masses as for the particles of physicg. This equation

"Thig equation shows that the gravitational comstant, G, which
is a universally present weak field force, is a resultant of the pro-
portion between P, the magnetic field moment, and U, the angular momen-~
tum (this ratio is multiplied by the velocity of light squared, or c2),
According to Einstein, the gravitational constant is a tensor. . . .
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the essential property of the tensor is such that any change in the
tensor is immediately reflected by a change in the total system around
it, proportionate to the change in the tensor.,"

Sounds to me like the good doctor here is saying that tensor is
another word for mind. Certainly, Einstein found the quantum mechanics
of nuclear physics rather distasteful, His Unified Field theory turned
away from a universe developed merely by chance; for he said, "I cannot
believe that God plays dice with the cosmos.” To me this shows that
Eingtein believed in a Mind as the guiding force of the universe, and
Puharich's chapter on "The Physical Foundations of Psi Plasma" is, in ny
estimation, a successful attempt to establish a mathematical basis for
Mind over Matter. But we dont have time or space here to go into all
the math Puharich offers in Chapter 11 and the footnotes and appendices,
This i8 necessary for the technicians like CGeorge Trimble of Martin, who
must develop contra-gravity powered space ships; but not for philoso-
phers intereated in Agtral projection or levitating their own bodies.

CHANGE TIME AND YOU CHANGE GRAVITY

To continue from page 183 of "“Beyond Telepathy”: ". . . The tensor
expresses a congtant relationship between the vortical psi plasma and
the masg of the particle it governs. The c¢ritical factor which can
change the value of the constant is the period, T. (time).

"We can check this equation by slightly rearranging it to show
that the velocity of light is also dependent on the same relationship.
If we apply this equation to an electron present in the plasma membrane
of the nerve we can use known and accepted values in order to compute
whether or not there 1s a possibility of changing the value of the gra-
vitational potential inm this small volume., If we carry out such a com-
putation, leaving c? and P, the magnetic moment, constant, then any
change in the gravitational potential must be due to changes in the
angular momentum, U,

The three factors in angular momentum as he describes it, Planck's
constant, angular velocity of spin around the axis of the elctron
which would be the number of revolutions per second. The product of
these two gives the potential energy. He then multiplies this by T,
time, or the duration of one nerve pulse to give him "the total angular
momentum of the electron during a given time period’, He gives the time
value of a 51ngle nerve pulse at 400 pulses per second and multiplies
this by a spin speed for the electron of 8.08 x 1019 cycles per second,

satisfactory numerical value for both the velocity of light, ¢, and

we will see that within one electron the relationship between P and U

COMPARATIVE NERVE IMPULSE RATES
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In the two preceding chapters of "Beyond Telepathy'", "Yoga, The
Psyechology of Autonomy", and "The Biological Foundations of Psi Plasma",
Dr., Puharich has alreddy established the validity of a definite change
of consciousness brought about through the rhythmic breathing of the
yogin, Omne of his main sources of information is Kevoor T. Behanan's
"Yoga, A Scientific Evaluation™, The MeMillan Company, New York, 1937,
Behanan, a Hindu, learned his breathing techniques in India and cooper-
ated with professors at Yale in lengthy laboratory tests te establish
a statistical basis for evaluating rhythmic breathing as a means of
gaining consclous mental gontrol over the bedy. If I understand the
good doctor correctly, gravity at work in each cell of our bodies helps
to hold comnsciousness in the body. Time is anm essential item in the
gravity equation., Change time and you c¢hange gravity. Our crude dia-
gram above helps to illustrate this time change in the nerves. When
the change 18 great enough, conscicousness escapeg the physical tomb,
0f course this alse happens every time you go to sleep!

"The mormal value of 2,45 x 10™3 seconds for a nerve frequency of
approximately 400 cycles psr second drops to a period of 0,125 second
for a frequency of 8 cycles per second. The net result of such an in-
crease in the duration of the time period as a result of a drop in fre-
quency will be a lowering of the force of the gravitational potential
within the volume of the electron.™

Pvharich admits that this is "an extremely radical conclusion' but
throws in several more paragraphs of math to back himself up. Here are
a couple of pertinent quotes: "We further calculate that an increase of
acidity, dehydration and dielectric constant, which occurs during the
ritual of the irrational (of the yogin and the kabalist), results in a
decrease in the effective thickness of the plasms membrane (of the nerve)
which can reach a value limited by the diameter of the oxygen molecule,
namely 2.2 Angstrom units, or 2.2 x 10~8 gentimeter. When we calculate
the electric field intensity surrounding a single potassium ion under
these conditions, we find that it can reach the enormous value of ap-
proximately 3.6 million volts per centimeter, . . The high electric
fields plus the slow nerve frequnemcy will result in a lowering of the
gravitational potential in the decreased thickness of the plasma mem-
brane of the nerve.

