Know Ghengis Khan over here, he very bad man.(Control talks with someone in a
foreign language.)

Big buildings,
beautiful construction, huge bbuildings, carvings, broad streets, asphalt, build-
ings on blocks, giant blocks. Go under buildings, you understand? Buildings made
of cement, stone.

UNKNOWN CONTROL: Does dance motions. "l no talk. 1 no Talk. Now I go away, send
master. 1 do only dance, no talk.”

CONTROL: LINGFORD:” I'm sure glad I don’t do a tap dance. Suppose | came in and
did a tap dance after that afellow*"got through with that!” A lot of new faces again
tonight. Names? No, 1 don’t think so. That’s quite all right. How do you do,sir?
Don’t feel upset or embarrassed, just go ahead and talk if you wish to. Richard7
Let me see. It seems to me he was here after the meeting broke up the other night.

"Before the meeting goes an# further 1 want to say to those of you who have
never entered into this sort of thing, you must just follow out whatever appeals
to you in it, and let the rest go. There are a great many things we know little
about, but don’t ever say, | | don’t believe' this or that or other, no matter
what 1t may be. If you have doubts about anything, seek in many sources, and
after you have searched well and found a no for today, remember yhere is yet a
tomorrow that may prove yes.

We do not understand how i1t works - what
are the forces operating in the case of dowsing,” asked Meade.

"l would love to meet him - | really would. Is he a heavy-set man?
No? Well, is he white-haired, slender, tall? Is his face kind of reddish?
Blue eyes?”

'*Yes” said 1ir. Loomis, "Have you seen him?”

"Not only have I seen him but I introduced him to this boy one
afternoon.”

Irene Probert asked "Was | present?”
"That is right. A young lady was involved in it, and your son.”
Mr. Loomis asked, "Are you interested in the name?"

"In a way it might be better if 1 find out the name for myself. |
think that might be better, don’t you?"

Eeade said, "I have a friend at Santa Monica who operates on both
planes, | understand.”

"This man is concerned about losing his mind that way" said
Mr. Loomis. "lIs that true?"

"Not much chance of that; 1t would be what is known as dissocia-
tion which might make him unaware of his physical life and only aware of his
psychic life; that might bring on a state of amnesia if he does not know how
to re-enter the physical body. AIll people who practice projecting the
psychic body should be very careful about that - it’s a definite danger.”

"Can you be more explicit?" asked Meade.
"Danger of dissociation? Habitual amnesia. Yes, there is danger."

Meade asked, "In that case, is the full awareness in the psychia
body and cancelled out in the physical body?"

"That is right. And that is why it sometimes takes a great deal
of either electrical or hypnotic therapy, either one. Electrical would be
better."”

"That would result in restoring the memory?" asked Meade.

"It’s not really restoring memory, but bringing awareness back
from one condition to the other."

"Did you ever happen to come across the work of Wickland?” asked
Meade.

"Let me see - | think - Thirty Years Among the Dead? | think so.
You know, Meade, |1 have learned a great deal more over here about these
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things than | ever learned on your plane. Well, being over here, you see, gives
me two sides to look at - and then again, I don’t have to look for proof of
whether I’'m dead or not...Can | have another cigarette? I’m getting to be hab-
itual at this. | want to get through this before Lo Sun Yat comes in again.
Thank you. Now, is there something else, i'eade?"

"Isn’t it more in the nature of radio-transmission or phonograph
transmission - relative densities - wave lengths?” asked Mr. Loomis.

"That is right. But there must also be the equal sensitivity of the
person who is reading - just as when you strike a note on a piano or a gong and
there is something else in the room that vibrates, that has an equal sensitivity."

"But,” said Dr. Cosman, "The gong has an inherent sound given it by
the tuner.”

"Meade, you certainly started something. Now you understand what
happened when you asked about the ether drift - same thing is happening on your
side now."

"Take a concrete case - a fossil,” said lieadd. "The psychic sees the
whole geographical scene back of that .. living animals of that period, land-
scape, floods, long prehistoric things. We still don’t know what happens..

"She certainly does not concoct stories, but she has trained herself
over a period of years - or perhaps was not trained, perhaps was born with that
sensitivity and ability to change her state of awareness from this plane to any
plane of existence.

"The pictures exist in the ether?" asked Mr. Loomis.
"They certainly must prexist in order to be seen,"”

Meade said "From these pictures material appearances are projected —
or are they?"

"From out the etheric world, which is my world, enter all your
material things, and back into that world all material things go. There is a
constant flowing in and out, ar. endless stream.

"Raymond Natalli — i1t is not very important about names. | was
introduced into your little group by a man who calls himself Lo Sun Yat. | came
the first some weeks ago. If there are some questions you would like to ask
me, | will be very glad to try to accommodate by answering them."

"Give us your own period of earth life,"” said Meade. "When did you
live?"

At that time |
lived, or so it seems now to me, in Tripoli. Yes, | pursue these same studies
to a large extent now.

PRESENT: Irene Probert, Harry Murphy, Gil Updycke, x.eade Layne, Mark Probert,
medium..

The CONTROL was Professor Luntz who discussed the physical condition
of the medium and made recommendations about diet.

H was followed by an unknown Control who talked excitedly in an
unknown language and then objected to the brightness of the lamp.

Harry Murphy requested information concerning cultural origins of the
Pueblo Indians and related topics. Also information about the religious rites
of the Hopi Indians. Control regretted his ignornance on the subject. When
ljlr. Murphy raised the subject of astrology, Control Lingford left.

CONTROL: RAYMOND NATALLI: "Time on your plane is based on the moving of objects,
on my plane i1t is the moving of light. Not a speed of motion but a speed of
vibration, or vibration rate. A vastly more refined ether than you have around
you. "

"Is this ether objective and homogeneous?" was asked.

"It appears so to us. But we over here debate as to whether it is
objective or something of the mind. It is no wonder that you debate, when we have
not arrived at a satisfactory conclusion........... Various colors carry various
vibration rates. Green is a life vibration. We are more likely to see compli-
mentary colors than to see your colors.”

Someone asked how the moon’s nodes, the head and tail of the Dragon,
be effective in a horoscope.

