"Si na, si na ha (mantram and invocation), Good evening, friends,
It is honored I am to be here and bring you the love and blessings of
the Inner Circle. We hope this evening that we may have a quiet talk. -
I was going to say an intelligent talk, but 1 am not sure what intelli-
gence is, so | left it out. Now, perhaps some of you labor under the

impression that this what you are watching is not so. . . It is not what
it seems to be. Well, for all your not ag*s you are going to to figure
what Is so. A not so must have an is so: it must be something. . . it

cant be nothing. So whatever you think it is, that is what it is. You
must abide by that thought until such time as you learn something dif-

ferent about it.
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"And this is also true of everythin? you come into contact with all
hours of the time. What do you actually know about life, consciousness,
about matter, things in space ... what do you know actually about them?
You may say to yourself, this thing is here, or that is over there, but
there iIs much more than that to it. Much that you see, you see in a
very vague way. You have to pursue life in order to understand 1t. You
have to seek to know, otherwise you just walk around in what may be
caIIEd the more-or-less zombie state ... by zombie I mean not fully
awake.

"Much is said about what is reality, and anyone of you may give me
an argument upon what is reality. Yet, I will ask you just one question
... where do you come from? How did you come into this ’reality™
out of what? Now, something cannot come out of nothing. You may, some
of you, feel that consciousness iIs something that you acquired on coming
into this three-dimensional world. It is not. The three-dimensional
world is merely a manifestation, one manifestation of this consciousness
- one; and you ma[;é suppose, that when you go through the state called
death, you go back into nothing. How can something become nothing?

"Many schools of religion teach that man must die before he can at-
tain what is called Paradise - Heaven - perfection. They give man to
believe that this perfection is a place, Instead of a state of aware-
ness. No ... how can this be? How can man go to some place to find
perfection, if the perfection lies not in himself? Then, let us suppose
you do attain such a state as the absolute perfection. What do you do
then? Are we to think that man stays in that state? To attain what is
thought about as an absolute stage of anything means the final end of
that thing, and that cannot be. Anyone of you, at any moment, as |

talk, may say,’Stop there ... | take issue with you’. Just because |
happen to be in a different state of awareness than you at certain times,
does not mean that I am more intelligent ... quite often many of you at-

tain my state of awareness while you are still in the physical-chemical
body. Some upon this return, this sudden return to the physical-chemi-
cal state, may say, *1 had a vision’ or ’I had a dream’ ... ’but It was
kind-of vague ... | cannot remember it.” Mind does not forget. Forget-
fulness means the nothingness state, and if the mind forgot, you could
never remember again - anything. It may be that in, or rather at a cer-
tain point in your experience, in projecting, or expanding your state
of consciousness, at any given moment, that something occurred that did
not appeal to the emotional self, so on returning to the awareness of
the physical body you say you forgot.

“Now, there has much been said on the law of reincarnation ... re-
embodiment, or return to the physical-chemical body ... ” (Heavy-powered
airplane flying very low). "What is that?"

"An airplane,” answered lIrene.

"Yes, Yada, you had better leave, and then come back later."

PROFESSOR LUNTZ:
"Hello!”
"Professor Luntz - did you hear that terrible noise?" asked Irene.

"It did not affect me, or any of us that were not in direct contact
with the Boy’s body. You have no idea how terrifically such material
sounds affect the iIndividual who has the possession of the physical body,
or is aware of your physical world. It is shattering to the psychic
body. It has a real affect almost at times as though that person were
hit a heavy blow, but | feel sure Yada will be all right shortly, and
return to talk further with you. In the meantime, | will do a bit of
talking for him, and if you do not mind | will take up where he left off.

"Returning to the physical body ... the physical world ... havin%
again the illusion of matter, the substance that most of you put suc
strong belief in ... the substances which you are afraid to lose in what

is called death! You made the bodies you have, and you shall make ano-
ther i1f you find the necessity within yourself for returning to the phy-
sical world. Now, when an individual passes out of the physical body,
they may make a complete exchange of one body for another. In other
words, you may pass out this evening, and return in another body of what
is called a baby, in some other part of the world, tomorrow; or it may
be ten thousand years in your time. It depends on many things, of which
most of the occult schools do not teach.

