This child was identified as Marlea,
a granddaughter, who had passed, the victim of polio, a very short
while ago. YADA promised that, later, when he was leaving, he
would try to help Marlea to speak through the Boy.)

(YADA speaks explaining the Chief): "He has a lot of feathers over his
head. He says he makes himself dress thus for you. He says for you to
try to make a contact with a medium that will use a camera, and that

he will appear in the picture if you will go to a photographic medium
for you to try that. Have you ever tried 1t?"

"No, | have never tried a spirit photograph,” replied the lady.

"Very interesting, very fascinating, and | will talk about it in a
few minutes.

"l want to say to you all this evening, there are many things iIn-
volved when you pass out of the physical body. My painting (referring
to a painting by Mark) - it is not the way | looked when I lived in
your world; 1t is the way | look now. | have adopted that attire be-
cause 1t is more pleasing to my mind, to my way of thinking. The sun,
and the love symbol below i1t, appeal to my consciousness, and that is
the way it will be with you. That which really appeals to you will you
wear and will you do."

"Then you did not have these symbols on in Yu?" asked a guest.

"No. At that time, when I Qassed out of the physical body, then I
was very old. Now | am young. ou may be young or old, whichever you
desire. It is as you again picture yourself. Mind has complete control
over matter. It has, right here in your world.”

"Anything can happen now if you wish it strongly enough?" asked a
guest.

"That is right. As | said the other evening; as you think, that
Is what you are. You mark your face and body from day to day, from mo-
ment to moment. Every thought you think causes you to move In this or
that direction; you open and close, open and close the hand; the eyes
express, and reflect each expression brought on by a motion or emotion.



The emotion, brought on by something outside, works upon the muscles

of the face. The muscles and tendons of the face lie close to the skin;
the skin becomes molded to the action of the muscles, therefore you get
certain lines in your face. If you have not, in this world today,
there probably will come a time when there will be a science of the
study of the face in which the lines will tell that person’s entire

life.”

"Like the lines of the hand do now?” inquired a guest.

"Yes."

"That happens to some people now, doesn’t it, people who have un-
derstanding, who can read your face and know you by what they read?"

"Yes. One who is inclined to be soft, easy, it shows in the mouth
and the chin and the brow. One with determination - in the chin, again;

comes in the eyes and the set of the mouth.

"How did this come about? Once, before Zoroaster came into the
world, the earth was thrown off its orbit and out into the darkness of
outer space — for many years it was so.”

"Out of the present solar system?" asked a guest.

"Yes, out of the present solar system. Those that survived prayed
for the return of the sun. As your Christian Bible now teaches, you
are praying for the return of the son - s-o-n in your case; but origin-
ally i1t was s-u-n, sun, in your English way of saying it. The people
of that time did not know that the earth had been thrown off its orbit;
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they thought the sun had just left. They thought this was because they
had done a great wrong and now the Gods were punishing them by sending
them into darkness. Then Zoroaster came, and with him came the sun
again. So he became the prophet or symbol of life, and the Wise Men
got together and did for him just as the White Brotherhood did for the
Master the Christ. Even as a baby they saw that he was a Great Being.

"Friends, look back through the history of your world, and you will
see that all teachers were born in wisdom and brought with them great
light.

"They were tears of gladness,” said E.H.
~ "Yes; much more sense than tears of sadness. Tears of sadness, |
think, from my standpoint, do not show that we understand life very
clearly. Tears of gladness, a full heart, really display the inner
feelings that can’t be expressed in words."

"She did remarkably well,” said E.H.

"Very well. | was a little amazed she did so well.”

”3he was able to recall the names of so many people. Is she doing
well there?” asked Irene.

"Very well, and the only reason she mentioned her feet feeling
heav% was that after one has been over on my side for a period, whatever
has been the matter with you when you passed over you carry the remem-
brance of it for a time; then when you come in contact with a physical
body again you are very likely to take on the feelings of the illness
you had when you passed over. However, when you leave the body of the
one you are speaking through that feeling leaves you.

"That is why you have that feeling, Mrs. R. When you are aware of
another presence you take on the feeling of that one who has been ill.
It is because that one brings that feeling with them, and coming into
contact with the physical world again the memory grows stronger, and
guite often we use 1t - we all do - as a form of ldentification. This
can happen also in telepathic work. When you are communicating telepa-
thically with someone, you are very likely to pick up any body distur-
bances or general mental disturbance ., really it is all mental distur-
bance, not body.

