(First speaking, as usual, in the Yu language). "The Yu tongue is
the mother of all languages; and yet, if we are going to accept that
statement, the question will come as to where the Yu language came from.

"We have often thought how much better off Man would be if he con-
cerned himself only with his own time and what to do with 1t. If you
all concentrated on living in love and kindness with your fellowman,
ou would not need anything else; for to follow the law of love will
ead to everything else. Vistas will be opened Uﬁ to you without stress
or strain. Every difficulty that Man goes through would disappear if
he lived according to the Law of Love. The greatest trouble with your

"And now with this great chaos coming upon your Earth you expect
to pray yourselves out of it! An act has been committed — an act —
and for every act there is a re-action; and because you do not know the
laws of life, the laws of consciousness, you cannot stop this which is
to be. Man started this condition with his greed and lust and malice,
and now that this greed and lust and malice has turned upon him and
will rend him, he wants to pray. Few have tried to allign themselves
with God for the good of their fellowmen; few have thought of spirit
until they were in a dilemma that made them fearful. Then they started
to think; then they wanted to call on God. And because they have not
learned, they think that God is a Being out here, not realizing that He
Is within them.

"I know, friends, that we have said these things over and over and
over; but it is necessary to keep repeating them so that you may take
them into your everyday life. Your service is needed to your fellowman.

"l know there are many in your land and in others where some are
saying, ’Let us go and drop an atom bomb on China”, and the Chinese and
the Russians are saying the same thing about you — for Russia, as you
know, is behind the Chinese in this conspiracy to keep the world in
slavery to a few — and there is a clique in your country that is work-
ing with them.
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"We do not come to criticize; we come to make clear the picture as
it is, without pretense. Do you think that wars in your world do not
affect us over here? They do — because you are sending thousands upon
thousands over here who are utterly unprepared, ignorant of life, and it
is a heartbreaking thing. So many have not the slightest knowledge of
the truth of life, the meaning of it all, and often they do not even
know they are out of the physical body. And many do not want to be out
of 1t and they make scenes that are beyond description.

"Do you think a Chinaman, a Russian, a German, an Englishman, an
American are any different just because they were born into a certain
environment? They are all the same, all of God.

"From the days of Genghis Khan, Napoleon, Alexander the Great, Hit-
ler — go back to those days and what do you find? The people fighting
the wars started by the war-lords in order that the war-lords might gain
more power over the people. Greed, lust, desire for power. And, of
course, the war-lords always tell the people that they are fighting out
of loyalty to their country, to their homes. Who put that country and
those homes in Jeopardy? The leaders themselves.

j‘Me/] friends, the time may come when you will have to take part in
the' fighting. We ask only that you do not ever Kkill in hate. You may
have to kill another or else he will Kill you, but we plead with you to
try to do what you must with some detachment; to go through the act with-
out thinking of it, if you must Kill. The act will be what you make it.

"Now," speaking to Harriet, "will you read that which you have in
your hand?"

(Harriet reads part of nex”spaper article on theory advanced by Dr.
E.J. Workman, president of New Mexico School of Hines, and Dr. V.J.
Schaefer, General Electric physicist, that volcanic dust "seeded" clouds
over the entire world, producing precipitation and creating the Ice Age:
"Unusual volcanic activity prior to the Ice Age may have served to Till
the atmosphere with so many particles that, as in over-seeding with sil-
ver iodine, so little rain fell that a gigantic blanket of ice particles
was interposed between the sun and earth .,. This no doubt had the ef-
fect of halting the normal transfer of heat between the Equator and the
Poles. The upshot of these and other factors would have been the forma-
tion of innumerable glaciers in the north and south.”

