Yada: ''Good evening, my friends. It is good again to be here."

They: '"Good evening, Yada.'

Yada: ''Carl, nice to see you again, sir.

Carl: '"Nice to be here, sir."

Yada: ''Looking well, even though you haven t been very well.

You must have good recuperative powers.

Carl: '"There was a lot of fresh air that I recently imbibed in."
Yada: '"Oh. Especially in your time, in your cities, where fresh
air is a rarity."

He+ "It certainly is."

Yada: '"Uh, I have been listening to your talking here and the

word telegnostlc . In my humble opinion a very expldnatorv word
and it far surpasses the very outdated word 'medium’' -- which
Mark has always ob;ected to. So, the hot days of his objections
have come to an end.

She: '"Do you feel that it meets the requirements as much as any
other word we could have right now? Without coining a new one?"
Yada: "I think so. I think so, and it is better that you do not
have to coin one, as you put it; because it is where anyone who
wishes to know its various meanings can find 1t. It is therefore
not what would be classified as a “bastard word.'

She: "It can be looked up in the dictionary."
He: ''Yes, this can be found."
Yada: ''Yes, and, as I said, it has far greater meaning to it,

intelligent thought behind it. Of course the Greeks were always
noted for their naming things. They were, I think, obsessed with
that idea, not to leave anything go unnamed; because when it is

He: '"Yes, this is true."
Yada: ''Yes."
He: "Truer than you suppose.'

Yada: '"'Now, today in your America you also are obsessed with
naming things, but the trouble is that you also fall into the be-
lief that the thing is what it is named. Last night I had the
pleasure of going with Mark and Annie to a lecture by a man who
considers himself pretty smart in his own field; but his smart-
ness is dead, because it has no love in it, no -- no -- no soft-
ness so that it would not hurt someone; and as the majority of

us are surveyors we are constantly open to being hurt, and there-
fore rejecting that which hurts us. (Pause for passing airliner)

COLD AS A LABORATORY

Annie: 'Mark and I are always comparing how we feel we feel after
your lecture and now it felt there last night."

Yada: ''Yes, the whole room there was as cold as what my honorable
colleague, Alfred luntz, calls a laboratory. Hah, hah. You
Americans pronounce it differently." (Luntz was an English clergy-
man in his last life. The accent is on the second sylable.)

He: "Yes."

Yada: '"'Everybody seem to be like what you call a fly on the point
of a pin, Being examined, with no thought of the possible suffer-
ing that a pin pushed in to you would make you suffer., Now, I am
always for truth, for facts -- as closely as the human can get to
facts; but I am not for getting these facts in a cold, indifferent
way where the talker has no campassion for the one he is talking
to., It is all right to be detached from life in the laboratory,
but a human is not subject to a laboratory test to see what make
him tick.

"Every time this is tried, and has been many times and still is,
by what you call your psychiatrists, your psychologists, your
physical methods -- every time it is tried it leaves behind a
being that is something less than human. It has taken from him
and given him nothing in return.

"But so often, men, humans do this sort of thing. Those who enter
into the practice of it, in due course find themselves skewered on
the tip of the pin by some one else, and they are labeled them-
selves., When we are young and healthy we have all the necessary
things to make our lives comfortable. We seldom think of the many
around us who do not have these things. We do not know. We are

not aware that we are excusing others. Our minds are not 'with
it’ because our stomachs are full.

IF YOU WOULD THINK, DONT EAT!

"As you know, & full stomach does mot help us to think. The yogin,
when he sets to practice communication with the Higher Conscious-
ness, first thing he does is stop eating. Then he starts ancther
kind of breathing, and between the lack of food in the stomach

and this new way of breathing he sets his psyche loose from his
physical self and flys through the air with the greatest of ease."

{Chuckles from the group.)

“For it is known that the lack of food causes such changes in the
blood that the brain does not get the proper nourishment, and so
this makes one -- to use American word -- giddy. Hum hum. Giddy,
is nice word. Then taking in the blood adds to this giddiness,
or excessive dizziness, where we are without control. But after
a time the body adjusts to the change and the yogin feels great
comfort which he didn't feel while attached to his body with

food -~ and getting the air that only the upper half of the lungs
give us.

"It is best to go on a fast and purify the body, meaning getting
the excessive toxins out of the lower half of the lungs, the
lower levels. DBecause few of us breathe more than half way into
the lungs, those lower levels in some way or another, in one way
or another are carrving infectious diseases.

