Director would express himself differently and on some points mo re decis­
ively than does Major Tudor Pole, but :the basic agreement with the 11 4-:011 

interpretation is of much interest. Similar support for the BSR view -
point comes from the Biometric Analysis of the aerofonns (Archers' Court 
Research Group), referred to in our Clips & Quotes of Sept. 15, 154, No. 
C-6. We invite the attention of our readers to this increasing support, 
especially ar.i.ong English investigators - and expect it to continue in de­
gree as the 11 etheric explanation 11 is understood). ml 

11 The following notes (writes Major Tudor Pole) are based on my own im­
pressions of a very obscure but fascinating subject and are not, of 
course, an authoritative explanation of the 11 flying saucer" problem. 

11 I think it probable that phenomena of a semi-objective character have 
been appearing in the atmosphere and stratosphere around our planet for 
a very long time past . It would now seem, however, that these 11 signs and 
wonders" in the sky are becoming more objective in appearance and also 
r.1ore numerous. 

11 It must be remembered that it is only in our own generation (for the 
first time in human history so far as we know) that man has been in a 
position to explore at first-hand aerial conditions around this earth to 
a height of 50,000 feet or so. One result may ~ell be, that human vision 
is becoming more acutely trained for such observations, and that many 
objects hitherto unnoted are now being sighted. 

It seems to me fairly safe to say that the phenomena termed flying 
saucers, anyway in the objective 3-dimensio •·.nal form, are unlikely to 
have travelled into our atmosphere from the surface of other planets in 
the 3-dinensional form in which they manifest themselves to hunan vision. 
The immense distances involved oak:e belief in such voyages incredible un­
less time ar. 1 space conditions as we know them can be made subject to a 
law at present beyond our ken. 

It seems far more likely that these objects in the sky which seem to 
be capable of appearing and disappearing almost instantaneously, are 
materializations emerging temporarily into our time-space conditions 
from a 4-dimensional sphere, which according to occultists surrounds & 
penetrates our own material universe, Exactly how such 11mat and demat 11 

takes place must remain unknovm to us until our knowledge increases as 
to exactly what are the differences between life lived in a 4-dimension­
al sphere and life lived within our 3-dimensional world of matter. 

11 It is probably true to say that we have some slight experience of 
4-D conditions, because the activities of the human mind are largely 
4-D and not subject iirectly to time-space conditions. Telepathy has 
proved the possibility of transmitting an idea from one mind to ano -
ther, instantaneously, over any distance. This is not a function that 
can be related to 3-dimensional life as we know it. 
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'The emergence of the clairvoyant and clairaudient faculty is also 
something that lies beyond time-space conditions, and through this a 
more complete understanding of the transference of objects and forms 
from 4-D into 3-D conditions and vice versa should be gradually attained. 

'Be this as it may, it seems to me far more likely that intelligen­
ces living in an interior world interpenetrating our own, and of a 4-D 
character, are responsible for bringing about the emergence in our at -
mosphere of these aerial phenomena, and for a purpose not yet clear,than 
that these apparitions in their objective state as seen by us have tra­
velled 3-dimensionally from distant planets and in exactly the same fonn 
as that in which they appear to us. 

It may well be that we have upset a law of Nature by "splitting" the 
atom, and have set off a chain of reactions in both the etheric and vis­
able atmosphere around this planet which in some wa:y has tended to ob­
jectify many of the apparitions referred to, or even to have attracted 
toward our earth such phenomena. It is possible that intelligence~ re -
sponsible for these happenings belong to a higher evolution than that at­
tained by the human race, and are taking steps to warn or protect us from 
possible results of our interference with natural law. 

In view of what is attested as a fact by many initiates and seers, 
namely, that a new wave of spiritual illUr.1ination is now entering human 
consciousness, it is possible that there is some connection between this 
and the stra.~ge appearances in our skies. I think the beings responsible 
for these appearances will find means for making their purpose known, 
and that it will be found a beneficent one, provided we respond in a 
friendly manner.

