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"CATACLYSM HAS BEGUN" •

(Editor '\rYillia.mson begins by saying that while the Society of Meta.­
physicians agrees with H. G. Wells in believing that a new and better 
world will arise out of the collapse of our present one, the time re­
quired for this reconstruction must "depend on the magnitude of spirit­
ual values to be found amongst us now, 11 All efforts to gain world peace 
have resulted in a ~_ponement of cataclysm, World-wide atomic war 
has been delayed and fighting has been restricted to Korea and other 
'minor' fronts; but this active fight for peace is now being lost in 
the greed , of financial interests, and nothing remains to prevent com­
plete destruction, except the efforts of a few such groups as the So -
ciety of Meta.physicians. It is even in the best interests of financial 
groups (as they see it) actually to promote war to maintain the pulse 
of business based on divergent and evil principles.) 

"The Holy Bible firmly predicts tho end of tho present era e.nd de­
scribes atomic warfare, flood, famine and other groat hurts very clear­
ly; it also states that but a few can be savedt Exact analysis of the 
strength of human character proves this fact completely. Many, many 
proven seers have added their confirmation and, stage by stage , the 
old prophecies are being confirmed. It would be better, perhaps to 
call 1 prophecy 1 an exact calculation by processes and on data unknown 
to modern science ." ........ -.- --

"Tho maximum danger:_ lies within ours elves 1 Meta physicians know 
that there are two major levels of consciousness &nd that these appear 
as emotion v. reason: self v. gro'-:E.: the ancient curse of Mankind 
( deflection of order by difference of degree) the HUMAN ELEMENT is the 
cuuso of all disruption in human affairs. 

"The special mental energi atudios made possiblo by tho now meta -
physics, enable us to evaluate the 'human elemAnt' very accurately and, 
thereby, to assess how we may operate our PoltoJ-with a minimum of loss 
and distortion. The simple fact is that the vast ma jority of people are 
functionally incapable of thinking in those terms necessary for GROUP 
or INDIVIDUAL SURVIVAL, duo to the fact that thoir average mental ener­
gy is far below the minimum necessary for the perception of that data 
upon which proper evaluation and action depends. Humanity is riding to 
destruction and the answer lies in a simple mocho.nistic factl" 

"Only so far as fundamental understanding permits ~roup action can 
we hope to survive; tho .mD.sses of people, with impoverished conscious­
ness; the divergent but high-poworod financic.1 interests and other

factors o.11 confirm tho. t only a very few people can es.cape cataclysm, 
It is for those few we seek·; it is for those precious human beings that 
we work. God Willing we rrE.y do enough to safeguard the world future 
and to load the way to a New Age." 

"Limited mental - energies cause such social evils as specialization, 
organizational chaos, crime, divergent and destructive motives in world 
o.ffo.irs cmd so on. Especially, they co.use o.n uneven development of 
human knowledge and practice; thus the o.tom bomb becomes an incredibly 
deadly toy in tho hands of semi-lunatics or children, We refer to any 
and every wo.lk of life and especially to those P€ople in high office 
who, in their misconceptions promote non-fundamental issues o.nd co.use 
incredible dissipation of too-small assets to help masses of suffer -
ing people. The world-situation was dangerous in 1944 whon tho o.tom­
bomb was first exploded; our warning report firmly prod icted another 
war. Tho efforts of UNO and men of peace restricted that wo.r to Korea 
o.nd s imilo.r fronts; but now thnt industry has re-built its plant and 
re-opened its international channe 111, moti vos h1wo be come restricted 
by 1bus inos s necess ity 1 and UNO is failing duo to the old evil of the 
psychological promotion of business interests without regard for funda­
mental issues •. ,. we are being carried eve r-fast er towards destruction. 
The resul t of this is that an increasing public instability occurs and 
with it n world -wide worsening in world affairs, In the po.st · s. ix 

_ months we have missed war again and again by the very narrowest of 
margins; witneso the various 'inc idents ' between the 'red ' and the 
democratic nations, Howevor, it would be foolish to expect cataclysm 
arising from fundamental ignorance through lowered mental energies , 
to come pure ly through direct open wa rfare, The end of civilization, 
as we now know it, will manifest in many inter-related ways. We now 
possess sufficient information to prove that cataclysm has already 
begun," 

