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FIREBALLS ARE WHAT?

First, Excerpts from a letter from Southern Rhodesiai * Mrse C.
Bezuidenhout of Enkeldoorn (Box 48) writes us in part as follows:

"The aeroforms known as 'fireballs', also 'Foo Fighters', have
been known 'and observed in Southern Africa (maybe all over the con=-
tinent) for centuries, ever since the white man settled at the Cape.
But as such night-phenomena are generally only seen by such people
as transport-riders, cattle herders, Primitives, or occasional farm=
ers and/or travellers, they have only been puzzled over and then
forgattens A vague idea that they were the spirits of the uneasy
dead was the only explanation guessed at« The Primitives have al-
ways regarded them as being manifestations of evil spirits - and
such spirits somehow connected with the white man =~ and are to this
day overcome with superstitious terror on seeing such a fireball.
The ordinary fammer=-hunter and his families likewise abhorred and
fled from such phenomena. As the centurios went by and the white
man moved farther and farther northward, he found that the 'fire-
balls' were everywhere to be seen in the midnight hours == although
only very occasionally.

"Toward the end of last century, tho whitc man ponetrated and
settled in the Northern Transvaal, and there, on the magnificent
mountain range named the Zoutpansberg, these 'fireballs' were found
to be a constant feature of the night velds Tt was in this region
that my husband, who was born there, first saw one of these 'fire=
balls! gliding up a slope, a few feet from the ground, and avoid=-
ing trees and rocks as if fitted with repulse radar.

"In October, 1928, I saw this phenomena myself one night at about
2:30 AM. For a fow moments I thought a native with a lantern must
be wandering around down the track on the opposite side of the littlo
valley, but when the 'fireball! began gliding at high speed, I real-
ized that it was no lantern carried by a human running madly and
Jigging, over high grass, rocks, and gullies, but something moving
freely on its own. Then another 'fireball' appeared, and I stood
and watched the two passing and repassing each other, sometimes mov-
ing oarefully and slowly, for all the world as if scanning the rough=-
plowed land, then shooting away and sometimes appearing to chase one
another , but never colliding. Suddenly, as if at a signal received
by both, one 'fircball! streaked up and over a slope and the other,
at right angles, up and over another ridge...and both were gone and
did not reappear, though I stood waiting for some little time.

"Here, in Southern Rhodesia, the early hunter=-farmers encountered
the same pheonomena in their night expeditions, and all natives have
heard of them. Onc or two have seen them, the last recorded +time
being in November, 1963.



"In October, 1954, my husbend and I saw an aeroform simultancously,
while driving in our vanctto over our farm road. First a thin sliver
of light, with a tiny light at tho back, and a dark space.between the
two , moved noross tho sky. Then the front sliver appearcd to turn
full=face toward us end it oxpanded into something like o luminous
disc. It thon appeared to turn and sireak away from us, and the tiny
ttaildightt(greon) was visible for a seconds Butb the whole sighting
took only about ton seconds == to our rogret. It would seem as if the
object had the shape of a flashlight torch, and moved as if held level
by a gigantic hand. s

"about o month later a neighbor and his wife saw a tfireball! moving
along the rood in front of their car. But this object was o glowing
ruby red, so that the observers took it for the tail=light of another
car...until they saw it streak off over the rough veld and disappears
Other sightings have been recorded in popers here. But I am writing
only of personal experiences and knowledge, to confirm your statement
that UFO objects are no new thing, although only 'fireballs' have
been encountered as far as our word=of-mouth records show, here in
Africa. If othor shaped craft have evor been sightod by the aborig=
ines no white man has ever boen told about it, for our Primitives
keep such information to themselvess They have a doep superstitious
fear of talking about inexplicable appearances, for foar that evil
spirits would take revenge over the 'blabbing'."

"Backward, turn backward" ... ete., = viz., to ROUND ROBIN for
September, 1945, and then to the issue of Jonuary, 1946. Two para=
grophs of tho earlier reforence follow:

"o thought "Pathfinder" was too smart to get involved in t. h e
ball light & ing controversy = but they printod a weatherman's remark
fhat b.1. was only an after-image, and received enough indignant let-
ters to fill an issue." Fort's contribution Was that "thousands of
objects have been seen to fall from aloft, and have exploded lumin-
ously and have been called ball lightaing." But he doesn't rule it
out as an electrical phenomena alsO....

