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WILL THE EARTH DO A FLIP? 
-by Assoc. G. Burridge-

Will the earth do a flip? Will it some day spin on a 

1-

new axis? A few geologists think it may have done this 

several times during its history, but if so, the last time 

was millions of years ago. Hugh A. Brown, an electrical 

engineer of Douglaston, Long Island, believes the earth did 

its last flip less than 10,000 years ago. It is Mr. Brown's 

theory we wish to write about here. 

Our earth appears to be passing through a period of 
11 unusual 11 cosmic ray bombardment. This bombardment is indi­

cated to be greatest over the earth's "top", or northern 

pole. The increased cosmic activity probably began about 

1850, for world temperatures in the northern Hemisphere have 

been steadily rising since then. The increased temperature, 

with consequent lesser rainfall and other erratic weather 

conditions, seems to have become more accentuated during the 

last thirty years. Is the Southwest in particular, headed 

for another stringent drought period like that of 1276 to 

1300, as indicated by the "Tree Ring" Science? How long 

will it continue? We cannot answer now. 

That the Arctic ice cap is melting seems certain. Gener­

al ocean levels are rising. Climate in the northern Hemis­

phere i s warmer and dryer. The 11 hurricane belt" is becom­

ing wider and extending farther north. When rains come, 

they come more frequently in cloudburst proportions. There 

seems to be a growing tendency for longer summers and win­

ters, with shortened spring and autumn seasons. What does 

this portend? Who can say? 

Mr. Brown says the Antarctic ice cap is growing at the 

rate of five trillion tons per year1 This growth, he feels, 

will be the undoing of man's civilization. It will com­

pletely change the earth's physiognomy. It will take place 

when the earth "careens", the huge Antarctic ice cap swing­

ing to the relative position of the present equator. Then, 

the water of all oceans will deluge the land, gigantic winds 

will rip across most of that which is not deluged. 

A bleak picture? Yes. But Mr. Brown says man can do 

something about it - can prevent such an occurrence - and 

save his civilization. The 11 cure 11 he prescribes may be as 

fatal as the 11 disease 11
, but here it is. 

Mr. Brown has been gathering information relative to 

this matter for more than 40 years. He is hardly a scatter­

brain. He was born in 1878 and received his degree of Elec­

trical Engineer from Columbia University in 1900. Since then 
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he has been a successful business-man in the field of elec­
trical power machinery. 

While orthodox science has rather looked 11 down its nose" 
at Brown's theory, it appears never to have made· any "all 
out" attempt to disprove it. The U.S. Navy Dept. now has 
ships in the Antarctic region in an effort to learn if the 
ice cap there~ growing as Brown indicates. 

As is generally believed, our earth does not spin in a 
fully upright posit ion. Its axis inclines 23½ degrees. 
It is also believed our earth "wobbles" on its axis an 
estimated 25 feetl It is this wobble, coupled with the 
growing weight of ice at the South Pole, which Mr. Brown 
fears wi 11 be the spark which ignites the new flip. 

The Antarctic ice cap covers some 6,000,000 square miles. 
Brown says it is more than two miles thick on the polar 
plateau, and has grown from a once tropical spot in less 
than 8,000 years. 

If the South Pole ice cap is growing, then obviously it 
cannot continue to do so indefinitely. Sooner or later 
gathering weight of ice in one place must affect our 
globe's action in some way. One of the things which is 
supposed to keep all polar ice in balance is its breaking 
off in icebergs around its outer edges. The more ice - the 
more icebergsl Ice appears to possess the innate property 
of 11 sliding out i'rom under itself 11 in the form of glaciers. 
These glaciers push into the water, break off and float 
away to melt. It is by artificially hastening this natural 
breaking of the icebergs which Mr. Brown i'cels will save our 
civilization. 

Science calculates the earth turns at about 1,042 miles 
per hour. Tho atmosphere spins with it. The earth bulges 
a little at its equator. About 26 miles more than around 
the earth at its poles. The added bulge about makes up for 
the 11fla tness II at the poles, The equatorial bulge is caused 
by the centrifugal force created by the speed at which the 
earth revolves, balanced against the earth's force of grav­
ity. This slight bulge appears to mechanically keep the 
earth from careening continually. 

