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'Radionic instruments have been devised (as at the Dolawa.rr lab­
oratorfos in Oxford) which show that; all L1atter being a ma.nifesta -
tion of cosmic energy, even the uncreated potential pattern of the 
flower can be sho,m by actual photogrs,1phs from radiations •given off 
from the seed, to be, so to speak, •etched in space' ..• these in­
visible radiations correspond to and build up in space the whole of 
the future fonn and pattern of the plant or tree, and can actually 
be recorded on photographic plates.

Homoeopathy is based on the principle of like to like - an& the wave 
lengths or radiations frora homoeopathic remedies can be equally well 
transmitted through radionic instruments as directly on the tongue 
of the patient, as hitherto. These instruments can also indicate 
which foods or medicines would be 9eneficial, or harmful. The spread 
of radiesthesia, in innu.~ernble forms and especi~lly in Europe, is 
realized by few - and on this Mme.Eyre-Smith gives ir.tportant data, 
though we do not have space for it in this sketchy sUI!lJnary. (ral) 
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To continue, then, with further brief extra.eta from the Science 
and Healing brochure. Part III is entitled 11 'l'ha Sixth Sense in Man 
and Anir.1al 11 • 'The new discoveries referred to in these articles, 
and in particular the photographing of radiations, carried out at the 
Delawarr 1a·ooratories, of as yet uncreated flower forms ·built up in 
space, bring to light an invisible world, which, as Langston Day has 
expressed it, would appear to be the frar.iework on which our visible 
world is built,' Eyre~Smith discusses the data of healing by tele -
pathic means, points out that it has been known and practised from 
the earliest times and ar:iong all races, and believes that all these 
phenomena can be integrated under the term of radiesthesia. 

1Mr. De la warr explained the evidence for what one might call 
the consciousness of plants ... Radionic instruoents seem t o bear 
out the work of Professor Sir Jagadis Bose, and concerning this 
Captain Q,uentin Craufu.rd wrote: "There are difficulties about the 
meaning of consciousness as applied to the plant, for apparently 
the conscious part of it does not reside within; that some Being 
is conscious of what happens within the plant appears to be the 
nearest meaning we can get ... It means that those plants which 
supply ue with drugs for the alleviation of pain contain their own 
secret ... there is no need to torture animals to find out the ef­
fect of a drug on the nervous system - it can be recorded by the

you like, but it is still energy and capable of being invoked ... 

'He explained the method by which it is possible by means of 
radionic instruments to tune in to the physiological and psycho -
logical condition of 11 patient. 11 We believe that each cell has 
its own little f orce field aerial with which it tunes into and re­
ceives fundamental energy; and that the totality of all these 

.. minute aerials constitutes the Etheric ~ 11 ••• "The wave form 
f er a psychological condition such as anxiety can be produced n.nd 
radiated or irrsQiated to the patient ... This associates the 
mind and body in no uncertain manner, 

'Hr. de la Waar concluded his paper by Sa¥ing that their organi­
zation wished to be associated with the New Laws of Physics which he 
enumerated as follows:' (next pc3€e,please) 
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The Manifestation of Universal Energy

The fundat."l'lental energy of the uni verse in the form of energy par­

ticles manifests through any energy pattern which modulates it accord­
ing to a law of harmonics. 

2. All fonns of matter radiate a combined fonn of ene rgy which f orms 
a force field body due t o the interaction of inherent radiations, 

3, The force field body is related t o the atomic structure and acts 
as a complex frame aerial through which the fundrunental energy duly 
manifests as matter. 

4. The modulation wave form depending on space..;time considerations 
can have wave characteristica.

The real objective of t he Science and Healing brochure quoted on 
foregoing pages, is to deliver a devastating attack on the practise 
of vivisection - and t o do this in tho name of the most remarkable 
findings of s-cientific research. The present writer considers vi vi.­
section to be an iniquity beyond words and sympathizes with this 
criticism. 

Vivisection, however, is not for the moment our prime concern.

The C . . S. I. JOURNAL of Auckland, referred to on another page of 

this Round Robin, contains an article by Curtis Fuller which itemiZes 
some of the "Little Men" reports: 

11 From the United Stat'7s, Canada, from all over Europe come re­
ports of the flying Saucers and of little men .. The main trouble is 
that the little men all seem to be different and they aren't always 
1 it t le. Some times they are 11big11 • 

Two eight-foot giants clad in pock~tless metallic suits, says 
Sr. Ferriera, who clains they were in a craft that looked like a fly­
ing cup. 

