It 1s true that a few human beings ('Earthians') have entered
the Discs and other aeroforms and have taken short rides in them.
But no earthian has travelled in an aeroform in free space, or
has visited the Moon, Mars, or Venus or any other planet while in
his normal physical body.
2. Such flight into free space or within the solar system may be
possible in theory at least, provided the physical body be pre -
eonditioned by a time-measured dosage of high frequencies (ultra-
sonic or 'vibrasonic').
3. Persons who have travelled for short distances in the neigh -
borhood of the earth have been exposed to the ultrasonic frequen-
cy field which surrounds the craft in flight, and may have been
conditioned without their own kmowledge.
4. The high frequencies referred to are generated by small elec-
tronic devices. Many mechanisms are employed by the Etherians,
(as by Barthians) merely as a matter of convenience but not from
necessity.
5. True space flight, if achieved by a human even under the pro-
tection mentioned, would result in amnesia and serious physical
disorders. The conditioning itself affects the blood stream and
the bone marrow. Further, the 'subconscious' or unconscious
mind of the human is deeply conditioned to all factors of earth
life, and will be unable to accept the immense frequency changes,
even though the conscious self may give consent.

6. The ultrasonic frequencies convert the aeroform and the bod-
ies

of persons inside them, to the frequency of light waves. Under
these conditions the Etherians retain full consciousness and full
control of their 'ship', but no earth person could survive them,
except by such preconditioning as has been mentioned; and even so
it is doubtful that he could return to normal earth life.

7. ZEtherian craft in free space (or where desired) travel at the
speed of light waves, or greater: there is no limit to the 'speed
of 1ight' in free space. This 'travel' is a matter of conversion
of frequency rates and can be controlled by mind energy and by the
use of ultrasonic ( electrsnic) apparatus.

These frequencies can act as a_gravity screen or shield. This
statement will be verified by earth scientists and it is unnec -
essary to point out its extreme importance.

8. Conversion to ultra-sonic frequencies affects all parts of

the human body at the same instant and the Etherians experience no
i1l effects. They travel as conscious living light waves where
the 'crossing' of inter-stellar distances is concerned. More corw-
rectly there is no transit of space, but only the change of fre -
quency which is equivalent to a change of location.

9. An aeroform at rest is surrounded by a super-sonic field; when
in flight it produces an ultra-sonic or vibrasonic field. These
craft pass easily through each other and through other objects,
and can penetrate the sea and the seeming solidity of the earth,
merely by converting their frequency rate as the situation may de-

As to the information contained in the foregoing paragraphs,
I have only the following explanation to offer:

“A. It comes through the deep-trance mediumship of a well - known
medium, Mark Probert. The communicator in thls instance is one
Raymond Natalli, an astronomer and physicist contemporary with
Shakespeare. Identities can never be conclusively 'proven', but
they are comparitively unimportant. All that matters is the con-
tent of the communication.

B. I would not for a moment ask anyone toc accept anything on
the 'authority! of supernormal sources. I do respectfully ask that
useful information should not be disregarded because of personal
prejudice and hasty generalizations concerning 'psychism' or spir-
itism.
C. For five to 10 hours a week, for 7 - B years, I listened to
the Probert controls and talked with them. They claim to be, and
appear to be excarnate humans and fully integrated personalities.
They have conducted themselves as honorable persons of good will.
They are highly intelligent and widely informed, and havedia?usa
ed
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s wide range of cultural and scientific subjects. They have had
the respectful attention of scholars, scientists, and technicians
and have engaged in many discussions with them.

D. It was these controls who gave us, in the fall of 1946, the
first (and best and only) interpretation of the aeroforms.-- They
make no claim to omniscience but warn us against such a claim from
any source.

E. They are not Etherians, but normal humans from various astr
levels who possess knowledge superior to our own - and desire (al
to share it with us.

Since the combined knowledge of our own time -~ our science,
religion, and philosophy - has as yet no worthwhile interpreta -
tion of the phenomena of the aeroforms, it might conceivably be
the part of wisdom (and common sense) at least to listen to these
would-be friends from the 'other side' - of course with all due
reservations, suspicions, and face-saving provisos - and to put
their offered knowledge to the test of study and practical appli-
cation.