"We know that every physical particle hag a physical field surroun-
ding it., This physical field (magnetic, electric) has a certain stren-
gth of ecoupling to the particle which we postulate is determined solely
by the value of the gravitational conmstanmt. This physical field in turn
is coupled to its isomorphic, although not necessarily identical, psi-
plasma field. Therefore any lowering in the gravitational potential
around the particle will also lower the coupling of the physical field
to the psi-plasma field, Such decreased attraction will allow the psi-
plasma field to expand., . . The postulate can be briefly stated as:
Pgi-plasma fields are coupled to physical fields by a gravitational
force governed by the value of the universal gravitational constant.”

Puharich then says, "We aye now in a position to analyze the prob-
lem that this chapter began with: the mystery of how an event in the
physical world becomes feithfully portrayed in the human mind." But
our own interest in Flying Saucers and occult science leads us to put
it just the other way: How is a mental state or power faithfully por-
trayed in the physical worlid? Aud we believe Dr, Pubharich has pioneered
a postulate whieh allows for a logical explanation of the materializa-
tion and dematexrialization of UF0s -= through mental control of matter
from the Ethers; as postulated by Bgra, He also points the way toward
contra-gravity control of our future space ships, free of the need for

rocket power.

0f course there is a tremendous difference between the organic
matter of owr physical bedies, ready ¢o respond to our will, and the
inert, inorganic metal and fabric of a space ship. Our space scien-
tigts, discdaining the power of the mind through ignorance, will concen-
trate on some electronie means of altering and slowing down the time-
rate -- and thus the gravitational constant -~ of thé atoms making up
the materials of our space ships. They'll do it, as Bendix engineer
Murtaugh predicted in February 1968. In fact it's alrcady been done,
by a Navy techmnician experimenting with deCGaussing equipment in 1943,
There was a brief flurry of publicity in Octeber of that year about a
radical new way of “camouflaging” Navy ships at sea, causing them to
disappeayr -~ up the scale of tangibility? ~- but unexpected and unpre-
dictable side effects on members of the crew apparently forced cancel-~
lation of the project.
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THERE IS NO SPACE IN BPACE

Because of their predominantly mental approach te matter, and to
space, space travel problems do not exist fer the Btherians as they do
for us, There is no time and space in gpate. Space scientist Dr, Hu-
bertus Strughold suggesteéd this a few years ago in a public interview
with newd reporters, saying that it might not be necegsary to take great
supplies of water, air and food on the long trips to Mars and Venus --
be@auae it wont take any time to get there!

1 think Dr. Strughold is in on the secret of Mind over Matter.
Time and Space are only human concepts, relative to our very limited
position on a fixed spot like a planet, as Einstein tried to show us
in hig Unified Field theory., In theé Foreword te his book, "Beyond Tel-
epathy”, Dr. Puharich says: "The nature of the individual mind is such
that potentially every nook and cranny of the world can be reflected
in it, and there mre ways and means to experience this,®

S0 the Flying Saucer of the Etherian, being essentially a thought-
form, will go wherever he thinks it should go, That wouldn®t take wmuch
time, would it. But we in the flesh cant change our minds so readily;
80 we cant change our bodies; this is why wmost of us are sick, We are
the victims of our fixed, ‘mistaken ideas. Obviously, the visiting
Etherian has much betﬁer mental control and mental adaptability than
we do, He has only to change his mind to change his vibration, and so
change hig location. Suddenly he is penetrating our atmosphere or our
seas, but there i3 no crossing of space, He operates by mental means.

He igolates a cube of space., He gives 1t daesired form. He loads
it with equipment., Then his ship ig Ydeposited" at the location where
he wants 1t to operate, at this physical level, Now, to get cevtain
things done in this three-dimensional continuum we call the earth, he
has to have a three-~dimensional body and a three-dimensional space ship.
This is why they come close to the surface and even land, as a solid,
three-dimensional body.

A SAUCER RESEARCHER JOINS THE ETHERIANS

Now for a brief review of M.K. Jessup's experiences after his death
in Miami, Florida in 1959, Remember, we veferved to his analysis of
the difference between magnetic powers and true contra-gravity earlier
in this talk. Apparently Jessup committed suicide by breathing carbon
monoexide gas from the exhaust of his own ear. In this communication
published a short while ago by Gray Barker, Jessup says he found him-
self standing outside his body, in full consciousness, before his body -
was actually dead, He stood there wateching 1t. He saw his body disco-~
vered, By that time it was dead, About that time he was picked up, he
didn't quite know how, by a Flying Saucer; for the next thing he knew
was that he was inside a circular type vehlele, with a secat all around
the inside wall and he was sitting on it. There was only omne other
person aboard, obviously a human being, the pilot, wearing a tee shirt
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and pants, The pilot put the space ship on automatic control, swung
avround and addressed Jessup by his first mame!

The @iloﬁv&ssured him no harm would come to him, "I am just fol-
lowing orders,” from men of good will.