"Actually, in your physical world they are not - they are not actual-
ities. But occultly I am sure they are.lt is likely there is an etheric egg at
those points - or an atomic whirl." To construct a horoscope on this side we
Lnust know both thetime of birth in your world and of the birth in ours."”

"Yes, astrology is used here, but in a considerably different manner.
It will be easier for me to think if | do not try to hold onto the medium at
the same time. Your question is very interesting and I will try to answer it
later. Lake a note that I will answer it."

NEW CONTROL: TEMPLE DANCER. Graceful hand movements, chanting; "Ye-ki-ah-ye-
ki-ah----ye no le si ki ya, ki ya ta ya ki. Come from holy temple of Ki Yu Ka -
long time gone from land. Not know Atlan, not know Khem - Not priest, | dance,
hen dancers - all have tongue cut out - sound of Voice defile temple but now I
talk. Dancers much like slaves, get better food. Pot dance for pleasure, dance
for Gods. Obey priests. Better to obey big man with whip, flay you alive,
strip skin off body.”

CONTROL: NATALLI: ™I can see how much of this seance work is confusing, Much of
the medium’s personality enters in. Much of his voice ... The difference be-
tween your astrology and ours merely comes in merging from your plane to mine.
In forming a chart over here we need to know a great deal about a persons’s
daily life//.... 1 smell something burning........ "
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"I1t’s only potatoes cooking,” said Irene Probert.

"Potatoesl What a long time since | sat down to such a dish. About
what | was saying - daily life here on your plane has a different effect on
mine. You start the causes when you enter earth life and here you reap the
effects.

"T he charts here resemble yours to a degree but there are quite a
number more houses. You say you use how many? Twelve? You say 12, we say 16.
Yes, they have names but lJia afraid at the moment I cannot bring them back.
Hake note that I will bring them back. Yes, we use a number of planets unknown
to you, and I believe there is where the difference lies. They need not neces-
sarily be etheric planets or invisible planets, but they are beyond what your
science knows.. Yes, beyond the solar system. That is right.”

Someone asked to what use are fixed stars put in your astrology and
does Sirius have any particular connection with our earth.

"l do not think it has any relation to the earth other than that of
vibratory attraction. It is not planets or moons or suns that affect each
other, but their vibrating invisible doubles.

It was asked,”In the matter of progressing a horoscope, in which
minutes or day s after birth symbolize years of life. 'Jhat psychic mechanism
exists so that astronomical events near the birthtime affect life years in
the future?"

"l think here is where the psychic seed comes in. The reincarnating

entity iIs bringing in subconscious knowledge of its past life, and it is on
this that the situation is built.
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TRANCE LECTURE OF MAY 25, \W/\V/ -

PRESENT: Hrs. Hume, Gil opdycke, Richard Townes, Kathryn, Wallace, Meade
Layne, Lark Probert, medium.

Prior to the seance proper, the group had. been discussing the
question of Elementals, and looking at certain photographs in which faces
appeared which might have been those of Elemental beings. In a short time
the medium, who was lying flat on a couch, passed abruptly under control and
began to speak in a rather thin and high-pitched male voice.

CONTROL; "Tell that man Shaver he had better let this Dero business alone."

Someone said, "How do you know about Deros? Have you anything to
say about them?"

"Setter let them alone or he will be in bad trouble."

"Will you tell us who you are? We do not recognize your voice.
Have you been here before?" someone asked.

"No, I have not been here befre.”
"Well, can you tell us whothe Deros are? How would you describe them?"

"The Deros are earth elementals, their bodies are not dense matter,
they are etheric. Yes, they can operate on the plane of dense matter. They
live in caverns even tho they are etheric. Every kind of elemental has its
own place. Some like these live in damp,cold, gloomy places, in dark places.
The danger is this. In encouraging them, studying them, i1f you give attention
to them, you bring them into your aura. Once in the aura they act like vam-
pires, they draw out the life force. No, they cannot appear in dense matter
of themselves, but only iIf some stupid human gives them aid. No, they do not
normally interfere in human affairs, but sometimes men come into contact
with them. Insanity is often caused by them.”

In answer to a question about sanity and obsession, Contgbl con-
tinued "Most insanity is caused by obsession and most of this is caused by
elemental beings rather than by spirits. As to their location, sometimes there
is a gathering, a great meeting, but mostly the Deros are widely scattered. If
you do not let them alone, then get a group of down-to-earth investigators and
go after it full force. If you do not there will be a sad end.

Women as a whole are
vastly suspicious creatures, and that is not all; they are intuitive
and that makes them dangerous*

”1 only wish I could have had someone to love me when I was here.
I never married and now I dont care to. | hope she will return with
you, and | would like to prove myself toher. We all have the right to
believe what we will until we are shown different or can see different.
We cannot expect people to see what we wish them to.”

”Dont forget where | live, Lingford,” said Meade.

”1 wont forget. 1’1l come and shake your bed some night. You dont
believe 1 can but you will see. Good Night.”

The medium had sat erect in a not-too-comfortable chair and talked
steadily, or has been talked through, for nearly three hours, with very
brief intervals of normal consciousness. He awakens as If from sleep
and feels alert and refreshed. The six communicators have been distinc-
tive In voice, manner and subject matter, and the medium’s face is
deeply altered in each case. Apart from this the whole operation has
been exceedingly natural, without sensational elements, and free from
the ethico-religiuus twaddle” of which Professor Broad rightly com-
plains. Those who are convinced beforehand that these Communicators
are no more than subliminal impersonations, or are also dim-witted wan-
dering ghosts of the lower Astral, have, it seems to me, the burden of
proof entirely on their own shoulders.

For that matter, it would be an entertaining 1Tt profitless exercise
to take, say, a stenographic report of a three-hour meeting of a college
faculty, and logically establish from it, by means of the higher, lower,
and middle criticism, that all these seeming personalities are imper-
sonators, ghosts and pseudo-entities, almost incapable of rational pro-
cesses and unworthy of any serious attention. If the gathering were of
radio commentators and newspaper columnists, no resort to criticism
would be necessary; one need only present the hypothesis and the verba-
tim record. Yet these are the gentry who, from their heights of super-
ior wisdom, deride all seance work as folly and deceit. Their allies
of course are the orthodox religionists, the grossly ignorant, ’prac-
tical” men, and, unfortunately, a considerable body of spiritualists,
who bring the whole matter into disrepute by their puerilities and lack
of critical judgment.