"Now, what brings you back? That is the question. Hoxv do you come
about returning to a physical world? ilay | ask how you come about doing
anything? Through what law? Through the law of Desire. First, however,
comes the need ... that you find in yourself. The need for more exper-
ience, more earthly learning. Now, when you enter into the so-called
low astral plane, which is the next step from your physical world, you
still have clinging to you all of the physical desires, unless you have
trained yourself out of them. If you have, to a goodly extent done so,
then you need not linger on the lower planes.

"Now, do you misunderstand this, friends. This is not necessarily
what you call a goodness or an evilness. By that | mean to say, do not
think that you have to become a saint, that you have to cease to desire
the things that are good and right for your physical living. What you
should do, though, is to learn how to govern your desires so that you
may attract to yourself the things that are most capable of keeping you
from hanclging on to the low planes of thought ... the things, rather,
that will build up the desire to grow and understand life. Now, is this
an overall understanding that you are going to get? Is your understand-
ing, and your understanding and your understanding (he points to various
people in the audience) going to be alike? No; for each one of us tra-
vels our own path. That is why 1t is called secret, for only we know
it ... we, as individuals.

“Nov/ some people may think that this is not important. What of it?
Only this of 1t. If you wish to continue upon the wheel of life, upon
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the wheel of physical desires ... remember, you suffer as long as you
have physical desires, for every pleasure that you get, that you reach
out to satisfy, there is also a bit of pain that goes with 1t. After a
while you do not mind taking pain. You delve deeper and deeper into

the physical world and sensations, and while you are doing this, what is
happening? Everything that you do is being marked in what is called

the soul seed; so that when you go through the change called death, that
seed becomes a center of awareness, the core of your being, and it shall
continue to drive you, even in the astral planes, to seek physical satis-
faction. And the suffering will grow worse and worse, and the pleasure
be felt less and less. These are the things that the Master, Christ,
tried to open the eyes of the people to, as well as many other masters
that have been upon the Earth. None of them came to ’save man’. 1| im-
agine that many of you have heard that of the Master. *Christ came to
save.” May | ask youwhat is he to save man from? W.ill you tell me, iIf
any of you know ... lwould like to hear it.”

”"He should be saved from himself - man | mean,” remarked a guest.

7”1 don’t think he can have that happen to him. He shan’t, by any
means, be saved from himself, but he shall have to be awakened ... and
that iIs the idea.”

"I mean, saved from his errors.”

"Not entirely, sir. In order to live and understand life, one must
have experience. In every experience that you have, you are bound to
make an error here and there. It is only through trial and error that
we come to satisfactory conclusions concerning anything in life. So man
cannot be saved from Karma, from acquiring i1t, no more than he can be
saved from what is called sin, for it is the same thing. It is but ex-
perience. No, you can’t save a man from experience. So, | believe that
we are, not only upon the Earth plane, but upon all planes of conscious-
ness, to learn. This idea should free most of us from having a guilt
complex over anything we do, so long as we do not bring harm to another.
That is the only sin that man can commit.

"Now, to return to the physical body ... it has been taught, again
| say by man¥ schools of thought, that the individual, on passing out
of physical life, after a time throws off another body, or does again.
Now, we take issue with that. We do not ask you to believe what we have
to say. That is quite up to you. You can only accept so much, and, by
all means, what you cannot ... reject, and do not think about It an
further. When you find that you wish to believe more ... yes, it shall
come to you in due course of time. Believe — how can you believe unless
you know something about what you are believing? Blind faith ... the
days of blind_ faith are over for man; he has to awaken to conscious
reality of things.”

1 hear another plane approaching,” said Irene hurriedly.

"It is quite all right. | can handle it. | am getting positively
callous ... | have been talking to the earth world so long, | am getting
what is called ’human’.
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"To return once more to the processes of rebirth. Instead of cast-
ing off another body when you pass into the astral, the energy of this
body that you have on the astral, that energy is needed. Nature does
not waste. When that individual starts returning, this body, this as-
tral entity, takes on a shrinkage action, until the individual becomes a
mere pinpoint of light. This 1s the soul seed, the astral soul seed,
and this pinpoint of light is quite aware cf its intention to return.