"How wonderful i1t is, my friends, how grand, how glorious. |If I
could have taught these thing{s when | was living in the physical body,
instead of what | did, | would feel so much happier, so much freer than
I now do. The continuity, not only of human life, but of all life, a
glorious stream, a constant, a great stream of consciousness. How easy,
really easy it would be for us to make these contacts whenever we wished
had our training from the beginning been in that direction.

"But now, ’‘ashes to ashes, dust to dust, unto dust thou must re-
turn’. And how they plant you, and then they pat you gently in the face
with a spade, and a few tears are shed, a few flowers are placed upon
the grave, and those still in the stage of what is called living go on
doing the same things they did before. Occasionally that one who has
passed beyond their vision tries for a time to awaken them to the fact
that they are not dead, but very much alive, and after they find they
can’t do it they weary of it and go about doing things more along con-
structive lines. In no state of consciousness does It gain anyone any-
thing to bat their head against a stone wall. Tears prove nothing, gain
nothln?. Of course, i1t does wash the dust out of your eyes; also, It it
iIs prolonged and deep it puts a lot of poisonous substances in your
blood stream, affects the heart, may cause high blood pressure, may
cause any number of things.

"Life is for joy, for laughter, for pleasure. Let us have a bit
of 1t. The glory of man lies not in the grave. But how are we to live
iIT we don’t know how to die, or to die if we don’t know how to live?
Why should we concern ourselves with what we are going to be; we are
not going to be anything more than we are. It is not my belief that a
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caterpillar gives much thought as to what will be the outcome of him
while he Is turning into a cocoon. Here he is, a lowly little fellow,
creeping along the ground, crawling on trees and plants of various kinds,
never dreamln% that in the course of time his form of consciousness will
cause him to bring on that state which may be called suspended animation
while he builds for himself another body, a freer body, a lighter body,
a gayer body, a more colourful one. Let us suppose that he was capable
of worrying, like a human being. ’What am | going to be? | am going to
die! | am afraid! What is this unknown quantity called death? He
never dreams that he is going to be a beautiful butterfly. But because
the body does not know something, that does not mean that the mind does
not know 1t. The mind seldom communicates the higher knowledge to the
body. The body wouldn’t have very much use for i1t. The body is afraid.
It wants to hold the form, the form it thinks it knows. Let us concern
ourselves with life, for all is life. You go into your sleep state; you
are not afraid to do this; and what is sleep but a change of conscious
awareness; that is all, and that is what death is.”

"When you pass through that stage called death do you have a wider
vision than you do in the body? Do you see more? Are you aware of more
things, more freedom, or something like that?" asked a guest.

"Indeed, yes. It is much like one stepping up from the ground
floor to the third, fourth or fifth floor of a building. You have that
much more expansion of consciousness. The one on the fTifth floor can
tell what is going to happen many blocks away, and when. The one on
the ground floor can only tell what is happening within his Immediate
vicinity. For a time, when you are first leaving the body, there is a
small period of rest, a small blank, a small void. This 1s not always
true, though. Some manage to make the transition in full consciousness.
But i1f the body has gone through long periods of illness, this break or
void is a kind of rest period In which the individual is given the op-
?or_tunity to more or less free themselves from the memory of that suf-
ering."

"Marlea seemed to be alert and awake from the beginning. Has she
had a rest period, too?" asked E.H.

"She had one while passing out of the body."
"l contacted her a half hour after she was out,"” said E.H.

"This period is extremely short, and not to be measured by your
time. | will try to express that period by saying that an individual
felt a momentar?‘/l blanking out. When you try to consider what time 1is,
you will find that that moment is an eternity, seemingly.”

"Could you explain this to me. The older granddaughter could see
her when she first came out of the body and went to see her; after
that she went to the other grandmother, and all of us saw her. How can
it be that the other granddaughter, her older sister, saw her then but
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doesn’t see her any more?” said E.H.

"Sometimes the reason we see is because that one who has passed
over has an aid or guide with them that knows how to project, to break
the wveil which lies between your state of awareness and ours. In real-
ity we do not come to you; you come to us. The Boy - he comes to us.
That is the difference.”

"I am with Marlea quite often. | see her quite often. But the
sister, who had seen her and came to me and told me afterward about it,
does not see her any more. The other grandmother and | see her, but the
sister does not,"” remarked E.H.