"No, no — this great blanket of ice around the earth turned it into
a great tropical condition. It did not close out all of the sun’s heat
by any means, but i1t did keep out the terrific storms that rent the Earth
before the first Ice Age. Then this é:]reat blanket gave way and descended
upon the Earth. But before it reached the Earth, it sent out such a ter-
rific charge of cold that it froze everything where they stood. This
idea that these glaciers broke away from the North and South Poles and
descended — no, that is not so. | think you have had some discoveries
in recent years of animals frozen in their tracks with grass still in
their stomachs.
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"The atmosphere was full of dust particles, from the grinding of
the rocks together — Then came great rain storms; the earth was racked
from end to end by rains such as you have not the faintest ideas of now.
Waves the size of mountains swept the Earth, and darkness was upon the
Earth for years and years. Then when the rains stopped and the sun
shone again, it took up great quantities of water into the atmosphere.
For then there was no ionized belt — no sheath or envelope around the
Earth until after the first Ice Age.

"Your Christian Bible, for some reason, does not tell the complete
story. | do not know why, except that certain individuals — such as
the Emperor Constantine — followed their own wishes as to what should
be included and what omitted. Yes, Constantine did call together 3,700
bishops to write the bibles to go into the Bible — and then finally he
sent away all but 300. And do you know how these bibles were put to-
gether? They were all set down, and then Constantine said, ’Go away,
now, and we will let God choose which of these shall be used.” And you
can guess what ’God’ did!

"Again, let me remind you that we of the ’Inner Circle’ do not ask
you to take our word for this, or anything. We know that many of your

Christian teachers have said, ’I am the light; follow me!* — meaning
something entirely different from what the Great Master, the Christ,
meant. I AM, the Light — yes, meaning ’I All* — the | am of you —

Is God, is Light.

"Every one of you can only seek the God you feel is right. If we
should try to stop you, we would be committing an evil; if we tried to
force our idea of God upon you, you are not prepared for i1t, and you
would resent i1t, and rightly so. For you have to find out for yourself
what is truth. Now, have any of you something to ask me?”

(Harriet reads from letter from Mrs. F.E.D. a question concerning
some mystery of special occult significance regarding Mt. Shasta.)

”In long past times, the Earth had a continent upon it, an island
continent, called Atlantis, and also Lemuria. When Lemuria went down,
was destroyed by fire and water, some of the Lemurians escaped.

If they
were, probably they would be set upon, called witches, or devils — be-
cause their wisdom would show up the unhealthy condition of the so-
called leaders.
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"These ﬁeople who come from civilizations that have been destroyed
in the past have hideaways in the body of the Earth, because they know
that Man is still largely in a savage state. As | said earlier — 1if
you would go back only to this one law, the Law of Love which your Master
Christ taught, you would attain the Christ-consciousness much quicker
than in any other way."

"How can we attain that great Universal Love?" Inquired Harriet.

"By the practice of detachment. As long as you let your emotions
rule you, you will be fluctuating between love and hate; and as long as
you have hate In your consciousness, you cannot have the Christ-conscious
ness. This is what your Bible means when it says, ’The Lord thy God is
a jealous God.” And this ’God is not a Being out here in space. No,
my friends, It is within yourself; it is all within you — that God of
Love, or the King of Darkness, of black magic. You have the choice.”

It within us, or operating from outside?" asked a guest.

"Friends, | shall have to leave you now, for | have used up all the
energy that the Boy should give. Someone else will come to renew his
(_anerg?/._ But before leaving, | should like to say something — without
instilling fear in your hearts, | must tell you that this war in Korea is
not to end there — but you are to live day by day, to the best of your
ability. Enjoy your life as much as you can without bringing harm to
your fellowman until such time as the war itself pulls you into its vor-
tex. Do not anticipate i1t! You do not know whether you will live here
tomorrow; you can know only the present moment, no other. So, let us
live what i1s before us at the moment, and find joy in i1t! Friends, do
not forget laughter! It is food, food for the soul. Good evening."

CONTROL: PROF. ALFRED LUNTZ:

~ "Hello! | say that like an American, don’t 1? Friends, | was lis-
tening to your discussion (about the Catholic Church) a few moments ago,
and now | suppose | should say something intelligent about it — but whe-

ther | can say anything more intelligent than what you have said, only
you can judge.