"Now, to go back to the man who talking last night. The man who
believes that reality is that which the senses tell us is =-- and
that is all -- that's the limit of reality. He says, naturally
where there is nothing there is no consciousness. Where there is
no consciousness there 1s nothing.

"What he should have said is, there is no thing, not the word
nothing. There is no thing, meaning singular. He is cut off
from the sensory world, but this man did not say that. To him
there is nothing else but the sensory world. He is all right
if he wants to believe that. He has to live with it, yes? And
anyone else who follows him."

She: '"The saddest part of the whole lecture was the question

and answer period. He kept talking about the reality of con-
sciousness, his identity; and over and over he kept using this
definition to describe the word. Finally, one man sent up a ques-
tion: 'Well, what is reality?’ And instead of trying to attempt
an answer, the lecturer replied, 'Obviously, this man doesn't
know, so how could I tell him? That's enough of that question.
Next? ' (Murmur of chuckles and comment from the group) That was
the most human part of the whole lecture!'

Yada: '"'That I wanted to cry out Cassida! But to what end do
we object to another's dream, eh? Are we going to stop him from
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that dream? He trapped in it -- same as we are if we get into
the dream. We're trapped in it. You want to share my dream?
You have to believe and accept things that I do. To the extent
you do not you are an outsider; so you and 1 cannot understand
one another.

TRY TO REASON WITH YOUR DREAM

""Man- has all kinds of real paths that he runs off on to see if
he can find a way out of his, of his dream, because he doesn't
like it. Seldom do we -~ or an individual -- seldom do we stop
and try to reason with our dream. We let it happen to us. We
put no consciousness on it, no self-awareness; so is it any
wonder we cannot understand our dream? Not being able to under-
stand it, we cannot face it,

"My friends, anything I say, this is still a class, a study of
life. It is your right to object at any time to anything I say.
Only thing is I suggest that you tell me why you object. You
may have ideas that I do not have. The only way I can recognize
them is if you speak. Object. I cannot dream your dream for
you. Everything I tell you is coming from my dream, by my ex-
periences, in my dream,

"Can you use any of my dream? If you can, you and 1 are that
mich closer together.'
He: "I can ask a question, Yada."

Yada: ‘''Yes, please."

He: ''How does one apply the lever of awareness, to a dream
situation?"

Yada: ‘'‘Accepting the fact that this is a dream in the physical
world?"

He: '"Oh, yes. I do this, but how does one apply the lever of
awareness?’

Yada: "By staying awake. By being aware, feeling it, knowing
that you are doing this. You are doing that. Not somebody else."

He: '"Oh, yes. This is valid."

Yada: '"Yes, I think so. You know that it is you, the dreamer,
doing the dream. Here still the expression comes in: I am that.
For whatever you are doing that is what you are.

"Now this man apparently knows nothing about the wider state of
awareness, He has circumscribed his consciousness, limited it to
the lower consciocusness. He runs the sensory track and that is
all -- and that in a limited way."
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He: 'Well, when you first started telling the story the first
thought that went through my mind was that could this man even
face his own shadow?"”

OH SLEEPER AWAKE!

Yada: "I do not think he has to because he does not even recog-
nize his shadow. He is in a kind of =-- excuse it please this is
not a criticism of him but of a fact of him -- he is in a kind of
a ~~?s&e %f I can getting the proper English word -- uh -- coma-
tose! -=

He: ''Yeah!"

Yada: ' -- state."

He: ''In other words, a state of asleepness."

Yada: ‘'Now, who is to wake him up? Hm hm, nobody. He can only

wake himself up. You or I, we could talk to him so long as he
lives in the phvsical world and it would make no impression. He
wouldn't hear our words. Not just hearing the sound, but hearing
their in -- but recognize the deeper mean&ng of w01ds, so how
you going to reach him. You're nmot. I'm not.

‘And more. I have no interest to. No interest. It is not my
business. It becomes my business only if he come to me and ask
me, my thoughts on the matter. Then I tell him only what I feel
he can grasp, no more; for that would only send him into a deeper
Lrance.

"You have to use something called judgment of another human being
and their capacity for br@akthreugh awareness. Where are they
on the Path? This man's talk of the nothingness of metaphysics
and of occult thlﬂklﬂ& But I grant him of the nothingness of
these things, for him. You know, when you have someone in the
hypnotic state you can tell them anything and if you want them

to believe it you have to suggest that they believe it. This

is the way it is, it is, itis. Oh yes, it is. Pretty soon he
will be doing, Oh yes, it is.