NOT in a spirit of controversy at all, but for comparison and mutual 
information. let us restate the basic ideas of the 11 4-D 11 or 11 etheric 11 ex­
planation: 

We agree readily with Major Tudor Pole, that an increase in psychic 
sensitivity, plus a lively interest and some apprehension, has itself 
made possible many genuine sightings - as well as imaginary ones. 

All, or nearly all of the 11 air-borne 11 objects are indeed materiali­
zations. But they were never 11 immaterial 11 , because the ethers are also 
to be described as etheric matter. An etheric object is a material ob­
ject in a vibratory rate or frequency which our senses do not respond to.

This in itself indi­
cates that they consist of a different kind of 11matter 11 than ,1e are famil­
iar with, and subject to forces we cannot enploy. 11Landed 11 craft are tern-
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porarily non-mutant and stable. But all our metals and other substances 
have their etheric prototypes; there is an 11 etheric copper", steel, tin 
etc. If the vibratory rate of 11 etheric steel" is lowered, the steel be­
comes perceptible to us as the metal we are familiar with~ If the .~u~e 
is again converted the steel disappears - a deraat from our point of view, 
but a mat or re-mat from the etheric standpoint. 

The ethers differ in density, and these densities are enormous, up to 
millions of tons to the square inch. Because of this density they are 
(generalizing, of course) subject to the control of thought 1 energy 1or 
1 thought-force 1 • An ether-ship or any other object can thus be con­
structed (or created) by an etheric entity (person), by thinking it in­
to existence. It then exists or subsists as a thought-form, and a 
thought-form can be posited at any paint in space (in any space-time 
reference frrune). The etheric frequenoy used will conform to the den­
sity of its 'location•. If this frequency is converted to another rate, 
the object ( 1 space-ship') will 11 emerge 11 into another space-time level 
or I plane 1 • If it emerges onto our 3-D plane of perception, we will be 
able to see, hear, and touch the object. 

An object created by thought is really and literally identical with 
its creator. Our own bodies are created by our minds, in every corpus­
cl~ n.nd cell of them. They are materialized (slowly) by our ninds. 
These huge material but mutant objects are in essence Chl.lkras of liv-
ing force; when they operate in our atmosphere they take shapes which 
are somewhat faniliar to us (Discs, globes, ctgar-shapes- even geomet­
ric figures). When the Etherian wishes to speolc to us, he usually makes 
himself into a body like our own. How else should he do it? If he 
came as a giant, a God or a monster, borne on wings or fiery wheels, 
would he be more welcomed by us? Would his purposes be advanced by 
such tactics? 

Once again - the great mutant shapes are thought-forms, projections 
of mind-force operating on etheric matter. The mutants are really 
living things. 

But again too, the ever-pre sent caveat: v7e do not 11 really 11 know what 
a 1 Saucer 1 is, or a sand grain or a planet. The universe, we can well 
believe, swarms with life in every part . The true story of etheric 
worlds and people is beyond imaeination,if such a phrase makes any sense, 
It seems quite possible that from such near-by regions as, say, the 
lunar orbit, sr.iall cruft nade of our-world stuff may vis:i:tus, and we 
!'!lay sor.ietime visit them by similnr means. But this is near-negl~ ,.. •·. •.e 
compared to the major problem, of (say) some ten million 1ships• f~om 
11 beyond the galaxies, beyond the Via Ln.ctea, 11 -- In what I have written 
here I think we have one or two sylln.bles, from line 1, paragraph 1, 
page 1, volume 1 of Cosmic History, which ne.vertheless has NO po.ge l 
and no ending at all.

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THE KEELY MOTOR 

(by Assoo, Gaston Burridge) 

On November 10, 1874, John Ernest Worrell Keely startled the world, 
especially the scientific world, by announcing he had discovered a 'New 
Force'. He demonstrated his 'vibratory generator', a machine said by 
him to run from this new force, to a dozen prominent Philadelphians in 
his home workshop-laboratory. From then on until his death, November 18, 
1898, Keely was the center of a controversy which never was, nor probably 
ever will be, fully and finally settled, This, because Keely died with 
his 'secret' unrevealed to anyone - at least sufficiently, so further 
progress has been, or could be mo.de with it since. 