"The mortal mental sickness of humanity has forced the deve lopment 

of atomic and other researches into warfare; the fear, greed, hatred 
and suspicion, being characteristic of that sickness , creates o. race 
for destruction; bigger and bette r bombs arc being made, A great 
many so-called scientists are psychotic - due to their specializa -
tion - o.nd they are certainly directed by an authority which is, of 
itself, bused upon psychotic values, We state emphatically tho.tit is 
Jmpossible for any psychotic to deduce correct r esults, because he 
automatically shuts himself off from those lines of reasoning to which 
he is mentally allergic, In other words; the ml Enitude of the effects 
with which he deals are greater thnn his own powers of mind, thus ho 
cannot embrace them or predict them, Action in matters affecting others 
is very wrong, if there is any reasonable clement of doubt. Action 
affecting everyone is spiritually criminal if the. t a.ct ion is not com­
pletely understood and duo allowance made for any mal-effects, Yet we 
f:ii.nd atomic bomb tests continuing with out restro.int ; the only effect 
of reasoned, proven and public opinion on the authorities being bigger 
and better 'smokescreens ' put out to tho public to create further con­
fusion - o.nd with that confusion, an enhanced danger from mal-think­
ing and acting. 
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"Those facts arc not restricted to our Society, although we clo.im 
to be· the ·on"fy ··o-rg-anizution in the world so far advanced' in the new 
metaphysics and its pro.cticnl applications . A short time ugo , just be­
fore the American H-bomb was exploded, there was n violent press and 
radio campaign to stop it 1 In spite of world 2.ei.!1.i_on the American 
authorities po.id no attention and went right aheo.dL Tho result o f 
this was fnr greater thnn'cnlculated'in limited scientific termsL Jap­
anese fishermen were injured and one has since died (Daily Mirror -
24th September, 1954); several hundreds of Malayo.n villo.gers became 
ill; the weather cycle has been disrupted; radio communication has 
been modified o.nd fo.r, fur worse, the mental energies of the world's 
populations ho.ve been seriously depressed.-vVhen man's consciousness 
fulls o.11 his reasoned works begin to disrupt; this means tho.t the 
animalism of strictly personal emotions and actions win the fight o. ­
gains t reason o.nd all cfvilizod works fo.il. This process is now in 
full operation and like o. gfgantic stee.m•roller crushing all before 
it, it will steadily develop in paco and effect until full fino.l dis -
ruption is precipitated. Every bomb that has been exploded ho.s con -
tributod to these effects , but above all the new H-bomb , which so 
greatly surpasses tho 'baby ' ones, is tho major co.use of the pending 
disruption." 

Mr. Williamson then goes on to deplore the emotionalistic basis of 
American national and international policies, and the uneasiness and 
fear which prevails and which causes us to neglect the cold and all­
important facts. This sense of fear II spreads out like a cancer through­
out the world" ••• From the JIBtaphysical point of view 11blind stupid­
ity in basic values is the cause" of such blunders of policy and in 
our attitudes. The maintenance of a balance between emotion and reason 
is basic to world survival. "Taken alone a slim chance of world sur -
vival wo.s possibleJ but taken with the operative effects of tho atomic 
explosions we can find but an impossibly small chance of avoiding 
world destruction. The present situation is that we have added to the 
purely human instabilities an instability of nature on a world -wide 
scale, This 'nnturnl instability' is man-made and produced by the mis­
calculations of the atomic scientists acting under emotionally un -
stable governmants . All organized planning and work will be disrupted 
by floods, famine, illness and resulting disrupted world economy. The 
result is a rapidly cumulative depression in mental en~rgy of the 
majority of people with a. sudden total collapse later on. 

"The 'barely noticable I chances of survival would require that world 
governments refuse to tolerate a~ything that breaks world unity. If all 
atomic explosions are stopped; if existing explosions have not been too 
great to allow nature to recover; providing that fundamental and hence 
shared understnnding provides a. firm motive behind all business, all 
humnn affairs, actions and thoughts, then und then only could we see 
world· ·peace, world survival and a new age in terms of a cleansed 
world. For thousands of yenrs a FE'vY have succeeded in gaining peace; 
most have fe.ilodl Calculation and practical experience proves that a 
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precious f0w people will understand and be strong enough \n that knowl­
edge t o work for God, f or maximum IW. tters nnd never for any lesser mo-
ti vc, This is n firm stntcment of tho total Polioyof ou r Society and 
with nll our strength of mind 1.md body we dedico.to ourselves to the 
purposes of maximum human harmony, What detailed evidence do we havo 
to support our previous calculations? It is quite obvious that some 
physical manifestations would become apparent fr om such o. gigantic state 
of destruction, We will opon our r eview of datn from the explosion of 
the first American H-bomb and consider all other previous explosions 
ns complemontnry onuses of the natural dis torbances predicted and re­
corded, 