"David Dietz, Scripps-Howard Science Editor, received hundreds of
letters from b-1 witnesses; a friend of his, a columnist, reports
more than 3,000 letters in support. Dr. W. J. Humphreys of the U.S.
Weather Bureau received about 300 letters, but believed all the in-
stances could be explained "some other way". Professor J.G. Albright
told Dr. Frank A. Perret, voloamologist, and says he observed 1 ¢

munder perfect conditions atb Stromboli in 1907", which seems to give
Professor J.G.A. a small set-back.

#For ourselves, having learned A-B AB of this subject by a small
personal experience, Wwe have long been concerned only with the forms
and causes of the phenomenon. Something ball-shaped that shoots
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through the sky, explodes in mid-air or on hitting something, starts
fires, arguments, and fits, may very easily be a falling object (as
Fort believed). TFireballs that come out of columns of volcanic smoke
(Dr. Perret), or dally along fence tops, pop out of telephone instru-
ments and singe house-cats, light on flag poles, bounce around like
hand-balls (invisible gilants playing with them?) - these seem more
likely to be electrical phenomena only. Our motto is, assume more
than one cause for every phenomenon — and a bas or Ah Bah w i t h
Occam.

We may have been a bit hasty in the closing sentences just quoted,
but Professor Charles J. Ryan of the Theosophical University a t
Covina, California, contributed to our enlightenment. Writing in the
January, 1946, issue already mentioned, he says:

0 i I have long taken great interest (in this phenomenon) as I
believe it will lead to important discoveries in regard to ot her
planes than the physical. I have heard too many reports from 'plain'
people with no axes to grind to have any doubts of its existence.
Therefore I wish to draw your attention to a report in the Science
News Letter for November 18, 1933, where a photograph of ball light-
nine, taken by Professor J.C. Jensen is reproduced. Physics for Octo-
ber, 1833 contzins further ébservitions by him.

"It appears to me that there is some connection between ball light-
ning and the will-o'-the-wisp, and if it is not too shocking to 'com~
mon sense', that the influence of elementals, nature spirits ( the
Maruts of Hindu philosophy, for instance) is indicated in both cases.
Why do the electric balls move quite slowly and show apparent choice
of a track through a passage in a house which seems to have nothing
to do with metallic conductors? No one seems to have been killed by
such unpleasant visitors although they passed close by and sometimes
exploded when they got safely out in the open air. In the case of
will-o'-the-wisps some very strange behaviour is recorded, particular-
ly the frequent slipping away from persons Who approach too close for
their apparent satisfaction, and the curious revolution of one round
another without combining. There are several other characteristics
which are common to both kinds of phenomena but which are admittedly
not properly explained. We are told that will-o'-the-wisps are noth-
ing but luminous patches of marsh gas, probably methane, rising from
decomposed vegetation in wet marshy ground, but there are cases where
the mystic flames have been seen in extremely dry territory w here
there was no water for miles. And why should there be sometimes a
smell of phosphorus? Some very curious and well authenticated cas-
es are given in the"Scientific American"(Supplement) for May, 1920,
where it is pointed out that no satisfactory cr even plausible ex-
planation has been given to cover the known phenomena. (italics
ours. Ed.) The same might be said (by scientists) about the bril-
liant, slow-moving globular lights often seen at spiritualistic se-
ances. H.Ps Blavatsky, in her "Isis Unveiled", I, 106 et seq., in
discussing Babinet's 'meteor cat', definitely associates such slow-
moving examples of ball lightning with elemental activity.

The references given above, to scientific publications, should
conclusively dispose of the inane repetition, "no scientist ever saw
ball lightning". Also, the argument that "some will-o'-wisps are
caused by marsh gas, therefore all similar appearances are caused in
the same way" -~ or else by "radioactive ores" and the like, is of
course mere conjecture; it should not be necessary to contend with
such childishness, even whey uttered by alleged authority. Neither
will any spiritist or occultist assert that all such phenomena are of
'supernormal' origin; nevertheless, the association of lights an d
luminous appearances with spiritistic manifestations is so well known,
that there is good a priori ground for assuming that it may be present
here,in some instances. Elemental activity is equally probable a t
times, and there is an immense amount of occult lore in support of tle
idea.