As the weight of ice builds up at the South Pole it 
brings pressures to bear upon the earth's crust. When 
these pressures become great enough, the crust loosens and 
breaks away, allowing the earth to jumf. off center - be­
cause of its already possessed "wobble'. Then the wobble 
rolls the globe around sideways in the direction of its 
rotation. This action lifts the waters of the oceans over 
the land, as a dish filled with water given a quick forward 
movement lifts the water out and over the dish's rim. The 



air mass wi 11 not follow the earth I s movement at anything 
like its careenin):'; speed, thus it will create terrible winds 
whose proportions would be much more destructive than any 
hurricane we know anything about. Thus, the la~d would be 
deluged with salt water. Most vegetable and animal life 
would be destroyed by winds and water . When it was finally 
quiet again, the ice cap would be where the equator u~ed to 
be, the old equator circling the poles of today . Civiliza­
tion would be only a manory in a very few minds - and once 
more those few would begin the long climb back to knowledge . 

Brown believes such events have taken place about 150 
times during the last million years 1 He thinks Africa's 
Lake Chad basin was the site of the last North Pole before 
the area it now occupies came to be . Brown presents much 
evidence for his conclusions, but it cannot be given here 
for want of space . 

What is it then , mankind can do to prevent this disaster? 
Mr . Brown sees only one thing - one means . The use of the 
atomic bomb to blast loose much more of the glacial ice at 
the South Pole, allowing it to become icebergs and melt in 
the warmer sea.st 

Brown feels the atomic bomb is the only explosive we have 
powerful enough to do the job . Whether more damage would be 
done from one big explosion or from several smaller ones 
must be decided . Without doubt, techniques could be devel­
oped whereby a minimum of explosions would free a maximum of 
incebergs . Too, the ice would not be taken from one place , 
or at one time, but as much around the perimeter ns possible . 
Mr . Brown feels if only a few more million tons of ice were 
taken a waYt from the cap than new snow falls each year, we 
would be 1safe 11 • Perhaps this wouldn ' t be as big n. job as 
it now seems . 

I hear immediate groans from all those who are "radia­
tion conscious" . We certainly have much to groan about in 
this connection . However, are we certain what effect atomic 
explosions have on ice? Do we know how radiations affect 
relatively pure water? And that is pretty nearly what ice 
caps are, for remember, this ice is made of snow not too 
highly saturated with foreign materials . 

There is some question as to how long the ice of the 
Antarctic may have to be blasted . If we consider the oceans 
are becoming warmer, some of this heat will eventually reach 
the South Pole regions, hence quicken melting there . Too, 
we do not know when a new cosmic bombardment may attack the 
South Pole ice . It is possible some stellar phenomenon of 
which we know nothing regulates such matters . Mr . BroVlm 
says he feels it is good the weight of the North Pole ice 
cap is being lessened at this time, thus assisting the earth 
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by reducing some pressure on its surface at another point. 

If we can gain knowledge of how to establish "Sriace 
Stations" soon enough, it is possible a series of 'burning 
glnss mir·rors" could concentrate sun heat on the Antarctic 
reg ion and keep its ice cap in check. 

Was a growing ice cap and the r es ultant earth careen the 
cause which helped s ink Atlantis or Lemuria? It is an 
inter esting speculation; one whoso answer we can never be 
sure of finding. 