Munster, Germany: Franz Hoge, a projectionist, said that four 
creatures, about 3½ feet tall, came out of a cigar-shaped craft - had 
thick-set bodies, oversized heads and delicate legs. The craft gave 
off a blinding blue radiance. 

Quarouble, France: Marius de Wilde, steelworker, saw a vlack 
mass of some kind on the railroad tracks, turned on his flashlight 
and saw two little men ... they had legs but no arms, and big 'space 
helmets'. A bright green light from the machine temporarily blind­
ed him. "I seemed to be paralyzed", he told police. Then the object 
rose into the air with black smoke hissing out from somewhere.Police 
found burn marks on the railroad ties. 

Bu.cine, Tuscaey: Signora Rosa Dainelli while walking in the woods 
was accosted by two merry little men. They snatched a silk stock -
ing and some carnations sh~ was carrying. They took off in a spool­
shaped craft. 
Sudbury, Ontario, Caoalda: (This is the Sarza case. The three ~sings 
were about 13 ft. tall, of greenish-blue color, with a single eye 
in the center of the forehead; their bodies seemed to glow. They 
had 11 six. sets of evenly distributed ams and legs; the hands were 
equipped with crablike claws. They had twin antennae on their 
heads, 
Coldwater, Kansas: John Jacob Swaim, 12, while discing on his fa -
ther1 s tractor saw a little mEl,Il only about 20 ft. awa~ - who then 
ran to his nearby saucer and took off.

In our Clips & Quotes E-8 (Nov. 1, 1 55) we quoted the comments of 
the trance Control Natalli - who had been questioned about the enti -
ties mentioned on the preceding page. With apologies to C~C readers 
we quote the substance of his remarks: 

'The Green men are also space beings, and can construct and oper­
ate the Discs or 'Saucers' much as do the other space entities now 
visiting your earth. Yet they are more in the nature of Elementals. 
They are often mischievous, inquisitive and imitative, but seldom 
malicious.

the earth, in the sky ... each in its appropriate sphere, just as 
men are on the earth. Some are very friendly to men, some are hos­
tile, not by will but by natural character; men and they don't tune

These vast seas have far other hosts than 
those of dolphins and whales; the depths of earth arc not for the 
moles alone, and the Element of Fire was not created to remain use­
less and empty. 

"The Air is full of an innumerable multitude of Peoples whose 
faces are human, seemingly rather haughty, yet in reality tractable, 
great lovers of the sciences, cunning, obliging to the Sages, and 
enemies of fools and the ignorant. TLeir wives and da'U€'.,hters have a 
masculine beauty like that of the .Amazons 11 • 

"Why, Sir, I ejaculated, 'do you mean to tell methat these hob­
goblins are married?' 

11 Don 1 t be upset by such a trifle, my son", he rejoined. Believe 
me, everything I am telling you is sound and true. These are but 
the Elenente of the ancient Cabala ... Know that the seas and riv~ 
ers are inhabited as well as the Air.

The Communications: 

MODUS OPERANDI: With the exception of the first ray mentioned below 
the entire group function by stinulating certain glands of the body in­
to extra-normal activity. The glands involved are chiefly the endo -
crines, although some rays also involve some of the secondury sex 
glands. 

LI MITATIONS: This group of rays works by greatly accelerating natural 
processes.

Closer 
control theh the allowable drift specified above will increase the ef­
fectiveness of the rays. 

All components should be fully shielded to prevent any stray radia­
tions or the production of undesired harmonics. 

Output radiation is directed by a. para·bolic reflector, so arranged 
as to permit either sharp or broad focus of the beam. 

CUT-RAY: 296.5 M.C. - Used in surgery at very sharp focus and rela­
tively high power. Functions by destruction of the tissue and should 
therefore be used with great cuuti~m .. preferably only by a competent 
sur~eon or biologist. 
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GENERAL HEALING RAY - 407.5 M.C. 
Used to promote the general healing of any wound or diseased part 

of the body. Focus is adjusted so that it covers the entire area in~ 
volved, and compa.ritively long exposures are used at mod•erate powers. H 
is also sometimes used at a. very wide focus, to cover the entire body, . i 

at a very low power, as a general "tonic" ra;y. 