( I think our Associates, for whom this journal is publish-
ed, are aware that I hold no brief for spiritualism as a religious
'movement! (and neither do the controls referred to); but I re -
gard survival and communication as factual, as being inevitable &
near-at-hand social acceptances, and as opening up immense re -
sources of knowledge when properly utilized. Beyond this, 'each
to his own place on his own path'. Vox clamentis non sum. *

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" THE FLYING SAUCER CONSPIRACY *®
- by - Major Donald E. Keyhoe

The purpose of the flying saucer conspiracy, we are told byMajor
Keyhoe, is to suppress, ignore and distort the whole huge body of import
ant facts concerning the UPO. Vthat is the motivation of this "silence
group, why have they succeeded so incredibly, and why are they now fail-
ing dismally? Major Keyhoe's book is a remarkably fine attempt at an-
swering these questions, should be a best seller, and if offered as sci-
ence fiction probably would be.

The overwhelming importance of the subject matter actually militates
against the sale of this book. Happenings of the sort narrated here,
whether merely alleged or verified, involve the planet and the whole
human race and nust not be taken seriously if one can help it. We're
not actually satisfied with things as they are, but it is best to let
bad enough alone. Nor, to tell truth, are we really allured by com -
pulsory reforms and unescapable utopias. Nor by anything at all
which involves mental effort and psycho-physical readjustments.

The curse of mankind is fear, or its ten thousand fears. Even the
atoms, it is sald, are afraid. In physics this 'fear of the atoms'
is called inertia. Why is the atom afraid of change? Perhaps b e~
cause change involves the unknown, and the unknown threatens the in-
tegnation of the known.

On behalf of our inertia, our contentment however small, our safe-
ty however dubicus, I recommend this book only as science fiction.On
behalf of our intelligence, courage, and increasing maturity as grow-
ing-up human entities I advise that it be read as a factual record
and with profound attention.

This does not mean that it solves the problems raised or answers
a great many questions. But the future historian of this decade will
find in "The F.S.C." an invaluable historical document and social
commentary. "The true criticism of anything is its history" was
probably the most intelligent remark made in the 19th century; and
the record of this last decade will evaluate our crumbling civili-
zation as no other period can do.

There is no question, of course, about the existence of the great
conspiracy or its effectiveness. Why was it so effective that for
a decade (in a sense for several decades) it could flourish without
uttering tnuth or reason or commonsgnse - but only denials, distor-
tions, ridiculous 'explanations' and innumerable lies? All this,
mind you, in the alleged interest cf the public, of humanity, who
must be spcon-fed even ad portas Averni, lest 'panic' supervene!

Banic! To be avoided by ignorance! To be forestalled by a crumbl-
ing tissue of lies! Why should a powerful govermmental agency de -
liberately abuse and destroy public confidence in itself? The onus
lies, of course, on the top-level advocates of the "silence". The




Alr Torce is a military organization; as the C.0. speaks, so a mul -
titude of subordinates think or pretend to think, force majeure. And
the disciplinary record of the A.F. is asclean-cut as the unquestion-
able cour of its personel.

I have not heard of any other country, with one possible except -
ion, where the conspiracy of silerce has so completely smothered all
inquiry in the matter of the Visitation. It has been considered else-
where as a rational problem worthy of honest and open inquiry. Only
in England has the silence policy approached that of the United States.

4And oddly enough it is only in England that the 'etheric *
interpretation' has received thoughtful and increasing attention.
What is Major Keyhoe's attitude toward this one-and-only worthwhile
approach? Apparently he has no attitude at all - i.e., only complete
incredulity. He is personally convinced that the aeroforms ("saucerst
UFO, Discs etc.) are 'interplanetary' and not only visit the various
planets but originate on such bodies. (This last statement, accord -
ing to BSR information, is in error). He is apparently convinced
that with respect to their substance, power, and control they are
'out of this world' - that is, out of cur science and craftsmanship..
The saucers (Major Keyhoe believes) are 'machines from outer snace',
but mgybe from Venus, or Mars, or the Moon - where strange doings
seem to be afoot. His scientific attainments are considerable, the
book is a remarkable compendium of data, much of it unfamiliar to the
public and of great potential importance. It 1s, in short, a must
bock for every earthian who can read or listen.