Jessup could see the earth outside the ship rapldly falling away
from them, at tremendous speed. Yet withim the ship there was no feel-
ing of either speed or acceleration. This woeuld be true contra-gravity
where the sgpace ship creates 1ts own gravity field. This simultaneous~
ly affects every atom amd cell of everything on and in the ship.

Eventually the c¢ircular windew sbove the circular seat around the
ingide of the ship grew dark, and darker, until it was totally black
outside, Jessup realized they had moved into what would be called
deep space. He had no way of knowing how much time elapsed but it was
not long,

LANDFALL ON VENUS ETHERIA

The window of the spacecraft lightened again and he could see
they were descending through what appeared to be clouds or vapor, Sud-
denly a beautiful planet was spread out below him. The pilot said no-
thing about where they were headed. He caused the ship to land in the
courtyard of a huge bulilding which appeared to be constructed of metal-
lic glasas., They were welcomed by three individuals about six feet tall,
handgome, dressed in uniform-like costumes of a spun-glass material.

Jessup was invited inside by his hosts, who spoke English well
and also addressed him by name, He was offered food, little briquettes
of a processed, edible material, also a pilece of fresh melon, and a
lightly fermented fruit drink. He was told that he had been chosen for
a definite role back on earth from whence he had come., This was Venus,

"You can do this work if you want to. You dont have to do it,"
he was told. "If you do choose to do it, great spiritual rewards will
result from it. If you?d rather stay here on Venus and take up other
work, you can do that too, There is no use considering a return to
earth and your old body because it is dead.”

Jessup says he decided to go along with their first suggestion,
So I suppose he now is studying metaphysics, occult science, though he
didn't say so when he came through at this earth seance in 1963. Much
of his work now is concermed with impressing technical and philosophical
ideas on the minds of earth scientists. He has been taught how to do
this, indeed from beyond telepathy! Wonder if he was overshadowing
Dr, Puharprich?

Jessup told the people at this meeting on the east coast in 1963:
"Some of this work I do not understand yet. A minor work consists of
mental contact with an earth scientist who does not realize that such
contact exists., He has written a very good book and I believe part of
its merit is due to my zsuidance,”
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He i8 still going to school and studying philosophy, learning how
to help re-educate the people of earth to get sway from these thoughts
feelings which tend toward world-wide calamities,

"Where are yvou now?" asked one of the sitters.
"I am in a state of existence very cleose to yours.”

I take this to mean that Jessup is in one of these higher physical
states of etheric matter, just beyond the range of our five senses but
still very real, very solid to anyone living in that gtheric state,

Jessup was gpeaking through an .entranced medium to a psychic res-
cua- group that wasn't interested in Flying Saucers at all, On this
particular night in May 1963 the wmedium was suddenly taken over by a
powerful force which took contrel of the vocal c¢ords and Jessup began
speaking. He wouldn®t identify himself by name, by the way., I am doing
that in this talk of my own choice. It's a minor matter anyhow. He
said that this communication wag being done by a techmical means which
he wasn't fully capable of understanding himself, He knew that he was
talking to a small group of human beings om this earth and he did iden-
tify himself as a well-known researcher in the UFO field.

"This state of existence is only very slightly removed from yours,"
he said. "I believe that when the philosophies of earth people are
changed for the better, the mere difference in thinking on your part
will allow you to tune in on this etheric level where I am now,"

If that is all it's going to take to become aware of this other
world, it's too much to ask of a lot of people, including those in au-
thori%y in the United States and in other countries,

WWhat do the Venusians think about God and religion?" asked a mem-
ber of the psychic rescue group.

"Manfs greatest sacrilege is creating Cod in his own image., This
anthropomorphiem 1s not only vidiculous, it is sinful as cheating your
neighbor. You will find more of an approach te deity in your every day
living than you will in abstract contemplation or going to church,"

This was one of the main things Jessup tried to get across, that
if we would shift our philosophical belief and feelings more toward the
Brotherhood concept, this would take carvre of many of our problems, in-
cluding the threat of being destroyed by atomic bombs. This was asked
of him and his teachers didn't seem particularly concerned about it
because they felt that they could take care of it, by technology and by
an actual improvement of conditions here on the earth., They have graat

hope for us,

This interesting and vevealing information I've taken from Gray
Barker?s book, "The Strange Case of M.K. Jessup”, published by Saucer-
ian Books, Clarksburg, West Virginia., Now in closing I%d like to quote
from one of our own publications, "The Coming of the Guardians", assem-
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bled and edited by Meade Layne, still available from us at $3.00 a copy.
This information about the Visitors and their space ships was given to
us by a member of the Inner Circle, the powerhouse which stands behind
and above BSRA on the Inner Planes, This entity identifies himself as
Lao Tse, the Chinese sage who earned his reputation as a seecker after
Truth over two thousand years ago.