Our own attitude toward these seances should be sufficiently clear;
it is simply one of critical receptivity, without credulity, but also
without traps and stratagems. It should be remembered, too, that to
hold weekly conversations with the same personalities, over a period
of a year or more, builds up a conception of their nature and character
which may be quite different from that produced by any single seance
experience, or by the mere reading of printed reports, which fail to
reproduce many incidents and details of speech and manner.

A brief, impromptu sitting on Sunday, at 8:45 pm. The first control was
an old, American Indian woman. She asked to have lines from Longfellow’s
poem, "Hiawatha”, read to her.

"1 say Naomi real woman, old lady, loved by everybody. | was what
you call Delaware Indian, over here now 150 years, maybe. . ¢ Yes, | have
been around here but not speak before. Speak only when have to. You
(to sitter Gil Opdyke) go home this year. Your father get sick. ¢ ¢ No,
I not guide. I go now. | give peace to white man — but white man not
give Indian peace.”

"The peace of the Great Spirit go with you."

There is a change of Controls and Charles Lingford speaks.

"There’s not very much force here tonight.”

"Did you hear the old Indian and his prophecy?”

"Yes, |1 heard what was said to Gil. 1 dont like to pass judgment
on predictions, especially predictions of misfortune — that was an old
Indian woman. not a man as you thought. She could be right, | suppose.

There is a lack of vitality here.”

"Did you hear our discussion of psycho-kinesis?" asked Meade.

"Yes, | heard what you were saying about Baron Ferson and Max Long
and the force for picking up the dog; but I'm not going to comment; 1°d
rather leave that for some one who knows more about 1t.”

He leaves and at 9 pm there is a new Control.

"Coming now from islands, far off.”

"Do you come from Hawaii?"

"No, not from Hawaiian, from south sea, from island of great faces.”

Meade explained the reason for the previous discussion and the hope-
ful search for a modern method of instantaneous healing, based on the
methods used by Polynesian Kahunas. These are discussed in Max Freedom
Long’s book "Secret Science 3ehind Miracles™. Meade asked the Control

it there was any similarity between Easter Island healing methods and
those of the Hawaiian Kahunas.

"Yes, this same force used by Kahunas. It is pure electrical in
nature; calling into body then give out, turn force into magnetical.”

"Could this technique be used by us?” asked Meade.
"Yes, anyone can do with time and practise every day. Yes, few
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moments at time; not too long at time; 1f too much you get so no respond,
like develop — what you say — yes, maybe, immune. Yes, can be used
for healing-----we used in islands. You do like .this (illustrating);
hands up, draw down, strong down stroke. You say ’Xi-ee-ya*>."

What does that mean?”

"Mean Great God Force. Up, down, up, down! Strong. Then rub hands
together hard. Them make what call ’passes* over center of body, hands
go apart. Then make passes over whole body, head to feet, head to feet.
Think of force flowing; think of harmony.”

"Suppose a person is sick In just one place, like a broken arm,
or stomach ulcers, or a heart attack?"

"Where bad spot, use rotate motion, both hands over bad part. This
have great effect on atom structure o body. Very great power. 1 go
now."

Which was the end of this seance. The Control illustrated this
healing technique by raising hands high above head, hands outstretched.
The motion was drawing down with powerful down-strokes, seven or eight
times repeated, intoning Ki-ee-ya; he then rubbed his palms briskly to-
gether; this might have been a cleansing gesture to re-polarise or
neutralise the "sick'™ energy picked up by the passes. The first passes
are separative, start from over solar plexus and move hands apart; then
make clearing passes the whole length of the body. Over diseased or
injured area make rotational motions with both hands. It is not neces-
sary to touch body. It is not certain that this Control was himself a
Kahuna, but this i1s a good description of actual healing by Polynesian
magical technique.

Another Control suggested, at another time, that after any "laying
on of hands"™ healing or other contact with spirit forces, it is a good
precaution to wash the hands in cold water. The cleansing significance
Is obvious but more important, one breaks connection with psychic forces
which might lead to obsession! The shock of the cold water on the skin
releases an acid in the surface cells. This re-polarizes them toward
health and neutralizes any unwanted, negative etheric matter picked up
from the sick person.

Ling interrupted, "There are those on this side too, you see, a great many who
come over with the belief there is no such thing as continued life and who see no
sense trying to make contacts.”

used. Tubes are projected from the medium's body most probably from the stomach -
ectoplasmic tubes. These are hollow, sometimes only the width of a pencil in round-
ness, and they have something similar to your suction cups on the ends of them. They
can be made very limp, or rigid by a gaseous fluid that flows down thru the tubes.

The tubes fasten onto an object and can extend in various directions from the medium
according to his strength and the forces around him, coming from the bodies of the
sitters. Much depends upon harmony. | might add that a great deal of this ecto-
plasmic flow comes from the sex; it is generated by sex.

"If these tubes are instrumental in moving the trumpet, then it would be only
your voice that spoke thru the trumpet. Would you be using the medium's body? "
asked lIrene.

"Yes," Ling replied, "l would be using the boy's body. | would bo using his
vocal box but speaking thru the trumpet. So that is what you will hear. You will
hear the inflections of the voice of the medium in spite of everything you can do.

"But in the case of Mrs. McConnell - her voice was so natural™ said Irene.

"Sometimes that is true. There may be more lack of personality sometimes in
the trumpet voice than in the trance medium." explained Ling.

"Isn't there a close relation between psychometry and dowsing? " asked Wing.

"Yes."

"In the case of the diagnosis of 1lls..."" Meade started.

"Therein is where the Ego of the individual takes over, or what you like to
call the higher self or the subconscious mind intervenes. It sets itself to know.

It is asking a question, and the operator gets results according to his sensitivity
and the ability of the subconscious, if you will, to segregate and determine."