In fact, it is so keenly aware that it is like being in a hypnotic state.
It is the one period in the time of the soul, the spirit, or whatever
you wish to call it ... of the individual ... when he can’t be contacted
through mediums, or sensitives, or for that matter by us on the astral
levels. There is no communication to be made with it at all. The ter-
rific power of the desire to experience life again has brought that one
into a deep hypnotic spell. When it attains that state it seeks its
mother upon the Earth.”

"It chooses i1ts mother?" inquired Harriet.

"Surely. Why does it do this? It does so because it knows that
through that particular doorway it shall find the experience it needs
In that particular environment. Have any of you questions to ask?"

"l would like to_ask, is this soul seed aware, in its choosing, of
the whole life that is ahead of it on the physical plane? Because |
would think that some of us would not have chosen as we did if we had
known.”

"It appears that we did not, because this which we call the physical
consciousness cringes from uni)leasant experiences. But mind does not
cringe, and you and 1, and all of us, are pulsations of the Great Cosmic
Mind. Only the physical self objects to experience unless they are
pleasing."”

"Why is it that in one family where there are a number of children
all have different characteristics and different natures? In most fam-
ilies you find quite a difference in individuals. How does it happen
that they choose all the same circumstances?" inquired a guest.

"It does not mean that all of these Individuals that are born into
a family, that they are going to have precisely the same experiences
by no means; but it is through that particular mother, or that particu-
lar father, that that particular individual will, in the course of its
earthly consciousness, acquire the experiences necessary for it."

"Does every spirit have the privilege of choice of its channel?’

"Most assuredly it does; and it does so, again, through the law of
desire."

"l think that 1f some of us had known the channel we finally came
through, we would not have chosen it,” reiterated a guest.
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"We do know. The physical self says we would not do this or that,
because the physical self desires to satisfy its pleasure. Now, let us
stop and reason what is pleasure ... pleasure to whom? Your kind of
pleasure would not necessarily be a pleasurable experience to another.
That should give you some insight into the idea that many can be born
from one source and yet their experiences in life be vastly different.
Too, we must remember that it is the way that so-called outer stimulae
Impinges Itself upon the brain, whether or not that individual is going
to say he is having pleasure or pain.”

"What about an executed criminal, who has murdered? When he is
thrown into the astral, does he incarnate again with the same desires
as he had when he died?" asked a guest.

"Not necessarily so. That individual is quite likely to roam the
earth for many, many years "

"Does he have the power to enforce his desires, his emotions, his re
vengeful urges, on other individuals?"

"He does, indeed; and that is where obsessions come in; that is
where you find your one murder today and a chain of them following, of
a like nature, In close succession.”

"Can an entity of low mentality obsess someone on earth of higher
mentality?" asked a guest.

"That depends largely on what one may call a higher and a lower men-
tality. There are many Individuals who, from outer observation, would
appear are genuinely wonderful souls. All their outer acts seem almost
saintly. Yet, do we as Individuals know what is going on in another’s
mind? No, we do not know what outer stimuli bring him to do, through
suggestion. In hypnosis many say,’You can’t hypnotise me’, and yet,
every day and every moment of the day, that individual, as all indivi-
duals, is going through one state or another of being hypnotised.”

"By whom?"

"Not by whom, necessarily, but by what? By everything around and
about you. Every little noise, every color, everything that at all im-
pinges upon the senses of the being, will grab you and hold your aware-
ness. That is hypnosis. It is suggestion, is 1t not?"

"A very good definition, Professor,” remarked Meade.

"Man continues to feel that he is a free agent. He is, only to the
extent that he has awakened to what things are beyond what they appear
to be. Now, we continue to believe, as my honorable colleague, Yada Di
Shi’ite said a bit ago, that things are extended out here in space, and
each has its own particular location. How do you know this? There are
many unseen laws, of which you are not aware (I say many of you), going
on all the time, which may cause that this (which you say is 4 or 5 feet



from you) to be truly 30 or 40 or 100 feet from you. Let us take what
Is called a foggy day ... the mountainous terrain looks to you to be a
greater distance than i1t does on a clear, bright day. You have a change
of awareness of distance.

"Then, let us understand that the law of heat and cold can cause
things to become closer to you, or more distant from you, by expansion
or contraction. The laws of motion, of the world, in comparison to your
motion, can cause all of your instruments in measuring to be wrong or
appear wrong. What of tills?