"Again | want to make this statement. It may be strange, but I
think that most of you here will understand it. Let us suppose that I
was still in the physical body. 1 could, on leaving my body, appear to
practically any number of people simultaneously. They would see me,
know me, recognize me. Does not this point out to you something of the
nature of what is called consciousness? It iIs the ever-aware present.

I am not out here, alone, as a single unit; | am the entire unit, all
of 1t. Do you understand what | mean? The reason why many people get
confused when such a situation arises, in which a discarnate being ap-
pears to this or that person or to several people simultaneously, is be-
cause man has been taught to believe that he iIs a body, something apart
from everything else. But he is not. Were this true communication
would be Impossible; telepathic work would be impossible; clairvoyance
would be impossible. He is not apart; he, everything, is here and now,
present, ever present. One that may be so suited for such a thing could
communicate and see and talk with anyone who has ever lived upon the
earth.

"When we speak of reincarnation, we have to ask ourselves what is
meant by that. What reincarnates? What returns? Nothing returns. It
has never left. Only the belief has been suspended, that is all. We
can understand all that even better when we consider that this that you
walk around here in, iIs consciousness, and not space and time. It is
odd, is i1t not, that we are all willing to accept one theory and reject
another, and both of them are equally ridiculous. Perhaps we Just have
to decide what we wish to believe in, and whatever we believe in, that
is right, it is true, i1t is honest, 1t exists. Otherwise you could not
believe in it.

”In this somewhat ponderous writing, in part the author attempts to
show how words can become imbedded In the consciousness and create physi-
cal disturbances gears later. How did your earth and all the heavenly
bodies come into being? Your Christian Bible said something like this,

"How much longer time do you think the males will have a chance to
pursue the females in our present civilization?” asked a guest.

CONTROL: PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT (10:15 P.M.)

"Ladies and gentlemen, I do not know that 1 can hold onto this man’s
body for very long, but I shall do my best. 1 am your former President
of the United States, Franklin Roosevelt. | had the honor to do a little
talking through a medium in the east; the lady’s name was Margaret
Lewis. | spoke to a man there, Dr. J. Gilbert Wright, a retired chemist,
(See BSRA No. 12-A, Two Inventors Return) and told him that 1 must have
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another medium to speak through, one that | could use more efficiently
than | could use her. | needed this other, because | had something of
importance to say to the people of my country.”

RC); they are doing
what they think is right. The road to Rome is through the confessional

box. | do not desire that any of you should feel insulted or hurt if
you, by chance, belong to that organization. But there i1s no hope for
a true democracy -- a true freedom in which fear will not exist -- uhtil

these two factions are put down. Many of you who do not know the inner
secret power of the Catholic Church will doubt me, gravely doubt me.”

"Forrestal. What of him? He died. . ¢« " said Meade Layne.

"Not of his own choosing though, do you think?" asked a sitter.
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"This man was the victim of dirty politics. There are more ways
than one of murdering an individual,” replied Roosevelt.

"Do you think our Secretary of State, Dean Acheson, is being per-
secuted in the same way?" asked Harriet.

"Frankly, 1 do,” replied Roosevelt. "l have much to say to you
but I cannot stay longer now.” Control withdraws.

At the time of the publication of this seance transcript, almost
15 years after it was received, BSRAssociates may have forgotten that
our first Secretary of Defense, James B. Forrestal, was an apparent
suicide in 1949, over a year before President Roosevelt made the above
statement. It is too bad this Irish Catholic and Wall Street banker
couldn’t have come through himself to make a few statements about his
actual passing. Forrestal was imprisoned on one of the upper floors
of the Navy Hospital at Bethesda, Maryland — because of alleged vio-
lent behavior during his supposed illness — and was found dead of a
broken neck one morning on the roof of one of the lower floors of the
hospital. The story given out to the public was that he had jumped to
his death from his room on the upper floor.

It is possible that President Roosevelt had come through earlier
during the month of November 1950; for at the top of the typewritten
transcript of 11/24/50 (Page 28 of this published series) is the nota-
tion: "Rest of Notes Hissing"” and "First two pages of this sent to Mrs.
Franklin D. Roosevelt, 12/16/50". What, 1f any, effect these words from
beyond the grave had on Mrs. Roosevelt then is unknown at this time.