"l think you all know that | went through many years of my life
teaching of what | believe of God, and the principles of God, and of the
Master, Jesus the Christ. Now | do not hold for any denomination; | can-
not see that any one is better than any other. There is this, however,
which you have to contend with in mankind in general — and that is whe-
ther you are going to allow a vast and wealthy denomination to force you
into their domination and hold you there.

"It is not so important what comes from these different denomina-
tional teachings — but Man is now in a period of growth more important
than anﬁ other in his histor%. He must now come up out of what is called
belief by faith into belief by knowing.
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"When the time comes for you to leave this Earth, it will not mat-
ter a tinker’s dam to what denomination you belong. For you cannot take
anyone with you; you must make that journey alone ... When you are haled
into court for some offence, you are not asked, ’Did you know that what
you did was wrong and against the law? They will want to know only one
thing: Are you, or are you not guilty? The police officer saw you
break the law, and it is his duty to bring testimony against you. And
the penalty for your act you will have to pay. Now, your actions while
in the physical body shall become as the police officer. They shall tes-
tify against you. And who shall be the judge to listen to this testi-
mony? Your own conscience. Your conscience will be the judge and the
jury — and it will do a fine job! It will sentence you to such a pun-
ishment that fire and brimstone will be mild compared to it.

”"As you probably know, not only the Catholics, but the Hunas, the
Berber tribes of Africa, and others, have what is called the confessional
box, in order to relieve the individual of what the psychologists call
a ’guilt complex”. This is well, this is necessary. It is possibly the
most beautiful thing in any of the religions.

”So, you see, | do not denounce either any religion as a religion,
nor any particular part of it as being necessarily wrong; and | do not
uphold most of It as being necessarily right. But this is our contention:
that any religion that has any knowledge of the truth of life, it is
their duty to God to see that they give it to God’s people. The moment
they hold it back, they are in so much holding people in slavery.”

If one becomes a drug or liquor addict, one will come to him
from this side who will aid and abet him and take much enjoyment in it.

"Of course, the Law works in the same way for the one who wishes to
overcome the drug or alcohol habit. Immediately one will come to his aid,
will be with him to help at all times, to give strength and support when
needed. *

"Yes, she will have help, and I mlyself will go and do what | can.
Also, a little prayer on the part of all of you will not go amiss.”

"Is not that the law under which Alcoholics Anonymous works — in
that one who has suffered from and overcome this habit gives his help to
the other — his spiritual help?" asked a guest,

"Yes, that is it. Prayer — what are the mechanics of prayer —
how does i1t work? Let us say we have a part of a contry that is suffer-

ing from drought — there has not been a drop of rain for months, the
earth is parched. Then a little group gets together — or possibly only
one man or one woman — and they pray. Now, my friends, if these pray-

ers are not done right, the reaction, or the answer to the may be as dis-
concerting or as dangerous as the drought.

"l believe such cases have been put on record where a group has
prayed for rain, and rain has come — come in great torrential downpours.
So greatly did it rain that it took away most of the top-soil, drowned
people, washed away railroad beds — rained incessantly for days. What
went wrong? Where was God? What was He thinking of? Hmmm! He was
present. He was doing all right. He knew what was going on — but He
gave in the amount asked for. The people, seeing the dry condition of
the earth and the length of time it had been that way, misunderstood the
lav/ of bountifulness, of supply.

"Dear Friends, i1t is an honor for me to be here to talk with you
again. (Commenting on the subject of audience conversation, and emitting
a soundless whistle) ... Yes, that is life. Life, and if you wish to
add, death. Anyone who ever asks you to explain life and death, you need
say no more than ’*whoosh”. No words are needed for those that think; it
iIs those of us who do not think who ask for explanations. We wander
around in what we call the physical-chemical world, and we feel we are
living. This is Life, we say. Of death — when we are young we seldom
think of 1t ... but as we pass, (I do not say ’as time passes’ but as we
pass) we begin to think a little more about 1t. It begins to dawn upon
us that there is a possibility that we too may have to go through that
state. But youth seldom realizes that any moment, any tick in time may
be the last for us in this particular state of consciousness we call the
physical world. Youth certainly has no criterion for the value of life
iIn the physical world. So we must try to train the young ones to real-
ize that there is no death, so that as they advance ... what you call
grow with years, they shall be without that fear in their hearts and
minds. How free and Independent does this knowledge make usl