"The mind is subject, by its nature, to the note of suggestion.”
He: '"And these can be verbal or non-verbal."

Yada: '""That is right. It can come simply from the feeling with-
in ocurselves. This is what I call attitudes, emotional attitudes,
Two and two is four, but is it? Yau cannot have two apples, and
two bananas, and say that's four; but four objects, yes; but that's
all you are getting. The nature Gf the objects ceases to exist
then. You're not taking them into consideration.

"Something more. In another dimension of time we can find that
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two and two is eight. It may jump that way in other dimensions.

THE FIFTH DIMENSION

"You can see a square or a cube from all four sides simultaneously.
Here you can only see two, or perhaps three, depending on what
level you are with the cube.

"We see someone coming towards us. We assume the front and then,
from assuming the front, we assume they have a back; but we do
not know this. We know it only by assumption. Wouldn't it be
disturbing to discover there was no back? How thin must a thing
be to have no back? Surely a front suggests a back.

"So much of life in the physical world depends upon the senses.
This is the law of the physical world and this is what this man
failed to mention, the Law of things. Now we speak of the Law of
the Senses. The senses seldom tell us the truth of the external
world. Because one of the greatest and beginning truths of the
external world is that it is not externmal =-- any more than any
other world. It is a mental product."

He: "In other words interiorized."

Yada: "That is right. It is called existance in consciousness.
Same as a dream. Existance in consciousness. Only thing is that
few people have learned to be aware, self-aware in the dream,

what you call the sleep dream. Once you have mastered this you
will find that all states of consciousness are locked in one state
of consciousness.”

He: "A gigantic collective."

Yada: "'That is right. How you say in Latin, E Plubrius -- 2"

He: "I've got a dollar here -- "

She: “E Pluribus Unum.''
He: '"Right, E Pluribus."

Yada: "Hah hah. It sounds like a sound made when you hiccup.
Hah hah. But again, but of the English language and other lan-
guages have their roots in the Latin and Roman -- what you call,
what you call -- "

She: '"Derivation?”

Yada: "Yes, thank you. =-- or in short, in English, many in one.
This is existance itself, many states, many conditions in onme,
that one being Mind -- but mostly called consciousness. Self-
awareness. There are many things that are conscious, but do not
have self-awareness."
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He: ''Well actually the Dallas technique of simply sitting and
going to the Great Mind is the most advantageous technique."

vada: ''Yes, but there are few that can accomplish it."
He: 'Oh it's tough.'
Yada: ''Hah hah! Tough, he said. Hah hah."

She: ''Yada said a couple of weeks ago that 'One of the best
roads to Mysticism was to withdraw from that which causes pain,'
forget the rest. =-- I added the 'forget the rest'.'" (Burst of
laughter from the group.)

HOW TO TURN OFF PAIN

Yada: "It is good that you did because pain is a sticky sub-
stance. It is extremely difficult to withdraw from it, but there
are techniques by which we may suffer less. But in performing
this we, we must leave our bodies in a inert position. We must
then lock up all the germs and put a mental guard on it while

we live apart from it.

"But the trouble is with that, you have to come back to it some
times. Unless you learn some way of making the body better, all
you do is come back to a sick body."

He: '"Question now, Yada?"

Yada: ''Yes."

He: '"Among the Pennsylvania Dutch there are some who have a way
of locking the head, and when they lock the head they cannot hear

anything. Now if they can lock the head why cant it be dome with
all the other five senses and still walk around just like a zombie."

Yada: '"'"Pardon, like a what?"
He: '"'Zombie." (Laughter)
Another He: '"That's exactly what you said!"

Yada: ''This is being done all the time! (More laughter) Tell
us more (and he switches to the Yu language for a moment)."

He: '"They are just like an animated piece of flesh, with no feel-
ing, no sensation at all -~ and if he can do that why is it ne-
cessary to have the body rigid when a person goes into a self-
induced trance?"” '

Yada: ''To protect the body from being injured in its state of
blackness, unawareness. Uh, you see in the first place what cause
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pain in the body is unawareness. In the many things that we do,

in whatever realm of consciousness we exist in, 1if we live in
unawareness of ourselves, then we are unaware of what things really
are around us; and so we take all kinds of negative attitudes to
things that make us ill, put us under excessive pressure., That's
what illness is, excessive pressure.

KNOW YOUR CHEMICAL NATURE

"And it can come to ordinary rumning away, when there is a better
way of doing this when we will not be running away all the time.
One of the ways is to learn the chemic =~ Hah hah, I do hic =--
(laughter) -- is to know your chemical nature; so that you will
know what kinds of foods to put into it.