Keely and his motor had detractors, shading from mild sceptics to 
violent antagonists. He also had friends, Among his friends was Mrs, Clara 
Bloomfield-Moore, a wealthy widow of education and accomplishment, who not 
only provided Keely with funds for many years, but also wrote a. great deal 
regarding his accomplishln3nts and his theories. There is little doubt in 
my mind, that denied Mrs, Moore's assistance, Keely and his inventions 
would have died aborning. 

It is recorded, Keely wrote extensively a.bout his inventions nnd theo­
ries. If these writings were ever published, I have found no trace of 
them, It is quite evident that Mrs, Moore ho.d full access to their mo.nu• 
script form, for she quotes extensively from them in her own writings. 
We a.re deeply indebted to Mrs. Moore's writings todny, for most of the 
'pro' Keely informo.tion we ho.ve. If it were not for her published book, 
"Keely And His Discoveries", o.nd her many published articles in mo.go.zines 
of that day, there would be little kncwn of Keely's 'sido' of his story. 

John Keely was no fool, Even if one decides - after reading all the 
evidence• he was a fake, one must immediately credit him with being a 
near-genius. Studies of Keely's behaviour over the yea.rs certainly pro­
elude his being insane • at lea.st in the ordina.r,lly o.ccepted sense of 
the word 1 s use today. Insane people do not conduct themselves as Keely 
conducted himself, It is truo, there were many smo.11 things he could 
have eo.sily done which would have eased much of the then current sus• 
pioion regarding his ma.chines und work. Had he done them, it would ho.ve 
made his position much stronger today, would have mude it much easier 
for us, sixty yeurs later, to go.ther together a clearer picture of his 
true o.ccomplishments. Vwhy he did not o.ccede to such minor requests is 
a puzzle, and with those who are inclined to call him a fake, his fail• 
uro to have done so only udds fuel to an already brisk fire. Perhaps 
he had his reasons - and they may ho.ve been good ones. 

If one does not believe there is such a thing as •the ether', then, 
he co.n not believe John Keely was o.nything but a fraud, because Keely's 
motor was said, by him, to be powered by tEtheric Force', It does not 
appear to me - at least, nt present - that Keely mennt the so.me thing 
as the etheric force which B.S.R.A. writers discuss, because Keely

so.id he gained his force from the ~iso.ssociatiun of atoms of hydrogen and 
oxygen from the molecule of water'. He was not splitting the atoms , he 
was splitting the molecule of water, Of course, there is some force binding 
the two atoms of hydrogen and the ntom of oxygen together. As I understand 
it, his appnrntus would stop, when its supply of water was shut off or 
run out, While he did not claim to hnve invented any sort of 'Perpetual 
Motion ' ma.chine, he did agree that if the supply of water were lo. r g e 
enough, his engine would keep running until it broke down mechanico.lly. 

Keely •s ~echanism was set in motion - and could be stopped - by music, 
That is, t he sounding of certain chords in proper relation to one another. 
For instance, by drawing a violin bow across a designated set of tuning 
forks, or plucking strings of a zither in proper sequence. There are some 
records which state n mouth-organ was also used, One of the things Keely's 
detractors so.y about this is, that he did not always play the same notes, 
in the so.me sequence, to obtain like results. No mention I have s e .o n, 
even hints Keely might have nlso invented n 1 code 1 of sounds by which to 
baffle his hearers and thus to hide his secret, Keely published a •key' 
to his musical puzzle, but like so many keys, it has not 1unlocked' the 
door to his secret because it is not understood either. Like mnny esoter­
ic matters, tho key needs a key needs a keyl Even largo vault doors he.ve 
several combir.ations, all of which must be unlocked before the door will 
open. 