"At the oxnct instant the H-bomb wna, exploded a definite •click' 
wns recorded in radio receivers by trained observers; this seemed to in­
dicate some sudden violent change in tho electric state of the atmos -
phere. About five weoks later, our observers reported a strange static 
electric charge on their aerinl systems, at n time when no such atmos­
pheric electricity should have been presentl Something beyond normal 
experience had co.used an incre~sed stnte of i onization in the atmos -
phereL Was this unexpected stntic char~a and, also at a later date, 
an inexplicable static interference on oertnin radio bands, due to 
radi o activity? If so, then rain tests should prove r c.d i onctivity t o 
b 'J prosont, Birmingham scientists tested the ruin o.nd t o their great 
concern found thnt it was slightly r adioactive, there wo.s no doubt 
about it, since. the H-bomb explosion, the atmopshere hao become radio­
active I Vviiat else might hD.ve happened; what other effects were to 
ocot1r? 

"Skilled radio observers kept watch and soon new and strange re -
ports commenced to flow into this office. One said, 'The NS trans -
mission and reception are excellent, but the EW arc dea.dl' Another, 
1 ! receive stations better the closer they are to the tropics'; a.­
gain, 'Long-range short-wave radio has improved for Northern latitudes 
but 'short-skip' distance seems to indicate an unnatural change in 
the density (degree of ionization) of the gas layers around the earth.' 
Very little additional data was required to prove that there was a 
considerable cha.ngo in the state of el9ctric charge in the ntmosphere. 
But, wns this change caused by solnr activity bombarding us with ener­
gies from space and hence causing nn increase of ionization? Or, as 
we suspected, was it due to radioactive dusts originating from the H, 
and other atomic explosions on earth? 

"Now, the ionosphere is composed of two major layers, o.l though the 
top one breaks up into two ( F1plus F2) during the night, due to the 
fact that the sun 1 s rnys nro not present to maintain ionization. The 
lower layer is composed of ozone, (o3), an unstable oxygen molecule, 
nnd this layer is responsible for filte ring out too-strong ultra -
violet rays from the sun, In addition, the ozonosphere, us it has been 
culled, governs tho characteristics of certain types of long range 
radio transmission, If both laye rs hnd intensified then tho interfer­
ing r adiation must have"come from the outside of earth's atmosphere; 
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but, if the lower lnyer only hnd intensified then the sou~ce of the 
chunges would be due to s,.J110thing from enrth nnd not space. We nsked, 
1Hns thero been nny evidence of onhunced solnr activity?' Caroful sun­
spot observation revcnls thnt there has not& Also, photoGruphs tuken 
during the recent totnl eclipse shows solnr nctivity to be extra low, 
nccording to tho long N-S strorunors of flrune, etc., seen on phbto -
graphs. It is self-evident thnt tho strnngo radio affects woro not 
cnusod by anything external to Earth but crone from Earth itself. 

Whnt evidence is there to prove that the lower layer of ionized gns 
hnd incronsod in density nnd that the upper layers were substuntinlly 
unaffected? Rudio investigntions provide tho nnswer. Long-range short­
skip radio hns improved; but the 10-motre bnnd which usos waves passing 
through nn~ v~rtun,!_lz unaffected by the lower lnyer, shows no abnormal 
change. The North-South transmissions were splendid nnd the Enst-Wost 
were very poor; o.lso 6 an unusual fco.turo wns that transmission and re­
ception got bettor the nearer tho station wns ~o tho tropics, proving 
that tho ozonosphore wo.s affocted. Even ns Saturn's rings farm around 
tho maximum girth of that planet because thnt is the position of maxi­
mum velocity, so docs the earth's denser go.s bolt tend to become dooper 
at the tropics, These fo.cts alone should suffice to prove that the atom­
bombs hnvc clreo.dy co.used n world-affecting chnngo in tho bnlnnco of 
naturnl forces. But, let us proceed: •What other rno.nifosto.tions pecul­

iar to mnn-mndc rndioo.ctiv~ty in the atmosphere would we expect? Evi­
dence of illness? Weather changes? •.• , 