THE SPECTRUM OF DENSITIES

To me, the spectrum of densities is the spectrum of frequencies,
i.e., vibratory rates of any particular plane of manifestation. And,
certain, manifesting divisions of the infinite spectrum of frequen-
cies could be said to correspond to octaves, that differentiate the
various planes or dimensions from each other, although they a 1 1
blend as one continuous whole.

The question of densities (as related to the different planes of
manifestation) is one of the most difficult that the human mind can
grepple with. If frequency is a measure of density, one can well
ask « « the frequency of what?

The frequency-of=-motion of the atomic and sub-atomic fields of
force that constitute what we call"matter" on any plane. Although
linear motion can and does have some bearing on any given piece or
body of matter, in terms of density (consider a bullet at reat or
in motion), I will not complicate matters by going into this aspect
at this time. I am in this more important instance referring to
cyclic motion within the fields-of-force units of matter; iees, vi=-
bratory, pulsating, orbital velocity, etc., of atomic constituents.
Thus, the more atoms (nuclear, electronic, etc., fields~of=force)
we have, within any given unit of space, the more dense is the mat-
ter of that space.

By that token, the matter of our earth plane or dimension is a
tenuous and ghostly proposition indeed. Our atoms end the spaces
between them are as spacious and empty as our solar system is on
its scales. Why, then, does our matter look, feel and act so utter=
ly real, solid and dense? For this reason. Take, for example, the
oyclic frequency=of=motion of the electrons in our octave of densi=-
ty or matter. The electrons revolve around the atomic nucleus six
million billion times a second. A system with such a frequency =
of -motion is harder than steel. Slowly moving blades of a fan do not
seem to be very solid or dense but, speed thom up (incrcase t h e
cyclic frequency-of=motion) and it will assume the density of a
metal disce

Even within our own octave of density, ie.es, our "material" uni=-
verse, there is a wide range of denmsities, with hydrogen at one cnd
of the scale and matter, on some dwarf stars, that is 200,000 times
as dense as any mattor we have on earth. Such matter is sans clec-
trons and consists of nuclei only. These are so closely packed to=-
gether that the frequency-of-motion of the combined fields of foroce
(of tho nuclei and their sub-nuclear constituents) corresponds to
en enormous incraanse of density ovor matter as we know it on earth.
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And yet even this super=-dense mattor must be a ghostly shadow as
compared to the density of matter in other planes or dimensions. The
frequency-of-motion of their atomic fields of force is so stagger =~
ing that we arc "out of tunc" with thom, and such matter being out
of our octave does not register on our senses and instruments. Some
of us can bridge this gap through certain psychic faculties, a n d
thore is serious work going on in the ficld of electronics, radion=
ies, otcs, to rogister in octaves of frequoncy-of-motion other than
our own. But that is another matter and subject.

Tt is obvious to those who have searched into such matters, that
Saucerian scionce has mastercd tho problem of changing tho frequency=
of-motion of both their and our densities of matter, as and whenever
it suits their purpose. Thus, thoy really "tunc" thomselves in and
out of our octave or dimension of donsity. Thoy "emerge" from their
frequency and enter ours, at will. To us they simply scem to appear
"out of nowhore" and vanish in tho same way. At times, it scoms to
suit their purpose to function at a frequency or density that 1is
on o borderline betwecn their and our octave or frequoncy; thus bo=-
coming only partially visible to us, taking on the appearance of a
jelly=-fish, etce This causes some headaches and skull scratching
among those "scicntific" gentry and materialists; who concede the
reality of Saucer craft but regard them as morely glorifiecd pro =
ducts of some celostial machine-shope Tho Canadian government, be
it known, had spent a fabulous amount of monoy trying (with much
mumbo=jumbo of secrecy) to design and build a copy of a Saucor
eraft, on the basis of the above "will O' the wisp" approoch , and
after churning around in a welter of frustrations, gave it up as &
bad job. This caused them to "sour" on the real Soucor spacc=craft
so much that they have discontinued their originally fine Saucer
observatory. Howevor, back to the main subject.