With ignorance, we miss the folly of being wise 1

The Electronic Control of Crops and Insects: 
(Exc erpts from 

lett er, Associ ate 6 7 9 to Ge orge H. do ln Warr, Released by 
the Laboratories and Associate 6 7 9, with deletions, for 
the BSR publications. De la Warr and his co-workers have 
long been invest i ga ting certain 'borderland' problems (as 
we call them ), and the results obtained can only be des­
cribed as incredible. 'Incredible', but factual, provable, 
and proven) 

'J •• I hnve spent considerable time with the president of 
an Amorican organization engaged in agronomic improvement, 
including the treatment of plant diseases, insect control 
and genoral crop benefaction. This company has developed 
an electronic process for the elimino.tion of' para.sitic in­
sects from various crops, as well o.s for substant tal in .. 
creas e in crop a creage yield. The instrument used permits 
plant or crop to b e treated. Small quantities of radio en­
ergy at the snme frequency are then transmitted daily to the 
crop and increased yield is soon apparent. 
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11 In treating for insects the reagent in the well of the 
instrument can be n.nything which will be antip,athetic to 
the insect - eucalyptus leaf, red-wood bark, 1st ink weed" 
and rmny other botanicals. Included in almost every group 
of reagents is n small crystal of tungsten nickel fluoride. 
A small sample of a commercial insecticide known to destroy 
the particular type of insect concerned may a lso be used. 
In most cases reagent samples are us ed in combination. The 
basic frequency of each reagent is transmitt ed to the crop. 

11 Wi thin 20 minutes 1 the insects are driven away or die 
from di6es tive upsets. The interesting aspect of this WOI"k 

is, that treatment may be confined to a sharply delineated 
area . For such selective control a negative of an aerial 
view is first prepared . Special lenses are employed which 
give extremely sharp detail. From the negative aro cropped 
those areas which are not to be treated. This can be done 
within such tole r11nces as tre width of a plow furrow. The 
remai nder of the negative is inserted in the instrument and 
treatment proceeds, but only to the plants in the uncropped 
negative areas . Positives or prints from tre negative will 
also work satisfactorily but not as well as the negatives. 

11 I have seen aerial photographs taken (after a serios of 
treatments) of various farm crops. Test crops within the 
tren.ted area, cropped from the negative, were different in 
coloring as a result of insect ravages, stunted or delayed 
growth. Surrounding such plots n.nd up to but not beyond the 
borders of adjoining farms the crops were in luxuriant growth 
with yields of two to three times normal. I have also looked 
at volumes of data being accumulated by the company from 
farmers in several East ern states . The evidence is positive, 
unassailable, and quite exciting . The Farm Bureau of one 
state h as given J 25,000 for further research. The u.s. 
Department of Agriculture is cooperating with the company 
in tests in certain Southern states and is making available 
a series of test plots at one of its experimental stations. 

"Applications for patents on the equipment and process 
has been made to the U.S. Pa tent Office; however, the latter 
has found no historical patent information upon which to 
base evaluation of this new application. The company is 
therefore now preparing statistical data as proof of the 
theory. Recent models of the instrument, I am informed, 
are carried on the back, are completely portable, and operate 
with transistors and batteries. 

l (Underscoring is mine throughout this article . ML) 
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"In addition to the foregoing," writes 6 7 9, 11 BSR may 
now release the following 11 : 

"In recent discussions with the president of .the above -
mentioned company and the chief engineer of the same, I 
have lea1°ned that tl:ey have proven that the emulsion on 
the sheet of film apparently is the main control factor. 
They have scraped off the emulsion, rolled it into a small 
wad or ball, placed it in the v1e ll of the instrument - and 
the same results are achieved . 'rhe treatment can be given 
from a distance . In one series of tests, they treated an 
agricultural crop from the top of a mountain about 100 miles 
away from the farm. Treat~nt usually is five to ten min­
utes each morning during the growing season. 

"A number of large American corporations are quietly 
interested in this process, for obvious reasons. A huge 
chemical company, one of this country's largest manufactut>­
ers of insecticides, has been looking into the process. It 
could very well upset the entire insecticide industry, for 
one grain or crystal of an insecticide can suffice to treat 
an acre, a square mile , or an entire County or State - any­
thing that appears in the photographic emulsion in the well 
or collector plate of the instrument. 

11A well-known food packers' corporatlon conducted tests 
on a plot of strawberries out on the West Coast - six acres 
in size. Ono acre was cut out of the negative in an unusual 
shape and this was used in the instrument. At the end of 
the growing season the yield from this one acre was almost 
five times that from the untreated acreage. It stood out 
quite clearly in an aeria 1 photograph and the unusual shape 
of the acre was quite apparent . 