LORNICE BAY - 468.5 M.C. - A sedative ray used at moderate powers and 
medium broad focus to reduce hypertension in any pa.rt of the body. It i! 
alao used at broader focus and lower power as an aid in reducing fatigue 
poisons and to promote general relaxation. ' 

JOINING RAY - 507.5 M.C. Used to cause cellular fusion. In surgery it ' 
is used at relatively high power and very sharp focus to suture wounda 
of any nature. Such use is generally held to a minimum, due to the very 
powerful effect of the ra;y, ond the complete healing continued at a siov 
er rate under general healing rey (407). • ' 

It is also used in biological research to cause dissimilar genes to ~ 
unite, thus permitting experi~ental cross breeds which could not be pro~ 
duced by natural means. 1 

DETOXIFICATION RAY - 572.5 M.C, - General use is at wide focus and mod­
erate power to purge the body of any toxic substance. It can also be 
used at sharper focus and somewhat increased power to cleanse the tox­
ins from some specific organ of the body. It must be used with consid­
erable caution, as prolonged use tends to also destroy certain bene -
ficial micro-organisms in the body. 

This rey also aids in the elimination of radioactive or 11 age 11 tox -
ins, altho'1€h its effect on such is relatively weak, and the use of cer­
tain chemical absorbents and purges is usually also necessary in order 
to have any significant effect in this category. 

GROWTH RAY - 896.5 M,C. - Used chiefly in biological and horticultural 
research to accelerate the growth of any fonn of animal or plnnt life. 
It is effective only on carbon-based life-forms, having no effect upon 
silicon-based forms. These latter are represented chiefly on your 
planet by the various viril. Focus is adjusted to cover either the 
entire body, or only the portion which it is desired to stimulate, as 
the details of the experiment may require. Intensity of power is also 
dependent upon the requirements of the experiment . 
Thia ray is also used on humans, very occasionally, to correct cases df 
retarded development, general or specific. Such use requires nainten -
ance of very delicate balances, and very great caution. 

EXPERIMENTAL WORK: Since the reys are capable of doing considerable 
ham, the user is advised against prelininary experinents on human sub­
jects. The nechanisr.1 and its use should both be fully proven by ani­
oal experinentation - and such experimentation should be carried on at 
very reduced powers during the preli~inary stages.

The position of radiesthesia in Great Brita in s till shows sign s 
of confusion, a.nd some lack of eoordination. Apart from this there 
is a tendency on t he part of me.ny investigators tn cloak even the 
simplest forms of research with a veil of secrecy calling to mind the 
alohemists of the middle ages. In the following is given a list of 
the more important bodies with an endeavour to give a reasonable 
assessment of their relative positions . 

The first and most important is the British Sooiety of Dowsers, 
with a quarterly journal RADIO PERCEPTION whioh goes to all its 700 
members, scattered over Britain and the Commonwealth. The great ma­
jority are interested in water divining and mineral prospecting rath­
er than in the oodical side. Colonel A.J. Bell, D.S.O., who has for 
many years been Chairman, has, with a skilled hand, guided the diver­
gent ele100nts in his oommittee through many storms. Unfortunately 
it must be admitted that the organization is handicapped to some ex­
tent by its reluctance to participate as a body in international 
groupings. The address iss York House, Portugal Streat, London, 
W .c. 2, Englr.nd. 

The second organization is the Society for Medionl Radiesthesia. 
They formerly published e.n annual, "Re.diesthesia11

, which is now 
suspended. There are about 40 members, mninly Doctors, and they 
have oonducted much valuable expermntal work since their formation, 

Next in order of importance is the London Divining Methods Research 
Group, whose chnirman is Mr. Noel Maobeth. • They hold frequent meet­
ings during the winter, and publish a monthly typewritten circular, 
one or two pages. The number of members is nssumed to be about 30, 
but the number of those attending lectures is doubtless considerably 
larger. They may be considered as followers of the late M. Turenne , 

Then comes the A.R.O. headed by Dr. Michael Ash. This research 
organization holds frequent lectures and nn annual Congress, the 
current one which is being he ld while this issue goes to press will 
be reporte d shortly . The emphasis of the work is on the combination 
of r e ligion and medical saie noe . A large number of eminent people 
ranging from Bishops to Harley Street specialists have at one time 
and another been associ at e d with this group. 