Nevertheless, the Major has written a drama with its Hamlet left
out. There is a door to which he has nc key, and it baffles him.
Some of the most vital and obvious implications are not seen by him.
It 1s a distinguished piece of reporting and drives home a problem
and an urgency - but if he holds the thread of this labyrinth he does
not reveal it.

This cannot be imputed as a fault, but it is a prime misfortune -
since the clue exists and will be found by others.

Much of the material in this must book i1s so astonishing in char-
acter (even to the habitue of the marvellous) that the temptation
to quote is insistent. But reviews in this Round Robin journal are
admittedly slanted toward the BSR interpretation.

efficiently. And when it comes to quotations - one reader's se -
lection is another's boredom. WNevertheless here are a few nibbles
of flavorable passages:

"Here's exactly what he says:" quoting astronomer Shapley".
The radio executive watbued my face. ' " There must be at least
one hundred million inhabited planets." (58). . . It will ve a
wallop to all the people who think the earth is the only inhabited
world.

"In Project Twinkle several of the strange missiles were
tracked at speeds of nearly 14,000 miles an hour (92).

"Examination of the bodies and wreckege" said the Bcard Re-
port, "definitely indicates the aircraft crashed with a high im-
pact force... If there was mechanical failure it must have hap -
pened without prior warning to the crew. . . The USKNS Barrett
sighted 25 bodies in the debris of rubber matting, luggage, life-
rafts etc., No one was found alive.

THE MORLEY-MARTIN EXPERIMENTS *
- and ~ Experiments of Dr.Charles W. Littlefield®

Flying Roll Alpha III (Maroch, 1948) carried an artiole entitled
The Littlefield Experiments, desoribing the investigations of Dr.
Chese W, Littlefield of Seattle, as set forth in his book "M.M.M."
(1937)s The gist of this metter was, that the orystallization of
solutions cof the organic salts could be modified by mental energy,
directed through meditation of the use of mantrems = and that t h e
orystals could be made to assume a great varlety of shapes, such as
letters, human-like figures, a map, en spen book, a pyramid, a ser =
pent, or a orown. All these figures were of course mieroscopic in
size (the maximum field diameter being 1/32"), but a great many photo-
graphs were taken, and a considerable number of these are reproduced
in the booke. Dr. Littlefield olaimed also that "the subtle magnet =
ism which is the wvital force" of all living things, is generated by
the evaporation of water, and that the saturation of organic mineral
salts by this magnetism rendered them susceptible to mental control.
Strange as these assertions may sound, it is diffioult to explain the
evidenoce of the photographs by any available hypothesis.

Dr. Littlefield also adds, somewhat casually, that on one occa =
sion "a living ootepus was produced" on the microscope slide. Since
this first Flying Roll article was written, one of our F.R. Assoo-
lates has sent the editor the larger work by Dr. Littlefield, en =
titled "The Beginning and Way of Life", and in this the production
of organic forms is treated at length. The development of micrs -
soopic ootopl is shown in ten photographs, and there are many plates
showing forms of fishes and reptiles, and even shapes which are
plainly and undeniably those of human er human=like beings = homun=
culi indeed, beneath the cover-glass of a microscope slidet These
forms are, es we have said, organic - but Dr, Littlefield does not,
so far as this writer haes discovered, speek of them as actually liv-
ing = ise., as showing independent movement, assimilation or re =
production. His own thesis is, thut "a mind-image of a form posess=
es the powver to group the elements of orgenic life in the exact pro-
portion necessary to build an organism like itsclf, endowed w i t h
all the functions and attributes that aere embodied in the mental
picture." But this does not meen that all these numerous organio
forms were produced in response to a deliberate mentel demend end
image, or any oonscious effort on the part of the observer, Many
forms, eppareatly, ocen be preduced in that wey; nevertheless t h e
organie mineral salts, after having been vitalized by a series of
evaporations, will erystallize into both arganic and incrgenic
shapes, as if 'of themselves' = that is, in nbedience to some other
power than thet of a consciously held mental image. (con)

We appear, in short, to have here (1) a sponteaneous ereative ac-
tion of a life-force (2) the possibility of directing this life-
force by mental action, with conseious intent (3) the chance that
the subconscious mentation (if there be such a thing) of the experi-
menter may also produce specific forms (as perhaps it does in"thought
photography" ).