"Can this be developed by practise? " Meade asked.

"Not by everybody. It is much like other phenomena in this respect, such as
materialization. It is something belonging to the personality. Sometimes we can-
not control the force necessary, because we are dealing with a substance which we
extract from the sitters, and this force dissipates itself."

"Does distance have any effect ?" asked Frank L.

"That too depends on the dowser's sensitivity and his capacity of projecting
his thought or ideas.

"Can you tell us anything about the nature of psycho-kinetic effects? With
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respect to the fall of dice, for example. Is it an energy'? " asked Meade.

"It is, to my way of thinking, an energy. It is controlled by the individual, as
in other cases.

He referred to a book to be published on this side, "The Wind of Death", and
predicted economic prosperity for this country, with social bickering but no serious
trouble. Control then withdrew.
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CONTROL: LINGFORD

"Here | am again. | don't know how long the force will last. | regret that your
mechanical means has run out (referring to trouble with the sound recorder). You
see, you have no more control over your mechanical apparatus (than we have over
psychic forces.)

"I am glad to know all you new people. Have you my work cut out for me today? "
"We have many questions” replied Meade.

"About the flying things in the air?

"Yes, " Meade replied, "we have many reports of them and people are already
becoming bored by the subject."

"The human being becomes bored very easily, no matter how phenomenal a
thing may be, we start yawning if we get too much of 1t."

"Are you ever bored, Lo Sun Yat?" asked Meade.
"Not I, because when | came over here | decided there would be too much to

do,too much space to cover, too many things to see. Since | came here | have not
been bored, but Iconfess that while | was still in the body | was very much bored.”

"Well, we're not bored about the saucers.” said Meade.

"l would prefer to leave the subject for someone else. Let us take up some-
thing different."

"V/e would like to ask about the status of cancer theory as this is proposed by
some occultists™ explained Meade. "Shall | read a statement of it?

"Go right ahead; there are a number of such theories."”

Meade reads a formulation of the theory. "Any soundness to that? "

"Yes, a lot of soundness. Wherever did you get that from?"

"It is from investigation by a group of English occultists™ explained Meade.
"They are certainly advanced in theory there, | must say."

"Is it correct to describe cancer as an elemental? " Meade questioned.

"l would not call it exactly that. When one dies from cancer and causes what
seems to be a cancer haunting, it is really the mentality of the person who has
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passed away with the thoughts of suffering, and so has brought that state back with
him. He is very likely to attach himself to someone who is sensitive, and that
person will pick up the vibration, and it will pass to his body. You understand? "

"Yes" replied Meade, "but what about the origin of the cancer itself?”

"l would place that in the cosmic rays. Some cosmic forces are too strong
and bring about cancer in some people.”

"Vvhat are the conditions, then, for its development? ” asked Meade. "lIs
there a definite physiological condition? "

"Yes, to a degree, but yet a mental attitude also. There are very damaging
rays in the cosmos, similar to your poisonous atomic radiations; they are very
closely related.”

"Can you give any clues as to why some people develop it and others do not? "
asked Meade.

"It is difficult to prevent because we do not know what the sensitive person
may be thinking. We do not know how they are capable of resisting this destroy-
ing ray. We do not know why they attract it or are susceptible to it. There are
many things that we too, on this side, must learn."

Meade queried, "You do not know the reason, then? "

what? We do not know."

"Is there likely to be a karmic factor involved? " Meade asked. "It is held by
some that cancer is at least partly due to the practise of cruelty in past incarna-
tions."

"No, no. That is, so far as | have been able to ascertain, that is not the
cause."

Meade asked, "lIs there any particularly profitable line of investigation which
might be followed? "

"Yes, but first you are going to have to make more experiments with the psy-
chic body. | do not think this can be done except by using a materializing medium."
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"Do you mean by treatment of the psychic body? ” ivieade asked.

"Yes. But possibly there will come a time when such experiments can be
made on animals, just as you make them on the physical animal now. Experimenta-
tion with the psychic body to see just how the growth forms first in the psychic
body.

NOTE by Meade Layne: The text of the synopsis of the occult theory concern-
ing cancer appeared in Flying Roll Gamma Il, but its substance may be gathered
from the preceding discussion. The importance of this subject is such that we
quote here a paragraph from a letter to the Editor by the Adept F.G.H., a frequent
contributor to the M.L. publications:

"Cancer is caused by elementals belonging to neither the human nor the Deva
evolution. Whenever the conditions are such that they can utilize even a single
cell, they move in and try to establish themselves. Constant irritation thru a
chemical agent is one of the most frequent causes which prepares cells for cancer.
A graph of the incidence of cancer will run parallel to one showing the use of cer-
tain preservatives in foods. One way of preventing cancer is a right emotional
attitude, as that prevents the cancer elementals from entering. Another causative
ingredient of cancer is hate. People who are good and constant haters are the best
cancer material."

It will be seen that this statement is not necessarily in conflict with the in-
formation given by Lo Sun Yat, but tends to supplement it; it seems probable that
LSY would accept it, if the discussion were further developed on both sides. The
discovery of a cure for cancer would be an inestimable boon to humanity - but it
IS not necessarily equivalent to discovering the cause. And the cause is almost
certainly psycho-physical, by which we mean to include the astral and etheric
bodies. It is certain that cures of cancer have been effected by mental and psy-
chic means. What is needed, of course, is a combination of the expert knowledge
of the cancer specialist with the skill and learning of the competent occultist.
But a similar situation exists with regard to practically all basic research work -
however ridiculous the idea may seem to the 'run-of-the-mill' worker in the
sciences.

Meade asked, "Is this Lingford - or Natalli?"

"No, it is not. Do you think I’'m a wop? No, | haven't been here before. Did
you see the beggar that was here just now?

wherever they find an open door they try to squeeze thru and | can't always keep
them out. (Give me a cigarette, please, Irene.) And of course, we don't always
want to keep them out because it often helps them a great deal.

"We are glad to have them come provided we can be of real help” said Meade.

"There are so many here this afternoon. 1 don't know who brought whom. Some
of us can see better than others, just as some of us can talk better. Some cannot
talk at all or see at all, so if you have a period of complete silence, with mere
hand action, you will know that the person is not fully awake.