"What | am trying to bring out is the Illusion under which man lives;
and unless he awakens he shall continue with his suffering, his wars,
his hatefulness. You - I - all men ... we have a great, great heritage!
I cannot say this too often. And we are constantly striving to return
to it for a time. |If you were to go to some paradise, some heaven, it
would not take long before you’d be frightfully bored ... you would be-
gin looking around to stir up a bit of hell. What is contentment? It
IS a momentary sensation, a sense of what the Inner Circle classifies as
equilibrium ... less chaotic than that which he thought he had before.

"For a moment | shall turn to my godfather (to Mr. Layne) ... may |
call you that, sir ... may | call you that?"

"l think you called him your midwife once because he helped so much
in bringing you back into this life,"”” said Harriet.

"Quite ... | did not wish to describe him in that manner here. |
say ... Is my face red! | would not have the effrontery to call him
that now! Not in front of so many nice ladies!

"To change the subject quickly, in reference to Venus, | wish to
say tnis - and, of course, you may take it for what it is worth. From
out of the depths of interstellar space there are endless, endless tons
(I shall not mention any particular number because it sounds foolish
we ought to feel lucky that we can count to ten and realize how much
ten is ... when we start reachin% into numbers beyond that, it seems to
me that we are not capable, the human brain is not capable of picturing
in his mind much more than that ... how many of you can picture one hun-
dred things at one time?) ... comes tons of this matter, partially what
is called solidified, and partially gas. It is in that field of matter
that comets form."

"By gravitational pull ... or on the particles of matter? ... par-
ticles pulling on each other?" Inquired Meade.

"Yes. After they have reached a certain growth they pull away from
the mother body. Their speed is governed, through weight and the pres-
sure of light ... for many years they act as energy radiant, energy ab-
sorbers, from the many suns, and distribute this heat energy to the far
reaches of the solar system where sun rays, sun heat, cannot reach. In
the course of time some of these that do not exhaust themselves dissipate
their energies completely, and take the form of a planet. Now whether
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Venus has done so, whether Venus is one of these ... | can’t say defi-
nitely.”

"Suppose one of these cometary bodies enters the gravitational field
of a planet ... what is the effect?” inquired Meade.

"If a comet enters into the gravitational field of a planet, it has
a tremendous drag upon it ... the planet does, and will pull from it
most of its energy 1f it gets too close, and may even destroy it. Of
course, in doing so, you will have a great rain of meteors upon the
earth, this has happened to the moon more often than we can imagine.
The craters you see upon the moon are not from volcanic action, but ra-
ther from meteoric action.”

"Would there be powerful electrical discharges between a comet and
a planet?” asked Meade.

~ "Terrifically so, sir. It would create such an electrical storm the
kind of which I would not like to be in the physical body and see."

"Would the speed of the rotation of the earth be affected? And
could the direction of rotation of the globe be changed?"

"Not so, sir. If such a body could change the speed or direction of
the earth, it would (first) almost destroy the earth."

"There is an immense amount of data, or apparent data, among the
ancients, to the effect that the directions have been reversed; that the
sun dhas risen in the west; among all peoples you will find this,” said
Meade.

"It is more likely, sir, that the sun has changed its motion and its
direction (so-called), and not the earth. Now for the sun to do so, it
would not create such an upheaval upon the sun. It is not of different
matter, but the nature of the particles that go to make up the sun are
different. The sun is not a flaming globe, there is nothing burning; it
iIs radiant heat. The suns are constantly being fed by this matter that
I spoke of a while ago. They attract to themselves many, many tons and
tons of matter; they are like your atom smashers and they absorb that
energy, the radiant heat en_erg)é from this matter; and reject the parti-
cles they do not need. It is believed, | think your scientists feel,
that the sun was once much larger than it is at the present time - is
that not so?"

"Yes," replied Meade.

"It 1s not, sir. From the time of its formation until the present
time it has kept its same size, by the lines of force under which it
works. Were 1t to grow larger or grow smaller, the effects would be
considerable upon all bodies within its general field. Do any of you
wish to object to that statement?"