"If we are to take that attitude to life, we must take it to all
things in life .. transitory. Nothing is static. Of course, many of
those who are supposed to be our teachers have a static brain; therefore,
they wish to shut out the thought of change, and in shutting 1t out of
their minds they endeavor to shut it out of their pupils’ minds.

It is
as i1t iIs, and that is all there is to be said about it. You may discuss
with another your ideas, in a quiet manner, but never become heated about
It, for you can prove nothing. None of us proves anything to another.
We, as individuals, acquire that proof, and it comes from within. It is
one of the greatest causes for so much of your evil in the world, not
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only today but ever since the world existed in this particular form or
period.

What is
the principle at work in the universe? Is there a deeper law that gov-
erns?

"No, | do not think so — but you speak as if | were an Intelligence;
I am only a piece of intelligence. But no, sir — there is no such pre-
diction ﬁossible, for the man and the atom, as well, are both so unstable
that nothing can be surely predicted about them.

CONTROL: YADA DI SHI’ITE: (After sgeaking animatedly in YU language
and gmr;g through a pantomime which brings on much laughter among those
present):

"Good evening, friends. Time for laughter, and time for serious
considerations.”

"Thanks for the show, Yada,” remarked Mr. Alling.

"All of life is a show. But to get to the business of the evening.
It appears we are about to get some cohesion in this work, eh? Scattered
we do nothing; concentrating and cooperating, we do much. Your efforts,
sir, (to CLA) and what you are doing bring you the sincere appreciation
of the ’Inner Circle’ — though that is a poor expression of our feel-
ing.

"I am glad to know that. He might be very helpful in getting the
tax-free status of the Corporation established, as well as the Corpora-
tion itself, as soon as possible.

"There is one thing more that the ’Inner Circle’ has been consider-
ing; we have been thinking of the possibility of travel for the Boy, in
orderlgo get these thoughts widely spread. Does that meet with your ap-
proval?"

"We shall state those purposes very specifically in the charter, in
the articles of incorporation. We shall have to be very careful and give
our best thought to that. | have written out a few statements which |
feel are necessary. For one thing, that the Foundation does not advocate
any ?articular system of thought, nor any set of conclusions as being the
final truth; nor do we oppose any system of thought or any set of conclu-
sions which anyone may wish to hold, except such as may be considered
subversive of established government. It will be stressed that our sole
function is to further scientific research in the areas of seemingly
supra-normal phenomena ..."" stated Hr. Alling.
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"A period there and (in small letters), ’There is no such thing as
the supernatural or supernormal’.”

(Yada speaks aside, in the Yu language, qpﬁarently to other members
of the ’Inner Circle’ then resumes In English.)

"One other stipulation we would ask you to place there, sir: that
we shall not have to speak through the Boy in any church.”

We must stand for what we feel to be truths; not to attack
anyone, but to make the statements of our thought clear and decisive, and
let them take what stand they will from there.”

"The next question to be taken up, then, is the name — Do you ap-
rove of ’Borderland Sciences Research Associates”, which is already
nown — or ’Borderland Sciences Research Foundation’?" asked Mr. Alling.

"The latter Is much the better."

"Yes, the Borderland Sciences Research Foundation is much the bet-
ter, | feel too", said Meade, "but we might have a by-line, perhaps, say-
ing Formerly Borderland Sciences Research Associates,* so i1t will be
clear that this is not a rival organization."

"l have jotted down some points | should like to take up with you.
My thought is that the control of the activities should be vested in a
small ’Executive Board,* made up, perhaps, of Meade Layne, Max Freedom
Long, Mark Probert, Harriet Foster, and Edward Schultz, it he should be
able to join us here.