"Now to know this we must first know the nature of our emotional
self, and how we are moved emotionally? What started our not
thinking but just acting? Largely our bad conditioning which make
us not want to face what is, at any given moment. What is! What
is our attitude to our experiences? It is important for us to
know this because we can very deliberately blind ourselves to

the is-ness around us simply because we do not like it. It does
not do more than hurt us. And we do not like pain so we try to
run from it.

"You see the things, the most natural things, when frightening
to one, are dangerous, a threat to our existance. So, to avoid
this sort of thing, of being frightened all the time, we must
stand and face things to try to know what they really are, in-
stead of just assuming what they are by a moment of scanning
them -~ because we do not want to look too close. They may hurt
us more.

“"This man took in none of this in his talk last night. He as-
sumed that the human being is a mechanical computer, with no,
no heat, no warmth."

He: 'Maybe he was getting a look at himself."

Yada: '"Yes, but I do not think he liked it, even in himself,
Not really. The man carried an air about him that was not con-
vincing to me that he accepted what he was saying and that he
was happy with it, that it at all pleased him, really."

He: “Perhaps he had too much intellectual training, Yada."
Yada: '"Oh I am sure of that. Ummm -- "

He: "I know, I think this reflects on his bank account."

Yada: "As I said earlier, when we are hungry we camnot think.
It's no time to think., We cannot get enough blood to the brain
to think with. And if we overstock our stomachs we crowd the
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‘rain, and cloud the brain. We make it weighty. We press our
setter emotions. A half-full stomach is much more healthy to the

hndy than a constant full stomach."

BRING YOUR OWN CADUCEUS WITH YOU
ne: '""You want another question, Yada?"

Yada: ''Yes, please."

rne: ''On Christmas Day, 1965 in the Philippines there was a woman
who gave birth to triplets. The first one was a boy. The second

a girl and the third was a snake. How come?"

Yada: ''That was a throwback to the Garden of Eden.' (Laughter)

He: ''Now this happened in the family once before. A cousin of

this woman gave birth to a child and a snake.

They killed the

snake and the child died. Now, this child will sicken if the
snake is taken away from it; so they keep it in a cage by the
little girl's bed. They have named the girl Jesusa (Hay-soo-

sa) and the snake is Jesus (Hay-soos)."

Ixclamations of astonishment, consternation and disbelief from

the group, including "Jesus Christ!"

Another He: 'Where did you hear this?"

He: ''Fate Magazine.'

Yada: "It came over with its own Caduceus."

Another He: ''The Caduceus got detached!"
(More laughter)

She: ''Yada, what is that?"

Yada: "It is that Nature does not like mis-
takes. Now this may appear to be a mistake.

It may therefore be called a freak of Nature,

but all through the ages of creation have
been numerous series of mistakes made by Na-
ture, producing human children, animals,

snakes, all kinds of things because all kinds

of things are in the mind of the Creator;
and they sometimes take side doors to get
through."

He: '"This is a very incompatible situation.'

Yada: "It is!" And it will be more so
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for American doctors.”
He: "Oh yah, this would really break up the crowd." (Laughs)
Yada: '"Oh, yes."

Another He: '"It's real dangerous to be a married man because
you might become the father of a snake."” (More laughter)

He: "I was going to say , I didn't think."

She: '"Does that come mainly through the father? When you said
‘the attitude of the creator'?" ‘

Yada: '"'Now consider this a moment. Uh, out of thought what is
the substance used when we enter, that makes any living object?
Something called genes. Genes -- "

He: '"But even before that there are just two points of fire."

Yada: "'That is right. Now the snake is a genetic being also,
as the human; but you might say it is of entirely different
status. How can animal be born from a human? Even though there
have been cases of animal relationships with humans, or humans
with animals. It has been believed by your biological world
that the sperm of these two different species do not 'take' --

I think is the word. But that is an assumption due to priestly
thoughts of what a human is, superior being; but he -- to the
priest -- he is superior only where it interests the priests'
teachings of creation."”

He: ''The human being contains all forms of existence, from the
most primitive up to man, and at one point in the development of
this foetus, at the development of the serpent stage, something
goes wrong and the serpent force becomes dominant and it develops
into a snake instead of a child.'

Yada: "'This is good."

Another He: ''In other words you are saying that the field of
evolution was short cut at that stage in the development of that
embryo?"