One of tho difficulti es Keely said he encountered wo.s that of releo.sing 
this nc'N force in quc.:1tities small enough to use with the means he was 
able to build, To releas e - or make - any large quantity was to endanger 
his ovm life. One source says Keely built a machine capable of producing 
25 horsepower, I have not seen his machines , of course, The pictures I 
have o~ them are reproductions poorly :rm.de, But having spent most of my 
life as soc io.ted with mechanics in one form or another, and knowing s omc­
thing of the hi s tory of materials available sixty years ago, and the 
amount of stra in they would sustain per square inch of area, I run bound 
to say, I have seen nothing I believe would have supported or transferred 
anything like 25 horsepower of constant energy flow, 

The scientists of Keely's duy made their objections to his methods 
und means of demonstrating his new force, rather thun to his theory such 
a force existed, und might be liberated, Those engineers and scientists 
who witnessed Keely's demonstrations declared he had not eliminated - to 
their satisfaction - factors already known, und 1 proved 1 , by which his 
:mn.chines could ulso opernto, They said if he would remove those objoc­
ti o11s, and h is rr.o.chinos still opero.ted, they would accept his cluims to 
l: n.ve dis0over ed a new force. Keely nover saw fit to do this, 

Between Keely 1s 1gene r utor 1 and his motor was a wire, This wire wo.s 
cla imed by Kee ly to be 1 solid 1 • Others, through 1 hunch 1 or otherwise, 
so.id it vims a 1 tube 1 • They asked Keely to remove it from its fasten -
ings, clip or sawn. short piece from its ends in the presence of dcsig-
1' a ted indi vicl unls. Keely would never accede to this request. 
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Keely was verbose, both in lectures and written compilations. Not only did 
he use a great many words, but he used many of them in new·and strange 
ways, their meanings not to be found in dictionaries of that day. Engineers 
and scientists had no objection to coinage of new words or phrases, nor 
using old words in new ways. They were doing it themselves, for scientif-
ic and mechanical aevelopment was astride a mount of increasing speed. 
Vfuat they asked Keely to do was to present them with a 1glossury' of 
terms in order that they might know what he was talking about. Keely 
never did this . 

As far as I have been able to find, no complete description of Keely's 
apparatus was ever published - even after his death, If one had the 
machines in front of him , a complete description would require many pages 
of text . From reproductions of photographs we can gather, a few ~utside 
1 facts' may be glimmered . It would appear there were several 'rotary' 
machines, or combinations of machines, during the twenty- four years be­
fore Keely's death . He also built other types, these to demonstrate his 
new force , but not by reproducing it in rotary motion , 

His ' generator or transmitter' seemed essential to all forms of 
Keely's nppi.ratus , It stood on a pedestal about three feet high , on a 
heavy glass plate. Around its base was a row of 1 spines', or metal spikes 
of different diameters and different lengths, these spiraling its cir ­
cumference, The pedestal was contrived to rotate by hand , on this base, 
Upon the pedestal ' s top end was centered the side of a drum having metal 
bars around its side perimeter. Its outside appearance was something 
like that of an armature of a present day electric motor , From each of 
these bars , and radiating toward a center shaft, around the two drum ends, 
we r e small, round metal wires of different lengths, The center shaft ex­
tended beyond the enclosed front face of the drum. From this shaft's 
outer extremity , hung a metal ball on a smnll metal rod. This parallel-
ing the pedestal, but about fifteen inches from it. The bull hung just 
below the circumference of the drum, and out from it eight or nine 
inches, On top of this srune shaft was a four or five-inch metal ring , in 
line with the lower ball and facing the drum's end. The rear of the drum 
wcs like the front, without the extended center shaft holding the bull 
and ring, From this face , near tho bottom of the drum, crune the 'wire ' 
connection which led to the motor. What mechanism wo.s inside the drum 
remains undescribod, but mentioned o.s ' complicuted 1 • 

Of the several motors developed by Keely, the 'globe motor' and the 
'provisional engine' seem to be the ones most often demonstrated. Be ­
cause the globe motor is the least complicated, thus requiring fower 
words , I will -roughly describe it, 

A heavy, circulo.r , open-centered bo.se ring rested on a thick gluss 
slab • . Two substantial uprights of metal, at the base's diameter sup -

• ported two heavy bearings. Through these bearings ran a metal shaft of 
about two or two and one- half inches in diameter. On the shaft, and 
inside these bearings, was a metal ball of about fifteen to eighteen 
inches in diameter, the shaft at its axis dia~eter . This large ball was 
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1 free 1 on the shaft. That is, it was not attached to the shaft, but was 
free to turn upon it. Around the 'equator' of this ball, and at right 
angles to the base and the shaft, and centering both the upright bearing 
supports, was a three-inch wide band of metal of some thickness which 
completely encircled the ball, but did not touch the ball's circumfer­
ence by about two inches , This band around the ball's equator was fasten­
ed to the base. 