Tho Do.ily Hcrnld, reporting an Associated Pross statement August 
16, 1954, states that several hundred Mo.lnynns arc afflicted with o. 
strange glo.ndut"' disorder whioh mo.kes them weep continuously. A 
Jo.pnneso co.ptain tested the area near R,A.F. Changi, with n geiger 
counter and gained positive scientific proof that the area was, in­
deed, radioactive& Again wo find indisputable evidence to show that 
the radioactive dusts from atomic explosions have diverse deadly effect 
in strange unsuspected ways; who suffers next1 

The Sooiety had established that the ozonosphore, about 40-50 miles 
up hnd, indeed, gained an increase in ionir.ntion (electric charge) duo 
to the atomic dusts. Suddenly we realized that more serious, far-ranch­
ing effects wore with us, tho entire weather of tho world simply be­
came chaotic nnd dangerous. Tho Australian o.nd New Zealand weather 
authorities reported that tho weather-current cycle had •speeded up'­
rain and sun alternated much, mueh faster& British people fresh with 
the memory of a few days sun o.nd a few days ruin and an overall over• 
powering humidity, will know exactly what this moans& Not only Englnnd 6 

but all Europe, Chinn, India, Pakistan, Holland and ma.ny other countries 
have recorded tho worst floods over. China tells us that they have had 
the worst floods for 16 000 years; how many •modern• weather bureaus have 

records that longl Tho Alps were snowed up, Holland reports grave loss 
of life iincf"°propcrty due to extensive, worst-over floods; Capo Town 
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reported deluge; Po.kistnn and Indio. a.re afflicted with the loss of ma.ny 
lives and rrany thouso.n<ls of pounds vrnrth of property. The 1rnisco.lculo.­
tions' of o.tomic scientists seem t o hnve boon somcwho.t oostlyt This ' is 
precisely wha.t is moc.nt by us when wo spank of nction on limited dato.t 