Lot us take a little flight of scientific fancy on the basis of
the spectrum of densities sketchily outlinod above.

Wo have, stretching out in all dircctions, an immense universe of
tremendous space, of something close to ncar emptincss; since even
the motter of the countloss stars is mostly composed of spaces Hero
and there millions ocnd billions upon billions of miles apart in this
ncar-cmpty immensity, arc tiny pinpricks of light, somcthing regis=
tering on your sense mechanism. These minute points are the s o.1 ¢
constitucnts of our physical universe.

But now supposc we could, by some magic of read justment of our
sense organs, beeome attuncd to a different scale or octave of vi-
bratory frequencics. Instantly, all the worlds, suns, stars, and
whirling galaxios and ncbular systems would be blotted out into a
black void of nothingness. From them would be conveyed to us not
the faintost tromor to make us awareo of their existence. However,
in their placo thore would flash into attuncment with our sight
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sense galaxy upon galaxy of new worlds, new suns, new stars without
end, where thore had been only empty void. Botween these worlds and
galaxies, if your sight sense were koen enough, you might glimpse
splendid spnco=craft flashing olong with the speed of light or, if
on longer journcys, with the speed of thought.

And, still moving on, into enother and different attunement of
your senses, this sccond universe in its turn would vanish and be no
more. And so on, and on, and on, through the almost infinite reaches,
until, in the ncarest approach to omniscience possible in a finito
cosmos, we would appreciate that in all the vastness of spacc there
is no point that is ompty; that it is all ONE THING, onec Primordial
Thingt And that « o it monifests on all planes, through a spectrum
of densities.

AN APPROACH TO THE CONCEPT OF DENSITY

Editor, Round Robin:

Have just finished Wilkin's "Flying Saucers on the At-
tack", the best I've read so far. It secems many of the manifesta =
tions are etheric elementals having fun - but others are definitely
tSaucers! or extra-terrestrial ships. Some seem hostile and others
benevolent. Not all are of etherian origin. As to 'varieties'-
what's so strange about that? How many different types of planes
are there? We may have here three separate sources of 'Saucers'® ¢
Etherian, physical interplanetary, and some which originate right
here on carth = remnants of ancient Atlantis. The wholc could be un-
der the supervision of the Hierarchy (so-called by Theosophists ) ,who
may well be the Guardians the M.P. Controls speak ebout. I think
there is a galactic civilization on the etheric level within which

————— —— e - —— e e
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the humenity of this earth (us) is being supervised and prepared for
future citizenship therein. It is here, limited to the physical plane,
where we with safety to the rest learn the lessons of right and wrong.
I doubt if they will let us go so far as to destroy ourselves or the
planet —-- although considerable latitude seems to be allowed.

Death, or the destruction of our physical bodies is of small con -
sequence, except to us who have the mistaken notion that life is the
result of biochemical action, and who therefore set a high value on it.
Death only projects us back into our native plane. Hence the Seucers
which seem inimical may not be so. They mey be in the nature o f
"whips" tc warn us not to go too far.

As to the relative densities of the Etheric and physical planes,
here's an idea that may help see light. It shows your physical atoms
arranged in a given space. In the same space etheric atoms 30 in num-
ber. If "particles per volume" is the measure of density then t h e

30 etheric atoms is a denser substance than the
four physical atoms. There aremore of them in a
E = given spece. They are smaller, therefore weigh
less, or say "are less affected by the gravetic
field of the physical earth!:

One of ocur obstacles to a clear view of these
things is that we keep imagining 'atoms' much
too close together. If we were reduced to o
size where an electron would be as large to us

” ¥ ag the earth, and if we were in the hydrogen

atom we'd find the binary suns nearly 180 mil-

lion miles away and o million miles apart. Off in the distance,
visible only in a good telescope, we'd see the other planet (electron)
360 million miles awoy. The next nearest planetary system (atom) wodld
be almost a light year distant from us. In between we would see o lu~
minous haze like the Milky Way; this would be some accumulations o f
Etheric atoms of another chunk of substance on the etheric plane,
not tangible to the being locking at the chunk of substance our planet-
ary system (hydrogen atom) is a constituent of.