"This organization has also succeeded in experiments 
with plant mutations. A black walnut tree in a grove of 
black walnuts was treated with an English walnut in the 
instrument well. At tre end of one growins season the 
treated black walnut was producing nuts about 9afo similar 
to English walnuts. In another test, using the same grove 
of trees, a photograph of one tree w~s placed in the instru­
ment along with a piece of radioactive ore. A person who 
knew noth.L'Jfs about tre t es t being under way was asked to 
talrn a Geig,3r counter o.nd dote:i: ~11ine if any of the trees were 
radioactive. He soon locat0d one tree which activated the 
counter and it was the saITs tree whose photograph was at 
that moment in the treatment instrument. 

"A very large Electric company has had the bend of its 
research division in conjunction with their legal counsel 
investigate the process described in the above paragraphs. 
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11 I believe" (writes Associate 6 7 9 ) "they are endeavor­
ing to negotiate a mutual research contract concerning the 
development of the process. From other sources I have 
learned that another Electric company has severa'l research 
scientists working on this problem of crop benefaction and 
insect control. A powerful U.S. government bureau is also 
looking into this process because of its possible applica­
tion for military purposes. Such applications, with which 
I am familiar, are most exciting ••• but for the moment they 
are classified ••• " 

The basic operation in th is crop benefaction has been 
reported in a fragmentQry way several times during the last 
few yen.rs. As to the role of the emulsion , the Delawarr 
Laboratories made an identical discovery. They also confirm 
~he treatment n.t a distnnce', not only of crops but of ani­
mals and persons. They affirm as proven , diagnosis from a 
photograph, from sputum or a drop of blood, by photographic 
means. Other possible applications will readily occur to 
our readers •••••• 

Consider also the effects on food production, industry, 
and world economy, of a manifold incrense in crops and elim­
ination of blights and insect pests, and of controlled muta-

• tion of fruits and grains - all achieved by a simple and 
inexpensive process . As to its effects in the field of the 
so-called science of medicine - the handwriting is on the 
wall and has been for a decade pnst. 

I now call special attention to the following statement, 
sent us by Associate 6 7 9, and being a 11 quick sunnnary" of 
a prospectus prepared by Delawarr for an American weekly 
magQzinc. Readers will note the correlation between English 
nnd American investigations - and that this was NOT the result 
of planned cooperation; nevertheless the findings nre mutual-
ly validated. ML

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RADIONIC RES&\RCH AT DELAWARR LABORATORIES, ENGLAND: 

It is evident from 12 years work on radlonics that a 
hitherto untouched field of endeavor has opened ·up but, 
as yet, very little is known about the s w jcct and the 
laws behind the various phenomena. Radionics is a science 
that has its origin in radiesthesia or the detection of 
extra-dimensional radiation by th0 human sensitivity . 
Radionics, however, is an instrumental advance on radi­
esthesis and is now developing into an exact science . The 
recent work of this Laboratory has established that the 
presence of dis ease radiations in a human being can be 
detected and recorded photographically by reactions to 
the subject's extra-dimensional properties . The photo­
graphic apparatus is still in its infancy. 

Photographic detection is carried out by means of the 
Delawarr Camera, which is believed to be the only one of 
its kind in existence. It incorporates a now aspect of the 
magnetic field previously overlooked by science. Over 
10,000 photographs have been taken on it to date (May,1955) 
but as it can only be operated in its present state by a 
few people, it is of little consequence until it has been 
developed to a stage where anyone can operate it. It has 
been inspected in detail and tested rigorously by a scien­
tist repres enting an important technical organization of 
Great Britain and pronounced a genuine a.chicvement. The 
satisfaction expressed was qualified by a recommendation 
that a long-term research project be instignted at once. 
Adequate finance is not available, however, and the Camera 
project is presently shelved. 

The Camero.. will continue to be used from time to 
time on such occasions when it will serve the interests of 
our other res earch. No patent rights are obtainable in the 
present stage of its development and therefore no struc­
tural details cnn be divulged. 