Another organization is the Electronic Communication Society, 
which is mainly concerned with the electro~ic re ce ption of psychic 
communice.t i ons and r adiesthes ie.. There are about 30 members. The 
secretary is Dr. Royston Low. 
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The Psychic World has nlso been turning its nttention to Radies -
thesia, having been introduced to it through the medium of parapsy­
chology. This is all to the good ns, apnrt from the fact that it will 
tend to widen the field of interest, it is also pnrt of the movement 
to switch ove r a section or their activitiea townrds n more construc­
tive field of endeavour than has always been the case in the pnst ••• 

There are two journals dealing with Radiesthesins "Radio Percep­
tion", the organ of the British Society of Dowsers mentioned above, 
nnd the PENDULUM in which this artic le appears. Other publications 
have from time to time made sporadic appearenoes, but at the moment 
the ·situation is as described •.. 

Public interest in Rndiesthesin in Britain is, as yet, dormant. 
The proportion of those taking any active part in investigations, is 
the lowest of any country in the West of Europe. As mentioned be -
fore the total circulation of all the periodicals on Radiesthesin in 
the Anglo Saxon world is under 2000, a figure which can be topped 
with ease by most of tho French and Belgian periodicals and probably 
also in Germe.ny and Switzerland. This state of affairs is in part 
due to the bad reputation given to all things in the paranormal field 
by tho excesses of some enthusiasts in the inter war period, and 
also by the £not that the Anglo Saxon public, as a whole, is inclined 
to be suspicious of assertions made in a phraseology which they can­
not alway3 understnnd .••

your readers to disturbing phenomena in the reg­
ion of Portsmouth dockyard, the naval center of 
the British Royal Navy.

of radio service for which no cause could be found. This hiatus also 
affected the BBC broadcastin6 programs. One R. N. officer said: 11 we 
wish to God we could find out the reason".

Apart from the fact that in August last both fleets and units of 
UFO were i een as far apart as Newcastle on Tyne and Birmingham in the 
Midlands, and the western shire Cotswold Hills, consider the follow­
ing sent me by a woman ex-air-pilot who lives in the Portsmouth area. 
She writes of what happened at 6:00 I) .n., Saturdey, October 8, 1955! 
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"Once more I have to report to you the same indications of reys .,, 
terious 'saucer' activity. On the night above I switched on my : 
~ireless 1et, time 6:00 p,m,, and there wa.s no come-back from 
3ny station on any wave length for four minutes. I ~o not know how 
long the total cut-off was, but I do know that it n.2.!:!!!Ql!Y ta~es or 
ly one second for my perfedt set to warm up, and rey set then went 
completely dead on all stations, foreign and home. 11 

Of course1 not one word has appeared in the British press either: 
local or national about these r adio phenomena. Nor has one word beeri ­
said about the strange gray shape seen in the sky over the En6lish 
Channel, by passengers, pilots and hostess of an air-liner bound fro~ 
London to Paris, early in September 1955, 

As sheep before the shearers we stand, if not dumb,then certainly 
as durnm in the German and German-American sense. Now we hea r of pain 
and paralysis rays being put on at night for one minute, by a strange 
UFO hovering over a lonely place in Sao Paulo, Brazil. The man on 
whom the rays were projected was rooted to the ground, and for 28 hrs 1 
af'terward suffered a violent cere·bral pain which no available doctor · • 
could diagnose. And there have been strange fires caused in the bus~ 
of the Meseta Central of one Central American State - which o.lso r e.· ­
ports a 11 saucer 11 landing and use of a ·base in ari extinct volcano in an 
unexplored region not more than 150 miles away. 

In the first incident the local charcoal burners have been so scard 
that they will not venture within miles of the region where the UFO 
swooped down and caused the fires in Martian fashion (a la H.G.Wells). 
In the second incident a 11 violent 11 radiant energy is used, of unknown 
type to us - who know so little of the unknown octaves of the solar 
spectrum,-the impact of \7hich turns stone to something like a colloid­
al or sugary substance. 

The voices cry in the wilderness. They ask, 'what do the 11"0tl•'s 
Governments know and conceal from the herd who pay them. And meantime 
we know not what these mysterious objects are here for, except that it 
is NOT for our benefit, nor to provide vicarious gigolo-thrills for 
old women with more money than sense and too much time on their hands, 
at places like Tunbridge Wells, Kent. 