We should also mention here, because of similar facts reported by
Morley=-Martin, that complete shell forms, both of fresh and salt wat=-
er, also arise from the solutions of mineral salts. These, however,
grow from droplets, as single cells, while the orgenic forms grow
from droplets by a process of 'cell=-division'.

But even in the case of the living octopus, Dr. Littlefield does
not wish to speak of the "spontaneous generation of life." This
phrase, he says, is meaningless. "Life arises from & cemplex co=
operation of energy - psychical and physicel = with matter"(p 171).
"In the grouping of mineral compounds and the envirening forces
lies the onuse of all physical life-forms = this is the underlying
principle of ebiogenesis". (page 176).

We do scant justice to the 600~odd pages of this book = but it is
packed with faots, evidence and arguments utterly destructive of the
biological oreed originating with Huxley, Darwin, Tyndall, and Heeck-
el - that all forms of life come from one original cell, the origin
of which is unknown, that life comes only from antecedent life and
that 'spontancous generation' is impossible. Abiogenesis, by Dr.
Littlefield's evidence, is a fact, and life-forms as known to us are
emergents out of energy-complexes, hence ere themselves energy-foms.
This, however, is not at all the concept embodicd in the phrasec
"spontaneous generation" - if tho words make any sense at all, which
is doubtful. "Antecedent life" is indeed a postulate, but it 4 s
life in the sense of the action of cosmic energy, and not as Huxley
and Derwin understood the term.

Or such, at any rate,we understand to be Dr. Littlefield's posi-
ticn. And the factual date he presents are ineredible and devasta=-
ting - and have been consistently ignored. They were widely publi-
cized at the timo, yet we do not know of any standard work in the
biological sciences which now takes account of them.

We come now to the proper topic of this article, the Morley-Mar-
tin bxperiments. Professor Charles J« Ryan, of the Theosophical
University at Covina, took note eof the article on the Littlefield
experiments, and sent the prosent writer a work by Maeterlinck, Le
Grande Porte, which contains a chapter dealing with Morley-!dartin,
and ocelled attention to articles by himself in The Theosophical
Paths There is probebly nothing more astonishing, eand morse dis =
ruptive of erthodox scientism, in the whole field of modern dis=-
covery, than the Morley-Martin reports - many of which came to
Professor Ryan direct from that scientist himself. They integrate
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closely with the work of Dr. Littlefield and should be studied in that
connection. Their implications reach out in every direction, and are
particularly important in connection with 'occult' end esoteric con=-
cepts concerning the nature of metter end energy, the origin of life,
the meaning of evolution, and the innumereble related problems which
confront us at every turn. But it is not for the present writer to
attempt eny profitable comment on such material; we reproduce the larg-
or pert of Maoterlinck's chapter from la Grande Porte, and a portion
of Professor Ryan's extremely veluable articles. 0These data are ex=
tremely important, and neither occultists nor physical scientists can
afford ignorance of them, nor to let them lie in neglect.

Hoxsey Treatment: According to an official of the clinic, my
statement that it is a "secret remedy" 1s incorrect. The ingreds
ients of the various medications used at the clinic are a matter
of sworn court record. The only thing not stated was the propor -
tion of each ingredient. This was not done in an effort to keep
the medication secret, but because the proportions vary with each
patient. The prescription is worked out according to the require-
ments of each case, as shown in the examination of the individual.

Krebiozen: Since writing my article I have read a copy of
"K - Krebiozen, Key to Cancer"? by Herbert Balley, and note that
I have made some errors. It was not developed by Dr. Ivy, but in-
stead by Dr. Stevan Durovic, a Yugoslav refugee who developed the
treatment in the Argentine and brought it to the U.S. Dr. Ivy, at
that time a Vice-President of the University of Illinois, Head of
its Chicago Colleges of Health Professions, which included their
medical school, agreed to test the treatment - and thereupon be -
came its enthusiastic advocate.

Persons connected with the research program also wish me to
emphagize that no one has ever paid one cent for treatment with

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Spagecraft of the Buper-Solar Sirian System

By - Edward S, Schultg'

The first thoughts of space travel (fact or fiction) came to
be associated with our own moon because of its relative close -
ness. As our understanding of such matters increased and the cur-
rent era of saucer sightings and activity came into focus, it was
logically postulated that spacecraft could and probably did come
from anywhere in the solar systen..