(The control discussed various personal matters of interest to someof the
group; eventually turned to the subject of the flying disks.)

"Yes, | heard FGH's opinion. In the course of time you will find that these
things tell their own story. You know from your feading and study that there have
been many, many such phenomena. Just now you are having them in large numbers
and over a wide region because the world is in a sense ready for them; all we need
now is to be pushed a little bit and we'll wake up."”

"You have no reason at this time, then, to change your interpretation of
them? " Meade asked.
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"No, | have not! Do you suppose for a minute that any actual material thing
such as you know could rip and tear across the sky without burning up? | don't
mean to say it is not material - but the material is such as can stand the heat and
speed.”

"No, they do not return to another vibration rate in such case. The energy

goes back whence it came; they disintegrate, lose identity. This explains what
happens to those that appear to land. The force and the structure disintegrate.

"If there are beings in a disk which disintegrates, they simply go back into
the etheric world from which they emerged.”
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"No, you will get NO information from your so-called higher-ups.

"No, the disks are not being withdrawn (from the earth plane); they are being
explained away.

Before the meeting, M.L. had been discussing the pronouncement of a local
psychic and medium on the subject of the “saucers™ or Lokas, which she insists
are constructed by the Russians with the help of German technicians. The matter
was of interest, because the record of this psychic for correct prediction is said to
be remarkably good. The Controls evidently listened to this talk.

"You are people of little faith. You listen in all directions after your controls
have so often been proven correct.

CONTROL: MR. "X"
(Question as to the origin of the Basque people.)

"The Basques originally came down from the Himalayan region. Many of them
were very light in complexion. 1 think it would be proper to call them Aryan. At
one time they held the Buddhistic faith. In their wanderings they became slightly
mixed in blood so that the pure strain no longer persists. They had and still have
the old teaching of keepingto themselves as much as possible. Their mentality
was good - they remind one somewhat of the Puritans. Their original language was
pure Sanskrit. They had their own arts, and there was a good deal of old Egyptian
influence, which also accounts for their facial expression and bone structure.
They made their migration some time before the Pharaohs. Their settlement in
Spain was due to a combination of psychic conditions, which in the Basque country
resembled those of their homeland.

During my life | taught in occult subjects, and people said of me that | spoke above
their understanding.”

TRANCE LECTURE OF SEPTEMBER 6, 1947

PRESENT: Dr, & Mrs. Cosmen, Mr. & Mrs. Little, Mrs. Cleveland, Mirs. Olson,
Mrs, Hahn, Meade Layne, Irene Probert (part-time), iviark Probert,
medium.

Mark Probert, while conversing normally, stepped into the adjoining room,
then suddenly began to cry out in distress, having gone abruptly under control.
He was led back to his seat and the control continued weeping and lamenting:

"Oh, they put me in the steam room. They put more than 100 people in the
steam room. Then they put us in the gas chamber. | no want to die. My wife and
children in gas chamber - all die too...™

The usual effort was made to reason with the control and comfort him. His
identity and nationality were not known. Evidently a victim of the last war.

CONTROL LO SUN YAT

"I regret having allowed that person to take control. Such people bring sad-
ness with them. Even the best communicators sometimes do that. You see, that
man doesn't really feel as bad as all that, normally on this side. But when he re-
members earth conditions all the old fear and pain come back.

"Yes, it is true you can often help them. 1| think you helped that man. But now
I want the medium to relax and rest a little and wash his face. | am going to leave

for a while."
CONTROL: MR. "X"

"V ell. I'm the control you call Mr. "X". Please tell the medium that if he
doesn't want controls like that first one he should not ask for them.

"Yes, he asked to be allowed to help anyone who needed it. All the same, it
upsets the medium and does him no good. It uses energy which might be devoted
to better purposes. Well, let's take up something else.

"l heard the medium talking about canals on Mars, perhaps made by intelligent
beings.

"No, they are not man-made. They are vast cracks or chasms in the earth.
There is some water and some vegetation on Mars, but most of the changing colors
seen are due to the rocks. The rocks change colors under certain changing etheric

conditions.

"Yes, | am sure there will be some startling discoveries made by the Palomar
telescope.
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"Do you remember that you were told once to look beneath the light? "

"Yes" replied Meade, "l remember that. It was a long time ago. Was it you
who told us that? "

"No* Look beneath the light - break beneath the light and you will see wond-
ers undreamed of."

Dr. Cosmen referred to recent observations of new suns thru use of infrared
rays.

"mWell, that is one more evidence of the fact that your optical instruments are
very inadequate. But I’ll try to bring in someone who can give more technical in-
formation than | can.

Meade asked a question about assertion in Letters from Christopher that vege-
tation on Mars swarms with gnomes.

"That is probably true. All Nature produced Nature spirits; no matter how in-
animate anything appears to be, it has a life force playing around it. Call them
what you will - elves, salamanders, gnomes - their form depends on the material
available.

"What animates them? Umph' | might say, your Christian God, but it would
not mean a thing. The Life Force of the universe moves them. Much vegetation
holds a strong life force, and it is likely that what you say about Mars is true.
V.hat other questions did you have in mind?

Meade asked a question concerning the Lokas or "flying saucers".

"Yes, the subject is important on my side too, because the earth is now coming
into an era of high psychism; there will be a great many phenomena, as you call
them.

"The purpose is to awaken earth people to turn their energies to something be-
sides stupid self-destruction. If you spent as much time on constructive efforts,
what wonderful place the earth would be.

"Yes, the Lokas are capable of landing on earth and taking off again, and
probably will do so. But they cannot remain on the surface of the earth very long
at a time.

"Yes, that is due to their method of propulsion, of construction. Their main
idea is to demonstrate what they can and will do in event of more struggle and
bloodshed on earth. Unless you wish to destroy yourselves - | have lost my train
of thought. It is very difficult to keep control of two minds at once.