"Vellkovsky, in his book ’Worlds in Collision* says that evidence
assembled on Venus is to the effect that Venus, formerly a comet, be-
came a planet about the middle of the second millenium before Christ.
Host of the directional theories seem to date from the same time. Did
I understand you to say that it is not at all probable, the reversal in
direction of the earth?” inquired Meade.

"Not in my opinion, sir. Of course, as | have said many times, |
have not attained to full C-od awareness ... | shall ask you not to quote
me as factual. We, too, are seeking knowledge, and we never know when
we are liable to learn something new from the earth plane, or from some
of the other planes of consciousness that we approach."

~_"Our scientists believe the temperature of the sun is much greater
inside than outside,” stated a guest.

"Yes, 1t is, really. Yes, Indeed - thousands of degrees centigrade,
but I would not like to state any exact figures for the temperature with-
in the depths of the sun; as | said awhile ago, figures of that kind are
beyond our understanding, and while your intellectual scientific minds
may feel it right to express it, | do not. | do not know; | was merely
a minister. | knew about God, but | didn’t know about the sun. There
IS no picturing of such mathematical values, but of course, your scien-
tists must have some ways of coming to some conclusions about what is
called matter. Sir, you have something on your mind?"

"Yes. It concerns chemistry. A long time ago there was a man who
was a statesman, who was also a great scientist. He discovered a chem=
leal called ozone ... chemical 0-3 ... do any of you in the Inner Circle
know anything about it?"

"0-3 ... Ozone? Just exactly what is i1t supposed to be ... something
in the ethers?"

"The oxygen in the air, which we breathe, forms 0-2. This 0-3
that funny smell you get in the air after a storm ... that is 0-3 ...
also you get it from electrical appliances, as well,"” replied the guest.

"Isn’t there a bit of carbon Iin that?"
"No, that would be carbon dioxide or carbon suboxide.”

_ "Carbon plays a great part in the formation of all matter. 1 do not
uite understand it. | am learning something, too. 1 do not quite un-
erstand how it can be without a particle of carbon entering into i1t.""

"Carbon in any compound would give you an organic compound ... pure
oxygen. The reason | am interest In this ozone 1s because | am looking
for a particular kind of gas to solve a certain respiratory problem,"
said the guest.

"I feel quite sure that this 0-3 will not be it unless something,
some other particle could be added to i1t, because i1t seems to me that it
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has gone through ... in order to form it, it has gone through a dehydra-
tion process. It seems the aroma, on striking the nostrils, seems quite
sharp, and would "

"The aroma is partially due to the air being cleansed by the water
from the rain ... the embrasing, Invigorating aroma is due to the ozone
" interrupted the guest.

”In what is called these chemical substances ... in the storm ...
there is a wide field for dispersion, in which it isn’t IlkqP/ that this
0-3 will become too dense and too suffocating. | believe, 1T you were

to form it, or cause it to take place in a confined place, you would
find it very unpleasant and not very easy to breathe.”

~ "And eventually cause suffocation through high concentration?” in-
quired the guest.

) "l was just wondering if one could not Inject a particle of oxygen
into it "

"l was just wondering i1f that could not be done where there was suf-
ficient moisture so as to cause that cleansing, free breathing feeling
to the lungs ”

"The question is, would 0-4 be stable? The chances of its being
stable would be very remote,” stated the guest.

"High oxygen ... it would be 0-4 ... no, | don’t think that it would
be so ... no, | don’t think 1t would be stable. There would be no way
of controlling its escape speed; that would be too great.”

"I think 0-3 is the atmosphere with something taken from it by the
action ... what is left is 0-2. You can go right out here to this Lab-
oratory where these powerful generators are working and find the same
smell of ozone. You’d definitely breathe azone ... You are breathing
the ozone that has gone through a pollinization process ... that is a
chemical action "

"I would like to talk to you further on this at a meeting where
there are fewer people, because | feel that it is not everyone’s shop
here tonight. So, 1f you do not mind, we shall take it up at another
time. Will you arrange a time to meet.

"Now, | think that we (and I shall classify myself along with you
because my interest lies in this country, for | see that i1t is the cen-
ter point for the growth of the world ... i1t is the only country that
holds a light, as dim as 1t may be at times) ... | see now that if you,
the people, will try to reach the people of Russia, and bypass the pol-
itical-religious reactors in both your country and Russia, you may be
able to pass the Iron Curtain.”