He: '"Yeah. It was sidetracked somewhere. Hah hah hah."

Yada: ''Yes."

She: "Well, in the case of multiple births of humans, there lS,
for each tlme there is a division there is less potent energy.'

He: '"'It all depends on whether there is an abnormal uterine sac
or not. This could be biped. This can be -~ this can have all
sorts of anatomically weird construction."

Yada: ''Yes, and again you can see there, with this kind of think-
ing, we can see where it is possible for virgin births. It has
been shown in your medical world where there have been spongy
growths in the uterus that contained bits of hair and pieces very
well developed fingers -- "

He: ''Boney particles.'
Yada: ' -- Yes -- "
He: '"But these occur in the fallopian tubes of the abdominal

cavity, though, dont they?"

Yada: ''Yes, they do, and indeed too there are times when the,
the foetus lodges in the fallopian tubes. Here it is not pos-
sible to have a living birth. The development has to be removed
like you would remove a growth. Yet, a fully developed human
has been found in the fallopian tubes.

He: "By virtue of the fact the tube contained demetrium which
allowed the central structure to develop.'

Yada: '""That is right. Yes."

She: "We have been able to create parthenogenesis ~-- that virgin
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birth type thing with turkeys. There have been experiments with
turkeys in which offspring have been created without spermatozoa."

He: ''Yeah, this is the downfall of man in the world today, hah
hah hah. No need for him."

TO UNDERSTAND, FIND THE LAW OF IT

Yada:  "But all of this does not deny the fact that there is Law
here. Never will you find any kind of what seems to be mistake
made by Nature that you cannot trace it back to some lLaw, and
when you find the law of it then you understand its source and
why.

"Man has given birth to all manner of what seem to be freakish
beings, or beings not of his species, snakes, beings like horses,
beings like goats, sheep -- " 1

Yada: '0Oh, yes, and calves that were born from natural cows,
and not from mating with humans, or even with dogs, but look
like dog, acted like dog. So here, right here, you have in
this -- outside there ~-- ladies present -- next house. Some
rose pollen was put on lemon tree and produced lemons that had
petals! That tried to make like a -- " (Much laughter)

He: '"Bitter sweet, huh?"

Yada: '"The rose was a lemon. (Sudden shift to his Yu language,
to consult with his teacher, Kethra?) Sete kwala. E ne kee tee
e sin? Ummm., Au kee e se, Au kee., I must withdraw for a
moment, please, huh? (Murmur of assent) Thank you."

She: "We'll think of something: else to talk about.'

Yada: ''Ch I'm sure you will!'" (Much laughter and conversation

follows until the Yada interrupts with) Think what a wonder you
are! You contain the Creator! What a wonder! I come back soon."
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He: '"Yes, that is true,"
Another He: '"Too bad we cant handle it, Yada.'" (Laughter)

He: '"'You'd be surprised how often you do." (Murmur of conver-
sation while exchange of Controls takes place.)

Luntz: "Good evening, my friends, I am Professor Alfred Luntz.”
Chorus of '"Good evenings'.
Luntz: "It is a pleasure to be here. Uh-h-h-h

He: ''You want a subject, Yada?"

Luntz: “You know I cant answer that, at least not intelligently,

hecause I do not know enough about these things to give a -- at
least a nearly intelligent answer. I know that the world in which
I live is composed of components that are in their rate of mctlon
quite different than substances in the physical world, and that's
what the energies are from a burning candle, from wood to make
them acceptable to the so-called Astral world -- we must find
another name for that, eh, Annie?"

amnie: "Yes, Just tell me what you want and I'll look it up

in the dictionary."

Luntz: "I thzn& that's an excellent job that you did with the
medium bit." (Referring to Mark as a Telegnostic.)

Armie: '"We are hoping that it will go across."

He: "I think it will.”

Luntz: ””e like it; so that's all that really matters.” (On the

tape Luntz's English accent is markedly different Lrom the Oriental
intonations and minor grammatical errors of the Yada.'

anmie: "I'm glad to hear you say that because we really didm't
kriow how you felt.”
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Luntz: "We're very excited about it. As you know Mark has been
seeking for-a:mumber-of years:sto get away from that title of me-
dium; but could you, sir, explain it a bit more to me?"™

He: "I was trying to think it over so that I could make it sen-
sible. We know that when a candle burns, or wood, this is a form
of combustion, a high rate of oxidation -- as well as decompo-
sition. Now this negative ion generator as I understand it pro-
duces oxygen that's very comparable to ozone.