What was inside the bo.11 or the centering equatorial band was never 
described. 

The ball spun on the shaft at a 'rapid rate of speed'. Keely claimed 
that after the ball ho.d attained its required speed, the shaft could be 
removed from the cente r of the bo.11, and the ball would continue to 
spin within the motnl _equo.torial band, held there by the force. There 
is no report of this point ever having boon demonstrated that I can find. 

~That rrnde Keely's apparatus function? Investigations conducted after 
his death we re supposed to have 1 proved 1 compressed o.ir ran the motors, 
and it was tho New Force which operated nll Keely's equipm0nt. However , 
it should be borne in mind , these ' after death' investigations were mo.de 
with only part of the apparo.tus present. It is reported, o. friend of 
Keely's from Boston.removed severo.l important pieces of equipment to 
Boston, immediately after Keely 's death, and before the investigo.tions 
took place. Too, the investigators found much burned material, or re­
rnnins of equipment o.nd material which appeared to have been hastily 
burned. 

There is o.nother explanation for Keely's success - and for his fail­
ures, His success in making his apparatus run - his failures in being 
able to tell anyone else how it did so, or how they could do it. That 
wns probably why he never applied for o. patent - why he refused to 
answer certain direct questions put to him by the court, and why, be­
cause ho refused to answer, he was placed in jail for contempt of court. 
Keely couldn't answer, because he didn't knowl Keely's motor was o. 
1 self motor•, a motor which ran because he, through some yet unknown 
means , possessed the necessary requirerr.~-•~ts of 'mind over matter' to 
mo.ke it run~ For nearly twenty-five years, I believe, Keely diligently 
tried to learn his own secret, He could make his machinery work, but 
he didn't know why it worked, nor why he could make it so behave. 

Very probably , Keely could make any one of his machines operate while 
he was in close proximity to it, but could not do so at any distance 
from it , rt seems quite probable Keely learned thes e things early in his 
experience , c. nd c.l ong with seeking the reasons, he was keen enough to 
conduct his cffairs in such n mo.nner ns to derive some porsonul benefit 
from his peculinr ability. 

It has bo on osti~tod Keely collected and spe nt well over $300,000 
in his rosoarches and experiments - and remombor, these dollars wore 
dollars of the late 1800 1 s, not of tho 1950 1 s1 

Somo day, perhaps we nll shall know. Until then, each of us must 
guess for himself,

operable • death in two months ." At sevon we eks he became the Hoxsoy 
Clinic's youngest putient over . The po.rents wero poor, nnd no payment 
wns accepted by the Clinic, Todny he is one yeur old and well, Another 
case is that of H, K, Hill, M.D., 62 yea.rs old, cf LnVerne, Okla.homo., 
who ho.d res ignod himself to deo.th, Hnving been shown "Mo.n I s" mngnzine, 
o.nd his life o.lreo.dy being forfeit, he went to the Hoxsey Clinic, and 
is todo.y completely well , has resumed his practice, and works his farm. 
He has sent two of his relatives to the Hoxsey Clinic. 

Ten doctors, nll cancer specialists from ten different stntes, all 
with M.D . degrees, visited tho Hoxscy Clinic, spending two do.ys going 
over tho 48-room building, chocking records end interviewing ratients 
who had remained free of cancer after four yours, On April 12, 1954, 
they unanimously signed n statement which praises the three doctors 
in charge, comments on tho latest in modern clinical equipment for 
preparing blood tests, urinalyses, serology, blood chemistry, bacter­
iology nnd pathology. Their report sto.tes : "This Clinic now has under 
treatment or observation between four and five thousand patients, It 
handles o.pproxi:ma.toly ninety patients per day. Approximately 100 now 
pnticnts per week come to tho Clinic seeking relief, and the evidence 
we have soon indicates that approximately 90 per cent of these are 
terminal co.ses. Over tho yonrs tho Clinic hns aocumulo.ted more than 
10,000 co.so histories, photogra.phic studios and x-ruy studies of 
pn tionts. 