Tho Govcrnmon ts of U .s. and of England try to s oothc the people rcith­
c r tha.n to tell them the trutht witness the U.S . Pontngon instructions 
to their officials on tho flying snuc o r dato. and to tho 1 h ighly confi­
dontio.1 1 R.A.F. order to its personnel to kee p their 'mouths shut' if 
they snw c.ny strange a.orinl object. Wo do not nrgue with the authori­
ties about this, for it is self - evident that tho public being of aver­
age mental Qge of 7-10 yours must be treated as suchl The results of 
po.nic wo~ld be worse in the curly do.ys of cataclysm tho.n tho oo.tu.clysm 
itselft But it is our opinion that continued evasion and e.ssumptivo 
deceit is morally criminal nnd tho.t---;;-crycffort should be mo.de to o.d­
just tho public to ideas of dungor, albeit stop by careful step. It is 
significant that tho Government can net fast enough to toll tho public 
what has happened nnd what to do when war breaks out , and it is also 
significc.nt that faced with ovo rwho lminfi necessity tho public docs not 
panic o.t such a. time. Honest direct aoti-Jn is better than a constant 
nagging doubt and worry; so tell it, gen-tly if you will hut dofinitoly; 
speuk up and lot us E..£1:..VO tho truthl Do.re wo suspect tho.t tho of'ficinls 
uro psychotic and do not wunt t o udmit, oven to thcmsolvos, tho.t o.ny­
ting is wrong? We hnvo seen this o.tti tudo in the past, ospocic.lly in 
Gr eo.t Brito.in in 1938-1939. On August 23rd,nf this your and in keeping 
with governmental traditi on, Dr. Sutton of ·the British Motoorological 
Office had a. nice homoly chat tu tho public through the media of both 
B.B.C. and the Pross. Ho told us thnt th0 o.tom bombs could not throw 
up enough dust to co use wonthor changes; our world-wide wild weather 
wo.s one of Nature I s prnnks and we could rolnx happily in tho belief 
thc.t tho dear old sun wo uld s hine again and our old-time summers would 
return. Cassa.ndro. of tho I Do.i ly Mirror I so.id point-blnnk that this was 
0f little help to the farmers whoso crops wore rotting in the fields ••• 
nnd it was a.ppa.rcn-b that Dr. Sutton Is 'smokc-scrcon I was o. little too 
thin. The Dr. muy have o.ctod in gond faith, but government direction 
und ' scientific superiority' is no remedy for grave concern over valid 
and immediate do.ngcrs. We do not lightly forgot tho wild rubbish given 
to the public by s 0-ca llcd intolloctunls und orthodox , cramp-brained 
1 tochniciuns 1 c oncerning the flying saucers ••• 'spots before the oyos •, 
muss hallucino.ti ons, clouds, balloons - NUTS! The strictly ncc.demic 
and orthodox scientist is being revealed for tho public menace that he 
isl Confined to sho.rply limited concepts poculio.r to his own subject 
und often uno.bl o oven ·to swoop out tho floor of his own office effoct­
ivoly, ho is yet presumptuous e nough in his intellectual snobbery to 
give opinions on mo.ttors covering a vastly grontvr field then ho hus 
ever studied. Meta.physics docs not make this mistake; it co.nnott 
Every factor in moto.physical science is referred to infinite possibil­
ity, so that tho unconscious and solf-docoptive inclusion of divergent 
limitation of bnse factors is non-existent. If we must limit our con­
e lus ions we sta to exactly what those limits nro and any ob ·vi oue ly 
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omitted possibilities . Dr. Sutton could not give an opinion on the 
effect of radio-activity on weather~because he tas no firm data on itl 
He was forced to ignore the possibility. No mention was 'made of t h e 
most important aspect of all; that although a r elatively small quantity 
of dust ( as compared with world atmospheric volumes) was ejected into 
the upper atmosphere , tho.t small quantity would ionize incredibly vast 
areas of go.s due to the constant ejection of electric particles from 
it. It is not the volume of dust that worries us so much - even though 
there is evide nce thct suggests oven that was not quite so small as Dr. 
Sutton would hnve us believe - it is the activity o.nd extent of the 
ionization that the radioactivity of tha.tdusthas ca.used. Radio tests 
alreo.dy prove thv.t this ionizo.ti.on has been enough to ca.use m n j o r 
shifts in well-established phenomena, that fact alone is sufficient 
to co.noel all vo.lue from Dr. Sutton's lecture. 

The Wilson Cloud Chamber is a dovioe wherein humid air is co.used to 
precipitate moisture by the ejection of a cho.rgcd particle through the 
vo.pour. The so.me process co.n occur in the ro.rifiod r egions of the up­
per atmosphere . Vfe sugges ·b thnt tho chnrgod particles now proven to be 
in excess in our earth ' s atmosphoro ( ·bhe ozonosphere mo.inly), due to 
the radioactive dusts from tho H-bomb C'.nd o·bhors, o.ro co.using the 
o.tmospheric moisture to be procipito.ted at a much higher rate than 
normo.l. Hence , tho violent ruins and sudden cesso.tion, this follow-
ed by v. few do.ys sun und c r e peat performo.nce. Yes, ro.dioactiviti 
wo.s found in the ro.in in Birminghum, so there is no doubt tho.t there 
is un increased electric cho.rEe cnusinG o.dded precipitation. This 
more violent wenthcr eye le meuns thr,t loss moisture is stored per -
manontly in tho atmosphere , the gencro.l humidity close to the eurth 
is much higher, floods und ull such ma.ttors more ovident und uctivo. 
If tho overall humidity o.t low levels is higher, due to the increased 
weather cycle, then the ovorull winter o.nn sunnnor tempero.tures should 
be higher, and so would the evaporo.tion rate, It is obvious tho.t 
violent cycles of ruin und sun must occur und they certainly ho.vel 
Just how much wo.ter can be thrown to oo.rth from tho o.tmosphore is an 
interesting question, becc.use us more atomic bombs are exploded 
bigger und bettor H-bombs , for example - so will the comparatively 
smull increase in ionization (o.s o.t9mic dusts go ) produce o. greater 
ro.t o of precipito.tion until we mo.y we 11 hnve another Greo.t Deluge 
und with it, whut is believed to be nn exact repetition of the Grout 
Flood of the Ancient Duys. 