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It may be that Etheric matter interpenetrates physical matter be -~
couse etheric atoms are much smaller and not so far apart. And yet
the relative size (diemeter) and distance apart of etheric atoms may
be in nearly the same proporticn as between size and distance in phy-
sical matter.

Take & cublic inch of physical motter (lead, pb) and if it be inter-
penetrated by an etheric substance that cubic inch will contain con-
siderably more etheric matter (atoms) than physical matter (atoms).
In that sense the etheric stuff is denser. Not tangible because it
flows through and in between the atoms of our physical bodies the
same way and can make no impression on it all.




Nevertheless, we see that some etheric substance con affect physical
matter or rather certein other physicel elements. This is most evident
biologically. But here, I think we are dealing not sc much with atoms
as with gravities, magnetic and electro-magnetic forces that exist be-
tween the atoms of the physical and etheric substances.

Now, we don't know for certain, but there may be certain etheric
alloys with properties that meke it possible to 'emerge' from the ethar-
ic to the physical planes. As explained in my previous letters this may
be accomplished by turning or shifting the atomic substance some way.

It is also possiblethe ships are made of certéain physical alloys cap-

able of the same trick the other way. They may be normal to the physi-
cel plene and emerge into the etheric. Any change in atomic structure

would cause a release of energy - that accounts on one point for the

'light' seen when the saucers appear.

What abcut'!frequency'? The etheric atoms move shorter distances
hence 'tick' faster, like the difference between a short pendulum and
o long one. Within the atoms the etheric electron moves in a very much
smaller orbit; if the light speed is the same here as on the physical
plene their vibration is greater - higher frequency. And there we have
a denser matter with a higher frequency. But as we said before, I see
no relationship between density, frequency, and 'tangibility'. But the
size of the atom and its spacing may be a factor, the atomic structure
(arrangement) evem more so. If density and frequency were factors of
tengibility, etheric matter would be more tengible than the physicel,
which we know it is not.

Those Saucers which go without eany apparent inertia may be alto -
gether etheric, yet visible to us because they are emitting light
quanta. Etheric matter not being affected by the earth's gravetic
field, or the mass field of the physical plane suffer no inertial ef-
fects here. We may be seeing just the luminous radiation, and not the
ship itself at all. Except those ships which emerge completely, or
those which are of the physical earth, these would be tangible, seeable
by reflected light, otherwise sensible to us. These latter are the
landed and stationary ships that have been seen.

In continuation, Associate J. Hilliard sends us the following:

C. and C. arrived today —— have read Natalli's little discourse on
density twice now. The subject of the relative densities of the vari-
ous "planes" is rather complex. I think this is partly because w e
don't see or try to see the whole picture. It is nearly impossible to
describe a tree, leaf at a time. We should keep in mind that Natalli
is talking about a specific atomic condition not applicable to all
atoms, I get this partly from his statement that: "In the atom of
your physical world, the nucleus is itself made up of other atoms with
electronic bodies."
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"Other atoms" can only mean atrms of another plane, i.e., the Ether-
ic. But not all the atoms of another plane are involved in physical
atomic structure. Physical atoms are composed of the atom native to
all the other planes. Wherever the atom oy a higher plane becomes in-
volved in the atomic structure of a lower plane, that higher atom is
for the time out of its native plane. It cannot react with other a -
toms on its native plane which are not involved. (We call them free
atoms of a plane). It can and does react with its cwn kind within the
atom of its involvement.

Here's a clue: When an atomic fission tekes place in a physical
atom certein forms of energy are released. Thus energy is the ether-
ic atom liberated from physical atomic structure, whence it returns
to its native etheric plane. (It may be these suddenly liberated
etheric atoms, in huge quantities, in the atom bomb blasts which are
disgurbing the Etherian population —- as much as 'fall-out' disturbs
us.

Further evidence appears in "Scientific American" — they have
now figured out that the neutrino is actually two (physical) elect-
rons going round end round each other like a binary. In about a
billionth of & second the system collapses and emits a photon. The
omission differs according to whether the electron spin is the same
or opposite in the two electrons of the system. The photon is a
wave of free etheric atoms -~they disperse and venish *and the big
question is the nuclear physicist's (and I teke it from the " S.A."
article, "Where in the h--- did it go?") They ere puzzled. TYou see
energy, no more than matter is supposed to vanish -~ it has to turn
up somewhere in some form or other. It does.