This Laboratory's work has established that there is a 
relationship between a plant and its detached leaf or the 
juice expressed from that leaf. Similarly, there is a re­
lationship between a person arrl their blood or sputum 
specimen . This phenomenon is the basis of this Labora­
tory's present work . Early in 1950, it was discovered at 
this Lab oratory that the emulsion on the photograph of a 
person was in some way related to that person physically . 
Similarly, it wns found thc,t tre photograph of a plant re­
lated to that plant physically . 

It is possible, for instance, to plac e a person's blood 
specimen or their photograph on the Delawarr Camera and de­
tect the presence of disease in that person, however far a­
way from the Camera they mn.y be. It is also possible to 
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radiate treatment to the patient or the plant by means of 
the blood or leaf sp0cimen using special apparatus described 
l ater in this report. 

The use of the photographic emulsion ( contai,ning the 
patient's r adiations ) is being developed in radiating to 
agricultural crops. In thi3 instance, the nerial photo­
graph of the field is used and radiated with the correct 
rndionic wave-form, in ord0r to treat the crop. The basic 
theory is that the emulsion on the negative receives 
radiations from the subject, in addition to those of light. 
The precise nature of these radiations is unknown. It would 
appear tha.t each molecule of matter is capable of producing 
a tiny electrical voltage that is specific to itself nnd 
which 'transmits ' in some way, rnther like a tiny radio 
transmitter-receiver. A collection of molecules, therefore, 
is capab le of traP~mitting a generic pattern. This means 
that the signal from a plant or human is quite individual, 
a.nd that en.ch individual plo.nt or person will receive a 
transmission on their own generic pattern. It is here 
that the photograph plays its p[lrt as it is thought that the 
emulsion on the negative retains the generic pattern of the 
object photographed and can be induced to re-radiate as a 
carrier. Thus, with a. photograph of a plant in the circuit, 
it is possibl0 to affect thr~t plant at a distance. 

Experiments carried out in 1954 showed that br•o.ss ica 
plants whose photographs ho..d been radiated gave nn increase 
in crop yield over 805'; more thnn the untreated control 
plants. These plants were radia ted with the Colorscope, an 
instrument which IT ovides access to 110,000 different com­
binations of color n.nd approximately 3,500 rn.dionic wave­
forms, ensuring extremely accurate discrimination of cell 
resonance. 'I1he filters used in the instrument to produce 
the colors have been chosen by spectrographic o.nalysis so 
that en.ch filter transmits specific bands of color through­
out the whole spectrum. These color bands are very narrow 
and of the order of 50 A0 wide , so that as far as possible 
without laboratory line spectra sources almost pure color 
is used. This will be seen to be a considerable step in the 
treatment of dise ase nnd it will be appreciated that, 
coupled with the accurate diagnosis provid cd by · a trained 
operator of the De lawnrr Diagnostic Instrument, exceptional­
ly brilliant work is possible. 

The Delaro..y Clinical Treatment Lamp has been developed 
as a result of research on the responses of disease condi­
tions when specific energy patterns c.re directed tovmrds 
the patient. This particular technique in radiation treat­
ment, wh en combined with infrared treatment, has met with 
considerable success in the hands of investigating practi­
tioners. 
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This Lamp gives the necessary degree of hyperaemia without 
undesirnble degree of erythema. 

The t e chnique of producing tren.tmen~ apparatus that is 
c~pable of being pre-set to treat certain diseas~s is being 
developed at this Labora tory. Special elements may be 
obtained for radiating a specific energy pattern that is 
inimical t •J the patient 's disease condition. Each element 
contains four s pirn.l devices, each of which can be tapped 
at a certain part of the spiral according to the effect 
required on the patient . 

The Treatment Lamp has been adapted into another n.ppn.ra­
tus for the requirements of broadcast treatment. It con­
sists of the same arrangements of infrared sourc e and de­
mountable elements radiating tho fiatient's blood specimen 
which is situated approximately 14' away . There is little 
difference in results between treating the so.me type of 
case physically with the proper element in the Clinical 
Treatment Lamp or the same element in the Rr.diation Unit, 
treating the blood specimen. This Laboratory is prepared 
to demonstrate this method of treating the patient a.ta 
distance by means of rP..diating his blood specimen and can 
produce evidence of numerous cures effected in this way.