We are· like Montezuma and the Aztecs were - really far worse - be­
fore Cortez landed with his Casttl1lns and put paid to the old Empire 
of Mexico. God, what fools these mortals be! They talk of thrills 
from 11 luvverly men" from Venus, and they have - pa.in rays, fire reys, 
paralysis reys - from entities "yearning to save us from our conceit 
and folly". The voice calls in the wilderness and the reply is from 
t he silly old women of Tunbridge Wells - that Kentish spa, the symbol 
of our fools! ... 

H.T. WILKINS, scholar, explorer, scientist and author needs no intro­
duction here. The letter quoted is characteristic of his courage and 
sincerity; vox clamantis in deserto, almost alone, since the few voices 
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since the few voices of like opinions, including the chirp of this· 
Robin,do not have a comparable audience. But as to the abundance of 
data of tho kind cited by H.T.W. 1 and the hoodwink we reach for when 
it is mentioned, there is no doubt whatever. It would be easy to fill 
every page of this RR with substantiated facts which could be, might · 
be and mey yet be the alarum-bells of Terra. 

To cry wOLF too often is a dark dis-service to the sheep. Is it any 
less dis-service not to raise this cry at all?

THE MORAY MYSTERY

Is there a group of high frequency vibrations pervading the cosmos, 
faster than the speed of' light? Do these Tibrations continually bom -
bard, not only the earth, but all else, with an almost fantastic amount 
of energy? Ir s o, can rr.ankind tap this power flow by suitabl9 means -
with a device s oma thing like a radio reaeiver, only in power propor - ' 
ti ons? 

Mr. T. Henry Moray, of Salt Lake City, Utah, believes so. After dis• 
covering the existence of these vibrations, h~ has worked for more than 
30 years on an electrioal mechanism which he claims will intercept them. 
He culls them, and his device , "Radiant Energy". He teUs me he has . 
developed his circuit and its equipment to a present output capacity of 
around 50 kilowatts, or slightly more than 67 horsepower per unit. 'l'he 
size of the complete outfit whioh produces this amount of energy meas- ;,­
ures about 30 inches long, 16 inches wide, nnd 16 inches high. As near­
ly as oan be estimated, the system would oost approximately $800 to 
build, singly. Mass production would prQbably effect much lower eosts. 

The eleotrioal current which flows from the secondary of a 1000 to 1, 
step•down transformer in this apparatus, is of extremely high frequenoy, 
thus is an alternating ourrent. I am told it will light ordinary incan­
descent light globes. The light these globes emit is "white r", less 
"stabbing" t o tho eyes when looked into directly, than the light pro -
du~ed from the same bulb when lighted by house current. It appears sim­
qur to a fluoMsce nt tube's light. Some say the bulbs so lighted are 
opol to the touch - except at one spot. others contend they are much 
hptteri It seems agreed the actinic qualities of this light are high -
that is, its effect on photographic films is great - and fast. 0 n e 
must atop his camera's lens wuy down in order not to overexpose his 
film. Out some distance from the lighted globe, when photographed di• 
rectly, appear a dark circular ring. This ring looks like a shadow 
poised in mid-air, yet appears to possess considerable transparency, 

.. The current output will also heat electric flnt-irons or other radi-
ant heating electrical equipment just as oommeroial electricity does. 
These seem to be heated in much le ss time than by oomrnercial eleotric-

" ity. It will not ope rate oommeroial e lectric motors, however. Motors 
must be wound especially to function on this type of current. When so 
wound, develop fantastic speeds, according to Moray• speeds as high 
as 36 1000 revolutj_ons per minute, These motors are said to run per -
fectly cool. They are not very efficient, though, as compared with the 
everyday variety of alternating current motors which now turn industri• 
al wheels or run one's refrigerator or vacuum cleaner. Morays ~-y s 
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these high frequency motors glow in the dnrk, when running, with a 
rich violet halo or aura. 

Many persons have seen demonstrations of the Moray device. Prob• 
ably, many more than 100 persons have witnessed such demonstations, 
I have letters from some of them, I have read photostatic and print­
ed copies of many more . Of those who have seen the exhibitions of 
the Radiant Energy system, many feel it is a perfectly legitimate dis~ 
play, Others feel it is faked in some way. However, none of those w~p 
feel it is faked will offer nny explanation of how they think the 
fakery is accomplished. -

I have discussed this matter et length with one engineer and physi­
cist. He is a man who has seen many exhibitiono of it and who has a • 
Ph.d • . He has the high respect and esteem of his colleagues. While 
this gentleman feels in his own mind that the Moray device is a fake, 
he free ly admits he has no idea of How it is f aked - if it is - nor 
have any of those of similar training, present ed him with any plausi­
ble explanation of how they believe the fakery might take place - if 
it does. 