Later on the more informed saucer researchers, noting the
'out of this world' behaviour of such craft, concluded that they
were not only interplanetary but intra-dimensional as well, and
that they could and often did 'emerge' from their own octave of
physical manifestation, and then just as easily 'de-mat' back in-
to their own dimension. In short, that these craft were able to
shuttle to and from both visible and (to us) invisible worlds or
planets, within and outside of our solar system.

any effort to astronomically locate such planets as Bethu-
run's "Clarion", for example, would therefore be meaningless if
Clarion happens to belong to an octave of physical manifesta -
tion that is invisible and intangible to us. They could not be
seen with our present types of optical telescopes, but they might
be detected with more refined designs of the so-called radio tele-
scopes, and there is every possibility that they are already be-
ing recorded via this equipment.

I now offer some thoughts helpful in pin-pointing the origin
of the saucer craft that come from outside our solar system. I
came across research information to this effect in "Super-Physi-
cal Science" by A4.P. Sinnett (Theosophical Press, Wheaton, I11.).
Sinnett's wide range of superphysics, by the way, does not refer
to saucers in any way, but his chapter on the Sirian Cosmos and
the rest of his book came to him (about 1910) from a rather ex-
treordinary super-sensory source and provides some excellent
fill-in research information on current phenomena.

This information is to the effect that the sun and its fam-
ily of planets is itself part of a super-solar system, revolv -
ing around the giant star Sirius, which is about ten light years
away from us. He adds that the Sirian super-solar system, (4so-
lated in space from other systems of the same order, includes
up to about 100 solar systems like our own, all gravitating
around the Sirian central sun.

It becomes immediately logical and apparent, that within this
vast Sirian system, of which our solar system is a part, there
has been room, time and special opportunity for vast and varied
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fleets of spacecraft to evolve and that most of the saucer craft
seen in our skies undoubtedly hail from somewhere within this
Sirian system; even though there must be some traffic between the
Sirian and other systems of the same kind still farther out in
apace, hundreds of more light years away. :

Apropos of all this Sinnett mentions a fact of superphysical
astronomy that serves as a corroborative climax to what the BSR
has been patiently maintaining for the best part of a decade,i.e.,
that saucer craft are inter-dimensional as well as interplanetary.

Sinnett seid: "I am told that of all the k0O solar systems in-
volved in the Sirian cosmos, only about 25 are at a stage of devel-
opment or growth resembling our own system and thus appealing to
the physical plane senses.

Noting the above percentage of physical vs (to us) invisible
worlds, it is evident that spacecraft that can and do 'mat and
demat' are the rule, and not the exception in the cosmic scheme
of things, and that it is our physical octave of manifestation
that is relatively abnormal, and open to cautious observation
by outer-~space beings.

As a worthy bit of follow-up reading to the above, consider
the feature article by Arthur Constance in Flyins Saucer News
(Autumn, '55). It is entitled "ihat Blazed Over Britain", and
is an 8-page summary of an 18,000 word report:

"The THING was over Britain for ten minutes, and 3000 miles
an hour in 10 minutes is 18,000 miles per hour. . . But the
speed varied.Careful analysis of all reports gives the THING
& speeu of ten miles -~ not a minute, but per second, which a -
mounts to 108,000 miles per hour ...

" The THING was seen by tens of thousands, probably by hun-
dreds of thousands of people. Dismiss mass hallucination. It
could not have been a meteor because it went in several dir -
ections at once, and changed shape and color; its speed was var-
iable and it sometimes hovered. Dismiss meteor. It could not
have been an earth craft. Its speed was far too great. Its shapes
and colors, its white hot temperatures at times, its noiseless -
ness in flight - all these nail down the earth-craft suggestion.

"It is typical of thousands of cases, but even if we dismiss
all others this one incident provides sbundant proof that non-
terrestrial intelligences are coming to, or emerging from other
dimensions into the atmosphere of this planet, or (perhaps
more accurately) the field of human consciousness."

It is a source of satisfaction to us, to note that Arthur
Constance accepts a number of basic concepts long urged by our
BSR publications.