"Yes, the Lokas would intervene in case of more struggle.”
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Meade said to the group, "I think Dr. Cosmen must be giving off ectoplasm.”
"No" said Dr. Cosmen, "l don't notice anything."
Control stated abruptly, "No, you don’t see it, but | doi "

Meade, at this point, gave a summary of a theory of the Loka (disk) propulsion
as recently worked out by physicist RG.

"So far as my knowledge goes that theory is very close indeed to the facts.
No, they do not carry a fuel; their "fuel™ is the medium in which they travel.

"Yes, atoms, and scattered atoms in space; this is sufficient. Your concept
of the Lokas as etheric worlds interpenetrating with the dense globe is correct,
or approximately so. No, the etheric people do not normally inhabit this plane |
am now on but | have access to their world.

"Yes, they are of the human evolutionary strain, but they are not human beings
who have died. They have never been in earth life."

"You have heard all the information that has been given from time to time in
these seances, about these disks and the etheric people?” asked Meade.

"l have."
"Do you concur?" queried Meade.

"l do."

Meade pursued the subject. "You believe that they will not permit a world
war employing nuclear energies? "

"They will not permit it."”

"V/e have been told on this side" Meade continued, "that such a war is written
in the Akashic records. If it is so written, must it not take place? "

"IF it is written in the Records, it will take place.
"Is it not possible to read these Records correctly?" asked Meade.

"It is possible for some. But for most the Records are uncertain and liable to
every misinterpretation.”

"If so, | am very happy. | shall leave now, and inquire what further informa-
tion I am allowed to give you concerning the disks.

"Well, 1 want to welcome back my friends, Dr. and Mrs. Cosmen, Yes, | am
Lingford. I'm glad I didn't try to get in here before with all the — er — wisdom
that has been going around. "

"So to speak "

"Umph! yes. so to speak Well, did you have a nice time on your trip? You
know, it means a great deal to us over here, to be well spoken of. We retain a
great deal of interest in earth affairs, tho | know it's hard to realize. That’s partly
because until it happens to you personally you can't realize, can't actually know
that you continue to exist, in spite of everything science and philosophy might
combine to tell you. One great reason, is the difficulty we have in coming back
with vigor and intelligence. It gives us a bad reputation to try to come back and
then hem and haw. However, you hem and haw a good deal on your side too, it's
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a trait which is carried over and aggravated by having to work thru material again.
A scientist behind his instrument is far better than the instrument itself. The in-
strument is only as good as its use. As a scientist might be blamed for the failure
of his instruments, so we are blamed for everything that goes wrong or sounds
queer. The fault is most often in the poor material available.”

Mrs. Hahan asked, Do the opinions of earth people concerning spirits hamper
and distress them, or make them happy? "

"Intolerance and other bad thoughts influence only the thinker. Everyone has
unseen guides who try to keep him on the right path. When you go astray it
makes the guides sorrowful or even angry."

Someone named Arthur wants to talk; he seems to be a relative of Meade.
This attempt failed. Lingford asked for a cigarette which Mrs. Hahn lighted for
him.

"It's a long time since | tasted lipstick."
Mrs. Little asked a question concerning some facts of ancient history.

"l do not know about such matters, but I'll try to bring in someone who can
answer.

"Well, to tell the truth I smoke mostly for display. | do sense a warmth in
the chest and throat of the medium but that is about all. We all have these little
foibles about making ourselves conspicuous, you know."

"You are the only trance control | have ever known who smoked" said Meade.
But all of our friends like to see you do it; it makes you seem more natural, famil-
iar, more like one of us.

CONTROL: RAMON NATALLI

"No, no, | am not Lo Sun Yat. Do you want me to talk a little more on astro-
nomical subjects? | am Ramon Natalli. Good afternoon, everybody.

"We live in a world of illusion and look out upon other illusory worlds. Does
that sound paradoxical? But if all the planets and galaxies suddenly became
separate little atoms, your world, your reality would cease to exist. Reality for
you consists of untold millions of atoms being solidified. The force that holds
them together is the Absolute, or God. He literally lies within you. If you ceased
to exist, so would He (in that measure), and vice versa. Is that clear? Are there
any objections? "

"Tell us this, Natalli" Meade said. "We now speak of space-time, rather
than of space and time. Is motion possible in the Absolute, as such, in the light
of this concept? "



«'Certainly the Absolute moves; It is in incessant movement. "

"To our way of thinking"” Meade continued, "motion is possible only when
space and time are separated as concepts. Under space-time the Absolute would
appear to be incapable of motion. | asked the question, because we have also a
point of view which makes space-time a generative matrix."

"Physically speaking, man sees and knows only what he calls space and time,
or space-time. But time is something the mind cannot conceive, cannot deal with.
When | think of these mysteries | feel very humble and insignificant. Yet in all
my insignificance | AM the All, the Whole; | am so integral a part of it that without
me it could not exist. Everyone is. Man is the ruling force of the earth because
he can contemplate (himself and the world) which no animal or thing can do. But
he does not realize his greatness."

Meade asked a question about use of astrology in the ’spirit world*.
"The subject is very profound and | would rather not take it up just now.

"Yes, some people here take very deep interest in it and others do not - just
as on your side. It's not everyone's shop.

Meade proposed another question, this time concerning the mode of propulsion
of the Lokas or Flying Disks.

"Do you recall some years ago an inventor who discovered a method for extrac-
ting from the air a force strong enough to run a motor? "

"The Keeley motor?" offered Meade.

"In a way this is the same thing as the Keeley motor. How it is done is hard
to explain,

"Yes, it is a nuclear energy, using the repulsion of electrons. This force is
a constant. It does not require the carrying of fuel. It utilizes free atoms in
space. And it can be varied in strength. But the affect of gravity weakens it.
The theory you read seems to me to come very close to the facts. If you keep up
you will soon have flying saucers of your own, to amaze us with on this side. The
basic principle you outlined seems to me to be correct. There is much more to be
learned about heat and cold. Etheric man has been experimenting for untold ages
in the earth's atmosphere. That is how he himself got here. Man's effort to ma-
terialize into the world he made for himself has taken many forms, and he will
keep on trying. Man has untold millions of years on the earth, and to think he is
going to blow himself off the earth is silly. There have been many great cataclysms
but intelligent life will go on, or the earth would have no purpose.