"We us a committee fe e l thnt the Hoxsey treatment is superior to 
such conventional methods of treatment as x-ruy, radium, and surgery. 
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''We nre willing to assist tho Clinic in o.ny way possible in bringing this 
treatment to the American public. We are willing to use it in our offices, 

in our practice on our own patients when, at our discrotion, it is deem­

ed necessary. 
"The o.bove statement represents the unanimous finding of this committee. 

In testimony thereof we hereby attach our signatures." 

Reporters were present when the report was read, material wo.s prepared 
and given out to the press, ro.dio and television. All this wo.s suppress­

ed - o.s seems to be one of the American ways of handling such situations.

This extraordinary affair has been casually and 
briefly reported to the American public - yet almost witho~t effect. Its 
substantiation is complete and easy, and would have ended all controver­
sy ,about the actuality or 'factuality' of the UFO - but proof is almost 
impossible when it is not wanted. Farmington is a township of about 5000 
residents, and the Las Vegas (N. M.) OPTIC of March 18, 1950 carried an 
8-column story about what happened there.

SHI'ITE There is eternal change and shifting of all bodies over 

vast periods of time. Yet when bodies are set in special 
alignment (as the sun, moon, and earth) they seldom suffer . any sudden 
change. Cosmic changes take place over millenia. Changes now taking 
place appear at the time to be slow, but from another time-scheme they 
may seem to be very fast.

A N"v1 Concept of the Universe, by !V~}-ter Russell

Walter Russell, one of the great genius -thinke rs of our time, has ably 
analyzed certain f o. llo.cies in tho laws of Newton and Kepler. He has shown 
how these laws grew out of obscrvutions of our senses , and did not take 
into account the illusions which so often can deceive our sense percep­
tions. (To mention just one of these illusions, the appearance of rail -
roa.d trucks apparently converging in the distance until they appear to 
meet.) 

The mysteries of light, gravitation, magnetism and electricity become 
fur less mysterious when viewed from the standpoint of Russell's brilliant 
analyses. By starting with corrected lo.ws of the behavior of matter and 
energy, Russell arrives at a beautifully integrated concept of light, mat­
ter and energy which exp lains much that is current ly unexplainable by 
orthodox science, The conclusions ha.ve a vast r ange of applicability, from 
the life cycle of an individuo.l to the growth and decay of so lo.r systems. 
The validity of tho Russell concepts hus enabled them to predict success­
fully, the outcome of new experiments in gas transmutations performed with 
the assistance of such prominent indt:s trial concerns as the Westinghouse 
Lnmp Company and tho Union Carbide Company. 

The ".B.riof Treatise" of 96 pages o.nd a 28-po.ge diugro.m section, is 
essentially n condensation of basic principles which are more fully dis­
cussed in a Study Course of 935 pa.gos and 182 dia grams , published by the 
Wa lter Russell Founda.tion. Packed into the "Brief Tr eatise" is such o. 
lo.rge q~o.ntity of thought-provoking rr~terio.l, that it is virtually im­
possible to give o. comprehensive idea of the scope of the work, within 
the small space a.vnilablo for a book review. 