Thero is o. considero.ble a.mount of evidence suggesting that there 
must hnve boon a very grout pro-flood civilization and that this pres­
ent world-crisis wc,s accurately enuctod in thos e anc iont days, Very 
exact mcto.physico.l mo.th01no.ticc.l symbols on o.ncicnt tablets ( ospecia.lly 
Aztec) prove tho.t the pro-flood people ho.dun outstanding knowledge of 
fund o.monto.l law; or v.t loc:st thr.1t those who survived tho flood did. 
This knowlod r~o wus not common to uuthori ty of. those ·Hmos - even as in 
these dangerous duys in which we liv"c. Ccrtuin obsidian d o p o s its

suggest tho.t great heut hus fused the desert sands into glass-like sub­
stances, exactly similar to those found under present-day atomic ex -
plosions 1 If the o.tomic bon1b could ca.use floods now, then so could it 
in ancient days, It may well be that the violent upheavals of the land­
o.roo.~ at thut time wore due to enormous changes in natural pressures, 
rainwater weight, ice-cap shifts o.nd such similar things: all these 
being upset by interference with the weather-cycle at that time, \Ive 
suggest that even as our Society plots these matters now and steadily 
prepares for o. pro-co.to.clysm era; so did advanced people before the 
Greo.t Flood. The ancient tablets of the Aztecs constitute the highly 
developed fundamental teachings of the survivors of those savages who · . 
rem.a ined o.fte r the floods and radioo.ctivi ty hnd subsided; teachings 
put forth by the precious few who had foreseen and prepared, 

After the recent war, those left to 'police' the conquered coun -
tries witnessed the oxtrcmo depths to which human beings mo.y sink when 
the 'props' of 'civilization' ho.vo boon removed, Murder, ro.pe, theft, 
prostitution wore normnl chr.ractoristics, o.nd all evidences of true 
•culture' vnnishcdwith dire necessity. Fortunately, many died from 
privation and disco.so, Modern civilization is a highly complex net• 
work of inte r-dependent but unstable fncili ties, and should cc rte.in 
key industries break dovm, then enormous o.reas of public service and 
activity just cease to be, Wnr economics, so fo.milio.r to us o.11, pro­
vide o. living object-les s on of this procosst We know thnt as cata­
clysm develops men and women will be reduced to savagery in its worst 
possible form c.nd thnt, a.po.rt from the kinder natural dcngers, we have 
much more to fear from the emotional stnbility of ca.ch other than from 
anything else, 

The story of six highly educated nnd cultured people on a smnll bent 
is o. very, very true ono. A storm arose nnd in the personal danger tha.t 
suddenly appeared all truces of 1 culture 1 diso.ppee.red, Women w 0ro .-.. 
thrown overboo.rd o.nd me11 fought ouch other to the death for possession 
of too few a number of lifebelts, Modern culture is based on d i s -
torted values and is, therefore, valuelessf the only true value is 
tho.t based on nlaximum or fundamental undcrst-a.nd i~. 

Another aspect for which there will be increasing evidence, is that 
the polar co.ps are molting. If the average temperature of the world's 
surfnce atmosphere increc.ses then the ro.to of melting will incree.sc. 
It is estimated that about 100 ft, rise of wnter from sea•·level wo1.1ld 
occur due t o this source of dnngcr ulone, This factor is in addition to 
the reduced power of storage of water in the atmosphere above low lev­
els, Chnnges in weight distribution on tho eo.rth must o.lso result in 
changes in motion which obey the shift in mass; 1 earth-wobble I i s 
boing co.refully watched in many quo.rt0rs. Earthquakes in une7.pected 
places (Cyprus?), old fnul ts reopening and s imilo.r geogro.phica.l chc.ng­
es muy be expected o. nd ho.vo , indeed P. lreo.dy occurred in various parts 
of the wor le, 
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In addition to these more 1 natural 1 sources of cataclysm, are the 
economic ones. These precipitate the violent depression in the con -
sciousness of Man - as required by occult luw - and gi'11'o the world to 
tho meek nnd to the humble at heart.

Worse by far: •role rance, under­
standing, and mon_i?!.':.l_J?.9~~ ho.vo dropped off o.s the worry c.nd strain 
of pers ono.l survivuJ. ho.vc increo.sed. Tho snowball of cataclysmic cir -
cumsto.nces is well , under weigh'. 