— (* that asterisk by 'venish' means it disappears from the physical
continuum. They quite as suddenly become sensible (in atomic bomb
proportions) to Etherien folk.)

I believe that not only the neutron and proton are composed of
etheric atoms but also physical electrons as "simplest structures'.
Eitheric etoms are, ina similar way, composed of "astral' a.t e m s
(astral because I know no other descriptive term femiliar to every-
body). Astral atoms are agein composed of mental atoms and so on up
the scale. How far? Who cen tell? But we must keep in mind that not
all the atoms of a given plane are involved in the atomic structure
of the next lower (so-called) plane. Thus a physical atom is in the
tthird! analysis composed of mental atoms — but in order to release
its 'energy' onto the mental plane we have to break it physically,
etherically end astrally - three times, that is.

When the atoms of the mental plane involve into astral atoms -
that's an atomic fusion with an energy release, and they vanish from
that plane into the next. (Mental into estral). And when the astral
atom involves in the etheric atoms that's a fusion in which t b e
atoms seem to vanish, or some of them do - they become un-sensible
on the astral plane. And when Etheric atoms become grouped into
physical atoms -~ that's a fusion attended with a release of energy
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ond some of the etheric atoms vanigh from the etheric plane into the
physical. Fission is a reversal of the process « but alwsys not ell .
the atoms vanish,

I'm giving these descriptive phrases here to present anh idea,rather
than describe something -~ look behind the words, please.

So what the heck is density? If we are beings on the mental plane .
the atomic substances on that plane are tangible to us.(It is differ-
ent in nature from the physical, however.) If we are beings on the
astral (emotional) plane, and by our body structure limited in aware-
ness to that plane, then all the other planes are intangible to us.

The astral is then to us the densest. The same for the etheric and
physical planes. Density is a function of consciousness, when by dens-
ity we mean tangibility. In the sense of quantity of atoms of all kinds
in a given volume — the volume will contain in greatest number mental
atoms. We stop at mental atoms -if we postulate atoms of still higher
plenes — the higher we go the demser our volume in the same sense (par-
ticles per volume). If we ever came to an abgolute it would be homo-
geneous. I think even the Koilon is particulate -~ but we have to stop
somewhere. And beyond the mental plane it doesn't concern usmach

three planes above that.-~ not at all.

P.S.: Arbitrerily essume 7 etheric atoms in a physicel electron.

Then the 7 etheric atoms, each, composed of 7 astral atoms, the
49 astral atoms composed of each 7 mental atoms; the physical electron
is made up of 3.43 mental atoms, or 49 astral atoms, or 7 etheric atoms,
("or", because involved atoms are not teangible to the consciousness re-
stricted to their native plane). If density means particles per giv-
en volume, then our electron is denser with respect to the mental plane
than it is with respect to the astral plane or the etheric plane. But
each step down involved atoms yanish from their native plane. Vanish-
ment is a function of consciousness. Hence in each step down there are
less particles in the composition of the observed particle (atom or
electron) - thus a seeming paradox — from the standpoint of particles
per volume a physical atom is a group of mental atoms of great density-
relative to the mental plane. But from the standpoint of conscious per-
ception of particles per volume ~ the physical atom 1s least dense -

taking the hydrogen atom as example - four particles.

There was (perhaps still is) a professor of philosophy at Cam -
bridge named Wittgenstein, who in 1922 produced a remarkable book,
forbiddingly entitled, "Tractatus Logico-Philosophicus". This was dir-
ected in large part against the tendency to ask senseless questions
in philosophy, and is said to be highly esteemed by all who can under-
stand it. But for the moment, I speak only of the very last para -~
graphs of this work, which have an unique and refreshing flavor. Let
me quote them:

"My propositions are elucidatory in this way: he who understands
me finally recognizes them as senseless, when he has climbed o u t
through them, on them, over them. (He must, so to speak, throw away
the ladder after he has climbed up on it.)
. IrHe must surmount these propositions; then he sees the world right-
Y
"Whereof one cannot speek, thereof one must be silent."