Certain theories are advunced but no 
claim is made for their correctness or finality. They illustrate the 
trains of thought of the experimenters. Undoubtedly ... further facts 
will be revealed, new t:ieories etrolved, and a new terminology arise.

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THE EXISTENCE OF AM ETHER 

by C. F. KRAFFT 
(Author of The Ether and its Vortices,etc.) 

In a recent issue of the Round Robin t here was a report of a Mark 
Probert seance which dealt with tho existence of an ether .. Although 
the reasoning was not very clear to me, still the conclusions seemed 
to be correct. The existence of an ether is not a question that can be 
answered by a simple 11 yes 11 or 11 no 11 , and when I stated in my book on 
11 The Ether and its Vortices 11 that there can hardly be any question as 
to the existence of an ether, I meant a dynamic or turbulent ether and 
not the quiescent stationary ether of the 19th century. 

The Michelson-Morley experiment of 1881 did not disprove the exist­
ence of any and every ether, but only of a quiescent ether t hat is sta­
tJonary relative to the solar system, and which would produce an ether 
drift of sufficient magnitude to show up in the experiment. The correct 
explanation for the Michelson-Morley experiment seer.is to have been giv­
en by George Stokes, who considered the ether as being carried along 
by t he earth's gravitational field; but Stokes theory was rejected by 
the physics profession on the ground that it was contradicted by astro­
nomidal aberration. It seems, however, that astronomical aberration 
does not ne~essarily disprove Stokes' theory, because even if the ether 
adjacent to the earth is carried along by the earth's gravitational 
field, there would still be astronomical aberration further out in spae. 

Since the gravitational field of the earth i s tied up with that of 
the sun, it would be more correct to speak of t he combined gravitational 
field of the earth and the sun, and such a combined field would still 
be stationary relative to the earth, in complete agreement with the M-M 
experiment. 

There still remains to be considered, however, the rotation of the 
earth on its axis. Since the earth's axis is approximately perpendicul- • 
ar to the plane of its orbit about the sun, it necessarily follows that 
since the earth's gravitational field remains tied up with that of the 
sun, the ether around the earth cannot partake of the rotation of the 
earth on its axis, but should produce an ether drift of a.bout one-third 
of a nile per second at the equator, and less elsewhere. That such an 
ether drift actually exists was proved by the Michelson-Gale experiment 
in 1925, further details of which will be found in my book. 

The finite velocity of light proves that the ether must have mass 
and inertia, but how is that possible with an ether which is not granu­
lar or corpuscular? In rcy book r advanced the proposition that inertia 
is really a property of motion rather than a property of matter, be -
cause motion without inertia would be a contradiction in terms. Inertia 
merely means continuity of motioa, and without continuity there could 
not be any motion. Continuity must be either toward and from infinity 
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or around ·in a circle or other closed path, and wherever it is in a 
closed path it will appear as localized inertia which is just another 
name for mass. With mass thus accounted for, it is not difficult to 
account for matter ,because matter is nothing but a hie;hly concentrat­
ed form of l ocalized mass. Less concentrated forms of localized mass 
are electric and magnetic fields, but this does not include the gravi­
tational field which is something very different. 

Similar considerations are also applicable to the ether. Any eth­
er which actually exists must have mass and inertia, becauae an ether 
without mass and inertia is inconceivable. If, however, we are correct 
in our interpretation of mass and inertia as properties of motion, 
then it necessarily follows that the only kind of ether which can con­
ceivably exist is a dynamic or turbulent ether. The perfectly quies­
cent and stagnant ether of the 19th century was therefore a theoreti­
cal impossi"bili ty. 