This gentleman tells me he has passed a loop of wire completely a­
round the device while it was operating. Thus he f eels rather cer -
tain the device has no outside power connections. He believes no sort 
of wet or dry batteries could furnish the amount of power he has wit­
nessed produced by the 11box11 for a.a long a time as it appears to have 
produced it , 

We discussedat some length, the possibility of the apparatus be ing 
fed through induction from an outside electrical s ouroe. His search 
would indicate any such means might be ruled out. We concluded, much 
like the old-timer said, "It ain't the things you don't know that 
hurts you, It's the things you think you know for sure that ain't sol" 

Early in Moray's development work, he used both an antenna and· 
ground connections in the operation of his system. Some said the 
mechanism obtained its power by induction from e. power line . Moray 
no longer us es either an aerial or ground oonnectionL When he did 

~ use them, the ante nna was always placed at right angles to any known 
power line, not parallel to itL Thus, an antenna certainly would not 
absorb ~uch energy from a power line so placed, 

Others have claimed Moray r eceived his e nergy from radio trans -
mitters. To anyone knowing anything about suoh matters, this claim 
is almost laughable , because to amplify radio signals enough so /at 
they may be even heard through a loud-speaker, electrical e nergy as 
to be fed into the radio setL 
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There is a rumor, however, that Moray's power bills were high during 
times when many demonstrations were being giv~n,'"11.t there is no sub -

stantiation of this at all •. , .. , :- ... . 

• 

Moray's apparatus is rmde up of several different groups of material, 
It contains some coils of wire. Such ooils of wire are called induct­
ances. It ala o contains items called condensers, or oapf.\eitors-.-Eleotri· 
cal condensers.are made of alternate sheetiof metal f-0il with sheets of 
a dielectric, or insulating material, between them, An electric oon - . 
denser will absorb an eleotrio ourrent. Then, when its capRcity has be~n 
attained, the condenser "spits" or "explodes II this pent-up energy back 
out into a circuit. If no circuit exists, then it will dischar£;e betwee r 
its own terminals or puncture the dieleotric and "short" itself out. The 
Moray apparatus also contains electronic valves, or vacuum tubes - lik~ 
radio tubes - only much larger. The system also contains a bar of sil~ 
veranda bar of copper of certain sizes nnd distance apart. Added to 
this is a "starting mechanism". 

If any pnrt of the Moray device is more important than any other, 
that part would appear to be these vacuum tubes or valves. There seem 
to be two types of these tubos. Those which Moray oalls detectors,and 
those cnllod oscillators, Of these tubes, the detector seems to be the 
most critical, the most ·rragile, the most likely to get ~,ut of adjust­
ment easily. Even a slight jnr is cause for this tube's failure - or 
at least, it must again be adjusted before the mechanism can bo brought 
back into operation. 

These particulnr tubes or valves are known in eleotronic parlance as 
"oold tubes". That is, the ir operation is not accomplished by e leotri­
oally heating a filament nn d having the electrons thus discharged pro­
vide the moans of pnssage of current betwee n various parts of the tube, 
Just what means are usen to provide this passage of current int he 
Moray tubes is one of Moray I s secrets. A good guess is, the tubes eon­
ta in so~ sort of radioactive materials. As both the detector and os -
cillator are cold tubes, it may be assumed both contain radioactive 
materials. But whether they both contain the same kind of material, 
or totally different materials";-Is not known to me, 

The tubes are not mude after the conventional pattern of electronic 
valves, To describe them would be uninteresting to nll except those 
electronically minded - and at the same time, it might possibly make 
known some of the tube's secrets - a thing I have no desire to do. The 
tubes aro of Moray's own manufacture as well as his own design. Prob­
ably, these tubes •re the weakest link in the device's chain, and one 
whioh production methods and prnctioes would improve markedly, 

Another of the Mysteries of the Moray apparatus is the function of 
the oopper ond silver bars. Whether their size, their weight, their 
distance npart, their composition, is critical or not, we have no way 
of knowing - and Mr, MorRy isn't se.ying1 It is quite possible they are 
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there purely e.s a deooy, It mo.y be also possible their composition is 
importo.nt emd they ti.r e "oopper" o.nd "silver" in nnme only1 As we leo.rn 
more about the vo.rious "ro.dintions". of different materials, it is quite 
possible these burs lend o. oertain"bnlanoe" t o the operation of the oolc 
tubes in the uppc.rntus. Aga in, they may functi on f:. S un "absorbing e.geni 

for certain waves or vibrations set up in the machine when operating, •:- ' 
Whatever their use, it is esoteric as f'nr as uny orthodox phys io ist o ·r 
electronic engineer I have talked with is concerned . 