NEGLECTED RESEARCH

'

(Under the title of Hypnotic Adventure, Newsweek *nagazine for
January 9, 1956, relates the story of one Ruth Simmons, of Pueblo,
Colo. Mrs Simmons is "convinced that she existed 100 years ago
as the wife of an Irish barrister", and also in the 17th century
as a child in New Amsterdam. This belief springs from her own ac-
count "given in a series of deep hypnotic trances! and recorded on
tapes underthe direction of Morey Bernstein, an experienced hyp-

notist.
(Mrs Simmons recalled, while in trance, many details of her

Irish phase of existence as Bridey (Bridget) Murphy, b. 1798, and
also facts of her inter-life experiences, up tc her present in -
carnation in 1923. None of these are remembered by her while in
normal consciousness, but detective work on "names, places, ter -~
minology and folk tales given by her" brought many verifications.

(A much more extended account by author Bernstein also appears
in TRUE magazine for February 1956, and disc recordings made from
tapes are obtainable as shown below. ** ). The story has alsoc
gone the rounds of the press, and I refer to this fact because it
illustrates once more tlhe ignorance of both press and public con-
cerning investigations of this type. The interest displayed is
a hopeful sign, but the naivete of the commentators is hopeless,
Author Bernstein himself is far from beinz naive, and the TRUE
article quotes a score of distingulshed names favorable to the con-
cept of reincarnation - out of possible hundreds, we might add.
Thus the book is interesting and valuable, but at the same time
has no surprises for the informed. The proper use of hypnosis is
of course scientific procedure and very productive, but it is
neither novel nor semnsational.

(Witness in this respect the sad neglect of the research
carried on by A.X. Martin, M.A. *** Under what may be called
light suggestion or light hypnosis his subjects developed an

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'extended memory' or 'memory regression' which took them back not
only to the time of birth, but into the inter-life between incarna-
tions, and seemingly into former earth lives. The data are impress-
ive, apparently veridical, and NOT evoked by questioning: .or sug-
gestions He applies, in short, the maxim approved by Bernstein,
that the hypnotist shold be primarily a guide and helper, without
domination of the subject.

Martin's technique, however, was his own, and while he did not
conceal it he made little attempt to put it into print. The present
writer once questioned him about this, and under the circumstances
(of Martin's recent decease and the growing importance of his work)
feels that it 1s now proper and useful to print the content of the
reply. But before doing this let us gquate briefly from a typical
section of the RESEARCHES, "Experience No. 43" (pg 102 ff). It
should be noted that Martin's subjects (whom he refers to as review-
ers) are able to recall their experiences after returning to normal
consciousness, and often wrote them down - as in the passages
quoted below:

"The first thing I saw were many covered wegons. The horses
were untied and placed in corrals. I saw two women in long hoop
skirts, small aproes and large bonnets, cooking the evening meals
over an open fire. A number of dogs were playing nearby.

"When I entered into the review of this experience I was 14
years old. My name was John Taylor. The year was 1825. In my family
there were my mother and father and a younger brother named Paul
who was 12 years old. We were in a wagon train travelling to Cali-
fornia. There were about 500 people in this train. We were camped
somewhere in the State of Kansas. The leader of our train was John
Smith. It was the Fall of the year . . .

".... The next scenes took place in Wyoming. The land seemed
very flat in places and the mountains seemed to rise up straight
around us. A stream ran close by. The water was very clear and I
could see the different colored rocks at the bottom . . . Ve were'
attacked by a small band of Apache Indians and immediately made a
circle and began to shoot and they gave up the fight in a short
while . . .

"The next scenes took place in California when I was 15 years
0ld . . . The next scenes took place at the sge of thirty, in
the State of Washington where I practised law. My wife's name was
Agnes and we had two children. . ' ( The following scenes cover
the subject's 1life up to the age of 73. '"That was all there was
of that life and things became dark").

Researches in Reincarnation and Beyond contains 50 of these "ex-
periences". The descriptions are glven by the sub - or uncon
mind of the reviewer ( the 'subject ), verbally, are  scious
rocerdéd en tape, checked up historfcally where possible, and re-
membered by the subject. The analytical discussion by the author
is penetrative and deserves close attention.