NOTES by Meade Layne: The reluctance of the Control to answer personal
questions is in line with the attitude of occultists on the same matter, but con-
siderably in contrast with a much too common spiritualist practise, where commun-
icators often give definite and assured instruction on any and all problems. Astral
folk, in short, are not basically different from ourselves: some of us are fond of
being authoritative and instructive, others have to some degree learned better.

Concerning the first control: In spite of Lo Sun Yat's attitude, there is a very
great need for 'rescue circles’ and this is much neglected by spiritualists.

About the LOKAS: The Controls have been definite and explicit as to their
origin in the etheric. When they assert that the etheric people will intervene to
prevent war, it is impossible to tell whether this is wishful thinking or actual
knowledge - we suspect the former.

Space-time etc: The attempt to get a philosophic expression on these prob-
lems obviously failed. Readers are asked to bear in mind that questions are often
asked in the seance room which have some ulterior purpose; perhaps a back refer-
ence to some previous statement, or a comparison, with other communicators, or
to probe the knowledge and capacities of the control with reference to some partic*
ular subject. Obscure, pretentious, or apparently meaningless questions are often
to be accounted for in this way.

With regard to an 'atomic war*. The controls have not stated positively, as
an article of knowledge, that such a war will not occur; but they come very close
to it, because the idea seems to be preposterous. But they ignore the esoteric
tradition, according to which civilization has twice been destroyed by such wars,
and the dreadful character of the last two wars, and the realities of current social-
political conditions. Mere astral optimism is like most of our own, about as de-
pendable as four-leaved clovers and horseshoes.

CONTROL: ABDULLA BEN BEY

"Not easy to talk. Come from Egypt, die 3500 years ago. Have made attempts
to come thru - not good. Everything mixed up - not clear.

"Can you see us in this room? " asked Meade.

"Very dark to me. | go now. Friend say | must go now.

"Did Lingford come with you " asked Meade.

"Yes, may have brought me in."”

CONTROL: MR. "X"

"It's getting so everyone knows me right away. | am one of the family. That
control that took over a while ago is a very learned man. It is to be regretted that
he could not speak English so that you could have talked to him. From what he
told me he was in Egypt several thousand years ago."

Dr. Cosman asked a question regarding the name of the first control.

"l do not know much about that; names have been used and changed many
times down the centuries. Marriages with another race have given us names which
do not seem to belong. But | have not come to discuss this person. Who is your
friend over there? "

Control was introduced to Mr. Tripp.

"Mr. Tripp, | am the unknown quantity, Mr. "X". Have you a question to ask
about that table? | saw it a while ago. 1 think it is a very excellent idea and if
you have any cooperation from my side, you will have some splendid messages
from this table. | do not need to tell you, it will take some little time for experi-
mentation. You have some sort of plugs on the table.”

Meade Layne explained their use.

"If the force is right, and strong enough, there is no reason why (this device

*A specially constructed table, in the adjoining room - a fraud-proof device for
use in "table-tipping"” experiments.
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should not operate successfully). Stand back from the table and permit it to do its
own work. Do NOT put your hands on it. When you do that, you automatically re-
verse the force, but you do not need physical aid. As you do not trust one another
in these matters, it would be better for everyone to stay where he can be observed
and keep his hands on his knees. Too much credence is given to the subconscious
mind. Spiritual (spiritistic ) investigation is the devil. In the Christian religion,
people have their own devil, and in every field of investigation you have to look
out for some kind of devil. Man has no faith. If you would pay more attention to
the conscious mind than to the subconscious you would advance at a great pace.

I do not think that I have to tell you that no matter what is devised, or how good
the results, the more the criticism will be. People will not believe.”

NOTE by Meade Layne: Nearly all the Controls communicating thru Mark P.
consider that the term subconscious should be restricted to the basic instincts and
the control of body automatisms. They hold that consciousness is never 'blanked
out', either in sleep, by anaesthetics, by hypnosis, or in any form of trance:
what happens is a shift of the focus of consciousness. Consciousness IS where
the attention is, and we are unconscious with reference to anything to which we
are not paying attention.

The doctrine of the High Self is regarded somewhat in the following manner:
The entity or personality has a power of selectivity, of choice: it can change its
'vibratory rate’, and so 'tune in* on different ‘'wave lengths'. Consciousness is
continuous experience, and the entity has the power to learn by experience, and so
make ’better’ and 'higher’ selection of experience. To invoke the High Self, then,
is really to invoke the vast potentialities of the personality. Such invocation is
greatly to be commended, because it has a powerful suggestive effect and leads to
unfoldment and development.

With regard to the problem of memory: The controls appear to take the position
that when a temporarily forgotten fact is recalled, it is not evoked from some store-
house of the personal subconscious, nor is it there registered and preserved by any
psycho-physical mechanism. But all facts and events, no matter how fleeting or
minute, are preserved in the 'memory of Nature', and are often to be observed in
the reflecting ether, tho not always in their true and perfect shapes. In the recol-
lecting of a forgotten fact, the consciousness makes contact - i.e. shifts the
center of awareness - to the ‘record' of the fact. Imperfect and fragmentary recol-
lection means an imperfect reading of the record, or a reading from an imperfect
etheric reflection. Involuntary recollection is also an action of consciousness,
which is however functioning in an automatic manner under the laws of association.

This statement of the opinions of the communicators may require revision. It
Is certain that the psychologist will be able to find many criticisms and objections.
It seems to this writer, however, to outline a concept of great interest and import-
ance. The ML publications (Round Robin, Flying Roll, etc.) will welcome compe-
tent comment.
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Occult theory, In some quarters at least, regards memory as threefold: con-
scious, subconscious, and superconscious. In all such theory we must remember
that the data of memory consist of thought-forms. An object affects the vital body
thru the senses, and generates feelings, which are mirrored by the mind. The ac-
tion of the mind on these data is called our ideas; and the idea draws ‘mind-stuff*
around it and becomes a thought-form. The mind of the thinker (thru the will) pro-
jects the thought-form (1) against the desire body, (2) or against the reflecting
ether, (3) or against the mind and desire body of another person. Under the first
case, if interest is awakened in the desire body, either attraction or repulsion is
stirred up, and the images of all the related ideas and actions remain in the ether
of the vital body; these are called memory. If there is only indifference, the image
in the vital body will be very weak. In the second case, the mental images of
sense experiences and the thoughts connected with them are thrown direct upon the
reflecting ether, and these are accessible to the ego working thru the mind. This
is our ordinary recollection or memory.