Ono of the o.uthcr's many important themes, is that Newton 's Law of 
gra.vito.tion - matte r attracting matter - tolls only hnlf of tho story, 
and lends to fo.llncious conclusions. Russell shows that o.t al l times 
in our Universe there a.re in opera.tion two opposing forces - one of 
these forces manifests us gravitation, and this force a.lso manifests us 
compression, hont, polarization and cha.rging - while the opposite forc e 
manifests us r adiat ion - nnd also as expansion , cooling, do-polurizution, 
o.nd discharge. The operation of those two opposing forces in many differ­
ent fields is shown, including the cycle of birth, growth, nnd docny 
o.nd de~th. Matter attracts mutter only during the compression half of the 
eye le, whore the gro.vito.tiono.1 or centripetul force is pnrnmount, During 
tho expansion half of tho cycle, when tho r adiationa.l or centrifugal 
force is para.mount, matter repels matter, Russell mentions that if Newton 
hud stayed to wntch long enough the apple which fell to ea rth, he would 
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have seen it disintegrate into gases which rose away from the earth. New­
ton's law poses a One-Way Universe - Russell outlines a T~o-Way Unive~se­
- the result of balance between two opposing forces. 

The functions of the universe are controlled by polarity, and Russell 
discusses two sets of poles - the North-South magnetic poles, which con -
trol the gravitational or compressive force, and the little-known East­
West poles, which control the radiational or expansive force. This is of 
particular interest to the reviewer, who had come upon the 4-pole system 
of na.gnetism empirically whon experimenting some years ago with a special 
type of electronic equipment used to analyie subtle forms of radiation, 
Russell 1 s analysis of 4 poles, fills in the gap in Kepler's law of the 
elliptical orbits of planets - Kepler had accounted for one of the two 
foci of the elliptical orbits - Russell's 4-pole system also accounts for 
the other foci. 

Russell's is far from being a materialistic analysis of the universe~ 
He is thoroughly aware of non-matex!'ial realms o.nd causes - he states that 
11Failure to recognize that this universal body of moving matter has been 
created by some power outside of itself has led science to conclude that 
the energy which created matter is within itself, Even more erroneous is 
the conclusion that energy is a condition of matter." He shows the diffi­
culties which science has fallen into, through the attempted exclusion of 
external cause, and views physical manifestation as the result of Mind or 

• thought-image .

•~t has lately been stated, by M. Allix, on the authority of M. Ben­
oit in Paris, and of another discoverer, (also, I believe, a French -
man, who is now in America), both of whom during the last ten years, 
have been employed in working out the discovery, which they had sever­
ally and independently made, although they are now associ ate~ to work 
it out, that this magnetic sympathy is remarkably developed in snails; 
that these animals, afterhaving once been in communication or in con­
tact, continue ever after to sympathize, no matter at what distance 
they may be. And it has been proposed to found, on this fact, a mode 
of conmunication between the most distant places. Nay, M. Allix de -
scribes, with care and judgment, experiments made in his presence, in 
which, the time having been fixed beforehand, words spelled in Paris 
by M. Benoit, and also by M. Allix himself, were instantly read in 
America, and as instantly replied to by words spelled there, and read 
in Paris. All this was done by means of snails, and although the full 
details of the apparatus employed and of all the processes necessary 
to insure success have not yet been published, yet the account given 
by M. Allix, and also by M. Benoit, goes so far as to enable us to 
conceive the principle made use of.

that, this being granted, all the rest was not only possible, but easy.

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Now, I know nothing whatever about the habits of snails; and surely I am not entitled to reject facts, thus attested, without some investi­gation into them. I cannot say that the alleged sympathy is impossi­ble. But an investigation into the matter, so long as the full de -tails of the experiments made by the discoverers are not published, is certain to be a laborious task, and probably a fruitless one. It cost them a long time to ascertain the facts, and they have been for ten years engaged in bringing their discovery into a practical form. Till the promised publication appears, we can only admit the possi­bility of the thing and wait for an explanation, which shall enable us to verify it for ourselves. It will csrtainly be very remarkable if a snail telegraph should come into action, which, in spite of the proverbial slowness of the animal concerned, should rival in rapid-ity the electric telegraph and surpass it in security, inasmuch as there are no wires to be cut by an enemy,besides being infinitely less costly, since no solid tangible means of communication are re -quired, and all that is needed is the apparatus at either end of the line, and the properly prepared snails. 

It appears from the paper of M. Allix that even this astounding novelty is not new. At least, it would seem that a long time ago, I cannot fix the period, a secret mode of correspondence was devised, intended chiefly for communications with a beleaguered fortress, in which it is believed that animal sympathy played the leading part.