Dr. Sutton told us tho.t little dust from atomic explosions had enter­
ed tho upper atmosphere; this may be so, but som0thing co.used dust to 
fall in Grconla.nd on the 11th .of Mo.rch , 1954, in tho form of rod snow. 
This means that red dust must have boon thrown into tho upper atmos­
phere, collo cted moisture curl in its o.erio.l drift movod to tho Arctic 
a nd foll in tho snow.

In addition to dangers from radioactivity in the upper atmosphere 
there are serious problems brought about by atomic research of a mo re 
peaceful nature. Dangerous atomic wastes are radioactive substances, 
some of which we are told, can remain very active for thousa.nc:Is o f 
years, They cannot be put into streams, rivers, oceans , and any nor -
ma 1 sl~rfa.ce disposal is insufffoie nt protection from them. Harwell 
Atomic Energy Commission recently requested permission to dump t h o i r 
atomic wastes into deep, disused mine shafts; but local opposition was 
so great that the head of the Commission ho.d to deliver an 'explanatory 
speech' to the local people who a re still by no means convinc ed of the 
reasonableness of the act. If these wastes radiate, then in spite of 
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all normnl precau·,aons, we see no reason why subtorrcnean streams could 

not carry dangerous p:>. rticles out into contact with human beings. Also, 

surface ionization, as already discussed, and similar offects , such 

as mutation, aro possible. Mutation of germs , insects and so on. could 

produce dangerous struins, although as a rule such 1nutunts find them -
selvea in an alien environment and die out or do not breed true. None -

theless , the possibility must not be ignored for lack of data. It 
would appear that the only so.fo way to get rid of at_c-mic wastes is ·bo 

fire them right off the earth altoge~her - if we couldl

The Qabalist o.ccustomed to using the Middle Pillar, will find it 
necessary to make careful distinction between his Ma lkuth and Yesod and 
the yogi 's Muladhara and Svad disthana Chakras. The yogi locate s both 
these in the auric equivalent of the pelvic region of the spine; the 
qabulist locates Yesod, the moon centre, there but pluces Mulkuth under 
the feet in the same wo.y o.s Kether is ove r the head, thus indicating 
tho. t it likewise is a link with objectivity. In the qabalistic method, 
Ma lkuth is us ed as the enrth contact, and the ope r ator visua~izes him­
self standing on it as if it were the globe of Earth swinging throu gh 
space, and o. remnrko.ble magnetic flow is thus r eceived. This current, 
derived according to tradition from the Earth's aura, rises straight to 
Yesod in the sacral plexus and there be comes pcrsonel to the individua l. 
Yesod is, in fact, a transformer of the universal, e l emental energy into 
personal magnetism, and this is n very important practical point. There­
fore, it is customary to e quate Ea ll::uth with the Muladhara Lotus., and 
I have done this in previous writings. I hnve come , after practical ex­
perience of both methods, to doubt wh0thcr this is correct. It must be 
remembered, in equating the Lotuses with the Sephiroth, that tho yoga 
method is conce rned with a single line of C0ntres, one above tho other, 
and tho qnbalistio method is concerned with throe lines of centres re 
lated to co.ch other in triang les, nnd we must consider the functions 
rather tha n ·bhe locntions of tho centre s in equating them.

SPACE in the philosophy of Aristotle means 11 the container of all ob­
jects". If no objects, no container. In a Void without objects, space 
could not exist.

In Kantirui. metaphysics , space, like time and causation, is a form of 
mind action, or consciousness. Our minds are so made that we are aware 
of the world only as it exists in space and time. 

In modern mathematics , ~pace is a name for certain abstract groups 
or sets. It is not an objective entity. It is a concept, and as such is 
bound up with another idea, that of time, All objects exist in three di­
mensions , and also in time. This gives us the 4-dimensional universe 
called th~ omniverse. Minkowski opened up this line of thought, and Ein­
stein incorporated into both the special and general theories of relativ­
ity.

In the use of the atomic 
bomb there is only one-tenths of one percent of the total forces which 
disrupted. 
RGM. Uranium 235! 