If the principle of this last line were put into application, how
many libraries of learned works would be consigned to desuetude! How
much argument would be stilled, if semanticists were to inherit the
earth!

It has been said optimistically, that if all men truly understood
each other, there would be no dissension among them. A pessimist
might reply, that if all were known no one could tolerate his neigh-
bor - or be tolerated by him.

"Ianguage was invented by man in order to conceal his thoughts."
If so, this is the one invention of man which has proved an unquali-
fied success.

" 'What is truth?' asked jesting Pilate, and would not stay for an
answer." From this the intelligence of the Procurator gains much in
stature. It was not left to the moderns to discover that truth is
made as the world spins. (I cannot, myself, believe in absolutes).

"If you search for 'truth', it might be well to try and define
what the word means to you — and then, going back of that, to de -
fine a definition. At this point we can understand the perplexities
of Milton's fallen Angels, arguing (in hell) about free will and
predestination, 'in wandering mazes lost'. For myself, I return to
the old pedanticism, that 'the function of a definition is to state
the proximate genus and specific difference'. This does not rescue
one from Pandemonium, but it has an air about itl

Once I inquired of a Voice from the 'Other Side': 'I saw t h e
mirage of g lake, but when I came closer there was only dry sand.
Which of these things was true?' The Voice replied: 'There were two
truths - yet no truth, for both were Maya'.
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"All planes are planes of illusion. We change and pass, but only
from one illusion to another. This fact is the only 'truth' man can
attain to; this incessant change is the only permanence."

"Is it so?" I questioned. "What then of Good and Evil, of High
and Low, of Better and Worse?!

"A11 these" (the Voice continued) "are what you call values; do
you think they escape the law of impermanence?

And these three are One, and all
that I have said is full of contradictions and of no worth. This is
the ladder of which your philosopher spoke, which, as man climbs
falls away into nothingness beneath him."

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REPORT ON THE DROSNES-LAZENBY cancer treatment -
by FRANK EDWARDS

l. Excerpt from brosdcast of February 15, 1950:

"All these people have several things in common. They were all can-
cer patients, examined and treated by qualified medical experts and re-
leased as incurable. All of them were given but a short time to live,
yet every one of them is alive and improved tonight - long after their
allotted time. They nll had cancer, as their hospital records prove

"And AFTER they had been given up by the various hospitals which
could do no more for them, they were all treated at a little free ex =
perimental céncer clinic in Bloomfield, a section of Pittsburghe The
clinic has had a hectic career. It is opposed by the local medical soc=
iety there. The two people who started it ... were convicted of practis-
ing medicine without a license; but last week the Court declared that
the jury had erred, and granted a new trial. In the meantime two respect-
ed physicians have been donating their time and skill to the clinic.
Nobody gets paid at that clinic = and they will treat only cancer cases
which have been given up by hospitalse The treatment is free, but the
patient must have a biopsy showing that he does have cancer, and that it

has been pronounced incurable.

"And the treatment? Just the oxtract - a bitter brown extract from
a mould that is grown on a mixture of wheat, yeast, and salt. Fothing
radical about that, for penicillin, too, is made from a mould . « The
official medical group in Pittsburgh won't touch it with a ten=foot
pole; but several physicians who have sent patients to the cliniec as a
last resort are admittedly amazed. The chief chemist of one of the na-
tions largest drug companies said to me: 'I am thoroughly familiar with
the clinic and the cases = it's the most amazing thing I've ever seen =
I can't explain it

"Please note, I am merely reporting to you facts which I obtained
from the docBors, the hospital records and patients themselves. Nobody
at this time is calling this treatment a cure = but the facts remain. «

One year later, in February 1951, again in February 1952, in March
of 1953, and finally in July of 1954 Frank Edwards gave supplemental re-
ports by broadcast,on case histories and the progress of this treatment.
This last report ends with the following sentences:

"The findings of this clinic were ignored by organized medicine ee.
the clinic was ridiculed. As of this date the Drosnes-Lagenby Clinic
has treated more than 1000 cancer patients ... has more than a dozen
patients alive and well from four to six years beyond the time when big
hospitals sent them home to die. What happend to them? Nobody knows -
least of all organized medicine, which can only reply with a sneer.