The concept of motion forms an adequate basis: for everything in 
nature, provided we are not too inquisitive as to what it is that 
moves. We do not need to let this difficulty embarrass us, however, 
because physicists in dealing with wave mechanics have been confront­
ed with the same difficulty, but have not been seriously deterred 
thereby. It seems to be the general opinion among 20th century phy­
sicists that the concept of motion is complete in itself, even in 
the apparent absence of anything that moves. On the other hand the 
19th century physicists would have pronounced such a view untenable. · 

It seems that the solution of this problem is to be found in a 
compromise between the 19th and 20th century viewpoints. Motion with­
out anything that moves is indeed inconceivable, but if we assume that 
the world has always existed and never had any beginning, then there 
never was a time when we would have been confronted with any such 
difficulty. The world at any instant is adequately accounted for by 
considering it as t he result of the world at the instant irmnediately 
precedine;. Since continuity is a necessary property of motion, the 
existence of an ether in motion at t~e present instant necessarily 
presupposes the existence of a similar ether in motion at the in -
stant i mmediately preceding, and wherever there is an ether in mo-
tion there must also be mass by virtue of that motion.

I am not one to 
be floored by anything fantastic as such, but G.A. 1 s claims 
concerning this photo-taking spree are beyond fantasy -they 
are positively insulting to the intellig0nce of anyone who 
can add two and two. 

11 Let 1 s ask a few honest questions concerninG photos 13, 
14, and 15. Here are alleged photos of space ships in the 
form of disjointed blobs of light. If we took this at its 
face value, how would the 'portholes ' turn out to be the 
only real and solid parts of the ship - all the r es t of it 
a light blob only? Obviously, it is possible to make such 
a photo by taking the negative plate and drawing in these 
five crude dots. For evidence that they were simply drav,n 
in, note that they are not of equal size, and are not even 
very round. And since the person who drew them is not an 
artist .he made no provision for perspective, so that the 
'portholes ' are equally large and the same general shape 
from one end of the ship to the other. 

11 It is claimed also, that the mother ship hull was six 
feet thick - which suggests that the space people rely on 
crude thickness for strength and protect i on - which is 
150% absurd. And with re gard to G.A, 1s obsession w i t h 
'portholes ' on space ships, I assert that it is extremely 
doubtful that space beings would have anything as crude as 
portholes incorporated into the design.

Althou~h G,A. r efers to this porthole-equipped 
space ship as a sma 11 mother ship 11 (pg 247), he d o e s 
claim that it was still so big that elevators were used 
from one level to another inside the ship. Keep the heroic 
size of this 'small' space ship in mind, and j_t loGically 
follows that the 'portholes I must he.ve been several hun -
dred feet or more apart .

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REPORT ON VITAMIN 11 C11

We present the following for what it may be worth. We can 
not guarantee it will work for others as it has for us , but 
it might. It is only with the idea of rendering a possible 
service, that we present it. 

Our Charles was three. From December until July, he had 
suffered almost continuous earache , in both ears.

Somewhere, she 
remembered reading about a set of experiments a doctor tried 
on some mighty sick persons. All hope had been given up for 
them. This doctor had administered large injections of high­
ly concentrated vitamin 11 C11 • These sick folk responded with 
a bounc e , as if to a miracle. 

A little search, and Aileen came up with the account. It 
was in Adelle Davis's book, "Let's Eat Right To Keep Fit", 
quoted from the Journal Of Applied Nutrition, VI, 1935, 274, 
11 The Use Of Vitamin 11 C11 As An Antibiotic", by Fred R. Klem­
mer, Chief of Staff, Memorial Hospital, Reidsville, North 
Carolina.

are used. The 250 Mg's seem to be the most econo-

Aileen found a better way to get the 11 C11 down small gul­
lets. She counts out 100 of the 250 Mg tablets and dissolves 
them in a cup of boiling water. They do not dissolve read­
ily unless the water is hot. When cooled, this solution is 
kept in a covered glass container in the refrigerator. It 
is doled out by the tablespoonful, or the teaspoonful, as 
requirements demand. One tablespoonful contains about 1550 
Mg's of Vitamin 11 C11 -a teaspoonful, about 520 Mg's.