While in opero.tion, the Moray de-vice "runs oold". It would appear it 
working creates no internal heut - or nt l eo.~ t, only n very smnll e.mo~ht 
of it. The longest reo ord of continuous performance of the device is g' 
en ~s something over 74 hours, On an endurance test, the system was Pp~ 
erated under standnrd R.R. Seals for n total of 157 hours and 55 minute5 
Exo.mino.tion of the various parts of the device after this run revealed . 
no flagrant weaknesses, 

As cnn be readily seen from thP- above, the Moray system does not ap~ 
proach anything which oould be oonstrued as "perpetual motion". We kinov 
that even the sun does not oomplete ly r eplnce nll the energy it spends,. 
and one day, perhaps some billions of years hence, it too will baoome ·e 
red stur. Mr. Moro.y does not say the energy souroe which he claims ~is 
apparatus t aps, is everlasting, He does not bf) )iove in perpetual mot,io& 
perpetual light or perpetual power sources. He does feel, however, the · 
source of power his system teps is suffioient for all mankind's needs 
for the foraseeable future. 

Who is Thomas Henry Moray? Moray is nn e l ectrical engineer who was . 
born in Sa lt Lake City, Utah, August 28, 189~. He is the son of John C. 
and Petronelln (Larson) Moray, and is of French and Scottish anoestry. 
He was educated in the public schoo ls of Se.lt Lake City. After gradua­
ti on there he attended the Latter-Day-Saint's Business College of that 
place. Folbwing graduation here he completed an e le ctrioal engineer­
ing cours e with the International Corresponde~oe School, then obtain-
ed his E,E, from the University of Upsala. 

Mr, Moray held a position with the Utah Power and Light Company as 
electrical engineer and designer, He maintained a similar place with 
the Phoenix Construction Company. Moray was assistant t o the Chief En­
gineer of Aarastard Construction and Engineering Company. At one time 
he had a responsible place with the Mountain State Telephone and Tele­
graph Company. His experience was broadened by a stint as a consult­
ing engineer in private practice, He has written many artioles for 
seve re.l publications on electrical subjects. 

Morey is credited with having designed the eleotrioal layouts for son 
of the West 1 s largest buildings as we ll as for some of' its early import• 
ant power plants, He Wl9.S a First Lieutenant, Electrical Engineers, U.S. 
Army, during the First World War. For the last number of years, · Moray 
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has devoted himself almost exclusively to free-lance research along Ra~J 
ant En<:,rgy and kindred lines at his own laboratory in Sult Lake City. : : 

This very high frequency 1:>nergy Moray says he taps, ooines to the oart 
in definite oscillations or surges.

come faster and faster until "inertia will nasort itself e.nd then length 
en out the time of the final recovery by car~ying the recoil beyond th~

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FURTHER EVIDENCE OF AN ETHER 

by 
Assoc, C.F. Krafft 

In my previous article on .,The Exiatenoe Of An Ether", the sub -
jeot was treated from an astronomical standpoint, and it will now 
be considered from the standpoint of the Sngnac experiment which 
is just as important as the Michelson-Morley experiment, although 
not as we 11-known as the la ttor • 

The Sagnac experiment was first performed in 1913 in Franoe in 
nn effort to disprove Einstein's theory of relativity, and with 
minor variations has been repeated several times since then, but 
always with the same positive results, It consisted of splitting 
a beam of monochromatic light into two component beams which were 
sent in opposite directions around the periphery of a turntable by 
means of mirrors until they met ngnin at the opposite end of the 
table so as to produce interference fringes which were recorded on 
a photographic plate. When the table with all the apparatus on it 
was slowly rotated the interference fringes were shifted by an 
amount equal to what the shift would be if the light waves travel­
ed in a medium that was stationary relative to the earth. As long 
as the table remained stationary, the light waves in the two oom• 
ponent beams would traverse the srune distance, namely half the 
circumference of the table. As soon as the table was rotated, how­
ever, the light waves of one beam would have to traverse a greater 
distance than those of the other beam because the photogrnphio 
plate on which the interferenoe fringes wore recorded would then 
be moving toward the light waves of one beam and away from those 
of the other beam. 