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I now quote in part Mr. Martin's letter to me of Dec. 1945:

to BSR Director + +« « Rogarding your point of putting little

or no clue to my method of procedure given in

the book itself, this is something for which
we have certain reasons as follows: The whole procedure is a matter
of attunement, and one who does not understand this on the inner
planes might easily follow that procedure if it were given promis-
cuously to the public without the proper attunement, and could se-
cure results which might easily be far from their liking.

They might also not understand just what to do under certain
circumstances, and leave an unsatisfactory condition in the mind
of the reviewer, and might even get scared and secure unsatisfact-
ory results therefrom.

It might be much like placing a person in an automobile who
knew nothing about controlling it - like showing them how to start
it but not how to drive it.

While the subconscious mind protects the person under cer -
tain conditions from violence or injury, yet I believe researches
of this nature should be conducted for constructive results (with-
such results as often attend lower types of spiritual mediumship. -
I have no objection to explaining my procedure to qualified per-
sons who are seriously interested) *

(Concerning my use of hypnotism) "that all depends on what one
means by the term. . . Hypnotism as popularly known involves con-
trol and domination by the operator. I do not think this is right,
though it might be permissible in certain cases for gonstructive
purposes. . . I have taken people into trances where they did not
have sufficient power to make the grade themselves ... there are
different states of attunement for atleast three different object-
ives (these depend on levels of development and psychic states)*

'Our procedure is to completely still the physical and mental
activity thru relaxation, get into the realm of the subconscious
and go back thru childhood to lives beyond the present one.

'"The questions following this are important and will depend on
what results are obtained with each individual reviewer.

'So far as I know there is no set form which could be followed,
and this must be determined by the operatcer, by his attunement
with the reviewer and the results obtained therefrom - and he

will have as many variations of these results as he has reviewers.'

I conclude this article by quoting from Glossary of Terms
Used, page 207 ff., Researches in Reincarnation and Beyond. Vol.
I. By A.L.Martin, M.A. Published by the Author, 146 East State
St.,Sharon, Penna. 1942.
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LIFTED MEMORY, the attunement by which the memory is lifted over and
beyond the advent into the current physical life and one is able to
remember and reenact that through which the consciousness passed be =
fore ooming into the present physical life,--to relive that which is
recorded in the souls Able to see the scenes and objects, hear the
sounds and sense the vibrations, feelings and emotions of past experi-
ences and remember all thet was so reviewed whensver desired. This
can reach back through any time or space,--one life-time, a dozen or
thousands ,-- for in the realm of soul, consciousness is not confined
to the limitations of time or space.

This ettunement is very definitely different from either hypnosis
or spiritualistioc trance.

In hypnosis the subject is very olearly under the influence a n d
control of the hypnotist, he does what the hypnotist tells him to do,
within certain limitations, either then or in a prior hypnotized state.
After he is awakened from the hypnotic sleep he usually knows nothing
of what he did or what took place during the hypnosis.

We often find cases where people experienced reviews, either wholly
or in part, by themselves without the assistance of anyone; if it be
hypnosis, who hypnotized those persons? Your researcher has conducted
these reviews before persons who were hypnetists thomselves, had been
deep students of hypnotism for yeers, they watched olosely everything
that was done-=every move that was made--these people said lifted mem-
ory was definitely NOT hypnotism.

Meany of the reviewers get much more of the review several hours,
days or perhaps weeks after the time when your researcher wes assist-
ing them (and, as stated above, sometimes before) often they review
entirely different lives than the one or ones with which your re =
searcher assisteds This is further proof that it is not hypnotism.

In spiritualistic trance the medium surrenders his organism to a
discarnate entity te use for the duration of the trance. The medium
usually knows nothing that takes place during the trence. All thet
tekes place or is said by the medium during a cumplete trance is done
entirely by the disoarnate entity.

This precess of lifted mempry is like taking one by the hand spir=
itually, leading him into the soul record room and having him tell and
relive what he findsthere.

The reviewer has possession of his faculties and complete organism
during the entire prscess just as he had pnssession and use of them
during the life or lives he reviews. If he was a eripple, or deaf,
dumb and blind in the life he reviews he will ect the same in the re-
views == He may even speak the language he spoke in the life he is
reviewing even though he may not know any of that language in the pre-
sent lifc. What he contaots, reviews and knows during his review he
can bring back am clearly remember when he returns to the conscious=
ness of the present life; this he can elearly remember, when properly
brought through, and passage of time does not seem to dim that memory.