The subconscious mind, according to this point of view, is simply part of the
record of the thinker's life and action, but much larger than the conscious memory.
The reflecting ether contained in the air carries with it images of all details of our
surroundings and of our own auras. This ether enters the lungs, and thru them the
images are impressed on the blood, which is the direct vehicle of the Ego. From
this they are impressed on the negative atoms of the vital body, and so determine
our destiny in the after-death condition. Conscious and subconscious memory re-
late wholly to this life; the superconsclous memory retains experiences of past in-
carnations, this modifies the seed-atom, and usually appears only as the charac-
ter, moral and mental qualities of the personality.

It will be seen that if these opinions were rephrased and amplified (both those
of the communicators and the ones just noted), they would probably be found in
good agreement on fundamental concepts.

Dr. Cosman made reference to ‘commercial’ mediums, the demand of the public
for personal messages, etc,

"l beg to differ as to who is at fault. If you have kindergarten minds on your
side, who is to blame? The sheep desire to monopolize the medium - you can
readily see the waste. It is all right to occupy the medium’s time with finding
out about relatives, but there is no real knowledge to be gained (in that way) and
the energy is wasted.”

"While relatives are in the physical body, we often neglect them™ said Dr. C.,
"but once they have become spirits, we go chasing after them."

"True. You have proof that your wife survives. If people grieve, ifis well to
give them comfort. | would not say that all such energy is wasted, but my conclu-
sion is, that a great deal of time is being wasted on both sides.

"V.hat makes Mark the particular kind of medium he is? " asked Meade.
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"The sympathetic nervous system is highly strung and is sensitive to etheric
vibrations and magnetic influences not felt by other people.”

Various questions were put concerning hypnotism, mesmerism and narcotics
as an aid in development.

"In development you have the aid of entities on this side. They open the
channels and it is bad for the sitter if they are not extra careful. They should be
persons of good habits, too. Yes, development classes are a waste of time for
some people, but others need the forces developed by a class. In physical pheno-
mena, those over here have to control the chemicals of the medium's body as well
as the nervous system. It is the sympathetic system that needs to be built up,
Mediumship can be developed but there should be clear thinking. Clairvoyance
is of the person himself; it is a gift. If you could produce a materialization thru
hypnosis the projection would be very vague.

"Vvhere is the line of demarcation? " asked S. Palmer.

"In hypnotism, both take a place in your plan; two physical minds are in opera-
tion, In trance there is only one. But the one hypnotized is receiving suggestions
from someone in the physical body.

"V hat is the difference between sleep and trance? " continued S. Palmer.

"They are not the same thing. Trance resembles sleep only from your side.
Someone said this medium talked in his sleep, that he was brought up out of physi-
cal sleep and between this outward trance and wakefulness the entities were able
to carry on conversations. Borderline sleep? Yes. In hypnotism the mind takes
on a dullness and heaviness but no such condition enters into the trance state,”

"Assuming that a person with no psychic powers or gifts enters a trance or
semi-trance thru either auto- or hetero-hypnosis" said Meade, "when he is in that
state, can an entity from your side take control of him and communicate? "

"Yes, that can be done."

NOTE: The control here should be understood as speaking in general terms;
there might be prohibitive factors in any individual case. ML.

CONTROL: MR "X".

"l thought | had better return and get on with what we were discussing. There
has been a lot of talk and confusion about it on this side since | left you a while
ago. Also a lot of confusion on your side. Not entirely your fault. As you may
know, | do not know everything about the mind. Because one comes over to this
side, does not make him a travelling book of knowledge on all subjects. But |
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will do my lowly best. This subject stirred up a wild state of conversation on my
side. Questions?"

Dr. Cosman asked a question as to why the sympathetic nervous system is
more developed in some persons, and about instruments for communication which
are being constructed.

"Regardless of any instrumental method, energy from the physical body of a
person on your side will have to be used (in communication). Perhaps the answer
may come thru a machine that will produce the same kind of energy flow, but to do
this it must be capable of producing in harmony all the 98 elements of the body.
The same is true of electronic instruments. You must reach out for us, we are al-
ways ready to lend a hand. W.ithout cooperation from both sides there can be no
satisfactory results. You don't need inspiration for the building of such appara-
tus; work with others Interested in the same field."

Mr. Palmer asked a question about the manner of taking control.

‘A while ago you brought up the subject of seed life. There is a small space
in all seeds, the life essence. Vvhat is to be physical life is in that space and is
invisible to the eye. In the physical brain, there is also a space, and in it we
work and make contact with the physical world thru the sensitive. It is the tuning-
in room of the sympathetic nervous system."

One of the guests asked a question regarding glands.

"Yes, it is a small gland at the base of the skull. | do not know what you
call it. (Pituitary). | don't know that this clarifies the issue. If you strike a
gong, a glass tumbler will repeat the note. This corresponds to the way a sensi-
tive is set off. In my physical life | wasn't able to get anywhere, it seemed there
was no place to go, but I have learned that the only value life holds is knowledge.
Outside of that all is vanity. Each one in the body has toys to play with, and a
self-importance that keeps us intrigued so well that we do not know when we
leave the physical world, and not knowing what is to take place in a future life,
we do not fear the Great Mind. There are no complete answers to anything for any
one person.

"Yes, we have toys on our side too, but they are different from yours. Infin-
ity Like space, it has no arc, no curve. The curve is our physical illusion.

One of the guests asked a question about reincarnation.

"Yes, | accept it. | see now that man, without it, would be hopelessly lost.
It is unavoidable for many, for many thousands of years - millions of years in
some cases. "Years" as you know them; for me, time does not exist. There
would be no change, no advancement, no creation; the spark of individual life
strives with power that is tremendous beyond belief - knowledge carried on against
all odds.