NAT. YES. Now in the hydrogen fusion action the forces are may thous­
ands of time s gre~ter . The end of the action of the hydrogen explos­
ions by your country, En6land, and Russia, is nowhere near in sight. 
Many strange things are yet to follow due to this. It is said that 
gravity has no action on the nucleus of an atom, that it is all elec­
tron forces within , Yet the atom does feel the effect of gravity,for 
it creates a surface, and it is when this surface is disrupted that 
the gravitational force is torn away from it. Being invisible does not 
mean being intangible, and a small body containine, within it such tre­
mendous bundles of force, creates a surface that is equal to a .great 
sun, and talces that much gravitational pressure to hold its parts in 
place . So, what with the tearing away of the gravity field against the 
atom and letting loose these tremendous pressures, you would shatter 
your earth.

It is 

in these deeper leyers or more intense waves of whi(t is loosely called 

energy, but yet it is substance that cclllnot even be classified as ener­
gy. It is in those fields that these great beings have their existence. 

IP-You."11.rEi~ef"erring now to the Etherians? 

NAT. Yes. Man will learn how to move in and out of various frequencies, 
but that is a long way ahead on the path of his menta.l evolution. The 

Etherian people do not care who is right or who is wrong; they are cold~ 

ly disinterested in 1 isms.

NAT. Yes. My friends, this is part of the action of chemical changes 
trucing place in the atmosphere, due to cosmic and hydrogen radiation

( 't·, by RGM): Do you differentiate "between Hydrot,;e!'l radiation as you 

just mentioned it and mesons? 

NAT.ALLI : No. 
(~. Hydrogen is the origin of it? 

NAT. Yes, but it is all in the cosmic radiation; you have the forces 

coming direct to earth at great speed, and penetrating through to the 

earth and lettin6 loose this substance, hydrogen , into the atnosphere. 

You do not have it moving in that but is scattering in the atmosphere 

in a nore condensed form. Am I undel'stood? 

(~. by ML): This graphite-like substance that has been found as a small 

residue on the glass is sometimes ma,enetic and soraetimes not. 

NAT. This is to be expected, for it is metallic substance and charged 

with a positive force.

(To RR Editor): 11 I call your attention t o page 16, .BR Sept.-Oct. 
1954, Vol.X. Here Rama Ka Lao (an H.P.Trance Con­

trol. ml) states t hat with an increase i n t he tilt of t he earth, the 
moon would change its orbit and upheavals would t ake place there (such 
as t he lately reported 'cracks in the lunar surface . ml). If t he moon 
were to change its orbit it mi ght come closer to the earth, which 
would speed up its orbit; or it mi ght move f arthe r away from t he earth 
and slow down. In any case t he moon would t end to disagr ee with t he 
printed dates on calendars sent out on New Year's day, because these 
are usually printed a year in advance.

These all agree 
with the 1955 calendar enclosed, that the New Moon is on J an. 24 , 1955, 
and that the next full moon is on Feb. 7, 1955. BUT the Los Angeles 
Times prints the New Moon, the Full Moon, and the qu.a.rter moon a day 
earlier in all its editions this 1:ionth, so far; t he New Mo on on Jan. 23, 
1955.

It is my personal opinion t hat t he moon has been a day early in 
fullness for t he l a st two month s, but I t hink t his discrepa.~cy needs 
watching, since t he Government would let t he moon hit the earth (which 
it can't, without exploding beforehand), before it would admit t he moon 
is or may ·be changing its orbit.

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CONCEPTS OF THE ETHER 

One of the principal difficulties in trying to, make the 11 4-D" or 
Etheric interpretation of the aeroforms understandable, is the idee 
fixee that the ether (aether) is an outmoded hypothesis. The explana­
tion for this attitude of course lies in the whole history of the sub­
ject since the days of Lodge.

11 The foremost men of the age accept the ether, not as a vague 
dream but as a real entity" (Tydal, in Light & Electricity) . 

11 It is possible that an electron is a kind of disturbance in the 
ether, most intense at one spot ... It is equally poss ible that a hy­
drogen nucleus may be explained in a similar way" (Russell, op. cit. ) 

Eddington, as is well known, says emphatically that we cannot dis­
pense with the ether, and that in trying to do so we have to attribute 
properties to the interspaces and represent them by ' a host of symbols'. 
The phrase 'empty space' is meaningless and the old problem of actio in 
distans is still unconquered. 

Now referring to the explanation we favor, that there is no ~•cross­
ing of space" measured in light years, by the aeroforms , we refer again 
to Russell, who remarks that the process by which an electron changes 
its orbit is inexplicable - since it happens instantaneously contrary 
to all known physical laws.