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while I slept. I feel certain if it had begun while awake, 
I could have prevented its developing. 

3000 Mg 's of vitamin "C" stops a headache for me in less 
than ten minutes. And there are no after-effects, no thick­
coated tongue next morning, which other pain relievers for­
get to take along with the pain. But vitamin "C'' is not a 
pain reliever. It merely straightens out the difficulty caus-
ing the pain. , 

A good "shadow" for vitamin 11 C11 , and something which 
makes it much more effective in ail instances, is a calcium 
and mineral tablet called "Multi -Mins". Calcium helps vita­
min 11 c11 do its work faster. Too, calcium is an excellent 
pain reliever~ It leaves you with better teeth and bone mat­
erials instead of highly questionable remains of coal-tar. 

\iVhat does vitamin 11 C11 cost? Prices vary widely. Ascorbic 
acid is ascorbic acid - and that is what vitamin 11 C11 is -
no matter whose label is on it. If a label says tablets con­
tain so many "milligrams ", or so many u.s.P. units, they are 
quite sure to contain them. Uncle Sam frowns upon products 
which do not contain the amounts of substances their labels 
claim for them. The milligrams or U.S.P. Units are what you 
are buying - not the maker's name. We can buy a bottle of 
250 tablets, each tablet containing 250 milligrams, or 5000 
u.s.P. Units, for $3.19. This is about half the price of 
some brands. We find no difference in the effectiveness of 
the two brands. Again, it is the number of m:1.1.ligra.~ per 
tablet, or the u.s.P. Units which counts. 

We used to buy tablets that way - one bottle at a time. 
However, our use proved we needed them in larger quantities, 
and by inguiring, we found we could get 1000, 250-Mg. tab­
lets for $12.00. Further inquiry led us to a source where 
we could buy 5000 tablets of the 250 Mg's for $50,00, which 
is ~10.00 per thousand. We still are buying them at the re­
tail level, but we feel if we bought 10,000 at a time we 
could get them for between $80 .00 and ~~85.00, which would

Vitamin 11 C11 not only does not 
drain the body of these vital bacteria, but enhances them, 
gradually helping the body fortify itself against attacks 
from the outside. 

There is extremely little chance of vitamin 11 C11 building 
up in a normal body to a point where it may become toxic. 
Any intake of it which the body cannot use immediately passes 
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off in the urine. Vita.min 11 C" must be constantly replaced. 
One sign the body is getting more than it can use is the ap­
pearance of "cankers" in the mouth, especially above the 
front teeth. With us, these do not appear if there is any 
infection in the system, and only a.ft0r all infection has 
been gone far several days and the high dosage has not been 
reduced. 

Some persons say vitamin "C 11 makes their head buzz or 
their ears ring. None of us have ever noticed anything of 
this nature after taking large doses of it. When taken in 
solution, 11 C11 is very sour. Those who do not like sour things 
will have trouble drinking it. We have found, if taken quick­
ly, and held only as far back in the mouth as possible while 
swallowing, most of the disagreeableness is soon over. Some 
solutions may taste strongly of lemon. This because the ex­
tract from which the tablet is made may be a lemon deriva -
tive. It is not a lemon-ade taste, Rather, like what one 
finds when chewing the lemon peel or rind. 

We have found it advantageous to keep our daily intake of 
"C" high. During the winter months, aside from that which we 
get from normal foods, each of us gets about 2000 units if 
there is the slightest sign of a cold or other infection. 
If a person has been on antibiotics for an extended period, 
or has to take them at all, vitamin "C" intake should be 
stepped way up, and kept high for a week or two after the 
last antibiotic is given. 

Fortunately, we have not had to darken a doctor's door 
since we began the "High C" program - any of ust 

What we like about vitamin "C" is, it keeps our children 
from having earaches. Our children have color in their cheeks 
aga:i.n and take the sidewalk curves on two wheels of their 
trikes.

Perhaps we are a bit over-enthusiastic regarding the pos­
sibilities of "c", but it is good to see sparkle instead of 
tears in dark eyes, to hear giggles instead of a sigh in 
small throats.