Since the time of travel in ~ach beam must remain the srune, 
any difference in the lengths of the two paths would have to re­
sult in a displacement of tho interference fringes in the one di­
rection or the other. 

The same positive reeult was obtained regardless of whether 
the 8ouroe of light was earried by the turntable or was on a sta­
tionary support adjacent to the turntable, whioh rules out any 
attempted explan~tion based on the movement of the souroe of 
light. The only possible explanation for the shifting of the in­
terference fringes when the table is rotated is that the light 
waves of the two component beams travel in a medium, namely an 
"ether", which is stationary relative to the enrth, or more 
epecifioally relative to the earth's gravitational field, and 
which does not partake to any measurable extent of the rotation 
of the turntable.

The Sagnac experiment is therefore in complete agreement with George 
Stokes' interpretation of the Miohelson-Morley experiment because the 
gravitational field of the turntable is negligible in oomparison with 
the gravitational field of the earth,

Today, the American people face the perilous threat of losing the last vestige 
of freedom in matters relating to their health. The overwhelming evidence forces 
one to conclude that there exists in our Country today a giant, octopus-like, 
medical monopoly reaching into every household of the land and affecting every 
American whether he realizes it or not. Apparently the program of this monopoly 
this conspiracy -- includes the complete destruction of the natural and harmless 
methods and schools of healing, the stifling of honest and progressive medical 
research in the fields of the dreaded diseases and the complete subjugation of 
the American people in all matters relating to health. 

To become convinced of the existence of such a monopoly, one need only 
review the stories of the ridicule, the pressure and the persecution heaped upon 
Dr. Koch, Dr. Harry Hoxsey, Dr. Andrew c. Ivy, Dr. Lincoln and others who have 
developed at least reasonably effective methods of treatment for the cause of 
cancer. Not only have the men been slandered and persecuted but also the remedies, 
in some instances, have been prohibited by the government from interstate shipment. 
These stories point to a conspiracy to prevent the development of a cure for 
canoer. For additioJJal evidence, one need only take note of the number of states 
in which bills have been introduced into the legislature to prohibit the sale of 
such simple items as vitamin and mineral supplements without a prescription 
written by a physician authorized to prescribe narcotic drugs. Or, one may note 
the current efforts to effect compulsory, mass medication. Or, the ourrent, 
arbitrary regulations of the Federal Food and Drug Administration requiring the

purchase and use by the members of the non-medical professions. Or, the many 
examples of persecution of the courageous and progressive medical physicians who 
dare to use methods not approved by the American Medical Association. And surdly 
we must all become horrified on learning that during one year alone in the United 
States 100,000 pounds of dyestuffs known to oause cancer in animals were approved 
by the Federal Food and Drug Administration for use in our foodstuffs. 

This perilous state-of-affairs has been permitted to develop because the 
public never has had a powerful, organized voice to speak in their behalf in these 
matters of health. Consequently, our Congress, legislatures and government bureaus 
have yielded to the powerful and relatively unopposed pressure of special interests 
and the medical monopoly. 

Now, at long last, with the founding of the National Health Federation, the 
American people now have a voice to speak out in their defense for the protection 
and the preservation of the health freedoms of the American people. The National 
Health Federation opposes medioal monopoly on all fronts and works unceasingly 
to restore and preserve freedom from the dictates of special interests or the 
medical monopoly when their acts are not inimical to the best interests of the 
people. 

The National Health Federation is a rapidly growing organization made up 
of zealous people in all walks of life. These people are organized into small 
working units (called "Local Chapters") in many parts of the Nation. Where there 
are sufficient numbe:rnof members, they are organized also into strong county and 
state organizations capable of dealing with looal or statewide health problems.

(We have a few readers who are indifferent to any and all of the Mark Probert 
Controls, and a few more who are impatient with the BSR Director for publishing any­
thing said by them. But we hear also from many others who extend to them their 
liveliest interest and respect - as I do also, after a near-decade · of -~-stud,-· .· of 
their communications.