VALUE FCR ETHERIC PRESSURE ON THE PROTCN

by Lindy Millard.

Associate Lindy Millard has computed a value for the etheric
pressure which holds a proton together. He says:

"In C.Q.C. B-10, pg. 3, Ramon Natalli, Exc., MPC., gave 101
pounds per square inch as the nuclear 'force'. Pressure must be a
force per unit area, and therefore 'pounds' should be called
pound weight or pound force. This English unit is equal to the met-
ric c.g.s. value of 4.4482 x 10° dynes. One square inch equals
6.4516258 square centimeters. Therefore by long division one finds
that 11 2 15

10 lb.forcgaé in.© equals 6,89469 x 10°° dynes / cm?r OF
approx. seven quadrillion dynes / cm® .

"The cleavage pressure in a proton is as high as 100 septillion
dynes per sq. cm. Other determinations to be made in the future
will be compared and interpnlated for the correct order of magri -
tude. I assume these postulates:

"The tiny core of a proton consists of two vortex rings which
maintain an equatorial influx and two polar sources, one of which is
the more forcible squirt pencil by means of which the ether of the
gravitational influx field is enabled to escape again into inter -
stellar space. The proton pulls through itself the space ether at
a rate of .2.937 quadrillionths of a cubic cm per second. When the
ether being sucked in by the proton thus reaches the clearance be-
tween the two vortex rings it is rapidly accelerated to the speed
nf light and is ejected with this maximum velscity.

"The stream surface that meets the stagnatien pcint at the cen-
ter may be called a cleavage surface, and its flow velocity causes
& Bernoulli pressure drop, which causes the two vertex rings to
stick together. With the aid of integral calculus I have estimated

The proton structure which forms also a constituent portion of a
neutron, has essentially the same field properties as those above,
despite some distortion of its external streamline map or flow pat-
tern. You may think the implosion of a collapsing TV picture tube
is startling, but what would happen if the weaker half of a proton
were severed by a suitable direct hit of sufficjently superlative
energy?

"Perhaps Nature has installed safety devices in every atom. I
think that a cosmic ray proton travels with its weaker end as its
'stern'. (We should not extrapolate the mechanics of rocket jets
into this domain of extremely small sizes. The weaker end of a pro-
ton helps to generate the central electric exchange field, as in
Alpha groups and H, structures of an atom's core, and is thus
practically hidden. Its protection from attack is afforded by the

comparitively impenetrable massive flow-circuit field of the strong-
er end, which latter part generates and intrudes into the elastic
bumper field. Every atom core is thickly enveloped by a bumper
field which it generates. Krafft has estimated the depth of a bum-
per field to be about 17 times the radius of the core of a Helium
atom. (Even in the orthodox journals of physics , the ‘atomic nucleus
of today is so different in its energy-level organization, from the
marble-bag nucleus of 1945 that there is hardly any comparison. In
order to split a proton by mechanical impact, it would be necessary
to strike the weaker vortex ripg (the less massive one) with a most
piercing direct blow from its inner side; but the massive ellipsoid-
al field of the stronger vortex ring is too large and therefore 'in
the way'. This is so in our physical plane during the present cy -
cle of cosmic history.

The planet which had become a nova in the Sirius system, as so
vividly related by Oge-Meke in THe Fire Trail, was a planet which,
prior to its 'protonic flash-point'holocaust had had an atmosphere
with high humidity and vapor pressure. Its citizens who had util-
ized atomic power for a long time seem to have been fairy-like ele-
mentals. How small they were I cannot guess, but this considera-
tion might explain how their radar-like atomic apparatus could at-
tain to the high frequency of a proton's latent resonance. Perhaps
‘their H and 0 atoms Wwere more vulnerable than curs are. An aeon of
time has lapsed since then. I am therefcre not comparing Earth with
the planet of Sirius. We have the same laws of physics but with
somewhat different parameters or coefficients. Our atoms are more
heavily clothed, pulsate more slowly, have more 'give' to them, and
do not set up chain reactions so easily at the lighter end of the
perisdic table of elements.

"But the object lessons of cosmic history will stand. I hope
the 'souls' of cur atomic physicists will recapture memories of
such lessons."
